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Grant Funds Misused, 
• Says State Auditor

More than half of a grant that was 
supposed to help juvenile offenders will 
have to be paid back to the state 
because it was misused, according to 
an auditor's finding disclosed at last 
week's meeting of the Floyd fiscal 
court. 

Under the last county administra­
tion, $26,600-most of it channeled 
through the state from the federal Law 
Enforcement Assistance Administra­
tion-was earmarked to provide sup­
port staff for juvenile court here from 
July, 1980 to June, 1982. The idea was to 
refer young offenders to various help­
ing agencies rather than haul them 
before the court and stigmatize them 
as delinquents. 

In fact, a good part of the money 
went to pay two workers who were 
already on the county payroll-a viola­
tion of the tenns of the grant, the 
auditor said.

Just in case anyone gets the wrong 
idea, the Judge-Executive's .1983 
Chrysler New Yorker and the 
magistrates' rew pickups are their 
private vehicles and were paid for out 
of their own pockets, Judge-Executive 
Jerry Lafferty, Jr. was anxious to 
make clear last week. 

This timely reassurance coincides 
with a report that some fiscal court 
members in Kentucky are spending too 
much public money on their own 
salaries and expenses. 

Bill Wiley, a staff member of a 
l~gislative subcommittee that met in 
Frankfort last week, presented figures 
to the committee that apparently rais­
ed the question in some legislators' 
minds of whether fiscal court 
magistrates are paying themselves too 
much for what is generally a part-time 
job . 

Moreover, since many of the best­
paid magistrates are in coal counties, 
which receive severance tax money, 
one committee member suggested the 
legislature might reconsider its policy 
of returning severance tax money to 
those counties. 

In a report to the Subcommittee on 
County Officials' Compensation of the 
interim Joint Committee on Counties 
and Special Districts, Wiley said 24 
counties are paying magistrates more 
than $10,000 a year. T'lree-fourths of 
these 'counties receive severance tax 
money. 

In fact, magistrates in six of the 24 
counties earn more than 
$20,000-including Floyd, where 
magistrates are paid $20,843 in base 
salary and $300 a month for expenses, 
and the judge-executive receives 
$28,386, a mileage allowance, and $300 
a month-picked up by the state, in his 
case-for expenses.

One employee who was earning $1461 
a month as county finance officer was 
paid $1200 for "extra work" over a 
three-month period in 1981, it was said. 
Another worker earning $883 a month 
as a secretary in the county judge's of­
fice was named juvenile support staff 
worker as well, for an additional $882 a 
month. 

In each case, the two jobs for which 
the employees were paid were done 
with the same normal work hours, the 
auditor said. 

The $1200 lump sum payment charg­
ed against the first year of the grant 
and the whole $13,300 awarded in the 
second year should be returned to the 
state, according to the auditor, 
although the county may dispute the 
auditor's findings within 30 days. 

Grace Damron was later identified 
as the employee who was paid the lump 
sum, while Janet Tackett received the 
additional salary as juvenile worker. 
Mrs. Damron said this week the pay­
ment she received was for typing up 
juvenile reports at home, after her 
regular working hours. Mrs. Tackett 
declined to discuss the duties she was 
assigned as juvenile support officer. 

County Personnel Officer Thomas J. 
Lafferty, Jr. said that, as a result of the 
misuse of the grant, the county has lost 
state funding for its juvenile support 
officer. "NQw I'm going to have to go 
back to Frankfort like a dog with its 
tail between its legs to try to get the 
grant back," he said. 

The fiscal court voted to refer the 
matter to the County Attorney.

Hazelrigg Adjudges 
Hospital in Contempt

Highlands Regional Medical Center 
is not to do anything to interfere with 
two doctors in their practice of 
anesthesiology at the hospital; the 
hospital is to make necessary supplies 
and equipment available to the physi­
cians, and any failure to do so could 
result in a fine of $500 a day. 

Moreover, the medical center's 
refusal to allow one of the physicians to 
use hospital supplies last Friday puts 
the hospital in contempt of a court 
order issued a day earlier. 

Such is the substance of an order 
issued Tuesday by Johnson Circuit 
Judge W.B. Hazelrigg. Hazelrigg, who 
is standing in for Floyd Circuit Judge 
Hollie Conley in Conley's absence, 
handed down the order in response to a 
petition filed Monday by lawyers for 
Drs. Mina Majmundar and Ermelinda 
R. Arriola. 

. According to an order issued last 
Thursday by Judge Conley, Highlands 
was temporarily restrained from con­
tracting exclusively with a group of 
nurse-anesthetists for anesthesia ser­
vices. Majmundar and Arriola, 
anesthesiologists with clinical and 

staff privileges at the hospital, had pro­
tested the contract, claiming it effec­
tively revoked their rights and priv-
ileges. . 

In an affidavit filed Monday, J. K. 
Wells, an attorney for the plaintiffs, 
said that Dr. Arriola went to Highlands 
to perform anesthesia last Friday but 
hospital officials denied her access to 
supplies she needed. 

Highlands' attorney Phillip Damron 
told her he did not interpret Thursday's 
injunction to mean the hospital had to 
make supplies available to her, Dr. Ar­
riola said. 

Judge Hazelrigg ordered Highlands 
officials to appear in court Tuesday to 
show why they should not comply with 
Thursday's injunction and why the 
hospital "should not be punished for its 
contumacy in disobeying said order." 

<Those with whom Highlands is seek­
ing to contract for anesthesia services 
were erroneously called 
anesthesiologists in a Times report last 
week. While both nurse anesthetists 
and anesthesiologists specialize in 
anesthesia, only the latter are physi­
cians.)

Woo Miner Vote 

"THE WORKING MAN and Labor" being the theme of this year's 
Red, White and Blue Day parade, UMW president Sam Church, Jr. 
was an appropriate grand marshal. The burly unjon leader was in 
town for another reason, too. Both he and Rich Trumka, the UMW 
lawyer who is challenging him in a bid for the presidency, were 
making final campaign appearances here before the Nov. 9 union 
ballot. 

At the start of this month a law was 
to take effect which, it was hoped, 
would solve the problem of getting coal 
to market without destroying the roads 
on which it is hauled.

Greg Stumbo, especially when it comes 
from people he says worked on the bill 
with him, approved it, found it 
workable at the time-and are now try­
ing to put as much distance as they can 
between themselves and SB 144. 

