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Clerk's Staff Walks Out 
Claiming the fiscal court unfairly 

denied them a rmse last week, the staff 
of the county court clerk's office walk­
ed off the job Monday. 

Despite warnings by a state official 
that their strike was illegal, eight 
women clerks walked the picket line in 
sweltering heat, carrying placards with 
slogans like ·'Fiscal Court Unfair," 
''Deputy Clerks Underpaid, Overwork­
ed," and "On Strike Against Boss 
'Hog'. " 

• • While pickets declined to identify 
"Boss 'Hog'," they urged those with 
business at the clerk's office to go, in­
stead, and lodge a complaint with Judge­
Executive John M. Stumbo. They would 
not return to work, they said, until Stum­
bo called a special meeting of the fiscal 
court to reconsider their request for a 
salary hike. 

That request was put ~o the court on 
their behalf last Friday by County Court 
Clerk Thomas D. Lafferty, Jr., who said 
the clerks had had no salary increase for 
21 2 years. Moreover, some of those now 
employed in the clerk's office could ex­
pect to lose their jobs when a new clerk 
takes office after the November 8 elec­
tion and a pay raise at this time would 
enhance their unemployment compen­
sation, he argued. 

The fiscal court Judge Stumbo and 
Magistrates Gerald DeRossett and 
Lowell Samons were the only members 

present-postponed a decision on the re­
quest until the court's next regular 
meeting, scheduled for Sepl. 16. 

Told of the clerks' walkout Monday 
morning, state Local Government Ad­
viser AI Howell, who has been monitor­
ing fiscal court affairs for the past 18 
months, said he urged the employees to 
return to work and warned County Clerk 
Lafferty that he <Lafferty> was respon­
sible for seeing that the clerk's office 
was properly staffed and oper. for 
business. 

He consulted with the state attorney· 
general, who advised him "there is no 
such thing as a strike in government," 
Howell said. 

"I called Lafferty around 9:30 a.m. 
and told him it was up to him as clerk 
to provide services," the state official 
said. ''I said, 'If you can't get them back 
in a reasonable time, you should dismiss 
them.' " He considered about one hour 
to be a "reasonable time," Howell said. 

The state adviser, who is field 
representative for state Local Finance 
Officer Robert L. Purdom, said he also 
spoke by telephone Monday morning to 
Evelyn Goble and Peggy Kidd, two of 
the striking clerks, and recommended 
that they return to work. 

Whatever the motive behind the re­
quest, no salary increase could have 
taken effect before January, Howell said 
Monday. The size of the clerk's staff and 

Howell Loses Cool 
As Squires Absent 

People in the county should know that 
two magistrates were not doing their 
job, grumbled state Local Government 
Adviser AI Howell at a meeting of the 
Floyd fiscal court Friday. 

Magistrates Kenneth Roberts and Ed 
Caudill "should be publicly chastised for 
not being here to do their duty,'' Howell 
said angrily, noting that he had seen the 
two magistrates in the courthouse short­
ly before the 10 a.m. meeting. 

While they took no action on the stale 
offtcial's proposal, Magistrates Lowell 
Samons and Gerald DeRossett made it 

• 
clear that they too were angry that their 
absent colleagues had left them to bear 
alone the burden of several unpalatable 
decisions. 

"Some magistrates are not here 
because they're not willing to do their 
job," complained Samons, when the 
question was raised of levying a proper­
ty tax to support the Floyd Soil Conser­
vation District. Samons and DeRossett 
bit the bullet anyway, voting to impose 
a tax of one cent per $100 assessed 
valuation. 

The tax is expected to raise about 
$16,000 for the conservation district, 
which the county is bound by law to 
support. 

The absence of Magistrate Roberts 
was again noted when Stephens Branch 
residents petitioned for the extension to 
that section of Beaver Elkhorn Water 
District lines. "Their magistrate ought 
to be here to represent them," said 
DeRossett, who voted, nevertheless, to 

Court Approves 
Plan To Borrow 
Up to $202,500 

Under pressure from local bankers, 
who want prompt payment of the loans 
they made to the solid waste system, the 
fiscal court agreed last week to borrow 
more money to keep other county opera­
tions afloat. 

Even apart from its obligation to the 
banks. the county is not taking in money 
fast enough to pay its bills and will have 
a "cash flow" problem at least until 
January, when tax receipts will start 
coming in, state Local Government Ad­
viser AI Howell told the court at its 
regular meeting Friday. 

On Howell's recommendation, the 
court argued to borrow up to $202,500 to 
see the county through its current crisis. 

Precipitating the crisis was the in­
sistence last month by three Floyd 
bankers that outstanding notes totalling 
$109,000 be paid off. The Bank Josephine 
got its money, some $43,000, right away. 
The First Commonwealth Bank agreed 
to take $25,000 on its note now, with the 
$26 000 balance payable next April. The 
Fir~t Guaranty Bank in Martin, whose 
$15 000 note fell due last November, will 
rec'eive $5000 now, with the remainder 
to come in April. 

The money to pay off the loans has all 
been budgeted for that purpose 
$210,046, over half the revenue-sharing 
budget, has been earmarked th1s year 
for the foundering solid waste system. 
The new loan became necessary 
because of the banks' reluctance to wait 
until Ol'!tober, when the next quarterly 
revenue-sharing check comes in, to have 
the original loans paid off.

accept the request and pass it on to 
water district officials. 

One issue that Samons and DeRossett 
chose to postpone until their colleagues 
were present was a request by County 
Court Clerk Thomas D. Lafferty, Jr. for 
salary raises for his office staff. His 
eight fulltime deputies and three part­
time workers had had no salary increase 
for 21~ years, Lafferty explained. 

Moreover, many of them could expect 
to be laid off with the change in county 
court clerk this fall and, without a raise, 
their unemployment benefits would be 
"not that great," he said . 

Ear las Hall, of Wayland, complained 
to the court that, though he was third in 
seniority among District 2 road workers 
laid off earlier this year, he was not 
among the five rehired in July. 
Magistrate Kenneth Roberts "put his 
daughter on in my place," the former 
truck driver alleged. 

Judge-Executive John Stumbo said he 
followed the recommendations of the 
four magistrates in deciding which road 
workers should be rehired. 

''I'm too old lo get a job and too young 
to retire," said Hall, who is 59. "I don't 
think it's fair." 

"You may not have been treated fair­
ly," County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. 
told Hall, "but it may well have been 
legal." 

