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Fiscal Court Ponders 
Unmined Minerals Tax

·nk Slips, Pay Raises -- - ....... -

Mark Fisc Court Meet 
Possible pay increases for clerks- but 

pink slips for road workers-were hand­
ed down by Floyd fiscal court Friday, in 
its last scheduled meeting of the year. 

Salary hikes for county court t!lerks 
were authorized by the court without dis­
sent, in marked contrast to the scene 
four months ago, when the court's 
refusal to grant them a raise sparked a 
three-day walkout by deputy clerks. 

As the result of the intervening elec­
tion, a different clerk and new deputies 
now staff the county clerk's office and­
beginning next month, when she will 
take over from the sheriff responsibili­
ty for collecting motor vehicle taxes­
her deputies will have a heavier work­
load as well, County Clerk Carla R. Boyd 
told the court. 

Although she said she would not be 
able to grant them immediate raises, 
Mrs. Boyd was authorized by the court 
to employ 12 fulltime workers at salaries 
ranging from $800 to $1200 a month and 
four part-time workers. In May 1981, the 
last time the court set the clerks' 
salaries, 10 deputies were authorized at 
monthly salaries ranging from $500 to 
$1000 and three part-time clerks were 
allowed. 

Mrs. Boyd readily conceded that her 
late uncle, C. Ollie Robinson- who was 
said to have employed as many as 20 
deputies while he was clerk-"never did 
abide by the fiscal court.'' Thomas Laf­
ferty, Jr., who succeeded Robinson as 
clerk, sought raises for his deputies in 
August but was told the court could not 
legally increase salaries at that time 
and, in any event, could not afford a 
raise. 

According to Friday's order, Mrs. 

bill, incurred 18 months before by 
former Clerk C. Ollie Robinson, for 
mortgage and deed books- an incident 
County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. 
described Friday as "legal extortion." 

Attorney Larry Brown presented a 
complaint by residents of Rice Branch 
of the State Road Fork of Middle Creek, 
who fear access to their homes will be 
more difficult as the result of a road be­
ing constructed there by Mike Little. 
Floyd Skeans asked that the court keep 
open a road at Auxier that some resi­
dents would like to see closed. Herman 
Harmon, of Hueysville, asked that a 
road off old KY 80 at Midas be closed. 
The county road foreman will be asked 
to investigate each case, it was said.

A complicity-to-murder charge 
against one of three defendants facing 
trial in the June 20 slaying of Glenda 
Sharon Marshall was dismissed Monday 
at the request of the prosecutor. Trial of 
two other defendants in the case was 
tentatively set for Feb. 13, possibly in 
Johnson county. 

Spcial Judge C.R. Luker agreed to 
drop the charge against Harlos "Ben" 
Marshall, 26, of Langley, on a motion by 
Commonwealth's Attorney James Allen 
during a pre-trial conference held in the 
circuit court law library here.

Cliff Road 
Contract Let, 

"It was 15 years in the making. We're 
real glad." That was how Joe McCauley, 
director of the Big Sandy Area Develop­
ment District, greeted the announce­
ment last week that a contract has final­
ly been let for construction of a road to 
serve the Cliff community, including a 
public housing project there. 

Transportation Cabinet officials said 
the contract was awarded to H and S 
Equipment Rental Co., of Flemings­
burg, which submitted the low bid of 
$810,588. 

The road, which will extend six-tenths 
of a mile from KY 1428 to the Stephens 
Branch road, is a joint project of the 
state and city of Prestonsburg. Floyd 
fiscal court agreed in 1977 to participate 
in the project but later withdrew, coun­
ty officials citing a shortage of money 
and opposition from some Cliff resi­
dents . 

While it was specifically required by 
federal officials as a condition of funding 
for the $3.7 million Cliffside housing 
facility, construction of the road has also 
been encouraged by a group of business­
man as a spur to industrial development 
in the Cliff area. 

Two Charges 
Remain Against 
McNally, Gray 

Six of eight mail-fraud charges 
against Prestonsburg businessman 
Charles J. McNally and former state 
Cabinet Secretary James E. Gray, of 
Frankfort, were dismissed Thursday by 
U.S. District Judge Bernard T. Moyna­
han, Jr. 

The two were indicted June 30 by a 
special federal grand jury investigating 
alleged corruption in state government. 
They were accused of participating in a 
kickback scheme involving state insur:­
ance policy commissions. 

One mail-fraud and a conspiracy 
charge are still in effect. Six mail-fraud 
counts were thrown out at the request of 
defense attorneys who argued that they 
accused the defendants of nothing more 
than filing federal and state corporate 
income tax returns . 

The judge agreed, noting that those in­
dictments included no claim that the tax

Two Voice Support 
But Vote Delayed 
'Til Jan. 13 Meet 

In response to his presentation before 
members of the Floyd fiscal court Fri­
day, Billy Arms got some strong indivi­
dual endorsements for an unmined 
minerals tax but not the formal court ap­
proval he sought. 

A member of the Kentuckv Fair Tax 
Coalition and vice-chairmar1 of a task 
force appointed by Schools Superinten­
dent E.P. Grigsby, Jr. to study the finan­
cing of Floyd schools, Arms said the 
schools could reap an additional $448,875 
yearly and the county an extra $377 332 

'if unmined coal was taxed at the s~me 
rate as other real property. 

The East Point landowner said a bill 
that will come before the 1984 state 
legislature would make owners of coal 
reserves-frequently large landholding 
companies based in other stat and 
overseas-bear a fair share of tHe tax 
burden here and would encourage them 
to mine their coal 

Alluding to a recent report by a study 
commission appointed by former Gov. 
John Y. Brown, Jr.-which discourag­
ed efforts to levy an unmined minerals 
tax; saying it would not be a "quick fix 
for the fiscal ills of eastern Kentucky"­
Arms said his group had never propos­
ed the measure as a "quick fix" but as 
·•a step in the right direction. ' 

"We're for it. We all know what he's 
saying is the truth," said Magistrate Ed 
Caudill. And Magistrate Lowell Samons 
offered his support, too. "I've been for 
that legislation for years," he said. 

County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. 
cautioned that any new tax would be 
borne not by the mineral owner but by 
the coal operator, a point disputed by 
Arms, who said operator:s would assume 
that burden only with respect to the coal 
they have actually leased. 

At least, Turner said, any proposal for 
a tax on unmined coal should be linked 
with provisions eliminating the low agri­
cultural assessment on wealthy Blue­
grass farms and levying sales tax on 
central Kentucky's celebrated horse 
trading.

Court Orders 
Gas Supply 
Kept Open 

In the absence of Circuit Judge Hollie 
Conley, who was ill, District Judge 
Harold Stumbo issued an order in circuit 
court here Friday, restraining Dave 
Stephens from cutting off gas to anum­
ber of Cow Creek residents. 

