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KSP Probe 

A Kentucky State Police special in­
vestigations unit, which has been prob­
ing alleged irregularities in county 
finances, has turned its attention to the 
county's solid waste agency, Bob • 
McAninch, chairman of the agency 
board, told board members last week. 

At the same time, a newly-seated 
board member had questions of his own 
about some operations of the financially­
!roubled ~gency. 

McAninch said police had asked for all 
the agency's records and a list of all 
board members since its inception. In­
vestigation of fiscal court transactions, 
including some involving monies intend­
ed for the solid waste agency, is said to 
have focussed on 1982 records. 

"To my knowledge there is nothing 
any member of this board has to worry 
about," said McAninch, who neverthe­
less advised his colleagues to become in­
formed about the legal liability of board 
members of non-profit corporations. 

Magistrate Ed Caudill asked fellow 
board member John Allen to explain two 
contracts between the solid waste agen­
cy and firms with which Allen is linked, 
levelled criticism at director David 
Cooley's treatment of agency employ­
ees, and urged the relocation of the solid 
waste offices from its present rented 
premises to a vacant office suite in the 
courthouse annex. 

Caudill, who was replaced on the 
board last January, was resealed last 
week following the resignation of Elmer 
Campbell. Other board members, be­
sides McAninch and Allen, are Ned Bush 
and Otis Johnson. 

The contracts that concerned Caudill 
were a 15-year, $1900-a-month lease on 
a tract and building at the Garth land­
fill site and a four-year contract with a 
computerized billing firm. 

The solid waste agency entered the 
lease agreement with Industrial Ren­
tals, a firm owned by Allen and Adrian 
Lafferty, in August, 1982. Although he 
had previously served on it and would 
later serve again, Allen was not a 
member of the solid waste board at the 
time the lease was signed. 

The seven-acre tract was said to have 
been originally offered to state voca­
tional education authorities by retired 
coal operator B.F. Reed as the site for 
a mining school and, when that fell 
through, to the Floyd Board of Educa­
tion, on the understanding that proceeds 
from its sale would be used to set up a 
scholarship fund in memory of Reed's 
son. 

The Board of Education reportedly 
sold the tract for $25,000 to Industrial 
Rentals, which then erected a building 
on the site and leased it to Floyd Coun­
ty Solid Waste, Inc. 

County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr., 
who was not at last week's meeting of 
the solid waste board, has questioned 
whether the board last year knew of the 
lease arrangement with Industrial Ren­
tals and whether Allen's earlier mem­
bership on the board may have given 
him an improper advantage in setting 
up the deal. . 

The solid waste ·agency's contract 
with Computer and Utility Services, 
Inc., a firm with which Allen is also said 
to have close ties, was entered into in 
August, 1981- when Allen was a mem­
ber of the agency board-and has near­
ly two years to run, said McAninch. The 
board chairman insisted that both were 
good contracts and discouraged Caudill 
from seeking to repudiate them before 
tl:!e county attorney could be question­
ed as to their propriety. 

In response to complaints by Caudill 
and Johnson that director Cooley had 

• spoken intemperately to agency employ­
ees, McAninch suggested that the ag­
grieved workers bring their complaints 
before the board. At Caudill's sugges­
tion, the board voted to move from the 
premises it rents from the Kentucky 
Motel on South !Ake Drive to an office 
in the courthouse annex, pending an in­
vitation by the fiscal court.

Court Adjourns Without Hearing 
Appeal For Aid to Solid Waste 

Under mounting pressure from bond­
holders and other creditors, the chair­
man of the county's solid waste agency 
was prepared to go before the fiscal 
court last week with an appeal for help, 
but he never got his foot in the door. 

Bob McAninch had three requests to 
make of the fiscal court, which met in 
special session Thursday for the final 
reading of an ordinance creating a fire 
protectio isti 'ct at~ y Layn~>. A 
prompt adjournment after the fire dis­
trict business was done effectively shut 
him out, however. 

The solid waste chief would have ask­
ed the county to co-sign a note for 
$40,000, which he hoped to borrow from 
the Bank Josephine. He also wanted to 
talk the magistrates into giving the gar­
bage agency the bulk of some $41,000 re­
maining in federal grant monies. And he 
was prepared to discuss moving the 

Judge Stumbo Lauds 
Betsy Layn~ Plan 

Betsy Layne Fire Department has an 
idea that could be the salvation of the 
county's rural fire and rescue services, 
Judge-Executive John M. Stumbo said 
at a special meeting of the fiscal court 
Thursday But Magistrate Kenneth 
Roberts predicted public opposition to 
the proposal. 

Bob Branham, president of the Betsy 
Layne Fire Department, said the crea­
tion of a fire protection district in that 
area-which the fiscal court approved 
Thursday- will mean a special tax can 
be levied fvr fire protection there. 

Residents of Betsy Layne. Stanville, 
Harold, Honaker, I vel and part of Dana 
may find a fire protection tax added to 
their next property tax bill, said 
Branham, who proposes a levy of one 
dollar for every $1000 of assessed value. 

An insurance agent, Branham said 
homeowners would likely save more on 
insurance premiums than they would be 
paying as a result of the new tax. On the 
10-class scale by which insurance 
premiums are fixed, Betsy Layne is 
already rated as class 8 on account of its 
volunteer fire department and could 
possibly be rated class 7 with the crea­
tion of the new fire protection district, 
he said. Communities without fire pro­
tection are rated class 10. 

Levying a tax for fire protection ser­
vices means that the cost of providing 
those services is spread more evenly 
throughout the community rather than 
being borne by the "10 to 15 percent" 
who ususally contribute to the fire 
department, Branham noted. The first 
75 homeowners surveyed-whose names 
appear on the October petition seeking 
creation of the fire protection district­
were enthusiastic about the plan and no 
objections to it have since been lodged, 
he added. 

''I thmk most other (volunteer fire 
districts) will be interested in this," 
commented Judge-Executive Stumbo. 
"It could be the salvation of a lot of 
them." 

But Magistrate Roberts demurred. 
"No matter hoy, much of a benefit it is, 
a Jot of people are not going to look 3t 
that if they see a tax added," he said. 
The District 2 Magistrate abstained 
from the vote adopting the ordinance 
that established the new laxing district. 

solid waste offices from their rented 
premises on South Lake Drive into space 
vacated by the flood plain administrator 
in the courthouse annex. 

Floyd County Solid Waste, Inc. lists 
$62,000 in outstanding debts and "some 
(creditors) are getting nervous," said 
McAninch, who proposed using the bank 
loan to settle most of the bills. In addi­
tion, $195,000 needs to be restored to a 
reserve account which has been used to 
meet the agency's bond payments over 
the past two years. And the agency 
should be setting aside $15,000 a month 
toward the next bond payment, which is 
due May 1, McAninch told members of 
the solid waste board last week. 

The garbage official might also have 
put some persuasive arguments to the 
fiscal court had he been given the oppor­
tunity. As reluctant as the magistrates 
might be to bind themselves further in 
the agency's behalf-the court has 
already borrowed $202,500 this year to 
help keep Floyd County Solid Waste 
afloat-the alternatives might be even 
more politically distasteful. 
of'or one th;ng, McAninch said, the 
agency that issued the $1.5 million in 
bonds that financed the county's solid 
waste system is being hard pressed by 
the msurer of the bonds to force a rate 
increase on the system's subscribers. 
Under the insurer's pro)J9sal, the month­
ly pickup fee could jump from $6 to 
$7.50, an increase Deputy Judge­
Executive Morris Isaac made clear the 
county was anxious to avoid at this time. 

