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Gas Firms Score 
-.Gig Rate Victory 

4Deadin Week 
Marked Suicides 

Gas companie:>-notably. Kentucky 
West Virginia Gas Co. won a signal 
victory last week when the e. s. 
Supreme Court by a 5-4 vote further 
deregulated the sale of natural gas. 

The Supreme Court decision upholds 
he overturning by the Fifth U. S. Cir­

cuit Court of Appeals of the Federal 
Energy Regulatory Commission's in· 
terpretation of the law. and held that 
pipeline companies may not be pinned 
to a "cost-of-service" price on gas they 
not only carry to market but also pro­
duced. 

"Essentially," one observer said, 
"this means that Kentucky West 
Virginia can sell its gas to its own 
pipeline and the pipeline would not be 

. eld to the former cost-of-service 
charge, and the transfer from the pro­
duction division to the transmission 
division would constitute a first sale." 

Although the Prestonsburg Utility 
Commission saw no immediate price 
increase threat. the Supreme Court 
ruling could provide an additional 
$180,000 in revenues for pipeline com­
panies classed as gas producers and it 
is expected to drive prices up for some 

• 
onsumers . 
"I assume," said Barkley J. Sturgill, 

attorney for the Prestonsburg Gas Con-
sumers Association, "that this (the opi­
nion by the Supreme Court l removes 
the last vestige of any state regulatory 
authority ." 

The decision means that all of Ken­
tucky West Virginia's production falls 

into the deregulated classification. It 
had already had about 3000 of its wells 
reclassified as Devonian Shale wells, 
which is a category that sells at a total­
ly unregulated level under the pricing 
structure established by the gas policy 
act. 

Laura Murrell, chairman of the Ken­
tucky Public Service Commission, said 
the Supreme Court decision is bad for 
many Kentucky gas customers. 

"What it means," she said, "in the 
case of Kentucky West Virginia Gas is 
a doubling of prices. It's very unfor­
tunate." She added that there is a 
possibility that the federal natural gas 
law will be overhauled. 

Apparently,-the regulations are 
long, wordy and difficult to unders­
tand,-the ruling turns "old gas" from 
wells drilled before 1973 into the same 
classification as new gas. 

Kentucky West Virginia Gas has 
been charging the higher, unregulated 
price since October 1982, when the case 
went to the Supreme Court on appeal. 
The firm's customers include the cities 
of Prestonsburg. Wheelwright, Hazard 
and Paintsville, and the Mike Little 
Gas Co. in Melvin, Columbia Gas 
Transmission Corp., and East Ken­
tucky Utilities in Allen and Middle 
Creek. 

Kentucky West Virginia Gas has no 
retail customers and is regulated only 
by FERC, not the Kentucky Public Ser­
vice Commission. Kentucky West

In week-end slaylngs a Prestonsburg 
man died at the hands of his brother 
and another, home for the July 4 holi­
day, was slain by his father on Prater 

reek. 
Officers said an argument over their 

mother's social security checks 
resulted in the shotgun slaying Friday 
afternoon of Banner Lewis. Jr .. 55. of 
Town Branch, by his brother, Bennie 
Lewis, 46, at the home of the latter at 
Emma. 

The followmg night, Jay Boyd, 32. of 
Chattanooga. Tenn., was killed by a 
shotgun blast to the abdomen while he 
was visiting at the home of his father, 

. uther Boyd, 67, on Prater Creek, near 
Dana. His father has been charged 
with the slaying 

Both of the accused men have been 
arrested and arc in jail here. 

Deputy Sheriff Chuck B. Akers, one 
of the first officers on the scene, said 
the two disputed checks lay blood­
stained on the floor of the Lewis home 
after the Emma shooting. He quoted 
Bennie Lewis as saying, "He (his 

a>rother l kept teiJing me how sorry I 
~as ... he was on me all the time. I told 

him to leave ... " 

Em a until about two weeks ago when 
she moved to a Prestonsburg housing 
development. 

In the Boyd slaying officers are in­
vestigating the possibility that liquor 
and gambling may have played a part 
in the tragedy. Luther Boyd, the 
father, suffered a head wound, but his 
assailant was not immediately iden­
tified. Jay Boyd was shot one time in 
the abdomen by a charge from a 
20-gauge shotgun. 

Deputy Sheriff Akers said a shotgun 
and a rifle in the home were both 
bloodstained. He said that when he and 
Deputy Sheriff George Hall arrived 
about 1:15 a.m. Sunday at the Boyd 
home, several persons were milling 
about, outside, apparently near blows. 
The wounded man was still living when 
they arrived but died soon afterward, 
he said. 

The murder warrant issued for the 
father was not served on him till Mon­
day morning by State Police Detective 
Roger Castle, the same officer who 
booked him on the preceding day, and 
Coroner Roger Nelson. 

Four Floyd countians apparently 
died by their own hands last week, 
three on one day, last Wednesday, 
according to Coroner Roger Nelson. 

The first to die in the unusual series 
of apparent suicides was Deborah 
Calkins, 27. whose death was not 
discovered till last Friday morning, 
although she is believed to have died 
Monday. She was a nutritionist with 
the U.S. Public Health Service and had 
been employed since last October by 
Big Sandy Health Care, Inc. 

Others who died: 
-Town Hall, 36, retired miner, of a 

gunshot wound to the chest last 
Wednesday morning. Hall was on the 
hillside at the rear of his home on Mink 
Branch, near Craynor, when the shot 
was fired, according to Coroner 
Nelson. 

-Sixteen-year-old John Lee Griffith, 
of a shotgun blast to the head last 
Wednesday night at the home of an un­
cle at David The body was found in the 
boy's bedroom. Coroner Nelson and 
State Police Detective Keith Scott. who 
investigated the death, were told by 
relatives that young Griffith had been 
depressed .

J. McNally, 52, was one of two men in­
dicted by a federal grand jury last 
Thursday on conspiracy and mail­
fraud charges. The other was James E. 
Gray. 55, of Frankfort. 
Op~ator of East Kentucky Auto 

Parts and._a member of the Prestons­
burg Utilities Commission. McNally is 
a friend of former state Democratic 
Chairman Howard "Sonny" Hunt. Jr. 
and was a state elections official dur­
ing the administration of Gov. Julian 
Carroll. 

Gray has long been prominent in 
state Democratic politics and served 
under Carroll as secretary for public 
protection and regulation and 
secretary of the Cabinet. He operates a 
Frankfort office-supplies firm 

According to the indictment. Gray, 
McNally and Hunt created a corpora­
tion called Seton Investments in 1975 as 
"a conduit" to receive state insurance­
commission kickbacks. At Hunt's 
direction, the company received 
$200,000 in payments from the Womb· 
well Insurance Agency, in Lexington , 
which wrote the state's workers' com­
pensation policy , the grand jury 
alleges The payments were said to 
have been made between 1976 and 1979.

