Turner indicated he would personal­
ly make up for county funds lost as a 
result of an end-of-year shortfall, at least 
until alternate sources of funding could 
be found. 

Stumbo Is New Judge 
After Leaving Board 

Well-wishers crowded into the con­
ference room at the courthouse annex 
here Thursday last week to hear Ken­
tucky Appeals Court Judge Harris S. 
Howard administer the oath of office to 
Floyd county Judge-Executive John M. 
Stumbo. 

It took considerable cajoling, a short 
course in the responsibilities of govern­
ment, and finally an unembellished 
threat by the state official who has been 
managing the county's money for the 
past seven weeks-but the fiscal court, 
meeting for the first time last Friday 
under the leadership of Judge-Executive 
John M. Stumbo, finally "bit the bullet." 

To stave off an end-of-year deficit, the 
court voted to make drastic reductions 
in the county payroll for June, the last 
month of the fiscal year, leaving only 
skeleton staffs to work the roads and run 
the central office. 

Of the road crew, which once boasted 
two dozen workers but saw half of them 
laid off at the end of March, only a 
mechanic and four grader operators 
remain. 

Of the courthouse staff-which in its 
heyday included, beside the judge­
executive and other elected officials, a 
deputy judge, personnel officer, finance 
officer, flood plain administrator, plan­
ner, alcoholic beverage administrator, 
purchasing officer and three 

Judge Rejects 
Bevins' Motion 
For New Trial 

William "Oakie" Bevins has been 
removed from the Laurel county jail at 
London to Eddyville state prison after 
his motion and grounds for a new trial 
was denied by the trial judge, James D. 
Atkinson, Jr., of the Greenup circuit 
court. 

Bevins is under death sentence for the 
slaying of five men at Allen in 
December, 1981. 

The next step in his fight to escape the 
death penalty will be the automatic re­
view of the case by the state Supreme 
Court. Judge Atkinson directed the court 
stenographer to provide the court a tran­
script of evidence heard at Bevins' trial 
within 120 days. 

Commonwealth's Attorney James R. 
Allen said he was told the prisoner's 
removal to Eddyville prison may have 
been hastened because the 71-year-old 
Bevins has been a problem in the jail 
since his return there after trial at 
Greenup. A part of the problem lay in 
the fact that he was the only occupant 
of a cell designed for four prisoners. 

Bevins' main defense attorney, Lester 
Burns, was not present for ~he May 18 
hearing of defendant's motwn. Burns 
later said he was not notified of the hear­
mg date, but Allen said he received his 
notice and attended the hearing. 

secretaries-only a finance officer and 
secretary are left. 

The way things were going, the coun­
ty would have ended the fiscal year with 
a $60,000 deficit, State Advisor AI Howell 
estimated. By making the payroll cuts, 
setting less aside for June's utility and 
phone bills, and postponing a couple of 
bills to the next fiscal year, the county 
will have about $7000 to see it through 
the month, he said.

Of Sturn bo Challenged 

Stumbo, 56, the second judge­
executive appointed here in two weeks, 
replaced Barkley J. Sturgill, whom Gov. 
John Y. Brown, Jr. named to the office 
May 13. 

Sturgill had been appointed to replace 
Jerry Lafferty, Jr., who died May 6. He 
resigned the position when the Floyd 
Democratic executive committee at a 
May 17 meeting chose Stumbo rather 
than him as its candidate in a special 
November election to serve the remain­
ing two years of Judge Lafferty's term. 

Even as he "solicited cooperation 
from each and all" at his inauguration 
last Friday, opponents in at least two 
quarters were preparing to challenge 
John M. Stumbo's right to run as the 
Democratic candidate for judge­
executive in November. 

One group, calling itself the Fair Elec­
tion Organization, scheduled a meeting 
for tomorrow (Thursday) in the Catholic 
church at Martin. The group will seek 
ways to contest the choice of Stumbo by 
the Floyd Democratic executive com­
mittee on May 17, said Karen Marcum, 
one of the organizers. 

In an unrelated development, Ann R. 
Latta, vice-chairman of the Democratic 
executive committee and a member of 
the minority favoring Barkley J. Sturgill 
as the party's nominee for judge­
executive, filed an appeal Saturday 
challenging the committee's decision to 
name Stumbo. 

In a Jetter addressed to Paul i>atton, 
chairman of the Democratic state cen­
tral committee, Mrs. Latta argued that 
the Floyd committee's May 17 meeting 
should be held invalid since it contra ven­
ed party bylaws. 

In particular, she said, the meeting 
was called in such haste that most Floyd 
Democrats didn't hear about it t.mtil it 
was over. Radio stations were not told 
of the meeting, the press carried no 
notice of it, and it was held in too small 
a place-the office of a Martin 
architect-to accommodate those who 
might have attended had they known 
about it, she pointed out. 

There was no need to hold the meeting 
so hurriedly-only 11 days after the 
death of Judge-Executive Jerry Laffer­
ty, Jr and a mere four days after the in­
terim appointment of Sturgill-since the 
committee had until the middle of 
September to designate a candidate for 
November, Mrs. Latta contended, 
noting that she had made the same point 

in moving, unsuccessfully, for an ad­
journament of the May 17 meeting. 

The timing of the meeting, she charg­
ed, "appeared to be a deliberate attempt 
to circumvent party byla-..ys."

