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Board Responds to Charges 
Brought by Dissident Group 
Books Balance, 
Schools Better, 
Supt. Contends 

In response to charges leveled at them 
last week by a citizens' group here, 
school officials defended their record 
this week and directed some shafts of 
their own toward the critics. 

CHARGING INCOMPETENCE and willful neglect, a citizens' group last Wednesday called on 
Raymond Barber, state superintendent of public instruction, to dismiss the Floyd Board of Educa­
tion and Superintendent E.P. Grigsby, Jr.

While the officials had not received 
copies of the 146 pages of supporting 
documents furnished to news media by 
the Floyd County Citizens Education 
Council (FCCEC), they did have copies 
of a six-page letter addressed to State 
Superintendent Raymond Barber, in 
which the group outlined its grievances 
against the Floyd Board of Education 
and Superintendent E.P. Grigsby, Jr. 

Their not having the complete 
documentation prevented their respon­
ding to some of the charges, they said, 
but eight school administrators, in­
cluding the superintendent and his two 
assistants, agreed to meet with a Times 
reporter Monday to answer many of the 
accusations made by their critics. Board 
attorney W.W. Burchett also attended 
the meeting.

Citizens Group Asks 
School Board Ouster 
, Floyd school officials were taken by 
surprise last week when a citizens' 
group- in an unusual, perhaps un­
precedented, move-called publici) for 
their removal from office. 

After taking pains to maximize 
coverage by news media, eight mem­
bers of an organization called the Floyd 
County Citizens Education Council 
(FCCEC) gathered in front of the Board 
of Education offices here last Wednes­
day to announce that they had asked 
Raymond Barber, state superintendent 
of public instruction, to oust Superinten­
dent E.P. Grigsby, Jr., and members of 
the Floyd school board. 

In a prepared statement, Kathy Hat­
field, of Drift, said members of the 
group, of which she is chairperson, 
"have come to the conclusion that we 
cannot afford to \\-aste any more of the 
precious time of the children in this 
school system by waiting for its ad­
ministration to develop the vision need­
ed to solve its problems." 

In its letter to Barber-which was 
signed by secretary-treasurer Joyce 
Everly, of Lancer, and corresponding 
secretary Ferne Ankrom, of Banner, as 
well as by Mrs. Hatfield-the citizens' 
group noted that state law provides for 
the dismissal of school officials for "in­
competence and willful neglect." 

The group also called for an investiga­
tion by the state auditor into "all aspects 
of this school system;" challenged 
school officials to come up with a plan 
for financing improvements needed in 

Man Sought 
In Shooting 
At I .. ackey 

Hazard State Police Post troopers con­
tinued their search Monday for a man 
suspected of shooting a 22-year-old 
Lackey woman m the back, killing her 
unborn child. 

A warrant for the arrest of the alleg­
ed gunman has been issued by Knott 
County District Judge Morgan, and the 
wounded woman has said she knows the 
name of the suspect, but authorities 

. have declined to identify him No reason 
for the secrecy has been made known. 

The woman, 22-year-old Rosetta Hall, 
was shot in the back with a shotgun 
charge, around 1 a.m last Tuesday, at 
the home of her brother, Bee Baldridge, 
who lives near the mouth of Jones Fork, 
at Lackey, barely on the Knott county 
side of the Floyd-Knott line. The shot 
struck her in the lower back, kilhng her 
seven-month-old fetus, investigators 
were quoted as saying. 

The wounded woman was first taken 
to Our Lady of the Way Hospital, Mar­
tin, and later transferred to the U.K. 
Medical Center in Lexington. Although 
her condition is said to indicate her 
recovery, the case assumes special in­
terest because of the legal question 
posed by the death of the unborn child. 
State courts have allowed recovery of 
civil damages in the wrongful death of 
a fetus, but the state Supreme Court has 
upheld an opinion that a fetus is not a 

.human being under Kentucky law.

the schools, and demanded implemen­
tation of policies calculated to "weaken 
the stranglehold of politics" on the 
school district and to "allow real input" 
in policymaking by teachers, students 
and parents. 

Members of the school board include 
James A. Duff, of Hueysville, its vice­
chairman; Dr. J.D. Adams, of 
Prestonsburg; Dr. Mary Hall, of 
McDowell; and Ray "Shag" Campbell, 
of Banner Adams has served 13 years 
on the board, the others about 11 years. 
John M. Stumbo, of Harold, a 3I-year 
veteran of the board and its most recent 
chairman, resigned last month to 
become county judge-executive. 

Supt. Grigsby succeeded the late 
Charles Clark as superintendent in 1976. 
Prior to that he was for I3 years on the 
staff at McDowell High School, the last 
nine· as assistant principal and coach, 
and was then for two years an assistant 
superintendent. He is approaching the 
last year of a second four-year term as 
superintendent. His contract would nor­
mally come up for consideration again 
next January. 

Board members who spoke to The 
Times insisted this week that they have 
done nothing illegal; that many of the 
school district's shortcomings are the 
result of a lack of funds, and that pro­
blems experienced here are common to 
school districts across the nation. 

"You can hear gripes and complaints 
all over the country, not just about the 
schools but about all phases of govern­
ment," said board member Duff, a 
Hueysville grocer. "We're in no worse 
shape than any other school system." 

He is considering suing his accusers 
for slander or defamation of character, 
Supt. Grigsby said Monday. "This is my 
livelihood, my profession for 25 years," 
he said. "I've never had anyone call me 
incon1petent before or accuse n1e of 
neglect. I take it very seriously and I will 
do anything I legally can to refute it." 

In its letter to Barber, the FCCEC 
alleged, as evidence of the superinten­
dent's and board's "incompetency and 
neglect," textbook shortages, early 
dismissal of students, inadequately 
maintained buses, buildings in 
disrepair, msufficient internal control 
of funds, illogical hiring choices, a high 
dropout rate and low test scores, and il­
legal "back room" meetings. 

To support its charges, the council 
distributed to the news media folders 
containing, among other documents, an 
April report by a state official critical 
of textbook management in the Floyd 
school district ; documentation of early 
school dismissals ; copies of bus inspec­
tion reports ; reports on Allen grade 
school by state education and health of· 
ficials ; statements of some school activi­
ty funds; claims submitted by two firms 
for janitorial supplies; a record of 
gasoline said to have been purchased 
during the 198I-'82 school year by Supt. 
Grigsby and Asst. Superintendent 
Ronald L. Hager, and excerpts from the 
minutes of various board meetings. 

The documentation is an indication of 
the close scrutiny under which some 
counc!l members have held the board 
since I978 when, as members of the 
since-defunct People for Better Schools, 
they pressed for the removal of asbestos 
from Prestonsburg High School. 

Several members of the group have 
had their critica: and organizing skills

Shortages were the 
result of poor management, they 
charged. 

The service n1aintains extensive files on job applicants- 13,540 are currently 
on file in the Prestonsburg office-and is linked by computer with state and 
national job banks. "There are very few occupations we couldn't fill," said 
Glenda Hall, counseling supervisor, with a touch of pride.

Federal Funds Said 
First Breakthrough 
For Tri-County Site 

The $I,968,000 awarded last Wednes­
day by the U.S. Department of Trans­
portation to the Big Sandy Regional Air­
port may make possible site preparation 
work by the end of the summer on the 
hilltop airport site proposed for an air 
facility to serve the area . 

Allen Perry, Paintsville, chairman of 
the airport board, hailed news of the ap­
propriation as "the first big break­
through" on the six-year-old project. 

Perry gave Congressman Carl D. Per­
kins credit for pushing the financing of 
the regional project through to the point 
that the federal government is putting 
funds into the project. 

The airport will be located in the 
southwestern corner of Martin county, 
where Floyd and Johnson counties join 
with that county. 

Site preparation will be the first of 
three phases of construction . The 
5000-foot runway will be built on an 
abandoned strip-mine site donated for 
the project by Pocahontas-Kentucky, 
Inc. 

