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Court Moves Toward 
Reducing Its Payroll 
County Records 
Audit Scheduled 
By State Police 

In the face of an imminent state police 
audit of the county's financial records, 
members of the fiscal court took some 
tentative steps Monday to put their 
house in order. 

They argued about who was responsi­
ble for the irregularities uncovered by 
Local Government Adviser AI Howell 
and outlined m a stmging report to the 
court two weeks ago. They postponed 
discussion of a number of potentially 
sensitive issues, including who should 
stay on the county payroll. But they stop­
ped paying for two services whose 
usefulness Howell had questioned and 
announced that some of the state ad­
viser's other recommendations were 
also being implemented. 

On a motion of Magistrate Lowell 
Samons, the court voted to prepare its 
own and the jailer's payroll checks, at 
a saving of $1150 a month. Computer 
Utilities, the firm that had been pro­
viding the service, charged an average 
of $5.20 a check to prepare the county 
payroll and $28.57 a check for the jailer's 
payroll. 

Phillip Damron voluntarily withdrew 
as the court's "private counsel," at a 
saving to the cour.ty of $500 ·a month. 
Howell had recommended that the court 
refer all its legal problems to the coun­
ty attorney's office. 

Credit cards are no longer being used 
for county business. announced Judge­
Executive Jerry Lafferty. Jr. A more 
careful procedure is in place for approv­
ing payment of bills, it was said. And, 
for the first time in more than a year, 
the minutes of the previous meeting 
were read before they were approved.

Two Men Drown 
In Wrecked Car 

After an automobile had been sighted, 
resting on its top in Johns Creek late last 
Saturday afternoon, it was discovered 
that the vehicle contained the bodies of 
two men-one, a Floyd countian.

In a brief meeting Monday, 
Prestonsburg city council approved an 
application for $750.000 in industrial 
revenue bonds, received a warning that 
its bid to annex a section on the city's 
northern perimeter will not go un­
challenged, and urged stricter enforce­
ment of city traffic Jaws. 

The bond issue, sought by J. and J. 
Realty, would be used for acquiring and 
remodeling the Stephens and Combs 
buildings on Front Street, said Jim 
Hobbs, a partner in the firm.

Damron Quits Post 
As Court Counsel 

Since he is already donating most of 
the 40 hours of legal work he is providing 
the county each month, he has "no pro­
blem" donating the six hours for which 
his law firm has been paid a $500 month­
ly fee, said Phillip D. Damron, in a state­
ment read to the fiscal court Monday. 
He asked that the monthly retainer be 
discontmued as of March 1. 

Noting that questions had been rais­
ed by state Local Finance Officer Robert 
L. Purdom and Local Government Ad­
viser AI Howell "as to the usefulness 
and/or propriety of private col!flsel for 
the Floyd fiscal court," Damron said 
that, since neither of the state officers 
had spoken to him, they are in no posi­
tion to judge the usefulness of the ser­
vices he has rendered the county. 

In view of his decision to provide free 
legal services to the county, attorneys 
holding personal service contracts to 
provide legal services to the state in lieu 

· of the attorney-general might follow his 
example, Damron suggested. 

In his recent report on county 
finances, Howell recommended that the 
fiscal court refer legal matters to the 
county attorney's office rather than pay 
for private counsel.

A difference among Kentucky's cir­
cuit judges about how to interpret the 
state law regarding shock probation, 
therefore, touches the Floyd judge only 
lightly. 

According to the law, some convicted 
felons may apply for probation after 
they have spent 30 days in state prison. 
But what if, as is frequently the case, 
prisoners are sometimes held in county 
jails for several months before a place 
is found for them in the crowded state 
facilities? 

The Floyd jail is presently holding two 
inmates pending their transfer to 
LaGrange. Neither of them would 
qualify for shock probation in tact. he 
recently turned down a bid by one of 
them for it-Judge Conley said. 

"l haven't exercised it much," Conley 
said of the shock probation option "I 
feel that if you're going to probate a 
sentence you should do it before they go 
to prison " 

Conley understands the argument of 
those who favor shock probation as a 
method of "scaring young offenders 
straight." What gives him pause, he 
says, is the possibility that, for some 
youthful felons, a pri~n term might 
have the opposite effect. 

Repairs to seats on county school 
buses could cost taxpayers more than 
$30,000 this year, Transportation Direc­
tor Wayne W. Ratliff estimated this 
week. 

In a letter sent out Monday to school 
principals and bus drivers, Ratliff noted 
that seats are being cut open and foam 
padding torn out-and that seats are be­
ing torn from their mountings in some 
instances-"at a rate that makes it im­
possible for the mechanics to keep 
repairs made." 

Ratliff said that much of the van­
dalism occurs while the buses are 
transporting students to extra­
curricular events, like ball games, and 
that some occurs while the buses are 
parked. 

With his letter, in which he appeals to 
the principals and drivers for help in 
controlling the problem, the transporta­
tion director sent out new forms for 
reporting misconduct on the buses and 
new forms for reporting bus defects to 
the school garage at Garth. 

At a Board of Education meeting 
earlier this month, Ratl1ff came under 
fire from a group of parents from 
McDowell who complained that school 
buses are not being properly maintain­
ed. Further criticism came this week 
from Prestonsburg driver James 

Clevenger, who claimed that mechanics 
at the bus garage refused to replace a 
broken shock absorber or to repair 
damaged seats on the bus he drives. 

Clevenger said students on some 
buses are unruly and are permitted to 
ride where they obscure the driver's 
vision. A spare bus used as a backup is 
"not fit to be on the road," Clevenger 
charged. Bus drivers are not tested to 
see whether they are competent and 
motorists who pass school buses illegally 
are not prosecuted, the driver 
complained. 

Ratliff conceded that broken shock ab­
sorbers are not replaced. Replacing 
them would be too costly, they "don't do 
that much good," and they contribute 
nothing to safety, he said. All other 
repairs are done as soon as they can be 
scheduled, he said, noting that all buses 
are inspected monthly. 

An inspection report issued by the 
state Department of Education for use 
by county school districts lists 40 checks 
to be made on each bus and specifies 
that buses are to be road-tested as part 
of the inspection. 

Prospective drivers' licenses are 
checked to see that the drivers have no 
penalty points against them, he takes 
them through a 31-page training 
manual, accompanies new drivers on a 

Decision May Clear Way 
For Martin Water System 

The way seems clear for work to begin 
on the renovation of Martin's water 
system, following an appeals court deci­
sion which last week resolved a legal 
question blocking the project since last 
summer 

In a unanimous ruling, three state Ap­
peals Court judges rejected a request by 
Martin Mayor Larry B. Hall that they 
reverse a writ of mandamus handed 
down earlier by Circuit Judge Hollie 
Conley. The writ ordered the mayor to 
sign a water purchase contract with the 
c1ty of Prestonsburg. 

Hall last May vetoed a Martin city 
council d~cision to buy water from 
Prestonsburg during reconstruction of 
Martin's own water system. The mayor 
favored a proposal by the neighboring 
Beaver-Elkhorn Water District that 
grant monies allocated to Marlin be 
spent on upgrading the Beaver-Elkhorn 
plant to enable that system to meet Mar­
tin's needs. 

The council overrode the mayor's veto 

and, when Hall still refused to sign the 
contract with Prestonsburg, took him to 
court. 

In his appeal against the circuit court 
writ, Hall argued that it was premature, 
since other legal remedies had not been 
exhausted, but the appeals court found 
"no error" in the circuit court order. 

"Hopefully, construction will now be 
able to start on this long-overdue pro­
ject, " David A. Barber, Martin city at­
torney, said this week . If Beaver­
Elkhorn had been content to support 
rather than trying to supplant Marlin's 
water treatment facility, they could pro­
bably have had the disputed contract for 
backup water, he said. 

Because of the long delay in beginn­
ing construction on the water system. 
for which $1.4 million in federal funds 
were committed nearly two years ago, 
one of the funding agencies last month 
asked the city of Marlin to "show cause" 
why its funding should not be 
withdrawn.

Beer-by-the-Drink Rules, 
6°/o Tax on Sales Approved 

Establishments permitted to serve 
beer for consumption on the premises 
are more clearly defined as a result of 
regulations proposed by the Floyd 
alcoholic beverage control ad­
ministrator and adopted by the fiscal 
court this week. 

Also authonzed bv the court, which 
met in special session Monday, was an 
ordinance providing for a six percent tax 
on retail sales of alcoholic beverages in 
this county. 

According to rules proposed by ABC 
Admmistrator Denzil Allen, the only 
licensed premises allowed to serve beer 
by the drink will be restaurants and 
larger nightclub-type establishments. 

