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Budget Cut Need 
Cited by Howell 

A combination of reduced severance 
tax receipts and new bills means the 
county will have to trim another $95,376 
from its budget over the next three 
months, a state Finance Cabinet of­
ficial warned this week. 

The new estimate, confirmed yester­
day <Tuesday) by Local Government 
Advisor AI Howell, puts at $410,580 the 
funds available to the county after 
outstanding bills are paid. Expenses 
budgeted for the rest of the fiscal year 
a mount to $505,956, however. 

Since salaries make up the biggest 
single budget item-$228,504 is still in 
the budget for that purpose-that ap­
pears to be where economies will have 
to be made. Some $20,000 budgeted for 
employees' health insurance could also 
be cut. 

Judge-Executive Jerry Lafferty, Jr. 
agreed that the county budget leaves 
little room for adjustment except for 
the payroll, "and there's not much 
room there,'' he added. Other major 
budget items include utilities and 
telephone, for which $45,810 is yet to be 
spent; road materials and supplies, 
$40,000 ; and gasoline and oil, $30,000. 

Eighty-six bills totalling $301,250 are 
listed as outstanding. Before he recom­
mends that state Local Finance Officer 
Robert L. Purdom approve them for 
payment, he intends to go over the 
claims with Lafferty and members of 
the fiscal court today (Wednesday), 
Howell said. He has also asked County 
Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. to 
scrutinize the list of claims, he said. 

OosedMeeting, 
Conflict Cited 
In Zoning Suit 

The battle for Arnold Avenue is not 
over yet. 

A Feb. 28 decision by Prestonsburg 
City Council rezoning three tracts 
there should be held invalid, claim 
Garland and Wonnell Godsey in a suit 
filed in circuit court here Tuesday. 

The Godseys, who live on Arnold 
Avenue, have been locked in a two­
year struggle with the city council over 
the question of changing from residen­
tial to commercial the classification of 
three properties on which the First 
Commonwealth Bank hopes to build its 
main office. 

The Prestonsburg dentist and his 
wife successfully blocked the city's 
firs{ attempt to rezone the area when 
Floyd Circuit Judge Hollie Conley rul­
ed in their favor in July, 1981. 

The city council, claiming it had 
been reversed only on technical 
grounds, reenacted the zoning or­
dinance this year. The Godseys, who 
argued in 1981 that the zoning charge 
does violence to the city's Comprehen­
sive Plan, say the same argument still 
holds true. 

There are other reasons, too, why the

Three-County 
Facility Nears; 
Pike Co. Glum 

President Reagan was expected to 
sign the federal Jobs Bill this week, 
and as sure as he does the Big Sandy 
Regional Airport to serve Floyd, 
Johnson and Martin counties will be 
funded and on its way to construction. 

Congressman Carl D. Perkins 
maneuvered the airport funding of 
almost $4 million into the jobs legisla­
tion which has been passed by both 
House and Senate and promised early 
signing by the President. 

The regional airport will be located 
near the juncture of the three counties, 
adjacent to KY 3 (the Auxier-Inez 
road). 

While Floyd-Johnson-Martin leaders 
were expressing pleasure at the news 
and lauding Congressman Perkins for 
his help, not everybody was happy. 
Pike county, which declined to join the 
regional airport plan but opted for its 
own, and is almost ready to open its 
own facility within a few weeks, voiced 
some displeasure. Webb Lail, ex­
ecutive director of the Pike County 
Chamber of Commerce, was quoted as 
saying, "It's a mystery to me that 
they'd spend that much money on an 
airport in Martin county when Pike 
county, with a population of 85,000, is 
where your biggest influx of business 
is. I don't know why Mr. Perkins would 
do that, but we're going to endeavor to 
find out." 

McDowell hool Hassle Continues 
Construction of the airport, which 

has been in the planning stage six 
years and stalled the last two years for 
lack of funds. is expected to begin soon. 
The jobs bill specified that funds made 
available must be used within 30 days 
of the date of their allocation. 

It depends on whom ne listens t 
One side says the others will stop at 
nothing-including exaggeration, 
"scare tactics" and the disruption of a 
school-to get their way. The others 
contend they are only reluctantly "go­
ing public" with concerns they've tried 
for years, but in vain, to press through 
"normal" channels. 

Either way, a group of parents who 
picketed the McDowell school 10 days 
ago to dramatize a list of "requests" 
they are making of school ad­
ministrators brought their protest this 
week to the Board of Education, about 
12 parents showing up here Monday to 
talk to school officials or, failing that, 
to picket the board offices. 

After meeting with board officials, 
including Superintendent E.P. 
Grigsby, Jr. and Transportation Direc­
tor Wayne Ratliff, members of the 
group complained that little progress 
was made and one of them, Ann Bailey, 
said she regretted that the group had 
acceded to Grigsby's stipulation that 
the meeting not be recorded. 

A meeting last Thursday with 
McDowell Principal Hugo Miller pro­
duced some results but other matters 
were referred by the principal to 
school board officials, Mrs. Bailey 
said. 

.C011(""tt\s for the safety of a boiler at 
the McDowell school appeared to have 
been allayed Thursday, in cir­
cumstapces to which both school of­
ficials and protesting parents pointed 
to illustrate the difficulties they face. 

Citing the report of an inspector from 
the state fire marshal's office, who 
checked the boiler Thursday and 
declared it to be "in excellent shape," 
Miller denounced as "scare tactics" 
reports he said were circulated by pro­
testers earlier that week, indicating 
the boiler was "about to blow up." 

The morning the boiler was in­
spected, first grade teacher, Mrs. 
Ruby Damron, repbrted three calls 
from parents concerned about a poten­
tial explosion, Miller said. The pro­
testing parents had disrupted the 
school with an unfounded "fear cam­
paign," he charged. 

The principal acknowledged that 
smoke from the boiler sometimes 
spread in the building which the boiler 
shares with kindergarten and the first 
two grades, but that was remedied 
Thursday after the state inspector 
determined its source, he said. 

The inspector, Aaron Miller, who is 
not related to the school principal, said 
smoke could have escaped from two 
flue doors, which were warped by h~at 

from the furnace, or from the feeder 
bin, from which coal is drawn into the 
furnace by an auger. 

The flue doors were temporarily 
sealed until they can be replaced and 
smoke loss from the feeder bin will be 
eliminated by keeping the bin well sup­
plied with coal, said Volney Allen, 
maintenance supervisor for Floyd 
schools. 

If the boiler-related problems have 
been resolved, that suits Mrs. Bailey 
fine, but the correction comes three 
years too late to help her son who, she 
says, has suffered chronic allergic 
reactions to smoke from the furnace 
during his first three years in school. 

For at least those three years and for 
much longer, according to some 
reports, the problem of smoky class­
rooms had been brought to the atten­
tion of school administrators by 
parents and teachers and was a staple 
item on the agenda of the PTO, but 
nothing was ever done about it before 
now, Mrs. Bailey said. 

"With the amount of money I've paid 
out in doctors' bills, I could have 
bought them an electric furnace" (to 
replace the school's coal-fired 
furnace)," she said.

Spillage of Coal Licked by Cover, Designers Say 

The disposable coal car cover being adjusted to protect con­
tents of loaded railway car. 

With a patent pending and a produc­
tion date near, the disposable coal car 
cover designed by two Prestonsburg 
men is in an enviable position. 

Just about everybody welcomes it. 
For a long while now, coal pro­

ducers, railway companies and power 
plants have been trying to come up 
with some means of protecting coal 
shipments in rail transit. Apparently, 
what they devised was too com­
plicated, too expensive or plainly im­
practical. 

Now, says Donald L. <Dootneyl 
Horn, the disposable coal car cover 
which he and Thomas Kuss have devis­
ed and are in the proces of patenting, is 
the answer to the perplexing problem. 

It's an adaptation of the same 
method used in covering coal trucks to 
prevent spillage. It is made of heavy 
plastic, with metal hooks, plus the use 
of rubber bands across the top. Each 
cover is made to fit a 100-ton coal gon­
dola, the largest used by railways. Fit­
ting this size to a smaller car is simple: 
simply tuck the ends in, clamp down 
the hooks and bind with the rubber 
bands. 

Why is this device important? 
Designers of the cover say it will pre­

vent coal from being blown from rail 
cars (the loss heretofore from this 
source has been estimated at 8 million 
tons of coal a year), prevents freezing 
and protects the coal from b.t.u loss. 
Water and air pollution from coal 
spillage also will be eliminated, they 
claim.

At Paintsville 
May Rise Again 

(From The Paintsville Herald> 

Customers of Paintsville Utilities 
will see their rates for gas, water and 
sewage service swing upward once 
again if a rate structure proposed by 
utility consultants is accepted. A 
special session of city council was set 
for Wednesday morning to review the 
proposals. 

The rate study was conducted by 
Heath and Associates at the direction 
of the Paintsville Utility Commission 
"to propose new retail rates consistent 
with the revenue needs of financially 
sound utility operation capable of 
rendering adequate and dependable 
utility services to the public." 

The study points out that "the annual 
net income of utility operations has 
been in a downward trend and finally 
showed a loss in the 1982 audited finan­
cial statement." It includes nine 
recommendations, three of which are 
proposed rate hikes. 

For gas services, minimum rates re­
main relatively unchanged but an in­
crease of some 36 percent is reflected 
in the second rate stage and 43 percent 
in the third. 

Inside city customers could see rates 
go from $7.01 to $7.04 for the first 1000 
cubic feet; from $4.14 to $5.64 per 1000 
cubic feet for the next 2000 cubic feet; 
and from $3.86 to $5.51 per 1000 cubic 
feet over 3000 used.

Outside city rates are proposed to in­
crease from $8.76 to $8.80 for the first 
1000 cubic feet; from $5.18 to $7.05 per 
1000 cubic feet for the next 2000 cubic 
feet: and from $4.83 to $6.89 per 1000 
cubic feet above 2000 used. 

Proposed water rate increases 
amount to roughly 15 percent over cur­
rent rates both inside and outside the 
city limits and an additional five per­
cent increase is proposed for 1984. 
Sewage rates will amount to 70 percent 
of the monthly water bill.

Retirees Can Avoid 
Estimated Payments 

Since January 1, 1983, there is a re­
quirement that income tax generally be 
withheld from pension and annuity 
payments, the Internal Revenue6ervice 
said. 

The tax withheld from periodic pen­
sion or annuity payments is based on 
marital status and the number of 
withholding allowances claimed on a 
withholding certificate-Form W-4P or 
similar form provided by the payer. If 
a retiree does not give the payer a 
withholding certificate, the tax withheld 
will be determined by treating the 
retiree as a married person claiming 
three withholding allowances . This 
means that there will be no withholding 
on the $5,400 of a pension or annuity. 

