Zapata Ends Its 
Coal Operations 
By Recent Sale 

The Zapata Corporation is quitting the 
coal business, where it reportedly lost 
money, to return to its original special­
ties of offshore drilling and oil and gas 
exploration where it make its millions. 

Its coal subsidiary, Zapata Fuels, has 
sold its holdings, including Floyd, 
Lawrence and Magoffin county mines, 
to the Stanford Coal Co. for $100 million.

State Auditors Claim 
Late Clerk's Debt Was 
More Than Half-Million 

According to a state audit of the late 
C. Ollie Robinson's financial records 
released last week, the clerk owed the 
state and county more than half a 
million dollars at his death in February. 

The clerk's bookkeeping practices 
were so informal they fell below 
minimum state requirements and made 
overall comment impossible, the audit 
report said. 

Conducted by the office of Auditor of 
Public Accounts James B. Graham, the 
audit showed a deficit of $510,671. The 
clerk was bonded for $50,000 and a fami­
ly member assessed the value of his 
estate at $75,000. 

Major claims on the estatebave been 
filed by the state Transportation 
Cabinet-for $288,989 in unpaid registra­
tion fees-and the Revenue Cabinet­
for $116,398 in delinquent taxes. The 
county has previously claimed $51,047 in 
excess fees due for the years 1976 
through 1981. And the Bank Josephine 
lists a $15,058 "special fund" overdraft. 

In addition, the final audit reveals 
$11,408 in excess fees due to the county -· 

for 1982 and 1983 and $68,442 in other 
taxes owed to the county or county agen­
cies for 1977 through 1983-about half of 
it in unpaid deed transfer taxes. 

Robinson would not have had to pay 
the county excess fees for the past two 
years except that the auditors disallow 
ed salary and overtime payments which 
had not been authoriz~d by the fiscal 
court. 

Also disallowed were 1982 payments 
totalling $2132 which the auditors listed 
as personal rather than official ex­
penses. The payments violated state 
law, the audit said. 

In redlining salary and overtime 
payments, Graham points out that a 
May, 1981 fiscal court order authorizes 
only 10 fulltime and three parttime 
deputies for the clerk 's office and sets 
maximum salaries for them. In 1982, 
Robinson paid $41,239 beyond what the 
court had authorized and, in 1983, $5083. 
The fiscal court may yet agree to accept 
the unauthorized salary and overtime 

· payments, the audit notes.

Conley Gets Tough 
With Truant Jurors 

If you're called for jury duty, you had 
better be prepared to serve. That was 
the advice Circuit Judge Hollie Conley 
had for 61 potential jurors who turned up 
yesterday (Tuesday) for the opening of 
the court's fall quarter . 

His hard line came in response to a 
flood of requests from those who wanted 
to· be excused from jury service. He also 
had the support of the law, the judge 
1ol.eu bluntly. 

While he would allow people to 
postpone jury duty for a good reason, on­
ly illness would excuse a person 
altogether, he said. 

Danny Patton, safety director at Na­
tional Mines, was passed over for this 
term. So was Elmer Johnson, who runs 
a cutting machine. Epp Banks would be 
in to serve as soon as he finished repair­
ing an air-conditioner. Half a dozen 
more were passed over for job-related 
reasons. 

For 17 who didn't show up at all, bench 
warrants would be issued, the judge 
said. 

Serving on a jury is like going to jail, 
Conley said-it's never convenient but 
it sometimes has to be done. Of those 
who had petitioned him in vain to be ex­
cused, the judge said, ''I'm sure you had 
some choice words for me under your 
breath. But this (jury duty) is part of our 
system." 

Addressing the common argument 
that juries should be filled by those with 
nothing better to do, the judge remind­
ed his audience that the Constitution pro­
vides for trial by a jury of one's peers. 
"That means a random selection­
teachers, miners, retirees, young peo­
ple, old people, · men and women," he 
said. 

If they were themselves in court, they 
would want their cases to be heard by 
"good people," the judge argued. "You 
wou)dn't want stragglers.'' 

In place of the old system, where three 
commissioners selected jurors from 
each section of the county-a system 
that had a way of turning up the same 
faces from one year to another­
selection of potential jurors is now a 
cvmputedzet operation run out of th~> 
Secretary of State's office. 

If you have a driver's license, or own 
a piece of property, or are registered to 
vote, or have an automobile registered 
in your name, you may be randomly 
selected and added to the list of about 
1000 names furnished the cou t 
whenever the jury pool here runs low'.

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While the auditor advised the fiscal 
court to have the county attorney collect 
the excess fees due the county-and 
County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. has 
asked the court for the necessary 
authorization-most of the money is 
already beyond recovery on account of 
the five-year statute of limitations.

The $100 million 
from the sale of the subsidiary will go 
toward reduction of its debt, it was said.

I have just completed a public speak­

The nearer the fateful 
hour, the more convinced I became that 
only an idiot would maneuver himself as 
I had into such a situation. 

But I did it. I may never be the same 
man again-but I did it. 

You more sensible souls may wonder 
how an individual of my age could be so 
neurotic about such a rather com­
monplace matter. Let me tell you. 

It goes back to a boyhood experience. 
It was the last day of school, and each 
of us "scholars" was expected to take 
part in the program which teacher had 
planned, possibly in an effort to get even 
with us for our misdeeds of the past 
several months. Each had to recite 

·something-a poem, a part of a poem, 
a verse from the Bible, something. 

A cousin of mine solved his problem 
by bobbing up and saying, "Jesus 
wept," and as quickly sitting down while 
teacher scowled. 

But I had to do the unusual. I had a 
Ridpath's history, possibly the only one 
at that time in an area of a hundred 
square miles, and therein were a few 
lines of verse pertaining to the 
Norsemen. I memorized that. Letter­
perfect, I was, there at home. 

When my name was called at the last 
day of school and I got up and made my 
way up front and faced the crowd­
many of them grinning fellow-pupils-I 
sailed into that poem. I got through a 
couple of lines, as I remember-and 
then the mind, if any, went blank. There 
I stood, as helpless as a fly on the end 
of a pin, nobody to prompt me, nowhere 
to turn. 

