$10 Million Project 
Here Yet 'On Track' 

On a happy note this week I report that 
I escaped April Fool Day withuut being 
sent a mile out of my way to answer an 
urgent call from a "sick" friend, or to 
search the town for striped ink, nor was 
I bilked into gasping at the report that 
Mondale, Hart and Jackson had all quit 
the race . 

It's behind schedule, but what is con­
founding skeptics is that Prestonsburg 
Village is on track at all. 

Prestonsburg Village is the name of a 
$10 million shopping plaza being 
developed on Pin Hook, at the junction 
of U.S. 23 and the Mountain Parkway. 
In kicking if off with a flourish last May, 
the developers, a Louisville firm called 
Commonwealth Development Corpora­
tion (CDC), predicted it would open this 
spring-and "aesthetically landscaped" 
shopping complex spread over 15 acres 
of a commanding, 30-acre site. 

Half the proposed 200,000 square feet 
of commercial space was already 
leased-much of it to well-known firms 

Suspend· Two 
Beer Licenses 
On Mud Creek 

Two Mud Creek beer retailers had 
their licenses suspended Monday after 
a finding by Alcoholic Beverage Control 
Administrator Denzil Allen that they 
had violated liquor laws. 

William J. Hall, proprietor of Hall's 
Drive-In and Carry-Out on John Hall 
Branch near Grethel, will be out of 
business from April 16 to April 25 as a 
result of a 10-day suspension. Hall was 
convicted of selling a case of beer to a 
state police undercover agent on Dec. 4 
last year . 

Ruth Hamilton, who operates the R. 
and R. Carryout at Beav_er, was given 
the option of a five-c;lay suspension or of 
paying a $50 fine-with the understanding 
that the present license will not be 
renewed. State ABC inspector Leslie E. 
Cole said he visited the premises on Jan. 
11, while Dester Hamilton was in charge 
of the store, and found "tip cards" 
designed for gambling. 

A week before, on Jan. 3, Dester 
Hamilton was convicted in Floyd district 
court of selling alcoholic beverages 
without a license. 

like the Winn-Dixie grocery, Wal-Mart 
department store and Begley drug store 
chains-the developers claimed. The 
project would create 450 jobs, they said. 

Not everyone was delighted at the pro­
spect, some inner-city merchants fear­
ing a new shopping mall on U.S. 23 would 
doom downtown business. In an ill­
conceived plan to make all roads lead to 
Prestonsburg, they persuaded the city 
council to reverse the traffic flow on Ar­
nold Avenue, a move that generated con­
siderably more frustration than en­
thusiasm among shoppers until it was 
rescinded. 

Moreover, since its inception, rumors 
have freely circulated that the Prestons-
burg Village project is a flop. ' 

Long stretches of inactivity at the site 
did nothing to still the talk. Contractors 
came and went ; equipment visible one 
day was gone the next; the Chemical 
Bank of New York reportedly grew ner­
vous and withdrew its backing. 

There was talk of unresolved pro­
blems of access from the main highway, 
of disputes with neighbors, of engineer­
ing nightmares. There was the question 
of incorporation in the city or of other­
wise getting water and sewer services 
to the site. A link in fortunes appeared 
between the new mall and a proposed 
motel further up Katy Friend. 

The rumors are not easily confirmed 
or denied-Peter Zanetti, vice-president 
for development at CDC, has failed to 
answer repeated phone calls. But, while 
it is clearly some months behind 
schedule, the project is not dead. 

Last week, Grayson Resources Inc. 
took over the task of excavating the site, 
a job left half-finished by previous con­
tractors. Garland Flaugher, president of 
the Carter county firm, estimated the 
work would take three or four months to 
complete. Of the 15 acres needed for the 
shopping plaza, only seven began as 
levelland. "There's still a lot of dirt to 
be moved," said foreman Rex Coll\ns, 
who was operating an endloader at the 
site Friday.

Case in Jones, 
Ray-Mac '.Urial 

Closing arguments are expected to 
begin today (Wednesday) in the U.S. 
District Court trial of coal operator 
Edgar Jones and 17 others on federal 
racketeering charges. 

