They tried last 
week to block a mining company from 
crossing their Prater Creek property but 
were themselves blocked by order of 
Floyd Circuit Judge Hollie Conley . 

It was the second time Mr. and Mrs. 
Spears have been in court with the Tri 
ple Elkhorn Mining Company. In 1981, 
they sued the finn for $15,000 for alleged­
ly damaging their Orchard Branch 
house by blasting four years earlier. The 
case was dismissed. 

The landowners again clashed with 
the mining company earlier this month 
when Triple Elkhorn, hit with an order 
by stripmining inspectors to clean out a 
silt pond, tried to cross the Spears pro­
perty to get to the pond but found their 
way obstructed by a vehicle parked 
across the roadway. 

Triple Elkhorn officials said Spears 
asked for money to let them and their 
contractor, the Branham Mining Com­
pany, cross the property. The landowner 
claimed that some money was due in 
any case on account of the alleged 1977 
blast damage, they said. 

The mining company, citing broad 
rights under the 1903 lease by which 
Willie Johnson sold his mineral rights to 
the Northern Coal and Coke Co., suc-

Jury Selection 
In Murder Trial 
Begun Tuesday 

Jury selection began yesterday (Tues­
day) in the trial of Charles Martin, 40, 
of Estill, who is charged with murder in 
the shooting deaths last August of two 
brothers at Estill. 

Walter S. Lazar, who was 37 at the 
time of his death, and Reginald G. 
Lazar, 34, died August 15, 1983 in a 
shootout at the older brother's home. 
The body of Walter Lazar, who was ap­
parently shot seven times, was found in 
his kitchen; that of Reginald Lazar, shot 
once in the back, lay in the living room. 

Martin, with a gunshot wound in his 
abdomen, reportedly drove from the 
scene to the McDowell Hospital in his 
truck. Investigators said they had been 
told trouble existed between Martin and 
one of the Lazar brothers for some time. 

Martir\ was widowed December 31, 
1982 when his wife, Linda Gay Moore 
Martin, 35, a Clark Elementary School 
teacher, died of a gunshot wound at her 
home in Knott county, near Wayland. 
Her death was ruled an accident. 

Prosecutors will reportedly not press 
for the death penalty in the case, even 
though the fact that two died constitutes 
an aggravating circumstance. Martin is 
expected to claim that he shot at the 
Lazar brothers in self-defense .

Completion of the four-county Big San­
dy Regional Airport may have drawn 
months nearer than expected last week 
with the appropriation by the U.S. 
Department of Transportation of 
$1,118,906 for its second construction 
phase. 

Phase I, grade and drain work on the 
mountaintop site near the juncture of the 
Floyd-Johnson-Martin county boundary 
lines has been delayed by heavy rainfall 
but is now 50 percent complete. 

When notified by Senators Huddleston 
and Ford of the Phase II appropriation, 
which had not been expected until later 
in the year, Allen (Bud) Perry, chair­
man of the regional airport board, said 
the funding will make it possible for the 
board to ask bids for an August contract 
letting. 

Phase II will include paving of the 
5000-foot runway, parallel and connec­
ting taxiways, parking and navigational 
aids. 

With a break in the weather, the air­
port should be substantially complete by 
the end of the year, Perry said. 
" Anyway, it's a sure thing for next year, 
and I'm being coll$ervative," he said. 

The grade and drain phase of 
construction, costing $1.1 million, is be­
ing done by E . T. Hughes Construction 
Co., Louisville . It also involves reloca­
tion of utilities, including a Columbia

Bartlett, Charles Brown and Kenneth 

Mullins are accused of breaking into 
Danny Akers' trailer and stealing 
household and other items valued at 
$1873.

Feds To Keep Close Watch 
On How Relief Funds Spent 

In submitting claims to federal agen­
cies for flood relief funds, county of­
ficials should resist the temptation to 
squeeze in unauthorized work and 
should be careful to document every 
claim they make, the coordinator of the 
federal flood relief effort said here last 
week. 

Referring cryptically to "a local of-

f~cial who ate my lunch as far as hous­
ing is concerned" after the 1977 flood, 
Paul E. Hall, representing the Federal 
Emergency Management Agency 
(FEMA), warned officials from several 
counties at a meeting in the National 
Guard Armory Friday that auditors 
would be on the lookout for improper 
claims on federal funds. 

The Campaign That Wasn't: .. 

Voting To End It Next Tuesday 
If the election campaign which isn't in 

Floyd county this year is to create any 
excitement, which hasn't a seed to 
sprout from, something new will have to 
happen before next Tuesday-which, in 
case you haven't heard, is Primary 
Election Day.

The Democratic party is predominant 
in this county, and the party hasn't.

Governor John Young Brown, but 

·Brown withdrew from the race and both 
he and Huddleston have enjoined the 

Election Commission from counting any 
votes Brown may get. 

For state representative from District 
95 incumbent Gregory D. Stumbo is op­
posed by Gary E. Lilly, but that one is 
in the ho-hum department, too. 

The Republican party has four can­
didates for U.S. senator-Tommy Klein, 
Mitch McConnell, Thurman Jerome 
Hamlin and C. Roger Harker-and 
neither of the four has caused anybody 
to lose any any sleep. 

Party leaders are concerned, mainly, 
with the voters who will stay home. They 
remind the electorate that it is the duty 
of good citizens to exercise the freedom 
of the ballot. 

And that statement won't start any 
arguments. 

While state and federal officials were 
busy taking relief applications from in­
dividual flood victims in the Martin 
grade school over the weekend, county 
and city officials took a brief course in 
the sometimes subtle logic governing 
federal aid for public relief operations. 

While the feds will pay for removal of 
a landslide blocking a road, for exam­
ple, they will not pay for remedial work 
to prevent further slippage. They will 
foot the bill for clearing a stream of silt 
left behind by the flood, but not for 
removing any silt washed down earlier. 
They will pay to have a flood victim's ac­
cess bridge replaced, but county of­
ficials cannot do the work unless the 
bridge is officially included in the coun­
ty roads system. 

Flood damage done to a fire truck 
parked in the town firehouse is eligible 
for federal aid-but damage done to the 
truck in the course of flood relief work 
is not. Cities can be reimbursed for 
water used to clean up homes and 
streets but not for water lost through 
broken mains. A volunteer fire depart­
ment could be paid for hosing mud off 
a street, but only if the mud was posing 
a traffic hazard to begin with.

Five Stripmines 
Held Dangerous 

Five abandoned stripmines in Floyd 
county are among 30 east Kentucky 
mine sites identified as dangerous last 
week by the U.S. Office of Surface Min­
ing <OSM) . 

The rains which resulted in flooding 
here earlier this month have loosened 
earth, rubble and trees on the derelict 
mine slopes, increasing the danger of 
landslides. On the sites listed as 
emergencies Friday, the unstable slopes 
have already given way or else pose a 
threat to homes or roads. 

Floyd sites identified by Jim Ellis, an· 
official at OSM's Eastern Technical 
Center in Pittsburgh include two Prater 
Creek slides (one at the head of Rice 
Branch, the other at Maplewood 
Village), and three other slides iden­
tified only as the Allen-Banner, Turner, 
and Caleb Fork slides. 

