Official Parley 
On Police Probe 
Again Postponed 

Cancellation of a meeting scheduled 
last Friday between state and local of­
ficials has again raised questions here 
about when-or if-the findings of a 
state police investigation into a former 
Floyd county administration will be 
presented to a grand jury. 

Some Floyd officials are also concern­
ed that the repeated delays in winding 
up the investigation could make pro­
secution difficult should a grand jury 
return any indictments as a result of the 
probe. 

The scheduled meeting, between 
representatives of the state attorney­
general's office, Floyd Circuit Judge 
Hollie Conley, Commonwealth's At­
torney James R. Allen, and County At­
torney Arnold Turner, Jr., was ap­
parently intended to work out a pro­
cedure for presenting to a grand jury the 
results of a year-and-a-half inquiry into 
the financial management of the coun­
ty in 1982. 

· County Attorney Turner, who called 
for the investigation on March 3, 1983 
after a report by the state Local Finance 
office alleged various irregularities in 
the county's financial practices, said he 
was notified by the attorney-general's 
office Tuesday that Friday's meeting 
was cancelled. The meeting was not 
rescheduled, he said. 

Commonwealth's Attorney Allen said 
he got word Thursday from Barbara 
Whaley, who has been named special 
prosecutor in the case, that the planned 
meeting was off. Mrs. Whaley was not 
available this week for comment on the 
cancellation. 

It was the third time in the last two 
months that a meeting between state

Women Accused by Employer 
Winners of Damage Awards 

If employers have a dispute with their 
workers over a debt, swearing out 
criminal warrants against them is not 
the way to go about resolving it. That is 

· the lesson to be drawn from awards 
given three women by a Floyd district 
court jury last week, said an attorney for 
two of the women. 

Nola Ritchie, of the Knott county com­
munity of Fisty, was awarded $2500--the 
maximum award possible in district 
court--and Charlotte Combs and Irene 
Coots, both of Viper in Perry county, will 
each receive $1300 as a result of their 
suit alleging malicious prosecution on · 
the part of The Vacuum Cleaner Com­
pany, located until recently at the junc­
tion of US 23 and KY 80 at Water Gap. 

Named as defendants were James 
Collins, Glenna Collins, Tim Collins and 
Edith Collins, partners in the unincor­
porated vacuum cleaner firm, 
sometimes identified as The Kirby 
Company 

The three housewives first became in­
volved with the firm in August, 1983, 
when they answered an advertisement 
in the Hazard Shopper Stopper for ap­
pliance sales trainees, to start at $983 a 
month. They were given to understand, 
they said, that they got paid as long as 
they each demonstrated the Kirby 

. Heritage vacuum cleaner 60 times dur­

. ing the month. But the written contract 
they signed implied they were on their 
own, without any guaranteed salary. 

Sales of the vacuum cleaner- which 
is valued at from $650 to $1000, depen­
ding on the number of attachments 
included--were dismal. While the three 
women sa id they logged three 
demonstrations a day, five days a week, 
they sold only one cleaner among them. 

When they put in for their month's 
pay, they were denied it; in turn, they 
held on to the vacuum cleaners they had 
been using for demonstrations. 

That prompted James Collins to swear 
out warrants accusing them of theft and 
ordering the sheriff to pick up the 
cleaners. The theft charges were later 
dismissed in district court here, but not 
before all three women were hauled off 
to the county jail and one of them--Mrs. 
Ritchie was lodged there for more than 
two hours. 

The women responded with a suit 
seeking the $983 they say they were 
guaranteed for their month's work, $1000 
each for the vacuum cleaner company's 
alleged fraud in switching the terms of 
its agreement, and $1000 each for 
malicious prosecution . 

For the demonstrations they logged, 
the jury ordered that Mrs. Combs and 
Mrs. Coots be each paid $300 ; Mrs. Rit­
chie, about 'Whose work there was con­
flicting testimony, was awarded nothing 
on that score. All three were awarded 
$500 in punitive damages. And all were 
compensated also on grounds of

Parkway Water Sale 
To City System Seen 

Only eight of the water district's 154 
customers showed up to vote but, of 
them, seven said it was time to sell. 

The vote last Thursday means that the 
Parkway Water Association-organized 
10 years ago to serve Middle Creek 
residents--will probably sell its distribu­
tion system to Prestonsburg Utiliti~, 
the city system from which 't ¥ntly 
buys its water. 

Prestonsburg Utilities Superintendent 
Bill H. Howard said this week that the 
city system has indicated it would be 
willing to take over the Middle Cre~k 
system for the price of the relatively 
small debt still due on it. 

Of the Farmers Home Administration 
loan they initially took out to build the 
system, the Mountain Parkway com­
munity still owes $60,000. If the deal with 
Prestonsburg goes through, the city 
utilities system will assume that debt. 

The Parkway Water Association has 
never employed a fulltime staff. 

Clarification 
Criticism he directed at the prosecu­

tion for its handling of the case of former 
circuit court bookkeeper Delores 
Calhoun was aimed at the state auditor's 
department, not at the office of Floyd 
Commonwealth's Attorney James R. 
Allen, Phillip Damron, Mrs. Calhoun's 
attorney, explained this week. 

