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PRESTONSBURG, 

City Feels Loss 
Of Produce Firm 

The Brown Produce Company ended 
43 years in Prestonsburg last week-end, 
moving to larger quarters near Louisa, 
and not only was one of the city's major 
employers gone but five empty or 
unused buildings were left behind. 

The "aching void" left .Q~re became 
more painful as the move deprived the 
city treasury of between $15,000 and 
$20,000 in occupational taxes and other 
revenues. 

The bulk of goods and equipment 
worth an estimated $750,000 was moved 
last week in a round-the-clock operation 
to the building outside Louisa which wa!' 
formerly occupied by the Louisa Carpet 
Mill. Brown's quarters there have a 
floor area of 100,000 square feet­
roughly three times the space used here. 

The change to Lawrence county came 
a little more than a year after repair and 
renovation of the carpet mill building 
were begun Cost of the work was plac­
ed at that time at $2.3 million. The 
carpet company building, a 
prefabricated steel structure, has 
225,000 square feet of floor space in all 
and is located on a 28-acre site with a 
100-vehicle parking area. 

Of the 65 persons employed by Brown 
Produce here, only a few are going to 
Louisa, John F. Brown, vice-president 
of the company, said. "A lot of our peo­
ple have known of our plans to move for

some time," he said, "and have been go­
ing to other jobs. To replace them, we've 
been picking up people from Lawrence 
and Johnson counties who have a 
shorter distance to travel." 

The move mainly affects delivery and 
warehouse employees. Management 
and sales force will continue to reside 
here. 

Left vacant here are the company's 
main office building, the former J .H. 
Nunnery building, one on Graham 
street, one on Third, adjacent to 
Wholesale Appliance, and a South Ar­
nold Avenue building holding refrigera­
tion units. 

The city's loss in occupational tax 
returns alone will approximate $12,000 
a year, City Treasurer Brenda Hayes 
said. Added to this will be the loss in 
license fees, the $150-a-year unloading 
license charged each company deliver­
ing foodstuffs and other orders at the 
plant, plus property tax losses. 

The Brown Produce Co., largest of its 
kind in the area, was founded in 1941 by 
George D. Brown, and is now owned and 
operated by his sons, George C., Lloyd 
and John F . Brown. Beginning with a 
single truck and dealing mainly in 
chickens, eggs and roots, the company's 
14 delivery trucks now range all over 
eastern Kentucky and parts of Ohio, 
West Virginia and Virginia. 

Dismissal of Charge 
Against Woman Near 

Theft charges against a former book­
keeper in the Floyd Circuit Court clerk's 
office will apparently be dropped, but 
prosecution and defense attorneys both 
predicted this week that the case of 
monev missipg f~m the office since 1!181 
is far from over. 

A four-count indictment handed down 
in May last year by a circuit court grand 
jury charged Delores Jean Calhoun, of 
the Lancer-Water Gap road, with failing 
to account for $21,915 for which she was 
responsible between Dec. 1, 1979 and 
June 30, 1981. 

Special Judge Stephen N. Frazier is 
expected to dismiss the charges this 
week as the result of a polygraph test 
given to Mrs. Calhoun in Chicago last 
Wednesday, Commonwealth's Attorney 
James R. Allen confirmed Monday. The 
lie-detector test indicated the defendant 
was telling the truth when she denied 
either taking the missing money or 
benefitting from it, he said. 

Phillip D. Damron, Mrs. Calhoun's at­
torney, hailed the decision to drop the 
charges as a victory for justice. "I have 
felt from the time I took her case that 
this lady is innocent," he said. 

The defense attorney had harsh words 
for the prosecution and especially for the 

role allegedly played in it by the state 
auditor's office. "It was prosecuted with 
a lot more zeal than was necessary­
they were determined to show she was 
the only one who could have taken the 
money- and this i.-. not even the function 
of the auditor's office," Damron said. 

The charges against Mrs. Calhoun 
stemmed from an audit of the circuit 
court clerk's office begun in 1981 and 
reported last summer, when Dr. James 
B. Graham was state Auditor of Public 
Accounts. It covered a period when, as 
bookkeeper, Mrs. Calhoun was respon­
sible for monies paid into the district and 
circuit courts and the driver licensing of­
fice here. 

On four occasions in 1980 and 1981, the 
audit revealed, sums received in the cir­
cuit clerk's office were never deposited 
in the bank. The diversions were con­
cealed for a time by a "rollover" pro­
cess, by which cash skimmed off one 
day was replaced by funds taken in on 
a subsequent day, the auditor said. 

Mrs. Calhoun has not worked in the 
clerk's office since June 26, 1981, when, 
as auditors questioned her about the 
alleged discrepancies, she left the office 
in tears.

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Next Steps in Probe 
Set for Discussion 
At Meet Here Friday 

A lengthy investigation by state police 
into the financial practices of an earlier 
Floyd county administration may finally 
be coming to a head. 

State and local officials, scheduled to 
meet this Friday, are expected to decide 
on the procedure to be followed in 
presenting the findings of the 18-month 
probe. 

The investigation has apparently 
focussed on 1982 spending practices of 
Floyd fiscal court. It was launched at the 
request of County Attorney Arnold 
Turner, Jr. after officials of the state 
Local Finance office issued a report 
charging numerous irregularities in the 
way the county administration had been 
doing business. 

The state took over complete control 
of county finances in April, 1983. 

Scheduled to meet Friday with two 
special prosecutors from the state 
attorney-general's office are Circuit 
Judge Hollie Conley, Commonwealth's 
Attorney James R. Allen, and County 
Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. One of the 
attorney-general's representatives, Bar­
bara Whaley, has reportedly been 
assigned to prosecute the case here. 

Commonwealth's Attorney Allen said 
this week he did not expect the meeting 
to discuss the findings of the police 

probe but only to set up a procedure by 
which those findings would be 
presented. The question of whether the 
evidence will be put to a regular session 
of the Floyd Circuit Court grand jury, a 
special session of the same jury, or a 
specially-appointed jury has yet to be 
decided, he said. 

Areas reportedly looked into by the 
state police's special investigations unit 
include the fiscal court's purchase of in­
surance, appliances and janitorial 
supplies. 

Defense Granted

As the voting date approaches, the 
political scene in this predominantly 
Democratic county was quiet. State­
wide, interest centered on the efforts of 
the Reagan-Bush ticket to win the state 
over Democrats Mondale and Ferraro 
in the presidential race. The race for 
U.S. Senator pits the incumbent 
Democrat, Walter (Dee) Huddleston, 
against the Republican challenger, 
Mitch McConnell. 

A third candidate- Dave Walters-is 
listed under the Socialist Workers Par­
ty for U.S. Senator. 

Also on the ballot are these president­
vice president pairings : Mel Mason and 
Matilde Zimmerman (Socialist Workers 
Party), John B. Anderson and Grace 
Pierce (National Unity Party of Ken­
tucky), Lyndon H. LaRouche, Jr. and 
Billy M. Davis (Independent Party), 
Dennis L. Serrette and Nancy Ross 
(Kentucky Independent Alliance Party) , 
Delmar Dennis and Traves Brownlee 

(American Party), Gus Hall and Angela 
Davis (Communist Party), Sonia John­
son and Richard Walton (Citizens 
Party). 

For U.S. Representative in Congress 
Carl C. Perkins is the Democratic can­
didate to succeed his late father, Con­
gressman Carl D. Perkins, in the 
Seventh district House seat He is oppos­
ed by Aubrey "Jack" Russell, 
Republican. 

