They didn't lower them any, but they 
didn't raise them any, either. 

Friday's meeting of the Floyd Fiscal 
Court was the last opportunity this year 
for magistrates to adjust their salaries. 
But, while they voted a 7.9 percent cost­
of-living raise for employees on the 
county clerk's, sheriff's, and jailer's 
staffs, the subject of their own salaries 
was not brought up. 

One issue that did come up again-the 
establishing of a fire protection district 
around Wayland- apparently surfaced 
just in time to save the volunteer fire 
department there from extinction. While 
the proposal was supported by only a 
single magistrate last month, 
Magistrates Gerald DeRossett and Ed 
Caudill joined Magistrate Lowell 
Samons in passing the measure Friday. 
Magistrate Kenneth Roberts again op­
posed the plan. 

Wayland fire officials announced last 
month that, in view of the failure of their 
proposal to set up a taxing district, the 
fire department would not answer calls 
as of April20, the day after this month's 
fiscal court meeting. A committee of

Attributed to a fundamentalist Arkansas 
preacher, the posters were taken down here as quickly as they 
were put up. 

More Than 2,000 Acres 
Lost To Woodland Fires 

In early March, 2,000 acres of 
timberland burned in the six-county 
Eastern Forestry District of which 
Floyd county is part. A little more than 
two weeks ago at least 2,400 acres were 
swept by more than 30 fires in the 
district. and Tuesday, as beleagured 
forestry crews and anxious landowners 
looked for possible rain, a pall of 
smoke still hung over several areas of 
the county following what may be the 
worst burning yet in a disastrous 
spring fire season. 

While most residents welcomed the 
clear. hot. summer-like weather which 
began last Wednesday. forestry of­
ficials. well aware of still dangerous 
woods conditions. viewed the situation 
with dread. ~nd, as they expected. a 
couple of fires broke out in the district 
Wednesday. 

By Thursday, 11 fires were reported 
in the district. which includes Johnson. 
Magoffin. Pike. Martin and Lawrence 
counties as well as Floyd. Two of those 
fires were in Floyd county. As dispat 
cher Jerry Williams. who works out of 
the Eastern District's central offices 
here. said. "It got warmer and dryer 
and everything burned faster." until20 
fires were recorded over the district by 

Friday. Eleven of the 20 blazes were 
burning in Floyd county making this 
county. as usual. the hardest hit of all. 

Although the fires were scattered in 
dry woodlands over the county. they 
burned with particular intensity in the 
Left Beaver Creek area near Weeks­
bury and at East Point. Local forestry 
crews. reinforced by Division of 
Forestry personnel from areas of 
Western Kentucky. Job Corps Center 
and other volunteer workers. labored 
to extinguish the fires only to find the 
same blazes rekindled by 
"breakovers." in which hot. wind­
blown debris or falling trees cross 
firelines. 

At East Point, where flames spread 
along ridgelines from a trash fire at the 
illegal garbage dump at Auxier. fire 
crews and local residents returned to 
the hills time after time to battle such 
breakovers which resulted in extensive 
burning and timber damage . 
Backfires. usually a last resort 
strategy among firefighters. were set 
to protect property and on Monday . 
after days of almost continuous burn­
ing. two National Guard "Huey" 
helicopters were called in from the

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State Agrees 
To Review of 
Samons Case 

District 4 Magistrate Lowell Samons' 
hopes for a quick end to the theft count 
hanging over him dissolved Friday 
when his attorney withdrew a motion to 
have the charge dismissed. The Banner 
magistrate insisted, however, that the 
charge will yet prove to be unfounded. 

Samons was one of 16 persons­
including two other magistrates, a 
trial commissioner, and a former coun­
ty clerk-indicted in December, follow· 
ing an investigation by state police into 
the county's financial practices in 1982. 

Before a scheduled pre-trial hearing 
in Pike Circuit Court Friday, Samons 
appeared confident that Special Judge 
Will T. Scott would throw out the single 
theft charge on which he was indicted by 
a Floyd grand jury. But after attorneys 
on both sides agreed to exchange 
documentation in the case, Samons' at­
torney, Gregory Stumbo, withdrew his 

·motion for summary judgment. 
His consultation with Assistant 

Attorney-General Elizabeth A. 
Myerscough persuaded him there was 
an issue to be tried and that his 
dismissal motion would have failed, 
Stumbo explained later. "But we still 
hope to show that what is involved here 
is a mixup, not a criminal charge," he 
said.

The Interim Joint Committee on 
Education last month began a series of 
15 hearings in different parts of the 
state. By the time the lawmakers reach­
ed Prestonsburg at 5: 30p.m. Thursday, 
they had sat through hearings earlier 
that day in Richmond and Morehead and 
were scheduled to be in Hazard and 
Harlan on Friday.

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Crisis In Child Support 
Mothers for Child Support, Incor­

porated was founded by Vicki Gaddie in 
January, 1984. It was the first child sup­
port group to organize and incorporate 
in Kentucky. Later that year another 
group in Prestonsburg, incorporated 
with the help of the Hardin county 
orgamzation. Mothers for Child Support, 
Inc. is currently undergoing expansion 
in six surrounding counties. There are 
approximately 50 other such organiza­
tions throughout the United States. 

Mothers for Child Support, Inc. chose 
their name and assumed it's respon­
sibilities for the following reasons: 

Even the most conservative studies 
find that less than one-half of custodial 
parents, overwhelmingly women, 
receive the full child support that a 
court has awarded them. At the very 
least, more than 50% of non-custodial 
parents, overwhelmingly men, are in 
violation of their orders. Twelve million 
children live in female-head of 
households, and more than 55% of these 
fall below the poverty level. 

To correct the situation, Congress has 
enacted the Child Support Amendments 
of 1984. They require all states to withold 
wages when a parent falls one month 
behind in child support payments. 

Ninety percent of the 8.4 million 
single-parent families in the United 
States today are headed by women. The 
census bureau estimated in 1981 that $3.8 
billion in court-ordered child support 
was collected. In real terms, that means 
that mothers and children struggling to 
survive were deprived of $3.8 billion in 
one year alone. That figure does not take 
into account the fact that more than 40% 
of the women bringing up their children 
without a father in the home do not even 
have a court order for child support. 

Studies at the University of Wisconsin 
showed that 60 to 80 percent of children 
eligible for child support receive none. 
Another study in California revealed 
that after one year of divorce, the stan­
dard of living for men rose 42% while the 
standard of living for women and 
children in their custody decreased 73%. 
The same study showed that men earn­
ing $10,000 to $50,000 per year are no 
more likely to pay their child support 
than those earning under $10,000. A 
Cleveland study determined that most 
ex-husbands retained 80% of their 
former personal income after divorce, 
even after payment of all child support 
and alimony obligations. Finally, a Col­
orado study found that two-thirds of the 
fathers in Denver were ordered to pay 
less for child support than they were pro­
viding for monthly car payments. What 
does that tell us about the level of child 
support awards, and people's priorities? 

