Floyd Students Yet Rank 
Low in New Test Scores 

In publicizing the results of student 
• test scores this week, the state Depart­

ment of Education yielded in some 
respects to criticism voiced by school of­
ficials here that earlier district-by­
district rankings drew unfair attention 
to Floyd's low scores. 

This year, the state's 180 school 
districts ar €'!! ql by deciJes ...... 
that is, on 10 levels, with 10 percent of 
the school districts at each level. 

The state appears also to have ac­
cepted in part the Floyd administrators' 

· contention that the schools receive an 
undue share of the blame for low test 
scores unless a fuller picture is given of 
other factors, such as the financial and 
human resources available in the com­
munity, which have a bearing on student 

achievement. Besides test scores, infor­
mation provided this year-also in 
decile rankings-includes such data as 
local tax support, per-pupil spending. 
assessed property values, and poverty 
level . 

Test scores this year show Kentucky 
students as a whole doing somewhat bet­
ter than the national norm--but Floyd 
students falling below the norm-in the 
four grades that took the full battery qf 
tests last spring. Students in all grades 
were also tested this year on their 
mastery of essential skills in reading 
and math. 

A comparison with earlier scores 
shows Kentucky students continuing to 
"edge their way upward" in relation to 
national standards, Superintendent of 

Marine Corpsman 29 Years, 
Floyd Man Eyes Film Career 

There's an old saying that declares, 
"One thing leads to another." In the case 
of former Floyd county resident William 
"Bill" Dower, dedication and hard work 
in the military have led to the edge of 
fame and fortune . 

Dower, 46, a Wheelwright native now 
living in San Diego, Calif., was the man 
responsible for making Louis Gossett, 
Jr. so menacing as the drill instructor 
in the motion picture, An Officer and a 
Gentleman. He was given the assign­
ment because he was at that time a 
Marine master gunnery sergeant, and 
the corps' chief drill instuctor on the 
West Coast, responsible for training the 
men who trained the regular drill 
instructors. 

"I was given the script and saw that 
what they had needed improvement," 
he said. "I made 1t more down to earth, 
realistic. I showed him (Gossett) how to 
walk, talk and act like a drill instructor. 
He did it, and was very easy to work 
with. The result was an Academy Award 
(or Louis Gossett." 

Dower, the second oldest of Lily 
Hood's nine children, joined the Marines 
in 1956 at the age of 17. Mrs. Hood, who 
still lives in Wheelwright, had to give 
consent for her son to enlist, because of 
his age. She was reluctant at first, but 
agreed after he pleaded for her blessing. 
Dower said it was important for him to 
join up with the Leathernecks because 
of an intense patriotism and an affinity 
he had always felt for the Corps. 

"I joined the day after I graduated 
from high school, along with my cousin, 
Donald Ray Parker, and Harry Brank," 
a friend. he sa1d. "The main reason I 
did it was because people said I couldn't. 
They were the toughest branch, the first 
to fight. Even as a kid during the Korean 
War, I'd get the paper to check on the 
Marines. I was very patriotic, and it just 
hit home." 

Dower said he didn't plan, however, 
to make a career of the Marine Corps. 
"I didn't dream I'd stay in this long," 
said the veteran of three tours of duty 
in VietNam. 

Now, after 29 years as a Marine, 
Dower is excited about his new career 
in the entertainment industry. In addi· 
tion to coaching Gossett, Dower wrote 
and starred in one of the more successful 
home-exercise videotapes and record 
albums, The Armed Fore~ Workout. 
His most recent project is an 

autobiography which he expects to be 
published this fall. 

In addition to all this. Dower has been 
a guest on such television programs as 
Good-Morning, America, Hour Maga­
zine, PM Magazine, 20/20, Today, and 
local programs in St. Louis and San 
Diego. And, just recently, he conducted 
a motivational and physical fitness 
seminar in :'-lew York for advertising ex­
ecutives from all over the world. He said 
he had been chosen "from all the other 
exercise albums on the market." 

Dower credits his success to many 
things. He says the reason the exercise 
video and album are so successful is that 
he's not "just a movie star doing this on 
the side. I've been teaching Marines." 
That commitment to physical fitness, 
he feels, brought him another kind of 
success after he was wounded during his 
second tour in Viet Nam. 

"The doctors said I would never walk 
again," he said, "but I proved them 
wrong with exercise. I was paralyzed 
from the waist down, but I kept practic­
ing isometrics and one day my toe mov­
ed. I was in excellent physical condition 
before I was wounded. or I might have 
been dead.' ' 

But Dower also credits a higher 
authority for his healing. 

"I thank the Lord and the people of my 
home town, Wheelwright. It just goes to 
show how close-knit Kentuckians are,'' 
he said. "I was lying in a hospital bed 
in Tokyo, and the Rev . Terry and some 
others got together in my mother's 
house and prayed. God doesn't know any 
distances." 

As might be expected, Dower has 
nothing to do with drugs or anything else 
harmful to the body. 

"Your body should be a temple," he 
said. "You've only got this one. You 
should be careful what you put into it 
We're all umque. I've been preaching 
that everywhere." 

This belief was hammered home for 
Dower while in Viet :'-lam. He said the 
communists would recruit children to 
sell marijuana cheaply to American 
troops "to Weaken them." Later, he 
said, civilians unwittingly did the same 
thing to the Marines stationed in San 
Diego Dower said when he saw the 
problem developing stateside, he went 
undercover with the military police to 
quelch it, and with great success. 

Public Instruction Alice McDonald said

"I'd like to get into radio and TV voice­
overs, ·• said Dower, who clearly has 
potential in that area. with a voice both 
articulate and commanding, as befits a 
man having spent so many years using 
his voice to motivate others. Now, 
however, he won't be using it to call peo­
ple · 'Slimey Worms, '· as he did in the old 
days. Instead of intimidating people, he 
says he now seeks to motivate and enter· 
tain them 

From here on in, the sky's the limit. 
Dower says he's talked to filmakers 
about turning his autobiography into a 
movie, and from there- who knows? 

"Wheelwright is a small town," he 
said. ''The road just ends there. But I 
don't care how small the town, God's 
given you a brain and a body. God 
recognizes success. be it in Wheelwright 
or in Hollywood. You ha,·e to be your 
own man or woman. Here I am, I've had 
Hollywood come to my door looking for 
me." 

Dower cautioned against resting on 
one's laurels A favorite saying of his 
seems to sum up his life so far: "He who 
remains complacent with the zeals of 
yesterday and the present will always be 
denied the fortunes and successes of 
tomorrow.''

Ruling in Floyd Tipple Case 
May· Affect Other Operations 

In a decision settling a three-year-old 
lawsuit brought by residents of Din­
wood, near Martin, against a coal tipple 
operating there, a federal judge has rul­
ed that all coal-processing plants and 
tipples in Kentucky are subject to 
surface-mining regulations, regardless 
of their distance from coal mines. 

