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A multi-million-dollar lawsuit filed in 
Pike C1rcuit Court shortly before 
Chnstmas seeks compensation for 
former employees of a Pikeville 
junkyard who claim their health was 
jeopardized by exposure to toxic 
chemicnls. 

Principal defendant in the suit is the 
Monsanto Company, manufacturer of a 
lubricant once used in the construction 
of electrical transformers. The lubricant 

, was rich in synthetic compounds called 
polychlorinated biphenyls <PCBs>, 
which have long been known to cause 
toxic effects in workers exposed to them 
over long per10ds 

The exposure of employees at the 
former Libby Iron and Metal Co. yard 
on the Williamson road was first brought 
to public attention a year ago in an ex­
clusive Floyd County Times story, which 
reported that soil samples taken from 
the site by state environmental inspec­
tors showed PCB levels as high as 1000 
parts per million. It was the first record­
ed instance of PCB pollution in eastern 
Kentucky. 

At the time, the site-next to the Pigg­
ly Wiggly supermarket in the Town and

Two new fire protection districts were 
established by fiscal court order Mon­
day, the latest in a series of actions 
prompted by rising homeowners' insur­
ance costs.

The 1984 conviction of an Estill man 
in the killing of two brothers there was 
reversed recently by an appeals court 
and the case was ordered to be tried 
anew .

ln r~W.'t;Sing the ju~,gment handed 
down in May, 1984 by the Floyd Circuit 
Court, the Supreme Court of Kentucky 
held that trial judge Hollie Conley erred 
in not excluding one of the jurors in the 
case and that Commonwealth's At­
torney James R. Allen may have pre­
judiced the case against the defendant 
by suggesting in his closmg argument 
that Martin may have earlier killed his 
wife. 

Accordmg to testimony in the case, 
Martin, a gas station operator, was once 
a close friend of Walter Lazar but fell out 
with him when he learned he was hav­
ing an affair with Martin's wife, Linda. 
Linda Martin, a schoolteacher here, was

found dead at home about a month later, 
an apparent suicide. A Knott count cor­
oner ruled the death accidental. 

Witnesses said Walter Lazar blamed 
Martin for his wife's death. Their enmity 
culminated in a gunfight in Lazar's 
home, which left Martin wounded and 
the Lazar brothers dead, on August 15, 
1983. Martin contended he shot the two 
men in self defense. 

In his appeal, in which he was repre­
sented by a Lexington attorney with the 
state Office of Public Advocacy, Martin 
said he was prejudiced by the pro­
secutor's implying that he had 
murdered his wife. ''We don't know how 
she met her death," Commonwealth At­
torney Allen said in his closing argu­
ment. "We don't know who did it." 

"We are not prepared to say that the 
implications in <Allen's) statement did 
not result in prejudice to (Martin),'' the 
appellate judges said. 

The other ground cited by the appeals 
court for reversing the lower court rul­
ing was Judge Conley's refusal to 
dismiss Larry Schuster, who was to 
become foreman of the trial jury. In pre-

Floyd Bridge Jobs To Cost 
State Almost $4 Million 

The two major Floyd county bridges 
being replaced this year by new con­
struction no longer play the key roles in 
transportation that they once did, but 
they're there, still used by many people, 
and the state is investing upwards of $4 
million in the new bridges to make 
travel as safe as possible. · 

One is the bridge under construction 
across the Big Sandy at Allen, at one 
time the vital link between KY 80 and US 
23, but now less heavily used because 
KY 80 has been rerouted from Water 
Gap to Martin. Construction of the new 
span by G & G Contracting, Williams­
burg, Ky., was 34% complete as of Dec. 
8, the Pikeville district office, state 
Department of Transportation, said. 
The bridge itself and approaches will 
cost $1,812,132, with right-of-way ac­
quisition adding about $490,000 to the 
overall outlay on the project. 

The second bridge construction pro­
ject will replace the 58-year-old span 
across the Big Sandy at Cliff. Original­
ly built as a key link on US 23, it is now 
of more local importance, since the 

main highway follows the river north to 
Paintsville and points north. It is mam­
ly used by traffic to the heavily popu­
lated Little Paint and Abbott Creek sec­
tions and the developing area down­
stream from Cliff. 

Contract on the Cliff bridge was 
recently awarded to the Prestons­
burg-based firm of Bush & Burchett 
Inc., on its low bid of $1,950,000. The twO: 
lane structural steel span with concrete 
deck will be located a few yards down­
stream from the old bridge and will be 
approximately 600 feet in length. 

Joe A. Burchett, member of the con­
tracting firm, said this week the begin· 
ning of construction waits only on two 
thmgs-a work order and the weather": 
Work is expected to begin by March 1. 
!he c~ntractors h~ve 200 working days 
m whtch to do the JOb but they expect its 
completion late this year. 

As in the case of the Allen bridge the 
Cliff contract includes the removal of the 
old bridge which will be open to traffic 
until the new construction is completed. 

