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Murder Charge 
Lodged by Jury 
Against Lewis 
Auto Driver Included 
In Assault Charges; 
Drug Bills Returned 

A Stanville man charged last week in 
the shooting death of his estranged wife 
was indicted for murder by a Floyd Cir­
cuit Court grand jury Friday. 

Randall Lewis, 30, named in the death 
of Veneda Lewis, 25, last Tuesday, was 
arraigned later on Friday and then 
released on $100,000 bond. A pre-trial 
conference has been set for April 12. 

Among others indicted were four nam­
ed on assault charges, including 
Timothy A. Bakay, 22, of Weeksbury, 
who was involved in a head-on collision 
with a car driven by Cathy Allen at Mar­
tin on Feb. 7. Mrs. Allen, 33, of 
Hueysville, was hospitalized in Lex­
ington with severe head injuries. She has 
not regained consciousness. 

Woody Paul Shepherd is named on two 
counts of assault, the grand jury alleg­
ing he shot Randy Hamilton with a 
shotgun and struck Mickey Martin on 
the head with the gun last Nov. 22. He 
is also charged with wanton endanger­
ment for allegedly shooting into a car in 
which Ricky Johnson was riding. 

Rebecca Prater is charged with stab­
bing Billy Johnson and Melvin Shepherd 
with a dagger on Jan. 7. Clyde 
Sparkman is accused of striking Keith 
Conley in the face with an ashtray. 

Berlyn Ray Little was indicted on a 
count of wanton endangerment for 
a1legedly running Patricia Vicars off the 
road last Nov. 17 and throwing a rock at 
the windshield of her car. 

Five men face a total of 21 drug 
charges as the result of an investigation 
by Prestonsburg city police. Herman 
Harold Bright was named on 10 counts 
of falsifying prescriptions to obtain

Island Creek Coal To Close 
Johnson Office in 2 Months 

The Island Creek Coal Company will 
within the next two months close the 
doors of its administrative office 
building which it opened 11 years ago on 
US 23, between Paintsville and Prestons­
burg. 

Closing of the office will affect about 
60 staff and clerical employee$. Of these, 
however, 20 are to be transferred to 
Holden, W.Va., 12 to Island Creek's cor­
porate headquarters in Lexington, and 
eight to work "in other areas." Twenty 
employees are due to be released 
outright. 

Besides closing the office building, the 
company will also empty its mainten-

Postal Patrons 
Protest Change 

Most patrons of the Hueysville post­
office are indignant about the proposal 
of the U.S. Postal Service to move the 
85-year-old office from its present loca­
tion to another at or near the mouth of 
Brush Creek, two miles away. 

And an estimated 175 of them 
gathered in a public meeting last Satur­
day afternoon at the Hueysville Church 
of Christ, next door to the postoffice, to 
voice their opposition to the move. A 
representative of the Postal Service had 
scheduled attendance at the meeting but 
cancelled his appearance. 

Statements and comments heard at 
the meeting represented only the opposi­
tion to the proposed change: 

-The office has been in its present 
location since 1951 and serves more 
patrons satisfactorily there; 

-The office has never in its long 
history been located more than half a 
mile from where it now stands and never 
outside the town of Bosco <Hueysville); 

-A change in its location would 
destroy the identity of the community 
and would create an inconvenience to 
most patrons. 

Besides emphasizing their opposition 
to the proposed change, a number of

Police Here Figure 
In 31 Indictments 

Thirty-one indictments of those hand­
ed down by a Floyd Circuit Court grand 
jury last week were sought by the Pres­
tonsburg Police Department. a figure 
thought to be a record for the city police 
force. 

The indictments included 21 in which 
five Tennessee men are accused of 
fraudulently obtaining drugs from 
Prestonsburg pharmacists. Det. Sgt. 
Mike Ormerod joined officers of the Ten­
nessee Bureau of Investigation in crack­
ing the reputed drug ring. 

Ormerod said the number of indict­
ments reflects the recent addition to the 
city police department of a fulltime in­
vestigative unit.

Insurance Crisis Looms 
For East Kentucky Area 
Physician Fails 
In Suit Against 
Former Patient 

A Prestonsburg physician has failed 
in an effort to prove that he was 
maliciously prosecuted when a former 
patient sued him for malpractice. 

The state Court of Appeals has upheld 
a decision handed down in September, 
1983, by Floyd Circuit Judge Hollie Con­
ley in which he dismissed a suit brought 
by Dr. Rondall Leslie against Gypsy 
Helen McPeek and the two Pikeville at­
torneys who represented her. 

