I am not going to say lhat they still us 

ed the "madstone" to treat mad-dog bite 
when r was a boy. but I do not know that 
this superb example of quackery was 
discussed at the lime as it it were the 
current anti-rabies specific. 

Louis Pasteur, the French chemist. 
had developed an anti-rabies serum by 
1882, and that treatment doubtless hati 
found its way to American hospitals. But 
much of rural America was .separated 
from hospitals by long miles and lillie 
means of travel. That, 1 suppose, is why 
the madstone was still discussed in this 
county in the early 1900s. 

At any rate. till Pasteur came aJong 
with his remedy, the poor human who 
was unlucky enough to be bitten by a 
rabid animal bad to depend upon the 
madstone, which ts described as a 
porous sort of rock Sometimes rererred 
to as the snake stone, 1l was believed to 
have the power to draw snake venon 
from a wound or whatever caused 
hydrophobia from a bile. 

So it was that the person bilten by a 
mad dog would be taken to the near·est 
madstone, which was rubbed onto the 
wound. and after that they walled. 

The tragedy lay not only in the fact 
that the stone had no cur alive power. It 
ts quite probable thal some persons who 
had been bitten ~ould not han· 
developed hydrophobia, but lhe unwash· 
ed stone rubbed onto their open wounds 
transmitted the rabies germs left behmd 
by others who had used it

Wolves Aren't So Big and Bad, 
Says "W olfrnan" Scientist 

Who's afraid of a btg bud wolf'! 
Nobody should bt>, according to the 

" Wolfman " 
"There has not been one single case 

of a healthy wolf attacking a human tn 
North Amenca!'' says Dr. David 
Mech-the "Wolrman"-in this month's 
edition of Ranger Hick maga7.tne. the 
monthly children's publication or the 
National Wildlife Federation 

Dr. Mech, a scientist with the U S 
Fish and Wildlife Sen•tcc, probably 
!mows more about woh·es than anybody 
else. He's been studying wolves for 
about 25 years, and in lact, invented a 
radio transmitter collar to track the 
animals' movements in the forests . 

Using the radio transmtlter collar Dr 
;\fech learned that: 

•Wolves hunt only for food and may go 
as long as two we«!ks between meals. 

•There are only two to eight wolves in 
most packs. 

•They hunt mostly deer and moose, 
and the prey caught art' usually the old, 
the very young, the sit'k, or the inJur<>d 

•When pups grow up, they often slay 
wtth their parents as pack m<!mbers. 

•Every wolf in a pack has a rank or 
place, and if a wol£ with low rank docs 
not like its place. 1t may leave to become 
a lone wolf or find a mate to form a new 
pack. 

Dogs and v.olves arc very clo:>ely 
related, and pack members act very 
similar to dogs, according to Ranger 
Rick. For tnstnncc, nfler two pack 
members have been separated for a 
while. they rush together, hck each 
other's faces, and wag thetr ttuls

3 Sentenced To Jail 
For TV Signal 'Theft• 

cFrom The Whitesburg Eaglt•l 
Three Letcher County men have b<.-en 

convicted in Letcher District Court on a 
theft of service charge for illegally ob· 
laming cable TV signals from United 
Cable Systems, Inc., of Hindman. 

Judge Randall T. Bentley sentenced 
the men to serve 30 days in jail and pay 
court costs. 

Archie W. Everage, Untted Cable 
manager. said the arrests and the con­
victions mark the beginning of an dfort 
by his company to stop cable TV theft. 

He said United Cable has orgamzed a 
security crew which is presently "on a 
campaign to find and prosecute any of 
these indh'iduals who are illegally ob· 
tamtng services." 

"Thts is our first step toward crack· 
ing down on a problem that seems to be 
getting out of hand ,'' Everage sa1d. ''II· 
legal connections sometimes cause 
signal problems for our paying 
customers and justify complaints from 
the cu.Stomers who know their neighbors 
are illegaUy hooked up w1thout paying " 

Under state law. theft of service is a 
Class A misdemeanor unless the value 
or the service which has been stolen is 
SlOO or more. In that case, the violat1on 
be<.-omes a Class D felony . 

