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Two Fire Depts. 
To Quit in April 

Porter Says 'Things Pickin' Up' 

Money Shortage 
Is Main Reason 
Decision Made \ 

Rural fire departments are in trouble. 
Numbered are the days when men 

would sign on eagerly, if only for the 
camaraderie of the firehouse and the 
drama inherent m the work, and a 
women's committee toiling in the 
background could raise the needed 
funds . 

That is the message that volunteer fire 
crews in at least three Floyd com· 
munities have been trying to get across 
in recent weeks. And two of the three, 
thwarted bv the fiscal court in their ef­
fort to levv a tax for their ~ervices. have 
let it be known that they are quitting. 

Wayland fire department officials, 
stung by the fiscal court's refusal to set 
up a fire protection district. announced 
Fnday that the~ will not respond to calls 
as of April 20. . . 

That is the day the $4794 prcmtum IS 

due for insuring Wayland's two fire 
trucks. It is money the fire department 
does not have. 

For the Garrett fire department, calls 
will be answered until the $300 the) have 
in the bank is used up. With costs 
averaging about $40 a run, that should 
see them into next month, said Terry 
Triplett. a member of the Garrett crew. 

"After that, our suggestion is that, if 
anyone has a fire, they call Magistrate 
(KennethJ Roberts," said Triplett, in 
reference to the Second District 
magistrate who spearheaded fiscal 
court opposition to the tax proposal. 

On 1\londay, it was the turn of Allen 
residents to hear the bad news about the 
rising costs of fire protect1on. The 
24-year-old Allen Fire Department, one 
of the county's oldest, is in crilical 
shape, said Fm~ Chief Roy L. Compton. 
Just climbing the hill in front of the 
firehouse is almost more than the bat­
tered 1961 fire truck can manage. The 
firehouse itself is an unfurnished, 
concrete-block building with cracked 
walls and a leaky roof. The fire depart­
ment's lease on the property has long 
since expired. And attrition has reduc­
ed the fire crew to se .. ·en dispirited 
members . 

Voluntary contributions amounted 
last year to $7800, Compton said, an in­
adequate sum when a hose nozzle can 
cost $900 and it takes $2300 to outfit a 
single firefighter. 

The state contributes $2000 annually 
to the fire department budget; the fiscal 
court, $1000 in "good" years. It was not 
enough to enable Allen to keep up the 
$435-a-month payments on a mini· 
pumper, which had to be sold to the West 
Van Lear fire department-for $22,000

Court Blocks 
Firing of Two 

Wheelwright Mayor Elmer Ferguson 
and members of the city commission 
were blocked by court order last Friday 
from acting on a decision to fire two 
members of the city utilities commis­
sion . 

The Floyd Circuit Court order was 
sought by Utilities Commission Chatr­
man Don Daniels and Alfred Rhea after 
they learned that the city commission, 
In a special sess1on held March 4, voted 
to remove them from office. The special 
session was called without proper notice, 
they contended. 

In addition to the restraining order, 
Daniels and Rhea have also asked for 
damages to compensate for "the wilful 
violation of their constitutional rights." 

Named as defendants in the action. 
besides the mayor. are commissioners 
Dennis Holbrook, Bill Meade, and Joe 
Stewart. The remaining commissioner, 
Elva Wnek, was not present at the 
March 4 meeting and said she received 
no notice of it.

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Fiscal Court Denies 
Fire District Plan 

Despite warnmgs that rural horne­
owners mav not be able to buy msurance 
without f1re protectiOn, moves to set up 
taxing districts to support fire depart· 
ments at Wayland and Garrett again 
failed last week in Floyd fiscal court. 

''You're going to.see a lot of insurance 
• companies leaving Class 9and Class 10 

districts (those without fire departments 
or hydrants)," said Blaine R. Hall, of 
Prestonsburg's Hall-Clark Insurance 
Agency. ··A lot of older people and young 
couples will not be able to get insurance. 
No homes will be built when you can't 
get insurance: you won't get a loan." 

But the only magistrate he convinced 
was Lowell Samons, whose motion to 
establish a fire protection district in 
Wayland did not even get a second. 

A similar proposal to establish a fire 
district at Garrett, which was voted 
down last December, was rejected a sec­
ond time on a motion of District 2 
Magistrate Kenneth Roberts. Samons 
was again the only magistrate to support 
the proposal. 

Establishment of fire protection 
du;tricts-like the one already in ex· 
istence at Betsy Layne-would have 
added $1 to property tax bills for every 
$1000 of assessed valuation. Proponents 
argued that volunteer fire departments 
can no longer pay their bills with the pro­
ceeds from roadblocks and bake sales, 
Moreover, the added tax would be more 
than offset by reductions in insurance 
permiums, they said. 

"It is enough for these men to get out 
and serve the public voluntarily without 
having to go out and beg the public for 
suppc:>rt," said Elmer Morrison, former 
fire chief at Wayland. But Russell 
Wallen, in opposing the Garrett district, 
complained that "every time you turn 
around there's a tax coming." And 
Frank Martin predicted that the imposi· 
tion of a tax would quickly be followed 
by a reassessment of property values. 

The lengthy debate was a trying one 
for magistrates. who must face the 
voters next month, and the absence or

Fire ·Problem Here 
Said Among Worst 

State Division of Forestry personnel 
often find their job a difficult and 
frustrating "row to hoe." Working to 
protect the precious timber resources 
of the state, they find themselves hav­
ing to cope with public attitudes shaped 
by generations of homespun 
misconceptions which have taught 
many area residents to believe that 
"forest fires are good because they 
kill snakes.'' or "the fires don't really 
hurt the big trees. they just burn out 
the sawbriars." and other time· 
honored and equally misleading say­
ings. And then there are the judges who 
apparently take the whole matter of 
fcrest resources hghtl). summanly 
dismissing all but a handful of illegal 
burning cases turned in by rangers 

Rich Green. of the Division's 
Frankfort office. and Joe Ferguson, 
county forest ranger. expressed their 
frustration last week and spoke of the 
situation. particularly in this county. in 
hopes of raising public awareness in 
some way. 

The first serious rash of fires of the 
current spring fire season. which burn­
ed nearlv 2.000 acres of woodland. 
earlier this month. in the six<ounty 
Eastern District. of which Floyd is a 
part, brought into clear focus the pro­
blems which are faced by area forestry 
workers. 

Floyd county recorded the most 
blazes in the district. a total of 44. and 
much larger and more populous Pike 

county was se<:ond with 29 fires. Martin 
county recorded 17 fires £10 percent the 
result of arson>. Lawrence had eight, 
and Johnson and Magoffin. seven each. 
Half of Floyd's fires was the result of 
arson with the other half resulting 
from trash burning without precaution. 

Claiming the dubious distinction of 
No. 1 in number of fires in the district is 
commonplace for Floyd, according to 
the foresters. who pointed out that this 
county. along with Perry and Carter, 
are "probably the hottest counties in 
the state." 

"We're going to have to calm down 
this thing in Floyd county," Green 
sa1d. 

Laws against illegal and improper 
burning don't seem to help much. 
foresters have learned, because all too 
often judges "throw out" misde· 
meanor citations resulting from burn­
ing offenses. 