In testimony before the interim Joint 
Committee on Transportation late last 
month and in a recent letter to The 
Times, Stumbo made no secret of his 
disgust with Gov. John Y. Brown and 
Transportation Secretary Frank Metts 
over what he sees as their turnaround 
on the overweight-truck bill, once the 
legislation began to generate some 
controversy. 

But Stwnbo has vowed to defend the 
measure even if it costs him his 
political future-as some have sug­
gested it might-as the best idea 
anyone has yet come up with to solve 
the chronic abuse of Eastern Ken­
tucky's roads . 

Under the Jaw which Stumbo pro­
moted and which was enacted by the 
1982 General Assembly, coal operators 
can run tracks above the posted weight 
limits if they are willing to pay for the 
damage done to the roadp.

Any operator buying a permit would 
be exempted from the state's weight­
distance tax, which was also imposed 
by the 1982 legislature.

Delay of Trial 
Granted Bevins, 
Slayer of Five 
The trial of Okie Bevins, charged 

with the murder of five persons at 
Allen, Oct. 16, last year, has been con­
tinued in Greenup circuit court till 
January, The Times learned this week. 
The trial had been set for Nov. 29 in 
that court in a change of venue from 
the Floyd circuit court. 

The continuance, granted by 
Greenup Circuit Judge James Atkin­
son on motion of defense attorney 
Lester Burns, sets the trial for 
January, but the Greenup circuit clerk 
was unable to provide a specific date 
because the continuance order had.not 
been transmitted to that office by the 
judge. 

Commonwealth's Attorney James R. 
Allen said that his first knowledge of a 
continuance requf'st came last 
Wednesday when be received a copy of 
the defense motion. Early this week, he 
was uncertain what had happened. If 
the Greenup court took any action on 
the Burns motion, he said, it was taken 
without the commonwealth having an 
opportunity to protest. 

"We were ready and anxious to go to 
trial," Allen said. 

The 71-year-old Bevins is charged 
with murder in the slayings of Michael 
Halbert, Roger Click, Rufus Hamilton, 
Jarvey Hamilton and Roger Hatfield. 
He also has been charged with the 
shooting and wounding of three other 
men on the same occasion. 

Bevins remains a prisoner in the 
Laurel county jail at London, without 
bond .

One, who 
even the defense attorney conceded 
was a "credible witness," failed utter­
ly to convince the jury, which found for 
the defendant after deliberating less 
than 10 minutes.

As Joe Younce told the story, Charles 
Sartin, of Wheelwright, was driving by 
the Younce home on Abner Mountain in 
late July when his car broke down and 
he asked permission to use the 
Younces' phone.

He said that what he 
had taken from the trunk of his car was 
a gas can and that he had dumped no 
dog on the Younces' property. He was 
acquitted.

(or the senior citizens' center," Clabe 
Bingham, 88, one of a large delegation 
of senior citizens, told the fiscal court. 
The group was seeking additional 
funds to pay for a bus driver. 

The fiscal court budgeted 
$18,000-$6000 for each of the county's 
three senior citizens' centers-this 
year. But, especially in view of the re­
cent elimination by Prestonsburg of its 
i:ash support for the Archer Park 
center, the elderly cannot Jllake it 
without more help, the court was told. 
. While the county-which owes 
~00,000 in past-due bills-has pro­
blems of its own, money would be 
tound to furnish their bus driver, the 
Seniors were assured. 

Some $26,446 in Area Development 
funds has been given to the county for 
the extension of water lines up the left 
tork of Middle Creek, Spurlock, and 
Buck's Branch, but another 
$30,000-$35,000 will be needed before 
lhe county can go ahead with the pro­
ject, Judge-Exeeutive Jerry Lafferty, 
Jr. said. 

Albert Burchett was hired as assis­
tant Commonwealth's Attorney at a 
salary of $500 a month; the salary of 
Alcoholic Beverage Control Ad­
ministrator Phillip Damron was fixed at $1500 a month; and Denzil Allen was 
appointed to the Floyd County Housing 
Commission to replace Ron Reynolds. 
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Younce, 61, a retired coalminer, ap­
peared stunned by the verdict. " l don't 
know what happened," he said. " I'm 
a World War II veteran. I wouldn't tell 
anybody a lie." 

Ray Clifton, of Old Allen , was in 
court to accuse his neighbor of ter­
roristic threatening. Demus Lumpkins 
had threatened to burn his house, he 
said. 

Lumpkins didn't deny the charge but 
said he has been driven to make the 
threat by continued rowdy behavior at 
Clifton's house, including one occasion 
last summer when, he said, two young 
women danced, half-naked, on 
Clifton's roof. 

Clifton was described as a widower 
in his late fifties. 

Defense Attorney Gary Johnson said 
his client wanted to use the trial to 
"publicly expose what is going on." To 
that end, Lumpkins had kept records 
over a three-month period, he said, in­
cluding photographs of "people trading 
and shooting guns" on Clifton's front 
porch, license numbers of a "stream of 
visitors" to the house, and a tape­
recording of a boisterous party there. 

The "loud noise, foul language and 
continuous partying" was particularly 
offensive to the Lumpkins' because 
they have three young children at 
home, their lawyer said. 

After listening in chambers to a tape­
recording submitted by the defense, 
District Judge Harold Stumbo dismiss­
ed the charge against Lumpkins. 

Says Workers Should 
Be First Priority 

Although I regret the cutback of 
funds to such worthy organiza lions as 
the Archer Senior Citizens Center and 
the Floyd County Humane Society's 
animal shelter, it deeply disturbs me 
that so little is said of the situation of 
the Prestonsburg city employees who 
lost their jobs as a result of Jack of 
funds. 

These men now find themselves 
jobless with families to support and 
with little hope of securing new 
employment. I think it should be 
pointed out that the senior citizens 
center and the animal shelter were 
never officially a part of the city's 
budget but were supported out of the 
general fund. Jn view of this it seems 
unfair to me that men's jobs are 
sacrificed while money from the 
general fund has been used for years to 
support things which were never part 
of the budget.