Among road matters coming before 
the court: Riverside Street, a county 
road within the Martin city limits, will 
be deeded to the city, which will main­
tain the road; a coal haul road at Betsy 
Layne will be taken into the county 
roads system, but will be maintained by 
the state, while repairs are being made 
to the Justell bridge; the county attorney 
will attempt to resolve a dispute over the 
setting of fence posts by Mitchell Kalos 
on the Copperas Lick branch of Abbott 
Creek; the Blankenship road on Tinker 
Fork will be taken into the county roads 
system; the judge-executive will check 
the Ben Shepherd Hollow of Salt Lick to 
see if ;t should be listed among the coun­
ty roads; and a section of the Left Fork 
of Big Branch was recognized by virtue 
of a 1972 resolution as part of the coun­
ty roads system. 

54 Buses Ready 
As Schools Open 

Floyd county's schools opened M?n­
day, a few days late, but all are gomg 
and almost 9,000 pupils are back. 

Classes were scheduled to begin last 
Wednesday, but a complete check of 
school buses was ordered. and school 
bus garage workers were set the task of 
getting them ready 

Fifty-four of the full complement of 60 
buses were in operation Monday. 

School attendance was down by 32 
from last year's opening day enr~ll­
ment. not counting kindergarten pupils. 
The number of kindergarteners was up 
Monday to 613 from last year's opening 
day 539. 

Other enrollment totalled 8918. 
Supt. E.P. Grigsby, Jr. said the f~ll 

enrollment picture will not be seen lill 
after Labor Day, since a trickle of 
students will be coming in until that 
time. He expects the total enrollment to 
be about lO.OOO. 

One of the problems of the August 
opening is scorching heat. But most of 
the schools have air-conditioning. Pres­
burg High School is one that doesn't. 

their salaries, which are fixed by the 
fiscal court every four years, are next 
due for review in 1985. While annual ad­
justments can be made by the court, 
they can be made only in January, 
Howell explained. 

When the clerk's staff was last review­
ed, in May, 1981, the fiscal court 
authorized a chief deputy at $1000 a 
month, two assistant deputies at $800, 
three deputies at $700, three at $550, and 
one at $500. In addition, four part-time 
deputies were approved at an hourly 
rate of $3.35. 

In his request Friday, Lafferty asked 
the court to authorize three assistant 
deputies at $1150, two deputies at $950, 
three at $850, and two at $750. In addi­
tion, he asked for four part-time workers 
at $3.65 an hour. 

Even without authorization of the 
salary increase, some clerks already 
earn substantially more than the 
amount fixed in 1981 and even more than 
the amount for which court approval 
was sought Friday. 

Carla Boyd, who worked for 11 years 
in the clerk's office, denied the striking 
clerks' claim that they had not had a 
raise in 21'2 years. They had pay in­
creases last December, she said. But 
Deputy Clerk Peggy Kidd said the 
higher salaries are the result of over­
time work.

Masked gunmen bound and gagged 
Former Prestonsburg Mayor William 0. 
Goebel at his home here, early Tuesday 
morning, and departed with the cash 
contents of the family safe. 

The robbery echoed the holdup a week 
earlier of Paintsville Mayor James 
Trimble and three family members. 
The haul there was placed at $100,000, 
and again two men were the robbers. 

In neither case has an arrest been 
made. Prestonsburg police began a 
probe into the Goebel robbery, im­
mediately after it was reported, but 
clues.are few. 

Goebel said he was asleep in his 
second-floor bedroom, the door unlock­
ed, when two men masked by nylon 
stockings, appeared. "One stuck a .38 
right in my mouth and told me, "You 
make a sound and you're a dead ', '' the 
former mayor said.

Judge Refuses Bond 
For Accused Husband 

Clyde Douglas Marshall, 31, accused 
of complicity in the June 20 slaying of his 
wife, Glenda Sharon Marshall, 35, was 
ordered held in jail here without bond, 
following a circuit court hearing last 
Wednesday. 

The defendant's attorney, Public 
Defender Ned Pillersdorf, had sought a 
reduction in the million-dollar bond 
originally set on h1s client. Com­
monwealth's Attorney James R. Allen 
countered with a request that bond be 
denied. 

After about four hours of testimony, 
much of it from state police witnesses, 
Circuit Judge Hollie Conley granted the 
Commonwealth's request. A pre-trial 
hearing was set for Sept. 23 and trial was 
scheduled for Dec. 27. 

The judge turned down a defense re­
quest that Marshall be transferred to 
another jail while awaiting trial. 

Two news reporters were barred from 

He said they jerked him out of bed, 
forced him to take them to the safe, and 
after taking the cash it contained bound 
his hands and feet with telephone cord. 
They left as quietly as they arrived. He 
placed the time of the break at around 
1:15 a.m. 

Neither of the other family members 
who were at home at time-his mother­
in-law, Maude S. Mayo, and his 
daughter, Mary-was awakened by the 
intruders, although they occupied rooms 
on the same floor. 

Goebel, who underwent triple bypass 
heart surgery 15 months ago, said he 
almost choked to death after the two 
men stuffed a pair of his own shorts in­
to his mouth. He said they bound his feet, 
then ran the cord to take two or three 
turns around his neck and back to his 
ankles for a final tying. His hands were 
bound around a bed-leg, but he said he 
contrived to wriggle beneath the bed and 
lift it with his shoulder. Then, he said, 
he inched his way to the door, which the 
robbers had locked behind them, and 
began trying to alert other fam1ly 
members by banging the door with his 
head. 

"I thought he was having a nightmare 
and called to him (Goebel), and when we 
could still hear a noise in the room we 
broke in the door," the 91-year-old Mrs. 
Mayo said. 

Police are interested in the apparent 
familiarity of the intruders w1th the 
premises. They entered the one door 
that was unlocked-a sliding door at the 
rear of the house-- , made their way 
through the living room, climbed a stair­
way to the second floor and went direct!" 
to the room occupied by Goebel and also 
containing the safe. Two dogs-one. a 
German police that was feared so much 
by garbage collectors that they discon· 
tinued visits to the house were. 
somehow, so placated that they barkf'd 
only briefly, then remained quiet. 

Goebel said he had little opportunity 
to look the intruders over. but he thinks 
one was wearing blue jeans He said one 
was about six feet tall and other was 
perhaps three inches shorter and 
slighter of build.

PPople who employ household 
workers should be aware of their respon­
sibility to deduct Social Security, taxes 
and to report the wages paid.

An individual who pays a household 
worker-whether a maid, cook, 
gardener, or even a baby sitter-at least 
$50 a month in cash during a calendar 
quarter must deduct Social Security 
taxes. Failure to do so may mean hav­
ing to pay a penalty in addition to the 
overdue taxes. 

A calendar quarter is a three-month 
period that ends on March 31, June 30, 
September 30, or December 31. 
Therefore, the payment of wages that 
average as little as $4 a week would 
amount to more than $50 for a calendar 
quarter and would have to be reported."