Linzie Hunt, Bill Jack Darby and 
Braxton Thompson said Stephens, who 
supplies natural gas to some Cow Creek 
families, had threatened to disconnect 
them as of Dec. 18. Judge Stumbo's 
order means the gas will flow at least 
until a hearing can be scheduled. 

Platnliffs are represented by John 
Earl Hunt. Claims made in a suit pre­
sent only one side of the issue in dispute. 

Boyd, who earns $2457 a month as clerk, 
will be permitted a chief deputy at $1200 
a month, two assistant deputies at $1000 
each, two deputies at $900 and seven at 
$800. 

Because of the onset of winter, how­
ever, 20 of the county's 27 road workers 
were laid off. With so many let go, the 
county might as well "close the whole 
thing down," said Magistrate Kenneth 
Roberts, whose daughter, a heavy 
equipment operator, was one of those 
laid off. But Judge-Executive John M. 
Stumbo said graaer operators should be 
retained to keep the roads open in the 
event of snow. The workers laid off will 
be rehired when weather conditions per­
mit, he said. 

Two other defendants, Clyde Douglas 
Marshall, 31, of McDowell, and his half­
brother, Bobby Gene McGuffey, 30, of 
Lafayette, Tenn., were present at the 
conference. They have been charged 
with complicity in the death of Mrs. 
Marshall , who was Clyde Marshall's 
wife . 

Absent was Carl Harold McFarland 
52, of Glasgow, also said to have bee~ 
implicated in Mrs. Marshall's death . 
McFarland is expected to testify for the 
Commonwealth in the trial, in return for 
a guarantee of immunity.

Claims totalling $22,240, submitted by 
two firms for preparing voting machines 
for the November elections, will not be 
paid until they can see what they are 
paying for, the magistrates asserted. 

A contract for the work was let by the 
court to the Coal Bit Company, whose 
president, Mrs. Ruth DeRossett, submit­
ted a bill for the agreed-on price of $7240. 
But Harp Enterprises, of Lexington, 
said to have been hired by former Coun­
ty Clerk Thomas Lafferty, Jr. to do the 
same work, presented a bill for $15,000. 

Shortly before November's election, 
Harp threatened to withhold printed 
ballots unless the county paid a $9000 

Luker, who is circuit judge in Laurel 
county, took under advisement a motion 
by Public Defender Ned Pillersdorf 
representing Clyde Marshall, that h~ 
reconsider the question of bond for that 
defendant and also a request by James 
"Jay" Barrett, attorney for McGuffey, 
that his client be given a bond hearing. 

Circuit Judge Hollie Conley denied 
Marshall bond in August, but Pillersdorf 
said McFarland, who testified for the 
Commonwealth at the bond hearing, had 
understated his criminal record.

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No bond hearing has yet been schedul­
ed for McGuffey, who was still awaiting 
extradition from Tennessee when the 
bond hearing for Marshall was held.

However, Marshall 
was ordered transferred to Pike county 
jail Monday, his attorney explainin,g thtlt 
the psychiatric tests for which he was 
moved to Frankfort have now beeit com­
pleted. McFarland, who has been lodg­
ed in the Pike county jail, wil be moved 
elsewhere, it was said. 

Also being considered by Judge Luker 
are motions by Pillersdorf that Mar­
shall's trial be severed from'McGuffey's 
and that, in case his client is convicted, 
a different jury consider the question of 
guilt than that which will consider the 
question of penalty. 

In asking that the two be tried 
separately, Pillersdorf said McGuffey 
had reportedly made statements that 
tended to implicate Marshall . In moving 
for separate juries, the defense attorney 
argued that by the time jurors have been 
"death-qualified" -that is, questioned 
by attorneys as to their willingness to 
impose a death penalty- they are like­
ly to infer the defendant is guilty and so 
more likely to convict. 

Luker said he would rule on the 
defense motions and hear any further 
motions at a Jan. 20 conference in Lon­
don. In setting a Feb. 13 trial, the judge 
said he would be willing to hold it in 
Johnson circuit court if that court is 
available. Because of fear that Marshall 
could not receive a fair trial here, the 
trial was moved from Floyd county by 
agreement of the judge, prosecutor and 
attorneys. 

Poinsettias Must Have 
After Christmas Care 

Poinsettias are one of the favorite 
Christmas plants. They are usually pur­
chased in full bloom just before Christ­
mas. The owner is then concerned with 
getting them to bloom again the follow­
ing Christmas. It is usually easier to 
take cuttings from the old plant than try­
ing to get it to flower again. 

The bracts (bloom) will begin to fade 
in January. After this happens, let the 
plant get almost completely dry and 
store in a cool basement or other storage 
place. Even when dry and dormant the 
plant must not be exposed to freezing 
temperatures. In spring, you can place 
the plant outside in the garden and pinch 
off the tips of the stems to get more 
branches. 

For next Christmas take cuttings from 
the old plant. Cuttings should be about 
6 inches long and should be taken in late 
July or early August. Root the cuttings 
in a small pot or cutting bed with a peat 
and sand mixture. Put them in a shady 
place and keep them moist for best 
rooting. 

Rooted cuttings may be potted in a 
light potting soil. You can put just one 
cutting in a 4 inch pot or several in a 
large pot. Water and fertilize them free­
ly. Application of a liquid fertilizer every 
two or three weeks will give good 
growth. Never allow plants to dry out 
while they are growing. 

Don't leave the plant outside for very 
long in cold weather. When you bring 
them indoors, place them in a well 
lighted location and preferable when the 
temperature is at least 60 degrees at 
night. 

After October 10 be sure they get no 
more light than the normal daylength. 
If they must be kept inside where the 
rooms (\relighted, either move them to 
an unlighted room at sundown or cover 
them completely with a box painted 
black inside. One flash of light after sun­
down is just as harmful as leaving the 
lights on. 

The bracts should start to color about 
the middle of November and be in full 
bloom by the middle of December.

S.S. Earnings Base 
Increased for' 84 

The annual earnings base- the max­
imum amou,nt of annual earnings that 
counts for Social Security- will increase 
to $37,800 for 1984, up from $35,700 the 
1983 base, Jim Kelly, Social Security 
District Director for the Big Sandy Area, 
said recently. 

The increase is based on the change 
in average earnings levels from 1982 to 
1983. 

The effective Social Security tax rate 
for employees will be the same in 1984 
as it was for 1983, 6.7 percent. This is 
true although the tax rate for employers 
will be 7.0 percent, Kelly said. The 
reason is that 1983legislation which rais­
ed the tax rates gave employees a .3 per­
cent credit, given when the tax is de­
ducted from ~arnings. 

· The end result is that a person who has 
the same earnings in 1984 as in 1983 will 
pay the same Social Security tax. 

Other Social Security figures will in­
crease in 1984 also. The annual exempt 
amount used in the annual earnings test 
will increase to $6,960 for people 65-70 
and to $5,160 for people under 65 all of 
1984. The 1983 figures are $6,600 and 
$4,920. 