If default on the bonds se·emed immi­
nent, the bond holders and insurer could 
also force the issuer, the Kentucky 
Pollution Abatement Authority, to pay 
them off by levying a two percent tax on 
the state's water systems, McAninch 
warned. "That would open up a political 
can of worms," he said, "with Floyd 
fiscal court taking the blame for a tax 
over the entire state." 

<Because of the unreliability of public 

solid waste systems, neither the fiscal 
court nor its solid waste arm was able 
to sell bonds to finance the system here. 
The Pollution Abatement Authority was 
persuaded to float the bond issue and 
lend the proceeds to Floyd County Solid 
Waste, Inc., on condition that the fiscal 
court would guarantee payment on the 
bonds.) 

(To protect itself further, the pollution 
abatement authority insisted on the 
mamlenance of a reserve account, to be 
administered by the Winchester Bank, 
and had the bonds insured by Ambac 
against default So secured, the entire 
bond issue was bought by the Allstate In­
surance Co.) 

<Under terms of the bond agreement, 
the Pollution Abatement Authority, Am­
bac, and Allstate all have the theoretical 
right to force Floyd county and its solid 
waste agency to raise the revenues 
needed to pay off the bonds and 
replenish the reserve account.) 

Isaac argued against a rate hike as 
long as perhaps 30 percent of Floyd 
households are not on the solid waste 
system's subscriber list and 40 percent 
of the households that are listed refuse 
either to take the service or to pay for 
it. The deputy judge is head of a task 
force which is currently trying to locate 
new subscribers and cut the delinquen­
cy rate among those already listed. 

Solid waste board member Ned Bush 
agreed w;th the county official. "If we 
can get the whole community to pay, 
people would not care if it had to be rais­
ed," he said. "But I've had plenty of peo­
ple tell me they will not pay a copper 
penny more until they're sure everyone 
else is paying.' ' 

Isaac noted that participation in the 
solid waste system is mandatory. The 
threat of prosecution by the county at­
torney has proven effective but search­
ing out candidates for prosecution is 
time-consuming, he said. 

Mining Company Denies 
Fault In Mink Br. Suit 

An amended complaint filed in the $3.7 
million damages suit stemming from 
the January, 1982 mining tragedy at 
Craynor names as defendants the prin­
cipals of a coal firm originally identified 
only by its corporate name. 

An attorney for Unnie Hall, widow of 
one of seven miners killed by an explo­
sion in the RFH No. 1 mine on Mink 
Branch, said he had only recently learn­
ed that the Joseph Mining Co.­
Hoskinston, in Leslie county, is listed as 
its mailing address-is owned by Arnold 
Turner, Sr., Arnold Turner, Jr., Joan 
Chaffins, Anita Gibson and Donise 
Turner. All are residents of this county 
and Arnold Turner, Jr. is Floyd county 
attorney. 

When the firm, whJch reportedly 
operates a tipple at McDowell, made no 
answer to the original complaint, it was 
held in default in July by Circuit Judge 
Hollie Conley. The amended complaint, 
filed in October, elicited a prompt re­
ply, however. 

In an answer filed last month by 
Paintsville attorney J K. Wells, Joseph 
Mining Co. denies any responsibility for 
the death of Ronnie Hall and alleges the 
miner died as a result of his own 
negligence. 

In any event, the company is pro­
tected from prosecution by the statute 
of limitations since more than a year 

Hall ::, appumt­
ment as administrator of her late hus 
band's estate and the filing of the 
amended complaint against Joseph Min­
ing, the lawyer argued. 

But principals in the firm have not 
been damaged by the delay, since they 
knew all along that they were the intend­
ed defendants, argued Michael Fleet 
Johnson, Mrs. Hall's attorney.

Family Seeks Killers 
With Reward Offer 

A year after the skeletal remains of 
Zelma Anderson were discovered on an 
abandoned stripmine at Orkney, 
members of the dead woman's family 
announced last week that they are offer­
ing a substantial reward for information 
leading to the conviction of the person 
or persons who murdered her. 

When her badly decomposed body was 
discovered, three days before 
Christmas, by two youths foraging for 
coal, the victim had been missing near­
ly five months. An autopsy indicated she 
may have been raped and then kicked 
to death. 

Sarah King, of McDowell, a sister of 
the dead woman, said last week the 
family was dissatisfied with the state 
police investigation headed by Det. Dan­
ny Stumbo. "You'd think that after a 
year they could have found out 
something," she said. "We don't think 
they're looking for the people who did it. 
They seem to be waiting for someone to 
confess." 

Police have told her they believe more 
than one person was responsible for her 
sister's dea th, and family members 
suspect the assailants were local 
residents, Mrs. King said. 

The victim's body was recovered near 
the mouth of Spewing Camp Branch of 
Left Beaver Creek, about four miles 
above McDowell. The family hopes the 
offer of a reward r11ay entice a member 
of the tightly knit community there to 
come forward with information, Mrs. 
King said. 

Earlier this year the family sought the 
help of a reputed psychic in an unsuc­
cessful bid to solve the riddle of Miss 
Anderson's death, her sister said. They 
have also circulated a petition asking for 
more detectives to be assigned to the 
Pikeville state police post, she said. 

At the time of her disappearance, 
Zelma Anderson, a 53-year-old spinster, 
had not long quit her job as a Lexington 
hairdresser and returned, depressed 

and possibly suicidal, to the Floyd com­
munity where she grew up. She was wor­
ried about job problems, said her 
brother-in-law, Robert King. But Sarah 
King attributed her sister's depression 
to the "change of life." 

She was accustomed to the anxieties 
of urban living-she had worked in 
many cities and habitually carried in 
her purse a police whistle and an aerosol 
spray designed to ward off an 
attacker-but was quite unsuspecting of 
the violence that lay in store for her 
here, family members said 

She had stayed twu weeks with her 
sister, Rose F loyd, in Mrs . Floyd's 
trailer on KY 122 at Orkney ~ hen she 
made an overnight v1sit to the home of 
her brother, Leonard Anderson, at 
McDowell, returmng the next doy. It 
was about two miles between the two 
places and she liked to •valk it-not 
along the highway, which she feared, but 
along the railroad tracks. 

Witnesses sa1d she returned around 3 
p.m., August 2, 1982, but Mrs. Floyd was 
not yet home from work and the trailer 
was locked. Miss Anderson apparently 
decided to walk some more. Her family 
never saw her alive again 

Using dental and chest X-raj records, 
state forensic a.nthropologist Dr David 
J. Wolf positively identified the skeletal 
remains found the following December 
as those of Miss Anderson "Context in 
which body found indicates homicide 
and possible rape," his report 
concluded. 

Death was caused by blows from a 
blunt instrument, possibly a boot, to the 
throat and then to the chest, while the 
victim was lying down, the pathologist 
reported. Sexual assault was suggested 
by the presence of foreign pubic hair, he 
said. 

One of 12 children, Miss Anderson was 
a graduate of McDowell High School but 
had spent most of her adult life away · 
from here. 

Annexation May Be Among 
'Old' Council's Last Acts 

Weather permitting, it appears that 
outgoing city council members will 
leave Prestonsburg a bigger, if not a bet­
ter, place than they found it. 

As snow blanketted the city late Tues: 
day afternoon, the eight-member coun­
cil was scheduled to hold its last meeting 
for the year, which is also the last 
meeting for the present council. On the 
agenda was the annexation of two sec­
tions on the city perimeter-one at 
Lancer, the other on Katy Friend. 