If the default judgment !'hould be 
granted, that would leave only Eunice 
Shepherd. incumbent. whose filing was 
not questioned. and the three who have 
answered the suit without opposition.

As the sun starts going down and 
pleasure boaters, water skiers and 
daytime fishermen head for home, 
another group of anglers, the night 
fishermen, are just starting their "day." 

Some anchor in a favorite spot, usual­
ly off a deep point or a steep. almost ver­
tical bank, light lanterns and fish for 
white bass and crappie. Others glide 
quietly, with no lighls showing, along the 
shoreline, casting surface lures into the 
darkness for largemouth bass, 

At dawn, as the rest of the world 
begins to wake up, these nocturnal 
anglers are back at the dock, busy with 
their filleting knives. Chances are 
they've been more successful than their 
daytime counterparts and know that 
fishing at night is worth losing sleep 
over. 

White bass and crappie anglers who 
use lanterns are in effect attracting an 
entire food chain around their anchored 
boat. The light from the lanterns at­
tracts plankton (in the water, these 
microscopic plants and animals look 
something like swirling cornmeal> . The 
plankton attract shad and other bait fish, 
which in turn lure hungry sport fish to 
the scene. 

The fisherman, with several baited 
lines over the side, wails for this natural 
process to work itself out. Sometimes 
almost the entire night will pass with lit­
tle activity, then the white bass will sud­
denly move in like a pack of hungry 
aquatic wolves and fishing will get fast 
and furious . 

Minnows are the favorite bait for this 
kind of fishing. Anglers experiment with 
different depths to find out how deep the 
fish are running . In addition to rods, 
reels, hooks and bait, about the only 
other equipment required is extra lan­
tern fuel, warm jackels (it gels chilly on 
the water at night, even in the middle of 
summer> and plenty of coffee. 

Fishermen at Laurel Lake in Eastern 
Kentucky use similar technique, but fish 
with "organic" baits- worms, cheese or 
whole kernel corn- for rainbow trout. 
During the summer months, night fish 
ing is by far the most productive way to 
take trout from Laurel or from other 
lakes where this species has been 
stocked. 

On lakes with clear water and/or a lot 
of daytime activity, black bass usually 
"hole up" during the day. But they be­
come active afler dark, move into shal­
low water and start looking for food. 
They will readily strike just about any­
thing from top-water lures to plastic 
worms, although many night fishermen 
perfer a noisy surface lure, one that is 
loud enough to allow the bass to home 
in on it by sound alone. Black is by far 
the most popular color for night fishing 
lures. 

Experienced fishermen usually like 
dark nights- the darker thl· better 
Heavy tackle is a must, since it is often 
necessary to cast toward a shoreline 
that's barely visible Jerking lures out 
of trees and bushes is a regular part of 
night fishing . 

It's important to move quietly and 
show as little light as possible, since the 
fish in shallow water will be spooky. And 
remember that bass won't be active all 
mght long, although feeding penods do 
tend to last longer and more intense at 
night than during the day. 

We're getting into some hot summer­
time weather now. and our lakes are 
crowded with recreation seekers. If your 
fishing isn't all you want it to be, try 
waiting until after dark to hit the 
water- the results might surprise you.

Cheese Apportionment Cut 
Some Kentuckians accustomed to get­

ting surplus processed cheese which is 
distributed free to low-income persons 
may be disappointed this summer. Mter 
months of progressively increasing 
shipments of cheese to Kentucky, the 
U.S. Department of Agriculture has cut 
amounts the state receives. 

Qabinet for Human Resources of­
ficials report that' amounts of surplus 
processed cheese distributed in Ken­
tucky steadily increased from the first 
shipment of 500,000 pounds in January, 
1982 to 3 million pounds distributed in 
April, this year. In May, USDA respond­
ed to complaints that giving away pro­
cessed cheese was cutting into the ccm­
mercial market and sent no processed 
cheese to Kentucky that month. As retail 

cheese sales decline, USDA must buy 
more raw cheese, thereby creating· 
greater surpluses. 

Kentucky received processed cheese 
again this month, but only about 1 
million pounds. While the amounts of 
cheese have been cut, the Agriculture 
Department has allocated a variety of 
other foods to Kentucky, but in smaller 
quantities.

"We are getting non-fat dried milk, 
cornmeal, rice and butter," said Depart­
me."lt for Social Insurance Commis­
sioner John Cubine. "But the quan~ties 
coming in are too small to distribute in 
every county every month," he stated. 
This month, the state received and 
distributed about 500,000 pounds of but­
ter, 56,000 pounds of cornmeal, 1.2 
million pounds of nonfat dried milk and 
560,000 pounds of rice. 

At least once during the three summer 
months, each area development district 
will receive some of each variety of food 
shipped to the state, according to 
Cubine. He emphasized that every coun­
ty may not receive every variety of food, 
since some shipments to ADDs may be 
too small to divide between all counties 
in the districts.

In 1963 a 7-year-old boy became a 

ward of the state and was housed in 
various institutions until he reached the 
age of 18 in 1974. 

The reason for this placement was due 
to his adopted mother's death and his 
adopted father's drinking problem, 
which led to his abusing the boy. 

Hello, my name is Terry E. Phipps 
and that boy was me. 

During my 11 years in institutions I 
met hundreds of kids who were there for 
various reasons, some of these reasons 
being rejection, death, parent drinking 
problem, abuse, or not being wanted. 

These kids suffer from loneliness, as 
many do not know love, care, understan­
ding or concern. 

I knew, for I suffered from this. As the 
end result, I became extremely 
rebellious and went to jail several times 
and spent two years in prison. While in 
prison I became a Christian. . 

Now, I have a heartfelt, burning 
desire to reach out to the kids whose 
lives are a pattern to what mine was. 

Some of my childhood friends from · 
these institutions are now either in 
prison or dead, or are hardened 
criminals. 

This need not be. 
We need to reach out to these kids and 

give them the love care, concern, 
understanding and guidance which they 
rightfully need and yet are deprived of. 

The kids are no different than your 
own, except for being in a home with no 
one to reach out to them. 

I am presently in the process of 
establishing a ministry, which will be 
located either in or around Prestonsburg 
and will be known as "Rejoice 
Ministries, Inc." 

The kids in institutions will be its main 
concern, although there will be other 
phases in Rejoice'Ministries, Inc. 

The phases will be: 
( 1) A Christian coffee-house, where 

local gospel bands, ministers, 
evangelists, religious organizations and 
christians can meet for fellowshlp. 

(2) A thrift shop, which will have us­
ed clothing. 

(3) A contemporary gospel band, as 
the Lord gifted me vocally and I intend 
to use that talent for Him. 

(4) Jail, prison, hospttal and nursing 
home visitation. 

(5) Drug and alcohol counseling.