Retally Widens 
Lead of Collins, 
Bailey and Boyd 

Carla Robinson Boyd picked up an ad­
ditional 60 votes in the county clerk's 
race and Benny Ray Bailey gained 
another 100 in the 29th district senate 
contest, as a result of the recanvassing 
of voting machines yesterday 
(Tuesday). 

In the constable's race, the other con­
test for which a recanvass was re­
quested, there was no change except for 
the loss of one vote by Larry Shortridge. 

The amended figures mean Mrs. Boyd 
(with 3701 votes) defeated Thomas Laf­
ferty, Jr. (3440) by 261 votes and Sen. 
Bailey (4365) came in ahead of Ray 
Turner (3912) by 453. In the constable's 
race, Linzie Hale (978) led Morgan 
Joseph (899) by 79 votes. 

The notion of a secret ballot took on 
new meaning in Floyd county last week, 
when election officials impounded for six 
days the unofficial tally of votes cast in 
last Tuesday's primary. 

C.J. McNally, an election commis­
sioner, said Friday that Sheriff Henry 
Hale, as chairman of the elections 
board,' decided the day after the primary 
to keep under lock and key the tabula­
tion sheets on which voting machine 
totals for each precinct are recorded. 

The decision, which may be without 
precedent here, resulted from the fact 
that recanvassing of the machines had 
been sought in county clerk, state senate 
and constable races, said McNally. The 
elections board concurred in Hale's deci­
sion, he said. 

Bill Jack Darby, Republican 
representative on the elections board, 
said he had agreed to postpone until 
Tuesday of this week the recanvassing 
sought by some candidates but that he 
did not understand that the unofficial tal­
ly sheets were to be impounded in the 
meantime. 

Various complaints were heard-but 
not necessarily lodged officially-after 
last week's balloting. They ranged from 
protests about the validity of some 
absentee ballots to confusion at some 
polling places. 

For a time in the Trimble Branch 
precinct the voting machine was pro­
grammed for the 29th instead of the 25th 
senatorial district race. Lines were so 
long at Prestonsburg High School, poll­
ing center for the Cliff precinct, that 
some protested they were unable to vote. 
According to one report, votes were 
recorded on Cow Creek beyond the time 
permitted by statute. And counting of 
absentee ballots, which should be done 
on election day, was reportedly not done 
until the afternoon of the following day.

Frasure Jailed 
As Kenova Man 
Slain in County 

While his three-year-old son played in 
an adjoining room last Sunday afternoon 
Larry W. Wilson, 31, was shot and kill­
ed at the home of Wilson's ex-wife on 
Buck's Branch, near Martin. 

Alvis Randall Frasure, 38, of Martin, 
was arrested two hours later at the 
scene of the slaying by State Police 
Detective Roger Castle. He was booked 
at the county jail on a charge of murder 
and his bond was set Tuesday morning 
by District Judge Harold Stumbo at 
$50,000. 

Detective Castle said Wilson and his 
son apparently had gone from Hun­
tington, W. Va. to the home of Linda 
June Turner Wilson, former wife of the 
victim, and that an argument between 
Wilson and Frasure ensued in the kit­
chen of the home. One shot from a 9-mm. 
automatic pistol struck Wilson in his 
head. Coroner Roger Nelson held that 
death was almost instantaneous. Time 
of the shooting was placed at about 2 
p.m. 

Three persons-a woman and two 
men-were slightly wounded shortly 
before 2 a.m. Saturday at David when 
the ex-husband of the woman allegedly 
entered the woman's home and opened 
fire with a .22-calibre rifle and a 
shotgun. The wounded-Sally Jo Brown, 
of David, Harold Spence and Blaine 
Setser, both of Plainview, Texas­
reportedly were hit by shotgun pellets. 
All were treated at the Highlands 
Medical Center and released. 

Mrs. Brown's ex-husband, Clifford 
Brown, was booked at the county jail by 
State Trooper Bill Sloane on a first 
degree assault count.

$4.86 Million Allocated 
Eastern Counties Program 

Human Resources Secretary Buddy 
Adams announced Frtday that Ken­
tucky will receive about $34.4 million 
under the Job Training Partnership Act 
to fund programs in fiscall984, beginn­
ing June 30. 

JTPA is the new federal program 
which will be administered by the 
Cabinet for Human Resources through 
the Department for Manpower Services. 
It will replace the Comprehensive 
Employment and Training Act, Oct. 1. 

The cabinet will distribute $26.9 
million (78 percent of the state's alloca­
tion) for programs which will be ad­
ministered locally by nine service 
delivery areas. 

For EKCEP Floyd, Bell, Breathitt, 
Carter, Clay, Elliott, Harlan, Jackson, 
Johnson, Knott, Knox, Lawrence, Lee, 
Leslie, Letcher, Magoffin, Martin, 
Owsley, Perry, Pike and Wolfe counties) 
$4,861,823 is allocated. 

An area's allocation is based on the 
number of economically disadvantaged 
and the number of unemployed in the 
area. The funds will be used for train­
ing, administration and support 
services. 

Local private industry councils will 

identify local job training needs and 
determine which programs will be fund­
ed in their respective areas, Adams 
said. 

JTPA focuses on partnerships be­
tween the public and private sectors and 
emphasizes local control, Manpower 
Services Commissioner Robert E. 
Spillman said. "The program is geared 
toward training people for existing and 
new job openings that have been iden­
tified by local businesses." 