In all, Federal funding will amount to 
approximately $3 million, payable in 
three installment the first for site

Draggmg operations were oegun 
shortly afterward by the Floyd County 
Emergency & Rescue Squad, and the 
first body was recovered at 4:43p.m.; 
the second, five minutes later. 

The youths were at the lake on passes 
earned by their performances during 
training at the center, it was said.

The bodies were taken to the Floyd 
Funeral Home and from there were 
tak<'n Monday to the Lexington airport 
and flown to North Carolina for burial.

These additional funds will bring a total 
of 3,000 jobs this summer for the young 
people of Eastern Kentucky.

them. Wish now I had taken more time 
and had taken some notes. 

For old checks tell a story all their 
own. There were some dating back to 
1918, closing days of World War I. Many 
were drawn in favor of Sears, Roebeuck 
& Co., mainly for farm and sawmill sup­
plies. They tell a story of a day when 
country roads were nigh-impassable, 
several months of the year, and at best 
were fit only for jolt-wagon, horse or 
mule as a means of transportation. 
Hence, it was more convenient to use the 
"Wish Book" and wait on delivery by 
mail or freight than to make the long, 
tiresome trip to the nearest hardware 
store, 15 to 30 miles away. 

Then here is a check to an individual. 
It was for $14 and marked for "3 days 
sawing"-lordly pay for the day, but this 
was for the skilled labor of a sawmill 
"sawyer.'' 

One item I observed was a notice from 
his bank that his account was overdrawn 
in the amount of $6, and it asked him to 
make a deposit. That check was not 
marked "nsf"-those were the good, old 
days when your banker remembered old 
customers and took care of them for a 
few days till they could "cover" their 
checks. 

In my hurried run through the old 
checks I found none to the church. But 
my Dad gave more than any mere tithe. 
When money was needed, he gave 
it,whatever the amount-if he had to 
borrow it. And of himself he gave free­
ly, not one day a week but every day of 
every week.

Wildlife Dept. 
Sets Limits To 
Hunt For Deer 

In the wake of widespread protests 
over last season's slaughter in the 
Dewey Lake game reserve , officials of 
the. state Department of Fish and Wild­
life have sharply curtailed this year's 
deer hunting season, both as to its length 
and as to the number of hunters who 
may participate. 

Instead of last year's five day " open 
season," in which an estimated 1500 to 
2000 hunters shot 150 deer, the season 
will last only two days this year­
December 10 and n - and will be limited 
to 400 hunters to be chosen by ballot. 

Hunters and conservationists who 
gathered for a Seventh District Federa­
tion meeting in Pikeville in February 
generally agreed that the 1982 hunt was 
too crowded for the hunters ' safety and 
resulted in too heavy a harvest of deer 
An estimated 35 of the kills- including 
does and young bucks -were also illegal. 

This years "controlled hunt" is ex­
pected to result in the death of about 30 
bucks. 

Even that is too many, says Dalton 
Conley, veteran game warden here. He 
and other local conservation officers 
have argued that there should be no hunt 
here at all. "If they didn't open the 
season at all, families could picnic 
around the lake and have a chance of 
spotting a deer or two," said Conley. 

But John Phillips. state deer 
specialist, argued at the February 
meeting for a controlled hunt and, in 
view of the fact that the Fish and Wild­
life Department had originally con­
templated another open season, many of 
those who are fearful for the deer 
population have accepted the com­
promise. 

In any event, "the state officials call 
the shots," Conley commented this 
week.

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Continuing Ed. Is Mandated 
For State Judges, Justices 

Cooking Out? 
NEED A GRILL? 

Chief Justice Robert F. Stephens an­
nounced last Tuesday that the K,entucky 
Supreme Court has approved a propos­
ed rule to make continuing judicial 
education mandatory for all members 
of the state's judiciary, beginning July 
1, 1983. 

Essentially, the rule requires each 
justice and judge to obtain a minimum 
of 30 hours continuing judicial education 
per biennium. Credit for the initial bien­
nium will cover the period of January 1, 
1983 through June 30, 1986. Thereafter, 
an educational biennium shall begin on 
July 1 and end two years later on June 
30 of each even-numbered year. 

Approximately 85 percent of Ken­
tucky's 235 judges have voluntarily par­
ticipated in 20 hours or more of educa­
tional programs offered yearly by the 
Administrative Office of the Courts since 
1977, as well as by other law-related 
agencies. Chief Justice Stephens, 
wishing to emphasize the effort to con­
tinue and strengthen the legal and pro­
fessional proficiency of all the state's 
jurists, appointed Justice Donald C. 
Wintersheimer early this year to chair 
a commission for the purpose of propos­
ing a mandatory continuing judicial 
education rule which the Supreme Court 
adopted June 7 during a conference ses­
sion. "This rule is a positive and pro­
gressive step toward improving the ser­
vices to the citizens of Kentucky by their 
judiciary," stated the Chief Justice 
following the Court's adoption of the 
rule. 

The 15-member Mandatory Continu­
ing Judicial Education Commission, 
chaired by Justice Wintersheimer, is 
comprised of one Court of Appeals 
judge, three circuit judges, three district 
judges, representatives from each of the 
state's three colleges of law, and four 
legislators. The Commission will exer­
cise general supervisory authority over 
the administration of the mandatory 
judicial education rule, accredit spon­
sors of courses, programs, and other 
educational activities which will satisfy 
the rule's requirements, and will have 
the authority to exercise exemptions due 
to disability or for good cause. Any judge 
who has not completed the required 
number of hours within the specified 
two-year period and has not received ex­
emption shall be referred to the Judicial 
Retirement and Removal Commission 
for possible disciplinary action. 

Forty-one states, including Kentucky, 
have formal mandatory requirements 
for judicial education, although the 
definition of what type judicial education 
and how many hours are required varies 
from state to state. Colorado and Min­
nesota require 45 hours during a three­
year period for all judges, while Connec­
ticut requires 45 hours annually only for

For it has started its 20th year off with 
what amounts to a population explosion 
The 1982 fall semester had the largest 
enrollment in the history of the college, 
but that record did not last long-it was 
borken by the enrollment for the 1983 
spring semester.

Dr. Henry A. Campbell, Jr., director 
of the college, says he feels that the

There are 
currently 76 students enrolled in Com­
puter Science I. This influx was an­
ticipated, but not to the degree in which 
students enrolled.

Tomatoes: To Train 
Or Not To Train? 

Hflme gardeners car1 grow their 
tomatoes any of several ways, depen­
dmg on how much time and attention 
they want to devote. Common ways of 
growing tomatoes are on the ground or 
training them in cages, on stakes, on a 
trellis or in containers. 

Here are the advantages and disad­
vantages of each, according to Dr. Jean 
English, Extension horticulture 
specialist in the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture. She is head­
quartered at the UK Robinson Substa­
tion in Quicksand. 

Growing tomatoes on the ground re­
quires the least effort, but a large 
percentage of fruits succumb to ground 
rot. Gardeners often try to overcome 
losses due to rots by overplanting 
tomatoes. Space tomatoes grown on the 
ground 2-3 feet apart in rows 4-5 feet 
apart. Straw or plastic mulches help 
reduce ground rot. 

Cage-grown tomatoes suffer much 
less from ground rot, snails and slugs 
than those allowed to lay on the ground. 
Cages save space, since caged plants 
are set 2-3 feet apart with rows 3-4 feet 
apart. 

Caged plants are easy to work around 
and they produce well. The heavy leaf 
cover protects fruits from sunscald. Try 
growing caged tomatoes on a black 
plastic mulch for an extra easy garden. 

The problems with cages are the in­
itial cost and storage over the winter. 
Harvest may be a little more difficult 
than from staked plants, and fruits tend 
to mature a couple of weeks later than 
those that are staked. 