For drinking to be permitted on the 
premises, restaurants must have a 
seating capacity for at least 50 patrons. 
must conform to health, fire and safety 
codes, and must earn at least 80 percent 
of thetr gross income excluding mcome 
from beer sales-from preparing and 
serving food to be eaten on the premises. 

Establishments ''whose primary 
business is providing live entertainment 
for patrons" may sell beer b) the drink, 
under the new rules, if they have seating 
for 100 patrons and confirm to the rele­
vant codes. 

lJnder a "grandfathC'r" clause. 
restaurants which at'e already licensed 
may continue to sen·e beer by the dnnk 
even if they do not have capacity to seat 
30 patrons No exempt ions art> specified 
in the case of premises offering li\ e 
l'llt crtainnll'nt 

The new rules, which appear design­
ed to outlaw small taverns, replace 
regulations proposed earlier which 
would have prevented drinking in any 
premises providing music or games. 
The earlier regulations were widely 
criticized bv beer retailers here and 
dre\\ some ,:idicule from commentators 
in other places. 

ThE.' regulatwns proposed this week. 
which foliO\\ four public hearings, must 
be approved b:. the state ABC board. On 
approval by the state agency, they will 
again come before the fiscal court, 
which will then fix the date they are to 
take effect. 

The tax to be levied on retail liquor. 
sales will be equally split between the 
fiscal court and the board of education, 
it was satd, although that split is not 
specified in the ordinance and could 
presumably be changed at the fiscal

'Old Gas' Firms Only Winners 
<An editorial in The Herald-Dispatch, Huntington, W. Va.) 

The Reagan administration's proposal for removing controls from the price 
of natural gas would produce at least one certain winner: the big oil companies. 

The administration's bill would free so-called "old gas," which accounted 
for about 56 percent of the gas bought by the major interstate pipelines last 
year, from a ll controls as of Jan. 1, 1986. Significantly, the top 20 producers 
of such gas- led by Mobil, Exxon, Texaco, Gulf and Shell- control more than 
70 percent of it. 

Thus, The Washington Post quotes industry analysts as forecasting that these 
top 20 producers stand to gain a windfall profit of at lest $40 billion between 
now and 1990 if the controls are lifted. 

The rationale for the current government controls that hold down the price 
of old gas- gas from wells that were producing before 1977- is that because 
the exploration and drilling costs of these wells long since have been recovered 
the cost of continuing production is low. 

Lifting controls on the price of old gas, as urged by President Reagan, would 
mean that companies which own wells producing it could boost their prices 
by as much as 700 or 800 percent. 

Moreover, as the Post notes, producers of old gas would be able to demand 
this higher price immediately- even though some are locked into long-term 
contracts that run into the last 1980s and 19905- because the administration 
bill would permit them to break every contract on Jan. 1, 1985. 

The impact on the nation's gas customers would be catastrophic. 
Congress desperately needs to act on the natural gas problem. But the ad­

ministration bill points precisely in the wrong direction. It 's a measure that 
would mean billions of dollars in windfall profits for the big oil companies­
and higher bills for gas customers, many of whom already are finding it harder 
and harder to pay their current bills . 

Wild Horse Adoption Center 
Expanded, Reduces Its Fees 

The federal contract to operate the 
Wild Horse and Burro Adoption Center 
in Cross Plains, Tenn., has been extend­
ed through September 30, the U.S. In­
terior Department's Bureau of Land 
Management <BLM) has announced. 
The Center opened in July, 1979 and is 
the first of its kind east of the Mississippi 
River. People have traveled from 30 
states to the Center to adopt more than 
4,000 wild horses a nd burros brought 
east unde r BLM's Adopt-a -Horse 
Program. 

Randall Carr, who operates the wild 
horse and burro adoption center for 
BLM, constructed the facilities himself 
on his farm in Cross Plains, some 30 
miles north of Nashville. "Randall and 
his wife Paula have already handled 
thousands of homeless horses and bur­
ros and provided help and advice to the 
many people who have come to pick 
them up," said BLM Eastern States 
Director G. Curtis Jones, J r. "We have 
extended the contract an a dditional six 
months so they can continue to do the job 
for us ." 

BLM opened the adoption center to 
give eas terners a better opportunity to 

adopt wild horses and burros rounded up 
out West by BLM on overgrazed public 
rangelands. ''The Bureau has taken the 
additional step this past week of lower­
ing adoption fees for horses," Jones 
said. "The new fee of $210 for each horse 
a dopted through the Cross Plains 
facility-$75 lower than the old fee­
ought to bring even more adopters into 
the program." Jones explained that fees 
a re necessary to help reimburse the 
federa l government for the cost of the 
round-up , vete rinary care , feed , 
transportation, and administrative ex­
penses. The fee for burros, he added, re­
mains $130 for each animal. 

Wild horses can be tamed and train­
ed for r iding, farmwork, breeding, or 
any other noncommercia l purpose for 
which domestic horses are used. Burros 
are usually adopted as pets but can also 
be tamed for packing and farmwork.

Who's Got the Lab? . .. 

Court (Hide-and-Seek) Case 
Involves Missing Machine 

For a sophisticated scientific instru­
ment tha t retails for around $15,000, an 
acid-base laboratory is remarkably por­
table. It is a lso remarkably easy to hide. 

One s uch instrument- commQnly 
known as a blood-gas machine- has 
figured as the centerpiece in a hide-and­
seek case that has exercised the circuit 
court here for nea rly a year . The ques-• 
tion of who, if anyone, is bent on conceal­
ing the machine appears little nearer to 
resolution now than when the case 
began. 

Among the litigants are principals of 
two medical supply firms- Medi-Home 
Care and Home Medical Rentals- which 
face each other on the Auxier road north 
of here, have often traded angry accusa­
tions in the past, and last summer set­
tled a nother lawsuit out of court. 

The present suit began last March 
when a Columbus, Ohio bank, claiming 
that Douglas and Janice Fleming were 
behind on payments on a loan they had 
taken out to purchase a blood-gas 
machine , demanded to take possession 
of the machine. 

Fleming, who once worked for Medi­
Home Care but is now vice-president of 
Home Medical Rentals, claims he no 
longer has the machine. When he was 
fired by Medi-Home Care in 1981, amid 
charges that he was setting up a rival 
business on the side, he left the machine 
with his former employers, who under­
took to take over the payments, he sa id 
in a s uit filed here last June. 

Attorneys for Medi-Home Care cla im­
ed in response that their clients k'now 

nothing about the machine, have never 
seen it, and do not have it in their 
possession. 

Last October, Fleming claimed to 
have traced the errant instrument to a 
state hospital in Hazleton, Penn­
sylvania. The claim was later supported 
by Michael P . Hughes, a respiratory 
therapist who once worked for Medi­
Home Care. He "knows for a fact" that 
Fleming left the machine behind when 
he was fired and has since learned that 
it is at Hazelton, Hughes said in 
January. 

The truth, according to Medi-Home 
Care spokesmen, is that Fleming has 
the "missing" machine in his own 
possession. While he was employed by 
them, Fleming was leasing his machine 
to Prestonsburg internist Dr. John 
Sutherland, from whom he subsequent­
ly retrieved it , they say. Two witnesses 
from Dr. Sutherland's office will con­
firm their story, they claim. 

Judge Conley Friday gave the firm 15 
days to take statements from their 
witnesses but hopes appear slim that 
that will settle the issue. 

Medi-Home Care and its parent firm, 
Medical Services of America , are 
represented in the suit by Prestonsburg 
attorneys W.W. Burchett and David 
Barber. The Flemings are represented 
by G.C. Perry III, of Paintsville. Paints­
ville attorneys Johnson and Johnson 
represent Bank One of Columbus, Ohio 
in the case.

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Reviewing the county payroll proved 
to be a more delicate issue. In discuss­
ing a motion of Magistrate Kenneth 
Roberts to approve the current 
payroll-a list of 71 employees unchang­
ed since last month, except for the omis­
sion of the name of the late C. Ollie 
Robinson and the addition of his replace­
ment as county court clerk, Thomas Laf­
ferty, Jr.-Magistrate Samons asked for 
a few days in which to examine the list. 

That would not be possible, Judge Laf· 
ferty explained, since paychecks due 
this week were dependent on the court's 
approving the payroll. Any alterations 
to the list could be proposed Friday, 
when the court is scheduled to meet 
again, he said. 

Also postponed until Friday was a pro­
posal by Samons that all20 recommen­
dations contained in Howell's report be 
adopted by the county administration. 

Adopted without delay was a budget 
amendment reflecting unanticipated 
revenues- tax receipts and license fees, 
it was said-amounting to $260,182. The 
money will help pay overdue road 
maintenance bills, according to instruc­
tions telephoned by Howell. 

Also approved on Howell's recommen­
dation was the setting up of distinct ac­
counts for county officials' expenses and 
for cleaning and other courthouse sup­
plies. Cleaning bills and expenses claim­
ed by magistrates were among ques­
tionable items disclosed by the state ad­
viser's report. 