Retirees may choose to have n9 in­
come tax withheld from any distribution 
received. The payer will tell the retirees 
how to make the choice. If a retiree 
chooses not to have income tax withheld 
from the pension or annuity, he or she 
may have to make estimated tax 
payments. Even if tax is withheld from 
the pension or annuity, estimated tax 
may have to be paid if enough tax is not 
withheld.

Until downtown merchants are 
prepared to discourage their own 
employees from parking on the street, 
he will feel little enthusiasm for enforc­
ing city parking laws, Councilman 
Estill Lee Carter told a meeting of 
Prestonsburg City Council Monday. 

The councilman's comment came in 
response to complaints by James J. 
Carter, a city funeral director, that 
many motorists break the city's park­
ing regulations with impunity. 

While some motorists pay their park­
ing tickets, others simply "let them 
pile up," noted Carter, who urged the 
council either to "enforce the law or 
take the meters out completely." 

The funeral director complained also 
that downtown employees ignored his 
attempts, during funerals, to reserve 
some on-street parking near the First 
Baptist Church. Police Chief Jim Cur­
tis said he could help secure parking 
space for funerals but did not have 
time for the record-keeping that would 
be necessary to enforct> city parking 
regulations 

Developers of the Prestonsburg Inn, 
a motel proposed for a site on U.S. 23 at 
Katy Friend, were rebuffed by the 
council in their attempt to stay annexa­
tion of that section. 

Through their attorney, Greg Stum­
bo, the developers-who are listed as 
Dr. J.D. Adams, H.D. Fitzpatrick, Jr., 
Jack Absher and Tom G. 
Dingus-sought to postpone the propos­
ed annexation until construction of the 
motel is completed. Incorporation in 
the city at this time could add as much 
as $60,000 to construction costs and 
could jeopardize the project, Stumbo 
said. 

Questioned by council members as to 
how the developers arrived at that 
figure, however, the attorney admitted 
he did not know. A city building permit 
would cost one half of one percent of 
the total cost-$5000 for a million­
dollar project-and inspection fees 
would have to be paid to the state if not 
to the city, the council members 
pointed out. 

Other businesses on Katy Friend and 
residents and businesses elsewhere 
were expected to pay for the benefits of 
annexation and no exception should be 
made for the motel developers, several 
council members argued. 

The motel developers were said to 
have favored annexation initially, 
when they were seeking council spon­
sorship for a $200,000 state grant ap­
plication to extend city water and 
sewer lines as far as their building site. 
They changed their stance after the 
fiscal court agreed to sponsor the grant 
request, however. 

In other business, the council ap­
pointed Fred Goble to the airport board 
to replace Don Goble, who resigned; 
agreed to advertise for 10 summer 
workers; and adopted an ordinance an­
nexing a section on the city's southern 
perimeter at Lancer.

In light of the financial weakness of our county, and, we trust in 
your desire to put our county back on solvency, we respectfully sug­
gest that you consider dismissing your ABC Administrator. You could 
divide this $18,000 with your four Magistrates, money to put back in 
the road fund, to buy gravel, black-top and for grading our poor roads.

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"Power plants, the railroads and the 
coal companies welcome it," Horn 
said. "And this is something en­
vironmentalists will all like." 

Horn says western coal losses in 
transit are the heaviest in the nation as 
trains speed across prairie country and 
the wind takes its toll. Wheat fields are 
blackened by coal dust, ski slopes 
sometimes lose their shining white­
ness. Coal spilled into lakes and 
streams add to acidity of the water. 

The cost of the disposable cover? 
Horn says the saving in coal will be six 
times what the cover, plus installation, 
costs. He says a coal car can be 
covered in eight minutes . Once the 
train has reached its destination, the 
cover is removed and burned or other­
wise destroyed. 

A "trial run" on a coal shipment to 
Detroit was made recently. The cover 
worked to perfection, its designers say. 

The Prestonsburg men worked on 
the device about seven months before 
applying for an international patent 
and demonstrating the cover to in­
dustry officials. 

Manufacture of the cover and labor 
involved in attaching the cover will 
create 2000 new jobs across the coun­
try, the partners predict. 

Horn and Kuss are pretty well 
established as innovators in the coal in­
dustry. Several months ago, they 
were involved in the Old-Style Mining 
Co., which proposed non-mechanized 
mining at Ball Alley here, with the 
return of ponies for use in hauling coal 
from inside the mine to be loaded into 
trucks. This venture ran into trouble 
with the City Council and is now a 
mechanized deep mining operation 
under other ownership. More recently, 
they produced a rubber-tired shuttle 
car for operation in low coal seams, 
and this is in production.

In a "summary of the results" of the 
meeting, Mrs. Bailey wrote later that 
progress was made on problems of bus 
discipline and lunchroom cleanliness 
as well as the furnace problem, but 
noted that questions concerning bus 
safety, the availability of textbooks 
and recent curriculum changes still 
need to be resolved . 

Miller agreed, she said, to solicit in­
put from the parents' group in for­
mulating a code of behavior for 
students on school buses and to have 
the lunchroom area sprayed for 
cockraoches. 

CDave Trimble, representing Tri­
State Exterminators, of Paintsville, 
said Thursday his firm was spraying 
the lunchroom and home economics 
areas for vermin. The school had a 
''moderate infestation" of cockroaches 
under the lunchroom, "no better and 
no worse" than any other schooi in the 
area, he said.) 

But the principal begged to differ 
with the parents on the state of the 
restrooms. The restroom in the high 
school section is in such disorder she 
"dln't begin to describe it," Mrs. 
Bailey said. The restrooms "are not 
pretty but they work," said Miller. 

And Miller deferred to school board 
officials on several other issues, Mrs. 
Bailey noted, including the parents' 
complaint that a recent scheduling 
change allots an inordinate amount of 
time to practical arts at the expense of 
reading and English classes. 

On yet another issue, the availability 
of textbooks, the parents argued that 
each child should have a textbook in 
each subject. That is not the case at 
McDowell, where even the principal 
concedes that, while each student has 
"access" to the books he or she needs, 
the students do not have books in each 
subject for their exclusive use. 

McDowell is meeting the standards 
imposed by the state Board of Educa­
tion, which requires only that students 
have access to the books they need, 
said Assistant Superintendent Ronald 
L. Hager this week. In fact, the school 
has been allotted more books in the 
lower grades than there are students 
registered, but some students in higher 
grades must also use those books 
because they are incapable of using 
texts designed for the higher grade 
levels, he explained. 

Some of the books might also be lying 
about in lockers or in students' homes, 
he acknowledged. 

"I can't see practical arts denying 
any youngster the opportunity to learn 
basic skills," Hager said in response to 
parent complaints that time is being 
taken from reading and English 
classes to accommodate practical arts 
in the 7th and 8th grades. 

All students receive the state­
required hours of instruction in com­
pulsory subjects-language arts, 
math, science, social studies, fine arts, 
health and physical education-and 
electives like practical arts, en­
vironmental studies, consumer 
courses, or drug-and-alcohol programs 
are intended to supplement the core 
curriculum, he said.

"Practical 
arts should show students the reason 
they're learning reading, math and 
science-that these are the skills 
they'll need to get a job," he said. 

In the single concession the parents' 
group said it was able to win in Mon­
day's meeting with school officials 
here, Transportation Director Ratliff 
agreed to allow an independent 
mechanic to observe the board's 
mechanics service school buses. 

The vexed question of bus safety was 
one of those referred to Ratliff by 
McDowell Principal Miller in his 
meeting with parents last Thursday. 
For his part, the principal said last 
week, he has no hesitation in ordering a 
driver to park a bus immediately if he 
has any doubts about its safety. "We're 
not going to put unsafe buses on the 
road or put kids in an unsafe 
situation," Miller said. 

The sentiment is laudable, say the 
parents, but it needs to be measured 
against the record. 

The record, they say, is that years 
went by before someone sealed off the 
smoke e01anating from the McDowell 
school boiler, despite continuing com­
plaints that the fumes were making 
some youngsters ill. 

And the record, they add, also in­
cludes chronic complaints of unsafe 
and overcrowded buses, incompetent 
drivers, and undisciplined 
students~omplaints the parents say 
have yet to elicit a convincing 
response.

In its Morbidity and Mortality Week­
ly Report, the national Centers for 
Disease Control said that deaths from 
influenza and pneumonia are above ex­
pected levels for the lOth straight 
week. But the center said that flu 
research suggests "a gradual decline 
in activity." 

" It does look like this may be the 
beginning of a tailoff," said Dr. Karl 
Kappus, a flu researcher with the 
center.

Floyd Gas Firms 
Seeking Rate Hikes 

At least two gas companies serving 
Floyd residents have announced this 
week that they are seeking rate in­
creases. Another, which delayed for 
three months an increase approved by 
the state Public Service Commission 
<PSCl in January, is putting the higher 
rate into effect in April. And yet 
another, which imposed a PSC­
approved surcharge this month, is fac­
ing the threat of a consumer protest. 

GQble-Roberts Addition resident Ben 
Mullins said he and other customers of 
the Elzie Neeley Gas Company-which 
has been owned by Mike Little for 
nearly a decade-plan to meet at the 
Floyd courthouse at 7 p.m. Saturday 
"to see about their outrageous gas 
prices." including a surcharge recent­
ly imposed by the company with the 
consent of the PSC. 

Little's 92 Goble-Roberts customers 
pay $8.69 for the first thousand feet of 
gas they use and $7.n for every thou­
sand after that. As the result of a re­
cent PSC order. they will be charged, 
in addition, a flat $5 per month and 94 
cents per thousand feet for a period of 
up to two years. 

The surcharge is to enable Little to 
pay for gas he has purchased over the 
years from Columbia Gas. The retailer 
got behind on his payments to Colum­
bia because he had not raised his own 
rates earlier, the PSC determined. 

That argument does not impress 
Phyllis Mullins who said this week that 
Little's customers should not have to 
pay for his mismanagement. Ninety of 
her GQble-Roberts neighbors signed a

petition protesting the surcharge, she 
said. 

Little said Tuesday that the rate in­
crease he applied for last year was the 
first he had asked for since he bought 
the Elzie Neeley Company "eight to 10 
years ago." 

"It's my own fault in a way," he said 
of his delinquent gas bills. "I have feel­
ings for people and I hated to ask for a 
raise two or three years ago when 
prices for everything were going up. 
But I have to meet my own 
obliga lions." 

Little is not about to make the same 
mistake with his other Floyd gas 
operation, the Mike Little Gas Com­
pany. which serves customers in 
Melvin and Wayland. The company an­
nounced this week it will ask the PSC to 
approve a 12.9 percent rate hike. Hit is 
allowed, customers will pay $7 for their 
first thousand feet of gas, and $5.52 per 
thousand after that. The increase 
would add $6.48 a month to the average 
customer's bill, Little estimated. 