I made it back to my seat, walking as 
through a miasmic fog, almost unseeing, 
and even yet I can recall how that floor 
rocked as if I were treading the deck of 
that Norseman's ship as it bit into a 
nor'easter. 

Since that long-ago day I've kept busy 
keeping my mouth shut in public. Once 
upon a time I joined a literary society 
in Lexington but became a dropout when 
I learned that its works were more oral 
ti1an written. Had an idea, some years 
later, I wouldn't mind knowing how to 
win friends and influence people and 
was at the point of signing up for a Dale 
Carnegie course but learned in the nick 
of time that it involved standing up and 
making what might be charitably call­
ed a speech. 

And now- I, at last, stand up for 10, 
maybe 15, minutes and drone away till 
I can without abjectly striking my col­
ors retire from the field in some sort of 
order. 

If ever again anybody, friend or foe, 
hornswoggles me into such an · "ap­
pearance,'' I will- so help me, I will­
promptly report him or her to the 
Humane Society which, I believe, is 
dedicated to the prevention of cruelty to 
dumb animals.

Magoffin Man 
Wins Acquittal 

A federal jury acquitted Salyersville 
coal operator Robert H. Barnett in U.S. 
district court, Lexington, last Tuesday 
of charges stemming from last year's 
mail-bombing of Lexington coal broker 
Jack Daniel. 

Daniel, 52, lost both legs and three 
fingers when a 30-inch-long packing tube 
loaded with an estimated five pounds of 
Tovex-p, a high order explosive widely 
used in Eastern Kentucky coalfields, 
blew up in his lap Sept. 5, 1982. 

The juPy, which twice reported to the 
court that it was "hopelessly deadlock­
ed," reached its verdict after about 71'2 

hours of deliberation over two days. 
Barnett's family erupted with ap­

plause and tears of joy at the reading of 
the verdict. 

Defense attorneys John Turner of 
Winchester and Lowell Lundy of Bar­
bourville were also pleased with the 
verdict. 

Government prosecutors, who had 
argued repeatedly for additional time 
for the seemingly deadlocked jury to 
reach a verdict, were dismayed. 

"Naturally we're disappointed," said 
Assistant U.S. Attorney Robert Trevey. 
"We feel the government presented suf­
ficient evidence for the jury to convict 
him, but they wanted a smoking gun and 
we didn't have it." 

Ironically, it was Trevey who petition­
ed the court to read to the jury the so­
called Allen charge when it began to ap­
pear that the jury was, in fact, "hope­
lessly deadlocked." 

The Allen charge, which involves a 
plea to jurors to reconsider their feelings 
on a verdict in light of other jurors' opin­
ions, is a legal term for instructions read 
in court to help deadlocked juries reach 
a unanimous verdict. 

Even with the Allen charge, however, 
the jury was unable to agree on a ver­
dict until after it returned to the court­
room for an hour-long reading of testi­
mony presented earlier in the trial by 
two handwriting analysts who appeared 
as expert witnesses for the government. 

According to one juror, who asked that 
he not be identified, it was the review of 
the handwriting experts' testimony that 
broke the deadlock and persuaded the 
four jurors leaning toward a conviction 
to change their votes. 

The experts, who had compared Bar­
nett's handwriting with six samples of 
handwriting from the package bomb 
culled from 200 bags of debris, testified 
that although numerous similarities 
were "more than coincidental," the 
small number of samples coupled with 
the "damaged or fragmentary" condi­
tion of the samples prevented "con­
clusive determinations.'' 

So it went for the government, whose 
case against Barnett, 44, was largely cir­
cumstantial in nature. 

While Trevey, in final arguments 
presented Thursday, asked the jury to 
consider the evidence against Barnett in 
its "totality," defense attorney Lundy 
appealed to the Eastern Kentucky jury's 
sense of regional indentity and focused 
attention on two specific elements of the 
government case. 

Characterizing the case against Bar­
nett as "Donnie and the dog," Lundy at­
tacked the credibility of a key govern­
ment witness- Barnett's brother 
Donnie-and ridiculed government evi­
dence produced by a trained German 
shepherd that prosecutors contend link­
ed Barnett's scent with bomb debris col­
lected at Daniel's west Lexington home. 

"That's a tricky little piece of evi 
dence," Lundy told the jury in his final 
summation. "I hate to think that the 
United States would try to convict 
somebody of a serious crime on some­
thing like that." 

Lundy also told the jury that Donnie 
Barnett- who testified that he had heard 
the defendant threaten to kill Daniel on 
more than 100 occasions- was full of 
"hostility and anger" and would "like to 
see something bad happen to his bro­
ther." 

Appearing as a government witness 
against a close relative, Lundy said, is 
"such a totally unnatural thing for a 
brother to do, he's got to be motivated 
by something other than pure love of jus­
tice." 

In a related development, Douglas 
Puckett, 22, a business associate of 
Daniel's who was present when the mail 
bomb exploded, filed a lawsuit against 
Barnett in Fayette circuit court. 

Puckett, who claimed he "suffered 
great and permanent physical injuries 
as well as extreme mental anguish" as 
a result of the blast, is seeking $700,000 
in compensatory and punitive damages 
and an additional $200,000 for "pain and 
suffering."

The heart of the state's new title law 
aimed at reducing stolen vehicle traffic 
in Kentucky went into effect yesterday 
(Tuesday). 

''This is the beginning of the end of 
Kentucky's reputation as a dumping 
ground for stolen cars," Vehicle Regula­
tion Commissioner Tim Helson said. 
Beginning Tuesday, all new applications 
for automobile and truck titles must be 
cleared through Frankfort. 

Helson said the title applications will 
include the vehicle's identification 
number, its current odometer reading 
and details of any liens against the 
vehicle. 

"We have personnel trained in detec 
ting forged or altered documents to pre­
vent fraud in the transfer of ownership. 
The vehicle's serial number will be sub­
mitted to the National Crime Informa­
tion Commission to see if it has been 
reported as stolen,'' he said. 