Prosecutors decided Monday to drop 
two counts- alleging unlawful posses­
sion of firearms-from the 10-count in­
dictment handed down by a federal 
grand jury last June. The decision im­
plicitly concedes the government did not 
prove that 10 miners were armed when 
they allegedly took to the hills above the 
Ray Mac stripmine near East McDowell 
on two days in February, 1982, and 
began firing on the mine. 

Also dismissed by U.S. District Judge 
G. Wix Unthank, although over govern­
ment objections, was one count against 
Benny Caudill, who was accused of help­
ing to make a bomb used to blow up an 
auger owned by Ray-Mac. Caudill still 
faces two other charges.

Sportsmen's Group Turning 
Strip Job To Game Habitat 

Destruction of habitat and the 
resulting displacement of wild game 
caused by strip mining is an unfor­
tunate fact of life in coal-producing 
areas. But now, a group of Floyd coun­
ty sportsmen are demonstrating that 
stripmilte sites, once abandoned, can 
again provide a more than adequate 
environment for a variety of wildlife 
and they offer as proof a 1,500-acre 
game reserve near Martin. 

The sportsmen's organization, now 
incorporated as the Eastern Kentucky 
Wildlife Federation, was founded in 
1979 primarily on the idea of utilizing 
land included in the former stripmine 
of the Kentucky Coal Company near 
the mouth of Buck's Branch at Martin. 

Curt Hughes, of Martin. president 
and founder of E .K.W.F. and owner of 
one section of the mined property. said 
it was then that the idea of using the 
land as a refuge for game came to him 
"Other property owners interested in 
conservation were willing to cooperate 
as well." said Hughes. "so we found 
ourselves with a large tract of land to 
work with." 

With the primary goal of wildlife con­
servation. Hughes and others worked 
whenever possible to provide access to 
the long. grass-covered flats and roll­
ing ridgetops of the mountaintop 
acreage. With the help of the state 
Division of Forestry trees were planted 
and members have posted signs 
declaring a wildlife refuge area along 

all hollows and other approaches to the 
property. 

One mountaintop section was set 
aside for pheasant hunting, the only 
type of hunting activity. allowed on the 
property, and many of the federation's 
members have enjoyed taking these 
non-native Eastern Kentucky game 
birds which are stocked by the 

organization. Strict rules govern hun­
ting with proper hunter dress stan­
dards, a prohibition against alcohol. 
and a hunt-by-reservation only ruling. 
Hunters contribute a small fee for each 
bird they want released on the day of 
their hunt. The season runs from 
September 1 through December 30.

Newsomes File 
To Keep Plant 
Closed at Ligon 

The Left Beaver Coal Company's 
Ligon preparation plant has been shut 
down for two months and a Clear Creek 
couple moved last week to keep it that 
way. 

What worries John and Helen 
Newsome is the possibility that, in view 
of improvements recently begun by the 
company, state environmental inspec­
tors may be about to lift the ban they 
placed on the tipple last Jan. 28. 

After twice revising their permit, the 
tipple operators are constructing 
several silt ponds and a new slurry 
pipeline in response to complaints that 
tarry coal waste from the plant was con­
taminating a stream and nearby wells. 

In a "request for temporary relief" fil­
ed with the Natural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection Cabinet, the 
Newsomes' attorney argued that the two 
permit revisions are illegal and that the 
company's new method of disposing of 
waste water from the tipple will not 
safeguard residents ' drinking water. 

In the request filed Thursday, Dan­
ville attorney Margaret S. Foley peti­
tioned the Cabinet to keep the ban on the 
plant in effect until a formal hearing is 
held on permanent revocation of the tip­
ple's operating permit. 

The Left Beaver Coal Co., a subsidiary 
of the Drift-based Turner Elkhorn Min­
ing Co., has been accused of persistent 
violations of environmental laws and 
was cited six times for infractions in a 
seven-month period last year .