Ellis said most of the sites will take a 
· week or two to reclaim and will each 
cost anywhere from $20,000 to $95,000. 
Money for the work will come from the 
abandoned mine land fund, which is sup­
ported by a tax paid by operators on 

· each ton of coal.

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The Quality of Mercy 
When a Northern Kentucky group came to the Mud Creek 

section of the county recently, taking food and clothing for the 
relief of the flood-stricken, the visitors were warmly welcom­
ed. Theirs was considered a genuine mission of mercy. This 
newspaper gave it what we considered merited coverage. 

But now comes a clipping from The Cincinnati Enquirer of 
a news-story which purports to be the result of a reporter's 
interview with David Wells, chief of police of Taylor Mills, Ky., 
who apparently was the leader of the mission. And it leaves 
us nonplused, to put it mildly. 

Consider these quotes from the Enquirer story: 
" 'When we got down there, it was worse than we expected,' 

Wells said in a telephone interview from the John M. Stumbo 
Elementary School in Mud Creek. 'We saw 5-and-6-year-old 
kids who'd never owned a pair of shoes. Everywhere we look­
ed, there were signs of kids suffering from malnutrition and 
anemia.' " 

So runs the Enquirer story, the same, old stereotype that 
has disgusted, sometimes infuriated, readers for a hundred 
years. Did a man on whom the people of his town depend for 
law and order really make those statements? 

He also said, according to The Enquirer, that he and others 
had earlier visited Mud Creek "after reading of the poverty 
of the town of 4000."

Judge Rules Castle 
To Serve Sentence 

Despite a defense claim that "it may 
well be the death knell" if he is return­
ed to prison, Floyd Circuit Judge Hollie 
Conley ruled this week that a former 
Drift man and Vietnam veteran con­
victed of robbing and shooting a gas sta­
tion attendant here six years ago must 
serve his sentence. 

Gary Lee Castle, 37, was convicted in 
1978 of the armed holdup of Cletis Boyd 
at the TCT Truck Stop on Katy Friend 
the year before. He received concurrent 
sentences of 17 years for assault and 11 
for robbery but an appeals court later 
ordered that he be retried on the assault 
charge. 

Commonwealth's Attorney James R. 
Allen decided against trying Castle 
again for assault, since he was already 
facing a substantial pen term for the 
robbery conviction. But Castle, who had 
remained free pending his appeal, was 
never brought in to serve his time. 

Instead, he moved with his wife and 
two sons, now teenagers, to Elliott coun­
ty. There, according to testimonials 
presented in court several weeks ago, he 
has lived as "a good father and hus-
band ... a participant in many civic mat-
ters ... and a Boy Scout leader." 

Inquiries by an attorney for the Mar­
tin Coal Company, for which Castle 
worked as a safety inspector at the time 
of his arrest in 1977, prompted court of­
ficials to re-examine the case. The coal 
firm was reportedly interested in testing 
its legal obligation to continue making 
worker's compensation payments to 
Castle. 

On March 19, after a warrant was 
issued for his arrest, Castle turned 
himself in and was lodged in the Floyd 
county jail, pending a hearing on his re­
quest that his sentence be vacated and 
the charges against him dismissed. 

In papers filed in Floyd Circuit Court, 
Lester H. Burns, Jr., who is represen­
ting Castle, noted that, although the trial 
jury was apparently not persuaded by 
it, evidence was presented that the de­
fendant was acting under the influence 
of a "mental disease or defect" when he 
robbed Boyd of $200 and shot him in the 
neck and chest on Jan. 14, 1m. 

Subsequent evidence identifies Cas­
tle's psychiatric ailment as "severe 
post-traumatic stress disorder" 
resulting from combat duty in Vietnam 
prior to 1966, the defense attorney claim-

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SCIENCE DEPARTMENT 
A stray copy of The Times dated June 

9, 1949 alerts me to a very important 
matter. 

The chigger season is upon us. Flood 
at home, trouble in Central America, 
Lebanon, Iran, anywhere you look-and 
now this. 

What follows is the warning given in 
this space 35 years ago, and unless chig­
gers have gone modern and changed 
their modus operandi it may still serve 
a useful purpose: 

The daily press, a few days ago, 
devoted considerable space to a feature 
telling the world, all and sundry that this 
is the chigger season. Even as the 
baseball player digs in at the plate, and 
the farmer digs in corn, these seldom­
seen, often-felt critters dig in. 

The writer of this learned article 
might have told the world, too, that the 
mosquito fleet's also in and that this is 
the season when fleabites (not to be con­
fused with phlebitis) is a common ail­
ment, but he didn't. He stuck to his 
chiggers. 

He went into details about the home 
life of the critters, what might be ex­
pected of them (as if we didn't know!) 
and what to do if we did expect them and 
they didn't disappoint us. 

I had considered myself something of 
a chigger expert until I read this piece. 
I had become resigned and philosophical 
about the matter, and had accepted 
them as inevitable, along with death, 
taxes and the toe-itch. I knew that no 
laboratory had ever come 'up with a 
treatment for chiggers to beat salty 
grease. Bu one thing I didn't know. I 
was not aware of the fact, as recorded 
by this science article, that you are safe 
from chiggers if you'll keep traveling at 
a right fast clip while in their territory. 
Stand still a moment, he says, and, 
brother, you're fixed. 

From all this I gather one great scien­
tific truth: You can be so slow you can't 
catch the itch, but if you are you'll catch 
worse-the blamed chiggers!

Indiana Woman's Case 
Ends with Settlement 

The First Commonwealth Bank here 
has agreed to settle with a former Floyd 
county resident who accused the bank of 
discriminating against her because she 
is a woman. 

Mary A. Robbins, n~w Jiving in 
Elkhart, Ind., claimed §ne was denied 
a job in the ba~~computer department 
because of ner sex. A man with less ex­
perience and fewer qualifications was 
hired in her place, she said. 

The Prestonsburg bank denied wrong­
doing but agreed to pay the woman $1200 
in a deal approved by the Kentucky 
Commission on Human Rights. First 
Commonwealth will also be required 
over the next two years to give the com­
mission a list of all employees, their 
race, sex and job category.

ed, citing a deposition taken recently 
from Lexington psychiatrist Dr. Kim 
Larmore. 

Burns submitted affidavits by the 
psychiatrist, various Elliott county 
political and civic leaders, and Castle's 
wife, Mary, in support of his contention 
that "with ongoing psychiatric treat­
ment, defendant has been able to over­
come this problem and, since January, 
1978, he has been a law-abiding, produc­
tive and contributing member of 
society." 

In moving to have his sentence 
vacated, Burns said Castle was poorly 
represented not only by his trial at­
torney, but also by his attorney on ap­
peal. Moreover, his client was led to 
believe that his 11-year robbery sentence 
had been suspended, Burns said. 