"The Commonwealth's attorney was 
fair with us," said Damron, "but 
everything I said about the auditors 
stands. They basically handled the pro 
secution; they were the ones who 
presented the case to the grand jury." 

Dismissal of charges against Mrs. 
Calhoun is anticipated in the light of her 
recently passing a lie-detector test. 
Damron's criticism of the zeal with 
which his client was prosecuted was 
reported in a story in last week's edition 
of The Times. 

Customers have read their own meters 
and the commissioners have taken care 
of any maintenance that needed to be 
.done. But, as the system ages, 
maintena nee is becoming more burden­
some, noted Holly Leach, a water 

pcc'alist with the Water Resources 
Assistance Corporation < WRAC> .

Prestonsburg's purchase of the Park­
way system would offer no immediate 
relief to residents to the west of that 
system's boundary, said Howard. A 
group representing residents from 
Rough and Tough west to the Magoffin 
county line approached the state Public 
Service Commission in February with a 
view to establishing a water district 
there. But Howard said that water lines 
could be extended to that area only if the 
group is able to get federal grant funds. 

Meanwhile, two other districts that do 
have government money are reported­
ly hoping to advertise for construction 
bids within the next few months. 

Some "paperwork" remains to be 
done before the city of Martin is ready 
to seek a builder for its new water treat­
ment plant and distribution system, for 
which $1.4 million in grant and loan 
money has been set aside, Miss Leach 
said. 

A project that has been at least four 
years in the planning, construction on 
the Martin system may be ready to bid 
before Christmas and is expected to take 
about a year to complete, she said. 

Paperwork is also slowing progress 
on the water system planned for Prater 
Creek, Commissioner Ervin Akers said 
recently. The project, to be financed by 
a grant-loan package totalling $1 
million, is now in the hands of a Cincin­
nati bond attorney, he said.

Show Reagan 
Easy Winner 

Although the nation's voters-Kentuc­
ky's included-appeared certain last 
(Tuesday) night to return President 
Ronald Reagan to the White House in a 
landslide, Floyd county again lived up 
to its reputation as a rockribbed 
Democratic stronghold, favoring Walter 
Mondale for the top office by a two-to­
one margin. 

With votes from all48 Floyd precincts 
tallied-including absentee ballots-­
Mondale was ahead here by 10,259 votes 
to 5218. 

In the U.S. Senate race, which was 
proving a cliffhanger statewide, Walter 
"Dee" Huddleston was well ahead of 
Republican challenger Mitch McConnell 
here-10,278 votes to 3346. 

The warmly contested race for school 
~>bard member on Left Beaver Creek 
ended with veteran board member Dr. 
Mary Hall (1459) defeating Henry 
"Doug" Bailey (1396)-a difference of 
only 63 votes. 

A proposal to amend the state consti­
tution to allow sheriffs to be re-elected 
for successive terms was narrowly 
defeated by voters in this county-3305 
voting in favor, 4627 voting nay­
although the measure was expected to 
fare better across the state. 

Bear Hollow will continue to be split 
between Floyd and Johnson counties, a 
proposal to cede it to Johnson county 
failing by a small margin. 3383 votes 
were cast in favor of the measure, 3438 
against. 

As anticipated, Chris Perkins was a 
clear favorite to succeed his father, the 
late Carl D. Perkins, as U.S. Con­
gressman for the Seventh District. He

Right of Search 
Issue in Case 

The propriety of a search will be at 
issue in the trial of two carnival workers 
arrested on the grounds of Prestonsburg 
grade school during the recent Jenny 
Wiley Festival, their attorney indicated 
last week.

Dismissed Staff Member Sues 
Hospital for $300,000 Damages 

A Martin pediatrician who was drop­
ped recently from the staff of Our Lady 
of the Way Hospital filed suit against the 
hospital last week, claiming he was 
unaware of the policy he was accused of 
violating and that he was insulted by 
hospital nurses. 

Dr. Gopal Majmundar, a native of In­
dia, lost his staff privileges after a com­
mittee of his colleagues found, in a June 
7 hearing, that he was guilty on four oc­
casions of breaching hospital policy. The 
committee's findings were later upheld 
by the hospital's board of directors. 

In a suit filed in Floyd Circuit Court, 
Majmundar- who is commonly known 
as Dr. Gopal- claims the hospital 
acted arbitrarily and maliciously in 
sacking him. Because he is unable to 
use the hospital, which is next door to 
his home and office, his practice is los­
ing $3000 a month, he claims in his suit. 
He also seeks to recover $100,000 for 
damage allegedly done to his profes­
sional reputation and $200.000 in 
punitive damages. 

In three of the charges against him, 
Majmundar was accused of treating pa­
tients in the hospital emergency room 
himself instead of deferring to the physi­
cian on call as hospital policy requires. 
He admitted one of the patients to 
Highlands Regional Medical Center, 
even though there were beds available 
at the Martin hospital. it was said. 

Majmundar said he was unaware of 
the hospital policy and that in treating 

the patients, and admitting one of them 
to Highlands, he was following patients' 
wishes. 

The same is true of his decision to 
transfer a newborn baby from Our Lady 
of the Way to Cabell-Huntington 
Hospital last April, the doctor said. He 
requested the transfer because the 
baby's mother "said the nurses can't 
take care of her here," Majmundar told 
the medical staff executive committee. 