Gregory D. Stumbo, Democratic in­
cumbent, is unopposed for state 
representative from the 95th district, all 
of which lies in this county, but Jim 
Rose, Democrat, is opposed by 
Christopher C. Slone, Independent, for 
representative from the 92nd district. 
The district includes all of Knott coun­
ty, 11 precincts in Floyd and six 
precincts in Letcher county. 

The vote is likely to be heavy in 
Educational Division 4 because the in­
cumbent board member, Dr. Mary Hall, 
is opposed there by Henry "Doug" 
Bailey. The incumbents in Districts 3 
and 5, Fred Newsome and James Arville 
Duff, are unopposed. 

The proposal to amend the state con­
stitution to permit sheriffs to be re­
elected or to act as deputies for suc­
ceeding terms requires of the voter on­
ly a "Yes" or "No" vote.

Tennessee Firm Sues 
Local Radio Station 

Prestonsburg radio station WDOC 
wrongfully obtained its services and has 
refused to pay for them, a Tennessee 
firm claims in a suit filed Friday in 
Floyd Circuit Court. 

Attorneys for Broadcast Technical 
Service, of Blountville, Tenn., say 
WDOC manager Gorman Collins hired 
the firm to prepare an application to the 
Federal Communications Commission 
for a change in the frequency at which 
the radio station now operates. The price 
agreed on, according to Broadcast 
Technical Service, was $23,500-one 
third to be paid when the application was 
completed, the balance due when the 
FCC issued a construction permit. 

The Tennessee firm says it completed 
the application in January-it calls for 
a switch in frequency from 1310KHZ to 
600 KHZ-and billed the radio station for 
$7833 on Feb. 6 but that Collins has refus-
ed to pay it. '

Group Formed To Offer 
Alternatives· to Abortion

"Words come cheap. It's not enough 
just to say there are alternatives. We 
want to give them alternatives." 

The speaker is Gail Curry. She is talk­
ing about alternatives to abortion. And 
about the birth of an organization call­
ed, appropriately enough, Alternatives, 
Inc. 

The idea was conceived as the result 
of a chance encounter between the 
Currys-she is principal of a small 
Christian school here, her husband is 
safety director at a Martin county mine 
and pastor of a Prestonsburg church­
and Arnold Turner, Jr., who is Floyd 
county attorney but involved in this ven­
ture as a private citizen and believer. 

"We wanted to see an end put to the 
holocaust of babies in America," Mrs. 
Curry said last week in an interview in 
her office at the Prestonsburg Christian 
Academy. "We want to get across that 
abortion is not the answer to a mistake." 

The answer for a pregnant woman 
with questions about whether she can 
carry her fetus to term, according to 
Mrs. Curry, is support- moral, psycho­
logical, and financial. The organizers of 
Alternatives, Inc. hope their support will 
convince the woman she can bear her 
baby but, even if she decides to have an 
abortion, she won' t be abandoned, Mrs. 
Curry said. 

"I don't believe we could say to her, 
'Go ahead. It's okay if you have an abor-

• 
tion. It's your decision.' It goes against 
God's word- that's my personal feeling. 
But if she decides to go ahead, we want 
to be there, to love her, to stand by her." 

One of the reasons she and her hus­
band helped organize the group, Mrs. 
Curry said, is to counsel women who 
have already had an abortion and, 
perhaps years later, are trying to deal 
with the emotional consequences. Their 
counseling experience-Curry is pastor 
of the evangelical Rock of Revelation 
Church here as well as safety director 
for Pontiki Coal Corp.- suggests that 
women can run into problems later if 
they go into an abortion ill-advised and 
misinformed, Mrs. Curry said. 

One source of misinformation, she 
charges, are the so-called "birth con­
trol" clinics which list their services in 
the phone book. "The majority get to 
feel (abortion) is the easy way out of a 
mistake. They're told it's just a blob, not 
really living. They don't have enough 
knowledge about abortion. They're not 
told about the psychological difficulties 
that can arise." 

"Even in our small town there are 
girls who have had more than one abor­
tion," Mr:. Curry added. "For them it's 
a form of birth control. " Alternatives, 
Inc. can show them a better way, she 
believes. 

One thing the group would like to pro­
vide some day is a home for unwed 
mothers. But already, Mrs. Curry said, 
there are families here and elsewhere 
willing to shelter a pregnant woman un­
til her baby is born. The group will see 
she gets information, counseling and 
medical care-starting with a free preg­
nancy test- and any financial help she 
needs, Mrs. Curry said. 

Counseling will extend to families, too. 
"A pregnancy can be a traumatic ex­
perience for the whole family," she said. 
"That's where the girl really needs sup­
port,, but many families only think of the 
embarrassment." 

A public meeting to drum up support 
for the organization has been scheduled 
for this Friday, Nov. 2, at the First Bap­
tist Church at Allen. The meeting, which 
begins at 7 p.m., will be addressed by 
Jim Savely, a minister with the Save the 
Babies Foundation. 

That is an offshoot of the Rev. Jerry 
Falwell ministry, a fact that does not 
bother Mrs. Curry but which she con­
cedes may concern some. Five years 
ago, Falwell founded Moral Majority, 
now reckoned to be a significant power 
on the political right. 

The Falwell input will be strictly in­
formational, she insisted, adding, "They 
are not running the organization. They 
offered to help us set things up here but 
we want this to be our own ministry." 

Indeed, for a committed "pro-life" ad­
vocate, Mrs. Curry admits to some ques­
tions of her own when it comes down to 
the classic "hard cases" of abortion 
ethics- where a pregnancy is the result 
of rape or incest, where a seriously 
deformed baby is anticipated, or where 
the life of the mother is at risk. 

"I'm not saying I would never say <an 
abortion is justified) . I'm not that 
narrowminded. I'm a woman, I have 
children," said Mrs. Curry, the mother 
of four daughters, aged seven through

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Training Session Here Preps 
For Nov.15 Forum on Education· 

LISTENING INTENTLY to a team of professional consultants, who were at 
Prestonsburg Community College last week to train leaders for statewide 
meetings on the future of Kentucky schools, were Myra Salisbury, left, and 
Barbara Gullett, both of Wheelwright. Mrs. Gullett has been named facilitator 
for a "town meeting" to be held Nov. 15 at Allen Central High School, one 
of dozens of meetings scheduled across Kentucky that night as part of a cam­
paign to promote grassroots discussion on the state of the schools. The 
meetings are being sponsored by the Prichard Committee for Academic 
Excellence. 

If organization makes a difference, 
look for smooth operations when people 
across the state gather next month for 
grassroots meetings on the state of the 
public schools. 

About 30 people from a dozen counties 
were put through their paces at a train­
ing session held at Prestonsburg Com­
munity College last week for those 
selected to run the town meetings 
scheduled Nov. 15 in as many as 174 of 
Kentucky's 180 school districts. 

Barbara Gullett, of Wheelwright, was 
there-she will be facilitator at the 
Floyd county forum to be held at Allen 
Central High School- as were her 
counterparts from counties as far dis­
tant as Boyd. In one of six workshops be­
ing conducted around the state, they 
received tips from professional con­
sultants on how to hande everything 
from fuzzy acoustics to fireband orators. 

The town meetings are the brainchild 
of the Prichard Committee for 
Academic Excellence. Named for its 
chairman, Lexington attorney Edward 
F. Prichard, the 75-member panel com­
pleted a highly-regarded study of the 
state's colleges and universities before 
turning its attention last year to the 
secondary schools. Like the classic New 
England town meeting, the committee­
sponsored forums will be designed to 
give as many people as possible a 
chance to say their piece, said Steve 
Kay, one of the consultants who con­
ducted last Wednesday's training ses­
sion here. 

Unlike the traditional town meeting, 
however, the Nov. 15 forums are aimed 
not at making decisions so much as 
simply getting people talking to one 
another about educational issues. 