Two University of Pennsylvania 
sociologists learned that disruption of 
the family meant the virtual cessation 
of contact between children and the 
parent living outside the home. In the 
families surveyed, 49% of the children 
had had no contact with their non­
custodial parent in the preceding year. 
While there was some correlation bet­
ween parents who provided child sup­
port and maintained contact with their 
children <although the level of child sup­
port made little or no difference), 45% 
of the parents who provided no support 
also had no contact with their children 
in the last five years. It would appear 
that the payment of child support pro­
motes a continuing relationship, no mat­
ter how tenous, between children and 
their absent parents. 

According to a new study from the 
Census Bureau, 12 million children live 
in female headed households, and more 
than 55% of those households fall below 
the poverty level.

Many speakers here obliged, 
pushing the hearing well beyond its 
scheduled 90 minutes. 

The community college itself got 
strong support, Dr. Henry Campbell 
urging that money for construction, 
which was deleted from the budget by 
Gov. Martha Layne Collins at the end of 
the last legislative session, be restored. 
For Everett Akers, however, elemen­
tary and secondary schools are what 
need attention. 

"We turn 'em out in thousands that 
can't read or write. I am ashamed," 
the former legislator said. The poor 
quality of the schools is a major reason 
this area has difficulty attracting in­
dustry, he said. 

Akers was one of several speakers 
favoring a tax on unmined minerals as 
a way of financing the schools , 
estimating that such a levy could raise 
between $50 and $100 million, mostly 
from out-of-state holding companies. 
Had unmined coal been taxed from the 
beginning, " we could have school floors 
in gold" by now, Akers said. 

Rep. Clayton Little, D-Virgie, who has 
sponsored an unmined minerals tax bill 
during the last two legislative sessions, 
said he would make another attempt in 
the 1986legislature and Sen. Bailey said 
it made more sense to tax coal in the 
ground than to blame surface owners for 
not paying enough in local taxes for the 
schools. 

"They say the tax effort is low here 
but our people tax themselves the same 
or above anywhere else," the Hindman 
legislator said. "It's just that 100 acres 
up Brush Creek is not as valuable as 100 
acres in Lexington." 

Clark Elementary School Principal 
John Pitts asked the legislators to fund 
programs that are already mandated by 
law but are often under-financed. Pitts 
complained of a special education class 
housed in a teachers' lounge at Clark; 
of mandatory kindergarten next year 
but wihout provision for transportation; 
of requiring essential-skills testing 
without funding the remedial programs 
that must follow. 

In reference to a recent audit of the 
Floyd school lunch program, Joyce 
Everly said problems came to light on­
ly as a result of a demand by the Floyd 
County Citizens Education Council, in 
June, 1983, that the superintendent and 
Board of Education be removed. 
"Where were the checks and balances'?" 
she asked, adding, "We need more 
money-but we also need responsibili­
ty and accountability." 

Frank A. Wells, Jr., a teacher in the 
Johnson county school system and a 
member of the Kentucky Education 
Association board, asked for bigger 
teacher salaries-though not a career 
ladder-and smaller classes. Dolores 
Smith, a former teacher, favored the 
idea of merit pay. "If there is no 
monetary gain, what incentive do they 
have to do better'?" she asked. 

Jean Rosenberg suggested there 
would be less need for remedial work in 
the early grades if daycare was provid­
ed for pre-schoolers. Dan Green, direc­
tor of the David School, remjnded the 
legislators of what private a1ternative 
schools could provide for high school 
dropouts. And Freddy Goble urged that 
legislation be passed requiring of school 
board members that they have a college 
degree and at least five years ex­
perience teaching in public schools. 

Goble also had another idea: "If Ken­
tucky is at the bottom of the educational 
ladder, why don't we send a task force 
to whatever state is No. 1 or No. 2 and 
see what they're doing right'?"

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Pineville Guard unit to douse the hills 
around the East Point fires with 
repeated loads of 250-gallon payloads 
of water dipped from the nearby Big 
Sandy River.

The magistrate came to court 
Friday prepared to defend the claim, 
which he said was for a two-day stay at 
a Lexington motel where he attended a 
committee meeting of the Kentucky 
Association of County Officials in 
November, 1982. But prosecutor 
Myerscough said the magistrate claim­
ed reimbursement for a December 
meeting for which the county had paid 
the bill. 

Samons and his attorney appeared 
startled Friday when the prosecutor 
presented, as the basis of Samons' reim­
bursement claim, a $50 bill for a meal 
in Lexington on Nov. 10, 1982 and a $233 
motel bill for Dec. 16, a bill that had 
already been charged to the county. 
These were not the bills for which he 
claimed reimbursement, the magistrate 
insists. 

Asked aboat the fact that the defen­
dant and his attorney were apparently 
taken by surprise at Friday's hearing, 
Myerscough said there would have been 
no surprise if Stumbo had filed a motion 
for discovery-a routine procedure by 
which prosecutors are required to turn 
over to defense counsel documentary 
evidence supporting their case. Stumbo 
was out of town and could not be reach­
ed for comment this week. 

An attorney for Thomas Lafferty, Sr., 
former deputy judge-€xecutive and trial 
commissioner, also filed last week to 
have the five theft charges against his 
client dismissed. Contrary to what the 
indictments allege, Philip Damron 
argued in his motion that none of the 
unauthorized credit purchases with 
which Lafferty is charged involved an 
amount exceeding $100. A hearing on the 
motion has been set for May 17. 

(Prosecutor Myerscough said this 
week the Commonwealth considers the 
filing of motions for summary 
judgment- a common procedure in civil 
cases-to be "not a proper procedure" 
in criminal cases. In granting summary 
judgment, a judge rules there are no 
issues of fact for a jury to deliberate; the 
judge then decides the case on principles 
of law:) 

For the 15 defendants besides Samons, 
pre-trial hearings were originally set for 
July 15, with trial to follow soon after.

Anti-Catholic Posters 
Appear Here, in Area 

Two vacant businesses in Prestons­
burg were plastered with anti-Catholic 
posters last week, repeating a pattern 
set since last year in many other cities 
and towns. 

City Manager David Evans said the 
posters appeared late Tuesday after­
noon on a building that once housed 
Lloyd's Hardware on North Lake Drive 
and early that evening on the former 
Ashland gas station on the corner of 
South Lake Drive and Graham Street. 
An unconfirmed report said that some 
were also seen out in the county. 

The posters here linked the Roman 
Catholic Church to Nazism and said the 
Vatican controlled a wide range of 
apparently-unrelated organizations in 
this country. Similar posters were 
reported in Pulaski county on Wednes­
day, in Somerset on Thursday, and in 
Elizabethtown and Louisville on Friday. 