In the decision, which was handed 
down last Tuesday in U.S. District Court 
in Covington, Judge William 0. 
Bertelsman struck down a 1982 Ken­
tucky regulation which exempted from 
stripmine regulations tipples and 
preparation plants that are not located 
near a mine site and that do not wash 
coal. 

Thomas FitzGerald, an attorney for 
the plaintiffs, said Bertelsman's order 
will result in closure of some coal 
tipples-like the Dinco Coal Sales tipple 
at Dinwood-located within 300 feet of 
residences and will subject others that 
have been in operation since 1977 to con­
trols on dust emissions, water pollution 
and transportation regulations.

Natural Resources and Environmental 
Protection Cabinet, said Kentucky won't 
be able to change its current rule 
without action by the 1986 General 
Assembly to change a 1982 state law. 

The suit decided last week was filed 
by three environmental groups, as well 
as seven Dinwood residents, shortly 
after the Reagan administration approv­
ed a proposed plan for giving Kentucky 
primary responsibility for enforcing the 
1977 federal surface-mining law. Prior 
to that, enforcement was primarily the 
responsibility of federal officials . The 
1982 rule by which Kentucky restricted 
the application of the stripmining law 
was adopted with the approval of former 
U.S. Interior Secretary James Watt, 
who proposed to change the federal rule 
to match it. 

A subsequent lawsuit resulted in a rul­
ing by a federal court in Washington, 
D.C.last year, which held tbat Watt's ef­
forts to exempt offsite coal-crushing 
facilities "is contrary to the statute and 
cannot stand." Last week's ruling puts 
state officials " under a more stringent 
time frame" to expand the applicabili­
ty of rules affecting tipples and process­
ing plants, FitzGerald said. 

Bertelsman also ordered Kentucky to 
allow all of its stripmine inspectors- not 
just those with more than two years' 
experience- to close down surface 
mines if they believe significant harm 
to people or the environment is 
imminent. 

In addition, tbe court strengthened the 
rights of ordinary Kentuckians to pro­
tect stripmine permits. 

Say Girl Mauled 
In Attack by Dog 

An attack by a large dog on a nine­
year-old girl at Dewey Dam last April 
has left the youngster permanently 
disfigured, according to a suit filed in 
Floyd Circuit Court. 

Charles and Diana Webb allege in the 
suit that a Doberman Pinscher in the 
care of Michael Wallen, of Prestons­
burg, attacked Mary Jane Webb near 
the dam last April14. They are seeking 
$2500 for her alleged disfigurement, and 
also her medical and court costs.

School Closes 
After Pickets 
Oppose Opening 

An already uneasy situahon at the 
Garret Elementary School erupted into 
confrontation Monday as angry parents 
formed a picket line, tw-ning away buses 
and closing down the school. 

An 18-member parents' committee 
had been formed to study the situation 
after the school's oldest building began 
rapidly deteriorating two weeks ago. 
This committee and other parents met 
Sunday with principal Ralph O'Quinn. at 
which time it was decided by a 33·7 vote 
to have school Monday in the old high 
school building, already used for years 
as part of the grade school. 

But several parents were concerned 
that the building was not capable of safe­
ly housing the additional children and 
did not want school to resume before the 
building was inspected by a structural 
engineer. They said they felt the other 
parents voted to have school because 
O'Quinn told tbem there would be school 
Monday, regardless. 

They decided to take matters into 
their own hands. Architect Randy Bur­
chett, of Burchett and Associates, of 
Martin, was called in to render an opi­
nion after the pickets refused to allow 
children into the building. Burchett said 
the structure was "unsafe at this time,'' 
citing the need for a complete replace­
ment of the structural floor system 
downstairs, and additional support 
beams for the top floor. He said school 
should not be resumed in that building 
until these improvements had been 
made, and that it would take two weeks 
or more to complete them.

One of the largest courtroom crowds 
seen here for some time gathered 
yesterday <Tuesday), drawn by a 
dispute between the Beaver Creek Lit­
tle League and a Martin baseball team. 

About 50 persons, 13 of them sub· 
poenaed by the Little League, appeared 
in Floyd Circuit Court for a hearing on 
the league's request to dissolve a court 
order issued 18 days earlier.

As it happened, the issues in the 
dispute did not come up for discussion 
in court, Circuit Judge Hollie Conley sus­
taining the Little League's motion on the 
procedural grounds that the Martin 
Reds had failed to file a request for a 
permanent injunction against the 
league. 

According to Jerry Patton, the Little 
League attorney, the dispute originated 
with an August 5 game at which Martin 
Reds fans, some players. and team 
coach Charles Lafferty were alleged to 
have harassed an umpire. Some were 
said to have threatened the official and 
one report said a knife was drawn dur­
ing the fracas.

"So, when we go to a big show like the 
New York one, we are really there to 
promote Kentucky and all of its craft in­
dustry," said Luallen. "Our graphic 
displays, a continuous video show that 
plays at our section and all of our 
marketing information and publicity are 
directed to that end." And she added, 
" We feel very positive about our crafts 
marketing efforts. Craft sales figures, 
national attention, increased participa­
tion by the state's crafters- all tell us 
we're makmg worthwhile progress.

You see them most every day during 

the summer: Vans hauling horses and 
plainly labeled as such, or pick-ups and 
autos pulling trailers which may contain 
only one or as many as six horses. 

Kentucky probably has more horse 
shows per summer than any other state 
in the nation, and during weeks when 
there are numerous shows in one area­
and sometimes when there is only one 
big show which attracts as many as 500 
horses-the trailers can cause traffic 
slow-ups. 

Before you cuss the dr1ver of the truck 
or trailer too severely, consider one of 
the problems he is facing-the danger of 
overheating a horse that's either quite 
valuable or a beloved companion. 

Hyperthermia-variously called heat­
stroke, sunstroke, heat exhaustion or 
heat cramps-is a disturbance of the 
body's mechanism to regulate heat, a 
result of high environmental temper­
ature, high humidity and inadequate 
ventilation. 

All domestic animals are susceptible 
to it, though more commonly affected 
are dogs confined to close quarters in hot 

• 
weather <as in being locked in a closed 
car for even a few minutes) and large 
animals being hauled or driven in 
vehicles with inadequate ventilation. 

Principal indicators of heat exhaus­
tion are weakness, muscle tremors and 
collapse. There may be rapid pulse 
though the body temperature is not 
necessarily elevated. The onset of the 
signs is not as sudden as with heat­
stroke, which requires immediate atten­
tion and gives much the same signs ex­
cept that they come on rapidly. 

Heat cramps are severe muscle 
spasms, with cessation of sweating in 
animals other than dogs. 

Vomitmg, diarrhea and a staring ex­
pression in the eyes are not uncommon. 