Evans Announces City Plan 
For Youth Center at Park 

Prestonsburg teenagers will have a 
new place to gather and socialize soon. 
if plans for a youth center at Archer 
Park materialize. 

City Administrator David Evans said 
construction is set to begin in the old pool 
ticket office to convert it to a combina­
tion grill-youth center, with completion 
targeted for spring. The existing grill 
near the park entrance will be closed, 
with the building being converted to 
offices 

Evans said the youth center would 
operate during the evening, with the gnll 
doing business in daytime hours. 

.To gain entry to th~ center, teenagers 
w1ll be issued passes. Evans said that all 
city youth would be eligible for such 

passes, but admission would be denied 
those who caused disturbance. 

The city is applying for a $25,000 grant

The Pikeville College "Owl" (evening 
college) program will be registering 
students for its spring semester of 
classes January 4, 6, 7, and 8.

The National Endowment for the 
Humanities <NEHl announced recently 
that Centre College is one of 41 educa­
tional and cultural institutions in 23 
states to be awarded a challenge grant 
for 1985. 

Centre has been awarded a NEH 
grant of $1,600,000-$400,000 in federal 
funds and $1,200,000 to be raised in a 
three-to-one match from the private 
sector. 

Centre is the only institution in Ken­
tucky to be awarded an NEH Challenge 
Grant. Centre president Richard L. Mor-
rill said, "this grant is in recognition of • 
Centre's leadership in and commitment 
to education in the humanities." 

The $1,600,000 grant will be used by the r

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Country shopping plaza on KY 119-was 
being prepared for construction of a 
larger store by Williamson Piggly Wigg­
ly. Inc. The company voluntarily 
suspended operations after a Pike Coun­
ty Health Department environmentalist 
alerted the firm to the pote:1tial health 
hazard there. 

State environmental authorities 
cleared the tract for construction in ear­
ly December after a large volume of 
earth was excavated and removed. 

Before the company folded in 
December, 1979, Libby Iron and Metal 
operated a scrap metal yard on the pro­
spective supermarket site, which drain­
ed into Ferguson Creek and the Big San­
dy River. The firm bought junked trans­
formers for salvage from the Kentucky 
Power Company. 

The colorless oil in the core of the 
bulky transformers routinely spilled on­
to the ground during handling, Joe 
Stone, the scrap metal yard's most re­
cent operator. told The Times last 
December. Workers sometimes burned 
the oil for warmth in winter, and some 
of it was used to help settle dust on the 
runway of the old Pikeville airport, ad­
jacent to the residential Pauley Addi­
tion, he said. 

Stone is one of the plaintiffs in the suit 
filed on December 18, which lists as 
plaintiffs 60 former employees of Libby 
Iron and Metal, or their survivors. Each 
demands $500,000 in damages from Mon­
santo and $100,000 from five other defen­
dants, including the Westinghouse Elec­
tric Corporation, manufacturer of the 
transformers. Kentucky Power is also 
named as a defendant but is not being 
sued for damages. 

The former junkyard workers claim 
they were repeatedly exposed to 
massive amounts of PCBs and similar 
compounds. The transformers they 
handled were defective in design and 
manufacture and were " unreasonably 
dangerous," they allege in the suit. 

Manufacturers of the transformer 
lubricant were negligent in not ade­
quately researching the effects of long­
term PCB exposure, in not warning 
them of the potential dangers, and in 
failing to implement a plan for safe 
handling of the toxic material, plaintiffs 
allege. 

Monsanto deliberately failed to warn 
Kentucky Power, Westinghouse Electric 
and the other defendants of the hazards 
associated with PCBs ; when the other 
defendants learned of the danger, they 
deliberately failed to pass that informa­
tion on to Libby Iron and Metal Co. 
workers, the suit says. 

All defendants were aware of a 1944 
study detailing precautions to be taken 
in handling PCBs, but withheld that in­
formation from them, plaintiffs claim. 
Moreover, a 1972 indemnity agreement 
signed by Monsanto and Westinghouse 
officials shows they were aware of the 
harmful effects of PCBs but the agree­
ment was kept secret, the suit alleges. 

In a distinct charge of fraud and con­
cealment, Monsanto is accused of 
changing some wording in a 1975 tox­
icological study, in a way that deceived 
other defendants in the case. The s tudy 
originally reported PCB to be " slightly 
tumorogenic"- that is, having a slight 
tendency to cause the growth of tumors. 
The altered version says the chemical 
"does not appear to be carcinogenic" or 
cancer-causing, according to the suit . 

In test animals, PCBs have been 
associated with reproductive problems 
a nd liver cancers; they have also been 
shown to cause liver damage in humans. 
The EPA banned their proouction in 
1976. 

The Libby workers' suit seeks punitive 
as well as actual damages, in order to 
deter other companies from "engaging 
in similar intentional and reckless ex­
posure of workers to toxic chemicals .·· 

Barry Burrus, chief of the uncontroll­
ed sites section of the sta te Division of 
Waste Management, confirmed Friday 
that the Willia mson Road site " has been 
cleanea up. · The months-long operation 
was concluded in early December and 
the site has been cleared for construc­
tion, he said.