A cycle of claim and counterclaim 
began with Mrs. McPeek's allegation in 
1978 that Dr. Leslie did not properly 
treat her after she fell and broke her hip 
while a patient at Mountain Manor Nurs­
ing Home here the year before. Her suit, 
which named both Leslie and Mountain 
Manor as defendants, was dropped when 
Mrs. McPeek and the nursing home 
agreed on a $1500 settlement. Dr. Leslie 
admitted to no liability and did not agree 
to the settlement. 

Instead, the physician filed a 
counterclaim, charging that Mrs. 
McPeek "knew or should have known 
that her claim was frivolous." Also 
listed as defendants in his suit were 
Charles Lowe, Jr. and W. Sidney 
Trivette, Mrs. McPeek's attorneys, and 
the Fire, Marine and Inland Insurance 
Co., of Philadelphia, carrier of Leslie's 
malpractice insurance. 

Lowe and Trivette were guilty of legal 
c See Story No. 2.

Residents Continue 
Coal Company Fight 

A bid by the Left Beaver Coal Com­
pany to renew its permit to operate a 
coal processing plant at Ligon has again 
drawn opposition from some local 
residents, who have asked state officials 
to schedule a meeting to discuss their 
grievances. 

The request for an informal con­
ference, filed with the Natural 
Resources and Environmental Protec­
tion Cabinet by six Clear Creek 
residents, is the latest maneuver in a 
two-year battle between the coal­
washing plant and its neighbors, who 
claim that wastes from the operation 
have polluted their drinking water. 

In a Feb. 8letter to the NREPC Divi­
sion of Permits signed by Palmer and 
Ramona Humphrey, Edward and Ogie 
M. Slone, Ada Slone and Rex Slone, the 
homeowners cite as a reason for their 
opposition to the plant the "high concen­
tration of lead recently found in the 
water" near the planned operation. 

Residents bordering on the permit · 

area "have been unable to get clean 
drinking water for over a year" on ac­
count of contamination thought to be 
connected with Left Beaver Coal's past 
activities, the letter writers complain. 
Also listed among their allegations are 
the poor condition of haul roads, the pro­
ximity of silt ponds to potential housing 
sites, the condition of a slate dump, and 
the coal company's "past 
performance.'· 

A subsidiary of Turner Elkhorn Min­
ing Co., Left Beaver Coal was required 
to file for a new permit under regula­
tions that became operative when Ken­
tucky took over from federal agents 
primary responsibility for enforcing en­
vironmental laws. 

At a public hearing on the new permit 
application last August, residents from 
Ligon and Melvin opposed it, their at­
torney alleging that left Beaver Coal had 
been cited 16 times since December, 
1981, for violations of environmental 
Jaws.

Some Insurers 
Not Accepting 
Area Business 

Greed on the part of some insurance 
writers ... arson on the part of too many 
eastern Kentucky policyholders ... and 
reluctance on the part of juries here to 
give insurance firms a verdict ... all add 
up to a three-way squeeze on 
homeowners that is likely to push many 
of them out of the insurance market, a 
Prestonsburg insurance agent warned 
this week. 

In a return of the "redlining" that 
made coverage unavailable in inner-city 
neighborhoods in the late 1960's, eastern 
Kentucky and southern West Virginia 
are now am6ng the areas that insurance 
underwriters shun, he said. 

And for homeowners jarred by hefty 
premium hikes in recent years. the 
worst may be yet to come. he said: for 
many, insurance may not be available 
at any price. 

Already, insurance agents are getting 
word that some underwriters are no 
longer accepting business from this 
area, said Blaine R. Hall, a partner in 
the Hall-Clark Insurance Agency here. 
"People have this idea that insurance 
companies have to stay here. They don't 
have to," Hall said. "We've worked 
ourselves sick trying to tell people. If 
companies can't make money in this 
area, they can't stay here.'' 

Not that the industry is blameless. In 
fact. the present crisis-which Hall calls

The proposal calls for an m-stream 
limit on chlorides of an average of 600 
parts per million (ppm l at any point in 
any stream. At no time should the 
chloride level exceed 1.200 ppm. accor­
ding to the proposed standard. 

By comparison, oil well brine has a 
concentration of chlorides which 
generally ranges from 20,000 ppm to in 
excess of 100,000 ppm. The maximum 
level considered safe for drinking water 
is 250 ppm, according to the En­
vironmental Protection Agency. 

The settmg of a limit on the amount 
of chloride pollution comes after almost 
three years of drafting and rewriting 
regulations b) the Division of Water 
wihin the "<atural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection Cabinet. The 600 
ppm proposed standard is based on a 
year and a half study by the University 
of Kentucky at the request of ~REPC, 
and came only after repeated public 
pressure on the state to acknowledge 
and deal with the problem. 