According to E,·erage, Judge Bentley 
told the three offender.; thCJr cases could 
have been handled as felonies 

Sa1d Everage. "Bentley further stated 
he would probably ha\'e sentenced the 
men to a six-month jail sentence, but 
agreed to the sentence recommended by 
the prosecutor."

People in the process of setting forth 
resolutions for the New Year should 
seriously consider one they probably 
haven't thought of. that is, how to insure 
they are getting the most out of their 
Social Security protection. 

Because Social Security coverage is 
automatic in most cases-the employer 
deducts the Social Security taxes before 
the employee gets the salary-many 
people take the protectio.n it represents 
for granted. As a result, they may be 
surprised when they find out about some 
of its features when they start receiv­
ing benefits. 

Many people don't realize, for exam­
ple, that Social Security is not designed 
to replace all of a person's previous in­
come. Other features that may come as 
a surprise are: 

•The retirem~nt test- the limitation 
on earnings for people who are receiv­
ing Social Security benefits. 

•Tlle fact that Social Security retire­
ment benefits continue for life. 

•The number of different survivors 
and dependents that may be eligible for 
benefits when you retire, become disabl­
ed, or die. 

•Or the fact that benefits increase with 
the cost of living. 

If these facts come as a surprise to 
you, a resolution you should include on 
your list this year is to find out more 
about Social Security. Call the office 
nearest you and ask for a general leaflet 
on Social Security. You can also get 
leaflets covering special subjects you 
may be interested in, such as the 
disability program, how work affects 
your checks, and bow self-employment 
income is reported. The office bas a 
number of leaflets and other information 
materials that you may also find useful 
for your club, church, or other organiza­
tion interested in Social Security. 

The risk of not knowing what your 
Social Security protection involves is not 
so much a loss of benefits, although 
some do. In order to receive benefits you 
must apply for them. A late application 
may mean missing out on some months 
of benefits you could have received. The 
more serious risk, however, is not 
receiving the full measure of the protec­
tion the program provides. 

For example, people who know about 
Social Security disability and survivors 

protection are able to purchase in· 
surance for their family protection tak­
ing Social Security benefits into account. 
A worker earning average wages may 
expect Social Security disability benefits 
to replace about 35 percent of the earn­
ings before becoming disabled. Thus, it 
would only be necessary to worry about 
sufficient insurance to provide the dif­
ference between what Social Security 
provides and what is needed. · 

Likewise, many people who continue 
working after retirement and are aware 
of the earnings limitation will arrange 
to work and earn at a level that won't af­
fect their Social Security benefits. 
Benefits are reduced $1 for every $2 of 
earnings over the limit. The limit in­
creases each year with increases in 
general wage levels. 

In 1985, a person 65 and over may earn 
$7,320 without affecting his or her 
benefits People under 65 may earn 
$5,400 before benefits are affected. The 
earnings limit does not apply to people 
age 70 and older. 

Social Security is not just something 
you need to know about when you retire, 
become disabled, or for your family to 
find out about when you die. To really 
work for you, it should be a part of your 
financial planning right now. A New 
Year's resolution to call the Social 
Security office for more information 
would be a good place to start.

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Juvenile Drug-Drink Abuse 
Treatment Program Studied 

During 1985 Kentucky courts are ex 
pected to commtl Lo state custody more 
than 500 juvenile offenders with histories 
of alcohol and drug abuse. The Kentucky 
Department for Soctal . Servites is 
developing an experimental treatment 
proJect in Elizabethtown which. if suc­
cessful, may become a standard process 
m working with juvenile delinquents 
who also have substance abuse prob­
lems. 

The project is under study by the 
department's Division for Children's 
Residential Services and is located at 
the Lincoln Village Treatment Center in 
Elizabethtown. A one-year allocation of 
$50,000 has been committed for training 
and technical assistance to be provided 
by the North Central Comprehensive 
Care Center, also in Elizabethtown. 