"The biggest problem seems to be 
law enforcement." said Ranger 
Ferguson. who pointed out that while 
there Is an average 48 percent convic· 
lion rate statewide. in itself a disap­
pointing figure to forestry officials. 
Floyd county shows only a 12.5 percent 
conviction rate for 1981-'83 

"We've got to sympathize with the 
need of landowners to bum brush and 
trash," said Green. "but there's safe 
and prescribed ways to do it." 'J'!le 
laws during fire seasons are not dif·

The Spring Garden 
By this time each year, most 

gardeners are anxious to get started in 
their gardens. yet the unexpected 
variability of Kentucky weather often 
stalls much activity. Many people have 
begun using coldframes for earher 
spring starts and later fall projects, but 
there are smaller. more portable forms 
of protection-bigger than hotcaps but 
smaller than coldframes- available 
from garden centers, nurseries and mail 
order sources. 

Most of these cover-ups or season ex· 
tenders are given the fancy name of 
cloches. Coming from the French word 
for bell, modern day cloches may hard· 
ly resemble the beautiful bell-shaped 
glass jars once used by French 
gardeners trying to protect their plants 
from frosts. While cloches have long 
been popular in France and England, 
they have only recently started to catch 
on here. 

The fragile, expensive French bell 
cloches are copied by many of us in a 
more rugged and definitely less expen· 
sive fashion. Late each winter I start 
saving gallon plastic milk jugs and two 
liter plastic pop bottles. cutting the bot· 
toms off to ready them for covering 
tomato plants I insist on planting too 
early. 

There are actually two groups of 
cloches: single-plant cloches and 
multiple-plant cloches. Regardless of 
type, the cloche must help to either re· 
tain heat or warm the air and soil in 
order to be effective, yet must be ven· 
tilated in some way to prevent overheat· 
ing. With milk jugs and plastic bottles 
ventilation is easy-just leave the top off 
unless extremely cold weather is 
predicted. 

Tomato cages or cylinders of fencing 
or chicken wire can be turned into 
cloches by wrapping them with 4-mil 
polyethylene. The top should be left open 
during the day and covered with card· 
board. a board or additional poly at 
night. 

A very unusual looking cloche ap­
peared on the market about five years 
ago. Made of plastic, it forms a circle of 
individual cells. each of which is filled 
with water to serve as solar heat collec· 
tors . Called Wall·O'·Water, they 
reportedly protect plants down to 16'F 
while also preventing burning on sunny 
days. I have used them and gotten some 
slightly earlier production, but have 
often had trouble getting them set up 
and filled with water. 

Multiple-plant cloches, often called 
tunnel cloches or tunnel covers, are 
designed to cover seeded rows or rows 
of young transplants rather than in· 
dividual plants. They are most often 
made by covering supporting hoops or

frames (made from PVC pipe, plastic 
tubing, willow or bamboo poles, sturdy 
wire fencing or chicken wire> with 4 or 
6-mil polyethylene <plastic film> or cor· 
rugated fiberglass. The sides are an· 
chored down with soil or rocks, and ven­
tilation is obtained by opening the ends. 

Tunnel cloches resemble mini quonset 
style greenhouses, and in summer the 
poly or fiberglass can be replaced by 
cheesecloth to create a small shade 
structure to extend crops such as let­
tuce. I've even seen large cloches made 
by joining pairs of old wood-framed 
storm windows to form little pup tents. 

Whatever design and construction 
material you select, cloches can help 
you get started earlier in the spring and 
garden later in the fall. Many commer­
cial growers have begun to use tunnel 
cloches over rows of cucurbits to get 
earlier cucumber and melon production. 

Timely Tip: For a "natural" Easter 
basket, grow a mini lawn of grass in the 
basket. Line the baskets with · foil, 
plastic. or sphagnum moss, or buy a 
basket with a molded plastic liner. Fill 
with two to three inches of potting soil, 
sprinkle with rye or rescue seed. teep 
evenly moist and in a couple of weekS 
your Easter basket will have its own 
green carpet ready to cushion your 
Easter goodies.

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Two 'Burning' Issues 
Among the "burning issues" in Floyd county, these days, 

are fire insurance and protection against fire. 
Fire insurance underwriters say they're paying out more for 

fire losses than they're collecting in premiums and that, unless 
the situation improves, they may be forced to withdraw from 
the area. 

Providers of protection against fire say they're tired of beg­
ging for money to keep going and are ready to call it quits. 

Homeowners and the owners of business properties cannot 
afford to lose either. Nor can those who would build a home, 
for no bank will loan money on an uninsured structure. All this 
relates to the security of insurance and the ability of a com­
munity to protect itself from destruction. 

One threat to quit comes from the Garrett Fire Department 
alter the fiscal court had for a second time killed a move in 
that area to create a fire district and pay the cost of maintain­
ing and operating a fire department with a tax of 10 cents per 
$100 property valuation. 

We cannot honestly blame either, the insurance firms or the 
fire departments, bad as the situation will be if both are lost. 

If juries will not make arson painfully unprofitable by ex­
acting heavy penalties of those who set fire to their own homes 
or those of others to collect insurance, more arson will be in­
vited. Insurance losses, already heavy, will become greater. 
To remain solvent, the only way out for the insurance com­
pany in that case is to get out. 

If property-owners are unwilling to pay a reasonable amount 
for the upkeep of a fire department to protect their buildings 
from fire, and if the county's fiscal court remains unwilling 
to establish some means for them to exist while devoting their 
time to the night-and-day threat of fire, the feeling must grow 
among firemen that they are no longer wanted or needed. 

It is too much to ask of these men that they devote their time 
and energies to the matter of protecting homes and businesses 
-and then have to set up roadblocks and beg the public for 
enough money to keep going. 

Indeed, these are burning issues.

"We've begged and begged for help, .. 
the fire chief said. "If we can't get it, 
we're through. " 

For all that, the Allen meeting was not 
without hopeful signs. While the depart­
ment's last appeal for help attracted on­
ly a handful of people, about 50 turned 
out for Monday's meeting. And, while 
they approached a tax proposal warily, 
the idea was given a serious hearing. 

Where earlier fundraising drives ap­
pealed largely to sentiment, fire depart­
ment officials are now arguing with the 
tougher logic of economics. For all its 
shortcomings, the Allen Fire Depart· 
ment by its mere existence serves to 
give the area a Class 9 rating for the pur­
pose of setting insurance rates. If the 
department should fail, the Allen area­
which includes Dwale, communites 
from Bull Creek to I vel, and sections of 
Beaver and Prater Creeks- would drop 
automatically to a lowly Class 10. 

That would mean a hike of at least 25 
percent in insurance premiums-and 
that on the shaky assumption that 
coverage would be available at all , said 
Larry Jones, a Prater Creek insurance 
agent. "I'd say a homeowner could give 
$100 a year Ctoward the maintenance of 
the fire department) and still come out 
ahead c in insurance savings )," Jones 
said. 