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Stumbo said he had several meetings 
with the two men last spring to discuss 
the legislation. In one such meeting, in 
the final days of the legislature, "we 
went over this legislation, literally 
word by word and line by line ... 
Everyone agreed that this was a 
workable piece of legislation at that 
time and that the governor and his ad­
ministration would support it," Stum­
bo claims. 

At the time, the governor didn't have 
much choice. The weight-distance 
measure he had proposed could not get 
through the legislature without a com­
panion measure which provided a way 
out for coal haulers. Stumbo's bill was 
the way out. 

But now, with more room to 
maneuver, Brown and Metts have 
"backed up on their deal with us, " 
Stumbo charges. "They simply misled 
us into believing that they would 
uphold their end of the bargain, once 
they got their weight-distance tax." 

Stumbo is particularly incensed by a 
remark he attributes to the governor to 
the effect that "there may not be a 
solution to the problem" of the coal 
haul roads. With an attitude like that, 
Brown ought to resign, the legislator 
suggested. 

The overweight truck bill, which end­
ed up as a House amendment "piggy­
backing" on SB 144, has a history that 
helps explain it, Stumbo points out. He 
attributes the original idea to Paul Pat­
ton, now Pike Judge-Exec,utive but 
Deputy Transportation Secretary in 
1980. 

In that year, Rep. Bill Weinberg, of 
Hindman, filed a bill that embodied 
Patton's concept, but too late for it to 
get a proper hearing. Last year, Stum­
bo says, he broached the idea at a 
meeting of the governor's Task Force 
on Coal Transportation, of which he 

. was a member, which "endorsed it at 
least in principle." 

One alternative he was trying to 
avoid, Stumbo indicated, was outlined 
by Neil Welch, then Secretary of the 
Justice Department. Welch, concerned 
about the lack of compliance with the 
existing overweight truck law, wanted 
to transfer enforcement of the law 
from the district courts to a commis­
sion in Frankfort. 

Stumbo said he feared such a "solu­
tion" would shut the coal industry 
down for the sake of the roads. 

SB 144 is still the best plan for saving 
both the industry and the roads, he in­
sists. As long as the new measure re­
mains under a legal cloud, disrtict 
courts are saddled with an outdated 
law that irks the industry and does lit­
tle for the highways. 
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The only other counties in Kentucky 
to pay their fiscal court members more 
than $2D,OOO are Pike, Perry, Leslie, 
Jefferson and Daviess. 

Rather than cut salaries, the number 
of magistrates might be reduced, one 
committee member suggested. Such a 
change should be considered because 
of the 1978 revision of the state's 
judicial system that took judicial 
power away from the fiscal court, said 
State Sen. Gene Huff <R-London ). 

The state attorney-general has held 
that magistrates have no official 
power except at meetings of the fiscal 
court, a point stressed by a $late 
auditor who inspected the records of 
the Floyd fiscal court earlier this year. 
However, in many counties, including 
Floyd, magistrates in practise act as 
road supervisors in their districts-a 
fact that some claim as justification 
for their large salaries. 

A1 Howell, an auditor with the state 
Division of County and Municipal Ac­
counting who early this year issued a 
report highly critical of spending under 
the last county administration here, 
said salary increases have put some 
counties on the brink of financial 
disaster.

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What Church puts down as inex­
perience, Trumka translates as a kind 
of youthful vigor and the ability to see 
things with fresh vision. Under the 
leadership Church inherited from Ar­
nold Miller in 1979, the UMW has 
faltered and "no longer does what it is 
designed to do. It doesn't fulfil the 
needs of its members," Trumka 
charges. 

"What distinguishes us most from 
Church," he said in an interview with 
The Times last week," is our desire 
and ability td identify the needs of the 
membership." 

The trouble with Church, he said, is 
that he is reactionary-responding to a 
problem when it arrives instead of go­
ing out to confront it, head-on. The lack 
of a national energy policy Trumka 
cites as a case in point. Church "did 
nothing" about it until a month ago, he 
said, after 33,000 UMW miners had lost 
their jobs in the national coal slump. 

But Church claims he has unified an 
organization racked with political in­
fighting when he took office, has 
brough fiscal stability to the union, and 
last year negotiated a contract that in­
cluded a 371h percent pay increase as 
well as a pension plan for miners' 
widows. 

" It's the best union contract 
negotiated under the Reagan ad­
ministration," he said. And it means, 
he says, that UMW miners are among 
the few American workers outpacing 
inflation. 

Church appeared optimistic Satur­
day that cutbacks in imported steel 
will allow both the U.S. steel and coal 
industries to pick up next year. 

The union leader, who is 46, married, 
has four children, and gained con­
siderable experience in local and 
district offices during his years as a 
West Virginia miner, makes much of 
his record. By comparison, Trumka, 
who is 33 and single, lacks experience 
in local and district offices and has put 
in relatively few years in the mines. 

Church claims his opponent lacks 
even the minimum five years 
underground that the UMW constitu­
tion requires of its major office­
seekers. Trumka bristles at the 
charge-a charge which, he says, is ad­
vanced by no one but Church-and 
claims seven years of mining ex­
perience. 

Much of it he gained on summer an_d 
Christmas vacation from Penn­
sylvania State University. After earn­
ing a law degree from Villanova and 
working for three years on the legal 
staff at UMW headquarters in 
Washington, he returned home to 
Nemacolin, Pa., an old "company 
town" on the banks of the Monongahela 
River, to put in yet more time 
underground. 

His father and both grandfathers 
worked in the mines, Trumka is quick 
to point out, in the days when Polish 
and Italian families were the under­
dogs in a community dominated by 
managers who were mostly of Anglo­
Saxon descent. 

It was his maternal grandfather who 
urged him to become a lawyer, "to 
help miners," he said. 

" I went to school not to become a 
lawyer but a UMW lawyer," Trumka 
boasts. And, if he has not left the UMW 
for a higher-paying job with some coal 
company, not even his critics would 
say it is for want of opportunity. 

Both candidates were predicting vic­
tory last week, both in Floyd county 
and nationwide. Trumka points to the 
fact that he received many more ballot 
nominations from the 900 UMW locals 
than did Church. But endorsements by 
committeemen in the local chapters 
has never been a true measure of how 
the rank and file will vote, Church con­
tends. 

That issue at least will be resolved 
Nov. 9.

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Jury Convicts 
P'burg Doctor 

A Prestonsburg physician was con­
victed by a Fayette Circuit Court jury 
last Wednesday of using a Puerto 
Rican boy in a videotaped sexual per­
formance. 