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Howell recommended that the court 
immediately borrow $52,000, equal to he 
revenue-sharing check expected in Oc­
tober, for the solid waste system.

Declining coal severance tax receipts, 
coupled with the county's heavy finan­
cial commitment to the solid waste 
system, are held responsible for much 
of the county's current fiscal woes. The 
fiscal court's willingness to borrow 
money this month · will avert a 
threatened default on garbage agency 
bonds in November, said Bob McAninch, 
chairman of the agency board. 

Even so, the .solid waste system will 
need to drain its reserve fund to make 
the bond payment, McAninch said. Of 
the $195,000 originally depOsited in the 
emergency reserve, all but $61,000 has 
been drawn out to make the semi-annual 
bond payments. 

In borrowing more money, . the court 
should press bankers for a more 
favorable interest rate than the lOIJz, 
121/z and 16112 percent levied on the cur­
rent notes, Howell said, adding that the 
county should approach Lexington or 
Louisville banks if local bankers are not 
cooperative. The banks are required to 
pay no taxes on the interest the county 
pays, the state official noted.

Health care providers, consumers and 
interested groups are encouraged to 
testify before members of the panel on 
access to-and funding of- bealth-care 
services for medically indigent persons 
in Eastern Kentucky. 

Also scheduled to speak at the hear­
ing is Bill Crouch, executive secretary 
for West Virginia's recently created 
Health Care Cost Review Authority. 

Until the West Virginia authority 
establishes an initial rate schedule for 
hospitals, all rates for that state's 
hospitals are frozen at their Feb. 1, 1983 
levels. · 

Representatives from Kentucky's 
Human Resources Cabinet will also be 
on hand to testify.

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them. Conley said he would give the 
reporters a hearing only after the bond 
hearing. 

About an hour into the bond hearing, 
Conley recessed the proceedings in 
order to consider the question of ex­
cluding the press. Attorney William S. 
Kendrick, representing the Herald­
Leader, argued that-especially in view 
of the fact that nothing was likely to 
become public in the bond hearing that 
would not come out at the trial itself­
there was no reason to depart from the 
"usual policy" of open court 
proceedings. 

Kendrick cited a 1980 Kentucky Court 
of Appeals decision- in the case of 
Ashland Publishing Company vs. 
Asbury-which held that closing any 
part of any judicial proceeding was 
justifiable "only after a determination 
has been made that there exists a 
substantial probability that the right of 
the accused to a fair trial or other con­
stitutional rights will be irreparably 
damaged." 

Because the Floyd County Times and 
the Herald-Leader are the most widely 
read newspapers here, detailed reports 
of Wednesday's proceedings "would 
almost guarantee that we couldn't try 
this case in this county," the judge 
argued. 

To Kendrick's contention that the 
defense could seek a change of venue if 
he felt his client's right to an impartial 
trial was threatened by pre-trial publici­
ty, Conley replied that he was responsi­
ble for preventing a situation that might 
necessitate a change of venue. 

Since they persisted in their objection, 
Conley renewed his ban on the reporters 
and also denied their request for a 
transcript of the bond hearing.

Generally, for younger people the 
blood pressure should not be higher than 
140/90. And any diastolic reading over 
95 almost always means trouble. But it 
all depends on who you are, the condi­
tion of your arteries, and your medical 
history. So get it checked , don't be one 
of the 29 percent of the Americans who 
have it, but don't know it. Because high 
blood pressure can be treated effective­
ly, although it can't be cured.

dustry, we have a commitment to the 
people of this region. In order to fulfill 
that commitment, we need and w&nt to 
get people in the area involved with us 
as audience members. Therefore, we 
have aggressively gone out to get our au­
dience in whatever way we can. We are 
beginning to fulfill this commitment." 

The attendance growth of the theatre 
is a result of a consistently improving 
artistic product and better marketing of 
that product. "Jenny Wiley is a solid 
theatre that does good work. What we 
must do now is make as many people 
aware of this as possible," said McCann. 

With full houses comes the necessity 
of making reservations . " For many 
years- too many years-the shows were 
performed for 100-300 people a night, and 
there were always empty seats. Now 
that we are playing to capacity crowds, 
people need to make reservations as 
soon as they can," McCann added. 

Although the theatre is aided in capital 
improvements by the Department of 
Parks, and receives support from the 
Kentucky Arts Council and the Kentuc­
ky Department of the Arts, the corner­
stone of the theatre's history, success, 
and very bright future is the continuous 
support of the local coal industry and all 
ancillary businesses, McCann said.

"Having a benefactor like Raymond 
Bradbury and the Martin County Coal 
Corporation and all our contributors on 
all levels assures that the quality of pro­
duction at Jenny Wiley will always be 
high and that the ticket price will remain 
aff{)rdable and in line with the local stan­
dard of living." McCann said. "Without 
these contributors, either the ticket 
price would be doubled or the shows 
would be of mediocre quality." McCann 
added. "Tickets for ANNIE were costing 
around $50 in New York, and up to $30 
for touring productions in Louisville and 
Lexington. People here saw the show for 
$3.50-$8.00. That's why regional theatre 
exists." 

" It is good for us to have the support 
of the Jenny Wiley State Park and 
Superintendent, Danny Brown, since 
tourism is important to us," McCann 
continued. " However, our first commit­
ment is to the people who live in the 
region. We can take the $5-$8 that the 
tourist pays for a ticket and then use that 
money to serve the region better as a 
professional arts organization." 

Another area of growth for the theatre 
is in the number of area people 
employed. "We realize that there is a 
wealth of talent within the region and 
our hope is to employ more and more 
regional people every year," the direc­
tor said. If someone has the ability, 
drive, desire, and the commitment to 
work in the professional theatre, we 
have a commitment to hire them. This 
year, 23 members of the company, in­
cluding actors, musicians, technicians, 
costumers, and administrators, came 
from within 150 miles of the theatre."

" As we finalize plans for the 1984 our 
commitment to the region is to again 
provide professionally produced perfor­
ming arts at a price that is affordable," 
McCann added. All we ask is that the 
region support us as they have in the 
past. Dog trainers, performers, local 
retail merchants, and the contribu­
tors ... they are all necessary for us to 
succeed in fulfilling our commitment." 

With this partnership between the peo­
ple of the region and the Jenny Wiley 
Theatre the performing arts will con­
tinue to be a vital part of day-to-day life, 
he confidently predicts.

Glaucoma is the second leading cause 
of blindness in adults in the United 
States. The disease usually works 
painlessly and slowly, so that it sneaks 
up on people. Glaucoma is not curable, 
but there are treatments for the disease. 
It is for this reason that the disease 
needs to be detected in the earliest 
stages. Persons over age 40 are urged 
to have regular screenings for glaucoma 
since this is the high risk age for the 
disease. 