''The earnings test is the measure us­
ed by Social Security to determine whe­
ther a person will receive benefits dur­
ing the year. A person whose annual ear­
nings do not exceed the annual exempt 
amount will receive all benefits for the 
year. These rules do not apply to people 
drawing disability, as they must report 
earnings of any amount," Kelly 
cautioned. 

A person whose earnings exceed the 
annual exempt amount will have $1 in 
benefits withheld for each $2 of earnings 
over the exempt amount. 

The amount of annual earnings re· 
quired for a person to earn one quarter 
of coverage, the measure of Social 
Security work credit, will increase to 
$390 in 1984, up from the 1983 figure of 
$370. A person will earn four quarters of 
coverage, the maximum possible, if his 
or her annual earnings amount to $1,560 
or more.

Christmas Tree Farm 
Maintained By State 

For the past fourteen years the Ken­
tucky Division of Forestry has been rais­
ing Christmas trees for wholesale mar­
keting at the Kentucky Ridge State 
Forest in Bell county 

The project was begun in 1970 at the 
initiative of Parrott Partin, state Forest 
Aide and Jim Winter, District Forester. 
Both men are credited with seeing that 
the project has continued successfully 
over the years, said Forestry Director 
Donald A. Hamm. 

"These men have worked to see that 
the project succeeded, that it demon­
strated the commercial feasibility of set­
ting out Christmas tree plantations in 
power line right-of-way areas," he said. 

Tree plantation areas under the pro­
ject total approximately three acres. In 
choosing and evaluating sites for tree 
planting, consideration was given to ac­
cessibility and the absence of drought­
stress, Hamm explained. Some propos­
ed sites were rejected due to rock out­
croppings or southwest exposures. 

Initial preparation at the sites selected 
involved cutting brush with hand tools 
and applying suitable herbicides to the 
freshly cut vegetation stubs, he said. 

Seedlings were then planted on five­
foot spacings. Both Scotch pines and 
white pines were used, with white pines 
preferred because of their attractive­
ness, better response to pruning and 
greater adaptability to a vareity of sites. 

Forestry officials said that weed con­
trol is critical in the early years of seed­
ling growth. At the Bell county sites, 
amazine herbicide is used to kill com­
peting weeds for three years after tree 
planting. Hand tools and labor by resi­
dents of the Bell County Correctional 
Facility keep weeds controlled around 
the older tree plantings. 

Forest officials said that the trees are 
"sheared," or clipped and shaped an­
nually, usually in mid-summer. The 
shearing is done by Partin and Winter 
personally. 

Rotation of trees on the site ranges 
from seven to ten years. Longer periods 
of time are required on steeper slopes, 
Hamm explained, to allow the stumps to 
become tall enough make sure that the 
tips of the trees bottom limbs are off the 
ground. 

Each year the trees are evaluated for 
maturity and some marked for harvest 
in October. The first major tree harvest 
was in 1977. That year the University of 
Kentucky Forestry Club was the biggest 
customer. Total cash receipts for 1977 
tree sales were $1,600. Sales of the 1,615 
trees harvested from 1977 through 1982 
totalled $8,140 which was added to the 
state's general funds . 

Forestry officials said the main 
hazards encountered in producing 
Christmas trees has been insects, nee­
dle blight and theft. The insects can be 
controlled with insecticide and the blight 
with a fungicide known as bordeaux 
mixture, but theft is a unsolved recur­
ring headache. 

A total of 281 trees have been stolen 
from the division over the years, of­
ficials said. "We have prosecuted ten 
cases so far," Hamm said. He noted that 
the total losses during the six seasons 
since the trees were large enough for 
harvest have been greater than the 
average annual harvest total. 

The main constraints in the state's 
project are the limits set by the terrain, 
which make the use of mechanized 
equipment impossible and forces the 
operation to be a very labor-intensive 
one, said District Forester Winter. 

"Christmas tree plantations in power 
line rights-of-way can be an attractive 
money-making land usage when opera­
ted as a small family business where 
labor costs can be deferred until the 
harvest pay-off," said Winter. 

For information on growing Christ­
mas trees in Kentucky, or obtaining 
planting stock, contact the Kentucky 
Division of Forestry, 627 Comanche 
Trail, Frankfort, Ky.

Expert Offers Tips 
On Keeping Party 
Drinking Controlled • 

Safe driving during the holiday season 
begins' before you hit the road, says ex­
pert George Niva of Western Kentucky 
University. 

"If someone drinks too much at your 
house, you are responsible. That's what 
it means to be a host. See that he gets 
home safely, but don't let him drive," 
says the associate professor of health 
and safety who is also project director 
of Kentucky's Alcohol Driver Education 
program. 

Drinking and driving are a nation­
wide prol.;lem, with up to 55 percent of 
the nation's traffic fatalities in 1982 
related to alcohol Such national atten­
tion has been focused to the problem that 
President Ronald Reagan recently pro­
claimed Dec. 11 to 19 National Drunk 
and Drugged Driving Awareness Week. 

According to Melvin Perkins, puhlic 
affairs officer of the Kentucky State 
Police, Kentucky recorded five traffic • 
fatalities last holiday season; four were 
alcohol related. 

The KSP has issued a set of guidelines 
for anyone anticipating hosting a party 
to help alleviate the alcohol road pro­
blem, Niva says. "Using just one of 
these ten guidelines will help make a 
dent in the problem, but using them all 
in combination will be effective in com­
bating this long-standing problem," he 
says. • 

The KSP offers these ten ways to en­
courage responsible drinking when plan­
ning your holiday party: 

*Serve attractive non-alcoholic drinks 
for those who choose not to drink alco­
holic beverages; 

*Serve snacks so guests need not drink 
on an empty stomach, especially foods 
which act as a buffer for alchol and not 
salty foods which increase thirst; 

*Avoid carbonated mixers in favor of 
non-carbonated ones, such as fruit juice, • 
since carbonation speeds alcohol ab­
sorption; 

*Keep the cocktail hour short; 
*Measure drinks and don't "double­

up"; 
*Wait a while between drinks, giving 

guests time to experience the effects of 
one drink before offering another; 

*Provide a relaxed atmosphere; put 
guests at ease with personal greetings 
and introductions, • 

*Promote activities and/or entertain­
ment as diversions from just eating and 
drinking; 

•stop serving alcohol altogether 
toward the end of a party in anticipation 
of the journey home ; and 

•create a climate that discourages 
over-indulgence, but do assume respon­
sibility for guests who over-indulge; see 
that they get home safely or invite them 
to stay later or overnight. 

• A common misconception about 
drinking is tha_t you :an sober a person • 
up in a short lime w1th black coffee or 
a cold shower. "Only time can sober him 
up," Niva says. "It will take about one 
hour for every drink he's had." 