A lawyer representing several proper­
ty owners on Katy Friend indicated they 
will contest the incorporation of that sec­
tion, but City Manager David Evans 
predicted Tuesday that the council 
would enact the annexation ordinance. 

Attorney Greg Stumbo argued that 
voters had rejected annexation of the 
Katy Friend tract when the question ap­
peared on the November ballot. City 

Manager Evans said that votes cast on 
the annexation question there were in­
valid, however, because the only per­
sons entitled to vote were residents of 
the affected area, of whom there are 
none. 

Stumbo represents a group of busi­
nessmen said to be planning construc­
tion of a Holiday Inn on U.S. 23 near the 
top of the Katy Friend hill. H.D. Fitz­
patrick, Jr., Dr. J.D. Adams, Jack Ab­
sher, and Tom G. Dingus, owners of a 
tract there, hold a liquor license issued 
in the name of the Prestonsburg Inn. 

Formal adoption of the city's new 
comprehensive plan and zoning or­
dinances was also expected. 

The new city council, which includes 
the three present council members who 
ran for re-election, is scheduled to be 
sworn in next Monday at 7 p.m.

claimant work and still be evaluated as 
unemployable for benefit purposes? 

A-Each claim for unemployability 
benefits is determined on the basis of the 
facts in the individual case. The nature 
and extent of employment and the ef­
fects of service-connected disabilities 
are taken into consideration. Veterans 
who are rated unemployable and who 
begin any type of employment should 
notify the VA at once so that continued 
eligibility can be reevaluated. 

Q-1 have a war related injury and my 
kids are ready to start college. Are they 
entitled to any help from the VA? 

A- Perhaps. The college-age children 
of veterans who suffer from permanent 
and total service-connected disabilities 
may be entitled to education benefits 
similar to those granted veterans. The 
student can use this benefit for college 
as well as for other types of training, and 
can make application either through the 
VA directly or through the Veterans Af­
fairs Office at school. 

Q- 1 now receive 100 percent service­
connected disability compensation. My 
wife and I plan to divorce. Will she be 
entftled-to a portion of my compensation 
aner we are 01vorcea ~ 

A-No. Her entitlement to all benefits 
ceases when your divorce is final. 

Q- I have a disability claim pending 
with the Veterans Administration. I 
have been told to sign a power of at­
torney. What does that mean? 

A-There are many service organiza­
tions who retain accredited represen­
tatives to assist in presenting claims 
before the VA. A power of attorney 
would authorize one of those organiza­
tions to act in your behalf for your claim.

When You Register V chicle, 
Property Tax Is Due Also 

Secretary Gary Gillis of the Kentucky 
Revenue Casbinet has announced that 
due to a change in the law, beginning 
January 1, all Kentucky vehicle owners 
will pay the property tax on their motor 
vehicles to the county clerk at the same 
time they register their vehicles. 

License tags will not be issued unless 
the property taxes on motor vehicles are 
paid. 

"The idea behind this new method of 
collecting the vehicle tax is to ensure 
that every vehicle owner pays his or her 
fair share," said Secretary Gillis. 

In prior years, up to 25 percent of the 
motor vehicle oY,!ners in Kentucky have 
failed to pay property taxes that were 
due on their motor vehicles. 

"Tying the privilege of operationg 
motor vehicles on Kentucky highways to 
the payment of property taxes," Gillis 
said, "will essentially eliminate this high 
delinquency rate." 

In addition to the normal registration 
fees , everyone should be prepared to pay 
property taxes due on thP.ir motor vehi­
cles at the time of registration with the 

county clerk. 
Current projections show that state 

and local tax jurisdictions in calendar 
year 1984 can expect to receive an addi­
tional $40 million in collections due to 
this system. 

The Revenue Cabinet has begun a 
publicity campaign to inform Kentucky 
motor vehicle owners about the upcom­
ing changes. 

Gillis said, " A tax and registration 
notice will be sent to motor vehicle 
owners approximately one month in ad­
vance of their registration month." Ap­
proximately 200,000 notices are being 
mailed now for January registrations. 
This notice will list the total bill-state, 
county, school and other tax districts 
rates will be applied against the vehicle 
valuation and itemized for the taxpayer. 
Some counties will accept mail-in regi­
strations·-the notice will indicate this 
with instructions on how to pay the tax 
and registration fees . Motor vehicle 
owners should be prepared to pay pro­
perty taxes to the clerk, even if a notice 
has not been received. 

S.S. Benefits

The Social Security checks delivered 
January 3 will include a 3\.-z percent 
automatic cost of living benefit increase, 
Jim Kelly, Social Security Director for 
the B1g Sandy District, announced this 
week. 

Social Security and Supplemental 
Security Income <SSI) payments are in­
creased automatically when the cost of 
living increases 3 perrent or more from 
one year to the next, Kelly said. 

More than 31,000 beneficiaries in the 
Big Sandy District of Floyd, Pike, 
Johnson, Martin and Magoffin counties 
will receive an increase, Kelly said. 

People who plan to file for Social 
Security or Supplemental Security In­
come in 1984 should locate their birth 
record, marriage record and have other 
documents available such as W-2 forms 
for the past 2 years. We are looking for­
ward to assisting people in filing for 
their Social Security Insurance during 
the new year, Kelly said.

Kentucky Jobless Figures 
Show Increase In November 

In November more Kentuckians were 
working than in October, but an even 
greater number were looking for jobs, 
which caused the state's unemployment 
rate to inch upward by one-tenth of one 
percent, from 10.2 percent in October to 
10.3 percent in November, according to 
Cabinet for Human Resources figures 
released today. The comparable na­
tional rates were 8.1 percent in Novem­
ber, down from 8.4 percent in October. 

"These figures show continued eco­
nomic recovery," said state labor 
market analyst Ed Blackwell. "As em­
ployers were hiring more people, the 
state's total employment for November 
rose to 1,508,500, an increase of 4,200 
over October's 1,504,300. But more peo­
ple were competing for th~se new job 
openings, because .. ~he civilian labor 
force increasf'd by 6,200, from 1,675,000 
in Octohcr to 1,681,200 in November." 

The number of Kentuckians who were 
unemployed in November was 172,700,

up to 2,000 from October but down 11,200 
from November a year ago. 

In 1982, the state unemployment rate 
rose from 10.4 percent in October to 10.9 
percent in November, as unemployment 
rose from 1n,100 to 183,900, employment 
dropped from 1,529,700 to 1,510,000, and 
the labor force decreased from 1,707,400 
to 1,693,900. 

Blackwell cited employment gains in 
November in state and local education 
jobs (1,000), bituminous coal mining 
(800), transportation, communications 
and public utilities (700), and manufac­
turing (300). 

He also noted that while Kentucky's 
labor force is growing, in October 20 
states reported shrinking labor forces, 
possibly because a number of people 
have exhausted. unemployment benefits 
and given up actively seeking jobs. The 
labor force includes only non-military 
persons who currently are employed 
and unemployed people actively seeking 
work.

Conley Authorized 
To Make Special 
Judge Assignments 

Four area judges have been selected 
by Kentucky Chief Justice Robert F. 
Stephens to exercise his authority to 
make and administer special judge 
assignments . Circuit Judge F. Byrd 
Hogg, 47th Judicial Circuit, has been ap­
pointed Chief Regional Administrative 
Circuit Judge, and Judge Hollie Conley 
will serve as Vice-Chief Regional Circuit 
Judge for the Mountain Region. 