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Advisory Board Recommends 
Science in Early Grades 

PLAYING AND RELAXING 
••• YOUR HOME OASIS 

Elementary school children should 
receive science instruction in early 
grades and their teachers should have 
more on-hands science education ex­
perience, according to recommenda­
tions recently submitted to state 
Superintendent of Public Instruction 
Raymond Barber by the Science Ad­
visory Council. 

The 12-member council, which was 
created in October, 1982 by Barber, has 
developed four recommendations aim­
ed at improving the quality of science in­
struction in Kentucky's classrooms. 

The advisory group concluded that 
since teachers are apt to teach in the 
manner in which they have learned 
themselves, more hands-on instruction 
should take place during teaching 
preparation courses. 

The council has therefore recom­
mended that a minimum of 12 semester 
hours of general studies science be re­
quired at the undergraduate level in all 
programs preparing elementary 
teachers, and that the required courses 
include "hands-on" laboratory courses 
in physics and biology, in addition to 
three hours each of either chemistry or 
earth science, and one elective science. 

The council noted that most teacher 
education institutions already require 12 
semester hours of general studies 
science, and that its recomme11dation 
would affect the nature and content of 
courses more than the number of credits 
required. 

According to Frank Howard, science 
consultant with the state Education 
Department, this recommendation has 
been sent to the Council on Teacher 
Education and Certification for review. 

Other recommendations made by the 
advisory council include establishing 12 
regional science resource teachers 
throughout the state to work directly 
with instruction and to assist the state 
science consultant. This, the council con­
cluded, would provide "immediate and 
knowledgeable support to science pro­
grams in individual schools." 

Regional resource teachers would be 
required to have a Master's degree, 
three years' successful teaching ex­
perience, and experience with and 
knowledge about science programs. In 
addition, they must be certified in either 
elementary education with a minimum 
of 21 semester hours of science or in 
secondary education with a major in 
science or area of concentration in 
science or mathematics. 

The council also recommended that 
the guidelines for local district extf:nd­
ed employment provide a category for 
science teachers, adding that presently 
gooci science teachers give their own 
time for a number of activities that are 
currently covered under extended 
employment guidelines. 

The council's fourth recommendation 
to the superintendent called for the state 
Department of Education to provide a 
science consultant who exclw~ively 
works to provide leadership and coor­
dination of science activities. 

The council expressed concern that 

Losing Your Cool? 
Listen To Mother 

Mother's old advice of counting to 10 
when you're angry still holds true. In 
fact, it has solid scientific backing. Dr. 
Carol Tavris, reporting in the July 
Reader's Digest, declares that "any 
emotional arousal will eventually sim­
mer down if you just waitlong enough." 

Expressing anger is not always 
crucial to health and happiness. Dr. 
Leonard Berkowitz of the University of 
Wisconsin observes that "frequently, 
when we tell someone off, we stimulate 
ourselves to continued aggression." This 
is why a minor annoyance, when ex­
pressed in hostile language or behavior, 
can flare into a major argument. 

Tavris warns, however, that "sup­
pressed anger can be 'bad' if, because 
we do not reveal our feelings, a stressful 
situation continues; expressed anger 
can likewise be 'bad' if, in revealing our 
feelings, we make the stressful situation 
worse. '' 

Psychologists at the University of 
Califor.nia at Irvine have had success 
with people who have problems with 
chronic anger by teaching them how to 
think about their anger. 

"Thus the decision about whether or 
not to express anger rests on what you 
want to communicate and what you hope 
to accomplish. The moral use of anger 
requires an awareness of choice and an 
embrace of reason," Dr. Travis con­
cludes. "For the small indignities of life, 
the best remedy is almost always a 
Charlie Chaplin movie. For the larger 
ones, fight back. And, most important, 
learn the difference."

during the past two years, the depart­
ment's science consultant has also had 
other responsibilities, including ad­
ministering the math and sci~nce incen 
tive loan program directed at attracting 
competent teachers in those sho:-tage 
areas. While this is also an important 
responsibility, the council believes that 
the consultant should work to ac­
complish tasks directly related to 
upgrading the quality of science 
education. 

Superintendent Barber has already 
acted upon this recommendation by 
reassigning the loan program respon­
sibilities to another department staff 
member. 

In addition to the four recommenda­
tions, the council directed its chair­
woman Anna Neal, Fayette county's 
science supervisor, to develop a pilot 
project in her county's schools which 
would establish closer ties between 
science teachers, business and industry. 
The plan could then be extended to other 
areas of the state. 

The Science Advisory Council 
represents teachers, industry, science 
educators academic discipline:; of 
science, and local district ad­
ministrators. Barber appointed the 
council in an effort to act on the crisis 
in mathematics and science education. 
The council, which has been appointed 
through 1983, was charged with making 
a general assessment of science educa­
tion and with recommending which 
items should be given priority by the 
Kentucky Department of Education.

A hunting trip by two Wheelwright 

youths last Saturday ended in tragedy 
when one of the two fell from a cliff 
variously estimated at 30 to 60 feet 
high.

Circuit Judge Hollie Conley sent 
back 'to the Floyd Fiscal Court Friday 
a dispute over who may operate am­
bulance services in this county. 

The action came on a motion by an 
attorney for Ezra Branham and 
William Adams, operators of the 
newly-organized Respond Ambulance 
Service, who sought dismissal of a suit 
brought against them by the long­
established P and B Ambulance Ser­
vice. 

P and B, citing a 1982 fiscal court 
resolution, claim they have an exclu­
sive right to operate a convnercial 
ambulance service in Floyd county. 
They asked the court to restrain the 
new firm from doing business here. 

But Respond attorney J . Logan Grif­
fith argued last week that it would take 
a fiscal court ordinance, not a simple 
resolution, to set up an ambulance 
franchise system. Moreover. the coun­
ty would be required by law to open the 
franchise to competitive bids, he said . 

Even if last year's fiscal court reso­
lution was held by the court to establish 
a valid franchise system. nothing in the 
resolution says the franchise claimed 
by P and B is exclusive, the attorney 
noted.

Brings Refunds

$2244.73 for Emma; Wheelwright utili­

SUPERMAN Ill, from Warner Bros. Directed by Richard Lester, 
screenplay by David and Leslie Newman.

Putting comedian Rtchard 
Pryor in a "Superman" mov1e 
seemed like 1t would be a greal 
idea. As the arch-villain Lex 
Luthor in the previous " Super­
man" movies. Gene Hackman 
played his role with a tongue­
In-cheek attitude that ranged 
from high camp to outright 
comedy. With Pryor's talents 
and the usual array of special 
effects, "Superman Il l" had 
the powers to be far beyond 
that of a normal summer 
movie. 

But it was not to be. Thts 
Man of Steel movie is little 
more than a lightweight con­
tender agatnst other summer 
blockbusters such as "Return 
of the Jedi" and 
"WarGames." The scnpt is 
weak, the effects are tame and 
Pryor's ample talents are 
largely untapped. 