At the state level, $7.5 million (22 per­
cent of the state's allocation) is 
available for programs funded under the 
Governor's Coordination and Special 
Services Plan. These statewide JTPA 
program, which will be administered by 
the Department for Manpower Services, 
will provide funds for state education 
coordination and grants, training pro­
grams for older workers, incentive 
grants for service delivery areas and 
service deliverers with exceptional per­
formance, audits and the State Job 
Training Coordinating Council. That 
council will make recommendations on 
the distribution of the $7.5 million.

Redistricting is never a simple, uncomplicated chore. But 

if you want an example of how complicated it can be, take a 
look at what redistricting did in Floyd county, notably in 
Pres tons burg. 

First of all, seven Floyd county precincts were separated 
from the remaining 37; the seven placed in Senatorial District 
25 which extends all the way to Ashland, the other part of the 
county left in District 29. 

Then, to compound the complications, the Legislature got 
into the sad business of splitting precincts, running the boun­
dary line between the two districts along a street, leaving next­
door neighbors to vote in separate districts. 

Not until the recent primary was held-when two voting 
machines were required for each split precinct and, in some 
instances, election officials were as badly confused as the 
voters themselves were about the matter of who voted 
where-was the crime committed in the name of equalization 
so apparent. 

We are not calling D!imes or attempting to fix the blame for 
the mess. We can only hope that the legislators we have chosen 
wtl1 begin immediately to move for re-redistricting, and that 
we will not have to wait another ten years and a new national 
census mandating reapportionment before they can put 
Humpty-Dumpty together again.

but no prizes were awarded. There were 
too many liars. 

I started out with the idea of making 
a good showing in the primary and of 
maybe coming back later for another 
run at it. But by the time I had canvass­
ed one precinct and was assured by 90 
per cent of the people they would vote 
for me, I changed my mind. 

By the time I had heard a thousand or 
so "outstanding" citizens declare they 
wouldn't think of voting for anybody but 
me, I began to get chesty about the mat­
ter. I assured complete strangers that 
they were looking at a winner, and I 
boasted around the house so long and 
loud that I convinced my wife and 
children that we were home free, just 
waiting for the Day. 

Now, I have been sorely hurt, and I do 
not refer only to wounded feelings . My 
standing in the family is more of a 
crouch. I tried to advise my oldest son 
about his school, the other day, and he 
made bold to inquire if I had got that in­
formation from one of my voter-friends. 
And my wife giggled out loud when he 
said it. 

And now I am insulted, all over anew. 
In one precinct I got 13 votes. I went 
back there, the other day, (not turning 
my back to anybody as a protective 
measure) and was told by exactly 39 
people that they were sorry they lost 
their votes but had cast them for me, 
and would do so again if given the 
opportunity. 

They say politicians are liars. Could 
it be that just about everybody in the 
state is a politician?

The 15-m~mber county 
executive committee is elected by 
members of precinct committees­
made up of a man, a woman and a per­
son under 30 in each precinct-and 
elects its own chairman. 

Under an unusual compromise ar­
rangement, the present executive com­
mittee here agreed to split the party 
leadership, naming Dr. Leslie as chair­
man for the former two years and Isaacs 
as chairman for the latter two years of 
the term.

Hospital Wins 
Old Strike Case 

In a labor case stemming from a 1981 
strike by workers at Highlands Regional 
Medical Center, an administrative law 
judge has ruled that hospital !ld­
ministrators violated no law in the way 
they dealt with four strike sympatlJiZers. 

Hospital security guards James Allen 
and Billy G. Curnutte were fired for 
refusing certain assignments dqring the 
strike. Admissions interviewe~ Geneva 
Cox and Jenny Hale, who Iifused to 
work during the strike, were laid off, 
subject to recall. · ' 

Although none of the f6ur was a 
member of the striking union-District 
1199, National Union of Hospital and 
Health Care Employees-the union 
acted on their behalf, arguing before a 
National Labor Relations Board judge 
in Washington, D.C. that the guards 
were wrongfully fired and that the ad­
missions interviewers were only tardi­
ly recalled. 

Allen was fired for refusing to 
transport nonstriking workers across 
the union picket line, Curnutte for refus­
ing to sweep up debris near the picket 
line. Administrative Law Judge William 
F. Jacobs, rejecting their attorney's 
argument that their refusal of the 
assignments was justified under the Na­
tional Labor Relations Act, found that 
the hospital was within its rights in 
dismissing them. 

The wives of both men were said to 
have been among the pickets, who were 
mostly service, maintenance and 
technical workers. 

Also rejected was the union attorney's 
argument that Cox and Hale, who were 
eventually recalled to their old jobs, 
should have been recalled earlier, when 
a PBX/information clerk position 
became available. 

Strikers and rank-and-file strike sym­
pathizers are protected by law from be­
ing fired for striking or supporting a 
strike. The law excepts security guards 
from that protection, however, on the 
argument that an employer has a ri~ht 
to expect that security personnel will 
protect plant and nonstriking staff dur­
ing a strike.

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How many of the laid-off workers will 
be hired back in July will not be known 
until the new year's budget is approved, 
perhaps this week. But a draft budget 
prepared by Howell recently includes no 
provision for hiring back the 13 county 
workers laid off in March. 

The draft budget proposes, moreover, 
that the responsibilities of county plan­
ner, personnel officer, and alcoholic 
beverage and flood plain administrators 
be assumed by the deputy judge, whose 
salary would be raised from $12,780 to 
$18,000. 