Cages should be 30 inches tall for 
determinate, or bush, varieties and 60 
inches tall for indeterminate varieties. 
Use wire that you can get your hand 
through, such as 6-inch by 6-inch con­
crete steel reinforcing wire. Cut this in­
to 4~v2 feet sections to construct cages. 

Staking tomatoes has some of the 
same advantages as caging: fruits suf­
fer less damage from ground rot, snails 
and slugs. Set plants 18-24 inches apart 
with rows 3-4 feet apart and they'll save 
even more space than cage-grown 
plants. Staked plants are easier to work 
around and harvest; and it is easy to get 
good spray coverage. 

Staked plants will mature about two 
weeks earlier than plants grown on the 
ground or in cages, and will produce 
more edible fruit than those grown on 
the ground. Each plant produces less 
fruit than a caged plant, up to 15 pounds 
less. But more plants can be grown in 
the same area, so yields are 
comparable. 

Staking plants is.a lot of work, and the 
once-a-week pruning they require takes 
time. Pruning may increase the chance 
of spreading tobacco mosaic virus from 
unhealthy to healthy plants, although 
this is not a common problem. Staked 
plants are susceptible to cracking, 
sunscald and blossom-end rot. Minimize 
cracking and blossom-end rot by ir­
rigating the plants regularly or by 
mulching. 

You can construct various trellis 
sy:;tems from wood or metal posts with 
wood or wire cross ties. Suspend strings 
from the wires to the bottom of the 
tomato plants. Tie a loose knot around 
the base of the tomato plant, and wrap 
the suckered plant around the string 
during the growing season. 

Trellises are less expensive than 
cages and less time-consuming than 
staking. The trellis system can be per­
manent, but rotate other trellised crops, 
such as cucumbers, with tomatoes to 
prevent a potential disease buildup. 

Short on space? You can also grow 
tomatoes from containers. A dwarf 
variety, such as Basket King, will do 
well, but any tomato can be grown in a 
container if it's large enough. Be sure to 
provide container-grown plants with at 
least eight hours of sunlight and well­
drained growing medium for good 
tomato production.

122 at Wayland; more than 100 at the 
John M. Stumbo School at Grethel, and 
85 at Allen. The number of children serv­
ed at Prestonsburg, Tuesday, was not 
available, Tuesday afternoon. 

Meals are served at each school from 
10:30 a.m. until 12:30 p.m., Monday 
through Friday to any child 18 years or 
younger. It is required that meals be 
eaten at the school.

Bishops Reactivate 
Catholic Conference 

Bishops of Kentucky's three Catholic 
dioceses have reactivated the Kentucky 
Catholic Conference by naming an ex­
ecutive director for the organization. 
Ken Dupre, a layman from 
Elizabetntown, will officially begin in 
this post July 5 at an office in Louisville. 

Kentucky Catholic Conference is a col­
laboration by the Dioceses of Covington 
(eastern Kentucky) and Owensboro 
(western Kentucky) with the Ar­
chdiocese of Louisville <central part of 
the state) to provide better coordination 
between the activities and policies of the 
three dioceses. 

Dupre, as executive director, will help 
various departments and/or organiza­
tions in the three dioceses to coordinate 
their activities. For example, the educa­
tion office or social service office of each 
separate diocese may wish to link its ac­
tions or concerns with those of the other 
two Kentucky Catholic jurisdictions. 

The Kentucky Catholic Conference 
will also make it possible for Catholics 
of the state to ex pres themselves with a 
common voice on matters that effect 
Catholic Church members in Kentucky 
or on moral issues that affect all citizens 
of the commonwealth. Part of Dupre's 
job will be to inform state legislators of 
these positions whenever such a stand 
is taken by the Conference. 

Dupre was selected as director of the 
Conference by Bishop William Hughes, 
head of the Covington Diocese, Ar­
chbishop Thomas Kelly and Auxiliary 
Bishop Charles Kelly, Archdiocese of 
Louisville, and Bishop John McRaith, 
Owensboro Diocese. These four bishops 
make up the Board of Directors of the 
Kentucky Catholic Conference. 

Dupre has organizational and ad­
ministraive experience from a variety 
of past jobs. Most recently he was Direc­
tor of Office of Parish Outreach in 
Louisville. Prior to this, his work was 
done for International Association of 
Machinists, Diocese of Providence (RI), 
and National Citizens Labor and Energy 
Coalition. 

In commenting on his most immediate 
tasks, Dupre cited the reviewing of 1968 
by-laws of the reactivated Conference. 
This includes consideration of subcom­
mittees that would be set up to provide 
research and consultation for the 
bishops. 

Still another of Dupre's jobs will be to 
establish the office quickly enough to 
provide Catholic-related information to 
the Kentucky state legislators who will 
convene soon. 

" I will meet with other (Catholic) 
state conferences to see how they are set 
up and function. I will then pick from 
those ideas the ones that seem to fit (our 
situation in) Kentucky." 

Dupre said he will travel to each of the 
diocese often. He plans to be in the Cov­
ington Diocese later this month.

First Aid Facts 
FOOD POISONING 

Highlands Regional Medical Center 
and Our Lady of the Way Hospital's 
emergency departments are open 
twenty-four hours a day to treat 
emergency illnesses and injuries. It is 
helpful to be able to recognize the symp­
toms of serious illnesses when making 
a decision whether or not to visit your 
emergency department. One dangerous 
illness which everyone should be aware 
of is food poisoning. Suspect food poison­
ing if several people become ill with 
similar symptoms at approximately the 
same time after eating the same food . 
Also suspect food poisoning if one per­
son becomes ill after eating food no one 
else ate . 

Botulism is a serious form of food 
poisoning and is often fatal. Medical at­
tention should be sought immediately. 
The symptoms for botulism usually ap­
pear within twelve to thirty-six hours. 
The symptoms are dizziness, a 
headache, blurred or double vision, mus­
cle weakness, difficulty in swallowing, 
talking and breathing. 

The symptoms of mushroom poison­
ing appear within minutes to 24 hours 
depending on the type and amount of 
mushrooms eaten. Though the symp­
toms may vary according to the type of 
mushrooms some of the following may 
occur : abdominal pain, diarrhea, 
vomiting , difficulty in breathing, 
sweating, salivation, tears and diz­
ziness. Call your local poison control 
center or the Highlands Regional 
Medical Center of Our Lady of the Way 
emergency room for instructions. If 
medical advice is not readily available, 
induce vomiting. Medical assistance 
should be reached as soon as possible. 

Salmonella poisoning is most com­
monly gotten from eggs, milk, raw 
meat, raw poultry and raw fish . These 
symptoms usually appear from six to 
twenty-four hours after eating con­
taminated food : abdominal cramps, 
diarrhea, fever, chills, headache, 
vomiting and weakness. After vomiting 
is over, the victim may have warm tea, 
broth or fruit juices. Medical attention 
should be sought in this case also. 

Staphylococcus poisoning occurs most 
often after eating foods that have not 
been properly refrigerated. The most 
common foods affected include meats, 
poultry, eggs, milk, tuna and potato 
salad. The symptoms usually appear 
two to six hours after contaminated food 
has been eaten. They include abdominal 
cramps, nausea, vomiting and diarrhea. 
In this case also the victim should be 
kept lying down, warm and made to 
rest. The victim may be given mild 
fluids such as tea, broth or fruit juices. 

If food poisoning is suspected, contact 
the Highlands Regional Medical Center 
emergency department at 437-9621 or 
Our Lady of the Way Hospital emergen­
cy department at 285-5181.

While impoverished clients are ex­
empt by law from paying court costs, 
the proposed fee schedule would hit the 
"working poor" hard, some attorneys 
argue. The new fees would work a hard­
ship on as many as 70 percent of his 
clients, estimated Paul P. Burchett. 

As it is, he said, because many clients 
can ill afford their divorce actions, at­
torneys represent them "almost as a 
service." The new fees would put an 
even bigger burden on both attorney and 
client in domestic relations cases, he 
said. 