A discussion of responsibility for the 
county's fiscal disarray centered on the 
question of who was to blame for mak­
ing out checks drawn on the wrong 
funds, among them "numerous claims" 
said by Howell to have been paid im­
properly from the road , revenue­
sharing, and coal severance funds. 

Treasurer David D. Allen should have 
known better, Samons suggested. The 
fiscal court should have known better, 
Allen countered. 

An even weightier question of 
responsibility- involving poss ible 
criminal liability, warned County At­
torney Arnold Turner, Jr.- was raised 
by discussion of the county payroll. If the 
current payroll is approved, Turner cau­
tioned, "everyone drawing a salary had 
better be working. " " This is 
dangerous," he added. " It's a crime if 
they're not." 

Magistrate Samons made it clear he 
was concerned about Allen Park 
workers, five of whom are included on 
the payroll even though the park has 
been virtually shut down s ince last Ju­
ly 20. Listed, together with their titles 
and fortnightly salaries, are Bobby Gene 
Hughes, pool supervisor, $250; Gordon 
Boyd, supervisor, $532. 50; Laneva Hall, 
security, $372.75 ; Naomi Greene , 
secretary, $532.50; and Virgil Porter, 
deputy, $75. Hughes is the husband of 
county purchasing officer Alma J . 
Hughes ; Mrs. Greene is a s ister-in-law 
of Magistrate Roberts . 

The payroll was approved over 
Samons' objection. 

A motion by Samons to advertise for 
bids for maintenance, s torage and in­
struction in the use of the county's voting 
machines lapsed for want of a second. 

The court voted to void seven old 
checks which were never presented to 
a bank for payment. They included 
checks made out to IGA for $182.81, to 
the Board of Education for $30, to the Ci­
ty of Prestonsburg for $694, to Arnold 
Turner, Jr. for $207.50, to Betsy Layne 
Auto Parts for $1.87, to Morris Newsome 
for $24, and to Visa for $587.85. 

The county accepted a $6650 grant for 
juvenile support staff and approved the 
treasurer's report for February.

In defense of my ignorance, I main­
tain that I enjoy birds for the sight and 
sound of them, and not to show how 
much I know about them .

State Program Attacks 
Rural Doctor Shortage 

Diamond

McLean's county's publicized search 
for doctors to practice there illustrates 
a problem plaguing many rural Ken­
tucky communities: too few physicians 
are drawn to small towns. As a result, 
there are areas where thousands of peo­
ple depend on one or two doctors for 
primary health care. In some com­
munities, there are no doctors at all. 

The Cabinet for Human Resources is 
attacking the problem through its Physi­
cian Placement Service, a medical 
match-making system that helps small 
towns recruit the doctors they need. The 
goal, says Secretary Buddy Adams, is 
better, more accessible health care 
throughout the state. 

Since it began working with com­
munities 10 months ago, the Physician 
Placement Service has helped 10 com­
munities attract and successfully recruit 
doctors. Two physicians have moved to 
Williamsburg; single placements have 
been made in Morehead, London, 
Hyden, Crab Orchard, Brooksville, Ary 
<Perry county), Hardinsburg, Hazard 
and Russell Springs. According to 
Adams, efforts continue on behalf of 55 
communities that have requested such 
assistance. The list grows longer as 
more people learn about the service. 

Adams said small communities can 
face substantial obstacles in attracting 
good doctors. "The search can be expen­
sive and time-consuming, and there can 
be stiff competition from big cities, 
medical centers and private business," 
he said. "As a family man from rural 
Western Kentucky, I know how much a 
local physician can mean to the people 
in a small town. We are dedicated to 
helping communities sell their advan­
tages and find doctors who want to prac­
tice in that kind of setting. " 

David Allen, commissioner of the 
cabinet's Department for Health Ser­
vices, said health manpower shortages, 
particularly in the number of primary 
care physicians, plague 58 counties and 
parts of 11 counties in the state. The pro­
blem, he said, is distribution. 

"There are enough physicians to meet 
the demand, but not enough of them are 
immediately attracted to rural set­
tings, " he explained. "Through our ef­
forts, we are improving the distribution 
of doctors across the state." 

The program has a register of 300 
physicians who have expressed interest 
in exploring practice opportunities in

Earl Thomas McCoy, 38, Pike county 
native who ran a coal leasing business 
from his fashionable Lexington home, 
was shot to death Sunday night at the 
residence in The Colony, a secluded west 
Lexington neighborhood. 

McCoy was shot several times in the 
chest and one time in his head with a 
small-calibre weapon. Lexington police 
reportedly were looking for a brown­
haired man, in his late 30s, who had call­
ed at the home Sunday night and engag­
ed in a conversation with the victim. 

Of the circumstances surrounding the 
slaying The Lexington-Herald Leader 
reported: 

McCoy and the visitor talked briefly 
and without apparent argument. They 
wer alone; McCoy's wife, children and 
servants were in other rooms.

working as a repairman," said 
Eastern's superintendent, Paul McCoy 
of South Williamson. 

After his first marriage ended in 
divorce, McCoy married Jane Clark of 
Matewan, W. Va. They moved to 
Morehead several years ago, and then 
to Lexington, Mrs. Stacy said.

DRUNK TO WALK! 

Court Reverses Conviction 
Of Man in Johnson Slaying 

The life term given Charles Douglas 
Miracle by a jury of the Johnson circuit 
court for shooting a Lexington cab 
driver to death was reversed by the state 
Supreme Court last Wednesday, and a 
new trial was ordered. 

The reversal came a year after the 
Johnson jury had convicted Miracle of 
shooting to death John Willard, who 
reportedly had driven Miracle to 
Johnson county from Lexington. 
Willard's body was found beside a 
Johnson county road, and he had been 
robbed. 

Leibson said pretrial publicity was ex­
tensive "and would tend to be highly pre­
judicial to the mind of any juror who 
read it." He said the trial court should 
have allowed the defense to ask prospec­
tive jurors what they remembered 
reading in the newspapers. 

Justice Donald Wintersheimer said 
none of the alleged errors merited rever­
sal. "Considering the case as a whole, 
I do not believe the result would have 
been any different."

The Supreme Court overturned the 
conviction saying that many of the 
jurors were present when Miracle plead­
ed guilty and then withdrew the plea . 

The court said the prosecution does 
not generally dispute that it is a mistake 
to bring to the jury's attention that a 
defendant previously pleaded guilty and 
withdrew the plea.

The opinion said this is not "harmless 

error" as the prosecution contended, 
and even so, the prosecutor's closing 
argument "exceeded the bounds of pro­
priety" when he expounded on the guil­
ty plea. 

Five justices said other alleged errors 
were not substantial enough to merit a 
reversal, but Justice Charles Leibson 
disagreed.

"The National PTA is calling on the 
parents of America to set aside lime in 
1983 to evaluate their schools," says 
Mary Ann Leveridge, president of the 5.2 
million member organization. "We plan 
to mobilize parents and other concern­
ed citizens to study their local school­
to study its operation. to determine its 
strengths and weaknesses, and to join 
with administrators, teachers and 
students to improve their school in order 
to beller the lives and futures of the 
children of our nation," she says. 

"Evaluating our public schools and 
then working together to improve the 
quality of education provided by these 
schools is a vitally important task," says 
Leveridge. "It is a task that can best be 
accomplished at the grassroots level 
which is why we are asking each of our 
25,000 local PTA's to undertake this pro­
ject.

Among the areas that the National 
PTA has targeted for parents to in­
vestigate are the goals and objectives of 
the school; the administration, teachers 
and students; the curriculum: support 
services including the library or learn­
ing center; and the school plant and 
school financing.

Feed sacks 
were used sometimes but they were 
used mostly to make sheets and pillow 
cases. I doubt if Ollie and I could carry 
a half bushel of corn each trip, so we had 
to make many trips for Mom to can the 
vegetables and have enough corn to feed 
about two hogs and a cow. This was 
when we were about 7 to 13 years old. 
Ollie was two years younger than I, but 
he was always as big as I was.

During his lifetime he truly loved 
people-period. He always had 
something to say and that is what I am 
writing about.