At the same time, the Auxier Road 
Gas Company announced it would seek 
a 15 1 percent increase. Its customers 
will pay $10 for the first thousand feet 
and $9.05 per thousand there­
after- raising the average monthly bill 
by $14.38-if the PSC goes along. 

Even the Inland Gas Company, 
which serves about 300 customers 
bordering its transmission Jines in this 
county-and which has never raised 
until now the rate originally set 25 
years ago-said it would put into effect 
in April a rate increase approved by 
the PSC in January. 

Although the new rate represents a 
steep rise-Inland customers have 
been accustomed to paying only 80 
cents a thousand for the first two thou­
sand feet, 60 cents a thousand for the 
next 28 thousand, and 40 cents after 
that-the flat $4 per thousand they will 
now be paying will still leave them the 
envy of their neighbors. 

It is also considerably less than the 
company is entitled to charge under 
PSC guidelines, said L. M. Hopkins, In­
land's operations manager. Hopkins 
also noted that the company delayed 
the rate hike until spring in order to 
ease the burden on its customers.

Most 
people who owe additional tax are con­
tacted by mail. so make sure you don't 
transact business of any kind if you 
suspect fraud.

Th'e School Bus Problem 
Transportation Director Wayne 

Ratliff stated in an article appearing in 
the March 16th issue of the Floyd Coun­
ty Times that buses are being vandaliz­
ed while they are being used for extra 
curricular events. The article also 
states that: "All other repairs are done 
as soon as they can be scheduled, buses 
are inspected monthly, there is a list of 
40 checks on ea'ch bus and buses are to 
be road tested as part of the 
inspection." 

A member of our organization was a 
band booster for four years. During 
those years she chaperoned trips all 
over the Kentucky, West Virginia area . 
There was never any damage done by 
those band members on those trips. 
The buses used during those four years 
were almost always dirty and had 
almost always been in terrible 
disrepair. As a matter of fact, the 
buses were a whole lot cleaner after 
the band trips. 

We have been attending school board 
meetings for approximately five years. 
During those years bus problems have 
been a large part of the complaints 
aired during those public meetings. 
Concerned citizens told of unsafe 
drivers, overcrowding, Jack of repairs, 
dirty buses and lack of discipline. 

At last we have one brave bus driver, 
Mr. James Clevenger, who has the 
courage to speak up and tell the 
transportation director, board 
members and the public that 
something has to be done a bout these 
ongoing problems. 

Mr. Clevenger is not asking for 
anything more than what is stated in 
the laws governing the safe operation 
of school buses. 

The question we are asking is: are 
these rules and regulations, mandated 
by the Department of Education and 
the State of Kentucky, being observed 
by our administrators in charge of 
transportation? As far as we can tell, 
by the phone conversations with 
parents, complaints aired at school 
board meetings and the article in the 
local paper, there is considerable 
doubt. 

Sending a letter to principals and bus 
drivers, as Wayne Ratliff said he has 
done, is a first step toward seeing that 
these serious problems get resolved. 

Along with that should be concerned 
parents and citizens attending public 
school board meetings, held on the first 
Wednesday of each month. 

Unless these steps are taken and 
parents get involved in the monitoring 
of our school officials we can only ex­
pect more of the same.

He put his hand in hers . Together 
they gazed upward at the magic 
moonlit sky. A canopy of gauzy clouds 
wafted across the field of midnight 
blue, revealing in its wake a host of 
sparkling stars. 

In the second row of Hoblitzelle 's 
Houston Majestic Theater, the dreamy 
couple sat cozily. as stars twinkled and 
clouds cavorted above them. Brenkert 
Brenography. Jr. was at it again. 

Brenograph. Jr. was not the dashing 
heir to a Texas oil fortune but a cloud­
making machine made by the Brenkert 
Company. From this magic lantern 
endlessly drifting cumulus and nimbus 
were projected onto the Majestic's blue 
plaster heavens by a strip of negatives 
moved across a powerful light. The 
electric stars shone steadily in the 
plaster firmament. 

Des1gned by John Eberson in 1923. 
the Houston Majestic was America's 
first "atmospheric" movie-palace. 
Houstonians who went to see the latest 
movie romance found themselves 
transported to an ancient Italian 
garden sheltered by vine-covered 
travertine walls topped with cupolas. 
classic temples and preening 
peacocks. 

Today. the stars no longer shine: the 
clouds no longer roll-losers in a 
thunderous clash with the wrecker's 
ball a number of years ago. Houston's 
Majestic and hundreds of movie 
palaces like it are gone. However. hun­
dreds of others survive- some in 
decay. some in splendor and some just 
trying to earn a living. 

Between 1915 and 1945. more than 
4,000 movie palaces and thousands of 
smaller movie houses were built in 
America. Located in the downtown 
entertainment districts of cities. the 
palaces generally seated between 1.000 
and 5.000 people. They had a balcony. a 
stage. dressing rooms and an or­
chestra pit- and tons of gold-leafed 
plaster. 

The palaces were "showplaces 
where the place was as important as 
the snow." historian David Naylor, 
author of American Picture Palaces 
<Van Nostrand Reinhold, 1981l, 
observes. "No buildings in America 
have been. collectively, as audaciously 
romantic, blatantly derivative, and 
wonderfully original as the movie 
palaces." 

But back in 1928 one architectural 
purist cried, "No more pitiful degrada­
tion of an art has ever been presented 
than the prostitution of architecture 
that goes on daily in the construction of 
these huge buildings ... " Only in the last 
few years have art critics, architects. 
academicians and museums begun to 
take picture palaces seriously. Recent­
ly, an exhibition at the Smithsonian's 
Cooper-Hewitt Museum in New York 
City spotlighted the art and artifacts of 
these unique beauties. 

The art world once may have ap­
proached the movie palace gates 
cautiously: the public, however. 
stormed them . By 1930. more than 100 
million Americans were going to the 
movies every week- almost the entire 
country. 

It all started innocently enough with 
1903's "Great Train Robbery," the first 
feature-length motion picture. The 
movies were off and running, but they 
needed a home: The first was the 
nickelodeon- a small, family-operated 
business in a storefront equipped with 
a screen, a projector, some hard chairs 
and a ticket booth. "Nickel-Odeon" 
- you paid your nickel and you got 
theater Cin Greek) . 

By 1903, Harry, Jack. Albert and 
Sam- the brothers Warner-had a 
nickelodeon. By 1909, 8,000 other people

had one. too. And by 1910. people every­
where in America were saying. "MPct 
me tonight at the 'Dreamland ' " 

The movies soon outgrew the 
nickelodeons and became boarders in 
the larger vaudeville houses as second 
billing to George Burns on roller skates 
and other popular acts of the day But 
as movies got bigger and bett<>r. the~· 
got to be top banana. 

The moment had come for the movie 
palace to make its grand entrance The 
Regent Theater. built in 1913 in 
Manhattan-today it 's a church is 
considered the first deluxe theater con­
structed specifically for showmg 
movies. Its architect. Thomas W 
Lamb. became one of the foremost of 
the palace architects and its manager. 
Samuel L. <"Roxy"l Rothapfel. one of 
the world's great showmen. 

It was for another great 
showman-the "Master Showman of 
the Big Tops." AI Ringling that · in 
1915 architects George and C.W. Rapp 
designed a picture palace worthy of the 
name. The AI Ringling Memorial 
Theater in Baraboo. Wis .. boasts an 
auditorium designed after La Salle de 
Spectacle, the opera hall at Versailles. 
Still showing movies. it was the first. 
but not the last, Versailles mirror i m­
age on Main Stret. 

As the movie market grew in the 
'20s, theater chains were forged across 
America-chains that would soon link 
the film exhibitors and the Hollywood 
studios. Major film exhibitors 
understood the powerful Jure of an ex­
otic building standing out in a gray 
city-scape. "We sell tickets to theaters. 
not movies." Marcus Loew decreed. 

The palaces were worth the price of 
admission-often a quarter and cer-

Theaters in Cleveland (now part of an 
arts center l. designed in 1921. were in­
spired by the gallery of a royal 16th­
century l<'rench palace at Fon­
tainebleau. The foyer of Chicago's 
Tivoli (now gonel, designed in 1921, 
was modeled after the Chapelle Royale 
built for Louis XIV The San Francisco 
Pantages (now Orpheuml, built in 
1926. was based on the 15th-century 
cathedral of Leon in Spain and libeled 
by disrespectful wags as "Inquistion 
Spanish."

Pacific. perhaps gilding the hibiscus. 
the Honolulu Waikiki has palm trees 
and a rainbow proscenium arch. And 
all of it was done with lights. paint and 
plaster 

That legendary showman. Sid 
Grauman, did it with mirrors and 
anything handy. He brought not one. 
but two ancient civilizations to 
Hollywood. The 1922 Grauman's Egyp­
tian and Grauman's Chinese (now 
Mann's Chines<> l of 1927 are still show­
ing movies. mock tombstones and ge­
nuinely famous footprints. Sid 
Grauman thought he knew what the 
American public wanted. 

Roxy thought he knew what the 
public ought to want "Don't give the 
people what they want give 'em 
something better " So Roxy gave 1\le\\ 
York City and the world the Roxy 

Roxy made sure that architect W.W. 
Ahlschlager didn't leave out a thing. 
The ''C-athedral of the Motion Picture" 
had almost 6,000 seats-4.000 more peo­
ple could stand-a complete hospital 
and a modern air conditioning system. 
Ads boasted of a lightning plant that 
could power a city of a quarter of a 
million. The Roxy also had cathedral 
chimes. a 110-piece orchestra and four 
conductors. a colossal pipe organ. a 
100-member choral group. 50 dancers 
and a corps of ushers trained by an ex­
Marine colonel And it had Gloria 
Swanson. 

At least it had a message to Roxy 
scratched by the star in the wet plaster 
of the dome, "Dear Roxy-1 love 
you-Gloria." Roxy gave instructions 
that her valentine be gold-leafed and 
left there forever. Forever was exactly 
33 years. In 1960. the Roxy was ground 
to gold-leafed dust. And Gloria Swan­
son was there to say goodbye. 

What does she remember today . 
about the last farewell? "Somebody 
picked me up and carried me through 
the rubble. You couldn't walk through 
that stuff in spike heels." she told the 
Smithsonian News Service. "But I 
couldn't help taking a look around for 
that piece of the dome where I had 
written by name." She didn't find it. 

The Los Angeles. built in 1931. w~s 
luckier. Its classically inspired facade 
still graces South Broadway. The Los 
Angeles is a favorite of architect S. 
Charles Lee. "I designed everything 
from the threads in the carpet to the 
roofing," he remembers. "But I 
always said the show started on the 
sidewalk." So he designed the 
sidewalk, along with the marquee, the 
box office and the sign tower. "People 
didn't walk out of these theaters with a 

· loaf of bread." he says. "They walked 
out with a dream." 