The new procedure involves com­
pleting the title application obtained at 
the county clerk's office. If a car or truck 
is being titled in Kentucky for the first 
time, a certified inspector from the 
sheriff's office must inspect the vehicle. 
There is a $3 charge for the inspection. 
lf it is a new vehicle purchased from a 
Kentucky dealer, no inspection is re­
quired, Helson said. 

The owner will then give the com­
pleted application to the clerk who keys 
all the information into the statewide 
Automated Vehicle Information System 
<AVIS). If there was a lien against the 
vehicle with the former owner, it must 
be released in the cowtty in which it was 
recorded prior to the current trans­
action. 

The clerk's office will then forward the 
title application and lien release papers 
to Frankfort. There is a $6 charge pay­
able to the county clerk's office at this 
point.

If the vehicle is being used to secure 
a loan by the new owner, the title can­
not be issued until the financial institu­
tion files the lien information with the 
county clerk's office, which will forward 
the data to Frankfort. Helson said the 
bank, loan company or credit union 
must submit the lien information within 
30 days. 

Once the title and lien information is 
received in Frankfort, Helson said the 
law requires that all paperwork be com­
pleted within five days. 

If the vehicle must be licensed, there 
is a $3 transfer fee and a prorated 
registration fee. 

Helson emphasized that the new title 
document is a person's only proof of 
ownership of the car or truck. "The ti­
tle should be stored in a secure place 
such as a safety deposit box. Under no 
circumstances should the title be carried 
in the vehicle," he said.

In what was described as a "house­
cleaning" operation, a backlog of old 
cases was quietly dropped from the cir­
cuit court docket Friday. 

Few of the cases seemed destined to 
make history they date back nine or 10 
years and have been inactive for most 
of that time. But their dismissal last 
week apparently quarantees oblivion for 
88 disputes-ranging from the distribu­
tion of a failed firm's assets to the fenc­
ing of a neighbor's cows-that once ran 
hot enough to bring the disputants to 
court. 

Will the channeling of Beaver Creek, 
once touted as the only remedy for 
chronic flooding there, be ever again 
debated as warmly as it, was in 1973? It 
was still an issue that summer, when the 
county was asking landowners to sacri-
fice a narrow strip of riverfront property 
for the project and, for some, it was 
more than they were willing to give. 

Six condemnation suits authorized by 
County Judge Henry Stumbo and Magis­
trates Denzil Ray Hall, Zeb Ousley, Ed 
Caudill and Bill Wells named as defen­
dants Martin property owners Mary 
Skeans, P.M. and Cea Williams, James 
Crisp, Fanny Branham, Ethel Osborne, 
John M. Hall and F .D. May (represen­
ting the Masonic Lodge), Reynolds and 
Rose Dingus, Clyde and Winnie Dingus, 
and Cecil and Nadine Conley. 

However, while Congress appropri­
ated $3.3 million for the project in 
1968-the Army Corps of Engineers plan 
called for straightening and widening 
41/2 miles of Beaver Creek around Mar-
tin-the county never had enough money 
to secure the necessary rights of way. 

In 1970, when it looked as if the state 
would pick up the tab, the fiscal court 
authorized the spending of $100,000 to 
condemn the needed property-hence 
the 1973 suits-but the state money was 
not forthcoming and the suits were 

followed up. 
The failure of the Princess Manufac­

turing Company plant at Auxier in June, 
1974, prompted suits by creditors anx­
ious to salvage what they could from the 
wreckage. Employees at the plant, 
represented by the Amalgamated Cloth­
ing Workers of America, wanted to be 
paid for wages and benefits they said 
were due to them. 

But various clothing firms sued to 
recover material they had shipped to 
Auxier to be made into garments or for 
garments made but never delivered. Did 
National Apparel, of New York, ever get 
its 1672 raincoats? Or Nu Look Fashions, 
of Ohio, its 825 jackets? Or Londontown 
Corp., of Baltimore, the $84,728 in fabric 
it had wanted turned into "warmers"? 

Whether the Reece Corporation re­
covered its elting machines or the 
William Wells and Paul Wells _families 
got the rent they said was due them, 
creditors apparently got as much as

Nearly half the cases dismissed­
some 43 of them-were divorce actions, 
the litigants having apparently been 
reconciled, moved elsewhere, or drifted 
apart without benefit of the law. 
Ban~s stopped pursuing nine defaul­

ters-presumably because the debtors 
paid up-and their cases were finally 
stricken from the books. Two retired 
coalminers, who were fighting their 
former employers and the state 
Workers' Compensation Board for black 
lung benefits, must have given up the 
struggle. And a couple of auto collision 
cases appear to have run out of steam. 

A running feud between Mountain In­
vestment, Inc. and the Town of Wheel­
wright was among the disputes finally 
laid to rest. In 1974, Mountain Invest­
ment, which had taken over from Inland 
Steel as town landlord, was accusing 
Mayor Elmer Ferguson and the city 
council of enacting "oppressive and con­
fiscatory" ordinances. 

The company wa~ particularly incens­
ed by an ordinjmce that gave city buil­
ding inspector Paul Osborne power to 
determine whether a dwelling was fit for 
human habitation. Osborne was using 
his new authority against them unfair­
ly, company officials said. 

For its part, the city accused Moun­
tain Investment of trying to evict tenants 
simply because they were active in city 
government. Donald Daniels, then a 
secretary for the city, and Terry 
Feathers, assistant to the mayor, were 
cases in point, they said. 

Mountain Investment went back to 
Florida; Elmer Ferguson, still mayor of 
Wheelwright, would like to be county 
court clerk; the suit went nowhere. 

In 1974, James J. Carter was suing to 
prevent his former partner from setting 
up a rival funeral home. When he bought 
out William R. Callihan 10 years earlier, 
it was on condition that he not compete 
with him for 20 years, Carter claimed. 