More than 40 years ago, when then~ 
Congressman A.J. May led a fight for 
channelization to make the Big Sandy 
River and its Levisa fork navigable, he 
ran into opposition not only from rail in­
terests but also from coal o~rators and 
organized labor.

Floyd Caucus Gives 
Governor Slim Edge 

It was no place to be if you're at all 
finicky about declaring your loyalities, 
and at least one county official was seen 
vacating the premises before the 
reckoning. 

On the other hand, if a show of support 
for the governor would not do your 
business or your job prospects any 
harm, you could not have done better 
than to turn out in the Martin school gym 
Saturday afternoon for the Democratic 
party caucus. 

It was literally time to stand up and 
be counted as some 230 Democrats 
gathered in one of four corners of the 
gym, under large signs reading Mon­
dale, Hart, Jackson, or Uncommitted. 

Word had gone out that Gov. Martha 
Layne Collins, who will chair the 
Democratic National Convention in Ju­
ly, would like Kentucky's delegates to be 
uncommitted. From the start of Satur­
day's caucus, it was clear the word had 
been heard here. 

Speaking for Floyd Democrats mass­
ed under the "uncommitted" sign, Rose 
Collins said the governor-the first Ken­
tuckian and the first woman to chair the 
national convention-would be able to 
achieve more for Kentucky if the state's 
delegates were not pledged in advance 
to any of the contenders for the 
Democratic presidential nomination. 

But Arnold Turner, Jr., representing 
a sizeable group of Mondale supporters 
on the other side of the gym, urged the 
uncommitted to make their choice 
Saturday rather than have the governor 
"tell them who they're for" in July. 

Ned Pillersdorf drew predictable ap­
plause from all sections in the hall when 
he declared, "What is best for Kentucky 
is that Ronald Reagan be defeated in 
November." But he convinced relatively 
few Floyd Dem()(!rats when he added, "I 
promise you this: Gary Hart can get rid 
of Ronald Reagan. " 

Juanita Terry, seated with a handful 
of black voters under the Jackson ban­
ner, said she wished all candidates well 
but hoped the civil rights leader would 
be the party's nominee for president. 

The speeches changed a few minds. 
Seventeen persons crossed over to a dif­
ferent group from the one they had first 
joined, including most of the Jackson 
supporters, who- since their numbers 
did not equal the 10 percent needed to en­
title them to send delegates to the con­
gressional district convention in two 
weeks-were invited to join one of the 
.other groups. 

The crossovers proved vital to the 
Hart camp, which initially also fell short 
of the 10 percent-23 votes-that would 
give them a share of the delegates. 

On the first division, 22 sat under the 
Hart banner. When the speechmaking 
and lobbying was done and people were 
given an opportunity to change the~r 
minds, 14 more entered the Mondale 
camp and three joined the Hart forces~ 
enough to give them a proportional 
share of the 34 Floyd delegates who will 
gather with representatives from other 
Seventh District counties on April14.

A Rescue Squad spokesman said the 
Squad responded to the call for help at 
10:15 and that the injured man was freed 
at 10:50 p.m.

Because the company apparently fail­
ed to get waivers from neighboring pro­
perty owners, permit revisions pro­
viding for the construction of the new silt 
ponds and pipeline were made illegally; 
moreover, they were improperly ap­
proved without public notice or oppor­
tunity for public comment, the suit 
alleges. 

In any event, the continued injection of 
wastewater into old mine workings at 
the head of Clear Creek is no longer 
feasible, since the hillsides are already 
full of water, and no satisfactory method 
has been prososed for the removal of the 
sludge left behind, plaintiffs argue. 

When a formal hearing is held on the 
Ligon tipple's operating permit, the 
Newsomes are expected to argue for a 
revocation of the permit on grounds that 
the company has shown a "pattern of 
violations'' of environmental laws. The 
Clear Creek plant " could be a textbook 
example" of such a pattern, said Foley. 

They will also challenge a February 
agreement by which Left Beaver Coal 
Co. paid $9250 in fines for three viola­
tions.