To impose sentence on Castle now 
would constitute "cruel and unusual 
punishment," the defense lawyer con­
tended. "The shock and surprise of hav­
ing to begin serving his sentence now 
after thinking the sentence was suspend­
ed for six years would be difficult for 
anyone," he said. "But to someone like 
Gary Castle, who suffers from post­
traumatic stress syndrome as a Viet­
nam war veteran, it may well be the 
death knell." 

In his deposition, Dr. Larmore noted 
that "a jail setting is likely to be the 
worst kind of stress this man can have" 
and said Castle "may have a 50-50 
chance of being able to survive" incar­
ceration. 

Prestonsburg attorney Gary Johnson, 
who assisted Burns, argued further that 
Castle' faced double jeopardy in being 
prosecuted for both robbery and assault. 
Johnson cited recent decisions in which 
the Kentucky Supreme Court ruled that 
such cases violate a Constitutional 
safeguard against multiple prosecution 
for the same act. 

Commonwealth's Attorney Allen 
denied telling Castle that his 11-year 
sentence had been suspended and said 
if the defen&ant got that impression "he 
was mistaken." However, the prosecu­
tor agreed with defense attorneys that 
Castle is now "a law-abiding and 
rehabilitated person." 

But Judge Conley demurred. "The 
way I interpret the law, I cannot help­
him," he explained this week. "I'd be 
violating the law if I did."

To Serve Handicapped 

QUESTION: What is the worst thing 
that can happen to a handicapped child? 

ANSWER: Nothing-and in order that 
"something" is done to provide excep­
tional children in the Big Sandy area 
with the most appropriate testing and 
evaluation services, the Eastern Ken­
tucky Educational Development Cor­
poration <EKEDC) is developing an ap­
plication for continuation funding of the 
two Big Sandy Diagnostic Service 
Centers. 

According to Harry P . Brown, direc­
tor of the 37-member educational con­
sortium it is hoped that parents, educa­
tors and other interested individuals and 
agencies will respond to the needs of ex­
ceptional children in relation to the two 
diagnostic service centers.

Degrees in English Open Many Avenues

UK Information Services 

What can you do with an 
English degree? Almost any­
thing. Increasingly, the pro­
fessional schools - law, medi­
cine, engineering - are de­
manding of their applicants 
the ability to think, to read 
and write well, to express 
ideas clearly, to organiz~ in­
formation, to carry out re­
search. These are the skills 
the English major develops in 
a college career. 

Dr. Robert Hemenway, 
chairman of the University of 
Kentucky department of En­
glish, acknowledges that just 
now "the market for English 
teachers is depressed" but 
predicts a~ increased demand 
for these professionals in 
1990-1995. 

In the meantime, Hemen­
way says, " schools and col­
leges everywhere are demand­
ing more training for all stu­
dents in English composition. 
There's a growing emphasis 
upon writing across the cur­
riculum. 

"You don't learn to write ," 
he says. " You write to learn ." 

Dr. Paul Eakin, chairman 
of the UK department of 
mathematical sciences, says 
that among mathematics stu­
dents, command of the En­
glish language is an important 
predictor of success. "The 
ability to state a problem 
clearly - the skill of commu­
nication, if you will - is essen­
tial to all the mathematical 
sciences," Eakin says. 

This communication skill 
the English major has will 
help him find a position on 
campus, one where the ability 
to communicate is valuable: 
academic adviser, editor of an 
in-house newsletter, financial 
aid counselor, writer of grants 
and contracts (in conjunction 

with faculty), information 
specialist with the university's 
public relations office, staff 
member of the school's office 
of publications, writer/pro­
ducer for the radio-television 
division, writing coach for 
struggling students in business 
or engineering or the sciences. 

Off-campus opportunities 
are even more abundant and 
diverse: business publishing, 
the media, sales, writing or 
editing free-lance or for a sal­
ary, and the broad fields of 
advertising and public rela­
tions. 

To qualify on graduation 
for any such opportunity, the 
undergraduate English major 
must keep in mind that his is 
not a "directed" major, that 
he must keep his eyes open to 
possibilities, his mind alert to 
his own interests and his aca­
demic program planned to 
provide background for those 

possibilities. Course work in 
science may later land him a 
job as a technical writer; busi­
I_less courses may open the 
door to a staff job in indus­
try ; government and political 
science classes may steer him 
to government work. 

In fact, a minor or a con­
centration of courses - rather 
than a random sample of 
them - strengthens one's 
hand for later employment. 
Among the possibilities are a 
clutch of classes in computer 
science, in foreign language, 
in journalism. Or even a dou­
ble major, in English and in 
another discipline. 

The English major, if alert 
and inventive, will start to 
acquire supplemental experi­
ence. Interested in a televi­
sion career? Then· visit local 
educational and professional 
television stations, inquire 
about working part time or as 

a volunteer in any aspect of 
the station's operations. Aie 
you inclined toward business 
or, say, journalism? Then try 
to get summer employment 
with a bank, a department 
store or a newspaper. And ask 
questions about career possi­
bilities and the right kind of 
academic preparation. 

Volunteer work writing 
publicity releases for local 
clubs, fraternities, sports 
teams can lead later to paid 
work in public relations. If 
you are a volunteer in the 
campaign of a state senator, 
or a U. S. congressman, that 
effort may open doors to a 
job in Frankfort or Washing­
ton, after you've graduated. 

As an English major, you 
read, comprehend, do re­
search, write and learn well. 
Clearly, fmding the career of 
your choice will require you 
to use all these skills .

Disabled Miner Dies Floyd Racers Score Victories 
In McDowell Blaze 

Preliminary findings made by Cor­
oner Roger Nelson indicate that the 
death of 65-year-old Ray Frasure in the 
charred ruins of his travel trailer near 
McDowell early last Friday morning 
was the result of an accidental fire. 

The fire was discovered at 1:10 a.m. 
Friday by a neighbor, Mark Henson, 
who called the Left Beaver Rescue 
Squad and Fire Department. They were 
unable to halt the flames before the 
trailer was reduced to rubble. Frasure, 
an ex-miner who walked with the aid of 
a walker, suffered fourth degree burns 
over his entire body. 

The preliminary report said the blaze 
originated in front of an electric heater, 
near the victim's bed. It is believed the 
fire spread when a garment or paper 
near the heater was ignited. 

State Medical Examiner David Wolf 
was called to the scene, but his 
laboratory findings are not expected 
earlier than two weeks, State Police 
Detective Keith Scott said. " There's no 
evidence at this point of foul play," Scott 
said. 

Frasure lived alone in the trailer. He 
was a son of the late Oliver and 
Margaret Reynolds Frasure. Survivors 
include four sons, Olia Frasure, 
Howard, 0 ., Garnal, Paul and Harold 
Frasure, all of Columbus, 0 .; one sister, 
Mrs. Lizzie Hall, of McDowell; four 
brothers, Earl Frasure, Ashtabula, 0 ., 
Ted, Wade and Moses Frasure, all of 
McDowell ; 11 grandchildren and four 
great-grandchildren. 

Funeral services were conducted at 1 
p.m . Sunday from the residence of Ted 
Frasure by the Revs. Red Alley and 
Jack Akers, and burial was in the fami­
ly cemetery under direction of the Hall 
Funeral Home.