But the idea that the nurses could not 
take care of the baby was first suggested 
by Majmundar himself, and in the 
presence of the baby's family, protested 
nurses Cindy Kidd and Virginia Hall. 

The nurses "are insulting me," the 
doctor replied. 

Majmundar is represented in the suit 
by Paintsville attorney G.C. Perry, III; 
the hospital, which is operated by the 
Sisters of Charity, is represented by 
Ross E . Wales, of the Cincinnati law 
firm of Taft, Stettinius and Hollister. 

In another suit filed here last week, 
the Mac Mining Company, of Pikeville, 
seeks $344,359 n damages from Pres­
tonsburg coal operator Edgar Jones and 
German tumbo, of McDowell, a con­
tract miner who once worked for Jones. 

The +defendants are currently facing 
prison terms as a result of their convic­
tion in IU .S. District Court last May of 
conspiracy to drive the Ray Mac mine 
out of business. The East McDowell 
stripmine was the target of several days

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Your Chance To Be Heard 
If mere talk is a reliable barometer, it may be confidently 

assumed that almost everybody is interested in the young peo­
ple of Kentucky and, particularly, in improved chances of their 
education. 

Now, with better schools a statewide issue, these same peo­
ple will be given the opportunity to be heard at "town 
meetings" scheduled in almost every county of the state. (The 
Floyd county meeting will be held on the evening of Thursday, 
Nov. 15, at Allen Central High School.) 

This is Floyd county's opportunity to speak out. How well 
this meeting is attended and how constructive the statements 
made there will pretty well establish how deep and sincere is 
our interest in education. 

We would hope that these public forums in the various coun­
ties will not deteriorate into name-calling or bitter 
reminiscences of individual failures to promote education. 
Rather, we think, these meetings should be opportunities for 
citizens- most of them parents, perhaps- to state as plainly 
as they can what they would like for schools, teachers, cur­
ricula , teaching practices, discipline, the like, to be. 

Eventually, we as taxpayers will be asked to demonstrate 
that we are willing to invest in such a program. That is the 
so-called " bottom line." These town meetings are the 
necessary prelude to future action for better schools and 
better-educated citizens, and we should answer "present" for 
this important roll-call.

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Why Town Forums On Education? 
By ROBERT F. SEXTO~.

Education has been a much-diSCI,ISSed topic for the last few years. How often 
have you heard someone say, "The problem with the schools isn't so much 
what to do, it's how to do it" ? And how often have you heard "people get the 
schools they deserve; schools just won't improve until people get involved 
and show they care"? 

Both statements are fundamental to improving education in Kentucky. 
Coming up with good ideas isn't easy, but many sincere people are trying. 

Much has already been accomplished by Governor Collins, Superintendent 
McDonald and the 1984 General Assembly. Now Governor Collins has a Council 
on Educational Reform, Superintendent McDonald has a Committee for a New 
Direction, members of the General Assembly have been working on new ideas 
since before the last legislative session; and our citizens' committee, the 
Chamber of Commerce, and groups of school teachers, parents and many local 
school officials have been concerned for some time. 

But when the time arrives for turning ideas, no matter how good they are, 
into reality, "how to do it" becomes the big challenge. Yet the solution is right 
in front of us-to create change people really do have to show that they care 
and they do have to get involved. 

The first step is for people to come together in their communities to think 
about and talk about, and then to do something about, their own schools. To 
encourage this local discussion we are working with the Governor and 
Superintendent of Public Instruction and many groups and businesses which 
are concerned about Kentucky education to organize "town forums" all across 
Kentucky. 

These forums will be held at 7:30p.m. Eastern time on Thursday, November 
15. One hundred seventy-five school districts, out of a total of one hundred 
eighty-four, have committed to have meetings. Parents and citizens, teachers 
and school officials, business people and others will gather to talk about what 
we really want our schools to be doing. 

This meeting is just the first step toward engaging the public in the schools. 
If these first town forums go well and if enough people care, they will con­
tinue through local commitment into 1985 and beyond. Real reform will take 
time. 

Educational improvement will come only when people prove, especially to 
those running the schools and those in elected office, that they care enough 
to act. Our Governor and legislators must hear that their efforts for educa­
tion are supported. And the cynics must have that challenge that "people get 
the schools they deserve" answered with "we want good schools, and we're 
going to get them!"

I'm telling our experience to raise the 
question: When was the requirement for 
Road House voided and why did it just 
begin being in force again in January, 
1984? Why are those "Party Places" and 
liquor stores and beer joints, not being 
policed by Floyd county sheriff's 
deputies instead of good citizens being 
forced to call upon state policemen to 
sometimes protect their homes from the 
overflow, from such places? 

People were promised prQtection, if 
the last local option was voted wet. Well, 
it was voted wet by those who were 
<misled) and those who didn't bother to 
vote. 

Are we Christian people and the good 
citizens going to accept "drunk driving" 
from liquor and drugs and say nothing 
in defense of our young people by sitting 
idly by? Some organizations are doing 
their best to fight drugs and alchol. The 
school system is seemingly, trying to 
help, too. 