The town meetings will open at 7:30 
p.m., in time to catch an introductory 
program on Kentucky Educa tiona! 
Television including Gov. Martha Layne 
Collins and Superintendent of Public In­
struction Alice McDonald. It seems like­
ly they could form the basis for 
legislative action in the 1986 General 
Assembly aimed at reforming the 
state's schools. But the only immediate 
goal, Kay stressed to the facilitators 
here last week, is that ordinary people 
be given a chance to answer the ques­
tion, "What should our public schools be 
doing'?" 

Anone with "opinions about how to 
make education in Floyd county better" 
should be at Allen Central on Thursday, 
Nov. 15, said Jean Rosenberg, a Middle 
Creek woman who is a member of the 
Prichard Committee and is responsible 
for planning the Floyd county forum. 
There may never be another chance like 
it, she said, for people "to speak direct­
ly to the leaders and educators of the 
state about what they want to see in their 
schools."

Frankfort, Ky., 'Oct. 25-Rainy 
weather has kept many anglers off Ken­
tucky's major reservoirs but good 
fishing is still available. The lake-by­
lake rundown as reported by fish and 
wildlife conservation officers: 

BARKLEY: Black bass fair casting 
crankbaits along deep banks and off 
points; crappie slow 8-15 feet deep 
around cover and over drop-offs; below 
dam catfish fair on cutbaits; murky, 
falling slowly, 3% feet below summer 
pool, 70'. 

BARREN: Crappie fair around cover 
on flats, eight feet deep; bluegill fair 
along steep banks ; black bass slow 
casting shore; clear to murky to mud­
dy, falling, five feet below summer pool, 
68'. 

NOLIN: Black bass slow casting sur­
face lures, spinner baits, or plastic 
worms in heads of coves over shallow 
flats; clear to murky, stable, ten feet 
below summer pool , 70'. 

GREEN RIVER; Crappie fair to good 
10-13 feet deep around submerged 
cover; black bass fair casting surface 
lures or spinner baits along bank; clear 
to murky, falling, one foot below sum­
·mer pool, 70'. 

TAYLORSVILLE: Bluegill good in 
deep water around stick-ups; black bass 
fair with some keepers taken on jigs, 
spinner baits, or plastic worms; clear, 
stable, two feet below summer pool, 67'. 

CUMBERLAND : Crappie good still­
fishing coves or driftfishing creek chan­
nels in tributaries, 8-12 feet deep; black 
bass fair to good early and late on 
crawfish off points; bluegill good fishing 
crickets and small grasshoppers along 
rock walls ; white bass and rockfish fair 
trolling deep runners in tributaries;

Council Revokes Cable 
System's Rate Hike

A television service rate increase im­
posed on Prestonsburg motel pro­
prieters earlier this month by 
Cablentertainment, Inc. was judged 
out of line last week by Prestonsburg 
City Council members who voted to 
declare the rates invalid and demand­
ed of the cable system refunds to 
businesses that had already paid the 
new fees. 

The rate hike, revealed to the council 
through the complaints of local motel 
operators and constituting the latest in 
a long series of conflicts with the cable 
system, was discussed at the council's 
regular meeting of October 22 and it 
was then that disgruntled council 
members called for a special meeting 
with Cablentertainment officials the 
following Wednesday. 

Council members came to the 
meeting angry that, among other 
things, a rate change had been affected 
by the cable company without first be­
ing approved by the city, a condition 
which, the council claims, is clearly 
outlined in Cablentertainment's fran­
chise. 

Motel owners were miffed as well ' 
since Cablentertainment, allegedly 
without forewarning, levied a $3.00 per 
in-room set fee and asked for a month's 
payment in advance. Previously, 
motels paid only $.99 per set or only the 
$9.00 monthly rate required of 
households. For some, such as Jack 
Sizemore, owner of the Blue Sky Motel, 
the hike meant he would pay $60 more 
a month than before. 

Sizemore said he learned of the new 
policy when some of his customers 
came to him one day a couple of weeks 
ago complaining that_ their tv's were 
not working. "The picture was just 
gone," commented Sizemore, who also 
said some of his guests moved out to 
another motel because of the loss of 
reception. Cablentertainment recon­
nected the lines later that day, said 
Sizemore, "but they said it would cost 
$3.00 a set and asked for a month's ad­
vance pay." 

Cablentertainment executive Bill 
Randall said the Blue Sky was discon­
nected in error explaining that a cer­
tain amount of confusion had accom­
panied an audit which is currently be­
ing carried out in preparation for sale 
of the franchise to another cable 
system. (The transaction is expected 
to be carried out during the week, ac­
cording to City Manager David 
Evans.) 

Randall, accompanied by local 
Cablentertainment official Dave Bar· 
ton and several other system 
employees, assumed a more .ag­
gressive defense of the company's 
policies than in previous meetings. "In 
today's world/' he said, "ninety-nine 
cents is really not a realistic motel 
rate." He said that figure was 
established by the previous system, 
Flannery & Dingus, before Cablenter­
tainment took over early in 1982. "And 
they only provided five channels which 
they didn't have to pay for," he added. 
Randall pointed to the numerous chan­
nels now offered and stressed that 
most of them are from satellites and, 
consequently, "we are charged." 
Referring to the motel room televi­
sions, he said, "these are also clearly 
business-related sets and we felt it was 
unfair for commercial subscribers to 
be subsidized by residential 
subscribers, and, at $.99 a set, that's 
what was happening." 

Couneil members did not specifically 
disagree with the amount of the rate in­
creases but rather the manner in which 
they were levied. Councilman Paul 
Hunt Thompson, who pointed to a fran ­
chise agreement clause which, he said, 
"clearly requires the cable operator to 
submit any rate increase for approval 
from the council," chastised 
Cablentertainment for an alleged con­
sistent lack of cooperation with the city 
saying, "Why didn't you come before 
us and talk about what you were going 
to do'? We're not unreasonable." And, 
Councilman Bill R. Collins asked, 
"Why is it you've had the franchise 
since 1982 and just now, when you're 
getting ready to sell, you decide to 
raise rates'?"

Randall told the council that "this is 
an extremely difficult community to 
work in," explaining that the system 
has found it necessary to police ac­
counts since the company's audit has 
revealed "widespread theft." Accord­
ing to Randall, "there are at least 100 
accounts in this community who aren't 
paying their bills and we aren't 
through with the audit yet." He said 
the system had "cleaned up" illegal tv 
cable connections "only to go back two 
days later and find them reconnected." 

"This is theft of services," Randall 
said. 

Referring to the impending sale of 
the system, Randall commented, 
"We're only trying to hold it together 
and provide good service ... and we're 
trying to bring illegal subscribers in 
line." 

Councilman Thompson, who made 
the motion to nullify the rate increase, 
said he felt no reluctance in forcing 
Cablentertainment to roll back rates 
~nd make necessary refunds since the 
company never gave the council the 
chance to approve the higher rates. 
" We would have tried to work with you 
all rather than you just arbitrarily 
establishing a. rate increase," he said. 
"What's to stop you from going and 
charging residences the same as com­
mercial? We need to make a clear 
distinction.'' 

City Manager Evans said this week 
he expects representatives of the new 
cable system to appear before council 
at the next regular meeting.

Eastern Kentucky Coal 
Also Needs a Break 

The Tennessee-Tombigbee waterway, which drew the ire of 
environmentalists and other taxpayers, has been built, never­
theless, and now promises, according to Governor Collins, the 
opportunity for much development for the western Kentucky 
area as well as for sections of other states to the south that 
are near it. 