Evans said city police beefed up 
patrols in an unsuccessful attempt to 
catch the perpetrators Tuesday night. 
Greg Crum, operator of Lloyd's Hard­
ware, removed the posters from his 
firm's former store, while city workers 
cleaned them off the windows of the old 
Ashland station, Evans said. 

The posters, apparently distributed by 
followers of Arkansas evangelist Tony 
Alamo, express "as vicious and hostile 
anti-Catholic sentiments as we have 
seen," said Carol Lister, of the Anti­
Defamation League of B'nai B'rith in 
New York. 

One poster put up here claimed the 
Vati~an controlled the news media, the 
pubhc school system, many agencies of 
state and federal government, the 
judicial system (including the U.S. 
Supreme Court), the United Nations, the 
post office and telephone companies (in­
cluding A.T. & T.l, organized crime 
(under which were listed "the mafia 
international banking system, unions"): 
and "Communism, socialism, Nazi 
Party, fascism." 

"All other'religions are in immediate 
danger," it warned, "especially true 
born-again Christian fundamentalists ." 

The Catholic League for Religious and 
Civil Rights estimates that similar anti­
Catholic posters appeared on buildings 
in a bout 50 cities last year. They turned 
up in Lexington during the recent NCAA 
Final Four basketball tournament, in 
which three Catholic universities­
Villanova, Georgetown, and St. 
John's-were participating.

Families Face Cut Off 
Amid Rich Gas Field 

• 
Residents in one of the richest natural­

gas fields in the county are facing the 
prospect of a shut-off, in a situation 
described by an attorney this week as 
"ludicrous." 

For 37 years, 26 families on Tolers 
Creek have been served by the Cities 
Services Co. (CITGO), which offered 
them cheap gas in exchange for ease­
ments across their properties. "Now 
they want to whack us loose,'' said Don 
Riley, one of the residents. 

The gas company announced in 
January that it was abandoning its 1948 
agreements to supply natural gas to the 
families at a cost of 35 cents per thou-· 
sand cubic feet and that it was sur­
rendering its easement rights. The 
reason, the company indicated, is that 
the Heirs-A24 well which has served the 
area is all but dry. 

Riley doesn't buy that argument. 
"They want to get us all onto an alter­
nate fuel and then sell their gas (at a 
higher price) to Columbia (Gas Co.)," 
he said, citing an offer by CITGO to pay 
its Tolers Creek customers up to $700 
each to convert to propane gas. But

Riley was not optimistic about the 
chances of blocking CITGO's plan. "It 
seems the only thing the PSC is good for 
is giving them raises," he said. • 

But David Rubinstein, an attorney for 
some of the families, said CITGO show­
ed no interest in continuing to serve its 
Tolers Creek customers even if rates 
were increased to the $3.05 the firm's 
other customers pay. 

The Tolers-Creek Harold area, which 
he described as "a gridwork of gas wells 
and gathering lines," is "terribly rich in 
natural gas," Rubinstein said, adding, 
"For them not to be able to get natural 
gas is crazy." • 

Abbott Crk. Man 
Is Found Guilty 
Of Arson Spree 

An Abbott Creek man was last week 
convicted of four counts of arson by a 
Floyd Circuit Court jury, which set five­
year pen terms on each count. 

Robert Kenneth Rice, 24, was accus­
ed of setting fire to a house at Bonanza 
owned by Etta Jane Horn, a storage 
building at the Mountain Comprehensive 
Care Center greenhouse on the Auxier 
road, and barns belonging to Josephine 
Stanley Hill, on Abbott Creek, and Letha 
Little, on State Road Fork. 

The arson spree stretched from 
November, 1983 through February, 1984 . • 
A charge of theft-Rice is accused of 
stealing two gasoline cans from the 
greenhouse-was remanded for trial in 
district court as a misdemeanor. 

The defendant once worked at the 
MCCC greenhouse and was described by 
a family member as mentally retarded. 
A psychiatric exam ordered by the 
defense found him competent to stand 
trial, however. 

Defense Attorney Ned Pillersdorf un­
successfully sought to have the various 
charges against his client tried separate- • 
ly, a fact he noted in seeking a new trial 
Friday. Rice was hurt by the fact that 
the jury could not consider each charge 
separately, especially as the prosecutor 
argued in closing his case that "all this 
could not be a coincidence," Pillersdorf 
contended. 

The defense attorney argued also that 
a confession Rice made to Det. J.B 
McKenzie, state arson investigator, but 
not repeated in open court should not • 
have been admitted into evidence 
without corroborating proof.

Oops, 
I HIT A NERVE! 

Last week I stated a simple opinion, that 
what the Magisterial District No. 2 needed 
was a better man to handle the county's 
money, not more qualified road workers. A 
magistrate shouldn't be decided based upon 
simply who is uthe best equipment 
operator", for if it is, why elect them? 
Let's just take job applications and assess each man on that basis. The ads of my op· 
ponents which reflected wrath and hostility to such a proposition indicates that to many 
of them it has never occurred just what a magistrate is, and what could really be done 
by one who wants to sene only you. There will be $2,000,000 a year spent during the 
term of your next magistrate (which will total over $9,000,000.00) plus scores of federal 
loan and grant applications that should, if properly done, affect the quality of your life. 
I am the magistrate candidate who is looking toward this position as an opportunity to 
sene you, not earn a living for myself. I pledge diligence, honesty, and effort in all the 
following areas: 

1. ROAD MAINTENANCE AND REPAIR. Every citizen of this county has a fundamental 
right to a decent road to travel. Accordingly, I pledge to see that every extra nickel is 
squeezed from the budget and applied to road maintenance and repair. As your magistrate, 
I will insist on hard work from your employees and will inspect each and every road of 
my district. It takes no formal training to recognize ungraded roads, mud holes, and un· 
pulled ditch lines. We have money, we have equipment, and we have personnel, if the job 
is not done it is the result of lack of effort. 

2. WATER SYSTEMS AND SERVICE. I have served as a commissioner for the Allen 
Water District, and know first hand the difficulties in operating the water system. I also 
know what it is like to live in an area that doesn't have good quality water or service 
available. As a magistrate, I pledge to assert my influence to see that every affected citizen 
of my district has good water senice available at reasonable rates. 

3. FIRE PROTECTION. Recent turmoil in this area shows two apparently conflicting 
facts. First, most people don't want to pay any additional taxes; secondly, the present 
system of financing volunteer fire departments will not continue to work. I have served 
as past fire chief for a volunteer fire department (Allen), and feel I have first-hand knowledge 
as to the difficulty and frustrations in trying to finance a volunteer fire department. Fur­
ther, having many loved ones on limited income, I know the seriousness of a proposal 
to add a few dollars tax increase to every citizen. I believe that when these troubles ap· 
proach, it is the duty of an elected official not to "duck" but to face the problem and 
find a workable solution • This I will do. 