First aid for victims of hyperthermia 
consists of cooling the animal, prefer­
ably by running cold water over the 
animal or immersing it in cold water if 
possible Animals which are small 
enough to be moved sh uld be taken to 

• a shaded area. 
If you value the animal, it is best to 

send for a veterinarian immediately, but 
do not discontinue cooling the animal's 
body. 

Veterinarians are trained in more 
specilized measures, such as cold water 
enemas which copl the body internally 
(this should be stopped as soon as the 
body temperature approaches normal), 
administration of saline solutions to 
replace electrolytes and chemicals to 
prevent cerebral swelling. 

Hyperthermia is best treated by 
prevention, and most occurances are 
preventable. 

Those who carry their pets with them 
in their automobiles should remember 
that when the car is running and the air 
conditioner on, they have a false sense 
of actual temperature compared to the 
environment. If they park in the sun and 
leave the windows up, heat rise inside 

• 
the car is dramatic and rapid. It is best 
not to leave animals in locked cars. If 
you must, park in the shade and leave 

• 

two windows cracked to allow for cross 
ventilation. 

Horses in closed trailers can overheat 
as well. Be sure the truck or trailer had 
adequate ventilation. Once at the 
destination, unload the animal as quick­
ly as possible. 

Most important, perhaps, is to simp­
ly pay attention to the animal when the 
weather is extremely warm and humid. 

Your veterinarian is competent to 
treat such emergency cases and can 
usually respond immediately to 
emergencies. 

He also can give you common sense 
tips, tailored to your particularly needs, 
on how to prevent this from happening.

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None of the three wore seat belts it 
was said. The tragedy was investigated 
by State Trooper Todd Henson, the 
sheriff's department, Prestonsburg 
police and Coroner Roger Nelson. 

The Stumbo cousins were painters, 
employed by the Meade Construction 
Company. Stephen Isaac Stumbo was a 
son of Mrs. Nola Stephens Stumbo, of 
West Prestonsburg, and the late Isaac 
Stumbo. Besides his mother he is sur­
vived by one daughter, Stephanie, and 
a s~ster, Sandra Haines, both of Dayton, 
Oh10. Milton Taylor Stumbo was a son 
of Edith Slone Stumbo, of West Pres­
tonsburg, and the late Loran Stumbo. 
His survivors include his mother, two 
sons, Milton Ray and Toby Wayne, a 
brother, Loran Stumbo, Jr., and one 
sister, Teresa Stumbo Prater, all of the 
West Prestonsburg vicinity. · 

The Stumbo cousins were grandsons 
of the late Taylor and Rhoda Fitzpatrick 
Stumbo. Their joint funerals were held 
at 11 a.m. Tuesday from the chapel of 
the Floyd Funeral Home, the Rev. Ted 
Nelson officiating. Both were buried in 
the Stumbo family cemetery on the Mid­
dle Creek road. 

Miss Hayden was a daughter of Gene 
and Garnet Collins Hayden, of West 
~restonsburg. Besides here parents, she 
1s survived by two brothers, Gene 
Hayden, Jr and Martha Lee Hayden, of 
West Prestonsburg, and one sister, 
Thelma Ferguson, of Water Gap. 

Her funeral was conducted today 
<Wednesday) at 11 a .m. from the Church 
of God of Prophecy, West Prestonsburg, 
the Revs. Jerry Smith and Robert 
Varney officiating. Burial was in David­
son Memorial Gardens at I vel, the Floyd 
Funeral Home directing. 
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in the seventh and 49.2 in the lOth. That 
gives Floyd an overall score of 47.7 and 
places it in the first, or lowest, decile in 
the state. 

Lawrence county students also scored 
47.7. Only five districts in the state­
Leslie county. 47.6, Lewis and Whitley 
counties, 47.0, Magoffin, 46.8, and Knox, 
46.6- scored lower. 

Of the four grades tested, Floyd third 
graders scored 47.6 (first decile); fifth 
grade, 44.5 <first decile); seventh grade, 
49.6 (second decile); and lOth grade, 49.2 
(third decile). 

"We urge that those looking at a 
district's achievement on the tests also 
consider the district's ranking on other 
factors affecting achievement," 
McDonald said in a press release. The 
other factors include per-pupil expen­
ditures for instruction ; total per-pupil 
expenditures, including instruction, ad­
ministration , transportation and 
operating costs ; pupil-teacher ratio; at­
tendance rate ; dropout rate ; local funds 
provided for instruction ; percentage of 
school revenue coming from local funds ; 
socioeconomic information; and assess­
ed property values. 

"A district that ranks high in student 
achievement is likely to rank high in 
these other factors as well," McDonald 
said. "However, 1t's obvious from a 
study of the district profiles that there 
are exceptions to this rule- that some 
districts are high in achievement despite 
higher class sizes or unfavorable 
economic factors ." 

In money spent per student, pupil­
teacher ratio, and attendance rate, 
Floyd ranks in the lowest decile. In 
assessed property values and local 
money spent on education, this county 
is in the second lowest decile. In percen­
tage of economically deprived 
households, Floyd is on the third lowes t 
level. 

Among neighboring counties, John­
son, with a score of 53.7, and Pike, 52.4, 
both place in the third decile, while the 
inQependent city schools- Paintsville, 
64.1 and Pikeville, 62.7- each placed in 
the top or lOth decile. 

While the state's top-scoring districts 
are frequently small systems in relative­
ly affluent communities, some figures in 
the state report suggest that social and 
economic conditions do not alone ac­
count for a district's performance. Nine 
districts with higher percentages of poor 
families than Floyd, for example, also 
scored higher on the tests. Among them, 
Breathitt, Clay and McCreary counties 
ranked in the second decile on test 
results, while Clinton, Wolfe, Morgan, 
Wayne, Rockcastle and Casey all plac­
ed in the third.

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O'Quinn said classes would be cancell­
ed at least until' after the Labor Day 
weekend. He told the parents that the 
new floor could be completed by that 
time, having ordered the materials as 
soon as Burchett told him what was 
needed, but was unsure about the sup­
port beams for the second floor, that 
type of construction job being out of his 
experience.

One 
mother charged that O'Quinn had 
threatened to have them arrested if they 
turned back the children. In general, 
though, most seemed to agree O'Quinn 
was doing the best job he could under the 
circumstances. 

One of the pickets said of their actions, 
"The bottom line was this needed to be 
done, and it 's a good thing we did it. " 
Another said she realized the children 
would have to go extra days in the sum­
mer to make up time lost now, but " al 
least those extra days will be spent in a 
safe building." 

Floyd School Superintendent E .P . 
"Pete" Grigsby said he had contacted 
the state school board as soon as the 
situation developed, to ask for emergen­
cy building funds, and found the county 
to be eligible for a loan of $250,000, in­
terest free for ten years, and possibly a 
grant as well. 

Grigsby said, however, that this 
money would go to correct immediate 
problems. The new school which parents 
demand is at best several years away, 
he said. 