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Latta also plans to work with the Pres­
tonsburg Business Association to help 
revitalize an ailing downtown, though 
she emphasizes such revitalization will 
not come at the expense of Glyn View • 
Plaza and Prestonsburg Village, the new 
shopping centers. 

"Downtown has a unique character of 
its own," she said," and I think we can 
promote that without hurting the subur­
ban areas. The shopping centers are 
drawing people in-1 see license tags 
there from other counties. If people don't 
find what they need at the shopping 
centers, they go downtown." 

But, at present, more emphasis wo~ld 
be placed on downtown. "The shoppmg • 
centers are brand new, they don't need 
new sidewalks and things like that. In 
everything in the city, I think we have 
to look at need." 

One thing Latta sees as a possibility 
to aid downtown is a beautification pro­
gram which she hopes to implement, in­
cluriing the possibility of resculpting the 
business district. New store fronts, 
plants and trees and a type of outdoor 
mall are in the plans-if the funds 
become available. 

Another problem facing the mayor 
and new council is one inherited from 
the previous administration: what to do 
about cable television here. 

Cablentertainment, the franchise 
holder here, has been under attack for 
some time by the council for supplying 
what was felt to be inadequate service. 
Cable company officials met in 
November with Mayor Cooley and some 
of the old council members, after coun- • 
cil had voted to seek bids on a new 
system here. The cable company pro­
posed to upgrade the system, offering 
more channels and better reception, 
along with a rate hike of $3 per month. 
The issue was tabled, pending the new 
council and mayor taking office. 

Latta said a decision on the franchise 
was a top priority for the new ad­
ministration, but admitted the new 
package did not seem extremely 
attractive. 

"The proposal, at $3 more, doesn't 
provide anything for the people except 
the opportunity to buy more (services l 
and, presumably, a better signal," she 
said. 

Latta praised City Administrator 
David Evans, calling him "an excellent 
administrator." She said he would con­
tinue handling the day-to-day operations 
of the city, but his role would be more 
"clear cut. " 

" It goes back to the line of authority," • 
she said. "'fhe mayor can delegate some 
of her power, and I think anything I 
delegate, it'll be to Dave." 

She also had good words for Fire Chief 
Tom Blackburn, Police Chief Stan Flet­
cher and Street Dept. head Leonard 
Joseph, saymg she was pleased they 
were staying on and that she was look­
ing forward to working with them. 

But all other issues aside, the first 
order of business for the new mayor and 
council will be to set regular meeting 
times, which they will do in special ses­
sion at 6:30 tomorrow <Wednesday) 
evening. The meeting time is expected 
to remain the same, each second and 
fourth Monday at 7 p.m.

To Allow Grass Carp 
The grass carp, a fish with a taste for 

water weeds, may be legally imported 
into Kentucky as a biological control for 
aquatic vegetation. 

The Fish and Wildlife Commission 
voted at its Dec. 13 meeting to amend 
two existing regulations and create a 
new one to establish a permit process 
whereby grass carp may be imported in­
to Kentucky and possessed for vegeta­
tion control and propagation by licens­
ed fish propagators. The permit process 
will be administered under the Division 
of Fisheries technical guidance pro­
gram. Upon the recommendation of a 
district fishery biologist, landowners 
will be able to purchase sterile 
"triploid" fish for vegetation control in 
their ponds provided that they erect 
spillway control devices so that the fish 
can't escape. Under strict program 
guidelines , only licensed fish pro­
pagators will be able to purchase and 
possess the fertile "diploid" grass carp.

Landowners May/ Manage 
Fish Populations Better 

Farm pond owners will be able to im­
pose special fishing regulations on their 
ponds under a regulation change propos­
ed by the Fish and Wildlife Commission 
Dec. 13. 

With approval of the district fishery 
biologist, farm owners would be issued 
a permit for special management. This 
permit will allow size and/or creel limits 
which differ from statewide fishing 
regulations. Any valid management 
strategy could be utilized under the 
biologist's direction for a specified 
period of time. For example, permitees 
could remove the size limit on bass if a 
population is stunted, or prohibit the 
harvest of any bass if only a small 
number of big fish are present. The per­
mits will be signed by the local conser­
vation officer, district fishery biologist 
and Director of Fisheries.

Friday the 13th, believed by many to 
be the unluckiest day of the year, turn­
ed out to be a pretty good day for all but 
a few unwary Floyd countians tagged by 
police for driving drunk. 

Billed as "D-Day on Drunk Drivers,'' 
last Friday saw law enforcement agen­
cies in most states put forth a concen­
trated effort to warn people not to drive 
under the influence, and to get those 
foolish enough to do it anyway off the 
road and into jail. 

In Prestonsburg, Police Chief Stan 
Fletcher said his department didn't run 
the announced roadblocks, but concen­
trated more on patroling and random 
checki g of vehicles. The effort yielded 
three arrests ; two for DUl and one for 
reckless driving. 