The proposed standards have drawn 
_heavy criticism from the oil industry. 
Treatment of brine to meet the in­
stream standard is considered to be too 
expensive in most cases to be feasible, 
forcing oil companies to find a safer 
means of disposal such as underground 
injection which is practiced in most 
other oil drilling areas.

As a result of many fires being 
deliberately set, the Kentucky Forest In· 
dustries Association is offering a stand· 
ing reward of $500 for information 
leading to the conviction of any woods 
arsonist. 

This spring will see a vigorous en· 
forcement of our state forest fire protec­
tion laws by Division of Forestry 
rangers. Last year, more than 800 cita· 
tions were issued to violators.

People in the ·Big Sandy area who 
have Medicare can get the names of the 
Medicare participating physicians by 
calling the Medicare carrier that serves 
their a rea. The number is 1-800-432-9255 . • 

Doctors who signed an agreement 
with Medicare are listed in the direc­
tory. Under the agreement, doctors 
agree ih advance to accept assignment 
on all Medicare claims for at least one 
year. beginning October 1, 1984. 

Doctors taking part agree to accept 
Medicare's approved charge as the full 
charge for all services they provide to 
Medicare patients during the year. The 
doctors and suppliers can bill Medicare • 
patients for the $75 annual deductible 
and coinsurance amounts not paid by 
~Ied1care, but can make no other 
charge. 

Doctors who did not sign the agree­
ment can continue to get payment from 
Medicare. but their fees a re not limited 
to the Medicare-approved charge. These 
doctors cannot increase their fees above 
the amounts they charged Medicare pa­
tients during. April, May, and June 1984 
through September 30, 1985. Failure to 
comply with this freeze could result in • 
fines or expulsion from Medicare. 

Medicare patients treated by doctors 
taking part will have the advantage of 
knowing in advance that all services will 
be provided on an assigned basis and 
that Medicare payment will be made 
directly to the doctor. This also means 
that the patient will not have to worry 
about filling out a )iedicare claim form.

, Experience, involved approximately 
13,000 young people who were between 
the ages of 14-21 in 1978. These in­
dividuals have been interviewed each 
year since 1979. Information about topics 
suCh as personal characteristics, for­
mative influences, education, occupa­
tional knowledge/aspirations, and 
achievement/ability test scores with 
vocational emphasis has been collected 
on these individuals. Information col­
lected from the National Association of 
Manufacturers and other sources was 
also utilized. 

Vocational courses included those in 
agriculture, business and office occupa­
tions, trade and industrial education, 
marketing and distributive education, 
health occupations educations, and oc­
cupational home economics. Approx­
imately 78 percent of secondary school 
students <almost four out of every five) 
took at least one course in vocational 
education.

companies could turn a quick profit if On New DUI Law 
premiums were rolling in. To attract 
them, some companies cut their rates by 
as much as 70 percent. 

Then interest rates fell, even as claims 
began to accumulate. Some companies 
folded. The whole industry braced to ab­
sorb the losses. "A few wanted to get 
rich quick," Hall explained, "and we're 
all in trouble because of their greed." 

A principal measure of trouble in the 
insurance business is the ratio of claims 
to premiums. Some companies doing 
business in eastern Kentucky are cur­
rently experiencing a loss ratio of 200 
percent and the industry average is a 
staggering 140 percent. That means the 
average firm is paying out $140 in claims 
for every $100 collected in premiums. 
"You can'tlive that way for very long,'' 
Hall remarked. 

One way to cut the losses is by "redlin­
ing"-refusing to do business in areas 
that are unprofitable. Lopping off agen­
cies in rural areas makes more sense for 
an insurance carrier than would an 
across-the-board reduction in the 
amount of business they accept from all 
agencies, an industry analyst pointed 
out recently. "Simply cutting the 
number of agencies to be serviced will 
reduce field service costs by that 
amount," writes Stuart V. d'Adolf in this 
month's issue of The Independent Agent, 
a trade journal. "Cutting smaller and 
rural agencies will reduce costs in con­
siderably greater proportions than it will 
reduce premiums." 

The mountains have traditionally 
been a marginal territory for casualty 
insurance on autos, homes and 
businesses. Roads are bad; they're 
clogged with coal trucks; if you run off 
the side, your chances are high of hurt­
ing yourself and totalling your car. 

I am of the opinion that freedom of the 
press is very important to a free socie­
ty.