Residential Services director William 
Verbeten said the project addresses a 
serious situation facing juvenile treat­
ment systems across the nation. 
''Alcohol and drug abuse is a con­
tributing factor in approximately 95 per­
cent of the cases we receive," he said. 
"Yet most of the existing treatment 
therapies tackle the delinquency issue 
with only secondary attention to drug or 
alcohol abuse. This project attempts to 
help the youth first with tbe drug or 
a lcohol problem itself as a cause for 
criminal or otherwise delinquent acts." 

cy counselor in each of our programs." 
Verbeten said the Lincoln Village pro 

ject will have some hurdles to clear 
before a statewide treatment program 
is approved. "Most drug and alcohol 
treatment therapi~s involve voluntary 
clients. Lincoln Village is a residential 
facility first, so we will be trying to 
motivate non-voluntary participants,'' 
he said. "But that's a specific aspect of 
the a lcohol-drug abuse problem. 
Another aspect is the issue of the role­
models which most of the juveniles have 
expertenced-parents. other family 
members and friends who abuse the use 
of alcohol and drugs. So some of the 
pomts-Jike the negative impact of drug 
abuse, vandalism or other criminal 
offenses-are very basic indeed.·· 

Once the Lincoln Village project has 
been evaluated, results of the study will 
be shared both within the Department 
for Social Services as well as with out­
side agencies.

Lincoln Village manager Chuck 
Fenigstein gave this example. • 'A teen­
ager who had been involved in some pet­
ty thefts began using and abusing a 
drug. To support his habit, be soon took 
part in more serious crimes. Certainly 
we can work with the youth on hid delin­
quent behavior problems. But the drug 
habit won't necessarily go away and any 
success we have could then be decreas­
ed once the juvenile's time with us is 
finished" 

Fenigstein said a truly successful 
treatment program should not end with 
a juvenile's stay in a state faci lity 
"Community suppor t through such 
groups as Alcoholics Anonymous, the 
Comprehensive Care Centers and others 
will be necessary so that when these kids 
go home and face a problem they can't 
handle, there will be people and places 
for the family and the individual to turn 
to for suppor t. After aH, the real impact 
of alcohol and drug abuse is felt by the 
families and the communities right 
along with the individual."

That's why the Lincoln VilJage project 
is so important. according to Fenigstein. 
"The problem of a kid leaving our pro­
gram and later returning to old, bad 
habits is further complicated when 
drugs or alcohol are involved,'' he said. 
·'In this project we want to concentrate 
on helping the juvenile develop a sense 
of self-esteem, self-confidence, a 
positive lifestyle witbout dependence on 
drugs or alcohol. " 

Treatment staff at Lincoln Village a re 
receiving special training in substance 
abuse counseling from advisors with the 
North Central Comprehensive Care 
Center and rrom Fenigstein, who is a 
certified chemical dependency counse­
lor. Verbeten said. "This wealth of ex· 
pertise both at the facility and close by 
is the reason we selected Lincoln Village 
for lhe pilot project. If we gel some 
positive results, it's our goal to have at 
least one certified chemical dependen-

When Ford looked at variable costs 
assoctated Y.ilh :.ix different plants 
recentl). Rubm sa1d. co:;ts of other fac 
tors were examined But "conclustons 
y,ere clear that transportation was b) 
far the most important. the la~est one 
of these costs, and far more tmportant 
than health care, energy and state and 
local taxes " 

Transportation Secretary Floyd Poore 
told the cunference that Kentucky may 
have to postpone some $50 milhon m 
federal-aid construction proJt:cl~ until 
late ·as or ·so because of inadequate 
state matchmg funds . Not bcmg abll.' to 
let the projects now. Poore said. nwans 
that the cost to the state will!)(.> more m 
the long run. 

Scrambling to find funds to match 
federal aid is just one of the problem~ 
created bv a sick Road Fund. There urc 
no funds available for resurfacing toll 
roads, several of which are tn the 15·25 
year age bracket and arc falhng apart 
The estimated cost of needed maJor 
mamtenance for the toll roads ts $25 
milhon annually. ·•and we don' t ha\'C 
that." said Poore. 

Poore added that the resurlacmg 
budget for other htgh\\ays !except In 
terstales) is m "dire straits. ' He said 
the Transportation Cabmet ne<.'ds a 
mtnimum of an additional $50 milhon a 
year Cor reswiacing, another SIO rniUion 
a year for mowing and maintenance, 
and another S5 million a year for snow 
and ice removal , 

Poore said both the state motor pool 
and road maintenance fleet are in need 
of replacement vehicles. The motor pool 
of 1,600 vehicles has more than 900