According to another estimate, a $400 
premium on a $70,000 home could jump 
to $650 if the fire department went out 
of business. At the maximum tax rate 
allowed by Jaw. the owner of such a 
home would pay $70 in fire protection 
taxes. assuming the home was assess­
ed at its full value. 

The Allen gathering voted to meet 
again April! to discuss the issue further. 
It is not the jingle of money in the bank 
but. for Fire Chief Compton and his 
dwindling crew, it was sweeter music 
than they have heard in a long time.

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Magistrates Ed Caudill and Gerald 
DeRossett during discussion of the Gar­
rett proposal prompted Roberts to ac­
cuse them of ''hiding out." "If they can't 
stand the g---· heat, let them get out of 
the kitchen," he said. 

When the issue came to a vote, Caudill 
sided with Roberts while DeRossett abs­
tained. That killed the fire district and 
Fire Chief Bruce Scott warned that, 
come December, the fire department 
itself would likely die. 

Floyd County Clerk Carla Boyd turn­
ed in to the court $74,218 in fees for 1984 
and took the opportunity to ask for a six 
percent "cost-of-living" raise for her 16 
deputies, retroactive to Jan. 1. The raise 
was voted without dissent. 

Also granted was a raise sought by 
Sheriff Henry C. Hale on behalf of his 
staff. A deputy will now earn $1250 a 
month, up from $1000. 

The poor condition of county roads 
was cited as a reason to rehire 15 road 
workers laid off at the end of last year. 
They are Hurley Akers, Ernest G. Bur­
chett, Clyde Burke, Henry Burchett, 
Lenvil Campbell, Marcelino Castillo, 
Glennis Caudill, Walker Coleman, Don­
nie Gayheart, Erlas Hall. Charles 
Lewis, Vickie R. Martin, Billy Merritt, 
Irvin Shepherd and Forrest Tuttle, Jr. 
Also hired were William Martin Wells 
and Anthony W. Moore. 

A $50,000 check was received from the 
Federal Emergency Management 
Administration to reimburse the coun­
ty for money spent during the May, 1984 
flood. The federal agency had earlier ad­
vanced $29,000 toward the cleanup costs. 
In addition, $16,280 was received from 
the state toward the cost of snow 
removal and road repair this winter. 

The court heard an ordinance read 
which will authorize Blackhawk Mining 
Co. and Robertson Coal Co., of Texas, to 
apply for $2.2 million in industrial 
revenue bonds to build a coal tipple and 
unit train facility at Lancer. 

In other business, the court accepted 
into the county road system a road and 
bridge near the Little Mud property of 
Wince Yates and Walter Hill and a road 
serving the Woodlawn Hills subdivision 
on Middle Creek; closed the old county 
road on Toler's Creek, giving the pro· 
perty back to Melvin and Opal Conn; ap­
pointed Emmitt Lawson to the board of 
the Mud Creek Water District, replac­
ing Walter Akers; and authorized work 
on a Soil Conservation Project at Allen 
Park.

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ficult to understand or observe. Green 
pointed out. "Basically. it's just don't 
burn before 4·30 p.m. and brush being 
burned must be 150 feet from woods or 
debris leading to the woods." Green 
said. "And we don't take a tape 
measure and make sure it's 150 feet to 
the inch." he stressed. "U a landowner 
will just show reasonable care we 
won't come down on them." When a 
citation is issued then, there's very 
good reason. according to Green. and 
that's why a low conviction rate from 
the courts is so discouraging. 

Besides the frequent lack of coopera­
tion from local officials. a problem 
perhaps more basic. that of 
widespread ignorance of burning laws, 
presents a major obstacle to the work 
of the Division of Forestry. In many 
cases people simply are not aware of 
burning restrictions "and they feel like 
since it's their land. they can do what 
they want," explained Green. Increas­
ed public awareness and education and 
emphasis on the great value of 
timberland to the area and state's 
economy are of utmost importance to 
bringing about long-term changes, 
forestry officials believe. 

On a tour. Friday.$£ a recently fire­
damaged woodland on Middle Creek. 
Ferguson and Green explained the ex­
tent and severity of area fires. 

Young saplings. they pointed out. are 
often killed outright . by the hillside 
flames which burn in jagged lines 
along the ground generating extremely 
high temperatures. More mature 
trees, well on their way to becoming 
valuable, marketable timber are 
damaged along the base and lower 
trunk and' sections of the cambrium or 
growth layer is killed. As the tree con­
tinues to mature. the dead areas pull 
away from the still growing wood caus­
ing the splits, holes and characteristic 
hollows which degrade the tree's value 
for lumber. 

In addition, loss of ground cover in­
evitably results in erosion and topsoil 
deterioration. 

Timber. fire scarred. becomes in· 
fected, stained and decayed by insects 
and disease which gain entry into the 
tree through the scars. Such loss 
averages 60 percent of the timber's 
value and may run as high as 75 per­
cent of the total value, forestry figures 
for the state indicate. 

For every acre of woodland that 
burns, the loss in timber related values 
averages $27.00 each year thereafter 
until the burned-over stand matures in­
to sawtimber. This accumulates to 
more than $2.000 per acre eventually 
lost during the 75 years required for 
most woodland to reach maturity. 

The cost to the state and local 
economy due to forest fires is 
monumental. the foresters stressed. 
and while some fires will always begin 
through lightning or perhaps sparks 
from passing trains. most are 
avoidable. "People need to realize the 
tremendous value of our timber 
resources and simply observe burning 
laws," said Green. 

The state's forestry laws are simple 
and straightforward. They're basically 
saying-be careful. use common sense. 
be responsible, have respect for the 
woods. 

"If people would just be careful when 
burning and realize the dangers involv­
ed. there'd be no law enforcement pro­
blem and this whole fire situation could 
be managed.'' Ferguson commented.

Kentucky. Recently I had an experience

in one of our local courts which pro­
mpted me to draft the enclosed letter. 
Presently a great number of insurance 
companies who were doing business in 
our area are no longer doing so. They 
are pulling out of this area because they . 
have historically lost money in 
Southeastern Kentucky due to many ar­
son and fraudulent claims. 

The perpetrators are allowed to con­
tinue with these crimes because the 
general public does not view these ac­
tions as a crime. I do not feel the public 
realizes that they are the losers in the 
long run. They are beginning to ex­
perience problems such as greatly in­
creased insurance premiums and reduc-
ed availability of certain types of . 
policies in certain areas. The problem 
will get much worse before it gets bet­
ter. It is conceivable that every home 
outside the city limits in Southeastern 
Kentucky would be insured through the 
Kentucky Fair Plan at approximately 3 
to 5 times the normal insurance 
premium. Obviously, at that point the 
people sitting on a jury when an in­
surance company is being sued may 
realize justice should be served, ir- • 
regardless of it being the "little man" 
against the insurance company. 

I took a great deal of time in thinking 
about this and drafting this letter to the 
editor, and I strongly urge you to publish 
it. I do not know what good it will do, but 
I certainly feel it cannot hurt. Thank you 
in advance for your cooperation in this 
matter.