Dr. Ernest C. Holbrook, 46, a 
urologist at Highlands Regional 
Medical Center, will be sentenced Nov. 
19. In the meantime he will remain free 
under $6000 bond. 

The offense of using a minor in a sex­
ual performance is a class-D felony 
and carries a possible one- to five-year 
sentence. Under Kentucky law, 
Holbrook could become eligible for 
parole after serving three months. 

Carlos Diaz, now 18 and living in 
Charleston, W.Va., testified that the 
taping was do='C in Puerto Rico at a 
San Juan motel shortly after he met 
Holbrook in March, 1981. But Assistant 
Commonwealth's Attorney Mike 
Malone said the tape V'luld not have 
been made before Diaz moved with 
Holbrook to Lexington and began fre­
quenting a bar of which the physician 
was part owner. 

During a lengthy jury selection, four 
prospective jurors said their religious 
opposition to homosexuality would pre­
vent them from deciding the case on 
the basis of the law. 

Russell Dea n, a ss istant ad ­
ministrator at Highlands, said that any 
review of Dr. Holbrook's hospital 
privileges would be a matter for the 
hospital's medical staff to consider. 
Dr. S.G. Bader, a surgeon at the 
hospital and chief of the medical staff 
there, was out of town and unavailable 
for comment this week.

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Skaggs In Betsy Layne Concert

(The success of Thursday night's 
Ricky Skaggs concert at Betsy Layne 
came as no surprise. Indeed, only three 
days prior to his Betsy Layne ap­
pearance the young musician-singer 
from Lawrence county was named by 
the Country Music Association, Male 
Vocalist of the Year. In addition, he 
was awarded CMA's Horizon Award. 
The honors officially put Skaggs at the 
"top" of the country music world and, 
luckily for the Betsy Layne Band 
Parents organization which sponsored 
the concert and the near capacity 
crowd which attended, his Floyd coun­
ty appearance represented one of his 
first public performances following the 
prestigiOus awards. The following arti­
cle is derived from an interview with 
Skaggs conducted by Wende Buchanan 
before Thursday night 's perform­
ance. ) 

Twenty years of hardwork and deter­
mination have made Ricky Skaggs 
Nashville's newest 'overnight success' . 
Over the years his name has been link­
ed with such greats as his mentor 
Ralph Stanley, Em my Lou Harris, the 
Country Gentlemen and Linda 
Ronstadt. By 15 he was a full member 
of Ralph Stanley's band. Thirteen 
years later , he is the youngest member 
of the Grand 01' Opry, and he is going 
stronger than ever. 

Last week the Country Music 
Association voted him Male Vocalist of 
the Year and presented him with the 
Horizon Award for best newcomer. 
However, his nomination for enter­
tainer of the year struck a special 
chord. Skaggs explained that it felt 
"weird" to be nominated as Enter­
tainer of the Year and that he was 
"real happy and real thankful" for the 
Horizon Award. 

Skaggs has been a musician since the 
age of five when his father first taught 
him to play the mandolin. Not long 
after that he made his firs t Nashville 
television appearance. However, when 
asked if he might have lost part of his 
childhood, he replied with a chuckle, 
"Well , I am still in my childhood." 

"Waitin' for the Sun to Shine" has 
sold over 430,000 albums and rocketed 
the group to the top of the charts. 
However, the group has not been idle 
since the record's release. The newest 
album , "Highways and Heartaches," 
containing the single "Heartbreaker," 
was cut in about 210 hours. Also, men-

tioned were plans for a new album call­
ed "Ricky Scaggs Favorite Country 
Songs. " 

When asked what he calls his music, 
his reply was swift and cer tain, "Coun­
try music. Bluegrass is a label that has 
been struck on the music for years and 
years, you know, because BtU Monroe 
came from the Bluegrass state of Ken­
tucky. It doesn't make the music any 
more Bluegrass than Ralph Stanley's 
music. Ralph hardly ever calls his 
music Bluegrass-it 's just old moun­
tain music." 

The tight schedule keeps him on the 
road a great deal and has cut deeply in­
to his private life, or as he phrased it, 
" Wh&t private life!" He and his wife, 
Sharon White, of Buck White and the 
Down Home Folks, recently bought a 
house in Hendersonville, Tennessee. 
However, unpacking and traveling do 
not mix easily. He said, "I had to go on 
the road to get some rest." 

As for goals Ricky quipped, "Pull off 
this show." In a more serious vein he 
continued, " I never really set too many 
goals, I just try to let everyday provide 
for itself and let everyday take care of 
itself ... If I had set goals to win Male 
Vocalist of the year, I would never 
have won it. I think priorities is a bet­
ter word for it. I have priorities in my 
life and those are more personal than 
anything, you know. But, professional 
goals .. .! have done okay without set­
ting any."

They were separated from each other 
and their parents during the genocidal 
terror that Pol Pot and his communist 
murderers inflicted on the cambodian 
people, beginning in 1975. Chan was on­
ly 15 then, but somehow he managed to 
survive, taking refuge in the highland 
jungles, hiding in the tree tops, work­
ing his way with others toward the Thai 
border .

Chan is a 
deaf mute. But he did escape from 
Cambodia , and he was sheltered by a 
Cambodian family in a refugee camp, 
even though they could not converse 
with him.

Amazingly, Sophan also had reached 
Thailand, and once, agonizingly, 
through the gates of the camp she 
caught sight of Chan, but because she 
was with a group of people headed for 
the United States, there was no chance 
to make contact with him. That was in 
1979. 

In the spring of 1981, Chan arrived in 
Phoenix, Arizona, hoping to begin a 
new life. But how could he when it was 
impossible for him to communicate 
and therefore to learn? For nearly a 
year, he was passed from one Cambo­
dian family to the next in a vain effor t 
to find help. No one could understand 
him . He couldn't be fitted into a train­
ing program, much less a job. 

Almost in desperation, the catholic 
Relief Agency handling Chan's case 
called Colleen Mooney, refugee coor­
dinator for the Santa Ana, California, 
office of the u.s. catholic Conference. 
Could she help? Could Orange County 
accept a deaf mute Cambodian? 