The Floyd County Health Department 
is having a glaucoma screening clinic 
Friday, August26, and Monday, August 
29. These clinics are free services of the 
Health Department and are open to per­
sons of all ages. Persons age 40 and over 
are especially urged to take advantage 
of this free service. 

There will be a Pap clinic at the 
Health Department on Friday 
September 2, 1983, from 8:30 until II : 30 
and from 1:00 until2: 00. This clinic .is a 
free service of the Health Department 
and women of all ages are welcome. 
Women age 45 and over are especially 
urged to take advantage of this free ser­
vice, since this is the high risk age for 
cervical cancer.

PREPARING A CHILD 
FOR A HOSPITAL STAY 

How can you prepare a child for a stay 
in the hospital? 

First of all, try to handle your own 
natural anxiety, suggests Growing 
Child, the monthly child development 
newsletter. If you are very nervous or 
upset yourself, you may very well 
spread your fear to your child. 

Tell the child about the hospitalization 
as soon as you know about it. Don't try 
to sugar-coat it by saying it won't hurt 
at all or that the hospital is a lot of fun. 
Be matter-of-fact about it. Present a 
realistic and honest description of what 
will happen in terms the child can 
understand. Encourage him to ask ques­
tions, to express his fears and feelings. 

Do not try to eliminate all fear and 
anxiety in trying to eliminate fear of the 
unknown. Recent studies have shown 
that it is really better for a child to feel 
a reasonable fear of a different ex­
perience, than to be encouraged to sup­
press all anxiety. 

Some advance worry prepares a 
person-whether a child or adult-for 
what lies ahead. It helps one build inner 
strength. Accurate information about 
what to expect, communicated to the 
child at his own level of understanding, 
and without parental anxiety, is the best 
preparation. 

Explore, also, the policies of the 
hospital with regard to child patients. 
Can parents stay overnight? Can sib­
lings visit? 

Many hospitals provide tours for pro­
spective child patients and their 
families. These tours usually include the 
pediatric ward playroom, a demonstra­
tion of what kind of bed the child will 
have, the call button and what it is for, 
and even the hospital gowns the children 
wear.

Sabrina West, age 10, a sixth grader from Harold Elementary, was the guest 
performer for the teachers' In-Service, August 16, held in the Prestonsburg 
Elementary School Auditorium. She sang "I Am A Promise" and the popular 
theme song from "Annie," entitled "Tomorrow." Sabrina enacted the role 
of Annie in the Broadway musical, "Annie," at the Jenny Wiley Summer Music 
Theater. Also from the Floyd county school system, performing in ''Annie,'' 
is Melissa Collins, who attends McDowell Elementary. Superintendent Grigsby 
said he is "very pleased and proud" that Sabrina and Melissa are students 
in the Floyd county school system. 

Ronald L. Hager, assistant superintendent of instruction, introduced Gene 
Wright, fellow-administrator and Floyd countian who is presently with the 
Division of Psychometric Services from the Department of Education. He 
discussed how teachers could utilize last year's test scores to help their 
students in the future. Hager pointed out that Floyd students consistently 
scored higher than the state projected they would score. This year, all 
categories except one, grade five, exceeded what the tests projected they would 
do. Mr. Hager said, "This means there is a lot of good teaching going on." 

Ray Brackett, assistant superintendent of finance, was introduced as pro­
bably the best finance officer in any school system. He discussed salary and 
retirement changes. Brackett said he likes to think of people in three different 
categories-people who watch things happen, those who wonder what hap­
pens, and then the people who make things happen. "You are the people that 
make things happen in a school district; you are the people that will cause 
us to show improved progress in student and teacher achievements,'· he said. 

Pete Grigsby, Jr., superintendent of county schools, addressed the teachers 
and expressed how glad he was to see everyone rested and ready to begin 
school. He welcomed new teachers to the staff and wished them a successful 
new school year. 

Grigsby mentioned that "we are starting for the first time in 31 years the 
Floyd county schools without our former board chairman, now. Judge John 
M. Stumbo, who has served many dedicated years for the Floyd County Board 
of Education and been a credit to the system. As judge, he has taken on a 
great responsibility. He has performed a great service to all of us and we will 
surely miss him." However, he added, the board has chosen to appoint a fine 
successor to him, Fred Newsome, from Educational Division 3. 

Supt. Grigsby continued in his talk· 
''To give you some idea of the summer we've spent at the central office, 

it's the worst I've ever spent. Our adversaries,. a handful of people who do 
not educate their children in the f<'loyd county schools, have said to the media 
that we are totally unacceptable as educators, as a school system and as a 
people. They send their children to other systems in defiance and stick their 
nose up in the air and claim many false charges against me, my staff and 
against you. The attack was made on the total school system. That's hard to 
take sometimes. To me, an expose, those are fighting words. I want to tell 
you right now, I'm like Captain John Paul Jones, I have not yet begun to fight. 
\Ve are going to keep fighting and fight together." 

The teachers applauded in agreement. 
"Constructive criticism, yes, I'll go along with that," Grigsby added. ''I'm 

just as hillbilly and mountaineer as you are and when someone comes in and 
says you have to do this in the name of improvement because we do it in 
Massachusetts, Michigan, or Virginia, I'm just mountaineer enough to say. 
hold it, lady, we don't do it that way. Let's answer our critics by working in 
unity and harmony to make this school year the most successful one of all."

Governor Brown said "We've been 
talking about this for some time and the 
time has come to stop talking and to 
start doing something. This administra­
tion has accepted the challenge to do its 
part against skyrocketing health costs. 
We're going to lead the way through this 
plan and with the cost-saving health 
care options selected by our employees. 
We've received responses from Ken­
tucky's business and industry leaders to 
our challenge that they establish their 
own health care cost containment 
measures and we have those ideas under 
analysis now." 

Human Re~ources Cabinet Secretary 
Buddy Adams called the state health 
plan "a vital part of an integrated ap­
proach to bring about a long-term im­
pact towards cost containment, health 
promotion, increased competition and 
additional regulatory reform." Adams 
cited several examples in support of the 
new controls: In 1982 the cost of health 
care construction per capita in Ken­
tucky was $104.62 while the national 
average was only $44.47. Since 1977 
hospital construction costs in Kentucky 
alone have risen from $33 million dollars 
per year to $362 million last year. At the 
start of this decade the average Ken­
tuckian was spending just over $700 each 
year on personal health care. With no 
change in the system that annual ex­
pense will triple by the end of the 
decade. "The people of this state are 
having a tough enough time making 
ends meet now and the prospects for in­
come to jump at the same rate as uncon-

Seen in Outdoor Burning 

Natural Resources Secretary Jackie 
Swigart has issued a forest fire advisory, 
asking all Kentucky citizens to refrain 
from any outdoor burning during the 
current dry weather conditions. 