So before going out on the road this 
holiday season after partying all night, 
think about your alternatives and make 
this a safe season on the road. he says.

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Second Mortgages Provide Money 
For Needed Home Improvements

The wisdom of borrowing money on 
your home depends on several things in­
cluding the use of the money and the 
repayment rate, says a University of 
Kentucky administrator skilled in the 
real estate business. 

Dr. John C. Wolff, Jr., director of the 
Kentucky Real Estate Education and 
Research Center, says second mort­
gages can be obtained in several ways 
and from several lending sources. 

"Homeowners who have built up equi­
ty in their homes might want to take a 
second mortgage to obtain money to 
start a business, but if they put the 
money into a risky business venture 
than it would be unwise," Wolff said. 
"They could lose both the business and 
their home." 

"On the other hand, if the homeowner 
is going to borrow money at 14 or 15 per­
cent and get a guaranteed return on his 
money of 25 to 30 percent then it would 
obviously be considered a prudent thing 
to do," he added. 

Homeowners often take out second 
mortgage loans to get money for home 
improvements such as adding a room or 
remodeling the bathroom or kitchen, he 
said. 

"If the person borrows $5,000 and uses 
it for home improvements that are go­
ing to make his house worth $5,000 more, 
it might be a desirable thing to do. But 
if you weren't thinking of selling the 
house, you'd have to decide how much 
more a remodeled house would mean in 
pleasure and enjoyment for the family." 

Recent quotes on second mortgages 
loans for five years were at 14 3/8 per­
cent interest. For 15 years, the rate is 14 
5/8 percent. These are fully amortized 
loans. Additional costs of a lo~n (to be 
paid by the borrower) include loan 
origination fee, attorney ,fee for title 
search, appraisal, and survey. These 
can range from three to five percent of 
the loan. • 

"What you save in one place can be 
'taken up in closing costs at another," 
Wolff says. "These costs vary so it's best

to shop around " 
You can borrow up to 80 percent of the 

appraised value of your home in some 
cases. 

If your mortgage is near to being paid 
off most of the payment goes to principal 
and little to interest. thus there is a 
rela(ively small amount that's deducti­
ble for taxes. 

Some types of second mortgage loans 
are lower than the current conventional 
rate which is around 14 percent. The cur­
rent rate for these second mortgage 
loans is ll2 percent above prime and 
prime is 11 percent at some banks in 
Kentucky. Rates on these loans will vary 
with the prime rate. 

Fixed rate second mortgages also are 
available. These are about 15 percent 
but the final rate is set five days before 
the loan is closed. 

Loans can be repaid up to 15 years. 
For example: a $10,000 loan at 15 per­
cent repaid completely over 15 years 
would amount to $139.96 a month for 
principal and interest <PI> and would 
total $25,192.80. 

Some loans are made with the stipula­
tion that the last payment must be made 
in large, lump sum. 

Lump sum last payments are called 
balloon mortgages. Recent increases in 
long-term interest rates have made it in­
creasingly difficult for homeowners to 
refinance existing mortgages with 
"balloon" payments that are coming 
due. 

At the same time. notes the Realtor 
News, the higher interest rates could 
mean a new surge in balloon mortgages 
and other creative financing techniques. 

Balloon loans are frequently second 
mortgages a homeseller or financial in­
stitution makes that are added to any 
assumed loan or new first mortgage. 
They often carry interest rates that are 
several percentage points below new 
conventional financing. 

Approximately 900,000 balloon loans 
were made in the U.S. between January 
1980 and August 1982. The greatest part 
were due to be paid off in 1985. The drop 
in interest rates between the fall of 1982 
and the spring of 1983 encouraged many 
homeowners to ref!nance their balloon 
loans with long-term mortgages before 
the due date, according to the National 
Association of Realtors. 

The balloon payment can be a large 
percent of the original loan. A $10,000 
loan at 15 percent figured as if it would 
be repaid over 30 years would be $126.45 
a month (principal and interest). At the 
end of 15 years, the balloon payment 
would be $9,030. The total paid over 15 
years for this loan would be $31,791 
($126.45 multiplied by 180 months, plus 
$9,030). 

Bill Seeks To Give 
Severely Disabled 
More Independence 

"A Set of Arms and Legs" is what the 
Campaign for Personal Attendant Care 
has been working for all year. And now 
they have a bill and co-sponsors to take 
it to the Kentucky General Assembly in 
January. The group, known as C/PAC, 
is a state-wide coalition of severely 
physically disabled young adults and in­
terested organizations. They have over 
200 active members who are working for 
the passage of a bill that would provide 
funds to disabled people to hire their own 
personal care attendants or "a set of 
arms and legs." 

There is presently no program in the 
state of Kentucky. 

The bill, 84 BR 277, is sponsored by 
State Senator Danny Meyer <D. Louis­
ville) and co-sponsored by State Repre­
sentative Terry Mann <D. Campbell, 
Kenton counties). Passage of the bill 
would allow the severely disabled in­
dividual to live independently in the 
community, rather than having to be in­
stitutionalized.

Red River's Hopes 
Of Nat. Wild River 
Status With EPA 

The Daniel Boone National Forest has 
transmitted the Red River Wild and 
Scenic River Draft Environmental Im­
pact Statement and Study Report to the 
Environmental Protection Agency ac­
cording to Forest Supervisor Richard H. 
Wengert, Winchester. The document is 
also being made available for general 
public review. 

The U.S. Congress authorized a study 
in 1978 to determine if a section of the 
Red River should be included in the Na­
tional Wild and Scenic River System. 
The river is a designated state river 
under the Kentucky Wild Rivers Act. 

The Forest Service document evalu­
ates four alternatives for future 
management of Red River and identifies 
a preferred alternative. 

Comments on the Draft Environmen­
tal Impact Statement and Study Report 
are welcome and encouraged according 
to Wengert.

Winning Season GIFTS FOR THE SPORTSMAN 

Looking for a last minute Christmas 
present for Uncle Harry, the quail 
hunter, or Brother Bob, the bass fisher­
man'? A 1984 hunting or fishing license 
might be just the thing. 

All Kentucky sport licenses expire at 
midnight, Dec. 31, so the sportsman will 
need a new one before his first trip of 
1984. There isn't any problem about size 
or color and the price, in these infla­
tionary times, is reasonable. 

A resident hunting or fishing license 
costs $7.50 each and a combination 
license at $14.00 allows the sportsman to 
both hunt and fish for a full year. While 
youngsters under 16 years old do not 
need a fishing license, young hunters 
must have a junior hunting license 
($4.00), issued with parental permission. 

The only persons who don't need 
licenses are Kentucky residents who 
have reached their 65th birthday, lan­
downers or tenants and members of 
their immediate families hunting or 
fishing on lands which they own or 
reside and resident servicemen on fur­
lough of four or more days who hunt or 
fish in the county where they lived 
before joining the service. 