On the district court level, 32nd 
Judicial District Judge Edwin D. Rice 
has been appointed Chief Regional 
District Judge and Judge Stephen L. 
Tackett, 33rd Judicial District, will 
serve as Vice-Chief Regional District 
Judge for the 22-county Mountain 
Region. 

Appointed December 1 to two-year 
terms by the Chief Justice, the chief 
regional judges, both circuit and 
district, have the authority to assign 
judges in their regions, whether active 
or retired, to other courts to expedite 
disposition of cases where there might 
be a heavy caseload, or to promptly 
substitute another judge where the local 
judge is disqualified, or where there is 
a temporary vacancy. If judges within 
the region are not available for cross­
assignment, the affected chief regional 
judge may request assistance from 
another region.

NEW RULE MAKES TAX 
SHELTERS LESS ATTRACTIVE 

Taxpayers doing some year-end tax 
planning and considering a tax shelter 
investment may find that their tax bill 
is larger than expected, if they have to 
pay the alternative minimum tax 
(AMTJ. A recent change in tax law has 
inciuded tax shelter write-offs under tax 
preference items to be considered in cal­
culating AMT. 

.1.uo:: cuLernauve minimum tax was 
originally meant to ensure that everyone 
would pay federal income taxes, and 
especially that the very wealthy, who 
were able to use deductions or other 
ways to shelter their income, would pay 
at least some federal taxes. 

In figuring AMT one starts with ad­
justed gross income, subtracts itemiz­
ed deductions and exemptions, and then 
adds back what are called tax prefer­
ence items. The tax preferences include 
such things as the 60 percent exclusion 
on capital gains, the $100 dividend exclu­
sion ($200 for married couples filing 
jointly), or a gain from an incentive 
stock option plan. After adding back the 
tax preferences married couples then 
subtract $40,000 (single people subtract 
$30,000) and multiply the result by 20 
percent. If this amount exceeds your 
regular tax, you pay the alternative 
minimum tax. 

What has changed with AMT this year 
is the addition of tax shelter write-offs 
to the list of tax preference items. This 
means that under the current alter­
native minimum tax formula tax shelter 
write-offs may become taxable. So if a 
person has invested in a tax shelter and 
will owe the alternative minimum tax, 
he may find that his 1983 tax bill will be 
a lot higher than he expected. The tax 
shelter write-off now has to be added to 
adjusted gross income in figuring AMT. 

Thus, taxpayers who will owe the al­
ternative minimum tax may need to 
consider the consequences of a propos­
ed tax shelter investment.

3.1 Million Lbs. 
Surplus Food Set 
For Distribution 

Cabinet for Human Resources of­
ficials announced last week that 3.1 
million pounds of federal surplus food 
will , be distributed in Kentucky in 
January) including some food process­
ed in Kentucky. 

In addition tp the s tate's allotment of 
processed food from the United States 
Department of Agriculture's commodi­
ty food program, 675,000 pounds of 
surplus cheese processed in Leitchfield 
by the Bel-Cheese Company will be 
g:ven out to eligible low-income Ken­
tuckians. Federal surplus raw cheese is 
processed by Bel-Cheese under a nine­
month contract with the Kentucky Cabi­
net for Human Resources. 

"We worked out a way to process 
cheese here in the.state because more 
raw cheeses was available than the 
federal government could process, and 
we wanted to take advantage of the 
surplus for Kentucky people who are 
eligible and need food," said John 
Cubine, commissioner of the cabinet's 
Department for Sociallnsurance. 

Kentucky is the first state in the south­
east region to process it's own federal 
surplus cheese, and the Leitchfield com­
pany says thP. opera tion is going well. 
"This contract has been good for Ken­
tucky and good for Leitchfield," said 
Bel-Cheese Production Manager J.B. 
Brown. "We've hired 23 additional peo­
ple, we ' re meeting our delivery 
schedule, and the quality of the cheese 
is good." 

Surplus food distributed in January 
will include butter, honey, cornmeal and 
non-fat dried milk, in addition to cheese. 
The distribution will be managed local­
ly either by the ArP.a Development Dis­
trict or the Community Action Agency.

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Chemotherapy Is Said Not 
To Cause Weight Gain 

For women who have had modified 
radical mastectomies, gaining a few 
pounds could increase the chances of 
cancer showing up in another p8rt of the 
body . 

"Either obesity at the time of surgery 
or a weight gain after can be a risk fac­
tor for the recurrence of cancer," said 
Dr. Janet Ramstack, professor of 
dietetics and director of food services 
and dietetics programs at Morehead 
State University. 

Most people who have chemotherapy 
experience a weight loss. But women 
who have cancer in the breast and 
lymph nodes under the arms, and have 
the tumor removed, gain weight while 
taking chemotherapy. 

overpamper themselves, eating more 
than they really need. , 

Dr. Ramstack studied 30 breast can­
cer patients for a year following 
modified radical mastectomies. She did 
complete nutritional assessments five 
times throughout the year to determine 
the cause of the weight gain. 

"The women were an average of 30 
percent overweight before surgery," 
said Dr. Ramstack. "While on chemo­
therapy, they gained an average of 10 
pounds" 

Their average daily consumption in­
creased from 1,600 to 1,700 calories­
approximately 100 calories more than 
w~re used during a day. 

·'When cancer has spread to the 
lymph nodes, it is assumed there will be 
a few cancer cells floating around in 
other places , so the standard treatment 
is to go ahead and start chemotherapy," 
Dr. Ramstackexplained. " But a person 

"This amounts to about a pound a 
month," she commented. "It doesn't 
take much to put on this much weight, 
just an extra brownie or two pats of but­
ter a day." 

Of the weight gained, 30 percent was 
recovery from the cancer and surgery, 
putting back muscle tissue. The other 70 
percent amounted to an unnecessary 
weight gain.

The image of a cancer patient, how­
ever, is of someone who simply wastes 
away. Consequently, victims tend to 

"Their eating habits changed during 
the period of my study, " Dr. Rams tack 
said. "Although they ate too much fat in 
the beginning, the amount of fat con­
sumed increased during the year. They 
also changed from saturated to un­
saturated fats."

Findings of the study indicate that the 
weight gain was not caused directly by 
any one particular drug used in chemo­
therapy. Instead, the gain was caused by 
an increase in the amount of food con­
sumed.

" A lot of women tend not to want to 
take the treatment because of the weight 
gain associated with it," commented Dr. 
Ramstack. "But this shows that by 
reducing the number of calories con­
sumed- ! recommend 1,200 a day-and 
beginning a moderate exercise pro­
gram, women can take chemotherapy 
without gaining unnecessary weight.' '

1983 Said An 'Easy' Year 
In Terms of Forest Fires

Increased aerial detection, intensified 
fire prevention activities and law en­
forcement efforts, along with welcome 
rains, helped keep forest fires in Ken­
tucky fairly small, officials of the Ken­
tucky Division of Forestry reported last 
week. 

''The average size fire fought by local 
county forest rangers this fall was nine 
acres in size," said Forestry Director 
Donald Hamm. "However, considering 
the rain pattern we had this fall, there 
were more fires than there should have 
been," he said. 

Hamm said there were 563 fires fought 
by the Division of lf'orestry this fall. 
"Had the drought of this past summer 
continued, these fires would have burn­
ed over a lot more acreage before they 
were controlled," he noted. "After the 
drought broke, we had only one bad 
stretch of fires . From November 5 
through 9 we had warm, dry weather 
and 88 fires burned 984 acres," the direc­
tor said. 