"Superman" is a comic 
book adventure. but the first 
two movies carefully Sides­
tepped being chtldish 1n the1r 
approaches. Not so in this film, 
as even the pre-credit 
sequence demonstrates. It's 
pure slapstick. simple-m tnded 
mayhem that actually ends 
w1th a pte in the face. 

David and Leslie Newman 
return as screenwnters 1n th1s 
episode. but missing t.om the 
writing credtts IS Mario Puzo. 
Perhaps the heavy hand of the 
man who wrote " The Godfa­
ther". ts needed. The story nev­
er seems to get off the ground. 

As in " WarGames." com­
puters are this mov1e's villain. 
But the scnpt calls for Pryor to 
be a computer genius who 
matches wits with the Man of 
Steel. Pryor IS too lovable lo 
be a villa1n and Robert 
Vaughn and Ann1e Ross are 
too campy to be a threat to 
anyone over the age of 7. 

Together they do manage to 
build a master mega-comput­
er. and thus g1ve some work to 
the spectal effects people. but 
it comes too late 1n the film to 
pose a genutne lhreat 10 a 
happy ending. 

Along the way. Superman 
(as Clark Kent) goes back to 
his home town of Smallville 
and gets sm1tten by the former 
high-school prom queen. Lana 
Lang (Annette O'Toole). Has 
Clark forsaken Lois Lane 1n 
favor of Lana? Only an inevita­
ble "Superman IV" will tell.

Photo Exhibit Features Kentucky Women 

A striking exhibition of photographs now on display at the Floyd County Library does what too few formal historians 
have done-namely, focus attention on the lives and contributions of Kentucky women of the past. 

Forty fine black-and-wh~te prin.t~ dating from 1880 to 1930 capture moments in the lives of mostly ordinary Kentucky 
women at work, at home, m traditional and some untraditional roles. 

The exhibition covers a period in which Kentucky women were entering in significant numbers the workforce outside 
the home. It was not always a liberation, as some of the photos make clear. 

By the turn of the century, 45,000 women worked for long hours and low pay in Kentucky factories, in conditions that 
were often unhealthy and unsafe. By comparison, the phone operators, store clerks and office workers were lucky. But 
only by comparison. For the most part, women entering the workforce inherited dead-end and unrewarding jobs. 

Women with educations became teachers and librarians, jobs which, though they paid little offered better working 
conditions and higher status. ' 

. In phot?grap?s of ~e lowly and the _well-born, the secretary and the social reformer, traditional quiltmakers and 
p10neers m the mdustnal workforce, glimpses of a largely forgotten past are offered in this exhibition, which is touring 
the state under the auspices of the Department of Libraries. 

Families and motherhood, often sentimentalized in the late 19th century, provide the subject for a number of the 
photos included here. Entitled "A Pictorial View of Kentucky Women: 1880..1930," the exhibition is being funded 
through a 1979-80 grant of the Kentucky Humanities Council.

Martin County 
Tax Group Loses 

The state Board of Tax Appeals last 
week ordered that its earlier dismissal 
of the appeal of a Martin county citizens' 
group challenging the property taxes 
levied against two coal companies will 
stand unchanged. 

The group, Concerned Citizens of Mar­
tin County, Inc., may appeal the case to 
the Martin circuit court, it was indi­
cated. 

The citizens' group is contesting what 
it claims is undervalued property 
assessments of 47,869 acres of surface 
holdings owned by Pocahontas Ken­
tucky Corp. and 6,428 acres owned by 
Martiki Coal Corp. 

The 1982 assessment on the land was 
about $200 an acre. 

Last year the tax-appeal board 
unanimously rejected a motion by Mar­
tiki to dismiss the group's appeal and 
ordered the coal companies to provide 
detailed information, including data on 
underground minerals, to attorneys for 
the Martin county group. 

But earlier this month, the state board 
reversed itself and dismissed the 
citizens' appeal, relying mainly on a 1966 
Kentucky Court of Appeals decision in 
a Montgomery Cour.ty case. 

A key part of that decision said that 
parties in tax appeals should be "for­
mally recognized participants ... not 
merely unhappy people." 

Joe Childers, who is associated with 
the Appalachian Research and Defense 
Fund of Kentucky, charged that the 
state Board of Tax Appeals is attemp­
ting "to limit the right of citizens to ap­
peal these third-party tax appeals 
beyond the local board of assessment." 

He also contended that state law gives 
property owners who have listed their 
property at fair market value the right 
to challenge other properties that are 
assessed at less than fair market value. 

Blasting Course

Deer Hunt Deadlines 
It's time to start thinking about deer 

hunting, particularly if you want to hunt 
on one of the wildlife management areas 
or federal installations where advance 
applications are necessary. Some of the 
application deadlines are right around 
the corner, so get out your calendar an,d 

'start drawing big red circles around the 
deadline dates for your favorite area. 

Since random drawings determine 
who gets to hunt on all these areas, get­
ting an application in early won't 
necessarily do you any good-the impor­
tant thing is not to be late. 

But at two military posts it doesn't pay 
to be too early, either. Both Ft. Knox and 
the Bluegrass Army Depot will reject 
applications received before specified 
dates as well as those received after the 
cut off. 

At Ft. Knox, applications for weekend 
bow hunts will be accepted only between 
July 16 and July 31, while those wishing 
to participate in th~ Nov. 26-27, Dec. 
16-11 and Dec. 17-18 gun hunts should 
apply between Aug. 13 and Aug. 28. 
Weekday bow hunting during the oct. 
1-30 season will be on a first-come, first­
served basis. 

Up to five hunters may apply on one 
letter of application to Ft. Knox. You 
need to specify what type of hunting 
<gun or bow) and give the names and ad­
dresses of all hunters. Enclose a self­
addressed, stamped envelope and a $15 
money order, certified check or 
cashier's check (payable to Treasurer 
of the United States) for each hunter. 
Hunting dates will be assigned to those 
whose applications are drawn. Mail ap­
plications to Morale Support Activities, 
Hunt Control Office, Ft. Knox, Ky. 40121. 
For additional information, call (502) 
~23-7311-no collect calls, please. 

Although the Bluegrass Army Depot 
hasn't set its actual hunting dates yet, 
applications for both bow and gun hunts 
will be accepted only between Aug. 10 
and Sept. 11. Applications must be made 
on a postcard, with only one name per 
card (husbands and wives or adults and 
juveniles wishing to hunt together should 
staple their cards together and mail 
them in an envelope) . Cards should con­
tain name, address and telephone 
number of the applicant and specify 
whether gun or bow hunting is desired. 
More than one postcard from an in­
dividual will disqualify that applicant. 
· Mail applications to Commander, Lex­
ington-Bluegrass Depot Activity, Atten­
tion : Chairman, Wildlife Management 
Subcommittee, Lexington, Ky. 40511. 
Successful applicants will be notified of 

· hunting dates and will be billed the $15 
post fee. 