And there were signs this week that at 
least the flood plain administrator, 
Vicky Martin, and her secretary may 
have lost their county jobs permanent­
ly. Plans were reportedly under way to 
move Floyd County Solid Waste, Inc.­
which has been leasing office space from 
Thomas D. Lafferty, Sr., deputy judge­
executive in his late brother's 
administration-into the courthouse of­
fice of the flood plain administrator. 

Despite Howell's observation that they 
had no choice-and that he would seek 
a circuit court order to force them if they 
did not do it voluntarily-the 
magistrates were not easily persuaded 
to trim the payroll. Kenneth Roberts, 
who cast the only no vote, resisted to the 
end. 

A suggestion by Gerald DeRossett 
that Howell hirnseH perform the surgery 
drew a scornful rejoinder from the state 
official. "I'm not going to be the bad 
guy," he said, rising from his chair. " I 
didn't get your county into this kind of 
trouble. I told you last year (of the coun· 
ty's financial plight), but you didn't 
listen." 

"You're the elected officials. You're 
getting paid for it. You make the deci­
sion," Howell instructed the 
magistrates. 

Magistrate Roberts suggested at one 
point that the county's fiscal troubles 
stemmed from a failure to collect about 
$51,000 in excess fees owed by former 
county clerk C. Ollie Robinson and some 
$20,000 owed by former sheriff Doug 
Lewis. 

County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. 
said he had filed a claim for the clerk's 
debt with Robinson's estate and noted 
that a final audit of the clerk's office is 
due to be published soon. Lewis has 
already agreed to settle his debt with the 
court, the county attorney pointed out. 

In any event, the two outstanding 
debts had no bearing on the fiscal court's 
financial crisis, Turner said, since 
neither sum had been anticipated in this 
year's budget. 

The court approved payment of bills 
amounting to about $119,000 but balked 
at paying a $900 claim for pipe submit­
ted by the Edmond Barnett Trucking 
Company, of Martin, when no one could 
say where the pipe was or if it had been 
used. 

Magistrate Lowell Samons argued the 
bill should be paid, since the trucking 
firm had delivered the pipe to a site 
"behind the motel" which Judge­
Executive Jerry Lafferty Jr. was said 
to have used as a storage area. But 
Magistrate DeRossett said he would not 
vote to pay the. bill, since no one ap­
peared to know what had happened to 
the delivery-described as 100 feet of 
20-inch pipe-and Judge-Executive 
Stumbo ordered the bill struck from the 
list of claims to be paid this month. 

A motion by Samons that "all roads" 
be taken into the county roads system 
was rejected by the judge-executive as 
"too broad." An alternative suggestion 
by Magistrate Roberts that all cemetery 
roads be declared county roads also 
died. Howell reminded the magistrates 
they could not lawfully work on any 
roads that are not part of the county 
roads system. 

Howell cautioned the magistrates in 
April about using county equipment on 
private property, following a complaint 
that a county bulldozer was used to 
prepare house sites for a property owner 
on Bryant Branch, near Price.

Bingham Gains· 
Liquor Permit, 
22nd in County 

The state Alcoholic Beverage Control 
board finally gave Fred Bingham his 
package liquor license but declined last 
week to approve Floyd county's propos­
ed liquor regulations. 

Bingham, a leader in last summer's 
drive to allow legal liquor sales here, is 
an owner of Bingham's Liquor, which 
shares premises with the B. and S. 
Market on the Auxier road. 

Under its corporate name, Brothers 
and Sisters Ltd., the firm last week 
received one of 13 licenses approved by 
the ABC board in seven counties as a 
result of population growth. Bingham's 
wife Sharon, his brother Jeff, and Jeff 
Bingham's wife, Karen, are also owners 
of the company. 

Fred Birigham was one of those who 
applied unsuccessfully for one of the 21 
original licenses issued last December 
3 and who accused the ABC board of 
policitical favoritism in granting the 
licenses. A grand jury later agreed that 
political stringpulling at both state and 
local levels had figured in granting the 
licenses but declined to hand down any 
indictments as a result of its 
investigation. 

There were 27 applicants for the ad­
ditional license, including Sandy Boyd, 
of Dana, who was chairman of last 
year's wet forces. Boyd was reported to 
have questioned why no liquor stores 
have been licensed-<>n Mud Creek or Left 
Beaver, where the wet vote was 
heaviest. 

Meanwhile, the ABC board turned 
down this county's proposed liquor 
regulations, Floyd ABC Administrator 
Denzil Allen told the fiscal court Friday. 

In a letter to Allen, state ABC Com­
missioner Ed Farris said some provi­
sions of the Floyd proposal are in con­
flict with state statutes and that others 
go beyond the limits set by law. 

Instances cited specifically by the 
commissioner include a reference to 
"good moral character" as a require­
ment for license applicants, the proposal 
to require a license for serving beer by 
the drink, and the freedom extended to 
peace officers to search any licensed 
premises without a search warrant. 

Were the state ABC board to approve 
the Floyd rules, they would then become 
part of the state regulations and the 
state would be responsible for enforcing 
them and defending them if they were 
challenged, a responsibility the state 
board was clearly not eager to assume. 

Allen and County Attorney Arnold 
Turner, Jr. noted that counties are per­
mitted by law to enact regulations that 
are stricter than state statutes and 
characterized the ABC's refusal to adopt 
the Floyd regulations as an attempt by 
the state to burden the county with the 
sole responsibility for enforcing liquor 
regulations here. 