When attorney fees are factored in, a 
deserted mother might well face 
charges of $90 or more an hour over a 
four-hour custody hearing, said Gary 
Johnson. Because the fees could deter 
people from exercising their rights, he 
intends to oppose the plan, he said. 

If the burden on the circuit judge 
needs to be eased-a claim Johnson does 
not dispute-the state ought to pay for 
his assistant, the attorney argued this 
week. The present plan, he said, "shifts 
the burden onto those who are least able 
to bear it." 

But Assistant County Attorney Eric 
Hall, one of three lawyers who worked 
on the plan, said that, except in proper­
ty disputes-where the court fees would 
probably be small in relation to the 
value of the property at stake-few 
domestic relations clients would incur 

.heavy additional fees under the plan. 
·Most custody and support motions can 
be disposed of within a 30-minute hear­
ing, he pointed out. 

And David Barber, who wrote the 
preliminary draft, explained that, since 
fees will be levied on the losing party, 
the deserted mother seeking custody of 
her children is not likely to have to pay 
the bill at all. "I have yet to see a woman 
come up on the short end of a child 
custody dispute," he said. 

Even attorneys who are bothered by 
the fee schedule concede that it would 
probably reduce the number of 
"superfluous" motions filed in domestic 
relations cases. 

Under the existing system, "a lot of 
times people argue about things that are 
inconsequential, out of hard feelings," 
said Burchett. "I have seen them fight 
over visitation rights for the dog." 
Under the proposed arrangement, "they 
may be more inclined to settle," he said.

School Asbestos Problem 
Poses Other Difficulties 

The Senate Appropriations Committee 
has accepted a proposal by Sen. Walter 
<Dee) Huddleston directing the Depart­
ment of Education to work with the En­
vironmeptal Protection Agency to deter­
mine the extent of asbestos contamina­
tion in the nation's schools, including 
several school districts in Kentucky, and 
the cost for removal. The Department 
of Education would be required to report 
to the Congress by September 1. 

School inspections were initiated by 
Congress through the Asbestos School 
Hazard Detection and Control Act of 
1980. The legislation required the EPA 
to inspect schools for asbestos con­
tamination and to post warnings of 
possible hazards by June 28 of this year. 

Although $75 million per year was 
authorized for fiscal year '81 through FY 
'84 to help school districts with the 
asbestos problem, no money has been 
appropriated by Congress. Because of 
cutbacks in federal and state funding for 
education in the last few years, many 
schools may not be able to afford to cor­
rect their asbestos problems. 

Many school superintendents fear 
that, once warnings are posted regar­
ding asbestos contamination, parents 
will boycott the schools unW the problem 
is taken care of. This may force many 
schools to close, Huddleston said. 

The report proposed by Huddleston 
would include estimates of the cost of 
asbestos removal, the number of schools 
that need to remove asbestos, the 
availability of federal support to assist 
school districts in meeting the cost of 
asbestos removal, and steps the federal 
government is taking or will take to 
assist school districts with the problem. 

The report would have to be com­
pleted by September 1, which would per­
mit sufficient time for the Appropria­
tions Committee to take possible 
remedial action during consideration of 
the FY '84 Labor-HHS-Education Ap­
propriations bill.

The State Health Planning Council 
recently adopted the three-year state 
health plan developed by the Cabinet for 
Human Resources and will submit it to 
Gov. John Y. Brown Jr. for his approval 

The plan sets priorities and proposes 
regulations related to the development 
and expansion of health care services in 
Kentucky. The focus of the plan is the 
reduction in the escalation of health care 
costs. 

The council made several changes in 
the plan originally presented for public 
review. Deleted was a proposal to pro­
mote competition and less-expensive 
health care alternatives by exempting 
some health services from the cer­
tificate of need process. Under the 
original plan, primary care centers, out­
patient surgery centers, adult day health 
care programs, home health programs 
and several other kinds of facilities 
would not have been required to get the 
now-mandatory certificate of need to 
establish or expand their services. 

The council also reduced the 
minimum occupancy standards for 
hospitals. The original plan required 75 
percent occupancy of acute care beds 
for small hospitals and a higher percen­
tage of larger hospitals, up to 87 percent 
for those with more than 300 beds. The 
new plan's rates range from 50 percent 
to 70 percent for 1983, with 5 percent in­
creases in the rates m 1984 and 1985. 

According to Cabinet for Human 
Resources state health planning direc­
tor George Kent, the plan would result 
in the delicensing of hospital beds, 
possibly as many as 197 in 11 facilities 
during the first year the plan is in effect. 
There are 16,800 acute care beds now 
licensed in Kentucky. 

The council did not alter the propos­
ed $166 million ceiling on hospital capital

expenditures. Under the plan, the limit 
would be in effect Jan. 1, 1984 and would 
be adjusted annually for the following 
two years, based on a federal construc­
tion cost index. 

Left in the plan is a three-tiered 
regional system that designates 
hospitals as area facilities, medical ser­
vice centers or tertiary centers. The 
system, said Kent, is designed to en­
courage that basic care is available in 
the area hospitals while the most infre­
quently used, expensive equipment and 
specialized personnel are located to be 
accessible to the total population. The 
council added a statement that no 
hospital would have to discontinue an ex­
isting service simply because of its 
designation in the new regional system. 

The council reduced the original 
plan's moratorium on nursing home con­
struction from three years to one year. 
If approved, the period will begin July 
1, 1983 and will cover skilled nursing, 
nursing home, intermediate care and 
personal care beds and institutional 
beds for mentally retarded people. 

The plan continues to promote the 
development of mid-level medical prac­
tioneers through educational support 
and reimbursement. One proposal pro­
motes legislation giving the Medical 
Licensure Board the authority to ensure 
certification and standards for physi­
cian's assistants. Another proposal, 
reworded from the original plan, seeks 
legislation authorizing pharmacists to 
fill prescriptions written by advanced 
registered nurse practitioners. Such 
prescriptions would be limited to certain 
drugs and written according to "pro­
tocols'' developed jointly by a physician 
and a nurse practitioner. 

Council chairperson Helen Sligar of 
Louisville said after the meeting that the 
revised plan would be delivered to the 
governor, who has up to 30 days to 
review it. 

"If he signs it, it will immediately 
replace the health plan now in effect," 
she said. "If he has problems with the 
plan, it will come back to the council, 
and we will look at his suggestions." 

Dr. James Leadingham, an Ashland 
optometrist and chairperson of the coun­
cil's Plan Development Committee, said 
the plan has received more public com­
ment than any state health plan the 
council has worked on in the five years 
he has been a member. 

"As far as I know," he said, "every 
public comment and recommendation 
has been considered by the council in 
developing the final plan."

(Dick) Dickerson, also formerly of 
Prestonsburg, who is a member of the 
faculty at James Madison University at 
Harrisonburg, Virginia.

Pike Court Cuts Budget; 
No Severance Expected 

and

J<'loyd county is not alone in the belt· 
tightening business . Although it has not 
n•ached the point at which its finances 
are under slate control, the Pike coun­
ty fu;cal court has already reduced its 
budget for next year by $340,000, with 
personnel cuts yet to be made. 

The Appalachian Express <June 8 
edition> told the Pike story: 

Drastic cuts have county officials 
privately seething but reluctant to make 
any public comments. 

The cuts. totalling $340,000, include, a 
slice of $61,000 from the sheriff's depart­
ment ; $50,000 from the jail budget; the 
coroner's office will be cut $580; Coun­
ty Attorney Gary Johnson's budget has 
been slashed $93,500; $40,000 will be 
trimmed from the county court clerk's 
office , and all of the county's $30,000 sup­
plement to the Commonwealth At­
torney 's office has been discontinued. 

Johnson made no comment during the 
public meeting as Patton announced the 
cutbacks, but said during an interview, 
"It's a disaster." 