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AN ORDINANCE 
OF THE COL1;-.;n· OF FLOYD, 

COI\lMONWE.\LTH OF KENTUCKY, 
PRO\'IOING FOR THE TAXATION OF 
SALES OF ALC'OHOUC' BE\'ERAGES 

ON THF ·"·:TAIL LE\'EL 
WHEREAS, the citizens of the Coun­

ty of Floyd have enacted local option for 
legal alcoholic beverages sales, and 

WHEREAS. this Court believes that 
the citizens of the county of Floyd desire 
a local tax, if legally permissible, now 

THEREFORE, it is hereby ordained 
that this Ordinance be enacted effective 
the 14th. day of March, 1983. 
ARTICLE I : DEFINITIONS 

For the purpose of this Ordinance, the 
following terms, phrases and their 
derivations shall have the meeting given 
herein, unless the context clearly in­
dicates that another meaning is intend­
ed. When not inconsistent with the con­
text, words used in the present tense in• 
elude the future, words in the plural in­
clude the singular number, and words in 
the singular number include the plural 
number. The word "shall" is always 
manda tory and not merely directory. 

(1) "Alcohol" means ethyl alcohol, 
hydrated oxide of ethyl or spirit of wine, 
from whatever source or by whatever 
process it is produced. 

<2> " Alcoholic beverage" means 
every liquid or solid, whether patented 
or not, containing alcohol in an amount 
in excess of that permitted under KRS 
Chapter 242 and capable of being con­
sumed by a human being. It includes 
every spurious or imitation liquor sold 
as, or under any name commonly used 
for alcoholic beverages, whether con­
taining any alcohol or not. It does not in­
clude the following products if they are 
unfit for use for beverage purposes: <a) 
medicinal preparations manufactured 
in accordance with formulas prescrib­
ed by the United States Pharmacopoeia 
National Formulary or the American In­
stitute of Homeopathy; (b) patented, pa­
tent and proprieta ry medicine; (c) 
toilet, medicinal and antiseptic prepara­
tions and solutions ; and <d> flavoring ex­
tracts and syrups . 

(3) " Licensee" means any person to 
whom a license has has been issued, pur­
suant to KRS 243.020 to 243.670. 

(4) "Retail sale" means any sale 
where delivery is made in Kentucky to 
any person not holding a license. 

(5) "Retailer" means any person who 
sells at retail any alcoholic beverage for 
the sale of which a license is required. 

(6) " Sale" means any transfer, ex­
change or barter for consideration, and 
includes all sales made by any person, 
whether principal, proprietor, agent, 
servant or employee, of any alcoholic 
beverage. 

(7) "Sell" includes solicit or receive 
an order for , keep or expose for sale, 
keep with intent to sell, and the delivery 
of any alcoholic beverage. 

(8) "Wholesale sale" means a sale to 
any person for the purpose of resale. 

(9) "Wholesaler" means any person 
who sells at wholesale any alcoholic 
beverage for the sale of which a license 
is required , except a distiller, rectifier 
brewer or vinter. 

(10) " Person" meaning any in­
dividual, firm, copartnership, joint ven­
ture, association, social club, fraternal 
organization, corporation, estate, trust, 
business trust, receiver, trustee, syn­
dicate, cooperative, assignee, govern­
mental unit or agency, or any other 
group or combination acting as a unit. 

(11 ) "Sales price" means the total 
amount for which the alcoholic beverage 
is sold, valued in money, whether paid 
in money or otherwise, without any 
deduction on account of any of the 
following : 

(a ) The cost of alcoholic beverage 
sold. 

(b) The cost of transportation of the 
alcoholic beverage prior to its purchase. 

(c ) The cost of labor or service cost, 
interest charged, losses , or any other 
expenses. 

"Sales price" includes any amount for 
which credit is given to the purchaser by 
the seller and does not include cash dis­
counts allowed and taken on sales or the 
amount of any tax <not including, 
however, any manufacturer's excise or 
import duty ) imposed by the United 
States upon or with respect to retail 
sales, whether imposed upon the retailer 
or the consumer. 

c 12) " Seller" includes every person 
engaged in the business of selling 
alcoholic beverages, the gross receipts 
from the retail sale of which are re­
quired to be included in the measure of 
the sales tax. 

(13) "Taxpayer" means any person 
liable for tax under this Ordinance. 

(14) "Gross revenues" means revenue 
derived directly or indirectly from the 
sale of alcoholic beverages by a 
licensee without deduction of the cost 
of doing business. 

051 "In this county" means within the 
interior limits of the County of Floyd and 
includes a territory within these limits 
owned by or ceded to the United States 
of America. 
ARTICLE II : IMPOSITION OF SALES 
TAX / 

For the privilege of making "retail 
sales" of alcoholic beverages within the 
confines of Floyd County, Kentucky, a 
tax is hereby imposed upon all retailers 
at the rate of six per cent <6%J of the 
gross receipts of any retailer derived 
from "ret..:lil sales" made within this 
county on and after 1983. 
ARTICLE III : RETAILER'S POWER 
TO COLLECT !<'ROM CONSUMER 

The taxes herein imposed may be col­
lected by the retailer from the 
consumer. 
ARTICLE IV: PROHIBITED ADVER­
TISING 

It is unlawful for any retailer to adver­
tise or hold out or state to the public or 
to any customer, directly or indirectly, 
that the tax levied by this Ordinance or 
any part thereof will be assumed or ab­
sorbed by the retailer or that it will not 

be added to the selling price of the 
alcoholic beverage sold or that if added 
it or any part thereof will be refunded. 
ARTICLE V: PRESUMPTION THAT 
ALL GROSS RECEIPTS ARE TAX­
ABLE 

For the purpose of the proper ad­
ministration of this Ordinance and to 
prevent evasion of the sales tax it shall 
be presumed that all gross receipts of a 
retailer of alcoholic beverages are sub­
ject to the tax until the contrary is 
established. The burden of proving that 
a sale of alcoholic beverages is not a 
"retail sale" is upon the person who 
makes the sale. 
ARTICLE VI: EXEMPTION 

Excluded from the computation of the 
amount of taxes imposed by this Or­
dinance are the gross receipts from 
sales of, and the storage or use of retur­
nable containers when sold with the con­
tents in connection with a retail sale of 
contents or when resold for refilling. As 
used in this section the term "returnable 
containers" means containers of a kind 
customarily returned by the buyer of the 
contents for reuse. All other containers 
are nonreturnable containers. 
ARTICLE VII: TAXES ARE DUE 
MONTHLY 

The taxes imposed by this chapter are 
due and payable to the county monthly 
and shall be remitted on or before the 
twentieth day of the next succeeding 
calendar month. 
ARTICLE VIII:REQUIRED MONTH­
LY RETURN 

< 1) On or before the twentieth day of 
the month following each calendar 
month, a return for the preceding 
month will be filed with the County Court 
Clerk. Said report may be a photocopy 
of the state sales tax return required by 
KRS 139.550 with such additions as are 
necessary to show the amount due to the 
Floyd County Treasurer for that month, 
provided said return contains the infor­
mation required by Article IX. 

(2) For purposes of the sales tax, a 
return shall be filed by every seller. 

(3) Returns shall be signed by the per­
son required to file the return or by his 
duly authorized agent but need not be 
verified by both. 
ARTICLE IX: CONTENTS OF 
MONTHLY RETURN 

(1) For the purposes of the sales tax, 
the return shall show the gross receipts, 
the total sales price of the alcoholic 
beverages sold by him, and the storage, 
use or consumption of which property 
became subject to the use tax during the 
preceding reporting period. 

(2) The return shall show the amount 
of taxes for the period covered by the 
return. 
ARTICLE X: THE PERSON RE­
QUIRED TO FILE 

The person required to file the return 
shall deliver the return together with a 
remittance of the amount of the tax due 
to the Floyd County Treasurer, said 
remittance to be made payable to the 
Floyd County Treasurer. 
ARTICLE XI: PENALTY FOR LATE 
FILING 

In every case, any tax not paid on or 
before the due date shall bear interest 
at the tax interest rate provided in KRS 
131.183(i). 
ARTICLE XII: PERMIT TO COLLECT 
TAXES 

Each retailer of alcoholic beverages 
shall submit to the Floyd County 
Alcoholic Beverage Commission a state­
ment of the following information: 

(1) Name of license holder. 
(2) Address of place of business. 
(3) Name and title of license holder . 
(4) Person designated to file return 

under Article X. 
ARTICLE XIII: AUDITS 

The Floyd County Treasurer or others 
at his direction shall audit the licensee 
tax returns no later than four (4) months 
after being turned in and shall refund 
over-payments or access the balance of 
underpayments plus an interest rate as 
set forth in Article XL

Family Group Offers 
Series On Pregnancy 

Pregnancy changes everything for a 
woman. Recognizing that fact, the Big 
Sandy Family and Childbirth Education 
Association <BSF&CEA), a non-profit 
group organized to provide information 
and support to young families, will spon­
sor an information and discussion series 
on pregnancy for the pregnant woman.

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'American Journey' Seeks 
The Essence of Democracy 

Wednesday, March 30, at 8 p.m., KET 
will present "American Journey," a pro­
gram which draws on the answers 
Americans gave to the same questions 
asked 150 years apart by two astute 
political observers, Alexis de Toc­
queville, in 1831, and Richard Reeves, in 
1981. 