The dream was made of forests of 
gold leaf, miles of marble cushioned 
with acres of plush, ushers dressed like 
Foreign Legionnaires. lounges after 
Pompadour's salon, smoking rooms 
with art-deco murals and nurseries for 
those too young to know what they 
were missing. The big kids, both 
children and adults, got a stage show. 
newsreel, comedy short, travelogue 
and feature all to the tune of a full or­
chestra or the Mighty Wurlitzer. 

One day the music died. When sound 
came to the movies in 1927, live enter­
tainment was no longer "necessary" to 
draw the customers. Theater 
managers who had once been proud 
impresarios became popcorn conces­
sionaires. The Great Depression, 
changes in taste, a restrucluring of 
palace empires, television, population 
shifts to the suburbs and decaying ur­
ban areas all contributed to a change in 
the way America saw the movies-and 
the movie palaces. 

By 1932, the last of the grand picture 
palaces had been built, including the 
Oakland Paramount and New York Ci­
ty's Radio City Music Hall. surviving 
today as art-deco masterpieces. The 
Music Hall is the largest movie theater 
ever built. Roxy said it seated 6,000; he 
counted every seat in the house. even 
the elevator stools. 

Down the road a mile or two from S. 
Charles Lee's Beverly Hills home is a 
14-screen cinema emporium with what 
Lee calls "rooms in a department 
store." Each room seats 50 to 75 peo­
ple. Some think this is the movie 
theater of the future. Times change 

"Thank heaven for the changes or 
we'd all be bored to death ." Gloria 
Swanson admonishes "Unfortuna tely, 
though, we do leave some good things 
behind " A good thing was the sign 
once posted by the switchboard in the 
Paradise in Faribault, Minn.:

The odds seemed stacked against 

combat Marine veteran, Ted 
McGavock. He'd been out of work for 
eleven months. The company he had 
worked for in St. Louis, Missouri, for 
eleven years had gone broke so there 
was no chance for re-employment as a 
machinist, and no .matter how hard he 
looked for employment elsewhere he 
could not find any. His unemployment 
compensation had been terminated. 
Worse, he had lost the home he had been 
buying for six years and the furnishin~s 
with it. His wife, Marjorie, and their four 
children where now living with her 
parents in Donovan, two hundred miles 
away. A friend had loaned him a truck, 
and he had been trying to get work haul­
ing anything, but there wasn't anything 
to haul. 

Ted McGavock was broke, dispirited, 
bewildered. He'd always prided himself 
on his ability to find work, even as a kid. 
Now he was hanging on the economic 
ropes, and when he walked into the 
VVLP office in St. Louis, the T-shirt and 
dungarees he wore represented his en­
tire wardrobe. 

It wasn't McGavock who had heard 
about ACTION's Vietnam Veterans 
Leadership Program < WLP > and came 
looking for help, but rather, ACTION 
volunteer Everett Sedgwick of the 
VVLP staff who had heard about 
McGavock and asked him if he could 
help. Sedgwick had gone looking for the 
former Marine, and when he found him 
he was startled by McGavock's size. His 
bulk seemed as menacing as the look on 
his face . Sedgwick, a Marine veteran

himself, explained what the VVLP was 
all about: helping fellow veterans in 
need. McGavock, a bit overwhelmed, a 
bit suspicious, was willing to visit the 
VVLP office. He did so, and when he left 
he knew he was no longer alone in tying 
to find a way to climb out of the 
economic and psychological pit of 
unemployment. 

But there was more. Through a VVIP 
arranged food bank, he was provided 
with a week's supply of food to aid his 
family and, for himself, some badly 
needed clothing. Most important, he had 
a VVLP job-readiness interview and 
Sedgwick and other VVLP volunteer 
staffers were at work, seeking a job for 
him. As one observer put it, McGavock 
"appeared to be emotionally over­
whelmed because of the assistance pro­
vided." He believed he had been aban­
doned by everyone. Now, suddenly, 
strangers were working on his behalf. 
Only they weren't really strangers, they 
were fellow veterans. 

Soon thereafter, Sedgwick informed 
McGavock that a job interview with an 
aeronautical company had been set up 
for him. The result was a blessed offer 
for employment in an on-the-job train­
ing program. The interviewer at 
Engineered Air Systems had not only 
been impressed with McGavock's 
mechanical ability but also his manner: 
polite; appreciative; quick-thinking; 
and with an easy smile. 

Today Ted McGavock is at work 
again. To bring his family back to St. 
Louis will take time, but in the mean­
time, Marge writes her wonderful let­
ters. They have a poetic quality, 
Sedgwick says. To Ted they say, I 
believe in you. I believe in our future. 

Ted McGavock's story is one of help 
given at a difficult time: a time of need 
and of need fulfilled by fellow Vietnam 
veterans who care.

Bill Bowker, director of Coal 
Development for the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Energy, has a positive outlook 
for eastern Kentucky coal. This. 
despite the fact that coal production is 
down because of depressed markets 
reflecting the world ecoaomy. 

The Department of Energy is aware 
of the importance of coal to the 
economy and well-being of Kentucky. 
Eastern Kentucky coal has some 
strong reasons to continue that impor­
tance-the world and the nation will 
continue to depend largely on coal, he 
says. Eastern Kentucky has vast 
reserves of clean, low-sulphur coal. 

"Coal production is down now simply 
becaue ,of the national and world 
economies," Bowker says. "Produc­
tion in 1983 will continue fairly flat. The 
third and fourth quarters may be good, 
but I expect a three to four percent in­
crease in the market in 1984, another in 
1985." 

Coal production in other countries 
(notably Poland, South Africa, 
Australia l should continue to compete 
for their share of the market, accor­
ding to Bowker. "Foreign purchases 
find U.S. Coal attractive because they 
see the necessity of maintaining secure 
supply sources. They recognize the 
stability of the U.S. government. The 
Asian market for coal will grow, par­
ticularly steam coal. 

"If OPEC loses its hold on oil prices, 
this will not take away the coal market. 
Coal is still the least costly fuel. An oil 
glut could make oil users hestitate to 
switch to coal, however." 

Bowker says coal production usually 
follows changes in the economy by 
about six months , as producers keep 
their work forces and stockpile unsold 
coal. 

"The trend in Kentucky now is 
toward underground coal production 
because of surface mining laws," 
Bowker explains. The adjustment to 
safety demands has already been 
made." 

Productivity is a key factor in pro­
ducing coal profitably . Productivity in 
Kentucky is better than the Ap­
palachian states as a whole, but it 

FCIC Announces Closing 
Date Is April 15 

Producers of corn, will want to check 
into Federal Crd'p Insurance before 
April 15, according to Sharon Conley, 
county executive director for the 
Agricultural Stabilization and Conser­
vation Service <ASCS). 

Federal Crop Insurance covers 
unavoidable Joss of production from 
damage caused by adverse weather 
conditions, insects, plant disease, 
wii(ilife, earthquake or fire. The in­
surance coverage begins when the crop 
is planted. 

Producers may choose from three 
coverage levels: 50, 65, or 75 percent of 
the established farm yield for in­
surance protection. Additionally, FCIC 
offers three optional price elections for 
valuing production lost or damaged. 

In 1983, FCIC has initiated a new In­
dividual Yield Coverage CIYC> plan, 
which allows producers of corn, grain 
sorghum, and soybeans to establish a 
production guarantee based on in­
dividual farm yield data . 

For more information about the IYC 
plan, or to sign up, producers should 
contact the Floyd County ASCS Office 
at 105 Court St., Prestonsburg. The 
telephone number is 886-2802. 

sometimes costs more to ship the coal 
because of distance to ports . The Ap­
palachian Highway System is impor­
tant in moving Kentucky coal. Bowker 
believes the highway will eventually be 
finished. 

The Division serves as the staff of the 
Governor's Coal Policy Council, a 
group of 35 appointees, including 
secretary Bill Sturgill, who represent 
all segments of coal. The Council con­
siders matters such as the impact of 
coal, the relation to transportation, 
education, marketing, and synfuel 
development. The Coal Development 
Division monitors legislation on 
reclamation and acid rain to see that 
Kentucky gets a fair treatment. It also 
maintains a Small Operators 
Technical Assistance Program with 
field offices in Pikeville, Middlesboro, 
Hazard and Madisonville. The Division 
has a program for Commercial and In­
dustrial Boiler Coal use.

SECTION I OFFICE AND FUNC-
1'IONS OF COl{NTY ALCOHOLIC 
~EVERAGE CONTROL ADMINI­
STRATOR 

a) The office of Alcoholic Beverage 
Controh\dmmistrator for the County of 
~'loyd was created by the Fiscal Court 
of said county pursuant to KRS to carry 
out the duties imposed by the Kentucky 
Re,·ised Statutes and b~ Ordinances of 
the County of Floyd.

cl The Countv Alcoholic Beverage 
Control Adminis-trator shall, in the ex­
ercise of his discretion, refuse to issue 
or renew an alcoholic beverage license 
to any person who has not conducted his 
business in a lawful manner or who is 
known to conduct or encourage a 
disorderly place of business or who per­
mits or engages in disorderly conduct, 
or who has been convicted of any viola­
liOn of any criminal or penal law, except 
traffic violations, during the two (2) 
years immediately preceding his ap­
plication or renewal. It is hereby deem­
ed and declared to be in the best interest 
of public health, welfare and safely that 
the County Administrator shall have 
discretion to issue such licenses as he 
deems will promote the general welfare 
of the County of Floyd.

O!'J THE HETAIL LEVEL 
WHEREAS, the citizens of the Coun­

ty of Floyd have enacted local option for 
legal alcoholic beverages sales, and 

WHEREAS, this Court believes that 
the citizens of the county of Floyd desire 
a local tax, if legally permissible, now 

THEREFORE, it is hereby ordained 
that this Ordinance be enacted effective 
the 14th day of March, 1983. 
ARTICLE I: DEFINITIONS 

For the purpose of this Ordinance, the 
following terms, phrases and their 
derivations shall have the meeting given 
herein, unless the context clearly in­
dicates that another meaning is intend­
ed. When not inconsistent with the con­
text, words used in the present tense in­
clude the future, words in the plural in­
clude the singular number, and words in 
the singular number include the plural 
number. The word "shall" is always 
mandatory and not merely directory. 

Ol "Alcohol" means ethyl alcohol, 
hydra ted oxide of ethy I or spirit of wine, 
from whatever source or by whatever 
process it is produced. 

(2) "Alcoholic beverage" means 
every liquid or solid, whether patented 
or not, containing alcohol in an amount 
in excess of that permitted under KRS 
Chapter 242 and capable of being con­
sumed by a human being. It includes 
every spurious or imitatioJl liquor sold 
as, or under any name commonly used 
for alcoholic beverages, whether con­
taining any alcohol or not. It does not in­
clude the following products if they are 
unfit for use for beverage purposes: (a) 
medicinal preparations manufactured 
in accordance with formulas pre.scrib­
ed by the United States Pharmacopoeia 
National Formulary or the American In­
stitute of Homeopathy; (b) patented, pa­
tent and proprietary medicine; (c) 
toilet, medicinal and antiseptic prepara­
tions and solutions; and (d) flavoring ex­
tracts and syrups. 