Eastern neighbors Wayne Owens and 
Jerry Martin were arguing about Mar­
tin's cows, which Owens said had done 
$15,000 worth of damage to his corn. Ac­
cording to the court record, the suit was 
dismissed after Martin agreed to pay 
$800 in damages. It is not clear why the 
case remained on the docket another 
nine years. 

Ballard Williams and others owning 
land on Morgan Fork of Little Mud 
Creek were trying to stop George 
Barnett, operator of the Beaver Branch 
Coal Co., from mining coal there. They 
won a restraining order against Barnett 
and the record reflects no further action 
in the case. 

Adrian Lafferty and Frasure's Cata­
log Agency were also trying to block a 
mining operation, on property they had 
bought at the head of Spurlock Fork of 
Middle Creek. Denver Shepherd and 
Greeley Ousley, who were mining there, 
refused to pay them royalties, plaintiffs 
said. 

Curtis Collins sued his landlady, Ruth 
Hager DeRossett, of Water Gap, when 
she had five old cars of his towed from 
her property. Collins was represented by 
Appalachian Research and Defense 
Fund attorneys Kay Adrian and Paul 
Fauri-Fauri later became general

counsel for the state Human Resources

Already there are those who will tell 
you that the coming winter will be a 
severe one, as cold as the summer has 
been hot. 

Perhaps with better reason, forest 
rangers foresee a long and potentially 
destructive forest fire season. Prolong­
ed heat and drouth have set the stage for 
that. 

The alarm already has sounded in 
isolated areas, up to 60 days earlier than 
usual, and the chances of conditions im­
proving this month are slim. 

"Any kind of cigarette or match ... can 
start the grass afire and it will just burn 
right on into the woods. It's flash fuel in 
these conditions," said Gene Reynolds 
of the state Forestry Division's Frank­
fort office.

fires by banning open burning except 
between 4 p.m. and midnight do not take 
effect until Oct. 1, which is normally 
when leaves begin to fall, shrubs dry up 
and forest fires become a danger. 

But because of the drought, said 
Charles Crail at the U.S. Forest Service 
office at Winchester, "We could have a 
very early season this year." 

The problem is statewide, from the 
dry forest floors of the eastern Kentucky 
hills to the parched pastures and 
croplands of extreme western Kentucky. 

Only in a drought could one recent 
forest fire have started, said Dave 
Sorenson of the Forestry Division's 
Mayfield district. 

"We're almost positive it was started 
by a piece of broken glass from an old 
jar," he said. "It magnified the sunlight 
just like a magnifying glass. Everything 
just came together just right and it 
started." 

Reynolds said last week that rangers 
recently had been reporting a small fire 
about every day. "We've had nothing 
serious yet, but conditions are real 
serious." 

Crews fought four fires in August in 
the Daniel Boone National Forest of 
eastern Kentucky, including one started 
by lightning Aug. 18 in the Stearns 
district. 

Crail said he hoped this would not be 
a repeat of the 1980 forest fire season. 

"We started out with eight fires (in the 
national forest) that August, and it real­
ly blew up in November with 105 fires," 
he said . . 

Open fires were banned in the Daniel 
Boone Forest that year, and Gov. John 
Y. Brown Jr. issued a similar ban for 26 
eastern Kentucky counties. 

Such a ban might not be necessary, 
Crail said, "if people are real careful. 
Ninety-nine out of 100 of the fires are 
started by people. 

"We spend a lot of tax money fighting 
these darn fires. We might better spend 
it on other things," he said. "We spend 
money to plant trees and food plots for 
wildlife, and on recreation areas and 
recreation trails . We don't want to see . 
it go up in smoke." :

"Blade Runner." which airs 
Sept. 14 on Spotlight, is a 
visually interesting film, but 
questionable as far as its con­
tent is concerned. Taken from 
the late science-fiction writer 
Phillip K. Dick's novel, "Do 
Androids Dream of Electric 
Sheep," the movie is set in a 
future Los Angeles that's an 
ecological disaster area. 

The hero of the story is a 
man named Rick Dekard. who 
makes a living by hunting 
down androids (human-like 
robots) who have escaped to 
Earth from the colonies where 
they are used to do all the 
labor that humans do not want 
to do. Dekard is repulsed by 
his work. but is forced by the 
local police to take one last 
job. 

The acting and the plot of 
the film, as it has been adapt­
ed from Dick's book, is not 
good. Harrison Ford plays 
Dekard so cynically, so world­
wearily, so just plain wearily, 
that after about 20 or 30 min­
utes you feel like taking a nap. 
Unlike the book, after a couple 
hours of gloom, drizzle and 
cynicism. there's an unbeliev­
able. undeserved happy 
ending. Unfortunately, this 
movie is like taking a drive 
where the scenery along the 
way is interesting, but when 
you get there, you find you 
didn't want to be there in the 
first pl~ce.

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Busy as Mountain Doctor, 
tumbo Keeps Options Open 

What is Grady Stumbo doing, now that 
he's an also-ran in state politics? 

Working, as he did before his race for 
the Democratic nomination for governor 
-and work for him means being a full­
time doctor. 

Three months after the primary, 
Dr. Stumbo and two other physicians see 
some 70 patients a day at the clinic he 
founded near Hindman in 1972 after 

raduation from medical school. 
The campaign speeches he fits into his 

schedule now are for Lt. Gov. Martha 
Layne Collins, the Democratic primary 
winner. 

But Stumbo said, "Coming home to 
practice medicine in Knott county to me 
is not losing." 

And in all likelihood, he said, "This 
coal miner's son is going to be back in 
the political arena." 

Stumbo endorsed Mrs. Collins short-
y after the primary. He has taped a 

radio advertisement for her and plann­
ed Labor Day appearances on her behalf 
Monday in Paducah and Madisonville. 

He has met with his supporters, in­
cluding the United Mine Workers Union, 
which backed him in the primary and 
now endorses Mrs. Collins, and he also 
spoke at. the Fancy Farm picnic in 
western Kentucky. 

There, in the First District territory 
f Rep. Carroll Hubbard, D-Mayfield, he 

Joked that his support was so strong 
"that I might come down there and run 
for Congress." 