Gas Consumers Get 
Slim Relief on Cost 

Customers of five eastern Kentucky 
gas companies will benefit from a 
retroactive rate reduction in wholesale 
gas supplied by Kentucky West Virginia 
Gas Company. 

The reduced rates became effective 
March 28 and are retroactive to Nov. 1, 
1983, reducing the company's wholesale 
price to $4.06 per decatherm. The rate 
prior to this adjustment was $4.48 per 

· decatherm. The total reduction' in rates 
is approximately $3.4 million. 

Five Kentucky companies who pur­
·.::hase natural gas from Kentucky West 
Virginia are required to refund to their 
customers over-collections since No­
vember with interest, as well as reduce 
customer rates. 

According to Kentucky Public Service 
Commission Chairman Laura L. Mur­
rell, the reduced rates resulted from a 
Federal Energy Regulatory Commis­
sion investigation into Kentucky West 
Virginia's rates at the request of the 
state commission. 

"Since Kentucky West Virginia sup­
plies gas companies in two states, it is 
governed by the Federal Energy 
Regulatory Commission rather than 
state agencies," Murrell explained. 
" While the Kentucky Commission does 
not have authority over interstate gas 
companies , we are responsible for see­
ing that Kentucky consumei-s get the 
best service for their money," she said. 

The Kentucky Public Service Com­
mission regularly intervenes in in-

terstate pipeline proceedings at the 
federal level which directly or indirect­
ly affect Kentucky ratepayers. The Ken­
tucky West Virginia reduction is one of 
several resulting from commission in­
tervention in federal rate proceedings. 

Kentucky West Virginia supplies gas 
to these five companies that are affected 
by the rate reduction and, because they 
are jurisdictional to the Kentucky Public 
Service Commission, must pass on sav­
ings to their customers : Equitable Gas 
Co., serving parts of Floyd, Johnson, 
Lawrence, Leslie, Martin, Magoffin, . 
Pike, Knott, Letcher and Perry coun­
ties ; East Kentucky Utilities, serving 
part of Floyd county ; Johnson County 
Gas; Mountain Utilities which serves 
part of Johnson county; and Mike Lit­
tle Gas Co., serving part of Floyd 
county. 

Municipally-owned gas companies 
that are affected by Kentucky West 
Virginia's rate reduction but are not 
jurisdictional to the Public Service Com­
mission are Prestonsburg, Hazard, 
Paintsville and Wheelwright. 

According to new projections by the 
Bureau of Labor Statis tics , manufac­
turing- led by such industries as com­
puters and instruments- is expected to 
account for almost one new job in six 
between 1982 and 1995, although employ­
ment in industries such as steel and 
autos will probably not return to 
prerecession levels.

The camp would 
provide primitive camping facilities 
with organized programs of first-a. 
and other outdoor-related training. 

-Providing jobs for youths, age

A picnic area has been established on 
the mountaintop and a weekend skeet­
shooting range will open, May 5, in ad.­
dition to an existing target-shootin 
area. 

Hughes said the federation 's 
membership has been made up 
primarily of local sportsmen. "and 
really, nobody has been aware of what 
we've had going here." Now. the group 
is ready to expand and it is hoped 
conservation-minded resiiients and 
sportsmen from a wide area of Eastern 
Kentucky will become involved. "As 
faras I know, thistypeofproject. mak­
ing this kind of use of an abandoneiiiiJ. 
stripmine, is unique," Hughes co~ 
mented. " I think there's a lot here for 
sportsmen and conservationists to be 
excited about." 

All possibilities for funding are being 
explored, and Monday, represen­
tatives from the state's abandoned 
mines program were at Martin for 
evaluation of the site. "We're trying to 
work real closely with the state agen­
cies, Hughes pointed out, "sine~ 
they're the ones who can show us t~ 
best methods for things like planting, 
seeding. and providing proper habitat 
for different game species." 