Flood-Damaged Schools 
To Receive Special Aid 

Special disaster assistance will be pro­
vided to Kentucky schools which were 
damaged during recent flooding in the 
state, according to state Superintendent 
of Public Instruction Alice McDonald. 

Word came last Thursday from U.S. 
Congressman Carl Perkins' office that 
the U.S. Department of Education 
<USDEJ would make grants available to 
the affected schools under Public Law 
81-815 of the disaster assistance 
program. 

The preliminary report by the state 
Education Department shows Pike, 
Floyd and Knott counties with the 
greatest number of damaged schools. 

McDonald said tha t three staff 
members from the state Education 
Department will be in the designated

counties, along with three U.S. Depart­
ment of Education officials and three 
federal engineers, to verify the extent of 
damage. 

"We've been working to compile a 
preliminary report on the extent of 
damage done by the flooding and wind 
in those 14 counties which have already 
been declared eligible for federal 
disaster aid," McDonald said. 

The USDE has asked the state depart­
ment to identify the schools and school 
districts in the eligible counties, to pro­
vide a general assessment of the 
damage, and to determine if the schools 
have flood insurance, she said. 

The federal office has said that 75 per­
cent of the total estimated cost could be 
provided to the school districts within 60 
days, with the remainder paid when 
repairs are complete. 

McDonald plans to visit several of the 
affected districts next week.

Captain Bligh is as synony­
mous with tyrannical, sadistic 
leaders as Ebenezer Scrooge 
is with cheap old grouches. 

At least that's how Bligh has 
been portrayed rn the past. 
Both Trevor Howard in the 
1962 film "Mutiny on the 
Bounty" and Charles Laugh­
ton in the 1935 version were 
despicable characters. And 
Clark Gable and then Marion 
Brande each became heroes 
as the fed-up first mate, 
Fletcher Christian. Obvious vil­
lains against obvious heroes. 

Enter Dine OiLaurentiis, with 
a third version of the classic. 
This one rs told by Bligh as a 
flashback from his court­
martial.· Although he is seen as 
harsh and a bit of a megalo­
maniac. he's not quite the 
unholy terror he has been in 
the past thanks to this new 
point of view. And first mate 
Fletcher Christian is no saint, 
as you might e1<pect. 

Anthony Hopkins plays 
Bligh without the haughtiness 
of Laughton or the sneer of 
Howard. He is driven but not 
off the wall . Mel Gibson's 

Christian also seems more like 
a victim of his tragic fate than 
Brande or Gable, who oozed 
self-assurance. This updating 
also includes more than a hint 
of sexual jealousy between 
Bligh and Christian, as well as 
lots of semi-naked natives. 

Today's viewers are like 
today's films, more sophisti­
cated. They are less likely to 
accept situations that are 
black and white. Thus the 
characters' motivations in 
" The Bounty" are gray, and a 
bit muddled as well. There are 
times when what tries to pass 
for complex ends up unclear 
and confusing instead. 

But it would be difficult to 
tell such a powerful tale badly. 
The story is potent enough to 
affect almost any audience, 
and the superb if postcard-like 
cinematography also helps to 
sell the tale. In fact, the only 
truly sour note is the heavy­
handed. overdone score by 
Vangelis, which places forced 
accent marks in a story that 
can easily stand alone.

New State Record 
Largemouth Netted 

Kentucky has a new state record 
largemouth bass- a 13-pound, 10-ounce 
Junker. 

The fish was caught April14 by Dale 
Wilson, London, from Woods Creek 

• 
Lake, a 700-acre impoundment in Laurel 
county just north of London. Wilson was 
using 12-pound-test line on a baitcasting 
outfit and fishing with a Bumblebee 
spinner when the fish hit. 

Wilson's fish surpassed the previous 
record by just two ounces. Delbert Griz­
zle, the previous record holder, caught 
his fish from Greenbo Lake in Greenup 
county in 1966. 

Woods Creek Lake was formed by the 
construction of I-75 and the southbound 
lane of the interstate is actually the dam. 

1• This lake has been producing some 
Junker largemouth in recent years and 
it is also a good producer of rainbow 
trout, which are stocked annually by the 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources . 

Fortunately, Wilson followed the cor­
rect procedures for establishing his fish 
as a state record. Several records must 
be disqualified each year because the 
fish was filleted and eaten or turned over 

• 
io a taxidermist for mounting before an. 
accurate weight could be obtained or a 
positive identification made. 

If you do catch a fish you tlllnk might 
be a record, keep the fish'whole-don't 
dress it in any way and it you give the 
fish to a taxidermist, instruct him not to 
do anything to it until he has your ok. 

Then get in touch with the fish and 
wildlife department for further instruc­
tions. It's very likely that the fish will 
have to be examined by a biologist 

• before it can be considered for a record. 
The other major requirement is that 

the fish be weighed on a scale certified 
legal for trade. Such scales can be found 
at grocery stores, meat markets or 
similar establishments and bear a cer­
tificate of inspection from the Kentucky 
Department of Agriculture. Get the 
signatures of three persons who witness 
the weighing and you're all set. 

In many ways, your chance of getting 
on a world record list are better than 
making the state record roll, since state 

• lists are kept only for the biggest fish of 
each species. World records are kept for 
different line classes, so a fish that won't 
qualify for a state record could still get 
you on a world record list if the line us­
ed to land the fish was the right size. 

The official keeper of world record 
fresh-and salt-water is the International 
Game Fish Association, 3000 East Las 
Olas Boulevard, Ft. Lauderdale, FL 
33316. A $15 membership will bring you

an annually updated list of all world 
records .

Dams, Floodwalls Credited 
With Saving $15'4 Million 

The Army Corps of Engineers says its 
dams and local protection projects in the 
West Virginia-Eastern Kentucky­
Virginia area prevented an estimated 
$154 million worth of additional dam!lges 
during recent flooding. 

The Dewey, Fishtrap and Paintsville 
dams in Kentucky and John W. Flan­
nagan and North Fork of Pound dams 
in Virginia prevented crests along 
eastern Kentucky's Levisa Fork and Big 
Sandy River that would have produced 
the second highest flood of record in the 
basin and caused additional damages of 
$128 million, according to Major Carl 
Tweedt, acting Huntington district 
engineer. 

Bailey 77 feet, John W. Flannagan 26 
feet, Fish trap 42 feet and Dewey 25 feet. 

Bailey Dam, for exa mple, held back 
more than 25 billion gallons of water dur­
ing the storms and runoff period. 
Releases are now being made to return 
the water levels to summer pool. 

No two storms are identical, accord­
ing to Tweedt, and flooding can never be 
completely avoided because of the " un­
controlled" runoff that occurs 
downstream of the dams. 

There are no flood control dams on the 
Tug Fork which flows past Williamson, 
WV. A low floodwall which provides 
limited protection for the city was 
overtopped.