I, though disabled to attend meetings, 
can exJ)ress my views and those of other 
se~or c itizens, and the Christians can 
pray for those who sell and those who 
partake of alcohol and drugs. Also, we 
can pray for and appeal to county and 
state officials to enforce the laws we 
have with tougher (unreduced) 
sentences for " drunken drivers." We 
also appeal to .our Senators and 
Representative to check the state laws. 

The case of the young couple recent­
ly killed at Harold, while on their way 
to a Bible Camp, by a drunken driver 
should make us " sit up and think" and 
surely pray, Let us pray and encourage 
our officials! 

I write this because I'm interested and 
others are interested in the "decrease of 
crime'' in Floyd county and our state as 
well as in the whole Nation and the 
whole world.

Berea To Publish 
Magazine Founded 
By Albert Stewart 

Berea College will assume publication 
of Appalachian Heritage magazine, a 
quarterly publication founded 12 years 
ago by Albert Stewart, of Hindman. 

The proposal to move the magazine to 
Berea was approved Oct. at the regular 
meeting of college trustees, President 
John B. Stephenson reported. 

When Stewart announced plans to 
retire as editor of Appalachian Heritage, 
the magazine's directors voted to 
transfer the publication to Berea, sub­
ject to the approval of college trustees. 

The publication, a journal of Southern 
Appalachian life and culture, was 
started at Alice Lloyd College under a 
grant from the National Endowment for 
the Humanities. For the past four years, 
it has been published by an independent 
board, with leadership from Bill 
Weinberg and Mike Mullins, both of 
Hindman. 

"Berea views this important under­
taking as a further expression of its long­
standing commitment to the Ap­
palachian region as well as to the world 
of scholarship", Dr. Stephenson said, ad-

. ding that the magazine has served the 
region as a high-quality journal of 
literary and cultural studies. 

Berea will undertake publication in 
January, with the college's Appalachian 
Center and Hutchins Library having 
direct responsibility for Appalachian 
Heritage. In the meantime, the college 
will be making arrangements for fun­
ding and an editorial staff.

Code of Conduct 
In State Schools Worth Support, Not Holy War 

Prosecutor Moves To 
Have Charge Dropped 

Stolen property charges against 
Prestonsburg pawnbroker Edward Kuss 
will apparently be dismissed in circuit 
court here on a motion of the prosecutor. 

An advisory council is putting the 
finishing touches on a code of student 
conduct that will serve as a model for 
codes to be developed in the state's 180 
local school districts. 

Members of the Kentucky Council on 
Student Discipline reviewed and recom­
mended changes in a draft of the propos­
ed code at a meeting in Frankfort on 
Oct. 29. 

The meeting was the last scheduled 
for the council, which was appointed by 
Superintendent of Public Instruction 
Alice McDonald in response to legisla­
tion approved by the 1984 General 
Assembly. 

McDonald said a revised version of 
the model code, incorporating sugges­
tions and additions proposed at the 
meeting, would be sent to members for 
their approval and comments before be­
ing submitted to the State Board of 
Education later this month. 

Chief Judge Julia Adams of the Clark­
Madison district, who heads the council, 
noted that the requirements spelled out 
in the model code "are merely recom­
mendations and guidelines" for the 
codes of conduct to be developed by local 
districts. 

Under the legislation, Senate Bill 26, 
the discipline guidelines are to be sent 
to local districts by Jan. 1, after their ap­
proval by the state board. Under a pro­
cedure provided in the guidelines, local 
districts are to form committees to write 
their own codes of student conduct. 

After approval by the local board of 
education, each code will be reviewed by 
the state board to verify its compliance 
with the broad guidelines of the model 
code. 

The target date for implementing 
local codes is September, 1985. The 
legislation calls for distribution of the 
local codes to all students and parents 
in the district. 

The guidelines recommend steps to 
orient each school and community to the 
code, saying, "The objective is to have 
all participants understand that disci­
pline is an integral component of educa­
tion and to appreciate the code's con­
tribution to an orderly learning 
environment.'' 

In addition to recommending pro­
cedures and content for local codes, the 
model code spells out student rights and 
responsibilities and deals with such 
issues as corporal punishment, criminal 
violations, repeated infractions, suspen­
sion and expulsion. 

Objectives of the discipline code, as 
given in a foreword, include a reduction 
in dropouts, improvement of school 
climate and effectiveness, improvement 
of teachers' morale, increased student 
self-control and greater involvement of 
parents and the community in local 
schools. 

The guidelines provide that schools 
with existing codes of student conduct 
can have those codes reviewed by local 
committees and either submit them in 
their present form, if they meet the 
guidelines, or modify them to meet the 
guidelines before submitting them to the 
s tate board for approval.

Extension Office Taking 
Fruit Tree Orders 

In an effort to assist Floyd county. 
citizens get fruit trees for spring plan 
ting, the Floyd county Extension officii 
is assembling orders for trees, brambles 
and strawberry plants. 

Orders from Floyd county will be add­
ed to orders from Pike, Magoffin, Mar­
tin and Johnson counties. By group 
ordering, the counties in the Big Sandy 
a rea benefit from group order prices, 
get recommended varieties and planting 
and care information, according to Gene 
Ball, Floyd county extension agent. 