One beneficiary will be west Kentucky coal. The cost of ship­
ping coal from that field, it is said, will be reduced by $3.89 
per ton from the $7 paid for rail line shipment. . 

That is great for west Kentucky coal. But what of coal mm­
ed in eastern Kentucky, at the other end of the state? 

The federal government spent a reported $2 billion on the 
Tennessee-Tombigbee, but now the Corps of Engineers is un­
willing to spend a comparatively paltry $5 million on the locks 
and dams that would again make the Kentucky River 
navigable and a means of transporting coal to market. 

Both the Big Sandy and the Kentucky river valleys deserve 
cheaper transportation of coal by river barge. And the federal 
government, which has permitted locks and dams on both 
rivers to deteriorate and become of no practical use, should 
now pay the bill for getting them in shape on both these rivers. 

The state of Kentucky has agreed to maintain and operate 
the Kentucky river locks and dams if they are repaired. It 
should do no less for those on the Big Sandy. If the billions spent 
on the Tombigbee project, plus the cost of upkeep, can be 
justified by industrial development along the canal and 
cheaper coal transportation, surely a few millions spent on two 
rivers in this eastern corner of the state is not unreasonable. 

The Hidden Pollution 
Almost as frightening as the po~sibility that the day will 

come when there will be no water at all is the prediction that 
soon the underground water supply in all parts of Kentucky 
will be contaminated. 

This look into the future reads like a page from the Dooms­
day Book. It means that the widely accepted theory of "out 
of sight, out of mind" is tragically fallacious. The knowledge 
that we have of surface water pollution shrinks in importance 
beside the fact that all those subterranean waters from which 
drinking water comes will be dangerous, even fatal, to those 
who drink it. 

One wonders. Could the contamination extend to other grow­
ing things which draw from this new cesspool lying deep below 
the surface? And could every spring fed from such under­
ground waters in turn pollute the larger bodies of water which 
they feed? 

Perhaps these are questions better left to the scientific com­
munity to answer. Yet one overriding question remains: What 
is to be done? 

Whatever the action that is to be taken to head off what could 
be a catastrophic situation must be taken soon. Once these 
underground waters are polluted, they can't be purified; they 
cannot be filtered and chemically treated as in the case of sur­
face waters. Whatever is done to this water supply is ir­
reparable, or nearly so. 

The only way out of this mess is to stop creating more of a 
mess. The chemicals, the sewage and all the other man-made 
contaminants must be disposed of by some means other than 
committing them, like a dead something, to the soil to seep 
down and return again in the form of pestilence.

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Commonwealth's Attorney Allen said 
state Auditor Mary Ann Tobin agreed 
last week to send a new team of auditors 
to make a complete investigation of the 
circuit clerk's books. "It's a complicated 
situation and I don't think it's over by 
any means," he said. ''Based on the 
polygraph, we don't believe Delores 
Calhoun did it but we're not ruling out 
she may have been involved in some 
way." 

Mrs. Calhoun is believed to have been 
questioned by the polygraph examiner 
also on what she knew about where the 
missing money went, but her attorney 
said she agreed to take the po~ygraph 
test only on condition that the examiner 
report to the court only on the crimes of 
which she was accused. 

Damron said he had also advised his 
client not to comment on the case at this 
time. "She has been through quite an 
ordeal," he noted, adding that she has 
also been the target of "a lot of threats 
to physically injure her." 

The defense attorney said there should 
be a thorough investigation of the alleg­
ed irregularities in the clerk's office but 
that the probe should extend also to the 
auditors themselves. "What you might 
find is that a simple case of embezzle­
ment isn't so simple," Damron sug­
gested. "What you might find is con­
spiracy, obstruction of justice, 
embezzlement, perjury, terroristic 
threatening, and maybe a lot more 
things we don't even suspect yet." 

He also said his client had grounds for 
a wrongful prosecution action but that 
no decision had yet been made about fil­
ing such a complaint. 

Both Commonwealth's Attorney Allen 
and Blake Meadows, the investigator 
from the state auditor's office who 
prepared the case against Mrs. Calhoun, 
defended their handling of the case, 
Meadows saying he sees "no reason at 
all" to change his original conclusion 
that Mrs. Calhoun was responsible for 
the missing money. 

Nor did he see that anything was to be 
gained by investigating the clerk's office 
further, said Meadows. "We issued a 
report. The report was accurate. It con­
tains our belief as to what happened," 
he said, adding, "There was no bias on 
our part. We were assigned a job to do 
and we did it the best we could." 

Circuit Court Clerk Frank DeRossett 
said his "books are open to any auditors, 
state or private, at any time." He em­
phasized that he had never accused Mrs. 
Calhoun of any crime and had on several 
occasions "begged" her, unsuccessful­
ly, to discuss with him the accounting 
discrepancies turned up by the audit. 

Before her examination in Chicago 
last week, the former bookkeeper had 
been twice scheduled to take a lie­
detector test conducted by a Kentucky 
State Police examiner in Ashland. She 
failed to keep the first appointment and, 
on the second, was reportedly so 
agitated the test proved inconclusive. 

The third test was administered by 
Leonard Harrelson, of the Keeler 
Institute- the organization that 
developed the polygraph test, is still 
regarded as a leader in the field, and 
was highly recommended by the judge 
in this case. 

The case was scheduled to be tried on 
December 10 in Lawrence Circuit Court, 
where it was transferred at the request 
of defense attorneys who doubted Mrs.

New Trial Sought 
After Story Change 

A Hi Hat man sentenced last year to 
a 20-year term in the state penitentiary 
on rape and other charges has filed a 
motion for a new trial on grounds that 
one of his alleged victims has changed 
her story. 

James Mullins pleaded guilty in Floyd 
Circuit Court in June, 1983 to charges 
that he assaulted and raped two women 
at Price the previous March. 

According to an affidavit filed with his 
motion for a new trial, one of the women, 
Laudy Huff, now says her original 
allegation was false. Moreover, says 
Mullins, he has reason to believe the 
other alleged victim will also recant. 

In a statement signed and notarized 
Aug 31 this year, Mrs. Huff said she 
"had been willingly living with <Mullins l 
for some time" on March 20, 1983, when 
the offense allegedly occurred. She 
claimed in an earlier statement that she 
swore out warrants against Mullins on­
ly because her ex-husband, Clifford 
Huff, forced her to do so. 

Mullins had beaten Huff in a fight at 
a party the night of March 20, Mrs. Huff 
said in a June 'l:l, 1984 statement and. out 
of revenge, Huff forced her to fabricate 
charges against Mullins. "This has been 
on my conscience for some time and has 
troubled me greatly." Mrs. Huff wrote 
in explanation of her recent change of 
heart. "I feel that now I have to make 
a clean breast of thmgs James Mullins 
is innocent of the charges for which he 
is in prison today" 

No date has yet been set for a hearing

But she insists the "hard cases'' repre­
sent only a tiny fraction of abortions 
done in this country-which totalled 1.5 
million in 1983, according to Alterna­
tives' figures. The vast majority, she 
claims, are "abortions of convenience." 

Funding for Alternatives, Inc. has 
come so far from the pockets of its 
organizers. But the Rev. Ralph Beiting, 
Catholic pastor here and board chair­
man of a funding agency called the 
Christian Appalachian Project, is 
reportedly hoping to tap that organiza­
tion for grant money. And organizers 
hope Friday's meeting will generate 
public support for the venture. 

Legal assistance for a woman wanting 
to give up a child for adoption is one ser­
vice he sees Alternatives, Inc. providing, 
said attorney Turner. And the adoption 
alternative is one that the Rev. Timothy 
Jessen, pastor of the First Presbyterian 
Church, also cited as one that should 
be made easier for young, unwed 
mothers. 