4. LOW RENT HOUSING. The Floyd Fiscal Court, and your magistrate has a direct role 
in the promotion, financing, and construction of low rent housing projects. Magisterial 
District No. 2 has not received its fair share of such projects, and I pledge to promote 
the development of the same. Also, as your magistrate I will use all the influence I have 
for a fair policy in the renting and running of such projects in my district. 

5. SOLID WASTE. Your magistrate has a direct role in the senice and the cost of 
garbage collection systems from Magistrate District No. 2. For your best interest, your 
Magistrate must become actively involved in overseeing the operation of Floyd County 
Solid Waste, and see that a fair rate of collection is assessed, with the adequate services 
performed to each of you. This, I will do. 

6. INDUSTRIAL BONDS. The Floyd Fiscal Court approves industrial bond applications, 
which furnish low interest monies to developers. In the last four years over $8,000,000 
has been approved by the Floyd Fiscal Court including a bank building, a coal-washing 
plant, and office building, but I can find no record of a single dime going into the develop· 
ment of projects in Magisterial District No. 2. With Kentucky 80, there is no reason this 
should not change. I pledge to do so. 

7. PARKS AND RECREATION. Right Beaver needs a modern park and recreation area. 
Substantial federal monies have been spent in our county for them, but little has gone 
to Martin or Right Beaver. This must change and I will work to do so. 

7. POLICE PROTECTION. The Floyd County Sheriff provides the deputies that patrol 
Magisterial District No. 2, but the Floyd Fiscal Court and your magistrates set the number 
of deputies allowed and the salaries to be paid to them. Further, the Court must approve 
significant expenditures such as obtaining additional cars for patrol. I pledge to use my 
influence as a magistrate on that court to see that Magisterial District No. 2 receives 
its fair share of police protection from the Floyd County Sheriff's office. 

8. SALARIES. Your magistrate is the individual who sets not only his own salary but 
the salaries of all other county employees. I pledge to see that every available dollar is 
expended to pay for capable road workers, and other individuals that directly service you. 
The salary levels for magistrates currently is excessive and I pledge my efforts to see 
that they are adjusted downward to a realistic level, that reflects actual services rendered 
by your magistrates. 

9. COMMUNITY IMPROVEMENT PROJECTS. The recent efforts of the East Kentucky 
Wildlife Federation in combatting the wild and stray dog problem is an excellent example 
of what citizens can do for themselves, and such people deserve the full support and 
cooperation of your elected officials. Accordingly, I pledge my full support to these in­
dividuals, and all others who will work unselfishly to attack the various problems that 
lessen the quality of life in Floyd County. 

I have been a life-long resident of Floyd County, Kentucky, having grown up near Mar­
tin. I never knew my father, who died in action during World War II. However, by virtue 
of his absence, I was forever reminded as to the value of service to fellow man. Even 
though God has blessed me with a good education and an opportunity to make a living, 
my desire to serve others has never gone away. Accordingly, I ask for the opportunity 
to fuffill that desire as your magistrate. The Lord has blessed me with a profession whereby 
no one but I set the hours that I work.

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RF Radiation 
Danger Said 
Slight Here 

They need not fear harm from radio­
frequency (RF) radiation, Gormon Col­
lins, Jr., station manager at WQHY-FM, 
hastened to assure Prestonsburg-area 
residents this week. 

For one thing, RF radiation should not 
be .confused with other kinds of 
radiation-like sub-atomic particles or 
X-rays-he said; and, in any case, the 
FM transmitters that are the source of 
RF radiation in this area are located too 
far from houses or work areas to cause 
any problems. 

Collins was responding to a recently­
published report by the Environmental 
Protection Agency that RF radiation 
levels near FM transmitters in Pres­
tonsburg and Morehead could be ex­
ceeding a widely-accepted safety stan­
dard. The EPA report said 231 stations 
in 180 cities and towns across the nation 
could be generating electromagnetic 
fields more intense th;:~n a voluntary 
safety limit established by the American 
National Standards Institute. 

Collins described the EPA report as a 
mathematical projection only. "Nobody 
has been out here measuring radiation 
levels," he said. EPA spokesman David 
Cohen said only that computer modeling 
techniques were used to local potential 
''hotspots.'' 

Cohen said the EPA study had not 
determined at what levels RF radiation 
might pose a health risk to people living 
or working near FM transmitters. For 
ground-based antennas, he said, people 
would suffer "probably no harmful ef­
fects when they are beyond 100-150 feet 
from the tower." 

Antennas for both WQHY and WPRT, 
the other FM radio station here, are both 
located on mountaintops, well away 
from populated areas, said spokesmen 
for the two broadcasters. Theirs is a 
relatively low-power (3000-watt) signal 
and "there's nothing within a mile" of 
their antenna, on a mountain between 
Bull Creek and Town Branch, said J .R. 
McClung, court-appointed trustee of 
WPRT. 

The powerful (100,000-watt) WQHY 
signal is transmitted from the top of Ab­
bott Mountain, and is fenced so that peo­
ple cannot come within a quarter-mile 
of the tower, Collins said. Data releas­
ed by the EPA did not identify the 
specific stations whose transmitters 
were felt likely to be emitting the higher 
levels of radiation. If WQHY was being 
referred to in the report, he did not see 
why stations of identical power in 
Hazard and Lexington were not named 
also, Collins said. 

Broadcast industry representatives 
have questioned whether there are any 
adverse health effects attributable to 
non-ionizing radiation from radio and 
television facilities. But environmental 
scientists note that, at FM frequencies, 
high levels of exposure can cause inter­
nal body temperature to rise.

Reye's Syndrome Poses 
Dilemma For Parents 

In light of the recent and much 
publicized "connection" between aspirin 
and Reye's Syndrome, how cautious 
should a parent be in giving aspirin to 
a sick child? The pharmacist at Cardinal 
Hill Hospital, Lexington rehabilitation 
center, comments on this problem. 

Reye's Syndrome is an acute illness 
that can occur anywhere from two days 
to two weeks after a child has recovered 
from the flu or chickenpox. It is a com­
bination of serious signs and symptoms 
including sudden and persistent 
vomiting, violent headaches, and 
unusual behavior. This occurs in 
children who appear to be recovering 
from a mild viral infection. Reye's Syn­
drome is uncommon, but when it does 
occur it is considered life-threatening. 

Cases of Reye's Syndrome occur year­
round, but they tend to cluster during the 
flu season. Recent studies indicate there 
may be a connection between the syn­
drome and taking aspirin during the flu 
or chickenpox that occurred before the 
syndrome. While aspirin does not cause 
Reye's Syndrome, it seems to make 
some children more likely to develop the 
syndrome. 

Many childhood illnesses are usually 
minor and will run their course even 
wilhout treatment. In most cases, it is 
unwise and unnecessary to give aspirin 
to a child with a viral illness. Giving an 
acetaminophen product is an alternative 
to giving aspirin that will often ease the 
symptoms of the flu or chickenpox and 
make life more bearable for the child 
and parent. Always consult with your 
pharmacist or physician before giving 
your children any medication.