And this type problem is likely to 
become widespread in the county, 
Grigsby speculated, as buildings get 
older and more crowded, with funds for 
new construction or repair continuing to 
be limited. The Floyd county school 
system is scheduled to receive around 
$9 million in July, 1987. The Garrett 
school is fourth on the list of projects to 
be funded. 

The parents' committee at Garrett 
has scheduled its next meeting for 
tonight <Wednesday> at 7 o'clock in the 
school gymnasium.

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Council Studies 
Insurance Needs 

Prestonsburg's city insurance was 
cancelled as of midnight last Sunday, 
but City Manager David Evans says 
other coverage has been arranged. 

In a Monday meeting of the city coun­
cil, it was disclosed that Prestonsburg's 
olri underwriter , Kentucky Insurance, 
has dropped the city, and, said Evans, 
coverage of other clients in the region. 

" I think they just pulled out of the 
area," he said. 

Though the upcoming cancellation 
was discussed at the council 's last 
meeting, a permanent insurer was still 
being sought Monday. ln fact, two coun­
cil members, Bill Ray Collins and Paul 
Hunt Thompson, sa id they checked Sun­
day night to make sure some kind of 
coverage was going to be provided. 
Thompson expressed concern that the 
city appeared to have waited until the 
last minute to address the problem. " We 
should have done something 30 or 60 
days ago when we still had coverage," 
he said. 

But Mayor Harold Cooley said a new 
insurer had been sought for some time, 
and that " the agent was to get back with 
us if he couldn't get coverage" before 
the policy expired. 

Evans said the city was now being 
covered by four separate companies 
and, as yet, premiums had not been set. 
The council voted to continue with the 
present companies for 60 days, while 
they could try to find the best arrange­
ment for the city. 

However, Roy Ramey, of Nationwide • 
Insurance, said he didn't feel the city 
" would find many companies who want 
your business." Ramey said his com­
pany was prepared to write the city a 
policy, but could not fix a premium un-
til he knew the uses of various city 
vehicles. 

Though Evans denied it after the 
meeting, several council members felt 
the cancellation was connected to the 
suit filed against Prestonsburg by Albert 
0. " Buddy" Gibson. Gibson is suing the 
city and four of its police officers for a 
combined total of over $5 million for 
allegedly using excessive force in a 
March Z7 arrest. 

Ramey said his compa ny could pro­
vide covera ge for such a situation, 
something the city has not had before. 
However, the price of such a policy 
would be high and would not cover the 
present suit, he said. 

In other acti the council ratified an 
earlier decisio to grant a waiver of pro- • 
perty taxes for the Glyn View Plaza 
shopping center over a 10-year period. 
Under this arrangement, the Plaza will 
voluntarily become part of the city, thus 
supplying revenue from occupational 
tax and business licenses, for a net gain 
of approximately $200,000 dollars for 
Prestonsburg. 

The amendment further stated tha t 
the " council will consider a waiver of 
property taxes or other incent ives to 
other business, new or existing, that will 
better the city both phys ically and 
financially." 

Thompson said the council "feels like 
Prestonsburg has been left behind by 
her sister cities up and down the Big 
Sandy," and that he, for one, was will­
ing to offer these incentives to business 
if it would help in developing the city. 

The council a lso voted to donate $200 
monthly to the E astern Kentucky 
Animal Shelter to supplement the salary • 
of a dog warden, whom, shelter presi­
dent Curtis Hugbes said, would be 
responsible for dog control throughout 
the county. 

, ughes stressed, however, that it 
would be about two months before the 
position could be filled and that the 
shelter would not be a ble to respond to 
calls before that time.

Farm, School 
Jobs in Decline 

A sharp decline in agricultural jobs 
and a drop in educational employment 
combined to push Kentucky's unemploy­
ment rate up from a revised 8.3 percent 
in June to a preliminary 9.1 percent in 
July 

Figures released by the Cabinet for 
Human Resources show the estimated 
number of Kentuckians who were out of 
work in July jumped by 14,100 over the 
June figure. 

Nationally the unemployment rate 
decreased from 7.5 percent in June to 7.4 
percent in July. The comparable state 
and national rates are not seasonally 
adjusted. 

"The loss of 10,000 agricultural jobs is 
seasonal," said state labor market 
analyst Ed Black$en. "Employment in 
this sector should pick up again in 
August when the tobacco harvest season 
begins.'' He said the loss of 6,600 jobs in 
education represents hourly employees 
of public school systems, the state's col­
leges and private schools. "Employ­
ment in this area should pick up again 
by September." 

The state's coal mining industry 
reported a loss of 800 jobs between June 
and July. "Our surveys show 39,100 peo- · 
pie were employed in bituminous coal 
mining in Kentucky in July, 1,700 fewer 
than in July 1984," Blackwell said. "This 
reflects a continued soft market for Ken­
tucky coal, partly because utilities built 
up their stockpiles last year in anticipa­
tion of a strike that never occurred." 

Employment also was down in manu­
facturing, as 1,200 fewer jobs were 
reported. 

Construction jobs rose by 2,000, 
finance, insurance and real estate by 
800, and transportation, communica­
tions and utilities by 700. 

Trade jobs increased by 500, bringing 
total employment in that sector to 
297,900, which is 16,800 higher than a 
year ago. "This shows we are continu­
ing our movement toward a trade­
oriented economy," Blackwell said. 

The state's labor force data for July 
was almost the same as a year earlier, 
when the rate also was 9.1 percent. The 
estimated number of Kentuckians work­
ing in July was 1,558,400, compared to 
1,572,900 in June and 1,558,300 in July 
1984. The unemployed numbered 156,100, 
compared to 142,000 in June and 156,300 
in July 1984. 

The state's civilian labor force figure 
for July stood at 1,714,500, compared to 
1,714,900 in June and 1,714,600 in July 
1984. The civilian labor force includes 
non-military people who are working 
and unemployed people who are looking 
for jobs. It does not include the jobless 
who are not seeking employment.

Squirrel Season May Be Better 
By ART LANDER, JR. 

The squirrel season in Kentucky open­
ed with a slight increase m the hunter 
success ratio as compared to 1984, ac­
cording to information received from 
Kentucky Department of Fish and Wild­
life Resources' regional law enforce­
ment supervisors in an informal 
telephone survey. 

While considerably more hunters 
were afield in '85 compared to '84, dur­
ing opening weekend in the 14 counties 
of the first district in western Kentucky, 
nearly the same number of squirrels 
were harvested. In 1984, the 655 hunters 
that were checked had harvested 1,350 
squirrels; this year, the 843 hunters 
checked had taken only four squirrels 
more, or 1,354, for a hunter success ratio 
of 1.606 squirrels per hunter. Last year's 
hunter success ratio in the first district 
was 2.061 squirrels per hunter. 