Fletcher said he was pleased that 
there were so few people found to be 
driving under the influence, but said he 
had hoped that everyone would heed the 
warnings and stay off the roads if they 
had been drinking. 

" I was real impressed with what the 
people did," he said. "There were a 
number of parties that night. We 
stopped several people who had been 
drinking, but they'd taken someone with 
them who wasn't, to act as chauffer. 
That impressed me. People were aware 
and concerned. With that in mind, I 
might make D-Day 365 days a year." 

Elsewhere in the county, the sheriff's 
department reported three arrests, 
while the Kentucky State Police nabb­
ed two offenders here. 

In their five-county coverage area, 
KSP post nine made 15 such arrests, 
more than would normally be expected 
on an average Friday, according to 
Trooper Kenneth Frost. The majority of 
the DUI's came in Pike county, where 
10 were arrested. One person was ar­
rested in Johnson, and two in Martin 
county. No fatalities were reported.

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Mother of Slain Youth Says 
Arrest 'Answer to Prayer' 

A former Floyd county woman. now 
a resident of Hillsboro. 0 .. said recent­
ly that she considers the arrest of a man 
suspected in the shooting death of her 
son "the answer to prayers." 

"I tried everything. including politics. 
newspapers and radio stations. and of­
fering a reward." Mrs. Olivia Langston. 
Jr. said. "Finally. I turned it over to the 
Lord in prayers." 

Her statement was made after James 
Daniel South, 24, of Cincinnati, former­
ly a bill collector in Hillsboro, had been 
charged with aggravated murder m con­
nection with the slaying of her son. Nick 
Langston, 20. 

Young Langston disappeared from 
Hillsboro on Sept. 27. 1984. His body was 
found in a field near Flemingsburg, Ky .. 
Oct. 24, 1984. He had been shot in the 
head. 

But not till late November of this year 
was there a break in the case. Impatient 
with the apparent slowness of officers to 
make headway m the case, Mrs. 
Langston made media appeals. finally 
offered a reward of $5000 for information 
leading to the arrest and conviction of 
any person connected with the death of 
her son.

As Equipment Stolen 

A Christmas play at the Vogel-Day 
United Methodist Church at Harold went 
ahead with a borrowed sound system 
after the church's new public address 
system was stolen in a break-in the week 
before Christmas.

Besides the P A system, the burglars 
took two coffee urns, a tape recorder and 
a 30-inch gold cross from the commu­
nion table. Value of articles taken was 
set at approximately $2,000. " You 
wouldn't think anybody, even if he was 
the worst for stealing in the world, would 
rob from a church," commented George 
E. Clark, of Harold, a member of the 
church. 

The stolen public address system was 
less than a year old, Clark said, adding, 
"I doubt if it was paid for yet."

Three years. and all at holi­
day time ... she said. " But I'm thankful 
and relieved that justice will finally be 
brought.'' 

Mrs Langston is the daughter of 
Audrey S. Salisbury. of Hunter and the 
late Oliver Williamson. 

Plea Bargains 
End Some Cases 

Floyd Circuit Court cases ending in 
plea bargains before Christmas include 
that of a Betsy Layne woman who plead­
ed guilty to a reduced charge of possess­
ing cocaine. 

Pamela Sue Hughes, 29, of Pike-Floyd 
Hollow, who was named on a felony 
count, August 24, pleaded guilty to a 
misdemeanor, Dec. 18, and was sentenc­
ed to 30 days in jail. She was ordered by 
Judge Hollie Conley to begin serving her 
sentence on Dec. 27. 

Joseph W. "Joey" Campbell, of West 
Prestonsburg, Barry D. Collins, 20, of 
Prestonsburg, and Paul Timothy Mur­
ray, of Cliff, were each sentenced to a 
year in jail after pleading guilty to a 
reduced charge of criminal trespass. 
They were originally charged with 
burglary and theft following a July 7 
break-in at Bingham's Liquor Store on 
the Auxier road. Liquor and other items 
valued at $953 were reportedly taken in 
the break. 

Robert Hale, of Martin, pleaded guil­
ty to a charge of receiving stolen proper­
ty and received a 105-day sentence. He 
was found in possession last April of cop­
per wire and other items valued at $5150, 
which had been stolen from coal mines 
owned by Teddy Cordial, of Banner. He 
was ordered to begin serving his 
sentence on Dec. 27.

Under the provisions of the Fair Labor 
Standards Act, youths aged 16 and 17 
may work a t any time for unlimited 
hours in all jobs not declared hazardous 
by the Secretary of Labor, a ccording to 
a U.S. Department of Labor fact sheet. 