That is a lesson not easily learned-a 
fact that is illustrated, Hall says, by the 
current debate in two Right Beaver 
communities about whether to establish 
fire protection districts. "People worry 
about paying a few extra dollars in 
taxes," he said, "but if they don't set up 
those districts, people are going to have 
to do without insurance." 

As it is, some companies are not 
writing any policies in Class 10 
communities-those that are not within 
five miles of a fire department-and 
others, like the Kentucky Insurance Co., 
are not offering coverage to 
homeowners more than two miles from 
a fire station. 

Yet another major national firm was 
scheduled to send a representative to 
talk to its Big Sandy area agents this 
week, and the betting among some was 
that it, too, would be reducing its 
coverage here. 

Industry planners are conscious that 
redlining can trigger public anger and 
that public anger can result in interven­
tion by federal and state legislators. 
When companies virtually eliminated 
agencies in the inner-dty areas of the in­
dustrial northeast in the late 1960's, 
sometimes canceling policies in 
midterm, a number of states passed 
laws forcing insurance carriers to renew 
policies and, in some cases, to insure all 
applicants, a degree of control the in­
dustry does not wish to provoke again. 

As Daniel J. McNamara, president of 
the Insurance Services Office, put it in 
an address to that agency's annual 
meeting last month, "To ignore the im-

Numerous accounts have been observ­
ed in your paper with regard to the bat­
tle between Cablentertainment and the 
Prestonsburg City Council. These prob­
lems appear minute when compared to 
the poor TV cable service we receive 
from the same out-of-state company. 

Since Cablentertainment and then 
Consolidated Comm. assumed the TV 
cable franchise· from the Holbrook 
System on the Parkway on Middle 
Creek, the TV service and reception 
have been terrible.

But McNamara acknowledged there 
are no painless solutions for the in­
dustry's problems. "Our industry has 
now suffered through six years of under­
writing loss, each year worse than the 
year before,·· he said on Jan. 16. "The 
bottom of this industry cycle is indeed 
so deep that the road back to recovery 
will be tortuous." 

The effects of industry cost-cutting 
have already been felt here by agents 
and their customers.

In one, Emmitt and 
Juanita Wilhams clatm their home and 
well on Spider Hall Branch of Mud Creek 
were damaged by blasting at a nearby 
Coal !\1ac mine Thev seek $25,000 for 
damage to the house and $5000 for 
damage to the well, which they say is 
now unusable. 

In the othet· suit, Herman and Claude 
Halbert, of Dinwood, claim their homes 
were damaged by blasting done during 
construction of new KY 80 five years 
ago Herman Halbert seeks $18,000, 
Claude Halbert $22,000, in compensation. 
Their suit hsts as defendants the G & G 
Construction Co. and R.C. Durr Con­
struction Co. 

In another action, Judith A. Colvin, of 
Lexmgton, claims that Edgar Walters. 
proprietor of the Ed Walters auto dealer­
ship on South Lake Drive, deliberately 
de:;troyed a building on the property last 
October in an effort to force her to sell 
the property to him. 

Mrs. Colvin and Harry H. Ranier, the 
other owner of the property, gave 
Walters an option to buy the place for

Record Electricity 
Usage Set Jan. 21 
At Kentucky Power 

Over the 24 hours :\tonday, January 
21. Kentucky Power Company custo­
mers consumed more kilowatt-hours of 
electricity than in any other 24 hour 
penod of the company's history-
23.061,000 kwhrs were consumed which 
was 8 6% higher than the peak day of the 
previous winter. 

According to C. Richard Lovegrove, 
public affairs director for Kentucky 
Power on January 21, the company 
would have easily exceeded its previous 
record high one-hour peak demand had 
it not been for an outage affecting a part 
of its transmission system 

That outage occurred at 7:43 a.m. 
when a surge arrestor failed at the com· 
pany's Dewey Station. This electric fault 
was followed by a failure of certain cir­
cuit breakers to reclose properly which 
in turn caused overloads on other cir· 
cuits carrying the load. Ten stations ser­
ving 16,643 customers of all kinds were 
affected. Although restoration was 
made more difficult by the extreme cold 
weather, the company restored service 
to the bulk of these customers withm 
three hours and to all of them by 2 p.m. 

Al the time the outage occurred­
before work hours-the demand for elec­
tricity was already up to 1,020,000 kw. 
"Judging by the load on the affected 
substations both before and after the 
outage it is obvious that our customers' 
peak demand would have gone consider­
ly above the generating capacity of the 
company's Big Sandy Plant which is 
1.060,000 kilowattts. If that had happen 
ed, we would have had to purchase ele<.·­
tricity from other companies," 
Lovegrove said.