If not, we oughl to do awa) 
with 1t," Poore contmued 

"Tounsm has been projected as the 
number om• sndustry in the ne.xt ten 
)cars," Poore told the conference. "Ho\\ 
many people do )OU thmk wtll come to 
our state if a~ roads are so rough that 
it tears up their motor homes and house 
trailers? The latest estimate 1S that Ken· 
tuckians are spending O\er $200 milhon 
per year Cor repatr of vehicles bc<:ause 
or roadway problem.<;. Wouldn't it be bet­
ter to put that $200 mtllion mto resurfac­
Ing and Improving our roadways?' ' 

All told. the Transportation Ca.binet 
need $150 m1lhon "just to stay even' m 
rnmntnimng the states roads. Poore 
said. " !<:very year we don't have this 
means we backlog $t50 million of needs. 
We have a cancer eating at the transpor­
tation system of Kentucky, and if we do 
not tlo something I hose who follow us an• 
gomg to have to pay a tremendous bill," 
Poore said

Dis<.'ouraged workers-who are they'? 
Generally speaking. they are 

unemplo}ed people who have stopped 
looking for work but who would work if 
they thought jobs were available. 

The official deft nit ion for a discourag­
ed worker. according to state labor 
market analyst Ed Blackwell . is "a per· 
son who doesn't have a job and hasn't 
heen active!) looking for work for four 
w!'eks," 

He said an unofficial estimate by 
Department for Employment Services 
staff shows 90,000 to 100.000 Kentuckaans 
tnll into this category. 

"Some of these people have held job::s 
at some time, been laid off, exhausted 
their unemployment insurance benefits 
and g1ven up looking for work because 
they don't believe jobs are available." 
Blackwell said. 

"Some. especially women. have work­
ed outside the home but would enter the 
labor force if jobs were available," he 
said. "An example of this is in Letcher 
County. where the labor force jumped 
by more than 400 people in November 
because people were applying for jobs 
at a new shopping center. Many of these 
probably were wives of laid off coal 
miners They may have been looking for 
jobs for the first time." 

Blackwell said such an influx into the 
labor force supports the department's 
view that people wiJJ work when jobs are 
available, 

··There are situations where, in a two· 
income family, when one spouse loses a 
job, the family does not relocate because 
the other spouse has a good job,'' Black­
well said. "The family might move if 
both the husband and wife could find 
work elsewhere, but because of 
economic conditions nationwide. 
chances are not good for both to find 
jobs.'' 

In many cases. especially if the wife 
was m a minimum-wage job. she just 
drops out of the labor force, Blackwell 
said. "This is especially true where gar­
ment and shoe factories in Kentucky 
have closed in the last few years," he 
added 

If discouraged workers were includ· 
ed in labor force figures. what impact 
would it have on unemployment rates? 

''Based on trends we've observed 
smce the last recession began in 1979, in· 
clu:;ion of discouraged workers in the 
labor force would push the unemploy­
ment rate up by one to 1.5 percent each 
month.'' Blackwel1 said.

Federal offi caals 
maintain there is no single way of 
measuring unemployment that can 
satisfv all interests. Furthermore. the 
National C'ommissJOn on Employment 
and Unemployment Statistics has con· 
sidered indusion or discouraged 
workers in the labor force and has 
recommended that BLS continue ex­
cluding them_ 

The bui'(.'<JU does obtam data on 
discouraged workers each month from 
the tl S. Census RurPau, bur the sample 
is not large enough to provide a break­
down for each state or county. Blackwell 
smd. 

"Competition for jobs 1s the key." he 
said.

Your neighbor's J\frican VIOlets are 
covered with purple flowers, and yours 
haven't a bud. The lilacs along the 
driveway bloomed beautifully when 
grand mother owned the house, but now 
they're just a bunch of sticks. The roses 
bloomed better last year before you 
finally fertilized them. What happened'? · 

What happened? too little light? too lit­
tle thinning'? the wrong kind of fer­
tilizer'? What'? 

Let's look at these various situations 
and decide what went wrong. There are 
various environmental. cultural and 
plant-related problems lhat can cause or 
contribute to a plant not flowering. 