**DID YOU AS COUNTY CLERK CAUSE THE COLLECTION AGENCY TO START COLLECTING THE 
DELINQUENT TAXES? . 

I did not have any part in the Fiscal Court voting to have the delinquent taxes turned over to a collection agency. 
The Fiscal Court, which is made up of four magistrates and the County Judge/Executive voted and the motion carried at the 

February 1984 Fiscal Court meeting to turn over the 1979 thru 1982 delinquent personal property taxes to a collection agency 
for collection. They did this in hopes to generate more revenue for Floyd County and at this same time the collection agency would 
receive 33% of whatever they collected. 

These delinquent taxes were at that time on record in the County Clerk's office. If anyone wanted to pay their delinquent 
taxes before the court stepped in they would pay to the County Clerk's office .... but .... the County Clerk never did send out delin­
quent tax notices. That is not one of the Clerk's responsibilites. 

LET ME EXPLAIN HOW THE TAXING PROCESS WORKED (before 1984) 
(1) The tax bills were prepared; 
(2) The prepared tax bills were given to the sheriff and the sheriff sent out the tax notices; 
(3) If after June of the following year those taxes were .not paid, they were considered delinquent and turned over to the 

County Clerk; 
(4) It was then the responsibility of the County Attorney to collect the delinquent taxes. However, Floyd County never did 

pursue the collection of delinquent taxes. If they were paid, that was great, but if not, nothing was done. 
(5) In February of 1984 the Fiscal Court saw that monies were needed in Floyd County and thought that by turning over the 

delinquent personal property taxes to a.collection agency that this would be one way of getting that much needed revenue. 
(6) The Fiscal Court gave this to the collection agency in February 1984 and it took the collection agency until December 

1984 to get everything finalized and delinquent notices were then sent out. 

AT NO TIME-DID I, CARLA R. BOYD, FLOYD COUNTY CLERK HAVE ANY SAY IN THE MATTER OF TURNING 
THE DELINQUENT TAXES OVER TO THIS COLLECTION AGENCY. MY JOB WITH THE FISCAL COURT IS ONLY 
TO RECORD THE MINUTES OF THE FISCAL COURT MEETING. 

Your state legislators were the ones who passed the law stating that effective January 1, 1984 when you licensed your vehicle 
(whether it be a car, truck, trailer, camper or motorcycle) you would at that time pay your personal property taxes on said vehicle 
to the County Clerk instead of to the sheriff as it had been done in the past years. 

The Department of Revenue are the ones who put the taxable value on these vehicles .••• NOT THE CLERK!!! 
This law is statewide. No matter where you go in the state of Kentucky or who .the clerk is, you still must pay your personal 

property taxes when you license your vehicles. 

* *DID YOU AS CLERK MAKE INVIDIDUALS BUY INSURANCE TO OBTAIN THEIR LICENSES? 
Again, this law was passed by your legislators in Frankfort. Your legislators are the ones who make the laws ••.• We are the ones who 

must abide by the new laws. 
Effective January 1, 1985 your legislators in Frankfort passed the law that you must-have proof of your insurance before you can renew 

your licenses on your motor vehicles. If you don't have this proof, you cannot obtain your license at the County Clerk's office.

Redshirting is prohibited by a regula­
tion passed by the Kentucky State Board 
of Education at its meeting on March 5th 
in Frankfort. 

As defined by the ad hoc Study Com­
mittee on Athletics in its report to the 
board, redshirting is the practice of re­
taining a pupil in an elementary grade 
for the sole purpose of improving a 
school's athletic program. 

"Prohibiting redshirting helps ensure 
that the educational system truly works 
to the benefit of each child," said 
Superintendent of Public Instruction 
Alice McDonald. "All children must be 
challenged to reach their maximum in­
tellectual potential " 

The regulation sets an absolute limit 
on the number of years of each student's 
eligibility for interscholastic athletics. 
Under the new regulation students may 
compete in school athletic programs for 
no more than seven years after entering 
the sixth grade. 

In related action the board adopted a

Budget Action Angers Anglers 
Thousands of Kentucky boaters and

Ac­
cording to Peter W. Pfeiffer, director of 
Fisheries, Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources, the "freeze" 
would cost Kentucky an additional $1 
million per year and would mean that 
the expanded development of access 
sites along Kentucky's streams and 
lakes, fishing piers in department -owned 
waters, fish habitat development in 
lakes and coldwater streams, creation 
of several new lakes at our wildlife 
management areas, increased technical 
guidance to lake owners, and increased 
management of crappie and black bass, 
the two kinds of fish most sought by 
anglers in Kentucky. will not be possible. 

The National Sportfishing and Boating 
Enhancement Committee. an organiza­
tion of some 30 fishing and boatittg 
organizations is opposing the OMB "hi­
jacking." The committee, which repre­
sentg approximately five million out­
doorsmen, worked for seven years to 
pass the Wallop-Breaux legislation and 
is obviously not taking kindly to seeing 
user funds taken for other purposes.

A six-student team from Louisville's 
Ballard High School has won the first 
statewide Academic Decathlon and will 
represent Kentucky in the national 
competition 

The state finals, held March 9 10 

Lou1sville, brought together the four 
highest-scoring teams from the initial 
round of competition. The four teams 
competing in the finals were Ballard, 
Madisonville-North Hopkins County 
High School, Henry Clay High School of 
Lexington and Eastern High School of 
Louisville. 

Ballard led with a cumulative score of 
11,275 points, followed by Henry Clay 
High School with 10,509, Eastern High 
School with 10,285 and Madisonville­
North Hopkins High School with 9,948 
points. 

State finals events included competi­
tions in essay writing, delivery of 
prepared speeches and an interview 
situation 

In ceremonies held March 13 at 
Ballard High School, Superintendent of 
Public Instruction Alice McDonald gave 
gold medals and certificates to the six 
students-Richard Seiler, Robert Head, 
Scott Selby, Eric Wong, Daniel Beale 
and David Everman. Certificates were 
presented to three alternate team 
members, Eric Crigler, Sandi Tan and 
Steve Cersovsky, and to team coach 
Penny Cooper. 

She also gave the team a $1,000 check 
from the Kentucky Educational Founda­
tion Inc. to help defray the costs of go­
ing to the United States Academic 
Decathlon in Los Angeles on April 10 
through 12. 

The Louisville team was one of 46 
teams from across the state to enter this 
year's competition in language and 
literature, fine arts, social science, 
mathematics, science and economics.

HRMC Opens Birthing Room 

Big Sandy Family and Childbirth Education Association 
President Mary Neeley presents a check to Highlands 
Regional Medical Center Obstetrics-Gynecology Head Nurse 
Barb Clark, RN, in the hospital's new birthing room. The group 
underwrote a substantial portion of HRMC's expense in open­
ing the room, which centers on a special bed in which an ex­
pectant mother can have her child without having to be 
transferred between labor and birth. Watching the check 
change hands are BSFCEA Coordinator Vikki McGuire, 
BSFCEA Vice President Cara Hall and HRMC Associate Ad­
ministrator Russell Briggs. 

Highlands Regional Medical Center, with the help of the Big Sandy Family 
and Childbirth Education Association, has added a birthing room in its third­
floor nursery area. The BSFCEA underwrote a substantial portion of the $5,000 
cost with a cash donation. according to HRMC Associate Administrator Russell 
W. Briggs. 