Colleen was reluctant to say yes. The 
case was loaded with serious potential 
problems. Suppose Chan was also 
retarded? Even if he weren't, any 
family who took him in would have to 
be English-speaking as well, and 
there weren't all that many. There a lso 
was the consideration of community 
backlash against additional refugges. 
She was inclined to beg off, but there 
was something about the bleakness of 
the case that wouldn't let go, and final­
ly she agreed to take him "and leave it 
in GOO's hands." 

Through the agency's case worker, 
Chansa Klo, a Cambodian family was 
located that was willing to accept 
Chan. They were to pick him up at John 
Wayne Airport when he arrived on the 
flight from Phoenix. Fine, but then a 
problem arose. The family had no car, 
and Chansa Kho couldn't use hers 
because she had a doctor's appoint-

. ment. She looked around for help and 
called on her friends, the Chaus. As 
refugees, they had been her first 
clients. Could they possibly be on hand 
to greet the newcomer? 

They could, and when Chan stepped 
off the plane, the first person he saw 
was his sister, Sophan, for she was 
Mrs. Cbau. There are no spoken or 
written words to describe that reunion 
or the odds that it would ever take 
place. Brother and sister didn't need 
any words because as children they 
had developed their own sign 
language. But in any language, it spells 
miracle. 

Today Chan is attending a school for 
the deaf in Anaheim, California. Far 
from retarded, he is very intelligent, 
and understandably, the most en­
thusiastic student in his class. 

For Chan to be able to take that in­
credible step into Sophan 's hands, a 
number of people all the way from 
Thailand to Phoenix to Santa Ana, had 
to say yes- to take an extra step, and it 
is that extra step that makes a ll the dif­
ference in life.

Although the elderly are the most 
heavily targeted group, they are not 
alone with denture problems." 

Consumers face a wide variety of 
problems with dentures. Many times, 
consumers will find bargain prices 
advertised, only to discover a lot of hid­
den charges. Sometimes, consumers 
will only see a dentist on an initial visit. 
Mter the initial visit, the dentist will 
neveJ seem to "be available." Con­
sumers may even have to pay cash in 
advance just to see the dentist. Later, 
if they become dissatisifed with their 
denturE!$, they may discover that they 
cannot get their money back. Con­
sumers should always be on the lookout 
for these types of practices. 

There are several steps consumers 
can take to avoid being "ripped off" 
when buying dentures. First,· always 
insist on seeing a licensed dentist. Do 
not allow a laboratory technician to 
make your denture impression . 
Laboratory technicians are not licens­
ed to make impressions, nor do they 
usually have any training to do so. Se­
cond, be cautious about paying in ad­
vance. Attorney General Beshear says , 
"Consumers will often pay a large cash 
sum in advance only to later become 
dissatisfied with their dentures and not 
be able to get a refund." Beshear also 
added, "Be sure your dentist delivers 
what he advertises. If he advertises 
personal attention, make sure you get 
it. If you go back for an adjustment, 
make sure a licensed dentist does the 
adjustment. The dentist can then be 
sure the dentures fit properly. "

State Program 
Finds 141 Jobs 

An innovative program that trained 
welfare recipients for jobs and helped 
provide stable staff for Kentucky's 
me~tal health hospitals placed 141 peo­
ple m permanent jobs before it ended. 

The Kentucky Health Care Employ­
ment Program (KHCEP) ceased 
o~ration Sept. 30, 1982. The program, 
whtch began under the direction of Dr. 
Grady Stumbo Oct. 1, 1980 was 
originally scheduled to operat~ only 
one year. However, because of the suc­
cess of the program, it was continued 
an additional year when money 
became available. 

KHCEP was a one -of -a-kind 
demonstration project which paid 
welfare recipients on-the-job training 
a t the cabinet's mental health 
hospitals. 

A total of 141 of the program's 2Zl 
participants were placed into unsub­
sidized jobs and are no longer on the 
welfare rolls, according to Human 
Resources Secretary Buddy Adams. 
Most of these people were placed in 
permanent jobs in the institutions after 
their training, he said. 

The program's success in placing 
welfare recipients in permanent jobs 
means savings for the taxpayer 
Adams said. "Welfare payments wer~ 
reduced by $255,289 annually when the 
141 participants went to work. Also, as 
working citizens, they have paid 
$329,395 in state and federal taxes and 
social security." 

These figures do not include Food 
Stamps and Medicaid or the taxes all of 
the participants paid while receiving 
training.

"When they started training, the ma­
jority of the participants had little or 
no marketable job skills and had pro­
blems with child care and transporta­
tion, said Adams. " This program 
demonstrated that welfare recipients, 
even those who have barriers to over­
come, can and will work when given 
the opportunity."

"When KHCEP began in 1980, staff 
turnover at state mental institutions 
was high, Adams said. "Hard 
economic times greatly reduced the 
turnover. We were not able to place as 
many of the program participants into 
the jobs at institutions a& was 
planned."

Computers have come of age in 

busit1esses, homes and schools across 
the country. To help students keep up 
with the latest in computer technology, 

•
Kentucky's State Department of 
Education, 26 Kentucky school 
districts and KET are participating in 
a national project designed to advance 
the use of small format computers, 
also known as microcomputers, in 
schools. Kentucky's participation in 
this project, sponsored by the Agency 
for Instructional Television (AIT), has 
been funded by the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Education. 

Each of the 26 school districts and 
participating Kentucky state agencies 

• will be part of a national consortium to 
design the computer project. Accor­
ding to Harry Hinkle, KET's director 
of instructional television (lTV) pro­
gramming, once finished, the project 
will include instructional materials for 
students to sharpen their thinking and 
problem-solving skills. The package 
will also include in-service actitivites 
for teachers and policy research 
studies for educators and ad-

• ministrators. 
Eight computer programs for 

students in grades 6-8 will be used in 
conjunction with the "Thinkabout" in­
structional series. Students will ask 
and answer questions about what they 
have seen in the television series, using 
a microcomputer as a learning aid. 

During the next two years, the par­
ticipating agencies will review instruc­
tional designs and scripts and will test 
materials in classrooms. The project is 
slated for completion in 1984.

OUR PINES 
Our pines are hardy evergreens 

which ~~ep a touch of spring on our 
hills in the dead of winter. In summer 
we seldom notice pines, but in winter 
when all the other trees stand bare and 
forlorn, we're glad to see the green of 
the pines on our hills. 