The no-burning request was issued in 
order to help reduce the increasing 
possibility of fires in the state's forests 
and grasslands. 

"We ask that everyone planning to be 
outdoors, in the state's parks and 
woodlands, use extreme caution to en­
sure that our woodlands do not suffer a 
repeat of the devastating fires which oc­
cured in 1980," Swigart said.

Forest fires during the 1980 fall fire 
season burned approximately 380,000 
wooded acres. Like 1980, current 
weather conditions-lack of precipita­
tion, the depth of soil dryness and con­
tinued dry outlook-point toward a large 
potential fire loss, Swigart said. 

Should weather conditions continue 
and the number of fires reported in­
crease, state officials feel that it may 
become necessary to take additional 
steps to insure that outdoor burning is 
prevented. 

Eastern Kentucky presents the big­
gest forest fire threat, but its drouth con­
ditions are not as serious as in Central 
Kentucky. 

Areas of the Bluegrass have turned to 
brown grass and many communities are 
beginning to monitor their water sup­
plies as the weather continues to be 

· unusually hot and dry. 

Officials of the National Weather Ser­
vice in Lexington estimate that 
precipitation is down approximately 5.6 
inches from the amount normally 
received during June, July and early 
August in Central Kentucky. 

The recorded precipitation total for 
these months has been 4.8 inches, much 
less than the normal 10.4 inches of 
moisture normally received, weather 
service officials said. 

"In Central Kentucky particularly, we 
find that the water supply is down at this 
time," said Leon Smothers, assistant 
director of the state Division of Water. 
"Many of the communities in this region 
draw their water from streams. In 
places where the stream flow has stop­
ped, they have having to draw their 
water from water impoundments and 
reservoirs."

Miss Goolagong Cawley 
is one of six U.S. Open 
runners-up to compete this­
year for the woman's title. 
She was runner-up four 
consecutive years from 
1973 to 1976. Hanna 
Mandlikova, runner-up to 
Miss Evert Lloyd last year 
and in 1980, is joined by 
another two-time finalist, 
Rosemary Casals.

SELECTING A NURSING HOME 

One of the most difficult decisions that 
a person may have to make concerns 
how to care for relatives who are unable 
to provide for themselves, either due to 
illness or age. "One must consider that 
a nursing home becomes a person's 
home and community for as long as 
he/she remains there. Finding a home 

• to provide the services and atmosphere 
a person needs and prefers takes time, 
effort and information," says Attorney 
General Steve Beshear. 

There are many types of nursing 
home services available. Some 
specialize in personal care while others 
sp~cialize in health or nursing care. 
Names of nursing homes can be obtain­
ed by contacting your local health 
department, medical society, hospital or 

• nursing home association, senior citizen 
groups, social service groups, physi­
cians, clergymen, and the yellow pages 
of the telephone book. 

The first step is to make telephone 
calls to the homes to determine which 
ones provide the kind of care that is 

President Reagan Names 
Farm Safety Week 

President Ronald Reagan has pro­
claimed the week of September 18 

• through 24 as the 40th Annual National 
Farm Safety Week, co-sponsored by the 
National Safety Council and the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture. 

In his proclamation, the President 
said many of the world's people depend 
on American agriculture to fill their food 
and fiber needs. Yet, the efficiency of 
American agriculture and the quality of 
life for those who work on the land are 
impaired by a high accident rate. Many 

• farm and ranch families, both owners, 
and workers, suffer great personal sor­
row and economic loss each year 
because of serious injuries or fatal ac­
cidents. It is particularly unfortunate 
that farm children and teenagers often 
are the victims of these accidents. 

Although great progress has been 
made in improving safety on farms, 
President Reagan said much work re­
mains to be done. He said it is important 
that community leaders and public of-

• ficials continue to contribute their time 
wP and effort to promoting accident preven­

tion programs. But real progress in safe­
ty must start with the individual. Most 
farm accidents can be prevented if safe 
work methods are followed and ap­
propriate protection equipment used. 

Farm Safety Week was founded in 
1944 to fight accidents impairing war­
time food and fiber production. It is sup­
ported by many organizations that serve 

• agriculture . 
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necessary and whether it participates in 
Medicare or Medicaid if you are depen­
ding on that kind of financial help. 

Always visit the nursing home, 
preferably during late morning or mid­
day so you can observe the noon meal 
being served. Ask to see and examine 
licenses and certificates. Lodk for the 
Nursing Home License and /the Joint 
Commission on Accreditation of 
Hospitals Certificate in particular. Make 
an appointment to talk with the home 
administrator. Does he/she have a Nur­
sing Home Administrator License? 

The administrator may use phrases 
such as skilled nursing facility (SNF) or 
intermediate care facility OCF). These 
terms have come into use as a result of 
Medicaid and Medicare which pay bills 
for a majority of nursing home 
residents. The homes are classified ac­
cording to the kinds of services offered. 

A SNF is staffed to make round-the­
clock nursing services available to 
residents ill enough to require them. 
Medicaid programs in all states pay for 
care in a SNF if a physician recom­
mends such care and his/her decision is 
approved. 

An ICF is for those who need health 
services and some nursing supervision 
in addition to help with eating, dressing, 
walking or other personal needs. 
Medicaid programs pay for this type of 
care, but Medicare never does. 

Talk to the administrator about the 
basic monthly charge and exactly what 
the patient receives. The more services 
you require, the more you will probably 
have to pay. Compare costs and services 
of several different homes before mak­
ing a decision. 

Find out if the patient is entitled to 
Medicaid or Medicare by calling the 
welfare department or your local Social 
Security office. If a patient is eligible for 
Medicaid, the home should bill the State 
directly for all charges. If the patient is 
not eligible for one of the governmental 
programs, check into private health in­
surance to see if it covers nursing home 
costs. 

"People who enter a nursing home do 
not leave their individual personalities 
or basic human rights behind. They do 
not lose their need for friendliness, en­
couragement and respect," says At­
torney General Beshear.

The final report filed last week by the 
Governor's Task Force on Drunk Driv­
ing was tougher in some of its recom­
mendations than the suggestions earlier 
developed by a legislative committee. 

The Task Force opposes issuance of a 
restrictive license for a person convicted 
of driving under the influence. The 
restrictive license plan has gained favor 
with the interim Judiciary-Criminal 
Committee. 