If Uncle Harry lives out of state, you'll 
have to spend $16.00 for an annual non­
resident fishing license or $40.00 for a 
year-round hunting license. Short term 
licenses are available for non-residents; 
a three-day fishing license costs $5.00 
and a 15-day fishing permit, $6.50. A 
three-day small game hunting license is 
$14.50, but isn't valid for deer or turkey 
hunting. 

Since the funds from license sales are 
used to finance the operations of the 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources, that Christmas present to 
Brother Bob is also in effect a gift to fish 
and wildlife conservation in Kentucky. 
The money spent for licenses will ulti­
mately be used for scientific research 
and management, stocking, law en­
forcement and education. 

Trout Stamp Art 
Contest Under Way 

Artists from throughout the United 
States are being invited to enter original 
artwork in the second annual contest to 
select a design for the Kentucky Trout 
Stamp. The stamp, a license issued to 
trout fishermen by the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources since 1971 to fund trout stock­
ing programs across Kentucky, now 
features a full color reproduction of each 
year's winning entry. In addition, a 
limited edition art print featuring the 
winning design may be available begin­
ning in 1983. 

Entries will be accepted from 
December 15, 1983 until March 15, 1984. 
Artists wishing to submit an entry 
should request complete rules, entry re­
quirements and procedures by writing: 
Trout Stamp Contest Coordinator, Ken­
tucky Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources, Rt.

The first annual trout stamp contest 
was won in 1983 by F.P. "Tony" Bennett 
of Harlingen, Texas whose winning en­
try was selected from 87 paintings sub­
mitted from all over North America. 

And when a sportsman buys hunting 
or fishing equipment, he also benefits 
conservation by an 11 percent federal 
excise tax on such goods. The funds 
from this tax are prorated back to the 
states and used for approved fish and 
wildlife research or management pro­
jects or for wildlife land acquisition. 

Another excellent and inexpensive 
Christmas gift idea is a subscription to 
Happy Hunting Ground, the Department 
of Fish and Wildlife Resources' bi­
monthly magazine about hunting, 
fishing and conservation in Kentucky. A 
year's subscription costs only $3.00 for 
six issues and may be obtained by sen­
ding payment along with the name and 
complete address of the recipient to 
Happy Hunting Ground, Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources, Frankfort, 
Kentucky 40601. If you'd like, a card an­
nouncing the gift subscription will be 
sent in your name. 

If you have a stamp collector on your 
list, a 1984 trout stamp might make a 
suitable gift. Although these stamps 
have been around for a while, the new 
one is the first to feature the reproduc­
tion of an original work of art, and the 
design will change annually. This "first 
of state" 1984 stamp could be worth 
much more than its $3.50 purchase price 
in a few years. 

And for the art collector, a limited edi­
tion print of the winning trout stamp 
design is available from local art dealers 
or directly from Paul Sawyier Galleries, 
Rt. 3, Frankfort, Ky. 40601. Part of the 
proceeds from the sale of these prints go 
to the Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources.

Departing from the previously an­
nounced plans, the district has been 
directed to obligate funds for project 
features that do not impact environmen­
tal issues currently under investigation. 
Devens indicated that the district was 
directed to continue the Supplement to 
the 1972 Environmental Impact State­
ment <SEIS) simultaneously with pro­
ject construction. 

The Yatesville Dam project, on Blaine 
Creek of Big Sandy River in Lawrence 
county near Louisa, was authorized by 
Congress in 1965 for flood control, water 
quality control, general recreation, and 
fish and wildlife enhancement. Con­
struction of the dam began in January 
1977 only to be halted in August of that 
year when no funds were included for 
the project in the Fiscal Year 1978 Ap­
propriations Bill. 

Early in 1983, the Corps announced 
that it intended to undertake an inten­
sive one-year analysis of water quality 
conditions along Blaine Creek. The 
evaluation was deemed necessary 
because of the apparent continuing 
degradation of the quality of ground and 
surface water. This water quality pro­
blem appears to be a result of previous 
and current gas and oil production in the 
Yatesville basin. 

Devens said that wording in the Fiscal 
Year 1983 Supplemental Appropriations 
Bill concerning construction of 
Yatesville Lake led to the review at Ar­
my level to resolve the question of com­
patibility between that bill and other 
previous general legislation, such as the 
National Environmental Policy Act. 

Bids on the construction proje-!t are 
scheduled to be opened February 29, 
1984.

And of those sixteen, Collins said, nine 
were alcohol-involved. 

Collins, who was a signator to a pro­
clamation declaring this week to be 
Drunk and Drugged Driver Awareness 
Week in Kentucky, called that pro­
clamation one of the most important 
such documents §he'll ever sign in her 
next four years as governor. 

"Not only am I appalled that drunk 
drivers account for half of all the 
fatalities currently being reported in this 
country," she said, "but, as a mother, 
the statistics really hit home when 
you're told that the alcohol-involved 
crash is the leading cause of death for 
young Americans between the ages of 16 
and 24." 

Collins' remarks are supported by a 
Kentucky State Police study describing 
the typical driver in a fatal Kentucky ac­
cident as being between 16 and 24 and at­
tributing the cause of the crash to drink­
ing and speeding. 

State police said that their patrols 
over Christmas and New Year's will be 
instructed to be particularly alert for 
both the drinking and speeding driver, 

One of the tactics they will use to spot 
the drinking driver is the safety check­
point where motorists are stopped for 
license checks. Drivers on the road dur­
ing peak traffic periods, and traveling 
through areas where the past fatal ac­
cident experience has been high, can ex­
pect to see troopers stopping vehicles 
and checking the drivers, they said. 

The air patrol also will be used and, 
according to KSP Deputy CqJnmissioner 
Morgan T. Elkins, it has pr'Oven to be a 
highly effective tool in spotting both 
speeders and other drivers under the in­
fluence of alcohol. 

Elkins also urges anyone seeing a 
driver on the road who appears to be in­
toxicated to call state police via their 
toll-free ACTION RAP-ID hotline.

A recent $5,000 grant from the Hunt­
ington Clinical Foundation will buy a 
microcomputer so the program can be 
put into full-time use at Cabell Hunt­
ington, she said. The computer also will 
be used to keep patient records and do 
some fluid and nutritional calculations. 
Other programs will be developed for 
teaching, research and patient care, she 
added. 

At the heart of the Marshall computer 
program is the standard Lund and 
Browder chart, a human-shaped figure 
divided into 33 sections. Using this, doc­
tors can determine what percentage of 
body area is injured. This percentage 
helps predict chance of survival, length 
of hospitalization and fluid and food 
needs, Dr. Scott-Conner said. 

Putting this chart into a computer pro­
gram can help solve what she calls one 
of the big problems in burn treatment: 
knowing whether patients are making 
satisfactory progress. 