Forestry records show that since 
January 1, 1983 the division suppressed 
1,860 fir,es that burned apt>roximately 
31,000 acres. "In an average year we 
suppress 2,000 fires, burning 80,000 
acres. These figures show how much the 
wet spring and fall helped us keep down 
the numbers of acres burned," Hamm 
said. 

The lower than average annual num­
ber of fires was attributed to "greater 
public awareness and cooperation," 
Hamm said. "Kentucky newspapers, 
radio and television stations and of­
ficials made hundreds of appeals for 
public help in protecting Kentucky's 
woodlands. We believe this publicity 
paid off." 

Forest rangers issued nearly 900 cita­
tions to people breaking the state's 
forest laws. Most of the citations were 
given to people burning trash outdoors 
without taking necessary precautions to 
keep the fire under control or burning 
outdoors in violation of the "4:30 burn­
ing law" which is in effect October 1 to 
December 15 and from March 1 to May 
15. 

Hamm explained that 1983 forest fires 
will result in staggering future losses, 
probably $62 million in timber products 
alone. "Sixty to seventy-five percent of 
a tree's commercial value is lost after 
it's damaged by fire. The tree becomes 
host to numerous insects and diseases 
that will gradually stain and decay the 
wooo from within," Hamm said . 

"Ask any logger or sawmill man about 
fire-scarred timber. They will tell you 
that it causes substantial losses in Ken­
tucky's forest resource value. While 
there are many variables involved, 
foresters estimate that the state's loss 
in future timber related values will be 
more than $2,000 for each acre of wood­
land burned," Hamm said. 

In addition to timber losses, forest 
fires result in environmental losses such 
as damage to wildlife and watersheds, 
damage to the beauty of the state's 
woodlands and an increase in soil ero­
sion, Hamm pointed out. 

Forest fires such as the ones ex­
perienced by Kentucky this year are the

For many w~men in four Appalachian 
Kentucky counties, pregnancy is an 
uneasy time. Too many of their new­
borns die. Health statistics show infant 
death rates there to be at least 5C per­
cent higher than the national average. 

The Cabinet for Human Resources 
and the Appalachian Regional Commis­
sion are working together to improve the 
odds for newborns in Lewis, Clinton, 
McCreary and Bell counties. The effort 
means dollars for services to improve 
the health of mothers and their babies. 

The money comes from a S4.5 million 
Appalachian Regional Commission 
health care fund. Since Oct 1 almost 
$327,000 has been earmarked for prena­
tal care services in the four Kentucky 
counties: 

*Lewis county-$23,200 to enable the 
county health department to establish a 
prenatal program serving 40 women this 
fiscal year. Matching funds were provid­
ed ·by the Human Resources Cabinet's 
uepartment for Health Services . 

*Clinton and McCreary coun­
ties-$241,223 to the Lake Cumberland 
District Health Department to expand 
existing prenatal and maternity services 
in these two counties. While some 
prenatal services have been available to 
residents in ,the past, state health of­
ficials say, the care has not been com-

pact on the infant death rates. 

*Bell county-$62,136 to Cumberland 
Valley District Health Department to 
expand prenatal and maternity services 
in this county. The money will make ex­
isting services available to 65 more 
women this fiscal year. 

Marvin Miller, manager of the Mater­
nal Services Branch in the Department 
for Health Services, said recently that 
the allocations are the result of some 
"innovative cooperation" between state 
government and the federal commiS­
sion. 

"People here at the state and local 
levels are delighted with the comml • 
sion's cooperation in putting available 
dollars to work to do the most good," 
Miller said. "The commission depend­
ed on Kentuckians to know what our 
greatest needs are." 

He said the money will provide the 
kinds of services that can help public 
health workers identify high-risk 
pregnancies so that medical care will 
make healthy births more likely. 

"The grants are buying for low­
income people the same care that 
middle-income people buy for 
themselves," said Miller. "We're get­
ting some of those services at lower cost, 
so we feel we are stretchmg the tax 
dollars as far as possible.'· 

Services included complete physical 
examinatirms, laboratory analyses, 
nutrition counseling, ultrasound images 
of the unborn child, and prenatal educa­
tion classes that teach mothers how to 
take care of themselves and their new 
babies. Other specialized tests are avail­
able when requested by the attending 
physicians. 

J.n some cases, the health departments 
pay or arrange for hospital delivery. 
Follow-up health care is provided after 
the babies are born. 

"These are services that are impor­
tant in saving babies." said Miller. 
"Through good prenatal and neonatal 
care, we can prevent and treat some of 
the conditions that endanger their 
lives." 

Appalachian Regional Commission 
representatives have told Miller that 
Lewis, Clinton, McCreary and Bell coun­
ties are eligible to apply for second-year 
funding of prenatal care projects. All are 
expected to do so. 

Miller's office has filed a pre­
application for similar funding to 
Menifee county, which was added 
recently to the commission's list of Ken­
tucky counties with infdnt mortality 
rates at least 50 percent higher than the 
nation's average rate.

After the first winter cold spell which 
is usually before January 1, look over 
your flowering shrubs and trees and 
determine which limbs need to be 
removed. Check the limbs to be sure 
they are healthy. Trees and shrubs 
which flower early in the spring form 
flower buds in the fall before they go dor­
mant. Most flowering shrubs are easily 
forced; some of the trees are more dif­
ficult. Try to find branches with a lot of 
flower buds. 

Cut the branches just above the side 
bud so no stub is left. Branches 6-10 in­
ches long are best. Place the cut bran­
ches in a bucket of warm water. If 
temperatures are below freezing when 
you cut the branches, immerse the bran­
ches full length in cool water for several 
hours or overnight. This keeps the buds 
from bursting prematurely. 

The length of time it takes for bran­
ches to be forced into blooming depends 
on the plant itself. 

Forsythia, pussy willow, redbud and 
aple take about 2 weeks to bloom; 

oneysuckle, flowering quince, peach, 
cherry, crabapple and pear take about 
4 weeks and flowering dogwood takes 5 
weeks. 

When you bring the branches in the 
house, recut the stems under water. Peel 
back some of the bark. If you crush the 
end of the branches two inches with a 
hammer or split them several times, the 
branches should take water faster. 

Put the branches in a container which 
ill hold them upright. Add hot water 

(180'F) no higher than 3 inches on the 
stems. After 20 or 30 minutes fill the con­
tainer with water. A diluted solution of 
water soluble fertilizer may be added to 

Mt. Manor Receives 
'Superior' Rating 

A long-term care facility in Floyd 
County has been rated "Superior" for in­
dividual levels of resident care under 
Kentucky's nursing home reform 
egislation. The "Superior" rating was 

made for the intermediate level of care 
provided by the Mountain Manor of 
Prestonsburg. The designation is made 
by the Cabinet for Human Resources' 
Division of Licensing and Regulation 
and is prepared for each long-term care 
facility in the state during the facility's 
annual relicensure survey by the 
cabinet's staff 

Human Resources Secretary AI 
Austin said, "One section of Kentucky's 
nursing home reform law allowed for 
the designation by rating of the in­
dividual levels of care, in order for the 
consuming public to get some idea of the 
type of service being provided under 
state regulations." 

Levels of resident care not attaining 
"Superior" status are designated either 
"Unrated," which indicates that the ser­
vice is in compliance with at least the 
minimum standards, or "Conditional 

ting," which means that this par­
ticular level of care in that facility is in 
non-compliance with the standards. 