The deadline for applying for quota 
gun and bow hunts at Land Between the 
Lakes is July 'n. Applications must be 
made on LBL computer forms. Write to 
Land Between the Lakes, Golden Pond, 
Ky. 42231 (or call (502) 924-5602) for com­
plete hunting rules, dates and applica­
tion forms. 

Other areas requiring advance ap­
plications are: Beaver Creek, Cane 
Creek, Kleber, West Kentucky, 
Yellowbank, Redbird, Mill Creek, 
Dewey Lake and Higginson-Henry. Ap­
plication forms for these areas are 
available from the Division of Wildlife, 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources, Frankfort, Ky.

The tragic Connecticut bridge collapse 
that left three people dead and others in­
jured has caused concern about the safe­
ty of Kentucky's bridges. 

Kentucky has 12,533 bridges, one for 
every 5.6 miles of road. On average, 
every 13 miles there is a substandard 
bridge. In all, 42 percent of Kentucky's 
highw:~y bridges are substandard, ac­
cording to a 1982 report from the Secre­
tary of Transportation to Congress. 

The report shows that 5,339 of Ken­
tucky's 12,533 bridges are substandard, 
based on a bridge inventory conducted 
by the state. Kentucky ranks 19th among 
the 50 states in the number of deficient 
bridges and 22nd among the states in 
terms of percentage of deficient bridges. 

According to the report, Kentucky has 
4,816 bridges eligible to receive federal 
aid, of which 443 are structurally defi­
cient and 996 are functionally obsolete. 
Most of these bridges are on the state's 
major highways and Interstates. The 
state's current construction plan pro­
vides for replacing 387 deficient bridges 
by 1988. 

Of the state's 7,717 bridges off the 
federal-aid system, 2,700 are structural­
ly deficient and 1,200 are functionally ob­
solete. This means, on the average, 
every other bridge on local roads and 
streets is considered substandard, ac­
cording to Jack Fish, president of Ken­
tuckians for Better Transportation 
<KBT). 

In spite of the large number of sub­
standard bridges in Kentucky, Kentucky 
transportation officials say that if posted 
weight limits are observed, people using 
Kentucky's bridges are quite safe. 

When it is determined that a bridge is 
structurafly deficient it is closed, 
restricted to lighter traffic, or must be 
rehabilitated immediately to stay open. 
<A functionally obsolete bridge is one 
whose narrow lanes, load carrying capa­
city, clearance, or approach roadway 
alignment can no longer safely serve its 
current traffic load.) 

Federal law requires that bridges are 
inspected at least every two years. If 
they are substandard because of an in­
ability to carry design weight they must 
be inspected at least annually. 

Kentucky policy with regard to 
substandard bridges goes even further. 
Bridges in a "critical condition" are in­
spected more frequently-pE:rhaps 
monthly or weekly, depending on judge­
ment at the district level. Bridge inspec­
tions by state personnel are made not 
only on state system bridges, but the

same inspection policy extends to city 
and county bridges. 

Kentucky has some bridges that are 
similar in design to the Connecticut 
bridge that failed . However, modificia­
tions have been made to prevent a sec­
tion form falling in the event a pin 
becomes dislodged, according to a state 
transportation spokesman. 

Unlike news accounts of the Connec­
ticut situation, Kentucky transportation 
officials say public inquiries are follow­
ed up immediately. Any public inquiry 
about the safety of a bridge or highway 
that goes to the transportation secre­
tary's office is sent immediately to the 
district general manager to check out. 
He must respond in writing to the secre­
tary's office within one week. 

Aside from the always-present possi-
' bility of a tragedy involving a structural­
ly deficient bridge, there are other 
serious economic costs to the communi­
ty caused by deficient bridges. Fish 
noted. "A closed bridge or severely 
reduced weight limit can cut off essen­
tial services, add shipping costs to 
business and farmers, increase fuel 
costs to school districts and motorists, 
and play havoc with the daily routine of 
any community, " he said.

"She probably did something to 
deserve it." "She mustlike it." "We told 
her not to marry him, so she made her 
bed, let her lie in it." "A man's home is 
his castle and she's his wife so he can 
beat her if he wants to." These are often 
the answers to the question of why 
women stay in a physically abusive 
marital relationship. Such answers are 
the result of not understanding the pro­
blem of spouse abuse. A more realistic 
picture shows the abused woman trap­
ped with the extreme emotions of love, 
terror, and shame plus seemingly un­
conquerable economic and social 
barriers. 

A physical beating doesn't make the 
love go away. After, and sometimes dur­
ing, the physical assault, the abuser 
redeclares his love and assures that it 
will never happen again. The woman 
loves this man, wants to believe his pro­
mises, and trusts him to change. Unfor­
tunately, this change rarely takes place 
without professional assistance. This 
love often subjects the woman to 
repeated attacks before she decides to 
get out. 

Terror that the abuse will be repeated 
or spread to family members and 
friends stops a woman from seeking 
help. She knows from past experience 
that if she resists, reports, or attempts 
to escape that he will track her down and 
abuse her more severely than before. 
Experience in working with spouse 
abuse shows the abuser attacking 
friends and family members who try to 
help or may have information on where 
the abused woman is located. Therefore, 
she lives with the terror, not wanting to 
further risk her life and lives of others. 

The abused woman is often ridiculed 
and degraded by the abuser. Coming 
from someone you love, such comments 
would destroy the strongest self respect. 
He tells her she deserves a beating and 
is responsible for "making him do it." 
She then feels responsible for the trou­
ble she has created in her marriage and 
is ashamed to discuss it. The shame 
causes her to sever contacts with fami­
ly and friends, thus isolating her from 
support and help. 

If the abused woman conquers her 
emotional binds, she is faced with even 
more difficult economic barriers. Most 
women have few marketable job skills, 
and therefore find it impossible to secure 
employment that pays enough to sup­
port her and, in most cases, her chil­
dren. The lives of family and friends will 
be threatened if she turns to them, so 
she must face the staggering costs of 
establishing a new household. Welfare 
payments only make a dent in the costs. 
Besides what does she do until the pay­
ments begin, especially if she must re­
establish residency to escape the threat 
of abuse. Public housing is so limited 
that the alternative is almost out of the 
question. If she is awarded financial sup­
port, .less than 1% of court awarded child 
support is received and what does she 
do while waiting for her first payment? 