For that reason, a suggestion by Far· 
ris that the provisions in the Floyd pro­
posal be adopted by local ordinance 
should be rejected, Turner said. " The 
state has nitpicked to find a reason not 
to approve our regulations," he said.

Tony Geary is a star even 
to people who loathe soap 
operas. The "General 
Hospital" actor is the first 
''crossover" soap star -
known not as a mere day­
time player who "moved 
up" to nighttime and who 
just happened to get his 
start on a soap, but as a 
celebrity recognized for his 
work while still on a soap. 

Three summers ago, 
Geary gained such noto­
riety (along with former co­
star Genie Francis) that he 
appeared on the cover of 
Newsweek.

Luke's pregnant love, Holly 
Sutton (Emma Samms) to 
give her baby a name.

Now that Luke ts back, 
the Luke-Holly-Robert tri­
angle rs again lettrng Geary 
showcase his interpretation 
of the multifaceted Luke. 
Although this story line is a 
btl melodramattc, tt's 
Geary's depiction of Luke's 
vulnerability tn a similar sit­
uation that originally 
earned him his colossal fan 
following.

Advice on Animal Bites 
Highlands Regional Medical Center 

and Our Lady of the Way Hospital each 
have a physician in the emergency room 
24 hours a day. There are, however, 
some steps that can be taken by in­
dividuals in emergen«y situations which 
can help further insure complete 
recovery. One such situation is an inci­
dent involving an animal or human bite. 

Animal bites can result in serious in­
fections as well as tissue damage. Many 
animals, including rats , skunks, squir­
rels , raccoons, foxes, and dogs, can 
transmit rabies. Yet another danger is 
tetanus. 

The wound should be thoroughly 
cleaned with soap and water for at least 
five minutes and then covered with a 
sterile bandage or clean cloth. Medical 
attention is essential. 

Any animal which has bitten someone 
should be caught and confined so that it 
may be watched for rabies. Don't kill the 
animal unless it is absolutely necessary; 
however, if it is necessary to kill the 
animal, try to avoid damaging . the 
animal's head. Save the body for ex­
amination by health department of­
ficials. If the animal cannot be captured, 
remember physical characteristics so 
that it can be identified at a later time. 

Human bites are also extremely 
dangerous because of the oral bacteria 
that may contaminate the wound. The 
human bite should be treated just as an 
animal bite. It is also important to seek 
medical attention in this case.

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Wildlife Should Survive Rain 
Although Kentucky's cold, wet spring 

has runied a lot of weekend fishing trips, 
the long-range effects of all this water 
on fish populations should be positive. 

Generally, spawning success and sur­
vival rates are good during rainy years, 
according to Ted Crowell, assistant 
director of fisheries for the Department 
of Fish and Wildlife Resources . 

High water levels during the spawn­
ing season provide good hiding places 
for the newly hatched fry, which leads 
to a high survival rate, Crowell says. 
Flooded areas also provide nutrients 
which increase the basic fertility of the 
water. This in turn promotes the growth 
of plankton and gives the entire food 
chain of the lake a boost. 

We should also expect a good crop of 
gizzard and threadfin shad this year. 
These fish, which deposit their eggs on 
floating debris, represent an important 
source of food for game fish, so a good 
spawn of shad will mean more bass, 
crappie and bluegill several years from 
now. 

With many lakes at or near their max­
imum storage capacity, it will take a 
month or more for the waters to recede 
to summer pool levels. This slow fall 
should prolong favorable conditions for 
fish spawning and survival. 

This spring's persistent heavy rains 
will have some effect on wildlife produc­
tion also, but biologists don't expect any 
long-term ill effects on any of our game 
species. 

While quail nests in low-lying a reas 
have been destroyed by high waters and 
although some young chicks probably 
didn't survive bouts of cold wet weather, 
adult birds should have come through 
without any major problems and will re-
nest. 

Later broods will probably have a bet­
ter survival rate than those which hatch 
early in the season, so the over-all ef­
fects of our unusual weather on popula­
tion levels shouldn't be too noticeable. 

Rabbits breed all summer, so any ear-

should be compensated for later in the 
season. About the only game spec1es 
that might be adversely affected is wild 
turkey. Last year, a cold, wet spring was 
followed by low reproduction and the 
same could be true this year 

But again, the adult birds should sur­
vive without any problems, so any set­
backs that do occur should be tem­
porary. Usually, in nature's way of do 
ing things, a year or two of poor 
reproduction is followed by a bumper 
crop, so we'll just have to be patient and 
learn to roll with the punches that the 
weather deals out-the same way that 
wildlife has learned to cope with all 
kinds of natural adversity.

Rabies is a disease caused by a virus, 
which is transmitted through the saliva 
of an infected animal. The usual method 
of infecti011 is for a rabid animal to bite 
another animal or a person, but any 
open cut or scratch may be the point of 
infection. 

Generally, the rabies virus is not 
found on an animal's claw, since the 
virus is soon made harmless by sunlight 
or cpen air. 

Once the virus is in the body, 1t attacks 
the central nervous system. P.abies is an 
agonizingly painful disease and is 
almost always fatal. 

Any warm-blooded animal can have 
rabies, but infected dogs and cats are 
much more likely to expose people than 
infected wildlife. Children are more at 
risk than adults since they are more like­
ly to have pet animals. 

It it is for these reasons that Kentu)!ky 
requires that dogs and cats be vac­
cinated against rabies. It is each pet 
owner's responsibility to make sure that 
his animal has been vaccinated. The 
Floyd County Health Department is co­
sponsoring the Anti-Rabies Cli~ics with 
Dr Beecher Scutchfield, starting Tues­
day, June 7.