He sa1d the cuts would sharply curtail 
the services his office provides the 
public. "Operating costs have been eras­
ed. We can't buy a typewriter or a piece 
of paper to put in it." 

Patton said the cuts were only the 
beginning. "Tomorrow <Tuesday, June 
7 l we begin to look at ~rsonnel cuts in 
every department " 

Personnel cuts are expected to hit the 
road department hardest , as most of the 
budget cuts have been in that area. 

The budget is expected to be the 
smallest in ten years, with the least 
amount budgeted for road work since 
1975, according to Patton. 

The shortfall in coal severance tax col­
lections is to blame. This year the county 
has been told not to expect any 
severance payments. 

Patton warned the magistrates and 
the public that the budget cuts were not 
going to be easy or be popular, but said 
the situation could have been much 
worse. "We cut spending in December 
as revenues went down, or we would 
have been in serious financial 
difficulties " 

The budget cuts include discontinuing

" extraordinary legal fees" and funding 
for expansion of the county volunteer 
fire departments. Although the stations 
at Pond Creek and Freeburn have been 
finished, funds allocated for materials 
for two new stations have been 
withdrawn.

When "Star Wars" was first 
released six years ago, the film 
instantly became not just 
another movie but a real piece 
of cultural history. Names such 
as Luke Skywalker and Darth 
Vader jumped into the pan­
theon of mythical heroes right 
next to Robin Hood, Hercules 
and the Three Musketeers. 
Instead of swords they had 
light sabers; instead of horses 
they rode spaceships, but the 
adventure was just as excit ing. 

" The Empire Strikes Back" 
continued the saga, and now 
the third and closing act wraps 
up the story, which took place 
"a long time ago in a galaxy 
far away." With a story that 
became an overnight legend, 
the film that closes the tale has 
to live up to a universe full of 
great expectations. 

"Return of the Jedi" will ful­
fill those expectations and then 
some. Like its two predeces­
sors, "Jedi" has the right mix­
ture of swashbuckle and soap 
opera. of high adventure and 
hijinks, of Paradise lost and 
Paradise regained. 

There are those who say 

that "Jedi" and the whole 
"Star Wars" saga is formula 
filmmaking, while the other 
camp maintains that creator 
George Lucas simply draws on 
foundations of mythology and 
Western legends. 

Indeed, one could call any of 
these films "space Westerns" 
and be co~rect. Outer space is 
the Wild West of the 20th 
century, and George Lucas 
knows how to make exciting 
Westerns. 

The cast of characters from 
the first two films are again 
reunited in the battle against 
the Empire, but a host of other 
new creatures slither onto the 
screen. 

The story concerns· the 
Empire's rebuilding of the 
Death Star and Luke Skywalk· 
er's confrontation with Darth 
Vader. but you will not be sold 
on this film by what you read 
here of its plot. 

The only disappointment 
you may have is that you'll 
have to wait three more years 
for another episode in the 
saga. It will be worth the wait.

It's summer again and youngsters 
across the nation are heading off to 
camp where they will swim. hike and do 
other fun-in-the-sun things . 

At Morehead State University, a dif­
ferent kind of camp is being held this 
summer, one that keeps youngsters in­
side most of the day.

"We could run two camps each week 
all summer if we had more staffers and 
computers," says Louise Louder, 
secretary, Department of Mathematical 
Sciences at MSU, who is responsible for 
recruiting students for the camps. 
"That's our plans for next year." 

An additional26 computers have been 
ordered and should arrive some time 
this summer. 

There are no special requirements for 
computer-campers and a knowledge of 
computers is not necessary. 

"They start at the beginning, right 
from turning on the computer," Louder 
explains. "The first day they learn all 
the basics, then start writing simple 
programs." 

One of the programs students wrote 
last year was how to make a peanut but­
ter sandwich. After the information was 
put into the computer, the instructions 
were printed and followed with real 
peanut butter and bread. 

''When they made the sandwich, they 
could see how important it is to give the

computer all the information it needs," 
explains Louder. "For instance, instead 
of just saying 'Spread the peanut butter,' 
you have to say 'Spread the peanut but­
ter on the bread' or you may end up wi.h 
it on your hand " 

Participants spend six hours each day 
working with computers, totalling as 
many hours as college students attend 
class during a semester-long computer 
course. 

"These kids are so eager to work that 
they are at the door at 8 a m ready to 
go," says Louder. "We have had very 
few problems keeping them interested." 

Because of the demand, Louder sug­
gests that anyone interested in attending 
one of next summer's camps apply in 
January 1984. 

The weeks of June 12-17, 19-24 and Ju­
ly 10-15 are for students with no ex­
perience in programming and who will 
enter grades 7, 8, or 9 in the fall. The 
weeks of June 26-July 17-22 are for begin­
ners entering grades 10, 11 and 12. 

The week of July 24-29 is limited to 
students in grades 7 through 12 with pro­
gramming experience and knowledge of 
the BASIC language, and participants of 
previous computer camps.

Exhaustion, Stroke 
Are Summer Hazards 

It's been a long time coming to Ken­
tucky this year, but summer is sending 
its first hint of hot, humid weather . A 
Cabinet for Human Resources health of­
ficial hopes people take the hint and 
study up on first aid for the two most 
serious heat-related illnesses , heat ex­
haustion and heat stroke. 

While both illnesses are caused by ex­
posure to too much heat and humidity, 
there is a critical difference in the two, 
says Dr. Ward Hinds , director for 
epidemiology in the cabinet's Depart­
ment for Health Services. 

The critical difference is that heat ex­
haustion is rarely fatal, while heat 
stroke kills up to one-half its vichms. 

"Skin temperature and moistness is a 
key to the difference between the two 
conditions," Hinds said. Heat exhaustion 
victims perspire, so their skin feels 
moist or clammy. Heat stroke is a 
breakdown in the body's ability to carry 
off heat through perspiration. The heat 
stroke victim's skin is very hot and dry 
to the touch and usually appears flush­
ed before it turns gray. Mental confusion 
or delirium may be noticed as early 
symptoms, usually followed by 
unconsciousness. 

"If a heat-stroke victim is to have a 
fair chance of surviving, bystanders 
must act immediately," Hinds said. 
"Get professional medical attention as 
soon as possible, and start working right 
away to lower the victim's body tem­
perature. 

Hinds advised covering the victim's 
body with ice or pouring water or other 
cold liquid on the victim. Wet sheets 
may be wrapped around the body and 
fanned. The arms and legs should be 
rubbed vigorously to get the cooler blood 
circulating throughout the body. 

If heat stroke causes convulsions, 
place a handkerchief or some other soft 
object between the victim's teeth to pre­
vent injury, Hinds said. 

"Heat stroke can cause the victim's 
internal temperature to go up quickly, 
even as high as 111 degrees,'' he said. 
"Immediate first aid and professional 
medical help are vital. " 

Heat exhaustion happens more fre­
quently and is usually not a serious pro­
blem, Hinds said. A victim will continue 
to perspire and may experience nausea , 
a headache, confusion or a dizzy feeling 

Unless a heat exhaustion victim 
lapses into a coma, vomits repeatedly or 
cannot drink, professiona l medical help 
probably is not necessary. Hinds sug­
gests that the victim be moved to a cool 
place and given liquids conta ining a 
small amount of salt if he is able to 
swallow. The symptoms of heat exhaus­
tion usually disappear as the water and 
salt losses of the body are replaced. 

Preventing heat-related illnesses is a 
matter of common sense, advises Hinds. 
"Obviously, slaying out of extreme heat 
and humidity will prevent these pro­
blems,'' he said. ''A person who must be 
outside on a very hot day should rest fre­
quently in a cool place and drink plenty 
of liquids. Persons with heart problems 
should be especially careful. "

Q. I have skin canc<'r. My doctor said 
he was goiong to do cryosurgcry on it 
and that it involves freezing the cancer 
Is that really what he will do? How can 
it work? 