Alexis de Tocqueville arrived in this 
country in May, 1831. He came here to 
study the American penal system but, 
for nine months, he journeyed across 
America, asking penetrating questions 
about the democratic process and life in 
the new republic. Tocqueville's travels 
took him from the commercial centers 
of the Eastern Seaboard, through the 
wilderness settlements of Michigan and 
Wisconsin, to the plantation society of 
the pre-Civil War South. (He went from 
Louisville to Nashville through Ken­
tucky's wilderness a nd Indian 
territories.) 

Tocqueville spoke with Americans in 
all walks of life-from wealthy land­
owners to common laborers. At the end 
of his travels he wrote the two-volume 
"Democracy in America," which was a 
best-seller in its time, and endures today 
as a classic commentary on the 
American character and government. 

Richard Reeves, author and noted 
political columnist and Emmy Award­
winner, embarked on the same journey 
and asked many of the same questions. 
His travels took him from a re-creation 
of Tocqueville's landing at Newport, 

R.I. , and continued through cities and 
settlements across America. P eeves, 
whose book " Amer ican Journey," has 
been on the best-selle r lists, asks 
Tocqueville's questions of political and 
industrial leaders, workers, merchants, 
musicians, immigrants and ghetto 
residents. The documentary reveals that 
Amer icans today are essentially the 
same as those Toqueville met: deter­
mined and aggressive; entrepreneurial 
in spirit ; open-minded yet parochial, 
and, above all, they are a people with a 
dis tinct personality that is uniquely 
' 'American.'' 

" American Journey" is directed by 
Emmy Award-winner Malcolm Clarke, 
and is produced by WPBT public televi­
sion station, South Florida .

Journey," KET will show "American 
Journey Live: The People's Response," 
at 10 p .m.

crime, and the importance of freedom 
of the press.

REYE SY'\'DHO:\IE 
Reye Syndrome < RS l is an acute con­

dition which may follow influenza or 
chicken pox infections in children from 
infancy through late teens. Some studies 
show an association bei\H'en childrC'n 
under 16 years of age taking aspirin and 
their development of RS. Attorney 
General Steven L. Beshear advises con­
sumers to get a physician's opinion 
before giving aspirin or products con­
taining aspirin to a child. 

RS is a rare condition that involves 
swelling of the brain, liver malfunction 
and blood chemistry disorders. The 
disease has a 20-30% mortality rate. 

Symptoms include persistent 
vomiting, violent headaches and listless 
behavior. Within half a day, the child 
can become disoriented and delirious. 
RS is a medical emergency. An ill child 
who shows signs of developing RS should 
be taken to the hospital immediately. 

Because of studies showing a link be­
tween aspirin and Reye Syndrome, the 
Food and Drug Administration <FOAl 
has proposed that certain salicylate­
containing drug products <mainly 
aspirin) be labeled with a warning. This 
warning would appear on both prescrip­
tion and over-the-counter drugs. 

The proposed over-the-counter drug 
label states: "Warning: This product 
contains a salicylate. Do not use in per­
sons under 16 years of age with flu or 
chicken pox unless directed by your doc­
tor. The use of salicylates to treat these 
conditions has been reported to be 
associated with a rare serious childhood 
disease called Reye Syndrome." The 
prescription drug warning would be 
similar. 

Salicylates are compounds used in 
medicines to Jessen pain, reduce fever 
or cut down on inflammation. Products 
containing salicylates are used in exter­
nal analgesics, such as body rubs. 
Salicylate-containing products that 
would not require a warning are those 
applied to the skin or used as 
mouthwashes. 

The FDA is considering various warn­
ing label placements. One would require 
the warning statement to be 
placed on all outside container or wrap­
per labels and on the package insert. 
Because consumers do not always read 
warnings on frequently used drugs, FDA 
may require a warning statement to be 
added to the "directions" label on over­
the-counter drugs. The proposed state­
ment reads: "For persons under 16 
years of age, see warning against use of 
saslicylate for flu or chicken pox." 

"Parents should be especially on 
guard during the flu season, October 
through early April. A physician is the 
best person to decide when medication 
is needed for childhood illnesses," warns 
Attorney General Beshear. 

In order to be aware of possible side 
effects associated with prescription and 
over-the-counter drugs, always read the 
"directions" and "warning" labels. 
They bring important information to the 
consumer's attention.

HOW TO CO "NT WILDLIFE 
It's the nature of wildlife to be wild. 

Any hunter who has spent the day trud­
ging through thickets and briar patches 
without getting the first glimpse of a 
rabbit, quail or deer doesn't have to be 
told that most wild critters can be 
downright elusive 

1\ior does it make any difference if that 
human crashing through the underbrush 
is a wildlife biologist in quest of data 
rather than a hunter intent upon supper. 
The quarry is going to be just as elusive 
and will not stand to be counted. 

So biologists have to come up with 
some clever schemes to take population 
counts of wild animals. These schemes 
range from periodic airplane flights 
over waterfowl concentrations to count 
duck and goose numbers to looking for 
rabbit or turkey tracks after a fresh 
snowfall. 

Other population studies rely on volun­
teer rural mail carriers who, whil!! driv­
ing their regular routes, record the 
number of quail and rabbits they see. Or 
a biologist wanting to check for coyotes 
in an area can wail a siren for a few 
minutes then count the answering 
howls. Sometimes a scent post is 
established .md biologists can see who 
visits it by checking for tracks in the soft 
earth surrounding the post. 

Seldom do these surveys give an in­
dication of the actual number of 
animals . Instead, they tell researchers 
whether the population of a particular 
species is increasing, decreasing or re­
maining stable. If you ask a biologist 
how many rabbits there are in Ken­
tucky, he'll come back w1th a figure of 
rabbits per hundred miles seen by rural 
mail carriers during the months of June, 
July and August, instead of a specific 
number. 

Hunter harvest is another good indica­
tion of the growth or decline of game 
species. Deer hunters who take their 
deer through a check station are not only 
giving biologists a count of the number 
of deer taken, but also giving them a 
good way to make county·by-county 
estimates of population growth and total 
numbers of deer. 

Sometimes it's possible to count 
wildlife by telephone. A post season 
harvest survey now underway in Ken­
tucky is doing just that. Operators are 
calling approximately 3,000 randomly 
selected households and asking, "Is 
there a hunter in the household?" Those 
who answer yes will be asked if they 
would mind being mailed a survey card 
to fill out indicating how many times 
they hunted, what species were hunted 
for, how many of each game species 
were taken and providing other similar 
information. 

The survey cards will then be mailed 
to hunters, who then fill them out and 
drop them in the mailbox. All responses 
are confidential and the results will be 
used for statistical purposes only. 

When the data are analyzed, biologists 
will have an indication of what percen­
tage of Kentuckians hunt, what they 
hunt for, how many days they spend 
hunting and how successful they were 
last season. These results, when com­
pared to the data from similar surveys 
conducted in the past, give researchers 
valuable information about, among 
other things, population tr~nds among 
our game species.

Social Security Hits at Fraud 
"The people who are aware that the 

Social Security Administration has 
signficanlly increased its fraud preven­
tion activities recently are, unfortunate· 
ly, most likely to be those who have been 
prosecuted," according to Jim Kelly, 
Social Security district director for the 
Big Sandy area. "However, everyone 
needs to be aware that an increased 
scrutiny of misuse and abuse of Social 
Security benefits is taking place," Kel­
ly said. 

The effort is part of a general push 
aimed at rooting out waste and abuse of 
government funds . Persons found to 
have been in fraudulent activities are 
referred to the U.S. Attorney for 
prosecution.

Criminal prosecutions for fraud may 
be instituted when a person is found to 
have committed any of the following 
acts: 

- Furnishes false information as to 
someone's identity in connection with 
Social Security records. 

-Uses a Social Security number ob­
tained on the basis of fa lse information 
to obtain or increase payment of Social 
Security or other Federal benefits. 

-Falsely represents a number to be 
his, hers, or someone else's for the pur­
pose of obtaining or increasing federal 
benefits . 

- Makes or causes to be made a false 
statement of fact that is the basis for 
determining rights to Social Security or 
SSI benefits. 

-Makes or causes to be made a false 
statement as to wages , or self· 
employment earnings. 

Conceals or willfully fails to report 
any event affecting the right to receive 
or continue to receive a benefit personal· 
ly or on behalf of another. 

- Uses all or any part of a payment 
received on IJehalf of another for other 
than their use and benefits. 

"Even if the fraudulent act is 
discovered before wrongful p~yments 
are made by the Goverjlment, prosecu­
tion is not precluded," Kelly said. The 
penalty upon c~nvlCtion of a violation of 
the penal prov_isions of the Social Securi­
ty Act or one af the related provisions of 
the Federal Criminal Code may be a 
fine , or imprisonment, or both. 