(3) "Licensee" means any person to 
whom a license has has been issued, pur­
suant to KRS 243.020 to 243.670. 

(4) "Retail sale" means any sale 
where delivery is made in Kentucky to 
any person not holding a license. 

(5) "Retailer" means any person who 
sells at retail any alcoholic beverage for 
the sale of which a license is required. 

(6) "Sale" means any transfer, ex­
change or barter for consideration, and 
includes all sales made by any person, 
whether principal, proprietor, agent, 
servant or employee, of any alcoholic 
beverage. 

(7) "Sell" includes solicit or receive 
an order for, keep or expose for sale, 
keep with intent to sell, and the delivery 
of any alcoholic beverage. 

(8) "Wholesale sale" means a sale to 
any person for the purpose of resale. 

(9) "Wholesaler" means any person 
who sells at wholesale any alcoholic 
beverage for the sale of which a license 
is required, except a distiller, rectifier 
brewer or vinter. 

(10) "Person" meaning any in­
dividual, firm, copartnership, joint ven­
ture, association, social club, fraternal 
organization, corporation, estate, trust, 
business trust, receiver, trustee, syn­
dicate, cooperative, assignee, govern­
mental unit or agency, or any other 
group or combination acting as a unit. 

0 1) "Sales price" means the total 
amount for which the alcoholic beverage 
is sold, valued in money, whether paid 
in money or otherwise, without any 
deduction on account of any of the 
following: 

<al The cost of alcoholic beverage 
sold. 

(b) The cost of transportation of the 
alcoholic beverage prior to its purchase. 

{c) The cost of labor or service cost, 
interest charged, losses, or any other 
expenses. 

"Sales price" includes any amount for 
which credit is given to the purchaser by 
the seller and does not include cash dis­
counts allowed and taken on sales or the 
amount of any tax (not including, 
however, any manufacturer's excise or 
import dutyl imposed by the United 
States upon or with respect to retail 
sales, whether imposed upon the retailer 
or the consumer. 

( 12) "Seller" includes every person 
engaged in the business of selling 
alcoholic beverages, the gross receipts 
from the retail sale of which are re­
quired to be included in the measure of 
the sales tax. 

<13) ''Taxpayer" means any person 
liable for tax under this Ordinance. 

(14) "Gross revenues" means revenue 
derived directly or indirectly from the 
sale of alcoholic beverages by a 
licensee without deduction of the cost 
of doing business. 

( 15) "In this county" means within the 
interior limits of the County of Floyd and 
includes a territory within these limits 
owned by or ceded to the United States 
of America. 
ARTICLE II: IMPOSITION OF SALES 
TAX 

For the privilege of making "retail 
sales" of alcoholic beverages within the 
confines of Floyd County, Kentucky, a 
tax is hereby imposed upon all retailers 
at the rate of six per cent (6%l of the 
gross receipts of any retailer derived 
from "retail sales" made within this 
county on and after 1983. 
ARTICLE III: HETAILER'S POWER 
TO COLLECT f<'ROM CONSUMER 

The taxes herein imposed may be col­
lected by the retailer from the 
consumer. 
ARTICLE IV: PROHIBITED ADVER­
TISING 

It is unlawful for any retailer to adver­
tise or hold out or state to the public or 
to any customer, directly or indirectly. 
that the tax levied by this Ordinance or 
any part thereof will be assumed or ab­
sorbed by the retailer or that it will not 

be added to the selling price of the 
alcoholic beverage sold or that if added 
it or any part thereof will be refunded. 
ARTICLE V: PRESUMPTION THAT 
ALL GROSS RECEIPTS ARE TAX­
ABLE 

For the purpose of the proper ad­
ministration of this Ordinance and to 
prevent evasion of the sales tax it shall 
be presumed that all gross receipts of a 
retailer of alcoholic beverages are sub­
ject to the tax until the contrary is 
established. The burden of proving that 
a sale of alcoholic beverages is not a 
"retail sale" is upon the person who 
makes the sale. 
ARTICLE VI: EXEMPTION 

Excluded from the computation of the 
amount of taxes imposed by this Or­
dinance are the gross receipts from 
sales of, and the storage or use of retur 
nable containers when sold with the con­
tents in connection with a retail sale of 
contents or when resold for refilling. As 
used in this section the term "returnable 
containers" means containers of a kind 
customarily returned by the buyer uf the 
contents for reuse. All other containers 
are nonreturnable containers. 
ARTICLE VII: TAXES ARE DUE 
MONTHLY 

The taxes imposed by this chapter are 
due and payable to the county monthly 
and shall be remitted on or before the 
twentieth day of the next succeeding 
calendar month.

( 1) On or before the twentieth day of 
the month following each calendar 
month, a return for the preceding 
month will be filed with the County Court 
Clerk.

WATCH THOSE EXCEPTIONS 

Since Kentucky's basic fishing 
regulations aren't difficult. most avid 
anglers pretty well know them by 
heart. But watch out, because there 
are exceptions to the rules on certain 
lakes. 

These exceptions to statewide size 
and creel limits orginated with the 
need for specific management forcer­
tain problems. While a statewide 
regulation may work adequately for 99 
percent of the commonwealth's fishing 
waters, a particular body of water may 
need special treatment. 

Regulating size and creel limits is 
one of the most powerful tools fisheries 
biologists have to manipulate fish 
populations. Researchers with the 
Kentucky Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources expect that more 
and more of these exceptions will crop 
up in the future as biologists identify 
specific problems at different lakes or 
streams. 

In some cases, the exception allows a 
more liberal harvest than the 
statewide rule. At Lake Malone and at 
Shanty HoUow Lake. for example. the 
size limit on black bass has been 
removed completely. And at Grayson 
Lake in eastern Kentucky. the daily 
creel limits on crappie have been 
removed. 

In these cases. this problem is too 
many fish. At Malone and Shanty 
Hollow, large populations of Lass 
under the usual 12-inch size limit were 
making serious inroads on their food 
supplies and not growing rapidly. so 
the size limit on bass was removed at 
these lakes. And Grayson Lake is 
plagued by an overcrowded population 
of small, stunted crappie. 

Elmer David Lake, in north-central 
Kentucky, had too many small bass 
and almost none over 12 inches long, so 
a different approach is being tried 
here-a "slot limit" rule which allows 
anglers to keep fish under 12 inches 
and over 16 inches long, but stipulates 
that any bass in the 12- to 16-inch "slot" 
must be returned to the water. 

At Herrington Lake and its Dix River 
headwaters, a prloblem of identifica­
tion has led to a new regulation. For 
the past few years hybrid striped bass 
have been stocked at Herrington. When 
small, these fish, which are crosses 
between white bass and rockfish (salt­
water striped bass). resemble white 
bass so closely that even trained 
biologists sometimes have trouble 
distinguishing the two. 

Normally, there's a 15-inch size limit 
and a 5-fish daily limit of rockfish and 
hybrids-quite a bit different from the 
daily limit of 60 (with no size limit) on 
white bass. To relieve anglers of the 
responsibility of having to correctly 
identify these confusing species, the 
daily limit was placed at 20 (with a 
possession limit of 40) for white bass

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Needless Supplements Waste Money, Can Harm Health Franko's 
Lounge f!l G•"ili A vitamin tablet a day makes good 

health come your way. and if one is 
good, then two. three, four or more are 
better. Right? 

Not quite. 
"In general, if you are healthy and 

eat a balanced, nutritious diet. you 
don't need to take vitamin sup­
plements," said Dr. Darlene Forester, 
Extension specialist in foods and nutri­
tion and registered dietitian in the 
University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture. 

"Extra vitamins are expensive at 
best, and at worst can be harmful to 
health," she said. 

Many Americans are confused about 
what vitamins are and what amounts 
are needed. A 1977 study of consumers 
by General Mills reported that 64 per­
cent of U.S. households use vitamin 
supplements. But about half of those 
surveyed said they believe vitamins 
should not be taken without a doctor's 
advice. About a third said the need for 
vitamins is overemphasized. while a 
fourth said vitamins aren't emphasiz­
ed enough. 

For the record. vitamins are one of 
the major classes of nutnents. They do 
not provide food energy as do car­
bohydrates, fats and proteins. Rather, 
they are chemical substances that aid 
in the metabolism of those nutrients for 
growth, maintenance of health, and 
reproduction. 

Forester said most Americans do not 
need more vitamins than the U.S. 
Recommended Daily Allowances 
mSRDAl, a standard de.veloped by the 
Food and Drug Administration for 
measuring intake. Most nutrition infor­
mation found on food labels gives the 
contents as a percentage of the USRDA 
individuals four years and older. 

"The USRDA actually are higher 
than the amounts needed to prevent 
deficiency diseases, and are con­
sidered adequate to meet the known 
nutritional needs of most healthy peo­
ple," said Forester. 

Of course, individuals with special 
needs or inadequate diets may need 
supplements, Forester said. These in­
clude: 

-People trying to lose weight, 
especially if they diet often or follow 
crash diets. "With good choices. a 
weight control diet as low as 1.200 
calories a day could be nutritious and 
sufficient in vitamin content," said 
Forester. "But a diet plan that pro­
vides under 1,200 calories a day is like­
ly to be too low in protein, vitamins and 
minerals. And a multivitamin supple­
ment can't make up for all the missing 
nutrients." 

- Pregnant women and nursing 
mothers have higher requirements for 
certain nutrients and vitamins. par­
ticularly A and C. But it's often enough 
to increase servings of foods providing 
the needed nutrients, Forester said. 
Pregnant and nursing women should't 
automatically take multivitamin sup­
plements, without evaluating their in­
take and following the advice of their 
doctor or dietitian. 

- Infants may need supplements. 
Generally, breast-fed babies are well ­
nourished if their mothers eat proper­
ly, and may need supplements of 
vitamin D only. Infants fed commer­
cial formulas usually do not need sup­
plements since the formulas provide 
the necessary nutrients. 

- Persons with chronic diseases or

special conditions. Diseases of the 
digestive tract may cause poor absorp­
tion of vitamins into the blood. infec­
tions may increase vitamin re­
quirements. and persons undergoing 
surgery or with conditions such as 
severe burns may need to replace 
vitamins lost through body fluids . 

-Some elderly persons may eat less 
since growing older slows body pro 
cesses and fewer calories are needed . 
Chewing problems and decreased ap­
petite also can reduce food intake and 
make vitamin supplements necessary . 

-Vegetarians who select their diet 
carefully from a variety of foods may 
have no need for vitamin supple'ments, 
especially if they eat milk and eggs. 
But, said Forester, the complete 
vegetarian who eats no animal pro­
ducts may need to include supplements 
of vitamin Bl2 or fortified soy milk, 
another source. 