Stumbo grinned. "I was having some 
fun with Hubbard,'' he said, but he add­
ed, "There are some good options com­
ing up, both in the short term and the 
long run."

Stumbo said he had proved some 
points with his primary race. 

"I've shown that an eastern Kentucky 
candidate can run a statewide race, that 
an eastern Kentuckian can be a serious 
candidate and get broad-based 
support." 

"The people who predicted that I'd be 
lucky to get 40,000 votes got egg on their 
face," he said. 

Dr. Stumbo discussed the primary 
campaign with Gary Cohn, Lexington 
Herald-Leader reporter, who wrote: 

Meanwhile, Stumbo said the biggest 
disappointment in this year's guber­
natorial campaign-other than losing, 
that is-was "the intellectual dishones­
ty of certain people and institutions." 

"There are people who would say to 
you, "We think you're the smartest guy, 
we think you'd make the best governor, 
we just think you can't win, and we can't 
help you.' 

"To a young fellow who's a little bit 
idealistic," Stumbo said, "that's a 
helluva blow. 

"And that was the thing that 
discouraged me. There were some pro­
minent people that said they were going 
to be for Harvey Sloane because he was 
going to win and they needed access. 

"I tell you, I had an ex-governor who 
was committed to me. And once I open­
ly announced and started running and 
the pressure got on him, he withdrew his 
support," Stumbo said. He refused to 
identify the ex-governor. 

"My appeal was directly to the work­
ing people. The hot-shot politicians have 
lost touch with the average person. The 
working people are fed up," he said. 

"I identify with the working man, the 
small businessman, the man who the 
harder he works the behinder he gets. 
I don't like big utility companies. I don't 
like big energy companies owning all the 
wealth. I'm a populist. 

"There was a segment of the people 
looking for a populist, people-oriented in­
dividual," he said. "If I made any 
mistake, I probably should have been 
more populist." 

Stumbo said he will not take an ad­
ministration post, preferring to continue 
his up to 14 hours a day, six days a week 
schedule at the clinic. By doing that, he 
said, "1 can come back with the same 
fire I had. 

''This is where I get it, making home 
visits to these elderly people, who didn't

have less now, listening to their pro­
blems and thier frustrations. You learn 
that by being down in it." 

"If I'd stayed in Frankfort, I'd pro­
bably have been like any other 
bureaucrat." 

Stumbo said he had plans he would not 
yet discuss to repay his campaign in­
debtedness, including $300,000 he bor­
rowed, and in turn loaned to the cam­
paign, which he said was "just about the 
extent of it. I don't see that as a major 
problem." 

The question of whether the personal 
loans were legal or ran afoul of the $3,000 
limit on campaign contributions is 
before the Kentucky Registry of Elec­
tion Finance, but Stumbo said his 
lawyers advised that the loans were 
legal. "We intended to adhere to the law 
and that's what we'll do." 

As for his political future, Stumbo 
said, "We'll just let the writers 
speculate." 

"Our organiztion is staying intact, and 
we'll meet regularly when we get 
through this campaign."

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CONCRETE WORK Swimmers, Robbers and Ghosts: 
A Crab for Every Lifestyle

A female blue crab may produce in a single brood as many as 2 million eggs, only a few 
of which will survive to maturity. 

Like people, crabs have many dif­
ferent lifestyles. If there's an empty 
aquatic ecological niche, "chances are 
a crab will find it," says Dr. Austin B. 
Williams, a Smithsonian Institution 
research associate and expert on 
shrimps, lobsters and crabs for the Na­
tional Marine Fisheries Service; 

Thus, there are crabs that live in the 
sea, in fresh water and, as adults, part­
ly or totally on land; crabs that walk, 
run, climb, swim or burrow; even crabs 
that live in or with animals in either a 
symbiotic or parasitic relationship. 

This adaptability derives from evolu­
tionary modifications in the basic prin­
cipal structure of all "true," or 
brachyuran, crabs: a squat, broad com­
pact body; tough, external skeleton call­
ed an "exoskeleton"; a pair of claws, 
and four pairs of walking legs radiating 
out from the sides. 

The Atlantic blue crab, for instance, 
is superbly modified for skimming over 
the bottom of bavs. with a shallow, 
streamlined bod~ and a fairly light 
skeleton. Its walking legs are lighter and 
flatter than those of many other crabs, 
and its two hind legs are flattened and 
rounded like paddles for rapid sculling. 
Though blue crabs typically eat worms, 
clams and other bottom-dewelling 
animals, their speed helps them catch 
prey and avoid predators. 

All so-called "swimming crabs" have 
the same type of modifications, 
Williams says, but the Atlantk blue crab 
is one of the most successful. "The blue 
crab," he notes, "has one of the widest 
geographical distributions of the swim­
ming crabs in the Western Hemisphere, 
from Nova Scotia to northern Argen­
tina." 

The semiterrestrial ghost crabs of 
tropical sandy beaches are similarly 
modified for speed, with thin, light 
skeletons. These crabs can move in all 
directions at speeds of up to 6 feet a se­
cond. Their large eyes are constantly on 
the alert for food and enemies. 

Other rapidly moving semiterrestrial 
crabs are also exceedingly agile 
climbers. Among these are the tropical 
rocky shore crab and the mangrove tree 
crab. The slower moving robber (though 
technically not a "true" crab) of the 

Pacific islands climbs sago palm trees 
to escape danger-and does some mun­
ching on fruit while visiting. Robber 
crabs, incidentally, got their names 
from their habit of walking off with 
things- sandals, knives, forks and 
reportedly a wrist watch or two. 

Crabs not noted for their speed have 
evolved other protective mechanisms. 
Menippe mercenaria, a commercially 
important stone crab that lives on rocky 
bottoms or burrows in shallow water 
from North Carolina southward to 
Belize, has a thick, heavy skeletal armor 
and massive claws which form daunting 
defensive weapons. The large land crab, 
Cardisoma, digs burrows 3 feet deep or 
even deeper, down to the water table. A 
small living chamber at the bottom of 
the burrow provides a damp, cool 
retreat from heat and enemies during 
the day. 