Even with minimal development, the 
1,500 acres of land has offered federa­
tion members a retreat. The land is 
closed to non-members so there are no 
scattered piles of beverage cans and 
other litter, and animal species that 
were displaced until the mine shut 
down in 1973 have returned to the. 
placid ridgetops. Several species • 
waterfowl, protected against in­
discriminate gun toters who, before 
1!179, used them for living targets. are 
now commonly seen in the two small 
ponds on the mountaintop. With in­
creased membership and help from 
government and private sectors. the 
wildlife refuge can only continue to 
prosper.

Time Was 
By WILMAY 

Time was when the schools of our 
great land were Christian. A major 
reason that brought our founding fathers 
to the New World was their resolve to 
worship as they pleased, and to provide 
their children with a Christian upbring­
ing. They wanted teachers whose beliefs 
conformed to theirs. For a while there 
were no public schools, but the first 
schools in the early colonies had Chris­
tian teachers. Prayer and Bible study 
were included in the curricula. Original­
ly, Harvard University, founded as a col­
lege in 1936. and Yale, chartered in 1701 
as a collegiate school, were strongly 
Puritan, though non-sectarian. 

One never heard of abusive assaults 
or of drugs in schools, of guards in 
many. of teachers being injured in some, 
of others moving elsewhere to avoid the 
risk involved, particularly in numerous 
large urban schools today, of teachers 
taking early retirement, for safety. 
Discipline was firm, and pupil conduct 
generally commendable. Doubtless 
some learners were slow, especially 
after public schools were available to 
every child. But so many "greats" in 
every profession and walk of life grac­
ed several of the first centuries that one 
naturally assumes that standards sur­
passed the average today in the U.S., as 
revealed by numerous surveys. 

In America time was when prayer and 
Bible reading, or a Bible story, could be 
heard in every classroom. Usually it was 
the Lord's Prayer, but no specific ver­
sion was required, no set pattern, none 
from a single fa1th. While denominations 
then-as now-differed on some doc­
trines, large and small, no voice pro­
tested honoring God. Students were 
respectful. Invocations and benedictions 
were commonplace in public gatherings. 
No one minded or protested hearing 
some individual whose belief was con­
trary to theirs, speak or pray. 

No speaker chose to discuss doctrinal 
topics. 

Many of us who taught in Martin over 
thirty years ago recall that in assembly 
we heard speakers of any faith, from 
several states when they were available. 
Grace was said over the intercom daily 
by some student just as the first class 
was seated for lunch. Promptly at 12 
noon every day two students went across 
the street to the Methodist Church, to 
ring the bell which signalled a moment 
of silent prayer over town for all who 
could and wished to participate­
something else that hurt no one, but 
recognized God. Yes, time definitely 
WAS! Imagine what would happen if 
this were done today! 

Time was when profane language was 
almoSt unheard of in schools. Such is no 
longer true. Only last week a teacher in 
this county told of a smutty remark 
made by a child in kindergarten that 
shocked her immeasurably. It was too 
vile to put in print. Preschoolers Jearn 
such at home, so don't bljme Teacher• 
or Mr. Grigsby! 

Time was when it was rare indeed to 
hear of someone on drugs. Generally 
speaking then it was an adult who had 
required some narcotic or sedative 
following surgery, and had become 
"hooked." There was one such case in 
the small town where I grew up. She was 
from a very prominent, strong Christian 
family, but became addicted to a hard 
drug following surgery. Her husband left 
his office daily to give her a "shot" , but 
wisely Con the advice of a physician, no 
doubt,) began gradually substituting 
distilled water until the habit was 
broken, with God's help. Some of us 
oldsters never heard of school children 
using drugs until recent years. Does a 
sadder picture exist today than that af 
flicting almost every community more 
or less? The solution must start at home, 
with parents, and in the church, and in 
the kindergarten. Prevention always 
beats cure. We should point the finger 
at no one. Any child can be a victim. 
Cooperation, understanding of everyone 
involved is essential. 

Instead, we say, "I'm just one. What 
can I do?" No one knows until you try. 

The word "vogue" comes 
from the French voguer, 
meaning "to sail."