The R.D. Bailey Dam kept the Guyan­
dotte River from producing the third 
worst flood of record at Logan, W.Va., 
where the water would have been 10 feet 
higher without the protection provided 
by the dam. R.D. Bailey Dam also is 
credited with reducing the crest at Man 
by 8.3 feet and at Branchland by 13.2 
feet. These reduced flood heights caus­
ed a $27 million reduction in flood 
damages. 

The Corps estimated that actual 
damages totalled $90 million in the 
Levisa Fork basin and $117 million along 
Tug Fork. 

Lake levels rose dramatically as a 
result of excess storm runoff being 
stored behind the dams, Tweedt said. 

The lakes rose above their normal 
summer levels by these amounts : R.D.

ENDOMETRIOSIS: 
Normal Function, 
Abnormal Place 
By LUELLA KLEIN, M.D., President 
The American College of Obstetricians 

and Gynecologists 
Any woman of childbearing age can 

be affected by a troublesome condition 
called "endometriosis." No one really 
knows exactly what causes the disease, 
but we do know that if it is not diagnos­
ed and treated, it can lead to severe pain 
and infertility. Luckily, most women 
with this condition can be treated 
effectively. 

Endometriosis is when a normal body 
tissue functions in the wrong place. 
When a woman menstruates, the blood: 
rich lining of her uterus is shed along 
with menstrual blood. In endometriosis, 
one widely-accepted theory is that small 
amounts of the uterine lining and blood 
may back up into the fallopian tubes. 
The tissue then travels outside the tubes 
and becomes attached to places like the 
ovaries, the outside of the tubes, uterus, 
bowel, and other parts of the pelvis. 

During a woman's menstrual cycle, 
the tissue outside the uterus responds to 
a woman's hormones the same way the 
uterine lining does by growing and 
becoming rich in blood. During the 
menstrual period, the tissue outside the 
uterus has no place to flow. The body 
responds to this abnormal condition by 
trying to reabsorb the blood. It becomes 
inflammed around the pieces of tissue, 
and then scars over. 

This situation occurs every month 
with the outside tissue repeatedly swell­
ing, bleeding, and scarring. Sometimes 
the scarred patches may break open 
during menstruation and spread new 
patches of endometriosis to other parts 
of the pelvic area. The scarring and in­
flammation caused by the disease can 
block tubes and ovaries and cause 
infertility. 

Although any woman may be suscep­
tible to the disease, there is now some 
evidence that the disease may run in 
families. Because pregnancy and birth 
control pills both alter the growth of the 
uterine lining, they may protect women 
against the disease. 

There are certain signals you should 
look for. Increasing discomfort and 
cramps during your period, or a sharp 
pain deep in your pelvis during ~nt~r­
course could be signs of endometrtosts. 
If you notice discomfort in your lower 
urinary tract or lower bowel just before, 
during, and just following your period 
which then subsides between periods, or 
any of the other symptoms, let your doc­
tor know. 

One treatment for endometriosis is the 
use of hormones to slow the growth of 
the uterus lining and, therefore, the 
growth of the disease. If you are being 
treated with hormones, you will not be 
able to become pregnant during the 
treatment but may be able to after treat­
ment is stopped. 

Surgery also is used to treat en­
dometriosis. The surgery may consist of 
just removing the patches of en­
dometriosis to removing part or all of 
the reproductive organs. This would de­
pend on the extent of the disease, the pa­
tient's desire to have more children, and 
her age. 

If you are faced with surgery, you 
should discuss the options carefully with 
your gynecologist before you agree to 
any surgery.

"The roots of plants that are not 
tolerant of low soil oxygen levels will not 
function normally in flooded soils," said 
Dr. William Nesmith. "This stress may 
weaken the plants so that they may 
become susceptible to diseases that 
might not normally be a problem." 

In some cases, root rot diseases pro­
moted by the wet soils will not cause 
visible damage to the plant until a dry 
period occurs in mid summer. 

"We know from last year's experience 
that county Extension agents and 
growers will need to be more aggressive 
about promoting preventive disease con­
trol measures," said Nesmith. 

The UK pathologists suggest looking 
for disease problems in the following 
groups: 

-Tobacco-All types of diseases are 
expected to increase in the plant bed 
because many pathogens have been car­
ried in due to rain splash and temporary 
flooding. Bacterial diseases such as 
angular leaf spot should increase rapidly 
due to extensive water soaking of leaf 
tissue. Blackleg should increase due to 
hail injury to plants and low oxygen 
levels at the root-stem area. Plant beds 
should be treated regularly with a pro­
tective fungicide program and either 
bluestone lime mixture or streptomycin 
used to reduce bacterial disease. Black 
shank potential has greatly increased 
due to low land flooding. 

-Forages-Root rots, crown and 
stem rots and leaf spots should increase. 
Cattle and equipment should be 
restricted from valuable stands until the 
soil firms to reduce crown injury. When 
weather permits, early harvesting may 
be required in some stands where 
disease pressure is great. Damping-off 
of spring seeded clover and alfalfa 
should increase. 

- Corn- Seedling bright diseases on· 
corn are usually worse on poorly drain­
ed, cold, wet soils, however with all the 
rain recently, nearly every field quali­
fies as poorly drained. Check plant 
stands to determine if replanting is 
necessary. 

-Tree Fruits-Apple scab infections 
can be expected to occur during extend­
ed periods of leaf wetness. Fruit growers 
can expect that fungicides applied 
before or between rains would have 
weathered faster than usual. At first op­
portunity, trees should be resprayed us­
ing one of the fungicides having "kick­
back" activity, such as Benlate, Topsin­
M, Bayleton, or Funginex (up to petal

fall). The latter two will control cedar 
apple rust which is also active now Add 
a rust fungicide such as zineb or man­
cozeb to Benia te or Topsin-M. Problems 
with apple collar rot and peach root rot 
caused by Phytophthora fungi may in­
crease following this rainy period. Infec­
tions by Phytophthora and other water 
mold fungi increase during saturated 
soil episodes. 

- Strawberries- Gray mold and 
leather rot caused by Botrytis and 
Phytophthora may be more severe on 
fruits, particularly if rainy weather per­
sists until harvest. Red stele 
<Phytophthora) infections will occur on 
susceptible strawberries during wet 
periods. The effects of red stele disease 
will be noticed later. 

-Vegetables-Where cabbage and 
tomatoes are already transplanted into 
the field, a variety of soilborne root and 
stem rot diseases might be expected to 
increase, particularly those caused by 
water mold fungi such as Pythium. 
Black rot of cabbage, already present in 
some fields, will be spread rapidly by 
splashing rain.

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Don't Make Pets of Wildlife New Lab Equipment 
Cuts Time of Tests $tn~ia i4 ffJ4t ••• NtJt RU4/wJI This is the time of year when a 

camper, hiker of fisherman is most like­
ly to encounter young wild animals in 
the woods. The first impulse, in many in­
stances, is a desire to "adopt" the baby 
skunk, raccoon, fawn or whatever. 

But the best course of action, accord­
ing to wildlife experts, is to leave baby 
animals, even those seemingly "orphan­
ed," where they are. 

Although this advice may at first 
glance seen hard hearted, it is actually 
kinder in the long run for both the 
animal and the humans involved. 