Apple trees being ordered are the 
dwarf and semi-dwarf varieties and 
range in price from $4 to $5.25 each; 
plum and cherry are $5 each; raspber­
ries and blackberries, $1 each, and 
strawberries are $8 per 100 plants. 
Prices include cost of trees, brambles or 
strawberries and delivery to the Floyd 
County Extension Office. 

Orders must be accompanied with 
total cost of the order and turned in to 
the County Extension Office by 
December 14. Delivery is expected bet­
ween March 15 and April1, 1985. All per­
sons ordering will be notified of plantar­
rival date.

Anyone with any doubts that it"s a 

human life that is ended by abortion 
should have been at the F irst Baptist 
Church in Allen Friday night. 

The 80-or-so who watched ''A Matter 
of Choice" saw, in unsparing close-ups, 
tiny bodies dismembered by suction or 
burned to a candy-apple sheen by saline 
injected into the mother's womb. 
Human bodies. Recognizably, in­
escapably human. 

Some wept. Others endured with 
stomachs churning in incredulity and 
revulsion. When the call went out for 
people willing to take up the fight, many 
came forward. The first recruits in the 
newly-organized Alternatives, Inc., they 
would be trained the next day in how to 
counsel young women, unwed and preg­
nant, who might otherwise have 
recourse to an abor tion clinic. 

The Rev. Jim Savely, an associate of 
the Rev. Jerry Falwell and director of 
the Save-A-Baby Ministry, assured them 
they were part of a "snowballing" move­
ment. There are a lready 191 groups like 
theirs in the U.S., he said. If a thousand 
such groups could be organized, and if 
each could reach 500 "girls" a year, that 
would be half a million abortions derail­
ed, one-third of all abortions recorded in 
this country each year. 

Who could quarrel with such a goal? 
As Savely put it, "even the liberals can't 
come against us" for something as ob­
viously decent as helping desperate 
young women see their pregnancies 
through to term. 

In fact, the growth of groups like Save­
ly's will not sit comfortably with 
everyone. Those whose uppermost con­
cern is that the woman be helped to 
make a truly free choice- assured equal 
encouragement whether her decision is 
to abort or continue her pregnancy-will 
worry about the bias in counseling of­
fered by organizations committed firm­
ly to the "pro-life" choice. 

And some may find Savely's 
benevolence overly paternalistic and 
sectarian. Only a certified illness will ex­
cuse from church services the "little 
girls" he shelters in his Lynchburg, Va. 
home for unwed mothers. And their 
babies, he boasts, will be placed only in 
homes of "born-again Christians, involv­
ed in a Bible-believing church." 

But organizers of Alternatives, Inc. 
point out that, while they will gladly ac­
cept help where they can get it, theirs 
is not a Falwell ministry. Nor do they 
make any apology for their pro-life pre­
judice, which they offer as a 
counterweight to the pro-abortion bias 
in much "birth control" counseling. 

The question of what choices should be 
open to a woman with an unwanted 
pregnancy is one of the most divisive 
issues of our times. It is an area where 
strategies commanding across-the­
board support are rare. Alternatives, 
Inc. proposes to make it as easy as possi­
ble for a woman facing a decision about 
abortion-often an unwed teenager- to 
carry her fetus to term, to raise the 
baby, or put it up for adoption. Surely 
that is a proposal that most, even of 
those on the other side of the abortion 
watershed, can support. 

The same cannot be said of the crude 
propaganda movie with which this com­
passionate cause was launched. Savely's 
coy warning Friday night that the sight 
of an undraped woman might not be 
suitable for young viewers missed the 
point. It was not the sex that made "A 
Matter of Choice" offensive: it was the 
violence. 

Not just the inherent violence of abor­
tion, either- the movie's legitimate 
point- but the calculated bullying of a 
filmmaker wielding his art like a club. 

That sort of thing is done by both 
sides, of course. The case for liberaliz­
ed abortion laws can be made with 
scenes of carnage- spreadeagled 
women, their insides lacerated by but-

chers with coathangers-as bloody as 
anything produced by the pro-life side. 
But propaganda, however effective in 
drumming up enthusiasm for a cause, 
is no way to find a solution to one of the 
nation's most unyie lding social 
di lemmas. 

Even when it focuses on a truth, as "A 
Matter of Choice" surely does, it does so 
only by ignoring other truths, belittling 
other viewpoints, denying any real clash 
of values. The issue is cast as a 
showdown between the godly and damn­
ed, with total victory for th~ godly the 
only acceptable outcome. 

It is naive to think the abortion issut 
will be disposed of so cleanly. However 
much we might hope for a less am­
biguous solution, we have no alternative 
but to work out a balance between the 
rights of fetuses to live and the rights of 
women to control their own lives. 

Alternatives, Inc. deserves support in 
its efforts to help some of the women 
caught up in this painful dilemma. Many 
more might rally to its cause if, in do­
ing so, they are not asked to take sides 
in a holy war.

American Bee Industry 
Endangered by Disease 

The U.S. Department of Agriculture 
has called 'for a nationwide effort to pre­
vent the spread of a foreign disease that 
threatens honey bees. 

The potential significance of the pro­
blem goes far beyond a limited supply 
of honey. Honey bees are estimated to 
pollinate more than half the food crops 
grown in the U.S. 