"There is a pretty strong tradition in 
this area that (a baby born out of 
wedlock) be raised by the family, so 
adoption is an alternative not widely 
considered here," Jessen said. "A 
teenage girl needs a lot of help if she · 
chooses to sign her baby away. It's a . 
pretty awesome thing." 

Regardless of how she chooses to deal 
with the situation, "a girl with a so­
called problem pregnancy is likely to be 
frightened, anxious, guilty and fearful," 
the pastor said. "She needs someone to 

· talk to and unload her feelings." 
Jessen tried unsuccessfully several 

years ago to organize a Floyd chapter 
of Right to Life, but found little interest 
here in that organization's almost ex­
clusive focus on legislation. He and other 
organizers of Alternatives, Inc. are 
banking on wider public support for an 
initiative that demands no political ac­
tivism but offers a concrete opportuni­
ty to help.

Fixing Responsibility 
For Utilities Is Left 
On Individual Basis 

lt. 

The Public Service Commission will 
continue to review individual cases 
regarding whether a husband and wife 
are both responsible for paying utility 
bills when only one spouse contracted 
for the service. , 

In April, the Commission solicited 
comments on the issue from all utilities 
under its jurisdiction, the state Attorney 
General, the Kentucky Commission on 
Women, and interested consumer 
groups. Then, the Commission con­
sidered developing a set of standards for 
all utilities to follow in instances involv­
ing liability for a bill in cases of divorce, 
separation and relocation. 

After reviewing the comments, P.S.C. 
Chairman Richard D. Heman said the 
Commission would best serve consumer 
interests by not adopting strict stan­
dards, but continuing to resolve these 
problems case-by-case. "Complaints of 
this nature are varied," Heman explain-
ed, "and no specific regulation could 
begin to address the majority of these 
problems." 

For example, a man marries a woman 
with an outstanding utility bill, and the 
same utility refuses to provide service 
t~ the couple'-s new residence until the 
old bill is paid. Should the company be 
forced to provide service? Is the new 
spouse responsible for the wife's debt? 
Or, say a husband alone has signed for 
utility service and he falls behind in 
payments. The utility terminates ser­
vice and the husband moves. Should the 
utility resume service under the wife's 
name? Is she responsible for paying the 
back bill in her former husband's name?

Commission on Women recommended 
that a user of service be liable for a bill, 
even though no contract may exist bet­
ween the utility and the user. Owen 
County Rural Electric Cooperative said 
a utility should be allowed to deny ser­
vice to any facility occupied by anyone 
who has had some responsibility for a 
past due account. 

Kentucky Legal Services Program 
argued that it is unreasonable for a utili­
ty to use termination of service, or 
refusal to connect new service, as a toll 
to collect delinquencies . Kentucky 
Utilities contended that it allowed one 
spouse to apply for service for the 
household as a convenience. "Merely 
because one spouse chooses not to sign 
the contract creating service should not 
absolve him or her from paying the ac­
crued charges when they both benefited 
from the service." 

Heman said other comments includ­
ed suggestmg that the P.S C. stay out of 
these matters, and allowing utilities 
more discretion in dealing with in­
dividual matters. "A flexible case-by­
case approach in resolving these com­
plicated situations is often fairer to both 
the customer and utility," he said. 

The Commission receives numerous 
complaints annually regarding liability 
for bills.

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Antenna Installation 
Can Be Risky Operation 

Antenna installation for television or 
amateur radio use can be a tricky pro­
cedure. There is more involved than 
mounting a mast on the side of a house 
or implanting it into the ground 

W.W. Zeollers, Pikeville Division 
manager of Kentucky Power Company, 
said the proper method of antenna in­
stallation is to allow at least one-and-a 
half times the length of the antenna's 
mast in distance from the nearest over­
head lines. 

"That kind of distance should allow for 
a margin of safety if the antenna should 
fall during installation, in a storm, or for 
some other reason. The main idea is to 
take every precaution possible to keep 
the antenna from ever falling into power 
lines because the antenna and its mast 
are excellent conductors of electricity," 
Zoellers said. 

Steps should also be taken to secure 
the antenna by methods other than just 
its support mast- guy wires, for exam­
ple. Any support structures should be 
situated in a conspicuous place and be 
out of the normal pedestrian traffic . 

"Another important facet of installing 
an antenna is for the person to get help 
in completing the project. Antennaes are 
bulky items and are difficult to handle 
under the best of conditions. They can 
be hazardous when one person is trying 
to do the job of getting the antenna and 
its mast up a ladder for final installa­
tion ," Zoellers added. 

In addition to the recommendations 
for installation, Zoellers said it is best 
to wait for a calm day before attempting 
to perform such work. 

Aside from professional installation, 
Zoellers said a few extra steps in 
preparation could make the difference 
between a safely-completed job and one 
riddled with either close calls or some 
injuries. 

"The brighter you are, the 
more you have to learn."

Auxiliaries Have 
Powers of Arrest 

An article appeared in last week's 
Floyd County Times concerning the 
authority of the Prestonsburg Auxiliary 
Police. In order to enable the citizens of 
our community to understand our 
policy, I am providing the following 
information. 

In conjunction with KRS 95.445, City 
Ordinance 3-75, and Attorney General's 
Opinion OAG 82-183, members of the 
auxiliary police force will possess the 
same powers as regular police officers, 
including the powers of arrest. Thus, 
auxiliary officers, generally, have the 
powers of regular police officers which 
are not limited to the time they are on 
duty. 

Victim 'Accused' 
When does the victim become the ac­

cused? Where in our constitution does it 
say that a victim should take a 
polygraph test before police will search 
for a man who attempts murder? Who 
protects us when the law won't? 

Larry D. Calhoun was shot in the chest 
when he picked up a hitchhiker, who is 
known to walk the Middle Creek road all 
the time. As the man ran away, Larry 
drove to the Gulf Station from where he 
was taken to the hospital. An officer 
questioned him before and after he was 
admitted to his room. Larry was in a 
great deal of pain with a bullet in his 
lung and could not give full details. The 
Floyd County Times quoted state police 
as saying Larry wouldn't cooperate, but 
8 hours later Larry was able to give a 
full description of the assault, the fami­
ly made 6 attempts to get the State 
Police to come and take the description. 
Frankfort had to be called and then it 
took 14 hours before an officer came, 
just to call the victim a liar. The State 
Police are asking Larry to take a 
polygraph test before they will even 
begin looking for suspects. 

What if my child or your child is his 
next victim? Where do we go for help? 
The police? Where but in our area can 
a person attempt murder and still walk 
our streets? These questions need to be 
answered because the safety of our com­
munity is at stake.

Two Floyd High Schools 
In Close Up Program 

High school students from across the 
Tri-State have once again been invited 
to take a firsthand look at the workings 
of the federal government in Washing­
ton, D.C. later this year. 

The invitation was issued on behalf of 
the board of directors of the Close Up 
Foundation by John Pinkerman, the 
community coordinator for Tri-State, 
who has been traveling throughout the 
area for a series of meetings with 
students and teachers. Floyd county 
high schools which will participate are 
Allen Central and McDowell. 

Pinkerman explained that for a full 
week in Washington the students will in­
vestigate the federal system and have 
the opportunity to question some of the 
leading and behind-the-scenes law and 
policy makers. 

"CLOSE UP seeks to transform the 
city into a classroom and uses its vast 
human resources as teachers," Pinker­
man said. He added that the program is 
open to all students and that there is no 
limit on the number of participants from 
each school. 

Founded in 1970, CLOSE UP has 
grown to become the nation's largest 
government studies program, having 
graduated more than 140,000 partici­
pants. 