Cervical cancer kills approximately 
11,000 women each year, yet this type 
cancer can be one of the most curable 
of all cancers if it is detected in its ear­
ly stages and treatment begun. A sim­
ple painless test that can determine if 
cervical cancer is present, is the Pap 
test. Women age 45 and over are in the 
high risk group for cervical cancer, and 
should be screened regularly. 

The Floyd County Health Department 
is having a free pap clinic Wednesday, · 
May 1, 8:30-11:30 and 1-2. This clinic is 
open to women of all ages, but those 
women 45 and over are especially urg­
ed to take advantag~ of this free service 
since this is the high risk age for the 
disease. 

No appointments are needed.

VE Day Special 
Slated on KET 

Images of World War II, for many 
people, are composed of the grainy 
black and white film footage used in 
newsreels and documentaries of the 
times. The men who fought the war ex­
perienced it in living color, but the film 
memories are virtually all black and 
white. "Normandy to Berlin: A War 
Remembered,'' airing on KET W ednes­
day, May 8, at 9 p.m., features rare col­
or film of the war in Europe. 

Shot by the late Hollywood director 
George Stevens when he was a lieuten­
ant colonel of a special film unit, the pro­
gram consists of color footage filmed by 
Stevens in 1944 and 1945. While he was 
documenting the war in black and white 
for the Allies, he also shot over four 
hours of color footage for himself. 

"Normandy to Berlin" weaves voice­
over recollections from diary accounts, 
interviews with surviving members of 
Stevens' documentary unit, radio 
speeches of major World War II figures 
and Stevens' color film to create a vivid 
impression of the major events and bat­
tles of the war. Some of the footage in­
cludes D-Day, the liberation of Paris, the 
Russian and American link-up at the 
Elbe River, the freeing of inmates at the 
Dachau prison camp, and the bombing 
destruction of Berlin.

Frankfort, Ky., Aprtl15-;-Moderating 
temperatures have generally improved 
fishing conditions throughout the state, 
and light rain over the weekend did not 
dampen fishing enthusiasm during the 
April13-14 period covered by this report.

and pork rind combinations over points 
and in brush. Crappie were being taken 
in old creek channels. Bluegill activity 
was moderate over stickups on worms 
and crickets. Tailwater activity was 
heavy for catfish and crappie. The lake 
was clear to murky. stable, at summer 
pool and 61".

Coal Summit Ignores 
Citizens, KFTC Says 

While Gov. Martha Layne Collins is 
"wining and dining" coal industry of­
ficials at taxpayers' expense, citizens 
and environmental groups are being left 
out in the cold. "Are they working for the 
coal companies or are they working for 
the people?" he wanted to know. 

Akers, of Martin, was commenting on 
Coal Summit I, a three-day conference 
which began in Lexington yesterday 
<Tuesday) and was expected to draw 
about 150 executives involved in coal 
production, transportation and use. 

Private companies donated about 
$100,000 to help fund the conference, said 
Mark McDaniel, state Energy Cabinet 
spokesman, and the Appalachian 
Regional Commission spent $86,500 in 
federal funds to pay consultants to 
prepare materials for the meeting. 

The by-invitation-only meeting pro­
mpted a letter of protest from Sidney 
Cornett, chairman of the Kentucky Fair 
Tax Coalition, who wrote that "neglec­
ting to seek the participation of those 
groups and individuals directly affected 
by these matters is outrageous." 

"They'll go head over heels to help the 
industry even if it takes taxpayers' 
money to do it," he said, "butthey don't 
want to listen to some of the taxpayer 
groups that might have some ideas." 

But McDaniel replied that "we'll 
make no progress in the areas we need 
to address if the summit becomes too 
broad." The conference might reveal a 
need to address "socio-economic prob­
lems" at a later date, he suggested.

As a direct result of John Stumbo's efforts, purchasing costs were reduced nearly 50 per­
cent, and the iuvenile detention center's costs were reduced in excess of 30 percent, resulting with 
Floyd County having a balanced budget within a year in spite of the fact that general revenue was 
down in excess of one-million dollars ($1 ,000,000.00) compared to two years earlier.

The Shrine Circus

The recent Shrine Circus surpassed 
previous highs. The Oleika Temple in 
Lexington has two days at Rupp Arena, 
plus 12 in "rural" communities. Of the 
latter. for 14 years the Prestonsburg 
event has led in receipts. Floyd County 
has approximately 200 Oleika Temple 
members. Kelly Moore, of Prestons­
burg. reports. He has been Circus Com­
mittee Chairman every year. is now 
chairman of all 12 rural ones. Mr Moore 
is a candidate for Oriental Guide of the 
Lexington Temple next year. He does a 
superb job in anything, is a splendid 
leader and organizer, also a devout 
deacon in the Freewill Baptist Church 
at Cliff. 

The circus requires many commit­
tees, plus individuals of myriad skills. 
All time is donated. Its Finance Commit­
tee is composed of Tom Flanery, 
Maytown; Clyde McGuire and Manis 
Gray, of Prestonsburg. They set up road 
blocks prior to circus day and accept 
donations. The latter pay for tickets for 
underprivileged children, whose names 
are obtained from schools. Eight hun­
dred were recipients this time. Proceeds 
totaled $30,020 Theodore "Pete" Martin, 
of Eastern, was champion ticket 
salesman for the second consecutive 
year, selling $2880 worth. Dennis 
Jackson, of Hueysville, was runnerup. 

Funds go to the Temple which pays 
expenses and helps the 18 Shrine Or· 
thopedic Hospitals <nearest here in Lex­
ington,) and 3 Burns Institutes, ( Cincin­
nati closest here,) in the U.S. The Im­
perial Shrine of North America has a 
$122 million-dollar budget for these 
centers, which also have an endowment. 
A visit to any of them convinces one of 
their value. In the burns centers they 
stretch a tiny piece of skin six times nor­
mal size, and also make artificial skin, 
for grafts. Skilled, experienced person­
nel meet all patient needs, including 
follow-up care. Families of patients are 
not charged; nor is their insurance. 
Rooms are available for mothers of 
young patients. Indigents are provided 
transportation. The rich and poor are 
served alike. Whether a child has birth 
defects, disabilities from accidents or 
disease, everything possible is done. 
Hundreds of youngsters owe their cor­
rections and or recovery to these institu­
tions. Most adults know some child who 
has had the benefit of such services, 
always characterized by TLC <tender, 
loving care.) 

Soon a young native of Maytown will 
enter the Lexington Hospital for spinal 
surgery. When a Floyd Countian and 
close friend of the family, - now living 
elsewhere-urged them to apply there, 
she called Bobbie Spradlin, admini­
stratrix of the hospital. Immediate ac­
tion followed. The next day two Shriners 
who reside where this family lives, 
visited them to explain everything and 
answer questions, offer assistance. They 
put them in touch with another family 
there whose daughter had successfully 
undergone identical surgery a short 
time ago, in the same hospital. Subse­
quent conversations between the 
mothers helped alleviate the anxiety of 
the one facing the ordeal now. 