TAE KWON ~ DO 

Over the weekend of August 17-18, con­
servation officers checked 2,135 hunters 
in 114 of Kentucky's 120 counties, who 
had bagged a total of 2,807 squirrels. 
Eighty five hunters checked by conser­
vation officers had bagged their daily 
limit of six squirrels. The informal 
telephone survey is conducted annual­
ly as a means of subjectively compar­
ing hunter success on opening weekend, 
and is not related to the squirrel hunter 
attitude survey which is being conducted 
statewide throughout the 1985 season. 

In the 13 counties that make up the 
Ninth district of Eastern Kentucky, the 
'84 hunter success ratio for opening 
weekend was .496, whereas in '85 it 
dropped slightly to .449. It should be 
noted that poor weather conditions such 
as high winds or rainstorms are factors 
that can greatly affect hunter success. 
These factors can create quite an impact 
on the data collected for informal tele­
phone surveys, which are conducted to 
subjectively monitor hunter success 
over the years. 

The number of squirrels harvested per 
hunter during the opening weekend of 
the 1985 season (1.314) was higher than 
the three year average of 1.093 squirrels 
per hunter, but only slightly more than 
the 1984 success ratio of 1.183 squirrels 
per hunter. During the opening weekend 
of the 1984 season, the 1,928 hunters 
checked had harvested 2,282 squirrels. 

But, as any veteran squirrel hunter 
knows, the best hunting of the year 
doesn't generally occur until late 
September when most nuts mature, and 
squirrels congregate in their favorite 
trees. That's when "Mr. Bushytail" is 
most active, and considerably easier to 
locate and stalk, since he's making all 
sorts of racket cutting nuts and 
scampering from limb to limb in search 
of ripe mast, although some good early 
season hunting does occur as the 
hickories ripen in early September. 

Slight increases in the hunter success 
ratio during 1985 were noted in the sec­
ond, third, fourth, sixth and eighth law 
enforcement districts, while decreases 
in the hunter success ratio were noted 
in the fifth and seventh districts, as well 
as the first district in far western Ken­
tucky, and the mountainous ninth 
district in eastern Kentucky.

Found Not Guilty 
Of Beating Child 

After deliberating about three hours, 
a Floyd Circuit Court jury yesterday 
<Tuesday> acquitted a Harold man of a 
charge of child abuse. 

Jimmy Harvey, 22, had been accused 
by Thelma Joyce (Joy> Layne, 20, of 
severely beating their two-year-old 
daughter, Frances, in March last year. 
Miss Layne told investigators she fled 
with Frances to a women's shelter in 
Hazard after Harvey whipped the child 
with a belt around the legs, buttocks and 
face. "He never did like for her to cry," 
the mother said. 

But Harvey denied he had beaten his 
daughter. "I wouldn't do it to a dog, 
much less a kid," he said. His attorney, 
Janice Porter, suggested that Miss 
Layne had herself beaten the child-in 
a fit of anger, upon seeing Harvey "flir­
ting" with a 16-year-old babysitter. 

"If I had to sum up the defense in 10 
words or less, it would be, 'Hell hath no 
fury like a woman scorned,' " Porter 
told the jury. "If she <Layne) can't have 
him, she wants to make sure no one 
can." 

Assistant Commonwealth's Attorney 
Albert Burchett emphasized that there 
had been no evidence of child abuse in 
the 19 months that Frances lived alone 
with her mother but that "a pattern of 
verbal and physical abuse'' developed 
when Harvey joined the household. 
Moreover, " it would take a pretty strong 
person to mark that baby like she was 
marked," the prosecutor argued. 

The case turned in large part on the 
imprint of a hand left on the little girl's 
thigh, a photograph of which was pro­
jected onto a screen and measured by 
witnesses on both sides. Defense at­
torney Porter attempted to show that the 
bruising was caused by a hand con­
siderably smaller than Harvey's; the 
prosecutor insisted the injury was con­
sistent with a blow from the defendant's 
hand. 

If convicted of the charge Harvey 
could have been sentenced for up to 10 
years in the penitentiary.

Nightclub at Auxier 
ABC Decision Winner 

Operators of The Warehouse, an Aux­
ier nightclub, won a round last week in 
their ongoing dispute with some neigh­
bors, who claim the establishment is in­
tolerably noisy. 

An order issued by the state Alcoholic 
Beverage Control Board on August 20 
dismissed a charge filed by ABC field 
director Porter Collier, who found that 
"the licensed premises were permitted 
to become disorderly, in that the volume 
of live and recorded music ... was play­
ing excessively loud." 

In a hearing held on the question of 
whether the retail beer license of Rita 
Wells should be suspended or revoked, 
the board concluded that musk coming 
from The Warehouse could be heard as 
far as 270 feet from the site but that it 
was not loud enough to constitute a viola­
tion of law. 

The board also noted that the licensee 
had attempted to insulate the wall of the 
building on the side nearest to the ag­
grieved residents and had also con­
structed a band shell in an effort to fur­
ther reduce the noise .

ural Economic Woes 
Becoming Urban Worry 

Interest rates could climb to one and 
one-quarter percentage points as a 
direct result of what has been called the 
U.S. farm crisis. 

"The U.S. farm situation is such that 
unless there is some major legislative 
remedy soon, farm loan defaults could 
reach as high as $25 bilion. And losses 
of that magnitude will be absorbed 
through hiking interest rates," says 
Larry Jones, University of Kentucky 
Extension agricultural economist. 

A survey sponsored by Farm Journal, 
an agricultural trade magazine, show­
ed that 30 percent of U.S. farmers are 
curently in a heavy debt situation­
defined as a debt to asset ratio of more 
than 40 percent. That 30 percent holds 
63 percent of all farm debt, Jones said. 

"Nationally, we expect to lose about 
5 percent of these farmers annually for 
the next three years. If this were to hap­
pen we would have $25 billion in farm 
loan losses that the banking communi­
ty will have to absorb-likely by pass­
ing the losses onto other customers 
through higher interest rates," Jones 
said. 

In Kentucky, Jones said, the farming 
community has not yet been as hard hit 
by the farm crisis as farming com­
munities in other states, such as 
Nebraska, Iowa and Kansas. 

"We have areas of the state in which 
the farm crisis has already manifested 
itself- particularly in the western part 
of the state. But if legislative remedies 
are not forthcoming soon, the situation 
in Western Kentucky will worsen and 
spread into Central Kentucky," Jones 
said. 

"If current conditions continue for the 
next three years, we could lose up to 
10,000 farms in Kentucky," he said. 

Congress recessed without making 
substanbve plans to deal with the farm 
credit situation. When it reconvenes, it 
will have to tackle the difficult issue of 
providing for farm credit, Jones said. 

Repercussions from failure to deal 
with the farm crisis include not just con­
sumer interest rates. A study by Whar­
ton Econometrics suggests that over the 
next eight years the farm crisis could 
cut economic activity in the U.S. by as 
much as $50 billion and increase the 
federal deficit by $20 billion. In addition, 
the cost of failing to bolster the farm 
economy will mean the loss of an 
estimated 200,000 jobs, Jones said.