The Fair Labor Standards Act states 
that youths aged 16 and 17 may not work 
in hazardous occupations inc luding 
working with explosives and radioactive 
mate rials; operating certain power 
driven woodworking , metal-working, 
bakery, meat processi ng, and paper pro· 
ducts machinery; operating various 
types of power-drive n saws and gulllo· 
tine shea rs; and operating most power­
driven hoisting apparatus, such as non­
automatic elevators, fork lifts and 
cranes, according to a U S. Department 
of Labor fac t sheet 

Mother's Suit 
Would Correct 
Age of Her Son 

The mother of an eighth-grade basket­
ball player ruled ineligible to olav on 
account of h1s age has filed suit in Floyd 
Circuit Court in an effort to get him back 
on the team. 

Lynda Hughes, of Caney Fork of Mid­
dle Creek, claims in her suit that the 
birth certificate that records her son, 
Johnny Ray Goble, as having been born 
on August 3, 1970 is in error. The boy was 
born exactly one year later, she insists. 

Citing Floyd school policy that pro­
hibits students from playing grade 
school basketball if they turn 1~ by the 
beginning of the school year, Acting 
Superintendent Ray Brackett declared 
Goble ineligible to play on U\e eighth­
grade team at Clark Elementary School. 
His December 11 decision was prompted 
by complaints he had received from 
Clark school officials and other parents, 
Brackett said. 

As a result of Mrs. Hughes' asserting 
an error on her son's birth certificate-a 
claim in which she was supported by 
Judith Carol Ousley, of Blue River, who 
said she was present when Johnny Ray 
Goble was born- Floyd Trial Commis­
sioner Jack Hyden issued an order on 
October 30 directing the state Bureau of 
Vital Statistics to " correct" the cer­
tificate. Attorney Ned Pillersdorf, 
representing the mother and son, cites 
the district court order in his December 
17 motion for an injunction that would 
prevent school officials from "wrongful­
ly banishing" Goble. 

Brackett noted, however, that the 
Bureau of Vital Statistics had so far fail­
ed to alter the birth record, which was 
purportedly signed by Dr. J.D. Adams 
on August 4, 1970 and received by the 
state registrar on August 5, 1970. 

In another suit filed by the parent of 
a Floyd school student, Albert A. Bur­
chett claims that his son, Joe W. Bur­
chett II, was wrongfully suspended from 
Prestonsburg High School by Principal 
Robert May on Dec. 18. 

Burchett said his son was singled out 
and denied due process when he was 
given a three-day suspension for 
allegedly disturbing class and failing to 
report for detention. The lawsuit asks for 
the boy's reinstatement, $10,000 to com­
pensate for "humiliation and defama­
tion," and an injunction preventing May 
from " using the powers of his office to 
wage personal grudges" against the 
boy. 

In yet another suit, Lois Trusty, 
former comptroller for Big Sandy 
Health Care, Inc., seeks reinstatement, 
back wages and punitive damages 
following her dismissal on May 23. Her 
former employer failed to follow 
established personnel guidelines in let­
ting her go, she said. 

A 12-year employee of the federally­
funded health agency, Trusty noted that 
a referee had recommended in Novem­
ber that she be reinstated. In his recom­
mendation, Prestonsburg attorney Dan 
Rowland noted that, while a " small 
percentage" of billings were being lost, 
apparently through " administrative 
oversight, " while Trusty was comp­
troller, the loss was within a range ac­
ceptable to federa l funding overseers. 
Moreover, the losses might not have oc­
curred if Trusty had been given the 
assistance she needed, Rowland said. 
"She had her hands full and did a good 
job for Big Sandy Health Care, accord­
ing to her supervisors," the referee 
noted.

MOTION NOTIONS 
All motion sickness drugs should be taken at least one

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Underground Storage 
Info Deadline, May 8 

Owners and operators of underground 
storage tanks containing petroleum and 
other substances regulated by the 
Natural Resources and Environmental 
Protection Cabinet must submit infor­
mation about those tanks by May 8 to the 
Cabinet's Division of Waste Manage­
ment on a special notification form be­
ing mailed to them. 

The forms request information con­
cerning the tank's size, age and 
contents. 

Kentucky is required to collect this in­
formation according to 1984 amend­
ments to the national Resource Conser­
vation Recovery Act <RCRAl. The 
amendments were prompted by con­
cerns that some underground tanks may 
be leaking their contents and con­
taminating groundwater which is the 
source of drinking water for many peo­
ple, including 750,000 Kentuckians. 

The legislation classes a tank as 
"underground" if ten percent or more 
of the tank, including the piping, is 
beneath the ground. In addition to 
petroleum, underground tanks contain­
ing hazardous substances listed in the 
Comprehensive Environmental 
Response, Compensation and Liability 
Act of 1980-the "superfund" legisla­
tion-must also be reported. This in­
cludes most all chemicals, including in­
dustrial solvents, but does not include 
hazardous wastes listed under Subtitle 
Cor RCRA which are currently covered 
by regulations pursuant to that Act. 