There arc many reasons that plants 
fail to flower, any of which can affect 
fruit production . There are also other 
plant and various environmental factors 
that can lessen or halt fruit formation or 
enlargement. Be they vegetables, fruit 
trees or landscape ornamentals, if you 
decide to grow particular plants for their 
fruits and they fail to produce, one or 
more of the following problems or situa· 
tions may exist. 

Fruits form as a result of pollination, 
the process involving the transfer of 
male pollen grains to the female 
ovancs-the ovaries becoming the 
fruits. Pollination can be prevented 
outright, or it can be reduced or 
hindered. 

Some plants are self-pollinated, while 
others must be cross pollinated for one 
or more reasons. Self-pollinated plants 
like nectarines. tomatoes, roses and 
tulip poplars produce enough of their 
own pollen at the right time with the 
right chemical components that they do 
not need pollen from another variety or 
cultivar. Other plants, like apples and 
pears. will fruit poorly or not at all if 
there isn't another different yet related 
plant for a pollen source. 

Need for a crop pollinator is most 
critical w1th fruit trees. Some prunes, 
most peaches. and all nectarines, 
apricots and pie cherries are self­
pollinating. Most apples, pears, plums 
and sweet cherries must be cross 
pollinated. If there is space for only one 
tree, be sure to pick a self-pollinator, or 
graft on a branch from a pollinator. 

Within cross pollinators, not all 
varieties work. Winesaps generally 
won't pollinate any other varieties while 
Red and Golden Delicious will pollinate 
most, even though certain types of Red 
Delicious won't pollinate each other. 
Crabapples can even be used to pollinate 
most apples. 

Peaches and nectarines can cross 
pollinate, but plums can't pollinate 
prunes nor pie cherries pollinate sweet 
cherries. Dwarf fruit trees can pollinate 
semi-dwarfs or standards and vice 
versa. 

Even If pollinators are planted, heat 
or cold can kill pollen before it is 
transferred or the transfer agent for the 
pollen may have problems. Fruit trees 
and many vegetables <even though most 
vegetables are self-pollinated) have 
their pollen transferred by insects. If in­
sect populations are low, if their activi­
ty is diminished due to adverse weather 
conditions or insecticides, or if some 
other tactor interfer with their work, 

pollination won't occur and consequently 
neither will fruit development. 

Many self-pollinated plants have their 
pollen transferred by wind. If air cir­
culation is poor or limited, pollination 
may be inadequate. This can be a fac­
tor in nut and pine seed production. 

Sometimes a stand of plant is inade· 
quate. This is especially true with corn. 
Corn pollen must blow or be carried 
from the male tassels on the top of the 
plant to the silks on the ends of the 
developing ears. A single row of corn 
may pollinate poorly, resulting in few 
kernels on the cob. If a density of four 
or more rows is planted, most silks will 
be randomly contacted by pollen grains. 

A very familiar landscape "no fruit" 
situation involves hollies. Hollies are 
self-pollinated, but male flowers are on 
separate plants from female flowers . If 
your female American holly sits in the 
front yard with no male American 
hollies within several hundred yards, no 
pretty red berries may be produced. 

Even if pollination occurs, good fruit 
development is not assured. The major 
cause of fruit dropping or failing to 
enlarge is inadequate moisture. Fruits, 
be they apples or tomatoes, are mostly 
water. This is a major reason to keep 
plants evenly watered, especially once 
you notice fruits beginning to develop. 

Timely Tip: If space is limited, grow 
fruit trees in containers. Select either 
grafted dwarf trees, or for very small 
containers 08 to 24 inch diameters>, 
genetically dwarfed trees.

The hike will take 
all day, so hikers should bring their own 
lunches.

"With the completion of this acquisi­
tion, Appalachian Oil and Gas Company 
has now become one of the largest oil 
and gas leaseholders in the state of Ken­
tucky," Mr. Becker said. 

Under the agreement, Appalachian 
has acquired Cities Service's leases on 
175,000 acres in southeastern Kentucky, 
spanning an eight-county area. 

The agreement provides for Cities 
Service to participate with Appalachian 
in the drilling of selected wells, and to 
receive an overriding interest in oil and 
gas production from this acreage. 

Concurrent with the execution of the 
agreement, Mr. Becker announced ten­
tative plans for the joint drilling by Ap· 
palachian and Cities Service of four 
developmental wells at sites located in 
the newly-acquired acreage. 

The eight Kentucky counties involved 
in the agreement are Clay, Breathitt, 
Jackson, Knox, Lee, Leslie, Owsley and 
Perry 

Clay county is already the principal 
site of Appalachian's development pro· 
grams and producing properties. The 
company has 16 producing wells in Clay 
county, of which 13 are gas wells and 
three are oil wells. 