In the "Case of the Non-blooming 
Violet." <I'm an Agatha Christie addict> 
the plants probably didn't receive 
enough light. Flowering plants generally 
require part to full sun outside or 
relatively bright sunlight or artificial 
light inside in order to flower. There are 
exceptions, such as impatients and 
rhodQdendrons, that are happier in lhe 
shade. Where shade is too dense in an 
outdoor garden, plants may need to be 
moved or overhead tree branches 
thinned 

Inadequate light isn't the only en­
vironmental problem that can decrease 
or prevent flowering. Summer droughts 
followed by warm, wet falls can cause 
spring buds that develop in fall to swell 
or even open, almost invariably to be 
zapped by cold winter temperatures. 
Cold can also cause a problem in early 
spring if temperatures warm up, buds 
begin to develop and a killing frost sud­
denly occurs. Most of us have seen the 
beautiful creamy-white flowers on 
saucer and star magnolias go from 
perfection to musb overnight. 

With the non-blooming lilacs, if 
they're in full sun, the problem may 
simply be cultural-years of neglect that 
have produced an abundance of non­
flowering old wood. When flowering 
shrubs such as lilacs, forsythia and 
spirea become overgrown with old 
wood, the wood should be gradually 
pruned out to stimulate new growth. 

If pruning was done, it may have been 
at the wrong time of year, inadvertent­
ly removing already formed flower 
buds. Prune spring blooming trees and 
shrubs after they bloom in spring; sum­
mer and fall blooming plants in early 
spring before buds develop. And don't 
overprune, stimulating lots of suckers 
and rank growth. 

Another cultural problem may be 
fertilization-too little, too much, the 
wrong stuff. Two little and overall 
growth will be stunted, too much, 
especially nitrogen, and leaves and 
stems <vegetable growth) may be pro­
duced at the expense of flowers. That 
may have happened with the non­
blooming roses, especially if the same 
nitrogen fertilizer that was used on the 
lawn was used on the roses. 

With houseplants. over or under 

watering can 1nterefere with flowering. 
Buds can drop if roots are either overly 
wet or overly dry. They can also drop if 
the humidity is too low 

1\vo other· plant factors that can pre­
vent or reduce flowering are 
immaturity-the plant simply isn't old 
enough to flower, and alternate 
flowering-heavy flowring some years, 
light flowering othe.rs. Altemate Dower­
ing is common with crabapples and 
dogwoods. 

Timely Tip: Keep English ivy fFom 
climbing on wooden structures and 
trees Tiny gripping roots can separate 
boards, foster rotting by trapping 
moisture behind its dense mat, harbor 
insects, and shade out sunlight in trees.

evidence is "fundamentally unfair" and 
that its "only plausible use is to pre­
judice the fact-finders into thinking the 
defendant's refusal to submit to testing 
is an effort to conceal intoxication." 

And she noted that the appellate court 
ruling "just focused on Breathalyzer 
tests and not other tests police may ad­
minister in determing drunken driving."

Lt. Larry Fentress, legal officer for 
the Kentucky State Police, said the deci­
sion could significantly hamper police in 
getting convictions in drunken driving 
cases. 

"I think a jury puts a lot of credence 
into Breathalyzer tests a nd that mean­
ingful evidence is provided by inform­
ing them that a defendant would not take 
the test,'' Fentress said. 

Officers will be notified of the court 
ruling and will be advised to "be 
cautious until this issue runs its course 
in the courts," he added. 

In upholding a decision by Fayette 
Circuit Judge N. Mitchell Meade in the 
case of Waldon L. Hager, the a ppellate 
court unanimously said state law re­
quired that a person suspected of 
drunken driving be informed that he 
could lose his driver's license for refus­
ing to submtl to certain tests. 

But the law "does not address the ad­
missibility at trial of a refusa l to submit 
to <Breathalyzer) testing," the court 
said. 

The appellate court said there were 
many reasons that a motorist would 
choose not to submit to such testing, "not 
the least of which may be to escape the 
physical and emotional trauma and 
supreme embarrassment of being forc­
ed to a public place for testing when, in 
fact, he or she may be suffering from 
other maladies characteristic of

Officer Robert Larimore, Breatha­
lyzer operator and technician for the 
Lexington police department, said that 
because of other tests, the ruling "hurts 
but would not h inder us severely." 

"The Breathalyzer test is additional 
evidence-equivalent to fingerprints 
taken at a crime scene," he said. 
"Without it, it makes it a little harder for 
us to prove the driver is under the in· 
fluence, but we have other tests for 
evidence."