"The birthing room is part of our family-oriented maternity program:· 
Briggs said. "It's a new service for us, offered to everyone who meets the 
eligibility criteria and whose physician agrees ... 

The most expensive piece of equipment involved in outfitting the birthing 
room was a birthing bed. The bed is designed to provide an expectant mother 
a place to undergo labor and then. without having to be transferred by a stret­
cher to a delivery table in another room, have her baby. In some cases, the 
mother's entire hospital stay could be in the birthing room. 

"Our organization stands for family-centered maternity care, and anything 
we can do to contribute to that in this area is what we stand for," said BSFCEA 
Coordinator Vikki McGuire. "We felt that getting a birthing room in the 
hospital was one of the biggest things we could do to promote the family­
centered maternity care concept." 

The room is more than just the bed, however. According to Obstetrics­
Gynecology Head Nurse Barb Clark. another important item is a specially­
designed chair for lhe mother-to-be's husband or coach. The chair pulls out 
into a bed, allowing the coach to stay with the mother, if she desires, the en­
tire time she is in the room. 

The HRMC Auxiliary also played a key role in making the new room a reali­
ty. The group donated a rocking chair, sewed the curtains and made frills 
to attach to the bassinet. · ·

Alabama Debt Adjuster 
Banned by Injunction 

Attorney General David L. Armstrong 
announced that his Consumer Protection 
Division last week obtained a permanent 
injunction from the Jefferson Circuit 
Court enjoining Town & Country Accep-
tance Corporation, Alabama, from ac­

ting as an debt adjuster in Kentucky. 
Armstrong said that the order also re­
quires Town & Country Acceptance to 
pay restitution to all Kentucky citizens 
who paid money to the corporation. 

In his lawsuit filed last November, 
Armstrong alleged that Town & Country 
Acceptance Corporation was acting as 
a debt adjuster in violation of Kentucky 
law. A debt adjuster is anyone who is 
paid by the debtor to act as an in­
termediary between the debtor and his 
or her creditors for the purpose of settl­
ing, compounding or otherwise altering 
the terms of the payment of debts. Town 
& Country has charged a one-time, non­
refundable retainer fee of $59. The deb­
tor's contract also called for monthly 
payments to Town & Country with a ser­
vice charge of 9 percent per year on the 
total amount owed. The charging of the 
9 percent service charge and the re­
tainer fee is illegal in Kentucky. 

"All Kentuckians who have had 
business dealings with Town & Country 
Acceptance Corporation are urged to 
contact my office for information on 
refunds," Armstrong said.

So here was Bob Spillman, the man 
who has headed up state scrutiny of 
Floyd county's troubled school system 
over the past year, the man who six 
months ago said the county's priorities 
\\Ct'C "political power number one, 
games number two and education 
somewhere down the list," sitting in a 
Pn•stonsburg High School classroom­
and hking what he saw. 

Spillman, associate superintendent for 
local services in the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Education, returned to Floyd 
County last Friday as part of "teacher 
day," a new program aimed at remin­
ding state education officials of the 
everyday challenges that teachers face. 

Said :;tate Superintendent of Public In­
struction Alice McDonald, whose idea 
teat·her day was: "All of us realize that 
our work takes place at a distance from 
the front line reality of the classroom. 
We hope that spending a day with 
teachers will make us more sensitive to 
what teachers are experiencing today." 

Spillman says he was more than sen­
Sitized by hts day with veteran science 
teacher A.J. Crider-he was impressed. 
Despite a building strained to its seams 
by some 800 students, Spillman says it 
was obvious the "educational act was 
proceeding, that teaching was going on 
and learning was being accomplished" 
at Prestonsburg High. 

''The discipline and orderliness were 
impressive," he says. "It was very ap­
parent to me they have an excellent 
school there. A lot of time I've spent in 
l'~loyd County certainly wasn't as plea­
sant as this was." 

Crider said he was not at all anxious 
about being watched by an official of 
Spillman's rank. 

"In my 29 years in the classroom, I've 
had 18 student teachers and been 
watched by college professors," be said. 
"I think I would have been more ap­
prehensive about it if it had been my 
principal coming in to observe me." 

Spillman, who taught agriculture for 
two years in McCracken and Trigg coun­
ties during the late 1960s, found the most 
compelling evidence of the good job 
Crider was doing in students in his 

'biology, anatomy and physiology 
classes. 

"I was impressed with the students, 
with their level of understanding of what 
was very technical subject matter," 
Sptllman said. 

During his day in Prestonsburg, 
Spillman had a chance •o talk with other 
teachers at the school!He was surpris­
ed to find them most concerned not with 
salary or benefits, but with improving 
the school's facilities. 

"They told me that practically every 
room is used every period, which means 
they have to go elsewhere for planning 
periods. It's difficult to maintain files 
and keep their instructional program 
orgamzcd having to move around like

The Kentucky Legislative Research 

Commission is calling on Congress to 
continue funding the Federal Job Corps. 

In a legislative resolution sponsored 
by House Majority Floor Leader 
Gregory D. Stumbo, D-Prestonsburg, 
the LRC last Wednesday requested the 
continued services provided by the job 
corps.

'!be aCCQUI'Its of the City are organized on the basis of funds or ac:c:ooot 
groups each of 1llhich is oonsidcred to be a scparau fiscal and aCCOlllting 
entity. Each fwld is acoounted for by providing a separate set of self­
balancing accounts that is CCIIllPrised of its assets, liabilities, reserves, 
fund equity, revenues and expenditures or elCpCnSeS as appropriate. 

Governmental Fund Types are those through which ~ goveCillllelltal 
functions are financed . '1bc goverrunental fwld ateaSUrement focus is 
upon determination of financial position arid budgetary ccntrol over 
revenues and expenditures.

Governor Mar tha Layne Collins has 
signed an executive order creating the 
Governor's Financial Policy Council 
which replaced the Council of Economic 
Advisors and absorbed its functions on 
March 16. 

The Governor's Council will provide 
the governor advice on economic and 
financial matters relating to revenue, 
state expenditures, and financial 
management policies. 

The governor has appointed the 
following members to the Council : 

William E . Scent. Paducah. chair· 
man : Wilson W. Wyatt. Sr .. and Dr. 
Richard A. Dolin. both of Louisville . 
Merlin M. Hackbart, Lexington : (;{)rdon 
Duke. secretary, Finance and Ad­
ministration Cabinet: Gary Gillis, 
secretary, Revenue Cabinet : Larry 
Hayes. state budget director. 

According to Governor Collins, the 
first priority for the council will be to 
review recent and proposed changes, at 
both the federal and state levels, affec­
ting Kentucky's financial base. As par t 
of this assessent the council will receive 
fiscal data. economic analyses, and 
policy assessments from a variety of 
sources, including state agencies, state 
universities, and other economic 
research groups. The focus of the review 
will include major expenditures and 
revenue trends as well as demands fac­
ing the Commonwealth. 

The governor emphasized that the 
council should complete its work in suf­
ficient time for her to consider mcor­
porating its conclusions in the program 
she recommends to the next session of 
the General Assembly.