Pines are full of grace and beauty. 
They are also among the oldest trees 
on earth. The Bristlecone pines of the 
high Rockies are the oldest living 
things on the earth. Many of them were 
good sized trees when Abraham walk­
ed the earth. 

There on a dizzy mountain height 
stands an aged Bristlecone, like some 
old crone bent with age. To its rugged 
height, it desperately clings, buffeted 
by storm winds, sleet and hail yet it 
clirrgs desperately to the thread of life. 

We owe our pines the best of care and 
protection. Tap a pine and it will free 
flow a substance called resin. This 
hardens into lumps called . "rosin" 
which oldtimers collected to make a 
salve for sores and wounds. Bears 
know the value of rosin, and when a 
bear is shot or wounded, he runs to a 
pine tree to get rosin to smear on his 
wounds. 

Bears also eat rosin before hiberna­
tion to clog up the bowels during hiber­
nation. Resin is collected from pines to 
make turpentine, one of the best an­
tiseptics to put on sores and wounds. 

Pines are conifers of the evergreen 
family. They produce their tiny seed in 
the cones. Cones often hang on old 
pitch pines for many years. The yellow 
pine is the tallest and most majestic of 
our local pines. On upland heights, it 
reaches a height of 100 feet and is used 
to make lumber for flooring and ceil­
ing. 

The scent of pine has healing power 
for the lungs and bronchial tubes. A 
man with lung trouble can sleep in a 
grove of pines ten years and be cured. 
Pines have needles, not leaves, formed 
in clusters of two, three and five. The 
white pine has five blue-green needles 
to each fasicle called a cluster. The 
white pine also produces its branches 
around the trunk. They are the source 
of the beauti{ul knotty pine lumber us­
ed to ceil the walls of restaurants. Our 
region once had large stands of white 
pine, but they all fell victims to the 

lumber industry. They are easily 
transplanted and in a few years, make 
fine Chri~tmas trees. 

The pine is a popular tree beca'use of 
its beauty and charm. It is the state 
tree of four states, Maine, Michigan, 
Idaho, and Wisconsin. 

In addition to its use to cure bron­
chitis and lung troubles, a tea made 
from pine bark is used to cure coughs, 
throat troubles, influenza, and ton­
silitis.

Police Vow Crackdown 
On Hallowe'en Violence 

It is unfortunate but vandalism has 
become as much a part of Halloween 
as ghosts and goblins. Each year 
destruction of property and other "dir­
ty tricks" are reported throughout the 
commonwealth. 

In 1981 at least three incidents on 
Halloween night went beyond van­
dalism. A Knott county man visiting in 
Perry county died after being shot in 
the chest. The gunfire apparently 
came from a passing car. In 
Cumberland county a woman was hit 
by buckshort as she was riding in the 
back of a truck. 

On Halloween night in Johnson coun­
ty last year, a teenager was per­
manently, injured after· being shot in 
the head by a man apparently angered 
by a roadblock put in place by trick-<>r­
treaters. 

What is it about Halloween that 
seems to bring out the worst in some 
people? Maybe the anonymity of wear­
ing masks and being out after dark 
fosters a feeling that "anything goes" 
on Halloween. 

Whatever the reason, the tradition of 
Halloween vandalism and violence will 
not be tolerated by the Kentucky State 
Police. Troopers will be on duty to pro­
tect the public and serve as a reminder 
that the law is still the law, even on 
Halloween. 

Extra troopers .will be patroling in 
every county on Halloween. Special 
details will be assigned to areas iden­
tified as potential trouble spots. 

The state police are advising 
motorists to watch for rocks or other 
objects which may be thrown across 
the highway or dropped from an over­
pass. Motorists should also watch for 
obstructions placed in the road. . 

In addition to guarding their own 
safety, drivers should look out for 
young trick-<>r-treaters who may not be 
'looking out for themselves. 

Ideally, children should be collecting 
treats only during the time set by local 
authorities for the observance of Hallo­
ween. This year Halloween comes on 
Sunday, Oct. 31, but the official obser­
vation will vary in different locations. 

The state police are also asking for 
parents' cooperation in making a safe 
Halloween this year. 

Parents of trick-<>r-treaters should 
not allow their children out after dark 
when visibility is low. As an additional 
precaution, children should be in Hallo­
ween costwries which allow them to 
see and be seen by drivers. 

•Trick-<>r-treaters can see better if 
they wear Halloween makeup rather 
than a mask. If a mask is worn, it 
should have large eye ope!lings. The 

mask should fit well so it won 't slip. 
*The costume itself should be bright 

or white. Reflective tape can increase 
visibility. (The costume should also fit 
well. A costume whfch drags the 
ground could trip the child and cause 
him to fall .) 

•Children out at dusk should carry a 
flashlight, perhaps in a jack-<>-lantern. 
They should never carry candles. 

The state police advise parents to ac­
company their children on their Hallo­
ween rounds . If this isn't possible, the 
children should be accompanied by· a 
responsible adult or teenager. 

It is safest for children to collect 
treats only in their own neighborhood 
along a route determined by their 
parents.

If faith can move mountains, belief 
did a pretty fair job on one country 
road in County Mayo, Ireland, in 1959. 
Rather than build a road as planned, 
construction workers went on strike 
because the proposed route would have 
destroyed a fragile fairy palace in its 
path. The county commissioners, not 
wishing to disturb either the fairies or 
the folk who believed in them, re­
rerouted the road. 

Many of our contemporary holiday 
. elebrations are rooted in just such a 

rich soil of older beliefs. In America to­
day, Hallowe'en is trick or treat. More 
than 2,000 years ago, in what is now 
France and the British Isles, it was a 
matter of life and death. For the Celtic 
people of Gaul and Britain, the night of 
Oct. 31 was one of thanksgiving, and, at 
the same time, one of terror. 

Firsthand descriptions of the Celts 
from Julius Caesar who wrote an 

.-.~'""'-Jau.r vivid account of the Druids 
priests who were the 

m..-.. ., .. ,,. of worship and the arbiters 
human sacrifice. Celtic worship 

centered around the chief Druid god , 
Baal, whose visible emblem was the 
sun. The festival of Samhain (Saveen) 
or "summer's end," which fell on Nov. 
1, the Celtic New Year's Day, rejoiced 
in Ball's harvest gifts but also mourned 
the sun's fading powers. 