"The restricted driver license, 
sometimes called occupational license, 
is based on compassion for the drunk 
driver's family," the task force report 
said. 

"The philosophy is to allow the drunk 
driver to use his automobile to continue 
his ability to make a living. What we 
tend to forget is that driving is a 
privilege and that those who abuse the 
privilege should lose their license." 

Furthermore, the report said, 
testimony before the task force in­
dicated that the program would be dif­
ficult to administer. "The General 
Assembly should resist any efforts to 
enact legislation to permit the use of 
restricted licenses," the task force said. 

The legislative panel has recommend­
ed a restricted license, at a judge's op­
tion, for hardship cases. 

The rationale is that a convicted 
driver will continue to use his car for 
commuting and emergencies, but since 
that motorist usually will not be insured, 
the victim of any accident would be 
unprotected. 

The task force called for at least 48 
hours in jail, a minimum non­
suspendable fine of $200 and a $150 "ser­
vice fee" for first offenders who cause 
an accident or have a blood alcohol con­
centration that is twice the .10 percent 
at which drunkenness is presumed. 

If the reading is under .20, the judge 
would have the option of jail or a fine, 
although for second offenders, jail would 
be mandatory. 

Among other laws proposed by the 
task force: 

-Requiring a court to specify in the 
record why a drunken driving charge 
was amended or dismissed. 

-Assessing the $150 service fee on all 
convicted motorists "to reflect the 
philosophy that the offender will pay for 
the program costs." 

-Permitting use of a preliminary 
breath testing device by police to help 
determine probable cause for a drunken 
driving arrest. 

-Letting officers ask for more than 
one intoxication test, which the report 
said would be useful in pinpointing 
whether drugs, alcohol or both are caus­
ing the intoxication. 

-Requiring all repeat offenders to 
complete alcohol or drug treatment 
programs.

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Harry Ranier's Desire To Win Pays Off 
In String Of NASCAR Racing Successes 
(The following is reprinted from the 
Lexington Hearld-Leader.) 

By JOHN CLAY 
Before Harry H. Ranier became a 

coal-tycoon-turned-owner of a magnifi­
cient mansion, beautiful horse farm and 
the world's fastest stock car, he would 
race the dirt tracks with his father, 
Harry B. 

He did not drive the cars; he tried it 
but did not take to it much. Instead, 
Ranier liked to work on them, to prepare 
them for the small tracks within driving 
distance of Prestonsburg. At about age 
13, Ranier began lending a hand after 
school and on weekends. 

Eventually, the Raniers took a shot at 
the big leagues, building their own grand 
national stock car, a Mercury, and 
entering it in the Southern 500 at Darl­
ington, S.C. The year was 1954, the 
driver was Johnny Patterson. 

• They led that race for awhile, had a 
shot at winning, actually, only to be 
beaten by inexperience. Fearful that 
their car was losing oil, they decided to 
stop and check. It was a costly choice. 
They finished fourth. 

But it was a start, and Harry H. 
Ranier was hooked. Oh, the family got 
out of the hobby of racing cars for awhile 
in the late 1950s when they entered the 
coal mining business and the workload 
got heavy. But the fever of competition 

• still boiled in the blood, and when enough 
money had been saved the Raniers ran 
the ARCA <Automobile Racing Club of 
America) circuit up North. After that, 
they tried a limited schedule on the more 
prestigious NASCAR (National Associa­
tion for Stock Car Racing) circuit, its 
starting point and Super Bowl being the 
Daytona 500. It was there, in 1969, that 
Harry H. Ranier learned how far he had 
traveled from the dirt tracks. 

"At the time, I thought that my father, 
• H.B. and I had a lot of experience in rac­

ing," he wrote in his 1982 racing bro­
chure. "While watching a practice ses­
sion prior to the 125-mile qualifying race, 
a casual acquaintance who worked for 
Nichels Engineering asked me what my 
expectations were for the Daytona 500. 
My reply was that naturally we ex­
pected to win the race. Laughingly, he 
told me that our car had as much chance 
of winning the Daytona 500 as my high 
school football team had in beating the 

• Miami Dolphins! 
"The next day when our car, driven 

by Andy Hampton, wrecked in the 
125-mile qualifying race, the comment 
by my acquaintance of the prior day oc­
curred to me. At that moment, I made 
a resolution to my self that one day I 
would stand in the winner's circle at the 
Daytona 500. 

"Eleven years later, in 1980, our car 
driven by Buddy Baker had not only won 

• the Daytona 500, but set two NASCAR 
records in the process ... My only regret 
was that my father had not lived to 
share the victory with me." 

Few episodes could reveal more about 
Harry H. Ranier. Indeed, that day long 
ago at Daytona serves as a watershed 
from which Ranier has built a racing 
team that has won close to $2 million in 
five racing seasons. And this year- what 
with the legendary Cale Yarborough 
driving the incredibly swift machine of 
ace mechanic Waddell Wilson- Ranier 

.,unequivocally believes his team is the 
best, his car the fastest in the sport. 

This, however, is not say that the 
Ranier team wins every race. The best 
cars often do not, racing luck being what 
it is, even the most well-prepared car is 
liable to break down at the worst possi­
ble moment. Instead, compared, "It is 
a team capable of winning any race," 
says Ranier. "That's all you can ask 
for." 

• Born February 25, 1937, in Prestons­
burg, Harry H. Ranier is a man of many 
desires; a wealthy businessman, an in­
tense competitor, a fighter, a man of 
purpose. Even his appearance exhibits 
such tra its ; a stout, bald 46-year-old with 
a serious disposition. Ranier presents 
the aura of the serious bus inessman, a 
bit secretive, his words few, his smiles 
fewer . Not that he is unkind, hardly ; it

is just that his countenance seems to 
always reflect a churning mind. Without 
the pun, you could say he is driven. 

The whys of that are unclear, save for 
the competitive desire he finds difficult 
to define. But the tangibles are as clear 
as crystal. Once Harry Ranier sets his 
mind to something it is usually accom­
plished. 

In 1975, for instance, Ranier bought a 
horse farm near Midway and named it 
Shadowlawn. Two years later he had 
sold his prosperous Triple Elkhorn Min­
ing Company and interest in three other 
coal companies to set up Ranier and 
Associates, a management company 
whose offices are located in the United 
Bank building outside Versailles. He 
then moved his family- wife Juda, sons 
Alan (25), Rick (23) and Lorin (19), 
daughters Toni (27), (since married) 
and Lea (16)-to Midway, allowing him 
more time to oversee the farm and finish 
building thier massive estate, a struc­
ture so elaborate, so Southern in ap­
pearance it could take Scarlet O'Hara's 
breath. 