"A patient with a severe body burn 
goes through a long and complicated 
hospital stay and undergoes many ope­
rations for skin grafts and area involv­
ed and make it even harder to get an 
overall idea of the healing progress. 

"The computer can let us see whether. 
a patient is healing 'on schedule,' "she' 
said. "If not, treatment might need to be 
speeded up. We are presently compar­
ing the healing rates of survivqrs with 
those of patients who do no~ survive ma­
jor burns." 

To make the Lund and Browder chart 
the computer asks, for each of the 33 
body sections, how severe the burn is 
and how much remains unhealed. By 
entering this information each week, 
doctors can get a chart print-out for the 
patient's file and a calculation of how 
fast the wounds are healing. The com­
puter can even display charts for two 
different dates side by side. 

The group's findings were reported at 
the 7th Annual Symposium on Computer 
Applications in Medical Care in late 
October.

Toys should be kept in a 
place that is easy for a child 
to reach. Open shelves are 
best , according to Growing 
Child, the monthly child de­
velopment newslt'lter 

Tojs on an open shelf are 
invitin~. A child can reach 
them without help, and can 
put them away (maybe with 
a little help! l 

Don't use a toy chest. It 
may keep the toys out of sight 
and make the room look neat, 
but toys will get jumbled in­
side, parts will get lost, and 
worst of all, there is danger of 
the lid falling on the child's 
head or hands. 

Open toy shelves can be us­
ed to teach a child many 
things . You and the child can 
decide where each new toy 
will ''beiong "In this way you 
can hE::p a child understand 
categories: blocks go here; 
cars, trains and trucks near­
by. Balls and outdoor toys go 
here: books and records 
there. 

Later on, whenever a new 
toy is received, the child can 
figure out its category and 
where it should go. This kind 
of orderly thinking is helpful 
in learning mathematics and 
reading. 

To help a child remember 
where each toy goes, you can 
put a picture of it in the right 
place-either directly on the 
shelf or on the wall behind. As 
the child puts toys away, he 
will learn to match the toy to 
its picture. You can use the 
cover illustration if the toy 
came in a box, or take photos 
or make drawings If you 
print the name of the toy near 
the picture, the child will get 
used to the idea that every­
thing has a name. All'these 
activities are pre:reading 
skills. 

<While you are putting pic­
tures of toy on the shelf, flat­
ten out the part of the packag­
ing that has the manufac­
turer's name and address, the 
toy name and model number. 
Having this information on 
file will make it much easier 
to order repair parts or return 
merchandise. l

Depending on wh{lt your hobbies are 
and your ideas on r~cycling items, you 
undoubtedly have boxes or bags or piles 
or drawers of "goodies" you simply can­
not part with. These pan include ribbon 
from every gift recl!ived, mayonnaise 
jars for canning, newspaper for garden 
mulch, and of course, the proverbial 
aluminum foil and string collections. 

And what do gardeners collect? If you 
peek in the corner of a basement or 
garage or under the washroom or kit­
chen sink, you may find what I find each 
time I spring houseclean or move-pots, 
lots and lots of flower pots. Large plastic 
ones from landscape shrubs and small 
clay ones from foliage plants I was con­
vinced I could coax to lush tropical 
jungle size. 

So what I am I leading to? How about 
a couple of quick projects and a recipe 
to put some of that collection to good 
use? Clay pots are required so forget the 
plastic ones and scrounge from a friend 
if more are needed. 

Small clay pots (one and one-half to 
three inches in diameter) are excellent 
for wind chimes. Tie beads or pebbles 
to lengths of string or yarn, then thread 
through the bottom hole of the pot so the 
pots hang upside down like bells. Tie the 
strings to lengths of branches (those 
covered with lichens add an interesting 
look), balancing for weight difference 
and varying string length. Be sure 
neighboring pots touch in order to get 
the chiming effect when the wind blows. 

Clay pots of the four to five-inch 
diameter size make unusual candle 
holders, either upright or upside down. 
Taper the end of candles to fit the drain 
holes, securing them in place with 
melted wax. Use greenery, ribbons and 
sma11 vials of water for fresh flowers. 

And now for the recipe. You will need 
five, five-inch unglazed clay pots. Five-

inch azalea pots that are wider than they 
are tall yield a nicer shaped loaf than 
standard pots. 

Clean the pots thoroughly, scrubbing 
off salt deposits and algae. Sterilize the 
pots by dipping them in boiling water or 
running them through the dishwasher. 

Prepare the pots by soaking them in 
water for at least one hour. Dry them 
off, cover the drain hole with a piece of 
foil and grease the sides and bottom 
liberally with shortening. 

1 cup warm milk, 105-115 degrees 
1 cup warm water, 105-115 degrees 
1 package active dry yeast 
l!4cup granulated sugar 
1!4 cup melted shortening 
4lf.! to 5 cups all-purpose flour 
2 tsp. salt

1 tsp. dried tarragon 
2 tsp. dehydrated chopped onion 
1-'.! cup chopped nuts, optional 
Combine milk and water in mixing 

bowl, stir in sugar and yeast until 
dissolved. Add melted shortening and 
half of flour. Stir well. Add salt and 112 

cup of flour. Stir until stiff. Knead for 
five minutes on floured board. Use ex­
tra shortening on hands if dough is too 
sticky. 

Pat dough out flat on board and add 
mixed herbs and onion. Roll herbs and 
onion up inside the dough and knead un­
til well distributed. Form dough into a 
round ban and place in a greased bowl, 
turning over once to grease top. Cover 
bowl with waxed paper and towel, and 
allow to rise in a warm place until dou­
ble in size, about 11/4 hours. 

If nuts are to be added, spread dough 
out again, cover with nuts and ron up 
like a jelly ron. If nuts are omitted, ron 
dough into a large sausage shape. Cut 
five equal pieces and allow pieces to rest 
five minutes under waxed paper. 

Shape pieces into round balls with 
smooth skins. Place bumps and wrinkles 
at bottom of ban that will be inside the 
pot. Place dough in prepared pots. Again 
anow the dough to double in size, about 
45 minutes. 

Bake at 365 degrees for 35 minutes. If 
you want the browned top of the bread 
to shine, brush with milk immediately 
upon removing from the oven. Im­
mediately remove the bread from the 
pots, sliding a knife around inside the pot 
to loosen if necessary. When bread is 
thoroughly cooled, return to pots. Bread 
will keep for a few days if bread and pot 
are wrapped securely in foil. (Recipe 
developed by Catherine Clark of Brown­
berry Ovens).

creosote on flue walls and 
tinder dry flakes of it piled up 
on smokeshelf or in stovepipe 
elbow, flames licking up the 
flue from a roaring fire .can set 
it on fire. If stovepipe sections 
are not fastened securely 
together with sheet metal 
screws, the tremendous 
suction and force of the flue 
fire can rattle them apart and 
dump flaming creosote on the 
floor. If your chimney is not 
super-stout and the fire does 
not burn itself out quickly, the 
whole house is in danger. 