Director Sara Pratt of the Licensing 
and Regulation Division said, "It's im­
portant for the public to understand that 
each separate level of service is rated 
individually. Many facilities today offer 
tw~ an~ sometimes three levels of 
residential care and each has its own 
rating." Levels of care at long-term 
acilitie~ include personal care. in­
termediate care, intermediate care/ 
mental retardation-developmentally 
disabled, nursing home and skilled nurs­
ing care. 

In order to achieve a "Superior" 
rating, a facilty must meet two stan­
dards for the level of care involved. 
"First, it must be in compliance with the 
minimum standards ·for licensing in 
each of 11 areas," said Ms. Pratt. "Then, 
the facility must exceed those minimum 
standards in at least six of 11 areas of 
its operation." Those 11 areas are ad­
ministration, nursing service, dietary 
and nutritional services, life safety 
codes, physical enviroment, physical 
and restorative therapy, social services 
and activities, drugs and biologicals, 
medical services, patient rights and 
record .Keeping. 

Ms. Pratt concluded, "I believe this 
process provides a real incentive to the 
ong term care facilities in Kentucky to 

achieve the highest possible rating. 
Achievement of the 'Superior' designa­
tion for an individual level of care should 
tell the public something about that 
facility, just as the other ratings will 
serve as an indication of the track 
record as well.''

Effectively By New Medications

Thanks to a new family of medica­
tions, physicians are able to treat viral 
infections effectively for the first time. 

Viral-induced ailments, such as lower­
respiratory infections, influenza, and _ 
certain strains of herpes, can be manag­
ed, if not conquered, by curtailing the 
growth of the infecting agent. The sub­
stance that does this is called an 
antiviral. 

According to an article appearing in 
the January Reader's Digest, antibiotics 
·do their j<;~b by killing the single-celled 
bacteria that float around in the blood­
stream and cause the infection; an­
tivirals, on the other hand, inhibit the 
replication of infectious agents in cells 
invaded by virus. " If this can be done 
soon enough, before thousands of active 
viruses are released to subvert other 
healthy cells, the body's own immune 
system can then keep the infection under 
control," medical writer Stanley Engle­
hardt reports. 

"Just controlling a viral disease can 
produce wondrous results for people who 

are suffering from disabling or life­
threatening forms of it," he continues. 
Cancer and transplant patients, with 
_their immune systems suppressed by 
chemotherapy, are especially vulner­
able to runaway viral infections-most 
of which can now be controlled by 
antivirals. 

There are five antiviral drugs approv­
ed for prescription use in various forms 
in the U.S., and a sixth is on the horizon. 

*Amantadine-effective in preventing 
flu among high-risk people and in abor­
ting epidemics at schools and military 
camps, as well as in treating the disease. 

*Idoxuridine-first of the ointment 
antivirals used in treating eye infections 
that cause corneal scarring and some­
times loss of vision. 

*Vidarabine-licensed for treatment 
against herpes encephalitis and also for 
'herpes zoster (shingles) in immunosup­
pressed patients. 

*Trifluridine-most effective antiviral 
for treatment of keratitis infections of 
the eye.

Where most of the other approv­
ed drugs carry so~e potential for side 
effects-even if they are mild and 
transient-acyclovir appears to be less 
toxic for normal cells. 

*Ribavirin-not yet authorized by the 
FDA-appears to manage the respira­
tory syncytial virus responsible for more 
than ten percent of the lower­
respiratory-tract infections that attack 
children each winter. 

Dr. MartinS. Hirsch, chief of virology 
at Massachusetts General Hospital, says 
of the new mediciations : " In just ten 
years the outlook for treating viral in­
fections has gone from gloom to op­
timism. While more work needs to be 
done, there's no longer any doubt that 
we've entered the age of antivirals." 

Medicare Enrollment 
Period Begins Jan. 

People who failed to sign up for the 
medical insurance part of Medicare or 
who once had this protection but drop­
ped it will have a chance to get this pro­
tection during the 1984 general enroll­
ment period, January through March, 
Jim Kelly, Social Security District 
Director for the Big Sandy Area, said 
recently. 

The medical insurance part of Medi­
care helps pay for doctor bills, outpa­
tient hospital services, and many other 
medical items and services not covered 
under hospital insurance. 

Protection for people who sign up dur­
ing the general enrollment period will 
start July 1, 1984. 

Medical insurance is financed by 
premiums paid by those enrolled and the 
Federal general revenue. Currently the 
federal government pays about three­
fourths of the cost. 

People who sign up during a general 
enrollment period may pay a higher 
premium, Kelly said. This is because the 
premium is increased by 10 percent for 
each full year a person could have had 
this protection but did not. 

People who have Medicare and need 
assistance in submitting their Medicare 
bills should contact the Social Security 
Office.

Kentucky poultry flocks so far have 
been spared from the deadly avian in­
fluenza that has hit the East, but pro­
ducers here should still take precau­
tions. 

A virus that has become highly patho­
genic, avian influenza is wreaking havoc 
on the poultry industry in Pennsylvania 
and New Jersey. The U.S. Department 
of Agriculture said Tuesday that 5.4 
million chickens on 121 premises in those 
states nave been killed, with total in­
demnities of $10 million in connection 
with avian flu. The disease also has been 
found in a 12,000-bird turkey flock in 
Pennsylvania. 

"Kentucky hasn't had any outbreaks 
yet, thank heaven, but that doesn't mean 
there won't be any. How can you stop a 
virus?" said Dr. John Tuttle, Extension 
poultry production specialist in the 
University of Kentucky College of Agri­
culture. 

Agriculture officials suspect that wild 
ducks and geese coming down the fly­
way could be vectors of the virus, Tut­
tle said. Avian influenza does not affect 
people, but does affect all types of poul­
try and game birds. 

Avian influenza was found last April 
in a flock of laying hens in Lancaster, 
Pa., but mortality of hens in that out­
break ran only two to three percent.

had two to five percent mortality. But 
in October, mortality in some flocks 
started running as high as 60-65 percent. 

The USDA, after being petitioned by 
state and federal animal health officials, 
public health officials and poultry pro­
ducers groups, implemented an eradica­
tion task force and funded it with $12.5 
million for payment of indemnities to 
producers for flocks slaughtered in the 
eradication program. 

The chickens are killed humanely with 
carbon dioxide and are buried in sani­
tary landfills, Tuttle said. The Penn­
sylvania Department of Environmental 
Resources is monitoring and approving 
landfill sites. The large number of poul­
try being killed prompted the governor 
of Pennsylvania to call out some Na­
tional Guard units to haul and bury the 
birds. 

There are several strains of avian in­
fluenza virus, Tuttle explained. The 
various diseases these viruses cause 
have extremely variable incubation 
periods, ranging from a few hours to a 
few days and dependent on the dose of 
the virus, the route of exposure, and the 
species exposed. 

"The signs of the disease are extreme­
ly variable and depend on the species af­
fected, the age and sex of the birds, con­
current infections, the infecting virus 
and environmental factors," said Tuttle. 

Reported symptoms include decreas­
ed activity, decreased egg production, 

mild to severe respiratory symptoms, 
coughing, sneezing. rales, excessive 
secretion of tears, huddl ing, ruffled 
feathers, sinusitis, edema of head and 
face, cyanosis of unfeathered skin, nerv­
ousness, and diarrhea. 