Social attitudes further bind the 
woman in an abusive relationship. If the 
woman was abused as a child or witness­
ed the abuse of her mother, she may be-

lieve that abuse is part of the role of be­
ing a wife. Women are often taught they 
cannot survive without a husband, so in 
return for his support must endure the 
physical trauma. The sense of failure 
and low self respect of most abused 
women leads them to further believe the 
social myths that "she deserves it." The 
social myths are adopted attitudes of 
most law enforcement officials (court 
officers, police, etc.), eliminating this 
possible avenue of help. These attitudes 
are reflected in the difficulities of get­
ting a warrant for assault served or in­
carceration of the abuser until trial . 
Abused women, in turn, reinforce these 
attitudes by not following through on 
assault charges out of terror of further 
abuse, shame of how could they do this 
to someone they love, or fear of making 
it on their own. 

An abused woman stays because she 
is trapped. Her emotions of love, terror, 
and shame binds her. If she leaves, 
where will she go and how can she sur­
vive? The danger of abuse continues un­
less the family takes steps to seek help. 

A shelter for abused women is now 
available in Hazard, Ky. for women who 
need immediate help, but more are 
needed. If you need help or would like 
to see a shelter in your area, contact

Painful kidney stones that once re­
quired major surgery now yield to more 
sophisticated treatment.

First the good news: rabies has 
become a rare disease among Ken­
tucky's pet population. There were on­
ly eight laboratory-confirmed cases in 
dogs during 1982 and only two cases in 
cats. 

The bad news, ironically, is that 
domestic animal rabies has become so 
rare that many people don't have their 
pets vaccinated, then don't suspect the 
disease when their pets get sick. 

The consequence can be that a num­
ber of people are exposed to rabies by 
one animal before the proper diagnosis 
is made. 

Cabinet for Human Resources of­
ficials tell of one friendly stray dog that 
won the affection of people in a Fayette 
county suburb last year. When he show­
ed signs of illness, the neighbors tried to 
treat him. A trip to the veterinarian 
eventually became necessary.

A nurse from the health department 
will be in Wayland, Monday, J~ly 11, 
from 10 until 2. This clinic will be held 
at Wayland Methodist Church. She will 
offer T.B. skin tests, urinalyses, anemia 
screening, blood pressures, and im­
munizations. This clinic is a service of 
the health department and the public is 
welcome. 

Kentucky law requires that all 
students entering school in Kentucky for 
the first time must be adequately im­
munized against the following childhood 
diseases: 

Diphtheria, pertussis (whooping 
cough), tetanus, and polio. Each child is 
also required to have a T.B. skin test 
before entering school. All eighth grade 
students in Floyd county must also have 
a current T.B. skin test certificate. 
Th~e immunizations are available free 
of charge from the Floyd County Health 
Department. T.B. skin tests are also 
available for a fee of $3.

The mistake many people make is to 
assume that dogs and cats transmit 
rabies only by biting, he said. Human in­
fection can occur when the rabid 
animal's saliva comes in contact with 
any open wound or the membr'anes in a 
person's mouth or eyes. 

"People are foolish to trust strays or 
to exclude rabies from the possibilities 
when their own pets get sick," said 
Skaggs. "Of course, they are even more 
foolish not to have their pets vaccinated 
against rabies." 

Typical symptoms of rabies are dif­
ficult to describe, he said, because they 
vary so much from case to case. Skaggs 
listed some of the early signs that many 
rabid animals exhibit: 

Personality change- Docile animals 
may become aggressive, for example. 

Voice change-The sounds the animal 
normally makes may alter in pitch. 

Mobility change-The animal may 
have trouble walking or may develop an 
abnormal gait because of weakness in 
the rear legs. 

Jaw paralysis- In dogs, the lower jaw 
may hang open. People expose them­
selves to rabies when they think 
something is stuck in the dog's throat 
and reach in with bare fingers to 
retrieve it. 

Skaggs said that while pet animal

rabies is more rare than wild animal 
rabies, the chances of human exposure 
to the disease is higher because the pets 
live with people. Unvaccinated pets 
allowed to roam can contract rabies 
from infected domestic animals or wild 
animals like skunks and racoons. 

"A nationwide increase in the number 
of domestic cats with rabies has been 
linked with an increased in skunks with 
the disease. Racoon rabies is epidemic 
in the nearby states of Virginia and West 
Virginia," said Skaggs.

Because more people are spending 
time outdoors this time of year, the 
potential for exposure to wild animals 
increases. While rabies in the wild is 
-more prevalent in the fall, winter and 
early spring, the disease does occur in 
the summer as well. Skaggs advises that 
people enjoy wild animals from a 
distance. 

Persons who suspect they may have 
been in contact with a rabid animal, wild 
or domestic, should capture and confine 
the animal or kill it without damaging 
the brain, immediately scrub and 
cleanse the hands and any open wounds, 
and contact local public health officials.

Q. When a woman is found to have 

breast cancer, why does the surgeon 
also often remove lymph nodes from her 
armpit? 

A. Because the lymph nodes in the 
armpit are part of the lymphatic system 
that circulates fluids throughout the 
body, removal of cancerous armpit 
nodes can help contain the spread of the 
cancer from the original site in the 
breast. 

The lymph nodes act as substations in 
the body's lymphatic system. This 
system branches out all over the body 
like blood vessels. Lymphatic vessels 
drain fluid that accumulates between 
the body's cells. These vessels also 
receive impure fluid from the blood, 
transport it to the lymph nodes where it 
is filtered, and then carries it back into 
the blood. 

Lymph nodes produce lymphocytes, 
one of several kinds of white blood cells 
which comprise the body's immune 
system and fight infection. When 
viruses, bacteria, or any other foreign 
material, such as dirt in a cut or a 
cancerous cell, are trapped in the lymph 
nodes on their way through the lym­
pathic system, the lymphocytes help 
destroy them before they can do harm 
to the body.

sent Lymph nodes are very important 
in the diagnosis of cancer. Because they 
are able to trap cancerous ceJis that 
have traveled (metastasized) away 
from the original site of the cancer, they 
may succeed in stopping a cancer that 
is only beginning to spread. This is the 
reason cancerous armpit nodes are 
removed during breast cancer surgery. 
They may also indicate that the cancer 
already has invaded distant tissues by 
means of circulation through the lym­
phatic system.

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Watching for Warning Signs 
May Help Prevent a Suicide

Suicide is a problem that has been 

with us since recorded time. Some 
cultures have considered it an 
honorable solution, but in our modern 
world it continues to be a devastating 
occurrence. 

For the family of the victim, there is 
sometimes an attitude of social scorn 
caused by the religious and cultural 
taboo ~gainst suicide. Families may 
feel forced to pretend the death was ac­
cidental, to hide the truth. 

Loved ones often feel guilt and 
shame for not having given the person 
enough support and love. There may be 
financial worries due to the loss of a 
breadwinner, and young relatives may 
worry due to fears that suicide may 
run in the family. These families often 
need professional counseling and sup­
port from friends to deal with the 
serious emotional and practical crises 
they experience. 