Kentuckians will soon find it harder to 
defraud intentionally the state's benefit 
programs, and persons who owe money 
to the programs will be pressured to 
repay the funds, according to Cabinet 
for Human Resources Secretary Buddy 
Adams. 

The Department for Social Insurance 
is enforcing stricter penalties against 
those who obtain benefit funds 
fraudulently. Persons who apply more 
for food stamps in more than one coun­
ty, trade or sell food stamps, use food 
stamps to buy alcoholic drinks or tobac­
co, or commit other program violations 
will be disqualified for food stamps for 
six months for the first offense and one 
year for the second offense. Third-time 
offenders will be permanently dis­
qualified for food stamp benefits. 

A photo identification card will be 
issued to all Aid to Families with Depen­
dent Children clients. Banks and retail 
stores will be urged to ask for the card 
and record the identification number on 
checks cashed. If a client falsely reports 
a check stolen, receives a duplicate 
check, and cashes both checks, the ID 
card will make it easier for Social In­
surance to verify the transactions and 
take steps to recover the money. 

To recover money owed the depart­
ment, the Social Insurance department 
is assigning full time staff to collect over­
payments. A central collections branch 
in Frankfort will have 10 workers, and 
40 more will be stationed around the 
state-two in each of 20 service areas. 
The collections workers will collect all 
overpayments to Aid to Families with 
Dependent Children and food stamp 
clients, regardless of whether the over­
payments are caused by client or agen­
cy error or intentional fraud and abuse. 
The special collections staff will also col­
lect unemployment insurance payments 
improperly paid to claimants, overdue

child support payments, and funds in­
correctly paid to Medicaid providers. 

The field collection workers will deter­
mine overpayments land negotiate 
repayment schedules. If payments are 
not made within 90 days, information 
about the delinquent person's earnings 
and assets will be transmitted by com­
puter to the department's central collec­
tion branch for intensive follow-up, in­
cluding legal action. 

The Cabinet for Human Resources is 
able to pay full-time collections staff 
from savings achieved by automating 
the food stamp program, according to 
Adams. The department is also receiv­
ing new federal funding for 75 percent 
of the salaries of full-time collections 
staff. 

According to Adams, assigning full­
time workers to overpayment collec­
tions addresses another problem­
overextended eligibility workers in the 
Department for Social Insurance. In the 
past, eligibility workers were responsi­
ble for collecting overpayments to 
clients in addition to their primary job 
of taking applications for assistance 
through Aid to Families with Dependent 
Children, the Food Stamp Program, and 
various emergency relief programs. 
"With rising unemployment, Social In­
surance has been called upon to serve 
more and more people with fewer staff. 
Relieving eligibility workers of the col­
lection responsibility will give therr. 
more time to closely screen applications 
for potential fraud and abuse. More er­
rors can be caught and corrected before 
they become problems," Adams said.

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Med· caid Cuts Planned 
Faced with federal penalties totaling 

$39 million over the next three years, 
• binet for Human Resources Secretary 
~uddy Adams has announced a series of 

cost containment actions aimed at 
reducing Kentucky's Medicaid expen­
ditures and avoiding the threatened 
penalties. 

Adams explained that state officials 
had to take some action or face the loss 
of general fund dollars needed to pay the 
federal penalties. ''All of the revenue 
projections for the upcoming fiscal year 
point to only very limited growth. In 

ct. some state revenue sources will 
ontinue to dwindle," he said. "With 

those facts in mind, I cannot in good con­
science stand by and allow the General 
Fund to be further depleted by Joss of 
another $14 million in 1984, $12 million 
in t9s5, and another $12 million in 1986. 
And Kentucky would have to pay those 
amounts from the General Fund if our. 
Medicaid expenditures are above the 
federal cap." 

The Reagan administration has im­
posed a maximum expenditure cap on 
state Medicaid payments as a means of 
controlling the increasing drain of that 
program on the federal budget. The 
federal cap for Kentucky in fiscal 
1983-'84 is $455.8 million, while Human 
Resources analysts project Medicaid 
costs under the current rules and regula­
tions would rise past $486.7 million next 
year. Such an increase would result in 
a federal penalty to Kentucky $14.6 
million by the end of the fiscal year. 

At a Frankfort news conference, 
Adams, Social Insurance Commissioner 
John Cubine, and Health Services Com­
missioner David T. Allen, M.D., outlin­
ed options selected by the cabinet to con­
tain the rising Medicaid bill in Kentucky. 
The following measures become effec­
tive July 1: 

1. Lowering the maximum reimburse­
ment for hospitals and nursing homes 
from 110 percent of the median cost to 
105 percent-a savings of $3.9 million.

2. Lowering reimbursement of physi­
cian in-hospital charges from the first 
$50 and 60 percent of the remainder 
down to the first $20 and 35 percent of the 
remainder-a savings of $16.2 million. 

3. Preauthorization of hospital admis­
sions and length of stay payable by 
Medicaid-a savings of $2 million. 

4. Eliminate the special maximum 
limit for payments to the University of 
Louisville and the University of Ken­
tucky medical school hospitals-a sav­
ings of $2.3 million. 

5. Mandate use of a 40-year-life for 
purposes of calculating depreciation for 
intermediate care facilities and skilled 
nursing facilities-a savings of $3.8 
million. 