A. Cryosurgery destroys tumors by 
freezing them with liqUid nitrogen. In· 
stead of a scalpel, the surgeon uses a 
hollow metal probe containing liquid 
nitrogen. The tip of the probe is inserted 
into the tumor or applied to its surface 
until the tumor has frozen solidly enough 
to kill the cancer cells. 

The surgeon carefully keeps a check 
on the temperature of the tumor so he 
will know when it has frozen solidly 
enough to begin thawing it slowly. The 
thawing process helps kill the cancer. 
This freezing-thawing procedure is 
repeated two or three times to make 
sure the tumor is completely destroyed. 

Within four or five days after 
cryosurgery, the treated area begins to 
slough off as the body gels rid of dead 
cancer cells. A sore, which will heal 
slowly, remains . 

Cryosurgery is used most effectively 
on tumors which can be easily seen and 
felt. As in your case, it is used on cer­
tain skin cancers as well as head and 
neck tumors. Research is underway to 
apply cryosurgery to the treatment of 
other cancers, particularly those of the 
pancreas and localized bone tumors.

Why Give 
"I'll give blood if someone needs it." 

This is often the first response people 
give when asked to donate blood. 
Somebody needs blood every day-an 
average of 160 pints are used daily in 
Central and Eastern Kentucky 
hospitals. 

The Central Kentucky Blood Center is 
the agency responsible for meeting the 
blood needs of patients in 39 Kentucky 
Hospitals. Blood cannot be made by 
mixing some chemicals together, but 
can only come from someone who is will­
ing to give it. In order to have enough 
blood for all types, the Center must have 
nearly 200 volunteer donors each day. 
The blood donated at community blood 
drives such as the one being planned by 
Highlands Regional Medical Center on 
June 22 helps to maintain a steady supp­
ly for people in this area. 

It can take up to six hours to process 
<test) a pint of blood before it can be 
transfused. When CKBC brings its staff 
to Highlands in the In-service classroom 
from 10:00 AM to 6:00PM on Wednes­
day, June 22, the donated blood will be 
brought back to the Center's lab for 
testing. It will then be shipped to some 
or all of the hospitals in our area. Once 
received by the hospitals, it must be 
matched with the patient's blood before 
it can be transfused. That patient could 
possibly be a resident of Floyd, Johnson, 
or any nearby county. 

So, why give blood when there seems 
to be no immediate need? There is 
always a need and patients may not be 
able to wait six hours to get the blood 
they need now. Employees are urged to 
call Billie Goble at 886-8511 and make an 
appointment to donate. You don't have 
to be a lifeguard to be a lifesaver!

We have examined the combined financial statements of the City of Martin, 
Kentucky, as of and for the year ended June 30, 1982, as listed in the table 
of contents. Except as indicated in the following paragraph, our examination 
was made in accordance with generally accepted auditing standards and, accordingly, 
included such tests of the accounting records and such other auditing procedures 
as we considered necessary in the circumstances. 

Because of inadequacies in the City's accounting records for the previous year, 
it was not practi~able to extend our auditing procedures to enable us to express 
an opinion on the combined statements of revenues, expenditures and changes in 
fund balances for the year ended June 30, 1982 or on the consistency of application 
of accounting principles with the preceding year. 

As described in Note 2, the combined financial statements referred to. above do not 
include the General Fixed Assets Account Group which should be included to conform 
to generally accepted accounting principles. 

In our opinion, except that the omission of the financial statement described 
above results in an incomplete presentation, the combined balance sheet presents 
fairly the financial· position of the City of Martin, Kentucky as of June 30, 1982 
in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles. 

Our examination was made for the purpose of forming an opinion on the combined 
financial statements taken as a whole. The supplemental information listed in 
the table of contents are presented for purposes of additional analysis and 
are not a required part of the combined financial statements of the City of Martin, 
Kentucky. The information has been subjected to the auditing procedures applied 
in the examination of the combined fiancial statements and, in our opinion, is 
fairly stated in all material respects in relation to the combined financial 
statements taken as a whole.

Accounting Policies 
The City of Martin maintains its accountinq records on the cash basis. 
Accruals were made from memorandum records to conform to qenerally 
accepted accounting principles which requires the modified accrual 
basis of accounting for governmental fund types. 

General fixed asset purchases are recorded as expenditures in the 
appropriate fund at the time of purchase. Such assets are reported 
at cost in the general fixed asset account group by asset classification 
and fund source. 

Grant revenues restricted in use are recognized when eligible expenditures 
are incurred. Amounts received but unearned are reported as deferred 
revenues. 1 

2. ~ 
~ity has not maintained an adequate record of .its general fixed assets, 
therefore the combined balance sheet does not include the General Fixed 
Assets Account Group, as required by generally accepted accountinq principles. 

The scope of our examination did not include the Martin Water Works'which 
is administered by a separate corrmission. 

3. Judgement Pa~able - Wage Claim 
The City ofartin was ordered by Floyd Circuit Court on March 23, 1982 
to pay the Chief of Police $20,192.50 plus interest of eight percent 
per annum as compensation for the City's failure to pay overtime to the 
Chief of Police in violation of K.R.S. 337.285. 

4. 1(. R .S. 91A Compliance 
Kentucky Revised Statutes Chapter 91A requires each city to enact an annual 
budget for each fund of the city and provides that •no city shall expend any 
moneys from any governmental or proprietary fund, except in accordance with 
a budget ordinance adopted pursuant to this section" (91A.030(1)). The City 
of Martin's actual expenditures for 1982 exceeded the budget as adopted as 
disclosed in the combined financial statements. 

5. 

Further, K.R.S.91A.030(11) requires the executive authority to prepare and 
submit to the legislative body "operating statements which shall include 
budgetary comparisons of each governmental fund for which an annual bud9et 
has been adopted. Such reports shall be submitted not less than once every 
three (3) months in each fiscal year." We were unable to determine if 
such reports had been prepared or submitted. 

k.R.S.42 Compliance 
kentucky Revised Statutes Chapter 42.455 requires each recipient of local 
Government Economic Assistance (LGEA) funds to conduct a proposed use 
hearing, budget hearing, file an annual use report and to spend at least 
thirty (30) percent of the funds to maintain local public hiqhways. We 
found no evidence of compliance with these requirements for the year 
ended June 30, 1982. ·

The Jesse Stuart Tour to W-Hollow 
will be a bus tour of the internationally 
renowned writer's home in Greenup 
county and will take place in conjunction 
with the two-day Jesse Stuart Sym­
posium. The writer's brother, James 
Stuart, and sister, Mary Nelson, will be 
the guides. 

The Covered Bridge Tour will consist 
of visits to several covered bridges in 
Fleming and Mason counties, including 
the picturesque and often photographed 
bridges of Goddard and Ringo's Mill. 

In addition, tourists will visit Old 
Washington and Maysville with their 
restored limestone sidewalks and 
authentic log buildings, such as the 
oldest post office west of the Allegheney 
Mountains. The famous Blue Licks Bat­
tlefield will also be visited. 

The Tight Hollow and Red River 
Gorge Tours will both include hiking 
over rough terrain into rustic wilderness 
areas of virgin forests . Thickets of 
mountain laurel and rhododendrum 
should be in bloom at the time.

The Public Service Commission was 
asked last week by a Martin county 
citizens' group to hold new hearings on 
the role Kentucky Power Company will 
play in building a power plant at Rock­
ford, Indiana. 

The PSC has already authorized Ken­
tucky Power to invest $312 million in the 
plant, in return for a 15% share of its 
generating capacity, and that's what 
Concerned Citizens of Martin County 
want considered in new heRrings. 

Concerned Citizens don't believe the 
added generating capacity is necessary, 
Burt Diamond, chairman of the group's 
utility committee, said at a news 
conference. 