The task of detecting fraud and 
misuse of Social Security benefits under 
Social Security programs rests with the 
Social Security Administration's field in­
vestigations unit. Persons who know of 
someone who may be fraudulently get· 
ting Social Security or SSI in violation 
of the law, or who would like to know if 
something is legal, should telephone, 
write or visit their nearest Social Securi­
ty office. The Big Sandy Area Social 
Security office is located on U.S. 23 bet· 
ween Prestonsburg and Paintsville. "All 
information received will be treated con­
fidentially," Kelly noted.

l<'loyd county residents this winter 
have received bills for natural gas that 
drew private protests and on one occa­
sion resulted in picketing, but the reac­
tion here was tame beside the anger ex­
pressed in Knott county last week after 
many received bills ranging as high as 
$500-one, a record $2456. 

This was the Knott county story, as 
told by Lee Mueller in the Lexington­
Herald-Leader: 

About 150 angry Knott county 
customers of Kentucky-West Virginia 
Gas Co. gathered in a grade-school gym­
nasium here this week to complain bit­
terly about their February bills for 
natural gas. 

Dennis Carrigan, commissioner of the 
state Public Service Commission, call­
ed the turnout ''amazing.'' 

What was really "amazing," said 
state Rep Carl C. "Chris" Perkins, D­
Hindman, was the bills themselves. 

Hiram Mullins Jr. of Larkslane ex­
hibited a bill for $2,456.78. He stuffed it 
into his shirt pocket, next to the stub for 
his $38.08 January bill. 

"I didn't know whether they were just 
sending me a bill or wanted me to buy 
the whole company," Mullins said. 

More typically, Lawrence Hale of Litt­
carr was displaying a bill for $274 . ''It 
was never over $50 before," he said. 

Perkins, who attended the gathering 
along with state Sen. Benny Ray Bailey, 
D-Hindman, said many customers simp­
ly would be unable to pay . 

"A lot of people had bills for $300, $400 
and $500," Perkins said. "People are 
receiving bills that amount to more than 
their incomes." 

Gas company officials in Ashland said 
that the high bills were created when the 
company failed to read some Knott 
county meters in December. The com­
pany alternates each month between 
basing its bills on estimates and actual 
meter readings. 

February bills contained "catchup" 
amounts for four winter-month gas bills 
since October that had been !'substan­
tially underestimated," said general 
manager Ray Stewart.

Stewart acknowledged that the gas 
meters should have been read in 
December and said, ''We want 
customers to know we'll work with them 
in spreading the payments out over sum­
mer months." 

Mullins' bill apparently was due to a 
defective meter, Stewart said. lf so, ad­
justments will be made, he said. 

Tuesday night's meeting marked at 
least the second public protest against 
Kentucky-West Virginia, a subsidiary of 
Equitable-Gas Co. of Pittsburgh. 

No gas company employees attended 
this week's meeting, but Stewart said 
the company had not been contacted by 
this group. 

"This problem just came to our at­
tention," Stewart said. " I wish they had 
talked to us first." 

The company's average customer 
uses 160,000 cubic feet of natural gas a 
year," Stewart said . 

Customers at the meeting voted to 
withhold payment of the February bills 
until the increase~ are explained.

22,000 Learn 
Benefits End 

Some 22,(X)() unemployed Kentuckians 
are being notified by mail that they will 
no longer b(' eligible to draw extended 
benefits after March 19. That's when 
KC'nlu··ky will ct'ase to be eligible for the 
federal·statc extended benefit program 
which provided additional weeks of 
payments to the long-term unemployed. 

Commissioner John Cubine of thP 
Department of Social Insurance says 
that this program contains a "trigger" 
that determines when a state is eligible 
for the benefit extension "The program 
'triggers on' when a state's insured 
unemployment rate reachPs a certain 
level ... twenty percent above the average 
of the two previous years." explained 
Cubine. 'Kentucky was 'triggered on' as 
of December 5, 1982, allowing the addi­
tional 13 weeks of benefits for persons 
who had exhausted other benefit pro­
grams 1'\ow, the state's insured 
unemployment rate has dropped below 
the 'trigger level', cuttmg Kentucky off 
from the program for a minimum of 13 
weeks." Cubinc pointed out that the 
Commonwealth could re-enter the pro­
gram on June 20, but only if the insured 
unemployment figure has passed the 
"trigger point". 

Approximately 22,000 persons in Ken­
tucky will be affected, although some 
may be eligible for unemployment 
benefits under another federal program. 
Cubine said that all of the 22,000 reci­
pients have· exhausted the regular 26 
week benefit period. "However, eligible 
persons who will be cut off from the ex­
tended benefit program may have their 
claim~ converted to the federal sup­
plemental compensation program, 
which provides up to 16 weeks in 
benefits," he explained.

2 Units Reunite 
For Fraud Fight 

Two special investigative units 
separated nearly three years ago will be 
reunited as of April1 in a move design­
ed to increase Kentucky's effectiveness 
in the nationwide fight against welfare 
fraud and abuse. 

Governor John Y. Brown, Jr . has 
ordered completion of the transfer of 
special investigation functions from the 
Cabinet for Human Resources to the Of­
fice of the Attorney General. This will 
combine the Screening and Monitoring 
Section with the Investigation, Enforce­
ment, and Prosecution Section of the 
Division of Special Investigations, which 
was moved to the Attorney General's of­
fice in June 1980. 

Human Resources Secretary Buddy 
Adams says the transfer will eliminate 
duplication of activities by the two units. 
" We're anticipating a significant in­
crease in the number of fraud cases be­
ing prosecuted because of this move,' ' 
he said. Adams noted that the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture expressed 
concern last winter over a six-month 
report that showed Kentucky with the 
lowest number of successful food stamp 

' fraud prosecutions in the southwest 
• United States. " Identified fraud cases 

were being referred to the Attorney 
General's office, but the final results in 
prosecutions were far below those of 
other surrounding states. By recombin­
ing the two units into one fraud control 
organization, more cases can be ex­
amined and more fraud sus pects can be 
taken to court," Secretary Adams 
concluded. 

Human Resources Inspector General 
Jackie Howell Blankenship points out 

. that the cabinet-level drive to identify 
and deter fraud and abuse has been 
under way since 1977. ''Putting these two 
staffs back together within the Com­
monwealth 's chief law enforcement 
agency will mean better efficiency and 
a s trengthened effort to prosecute 
fraud," she said. 

The unified Division for Special In­
vestigations handles fraud cases involv­
ing such programs as food sta mps, Aid 
to Families with Dependent Children, 
and the Home Energy Assis taAce Pro­
gram.

Foundation Makes Grants

A grant was received recently by Pikeville College from the Gulf Oil Foun­
dation for unrestricted use by the school. 

The grant is part of Gulf's Aid to Education Program that distributes grants 
to further the educational programs of colleges and universities in the United 
States and its territories. 

Institutions eligible for unrestricted grants are those which are privately 
operated and controlled, and which obtain a major portion of their financial 
support from non-tax sources. 

Spouse, Child Abuse Centers 
Profit from Anti-Trust Case 

Attorney General Steven L. Beshear 
announced last week the distribution of 
$62,487.98 to the spouse abuse and child 
abuse centers across Kentucky as a 
result of the settlement of a major na­
tional antitrust case against National 
Broiler Marketing Association and 42 in­
dividual producers of broiler chickens. 

Kentucky joined the suit in 1975 as one 
of more than 200,000 purchasers who 
were represented as plaintiffs in the suit. 
The final settlement fund, including in­
terest, amounted to $40 million. Of that 
amount, approximately $4 million was 
divided among state and local 
governments. 

The National Broiler Marketing 
Association and its members were 
charged with violating Section 1 of the 
Sherman Act, which prohibits "Every 
contract, combination ... or conspiracy in 
restraint of trade among the several 
states ... " The association allegedly col­
lected and analyzed supply and price in­
formation furnished its members in 
order to "suggest" price and production 
levels across the country on a weekly 
basis. This constituted a conspiracy to 
fix market prices and resulted in con­
sumers paying higher prices for chicken 
than would have occurred in a free and 
competitive market. 

The U.S. District Court's Order re­
quires that these monies be used ex­
clusively for food-related purposes. 

"Within the guidelines provided by the 
U.S. district court's order, I was given 
w1de discretion in determining how the 
money should be spent," said Beshear. 
"Given the seriousness of the problems 
of spouse abuse and child abuse in Ken-

tucky, I can think of no better recipients ' 
of these funds than those spouse and 
child abuse centers which provide ser­
vices to individuals who are desperate­
ly in need of assistance." 