Others, maybe people who always 
eat on the run or skimp on vegetables 
and fruits. may not get adequate 
vitamins in their diets . But don't im­
mediately take vitamins if you miss a 
meal or feel rundown, advised 
Forester. 

Evaluate your vitamin intake by 
keeping track of everything you eat 
and drink for a few days . Then figure 
the number of servings you had from 
each food .group and compare to 
recommended daily servings: 
vegetables and fruits, 4; milk and 
cheese, 2-4: meats, poultry, fish and 
beans, 2: and fats, sweets and alcohol, 
which provide few vitamins and for 
which there are no recommended 
number of servings. 

A free publication, "Vitamins in 
Your Diet." available at your county 
Cooperative Extension Service office. 
can help you evaluate your vitamin in­
take. Or consult a dietitian in a local 
health department, college or universi ­
ty home economics department. 
private practice, or through Dial-A­
Dietitian. a free service sponsored by 
the Kentucky Dietetic Association <call 
606-233-5326, ask your question and 
leave your name and telephone 
number for a dietitian to call you 
back>. 

Those who need vitamins also need 
to be careful about what they buy- for 
the sake of health and pocketbook . 
Read the ingredient label religiously. 
Choose a product that contains only the 
one or two vitamins your diet lacks, 
said Forester, or a multivitamin if you 
need several. 

Don't buy a vitamin supplement with 
more than 100 percent of the USRDDA. 
"Remember that you are taking the 
supplement in addition to foods," 
Forester said. 

Be aware of vitamins added to food 
by the manufacturer. Many ready-to­
eat cereals are fortified, and so are 
some items sold in health food stores. 
Read labels and avoid products with 
more than 100 percent of the USRDA. 

If you use a multivitamin cereal, 
don't also take a supplement, Forester 
added. "But you probably don't need 
the multivitamin cereal either and 
you're paying more for it." 

Excess vitamins can be harmful, 
especially fat-soluble vitamins A and 
D, which are stored in the body. Large 
doses of vitamins A and D definitely 
can be toxic. Megadoses of vitamin C 
also can be dangerous . When a woman 
takes excess vitamin C while she's 
pregnant. her infant may develop a 
condition resembling scurvy, the 
disease resulting from vitamin C defi ­
ciency. Likewise, adults with a high in­
take of vitamin C may develop "re­
bound scurvy" when they discontinue 
the large dose . 

Pass up the vitamin formulas label­
ed for stress, colds. sore throats, 
athletic performance or other special

"Vitamins advertised as a special 
stress formula may be only vitamins B 
and C. but in large doses and at higher 
prices ." 

Base your vitamin purchase on the 
contents listed on the label, and not on 
brand, price, or where the vitamins are 
sold. "If the ingredients are the same," 
Forester said, "then two brands of 
vitamins are the same no matter if you 
buy them at a health food store, dis­
count pharmacy or from a vitamin 
company salesperson " 

A month's supply of multivitamins 
can vary from more than $6 for pro­
ducts sold person-to-person through 

company representatives, to less than 
$1 for house brands sol,' at phar· 
macies, groceries or discoun stores. 

And if you've heard that "natural" 
vitamins are better Cbesides more ex­
pensive l than synthetic vitamins, you 
should know that regardless of source. 
vitamins that are chemically 
equivalent have the same effects on the 
body 

But make sure you need a vitamin 
supplement before you buy. "People 
wouldn't have a whole drawerful of 
medications that they would take in­
discriminately." said Forester. "and 
they shouldn't take vitamins that way 
either."

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"When have you been down home? " 
asked someone in a familiar brogue in 
a crowded area upstate. Immediately 
about twenty heads turned to see who 
had asked.

There he would eat 
the good country foods, breath the good 
mountain air, visit with all the cousins 
and spin yarns how he "taught that 
Yankee a thing or two." After that, 
he'd load up home grown potatoes, 
green beans, roastin' ears , and 
tomatoes, with boxes of Mason jars fill­
ed with more of the same. Driving back 
north, they'd shake their heads from 
side to side, and wonder just how in the 
world people "made it" back in those 
Kentucky hills ! 

En route to locate an old church of 
my childhood in Johnson county, I 
recently stopped to visit an old friend, 
Mrs. Grace Thomas. As we enjoyed 
coffee and good homemade cake in her 
lovely kitchen, we reminisced of the 
old days and about her late husband, 
Mr. Harry Thomas. 

He, Henry Holbrook and Clarence 
Meek and others came down home to 
coon hunt in our beloved hills . Henry 
left his hounds at Uncle Billie Sparks, 
place, up at the head of Cam Creek, so 
when they arrived for the hunt the dogs 
were rested and ready to run. Ronald 
and Chester, being the younger genera­
tion, had already been busy tying a 
rope around some old coonskins and 
dragging them over the ground on the 
hills to entice the dogs to chase the 
coons. Boys learned to be hunting men 
and good sports while growing puppies 
learned to be good coon dogs. This was 
the system in the hills. There was no 
need to get a HOW TO book from the 
library; these youngins' just learned 
by doing. These were joyous times. 

Grace and I shared pictures of our 
families. Our Cherokee ancestry show­
ed in the faces of my mother, so lovely 
with the long, black braids haloing her 
olive complexion and high cheek 
bones; my oldest daughter, Luona, a 
beautiful replica of mother; Katrina, 
my granddaughter, with her Scotch 
ancestry showing beautifully; and my 
youngest daughter, dimpled Jill, a 
petie descendant of Welsh ancestry. 
For many years these four have been 
my world. 

Mrs. Thomas' granddaughter has 
played a part on the TV series, 
"Fame," for over a year. We discussed 
the recent Hank Williams story that 
Richard Thomas, her grandson, played 
so realisticly. Many refer to him as 
"John Boy" because he played on the 
Walton's Mountain show for so long. 
She confided that one gentleman had 
said he had mixed feelings about 
Richard's performance in the Hank 
Williams life, but we agreed that he 
was only an actor playing a role, and 
we concluded it was tastefully done.

The Prestonsburg High School senior

The move toward equality between 
the sexes has included many of the 
risks. According to Dr. William G. 
Cahan, lung-cancer surgeon at 
Memorial Sloan-Kettering Cancer 
Clinic in New York City, women are 
getting- and dying from-tobacco­
related cancers in sharply rising rates. 

Writing in the April issue of Reader's 
Digest, Cahan points to chi ll ing 
figures: women's lung-cancer death 
rate is up 313 percent since 1950; a 
tumor registry reports an 84 percent 
increase in oral cancer and a 56 per­
cent increase in the incidence rate of 
bladder cancer in the same period; 
women's pancreatic-cancer death rate 
is approaching that of men's. 

"The climb in these grim statistics 
fulfills the prophecies made a genera­
tion ago after women began smoking in 
earnest," Cahan writes. Since it takes 
between 20 to 30 years for tobacco­
related cancers to appear, it is likely 
the increase will continue. He points 
out that there are currently some 25 
million women who smoke. 

Not only are women smokers prone 
to the same afflictions men suffer, they 
have problems uniquely their own. One 
is the relation between smoking and 
pregnancy- their chances of miscar­
riage and infant death are greater; 
their babies are more prone to a low 
birth weight and more health problems 
in their first year. 

There are other risks. Smoking in 
combination with the Pill " markedly 
augments a woman's chances of 
developing certain forms of coronary 
heart disease and stroke," the cancer 
specialist continues. There is also an 
increased risk of heart attack in pre­
menopausal women who smoke.

Pure Milk, Claim

Milk being offered for sale in Ken­
tucky under the Meadow Fresh label is 
being sold against state regulations, 
and Cabine t for Human Resources of­
ficia ls are requesting the public's help 
in taking action aga inst the seller. 

Health officials report that Meadow 
Fresh , Inc., of Salt Lake City, Utah, 
has approached a number of in­
dividua ls , institutions and agencies, of­
fe ring to sell them "filled milk" on a 
contract basis. Filled milk products 
are those from which the milk fat has 
been r emoved and replaced with 
vegetable fa t or oil. The resulting milk, 
cream, s kimmed milk, ice cream mix 
or frozen desserts, says Leon Town­
send of the cabinet's Department for 
Health Services, are imitations and do 
not m eet the state 's standards of iden­
tity for milk and milk products.

Townsend, manager of the state' s 

Milk Control Branch, said his office 
has tried to prohibit sales by the com­
pany for severa l months . In August 
1982 the company obtained a restrain­
ing order tha t prevented state action 
against them . While the orde r was in 
effect, Meadow Fresh representatives 
continued to solicit sa les to individuals , 
nursing homes, day ca re centers and 
schools. The products have not been of­
fered for sale in retail stores. 

E a rly this month the Franklin Coun­
ty Circuit Court ruled that enforcement 
of KRS 217 filled milk provisions could 
be resumed against Meadow Fresh . 
The compa ny was granted 10 days to 
notify their clients that Meadow Fresh 
products would no longe r be ava ila ble 
in Kentucky .

Coin Phone Rules 
To Change April 1 

Kentuckians who make long distance 
calls from coin telephones and charge 
them to third numbers may want to 
make sure they have a Bell System 
Calling Card by April I. 

That's when South Central Bell 
begins requiring approval for such 
calls. The operator will dial the third 
number before completing the call. If 
the third party refuses the charges, or 
if the number cannot be reached-for 
any reason-the call will not be com­
pleted. The new rules also apply when 
callers bill their own numbers. 

"This change will protect people 
from being billtd for calls they don't 
want charged to their number," said 
Art Willett. local manager for Bell. 

Operators now complete third­
number calls without approval. but are 
telling customers that approval will be 
required after April 1. 

"Folks who need to make long 
distance calls from coin phones still 
have several ways to pay for them." 
Willett said. "You can call collect, 
carry enough change to pay for the 
calls, or-most convenient of 
all-charge calls to a Bell System Call­
ing Card, a telephone credit card. 

"With a Calling Card, people charge 
long-distance calls to their home or of­
fice number," he said "It's the 
cheapest way to call long distance 
when you can't dial direct, and the 
card is free, with no monthly service 
charge." 

Willett said Calling Cards may be ob­
tained by calling a South Central ser­
vice representative. The number is in 
the front of the phone book, on the page, 
titled "How to Reach Us at South Cen­
tral Bell."

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In a pyramid scheme, new par­
ticipants pay for the chance to receive 
profits primarily from the recruitment 
of other participants. Every pyramid 
scheme has two basic elements : 

1. AN INITIAL FEE- Each person 
who joins a pyramid scheme must pay 
to get in. These initial fees are the 
primary (and usually the only) source 
of income for the pyramid scheme. 

2. REWARDS BASED PRIMARILY 
ON RECRUITING- Each new partici­
pant must recruit others into the 
scheme in order to recoup his/her in­
itial payment and make a profit. The 
rewards paid out come from the initial 
fees paid by new recruits . 