Spider crabs, with their long spindly 
legs and often small, delicate bodies, are 
masters of disguise . Their main 
camouflaging agents are frequently 
algae, but their methods of dress vary 
from one species to the next, notes Dr. 
Tuck Hines, a zoologist at the Smithso­
nian Environmental Research Center 
who has studied these crabs extensive­
ly on the West Coast. 

One long-legged spider crab, Lox­
orhynchus crispatus, wears a gown of 
feathery brown or red algae on its backs 
and legs, while its small neighbor, Scyra 
acutifrons, is usually covered with a 
dense growth of sponges, barnacles and 
other small animals to blend in with the 
surrounding rocks. Many of these crabs, 
after shedding their exoskeletons, ac­
tually "plant" new algae and animals on 
the hooked hairs on their backs to 
restore their camouflage. 

But the ultimate solution in protection 
has been found by the pea crab, Pin­
notheres ostreum. This tiny, thin­
shelled, frail-looking creature with poor­
ly developed legs has no need for rapid 
locomotion, armor or disguises. It lives 
early its entire life inside an oyster, in 
an area between the oyster's shell and 
gill called the mantle cavity. This crab 
leaves its cozy, well-protected home to 
mate, but returns to an oyster to brood 
and hatch its eggs.

"Our serving areas 
are predominantly rural, and although 
our consumers do not comprise the ma­
jority of consumers in the Com­
monwealth, it is our position that these 
rural consumers have every right to 
equal treatment in these proceedings; 
a right that we feel they were not ac­
corded in the Federal Communications 
Commission proceedings on interstate 
access charges," he said. 

Gearheart said the group is adamant­
ly opposed to the federal intersi.ate ac­
cess charge plan which has ora.:-red 
telephone companies to add $2 p~r 
month charge to residential customers, 
beginning next January 1. The charge 
will increase to $3.00 in 1985 and $4.00 in 
1986. During this period, the rate for 
business subscribers will be $6 per 
month. These interstate access charges 
will apply, even if a customer does not 
call out of the state of Kentucky. "We 
feel that it is grossly unfair to the 
residential consumer, especially those 
in rural areas, and those who place few 
long distance calls," Gearheart said. 

"We urge the Kentucky Public Service 
Commission to prevent implementation 
of the FCC plan in the intrastate arena, 
since the only winner will be profit­
seeking interexchange carriers and big 
business." 

The biggest loser is the residential 
consumer, he contends, and the rural 
residential consumer will be hurt even 
more. Even before the intrastate 
jurisdiction is considered, the residen­
tial consumers will see, within five 
years, an average of an $8 per month in­
crease in the form of end-user and usage 
sensitive charges regardless of whether 
they make long distance calls or not. In 
all likelihood, they will not see a cor­
responding reduction in toll rates due to 
de-averaging of interstate toll due to 
competition, he predicted. 

Should the Kentucky Public Service 
Commission follow the FCC's lead and 
mirror the FCC Access Chartge Plan, 
employing the use of end user charges 
to recover NTS (non traffic sensitive) 
costs and allowing the introduction of 
competition into the intrastate toll 
arena, the full impact both the interstate 
and intrastate charges will clearly place 
the basic telephone service out of the 
economic reach of the majority of the 
rural residential consumers, it is 
claimed. 

The independent telephone group has 
urged this commission to take the 
following cause of action: 

1. Move Slowly. The full impact that 
interstate toll competition will have on 
the consumer is unknown. No one knows 
for sure how these new rates will affect 
consumers, how many consumers will 
."drop off", and whether consumers will 
benefit at all from the federal plan. 

2. Restrict any form of toll competi­
tion. Since toll competition is profit 
driven, the most lucrative markets will 
be sought, mainly those r·outes with the 
highest density or individual business 
customer who are high toll users. 

The independent group of companies 
argue. 

Assuming that these "en-
trepreneurial" carriers will not be re­
quired to provide universal service, to 
provide service to less dense high cost 
areas, and have no requirement to carry 
local exchange cost in their rates, the 
natural result will be to permit present 
regulated carriers to de-average toll 
rates and shed non traffic sensitive costs

traduction of competition forces some 
access charge arrangement where non 
traffic sensitive costs are picked up in 
local service rates . 

It will push loll rates up in less dense 
routes, and encourage competing car­
riers into a price war for the high toll 
business customers. 

In this scenario, it is conceivable that 
rural toll rates would be priced con­
siderably high to make up for revenue 
loss where competition is the greatest. 
Low toll users are disadvantaged and 
rural customers will be hit the hardest. 

The introduction of any competition in 
the intrastate arena toll sets the

mechanism in motion thus setting up a 
domino effect. 

Therefore, any toll competition, in­
cluding W ATS resale, should be, for the 
present, delayed until some equitable 
method can be developed to protect 
universal service with rates that will 
generally be affordable by anyone. 

Gearheart said there are several bills 
in congress concerning the FCC in­
terstate access plan and he suggested 
that telephone customers write their 
congressman and senators and request 
them to vote against any FCC decisions 
that do not protect universal service at 
a reasonable rate.

Rare Species of Bats 
At Carter Caves To Get 
Protection from Parks 

The state Department of Parks ha 
moved to protect the habitat of an en­
dangered species of bat that hibernates 
in Carter Caves State Resort Park, near 
Olive Hill, according to Commissioner 
Lou Karibo. 

The Parks Department, with 
volunteer help from several groups, is 
installing new steel gates at the two en­
trances to Bat Cave. The project is ex­
pected to make the cave a better home 
for the rare Indiana bat. The cave is one 
of only a handful of "critical habitat" in 
the U.S. for the species, Karibo said. 

While Bat Cave boasts one of the 
largest hibernating colonies of Indiana 
bats, the population has been declining, 
Karibo said. One reason is that vandals 
have repeatedly broken through the old 
gates and disturbed some of the bats' 
hibernation. A bat that ends its sleep too 
early is likely to starve to death since its 
main food source, insects, also aren't ac­
tive in the winter hibernation season. 