Cancer Hopeline 
Q. My husband has cancer and just 

started his treatment. When I ask the 
doctor about his chances for cure or ask 
to see printed statistics, he never gives 
me a firm answer. He says the statistics 
are not really applicable to an individual 
case. Why is he so hesitant to give me 
this information? 

A. Cancer survival statistics that are 
seen in articles and pamphlets are 
averages based on hundreds or even 
thousands of cases. However, a specific 
person's chances for cure depends on 
many variables, including the type of 
cancer, location of the tumor, the extent 
of the disease at diagnosis. and the age 
and general health of the patient. 

Even for a particular type of cancer, 
prognosis Cexpectatwn for cure) differs 
from each patient Furthermore, sur­
vival rates are constantly changing as 
methods for treating cancer improve. 

Statistics on survival and recurrence 
can be misinterpreted. When doctors 
specializing in cancer treatment speak 
of "five-year survival" rather than 
"cure", this does not mean that a patient 
can expect to live for only five years 
after treatment or that there are not 
cancer cures. The five-year disease-free 
time period after treatment is simply an 
index used to measure the relative suc­
cess of treatment 

When your husband has finished his 
course of treatment, ask the doctor to sit 
down with you and discuss the follow-up 
care he should have and his prospects 
for the future.

e Issue Consumer Alert 
On Girl Scout Cookies 

Kentucky public health officials today 
issued a "precautionary" consumer 
alert and urged citizens to carefully ex­
amine recently purchased Girl Scout 
cookies before opening the boxes or 
eating the cookies. 

Irving Bell, director of the Depart­
ment for Health Services' Consumer 
Health Protection Division, said the ad-

• visory was prompted by an increase in 
apparent tampering with Girl Scout 
cookies in several states, including 
Kentucky. 

"On Tuesday, March 'l:l, police in Jef­
ferson County were alerted that a nee­
dle apparently had been shoved through 
the outer skin of a box of Girl Scout 
cookies bought in that community," Bell 
said. "This is the only incident reported 
in Kentucky at this time, but because of 
the reports of possible tampering in at 
least nine other states, we feel people 
would be wise to examine every box and 
every cookie." 

Bell advised a thorough visual check 
of each box before it is opened. Con- ~ 
sumers who find pin holes, tears, unseal­
ed wrappers or any other unexplainable 
opening are requested not to open the 
box and to report the finding to state or 
U.S. Food and Drug Administration 
officials. 

Visual checks also should be made of 
each cookie after a box is opened, he 
said. 
~,t~ese tampering cases are some 
-~copycat' problem similar to past 
cases related to drugs, a general prac­
tice by consumers of examining the 
packaging and the cookies may dissuade 
~- frpm further tampering," Bell 
sa'i([UA't the very least, a simple visual 
check could avoid the possibility of a 
dangerous situation to the consumer."

Bell stressed that his office is not 

recommending that people stop buying 
·or eating Girl Scout cookies. 

The Consumer Health Division is 
cooperating with the FDA in its in­
vestigation of the Jefferson county inci­
dent and any future reports from Ken­
tucky consumers.

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Leaving Field Debr.is Unburned 
Can Reduce Timberland Fires You bend 'em •••

It is springtime m Kentucky and that 
means blooming flowers and budding 
trees. But many of these trees will not 
have the chance to fully develop their 
summer foliage-this year or ever­
because of wildfires. 

The majority of these fires can be 
prevented, since wildfires usually result 
from either a lack of knowledge of fire 
hazards, maliciousness or carelessness, 
or a failure to take proper precautions. 

Last year, 2,032 fires burned 31,640 
acres of Kentucky forest land. Statistics 
from the state Division of Forestry 
showed that only 11 of those fires were 
not caused by people, whether indirect­
ly or directly. These were a result of 
lightning. 

The largest single source of Kentucky 
forest fires is arson. In 1983, arson was 
the cause of more than 700 fires that 
burned 14,400 acres of state forest land. 
The second major cause of forest fires 
is debris burning, which last year ac­
counted for 570 fires destroying 7,400 
acres, according to agency statistics. 