In the first place, the baby animal 
may not be orphaned at all. A fawn, for 
example, that seems all alone in the big 
woods probably has an anxious mother 
waiting nearby, but she will not show 
herself while a human is in the vicinity. 

The ~are and feeding of a young 
animal is demanding and complicated, 
and most of those taken from the wild 
will die unless they are gtven the expert 
care that only a knowledgeable person 
can provide. 

And if the animal does survive past in­
fancy, other problems arise. Unlike dogs 

• or cats, which have been domesticated 
for centuries, wild animals seldom lose 
their "wild" nature. An adult deer, par-· 
ticularly a buck, can be extremely 
dangerous and a raccoon, even one rais­
ed in th~ house, starts thinking he can 
whip anybody il'l the family when he gets 
to weigh about 25 pounds-and he's 
right. 

Wild animals raised in captivity can 
seldom be successfully returned to the 

·• wilds, presenting their owners with the 
problem of what to do with an un­
manageable adult fox, raccoon, skunk 
or deer. Often the animal must be 
destroyed, since it is almost impossible 
to get zoos to accept wild pets. 

Then there's the problem of disease. 
Wild animals can carry and transmit to 
man several diseases, the most serious 
of which is rabies. Often, an animal 
which allows itself to be captured is 
diseased. Any animal which does not 

·• show a normal fear of man or displays 
signs of distress should be left strictly 
alone. 

_ .• 

Skunks are particularly dangerous, 
since they can carry the rabies virus for 
six to eight months before symptoms aP: 
pear. Even a skunk bought from a pet 
store and certified disease-free could 
develop rabies months after it is 
purchased. 

Skunks and foxes probably represent 
the most common reservoirs for rabies 
in the wilds, although virtually all mam­
mals are capable of carrying this 
disease and transmitting it to man. The 
danger of rabies, by itself, is reason 
enough to leave wildlife in the woods.

Finally, there's the legal aspect. To 
keep wildlife as pets, a permit from the 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources is required, and a permit will 
be granted only for those animals taken 
during the open season for that par­
ticular species. 

Without a permit, the animal is sub­
ject to confiscation and the owner can 
be fined. A conservation officer, upon 

. application for a permit, will check to 
see if the animal was obtained legally 
and if the facilities for keeping it are 
sanitary and of adequate size. The of­
ficer will also make periodic checks to 
make sure the animal is being well 
cared for. . 

So for both animals and people, the 
best course of action is to leave wildlife 
in the wilds. Although the impulse to 
adopt a wild creature can be great, it's 
better to enjoy birds and animals in their 
natural surroundings instead of subjec­
ting both them and you to unnecessary 
hardships.

Summer Jobs Program 
For County Assured

Theatre Receives

many Eastern Kentucky taxpayers who 
suffered property losses as a result of 
the torrential rains and flooding on or 
about May 6 and 7, 1984, according to the 
Internal Revenue Service. 

A special provision of the tax law per­
mits taxpayers in areas designated eligi­
ble for federal disaster assistance to 
deduct their losses either on the current 
year's tax return, or to amend the 
previous year's return with the possibili­
ty of getting an immediate refund. 

Fourteen counties in Kentucky have 
been declared a federal disaster area by 
the President. These counties are 
Whitley, Floyd, Knox, Laurel, Knott, 
Pike, Perry, Magoffin, Clay, Letcher, 
Bell, Leslie, Martin and Breathitt. 

Property losses that occur as a result 
of flooding may be partially or fully 
deductible on your federal tax return. 
Losses to business property are general­
ly deductible in full, while non-busines~ 
losses are fteductible to the extent they 
exceed $100 plus 10 percent of the ad­
justed gross income. Of course, any 
casualty loss must be reduced by the 
amount of insurance or other reimburse­
ment received, before you make any 
claim on your tax return. 

Disaster losses require documentation 
when claiming a deduction on your 
federal tax return. To establish the 
amount of loss, taxpayers should com-

Armstrong Says 
Parts of Budget 
Unconstitutional 

Attorney General David L. Armstrong 
last week released an opinion holding 
that portions of the 1984 state budget are 
unconstitutional.

According to Armstrong, House Bill 
474, called the Appropriations Act, which 
was passed by the 1984 Kentucky Gene­
ral Assembly, and Senate Bill 294, 
relating to the budget and also enacted 
in 1984, are unconstitutional under Sec­
tion 51 of the Kentucky Constitution, 
which requires any law enacted by the 
General Assembly to relate to only one 
subject.

"In this case, the Appropriations Act 
is bound by the Constitution to deal with 
only budgetary matters," he said. 
"However, after a careful review, we 
feel that the 1984 budget bill reaches in­
to areas beyond appropriations."

"There are some serious legal ques­
tions with the budget legislation," Arm­
strong said. " A budget bill is clearly a 
legislative act, but it is short-termed 
and subordinate to the statutes. A bud­
get may not be used to create, establish 
or modify statutory law." 

According to Armstrong, the General 
Assembly apparently did attempt to pro­
vide a mechanism for permitting the ex­
pansion of the Appropriations Act into 
other areas of legislation beyond the 
budget. ''The Legislature passed SB 294 
which was· a statutory enactment per­
mitting the General Assembly to provide 
for the suspension or modification of 
those statutes that relate to appropria­
tion measures," he said.

JDH, owned by local contr~ctor 
James Hughes, was low bidder in 1980 
on a contract to build a coal conversion 
plant at the high school to replace an ex­
isting electrical heating system; a 
swimming pool and classroom building. 

In a counterclaim suit against the 
school system, JDH contended it was 
fired without cause and asked for com­
pensation for alleged damage to its 
reputation by the school board's actions. 

Charges and countercharges followed. 
The state Department of Education in­
tervened and recommended a report by 
an independent architect last November 
that wound up in still more controversy. 

The verdict "really shocked us," said 
JDH attorney -steve Owens, of Paint­
sville, who said his client probably would 
appeal the decision.

Actually, Elizabeth Terwilliger had 

not planned to become the nature lady 
of Marin Co~ty, California. Fact is, 
following her schooling in Hawaii and 
acquisition of an M.A. at Columbia 
University she had her mind fixed on 
hospital administration. Her father was 
an orthopedic surgeon, so was her 
brother; her interest in caring for the 
sick went with the family. But at nurs­
ing school, as Elizabeth Cooper, she met 
another doctor, Calvin Terwilliger, and 
became his wife, and, in due time, the 
mother of two children. 

They lived by the water in Sausalito, 
California, and there wasn't a cleared 
place for the children to play, so their 
mother set to work to create a parkland 
for them. Growing up in Hawaii, she had 
not only loved the outdoors but also the 
wildlife inhabiting it, particularly the 
birds. And so it was that her childhood 
love of nature was rekindled through her 
desire to acquaint her children with it 
and, in teaching them, she decided to ac­
quaint others as well. 