Acarine mite disease, is caused by 
microscopic pests that live inside the 
bees themselves , restricting their 
breathing and limiting their ability to 
fly. 

Affected bees are not able to gather 
food for the colony and entire swarms 
may starve during the winter if a suffi­
,cient number of bees in the hive are suf­
fering from the disease. 

The.'disease was first discovered in 
England in 1921. In 1922 the U.S. passed 
the Honeybee Act which prohibited the 
importation of honey~s from any 
country other than Canada: · 

Since 1921, however, the disease has 
spread throughoutEurope, parts of Asia 
and most of Souttr and Central America. 
The disease was first discovered in the 
U.S. on July 3, 1984 in Wesalco, Texas. 
it is presumed that the disease entered 
the U.S. from Mexico where it is 
widespread. 

Authorities have monitored the 
disease since July 1984 and recently 
discovered it in Florida, New York, 
Lo~siana, South Dakota and Nebraska. 
Altlfugh the cases are isolated, their

wide distribution prompted officials to 
call for a nationwide sampling of bee 
hives to determine the exact extent of 
the disease in the U.S. 

Dr. Rudy Scheibner, assistant state 
entomologist and Extension en­
tomologist in the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture, is coordinating 
the sampling among Kentucky 
beekeepers. 

"We will examine 5,000 bees collected 
from across Kentucky. With cooperation 
from beekeepers and beekeeper associa­
tions, we are gathering samples of 100 
bees from each of 50 hives We will be 
gathering bees from large operations 
and from hobbyists with,-only a few 
hives. The bees wjli-"Cflen be sent to 
U.S.D.A. lagorcrfories in Beltsville, Md. 
where the·y will be examined for the 
presence of the microscopic mites," 
Scheibner said. 

Kentucky beekeepers notified of the 
problem and the program underway to 
control it have responded well and in­
dicated a willingness to participate in 
the sampling, Scheibner said. 

Hives in which the disease is 
discovered will be depopulated; the bees 
will be killed but the hive itself can be 
re-used. 

No plans have been announced to help 
beekeepers for the expense of re­
populating hives but Scheibner said 
U.S.D.A. is working with national 
beekeeper associations to help with the 
task.

Dewey's Fishery 
Termed "Stable" 

Recent electro-fishing at Dewey Lake 
met with what Kerry Prather, Division 
of Game and Fish biologist, termed 
"average" results but also indicated the 
impoundment has a stable fish 
population. 

(Electro-fishing administers an elec­
tric shock which stuns but does no per­
manent injury to fish.) 

Game fish found during the study in­
cluded ,both largemouth and Kentucky 
(spotted) bass, muskie, white bass, 
crappie and bluegill. Fishing was done 
during both daylight hours and at night, 
with night fishing producing better 
results. 

Although no Junker bass or keeper-size 
(30-inch) muskie were found, Prather 
said he knows the lake has both. He sur­
mised deeper fishing was perhaps need­
ed to reach larger fish. 

One find that surprised Prather and 
his assistants was the number of whit'e 
bass turned up. The lake during recent 
years has been believed devoid of white 

" bass- some were stocked there at one 
time in an attempt to re-establish the 
species in the lake- as the result of mud­
dy water at spawning time, but there­
cent electric-fishing showed a sizeable 
spawn last spring. 

The shad population, Prather said, ap­
parently has been reduced to the point 
that shad is no longer "over-abundant." 

A population study, which involves 
limited chemical poisoning, may be 
undertaken next year, it was said. 

The Blackcats attempted a last 
minute attack and moved the ball well 
until Hazard made a crucial interception 
with seconds remaining in the game.

'Carrier Watch,' 
Aid to Elderly 

The U.S. Postal Service and the Na­
tional Association of Letter Carriers 
with cooperation of Big Sandy ADD is 
implementing a program entitled Car­
rier Watch. 

Carrier Watch is an emergency pro­
gram in which the post office will notify 
a social service agency when elderly 
registrants are not emptying their mail 
boxes which may be an indication that 
they are in need of assistance. 

All senior citizens 60 years of age and 
older living in the five counties of 
BSADD may join the Carrier Watch 
Program. These are the steps: 

- The senior citizen completes the 
registration form listing personal details 
and the names of contact persons or 
agencies whom he or she wishes con­
tacted in time of emergency. 

- The Carrier Watch Program com­
pletes a card for each registrant which 
is forwarded to the post office within the 
appropriate location. , 

- The registrant will be given a decal 
that will be placed in the mail box where 
only the local carrier would see it. The 
blue-and-white decal is visible only to 
the mail carrier and owner of the box. 

Because the local mail carrier is 
usually familiar with the habits of the 
mail box owner, he is able to gauge an 
unusual accumulation of mail in any 
mail box marked with the decal. 

If an unusual accumulation of mail is 
found in the marked mail box, this alerts 
the mail carrier to the fact that there 
may be an emergency. The carrier will 
immediately notify his local post office 
who in turn will notify the Carrier Watch 
Program at Big Sandy ADD. 