A teacher from each participating 
school will accompany the students, not 
as a chaperone but to participant in a 
parallel program designed to offer 
educators new insights and materials 
for use in their classrooms. 

To ensure that all types of students are 
able to participate, CLOSE UP provides 
fellowship funds for teachers and low- to 
moderate-income students. Funds for 
these fellowships are made possible 
through a Congressional appropriation 
and by matching local support from R.J. 
Reynolds Industries, Inc.; MAPCO Inc.; 
and Ashland Oil, Inc. 

Pinkerman said that the local students 
may also have the opportunity to par­
ticipate in a national television program 
on the Cable Satellite Public Mfairs Net­
work ( C-SP AN ).

Woodland Chemistry 
Brings Fall Colors . . 

As the days grow shorter and the 
nights grow cooler. billions of tiny cells 
in millions of leaves are workmg to pro­
duce Mother Nature's greatest outdoor 
art show. 

Those tinv cells are scurrying to get 
their work done before Jack Frost puts 
an end to the annual preparations Con­
trary to what many people believe. the 
freezing temperatures that bring us the 
first taste of winter are not what causes 
the beautiful colors that mark autumn 
in the woods. 

It is the cool nights and the short days 
which cause trees to prepare for the 
wmter that gives us the colored leaves 
of fall The first frost of the season usual­
ly marks an end to the trees' prepara­
tions for winter. and a beginning of the 

' fall foliage festival that may last for 
several weeks. 

Extension Forester Doug McLaren, of 
the University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture. explained how the trees and 
leaves spend the summer getting ready 
for their annual extravaganza. 

During the growing season the cells in 
the leaves are filled with green chloro­
phyll which gathers sunlight and turns 
it mto energy the trees use to produce 
food for themselves. 

Each cell has in it a small amount of 
two other substances; carotene. which 
is bright yellow, and xanthophyll, which 
is a soft. mellow yellow. 

Chlorophyll is an unstable substance. 
That means it disappears from the 
leaves into the air, and the trees have to 
replace it. Carotene and xanthophyll are 
more stable and they remain in the 
leaves. 

B) September the nights are growing 
cooler and the days are getting shorter. 
This signals the trees to prepare for 
winter. One of the things the trees do as 
the) prepare for winter is stop replac­
ing chlorophyll as it disappears from the 
leaves. This allows the carotene and 
xanthophyll to become predominant. 
and the yellow colors begin to take over. 

The leaf cells in some trees also con­
tain a substance called anthocyanin. An­
thocyanin is reddish-purple. As the days 
get shorter and the nights cooler, it 
becomes harder for trees to remove 
sugar from their leaves and much of 
that sugar is turned into anthocyanin. 

All of fall's colors are a blend of reds. 
yellows, purples and oranges. And they 
all come from carotene. xanthophyll or 
anthocyanin. 

The especially bright and colorful 
trees in the autumn woods in Kentucky 
are the maples, sumacs, sassafras, 
blackgum and sourwood. Scarlet oak 
and northern red oak also are very pret­
ty. Hickory and yellow poplar are noted 
for their bnlliant golden yellow display. 

The bright, sunny days and crisp, cool 
nights most of Kentucky has enjoyed 
recently should provide a very special 
autumn for us all this year, from Ma­
jestic in the mountains of Eastern Ken­
tucky to Sassafrass Ridge on the banks 
of the Mississippi.

According to Thomas Lickona, a pro­
fessor and developmental psychologist, 
and author of the article, the following 
ideas can help parents raise caring 
children: 

- Use the power of positive example. 
Parents can influence children's moral 
development by setting a good example, 
and by using sources such as children's 
books that feature kind and caring 
characters. At the same time, parents 
should limit children's exposure to bad 
examples. One way is by controlling 
television viewing. 

- Give children plenty of love. Build 
a strong bond of love between parent 
and child by spending time together. It 
will help children value themselves, and 
in turn learn to value others. 

- Foster a caring atmosphere in the 
home. Share and discuss everyday ex­
periences at the dinner table. When con­
flicts arise within a family, try to solve 
them fairly, in a way that meets 
everyone's needs. When problems 
develop outside the family, members 
can offer support to one another . 

- Give children responsible family 
roles. <A Harvard study shows that the 
more responsibilities children are 
assigned the more they learn to care for 
others.) To become a contributing fami­
ly member, youngsters can share the 
housekeeping, help in the kitchen, care 
for a pet, play with or read to a younger 
sister or brother, or pitch in on the yard 
work, gardening or house repair. 
Parents should not pay children for such 
duties because it will take away the ex­
perience of being helpful. 

- Extend caring beyond the family . 
Teach children to become responsible 
members of the neighborhood by shovel­
ing snow or cutting the grass for elder­
ly neighbors. Children can contribute to 
the community by working for causes or 
charities . 

- Sensitize children to other's feelings. 
Help children understand the hurt of a 
child who is locked out of a game or 
made fun of by others.

The pres1dent added, however, that a 
new top administrator would help the 
school, particularly in the area of in­
creasing the college's $2.5 million en­
dowment. Pikeville College's endow­
ment. a financial base for generating 
funds. is " paltry, compared with the 
need the mstitutwn has," Hall sa1d. 

Last December, Hall received a no­
confidence \'Ole by a majority of the col­
lege faculty 

In a letter to the trustees, Hall cited 
two reasons for his resignation: 

-The need to have a new leader for 
"a major effort to undergird this college 
with financial stabilitv to move it into its 
second century and to· preserve its Chris­
tian and private heritage." 

- A desire that the new president 
"have time to become familiar with the 
institution and to rally volunteer leader­
ship and support essential to a suc­
cessful effort. .. 

Although Pikeville College has had 
balanced budgets for three out of the last 
four years, its enrollment is down this 
fall from 445 full-time equivalent 
students to ·HO. 

The college suffered because of a 
$722,000 debt incurred in 1982-1983 and 
declining enrollment in its mining 
technology program, attributed to a 
slump in the coal business. 

Now, Hall said, "The ambiance is 
positive. and this institution is back on 
its way up the mountain."

53,000 File for Help 
With Winter Heating 

The first segment of this year's Home 
Energy Assistance Program ended Oct. 
Z6 with approximately 53,000 applica­
tions from Kentucky households seeking 
help in paying winter heating bills. At 
the same time, officials with the Cabinet 
for Human Resources announced that 
there will be some additional funds to be 
carried over when the next segment of 
HEAP begins on Nov. 12. 

Social Insurance Commissioner Jack 
Waddell said that eligible applications 
received to date won't exhaust funds 
available for the initial HEAP segment, 
which covered low-income households 
with elderly or disabled family 
,members. "We are estimating that once 
all of the eligible applications are fund­
ed, there will be approximately $1.6 
million left over. This money will be add­
ed to the $7.6 million in assistance 
available during the next application 
period from Nov. 12 through Dec. 31," 
he said. 

Waddell noted that although the sec­
ond segment of HEAP is open to all low­
income Kentucky households, there is no 
prohibition against applications by peo­
ple who missed the segment just com­
pleted. "There may have been some 
eligible elderly or disabled Kentuckians 
who for some reason failed to apply dur­
ing the period set aside for them," he 
said. "They are still eligible to apply 
beginning Nov. 12 for the same level of 
benefits as received by those who have 
already applied." 

Last year nearly 36,000 applications 
were received during the elderly and 
disabled segment of HEAP in Kentucky. 
For the total program in 1983-1984, 
100,000 applications were received and 
91,458 households received heating bill 
assistance. 