The speed with which the Shriners 
operate, their concern, attention to 
details. are examples for others. Sooner 
or later most civic and Christian groups 
have some dilatory, negligent, and un­
concerned members. Evangelist Joe 
Mobley, of London, who recently held 
revivals in Lancer and Maytown, said 
only five percent of church members do 
the work involved. Too often we say "Let 
George do it." Most assemblies­
secular or religious- have workers, 
jerkers, and shirkers enrolled, one time 
or another! Perhaps it behooves us to 
determine in which category we belong!

Sweet, Very Sweet and Supersweet Sweet Corn 
A few years ago, those of us who like 

to eat Chinese snow peas <the pea whose 
flat green pod and small seeds are used 
in stir fry recipes) were delighted with 
the introduction of the sugar snap peas 
whose sweet round pod and fully 
developed seeds are both edible. This 
year another new sweet treat awaits 
home vegetable gardeners- the super­
sweet sweet corns. 

Most people realize that there are two 
basic types of corn: field corn-more 
starchy in content and generally grown 
for animal feed- and sweet corn, grown 
for human consumption. But now within 
sweet corn there are three categories of 
sweetness : normal sugary, sugary 
enhanced and supersweet or extra 
sweet. 

The difference in the sweet corns ts 
based on the amount of sugars the 
kernels contain and the rate at which the 
sugars are converted to starch upon 
harvest. The difference is controlled by 
the genes <the genetic code units l con­
tained within every cell of the plants. 

Most of our sweet corn varieties are 
the normal sugary type that prompt peo­
ple to advise that to maximize sweetness 
you should start water boiling in the kit­
chen, go to the garden to pick your corn, 
then run back and dump the corn in the 
water While the sugar won't convert to 
starch that quickly , its conversion is 
fairly rapid. 

A few corn varieties, such as 
P latinum Lady, Miracle and Kandy 
Korn, have a gene that enhances the nor­
mal sugary gene to produce sweeter 
kernels whose conversion to starch is 
slower. But if you want really sweet 
sweeet corn, you need varieties with the 
shrunken gene, a gene that greatly 
enhances sweetness. slows conversion to 
starch, and as the name implies, causes 
the kernels to shrink or shrivel. 

People who grow both field and sweet 
corn know that the sweet corn should be 
separated from the field corn. If field 
corn pollinates sweet corn. the sweet 
corn w1ll become starchv. 

When normal sugary and sugar 
enhanced corns are grown together. 
cross pollination will not affect their 
sugar content or taste. but the new 
supersweets should not be allowed to 
cross wtth fteld corn, with other sweet 
corns or even with other varieties of 
supersweets 

Cross pollination can be pre\'ented in 

one of two ways_ In a small home 
garden, it is easiest to let time isolate 
different types or varieties. You should 
attempt to have a 14-day gap between 
tasseling time. Plant two varieties with 
two weeks difference in maturity time 
at the same time, or plant varieties with 
the same maturity time two weeks 
apart, or a combination of these two 
isolation techniques. 

Cross pollination can also be decreas­
ed or prevented physically by distance. 
Supersweets should be planted at least 
50 feet upwind of any other corn or 
supersweet variety, or should be planted 
with a separating barrier such as pole 
beans, sunflowers or some other tall 
hedge-like planting. 

Some of the supersweets to look for 
this year include the yellow kernel 
varieties Twilley's Summer Sweet, 
Burpee's Sugar Sweet, Early Xtra­
Sweet, Illini Xtra-Sweet, and Park's 
Butterfruit, white kernel varieties Star­
dust and Twilley's Summer Sweet 
White. and the bicolors <white and 
yellow kernels mixed> Honeymoon, Bt­
Lightning, and Twilley's Summer Sweet 
Bicolor. 

If you like sweet sweet corn but don't 
care to run back from the garden, try 
one of the new supersweets this year. 

Timely Tip: The week of April21 to 27 
has been designated National Garden­
ing Week. Look for special promotional 
efforts at local garden centers and 
nurseries.

Job Training Act 
Funds Allocated 

Gov. Martha Layne Collins announc­
ed last week allocation of almost $41.2 
million in federal Job Training Partner­
ship Act funds to the state's nine service 
delivery areas. 

E .K.C.E.P , which includes Floyd and 
22 other Eastern Kentucky counties will 
receive $6,586,484.in Title II-A funds and 
$2,955,846 for the summer youth 
program. 

"These funds are vital to our 
economic development efforts," Collins 
said. "We must have a trained work 
force which can adapt to the needs of ex­
isting Kentucky businesses and in­
dustries and of those we are trying to at­
tract to our state." 

The money, which is administered by 
the Cabinet for Human Resources, will 
be used for programs operating between 
July 1, 1985 and June 30, 1986. Each 
area's share of JTPA dollars depends on 
the number of unemployed and low­
income people compared to other areas 

· of Kentucky. 
"More than $28.4 million is available 

under Title II-A for such programs as 
classroom and on-the-jop training and 
employability skills development for 
adults and youth," said Human 
Resources Secretary AI Austin. "Also, 
more than $12.7 million is available 
under Title II-B for summer youth pro­
grams this year. " 

Local private industry councils deter­
mine the types of programs to be offered 
under Title II-A and the types of jobs 
that will be available in the summer 
youth program. The summer program 
is open to youth 16 through 21 years old 
who are members of low-income 
families. 

In addition to each area's allocation, 
Austin said the state expects to receive 
$10.1 million for training for dislocated 
workers, other statewide programs and 
administration.

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New Summer Camp Begins July 8 
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IN THE GERMAN BRIDGE AREA-a bulldozer cleans an area of trees and undergrowth at 
Camp Shawnee which is scheduled to open for school-aged children July 8 and last till August 2. 

In less than three months, a new camp will begin for kids on Lake Dewey. 
For several months, the Christian Appalachian Project has been preparing Camp Shawnee for use as a summer camp. 
Beginning July 8, four weekly sessions will begin for school-aged children from Floyd and surrounding counties. There 

will be two weeks for boys and two for girls, according to Mike Sanders, director of CAP's operations in Floyd county. 
The camp will feature arts and crafts, and recreational activities, which includes football, basketball, volleyball, ten­

nis, badminton, canoeing, archery, swimming, and hiking. 
The former Boy Scout camp grounds was leased from the Corps of E ngineers last year by CAP to accomodate a larger 

number of kids per day. Last year's camp was held at Boone's Landing, also on Dewey Lake, but its accessibility by 
water only and its facilities limited the camp's use to about 25 kids a day. 

"With the lease of the 300-acre Camp Shawnee," Sanders said, "we can accomodate 75 kids and more a day." Camp 
Shawnee is accessible by land and water. 