As 'Politics' Claimed 

A Floyd district court jury last week 
acquitted a man of a charge the defense 
claimed was politically motivated. 

Claude Gilliam, 19, of Wheelwright, 
w~s arrested May 27-the day before the 
prtmary election-and charged with 
disorderly conduct. Deputy Sheriff 
Harold "Beaver" Johnson said Gilliam 
used profane language and attempted to 
open the doors of a cruiser in which 
Gilliam's father and sister were already 
being held. 

The Gilliams had been attending a 
poli_tical rally for Paul Hunt Thompson, 
a rtval of Sheriff Henry Hale in the 
Democratic primary. When Raymond 
Gilliam was arrested by Johnson on a 
charge of drunkenness, his daughter, 
Kathryn Gilliam, 21, became involved in 
an argument with the arresting officer. 
Claude Gilliam said he also became in­
volved in the altercation when he saw 
Johnson holding his sister by her hair. 

Kathryn Gilliam was charged with 
assaulting a police officer and resisting 
arrest. Trial on the felony charges will 
~epend on whether a circuit court grand 
Jury next month hands down indict­
ments against her. 

Appearing last Thursday as a witness 
in her brother's behalf, Miss Gilliam 
said the arrest of the three family 
members was political. "On the way 
down (to the county jail in Prestons­
burg), all he <Johnson) talked about was 
the elections, " she said. 

Johnson denied the arrests were 
politically motivated. "They said it was 
a damn election scheme but it wasn't, '' 
he said. " I went there (to the scene of 
the rally) because neighbors called me.' ' 

Assistant County Attorney Dan 
Rowland urged the jury to "forget about 
the political issue." The point, he said, 
was that when Gilliam sought the 
release of his father and sister "he didn't 
just make a request. He was loud, he 
was boisterous, he was profane. It could 
turn into a really dangerous situation." 

Public Defender Sandra Simmons 
countered that the evidence would not 
bear such an interpretation. "The most 
they've proved is that the cops might 
personally have been annoyed by this 
family, " she argued. 

Had he been convicted, Gilliam could 
have been jailed for up to 90 days and 
fined $250. 

Gail Smith, 28, of Wheelwright, who 
was also arrested on a disorderly con­
duct charge the night of the Thompson 
rally, failed to appear in court Thursday 
and was convicted in her absence. 
Johnson said she became involved after 
he had arrested the Gilliams. 

"She told me, 'By God, if you take 
them you're going to take me, ' so I took 
her, too," the officer testified. She was 
ordered by District Judge Harold Stum­
bo to serve five days in the county jail 
and to pay $117 in fine, fees , and court 
costs.

Officer Fails 
To Press DUI 
Charge Here 

A Betsy Layne man accused of drunk 
driving saw charges dropped in district 
court here Thursday after the arresting 
officer failed to appear in court. 

In "reluctantly" moving for dismissal 
of a DUI charge against Barry L. Boyd, 
Asststant County Attorney Dan Rowland 
said, ''I'd like to go on record as being 
opposed to drunk driving, but we do need 
a prosecuting witness ." 

A representative of the Pikeville state 
police post told court officials the post 
had tried unsuccessfully for two days 
to contact Trooper Todd Henson, the ar­
resting officer. 

Boyd, 36, was arrested near midnight 
on June 3. Henson reported he was 
weaving on U.S. 23 at I vel and recorded 
a Breathalyzer reading of .18 percent. 

A drunk driving charge against 
Gregory A. Tackett, 27, of Drift, was 
amended to public intoxication when the 
arresting officer, who said he found 
Tackett asleep in his vehicle, admitted 
he could not prove Tackett was the 
driver. 

Dismissal of the one charge and 
reduction of the other came at the end 
of a week in which drunk driving cases 
crowded the court docket. A David 
motorist was convicted earlier of his 
third drunk driving offense since a 
tougher state law took effect last year; 
two other drivers were convicted of sec­
ond offenses. 

Kenneth Webb, 32, of David, was 
sentenced to 30 days in the county jail 
and ordered to pay $707 in fine, fees and 
court costs after pleading guilty to 
charges of drunk driving and driving on 
a suspended license. Webb was booked 
by Prestonsburg Police Sgt. Gerald 
Clark on South Lake Drive on March 23. 
He had two previous convictions, follow­
ing arrests last August and September. 

Convicted in their absence were two 
Martin men, Fred R. Mynhier, 38, and 
Ell Arnett, 27, both charged with drunk 
driving and driving on a suspended 
license. Bench warrants were issued for 
the two, each of whom received a 6Q-day

State Tax Rate Set 
Secretary Gary W. Gillis, of the Ken­

tucky Revenue Cabinet has announced 
that the 1985 state real estate property 
tax rate has been set at 22.0¢ per $100 of 
assessed valuation. The state real estate 
rate must be reviewed each year and ad­
justed as needed to ensure that no more 
than a 4% cumulative increase in 
revenues is realized over the previous 
year's. Because estimated 1985 growth 
in the real estate base is less than 4%, 
the 1985 rate of 22.0¢ is the same as the 
1984 rate. 

With the establishment of the 1985 real 
estate tax rate in a timely manner,local 
taxing districts statewide can be assured 
of being able to have tax bills prepared 
and collected as soon as the local tax 
rolls have been certified by the Revenue 
Cabinet and local tax rates have been 
properly established.

What "Wimp" Newsome remembers 
are the stories of soldiers who have died 
in a war's closing hours, victims of a 
cruel chance, sometimes after hostilities 
have been officially declared over in 
some far-off general's tent or in the 
chambers of a distant parliament. It still 
rattles him some to think of how easily 
he could have met the same fate. 

It didn't matter as much to him, 
Newsome said this week, as it did to 
many of his buddies that Congress of­
ficially declared last year, after res~r­
ching the historical record, that the USS 
Concord was the last American ship to 
have fired its guns in World War 11-
except for the eerie realization that he 
might easily have died in the war's final 
battle, days after atomic explosions had 
leveled Hiroshima and Nagasaki and ef­
fectively ended Japan's resistance. 

It was August 14, 1945 when the news 
of surrender crackled over a radio from 
the Concord's bridge. Newsome and his 
shipmates were cleaning the cruiser's 
six-inch guns, cannons that only two 
hours earlier were trading deadly 
108-pound shells with the enemy. Formal 
surrender would not come until 
September 2-40 years ago next 
Monday-but for one weary "kid from 
Left Beaver" it was finally over. 

Estill Newsome-the nickname Wim­
PY or Wimp came from the Popeye 
comic-strip character and recalls his 
youthful fondness for hamburgers­
grew up in Hi Hat and was a senior at 
Wheelwright High School in 1943 when 
the departure of older classmates, the 
stirring oratory of FDR and reports of 
naval battles in the Pacific made 
schoolwork appear intolerably dull. He 
enlisted that August. He had just turn­
ed 18. 