The following types of tanks are ex­
empted from the notification require­
ments: 

Farm or residential tanks of 1,100 
gallons or less capacity used for storm­
ing motor fuel for noncommercial pur­
poses; tanks used for storing heating oil 
for consumptive use on the premises 
where stored; septic tanks; pipeline 
facilities <including gathering lines l 
regulated under other acts; surface im­
poundments, pits, ponds or lagoons, 
storm water or waste water collection 
systems; flow-through process tanks; li­
quid traps or associated gathering lines 
directly related to oil or gas production 
and gathering operations~ storage tanks 
located in an underground area, such as 
a basement or cellar, if the tank itself 
is on or above the surface of the floor.

The normal statute of limitations on 
federal returns is three years. Under 
some circumstances it is six years, 
and If you fall to file a return or there 
is fraud involved, the statute of 
limitations Cloes not close. 

This means that the Internal 
Revenue Service under normal con 
ditions would audit your return any 
time up through three years. Since 
the statute of limitations in some 
states exceeds the federal statute, you 
should tailor your years of retention 
to the longer of the two ·statutes. 

In deciding your own record re­
tention schedule, consider keeping in 
definitely those records which cannot 

. be recreated by any other office, in 
stltution or governmental unit.

Kentucky's annual t1mber harvest 
returns more than $153 million to slate 
woodland owners and operators. accor­
ding to a study of 1984 crop values con­
ducted by the Kentucky Council of 
Forest Industries. 

According to the study report. Floyd 
county cut 1.150.000 board feet valued 
at $236,464. Of the 255,500 total needs in 
the county, 216.500 acres are fores t 
land. 

The study showed a 1984 harvest of 
743.5 million board feet in standing 
timber with a total value of $153 5 
million. A similar study conducted in 
1980 showed a harvest of 740.5 million

With 23.147,000 board feet cut. 
Harland county had the heaviest 
harvest among the states 120 counties. 
Its timber. the report says. was valued 
at 4,744.086. 

Forest-related industries. the report 
said. are active in 103 of the state's 120 
counties. employ nearly 20.000 produc­
tion personnel and generate more than 
$175 million in direct and indirect 
payrolls each year. 

The debate goes on about artificial 
sweeteners, but Americans are lapping 
them up just the same.

Somerset Angler Catches 
State Record Rockfish 'TIS THE SEASON TO BUY AT ••• 

PAUL MILLER CHRYSLER By ART LANDER, JR. 
For the second year in a row, Lake 

Cumberland has yielded a Kentucky 
state record rockfish during the month 
of December. 

Wednesday morning, Dec. 11, 27-year­
old Roger Foster, of Somerset, boated 
a 58-pound, 4-ounce rockfish which has 
been accepted as the new state record 
for the species by the Kentucky Dept. of 
Fish & Wildlife Resources. 

Foster's catch eclipsed Robbie Bell's 
49-pound, eight-ounce Kentucky state 
record striper, which was caught just a 
year and one week ago, by a whopping 
eight pounds, 12 ounces. And according 
to the International Game Fish Associa­
tion's OGFA> "1985 World Record 
Game Fishes", Foster's catch should 
also qualify as a world line class record. 
The giant striper measured 50 inches in 
length and had a 30-inch girth. 

The current IGFA 20-pound line class 
world record for striped bass (landlock­
ed) is 52 pounds, eight ounces; the fish 
was taken from the Colorado River in 
Arizona on June 27, 1976. Foster's catch 
made with a casting rod and reel ex­
ceeds this current line class world 
record by five pounds, 12 ounces. 

Foster said he's interested in applying 
for the 2D-pound line class world record 
and will be sending the paperwork off to 
the IGFA soon. Even though Foster 
made his catch on 17-pound test line, he 
will have to apply for the 20-pound line 
class world record since there isn't a 
17-pound test line category on the IGFA 
record books. 

Foster's rockfish is very close to the 
IGF A all-tackle world record of 59 
pounds 12 ounces. While many local 
anglers belive that stripers in excess of 
60 pounds are present in Lake Cumber­
land. It's likely that Foster's fish will 
stay on the record books for some time 

12"-2 Size Limit Imposed 
At its quarterly meeting, Dec. 13, the 

Kentucky Fish & Wildlife Commission 
voted to adopt a 12'' -2 size limit at Lake 
Malone in an effort to maintain the 
quality bass fishery which now exists in 
the 692-acre state-owned lake in Todd, 
Logan and Muhlenberg counties. For the 
past three years there has been no size 
limit because the lake was over­
populated with small bass . Biologists 
believe that the "no size limit" manage 
ment strategy worked because recent 
samples have shown that the population 
is back in balance. Effective March 1, 
1986 the size limit on bass at Lake 
Malone will be 12 inches, although 
anglers may keep two bass under the 
minimum length from their daily creel 
of 10. This will prevent a further buildup 
of undersize bass in the fertile lake 
where it's been proven that bass have 
good recruitment and fast growth rates. 

to come. But don't be surprised if some 
day the all-tackle world record striper 
(landlocked) is caught from the sprawl­
ing 52,250-acre impoundment in 
southcentral Kentucky. The fishery is 
just that good. 