Mr. Becker also announced that Ap­
palachian has authorized a feasibility 
study for the construction of a new 
60-mile pipeline to transport the com­
pany's natural gas from this area to rna· 
jor interstate pipelines owned by Texas 
Eastern Gas Transmission, Columbia 
Gulf and Tenneco, near Lexington, 
Kentucky. 

The study will focus on the feasibthtv 
of building a 12-inch, high-pressure 
pipeline with the capacity to transport 
up to 30 million cubic feet of natural gas 
per day.

ADD Executive 
McCauley Dies 

Joseph Lee McCauley, Sr., for 17 
years executive director of the Btg San­
dy Area Development District and 
onetime mayor of the city of Mid­
dlesboro, Ky., died last Thursday at 
Norton-Kosair Hospital, Louisville, vic­
tim of a brain tumor. He was 72 years 
old. 

Mr. McCauley, who resided at Auxier, 
near here, had been in failing health and 
had been on sick leave since undergoing 
surgery last year. 

As chief executive officer of Big San­
dy ADD, he was widely known, par­
ticularly in Floyd, Pike, Johnson, 
Magoffin and Martin counties which 
compose the district, where he figured 
in administering programs, services 
and the funding of public projects. 

He was mayor of Middlesboro from 
1961 to 1965 after serving the city for two 
terms as a city councilman. While he 
was mayor he was cited by the Kentucky 
Human Rights Commission and the 
newspaper, The Louisville Defender, for 
his efforts in support of civil rights in 
Middlesboro. Moving to Pikeville in 1966, 
he was administrator of District 12, 
Department of Highways, before com­
ing here to head Big Sandy ADD. 

A native of Greenville, Muhlenberg 
county, he was born Jan. 26, 1913, the son 
of John William and Verda Hankins 
McCauley. He was a graduate of Union 
College and did graduate work at the 
University of Kentucky and the Univer­
sity of North Carolina. He was a past 
president of the Middlesboro Rotary 
Club and a former member of the board 
of trustees of Trinity United Methodist 
Church there. At the time of his passing 
he was a member of the First United 
Methodist Church here. Mr. McCauley 
was a Navy veteran of World War II. An 
active participant in sports events, he 
was three-time state champion runner 
in his age group.

The association stated that they are now in possession of 
the new State of the Art Electron lc Detection gear that will 
enable them to quickly pinpoint all unlawful hookups on the 
cable systems, once they begin the procedure the first of 
September. 

The group said they decided to conduct the search when 
it became evident that there were hundreds of these Illegal 
hookups within their systems. 

The association said that in many cases illegal hookups 
created electronic problems within their systems that affect 
the signal quality to paying subscribers and they are deter· 
m Jned to provide the best service possible to their paying 
customers by eliminating the illegals . 

The group also said, since the Association's main interest 
and business Is providing cable TV signals to paying 
customers, and not the prosecution of those persons involv·

"Social Drinking" At Home 
Sends Message To Children 

George had a particularly bad day 
Wednesday. After arriving late for 
work, the boss called him on the carpet 
for missing a deadline. Once home, he 
settled into his easy chair, comforted by 
his extra-dry martini. 

On the other hand, George had a ter­
rific day Friday when he closed a big 
sale he had been working on for weeks. 
He jovially suggested that he and his 
wife celebrate at their favorite bar. 

Both incidents involve what most con­
sider harmless "social" drinking. But 
they may also communicate mixed 
messages to George's children, accor­
ding to Dan Rohrbough, alcohol thera­
pist at Our Lady of Bellefonte Hospital 
Care Unit. 

"The kids see it's okay to have a drink 
because it's a bad day and then they see 
it's okay to have a drink because it's a 
good day," he explains. "Without realiz­
ing it, parents like George may com­
municate that drinking helps us to get 
through good times and bad." 

Since children learn by example, 
Rohrbough explains that parents need 
to be highly sensitive to what they're 
communicating to their children 
through "social" drinking. This includes 
being aware of how much and when 
they're drinking in front of their 
children. 

of the mystique out of it," he says. "It 
may also be a good time to initiate an 
open discussion about the pros and cons 
of alcohol and how it can be abused.'' 

Rohrbough adds that no child should 
be allowed to drink regularly until he or 
she reaches legal drinking age. "The 
law says it's 21 and there are good 
reasons for that," he says. "Unfor­
tunately, many parents think it's okay 
to get two big kegs of beer for a 16 year 
old's party," he says. "They give into 
kids who threaten to drink at a friend's 
house if the parents won't let them drink 
at home. This is a case where the parent 
takes the easy way out." 