Firefighters To Use 
Aerial Water Drops 

The Kentucky National Guard and the 
Division of Forestry are conducting 
training in the use of airborne water 
drops to control forest firs , according to 
Col. David Fleming, director of aviation 
of the Kentucky National Guard and 
Natural Resources Secretary Charlotte 
E. Baldwin. 

"In an emergency situation the aerial 
water drops will help contain fires until 
the division's ground crews can get 
there," said Baldwin, adding her ap­
preciation for the chance for the two 
agencies to work together. 

In the training, the guard is using two 
UH-1 Huey-type helicopters and two 
250-gallon water buckets belonging to 
the Division of Forestry. Col. Fleming 
said the purpose of the training was to 
accustom helicopters crews to emergen­
cy forest fire situations. 

According to Forestry officials, use of 
the water buckets accomplishes three 
objectives : It can slow the fast-moving 
head of the fire, thus reducing danger to 
ground crews ; it helps contain spread of 
the fire, and, in the long run, saves 
natural resources by reducing the 
acreage burned.

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Magistrates' 'Gravy Train' Richest 
In Floyd Co., Says Newspaper Story

INEZ Record numbers of candidates 

are running for county magistrate in 
Kentucky this year, state officials say. 
a de\•elopment that surprises practically 
nobody. 

"For a part-time job, it's the biggest 
gravy train in the state," said a court­
house employee in Floyd County. where 
four magistrates have voted to pay 
themselves $24,442 a year for attending 
one or two meetings a month. 

The gravy train, though, recently has 
shown unexpected signs of slowing. As 
the May 6 deadline for setting minimum 
fiscal court salaries for the next four 
years approaches. steps have been 
taken in at least two Eastern Kentucky 
counties to reduce magisterial pay­
checks. 

Faced with difficult budget decisions 
- not to mention a forthcoming election 
- Pike County's four magistrates voted 
unammously in January to cut their 
rather notorious $30.000 salaries in half 
to about $15,000 for the next fiscal year. 

In Martin County, Magistrate John 
Boone Stepp says he will act next week 
to reduce his $10,896 annual pay, in­
cluding expenses. to $6,048. 

"Most people in our county feel the 
magis trates are making too much 

money for what they provide," said 
Stepp. 52. who expects his proposal to 
pass. 

That feeling apparently tS shared by 
many voters and some officials in 
several Kentucky counties, particular­
ly in the mountains, where some magis­
trates' salaries rose by more than 1,000 
percent in the 1970s and where the pay 
now averages about $13.000 a year. 

In contrast, most school board 
members attend about the same number 
of meetings and can receive no more 
than $20 a meeting or $400 a year. a Ken­
tucky School Boards Association spokes­
man said yesterday. 

Bob Purdom, the state's local finance 
officer. said yesterday that he had not 
heard of more plans to reduce magis­
trates' salaries, but other local officials 
said the action in Pike and Martin coun­
ties could start a trend. 

Perry County Judge-Executive Jesse 
Paul Engle said news of the pay cuts 
may put pressure on fiscal court 
members in other counties to reduce 
their salaries. 

" I think it would me," he said. 
chuckling 

Engle said he received $2,4000 as a 
magistrate in 1969. Last year, Perry 
County's three lawmakers were paid 
$21.600 each. he said. 

Magistrates in adjacent Leslie Coun­
ty receive $24,373 annually, second on­
ly to Floyd County in Eastern Kentucky; 
Knott County magistrates make about 
$18,000 and Bell County magistrates pay 
themselves $15,000. The highest-paid 
members of a county legislative body in 
the state, however, live outside the 
mountains in Jefferson County, where 
the county commissioners pay them­
selves the legal maximum, $31,815. 

"There's no magistrate, in my opi­
nion. that's worth that much money." 
said Douglas Brandenburg, judge­
executive in Lee County, where magis­
trates receive $8,616 annually. 

Attempts to reach two Floyd County 
magistrates for comment were not suc­
<'essful, but the Floyd County courthouse 
employee only laughed when asked 
whether the county's four magis­
trates- three of whom were recently in­
dicted by a grand jury on theft-related 
charges-would agree to pay cuts. 

"Definitely not," said the employee, 
who asked not to be identified. 

Exactly what prompted the rapid 
escalation of magistrates' salaries dur­
ing the past decade appears subject to 
debate. 

Some state and county officials at­
tributed the trend to a 1962 court deci­
sion that tied the 1948 base salaries of 

county officials <$7 ,200) and state of­
ficials <$12,000) to the consumer price 
index. 

Others held responsible the 1978 
judicial amendment that took away the 
magistrates' power to hold court and, 
consequently, a source of considerable 
income from court fees. 

Still others claimed that rapidly ex 
panding mountain county budgets dur­
ing the 1970s coal boom that resulted 
from a new state severance tax and in­
creased revenue-sharing funds made 
magistrates feel justified in claiming a 
larger share for themselves. 

But Stepp debunked one of the magis­
trates' more common justifications. 

"Somebody said, 'Hey, if we pay 
enough money, we're going to get bet­
ter qualified people to run for office," 
said Stepp, who was elected to a 
previous term in 1969. "But if there's 
better qualified people rurming for office 
now than there was 16 years ago, I don't 
see it." 

State law requires fiscal courts to set 
their own minimum salaries once every 
four years-the first Monday in May 
before a county primary. 

After that, state Jaw permits them to 
raise their salaries up to the legal limit, 
but they are prohibited from lowering 
them, Purdom said.

But there apparently is nothing in the 
Jaw that would prevent Pike or Martin 
county magistrates from raising their 
salaries again after the election. 

Both Stepp and Pike County Judge­
Executive Paul Patton said they did not 
think that would happen. 

The salaries of Pike County magis­
trates were raised to the legal limit in 
the 1970s when magistrates set them­
selves up as supervisors of road 
maintenance in their districts. State of­
ficials stopped that practice, but the 
magistrates did not cut their salaries 
before the last county elections.

it will be supported by contributions 
from individual listeners and local 
businesses as well as by various grant 
programs, rather than by advertising 
sales. 

"As a non-commercial station, we will 
be able to offer programming that is not 
found on typical commercial stations," 
Shannon said. 

"Our entertainment programming 
will include all types of music­
traditional bluegrass, classical, easy­
listening, big band and modern-as well 
as radio dramas and special presenta­
tions of community events, such as high 
school band concerts and music festi­
vals." 

In addition, he said, the station will 
provide information concerning com­
munity activities and statewide cultural 
events. Shannon said the station will also 
offer call-in shows and talk shows which 
will give listeners an opportunity to 
speak directly with community leaders 
and to explore local problems and 
issues. 

The station will reach a population of 
more than 200,000, including residents of 
Floyd, Pike, Perry, Knott, Letcher, 
Harlan, and Leslie counties in Kentucky 
and Dickenson and Wise counties in 
Virginia. 

Positions will be available at the sta­
tion for volunteers to work in every 
aspect of radio, including writing, 
engineering and on-air broadcasting, ac­
cording to Shannon. 