Omens sometimes took gruesome 
-"'"'~". On Oct. 31, the last night of the 

year, it is said, Saman, the lord of 
death, gathered the souls of all those 
who had died the past year and decreed 
what form they would take in the com­
ing year. Bonfires, which were literally 
bonefires, lighted the hills. Animals 
and human beings- usually criminals 
and prisoners of war- were burned 
alive as sacrifices to Baal and the now 
ascendant evil spirits. From their ap-

Marance in death, the priests saw 
~ens foretelling the future . 

Did their omens foretell the Druid 
demise? Caesar conquered Gaul and 
Britain and made it part of the Roman 
Empire, and subsequent Roman rulers 
outlawed human sacrifice and cut 
down the Druids' sacred oak groves. 
They forbade the practice of the Druid 
religion as well and banished or killed 
many of the priests. Roman festivals , 
like the November harvest festival 

....b_onoring Pomona, goddess of fruit, 
• ended with Samhain. Apples and 

nuts, not human beings, were offered 
to Pomona . Nevertheless, many Druid 
customs lived on for hundreds of years 
until Christianity became a force in 
that corner of the world- and even 
beyond. 

Christianity gave Ha llowe 'en its 
name, if not its customs. In 835, Pope 
Gregory IV established the first day of 
November in the Christian calendar as 

A ll Saints' Day, or Allhallows. The 
..,.estival honors all of the Christian 

saints and m artyrs, known and 
unknown. Oct. 31 is Allhallows Even 
<Eve), shortended to Hallowe'en. 

It was likely no accident that the 
very day chosen to honor Christian 
saints was the Druid Samhain. Old 
gods and beliefs are not willingly sur­
rendered . The Christian church 
adopted the policy of incorporating 
what it considered harmless pagan 

Mlkways in an effort to win over the . lk. New branches wer~ thus grafted 
onto the old Druid oak. 

In the Middle Ages , however, church 
opposition to non-Christian practices 
stiffened. In response, witchcraft and 
satanic cults spread throughout 
Europe in defiance of the church. On 
Hallowe'en, especially, the witches 
and warlocks gathered in eerie rites at 
sabbaths to mock the festival of All 
~ints .

The Salem witchcraft trails began in 
February 1692 and ended in January 
1693, having claimed 22 lives . More 
than 400 others, including John AJden, 
of Boston, 70-year-<>ld son of the 
Priscilla and John Alden, of Plymouth, 
were accused but survived the ordeal. 
In the end, a trial judge, a group of 
jurymen and one of the accused 
recanted. A short and unhappy chapter 
in American history was near its close. 

If the Puritans brought an abiding 
belief in witchcraft to America, they 
didn't bring Hallowe'en. The Puritans 
rejected church holidays such as 
~!hallows and would have branded the 
boisterous antics of the folk holiday as 
the work of the Devil. However, other 
English colonists kept old world 
Hallowe'en customs like apple ducking 
and telling ghost stories. Hallowe'en 
became a nationally observed holiday 
in America only after the great Irish 
and Scottish immigration in the mid-
19th century. 

These newcomers brought their 
Hallowe'en celebration as a bonus- a 
Hallowe'en treat. Americans learned 
to play games of divination with the ap­
ples and nuts of Pomona's festival. 
Hallowe'en party-goers bobbed for ap­
ples to find out if love were true, tossed 
apple peelings over their shoulders to 
read in their shapes the initials of 
future husbands and placed seeds on 
their palms to tell fortunes . Couples 

: carefully watched blazing nuts in the 
fire; if a pair of nuts burned to ashes 

: together, a couple expect a happy life, 
• but if they could expect a happy life, 
. but if they crackled or flew apart, 
quarrels and separation were in the of­
fing . 

The Irish and Scottish brought a 
bagful of Hallowe'en tricks· as 
well- some of them the shadowy sur­
vivals of Druid rites. In the late 1800s, 
Hallowe'en pranks reached new 
highs- goblins and evil spirits were 
blamed for buggies on the roofs, front 
gates in the treetops and overturned 
outhouses- and new lows, as teachers 
found snakes instead of apples in their 
desk drawers . At the turn of the cen­
tury, young people built bonfires, rang 
doorbells repeatedly, threw unmen­
tionable objects in front halls and flour 
in people's faces . 

Inevitably, civic conscience reared 
its righteous head. Communities all 
over America started to organize 
Hallowe'en. By the 1930s, Hallowe'en 
had become a regular safe and sane 
epidemic. Los Angeles, naturally, of­
fered dramati c ev~nts at its 
playgrounds . Chicago's municipal 
playground regulations required direc­
tors to provide games, costumes and a 
big bonfire. With barely an autumn 
leaf in sight, Miami Beach presented 
its annual Hallowe'en Frolic. 

Today . in spite of new urban 
dangers, costumed figures are back on 
city streets in full force-but with a dif· 
ference . In the last few years, the pint­
sized w1tches and ghosts have been 
joined by lots of grown-ups. 

For children and adults alike, 
Hallowe'en today is just for fun in spite 
of its frightening beginnings. Certain· 
ly, no one believes in witches, goblins, 
ghosts or other supernatural creatures 
anymore. Well, perhaps only in fairies. 
Et tu, E .T.?

Cervical cancer kills approximately 

11,000 women each year. These are 
needless deaths, since cervical cancer 
can be one of the most curable of all 
cancers if it is detected and treatment 
is started in its earliest stages. There is 
a simple test to determine cervical 
cancer which takes only a few 
moments of a woman's time, and it 
could save her life. This is the Pap test. 

The Floyd County Health Depart­
ment is having a Pap clinic Friday, 
Oct. 22 from 8 a.m. until 2 p.m. This 
clinic is a free service of the Health 
Department and any woman who has 
not had a Pap test in the past year is 
urged to take advantage of this ser-
vice. 

There will be a glaucoma clinic to­
day (Wednesday). This is a free ser­
vice of·the Health Department and the 
public is welcome, but those persons 
age 35 and over are especially urged to 
be screened for glaucoma, since this is 
the high-risk age for the disease. 

No nursing services will be offered 
Wednesday afternoon, Oct. 27, due to a 
special clinic being held at the Health 
Department at that time.