Often the thoroughbred industry can 
be a stone wall for outsiders, those who 
have not entered the sport from within, 
those without connections. But Ranier is 
in the middle of his third thoroughbred 
racing season. And just last month, ac­
ting as an agent, he experienced the 
thrill and white knuckles of selling a 
yearling for $4.1 million at the Keene­
land Summer Sales. "We were on pins 
and needles taking care of that horse," 
he says. 

Yet-, the following day, the final day 
of the Keeneland Sales, Ranier was in 
Talladega, Ala ., to attend a promotional 
press conference for the Talladega 500 
auto race. And often, Ranier has pro­
fessed that his ultimate dream would be 
to win the Kentucky Derby on a Satur­
day and the Winston 500 the next day. 
The point being that no matter how far 
Ranier gets immersed in the other 
aspects of his busy life, his commitment 
to racing grows stronger. 

Even after a disastrous '82 season, 
when Ranier Racing suffered through its 
first winless campaign, the failures­
much like '69- only caused Ranier to dig 
deeper into both his pocketbook and for­
titude. 

"You never really know why you have 
the desire to do it," Ranier says. "Why 
individuals are competitive and all. And 
my father was certainly that. I guess it's 
the desire to get a creative team toge­
ther, picking out the components and 
making it successful. It just gives you 
a violent desire.'' 

Ranier became a full-time face on the 
Winston circuit in 1975 when he co-owned 
a car with Ron Elder. But in December 
of 1977, after his coal sales, Ranier went 
solo, buying out Elder, hiring the 

renowned Wilson as engine builder and 
Lennie Pond as driver for the 1978 
season. 

In its 17th start that year, on Aug. 6, 
Ranier Racing got its first trip to victory 
lane when Pond won the Talladega 500. 
"I remember that day every well," says 
Ranier. "I was just totally thrilled." 

Over the years, the competitive flame 
within Ranier has earned him a contro­
versial reputation. Since '78, he has gone 
through four different drivers. Baker 
drove in 1979 and '80, winning three 
races and $287,52 the first year, two 
races and $264,220 the second. Bobby 
Allison drove for Ranier in 1981, winn­
ing five races and $644,311, but the two 
parted company. 

"Bobby is a great driver and a highly 
intelligent person," says Ranier. "But 
he was kind of set in his ways and I'm 
set in mine." 

By any description, 1982 was a catas­
trophe. J.D. Stacy, a local businessman 
who also owned a race team, signed a 
five-year contract to sponsor Ranier­
Ranier's fourth sponsor in four years­
and Benny Parsons was contracted as 
driver. But into the SE:ason, the contract 
was invalidated. sp()~sorship was uncer­
tain. Baker was brought back to drive 
some races, Joe Ruttman handled the 
chores in others. Ranier Racing entered 
30 races. It won zero, finishing second 
just once. 

When the season came to a merciful 
end, Ranier was disappointed but more 
determined. He contracted Hardee's as 
a sponsor- "The finest people we've 
ever worked with," says Ranier-and 
Yarborough, a three-time Winston Cup 
points champion Ca bonus pool award­
ed at the end of the season by 
cumulative placements), who will soon 
become only the third stock car driver 
to win $4 million in prize money, as his 
driver. 

·"Cale didn't want to run the whole cir­
cuit, and Hardee's felt like to get the 
maximum exposure they just wanted to 
enter the televised races," says Ranier. 
"Cale is one of the greats. Yes, this is 
the kind of team I wanted when I first 
got into racing." 

The first race of the current season, 
Yarborough sped to a win in the Daytona 
500. Heading into the Talladega 500 two 
weeks ago, the Hardee's Chevrolet had 
won two other races in 10 starts, earn­
ing $208,255 for the highest money­
winning average per race on the circuit. 
"With a little bit of luck ," Yarborough, 
"we could be having a fantastic season." 

<The Hardee's team of Ranier and 
Yarborough won yet another NASCAR 
race over the weekend at the Champion 
Spark plug ·400 at Brooklyn, Mich. Second 
place went to Owensboro native Darrell 
Waltrip.)

"Return from Silence: China's 
Revolutionary Writers," will air on KET 
Monday, September 12, at 10:00 p.m. 
The program profiles five writers who 
have dedicated their lives to building an 
independent China, and takes a look a t 
recent Chinese history, giving an 
enlightening introduction to a significant 
literary tradition which is virtually 
unknown in the West. 

The five writers interviewed are Mao 
Dun and Ba Jin, two of the country's 
most influential novelists; Ding Ling, 
China's leading feminist and woman

Figures Don't Lie, But .•. 

Fewer Idle as Fewer Worldng 
Both unemployment and employment 

in Kentucky fell from June to July ac­
cording to figures released last week by 
the state Cabinet for Human Resources. 

The number of unemployed declined 
by 1.500, while the number of employed 
dropped by 37,200. 

State labor market analyst Ed 
Blackwell said the figures reflect 
decreases in agriculture and school 
employment. "About 20,600 school per­
sonnel, not including teachers, were 
dropped from payrolls during July," he 
said. This is a normal seasonal oc­
curance. These people are not counted 
as employed if they are not paid while 
school is not in session." 

1981 that nonagricultural wage and 
salary jobs have increased over the 
same month a year ago. The estimated 
1,149,800 who were employed in July was 
9,900 higher than the 1,139,900 employed 
in July 1982." Employment rose by 
11,500 in government, 7,500 in services 
and 2,900 in transportation equipment, 
he said. 

The number of unemployed Ken­
tuckians decreased from 187,800 in June 
to 186,300 in July. Total unemployment 
in July 1982 was 176,600, when the 
unemployment rate was 10.6 percent. 
Total employment in July was 
estimated at 1,449,700, a decrease of 
32,600 from a year ago. The state's 
civilian labor force fell38,700 to 1,636,000 
in July. The civilian labor force includes 
only non-military persons who current­
ly are employed and unemployed per­
sons actively seeking jobs.

The Highlands Regional Medical Center X-ray Department has installed 
a new system that improves x-ray images and lessens the radiation exposure 
of the patient. 

According to Ken Addington, chief radiologic technologist, the radiation 
dosage will be reduced by 50 percent in most examinations. 

This new technology consists of DuPont's rare-earth intensifying screens 
and "Cronex" 7 x-ray film. The screen, which is placed between the patient 
and x-ray film, changes x-rays to light rays more easily and makes the film 
image brighter. 

Increasing public concern with radiation exposure, as well as rising health 
costs were reasons behind the switch to the new system, according to 
Addington. 

Addington said, ''The Highlands radiology department's objective is to use 
as little radiation as possible, while still producing quality x-ray films. This 
new system greatly reduces patient dosage and at the same time improves 
the picture quality. It also increases the life expectancy of x-ray tubes because 
lower dosages are used. That helps us hold the line on hospital costs." 