If a chimney fire happens, 
get everyone out of the house 
and call the fire department. 
It's also good to keep a special 
chimney fire extinguisher or 
two on hand. Keep an ABC 
fire extinguisher on hand, too. 
and don't be without smoke 
detectors. After a fire. chimney 
needs cleaning and/or re-
pairing; maybe even relining. 

You can prevent chimney 
fires by making sure your nue 
is lined and in good repair, 
by having it inspected and 
cleaned on a regular basis, 
and by learning how to build 
the kind of fires that inhibit 
the build-up of creosote. 

It's also important for your 
flue to be the right size for the 
stove or fireplace insert it 
serves. Most fireplace flues 
are of incorrect size (too big) 
and design to safely serve a 
solid-fuel appliance. That's 
why even a stout, lined fire­
place flue often requires an 
inner lining that "direct 
connects" the stove clear to 
the top of the chimney. 

MERRY CHRISTMAS! Be

Each year, Christmm; tree 
shoppers in Kentucky are fin­
ding more trees that could 
bear the label "Grown in Ken­
tucky." 

The majority of trees that 
decorate Kentuckians' homes 
at Christmastime still are cut 
in Michigan and Wisconsin 
and transported southward. 
But an Extension specialist in 
forestry in the University of 
Kentucky College of Agricul­
ture says more Kentucky 
grown trees are hitting the 
market each year. 

"Kentucky is a good state· 
for Christmas tree growing," 
reports Dr. Deborah B. Hill. 
' 'Kentuckians are learning 
that the trees will grow on 
land that won't support other 
crops. They can be planted on 
slopes and in various soils, 
and the investment is 
relatively small." 

According to Hill's survey, 
Christmas tree growers are 
listed in 27 of the state's 120 
counties. All sections of the 
state are represented-from 
Hickman County in western 
Kentucky to Greenup County 
in the northeast part of the 
state. 

Some tree growers have not 
yet started harvesting trees 
while others already sell trees 
as nursery stock or retailers 
who set up tree lots. Several 
have "cut-your-own" opera­
tions. 

Species vary from the very 
common Scots pine to white 
pine, Virginia pine and Doug­
las fir . 

Some growers start with 
one-year-old seedlings pur­
chased for as little as $30-40 
per 1,000 from the state Divi­
sion of Forestry. Others pre­
fer a head start with three or 
four-year-old seedlings which 
might cost $1-1.25 per tree. 

Hill points out that since 
about 1,000 trees can be plant­
ed on an acre, and trees com­
monly sell for around $20 each 
at a cut-your-own farm, 
Christmas tree growing can 
be a financially rewarding en­
deavor with careful plannin$­
and proper management. · 

" Start-up costs can ,be mo­
derate and, with careful plan­
ning, you could have a crop to 
market every year once trees 
begin to mature," said Hill. 

The age of salable maturi­
ty of trees depends on the age

of seedlings planted and the 
natural growth rate of the 
tree species, as well ~s on soil 
quality and climatic factors, 
notes the specialist. 

Hill emphasizes that Christ­
mas trees are a labor inten­
sive crop. "It's very impor­
tant that people not get the 
idea that they can plant trees 
and leave them until har­
vest-management is very 
important," she stressed. 

Hill lists several important 
points to consider before de­
ciding to get into the Christ­
mas tree business. 

One is the age of stock to 
plant. "Although the initial 
cost of older stock is greater 
than the cost of stock from 
state nurseries, the trees pro­
bably will be ready to market 
much sooner than those from 
younger stock," explained 
Hill. 

Under average Kentucky 
growing conditions, returns 
on investments should be 
available from 5-10 years 
after initial planting and 
pr obably every year 
thereafter, according to the 
specialist. She adds that new 
trees should be planted each 
year to provide an annual 
crop. 

The ground needs to be pre­
pared for planting and trees 
planted early-preferably in 
March or April. Flat land is 
preferable because it makes 
mowing easier between rows 
of trees. 

Tree seedlings can be plant­
ed by hand or by.machine, but 
Hill says a good hand planter 
can plant almost as many 
trees per day as a person on 
a planting machine, par­
ticularly on steeper slopes. 
Seedlings should be planted a 
minimum of five feet by five 
feet apart. 

Depending on the species 
grown, regular pruning or 
shearing may be necessary to 
maximize the desired conical 
shape. Hill says some tree 
species require shearing or 
pruning only once a year, 
some twice and some none at 
all. 

"It is important to be alert 
for insect and disease pro­
blems with foliage of trees, 
and with small mam~als in 
Christmas tree plantations," 
said Hill. She suggests diver­
sifying plantings because 
monocultures usually a re 
more susceptible to such pro­
blems than mixed species 
plantations. 

Once trees have become 
established, growers may 
want to add fertilizer or other 
additives to enhance needle 
color, or an antitranspirant 
can be applied to the foliage 
to prevent needles from dry­
ing out. 

When trees are large 
enough to be cut- about five 
feet- growers can choose 
from several routes for 
marketing. Hill notes the 
three most common are (1) 
selling to wholesalers, (2) 
selling to retailers, or (3) sell­
ing direct to the customer on 
a cut-your-own basis. 

"All three methods have 
their positive and negative 
aspects," said Hill, "but it is 
generally though that the cut­
your-own method gives th~' 
greatest return on investment 
to the grower."

Oh, how lovely! You got a 
red-flowered azalea, a deli­
cate pink-flowered cyclamen, 
a purple gloxinia or a giant­
flowered amaryllis as a 
Christmas gift. Sure perks up 
the house and your spirits 
doesn't it? 

Well, just wait' Your hot­
house lovelies don't like the 
typical home environment. 
Gi'.loe it a month and the 
azalea may be dropping not 
only flowers but also leaves, 
and the cyclamen or gloxinia 
will be collapsing into a life­
less heap. Now what do you 
think of that generous gift? 

Before you ruin a friendship 
by dumping your faded posey 
on the icy compost pile, learn 
what you can and can't do, 
should or shouldn't expect, 
with holiday gift plants. 

The azalea: First, it was 
grown and forced to bloom in 
a greenhouse. It isn't hardy so 
don't plant it outside. Keep it 
warm, in bright light and well 
watered. Pinch back the tips 
once the flowers die. 

The poinsettia: Much work 
has greatly improved poinset­
tias. Leaves and colored 
bracts <modified leaves) per­
sist longer. Keep it warm, 
moist and fed in bright sun. 
Prune back in late s;>ring and 
move outside in summer. Put 
on short day regime (no ar­
tificial night light) starting in 
early October to color for next 
Christmas. 