No practical, specific treatment is 
available for avian influenza virus infec­
tions, said Tuttle. Amantadine has been 
used on an experimental basis and has 
shown some effectiveness, a nd antibiotic 
treatment has been employed to reduce 
the effects of concurrent mycoplasma 
and bacterial infections, he noted. 

Tuttle recommended that Kentucki­
ans who raise poultry or game birds or 
who hunt take the following precautions: 

-Isolate your flock. Allow no visitors 
on your premises. Allow no poultry himl­
ing trucks, and make sure feed trucks 
are cleaned before entering your 
premises. 

-Isolate yourself, your family and 
your employees from sites or possible 
carriers of the disease. Don't go to 
poultry shows or cock fights, and stay 
away from processing plants or produce 
houses. 

-Don't bring birds of any kind onto 
your premises for the duration of this 
emergency. 

-Don't hunt ducks or geese, or at 
least don't handle any ducks or geese, 
wild or tame. They could be carriers of 
avian influenza.

'83 Deer Tags Valid 
For Bernheim Hunt 

Hunters wishing to participate in an 
emergency deer hunt on Bernheim 
Forest should keep their 1983 deer tags, 
according to officials of the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wildlife Re­
sources. 

Normally, deer tags expire Dec. 31. 
However, 1983 tags will be valid for the 
Bernheim hunt, which will take place 
sometime in early 1984. A 1984 hunting 
license will be required. 

Final plans for this hunt, which is 
necessary to relieve a serious over­
population problem on this 10,ooo-acre 
refuge in Bullitt and Nelson counties, 
should be made public within two weeks, 
fish and wildlife officials say. According 
to preliminary plans, hunters will be 
chosen by a random drawing, with ap­
plication procedures and deadlines to be 
announced as soon as possible. A deer 
tag will not be necessary to enter the 
drawing, and tags for successful ap­
plicants who have not previously pur­
chased them will be available before the 
hunt. 

Make Wood-Burning 
Season Safe 

Rising fuel prices have cau ... Pd many 
people to install wood-burnm~~ stoves 
and furnaces in their homes. J\ fire in the 
hearth-:-or stove-can warm the body 
and soul and ease heating bills. But, 
while you're enjoying your wood stove, 
take care to use caution in operating it, 
advises Gene Ball, Floyd County Exten­
sion Agent. 

With the increase in the number of 
wood-heat systems in Floyd county 
homes there also is an increase in poten­
tial safety hazards. 

"We are seeing woodcutting related 
accidents, from splinters to serious cuts. 
And in the home there is always an in· 
creased fire risk when you have intense 
radiant heat near such things as cloth, 
wood and paint," says Ball. 

If you have recently installed a wood 
burning system you should thoroughly 
inspect your chimney or flue for 
creosote buildup. A chimney fire can oc­
cur when creosote, which comes from 

1.Q1.1rning wood, ignites. These fires burn 
alnigp ~-:mperatures and can spread to 
the rOOf~tQther buildings because of the 
enormous updraft created by the fire. 
These high te~atures can also 
damage the chimney,causing cracks in 
fire clay linings and in maSonry, and can 
cause metal pipes to warp. 

For stoves with metal pipes, tap the 
pipe with a metal object such as a 
screwdriver.lf you hear a metallic ping, 
the pipe is clean. A dull thud indicates 
a clogged pipe. 

Caution should be taken in starting 
wood fires. Never use flammable li­
quids, especially kerosene or gasoline. 
A good supply of dry kindling and a lit· 
tie newspaper will start a fire with one 
match. Only responsible teens and 
adults should be allowed to start fires. 
Matches and children can be a hazar­
dous combination. 

Check with your stove dealer, in­
surance agent or fire inspector for 
distance you need to set your stove from 
burnable material when installing your 
wood burning unit and ways to provide 
an approved heat barrier to protect your 
home.

he stated. 

OIL Flights will be administered 
through a nonprofit foundation of the 
Greater Houston Council and governed 
by a board composed of petroleum in­
dustry, hospital administration and 
medical representatives. Serving as 
chairman is J .B. Coffman, president and 
chief operating officer of Aminoil Inc .. 
a subsidiary of R.J. Reynolds Industries, 
Inc 

At a Houston press conference, Coff­
man said that OIL Flights responds to 
some very definite needs. "Rapid trans­
portation is the key in transplant cases. 
,Additionally, very few medical in­
surance programs cover organ trans­
portation expenses, " he said. "Also, 
many of the donors are trauma victims 
who are from smaller cities where the 
required type of transport a ircraft is 
now always -available ," Coffman 
explained. 

Harry Seymour, Dowell's chief pilot, 
pointed out that an important aspect of 
the OIL Flights program will be the 
variety of corporate aircraft available 
throughout the U.S. "These smaller 
planes are versatile with a wide range 
of operations and can access almost any 
airstrip," Seymour sa id. 

OIL Flights will be directed toward ar­
ranging transportation for heart, pan­
creas and liver transplants which re­
quire immediate and rapid transport in 
an ice-cooled environment without so­
phisticated instrumentation, according 
to Coffman. Other common types of 
transplants such as those for cornea or 
bone marrow _seldom require special 
transportation and L'le kidney transplant 
program IS funded by the federal 
government, he said. 

The OIL Flights in Houston will main­
lain information on the base of opera­
tions and characteristics of participa­
ting companies' aircraft and will coor­
dinate with the emergency transporta­
tion of organs in response to requests 
from the major transplant centers in the 
U.S. In the event that corporate aircraft 
are unavailable or where life support 
systems are needed, special aircraft will 
be chartered. funded by cash contribu­
tions from member companies.

Arthur Alan Seidelman 
directed one of the last

sodes to feature Michael 
Conrad . Conrad, who 
played Sgt. Phil Esterhaus, 
died of cancer in Novem­
ber.

Seidelman, who has won 
Emmys for producing, writ­
ing and directing TV movies 
and specials, was reluctant 
to direct episodic TV 
because he says, "it's usu­
ally impossible for a direc­
tor to contribute anything 
original."

the now-canceled series 
about a minor-league base­
ball team.

But as everyone interest­
ed in sports knows, his 
Emmy Award-winning 
"ABC SportsBeat," seen 
every Saturday, is one of 
the best of its kind. It is the 
only TV network show 
devoted entirely to sports 
journalism. 

"SportsBeat" won an 
Emmy in 1981 in the "Spe­
cial Classification of Out­
standing Program'' and in 
the 1982-83 season for 
"Special Classification of 
Outstanding Achievement: 
Sports Journalism." 

The 30-minute show, 
which premiered on Aug. 
30, 1981, was viewed 
monthly that year and 
became a weekly feature in 
1982. It has just been 
renewed for another year. 

Cosell's "tell it like it is"

In 1947, the Motion Picture Academy made a spe­
cial award to a foreign-language film, selecting one of 
the finest films ever made, Vittorio De Sica's "Shoe 
Shine." This Italian film, semi-documentary in 
nature, told of the tragedies of war's aftermath. With 
passion and deep understanding of his countrymen's 
problems, De Sica pictured a group of street children 
working in the black market, being used by gang­
sters, and being sent to prison. 

Unlike later "new-realism" film efforts, De Sica 
avoided bitterness and editorialism in this produc­
tion. Rather, he used the film medium as an objective 
reporter's eye, seeing and telling all. "Shoe Shine" 
ushered in a new world of filmmaking, one populated 
by real people confronting real problems.

1983 will be remembered as the year of Mr. T. 
"M* A *S*H" and the miniseries. 