It soon becomes apparent that the 
act of suicide does something to every­
one connected to the victim. Therefore 
we should be aware of the clues that 
suicidal people may give. Be alert for 
these danger signals: 

1. Previous attempts may mean the 
person is a high risk to try again . 

2. Threats are followed by suicide at­
tempts 70% of the time. 

3. Extreme depression, sadness, anx­
iety, decline in interest in work and 
people once enjoyed. 

4. Changes in personality or 
behavior, such as sleeplessness; loss of 
weight, appetite or sexual drive; 
tendency to withdraw. 

5. Preparation for death such as 
making a will, putting affairs in order, 
giving away personal possessions, ac­
quiring means to commit suicide (gun, 
etc.) . 

6. A sudden lift in spirits can mean a 
person is relieved because problems 
will "soon be ended." 

We cannot assume the situation will 
cure itself. Suicide threats or attempts 
are almost always a way of asking for 
help and support. 

If you think someone might be think­
ing about suicide, there are things you 
can do: 

-Take their feelings seriously and 
tell them you wish to help. 

-Listen actively and ask concerned 
questions. 

-Explain that with help she or he 
can recover and enjoy good times 
again. 

-Stay close until help is available or 
the risk has passed. 

-Don't try to shock or challenge by 
saying, "Go ahead and do it!" 

-Don't analyze the person's 
motives, " You just feel bad 
because ... " 

-Don't argue or try to reason, "You 
can't kill yourself because ... " 

-Encourage the person to take some 
positive action such as seeking family 
or individual therapy, keeping busy 
with a balanced schedule of work and 
recreation. A change of scene or activi­
ty can make a difference. Being good 
and tired from vigorous physical exer­
cise helps a person relax, sleep better, 
look better and have a more positive 
outlook on life. 

There are many local sources of help 
in our area such as Mountain Compre­
hensive Care, Helpline, hospital 
emergency rooms, mental health pro­
fessionals in private practice, doctors, 
ministers, and school counselors.

Good News Report

Director of ACTION 
You can't measure the heart of a com­

munity by its numbers. You have to 
know what they stand for to do that. 
Camilla, Georgia's population is about 
5,000. Not a very large place generical­
ly speaking, but when it comes to com­
munity spirit it's quite a metropolis. 

Take Jim Butler, Jr. Twelve years 
ago, as the president of the local Rotary 
Club, he proposed that Camilla become 
involved in developing a facility for the 
mentally retarded. A hospital ad­
ministrator, he knew that the county had 
such a need and he thought, with the 
right kind of planning, it could be done. 
So did Eddie Williamson, business­
farmer, who, like Butler, became a 
Rotary president. Together they went 
about organizing and gaining support. 
The important legal work was done, 
gratis, by lawyer Bill Tyson, and, in 
1972, the Mitchell-Baker Retardation 
Center opened its doors. They were 
rather old doors, for the facility was 
housed in what had been an abandoned 
home. To change that, Williamson 
began a fund raising campaign and, in 
time, with community and county sup­
port, a new $150,000 installation was 
built. Had it not been for Cameron Head, 
whose Camilla construction company 
donated literally thousands of dollars in 
unpaid effort, it would have cost a great 
deal more. 

From the inception of the idea for the 
center, Williamson was anxious to find 
a way to maintain it without the need of 
federal and state funds. His belief was 
"we should be able to care for our peo­
ple without the need of someone else's 
tax dollar." An avid tennis player, he 
decided to put the sport to work for the 
center's benefit. That was seven years 
ago when, with a half-dozen Camilla 
backhanders, he organized the 
Pinecrest Invitational Tennis Tourna­
ment. Eight players competed; $300.00 
was raised. Five years later, through 
Williamson's guiding efforts, the tourna­
ment had more than 160 sponsors, was 
blessed by the U.S. Tennis Association 
and presented the Center with a check 
for $4,000. Last year the tournament 
brought in $20,000, the principal 
beneficiary-Mitchell-Baker Retarda­
tion Center. This year the figure is bound 
to be higher; the tournament, now the 
most popular in the South. 

Call it Williamson's way of using 
sports for an important community pro­
ject, which offers its own kind of uni­
queness. Of the center's 100 residents, 75 
are adults, and they are trained and 
working adults. Through the leadership 
of Mildred Matthews and Sylvia 
Faircloth, the center's two permanant 
staff members, an in-house working ar­
rangement serves two clients, Hercules 
Bumper and the Newton Manufacturing 
Company. The adult residents are train­
ed to sort nuts and bolts for Hercules and 
to fold lingerie for Newton. A portion of 
what the two companies pay the center 
is used for training and the rest goes out 
in weekly paychecks to the working 
residents. The arrangement has made 
an enormous difference in the lives of 
everyone involved. 

Recently, Eddie Williamson was nam­
ed citizen of the year by the Camilla 
Chamber of Commerce. He insists that 
his volunteer accomplishments have 
been a group effort, which is perfectly 
true, but all Camilla knows is it has been 
an effort developed and sustained by his 
giving of himself. That's Williamson, 
and that's Camilla, too.

Pest Control Help 
Could Have Saved 
Miss Muffet's Tuffet 

It was bad enough that Little Miss 
Muffet had to turn her tuffet over to a 
spider, but imagine her embarrass­
ment when the story turned up on the 
front page of every child's book of 
nursery rhymes. 

A few simple lessons in modern pest 
control techniques could have spared 
poor Miss Muffet a great deal of 
humiliation not to mention her tuffet. 

If you are fortunate enough not to 
have been bothered by some type of 
household pest, consider yourself truly 
lucky. The National Pest Control 
Association reports that spiders are 
just one of the common pests that we 
face. Others include flies, common 
ants, cockroaches and mice. 

If any of these critters were to be 
recognized for outstanding ac­
complishments, cockroaches would 
certainly win for their ability to sur­
vive for over 350 million years despite 
human efforts to control them. They 
can even feed on paper or dirty clothes. 
Logically, one of their favorite places 
to hide in the home is in the kitchen, 
especially under or behind applianc~ 
and in cracks and crevices. No room is 
immune, however, if its construction 
or furnishings provide shelter. 

While it is essential that food scraps 
not be left out to tempt the varmints, 
even the neatest of housekeepers can 
be bothered by cockroaches. They 
often are carried inside in grocery 
bags or soda cartons and are likely to 
wander in through open doors or win­
dows. Once there, they multiply rapid­
ly. 

There are ways to deal with them, 
though. Several varieties of pesticides 
may be purchased for use in the home. 
H you choose one of these, follow the 
directions on the label carefully. You 
may find, however, that the most 
thorough way to rid your house of these 
pests and attack them where they hide 
is to seek the help of a pest control pro­
fessional.

-Get rid of trash daily or at least get 
it out of your house. 

-Clean up crumbs and spills im­
mediately. 

-Don't leave dirty dishes or leftovers 
on the counter overnight. 

-Store food in tightly closed con­
tainers. 

-Carefully inspect incoming grocery 
bags and soft-drink containers. 