6. Change reimbursement of outpa­
tient hospital charges from the cost of 
the service to a percentage of the total 
charges-a savings of $2.7 million. 

The total savings in Medicaid expen­
ditures under this plan totals $30.9 
million for fiscal 1983-'84 and would 
bring Kentucky under the federal cap. 

Adams said, "We have sought to con­
tain the costs as both fiscal responsibili­
ty and the potential loss of state dollars 
due to the penalty dictate. These actions 
are designed with the taxpayer and the 
health care consumer in mind. Obvious­
ly these difficult choices carry an impor­
tant impact for Kentucky. We must 
begin to meet the challenge of upward­
spiraling health care costs in all areas. 
And in regard to Medicaid, the federal 
government has taken its first step by 
giving us a 'choice' .. . either hold the line 
on the Medicaid payment increase or 
pay a penalty." 

Not all of the actions taken result in 
reduced reimbursements, Adams said. 
"We are proceeding with plans to ex­
pand a program of alternative in­
termediate services for the mentally 
retarded citizens of this state. The de­
mand for non-institutional options for 
long term care of this segment of the 
population has outstripped the level of 
services available," he said. "The addi­
tional $8 million in Medicaid reim­
bursements we are making available in 
this area, plus another $1 million for 
home-based services for adults, will 
enable many special needs which have 
been identified to be met." These com­
munity based alternatives should result 
in savings to the Commonwealth by 
reducing the demand for additional in­
stitutional care.

"The Unquiet Death of Julius and 
Ethel Rosenberg," a full-scale reex­
amination of the controversial 
Rosenberg-Sobell atomic spy case of the 
early 1950's, will air on KET Sunday, 
June 19, at 10 p.m. 

Thirty years after the execution of 
America's so-called "atom spies" and 
on the eve of two new books and a 
feature film <"The Book of Daniel" with 
Ed Asner), this documentary retraces 
the lives of the Rosenbergs and their 
controversial trial with a new introduc­
tion and discussion of evidence un­
covered within the last five years, in­
cluding newly released government 
files. 

J1:1lius Rosenberg, a machine shop 
owner on New York's lower East Side, 
and his wife, Ethel, housewife and 
mother, were found guilty of passing 
atomic secrets to the Soviet Union in 
1951. They were the first and only 
Americans to be put to death under civil 
law for espionage. They were also the 
first married couple ever executed in the 
United States, and their execution in 
June, 1953, was accompanied by protest 
marches both here and abroad. 

Morton Sobell, who was sentenced to 
30 years in prison as a co-conspirator 
with the Rosenbergs, and the 
Rosenbergs' two sons, Michael and Rob­
bie, made their first public statements 
about the case when this film originally 
aired in 1974. 

Producer Alvin Goldstein examines 
developments which have surfaced in 
the past five years, and explains that the 
film does not examine the guilt or in­
nocence of the Rosen bergs. The film was 
produced by the National Public Affairs 
Center for Television.

Ky. National Guard 
Wing To Participate 
In Overseas Exercise 

The 123rd Tactical Reconnaissance 
Wing of the Kentucky Air National 
Guard has been selected to deploy to In­
golstadt, West Germany·to participate 
in the shortterm tactical exercise, "Cor­
onet Bishop." Two hundred sixty-five 
Kentucky Air National Guardsmen and 
women and 12 of the unit's RF-4C Phan­
tom II aircraft will go from standiford 
field, Louisville, to Ingolstadt Air Base, 
about 50 miles north of Munich. 

An advanced detachment is schedul­
ed to depart Louisville May 30 aboard A 
C-5A aircraft. The RF -4C Phantom II 
Mission aircraft will take off in two 
waves of six at 4:30a.m. and 5 a.m., 
Saturday, June 4. The non-stop flight of 
about nine hours will require six in-flight 
refuelings from U.S. Air Force KC-10 
and KC-135 tankers. The remaining sup­
port personnel and equipment are 
scheduled to depart aboard one 
chartered DC-8 and a military C-141 ear­
ly Saturday morning. 

Coronet Bishop is an exercise design­
ed to provide realistic training in the 
European-Nato environment. The unit 
will participate in a joint Nato-Air 
defense exercise named "Central Enter­
prise." The exercise simulates a war­
time scenario and involves over 200 air­
craft from various Nato na.tions and 
French air defense forces. The Ken­
tucky Missions will include flying pre­
strike target analysis as well as post 
strike damag~ assessment. 

Selection of the Kentucky unit by the 
Air Force follows the unit's acceptance 
of the Spaatz Trophy, naming it as the 
nation's top flying unit among the 91 fly­
ing units in the air national guard.

Ross bought fresh eggs, 
animal hides (furs) , ginseng, black ber­
ries, fresh picked, and dried apples from 
his many customers. 

Progress took away the postoffice, so 
now it's Sandy Hook, Route 1. Ross and 
his good wife, Carrie Hay Evans,live in 
a modern high-rise at Prestonsburg, 
while grandma and other pioneers sleep 
in the wooded hills of Wallow Hole.

Another Study Scheduled 
For the Yatesville Dam Hylton Trucking & 

Equipment Company 
The much-studied Yatesville Dam in 

Lawrence county is slated for more of 
same. 

The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers 
says it will not build the dam till the 
pollution possible from oil wells in the 
impoundment area is anyalyzed. 

The corps has contracted with the 
University of Kentucky to take an inven­
tory of the 3,000 oil and gas wells in the 
area and to evaluate the water quality. 