Terry Kelleher, director of the 
100-member citizens' group, said it also 
has filed as an intervenor- a party to the 
case-in Kentucky Power's $33 million 
rate-increase request. 

Kelleher said the group would object 
to any part of the increase intended to 
pay for construction of the Rockport 
plant, which he said could be as much 
as $20 million. 

He said the group has written to the 
PSC asking that it reconsider its ruling 
that Kentucky Power could invest in the 
plant. 

Diamond said Kentucky Power has 
used projected increases for times of 
peak demand to justify the plant con­
struction. But he said peak demands ac­
tually have been declining. 

The Rockport plant is being built by 
Michigan & Indiana Power, a member 
of the Ohio-based American Electric 
Power system. 

"At its last peak demand, the AEP 
system possessed a reserve margin of 
43.6 percent, a figure which is about 
twice as much as the industry's stan­
dards generally require," Diamond 
said. 

"Kentucky Power has ready access to 
that reserve," Kelleher said. 

Diamond said the citizens' group, 
which has been active in tax and 
community-improvement iss-ues, de­
cided to take on the Kentucky Power 
issue because of member complaints. 

"It affects us because we pay the 
bills," Diamond said. "We don't really 
need this thing " 

Diamond and Kelleher also noted that 
plans for the Rockport plant call for 
burning Wyoming coal in the first gene­
rating unit to be completed. 

"While Eastern Kentucky suffers 
from a slumping economy and soaring 
unemployment rates, we will be forced 
to pay for Wyoming coal in our monthly 
utility bills," Diamond said.

He said use of Eastern Kentucky coal

Kentucky Power officials had no im 
mediate comment. 

Spokesman Dick Lovegrove, who is on 
vacation, has said that the company's 
studies show that future power demands 
could be met less expensively by shar­
ing in the Rockport plant than by con­
structing a new one. 

Also, he said, Western coal will be 
used at the plant because it is cheapest.

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Natural 
Landscapes 
Take Root

DirectlY across the street from the for­
mal. mPliculously groomed lawn of the 
French Ambassador's residence in 
Washington, D.C., is a corner yard of 
quite a different color. Here, during the 
summer, random clumps of blazing­
yellow black-eyed Susans shower the 
neighborhood with color; ornamental 
grasses, some as tall as a man, billow 
in the breeze, and dozens of day lilies 
punctuate the informal scene. 

For American homeowners accustom­
ed to neat, green lawns. tnm hedges and 
perhaps a white picket fence around it 
all, such exuberant perennial plantings 
may seem a bit scraggly, if not hopeless­
ly chaotic. Yet free-spirited, no-mow 
landscapes are winning converts across 
Amenca, among them the completely 
committed who actually have dug up 
their lawns to make room for a seren­
dipitious pastiche of plants and flowers. 
Once the eye adjusts to the new textures 
and arrangements, the rewards are 
plentiful in terms of maintenance and 
enjoyment 

Considermg today's hectic schedules 
and expensive labor costs, the so-called 
naturalistic garden gives a welcome 
break from the repetitive cycles of mow­
ing, fertilizing, watering-and worrying. 
"I don't spend more than an hour a 
month maintaining my own townhouse 
garden," says landscape architect 
James van Sweden, nationally known 
for his work in this style "The big 
maintenance push is in late winter­
cutting all the greases down, mulching 
and generally cleaning up. Th1s takes 
about five or six hours-but that's all it 
takes" 

Van Sweden also reports that his 
gardens, characterized by cascading 
plants of varied textures and heights, 
can withstand a certain amount of 
"benign neglect." Divisions between 
plantings are allowed to shift as one 
species or another dominates an area. 
This creates designs that are ever 
changing in contrast to traditional land­
scapes that to van Sweden are "boring 
in their sameness from one season to the 
next." 

The alternative landscape, moreover, 
can be an effective antidote to what may 
have become an insidious, sometimes 
obsessive lawn-care habit, one offering 
owners little pleasure with the passing 
years. Flowering perennials and or­
namental grasses. integrated with 
evergreens, spring bulbs and budding 
annuals, not only broaden the range of 
attractions in both large and small 
gardens, they also provide unexpected 
beauty year round. 

"Anyone can create a spring garden," 
van Sweden asserts. "That doesn't take 
much skill." The challenge, one that 
pays dividends, he says, is to choose 
"all-season" plantings so that what is 
green and lush in summer will become 
golden and dramatically spare in 
winter The colorful, fuzzy plumes of 
flowing fountain grass, for example, 
arch to a height of 3 feet or so in late 
summer; then, in winter, the straw­
colored leaves, when left intact, contrast 
handsomely against the snow. If thought 
out carefully, says van Sweden, the 
winter garden "will look like a large ar­
rangement of dried flowers." 

Naturalistic gardening, one definition 
goes, assimilates the horticulture of the 
wild and interprets it for the modern 
landscape. Wild shrubs, rock outcrop­
pings and other environmental features 
that once would have been removed or 
leveled to create an orderly landscape 
are now valued for the surprise and 
spontaneity they give residential set­
tings. This, an advocate suggests, helps 
achieve the true purpose of outdoor 
space, that of soothing and refreshing 
the spirit. Though natural landscaping 
works best on relatively small 
properties -the idea is especially 
popular with townhouse owners-the 
basic principles can be applied in 
selected areas of larger landscapes. 

The shift away from predictable for­
malism, where even the slightest plant 
imperfection can produce visual bright, 
is rooted in a movement begun two cen­
turies ago when the English landscaper, 
Capability Brown, reacted to the ex­
cruciatingly formal gardens of his time 
and planted the idea of natural landscap­
ing featuring picturesque forests and 
pastoral scenes on large country estates. 
The story of modern gardening from 
that time on has been the story of 
greater and greater interest in plants 
and more and more variety, with cor-

VISA 
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Landscapes 
Take Root

respondingly less emphasis on the 
design of the garden, Hugh Johnson ex­
plains in The Principles of Gardening. 

Today's enthusiasm for outdoor living, 
concern for energy conservation, in­
terest in uncommon plants and need for 
privacy and respite from the stress of 
daily life have made the no-lawn land­
scape a natural for many Americans. 
Alongside these considerations, many 
people today seem to have a need for 
some "punch and drama" in their 
gardens, suggests van Sweden, who 
recently discussed his garden concepts 
at a Smithsonian Resident Associate 
program. "Mystery," he says, "is also 
an important consideration. In the for­
mal garden, everything is too clear.' ' 

The attraction of unusual garden 
plants harks back to the 19th century 

• when the English horticulturist, Ger­
trude Jekyll, perfected the perennial 
border, a massive flower bed filled '.Yith 
a careful grading of heights and colors. 
One visitor to Jekyll's garden recalled 
that it was "like an entry into a new 
world, or walking through · a static 
rainbow." 

But by the first decade of the 20th cen­
tury, enthusiasm for the perennial 
border had wilted; the "static rainbow," 
Johnson pointed out, "needed not only 
a consummate artist to design it but 
endless painstaking craftsmanship to 
keep it going." But worst of all, out of 
season there was nothing to see but bare 
earth. 

Now, however, perennials are back in 
vogue-multi-hued day lilies, showy 
delphiniums, dahlias, daisies and many 
more. Differing from Jekyll's day, the 
perennials are part of a mixed system 
of planting where border specimens take 
their place alongside shrubs, trees, an­
nuals and early-blooming bulbs. The ad­
vantages? Less work and a far longer 
season of flowers, epitomized by the day 
lilies, perhaps the ultimate easy care 
perennial. Depending on the variety, 
they can bloom from mid-spring through 
early fall. 

For many natural garden converts, 
the stars of the seasonal show are the or­
namental grasses, some of dwarf dimen­
sion, others rising to 14 feet in a season. 
Related to such staples as wheat, rice, 
oats and corn, the decorative grasses 
generally prefer sunny climates. They 
look best as individual plants or in small 
clumps and are useful as neutral color­
ing or soft texture beside plants of strong 
color or severe angularity. 