The problem of child abuse and 
neglect and spouse abuse is critical in 
Kentucky. According to the most recent 
figures from the Cabinet For Human 
Resources, during the fiscal year 
1981-82, there were in Kentucky 17,131 
reports of child abuse and neglect in­
volving 42,827 children The projection 
for the fiscal year 1982-83 is 19.142 
reports, involving 47,855 children. 

With regard to spouse abuse, a 1979 
Lou Harris poll conducted in Kentucky 
found that there were 80,000 reports of 
abused women "This figure is even 
more staggering when you realize that 
only one of every 10 instances of spouse 
abuse is reported," Beshear noted.

State Program To Stress 
Courtesy to Travelers 

It may happen to you sometime. 
You're on a trip out of state and you stop 
<II a restaurant. sav. for a break. You're 
greeted by a friendly waitress who ob­
\'iously likes peoplC'. You ask her what 
sights you should SN' while you're pas­
sing through. and she immediately of­
fers some good suggestions. Maybe you 
also stop at a gas station to ask direc­
tions to a tourist site and the station at­
tendant gives you the help you need. 

Those two chance encounters could 
have you asking yourself. "Why don't we 
spend more time here? This is a friend­
ly town 1 " rf enough tourists get a good 
impression about a state. it can mean 
more tourist activity and therefore more 
revenue and jobs. 

Acknowledging the importance of 
hospitality in the tourism industry, the 
state Department of Economic Develop­
ment conducts a traveling education 
program aimed at helping local 
employees and managers learn about 
the benefits of being courteous and 
helpful to tourists. 

According to Commissioner Dale 
Smith,. local tourism employees often 
are surprised to learn that they are part 
of a $1.8 billion industry in Kentucky that 
is the state's third-largest employer. 
With states competing aggressively for 
an ever bigger share of the travel 
market, every edge counts. That's 
where Kentucky's famous southern 
hospitality comes in. 

Kentucky has a built-in advantage in 
attracting tourists because of its well­
known hospitality , but the state can't 
rest on its laurels, Smith said. So the 
hospitality program seeks to help a com­
munity put its best foot forward. 

Carolyn Isaacs, program coordinator, 
will be traveling to a number of com­
munities in the next several weeks to 
present the program. Its intended au­
dience is front-line employees like 
waitresses and motel clerks, and "invisi­
ble" employees like motel maintenance 
staff. Also invited are managers, whose 
motivational skills play a big part in get­
ting employees to think about the im­
pression they make on tourists. 

Ms. Isaacs covers a number of topics 
during the 90-minute program. One sub­
ject is the potential tourism has to spur 
economic growth. "Just about any com­
munity has historical sites or the natural 
beauty to attract tourists. It's the at­
titude of the community that makes the 
difference," sh~ said in a recent 
interview. 

But no community can succeed unless 
tourism employees know how to deal ef­
fectively with the public, she added. 
Therefore, much of the presentation of­
fers tips on how to relate well to 
travelers. Also included is a slide show 
that displays some of Kentucky's most 
popular travel sites. 

Miss Isaacs also calls on a local 
tourism representative to point out area 
attractions. That's important because 
tourists often ask for information on 
such sites and directions to them. 

The hospitality education program is 
available to any interested community 
or even to a large, individual tourism­
related business such as a hotel. Further 
information may be obtained by contact­
ing Carolyn Isaacs, 2200 Capital Plaza 
Tower, Frankfort, Ky.

"Providing adequate sources of domestic energy 
to our people at reasonable prices is one of the 
most important iobs government has to do. Our 
people simply cannot afford the rapid rise in utility 
bills and something needs to be done.'' - Grady 
Stumbo, March, 1983. 

During .the "energy crisis" of the mid-1970's, 
utility companies were able to convince the federal 
congress that our energy supplies were drastical­
ly low and that they could not find any more 
sources of energy. To encourage natural gas com­
panies to search for more supplies, Congress 
agreed to lift the controls on prices of any "new" 
gas discovered. The result of this was the 
discovery of "new" gas supplies that companies 
can sell at much higher. prices than the "old'' 
natural gas that was "discovered" prior to 1978. 

Our people are now feeling the results of this 
''energy crisis.'' Utility bills, especially for natural 
gas, have risen so fast that our people simply can­
not pay. Bills for domestic natural gas service in 
monthly amounts exceeding $300 are not uncom-

mon. The mistake of decontrolling natural gas must 
be corrected. 

For quite some time, Senator Benny Ray Bailey 
has been working on this problem. "I have been 
in contact with the Kentucky Public Service Com­
mission, the Federal Energy Regulatory Commis­
sion, and the Kentucky Congressional Delegation. 

. There is legislation before Congress at the pre­
sent time to restore controls to natural gas, in­
cluding the "new" natural gas supplies. The price 
for natural gas is too high, the practice of 
estimating gas usage for several months before 
an actual bill is presented must stop, meters should 
be read each month, and gas price increa$es must 
be better publicized before they take affect so 
that we have a chance to protest proposed rate 
increases. I will continue to pursue this matter 
until our people are assured of a better system 
of exercising some control over utility costs." 
Benny Ray Bailey understands the complex nature 
of problems facing our people and works to help 
us. That's why we need to keep him on the iob.

Or take The Hacker's Dictionary, if 
you get it Appropriately, this compen­
dium can be obtained only from a com­
puter, which with the right command 
gurgles forth words like " fronicate" <top 
manipulate or adjust) and •·crufty" 
(poorly built, possibly overly complex). 
These are terms favored by computer 
freaks, engineers and "hackers," self­
defined as "persons who enjoy learning 
the details of programming systems" as 
opposed to most " users," a hacker's pe­
jorative description of people who 
"prefer to learn only the minimum 
necessary." 

None of this gibberish, however, will 
help you in "the real world, " variously 
defined by hackers as "the location of 
non-programming" and "a universe in 
which the standard dress is coat and 
tie.'' A much more modest glossary will 
serve a beginner well, computer scien­
tists Rachelle Heller and Dianne Mar­
tin say. They !:ave helped thousands 
overcome computer phobia at organiza­
tions ranging from the University of 
Maryland to the Smithsonian Institution. 

Herewith are a few key words to help 
you chip away at the jumble of com­
puterland jargon. 

Bit- The basic unit of computer 
memory. An abbreviation for binary 
digit, the term refers to a single digit of 
a binary number-a "0" or "1 " -which 
is the smallest unit of information 
recognized by a computer. For example, 
the binary under 101 is composed of 
three bits .

Bug- A program defect or error that 
causes the computer to operate incor­
rectly or not at a II. 

Byte- A group of eight bits, usually 
treated as a unit. One byte can store one 
unit of information. Memory capacity of 
a computer is measured in bytes. 

Cassette A single device containing 
many transistors and other components 
formed on the surface of a tiny sliver 
silicon. Often used synonymously with 
integrated circuit. 

Chip A single device containing 
many transistors and other components 
formed on the surface of a tiny sliver of 
silicon. Often used synonymously with 
integrated circuit. 

CPU- Central Processing Unit. The 
heart of the computer, the CPU per­
forms the basic arithmetic and logic 
functions and supervises the operation 
of the entire system. In a personal com­
puter, the CPU is a microprocessor, a 
single integrated chip. 

Disk or "floppy" disk-A flexible 
piece of plastic coated with magnetic 
material, used to store and retrieve pro­
grams and data. 

Disk drive-An electromechanical 
device that stores information on or 
recalls information from a disk. 

Hard disk- A rigid disk made of a 
hard, plastic-like material, used to store 
and retrieve programs and data. 
Though more expensive than a "floppy 
disk," a hard disk is far more perma­
nent and has much greater storage 
capacity. 

Hardware-All of the various 
mechanical and electronic components 
of a computer system, e.g., the elec­
tronic chip, printer, monitor, etc. 

Input-Used as a verb, a grammatical 
impossibility accepted placidly by com­
puter people, this is the act of entering 
information into the computer. As a 
noun, input refers to data entered into 
·the computer. 

Interface- The boundary between two 
parts of a computer system, often con­
sisting of a piece of electronic circuitry, 
that allows other devices to com­
municate with each other. Used as a 
verb, interface means to make one part 
of a computer system run smoothly with 
another. 

Joystick- A device or lever connected 
to the computer that moves objects 
around on a screen. Used with video 
games. Also referred to as a paddle. 

K-Kilo, a prefix meaning a thousand. 
Used before the word byte to denote 
memory capacity. Each kilobyte is ac­
tually equal to 1,024 bytes, but K is 
generally used to mean about a thou­
sand. A typical personal computer has 
a memory ranging between 5K and 64K. 

Keyboard-The device used to enter 
information into the computer, usually 
consisting of a standard typewriter set 
of keys and various special keys. 

Memory-A device or series of 
devices capable of storing information 
in the computer temporarily or per­
manently in the form of patterns of 
binary "Os" and "ls." In many personal 
computers, memory can be expanded by 
adding hardware. 