Some pyramid schemes make no ef­
fort to hide the fact that there is 
nothing going on except recruiting. 
There is no manufacturing or selling of 
products. New participants receive 
nothing tangible for their initial fees . 
They gain the right to receive profits 
only if enough other people are 
recruited subsequently . It is the 
responsibility of each participant to 
recruit new members . 

Because of law enforcem ent 
crackdowns on pyramid schemes, 
some promoters have attempted to 
make it appear that their companies 
are engaged in the manufacturing and 
selling of consumer products. They 
maintain that recruiting is used only to 
increase the sales force with increased 
retail sales as the ultimate goa l. In ac­
tuality, disguised pyramid schemes 
make little or no effort to sell products 
except to those who are joining as par­
ticipants. Generally, the "products" 
have very little established market 
value (for example, motiva tional 
tapes) or new participants are re­
quired to buy la rge s tocks or inventory 
at greatly inflated prices. The com­
pany makes money primarily from 
loading new participants with inven­
tory and not from sales to nonpar­
ticipants. 

Since pyramid schemes derive in­
come primarily from the initial fees 
paid by new recruits , a scheme col­
lapses when the supply of new par­
ticipants has been exhausted. When 
this happens, those at the bottom on the 
pyramid (those who have just joined) 
lose a ll of their money : the middle 
members may break even, and a few 
people at the top (the promoters and 
possibly a few others) make a lot of 
money. It does not take many levels to 
exhaust the people supply and the 
number of losers outnumber the win­
ners by 16 to 1 or even 32 to 1. 

Pyra miq sche m es r e ly on 
misrepresentations . Each person who 
joins has less chance of winning than 
his/her recruiter. This is because 
another level of participants would 
have to be recruited. If this fact were 
disclosed. very few people would join a 
pyramid scheme. ParticipanL<; are. 
consciously or unconsciously. deceiv­
ing those they recruit. " Laws aga inst 
pyramid schemes are designed to pro­
tect consumers from such deception." 
says Beshear . 

Pyramid schemes whi ch mas ­
querade as multi -level selling com­
panies a re sometimes difficult to 
recognize. There a re. however , signifi ­
cant differences. Attorney Genera l 
Beshea r advises that pyramids pro­
mise high potentia l earnings . usually 
with very little effort needed. Pyramid 
promoters use high pressure recruiting 
tactics in an emotional atmosphere 
where large amounts of money are 
visible .

Toughen Transplants 
Before Setting Out 

One way to increase your success at 
establishing plants in the garden is to 
harden or toughen transplants before 
setting them in the ground, according 
to Dr . Jean English, University of Ken­
tucky Extension horticulturist at 
Quicksand. 

When plants are grown in a 
greenhouse or in a bright location in 
the hom~. they u~ually receive plenty 
of light, .Water and nutrients. "These 
ideal conditions cause the plants to 
grow rapidly," said English, "and 
their tissues become quite succulent." 

Lush growth is desirable indoors, but 
if tender plants suddenly are moved 
outdoors for prolonged periods, they 
are liable to suffer from drought, wind 
or cold stress. Also, if they have receiv­
ed only filtered light indoors, they may 
suffer from sudden over-exposure to 
strong outdoor light. 

The process of gradually accustom­
ing plants to outdoor conditions, or 
"hardening" transplants, helps the ad­
justment. After plants have been grow­
ing indoors for about five weeks, start 
reducing the amount of water and fer­
tilizer that they receive. Water when 
the soil dries but before plants wilt. 

About a week later move the plants 
to a cold frame for a week or two 
before setting them in the garden. The 
cold frame will be cooler than the 
house or greenhouse. yet plants can be 
protected from very cold weather if 
you cover the frames with sashes on 
cold nights or days, English said. Also. 
removing sashes on warm days will ex­
pose plants to gentle breezes which will 
help toughen their tissues. 

If you do not have a cold frame, 
move the plants out to a doorstep or 
patio gradually. Give them an hour or 
so outdoors on the first day. Increase 
the time outdoors by an hour each day : 
by the end of a week they should stay 
outdoors all day. 

Use your judgment in adjusting this 
schedule, advised English. "Keep the 
plants indoors on very cold or wet 
days, and leave them out overnight on 
fairly warm nights," she said. "By the 
time the plants are six to seven weeks 
old, they will be toughened enough to 
survive the environmental stresses 
awaiting them in the garden."

The Floyd County Thnes 

Fund To Help Pay 
Power Bills Grows 

Nearly $20.000 has been made 
available to date to help needy 
customers with their electric bills 
through Kentucky Power Company's 
Neighbor Helping Neighbor Program. 

"As of March 17, a total of 758 
customers of the company have con­
tributed $4,872.70 to the program,'' ac­
cording to Robert E. Matthews, Ken­
tucky Power president. "The company 
has matched those contributions, in ad­
dition to the $10,000 which the company 
contributed to begin the program.'' 

"That brings to $19,745.40 the total 
amount now available to assist the 
elderly, handicapped, low income, and 
unemployed customers of Kentucky 
Power with their electric bill 
payments," he added. 

He said that customers needing 
assistance should apply to their 
nearest Social Insurance office of the 
Kentucky Cabinet for Human 
Resources, which is handling applica­
tions for the Neighbor Helping 
Neighbor Program. 

Matthews said: "We are extremely 
pleased, but not surprised, at the 
response of our customers in helping 
their fellow citizens. It is in the best 
tradition of the history of eastern Ken­
tucky, where people have always had a 
deep concern for their neighbors." 

The Neighbor Helping Neighbor Pro­
gram was begun February 22 with the 
mailing of electric service bills carry­
ing an appeal to customers for dona­
tions. In returning their payments, 
customers can designate an amount of 
contribution to the program and add 
that amount to their bill payment. 

"It will take about 30 days for all 
customers of the company to receive 
the initial notice of the program, so we 
believe that contributions to the pro­
gram will continue to be made. We 
plan to continue the appeal on bills un­
til about mid-April," Matthews con­
cluded.

Q. My daughter's cat just died of 

feline leukemia. The veterinarian said 
we should not get another cat right 
away because some of the viruses may 
remain in the house and outside where 
he roamed. How can that be'? Is there 
any danger for my family or others'? 

A. Feline leukemia is indeed a 
disease caused by a virus. Residual 
viruses can remain in the house and 
even outside for quite some time. 
Veterianarians recommend that 
owners of a cat who has had feline 
luekemia disinfect dishes, litter boxes, 
etc. thoroughly and not seek a new pet 
until at least six weeks have elapsed. 

The National Cancer Institute has 
conducted exhaustive tests on 
laboratory samples of the blood of pet 
owners, veterinarians, research 
workers who have handled feline 
leukemia viruses, cancer patients, and 
healthy people with no connection to 
the disease or to cats at all. There is no 
evidence to indicate that feline 
luekemia viruses are agents of cancer 
in people. 

The causes of human leukemia are 
not known. Excessive exposure to 
radiation and possibly certain 
chemicals such as benzene have been 
identified as possibly having some con­
nection to leukemia.

By Runaway Horse 

When the bram says "carrot" and 
the fat cells say "brownie," why do 
the fat cplls always win? BPcause fat 
cells are tenacious, says the March 
Reader's Digest. They're among the 
most active cells m the body. sniffing 
the blood for traces of dessert. ever 
ready to send a squall of protest brain­
ward if they sense deprivation. Sad to 
report. although they may shrink. fat 
cells never really die. 

TUXEDO RENTALS 
INSECT ACTIVITY 

Insects that have passed the winter 
indoors or in other locations around 
homes are beginning to make their 
presence known. Some of these pests 
may be cause for concern while others 
may simply be a nuisance, according 
to Extension entomologists in the 
University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture. 

Clover mites often are found at win­
dow and door sills when the mercury 
rises this time of year. These brown­
red, pin head sized mites with long 
front legs feed on clover and grasses 
and may be especially abundant in 
heavy growths of succulent, well fer­
tilized lawns, says Dr. Lee Townsend. 

"Sheer numbers plus the resulting 
red-brown stain when crushed make 
them unwelcome visitors," he said. 

The red stain produced when they 
are crushed results from body 
pigment-they are not blood feeders 
and will not harm people or pets, ac­
cording to Townsend. 

Mites that have wandered indoors 
can be controlled using an aerosol 
spray containing pyrethins. Townsend 
says using a vacuum cleaner to 
remove mites from indoor surfaces 
will reduce the chance of crushing 
them and leaving a stain. 

TERMITES 
Another insect in evidence this time 

of year on warm days is the termite, 
the major wood destroying insect in 
Kentucky. Entomologist Dr. Chris 
Christensen notes that the first indica­
tion of termite activity in a structure 
often comes with the discovery of 
"swarmers" or winged termites 
emerging from inside or underneath a 
house." 

"Correct identification of suspected 
termites is essential," says Christen­
sen. "Misidentification can be a costly 
mistake since termite treatments are 
expensive." 

Basic termite identification tips are 
available in Extension publications 
available at the county Extension of-
fice. · 

The special cautions, "If termites 
are in fact present, ask at least three 
well-respected pest control companies 
to inspect your property and give a 
written control estimate. Do not be 
pressed into signing a contract until 
you are sure of what the company is go­
ing to do, what the charge will be, what 
the service will provide and when they 
will be able to do the work." 

Christensen reminds homeowners 
that termites are small insects that do 
their damage slowly. "There is time to 
make a sound decision about termite 
control," he said. 

ANTS 
Winged ants that swarm in or near 

the home often are confused with swar­
ming termites. Specimens can be com­
pared to illustrations available in Ex­
tension publications. Basically, check 
these features: 

-Antennae; they are elbowed in 
ants but not in termites. 

-Wings; termites have two pairs of 
wings of equal length while the winged 
adult ant has two pairs of wings of une­
qual length. 

-Eyes; they are absent in termites 
and present in ants. 

-Waist; termites have thick waists 
while ants have thin waists. 

"All ants are social and live in nests 
in the soil, in structural wood, in tree 
cavities and in other protected 
places," says another UK en­
tomologist, Dr . R.A. Scheibner. 

Worker ants, which are as light col­
ored as yellow, but usually dark col­
ored, range from the nest in search of 
food . When ant colonies are full-sized 
swarmer ants will be produced. Th~ 
swarming season varies with the 
species of ants and some will swarm in 
homes in mid-winter, according to 
Scheibner.

ants can cause serious damage to 
structural wood. The entomologist 
says ants are best controlled with in­
secticides applied directly to the nest 
or ant hills. Nests hidden in woodwork 
may be hard to find, but can 
sometimes be located by following col­
umns of foraging ants .back to where 
they come out of a wall or from under a 
door sill. 

For ants nesting near the outside of 
the home, treating the outside wall up 
to the level of first-floor window sills 
and along the ground around the house 
helps eliminate the insects. 