Another reason for an early awaken­
ing has been a slight increase in air 
temperature, which apparently er­
roneously cues a bat that hibernation is 
over. It is believed the old gate system ­
restricted air flow and thus raised the 
cave temperature, Karibo said. 

Bat Cave is open for guided, weekly 
tours during summer months. Guided 
tours are offered five times during 
winter.

Plans Prestonsburg Visit 

Human Resources Cabinet Secretary 
Buddy Adams will visit Prestonsburg 
tomorrow (Thursday) to examine local 
office facilities and to hear from field 
staff members of the cabinet's four 
departments about local impact of state 
programs and deCisions.

New Procedure in Effect 
On Non-Emergency Cases 

By government mandate, Kentucky 
physicians are now required to comply 
with yet another administrative pro­
cedure when admitting Medicare and 
Medicaid patients to hospitals in 
Kentucky. . 

Beginning September 1, the cases of 
all Medicare and Medicaid non-emer­
gency patients became subject to review 
by the Kentucky Peer Review Organiza­
tion (KPRO) before they are admitted 
to a hospital. 

KPJW is a federally funded state 
organization set up to review the 
medical necessity of hospital admis­
sions. It currently reviews cases of 
Medicare and Medicaid patients after 
they are discharged from the hospital. 
The new regulation, called the Prior 
Authorization Review Progr ... m, re­
quires that physicians obtain KPRO ap­
proval before the patient is admitted. 
Failure to comply may result in the loss 
of Medicare and Medicaid payment to 
both the physician and the hospital. 

The patient probably won't even be 
aware this process is going on unless 
they appear at the hospital and the 
physician has not called in the authoriza­
tion code. If this happens, the patient 
will have to wait- it's just another step 
in the bureaucratic process. This is how 
it works : 

The admitting physician calls KPRO 
and talks to a Registered Nurse Health 
Care Coordinator <HCC). The informa­
tion required includes the patient pro­
gram (Medicare/ Medicaid) identifica 
tion number, the payment source (Medi­
care/ Medicaid), the patient's sex, pa­
tient's birthdate, and the medical 
reasons that require the patient's admis­
sion to the hospital. 

If the admission is approved, the 
physician caller will be given a "prior 
authorization number" that must ac­
company the patient to the hospital ad­
mitting office. 

If the HCC can't approve the admis­
sion, the case will be r eferred to the 
KPRO Physician Advisor who will then 
call the admitting physician and further 
review the case and make a determina­
tion. 

This regulation applies to all non­
emergency Medicare/Medicaid patients 
except admissions for alcoholism, drug 
dependency, rehabilitation, psychiatric 
treatment, and routine maternity cases. 
A non-emergency admission is defined 
by KPRO as one in which the patient's 
condition permits adequate time to 
schedule the availability of a suitable ac­
commodation. KPRO defines an emer· 
gency admission as one in which the pa­
tient requires immediate medical in­
tervention as a result of severe, life 
threatening, or potentially disabiling 
conditions.

Wild Fowl Seasons Set 
Duck hunting season in Kentucky will 

open Nov. 12 and run through Nov. 26, 
with the second phase of the split season 
set for Dec. 17 through Jan. 20, 1984, ac­
cording to regulations adopted last week 
by the Fish and Wildlife Commission at 
its quarterly meeting in Frankfort. 

The state will be divided into three 
"zones" for goose hunting. In the 70-day 
eastern zone, the season will run from 
Nov. 12 through Jan. 20. The western 
zone will open Dec. 12 and also run 
through Jan. 20. 

The boundary between these two 
zones begins at Fulton, runs up the Pur­
chase Parkway to 1-24, takes the in­
terstate north to U.S. 641, then from US 

60 to US 641. From 641, the line then ex­
tends to US 41 and thence to the Kentuc­
ky-Indiana border 

The third goose hunting zone, the 
Ballard Zone, will have season dates 
running from Dec. 23 through Jan. 31, 
1984. However, if a quota harvest of 6,000 
Canada geese is reached before Jan. 31, 
the season will close in this zone. The 
Ballard zone includes the northwestern 
portion of Ballard County bounded by 
US 60 and State Route 358. 

Duck and goose hunting on the Ballard 
Wildlife Management Area in Ballard 
county will open Dec. 26. Duck hunting 
will be permitted until Jan. 20, while

Brown, Barber Warn Coaches 
Cooler weather has temporarily eas­

ed the heat wave in Kentucky but 
Governor John Y. Brown, Jr. and 
Superintendent of Public Instruction 
Raymond Barber are taking no chances. 

Concerned about the possibly lethal 
combination of football practice on ex­
cessively hot days, the two have sent a 
joint letter to all coaches and principals 
in Kentucky. 

The Jetter emphasizes that the well­
being of student athletes precludes all 
other considerations. The joint letter is 
accompanied by information prepared 
by Dr. Dan Primm, assistant professor 
of Orthopedic Surgery and director of 
the Sports Medicine Clinic, University 
of Kentucky Medical Center. 

Primm's no-nonsense memorandum 
explains sound athletic practices in hot 
and humid conditions and debunks 
several notions long in vogue but 
medically obsolete. 

"The notion that strenuous exercise, 
while clothed in impervious, plastic 
clothing will safely accelerate weight 
loss in overweight athletes should be 
condemned," Primm wrote. "Any rapid 
weight loss in an athlete should be con­
sidered dehydration until proven 
otherwise." 

Primm also emphasizes that fluid in-

take will enhance, not harm, athletic 
performance. "In general, only water is 
needed," he said. "Salt replacements 
before and during competition are not 
necessary. In fact, the ingestion of ex­
cessive salt tablets without sufficient 
fluid replacement is a potentially lethal 
combination." 

Primm urges that practices take 
place in the cooler early morning o!'e~r­
ly evening hours, that games be cancell­
ed when the sum of the heat and humidi­
ty exceeds 150, and that graduated con­
ditioning athletic programs be observ­
ed. He also warned that "at least 10 per­
cent of the people developing heat stroke 
will die." 