Other major causes for Kentucky 
forest fires in descending order are 
smoking, equipp1ent use, children, 
campfires, railroods, and lightning. 

This year's spring fire season started 
March 1 and will last through May 15. 
As of March 18, 607 forest fires have 
burned 7,930 acres in 1984, said Townley 
Bergman, the forestry division's chief of 
special projects. 

"The biggest forest fires are usually 
a result of fires built adjacent to the 
forest to get rid of refuse on a field; they 
eventually get out of control and move 
into the forest," said Doug McLaren 
University of Kentucky Extension are~ 
forestry specialist, who is head­
quartered at the Robinson Substation at 
Quicksand, Ky. 

"Approximately 75 percent of Ken­
tucky's forest fires occur in the spring," 
McLaren said. "Many of these spring 
fires are started by landowners to clear 
their fields or garden plots." 

Planting areas that were not proper­
ly prepared the previous fall present 
problems in the spring with dry, stan­
ding corn stalks, weeds, and other debris 
that interfere with cultivation, he said. 
A common solution is to burn the debris. 

Besides creating a fire hazard, burn­
ing plant material destroys organic mat­
ter that is valuable to crops, said 
McLaren. If left undisturbed, this 
organic matter would: 

-Help bind soil particles together, 
forming air spaces which improve water 
drainage through the soil; 

-Act like a sponge to improve the 
water holding capacity of excessively 
drained soils and aeration to poorly 
drained soils; 

-Release nutrients which would feel 
crop plants; 

-Help sustain soil organisms with 
contribute to healthy plant biochemical 
processes in the soiL 

It is possible to avoid burning when 
trying to manage crop residue. But 
many steps need to be taken ahead of 
time, in the fall. 

"At the end of the fall harvesting 
season, you can use a lawn mower on 
small garden plots to shred the debris 
and bring it in contact with the soil," 
McLaren said. "You can also rake and 
compost the material." 

Using a tiller on small gardens and 
disking larger fields helps to incorporate 
materials into the soil for better decom­
position, said McLaren. Sowing a cover 
crop which will blend into the soil in the 
spring will prevent serious soil loss. 

Corn stalks will mix easily into the soil 
in the spring if they are cut in the late 
fall so they can make contact with the

soil. They can also be compiled for 
compost. 

"With proper maintenance in the fall, 
you can substantially reduce springtime 
debris burning," said McLaren. "This 
reduction could prevent numerous forest 
fires, help ensure the existing quality of 
Kentucky timberlands, and actually im­
prove the quality of croplands." 
. If you were not able to prepare your 
field in the fall, there are two things you 
can do this spring. If the plot is small, 
field refuse can be plowed under. "But 
it is best lo do this in the fall so the 
material can decompose and the soil can 
benefit from it," said McLaren. 

Another way to remove refuse from 
an area in which you are going to work 
is to put it into a compost pile, he said. 

If you still find it necessary to burn 
debris, the Division of Forestry suggests 
you do so after 4:30p.m., !after if the 
weather is windy or dry, and on level 
ground with the area above the fire and 
10 feet around it cleared. Always have 
tools such as a water hose and shovels 
ready to subdue the fire if it gets out of 
control. Watch for sparks and spot fires, 
and be sure the fire is attended to at all 
times. Feed the fire slowly and do not 
leave it until the last spark is dead. 

If the fire gets out of control, report it 
immediately to the local ranger, fire 
department, county dispatcher or the 
Kentucky State Police. 

In March 1983, 9.8 million families 
were principally supported by women 
who were divorced, separated, widow­
ed, or never married.

Q. Our house has asbestos cement 
shingles on the roof. I've heard asbestos 
can cause lung cancer. Are these 
hingles dangerous to my family? 
A. Asbestos cement shingles 

sometimes used on roofs, and in the past 
on exterior side walls, are not a hazard 
if they remain intact. However, sawing 
and sanding may release asbestos fibers 
into the air. When loose asbestos fibers 
are inhaled, they clog small areas of the 
lungs. Because asbestos is not 
biOdegradable (decay by natural 
biological processes), it stays in the 

• lungs permanently and can cause 
damage which may lead to diseases 
such as lung cancer.