That was more than 30 years ago, and 
since then she has become known far 
and wide as the nature lady of Marin, 
having guided three generations of 
children and adults on field and water 
trips, hiking, canoeing, bicycling, 
teaching a special awareness and ap­
preciation of nature in all its many 
guises. Her fame has spread far beyond 
the San Francisco Bay area-her bird­
in-the-hand teaching technique standar­
dized globally. Early on, Elizabeth 
foresaw that an understanding of the en­
vironment required the involvement of 
all the individual senses and so she 
brings her collection of birds and 
animals to the classroom so that 
students can physically make contact 
with nature's creatures. In her desire to 
inform she conducts field trips and 
demonstrations for handicapped chil­
dren and through her wonderful capaci­
ty to reach out she has given them the 
capability to understand the relationship 
between themselves and nature. 

Six days a week for 30 years, 
Elizabeth Terwillinger has escorted 
thousands of children, teachers, parents 
and families, introducing them to a 
world which so many never see. And 
always she has done so as a volunteer. 
So inspirational has been her effort that 
in 1975 other volunteers, led by Mrs. 
Joan Beakins, established the Ter­
williger Foundation. The purpose of the 
Foundation was to train volunteer 
naturalists in the Terwilliger methods of 
teaching pature. As a result, there are 
today more than 100 such lecturers, 
reaching an estimated 75,000 students a 
year. 

As for Elizabeth, she is there, too, on 
film and in her books, viewed annually 
by about a million children. On May 7, 
she was greeted by President Reagan at 
the White House. One of 20 volunteers 
previously selected by a special presi­
dential advisory council, she journeyed 
to Washington, D.C. to receive an award 
for outstanding national service from 
the President. 

Elizabeth Terwilliger, she'll be 75 in 
September, and she can run up a hill 
faster than those who follow her, but 
whether running or walking she proud­
ly bears the nickname of the Pied Piper 
of Marin County-a wonderful lady who 
has charmed and enriched the lives of. 
all those who have journeyed with her.

(EO 11988) 

Notification is hereby given to the 
public of the intent of the Federal 
Emergency Management Agency 
<FEMA) to reimburse eligible local 
governments and State agencies for 
eligible costs incurred to repair all 
publicly-owned facilities damaged as a 
result of recent high winds, tornadoes 
and flooding. The areas affected are the 
counties of Bell, Breathitt, Clay, Floyd, 
Knott, Knox, Laurel, Leslie, Letcher, 
Magoffin, Martin, Perry, Pike and 
Whitley in the Commonwealth of Ken­
tucky, which were declared a major 
disaster area by the President on May 
15, 1984. This assistance is granted under 
the authority of Public Law 93-288 as 
amended, the Disaster Relief Act of 
1!174. This notice concerns those facilities 
which are within the base or one percent 
chance floodplain (also known as the 
too-year floodplain), or critical actions 
within the 500-year floodplain. These 
facilities may have adverse effects upon 
the floodplain or may be vulnerable to 
damage by flooding if they are restored 
to pre-disaster condition. 

These facilities include, but are not 
limited to the following: (. 

1. Non-emergency debris clearance. 
2. Non-emergency repair to protective 

flood control and protective coastal 
facilities, including dams, reservoirs 
and channels. 

3. Damage to roads, inc1uding streets, 
culverts and bridges. 

4. Damage to water control facilities, 
pipes and distribution systems. 

5. Damage to public buildings and 
related equipment. 

6. Damage to public utilities, including 
sewage treatment plants and sewers, 
and electrical power distribution 
systems. 

7. Damage to private, non-profit 
facilities <hospitals, educational centers, 
emergency and custodial care services, 
etc.). 

The President's Executive Order 
11988 on Floodplain Management re­
quires that all Federal actions in or af­
fecting the base floodplain be reviewed 
for opportunities to relocate out of the 
floodplain or to minimize future damage 
from flooding. FEMA has determined 
that for certain types of facilities, there 
are normally no alternatives to restora­
tion in the floodplain. These are facilities 
which meet all of the following criteria: 

1. The FEMA estimated cost of 
repairs is less than 50% of the estimate 
replacement cost of the entire facility 
and is less than $100,000. 

2. The facility~ located in a flood­
way or coastal high hazard area. 

3. The facility~ sustained struc­
tural dlfmage in a -pr~viOllS Presidential­
ly-declared flooding major disaster or 
emergency. 

4. The facility ~a critical one <i.e., 
hospital, generating plant, contains 
dangerous materials, or emergency 
operation center, etc.). 

FEMA intends to provide assistance 
for the restoration of the facilities 
described above to .their pre-disaster 
condition except that certain measures 
to mitigate the effects of future floding 
may be incorporated into the restoration 
work. For example, culverts and 
bridges with insufficient waterway 
openings may be subject to washing out 
due to the backed-up water. This back­
up may also cause damage to other 
facilities in the area. One mitigation 
measure would be to increase the size 
of the waterway opening. Another might 
be to relocate building electric outlets or 
air conditioning units to higher eleva­
tion. This will be the only public notice 
concerning these facilities. 

Other facilities which do not fall into 
one of the four criteria listed above, are 
required to undergo more detailed 
'review, including study of alternative 
locations. The public is invited to par­
ticipate in the process of identifying 
alternatives and analyzing their im­
pacts. Details on how to obtain informa­
tion on specific projects and on the sub­
mission of comments will be found at the 
end of this notice. Further explanation 
on the final determination on the 
restoration of these facilities will be 
given in subsequent notices. 

Because of urgent need for some 
.facilities of the type described in the 
previous paragraph, an applicant may 
have already started restoration of a 
facility when the Federal inspector 
visited the site. Some of these facilities 
would normally fall into the category re­
quiring examination of alternative sites. 
'I'hese facilities will be restored in their 
original location based upon the follow­
ing rationale. One of the following situa­
iions applies in each case: 

1. The facility is functionally depen­
dent on its floodplain location.

Reporting Earnings 
People getting Social Security benefits 

who work are required to estimate their 
projected earnings as accurately as 
possible and to report the amount to the 
Social Security Administration, Jim Kel­
ly, Social Security district director, for 
the Big Sandy area, said recently. 

Furthermore, people should revise 
these estimates, as necessary, during 
the course of the year. 

"Excess earnings under the annual 
retirement test are the primary cause 
of overpayments," Kelly said. "More 
than one million people were overpaid 
in 1983 because of underestimation or 
failure to report their earnings, and total 
overpayments, as a result, amounted to 
more than $1 billion. The overpayment 
usually causes the person a hardship 
because the overpayment must be 
recovered by withholding the person's 
monthly check unless it is paid back 
within 30 days. 

"People must file an annual report of 
earnings at the end of the taxable year. 
At that time the amount of benefits due 
for the year is figured; if all the 
payments that were due had not been 
made, the person is paid the appropriate 
amount.

BRUISES 

Highlands Regional Medical Center 
and Our Lady of the Way Hospital have 
physicians on duty twenty-four-hours a 
day to treat emergency injuries and ill­
nesses. However, these physicians 
realize that some injuries, while requir­
ing attention, are not so severe so as to 
require a visit to the emergency room. 
A bruise is the most common injury of 
this type. It occurs when a blow or fall 
to the body causes small blood vessels 
to break beneath the skin and cause 
discoloration and swelling. 