A soon as the Carrier Watch Program 
receives a call from the local post office 
signaling a possible emergency, a tele­
phone call is initiated to the Carrier 
Watch registrant if the person can be 
reached. The contact person or persons 
listed on the registration form are con­
tacted and informed that an unusual ac­
cumulation of mail has been found in the 
registrant's mail box. If an acceptable 
explanation is given for the registrant's 
absence, this is noted and the post office 
is so advised. If no explanation is given. 
the Carrier Watch Program will send 
a person to the registrant's home. 

If the person cannot gain access to the 
registrant's home and cannot establish 
his or her whereabouts by checking the 
persons nearby, the worker will call the 
local police to request that a police of­
ficer open the door to determine the kind 
of assistance the Carrier Watch regis­
trant may need.

Cervical cancer kills approximately 
11,000 women each year; yet cervical 
cancer can be one of the most curable 
of all cancers if it is detected in the ear­
ly stages and treatment begun. The pap 
test can detect cervical cancer in its 
earliest stages. This test is a simple 
painless test which takes only a few 
moments of a woman's time. 

The Floyd County Health Department 
is having a pap clinic Wednesday, 
November 14, 8:30-11:30 and 2. This 
clinic is a free service of the Health 
Department and is open to women of all 
ages. Women age 45 and over are 
especially urged to take advantage of 
this free service, since this is the high­
risk age for cervical cancer. 

A nurse from the Health Department 
will be at the Wayland Methodist 
Church, Monday, November 12, 10..2. She 
will offer T.B. skin tests, urinalyses. 
anemia screening, blood pressures, and 
immunizations. This clinic is a free ser­
vice of the Health Department and is 
open to the public.

"Realizing the 
nature of the cause and the benefits to 
the people of Floyd county, Judge Stum­
bo just couldn't seem to do enough,"

gave of their time and efforts in the tak· 
ing of applications.

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Floyd Unemployment at 12°/o 
OSCAR RICE The unemployment rate in 78 Ken­

tucky counties dropped between August 
and September, according to Cabinet for 
Human Resources figures released Oct. 
31. The rate increased in 38 counties and 
remained the same in four. 

The figures reflect the statewide rate 
decrease, from a revised 8.7 percent in 
August to a preliminary 8.5 percent in 
September. Nationally, the rate dropped 
from 7.3 percent in August to 7.1 percent 
in September. 

Forty-eight counties reported rates of 
10.0 percent or above in September, the 
same as in August. 

Bluegrass area counties continued to 
dominate the list of those with lowest 
rates. Scott and Woodford counties tried 
for the lowest rate, with each reporting 
a rate of 3.7 percent. Bourbon and Trim­
ble counties each reported a rate of 4.0 
percent, followed by Jessamine with 4.1 
percent. 

For the second month in a row Carter 
county reported the highest rate in the 
state, 20.4 percent. Letcher county 
followed with 20.1 percent. 

The number of working Kentuckians 
was estimated to be 1,579,300, down from 
August's estimate of 1,579,400 but 42,900 
greater than the 1,536,400 reported in 
September 1983. 

Meanwhile, an estimated 146,000 were 
unemployed, down 4,600 from August's 
figure of 150,600 and 19,100 below the 
September 1983 report of 165,100. 

Magoffin county. as four counties in the 
district reported rates above 10.0 per­
cent. Floyd county's rate was 12 percent, 
as was Johnson county's. Pike county 
was at 11.9 percent.

Rain Causes Problems 
As It Halts Harvest 

The weather has turned the tables on 
Kentucky farmers, says the Kentucky 
Department of Agriculture. With sum­
mer's dry weather turing into a rainy 
fall, farmers are suffering from 
harvesting delays which are becoming 
serious. 

'The corn for grain harvest is the 
least advanced for this date since 1967. 
Soybean combining is the least advanc­
ed for this date of any year on record," 
said Agriculture Commissioner David 
E Boswell 

Soil moisture is surplus in Western 
and West Central Kentucky and mostly 
adequate in the Eastern part of the 
Commonwealth. 

The corn for grain harvest is 51 per­
cent complete as compared with 70 per­
cent a year ago. 

"Fields are generally too wet to sup­
port harvesting equipment, although 
farmers are using 4-wheel drive com­
bines where available The water is 
standing on lower, poorly drained soil 
and most of the bottom-land fields are 
too wet,'' Boswell said. 

Also, moisture content of the corn has 
remained high and a limited amount of 
sprouting in the fields has occurred. 
Corn in storage has often required ar­
tificial heat to minimize or avoid 
spoilage. 

Approximately half of this year's crop 
is being held on farms for use or sale 
later. 

The soybean harvest has made only 
limited progress in recent weeks as most 
of the soybean production takes place in 
the extremely wet western part of the 
state. The soybean harvest has pro­
gressed 20 percent as compared to the 
50 percent average for the harvest. 

Progress with burley tobacco also has 
been slowed because of the wet weather. 
Burley has been in very high case for 
almost three weeks, with too much 
moisture for ideal stripping and baling. 

Stripping had progressed to 11 percent 
by Oct. 28 as compared to 14 percent a 
year ago. 

The long period of high humidity and 
lack of breezes has darkened early cut 
tobacco and slowed curing. The humidi­
ty has also caused mold on some hous­
ed tobacco. 

" However," Boswell said, "burley is 
in relatively good condition." 