This year, a third-segment of HEAP 
benefits will be available in January for 
low-income households without heat in 
the residence either because of utility 
cutoff or inability to purchase additional 
heating fuel. HEAP funds totaling $4 
million have been set aside for that 
segment.

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How To Change Your 
Child's Behavior 
· For weeks Dad nagged Jimmy about 
his "lack of respect for adults." 

But the more Dad talked, the worse 
Jimmy behaved. Finally, a friend told 
the father, "You can only change 
yourself-y6u cannot change someone 
else's behavior. And if you do try to 
change someone else's behavior-adult 
or child-you have to be prepared for the 
possibility that that person will choose 
not to change." 

This doesn't mean that there is 
nothing a parent can do to help a child 
change behavior that is undesirable. But 
first parents must consider why their ef­
forts in this area often fail, according to 
Growing Up, the child development 
newsletter for school-age children. 

One of the main reasons for trouble is 
failure to communicate. Because a 
parent feels hurt or angry, they assume 
the child knows how they feels. They 
withdraw or sulk. Or they become mar­
tyrs, suffering silently. And all the while, 
the child is totally unaware of how they 
are feeling! 

So parents must learn to talk to their 
children about the relationship between 
their feelings and the child's behavior. 

Even when parents learn to talk about 
how they feel, their words are some­
times so abstract that they mean little 
to the child. For example, what a parent 
means by "lack of respect" may not be 
understood by a child. A child needs to 
be told in concrete terms about specific 
actions . Remind the child to say 
"Please" and "Thank you" rather than 
tell him to "show more respect." 

In all of this, parents need a balanced 
perspective. Is putting the toothpaste 
back on the same shelf really the most 
important topic for the breakfast table? 
Is length of hair really more important 
than family peace? 

Parents can change a child's undesir­
able behavior if they learn to change 
some of their behavior. Here are some 
suggestions. 

Talk to the child about the behavior 
without shouting or nagging. 

Be specific about what you like or 
don't like, want or don't want. 

Try to think about the problem from 
the child's point of view. 

Be consistent in instructions, rewards, 
and punishments. 

Keep cool and keep things in 
perspective.

Governor Martha Layne Collins last 
week told a group studying teachers' 
pay that to improve education in Ken­
tucky the state must develop a system 
that encourages and rewards good 
teaching 

"Teachers remain the key to quality 
education," the governor told the Career 
Ladder Committee. "Nothing matters 
as much as the man or woman in the 
classroom asking the questions that pro­
voke thought, inspire curiosity, trigger 
discovery and encourage academrc 
achievement.'' 

The committee, a group established 
by the General Assembly and appointed 
by the Governor, is to design a new 
system for paying and recognizing 
teachers. The new system, called a

In another major education ap­
pearance, Governor Collins told 
Associated Press editors meeting in 
Lexington, Oct. 26, that she would cam­
paign throughout the state "to make 
sure that education is the number one 
item on the public agenda-statewide 
and locally." 

Before both groups she stressed the 
strong link between better schools, bet­
ter jobs and a better quality of life in 
Kentucky. "The direct connection be­
tween education and jobs is stronger 
than ever," she told the editors. "And we 
must get across the point that econom­
nic growth creates new social, recrea­
tional and cultural opportunities for 
everyone." 

During its first meeting, Governor 
Collins told the Career Ladder Commit­
tee that designing a Career Ladder is a 
compliment to the teaching profession. 
"We are recognizing what every na­
tional study of education tells us: Good 
teachers are the key," she said, "We are 
saying that other efforts to improve our 
schools- higher standards, tougher cur­
riculum, more math and science-all of 
these are of limited value unless we find 
a way to encourage good teaching." 

The governor noted that currently 
teachers "Never get a promotion based 
on merit... No matter how good they are. 
No matter how dedicated they are. We 
must change this." 

Governor Collins said Kentuckians 
"will be willing to pay teachers more 
when they know we have a system that 
rewards and encourages quality 
teaching. This is a fundamental reality: 
At the same time Kentuckians are will­
ing to reward good performance, they 
are asking for more accountability." 

She said the Career Ladder would at­
tract more topflight students into 
teaching and would encourage them to 
stay in the classroom rather than mov­
ing into administration or another field.

It is a stirring, 
powerful drama about 
today's violent world and 
the moral decisions man 
must make about his own 
protection.

Martin Sheen and Louis 
Gossett Jr. are the princi­
pal characters.

When the Bugs Go Away­
Storing Pesticides, 
Cleaning Sprayers 

By now the summer's insect problems 
have begun to decrease significantly­
the weather is cooling down, many in­
sects have or are going into their over­
wintering stage, and fruits and 
vegetables have been harvested and 
their plants thrown away. It's time to 
winterize spray equipment and safely 
store leftover pesticides (the same 
guidelines apply to insecticides, 
fungicides, etc.). 

Whether you applied spray materials 
with a hose-end, compression (pump­
up), pump, slide or trigger sprayer, 
either wash the spray container 
thoroughly with soapy water and rinse, 
or rinse it several times. If it contains 
spray material, dispose of the excess ac­
cording to label directions. Be sure 
rinse water is also run through all hoses, 
handles and spray nozzles. Hang the 
sprayer upside down to drain and dry. 
Complete drying is especially important 
for certain metal sprayers to prevent 
corrosion. 

If you have more than one sprayer and 
were applying pesticides with one and 
herbicides with another, be sure they 
are appropriately labeled. It helps to 
write directly on the sprayer with a 
waterproof marker either "f9r her­
bicides only" or "for pesticides only". 

Unscrew nozzles and clean out any 
debris particles. Do this also to any noz­
zle screens. 

With compression, slide and pump 
sprayers, inspect cap and lock nuts, or 
hoses and clamps, where hoses meet the 
containers, and 0-rings or gaskets at the 
spray control valve. On compression 
sprayers also check plunger caps and 
plunger cylinder seals or gaskets for 
wear. Order replacement parts as need­
ed, and apply oil to moving parts accor­
ding to the sprayer's instruction manual. 

Now inspect your collection of bottles, 
bags and other pesticide product con­
tainers. If only a small amount of 
chemical is left, dispose of it according 
to label directions. Dispose of any leaky 
containers, any containers whose labels 
you cannot read, and any chemicals two 
or more years old. Most chemical com­
panies only back their products for two 
years. Date containers you bought this 
year and plan to save. 

Store chemicals in their original con­
tainers only. Don't transfer them to 
other bottles or bags-you might con­
taminate the chemical, you might put it 
in the wrong type of container for pro­
per storage (some chemicals are light 
sensitive and might decompose and 
become ineffective if transferred from 
a brown to a clear bottle), and you will 
lose valuable, even life saving informa­
tion on the container labeL 

Seal all containers tightly and store in 
a dry, well-ventilated place where 
temperatures stay above 40° but won't 
exceed lOO'F. Solid materials (granules, 
dusts) should be stored off the floor or 
ground to avoid damage from damp­
ness. Never rinse out pesticide bottles to 
re-use for other purposes. 

Store pesticides in an area separate 
from herbicides (weed killers), fer­
tilizers, seed, feed, food, beverages, 
fuels, motor oils, clothing, rags and the 
like. If children might gain access to the 
storage area, be sure to lock it. 

To minimize your need for pesticides 
next year, be sure to dispose of (burn or

Wild grouse are being trapped and 
transported to two release sites this fall.

As Source of Food

In the highlands of Peru, Bolivia, Col­
ombia and Ecuador, thousands of 
campesionos si t down every night to a 
tasty dmner of deep-fried. home-grown 
guinea pig. 

In parts of Venezuela. the natives 
often enjoy a traditional dish of black 
beans, rice, plaintains and meat from 
the capybara-a huge <up to 100 
pounds l. water-dwelling rodent raised 
on ranches and harvested like cattle. 