CAP is spending approximately $100,000 to make improvements. Cadets from the Carl D. Perkins Job Corps Center 
and CAP volunteers have been renovating the 'dining hall and kitchen and clearing the area of underbrush and debris. 
Two big dormitories are to be constructed with the next six weeks. 

Area Boy Scout troops will be able to use the camp during weekends when CAP is not using the area . They will have 
full use of running water, tent sites, and other facilities.

New Restrictions Are Imposed 
On School Athletic Practices 

By MIKE FIELDS 
<Lexington Herald-Leader) 

Alice McDonald, saying she has got­
ten a "bad rap" from people who claim 
she is "anti-athletics," told the Kentucky 
High School Athletic Association's 
delegate assembly yesterday that she 
needs the coaches, athletic directors and 
administrators on her side in the fight 
to improve the quality of education in 
the state. 

The appearance by the state 
superintendent of public instruction 
kicked off the meeting, which also in­
cluded the assembly's approval of new 
restrictions on high school basketball 
and football seasons. 

All high school basketball teams will 
be limited to 24 regular-season games, 
with no more than 20 games allowed bet­
ween Dec. 31 and the start of district 
tournaments. 

Teams will be permitted to play in two 
county or mvitational tournaments, 
which will count as one regular-season 
game each. Under the old rules, schools 
that don't play football were allowed 30 
basketball games. Football-playing 
schools were already limited to 24 
games. 

Under the revised football rules, 
teams are limited to a maximum of 11 
regular-season games, and pre-season 
practice in pads cannot begin any 
earlier than 30 calendar days before the 
first regular-season game. All players 
must also have five days of practice 
without pads before beginning practice 
with pads. 

One other noteworthy amendment ap­
proved by the assembly gave the 
KHSAA commissioner and the Board of 
Control the authority to suspend a coach, 
player or any member school for 
unsportsmanlike conduct. 

None of the amendments caused much 
controversy. so McDonald's appearance 
was the biggest "surprise" of the two­
hour session. The state's superintendent 
of public instruction believes she has 
been unfairly cast as an adversary of 
high school athletics. 

"People would have you believe I 
don't want kids to have team sports, and 
that I don't understand the needs and 
problems of coaches and athletic direc­
tors," McDonald told the assembly. 
"But people would also have me believe 
you don't support the improvements that 
are being made in Kentucky public 
schools and that you're anti-academics. 

"Maybe you and I should make a 
bargain. I won't believe what people tell 
me about you if you won't believe what 
people tell you about me." 

McDonald said she wasn't out to 
destroy the state basketball tournament, 
and that the policies implemented under 
her administration were not designed to 
hurt athletics . 

"I do want to abolish the impression 
that Alice McDonald is a one-woman

team out to banish all sports from the 
public schools," she said. "The bottom 
line is this: I'm doing my job and my job 
is to manage and improve education." 

McDonald pointed to enforcement of 
the six-hour school day as the measure 
implemented by her that affects high 
school athletics the most. No longer can 
teams get out of school early to practice 
or play games. 

"Athletics are an important part of 
education, but they are only one part," 
she said_ "Students need more time than 
six hours a day, 175 days a year, that we 
require, but that is the minimum stan­
dard and we must give them that time." 

In other action yesterday, the delegate 
assembly voted down a proposal to 
change the girls' high school basketball 
season so it would begin on Nov. 1 and 
close with the state tournament in late 
February. 

Big Crappie Catches 
Reported At Dewey 

Good strings of big crappie were be­
ing reported from Dewey Lake this 
week with 14-to-18-inchers showing up 
in some creels. 

Conservation Officer Jimmy Goble 
said many of the catches were being 
made by fishing around attractors 
which had been cut over the past 
winter. He said 30 trees had been cut 
from the Ia ke bank to provi'de cover for 
the fish and the effort seemed to be 
paying off well He said the fishing 

· seemed particularly good around the 
attractors from McGuire Branch to 
Copperas Creek in the upper section of 
the lake. 

In another Fish & Wildlife Division 
project. 55 mature white bass in the 
14-15-inch size range have been netted 
in the Ohio River and stocked in 
Dewey. he reported. More are ex­
pected to be stocked later. 

Goble said the lake's healthy popula­
tion of hybid tiger-musky had come 
under some criticism by fishermen 
who allege the voracious feeders are 
"eating all the other fish." Not true. 
said Goble. who contends that the 
tiger-muskies appear only to be thinn­
ing out the large numbers of undersize 
crappie which have for years over­
populated the lake. Because of the 
muskies. he says. the crappie fishery 
at Dewey should become healthier 
than ever before.

"Ladyhawke" is the tale of a 

man and woman - ever 
apart. yet ever together. An 
evil spell has been cast on 
them which - well - perhaps 
it's better not to give away too 
much. 

Obviously. a movie like 
"Ladyhawke" presents the 
film makers with several prob­
lems: ( 1) How does one pres­
ent a relatively simple fairy tale 
so it w1ll please all ages? (2) 
Will the "Star Wars" genera­
tion accept a tender fantasy 
that is largely devoid of special 
effects? and (3) Are there 
enough fans of "Dungeons 
and Dragons" to make the film 
a hit? 

Problem No. 1 was the 
toughest for "Ladyhawke." At 
trmes the film is a b1t too bloo­
dy for the tots, but 1t's still too 
SimplistiC for adults. 

The hero and hero1ne are 
nicely played by Rutger Hauer 
and Michelle Pfe1fer. Hauer, 
the veteran of several vdla1nous 
roles (most notably as the 
deranged robot oppos1te Harrr­
son Ford 1n "Blade Runner") , 
IS att1red 1n black throughout 
the film. but he is as staunch 
as any legendary hero. And 
one look at Michelle Pfeiffer as 

a damsel 1n distress would turn 
the most fainthearted coward 
into a hero. 

Unfortunately, Matthew Bro­
derick doesn't fare so well. He 
has turned in good perfor­
mances in the past - as Mar­
sha Mason's son in "The 

. Return of Max Dugan." as the 
computer hacker of 
"WarGames" and as the 
young Neil Simon in the Broad­
way play "Brighton Beach 
Memoirs" - but he's out of 
his element in this one. He's 
supposed to play a puck1sh 
young rogue. the kind who 
comes up with snappy wise­
cracks when he's faced with 
the gravest danger, but he 
goes through th1s medieval tale 
1ook1ng and sounding as if he 
just left a Coney Island High 
School dance. 

Vittorio Storaro's superb 
cinematography, and some 
well-staged swordplay help 
pass the time. 

"Ladyhawke" is both silly 
and sumptuous. but g1ve it the 
benefit of the doubt. Throw 
away any intellectual preten­
SIOns. sit back. and do your 
best to enjoy this two-hour 
mini-epic. You just mis:~ht.

Somehow, the National 
Geographic Society 
always manages to pres­
ent a much larger scope 
of the world than most of 
us consider in our day-to­
day lives. 