Now 60 and retired, Newsome has no 
desire to paint his two years in combat 
as somehow larger than life-he speaks 
indulgently of some former shipmates 
for whom the tales grow taller as the 
years grow longer. Enlisting took no 
special pluck when the whole country 
was swept up in a tide of patriotism and, 
if the navy is nobody's idea of the quiet 
life, it seemed to him much preferable 
to sitting in a foxhole or slogging across 
North Africa. 

Storms at sea turned out to be at least 
as frightening as actual combat, when 

the heavy, rhythmic labor of charging 
the Concord's dozen big guns left little 
time for thinking about anything but the 
job at hand. And then, in the Sea of 
Oshkosh, 90 miles off the coast of Japan, 
it was over. 

If he had to do it over he might have 
stayed in the navy, Newsome says now, 
but he came back to work in the 
mines-his father, Orbie Newsome, was 
foreman at Hi Hat Elkhorn-untill952, 
left again for a brief stint in the Fisher 
Body plant in Hamilton, Ohio, and 
returned to work for Hall Brothers 
Funeral Home until he retired, disabled 
with a heart condition, 10 years ago. 

If most of Newsome's wartime links 
are held together only tenuously by the 
nostalgic reunions which he now attends 
infrequently, one has endured. Waneta 
Price, trainee in a Charleston, W. Va. 
nursing school and a pen pal during his 
two years at sea, is his wife of 39 years. 

Their two children have long since 
grown up, in a world which, though 
hardly peaceful, is yet to see again the 
eruption of a global conflict. Son 
Michael, drafted for Vietnam 20 years 
ago, though subsequently turned down 
for medical reasons, was eager to follow 
his father into the navy. 

It was an enthusiasm the father didn't 
share. "I was proud he didn't run to 
Canada, but I didn't want him to go 
over," he said. "I knew what he was 
facing." 

Gallup Poll Surveys 
Esteem For Schools 

Parents of children attending a public 
school rate schools significantly higher 
than people without children in school, 
according to the 17th annual Gallup Poll 
of the Public's Attitudes Toward the 
Public Schools. 

The results of the poll will be publish­
ed in the September 1985 issue of the 
magazine, Phi Delta Kappa. 

"One of the most interesting things in 
this survey is the fact that those people 
with first-hand knowledge of the schools 
rate them considerably higher than 
those who do not have students in 
school," points out Mary Hatwood 
Futrell, president of the National Educa­
tion Association. 

Over 71 percent of parents of children 

,.-----------------------------------------~~ attending a public school give the 
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schools their children attend· a grade of 
A or B. Forty-three percent of the U.S. 
public give the public schools in their 
community a grade of A or B, and only 
'Z7 percent of the public give public 
schools in the nation a grade of A or B. 

The Phi Delta Kappan poll also con­
tinues to give teachers high marks. 
Almost half ( 49 percent> give teachers 
in local public schools a grade of A or B. 
This is almost equal to last year's figure 
of 50 percent, but up considerably from 
1981, when only 39 percent of the public 
graded teachers A or B. · 

On other issues: 
The public didn't find any "big prob­

lem" facing the public schools. Disci­
pline was named by the public as the 
biggest problem, but it was named by 
only 25 percent of the public polled. 

The public feels that teachers are 
underpaid. In 1985, one-third of 
Americans feel that teachers' salaries 
are too low; only six percent feel that 
salaries are too high. 

The most frequently cited problem 
that relates to the quality of schooling 
is "poor curriculum/standards," men­
tioned by 11 percent of the public . 

The public (73 percent) thinks that the 
movement toward home schooling is a 
bad thing for the nation. 

The public supports sex education pro­
grams for students by a 75 percent 
margin in high school and 52 percent in 
elementary school.

:\Iany people are shocked when they 
go to a nursery or garden center to buy 
a tree and see what one costs. Over the 
long run, however, trees are the least ex­
pensive part of permanent landscapes. 
Once they're planted, they may occa­
sionally be mulched, fertilized or 
sprayed, but we spend relatively little 
additional money on them, directly or 
indirectly.

Hunt Will Gauge Health 
Of Knott Co. Deer Herd 

A three-day bucks-only deer hunt will 
be held in Knott County this year to 
check on the health of the newly-stocked 
deer herd. 

The massive stocking of 500 deer in 
Knott county, which took two years to 
complete, is an experimental effort by 
the Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources to overcome the problem of 
excessive deer mortality in eastern Ken­
tucky, a problem which has thwarted 
past efforts to establish viable deer 
populations in the mountain counties. 

John Phillips, deer biologist with the 
department, says that the controJled 
hunt is the best method for obtaining a 
sufficient number of deer for determin­
ing the condition of the animals. A 
percentage of the herd must be taken so 
that information regarding the age 
structure and general health of the coun­
ty's deer population can be determined, 
and the department feels that hunters 
should benefit from the harvest. 

The three-day season is for antlered 
deer only, and will run from November 
9-11. It is expected that 35-50 animals will 
be harvested during the Knott County 
hunt. Biologists will be at check stations 
throughout the county to examine the 
deer and to collect biological informa­
tion which will be used to analyze the 
health and population size of the Knott 
County herd.

Unless you're in an area that lends 

itself to replacing a lawn with a total 
covering of trees and natural tree litter, 
you can't escape maintaining a lawn. 
But no one says the lawn has to be com­
posed totally of grass or turf. There are 
several other options including 
wildflowers <although this has unfor­
tunately led lo legal problems in some 
residential areas), low-growing 
spreading shrubs such as prostrate 
junipers and cotoneasters, perennials, 
herbs, and plants typically referred to 
as ,ground covers. 

Early fall <late August through 
September) is a good time to work up 
lawn areas <till or spade, test soil, app­
ly necessary fertilizers l to be replanted 
with ground covers. 

When you have prepared the site and 
are ready to plant, accurately space two 
rows before planting. The plants should 
not be planted in straight rows in both 
directions. One direction should be stag­
gered every other row (double stag­
gered rows> to give quicker spread, 
reduce soil erosion between plants and 
make the death of a plant or two less 
noticeable. Be sure to water the pl_ants 
in and mulch them generously <two to 
threee inch depth>. 

When trying to select the specific 
ground cover to use, consider the follow­
ing factors: exposure, soil type, 
moisture availability and drainage, 
heith renr•i>:"'~ment 'deCiduous vs.

terest (flowers, etc.), permanence, foot 
traffic, and surrounding vegetation. 
Look at the type of covers used in your 
neighborhood, and determine the grow­
ing conditions under which they are 
succeeding-or failing. <Avoid duplica­
tion).

Two other 
awards, the Governor's Exporter of the 
Year and the Corporate Citizen of the 
Year, will be presented at the luncheon. 

According to Secretary of Commerce 
Carroll Knicely, 129 new plants, 380 plant 
expansions, and 17 new supportive in­
dustries were announced between 
August last year and July of this year.