Benjy Kinman, the Division of 
Fisheries biologist who manages the 
department's Predator Fish Evaluation 
Study, said that scales from the new 
state record rockfish were aged and it's 
believed that the fish was almost 11 
years old when it was caught. "It was 
most likely stocked in 1975, one of more 
than 49,000 four to eight-inch fingerlings 
placed in the lake during two separate 
stockings that year," explained Pete 
Pfeiffer, director of fisheries. 

While Bell's record catch was made on 
a jig, Foster's came on a shallow run­
ning crankbait <Cordell Redfin) twitch­
ed across the surface! The monster 
rockfish was feeding on shad and came 
to the top in about 18 feet of water off a 
rock bank in the Beaver Creek embay­
ment. 

Foster had been fishing with his 
nephew Reggie Stringer since 4 a.m. 
without a strike. "About 8 o'clock we 
saw bleeps as big as cigarette butts on 
the LCR (liquid crystal recorder, an 
electronic depth sounder). We both 
began casting crankbaits but soon after­
wards Reggie switched to a jigging 
spoon because we thought maybe the 
suspended fish were walleye, " Foster 
explained. 

A little while later Foster hooked into 
his trophy. "I saw a big swirl on the sur­
face and cast towards it," Foster 
remembered, adding that "the fish's 
powerful runs stripped off about 100 
yards of line." It took Foster about 25 
minutes to land the fish. When the rock­
fish first rolled on the surface he said he 
told Reggie, " he's as big a.s I am." 

1986 Deer Season Dates 
Kentucky's 1986 deer gun season will 

open Nov. 8 (the second Saturday in 
November), according to a motion 
adopted by the Fish and Wildlife Com­
mission at its quarterly meeting in 
Frankfort Dec. 13. The season will con­
tinue for three, five or ten consecutive 
days, depending on zone regulations to 
be established later. 

The deer bow hunting season will run 
from Oct. 1 through Dec. 31, 1986, with 
crossbows permitted only during the 
Nov. 18-27 portion of the archery season. 
A special two-day season for muzzle­
loading firearms is set for Dec. 6-7. 

The commission announced these 
season dates in December in response 
to requests from sportsmen for earlier 
notice on hunting dates. Specific zone 
assignments for counties and other deer 
hunting regulations will be set at the 
next commission meeting, scheduled for 
March 2-3, 1986.

Warning Signals 

Plant closing~. layoffs m the coal min­
ing industry and seasonal job losses in 
construction and serv1ces helped push 
Kentucky's unemployment rate to a 
preliminary 10.0 percent in November. 
according to figures released Dec. 19 by 
the Cabinet for Human Resources. 

The rate climbed from a revised 9.3 
percent in October into double-digits for 
only the second time this year with the 
other 10.0 percent rate recorded in 
February. In November 1984, the state 
unemployment rate was 8.7 percent. 

"While we think some of these job 
losses will be temporary, we feel 
unemployment will remain at 10.0 per­
cent or above at least through 
February," said state labor market 
analyst Ed Blackwell. 

The national rate inched downward 
from 6.8 percent in October to 6.7 per­
cent in November. The comparable 
state and national rates are not 
seasonally adjusted. 

An estimated 1,539, 700 Kentuckians 
were working in November, down 28,000 
from the October figure of 1,567,700 and 
45,400, up 11,100 from the October figure 
of 160,300 and 20,100 more than in 
November 1984, when 151,300 were out 
of work. 

Employment losses occurred across 
the board. The greatest change was in 

- agriculture, where seasonal employ­
ment declined by 14,800 between October 
and November. "We see a substantial 
decrease in agricultural employment at 
this every year. Fewer workers are re­
quired to prepare tobacco for market 
than for harvesting and housing it," 
Blackwell said. 

Job increases were reported in manu­
facturing of ood, tobacco and leather 
products, but total manufacturing jobs 
in Kentucky declined by 1,700 between 
October to November with losses in 
durable goods, such as stone, clay and 
glass products, metals, machinery and 
lumber and furniture. Employment 
declines in non-durable goods were in 
textiles and apparel and petroleum, rub­
ber and plastic products. 

Reflected in those figures are the 400 
jobs lost when Green River Steel Corp. 
of Owensboro closed and the 75 to 80 jobs 
which were phased out during October 
at the Washington Overall Mfg. Co. plant 
at Scottsville, Blackwell said. 

Education jobs increased by 700, but 
the number of other non-manufacturing 
jobs declined, producing a new loss of 
2,900 jobs in this category. 

There were 1,200 job losses recorded 
in the mining industry. "About 400 of the 
miners still are laid off at the Tennessee 
Valley Authority's Union County com­
plex, which is managed by Peabody 
Coal Co.," Blackwell reported. "Another 
430 were laid off at Mapco's Martiki 
mine in Martin County." Mining 
employment is 2,100 below the Novem­
ber 1984 figures. 

In the construction industry 1,100 job 
losses were reported. ''This is a normal 
seasonal decline," Blackwell said. 
"Employment in this sector normally 
drops during the winter months." 