Rohrbough says that educating a child 
about alcohol is a continual process 
which parents need to initiate. "Too 
often we react to a crisis rather than try­
ing to exercise some prevention," he 
says. "It's important to talk about 
alcohol and the issues surrounding it. 
Children also need to learn refusal skills 
so they can say no to alcohol and feel 
good about it." 

"But the best teaching tool of all is a 
good example," he adds. "Kids learn 1 
from what parents say, but they learn 
a lot more from what they do."

"A beer on a hot day after a set often­
nis or a champagne toast at a wedding 
is acceptable social drinking provided 
that someone isn't an alcoholic," he 
says. "Two martinis after work every 
day is not social drinking. That's medi­
cine." 

DANNY P. CAUDILL 
Rohrbough adds that parents should 

guard against drinking at every social 
occasion. "It's important that children 
don't get the message that they must 
drink to socialize properly," he explains. 
Parents should also be aware that keep­
ing ample supplies of alcohol may sug­
gest that liquor is a household staple, he 
says. 

Rohrbough says that most parents 
underestimate how perceptive a child is 
about their drinking patterns. " I know 
of one father whose 2 year old son would 
frequently bring him a beer because he 
could tell daddy needed it," he said. "I 
have also heard about a 6 year old who 
would always wait to ask his father for 
something after 7:30p.m. because he 
knew dad was much more pliable after 
he'd had a couple of beers under his 
belt." 

Rohrbough says whether a child is 
allowed to taste alcohol is up to the in­
dividual parent.

While much of the nation is suffering 

from a severe outbreak of influenza, the 
number of cases reported in Kentucky 
is not all that alarming, according to of· 
ficials of the Department for Health 
Services. 

"Kentucky is having considerably 
fewer cases this year than in 1981, which 
was a bad year for influenza," said Dr. 
Ward Hinds, director of the Division of 
Epidemiology. "In 1981, we had as many 
as 8,500 cases per week reported during 
the flu season. This year the highest total 
in one week bas been 2,200 reported 

· cases." 
Hinds added that in 1983 Kentucky 

also experienced a more severe out­
break of influenza, with more than 10,000 
cases being reported one week during 
February. The Type A influenza virus, 
which is probably responsible for most 
of the current cases, was confirmed fll'St 
in the state last December. Since then, 
there has been no clearcut peak in the 
occurrence level, although the number 
of reported cases has been above 
average since mid-January, Hinds said. 

Another indication that the outbreak 
is not as severe in the state this year as 
in the past is the number of counties 
reporting influenza cases, Hinds pointed 
out. During 1981, as many as 19 counties 
reported influenza cases each week dur­
ing the season, with a low number of 12 
counties in one week. This year, the high 
number of counties has been 14, with a 
low of seven counties reporting cases in 
one week.

za season may be behind us, Hinds said 
it is still not too late to be vaccinated 
against influenza. 

''Influenza may continue into April, so 
the possibility of catching influenza is 
still there," said Hinds. He recommend· 
ed that anyone who is considered in the 
high-risk groups be vaccina ted against 
influenza if they have not already done 
so. That includes people who have 
chronic illnesses such as heart disease, 
lung disease or diabetes. Anyone over 
the age of 65, as well as health care 
workers, s hould consider being 
vaccinated. 

"We recommended health care 
1 workers be vaccinated since they are 
more likely to be exposed to the virus, 
and if they get it, are more likely to 
transmit it to high-risk persons," said 
Hinds.

Hinds also warned parents of children 
who do get influenza against giving them 
aspirin to help bring down the fever, 
since this could cause what is known as 
Reye's Syndrome. This disease, which 
affects the liver and central nervous 
system, can cause serious illness and 
death. The cause for Reye's is unknown. 

PAYING 100 MUCH EOR; 
"Reye's Syndrome occurs in a small 

number of children following an illness 
with fever, such as influenza or chicken 
pox," said Hinds. "The use of aspirin ap­
pears to increase the risk of Reye's." He 
recommended using products contain­
ing acetaminophen, if there is a need to 
lower high fevers.

The twentieth anniversary of the Ap· 
palachian Regional Commission was 
marked last Saturday by a celebration 
hosted in the nation's capital by the 
governors of the 13 Appalachian states. 

The celebration, including a 7 p.m. 
banquet at the Capitol Hill Hyatt Regen· 
cy Hotel. was planned by the governors 
to honor the founders and pioneers of the 
Commission and to recognize the pro­
gress made in bringing the Appalachian 
Region closer to the nation's economic 
mainstream since ARC's establishment 
In 1965. 