"We would like to have a strong 
volunteeer staff, made up of people 
ranging in ages from high school age up 
to senior citizens," Shannon said. 
"Because the station will have very few 
paid employees, the volunteers will ac­
tually do the vast majority of the 
programming." 

In addition, the station will establish 
fundraising committees in each county, 
as well as a Community Advisory 
Board, made up of individuals from 
each of the communities served by the 
station. 

Appalshop, the Appalachian arts and 
educational center which is sponsoring 
the project, has received partial funding 
for the station's construction through a 
matching grant of $91,500. A campaign 
to raise the additional $30,500 needed to 
provide matching funds for the grant 
will begin soon throughout the nine­
county area served by the station. 

Patton said the $30,000 salaries had 
provoked criticism in Frankfort from 
legislators who suggested that Pike 
County fiscal court members wanted a 
larger share of coal taxes merely to pay 
themselves more money. 

Even this year, some trade-offs were 
necessary to persuade three of the coun­
ty's magistrates to accept the pay cuts, 
he said. 

For one thing, Patton said he had 
agreed during redistricting delibera­
tions last year to expand fiscal court 
from four to six magistrates so some 
magistrates could shed undesirable 
voting precincts. 

Patton said he still considered the 
reduced $15,000 salary high for a job that 
was basically a part-time proposition.

A study tbat will enable game 

biologists to better manage populations 
of fox, raccoort and other furbearers 
throughout the state is nearing comple­
tion, said Lauren Schaaf, Division of 
Wildlife Assistant Director for Ken­
tucky's Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources. 

"The final report is due in May," 
Schaaf explained, adding that "the pur· 

· pose of the Fox and Raccoon Population 
Dynamics Study is to establish a popula­
tion model similar to that which we are 
using to manage Kentucky's deer herd. 
This is so we can better monitor fur­
bearer harvest, reproductive potential, 
and possibly tailor the season lengths 
and bag limits to local populations." 

The input parameters of the computer 
model, or variable factors which affect 
furbearer numbt>rs, include recruitment 
rate (reproduction capacity), sex ratio, 
age structure of the population, illegal 
hunting mortality, road kills, and mor­
tality from diseases such as distemper, 
rabies, and parasites (mange in foxes). 

David Cobb, a master's degree can­
didate at Eastern Kentucky University 
in Richmond, is working on the project 
for his thesis under the direction of Dr. 
Robert Fredricks, Assistant Professor 
nf Riolrutv Data for the study has been 
~~}!~~~~d ~~ver the _past two years, 
primarily from trappers, hunters (rac­
coon club members), and other grad­
uate students helping on the study. The 
information is being compiled statewide. 

Schaaf said that the field work is be­
ing done to substantiate the parameters 
of the computer model, and that the 
scent post method is currently being 
employed to monitor furbearer popula­
tions. By the use of this method, 
biologists are not only able to make 
crude estimates of furbearer popula­

The body of a 32-year-old Floyd coun­
ty man, missing since last Nov. 26, was 
found in Dewey Lake early last Thurs­
day evening.

given area, and detect changes in 
furbearer availability from year to year. 

"A plaster of Paris cube, soaked in a 
mixture of bobcat and fox urine, is plac­
ed in the center of a meter ring of lime 
The scent arouses the animal's curiosi· 
ty and when it investigates, it leaves 
prints in the lime, "·Schaaf said, explain­
ing "that's how localized populations 
can be estimated by using scent posts." 

It's been known for years that the 
variation in furbearer populations 
throughout Kentucky is controlled by 
more than just general physiography, 
food supplies and other habitat con­
siderations. Schaaf said that perhaps by 
the use of this new furbearer population 
model some of the mysteries can be 
cleared up for the benefit of both the 
fur bearers and the continuance of quali­
ty hunting and trapping.

State Board Details Goals, 
Strategies for Education 

Jack Carter Wells, son of Mrs. 
Dorothy Wells, of Prestonsburg, made 
the dean's list for academic achieve­
ment for the fall 1984 semester at 
Washington University in St. Louis.

Pubhc education must be the highest 
priority in Kentucky's civic services, the 
Kentucky State Board of Education says 
in a draft statement of goals and strate­
gies for 1985. 

The document. "Strategies for Educa­
tion in 1985," outlines the goals of the 
board and the strategies it intends to use 
to reach those goals. 

"By formulating its goals in this man­
ner. the board will be better able to focus 
its efforts to improve education in Ken­
tucky." commented State Supt. Alice 
McDonald. 

Among the strategies for making 
education recognized as the essential in­
gredient to improving Kentucky's quali­
ty of life is developing an annual 
"academic performance rating" for 
posting in each local school. 

The state Department of Education is 
charged with publishing the informa­
tion. and the local school boards are 
charged with interpreting and com­
municating the information to the 
public. 

Other goals of the state board apply 
specifically to students, teachers and 
administrators. · 

For students, the board aims to raise 
the standards for academic perfor­
mance by adopting a strong core cur­
riculum, monitoring the statewide 
testing program and providing the 
necessary remedial instruction. 

Other strategies for raising the 
academic standards of students include 
offering advanced placement classes for 
outstanding students and developing 
new methods for teaching written and 
oral communication and thinking skills 
to all students. 

The goals statement also looks to 
strengthening the extracurricular ac­
tivities program as a way of achieving 
better academic performance by 
students. 

Eligibility for extracurricular ac­
tivities should be related to achieving 
minimum academic standards, the 
board says. Activities should be schedul­
ed to preserve the six-hour day for 175 
days and to limit extracurricular ac­
tivities on school nights. 

Goal III applies to teachers. The board 
plans to improve teacher quality by stu­
dying the ways teachers are recruited, 
remunerated, supervised and evaluated. 

Another goal aims to improve the 
quality of school administrators. Strate­
gies to attain this goal include better in­
service plans and training programs, 
partnerships with the business com­
munity to facilitate the free flow of ideas 
and management techniques. and 
performance-based evaluation mea­
sures. 

Other goals of the board sweep across 
the educational spectrum and affect 
students. teachers and administrators 
alike. 

Among these broad goals is the aim of 
creating a good academic climate in the 
schools. The board seeks to provide an 
atmosphere in which ·•academic ex­
cellence can flourish, students can 
achieve knowledge and educators can 
achieve career satisfaction," the goals 
statement says. 

To implement this goal, the board 
plans to direct local school boards to pro­
vide a school climate that is suitable for 
the serious pursuit of learning. 
Teachers' working conditions should 
also be improved, the document states, 
and outstanding teachers and ad­
ministrators should be honored in ap-
propriate ways. · 

The board seeks to initiate innovative 
pilot projects in many phases of educa­
tion. These projects will be studied, and 
the most successful ideas should be

disseminated throughout the state, the 
document says. 

Several of the board's goals for 1985 
touch upon funding . The board's state­
ment says the board will "e11courage 
and support an equitable financia l base" 
for a high-quality education for all 
children "regardless of the wealth of the 
district in which the child happens to 
live." 

Clear legislative priorities will be 
determined annually, the board says. 
Proposals for 1985 include a constitu­
tional amendment that would make the 
position of superintendent of public in­
struction appointed by the state board 
and confirmed by the state senate. 