Bell Cracking Down 
On Phone Fraud 

"Go ahead, cheat Ma Bell. Try to 
•beat the system. It's no big deal. If you 
get caught, you just have to pay for the 
call." 

This kind of advice could get your 
thrown in jail, says South Central Bell 
local manager Art Willett, because the 
phone company is cracking down on 
the growing problem of phone fraud. 

"Long-distance fraud has become a 
"'big problem in the last few years," 

Willett said. "But South Central Bell 
and other telephone companies are 
tracking and catching offenders. In the 
past 12 months in Kentucky, 60 people 
have been arrestd and 50 convicted of 
fraud as a result of South Central Bell 
investigations." 

Willett said that most people aren't 
aware of the stiff penalties for phone 
fraud. In Kentucky, long-distance 
fraud is punishable by up to one year in 
jail, plus a fine of up to $3,000. Posses­
sion of an electronic device for making 
fraudulent long-distance calls is 
punishable by a fine of up to $1,000 and 
up to five years in prison . · 

Phone fraud usually involves billing 
a long-distance call to a false credit 
card or telephone nwnber, Willett ex­
plained, or by using an electronic 
device to disrupt telephone calling 
codes. "There is no type of person who 
tries phone fraud. Offenders range

One of the more recurring 
themes in several recent 
motion pictures has dealt with 
couples who undergo midlife 
crises. The kids are grown. the 
career seems to have stagnat­
ed and the spouse just doesn't 
set off any more sparks. 

In Paul Mazursky's new film 
"Tempest," John Cassavetes 
is a wealthy. well-regarded 
architect who contracts·midlife 
crisis fever. This is helped 
along. however. when his wife 
(Gena Rowlands. Cassavetes' 
real-life spouse) decides to 
have an affair with his boss. 

With his barely pubescent 
daughter at • his side, he 
decides to return to his roots 
and heads for Greece. His wife 
follows them seeking custOdy 
of the daughter so Cassavetes. 
daughter. and new mistress 
Susan Sarandon all head for 
an obscure Mediterranean 
island. There they gleefully 
abandon civilization to get 
back to their real rootS. 

It must be difficult for the 
average man on the street 
struggling lrom paycheck to 

paycheck to sympathize with a 
character who has everything 
and throws it all away. As 
Mazursky sets up this film, we 
are never quite sure who is 
sane and who isn' t or who's 
guilty or innocent. 

The film then becomes a 
Shakespearean morality play. 
Characters are all one-dimen­
sional representations of vari­
ous emotions and attitudes -
such as the Neurotic. the 

, Earthy, the Insecure. This 
modern table of loves lost and 
regained is played against a 
splendid natural backdrop, but 
the various events are so coin­
cidental that they become 
theatrical. Indeed, the players 
in this tale actually take bows 
at the end of the film. 

Raul Julia fares best as the 
earthy Greek. His comic 
moments are a welcome 
respite for what is essentially a 
long and wrndy tale signifying 
little. When Mazursky is good 
he's very good, but here he 
barely comes close.

KENTUCKY AFIELD 
FIRE HAZARD SEASON OPENS 

A season opened Oct. 1 that all 
outdoorsmen should be aware'of. It's 
not a hunting season, but the fall forest 
fire hazard season, when special 
regulations governing burning go into 
effect and when anyone who ventures 
into woodlands or brushlands should be 

, particularly careful about fires. 
The forest fire problem in Kentucky 

is more extensive and serious than 
many folks realize. Last year, 4,300 
separate fires burned 294,396 acres of 
forest lands across the state-an area 
just about equal to one-half the size of 
the Daniel Boone National Forest. · 

Since most hunting seasons fall 
within this critical period, hunters 
should be especially careful whenever 
they are in the woods during dry condi­
tions. They should also keep in mind 

· that it is illegal to use fire or smoke in 
any form to drive game or to destroy or 
molest the den, hole or nest of any wild 
bird or animal. 

And of course, anyone seeing or 
suspectin.g a forest fire in the making 
should report the situation to the 
nearest law enforcement agency as 
soon as possible. Last year was a par­
ticularly bad one for forest fires , accor­
ding to forestry officials, and we all 
need to do our part to make the 1982 fall 
fire season an uneventful one for our 
firefighters.

Lightning caused only two of these 
fires, according to Townley Bergman 
of the Kentucky Division of Forestry . 
The other 4,298 were caused either 
directly or indirectly by human activi­
ty. 

Escaped fires from burning debris, 
the single greatest cause of forest fires, 
accounted for 1,597 incidents, Bergman 
says. Smoking started 605 fires and 
was the third leading cause.

Campfires caused 80 fires, while 

equipment use (chain saws, vehicles, 
etc.) started 78 conflagrations, follow­
ed closely by railroads, which started 
73 fires. 

But the sad statistic in all of this is 
that 1,121 fires last year were 
deliberately set. 

Penalties for deliberately setting a 
woods or brush fire on the lands of 
another were increased substantially 
by the 1982 general assembly. This 
crime is now a felony punishable by 
fines of from $1,000 to $10,000 and im­
prisonment of up to five years. 

Other violatons of the fire codes are 
misdemeanors with minimum fines of 
$100 and maximums of $500. Special 
regulations are in effect during both 
the spring and fall fire seasons <March 
1-May 15 and Oct. 1-Dec. 15). 

During these periods, it is illegal to 
set any fires within 150 feet of any 
woodland or brushland except between 
4:30p.m. and midnight. Late afternoon 
hours are safest for controlled burning, 
fire prevention officials say, because 
the wind generally lays about dark and 
escaping sparks are easier to spot. 

Forest fires not only endanger lives 
and property, burn valuable timber 
and leave ugly scars on our landscape, 
they also destroy wildlife habitat and, 
by increasi,ng erosion and stream silta­
tion, can have harmful effects on fish 
populations. 

Every outdoorsman worthy of the 
name knows to be careful with fire, 
knows how to build a safe campfire and 
how to make sure the fire is completely 
extinquished before he leaves a camp­
site. The thoughtful woodsman also 
doesn't carelessly toss cigarette butts 
or lighted matches into the wood. He 
also knows that dry weather, coupled 
with fallen leaves on the forest floor 
and perhaps a strong, gusty wind 
creates ideal conditions for a forest 
fire.