Big Sandy Area Counties 
Get Weatherization Grant 

The Cabinet for Human Resources has 
awarded the Big Sandy Area Communi­
ty Action Agency, Paintsville, a $225,931 
grant for weatherization assistance to 
low-income households in Floyd, 
Johnson, Magoffin, Martin and Pike 
counties. 

Human Resources Secretary Buddy 
Adams said, "Top priority will be given 
to elderly and handicapped peoj)le, 
especially when the condition of their 
homes poses life- or health-threatening 
situations." The work that may be per-

formed includes caulking, weatherstrip­
ping windows and doors, reglazing win­
dows, repairing walls, placing skirting 
around foundations and insulating ceil­
ings, pipes and ducts, walls and under 
floors. 

"The type and amount of work per­
formed is based on the condition of the 
home," Adams explained. "There is a 
$1,500 limit on weatherization assistance 
to any home. Last year the average cost 
was $1,064." 

While priority is given to the elderly 
and handicapped, all the people served 
have low inc¥es. "Last year the 
residents of nearly half the homes that 
were weatherized under this program 
had annual incomes under $4,000," 
Adams said.

Magoffin county voted in 1936 to remain 
dry. 

Those who support the outcome of the 
1981 vote say the Kentucky Constitution 
permits a "district" to hold an election 
to decide voters' wishes. 

The suit is "an important case, no{ on­
ly to Magoffin county, but could affect 
the whole state," said Chief Judge John 
P. Hayes at the close of the hearing. 

The vote in the 3rd district of Magof­
fin county on Sept. 12, 1981, was 935 to 
298 in favor of the legalization of the sale 
of alcohol. 

The suit contesting the outcome of the 
election was filed by the Kentucky 
Temperance League, according to the 
group's executive director, the Rev. 
Delbert Butts. 

Robert D. Riggs. attorney for the 
'challengers, argued before the three ap­
pellate judges Thursday that the con­
stitution and state law provide that on­
ly the county as a whole or cities of the 
first four classes may conduct local­
option elections. 

There is no incorporated city in the 3rd 
magisterial district, nor does Magoffin 
county have a city of the first four 
classes. 

Riggs also argued that earlier deci­
sions by the state Court of Appeals, 
which is now the Supreme Court, held 
that when a county votes dry, parts of 
it cannot vote on the question of ending 
prohibition. 

Attorneys for the defendants in the 
suit countered that there is no current 
state law that imposes the "county unit" 
rule . 

A ruling is expected later.

When It Comes to Chiggers, 
The Best Cure Is Prevention 

That nail polish you put over a chig­
ger itch doesn't suffocate the chigger. 
Those expensive chigger itch formulas 
don' t even make the chigger uncomfor­
table. In fact , by the time you are able 
to treat the terrible itch of a chigger bite, 
it's too late- he's gone. 

"A chigger doesn't bite you, and it 
definitely does not burrow into your 
skin," said Dr. Chris Christensen, Ex­
tension entomologist in the University of 
Kentucky College of Agriculture. 

According to Christensen, the uncom­
fortable itching sensation you feel and 
the welt on your skin are your body 's 
reaction to the foreign protein enzyme 
which chigger larvae deposit on your 

skin. The enzyme dissolves the skin, the 
chigger eats the dissolved tissue, and 
returns to the bushes to digest his meal. 

"After he has removed the dissolved 
tissue, he's gone," said Christensen. "All 
those home and commercial remedies 
can do for you is to give some temporary 
relief until the skin heals. They keep the 
air from hitting the irritated skin and 
setting off the itching; however, on some 
people, nail polish might cause a reac­
tion of its own to the sensitive area." 

Your best "cure" of a chigger itch is 
prevention. Whenever you go into areas 
with tall grass or weeds, such as berry 
patches, make sure you have used an in­
sect repellent, Christensen said. 

Chiggers really like areas where your 
clothing is tight. Christensen advises you 
to spray your clothing around the edges 
and to pay special attention to areas 
such as waist and leg openings, sleeves, 
and around the tops of shoes and socks. 

Don't make the mistake of trying to 
spot a chigger. The reddish-color larvae 
are barely visible, Christensen said. 

You can control chiggers in infected 
lawns, gardens or recreational areas 
with regular mowing or brush removal. 
Many insecticides labeled for lawn in 
sect control ususally are effective 
against chiggers.

Sulfa drugs, like antibiotics, are chemical agents 

that either stop the growth of germs or kill them. 
However, while antibiotics are derived from living 
plants or animals, sulfa drugs are synthetically derived 
from chemicals, not living organisms. To understand 
how a sulfa drug works, it is necessary to first realize 
how a germ reproduces. Germs need the presence of a 
common body chemical called para-aminobenzoic acid 
(PABA). Sulfa drugs closely resemble PABA and trick 
the germs into taking on the sulfa drugs in their effort to 
reproduce . These efforts fail, of course, and the germs 
eventually die out. However, not all germ cells are 
similarly affected by sulfa drugs.

son's time. There have been many in­
stances when a salesperson is with a 
sincere qualified buyer and someone 
else comes on the lot just looking and the 
salesperson leaves the sincere qualified 
buyer to check the just looking person 
and loses the sincere qualified buyer. If 
the "just looking" person would trade 
places with the salesperson for just one 
day they would not waste the salesper-
son's time. (Some salespeople have 
worked weeks without selling anything, 
so if they are a little short with you the 
"just looking" person is probably why. 
How would you like to work for weeks 
for nothing?) 

RULE NO. 2-If you have gotten to the 
point where you have discussed trade or 
buy with a salesperson at a dealership, 
you should feel an obligation to that 
salesperson because he has taken his on­
ly asset, his time, to help you. If you talk 
to someone else at the same dealership, 
you have wasted the salesperson's time. 
(Here again, trade places with that 
salesperson. Would you like to be treated 
that way?) ·' 

RULE NO. 3-If you are going to trade 
a vehicle in on your next purchase you 
need to have that trad~-in with you. (You 
wouldn't buy a "pig fn a poke", so don't 
expect the salesperson to do so.) 

RULE NO. 4-"Book value." It 
doesn't mean a thing as to what a vehi­
cle is actually worth , be it the dealer­
ships or an individual. "Book value", 
in most cases, is good for tax purposes 
only. In most cases, low mileage and 
clean autos are worth more than book 
and rough, hi-milers worth less. When 
you trade a car or truck to a dealership, 
in most cases, that dealership is actually 
buying that car or truck. 

RULE NO. 5-Junk. whether it be a 
dealership or an individual, brings junk 
prices.