The chrysanthemem: Like 
the azalea, it was forced and 
is not hardy enough for out­
doors . Keep in fltll sun, cool 

temperatures and well 
watered. Cut off dead flowers. 
Take cuttings in summer, 
force flowers next winter with 
a short-day regime. 

The amaryllis: This is a 
aower produced from a large 
bulb. The flower spike and 
large flowers develop first, 
then fade as leaves grow. 
While flowering, keep in 
bright light and moist. Cut the 
flower stem out when the 
flowers die, and water and 
feed the leaves. Put out for 
the summer, then allow to dry 
and rest for fall. Pot up and 
water four to six weeks before 
Christmas next year. 

The gloxinia : It grows in 
cycles and is hard to keep. 
Keep in a cool, bright, humid 
location and keep well 
watered until leaves yellow. 
Gradually stop watering, let 
tuber rest dry eight to twelve 
weeks and then water and fer­
tilize to get a new cycle of 
leaves and flowers. 

The cyclamen: Cyclic 
growth like gloxinians. Treat 
in same way. 

The kalanchoe: These can 
easily be grown and propa­
gated. Cut off dead flower 
heads, give full sun and water 
only when dry. Put outside for 
summer and prune back. Put 
on short day regime in fa!!. 

The ornamental pepper: 
Generally a throw-away once 
fruits fall. Give filtered sun­
light, warm temperatures 
and keep soil damp. 

The Christmas cactus: Ex­
pect the flowers to drop and 
generally not rebloom. Keep

licenses are available at coun­
ty clerks' offices and desig­
nated outlets throughout Ken­
tucky, according_to officials of 
the Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife.

The 
serially numbered stamps 
are 1 112 " x 2lf4" and are avail­
able singly, in books of ten or 
pages of five and the cost is 
$3.50 per stamp in any 
quantity.

Realize that a majority of 
the flowering plants produced 
for Christmas and other holi­
days are forced into bloom. 
They are usually regarded as 
one-time spots of color to be 
thrown away once their 
flowers fade. · 

Timely Tip: Since gard­
eners are big recyclers, why 
put your Christmas tree out 
as trash after Christmas? 
Recycle it in one of several 
ways. If you have a shredder, 
shred it for mulch. U you !}ave 
strawberries, pull the bran­
ches off and use them to hold 
winter straw mulch in place. 
If you like birds, position it 
near a window and string with 
popcorn. If you like wildlife, 
put it in a wooded area for 
their use as a protective habi­
tat.

Membership in- AAFP 

Dr. Mary Hall, of McDowell, has com­
pleted continuing education require­
ments to retain active membership in 
the American Academy of Family 
Physicians, the national association of 
family doctors. The Academy formerly 
was called the American Academy of 
General Practice. 

The requirements call for the mem­
bers to complete a minimum of 150 
hours of accredited continuing medical 
study every three years . Members be­
come eligible for re-election at the end 
of the third year following their election 
to membership. The Academy, the coun­
try's second largest national medical 
association, was the first national medi­
cal group to require members to keep up 
with medical progress through continu­
ing education. 

The Academy, founded in 1947 and 
headquartered in Kansas City, Mo., was 
instrumental in the establishment of a 
new primary specialty in family prac­
tice in 1969. The new specialty is ex­
pected to increase the numbers of family 
physicians available to serve the public 
in the future. The Academy's continuing 
education program is the foundation of 
eligibility for the family doctors now in 
practice who apply for certification in 
the new specialty.

State Warns Parents 
Of Toys Containing 
High Lead Levels 

While toy monsters are meant to be 
menacing in appearance only, the 
Cabinet for Human Resources has found 
some potential health hazards in a few 
"prehistoric creatures" being sold in 
Kentucky stores. , 

The potential problem stems from the 
levels of lead in the paint used to add col­
or to the toy monsters . .h:dsel Moore of 
the cabinet's Radiation and Consumer 
Product Safety Branch said laboratory 
tests in Frankfort revealed that painted 
surfaces on these toys contained more 
than the maximum percentage of lead 
considered safe by state and federal 
standards. 

One such toy is a large flying monster 
included in a boxed set called "Fighting 
Glowgons." The set is imported from 
Hong Kong by Arco. Moore said his of­
fice has asked Arco to recall all sets 
distributed to Kentucky. The company 
has agreed to do so. 

High lead levels also have been found 
in giant rubber insects labeled "Big 
Bugs" and distributed by Ben Cooper, 
Inc. These also are imported, said 
Moore, and a recall will begin when all 
tests are completed, probably within the 
next few days. 

Several "Giant Prehistories" from 
Hong Kong also were found to contain 
more than the allowable level of lead. 
Moore's office is working with retailers, 
a Louisville distributor and a New York 
importer to have the toys removed from 
sale. Moore said the "Giant 
Prehistories" toys carry no trademark 
or label that consumers can identify, but 
they are marked as being from Hong 
Kong. 

"We have learned that other kinds of 
animals may also be involved, and we're 
working to determine the scope of the 
problem," said Moore. "Not all rubber 
animals or monsters contain high levels 
of lead, but right now I would advise 
parents to be wary of any painted toy of 
that type made in Hong Kong if a child 
under age 3 will have access to it." 

His office has notified consumer safe­
ty counterparts in neighboring states 
and the regional office of the U.S. Con­
sumer Product Safety Commission 
about the lead levels found in the im­
ported toys. 

Moore said the high level content is a 
potential problem only when the lead­
base paint gets into a child's mouth. 
"The toys we tested are not so high in 
lead that they pose an immediate 
threat," said Moore, "but they do have 
lead in excess of the .06 percent stan­
dard. Therefore, we want to be safe and 
protect young children who might chew 
on these toys and get the lead into their 
systems." 

Children under age 3 are extremely 
susceptible to any heavy metal, he said, 
and high levels of lead in the 
bloodstream can lead to malnutrition, 
anemia and mental retardation. 

During August and September, 
Moore's office coordinated inspections 
of toy manufacturers, wholesalers and 
distributors in Kentucky. In November 
a survey included examination of 10,800 
toys and children's products at 141 retail 
firms in 40 Kentucky counties. The im­
ported monsters with excess lead con­
tent were the only toys found to be out 
of compliance with safety standards. 
However, Moore is awaiting lab reports 
on two imported wooden toys suspected 
of having high lead levels. He also is con­
sulting with regional officials in Atlan­
ta on two objects, a pacifier and a friend­
ship pin, which may not be labeled ac­
cording to consumer safety standards. 

"The fact that we found relatively few 
exceptions to those standards indicates 
to me that efforts of state and federal 
agencies and the cooperation of 
American toy manufacturers have 
made a significant impact,'' said Moore. 
"Most of the toys on retail shelves today 
are safe when used as intended." 

Moore urges consumers to call his of­
fice at (502) 564-4537 if they feel they 
have purchased one of the monsters 
covered with lead paint or if they ques­
tion the safety of any toy or children's 
product. ·