" The A-Team" was the surpnse series hit of the year, 
which some critics said was excessively violent. The NBC 
show about four mercenaries, a combination of " The Dirty 
Dozen, " "Mission: Impossible" and Saturday morning 
cartoons, made a superstar of Mr. T, a gruff, gold-laden 
former bodyguard. 

When " M*A*S*H" left the a1r 1n February after 11 
seasons, its two-and-a-half-hour f1nale became the high­
est-rated show in TV history. The 4077th r,1ay have folded 
its tents, but fans of the CBS senes weren't abandoned. A 
sequel. " AfterMASH." was one of the fall season 's few 
new successes. 

As the quality and longevity of senes d1rn1n1shed. min­
iseries became more important to the networks. ABC's 
"Winds of War" and "Thorn Birds" were among the most 
successful. NBC's " Pnncess Da1sy," based on Judith 
Krantz's potboiler, was high-gloss fantasy . 

Not all fpecials were escapist. ABC 's TV movie " The 
Day After." a graphiC account of a nuclear war's effects 
on the ·esidents of Lawrence. Kan .. was among the most 
controversial events 1n TV history - and a rat1ngs 
success. 

Many of the new fall series merely recycled old p lots -
ghosts ("Jennifer Slept Here") . talking an1mals ("Mr 
Smith") . gen1es ('Just Our Luck" I - and landed at the 
bottom of the rat1ngs heap. 

One new show based on an old idea. however, was 
successful - Aaron Spell ing's adaptation of "Hotel," 
Arthur Hailey's book and film "Dynasty," another Spell­
Ing property, continued to draw b1g rat1ngs Archrivals 
Krystle (Linda Evans) and Alexis (Joan Collins) began 
the season trapped '" a burn1ng cabm - but both sur­
vived to face a new season of schem1ng. 

More wholesome activities occurred on ''Cheers.·· 
where Sam (Tea Danson) and Diane (Shelley Long) 
finally became lovers, although some say th1s develop­
ment has drained some of the series' suspense. "Cheers" 
was a claSSIC example of a slow-starting show be1ng sup­
ported by the network until its populanty increased. Many 
series weren't as lucky and were given the hook after only 
a few episodes. Who recalls " Condo," "Foot 1n the Door" 
or "At Ease"? 

Trying to keep viewers, the networks introduced several 
limited-run series during the summer. usually a t1me for 
reruns. All were failures except NBC's "Buffalo Bill." star­
ring Dabney Coleman as a crabby, arrogant talk-show 
host .

Berea Research To Reserve 
Early School Records 

BEREA, KY-The Jetter, addressed 
to the director of a mountain school, was 
handwritten and brief. 

"I would like to enter your school. I 
am in the 8th grade and I want to come 
and make the school my home. I will 
bring a pig with me and some potatoes." 

The reply from the school was equal-
~ly brief and to-the-point. "One could 

hardly refuse an appeal like yours. It 
looks like an effort to do your best 
toward getting an education. So I am go­
ing to tell you to bring your pig and come 
on." 

The year was 1927 and the Eastern 
Kentucky youngster's letter was 
representative of the educational desires 
of many mountain children and their 
families during that period, according 

• to Berea College's Mary Zimmeth who 
has been directing a two-year project to 
preserve records of The Settlement 
Schools of Appalachia. 

During the early part of the 20th Cen­
tury, when public schools in the moun­
tains were sparse, the private boarding 
schools were founded, not only to pro­
vide education to area children but also 
to discover a·nd develop services that 
would benefit nearby communities, and 
often, the region. 

Some were founded by churches and 
others by educated and affluent women 
such as Katherine Pettit of Lexington 
and May Stone of Louisville who, in 1902, 
began the Hindman Settlement School 
in Knott county, Ms. Zimmeth added. 

"But the improvements in roads and 
public education which began in the 
1940's have caused many of the moun­
tain schools to modify or in some cases, 
abandon their original mission. The 
tradition of the original schools and their 

importance in educational history was 
in danger of being lost." 

In 1981, Berea College, which has 
maintained a long and supportive rela­
tionship with these private mountain 
schools, received a grant from the Na­
tional Endowment for the Humanities to 
establish a research project to preserve 
and microfilm records of 10 settlement 
institutions in Kentucky and North 
Carolina. 

The project's work involved locating 
and bringing to Berea all available 
records and documents, then sorting, 
organizing and deciding which were of 
archival value and finally, having 
materials microfilmed. Original materi­
als are being returned to the schools, 
and guidebooks have been prepared for 
the microfilm collection at Hutchins 
Library on the Berea campus. 

Institutions participating in the pro­
ject included Annville Institute, Hazel 
Green Academy, Henderson Settlement, 
Oneida Baptist Institute, Pine Mountain 
Settlement School, Red Bird Mission, 
Hindman Settlement School and Buck­
horn Children's Center in Kentucky; the 
John C. Campbell Folk School and Hin­
ton Rural Life Center in North Carolina. 

"It's a wonderful collection of infor­
mation on mountain families who at­
tended these schools and a local, as well 
as regional, history", Ms. Zimmeth said, 
adding that the materials also are im­
portant for their information on cultural 
history, education and moral values in 
the mountains. 

In addition to being available from the 
Special Collections Department of Hut­
chins Library, the microfilms also will 
be offered for interlibrary loans across 
the nation.

Scholars Program 
Seeks Teacher 

The Governor's Scholars Program is 
seeking outstanding high school and col­
lege teachers to serve as faculty for the 
1984 summer enrichment program for 
Kentucky's top high school juniors, Lilli­
an Press, director of the program, an­
nounced today. 

The five week program which is now 
in its second year, will be held on two 
college campuses with up to 300 students 
on each campus. It will be conducted at 
Eastern Kentucky University, Rich­
mond, from June 30 to August 2, and at 
Centre College, Danville, from July 1 to 
August 3. Students completing their 
junior year of high school by this sum­
mer are eligible for the program. 

Recruitment letters with information 
-for teachers have been mailed to high 
school principals and superintendents 
and to college and university academic 
officials. 

"We're seeking gifted teachers with a 
broad range of interests," Ms. Press 
said." They must be ready to take part 
in a living and learning situation with 
students, which takes place on weekends 
as well as in the classroom. Last year's 
faculty members were very enthusiastic 
about the benefits of the program, not 
only for the students, but for their own 
professional growth." 

"The great success of last summer's 
program encouraged the Board of 
Directors to extend the opportunity to 
more than twice as many qualified high 
school juniors in 1984," she said. 

There will be from 25-30 new openings 
for teachers in the 1984 summer pro­
gram in subject areas of astronomy, 
biology, mathematics, physical sciences 
(includes physics), geology, literature, 
history, function of language (includes 
foreign language), fine arts and aesthe­
tics, cultural anthropology, political 
economy and computer science. 

Last year's faculty was drawn equal­
ly from Kentucky high schools-private 
and public-and from the state's col­
leges and universities. 

The program is a partnership of edu­
cation, business and government and 
was created to recognize and promote 
excellence in Kentucky education. Last 
year 245 of Kentucky's high school 
juniors were the first Governor's 
Scholars at Centre College. Student ap­
plication information will be mailed in 
January to Kentucky schools. 

Those interested in applying for 
teachers' positions should immediately 
contact their principals, academic deans 
or directors who have application re­
quest forms, or they should write the 
Director, Governor's Scholars Program, 
State Capitol, Frankfort, Kentucky 
40601. If teachers do not have an applica­
tion request form, they should include 
the subjects they teach along with return 
address and phone numbers in their let­
ters to the director.