-Keep your pets insect-free.

Researc~ers Using 
Color Coded Lobsters 

You can tell a dog by his lag, but a 
Massachusetts scientist knows his 
lobsters by their colors. 

John Hughes' experiment on Martha's 
Vineyard produces red, blue, striped, 
and even calico-colored lobsters in an at­
tempt to learn how lobsters can become 
more plentiful, according to Ranger 
Rick, the monthly children's publication 
of the National Wildlife Federation. 

Scientists at the Massachusetts Lob­
ster Hatchery and Research Station 
have been studying normal, plain brown 
lobsters for years-in laboratories, and 
in the wild. 

The traditional way of keeping track 
of wild animals is to tag them, but that 
doesn't work with lobsters, who shed 
their shells and grow new ones. Tags 
would be left with the discarded shells. 

To study wild lobsters, something dif­
ferent had to be done. Knowing that 
fishermen occasionally caught lobsters 
with unusual shell colors, Hughes ask­
ed the fishermen to bring these "freaks 
of nature" to his laboratory. · 

He mated the oddly colored lobsters 
and produced even odder, more colorful 
offspring. Hughes soon had a laboratory 
of brightly hued lobsters. Best of all, 
when the lobsters shed thetr shells, they 
grew new shells of exactly the same co­
lor. He had created color-coded lobsters. 

In June of 1981, the first of thousands 
of inch-long baby lobsters were freed 
along the Massachusetts coast. 

The fishermen who catch these color­
ful creatures will report their finds to 
Hughes, who will then document how far 
the lobsters traveled, how much they've 
grown, and the kind of sea bottom they 
prefer. 

It's too soon to know whether Hughes' 
experiment will help address problems 
of depleted lobster populations. Much 
else needs to be done, such as cleaning 
up ocean pollution. 

But in the meantime, Hughes is try­
ing to help lobsters become plentiful 
again-and hoping he'll succeed with 
flying colors. 

Car Operating Costs, 
23.8 Cents Per Mile 

A 1983 American-made car, driven 
15,000 miles per year and owned four 
years costs an average of 23.8 cents a 
mile, according to the 1983 edition of 
"Your Driving Costs," published by 
AAA. 

The pamphlet divides expenses for 
owning and operating an automobile into 
variable and fixed costs, according to 
the Blue Grass Automobile Club-AAA. 

Variable costs are directly related to 
the number of miles driven. They in­
clude: gas and oil, 6.13 cents per mile; 
routine maintenance, 0.98 cents; and 
tires, 0.69 cents, totaling 7.80 cents per 
mile. 

Fixed costs include: insurance <com· 
prehensive, collision, property damag 
and liability) $470 per year; license, 
registration fees and taxes, $97; 
depreciation, $1,298, and finance 
charges, $529. Totaling $2,394, fi}{ed 
costs generally are one-time annual ex­
penses not materially affected by the 
number of miles driven. 

Combining the variable and fixed 
costs reveals the total annual cost of 
owning and operating a car. Driving 
15,000 miles per year, the motorist would 
pay $1,170 in variable costs 05,000 times 
7.80 cents), plus $2,394 in fixed costs. 
(These figures do not include expenses 
for parts, accessories, repairs and other 
service station items.) 

The AAA cost figures represent a 
composite national average for three 
1983 Chevrolet models (a four-cylinder 
Chevette, a six-cylinder Malibu, and a 
six-cylinder Impala) driven 15,000 miles 
per year and retained in service for four 
years. 

On the basis of driving 15,000 miles per 
year, the cost of owning and operating 
each of these cars would be: Chevette, 
20.6 cents per mile; Malibu, 25.1 cents; 
and Impala, 25.9 cents. 

The AAA report is based on informa­
tion supplied by Runzheimer and Com· 
pany, Rochester, Wisconsin, an interna­
tional management consulting firm that 
specializes in measuring living costs, in­
cluding transportation.

Scaling And Prophylaxis 
Q. My dentist has scheduled me for 

scaling and prophylaxis. What does this 
mean, and what is the value of it. 

A. Scaling is the removal of the rock­
like calculus or tartar that builds up on 
the teeth when plaque accumulates. It 
is difficult to remove and so requires the 
special tools and techniques of a dentist 
or dental hygienist. 

Prophylaxis is the cleaning and 
polishing that follows the scaling pro­
cess. This helps to prevent plaque for­
mation. If the build-up of plaque/tarter 
has extended below the gum tissue, then 
the dentist must curette (clean out) the 
affected areas prior to prophylaxis. Fre­
quency of scaling, curettage and pro­
phylaxis depends on individual patient 
needs.

Kentucky Power Would 
Pay More on One Plant 
While Delaying Another 

Although under heavy criticism 
already from Kentucky coal producers 
because it is part-owner in a generating 
plant that will burn western coal, the 
Kentucky Power Company last week 
asked for the right to pay more for its 
share of the plant. 

At the same time, Kentucky Power of· 
ficials told the state Public Service Com· 
mission that a delay in building the 
facility's second generating unit a! 
Rockport, Ind.-a unit which is El"-·­
pected to burn Kentucky coal-is ir/ t~ 
best interests of its Kentucky customers. 

So the second unit, originally s~dul­
ed to start operation in 1986', may be 
delayed until 1989. , 

Kentucky Power, which is 9'ased in 
Ashland and serves 141,000 cu~omers in 
22 Eastern Kentucky counti~. asked the 
commission to lift a $312 million cap im­
posed when the utility was granted the 
right to charge customers for its invest­
ment in the Rockport p(ant. 

Over objections from ~e Kentucky at­
torney general, the commission allow­
ed Kentucky Power to pay for 15 percent 
of the cost up to $312 million, of construc­
ting the plant. 

The attorney general's office argued 
that- Kentucky Power already has ade­
quate generating capacity for its 
customers without having to force 
ratepayers to bear the burden of new 
construction. 

Kentucky Power officials said their 15 
percent share is already expected to 
reach at least $324 million, and may in­
crease further as construction 
progresses. 

If Kentucky Power were to charge 
those costs to shareholders instead of 
ratepayers, its ability to both raise 
capital and finance debt could be im­
paired, officials said. 

The Kentucky Independent Coal Pro­
ducers Association attempted unsuc­
cessfully to intervene in the hearing, 
which was limited to the subject of the 
cap on Rockport expenditures and the 
delay of the second unit. 

Ken Hart, secretary-treasurer of the 
association, said his group would likely 
return when the company begins its 
general rate hearing July 26. The 
association intends to argue against 
Kentucky Power's participation in any 
part of a plant that burns coal from 
western states. 

"This is a hell of a time to be turning 
our backs on Kentucky coal,'' Hart said. 
"The ultimate paradox is that Eastern 
Kentucky coal producers would be sub­
sidizing through a rate increase the use 
of western U.S. coal."