For 17 years, Rep. Carl Perkins, D­
Ky. , has fought to build the $97 million 
dam on Blaine Creek, which empties in­
to the Big Sandy river a few miles 
downstream from Louisa. Supporters 
say it would be a boon for the area's 
economy. Opponenets-including en­
vironmentalists and Reagan officials­
say it would be a pork barrel. 

The federal government has bought 
3,000 acres and relocated 1,200 families 

Farmers Asked To 
Certify Acreage 

USDA's Agricultural Stabilization and 
Conservation Service has asked pro­
ducers to certify their farm program 
acreage. Clarence L. Tardy, Deputy Ad­
ministrator for State and County Opera­
tions, explained the reason for the 
acreage report and reviewed the cer­
tification process. 

"Certification is the opportunity we 
give the farmers to report to us the 
acreages of crops planted on their farms 
to determine whether they are eligible 
to receive the different benefits under 
the programs we offer." 

When the farmer reports to the coun­
ty ASCS office, he can review the aerial 
photograph of his farm and pinpoint the 
fields in which the crops are grown. This 
information is then recorded and the 
report serves as documentation for crop 
acreage bases and program 
compliance. 

"Certification is very important to 
farmers who are participating in the 
acreage reduction, paid land diversion . 
and payment-in-kind programs because 
without an acreage report, they really 
are not participating," Mr. Tardy said. 
"They must give us an acreage report 
in order for us to determine the level at 
which they will be eligible for the 
various program benefits." 

He said the acreage repcrts needs to 
be as accurate as possible. "We do have · 
a spot check program to check on the ac­
curacy of these reports, so the more ac­
curate the report, the less trouble the 
farmer has to qualify for the benefits." 

In Floyd county, the final certification 
dates for corn is July 15, 1983. 

The USDA official said that growers 
not participating in the 1983 programs 
should also report their acreages since 
these acreage reports can affect 
eligibility for future programs.

When a federal project may affect the 
environment, U.S. law requires an im­
pact statement before construction can 
begin. The corps would use its analysis 
to revise the Yatesville impact state­
ment, which was written 11 years ago. 

Perkins has said that the corps wants 
to sabotage the project and that its 
analysis is really "chicanery_ " 

"Certainly not," replied Devens , 
corps' district engineer in Huntington, 
W. Va. "It's our intent to build the 
Yatesville Dam. We just need to do it 
right." 

Devens said the corps' decision was 
prompted not by chicanery but by a 
study showing a decline of water quality 
in the Blaine Creek drainage basin. 

The decline was associated with wells 
that flush brine wastes and let oil seep 
into nearby streams. The resulting salt 
and manganese discourage freshwater 
life. 

The basin water has grown much 
saltier since 1977, and several 
tributaries, like Little Blaine and Keaton 
Fork, have lost aquatic life, Devens said. 

But the corps found no evidence of 
trihalomethanes-compounds that can 
cause cancer and that result in part 
from brine.

These­
cond oldest pSJChiatric hospital in Amt>rica, this hospital provides treatment 
to 1,300 patients t>ach )'t>ar. 

When Kentuckians drive by Eastern State Hospital in Lexington, few realize 
that it is the second oldest psychiatric hospital in America, and the first west 
of the Allegany mountains. In fact, its original building is still in use, although 
considerable renovations and new buildings have been added since its open­
ing on May 1, 1824. The hospital was originally called "The Kentucky Lunatic 
Asylum," but after 13 name changes became "Eastern State Hospital" in 1911. 
Most people would also be surprised that as many as 2,000 patients have 
lived at the hospital at one time, but today approximately 250 patients is a 
fairly typical census and the average length of stay is under 30 days. 

Fully accredited by the Joint Commission for Accreditation of Hospitals, 
Eastern State treats 1,300 people each year. almost all of whom come from 
74 counties in central, northern. and eastern Kentucky. Patients come from 
their home counties generally through Comprehensive Care Center referrals, 
the courts, or other sources. Although patients are charged for their 
hospitalization, no one is ever denied treatment because they are unable to pay. 

When patients are admitted to the hospital, they meet immediately with 
a "treatment team" to plan for their stay in the hospital. The patient is the 
most important member of the team which is composed of a psychiatrist, 
psychologist, social worker, nurse, activity therapists and other personnel. 
The team develops a plan to meet individual needs which may involve group 
or individual therapy, medication, activities, vocational rehabilitation, educa­
tional training, and a variety oi other forms of treatment. Many patients are 
able to take advantage of programs such as a greenhouse, woodworking shop, 
and a small ~heltered workshop where patients can ear!l salaries for selling 
their products. Often these skills are crucial in making a good adjustment 
to more independent community living. 

Special care is taken to formulate an "aftercare" plan when patients have 
completed treatment and are ready to leave the hospital. While most of 
Eastern Stale's patients go back to their homes or the home of a family 
member. some are referred to a more structured program in a personal care 
home, group home, intermediate care facility, or halfway house. Ar­
rangements for aftercare often include referral to a comprehensive care center 
in their home community for follow-up. 

The work of the hospital is greatly aided by volunteers who work directly 
with patients or with other offices to supplement existing programs. The 
Volunteer Services Department also provides slide presentations and speakers 
to civic groups, classes. or clubs. For information about this service, please 
contact the Volunteer Services Department, Eastern State Hospital, 627 West 
Fourth Street, Lexington, Kentucky 40508-9990, (606) 255-1431, Ext.