Kathy Meehan, a consultant to the 
Smithsonian's Office of Horticulture, 
recommends that before planting such 
grasses as the eye-catching plume or the 
stately pampas, a green thumb would be 
wise to determine how tall they grow 
and whether they will need support. 
"Some are simply gigantic, take a lot of 
room and are overpowering," she cau­
tions . "You should decide whether you 
want that. " 

"We select plants that can be allow­
ed to grow to whatever size they would 
naturally," van Sweden says, "rather 
than plan something the owners would 
continually have to hack away at to keep 
in scale." Compact plants, for example, 
are planted next to the house, so that 
pruning in front of windows is never 
necessary. Meanwhile, larger varieties 
are positioned away from the house to 
provide privacy from the street and 
neighbors. 

As welcome as the ornamentals and 
their pals the perennials may be in the 
alternative landscape, there comes a 
time when something is needed to in­
tegrate and unify the garden-perhaps 
ivy, maybe ferns , periwinkle, hosta or 

• juniper. And yes, even a strip of grass 
might do to tie things together. 

Seldom taking center stage, ground 
covers, as they are known, provide back­
up support. "Ground covers are good 
connectors," Arlington, Va., landscape 
architect Sunny Scully says. "If you 
have one of everything with no connec­
tions, it becomes confusing." 

Widely used in the West as lawn alter­
natives, ground covers add color and 

• texture to a landscape, and they thrive 
where grasses will not-on steep slopes, 
in dense shade or dry, poor soil-all the 
while playing a low-profile, low­
maintenance garden role. Used in 
combination-glossy ivy with gray-blue 
juniper is one possibility-ground covers 
add swaths of serenity to a landscape. 
They also integrate well with wood, 
brick, stone and paved paths and drives 
and visually link randomly planted 
spring bulbs. 

• While ivy is popular because of its fast 
growth, hardiness and adaptability, 
Scully recommends that homeowners 
first think through their property's 
characteristics before choosing specific 

-ground covers. The prickly yucca is a 
plant "I would never have thought of 
treating as a ground cover," she says, 
"but if you have a place where dogs or 
people cut across your property, yucca 
is the trick." 

After everything is planted in the 
natural garden, landscape designers ad­
vise that the new convert not worry 
about mistakes. The garden, unlike the 
patio, is not set in concrete.

Social Security 
Benefits Taxable 

Up to half of the Social Security 
benefits rt>ceived by people with higher 
incomes will be subject to the Federal 
income tax starting in 1984 under one 
provision of a new law, Jim Kelly, Social 
Security District Director for the Big 
Sandy Area, said recently. 

The new law is designed to solve the 
financial problems faced by the Social 
Security system, Kelly said. The money 
saved and new income raised by the law 
is designed to put Social Security on a 
sound financial footing. 

Under the new law, up to half of a per­
son's Social Security benefits will be in­
cluded in his or her Federal taxable in­
come if adjusted gross income plus non­
taxable interest and half of his or her 
Social Security benefits exceeds a base 
amount. The base amount is $25,000 for 
an individual; $32,000 for a couple filing 
jointly; and zero for a couple filing 
separately. 

The amount of benefits that will be in­
cluded in taxable income will be the 
lesser of % of the benefits recieved, or 
lf2 of the excess of the person's combin­
ed income - adjusted gross income plus 
one-half of benefits - over the base 
amount. 

People receiving benefits should keep 
a • ecord of the benefits they receive in 
1984 to make figuring their 1984 taxes 
easier, Kelly said. 

Detailed information about how to 
figure taxes will be available from the 
Internal Revem!e Service later in the 
year. 

A free leaflet, "Social Security 
Strengthened", which tells about all the 
changes in the Social Security law, is 
available at the Big Sandy Social Securi­
ty office, located on U.S. 23 between 
Prestonsburg and Paintsville.

Why Give Blood? 
By PAT PHILLIPS 

Do you know someone who has receiv­
ed a blood transfusion lately? Do you 
know how they got that blood? 
Highlands Regional Medical Center will 
be holding a blood drive on Wednesday, 
June 22 at the Inservice Classroom from 
10 a.m. to 6 p.m. 

Blood is a living tissue. It can be 
regenerated by the liver, spleen and 
bone marrow, but that takes time. The 
average male has from 10 to 12 pints and 
the average female from 8 to 10 pints. 
A healthy person can safely lose Cone or 
two pints) under medical conditions, 
such as through a donation and feel lit­
tle or no effect. However, sudden or sus­
tained loss of a lot of blood can cause 
shock or death if that blood is not quickly 
replaced. 

When a patient is admitted to a 
hospital and is in need of a blood transfu­
sion, there are several steps which must 
be taken. First, the patient's blood type 
must be identified. A check of the 
hospital's inventory is made for that 
particular type. If the blood is not on 
hand, the patient's life could be in 
jeopardy. 

When blood is not available at the 
hospital, a call is placed to the local 
blood center. If the blood center does not 
have that specific type available, eligi­
ble blood donors with that type must be 
called upon to donate. This process can 
take a lot of time. And the blood supply 
suffers when there are few willing blood 
donors. 

Why give blood? The availability of a 
dependable blood supply can be possible 
only when enough willing donors take 
time (and trouble) to give. If someone 
uses blood, it is because someone 
donated it before, not after, it was 
needed.

FARM PONDS 
A farm pond can offer many hours of 

pleasant "backyard" fishing, but it 
takes some attention to make sure that 
the pond remains a good fish producer. 
The Depart;'nent of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources provides bass, bluegill and 
channel catfish for farm pond stocking, 
as well as technical advice and 
assistance to pond owners. 

Although the annual deadline for 
stocking applications is October 1, now 
is a good time to start working on get­
ting fish for your pond, says Pete Pfeif­
fer, director of the fisheries division for 
the fish and wildlife department. 

For one thing, most folks are thinking 
about fishing now and are more likely 
to remember that their ponds need some 
attention. In September, most out­
doorsmen are getting ready for hunting 
seasons and may forget about that pond 
until after the deadline has passed. 

Previously stocked ponds which offer 
poor fishing may need extensive and 
time-consuming work before they can be 
restocked, Pfeiffer says. So it's a good 
idea to get in touch with the local con­
servation officer now to see what work 
your pond needs before it can be restock­
ed this fall. 

The Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources is happy to offer assistance 
to pond owners and to make recommen­
dations about pond fertilization, weed 
and algae control or how to restore or 
maintain the proper balance between 
bass and bluegill in the pond. 

If you are catching only small bluegill 
and no bass, chances are your pond is 
out of balance, Pfeiffer says. Often the 
ortly solution, particularly for a pond of 
one-half acre or less, is to completely 
renovate the pnd by removing all the ex­
isting fish and starting over. 

If your pond does have a good balance 
between bass and bluegill populations, 
it is important to catch enough bluegill 
to keep it that way. Pfeiffer recom­
mends that five to seven pounds of 
bluegill be harvested for each pound of 
bass. 

This means that for every 13-inch bass 
removed from the pond, between 50 and 
75 five-inch bluegill should also be 
caught. If this ratio is not maintained, 
the bluegill will often overpopulate and 
become stunted because of insufficient 
food. 

The man to see for stocking applica­
tions or about pond problems is the con­
servation officer in your county. He can 
answer your questions himself, or he 
may request that a fishery biologist visit 
your pond for further investigation. 

If you don't know your conservation 
officer, call the county court clerk or the 
local sheriff's office and ask for his 
name and phone number. 

There is a $10 handling charge for fish 
stocking, and having your pond stocked 
by the Department of Fish and Wildlife 
does not obligate you to open the pond 
for public fishing or in any other way in­
terfere with your right to control access 
to your land. As a pond owner, you may 
also place more restrictive size and 
creel limits on your pond than those in 
force on public waters.