Microprocessor-A central processing 
unit CCPU) contained on a single chip 

Modem-Derived from the words 
modulate-demodulate. A device attach­
ed to the computer to convert the com­
puter's digital signals into signals for 
transmission to other computers over 
telephone lines. 

Monitor-A television receiver or 
cathode ray tube (CRT) used to display 
computer output. 

Output-Information or data transfer­
red from the internal memory of the 
computer to some external device such 
as a screen or printer. 

Peripherals-The various pieces of a 
computer system that can be hooked up 
in different ways to the central process­
ing unit and memory and which form the 
system's input and output devices, such 
as printers, disk drives, joysticks, etc. 

Personal computer-A small com­
puter based O'l a microprocessor. Not all 
microprocessors, however, are personal 
computers, A microprocessor can be 
dedicated to single tasks as diverse as 
controlling a machine tool for a video 
game. 

Printer-A device for producing paper 
<"hard") copies of data output by a 
compu~er .

ewost Kentucky Drivers 
Satisfied With State's 
Transportation System 

More than 80 percent of Kentucky's 
licensed drivers are satisfied with the 
state transportation system. This was 
the finding of a mail survey completed 
recently by the University of Kentucky 
College of Engineering's Kentucky 
Transportation Research Program. 

A questionnaire ws mailed to 10,000 
entucky drivers (3,553 responded). The 

respondents were asked to evaluate the 
transportation system and to make 
specific complaints and compliments, 
says Jerry Pigman, chief research 
engineer. 

There was a regional aspect to what 
dissatisfaction there was with our 
transportation serviCes- the southeas­
tern part of the state. This, Pigman 
says, "can be equated with the overall 
ack of services in that area and the poor 
ondition of the existing roads which 

may, in part, be attributed to high 
volumes of coal truck traffic." 

The most frequent complaint 
statewide was poor road maintenance 
and after that was lack of adequate 
public transportation. The most ap­
preciated aspect Was the interstate 
system. 

Drivers generally believe that govern­
ment spending for transportation ser­

ices should increase, including that for 
p1..1blic transportation . 

Almost all (95 percent) of the 
respondents said they rarely use local 
buses. The primary reason for disuse, 
the survey showed, was unavailability 
of local buses. Females were more likely 
than males to ride buses and young 
drivers were much more likely to ride 
them. 

The questionnaire also addressed laws 
and regulations. In all categories of 

otorcycle use, over 50 percent strong­
ly favored the helmet law. Respondents 
also favored enforcement of truck 
weight limits and the 55-mph speed 
limit. 

The survey was broken down by coun­
ty and profiles of the respondents were 
given. A follow-up is proposed for this 
year. The survey was funded by the Ken­
tucky Department of Transportation.

REGULATIONS OF ALCOHOLIC 

BEVERAGE CONTROL 
ADMINISTRATOR OF THE 

COUNTY OF FLOYD 

SECTION I-OFFICE AND FUNC­
IONS OF COUNTY ALCOHOLIC 

BEVERAGE CONTROL ADMINI­
STRATOR 

a l The office of Alcoholic Beverage 
Control Administrator for the County of 
Floyd was created by the Fiscal Court 
of said county pursuant to KRS to carry 
out the duties imposed by the Kentucky 
Revised Statutes and by Ordinances of 
the County of Floyd. 

b) Any person desiring to obtain a 
license to sell or dispense wholesale or 
retail distilled spirits or malt beverages 
shall make application to the County Ad­
ministrator on appropriate forms pro­
vided by the Kentucky Department of 
Alcoholic Beverages Control. If, in the 
judgment of the County Administrator, 
the applicant has complied with all re­
quirements of the state and local 
alcoholic beverage control law, an ap­
propriate license shall be issued provid­
ed that applicant is a person of good 
moral character he owes no past due 
taxes or license fees to the county, ap­
plicant shall have done no act for which 
revocation of an alcoholic beverage 
license would be authorized by law, the 
premises are suitably located and the 
license may be issued within the quota 
fixed by law. 

c) The County Alcoholic Beverage 
Control Administrator shall, in the ex­
ercise of his discretion, refuse to issue 
or renew an alcoholic beverage license 
o any person who has not conducted his 

business in a lawful manner or who is 
known to conduct or encourage a 
disorderly place of business or who per­
mits or engages in disorderly conduct, 
or who has been convicted of any viola­
tion of any criminal or penal law, except 
traffic violations, during the two (2) 
years immediately preceding his ap­
plication or renewal. It is hereby deem­
ed and-declared to be in the best interest 
of public health, welfare and safety that 
he County Administrator shall have 

discretion to issue such licenses as he 
deems will promote the general welfare 
of the County of Floyd. 

d) All revenue derived from license 
fees or fines herein provided shall be 
paid to the County Alcoholic Beverage 
Control Administrator for the benefit of 
the County of Floyd and said revenue 
shall become a part of the general funds 
of the County. 

, e) The Alcoholic Beverage Control Ad-
~inistrator shall make an annual writ­

ten report of his office to the Floyd 
Fiscal Court. 

II - PREMISES ON WHICH RETAIL 
MALT BEVERAGES BY DRINK MAY 
BE SOLD 

Retail sale of malt beverages by the 
drink or container for consumpti1>n on 
premises shall be prohibited in the Coun­
ty of Floyd except: 

1) Retail sale of malt beverages by the 
drink shall be permitted on licensed 

remises on which the sale of food is a 
principle business. Such establishment 
which shall contain a seating capacity, 
and tables, booths or counter space, for 
a minimum of fifty (50) customers. An 
establishment, as used herein, shall 
mean that at least Eighty (80%) percent 
of the gross income of such restaurant, 
exclusive of malt beverage sales, shall 
consist of food prepared and served for 

I 
consumption on the premises. Further, 

r aid establishment shall at all times be 
n full compliance with the standards 

and provisions of the 1981 NFTA Life 
and Safety Code and the provisions of 
KRS 217.280 to 217.390, the "food 
establishment Jaw.'' 

2) The provisions relative to seating 
capacity of this section shall not apply 
to any establishment existing prior to 
the enactment of this regulation, if such 
establishment is engaged principally in 
the sale of food prepared and served for 
onsumption on the premises, as set 
orth heretofore. 

3) Retail sale of malt beverages by the 
drink shall be permitted on licensed 
premises which contain a seating 
capacity, and tables, booths or counter 
space, for a minimum of Fifty (50) 
customers. Further, said establishment 
shall at all times be in full compliance 
with the standards and provisions of the 
1981 NFTA Life and Safety Code and the 
rovisions KRS 217.280 to 217.390, the 
'food establishment law." 

4) Retail sale of malt beverages by the 
drink shall be permitted on licensed per­
mises whose primary business is pro­
viding live entertainment for patrons. 
Such establishment shall contain a 
seating capacity, and tables, booths or 
counter space, for a minimum of One 
Hundred (100) customers. Further, said 
establishment shall at all times be in full 
compliance with the standards and pro­
visions of the 1981 NFTA Life and Safe-
Y Code and the provisions of KRS 

217.280 to 217.390, the "food establish­
ment law." 

SECTION III - INSPECTIONS 
a) Applicants for licenses intending to 

operate an establishment as defined in 
Section II <a) and for renewal of licenses 
shall provide written confirmation of 
compliance with the 1981 NFTA Life and 
Safety Code 101 signed by an authoriz­
ed inspector of the Commonwealth of 

.al{entucky Fire Marshall's Office within 
Wl.he previous twelve 02) months and the 

provisions of KRS 217.280 through 217.390 
signed by an authorized inspector of the 
Department of Health prior to issuance 
of a retail. license within the previous 
twelve (12) months. 

b) The County Alcoholic Control Ad­
ministrator or any peace officers may 
at anytime during business hours enter 
and inspect any premises licensed for 
the sale of alcoholic beverages without 
irst obtaining a search warrant. 

cl If the Alcoholic Beverage Control 
laws are violated by a corporation, any 
officers or director or principal 

stockholder may be deemed responsible 
and the penalties herein imposed. 

SECTION IV- PENALTIES 
a) Any person who violates any of the 

provisions of the Alcoholic Beverage 
Control laws of the County of Floyd shall 
be fined not less than ten <$10.00) dollars 
per day nor more than One Hundred 
($100.00) dollars per day. 

b) Citation of a violation of the 1981 
NtJ' A Life and Saf~ty Code 1010 by th~ 
Fire Marshall's officer or of the provi­
sions of KRS 216.280 through 217.390 by 
the Department of Health shall result in 
suspension of the license for sale of 
alcoholic beverages until such time as 
the Fire Marshall's office or the Depart­
ment of Health makes a written deter­
mination that said violation has been 
corrected.