CARPENTER BEES 
Carpenter bees also are a common 

pest in Kentucky. "These large bees 
look very much like bumble bees and 
most people think bumble bees are bor­
ing into the wood of their home or out­
buildings," says Christenson. The bees 
bore into soft wood, such as California 
redwood, white pine or poplar, or 
harder wood softened by age, to create 
tunnels in which to raise their young. 

Christensen reports that damage 
done by one or two carpenter bees 
usually is slight. However, subsequent 
generations enlarge existing cavities 
and over the years, damage can 
become quite serious. 

Carpenter bees are large bees, about 
one inch long, with black and yellow 
markings. They have a bare, shiny 
black abdomen, whereas, bumble bees 
have a hairy abdomen with at least 
some yellow. Although male carpenter 
bees are quite aggressive, they are 
harmless since they lack stingers. 
However, females can sting if 
molested. Males have a bright yellow 
spot in the middle of the head. 

Male and female carpenter bees 
overwinter as adults within nest tun­
nels in wood and emerge in the spring, 
usually in April or early May. Mating 
occurs within a few weeks and the new­
ly fertilized female either prepares a 
new nest or expands the existing one. 
Development of the adult takes 30-40 
days and emergence of the newly form­
ed adults begins in late August. 

Information on the control of 
carpenter bees r ants and termit~ is 
available from county Extension of­
fices. Publications also will help with 
identification of these insects. 

A Teaberry man is not entitled to 
damages as the result of a collision bet­
ween his automobile and a runaway 
horse, because the owner of the horse 
took normal precautions to keep the 
animal corralled, Floyd Circuit Judge 
Hollie Conley ruled Thursday. 

James Hamilton, 21, told the court 
that he and three co-workers were 
driving north on U.S. 23 about 1:30 on a 
Sunday morning in November, 1981, 
after getting off work at a Pike county 
restaurant. 

Near Cowpen, a horse struck the car, 
a 1976 Toyota, causing him to lose con­
trol and run off the road, Hamilton 
said. Both horse and vehicle were 
destroyed. Hamilton alleged 
negligence on the part of the owner of 
the horse and sought $2175 to cover the 
loss of his car. 

Zachary Hayes, 22, said he had 
recently bought the horse, a Tennesee 
Walker gelding, and kept it on a pro­
perty his family leased on Cowpen. He 
had recently strengthened the fence on 
the property and installed a new gate 
but one of four horses penned there ap­
parently broke the gate down, he said. 

Pikeville attorney Rick Bartley, 
representing Hayes, said the accident 
happened on a straight stretch of road 
and that Hamilton could have swerved 
to avoid the horse. The accident was 
"unfortunate" but his client was not at 
fault and should not be held liable, he 
said. 

Arnold Turner, Jr., Hamilton's 
lawyer, noted that one of Hayes' horses 
escaped once before. Although the 
defendant had since fortified the 
enclosure, it was his responsibility to 
see that the improvements were suffi­
cient to keep the horses in, he argued. 

Dismissing the complaint, Judge 
Conley said he "could not say the 
defendant did not do as much as an or­
dinary person would do under the cir­
cumstances."

Tax May Be Withheld 
On Pension Payments 

Because pension income may be 
either fully or partially taxable in­
come, Federal income taxes may be 
withheld from pension payments after 
January 1, 1983, according to the Inter­
nal Revenue Service. 

This withholding is not compulsory, 
the IRS points out, and any person can 
apply for exemption. The payer of the 
pension will tell the retiree how to app­
ly for the exemption. 

However, many retirees may find 
the withholding a convenience that 
may spare them penalties when they 
file their federal income tax returns, 
the IRS notes. Without tax withholding, 
a taxpayer who owes $300 or more for 
1983 may be liable for interest and 
penalties. 

Withholding on periodic payments of 
pensions and annuities applies just as 
it does to wages and salaries ; the 
amount withheld is determined by in­
come, dependents and marital status. 
Certain types of non-periodic 
payments will be withheld at a ten per­
cent rate. 

Those who are eligible, and need the 
assistance of this program, should call 
the IRS to find out the nearest 
assistance center to them.

The contract to operate Kentucky's 
automated food stamp system has 
been awarded to Electronic Data 
Systems Corporation of Dallas, Texas. 
The firm will employ 163 Kentucky 
residents to staff the operation. 

Under the contract the Cabinet for 
Human Resources will pay Electronic 
Data Systems $27.5 million to certify 
client eligibility for food stamps and 
issue the stamps for three years. The 
company will begin certifying eligibili­
ty on October 1 and issuing food stamps 
on December l. Electronic Data 
Systems will hire 63 full-time and 100 
part-time employees to implement and 
operate the system. 

The contract will cost the state less 
than officials had figured. "We had 
estimated that a computerized food 
stamp system would cost $14 million a 
year to operate," said Human 
Resources Secretary Buddy Adams. 
"With this contract we'll be paying a 
little over $9 million a year."

The contract covers operating costs 
only. Electronic Data Systems is ab­
sorbing the cost of developing the 
system. The cost of the contract will be 
paid from the food stamp program's 
$28 million annual administrative 
budget, which is 50 percent federal 
money and 50 percent state funds

Controlling Weeds 
In The Home Garden

Also, allow compost a year to degrade. 

-Avoid buying transplants which are 
weedy.

On April 4, the' CBN Cable Network airs "Cancer; The 
Winners," a 60-minute special on how some Americans are 
coping with the disease. 

The show is part of a nationwide effort by the National 
Cable Television Association (NCTA) and the Amencan Can­
cer Society to show how three Americans have emerged 
winners after being stricken 

The show will exchange Information that will benefit Ameri­
can families if someone they know eventually has to cope with 
cancer 

First Lady Nancy Reagan will appear on the show. discuss­
ing her recent bout with a cancer on her lip. American League 
umpire Bill Kunkel, talk-show host Rena Blumberg, and moun­
taineering guide Glen Exum focus on their battles with cancer 
and how they have led full lives s1nce confronting their 
disease. 

Cameras will go behind the plate w1th Kunkel as he calls 
balls and strikes just months after cancer surgery. Exum 
scales a mour~tain only a year after surg1cal treatment for 
cancer. Miss Blumberg talks about the book she authored 
after two years of chemotherapy and a mastectomy. 

The idea for the cancer show came from Richard Loftus, a 
cable system operator in West Medway, Mass., who is also on 
the board of directors of the NCT A. 

Loftus says that viewers learn that early detection and treat­
ment save lives. The show is designed to uncover common 
untruths about cancer and explain how to combat the 
disease.

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Dewey Fish & Game 
Club Looks to Year 
Of Renewed Activity 

With new officers and the largest 
membership in years, the Dewey Lake 
Fish & Game Club met here, March 14, 
in an atmosphere of renewed en­
thusiasm as members discussed pro­
jects and club goals for the coming 
year. 

Reinstatement of the club's fishing 
contest was affected during the 
meeting and it was decided that a con­
certed effort would be made to en­
courage area fishermen to take advan­
tage of the annual event which offers a 
variety of prizes in categories from 
trout to carp. Chalmer Howard, new 
club president, stressed the impor­
tance of the contest saying, "The more 
interest you generate in fishing Dewey 
Lake, the more interest there'll be in 
maintaining Dewey Lake." 

A committee was also appointed to 
plan for a bass tournament to be held 
at Dewey Lake, sometime in May. 
Howard said the exact date would be 
announced within the next few weeks. 

In its aim of taking a more promi­
nent role in monitoring the en­
vironmental quality of Dewey Lake 
and the resulting effects on fish popula­
tions. the club discussed the impor­
tance of working closely with state 
fisheries biologist Kerry Prather, who 
conducts studies in this and a number 
of other Eastern Kentucky counties. In 
particular, Howard said, the club 
wants to encourage the resumptiou of a 
project conducted in the past' by 
Prather in which brush and small tress 
are weighted and sunk to provide cover 
for baitfish and small game fish. 
"We're willing to provide help in any 
way we can in this matter," said 
Howard who also commented, "We 
feel that lack of cover is one of the 
lake's major problems." 

Howard said the club will also look 
closely at fishing pressure and its ef­
fect on the aquatic health of the lake. 
"It has recently been found that a large 
percentage of the gamefish. par­
ticularly bass. in Cave Run Lake <a 
large impoundment near Morehead l 
was depleted by fishing pressure in a 
fairly short period after the lake was 
impounded," Howard said. "There is 
the likelihood that this is also a pro­
blem at Dewey." Howard said the club 
will also work toward public education 
to stress the importance of greater pro­
tection of spawning fish. 

Referring to the harvest of large 
numbers of deer during a weekend gun 
season last November, Howard vowed 
that the club would "stay on top" of the 
situation in order to prevent a repeat of 
what club members consider an 
overkill situation. Next fall's two-day 
season, set for December 10 and 11, 
will be conducted on the basis of a 
quota hunt in which hunters may al)ply 
to the state for admittance to the 
Dewey game refuge during hunting 
season with a limited number of 
hunters named by random computer 
selection. "The state is conducting pro­
bability studies right now to determine 
how many hunters should be allowed," 
said Howard, who pointed out that 
state biologists have estimated that 
25-30 animals could be harvested 
without serious disruption to the resi­
dent deer population. "We see this as a 
tremendous improvement over last 
year," Howard said. 

Howard also stressed that the club 
will continue to offer a $300 reward for 
anyone providing information leading 
to the conviction of persons taking deer 
illegally. A considerable reward is also 
offered in connection with the repor­
ting of anyone "running" gill nets in 
the Johns Creek headwaters Ca techni­
que which decimates populations of 
fish which must run upstream to 
spawn, such as white bass.) 

"We also want to encourage county 
officials to realize the importance of 
our wildlife and fish and the environ­
ment generally," Howard said. "We 
plan to meet with some officials to ask 
that violations relating to fish and 
game or even littering be taken 
seriously."

Year's First Trout 
Stocking Scheduled 

Trout wiii be released in the Dewey 
Lake tailwaters again this year, accor­
ding to Floyd County Conservation Of­
ficer Dalton R. Conley, with the first 
stocking set for April. 

According to Conley, 1,500 rainbow 
trout in the 10-to-12-inch category will 
be released a short distance below the 
dam, the first of five stockings involv­
ing a total of 5,500 trout alloted for this 
county. 

Trout will be stocked each month 
through October, according to Conley, 
with the exception of July and AUgust 
when elevated water temperatures 
lower trout survival rates to the point 
that stocking becomes impractical. 

Canned corn, cheese bait, ear­
thworms and small artificial lures are 
all effective on the colorful rainbow 
and fishermen are allowed a limit of 
eight fish daily. A trout stamp, which is 
affixed to the. regular fishing license, is 
required, except for state residents 
under age 16 or over 65 who require no 
permit of any kind.