"We did not want to take any 
chances,'' Barber said. ''The Governor 
and I are fully aware that decisions 
about athletic programs are made in the 
local school districts. We also know that 
the enthusiasm and rivalry of preparing 
for an important game can get in the 
way of common sense. Good health and 
a good life are more important than a 
game. I think the Governor knows that 
better than anyone just now." 

Brown and Barber's letter was 
prompted by a plea from Mrs. Jane 
Hocker Anderson, Owensboro, Kentuc-
ky. .

goose hunting will continue until Jan. 31 
or until the zone quota of 6,000 is 
reached. 

Those wishing to hunt on the Ballard 
area must apply by Sept. 30, on a form 
provided by the Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources. These application 
forms, which contain complete instruc­
tions, are available from conservation 
officers or by writing the Division of 
Wildlife, Department of Fish and Wild­
life Resources, No. 1 Garrte Farm Road, 
Frankfort, Ky. 40001. 1 

Duck hunters will use the point system 
again this year to determine daily and 
possession limits. Under this system, 
different ducks are assigned a numeri­
cal point value and a hunter reaches his 
limit when the value of the last duck 
taken, when added to the values of the 
ducks already in the bag, reaches or ex­
ceeds 100 points. The possession limit is 
the maximum number which could have 
been taken in two days. 

The only change in point values this 
year is that the black duck is now a 
100-point bird (as opposed to 70 points 
last year). The only other 1()()-point duck 
is the canvasback. 

Other point values are: 70 points­
redhead, hen mallard, wood duck and 
hooded merganser; 10 points-pintail, 
teals, widgeon, gadwall, shoveler, scaup 
and all mergansers except the hooded; 
25 points-drake mallard and all other 
species except coots, which have a point 
value of zero but a daily limit of 15 and 
a possession limit of 30. 

The goose limit is five daily, only two 
of which may be Canada geese or white 
fronted geese. The possession limit is 10 
with no more than four Canada and four 
white-fronted geese. 

Kentucky's spring wild turkey season 
will open April14 next year. 

The season will run through April 20 
in Ballard county and that portion of 
Christian county east of highway 41, and 
through April27 in Bath, Boyle, Butler, 
Casey, Crittenden, Harlan, Leslie, 
Marion, McCreary, Menifee, Pike and 
Pulaski counties. All other counties or 
portions of counties are closed to turkey 
hunting. 

The April14-27 season dates will also 
be in effect on the Pine Mountain, 
Pioneer Weapons, Beaver Creek, Red­
bird and Cranks Creek wildlife manage­
ment areas. 

At Land Between the Lakes, the sea­
son will run from Aprilll through April 
29 and at Ft. Campbell, April 7 through 
April 29, with no Monday or Tuesday 
hunting. Ft. Knox seasons will be set at 
a later date. All other wildlife manage­
ment areas and other public hunting 
lands are closed to turkey hunting. , 

Other turkey regulations will remain 
essentially unchanged from last year, 
with hunters limited to one turkey gob­
bler per year. A second turkey may be 
taken, however, if one is harvested from 
Ft. Knox, Ft. Campbell or Land Be­
tween the Lakes. 

In other action, the Fish and Wildlife 
Commission approved the installation of 
a toll-free telephone line for reporting 
fish and game violations.

Food Prices Fall 
During August 

ltpd. 

August, a month of extremes in 
weather, showed its moderate side at the 
food counter, where prices stabilized at 
their lowest level since January, accor­
ding to Kentucky Farm Bureau's 
marketbasket food price survey. 

A selected group of 40 food items cost 
grocery shoppers an average $58.40 this 
month, down slightly from last month's 
$58.51, and more than 3 percent below 
the August 1982 price of $60.41. 

Beef prices paced the decline in 
August price levels, including ground 
beef which cost an average $1.23 per 
pound, the lowest price that item has 
shown in the 50 months that Farm 
Bureau has conducted the marketbasket 
survey. The five beef cuts surveyed 
averaged 2.3 percent lower than July. 

Poultry prices moved up by 6.1 per­
cent, offsetting the savings at the beef 
counter, while pork prices were mixed. 
Overall, the 13 cuts of meat were 1 per­
cent lower in price. 

Eggs were up sharply in price for the 
month, averaging 9 percent above July. 
The prices of 85 cents for a dozen large 
eggs and 97 cents for extra large were 
the highest since December 1980. 

Dairy product cost averages were vir­
tually unchanged during August, 
although fluid milk moved slightly low­
er. Fruits and vegetables posted a 
modest 2 percent gain for the month, 
while grain-~sed foods were cheaper by 
1 percent. 

Leading the list of individual food 
items that showed price declines during 
August were ground beef, down 8 cents 
a pound, rib eye steaks, 13 cents lower, 
pork loin chops, 12 cents below July, and 
tomatoes, corn oil and bacpn, all down 
8 cents per unit. 

Greensburg turned up with the lowest 
local marketbasket average in August, 
while Dry Ridge posted the high price 
average. Overall, volunteers working 
through Farm Bureau Women canvass­
ed retail food prices in 27 Kentucky 
communities. 

In the farm price area, weather con­
ditions and reduced crop forecasts pro­
mpted sharp increases in grain prices 
and continuing declines in livestock 
price levels during the past month. 

The Kentucky Crop and Livestock 
Reporting Service noted the trend in its 
most recent report, and the grain 
markets have reacted strongly since 
then, with corn, soybeans and wheat all 
at season highs. Drying pastures and 
shortened grain crops have forced the 
sale of many cattle, causing those prices 
to slide. Hogs too have tren~ed 

'downward. 
Analysts expect some slackening of 

grain prices after the beginning of 
harvest, and few expect any immediate 
sharp run-ups in food prices resulting 
from the drought. They point to the huge 
carryovers from the past three growing 
seasons as ample buffer against shor­
tages and the cost increases they would 
bring. 

A decade ago, about three-fifths of all 
women employed in professional fields 
were either teachers or nurses; by 1982, 
that proportion had declined to one-half, 
according to "Women at Work : A Chart­
book."