* KENTUCKY AFIELD * 
Watch Those Exceptions 

Since Kentucky's basic fishing regula­
tions aren't difficult, most avid anglers 
pretty well know them by heart. But 
watch out, because there are exceptions 
to the rules on certain lakes. 

These exceptions to statewide size and 
creel limits originated with the need for 
specific management for certain pro­
blems. While a statewide regulation 
may work adequately for 99 percent of 
the commonwealth's fishing waters, a 
particular body of water may need 
special treatment. 

Regulating size and creel limits is one 
of the most powerful tools fisheries 
biologists have to manipulate fish 
populations. Researchers with the Ken­
tucky Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources expect that more and more 
of these exceptions will crop up in the 
future as biologists identify specific pro­
blems at different lakes or streams. 

In some cases, the exception allows a 
more liberal harvest than the statewide 
rule. At Lake Malone and at Shanty 
Hollow Lake, for example, the size limit 
on black bass has been removed com­
pletely. And at Grayson Lake in eastern 
Kentucky, the daily creel limits on crap­
pie have been removed. 

In these cases, the problem is too 
many fish. At Malone and Shanty 
Hollow, large populations of bass under 
the usual12-inch size limit were making 
serious inroads on their food supplies 
and not growing rapidly, so the size limit 
on bass was removed at these lakes. And 
Grayson Lake is plagued by an over­
crowded population of small, stunted 
crappie. 

for black bass. At Grayson Lake, a 
15-inch minimum size limit should lead 
to larger bass and more predation on the 
overpopulated crappie there. At Ken­
tucky's newest lake, Taylorsville, a 
15-inch bass limit will, biologists hope, 
help prevent the "boom and bust" cycle 
that often occurs at newly impounded 
lakes. · 

Finally, a "14-1" size limit on black 
bass is now in effect on Kentucky and 
Barkley lakes. Under this system, the 
basic size limit is 14 inches, but each 
angler may keep one bass per day under 
14 inches.-In ofher words; if you come 
back to the dock with a limit of 10 bass, 
nine of them have to be 14 inches long 
or longer and the lOth one may be any 
size. And if you only keep one bass on a 
day's outing, that fish can be of any 
length if it was caught from Kentucky 
or Barkley. 

For determining legal length, 
measure fish from the end of the lower 
jaw to the longest tail fin. Undersize fish 
must be released immediately and in the 
best possible condition.

Elmer Davis Lake, in north-central 
Kentucky, had too many small bass and 
almost none over 12 inches long, so a dif­
ferent approach is being tried here-a 
"slot limit" rule which allows anglers to 
keep fish under 12 inches and over 16 in­
ches long, but stipulates that any bass 
in the 12- to 16-inch "slot" must be 
returned to the water. 

At Herrington Lake and its Dix River 
headwaters, a problem of identification 
led to a new regulation. For the past few 
years hybrid striped bass have been 
stocked at Herrington. When small, 
these fish, which are crosses between 
white bass and rockfish (salt-water 
striped bass), resemble white bass so 
closely that even trained biologists 
sometimes have trouble distingushing 
the two.

Than To Fight Them

Thus your best bet is to learn how to 
prevent cold viruses from being trans­
mitted to you in the first place, thereby 
lessening your chances of getting sick, 
Reader's Digest reports in its April 
issue. 

Recent research suggests that one 
way to avoid cold viruses is to limit 
hand-to-hand contact with individuals 
who are suffering from colds. According 
to the findings from one study, it seems 
that individuals can literally "catch a 
cold" with their hands. 

Tending young children with sniffles 
or shaking hands with an infectious per-
1son (or even grasping a doorknob he has 
handled, since viruses can live up to 72 
hours on such a surface) may suffice. 
The victim later rubs his eyes or touches 
his nose-and the viruses are intro­
duced. 

In a recent survey of customers who got refunds, we found 3 out 
of 4 believed H&R Block got them bigger refunds than if they'd 
prepared their own taxes.