There will be pain and slight redden­
ing of the skin in an area which has been 
bruised. Later, the bruise turns blue or 
green in color and occasionally a lump 
forms at the site. Before the bruise 
fades, it may become brown and yellow. 

When an area has been bruised appiy 
cold compresses or an ice bag to the af­
fected area to decrease local bleeding 
and swelling. If possible, elevate the 
limb above the level of the heart. Heat 
should be applied only after 24 hours. If 
a bruise is very painful or swelling 
develops seek medical attention as there 
is a possibly of a broken bone or other 
injury.

· QUESTION: Is breast pain a symp­
tom of breast cancer? 

ANSWER!ine: Cancerous lumps in 
the brea·st are usually not painful. 
Breast pain in many women is often 
associated with normal hormonal 
changes that occur about a week before 
the menstrual period. Breasts may also 
feel swollen or lumpy. All of these symp­
toms usually disappear after the 
menstrual period. 

Pain also could be a symptom of a con­
dition known as fibrocystic breast 
fisease, in which benign lumps or cysts 
develop in the breast. These fluid-filled 
sacs often enlarge and become painful 
just befl're the menstrual period. Some 
women with a fibrocystic condition ex­
perience pain at other times in their 
menstrual cycle as well. Unexplained or 
persistent pain should be brought to a 
doctor's attention. 

QUESTION: What is the likelihood 
that a patient with cancer of the larynx 

• was a smoker? 
ANSWER!ine: Most patients with 

cancer of the larynx, or voice box, were 
smokers. Cigarette smoking is the ma­
jor cause of laryngeal cancer in the U.S. 
It is estimated that 10 out of lllaryngeal 
caner patients had a history of smoking. 

Case histories also show that the vast 
majority of men who develop the disease 
(Larynx cancer strikes men five times 
more often than women) have a history 

• of heavy smoking and drinking. The use 
of alcohol in combination with cigarette 
smoking appears to act synergistically 
to greatly increase the risk for this 
cancer. 

QUESTION: Is there any way to 
detect prostate cancer in its earliest 
stages? 

ANSWERline: Cancer of the prostate, 
a male gland situated below the bladder, 
has the third highest incidence of cancer 

• 
in men, after skin and lung cancer. One 
of the most proven detection methods is 
the digital rectal examination. Almost 
all prostate cancer can be felt during 
this procedure. Since the risk of prostate 
cancer increases with age, and most 
prostate cancer occurs in men 55 and 
over, a digital rectal examination should 
be part of a regular annual health 
checkup for these men. This examina­
tion is also used to detect rectal cancer. 

Other various tests can detect prostate 
cancer. One involves examining the 
blood for the presence of prostatic acid 

· phosphatase, a group of enzymes com­
monly found in the secretion of the pro­
state. Elevated enzyme levels in the 
blood may indicate cancer. Other tests 
examine the urine for tumor cells and 
other indicators ef cancer. 

QUESTION: Who is at risk for 
developing colorectal cancer? 

ANSWERline: About the same num­
ber of men as women develop the 
disease and the likelihood increases with 

• age, especially after age 50. Anyone with 
a personal or family history of colorec­
tal cancer or of polyps in the colon or 
rectum should be examined carefully. 
Two other diseases of the digestive tract, 
chronic ulcerative colitis and polyposis, 
are also linked to colorectal cancer? 

ANSWERline: The Pap test, a highly 
accurate detection method for cancer of 
the cervix, is only 50 percent effective 
in detecting cancer of the endometrium 
or body of the uterus. Therefore, women 

• 50 to 64, the age group in which this 
cancer most commonly appears, are ad­
vised to have the Pap test and a yearly 
pelvic exam as part of a cancer-related 
checkup. Women at high risk for en­
dometrial cancer should check with 
their physician about the need for an en-

dometrial ti~sue sample at menopause. 
High risk candidates include women 
with a history of obesity, and those who 
are having or have had long-term 
estrogen therapy for menopausal symp­
toms. 

QUESTION: What is passive smok-
ing? ' 

ANSWERline: Passive smoking is the 
inhaling of smoke by people who don't 
smoke. Cigarette smoke creates concen­
trated air pollution in enclosed areas. In 
such an atmosphere, nonsmokers in­
voluntarily inhale sidestream or secon­
dhand smoke-smoke not drawn 
through the cigarette and therefore not 
filtered by the smoker's lungs. As a 
result, sidestream smoke contains much 
higher percentages of tar, nicotine, and 
noxious gases than exhaled smoke. 
Even when room ventilation is ade­
quate, carbon monoxide levels given off 
by cigarette smoke can exceed 
allowable safety limits. 

QUESTION: Is passive smokirtg 
hazardous? 

ANSWERline: Tobacco smoke is 
dangerous to people with heart and 
chronic lung conditions, causing 
breathing difficulties and other symp­
toms. Strong allergic reactions also can 
occur among passive smokers. Children . 
of parents who smoke are more likely to 
have bronchitis and pneumonia during 
their first year. Evidence is also begin­
ning to accumulate which suggests that 
passive smoking may be a cause of lung 
cancer. The evidence, while still not con­
clusive, is sufficient for concern. 

QUESTION: What is secondary 
cancer? 

ANSWERline: A secondary cancer is 
one that originated elsewhere but has 
metastasized or spread to another part 
of the body. The celular makeup of the 
secondary growth will usually resemble 
the first, allowing physicians to identify 
the origin of the growth (e.g., a liver 
tumor that began in the ovaries), and to 
select an appropriate course of treat­
ment. Secondary cancers may also ex­
hibit characteristcs of the organ or gland 
that hosts the primary tumor. A secon­
dary bone cancer which originated in the 
thyroid gland, for instance, may pro­
duce thyroid hormone in its new site. 

QUESTION: "What does 'risk' mean 
in relatiion to getting cancer?" 

ANSWERline: It is the relative 
possibility that cancer may develop. 
When scientific studies show that a par­
ticular group of people have an above 
average rate of cancer, persons in that 
group are said to have an increased risk 
of the disease. The Society believes that 
more frequent examinations may be 
needed for persons considered to be at 
higher risk. High risk groups for breast 
cancer generally include women with 
personal and family histories of breast 
cancer. High risk indicators for cervical 
cancer include first intercourse at an 
early age and multiple sexual partners. 
High risk for endometrial cancer in­
cludes obesity, a history of infertility, 
failure of ovulation, and prolonged 
estrogen therapy. People in any of these 
categories should consult. their physi­
cians for guidance. 

QUESTION: "Are there different 
types of skin cancer?" 

ANSWERiine: There are three main 
types of skin cancer, classified accor­
ding to the cell involved. They are basal 
cell, squamous, and melanoma. More 
than 90 percent of the all skin cancer 
falls into the first two classifications. 
Basal cell cancer occurs more frequent­
ly, but grows more slowly. It rarely 
spreads, but if left untreated can affect 
underlyil!g bone. Squamous cell cancer 
occurs less often, but can spread rapid­
ly. Malignant melanoma, while relative­
ly uncommon, is a virulent cancer which 
spreads very quickly.