Fall wheat seeding is only 40 percent 
complete compared with 52 percent last 
year. If the harvesting delays continue, 
some acres which had been intended for 
wheat will go unseeded this fall. 

"It is frustrating to us that the rain we 
could have used during the summer is 
now causing such delays in harvesting. 
But there is one very bright spot. 
Pastures have improved considerably 
and are providing good fall grazing," 
Boswell said.

AMADEUS, (PG-Orion Pictures) Starring Tum Hulce, F. Mur­
ray Abraham and Elizabeth Berridge. * * *

Peter Shaffer's favorite 
theme is the exploration of the 
fine line between the mad gen­
ius and the sane mediocrity. 
"Equus" told the tale of a boy 
who performs the insane act of 
blinding several horses, yet is 
treated by a psychologist who 
envies the boy for his intensity 
of life and seemingly limitless 
passion. 

In "Amadeus," Wolfgang 
Amadeus Mozart is clearly the 
genius, while Antonio Salieri, a 
fellow composer, is talented 
but decidedly average. 
Salieri's envy causes him to 
attempt to destroy Mozart. 

Milos Forman has dealt with 
this theme as well, most nota­
bly in "One Flew Over the 
Cuckoo's Nest." In 
"Amadeus," Shaffer and For­
man have joined forces and 
assembled a formidable piece 
of movie-making, rich in tex­
ture as well as substance. 
abundant in color as well as 
subsurface tensions. 

The tension is in the form of 
Salieri's lust for Mozart's 
talent. Forman has cast Tom 
Hulce as Mozart, and the char­
acter gets to chase women, 
get drunk and hold little 

respect for bishors or emper­
ors. 

Forman presents the tale in 
opulent 18th-century detail, 
but he also presents the lan­
guage in particularly modern 
tones. Mozart's wife, for exam­
ple, emits phrases such as 
"Aw, come on," and keeps 
referring to her husband as 
''Wolfie.'' 

Some of Forman's detail. 
however, has the disadvantage 
of slowing down the proceed­
ings. Most noticeable in the 
second half, Forman presents 
scenes from operas, scrupu­
lously presented as they were 
in Mozart's time. But unless 
one is quite familiar with opera, 
these scenes turn the story's 
pace from Allegro con brio to 
Multo Largo. 

Consistent throughout is the 
performance of F. Murray 
Abraham as Salieri. This is a 
bravura piece of acting in a 
role that requires nothing less. 
Salieri himself may have been 
mediocre, but his re-creation is 
simply superb, a performance 
with Academy Award written 
all over it.

The Kentucky Geological Survey at 
the University of Kentucky has receiv­
ed a two-year, $487,000 research contract 
from the Gas Research Institute to study 
natural gas production from the Devo­
nian shale in eastern Kentucky. 

The institute, located in Chicago, Ill ., 
is a private, not-for-profit membership 
organization that plans, manages and 
develops financing for a cooperative 
research and development program in 
gaseous fuels and their use . The pro­
gram is dedicated to provicling near- and 
long-term benefits that are in the mutual 
interests of the regulated gas industry 
and its customers. 

The Devonian shale in eastern Ken­
tucky consists of a thick sequence of 
rocks that were deposited in the sea 
about 350 to 400 million years ago. These 
rocks- which have a high organic 
content- have been referred to as oil 
shales elsewhere in Kentucky where 
they are at or near the surface. 

Gas has been produced from the Devo­
nian shale in eastern Kentucky since the 

25% 

early 1900s, and an estimated 4,600 wells 
are currently producing gas from the 
shale in this area. Initital research will 
be conducted in Letcher, Knott, Floyd, 
Martin and Pike counties which 
historically have been among the most 
productive counties in the state. 

The average ultimate total recovery 
per well from the Devonian shale has 
been estimated at 400 million cubic feet 
of gas. The average daily production of 
gas per well is approximately 60,000 
cubic feet. In comparison, the average 
household in Kentucky uses about 
100,000 cubic feet of gas per year. 

The primary objective of this project 
is to determine the geologic factors tha t 
control gas production from the Devo­
nian shale in the study area , says state 
geologist Donald Haney. This knowledge 
would be extremely valuable both for 
developing future gas fields and also for 
maximizing production from existing 
fields , he adds. 

Data for use in this project will be 
compiled from the KGS oil and gas well 
record files, the GRI eastern gas shales 
data system, files. of the U.S. Depart­
ment of Energy, and records from 
cooperating oil and gas companies that 
have producing wells within the study 
area . 

A secondary objective is to create a 
comprehensive data base of information 
about w.ells drilled to the Devonian shale 
in eastern Kentucky. This information 
will be made available to the general 
public through the Kentucky Geological 
Survey after completion of the project. 

Results of the project will be made 
available to the public through a series 
of published geologic reports that will 
provide maps, cross sections, and 
stratigraphic columns depicting the 
Devonian rocks in the study area. These 
reports will serve as valuable tools in the 
exploration for future Devonian gas 
production. 

The principal investigator for this pro­
ject is Wayne T. Frankie, a geologist for 
the Kentucky Geological Survey.

Over-the-counter drugs usually 
have an expiration date stamped on the box label. Many 
pharmacists type expiration dates on labels of prescrip­
tion drugs.