And, in Panama, peasants a nd 
farmers sometimes make a meal of ig­
uana stew-that is, when they can find 
this large leaf eating lizard. 

Iguanas. for centuries sought after for 
their meat and eggs, have dwindled 
drastically in number or disappeared in 
many parts. of Central and South 
America. Hunger is at the root of their 
demise. To supply food to an ever­
growing population, the natives have not 
only overhunted the animals but have 
destroyed much of the iguana's 
habitat-irreplaceable tropical forest­
to make way for farms and rangeland. 

Now, however, thanks to an in­
novative research and management 
project underway in Panama, iguanas 
may soon be rejoining the smorgasbord 
of unconventional animals providing 
nutritious food for millions of protein­
starved people in Latin America. 

The project is· aimed at increasing 
wild iguana populations and establishing 
methods to raise iguanas on "ranches" 
or farms, either on a small or large 
scale. In both cases, a percentage of the 
animals would be "harvested" each 
year for food. 

Commercial production and use of ig­
uanas are still a decade away, says Dr. 
Dagmar Werner, a biologist and project 
leader at the Smithsonian Tropical 
Research Institute in Panama. But for 
the first time ever, researchers there 
have developed a method of artificially 
incubating and hatching iguana eggs 
with virtually 100 percent success. In the 
process, hundreds of iguana eggs have 
been hatched- "a definite breakthrough 
in iguana management," Werner says. 

In the past year, Werner and her 
assistants also have raised hundreds of 
wild-born iguana hatchlings in captivi­
ty. With little more than half a square 
yard of living space per animal, the ig­
uanas have grown as fast or faster than 
their wild counterparts. Unlike their 
wild kin, which suffer a 90 percent mor­
tality rate in their first year of life from 
birds, carnivorous lizards and other 
creatures, the captive-raised iguanas­
protected from predators- have had 
nearly a 100 percent survival rate. This 
lends further support to the feasibility 
of ranching and repopulation plans. 

Iguanas, specifically the green iguana 
8 scientifically known as Iguana iguana, 

may very well be ideal animals for such 
food-producing schemes. An important 
food source in Latin America since 
prehistoric time, iguanas are still priz­
ed as game animals by the campesinos 
who typically cook the meat-it tastes 
somewhat like chicken- in a heavily 
spiced stew. Also considered delicacies 
are iguana eggs ; boiled in salt water for 
preservation, the eggs are reputedly an 
aphrodisiac and cure for various 

• ailments. 
One of the iguana 's undisputed virtues 

is found in its choice of diet. The reptiles 
are herbivorous, preferring leaves in the 
treetops that other animals cannot 
readily reach and digest. A special 
digestive system enables iguanas to con­
vert this vegetation into high-quality · 
protein with an efficiency comparable 
to that of cattle. 

Iguanas also breed prolifically during

their average 10-year lifespan. After 
reaching sexual maturity at about three 
years of age, females lay one large

clutch of eggs each year- 30 to 40 eggs 
on the average. Moreover, the lizards, 
which do not carry human diseases, are 
especially suited to captive manage­
ment: Although tguanas are often ag­
gressive in the wild, they have been kept 
in captivity in high densities without 
problems. 

"Less than 20 years ago, very little 
was known about the green iguana,"

says Dr. A. Stanley Rand, a biologist at 
the Smithsonian Tropical Research In­
stitute. About 16 years ago, Rand and a 
series of visiting scientists and students 
began studying the social system, 
reproductive and mating habits and 
ecology of iguanas. 

They have focused their attention on 
a nesting site, Slothia Island, a tiny islet 
adjacent to Barro Colorado Island, the 
Smithsonian's 3,600-acre nature 
preserve in the Panama Canal. Each 
February, about a hundred female ig­
uanas swim across the narrow channel 
linking Slothia and Barro Colorado 
Islands, staying only long enough to dig 
complex burrows and lay their eggs. 

Rand was initially drawn to iguanas 
because of their complicated and in­
teresting lifestyles. "But we were also 
aware that their numbers were decreas­
ing at an alarming rate," he recalls. "If 
we were ever to work out an intelligent 
management plan, a conservation plan, 
we needed to know how fast these 
animals grow, how long they live and so 
forth, before we could think about ran­
ching them or 'cropping ' them." 

Out of the wealth of data on iguanas 
grew the current management effort. It 
is also a conservation project: One of its 
major goals is restoring iguanas to 
areas where they have been depleted. 
The project is part of a larger Smithso­
nian activity aimed at increasing food 
supplies in Latin America without 
destroying the tropical forests to provide 
farmland or rangeland. The program is 
supported by theW. Alton Jones Foun­
dation in collaboration with Panama­
nian institutions, including the Direc­
torate of Renewable Natural Resources, 
the Institute for Agricultural Research 
and the University of Panama.

"When fights take place," Bartocci 
writes, "adult brothers and sisters 
usually fall into the same family roles 
they held as children and squabble over 
the same things ... Seldom do siblings 
feel they are being grabby. The ra­
tionalization is, 'I deserve this.' "

Kentucky Students Edge Up 
In College Testing Scoring 

College-bound students in Kentucky 
registered a half-point increase this year 
on scores in the American College 
Testing program, reversing a downward 
trend that began in 1970 and bringing the 
scores to their highest point since 
1976-77. 

Composite ACT scores of the 28,033 
Kentucky students who took the test 
averaged 17.9on the 36-point scale, com­
pared with a national average of 18.5, a 
report provided by ACT officials shows. 
Nationally, about 1 million students took 
the exam, which tests ability in English, 
mathematics, social studies and natural 
sciences. 

Superintendent of Public Instruction 
Alice McDonald said the improved 
scores of Kentucky students reflected a 
growing emphasis on academic ex­
cellence in the state's public schools. 

"Kentucky students are beginning to 
narrow the gap between their achieve­
ment and that of students in the nation 
as a whole," she said, noting that the na­
tional average rose only 0.2 of a point for 
1983-84. 

High school seniors in Kentucky show­
ed a corresponding increase in scores on 
the Scholastic Aptitude Test, for which 
results were announced earlier. SAT 
scores were up four points on the verbal 
section, to 479, and five points on the 
math section, to 518. Scores are on a 
scale of 200 to 800. 

More Kentucky students take the ACT 
test, however, because the state univer­
sities require it for entrance. Only 3,308 
students, about 6 percent of the 1984 high 
school graduates, took the SAT, which 

. is more likely to be taken by students 
planning to a•tend private or out-of-state 
colleges. 

The group taking the ACT test con­
sisted of 12,388 men and 15,645 women. 
The composite score of men taking the 
test was 18.6, and that of women was 
17.3. Women scored higher on the 
English portion-18.5 compared with 
17.4 for men-and men scored higher on 

the math portion-17.2 compared with 
14.8. The combined scores were 18.0 on 
English and 15.9 on math. 

Students who took the test were ask­
ed to evaluate their education. The 
response of Kentucky students was ex­
cellent, 17 percent; good, 45 percent; 
average, 27 percent; below average, 5 
percent; and very inadequate, 7 percent. 

The aspects of their high schools rated 
as satisfactory by the highest percen­
tages of students were guidance, 63 per­
cent, and instruction, 62 percent. Only 
a third said they were satisfied with 
assistance provided for special needs. 
School policies drew the highest • 
"dissatisfied" ranking, with 32 percent, 
but 45 percent expressed approval of 
school policies. 

Of those taking the test in Kentucky, 
38 percent planned to seek bachelor's 
degrees, . and 44 percent hoped to go 
beyond that level, either to attend 
graduate school or get a professional 
degree. •