Nickelodeon is host to a 
new cable- TV series, 
"Na tional Geographic 
Explorer," that premiered 
earlier this month . The 
show airs every Sunday 
evening for three hours 
and is made up of several 
segments, ranging in 
length from 10 minutes to 
one hour. If what we've 
seen so far is any indica­
tion, they have a real 
winner. The narration is 
insightful, and the photog­
raphy is beautiful. 

Tonight , April 28, the 
show opens with a colorful

And 
finally, there's a segment 
called "In Pursuit of the 
Boar," which depicts the 
day-to-day lives of the 
boars of the French coun­
tryside. Only the National 
Geographic could tell the 
story of the wild boar with 
such grace and beauty.

This Ordinance has been posted by 
majority vote by the Town's Board of

ORDINANCE NO. 45 
The Board of Trus tees of the Town of 

Wayland do ordain the following : 
It sha ll be unla wful for any dog 

whatever to be permitted by said dog's 
owner to run at large in the Town of 
Wayland, for a period of ninety (90) 
days, furthermore that the owner of any 
dog shall keep sa id dog in a secure 
enclosure and under lock and key, in 
such a manner as will insure that the 
dog may not be approached by any per­
son, any other dog, or any stock 
whatever . 

It is also declared that any dog 
whatever found at large within the cor­
porate limits of the said Town shall be 
immediately killed, and that any person 
not r esiding within the Town who sha ll 
bring a dog into town shall be im­
media tely notified to leash the dog 
securely while in the Town, and to 
r emove said dog from the Town as 
quickly as possible otherwise that dog 
shall be immediately killed . Also when 
it is found that any person is harboring 
on his or her premises within the town 
a dog a nd that said per son has not com­
plied with this ordina nce by keeping the 
dog securely penned so that is cannot 
reach any person to attack said person, 
said dog shall be immedia tely killed. 

The above ordinance is a declared in 
emergency and therefore shall become, 
and is immediately effective when 
necessary.

Child Find Program 
Seeks Handicapped 

During April , the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Education is conducting a 
"Child Find" to locate handicapped 
children not attending school or who are 
in school but not receiving the special 
education they need. 

The Child Fmd program is a 
cooperative effort by the state Depart­
ment of Education and local school 
districts to locate these children. 

In addition to identifying handicapped 
children in need of special services, the 
Child Find project is designed to make 
citizens more aware of the range of ser­
vices available to handicapped children 
in the state's public schools, Superinten­
dent of Public Instruction Alice 
McDonald said. 

Parents, relatives, public and private 
agencies, and concerned citizens who 
know of unserved handicapped children 
are urged to refer these children to their 
local school districts. 

Handicapped children include those 
who are mentally retarded, deaf or 
hearing-impaired, deaf-blind, multi­
handicapped or with specific learning 
disabilities. 

Lois Adams, who heads the Depart­
ment of Education's Office of Education 
for Exceptional Children, said informa­
tion on the child's name, age, suspected 
handicap and parents' address and 
phone number should be given to local 
school officials. 

School officials will then talk with the 
parents of children reported during the 
Child Find program to determine 
whether the child needs special educa­
tion services. If a determination is made 
that special services are needed, an in­
dividualized education program is 
planned for the child, Adams said. 

All information about the child con­
tained in student records is confidential, 
education officials noted. 

Program organizers said that the 
Child Find program can also aid 
children too young to attend school. The 
early identification of a handicapped 
child will help parents and educators 
plan for the child's future educational 
needs as well as help parents to locate 
other a gencies providing non­
educa tional services for exceptional 
children. 

Copies of policies and procedures 
regarding programs for handicapped 
children are available on request from 
the superintendent's office in each local 
school district or from the Office for Ex­
ceptional Children, 8th Floor, Capital 
P laza Tower, Frankfort, Ky. 40601.

The end result is that the black top purchased for $200,000.00 
through that state contract, would normally have cost Floyd County, Kentucky, $291,000 based on current market prices. Other illustrations of the 
benefit of such an arra11gement has been a savings of $108.00 per grader tire that Floyd County has purchased. This new and progressive step has 
been presented to you as underhanded or illegal by Mr. Allen. 

DECEPTION NO. 2. Last week James Allen inferred that John M. Stumbo was responsible for Floyd County's solid waste's questionable lease on 
a portion of the landfill property near Garth, when in truth and fact at the time of Solid Waste entering into that lease between Floyd County Solid 
Waste and the private corporation involved, John Stumbo was a board member representing Educational District No. 3. That contractual agreement 
was negotiated, written, and signed 16 months before John M. Stumbo became your Floyd County Judge-Executive. Mr. Allen failed to make this clear, 
and he also failed to mention that John M. Stumbo, upon becoming Floyd County Judge-Executive, tightened and reformed the administration of Floyd . J

DECEPTION NO. 3. James Allen has said "is it any wonder John Stumbo resigned from the school board" to become Floyd County Judge-Executive, thereby implying that John Stumbo had a resignation 
forced upon him. The truth of the matter is that James Allen, along with several other individuals, actively sought out John Stumbo and encouraged him to step down from Educational District No. 
3 to accept the Democratic nomination for Floyd County Judge-Executive. At that time, Mr. Allen and his cohorts well knew John M. Stumbo's record on the board and considered it an asset to his 
qualifications for Floyd County Judge-Executive. ·

Regional Commission (for the Mud Creek Clinic) $320,000.00; for water line extensions, $60,000.00; from the Kentucky Housing Corporation, $197 ,000.00; from HUD, $2,868,000.00; for the housing 
project at lvel, $2,500,000.00. These funds, when totaled, exceed all monies received by Magoffin, Johnson, and Martin County, combined during the same two-year period. Floyd County was exceeded 
in total Federal funds received only by Pike County, but if calculated based on the respective populations of Pike and Floyd County, Floyd County citizens, in fact, were in receipt of more Federal 
funds than those of any adjoining county. 

Such half truths and deceptions as illustrated by the above have been spread and fueled by monies spent at an unprecedented rate in the Floyd County Judge-Executive election. Much of this 

information has been and will continue to be brought into many of your homes by mass mailing. Mr. Allen has made no secret of his retaining a "professional" to reshape public opinion, but we 

will not stand by idly while he 11reshapes" the facts. 

John Stumbo says, 11Frankly, I am surprised at Mr. Allen's zeal fo.r mud-slinging and character assassination, especially when just a few short months ago I enjo~ed his support and apparent friendship. 

But, again, no one holds the strings on me as are held on him. Admittedly I am not a lawyer, nor do I have a campaign fueled by tens of thousands of dollars, but one need not be a lawyer or have 

strong financial backing to have dreams of a better life for Floyd County, and a willingness to work to achieve it. During the short time that I have been in this office, most of my energy has been 

directed toward re-establishing stability in your county finances and moving the county budget into the black. Now that we are in a solvent and debt free position, I request your vote and support 

to give me an opportunity to work to move Floyd County forward.