Update Earnings Report 
People getting Social Security benefits 

who made a report of their estimated 
earnings for 1985 early in the year should 
be sure to report any changes in their 
estimate that has taken place since the 
report was filed. Or, if they did not make 
a report because they did not expect to 
earn over the annual earnings limit but 
their circumstances have changed, they 
should also report this to the Social 
Security office. 

The monthly benefits of working peo­
ple are based on their estimate of earn­
ings reported on their annual earnings 
report to Social Security, due by April 
15 of each year. Failure to report ex­
pected earnings over the limit could 
result in an overpayment. The law states 
that overpayments must be repaid 
either through deductions from future 
checks or through refunds. 

In 1985, the earnings limits are $7,320 
for people 65 through 69 and $5,400 for 
people under 65. People 70 and over dur­
ing all of 1985 are not affected by the 
earnings test. 

Failure to report changes in earnings 
is one of the major causes of overpay­
ments . 

Letters will go out next month to peo­
ple in target groups most likely to be 
overpaid because of excess earnings. 
The letters ask people to update their 
estimates of 1985 earnings, if necessary, 
to avoid overpayment problems. 

Many people wait until after the end 
of the year when they file their annual 
report to notify Social Security of earn­
ings over the annual lim1t. However, by 

GED Program Expanded 
During the fall of 1984, 200 adults in 

eastern Kentucky were screened and 
enrolled in KET's GED Study-at-Home 
pilot project. Of the 200 who were enroll­
ed and completed the course of study, 
lll were tested, with 86 adults earning 
their GED certificates. 

Due to the success of this initial pilot 
project, and the cooperative efforts of 
KET, the Kentucky Department of Edu­
cation, the Ashland Oil Foundation, and 
Job Training Partnership Act through 
the Kentucky Department of Employ­
ment Services, this program will be ex­
panded statewide beginning this fall. 
Funds have been made available to 
recruit, deliver instruction, and provide 
support for adults who cannot attenq 
traditional GED classes or center& 
because of transportation, child carE:!~ 
problems, work schedules, or a desire 
for privacy. 

Fall promotion begins in September 
when adults can call? toll-free number 
11-800-KET-4-GED> to enroll. Potential 
students will be screened by a short in 
~erview with adult education personnel. 
Each student agrees to take a pre-test 
by mail, and, if accepted, watch 43 half­
hour GED television programs, study 
with workbooks that are mailed to them, 
s;all in problems or questions, complete 
a post-test <GED Practice Test) by mail, 
and then take the GED test in the spring. 

Students pay only $15, which partial­
ly covers the expenses for three work­
books, postage, and the GED exam fee . 
After students complete all steps of the 
program, they receive a certificate for 
a waiver of the GED test fee. Students 
also receive periodic motivational mail­
ings and newsletters giving GED 
information. 

The goal of this year's effort is to 
enroll 100 adults throughout the state 
and to make Kentucky first in the nation 
in the improvement of the percentage of 
adults who have a high school diploma 
or GED.

GOATS

Kentucky Veterinary Medical Association 
Of increasing importance in Ken­

tucky, as well as in the nation, is the low­
ly goat. 

The common joke about the animal is 
that it will eat anything and is smelly. 
And, while their odor is offensive to 
many people and admitting their tastes 
are somewhat unique, even in the 

. animal world-the goat has a long 
history of usefulness to man, dating 
back to a period of time before written 
history records were kept. 

The dairy goat's association with man 
covers several areas of utility. Children 
often find the animal a loving pet, affec­t tionate and playful, and capable of pull­
ing them in a small wagon. 

Its meat-called chevon-is a delicacy 
for some palates, and can be barbecued, 
baked, fried, broiled and stewed. Its 
hide, properly cured, is soft and fine 
grained, and used to manufacture many 
kinds of quality leather goods. 

Even its pellitized droppings are 
useful; they make an excellent organic 
fertilizer. 

The main interest of late is in its milk. 
,Many observers agree there is no 
perceptible difference between the 
flavor of properly handled goat milk and 
cow's milk. Goat milk, however, does 
appear to be whiter than whole cow's 
milk, and butter and cheese made from 
goat's milk are white. 

While it is not regarded as a miracle 
food or cure-all, it does have distinct 
characteristics which make it benefi­
cial. The fat globules are smaller than 
those in cow's milk and the curd is softer 

f and smaller, making digestion easier. 
Many persons who are allergic to 

cow's milk tolerate and thrive on goat's 
milk. 

From the farmer's viewpoint, the goat 
is an efficient animal. Small and easily 
handled, it can be kept on small parcels 
of land. The ratio of feed to milk is 
favorable economically. 

Dairy goats have a lifespan of eight to 
twelve years and have been kept sue-* cessfully in all climates. They have a 
strong herding instinct and prefer the 
companionship of at least one other 
go.at. 

They graze well on Kentucky 
pastures. 

Goats are susceptible to essentially 
the same diseases as cattle, and most 
Kentucky veterinarians with large 
animal practices are knowledgeable in 
this field, both in training and in 
practice.

" Recent rains kept most Kentucky 
farmers out of their fields , but the rain 
also supplied a needed boost to crops, 
especially late-planted crops," says 
Agriculture Commissioner David E. 
Boswell of the state crop situation. 

"We were afraid for awhile that our 
good luck with rainfall amounts this 
summer was going to change, but this 
rain put us back in good shape again," 
Boswell said. 

The moisture levels across the state 
are rated as 10 percent surplus, 68 per­
cent adequate and 22 percent short. 

On the days suitable for fieldwork, the 
primary farm activities included weed 
control on soybeans, haying, a limited 
amount of corn harvest and tobacco top­
ping, cutting and housing. 

" Burley cutting is well under way at 
18 percent complete,'' Boswell said. Last 
year, burley cutting was only 4 percent 
complete at this date. 

"The tobacco is rated as 14 percent ex­
cellent, 66 percent good, 19 percent fair 
and 1 percent poor," Boswell said. "This 
indicates a pretty good crop." 

Corn develogment continues to be 
several weeks ahead of the average. A 
few early-planted fields were harvested 
last week. Silage harvest is also under 
way. 

"Statewide, 88 percent of the crop is 
in the dough stage or beyond, compared 
with 70 percent last year and an average 
of 73 percent. Denting has occurred on 
56 percent of the crop, compared with 26 
percent last year and 35 percent on the 
average," Boswell said. 

The condition of the corn is reported 
as 25 percent excellent, 64 percent good 
and 11 percent fair. 

Late-planted soybeans were prime 
beneficiaries of the rain. Crop condition 
was reported as 13 percent fair , 70 per­
cent good and 17 percent excellent, im­
proved from last week. 

Soybeans are now 82 percent bloom­
ing or beyond, compared with 71 percent 
last year and an average of 73 percent. 
As of Sunday, Aug. 18, pods were being 
set on 42 percent of the acreage, ahead 
of last year's 30 percent and 32 percent 
for the average.