Employment gains m health and 
education services were offset by 
decreases in business services, hotels 
and amusement and recreation ser­
vices, causing a net loss of 400 service 
jobs. 

"Despite an increase in retail trade 
jobs. mostly because of the holiday shop­
ping season, wholesale trade jobs declin­
ed, leaving us with a loss of 300 jobs in 
that sector," Blackwell said. • 

The state's civilian labor force 
estimate in Novemb'er was 1,711,100, 
down 16,900 from October's 1,728,000 and 
25,300 below the November 1984 figure 
of 1,736,400. The civilian labor force 
estimate includes non-military people 
who are working and unemployed peo­
ple who actively are seeking jobs. It does 
not include anyone who is unemployed 
but not looking for work. 

Annual changes in the number of Ken­
tuckians employed and those out of work 
reflect the number who have dropped 
out of the labor force.

Some <:_onstantly seek happiness. 
never realizing we create our own. A top 
way to keep exuberant is to make others 
happy. While costly gifts evoke pleasure, 
praise, encouragement, and time given 
others are usually remembered longer . 
Such gifts are often free. and money can 
not buy most of them. There is no bet-.

Violet Allen, long rated one of the best 
teachers this county ever had, once 
remarked that she tried to pay com­
pliments all along to each pupil. She did 
not call a homely child beautiful, but fit­
ted her praise to each youngster. Every 
person-regardless of age-has good 
points of some kind . Untruth is flattery, 
which is sinful. But merited praise is 
life-giving for donor and recipient. No 
one suggests overlooking shortcomings, 
bad habits, or undesirable traits we all 
have. But those who learn to appreciate 
the good points of others have a certain 
glow bestowed on them as time passes.

INEZ-Forty-seven people, including 

newly elected Martin County Magistrate 
Henry Mills, were indicted here yester­
day <Dec. 27) for alleged election-law 
violations. 

The grand jury indictments, which 
stemmed from a lengthy investigation 
by Kentucky State Police, brought to 65 
the number of people charged in connec­
tion with May's primary election in Mar­
tin County. 

At least two people charged were also 
among the 20 named in indictments 
issued Aug. 23 by the grand jury. 

Commonwealth 's Attorney John 
David Preston of Paintsville said the 47 
defendants were scheduled to be ar­
raigned on various misdemeanor and 
felony charges Jan. 23 and 24. 

Trials for at least two defendants 
charged in August have been scheduled 
for January, he said, although some 
charges stemming from the earlier in­
dictments have been reduced or 
dismissed. 

Many of the charges involved vote 
buying-bribery-and the falsification 
of sworn voter assistance forms. The 
forms apparently allowed campaign 
workers to enter the polling place with 
some voters to confirm their votes. 

Preston said yesterday's grand jury 
action completed most of the vote-fraud 
investigation, although he said, "I think 
there's a few loose ends to tie up." 

In August, the prosecutor said he re­
quested the state police investigation 
after former County Clerk Sam Moore 
reported "an unusually large number of 
complaints about voter-assistance 
affidavits." 

More than 700 of the county's 6,000 
voters signed voter-assistance affidavits 
claiming that they needed help in the 
polling place on May 28. 

For Mills, 51, yesterday was bitter­
sweet. He was charged by the grand 
jury just four hours before he and other 
Martin County officials gathered in the 
courthouse to take the oath of office 
from Circuit Judge James A. Knight. 

Mills was charged with two misde­
meanor counts of complicity to commit 
bribery. 

"I don't know that much about it 
now," said Mills, a Tomahawk resident 
who earlier served three terms as 
magistrate. "I need a little more time 
to study on it before I can say anything." 

All 20 people indicted in August were 
at the Tomahawk voting precinct on 
election day, and Mills noted that about 
a third of those charged yesterday also 
were from Tomahawk. 

"I might be a little prejudiced on it, 
but it seemed to me like they rode 
Tomahawk pretty hard," Mills said. 

The state prosecutor, Preston, 
responded, "Well, you know, you just go 
where the cases are." 

Martin County Judge-Executive John 
Callahan said he thought the indict­
ments would help deter future vote buy­
ing, but he also said he hoped the in­
vestigation wouldn't hurt people who 
legitimately needed help in the polling 
place. 

Mills was the only county official 
among the 65 indicted, although Tommy 
Muncy Jr., the son of one candidate for 
county clerk in the primary, was charg­
ed with one count of helping a voter 
swear a false voter-assistance affidavit, 
a felony carrying maximum penalties of 
a $1,000 fine and a year in jail. The 
younger Muncy's father, Tommy Mun­
cy Sr., is a former Martin County 
sheriff. 

D.E. "Danny" Maynard of Inez, a 
former school board candidate, was 
charged with four counts of bribery, a

One man, Timothy Speakman of 
Tomahawk, was charged in two 
separate indictments yesterday, 
Preston said : one for allegedly receiv­
ing a bribe and swearing a false voter­
assistance affidavit and another for 
alleged assault in a shooting incident.