To commemorate the anniversary, 
the Commission also launched a special 
initiative aimed at lowering the Region's 
school dropout rate, which remains 
higher than the nation's average. posing 
a severe threat to economic growth . 

During the celebration, medallions 
were presented to a group of 14 in· 
dividuals in recognition of their pioneer· 
ing contributions to the Appalachian 
program. They a re: the late President 
John F. Kennedy; the late President 
Lyndon B. Johnson; former U.S. 
Senator J ennings Randolph of West 
Virginia; former U.S. Senator John 
Sherman Cooper of Kentucky; U.S. 
Senator John C. Stennis of Mississippi. 
former U.S. Representative Robert E . 
Jones of Alabama; U.S. Representative 
Jamie Lloyd \\rutten of Mississippi; the 
late U.S. Representative JoeL. Evins of 
Tennessee; U.S. Representative Tom 
Bevill of Alabama; former Governor 
Bert T. Combs of Kentucky; the late 
Governor John Millard Tawes of 
Maryland; Franklin Delano Roosevelt, 
Jr., chairman of the President's 
Regional Appalachian Commission, a 
forerunner of ARC; John L. Sweeney, 
first federal co-ehairman of ARC; and 
John D. Whisman, Kentucky's first 
representative to the Commission and 
ARC slate's regional representative for 
more than a decade.

Another highlight of the celebration 
was the premier showing of the film 
commissioned by the governors. "More 
than a Promise: Appalachia Twenty 
Years Later," sun·eying the ac­
complishments or the past 20 years. The 
film will be telecast throughout the 
Region during the coming months. 

The celebration precedes by two 
wee)(s the actual date of ARC' s 
establishment. The Appalachian 
Regional Development Act was signed 
into law by Pr~ident Johnson on March 
9, 1965. 'fhe Washington events were 
planned to coincide with a conference in 
Washington of local development 
district officials from throughout the 
Region and the winter meeting of the 
National Governors Association. 

At a governors' quorum meeting of the 
Commission preceding the celebration, 
ARC Federal Co-Chairman Winifred A. 
Pizzano outlined plans for the special in· 
itiative on school dropouts. The initiative 
is spurred by the fact that the dropout 
rate is still intolerably high throughout 
much of Appalachia, reaching 50 per­
cent in some school districts. 

The goal of the Commission's special 
program was to stimulate other public 
and private resources to support dropout 
reduction and prevention programs 
through such community-based projects 
as special tutorial programs, work· 
related trammg programs, etc.

Hospital Association 
Protests Rate Boost 
Asked by Phone Firm 

In an effort to keep the cost of hospital 
care from ultimately increasing, the 
Kentucky Hospital Association <KHAl 
has intervened in the requested rate in­
crease of $76 million filed by South Cen­
tral Bell before the Public Service Com­
mission <PSC>. 

Although not a lawsuit, the interven­
tion by KHA is an opportunity to provide 
additional information to the PSC in an 
effort to keep hospital telephone rates 
from increasing. 

<Hospitals are telephone intensive due 
to the need to provide patients the abili­
ty to remain in touch with families. ) 

In written testimony prepared for the 
Public Service Commission, WilliamS. 
Conn, Jr., president of the KHA said, 
" The hospital industry recognizes the 
plight of service industries such as South 
Central Bell and other utilities and their 
need for revenue to cover their opera­
tions. However, we feel a strong obliga­
tion to inform the PSC of the plight of 
hospitals in meeting increased costs for 
telephone service and other utilities. It 
is our belief that the general public is not 
aware of, or at least does not readily ' 
associate the fact that utility rate in­
creases simultaneously increase their 
cost of hospital care as well." 
• Since hospitals must manage their 
costs within budgeted amounts under 
the federal government's prospective 
pricing system <DRGs) in order to re­
main financially viable, increased 
hospital telephone rates could not only 
increase hospital costs but may prompt 
some hospitals ultimately to consider 
limiting telephones for patient use. 

"While hospitals have entered into 
sharing arrangements to achieve 
greater cost efficiency for many items 
of hospital expense, hospitals have lit­
tle or no control over increasing 
telephones and other utility rates," said 
Conn. 

" Hospitals in 1985 are undergoing a 
metamorphosis resulting from a varie­
ty of pressures and are unable to absorb 
costs of new technology as well as other 
expense items, such as telephone and 
other utility costs," said Conn. He add­
ed, " Increases in the rates and charges 
for hospital telephone service are not 
susceptible to the benefits derived by 
cost containment programs which 
hospitals have implemented."