Other proposals would eliminate 
nepotism in the employment of certified 
and non-certified personnel in the local 
school districts and study local electoral 
procedures to guarantee the most effec­
tive representation of the people on local 
school district boards. 

Other legislative priorities related to 
school funds include recommending a 
joint legislative-gubernatorial commis-

sion to revise financing formulas, pro­
posing funds to meet school building 
needs labeled "critical" by the Depart· 
ment of Education and proposing legis 
lation that would require local districts 
to tax at the maximum level. 

Funds for remedial education and 
smaller class s ize are also high 
legislative priorities on the state board's 
list. 

After discussion and some changes. 
the state board approved the draft docu­
ment at its meeting on March 5 in 
Frankfort. 

"Let the world know what we're go­
ing to be about," said Ann Bardwell. 
vice-chairwoman of the board.

Magistrate Roberts faces 12 counts of theft by deception. 
One count of theft was returned against Ballard and Ricky Crum, father and son, who 

own an auto dealership in Eastern. 
The investigation resulted in indictments against Jackie Crum for two counts of theft 

by deception and two counts of criminal possession of a forged instrument. Crum is a part­
ner in a BAR with MAGISTRATE ROBERTS. 

Among other things, the Floyd County grand jury charged Roberts with placing a utili­
ty building owned by the county on his own land; using county employees and equipment 
on his sister's residence; and using county employees to repair three rooms of a hardware 
store he owned.

Reckell's devilish Brady 
is soaps' hottest hunk 
By Peter Meade 

It's amaztng what long 
hair and a beard can do for 
someone's acting career. 
For Peter Reckell. 28, 11 
took htm out of the overpo­
pulated ranks of be1ng 
" just another bonng AII­
Amerrcan boy" and turned 
h1m 1nto the devahsh Bo 
Brady of " Days of Our 
Laves." 

Reckell's current status 
as the hottest hunk on day­
time televiSIOn does have 
ats drawbacks. Whtle most 
soap stars enJOY a some­
tames leasurely work sched­
ule, the Serpaco-esque 
actor puts in almost as 
many hours as the star of a 
weekly hourlong senes. 
Twelve-hour days at the 
studio are commonplace 
for the Lansing, Mich., 
native. His character is so 
popular that he tends to 
monopolize the soap's daa­
ly story line. 

But there is more to 
Reckell's climb to the top 
of the soap world than has 
shaggy appearance. 

"The tranSition to long 
haar and a beard not only 
changed my career, but my 
life," explatns Reckell. "I 
used to do things to please 
people. thtnkang that to 
work I had to look and act 
a certa•n way. Then when I 
wasn't getting work. I fag­
ured why not do what I 
want to do?" 

After 21 months of play­
ang short-haired goody­
goody Eric Hollister on "As 
the World Turns." Reckell 
joined "Days of Our Lives" 
last May. He has since 
been voted the most popu-

the genre's ftercely loyal 
fans. But the soft-spoken 
actor admats lhat he as not 
like Brady. 

•·sure the haar and the 
beard can't come off when 
I'm not Bo, but the tattoo 
and the leather jacket 
aren't me," Reckell says. "I 
have a separate self. 

"Bo is outgoang but 
obnoxious and doesn't get 
along wath everybody. I 
have a good time playtng 
him because of the vanety. 
I never know what wall hap­
pen wllh ham. But by be•ng 
so unpredrctable he has 
helped me come out of my 
shell because of the atten­
tion the show has brought 
to me." he says. 

Reckell also hopes to get 
the attention of movre 
producers Although he has 
a year remarnang on his 
"Days" contract. he admits 
he as already looking 
ahead. 

"Bo as JUSt a character," 
says Reckell. "And I want 
to keep him that way. 
There are plenty of others 1 
can play.''

FLOYD STUDENTS RANK 30TH 
According to a comparison of test scores and 

money spent on each pupil in attendance, Floyd County 
Students rank 30 f rom the top out of 180 school 
districts in Kentucky. 

Floyd County spends $1502 per child in average 
daily attendance; in comparison to a low of $1384 for 
Science Hill Independent and a high of $3439 for An· 
chorage Independent School District. 

There does appear to exist a high correlation be· 
tween the amount of money spent on education per 
child and pupils' test scored on academic performance. 
Anchorage Independent with a great emphasis on the 
education dollar has scored the highest in the state 
for the past s(!veral years on the state mandated Com· 
prehensive Test of Basic Skills. 

Although most high spending districts in the state 
do well on tests, they may not have done as well in 
comparison to the money spent in relation to their 
scores. For instance, Anchorage Independent receiv­
ed an achievement per dollar expenditure of .0228 
which ranked them 175 out of 180 school districts. 
Similarily Magoffin ranked 122, Martin 101, Johnson 
139, Paintsville Independent 164, Pike 63 and 
Pikeville Independent 157. 

Floyd County's ranking of 30, which placed them 
in the upper 1/3 of other districts in achievement per 
dollar expenditure of (.0341) appears to have spent 
their meager funds for instruction wisely. 

Superintendent Grigsby said that additional money 
is needed for instruction and more adequate buildings. 

The Legislature, Governor, and the Superintendent 
of Public Instruction have indicated that more money 
would be allocated to school districts when they spent 
their money more efficiently. This being the case, Floyd 
County should be a good candidate for additional

Poisoning Toll 
Almost 24,000 

Almost 24,000 Kentuckians were vic· 
tims of accidental poisonings last year, 
a significant increase from the 1983 
report of 20,600 such incidents. Officials 
of the Kentucky Department for Health 
Services say the higher numbers are 
even more disturbing because most of 
the poisonings were preventable. 

"It's usually just a matter of common 
sense," said Edsel Moore, manager of 
the department's Radiation and Con­
sumer Product Safety Branch. "People 
may carelessly leave cleaners or other 
chemicals where children may reach 
them or may thoughtlessly take some 
medicine without checking the 
substance in the bottle." 

To increase public awareness of the 
potential for accidental poisoning, Gov. 
Martha Layne Collins has proclaimed 
March 17-23 as Poison Prevention Week 
in Kentucky. The observance coincides 
with a national public awareness cam· 
paign the same week. 

Public awareness of the dangers of ac­
cidental poisoning has increased, Moore 
said, and that was responsible in part for 
the jump in the number of incidents 
reported last year. 

Moore feels the greatest emphasis on 
poison prevention should be placed on 
preventing accidents among children 
five-years-old and younger. Statistics 
released by the Kentucky Regional 
Poison Center in Louisville indicate that 
14,170 of the 23,536 accidental poisonings 
reported to them last year involved 
chldren under five years of age. 

"Since the use of safety and childproof 
caps began in 1971-72, deaths from ac­
cidental poisoning among children are 
down 87 percent nationwide and poison­
ing incidents have decreased 65 per­
cent," Moore said. He added that 
pressure from authorities and special in­
terest groups has helped combat the 
problem. The potential for danger still 
exists because after the product is pur­
chased, the burden of safety is placed on 
the buyer. 

"The government can regulate the 
product in the marketplace, but when it 
gets in the home, it's a whole new ball 
game," Moore noted. " It's up to parents 
to keep these items out of children's 
reach."
