Few Tight Contests 
In 'Mild' Election 
Predicted Tuesday 

~ext Tuesday's general election has 
• for its voter attraction, in addition to the 

usual jousting between Democratic and 
Republican candidates, two issues that 
are marked non-partisan. 

One of them is the non-partisan race 
for Judge of the District Court between 
Ned B. Pillersdorf and the incumbent, 
Harold James Stumbo. The other poses 
the question, "Are you for or against 
having a Fiscal Court composed of three 
commissioners and the County 
Judge/Executive?" 

Republicans are centering their op­
position to the usual Democratic 
dominance at the polls in only two of the 
eight countywide races to be decided. In 
these two Larry Milford Leslie opposes 
the Democratic incumbent, John M 
Stumbo, for County Judge/Executive, 
and Ronald Frasure seeks a win over his 
Democratic opponent, Carla ''Robin· 
son" Boyd, incumbent, for County Clerk. 

Democratic candidates in all other 
countywide races are without opposi-

• tion. They are; Love! Hall for Property 
Valuation Administrator, David A 
Barber for County Attorney, Henry C. 
Hale for Sheriff, Lawrence Hale for 
Jailer, Roger Nelson for Coroner and 
James Lafferty for County Surveyor.

Prisoner Named 
After Jail Fire 

A W':lytand m:rn t:etng held ln the 
county Jail on theft and forgery charges 
faces an array of additional charges as 
a result of warrants sworn out this week 
in !"loyd district court. . 

Most of the new charges stem from an 
incident in the jail Saturday afternoon, 
when Edward Collins, 24, allegedly set 
fire to bedding in the cell where he was 
being held alone. 

The fire, which investigators said pro­
duced a large volume of toxic smoke, 
was extinguished by deputy jailer Don 
Hall, who is also a volunteer with the 
Prestonsburg fire department. 

Other inmates were said to have been 
moved to another section of the jail un­
til the fire could be put out. Collins was 
taken to Highlands Regional Medical 
Center for examination but was found to 
be uninjured.

Knott Girl, 15, and Sweetheart 
Plead Guilt in Mother's Death 

Plea-bargaining ended the trial in 
Knott Circuit Court Tuesday morning of 
15-year-old Cassandra Slone and her 
boy-friend, Gerald Scott Ritchie, 20, 
charged with the murder of the girl's 
mother, Phyllis Slone, 38, whose body 
was found in the Big Sandy River, near 
here, last Sept. 28 
• The two had been indicted on capital 
murder charges which could have 
carried the death sentence, if convicted. 
Both reportedly had made statements 
confessing guilt. 

They were accused of strangling the 
gtrl's mother at her Hindman home 
after a quarrel relating to their plans to 
marry. The body of the mother, who was 
pregnant at the time of death, was then 
transported by auto to this county and 
thrown into the river in the vicinity of the 

• Highlands Medical Center, near here. 

In the plea-bargain maneuver Ritchie 
pleaded guilty but mentally ill to a non­
capital murder charge and accepted a 
life pen term. He also pleaded guilty to 
the charge of kidnapping Miss Slone's 
13-year-old brother, David Slone, Jr., 
and accepted a 20-year term. The rob­
bery count against him in the taking of 
the car of the dead woman was 
dismissed. 

Miss Slone's plea of guilty to non­
capital murder resulted in a 30-year pen 
term, and her guilty plea to a charge of 
unlawful imprisonment involving the 
holding of her brother prisoner drew a 
five-year term. 

Formal sentencing for both was set for 
Nov 14. 

Assistant Attorney General BarbarR 
Whaley said the charge of stealing the

A theft charge against District 4 
Magistrate Lowell Samons was thrown 
out Tuesday by Special Judge Will T. 
Scott in Pike Circuit Court. 

But Samons' attorney said the 
dismissal cannot undo the damage to his 
client's reputation or alter the fact that 
the charge almost certainly cost him his 
seat on the Floyd fiscal court. 

The Prater Creek magistrate was one 
of 16 persons indicted last December 
following a state police investigation into 
the county's financial practices in 1982. 
While he insisted from the outset that he 
was innocent of the theft count for which 
he was indicted, and offered to take a lie 
detector test to establish his credibility, 
the indictment was still pending at the 
time of the May primary, which Samons 
lost to Erma! Tackett, of Mud Creek. 

"I don't have any problem with the 
state police investigating public of· 
ficials," Rep. Gregory Stumbo, Samons' 
attorney, said from his Frankfort office 
Tuesday, "but I thought it very unusual

that no investigator ever questioned 
Lowell before seeking this indictment. 
If anyone had questioned him, there 
would have been no indictment." 

The theft-by-deception charge against 
Samons involved a $283 reimbursement 
he received from the county in January, 
1983, for expenses incurred while on 
county business. Prosecutors alleged the 
magistrate's bill had been paid earlier 
wtth a county credit card and that the 
subsequent reimbursement was un­
justified. But Samons insisted the in­
vestigators had two different expen­
ditures mixed up and that he had the 
documentation and witnesses to prove it. 

The state attorney-general's office 
agreed to Samons' taking a polygraph 
test and set up an appointment for the 
Thursday before the May primary. 
Figuring that it was by then too late to 
affect the outcome of the election, 
Samons failed to keep his date with the 
lie detector, Stumbo said.

Hints Opposition 
The fate of a proposed school tax in­

crease seems tmcertain following a 
public hearing. on the proposal last 
Wednesday, at which even sym­
pathetic observers charge that school 
authorities were making the little ef. 
fort to "sell" the tax hike. 

In a sparsely-attended meeting in the 
Martin grade school gymnasium, most 
of the eight persons who commented on 
the planned 28-eent rate said they op­
posed it, for reasons that ranged from 
aileged waste in current school opera· 
tions to inequities in the tax system. 

But some who said they were inclin· 
ed to support the increase chided the 
school board and Acting Superinten­
dent Ray Brackett for not spelling out 
in detail what citizens could expect for 
the additional revenue that could be 
collected- reckoned at about 
$340,()()()-by the board's adopting the 
highest lawful tax rate . 

Brackett. who praised board 
members for their "courage" in voting 
earlier this month for the top rate and 
who pledged, to tell voters what they 
would be getting , for their money, 
acknowledged in an interview Thurs­
day that he had delivered on his pro­
mise. 

"That is a valid criticism,·· said the 
superintendent, who suggested that he 
would make a more persuasive case 
for the tax hike if, as seems likely, the 
question is put to the voters in the form 
of a referendum. 

Despite the new administration 's ef· 
fort to put the past behind them, 
memories of the administration of E:P. 
"Pete" Grigsby, Jr. and of the em· 
harassing state investigations that 
finally forced Grigsby from the top of· 
fice were still vivid among speakers at 
Wednesday's hearing. 

Jnhn Spare. of Prestonsburg, told 
boara members that allegations made 
over the last several years had so 
soured public opinion that " I cannot 
see how you can ftmction effectively as 
a board." And Everett Akers. of Mar­
tin . pointed out that, even though he is 
no longer superintendent, Grigsby is 
still drawing the same $44,973 salary he 
received while in office. 

"You get $17 million in Floyd county 
to run the schools. You've got to cut the 
waste," said Akers, who, even before 
the meeting had dispersed. was pass­
ing out petitions to get the tax on the 
ballot. 

For Charles Collins, of Middle Creek, 
the proposed tax hike might be accept­
able if all property owners carried 
their fair share of the load. "What 
sticks in my mind when there is talk of 
a property tax increase," he said, "are 
those who are not paying taxes or who 
are paying on only a twentieth of the 
value of their property." 

Rebecca Abner, of Prater Creek, 
spoke in favor of the tax increase, say­
ing she had recently seen changes for 
the better in the administration of Floyd

Full-Value Assessment 
Needs State-Level Help 

Broadform Law 
Validity Argued 

The interpretation of broadform deeds 
was at issue before the state Supreme 
Court last Wednesday , when two 
cases- one of them brought by a Floyd 
resident- were argued by lawyers for 
landowners on the one side and coal 
companies on the other. 

While there are reforms needed in the 
way property taxes are collected here, 
most of them depend on action in 
Frankfort, Floyd Property Valuation 
Administrator Love! Hall said last week. 

Hall was responding to criticism that 
surfaced again last week at a hearing on 
a proposed increase in the school tax 
rate. Some who said they favored the in­
crease in principle added that they were 
unwilling to pay higher taxes as long as 
wide variations exist in the assessments 
of properties of equal market value. 

Questions have also focused on the 
range of properties exempt from taxes 
and on the record of county officials in 
collecting delinquent taxes. 

"I'm for the schools having more 
money," Charles Collins, of Middle 
Creek, said at a hearing on the school 
tax last Wednesday, "but, until everyone 
is paying taxes on the real value of their 
property, I'm not for the tax increase. 
Otherwise, the only ones who pay are the 
20 percent who pay on their real value." 

In an interview Thursday, Hall agreed 
that many properties are under· 
assessed but said that remedies must 
come from action at the state level. One 
proposal, which the state PV A Associa­
tion is trying to persuade the Kentucky 
Bar Association to adopt, would require 
attorneys handling property transfers to 
list the actual market value of the pro­
perties when they file deeds with the 
county clerk. 

That much is already required by Jaw, 
but it is a provision that is widely ig­
nored, with attorneys frequently disguis­
ing the price paid for a property by such 

phrases as "for one dollar and other con­
siderations." Even when a property is 
transferred between family members

Firms May Use Bond Issue 
To Dodge Property Taxes 
It promised to improve the life of 

the community. It cost a million to 
build and was financed by a long-term 
loan. It pays no local property taxes. 
Your local church, right? 

Wrong. It's the Brandeis Machinery 
Company plant on Mare Creek. 

What's more, there are five Floyd 
properties like it, all financed within 
the last three years, that will bring to 
more than $18 million the value of new 
properties that could apparently slip 
through the tax collector's fingers. 

They are not churches. They are a 
private Jaw office, a bank, a motel, 
and two coal tipples. 

What they have in common is that 
they were all financed, at least in 
part, with industrial revenue bonds. 
Those are bonds that are floated on 
behalf of a developer by a unit of local 
government- a county or city- and 
that have a built-in tax break for the 
investors who buy them. 

The idea behind them is that local 
government can induce a big 
employer to build a plant in the coun­
ty or city by offering the developer a 
chance to get cheaper financing. The 
investor gets a break; the developer 
cuts costs; the county gets an in­
dustry and needed jobs. 

Typically, one of the big selling 
points for local government is that 
floating an industrial bond issue won't 
cost them anything . It is the 
developer, not the local government, 
who bears the risk of default on the 
bonds. 

What is not usually spelled out- and 
what some county officials were sur· 
prised to learn this week- is that pro­
perties so financed may not be liable 
to pay local property taxes at least for 
the life of the bonds- typically, 25 
years- and maybe longer. 

That was an issue that surfaced

At stake in the argument is a law pass­
ed by the General Assembly in 1984, 
which greatly limited the prerogatives 
of mineral owners under the notorious 
turn-of-the-century deeds. 

That bill held that coal operators could 
not presume a right to stripmine by vir­
tue of broadform deeds, since that 
method of mining was not what the par· 
ties had in mind when the deeds were 
signed. It ran counter to Supreme Court 
decisions which have held since 1956 that 
the deeds give mineral owners the right 
to remove coal by any means without 
paying damages to the landowners. 

Retired Supreme Court Justice John 
Palmore, representing six coal com­
panies involved in one of the cases, 
relied on the earlier decisions, noting 
that, on the strength of them, millions 
of dollars have been invested by the coal 
industry in eastern Kentucky. 

But Supreme Court Justice James B. 
Stephenson has previously argued that 
the landmark 1956 ruling was "an aber­
ration in the law of minerals" and should 
be overruled. 

Wednesday's hearing involved two 
cases that have been consolidated. 
Plaintiffs in one of the cases are five 
eastern Kentucky landowners, including 
Everett Akers, of Martin. 

They won a temporary injunction 
from U.S. District Judge William 0 .

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The Court Question 
When The Floyd County Times endorsed the idea of chang­

ing the makeup of the Floyd Fiscal Court from four 
magistrates and the judge-executive to three commissioners 
and the judge, it did so with no thought of either helping or 
hurting any individual but in the hope that many would be 
helped. 

If the voters endorse-as we hope they will-the change to 
commissioners, that change will not become effective until the 
end of the four-year terms of those who will be elected next 
Tuesday. Nobody will be robbed of his or her office. 

The commission form of government will not be perfect, of 
course, but we believe it will be an . improvement over the 
magisterial system on at least two important points: 

1. There will be one less court member to pay, and that alone 
could mean a saving of more than $100,000 in a four-year 
period. The salaries of magistrates in this county are plainly 
exorbitant C$25,704 each, including the $3600-a-year expense 
account, or a total of $102,816 a year for the four magistrates). 
It would be hoped that salaries will be reduced with the change 
to commissioners, but, even if no such pay cut is made, there'll 
be only three-not four-to pay, and that would mean a sav­
ing of $25,704 per year. 

2. Commissioners, elected by countywide vote, would be 
answerable to the entire county for their official acts and 
policies and may reasonably be expected to consider the "com­
mon welfare,'' not merely the welfare of their own limited 
districts. 

At any rate, the decision to change or not to change is that 
of the voters to make next Tuesday. Don't neglect this ques­
tion when you go the polls- and please go.

Louisville firm, wanted to build a plant 
here to capitalize on the booming coal in­
dustry. The company asked Floyd fiscal 
court to float a $1 million bond issue to 
finance the project and was turned down. 
Instead, the tiny city of Allen was per­
suaded to sponsor the bonds. 

Allen Mayor Obie Crisp said Tuesday 
that-the city agreed to sponsor the bond 
issue-and a later $225,000 issue-on the 
understanding that Brandeis would give 
Allen residents preference in hiring. 
"But that's a lot of bull--·-," he said. 

Brandeis pays no property tax on its 
Mare Creek plant, according to Floyd 
Property Valuation Administrator Love! 
Hall, because it is not listed as taxable 
property. Taking the worth of the proper­
ty as $1.25 million, the exemption 
represents a savings to Brandeis-and a 
revenue loss to the county-of $7775 a 
year at the current tax rate. 

Moreover, the other five firms financ­
ed by industrial revenue bonds may not 
be liable for local property taxes either, 
Hall said, in which case the potential 
revenue loss to the county is $114,137 a 
year. 

The five projects recently financed 
through revenue bonds floated by Floyd 
fiscal court are the Combs and Combs 
law office on North Lake Drive, which 
was approved in 1982 for a $400,000 bond 
issue; the First Commonwealth Bank 
building now under construction on Ar­
nold Avenue, approved last year for $6.5 
million in bonds; the Diamond Coal Com­
pany, which financed its Transcontinen­
tal Coal Processing Plant at I vel with a 
$4 million issue approved in 1984; the 
Blackhawk Mining Company, which is 
building a $2.2 million coal-loading facili­
ty at Lancer, and the $4 million Holiday 
Inn now under construction on Katy 
Friend, both bond issues approved this 
year. 

The three projects still under construc­
tion are not yet listed on the tax rolls 
here. The Transcontinental processing 
-plant, which has reportedly changed 
ownership at least once since the bond 
issue was floated, is listed as a fully tax­
able property, according to the proper­
ty valuation administrator. The Combs 
law building is also listed but owner Paul 
Combs has indicated his intention of ap­
plying for an exemption under the law 
governing revenue-bond financing, the 
tax assessor said. 

There is apparently no legal reason 
that Combs and the other developers 
should not be granted a property tax ex-
emption, Hall said. · 

"Your PV A is correct," said Scott 
Akers, a spokesman for the state 
Revenue Cabinet when asked for an opi­
nion Monday. The reason, he explained, 
is that, in floating a bond issue on behalf 
of a developer, the unit of local govern­
ment frequently acts as a holding agent, 
retaining title to the property at least 
through the life of the bonds. 

As a means of avoiding property taxes, 
in other words, a developer may set up 
a long-term lease arrangement with the 
city or county. As nominal owner of the 
property, the local government unit is 
then liable to pay only a modest state use 
tax on it-currently 1.5 cents per $100, or 
$150 annually on a $1 million property. 
. That is what Brandeis is paying on its 
Mare Creek property, although the 
reason remains unclear. Mayor Crisp 
said that the city of Allen holds no title 
to the property and has entered into no 
leasehold agreement with the company. 
Brandeis manager David Baker was out 
of town Tuesday and efforts to get an ex­
planation from the company's Louisville 
office were unavailing. 

County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. 
confirmed that, under state law, proper­
ties owned and financed by local govern­
ment are not subject to real property tax 
but only to the lesser "tax for state 
purposes." 

But even if a unit of government 
finances a building by floating a revenue 
bond issue, he said, it does not 
automatically assume even a nominal 
ownership interest in the property, 
although it may do so if it so desires. 

In none of the five recent bond issues 
does the county hold title to the proper­
ties, which therefore are not exempt 
from local real estate taxes, Turner said. 
For that reason, he would oppose any at­
tempt by the developers to receive tax­
exempt status, he said. 

County Judge-Executive John M. 
Stumbo confirmed that the county does 
not hold title to any of the five properties. 

In some instances, the fiscal court both 
finances and takes temporary title to a 
building, Stumbo said, the new Betsy 
Layne High School building being a case 
in point. On behalf of the Board of Educa­
tion, the fiscal court floated a bond issue 
for the new school and will retain title to 
it until the bonds are retired, he said. 

But the court entered no such arrange­
ment with developers of the private 
bond-financed projects, he said. 

Tax Commissioner Hall said Tuesday 
that the tax status of the five recent pro­
jects would be reviewed on a case-by­
case basis, with special attention to the 
precise wording of the bond agreement 
in each case. 

Moreover, if the tax-exempt status 
given Brandeis proves unwarranted, he 
will move to recover back taxes from the 
firm, he said.

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for much less than its actual value the 
law requires the filing of an affidavit 
listing the property's true value, the 
PVA said. 

"Not 30 percent of the deeds on file 
with the clerk have the true considera­
tion listed," Hall estimated. "It's one of 
the many laws that are not enforced." 

Another problem requiring state ac­
tion is the inadequate funding of PVA of­
fices, according to Hall, who said that 
the size of his staff-four fulltime and 
one parttime worker beside himself­
has not charged in nine years, even 
though their workload has tripled in that 
time. Funding for the PVA's office-the 
Floyd office is budgeted $102,000 for 
salaries, $16,900 for office expenses-is 
determined by a statutory formula 
which can be altered only by the 
legislature. 

As a result of the understaffing, it is 
more than he can do to keep track of new 
building, let alone revise existing 
assessments, Hall said. "If we had 
money for one additional field person, 
we'd get back $10 for every dollar 
spent," the PVA estimated, "but the 
issue of property taxes is always on a 
back burner in Frankfort." 

The traditionally dismal rate of collec­
tion of taxes on tangible property like 
autos and boats has been transformed 
by a 1982 law requiring the payment of 
taxes before a vehicle is relicensed the 
PVA noted. Moreover, state pres~ure 
has resulted in a marked improvement 
in the sheriff's collection of real property 
taxes, he said. 

Beginning this year, the state is not or­
dinarily accepting sheriffs' settlements 
unless at least 95 percent of property 
taxes are collected. (Floyd came close 
to the mark with a 94.7 percent collec­
tion rate, the best in memory, a sheriff's 
staffer reported). 

Another reform being pressed by the 
state Revenue Cabinet would require 
county attorneys to make an effort to 
collect delinquent taxes as a condition 
of receiving their 20 percent commission 
on delinquent taxes collected. 

At present, county attorneys 
automatically receive their commis­
sions when delinquent taxes are paid­
typically, when properties are sold and 
back taxes must be paid in order to clear 
the titles-even if the county attorneys 
make no effort, as is the case in this 
county, to collect unpaid taxes. 

County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. 
acknowledged that his office received 
$7644 in automatic commissions in the 
fiscal year just ended. The payments, 
which he put toward staff salaries and 
other office expenses, are justified as 
part of the county's obligation to support 
the county attorney's office, he said. The 
size of his staff would not permit his ac­
tively pursuing delinquent taxpayers- a 
task which, in any case, is being hand­
led. here by a private collection agency, 
wh1ch gets to keep the commission, he 
added. 

Not all state initiatives have improv­
ed the prospects for raising local 
revenue, said Hall, who argued that two 
classes of tax exemption have 
significantly diminished the tax base 
here. One is the 1982 extension to the 
disabled of the homestead exemption 
traditionally granted to those 65 and 
older. For those who qualify, the first 
$16,100 in assessed property value is ex­
empt from taxation. Because of coal 
industry-related injuries, especially the 
incidence of black lung, "there are more 
disabled persons in Floyd county than 
there are in Fayette county," the tax 
assessor said. 

A sharp rise in the number of 
buildings financed with industrial 
revenue bonds has also cut deeply into 
the tax base, Hall said, although it re­
mains unclear whether that is necessari­
ly the case. <See accompanying story) . 

In general, Hall contended, the tide is 
turning toward greater state assistance 
for local PV As in raising tax revenues, 
thanks in large measure to "younger 
and more energetic people" brought into 
the Revenue Cabinet by former Gov. 
John Y. Brown, Jr. 

The PVA's looking to state legislators 
and bureaucrats for needed reforms is 
not without its irony, however. Asked 
whether PV As might assess properties 
more realistically if they were ap­
pointed rather than elected to their 
posts, Hall acknowledged that the idea 
had been suggested. But people "do not 
like Frankfort to have total control,'' he 
cautioned.

Coal Mine Roof Support 
Rules Changes Proposed 

Proposed changes in the rules for roof, 
face and rib support in underground coal 
mines were announced today by the 
Labor Department's Mine Safety and 
Health Administration <MSHA). 

One provision of the proposed regula­
tion would require the use of automated 
temporary roof support (ATRS) 
systems to protect persons when they 
work or travel under unsupported roof 
in "face" areas where the coal is ex­
tracted. ATRS systems are steel arms, 
rings, bars or other devices that can be 
raised against the mine roof to brace it 
temporarily until permanent supports 
are installed . 

The proposal would require the use of 
ATRS systems " to the extent prac­
ticable and as technology is available" 
to protect persons on the working sec­
tion. Typically, this safeguard would be 
used to protect miners as they install 
permanent roof support, such as bolts, 
posts, props or braces. 

"Roof falls are the leading cause of 
death in underground coal mines, with 
most of those accidents happening when 
miners are under unsupported roof," 
said David A. Zegeer, assistant 
secretary of labor for mine safey and 
health. 

"Using ATRS systems can greatly 
reduce the chances of a deadly roof 
fall ." 

In the six-year period from 1979 to 
1984, falls of roof, face or rib accounted 
for 247, or about 46 percent, of all 
fatalities at U.S. underground coal 
mines during those years. 

MSHA estimates that some 1,950 
ATRS systems are already in use in this 
country. Currently, the states of 
Virginia, Kentucky and West Virginia 
already have requirements for such 
systems. 

Also covered in the MSHA proposal, 
scheduled for publication in the Federal 
Register October 15, are requirements 
for roof bolting, testing and scaling the 
mine roof, warning devices, and other 
aspects of coal mine roof control. 

Public hearings will be scheduled on 
the proposal if requested by the mining 
public. MSHA expects to issue a final 
rule on roof, face and rib support some 
time next year.

Insurance Bid Made 
Prestonsburg again has a permanent 

insurance company, the result of a 
unanimous vote at Monday's City Coun­
cil meeting.

The nod went to the Hatton-Allen In­

surance Agency, the firm which had 
covered the city in the interim after Ken­
tucky Insurance pulled out of the area 
in late August. At that time the city 
advertised for bids, but when City 
Manager David Evans opened sealed 
envelopes at Monday's council meeting, 
only Hatton-Allen had made the city an 
offer. Another agency, Nationwide In­
surance, had been expected to bid on the 
coverage, but instead sent a letter infor­
ming the council they had decided not 
to do so 

The Nationwide bid would have been 
approximately $38,675, said the letter. 
Hatton-Allen's bid was $38,725.52. 

The city has had its share of troubles 
with inadequate insurance in the past. 
Prestonsburg and four city police of­
ficers are being sued for a total of over 
$5 million stemming from the March Zl 
arrest of Albert 0. Gibson, in which it 
was alleged excessive force was used by 
the officers. 

The former insurance policy did not 
cover the city in such a professional 
liability case, but Evans said that sort 
of policy was being sought, and Hatton­
Allen should have premiums set within 
the next two· or three months.

Boyd's personal life has come 
under fire as well, she said. The firm 
that has conducted the county's 
elections-printing ballots and 
materials for the election 
machines-for many years has 
withdrawn from the county election 
due to the attacks. The News-Express 
received a copy of a letter mailed to 
the Floyd County Fiscal Court that 
said Harp Enterprises would no 
longer service the election due to a 
"personal involvement" of one of 
their employees and Boyd. 

What the publicity has done, Boyd 
says, has backfired. "It really hasn't 
caused us any trouble, at least not 
what they wanted. People are too 
smart to listen," she said smiling. 

"The thing that grieves me is that­
my opponent's tactics have caused 
the county to hire an outside firm to 
do routine election business and it is 
costing an additional $1,700. What ser­
vice have they really done to the 
voters by raising a moot issue? That 
money that could have gone for ser­
vices. All I want to do is run the best 
race I can. Positively no mudslinging. 
I want to be the best clerk Floyd 
County ever had and I want to bring 
the office to the standards I know we 
can achieve I believe we're going to 
do it."

While I have not been a judge, I have peen a County 
attorney and a Commonwealth's attorney, and I know well the 
strong passions and emotions that are aroused in the 

· administration of justice. I doubt any plaintiff is ever 
really satisfied when a defendant is released by a judge, 
and the fact that the Commonwealth itself is a plaintiff 
does not alter that basic human reaction. 

More than forty years ago I was severely criticized 
by the local press of that very area because, as Common­
wealth's attorney, I successfully moved the then- circuit 
court for dismissal of dozens of felony cases, many of 
which had been on the docket for more than a decade. I .took 
that step because it was my judgment after investigation 
that those cases could not be successfully prosecuted --
for want of witnesses, for want of provable facts, for 
want of substance, and for any of a dozen other legitimate 
reasons. 

That action of mine back in the late 1930s subsequently 
was viewed by the community as a proper one. It was my 
belief then, and I cling to it now, that if a prosecutor 
has a weak or questionable case, he can better spend his 
time and the Commonwealth's money in concentrating on the 
strong cases. 

I believe Judge Stumbo to be an upright and honorable 
man, a b e lief backed up by hi_s 18-year .. record of public 
service a:abng his people • . · He · is a decent ma·n· and a com­
passionate -one. And if he is accused of tlispensing justice 
tempered with mercy, he is following the precepts of a 
higher authority than those frequently cited in the 
judicial process. 

If there is any further information I can add about 
the high c haracter of the J udge and his forebears in 
Eastern Kentucky, I will certainly be pleased to supply it. 
I know that a fair investigation of this matter will result 
in his vindication.

1\'Iishaps Result In 
Transfer of Driver 

County school bus driver Mike Fraley 
was suspended by school transportation 
director Ed Patton last week, the result 
of two driving mishaps within three 
days. 

The first incident occurred Monday, 
Oct. 21, after Fraley unloaded students 
at the Indian Hills housing complex, 
near the mouth of May's Branch, and 
the second during his Wednesday mor­
ning run at the Cliffside apartments. It 
was raining at the time of both ac­
cidents, though Patton said it was 
undetermined what role the weather 
played in them . 

Monday 's accident happened as 
Fraley was making a reportedly illegal 
turn-about after having unloaded 
students at Indian Hills. According to 
witnesses, Fraley drove into a narrow 
lane and attempted to back onto the 
roadway, a maneuver he was said to 
have done successfully at other times 
during his three weeks of driving the 
route. (It is against state law to back a 
vehicle onto a travelled road. ) 

As he attempted the turn, the right 
rear tire of the bus dropped over a drain 
pipe and into a ditch. the chassis of the 
vehicle becoming flush with the muddy 
ground. Fraley reportedly tried unsuc­
cessfully to rock the bus free of the ditch 
with the childcen on board. Indian Hills 
resident Don Lewis reportedly told 
Fraley this was unsafe and took the 
children into his home and contacted 
their parents.

Patton said it took about an hour and 

a half to free the bus, with initial at­
tempts made using a four wheel drive 
vehicle before a wrecker was called to 
finish the job.

The second accident occurred 
Wednesday at about 7:15a.m., during 
Fraley's morning run to the Cliffside 
apartments. Patton said Fraley had 
come out of a turn and traveled about 60 
feet down the road when the bus drifted 
across the road and into a ditch. Again, 
a wrecker had to be called to free the bus 
which was stuck for about 45 minutes. 
. Following Monday's accident, a 
meeting was held between concerned 
parents, Patton and Fraley. It was 
decided to give the driver another 
chance. The accident, it was decided, 
happened because of Fraley's inex­
perience, and he was instructed not to 
make the improper turn again. 

A second meeting was held Thursday, 
when Patton announced that Fraley had 
been suspended. He said Fraley would 
be offered another position within the 
school system, though not one having 
anything to do with operating or main­
taining the buses. 

Jesse Morton, head mechanic for the 
school system, said he had inspected the 
bus after Wednesday's accident, but 
could find nothing to account for the 
wreck. Morton said that Fraley had in­
dicated a problem either with the.steer­
ing or the brakes- the driver wasn't 
sure which-had caused him to lose con­
trol of the vehicle. 

Both Morton and state Assistant 
Director of Pupil Transportation Sam 
Jackson gave the bus a thorough once 
over, with the conclusion that Wednes­
day's accident stemmed from driver 
error. 

Though the incidents had forced him 
to suspend Fraley, Patton still spoke 
well of the driver. "It's a shame this had 
to happen," he said. "It's like he's snake 
bit, having two things like this happen 
in three days. He's a fine boy ... " 

When asked if he could foresee a time 
when Fraley might return to driving, he 
said, "Not this school year, and certain­
ly not that route."

$25,483 MISSING FROM 
COURT CLERK'S OFFICE 

Floyd County's well-known 
County Court Clerk C. Ollie 
Robinson passed away on 
February 22nd and was 
replaced officially by Tommy 
Lafferty Junior on February 
28th, after his appointment by 
County Judge Executive 
J erry Lafferty. 

The monies collected dur­
ing the period from February 
7th through February 22nd in 
Floyd County amounts to 
$25,483.55, collected during 
Robinson's hospital stay that 
preceded his death. 

Money collected for vehicle 

registration in each county is 
routinely placed in an interim 
bank account, then transfer­
red with a report, to the state 
every week.

KET's Study-At-Home 
Tops Enrollment GQal 

KET's new GED Study-at-Home pro­
ject began airing in October, with an 
original enrollment goal of 1,000. As of 
the October 15 start date, 1,423 adults 
representing 98 percent of Kentucky's 
counties. were enrolled for the math 
session. 

Since promotion began in early 
September, 4,599 inquiries were made, 
with 3,499 of these callers passing their 
telephone pre-screening. They did not 
send back their pre-test in time to par­
ticipate in the October session, but are 
still eligible for the January start date. 
Others were too young to participate or 
were referred to other services more 
suited to their needs. 

According to Brenda Griffin, adult 
learning services coordinator at KET, 
"We really exceeded our goal, but that 
has only encouraged us to increase the 
goal in order to serve more Kentucki­
ans." 

KET's GED Study-at-Home project 
was developed to provide an alternative 
means for adults who have been unable 
to obtain their high school diplomas 
through traditional adult education ser­
vices. This allows students the chance 
to prepare at home for the General 
Educational Development test by 
receiving instruction on television. 

KET is broadcasting the GED series 
as part of its regular schedule, with 
repeats provided for reviews of the pro­
grams. In addition, all of Kentucky's 
Adult Learning Centers and some public 
libraries have videotapes of the GED 
series so the student can watch or 
review the program as needed. 

The Reading/Science section of the 
GED series begins airing on KET on 
January 7, 1986. To register, call

A Sneak Preview for 1986 
All-American Selections, the organiza­

tion that has been holding national 
evaluation trials of flowers and 
vegetables grown from seed since 1933, 
has just released information about its 
three winners for 1986. Two are possible 
additions for your vegetable garden next 
summer, and one can brighten your 
flower garden and landscape. 

The most tempting winner to me is the 
first white sweet corn to win an All­
American Selections Award. Having 
been described as sensationally sweet, 
its name, 'How Sweet It Is <White)' , 
seems very appropriate. 

In addition to its natural elevated 
sugar flavor and its low sodium content 
that makes it good for low salt diets, 
'How Sweet It Is (White)' has good 
holding quality both on the stalk and 
while stored. Even two weeks after 
harvesting its taste is still sweet and 
fresh. 

This new corn variety requires 
warmer soil temperatures for germina­
tion than many other corn varieties, so 
for early production it should be sown in­
doors in peat pots. It should be grown 
isolated from other sweet corn varieties 
so that cross pollination will not reduce 
its sweetness. Normally production will 
be two ears per stalk. 

The other vegetable winner is an okra 
with creamy lime-green colored pods 
named 'Blondy.' Though a relatively low 
growing okra plant (only three feet in 
height), it is an early and heavy 
producer. 

Low in calories and high in fiber, more 
okra should be used raw in salads and 
relish dishes, especially because 'Bloo­
dy's' pods are spineless. They also con­
tain more potassium and vitamins Bl, 
B2 and C than a ripe tomato; making 
them good additions for any healthy 
diet.

Before a designated award winner can 
be announced to the public, adequate 
seed must be available for sale. If any 
of these plants interest you, you will find 
their seed available at garden centers 
and through mail order catalogs very 
shortly. 

Timely Tip: If you grow asparagus, 
you'll see red berries on some of the 
plants. Berries indicate female plants, 
and the seed in those berries can be us­
ed to grow new crowns. 

Tax Refund Checks 
Await Claimants 

Raymond L. Rizzo, district director of 
the Internal Revenue Service, has 
released the names of those Kentucky 
taxpayers to whom federal tax refund 
checks were issued in 1985 and the 
checks were returned to IRS as 
"undeliverable". 

The list includes 767 individual tax re­
fund checks totaling $277,014.86. The tax 
refund checks range from $14,619.00 to 
$1.00 with an average check of $361.17. 

Rizzo stated that the taxpayers may 
have moved or changed their last names 
during the year and failed to notify the 
Postal Service or the IRS. 

Rizzo stated that partly as a result of 
publicity given the undelivered list of 
last year's refund checks, the original 
number of 977 undelivered checks was 
reduced to 131 by August 1985. We hope 
to have similar success this year in 
returning the refund checks.

The first in a series of panel discus­
sions made possible by a grant from the 
Kentucky Department of Vocational 
Education was held last Thursday after­
noon at Prestonsburg Community Col­
lege in an attempt to address the issue 
of sexual bias in career choices. 

The open-forum style panel discus­
sion, the first in a four part series, was 
moderated by Dr. William Floyd, direc­
tor of the Department of Home 
Economics at Western Kentucky 
University. Accompaning Dr. Floyd 
were Bryan Vanhoose, a registered 
nurse and Dr. Demetra Francis, a local 
dentist. 

According to John Herald, the author 
of the grant, and director of Student Ser­
vices at P.C.C. , "through these panel 
discussions we hope to make the 
students as well as the general public 
aware of the fact that occupations which 
have been thought to be traditionally 
open to, or conducive to, only one sex, 
are now coming open and have a great 
potential for anyone, regardless of their 
sex. "

emphasized to the students that there 
still remains in America occupations 
which are being dominated by one sex, 
even though the Affirmative Action Pro­
gram of 1954 and other federal and state 
programs have attempted to deal with 
this problem. 

Nursing, he said, is a field which is 
dominated by females, with only 4% of 
the nurses in the nation being males, 
while, on the other hand, 85% of all 
medical doctors in the nation are males.

A high percentage of our pastors now 
are "home grown." Some of us recall 
when Franklin Conley, a Southern Bap­
tist from Van Lear, Carter Berkeley, a 
Methodist from Wayland, and Ted 
Green of the Freewill Baptist, were 
about the only young ministers of those 
prominent faiths in this county. The pre­
sent number is impressive and growing, 
in many denominations.

Teddy bears are the connection be­
tween Benedictine Sister Anne Eden's 
Good News Bear Den, the Floyd Coun­
ty Homemakers and Our Lady of the 
Way Hospital's newest infection control 
proposal. As Sister Anne terms it, 
"we've joined paws in the cause." 

The cause is two-fold: to continue 
distributing teddy bears to young pa­
tients and to use the bears to teach hand­
washing techniques. 

Both aspects of the cause have 
separate but parallel histories. 

Prior to joining the Benedictine 
Sisters of the Mt. Tabor Monastery near 
Martin in 1984, Sister Anne had 
distributed "Good Bears" for seven 
years in Rhode Island hospitals. Once in 
Floyd county, she established the Good 
News Bear Den and enlisted the help of 
the Floyd County Homemakers to make 
and distribute bears for children 
hospitalized at Our Lady of the Way. 

At about the same time, Louisville's 
Kosair Hospital used a teddy bear nam­
ed "T-Bear" to improve handwashing 
practices of patients and staff in its ward 
for young cancer patients. The program 
was very successful and this year was 
adopted by the National Cancer Institute 
Pediatrics Branch and the U.S. Depart­
ment of Health and Human Services. 

Our Lady of the Way Hospital's Infec­
tion Control Committee wanted to bring 
the "T-Bear" program to Floyd county 
but at the same time did not want to 
compete with or discontinue the infor­
mal bear-giving project voluntarily 
begun by the Good News Bear Den. 

"So we've compromised, ·• said Nurse 
Judy Hamm, Infection Control coor­
dinator. "We're creating a program that 
combines the ideals of Good Bears, Inc. 
and the "T-Bear" campaign. Our pro­
ject will continue to involve the com­
munity but will be tailored to the needs 
of this hospi ta I." 

·'I welcome this expansion of the pro­
gram," said Sister Anne Eden, "because 
it gives continuity to what we started. It 
also gives others a chance to become 
involved." 

Marjorie Sammons, of Martin, said 
the Homemakers have pledged 25 bears 
to the cause and volunteered to continue 
delivering bears to children as she has 
done in the past. 

Letters are being sent to other com­
munity groups explaining the program 
and inviting participation. The hospital 
estimates that 250 bears will be needed 
this year to guarantee that each 
hospitalized youth receives one.

Since civilization began, the raven has 
been seen as a supernatural creature 
~mortalized in carvings, paintings, and 
literature. A raven was said to have pro­
tected St. Benedict from poisoning, and 
to have fed St. Anthony in the desert. 
Vikings used them to help pilot their 
ships, and ravens guided Alexander the 
Great across the desert. Eskimos in the 
Yukon perform a Raven dance and the 
bird is sacred to the divine an~estor of 
Japan's imperial family. Here in the 
Ohio River valley, a stone tobacco pipe 
was found which had been carved in the 
form of a raven by a Hopewellian Indian 
about 2,500 years ago. In recent history, 
the raven was considered an evil omen 
its croaking voice warning of some evil 
soon to occur. 

The truth about ravens is that they are 
exceedingly intelligent birds, very 
adaptable and resourceful, and not at all 
evil. They are about twice the size of the 
crow and look similar, except that their 
tails are wedge-shaped instead of 
square. They have shaggy throat 
feathers, and the beak is heavier and 
more curved. They also look different in 
flight, gliding on flat wings, soaring 
more like hawks. Their calls are varied 
including a croaking "er-r-ruck" o; 
"prruck" and a metallic "tok." 

Ravens mate for life. Their nests 
often built in the same site year afte; 
year, are usually located high in ever­
green trees or on cliff ledges. The nest 
is two to four feet in diameter and con­
structed of tree branches, sticks, and 
grapevine and thickly lined with animal 
hair, mosses and grasses. 

Are there ravens in Kentucky? Before 
settlement, ravens were seen through­
out the state and lived among the high 
remote cliffs in the Cumberland moun­
tains, but since the 1950's they were 
thought to be extinct here. Then, a few 
years ago, the only known nest of ravens

The Kentucky Nature Preserves Com­
mission is concerned about this in­
telligent and rare creature. The Bad 
Branch area, which also protects many 
other fragile plant and animal species, 
has just been accepted into the Nature 
Preserves System. Bad Branch Nature 
Preserve protects 445 acres of wilder­
ness, just the kind of place over which 
the raven likes to soar, nest, and con­
tinue to live peacefully .. . evermore .

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ASC Committee Cites Needs 
For Sound 1985 Farm Bill 

Our Lady of the Way

··we need sound farm policy that helps 
Kentucky farmers, but also has fiscal 
restraint," John E. Kalmey, chairman 
of the State Agricultural Stabilization 
and Conservation Committee, said at the 
close of the committee meeting in Lex­
ington recently. 

New legislation is needed to replace 
the four-year law which expires at the 
end of this month, he added. 

Mr. Kalmey's comments on behalf of 
the state ASC Committee closely follow­
ed the resumption of the farm bill debate 
by the Congress in Washington and the 
committee's 'conference' with Secretary 
of Agriculture John Block. "We just 
'met' with Secretary Block by telephone, 
and as his representatives on federal 
farm policy here in the state the com­
mittee wanted to pass on some of what 
was discussed," Kalmey said. 

"Our major objectives are the same 
as when the legislative process began 
earlier this year," Kalmey said. "Three 
objectives are central to the Administra­
tion philosophy." 

"First, we must become more com­
petitive in world markets. Reducing 
price and income support levels is essen­
tial, so that we send a clear signal to our 
competitors that we are serious about 
regaining lost export markets. We must 
no longer hold the price umbrella for the 
world." 

"Second, we are committed to a policy 
of compassion for farmers. That means 
we want to spend enough money to carry 
our producers through a transition 
period as we work toward a reduction in 
farmer dependence on government. 

" And, third, we recognize the need to 
reduce the Federal deficit. So, we 
believe the new farm bill should adhere 
to the Congress' spending limitation. 
That will mean less and less annual 
Federal outlays for farm programs.'' 

He also itemized some things being 
proposed as part of the new farm bill 
that the State Committee agreed were 
unacceptable. 

"Mandatory controls are unaccept­
able. Most farmers want less govern­
ment control, not more," Mr. Kalmey 
said.

"Marketing loans with unlimited 
budget exposure are not acceptable. The 
cost could be tremendous with a pro­
gram that would allow farmers to take 
out loans at one price and pay them off 
at the market price. 

"We oppose freezing target prices. 
This would encourage more agricultural 
production than we need, because of the 
guaranteed price. 

"We also oppose the proposed dairy 
diversion program. We've already tried 
that, and it doesn't work. The cost to 
government would be high. The cost to 
consumers would be high. And, it would 
get the government deeper into the dairy 
business with inequities in the dairy in­
dustry as a result. 

"And, finally," Mr. Kalmey said, "We 
oppose a simple extension of the present 
farm legislation. Why keep programs 
that price farmers out of world markets 
at a tremendous cost to taxpayers? "

Osteoporosis: 
Hidden Killer 

Osteoporosis, a "thinning'' of the 
body's bone structure, is the 12th leading 
cause of death in the United States, yet 
many of its victims have no idea they 
are vulnerable until it is too late. 

"Osteoporosis is a silent disease with 
no early-warning signs," says Dr. 
William Peck, chairman of the 1984 Na­
tional Institute of Health Consensus 
Panel on Osteoporosis. "The first symp­
tom is almost always a bone fracture, 
usually in the spine, hip or wrist. The 
bones become so fragile that a vertebra 
can break just from getting out of bed 
in the morning.'' 

Bone loss is particularly severe in 
post-menopausal women. While there is 
no proven method to add new bone and 
reverse the decline, good preventive 
measures can better your chances of 
avoiding the disease. 

John Pekkanen, writing in the 
November Reader's Digest, declares 
that adequate calcium is the cornerstone 
of any diet to prevent osteoporosis. "The 
NIH panel recommends that pre­
menopausal women get 1000 mg. of 
calcium daily, the equivalent of three 
eight-ounce glasses of low-fat milk 
alone," he writes. "Post-menopausal 
women not on estrogen-replacement 
therapy should consume 1500 mg. a 
day." 

The sad fact is their calcium intake is 
far short of that goal. "American women 
from their mid-40s on average only 
about 450 mg. of calcium in their diet, 
and studies show a disturbing trend 
toward even lower amounts," he con­
tinues. Moreover, alcohol, caffeine and 
nicotine speed the body's excretion of 
calcium and other minerals. 

Along with diet two other factors are 
seen to be helpful in avoiding 
osteoporosis. One is exercise, which in­
creases bone mass and reduces bone 
loss. How much exercise and what kind 
have not been determined, but anything 
that puts mechanical stress on the bones 
is helpful . 

Finally, estrogen-replacement 
therapy is recommended. The hormone 
estrogen decreases sharply at the onset 
of menopause and so does a woman's 
ability to absorb calcium. "Estrogen 
replacement poses a risk-benefit ques­
tion," Pekkanen notes, "because it does 
increase slightly the risk of endo­
metrical cancer. By including another 
hormone, progesterone, the risk of en­
dometrical cancer appears to diminish, 
and bone loss may be slowed even 
further."

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Early Reports on Pupil Help 
Program Held Encouraging 

Graduate Student at Mich. U.

State and local school officials are 

beginning an evaluation of one of Ken­
tucky's newest educational reforms, and 
what they are hearing so far is music to 
their ears. 

The program that began just this fall 
in 180 Kentucky School districts brings 
900 specially trained teachers and in­
structional assistants to the aid of first­
and second-graders who may be having 
trouble keeping up with their classes. 

Twelve thousand children are receiv­
ing extra help in reading and mathema­
tics this year under the program. 

The remedial program is part of a new 
law, Senate Bill169, enacted by the 1984 
General Assembly. The law required 
Kentucky educators to define the skills 
that are essential for learning success 
in each grade in reading, writing, spell­
ing, math and library reference. 

The legislation also required that all 
students be tested each year for mastery 
of those skills. Students who failed to 
demonstrate mastery would become 
eligible for remedial assistance. 

Implementation of the program was 
. staggered. Skills were defined in reading 
and math and were introduced for the 
first time in the 1984-85 school year. 
Students were tested for mastery of 
those skills for the first time last spring. 
Those not mastering them began to 
receive the remedial help this fall. 

"We believe it was critical to identify 
the skills that are necessary for learn­
ing, to teach those skills and then to test 
for their mastery,'' said Superintendent 
of Public Instruction Alice McDonald, 
who proposed the plan to the legislature. 

"At the same time, we believe that it 
was not fair to test students for mastery 
without providing ample opportunity for 
them to receive remedial assistance 
should that mastery not come readily." 

The General Assembly appropriated 
$16 million for remedial assistance for 
students in grades one and two. 

"This is one of the best things to come 
down the pike," Wolfe County School 
Superintendent Tony Collins said. 
"Small classes and individual instruc­
tion provide a way to bring students up 
to par." 

Fayette County Superintendent Ron 
Walton likes the program because "it 
provides for several different models to 
give local schools and the state depart­
ment flexibility in improving the 
performance of low-achieving student," 
he said. 

Flexibility is the key element of the 
program, and participation is based on 
several levels of criteria. 

-Children who scored up to 10 percent 
below the set mastery levels in reading 
or math on the Kentucky Essential Skills 
test are TJ:ceiving remedial help from 
their regular classroom teachers. 

- Pupils who scored between 10 per­
cent and 25 percent below mastery 
levels are benefiting from the services 
of specially trained instructional 
assistants. Each assistant works with no 
more than 22 students under the super­
vision of the regular classroom teacher. 

- Many of the children who scored 26 
percent or more below mastery are be­
ing served in separate, self-contained 
"transition" classrooms where no more 
than 15 pupils work with a specially 
trained teacher. 

Other eligible pupils are served in 
their regular classrooms by " col­
laborating teachers" who work with up 
to 15 students. coaching them in reading 
and math. 

The state Department of Education 
conducted a nationwide search for ex­
emplary remedial programs, said 
Joanne Brookes, who heads the depart­
ment's Division of Compensatory 
Education. 

The best practices from several of 
these model programs were incor­
porated in Kentucky's program. The 
work was completed and the program 
distributed in time for the opening of 
school this fall. 

They did "two years' work in one 
year's time,'' state Rep. Louie Mack, D­
Lexington, told the Subcommittee on 
Elementary and Secondary Education 
on Sept. 27. 

Brooks and her staff credit the speedy 
implementation to the assistance of an 
ad hoc task force of parents, teachers 
and administrators that helped review 
proposals and make recommendations 
for operating the program. 

"Everyone knows by instinct that the 
most crucial factor in a child's learning 
is the teacher ," said Diane Teasley, 
remediation unit director. 

"We went one step further, found the 
research that actually proved it, and 
then concentra ted on identifying effec­
tive teaching techniques and training 
teachers to use them." 

The training was conducted in eight 
regional sessions in September. It em­
phasized such techniques as identifica­
tion of student learning styles, strategies 
for lesson presentation, evaluatiOn of 
student learning and parent-teacher 
communicatiOns. 

As a further aid to teachers , a

guidebook was prepared and distributed 
to all teachers working with the pro­
gram. It contains learning activities for 
each essential skill geared toward 
students' three learning channels : 
visual , auditory and tactile. 

Post-test scores at the end of the cur­
rent school year will be used to judge the 
effectiveness of the program. However, 
those results will not be available in time 
for consideration by the General Assem­
bly when it convenes in January. 

"This is too important to wait," 
McDonald said. "If the program is as 
good as we've already been told, we 
want to recommend to the General 
Assembly that it be expanded to grades 
three and four." 

Written data will be collected and 
reviewed through Dec. 15. It will include 
analysis of the skills the pupils were defi­
cient in when they began the program 
and the skills that have been mastered 
with the program's help . 

"We believe that early intervention 
and individualized instruction will make 
a significant difference for low­
achieving youngsters," McDonald said. 

If students achieve academic success 
early, they will want to finish their high 
school educations later on, McDonald 
said. That can mean improvements in 
future dropout rates, she predicted. 

"If that happens as we hope it will, 
Kentucky will have solved two problems 
with one program. I call that a good in­
vestment," she said. ·

The Medical Center can't guarantee 
that candy that has been x-rayed is ab­
solutely safe, because there are ways of 
tampering that x-rays won't show. But 
having candy x-rayed is a good idea 
because it does pick up metal, and pins 
wserted into candy are a favorite trick 
of people who tamper with treats . 

"It's a shame that the need exists to 
do this sort of thing," Pickering said, 
"but on the other hand, we've never 
turned up any dangerous objects in the 
candy we've x-rayed since we started 
doing this in 1983. We're happy to say 
this kind of thing doesn't appear to have 
spreaqd into eastern Kentucky, but we 
think people should make the effort to 
have this done. Hardly a Halloween goes 
by anymore without stories about can­
dy tampering somewhere." 

In addition to having candy x-rayed, 
HRMC recommends that parents 
discard any homemade treats. Wrap­
pings of pre-packaged candy should be 
closely inspected for signs of tampering, 
especially needle holes. Above all, 
children should call only on people they 
know when trick-or-treating. 

Parents Anonymous 
To Meet At PCC 

The first Parents Anonymous group in 
Eastern Kentucky is being formed 
under the Continuing Education Depart­
ment at Prestonsburg Community Col­
lege. The sponsor of the group is Dr. 
Alice Adams, teacher at the college who 
has experience in group work, who will 
be assisted by her husband, Hugh, a 
retired minister. 

The group will meet once a week 
beginning in early November. Member­
ship is kept anonymous, and all informa­
tion is confidential. The purpose of the 
group is to help parents under stress. 
The stress may cause anger and frustra­
tion to be taken out on the children. 
Membership is open to anyone in the 
community who wants to learn how to 
react differently.

Parents anonymous also has 
a 24-hour hotline for parents with an im­
mediate crisis ; 1-800-432-9251. 

Parents need not pay for childcare 
during these meetings, because free 
care will be provided. Transportation is 
also available. Thomas Sims, counselor 
at PCC comments, "We find that most 
parents who abuse children really care 
about their child. They are not bad; they 
simply are confused and frustrated and 
do not know what else to do. Many of the 
parents are in a lot of pain over their 
behavior, but they do not know what to 
do differently, or where to turn for help. 
This is why Parents Anonymous was 
formed, to give those hurting parents a 
place to find understanding and to help 
them learn new ways to deal with their 
children. They find other parents who 
share their concerns, pain, and confu­
sion. It is the first time many of them 
feel acceptance, and this helps them find 
the strength to change.

"Any person, including a child, with 
a history of chronic heart or lung disease 
is in the top priority group for influenza 
vaccinations," said Dr. Ward Hinds, an 
epidemiologist in the Kentucky Depart­
ment for Health Services. "Others in the 
high risk group are those with cnronic 
kidney disease or diabetes and residents 
of nursing homes and other chronic care 
facilities ." 

Everyone older than 65 should be vac­
cinated as well, Hinds said. Other in­
dividuals who should be vaccinated are 
physicians, nurses and other health care 
professionals who have extensive con­
tract with high-risk patients. 

All of these groups should be vac­
cinated every fall, he said, since the flu 
season usually begins in November. Out­
breaks are unpredictable, so those who 
need vaccines should get them as soon 
as possible, Hinds said. 

Influenza vaccines may be admini­
stered to almost everyone, except per­
sons with severe hypersensitivity to eggs 
and persons who have an acute short­
term illness with fever. To minimize 
concern over possible side effects, preg­
nant women should wait until the second 
or third trimester of pregnancy before 
taking the vaccine, he said. 

Persons who should be vaccinated 
against influenza should contact their 
personal physician or their local health 
department.

Not only did the State Police not ask 
Mr. Ferguson to turn off the electricity, 
but I was present when they asked him 
to turn it back on before the whole town 
burned. Also he stated that there were 
no operable fire hydrants at the fire site, 
I challenge him to prove this, as there 
were three operable fire hydrants within 
one hundred feet of the fire. 

He also stated we have a hundred 
thousand gallon water tank, when in fact 
its is a two hundred thousand gallon 
water tank and w~s built by Anna Jean 
Tackett and the Floyd County Urban 
Renewal, not by the City. 

He stated the power was off twenty­
five minutes, when in fact it took us over 
an hour to convince the Ky. Power Com· 
pany to turn it back on and when they 
did, it single-phased the water plant, 
burning out two pumps which are now 
causing a severe water shortage for our 
customers. 

His actions caused me to remove the 
fence at the clarifier tank at the sewage 
treatment plant so some of the fire 
trucks could pump raw sewage to fight 
the fire with. 

Last but not least, after nelping us, the 
Wayland Fire Department was refused 
fuel to get home by one of the city com­
missioners until Don Daniels, Tommy 
Engle and myself agreed to pay for it.

Revenue "Poorly Managed" 
After attending the 10-2-85 Floyd Coun­

ty Board of Education meeting, I was 
impressed with the way the meeting was 
conducted. However, at the 10-23-85 tax 
hearing held by the board, it was 
"business as usual" with our school 
board members. The monitor from the 
Ky. Dept. of Education was not present 
at the tax hearing. 

I realize that we need more money in 
our school system, but I feel that the 
board should be more accountable with 
the money they have before they ask the 
taxpayers to dig deeper into their 
pockets. 

From the amount of money raised by 
PTA's, PTO's, and Booster Clubs 
throughout the county, it's obvious peo­
ple are willing to spend money for the 
children. They know what that money is 
to be used for. 

At the 10-23-85 tax hearing, Dr. Adams 
(the board chairman), told us that it was 
not a "question and answer" session. In 
other words, they don't have to tell us 
what they're going to do with our tax 
dollars ... even though they're a public 
body and are accountable to the people 
for the tax dollars given them. 

For example, we're paying our former 
superintendent $44,973 <this figure does 
not reflect the 4 to 8% increase for the 
85-86 school year which will be given to 
certified personnel). Yet as of 10-21-85, 
he had no job description nor does he 
have any designated duties. We're also 
paying a consultant $200 per day plus ex­
penses to aid a Special Education 
teacher, because she does not have, the 
qualifications to teach that class. The 
board is also incurring additional legal 
expenses to fight a lawsuit filed by the 
fully certified teacher who had been 
teaching that Spec. Ed. class. She was 
not re-hired for the 84-85 school year 
even though the board had exempted 
Spec. Ed. teachers from receiving ter­
mination letters that year. 

These are just a few examples of poor­
ly managed taxpayers' dollars. Citizens 
have a right to demand accountability 
for their tax dollars. Public board 
meetings are held the first Wednesday 
of each month. Hope to see you there.

'Days of Our Lives' needs a 
strong dose of originality

On Nov. 8, NBC's day­
time drama "Days of Our 
Lives" will celebrate it's 
20th anniversary.

Long-time viewers fer­
vently hope that their fa­
vorite soap will last anoth­
er 20 years. But the show's 
current story lines are 
making some fans wonder 
what happened to the 
show they have always 
loved. 

The show's press re­
leases still claim that the 
story lines revolve around 
the Horton clan, but only 
three members of that clan 
survive, and they are rare­
ly, if ever, seen in front­
burner stories. 

In past years, "Days of 
Our Lives" was innovative 
and exciting. The interra­
cial romance oetween Da­
vid Banning and Valerie 
Grant was a first, for ex­
ample, and fans cried 
buckets of tears over the 
Laura Spencer-Mickey 
Horton-Bill Horton love tri­
angle. A year ago, fans 
were hopeful that the Mar-

lena and Roman Brady 
story line would endure, 
but it didn't, and they've 
been watching a barrage 
of teenage plots since. 

Today, "Days" all too 
often resembles reruns of 
"Genetal Hospital." The 
Pete Jannings-Melissa 
Anderson (Michael Leon­
Lisa Trusel) on-the-run 
story, for example, is a 
carbon copy of Luke and 
Laura's escapades from 
"General Hospital" a few 
years back. 

"Days" does have one 
of daytime's hottest cou­
ples in Bo and Hope Brady 
(Peter Reckell and Kristian 
Alfonso). But how many 
times can viewers be 
asked to swallow the an­
tics of these two nubile 
sleuthes, who have been 
tracking down underworld 
figures, crooked cops and 
mass murderers. (There 
have even been two mass 
murder story lines within 
an 18-month period.) 

The current cops-and­
robbers plot has more 
twists than a pretzel. But 
it's not nearly as salty. 
Even daily viewing won't 
be of much assistance for 
viewers trying to sort out 
the plot mess. 

Still, "Days" has consis­
tently stayed in the upper 
half of the Nielsen ratings. 
And it boasts characters 
that viewers can care 
about. A transfusion of 
imaginative, cohesive sto­
ry lines could give "Days" 
the boost it needs to bring 
it to the top. 

Come on "Days," your 
fans are rooting for you!

STEPHEN KING'S SILVER BULLET (R-Paramount) Star­
ring Gary Busey, Everett McGill. Corey Haim. *

When you're hot you're hot. 
and Stephen King is hot. At 
this point, he could write a 
laundry list and someone 
would option the movie rights. 

This time, however, Dino De 
Laurentiis might have done 
better if he had produced a 
laundry list. It would have 
been at least as exciting as 
"Silver Bullet." 

Perhaps De Laurentis 
thought he was getting a se­
quel to- "The Lone Ranger." 
No such luck. "Silver Bullet" 
is about a werewolf. (A silver 
bullet is needed to kill a were­
wolf, hence the title.) 

A fog permeates the movie, 
both literally and figuratively. 
King has adapted his own 
novelette about the small 
town of Tarker's Mills. It 
seems that several of the 
town's inhabitants have been 
turning up without heads, 
limbs and other portions of 
their anatomy. Marty Coslaw 
(Corey Haim). a local 11-year­
old who has obviously seen 
his share of Lon Chaney films, 
concludes that the killer is a 
werewolf. 

For some reason, the 
townsfolk show a certain re­
luctance to believe this fan­
tastic tale. Marty sets off in a 

wheelchair (also named Silver 
Bullet) and he begins his 
search for the wolfman. ac­
companied by his sister and 
"Uncle Red," Gary Busey, a 
talented actor who deserves a 
better role. 

King tries to pad out his tale 
by working the handicapped 
theme to its fullest, but it 
doesn't add much to the bare­
bones script. 

Carlo Rambaldi, the spe­
cial-effects wizard responsi­
ble for "E.T." and "Alien," is 
the real star here. He creates 
as realistic a transition from 
man to wolf as has been 
placed on celluloid, but the ef­
fect is one of distanced obser­

. vation rather than chilly repul­
sion. What is repulsive is the 
blood and gore. which make 
the movie more than deserv­
ing of its "R" rating. 

Michael J. Fox's success in 
"Back to the Future" is re­
ported to have hastened the 
release of that other werewolf 
movie, "Teen Wolf," which is 
currently a big winner at the 
box office. 

"Silver Bullet" has very lit­
tle chance of achieving similar 
success. The word for it is 
"dud."

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Firemen Injured 
In Freak Accident 

A freak accident at the Prestonsburg 
Fire Department's annual Halloween 
haunted house sent three city volunteer 
firefighters and one Middle Creek 
firefighter to Highlands Regional 
Medical Center's emergency room 
Saturday, October 19. 

Three of the victims were treated and 
released, but one, Rick Lemaster, 30, of 
Lancer, suffered severe burns on his 
right hand, prompting transfer to 
Louisville's Jewish Hospital and over 
eight hours of surgery . 

According to Fire Chief Tom 
Blackburn, the accident occurred as 
Lemaster was loading flash powder in­
to a "flash pot," a device used to pro­
duce a small explosion and flash of light 
to highlight a vampire scene at the 
haunted house. Blackburn said someone 
bumped into Lemaster, causing not on­
ly the flast pot to ignite, but also the 
powder in the bottle from which he was 
pouring. 

Lemaster was said to have suffered 
lacerations to the central palm, thumb 
and forefinger. According to Blackburn, 
an operation was performed the next 
day to restore the thumb which, while 
not severed, was deeply cut. Blackburn 
said Lemaster was released from the 
hospital Sunday, and was expected to 
regain full use of his hand. 

Also injured in the blast were Dewey 
Edward Stephens, 19, of the Middle 
Creek area, treated for powder burns to 
his legs; Kevin Lee Slone, 14, of Pres­
tonsburg, treated for flash burns to his 
eyes and a knee injury; and Wendell 
Burke, 18, of West Prestonsburg, treated 
for hearing loss. 

Blackburn said the fire department 
has been using flash pots every year 
since they began the haunted house in 
1976, though this was the first time 
they've experienced any problem. 

Luckily, said Blackburn, there were 
no spectators present when the accident 
occured, as the firefighters were just 
setting up for the evening's show. " It's 
a safety factor," he said. " If anybody 
had been around, they could have been 
injured." 

Though the haunted house was closed 
after the incident, it re-opened last Fri­
day night at Archer Park's picnic 
pavilions, where it will continue through 
this Saturday. But Blackburn said the 
fire department was through with flash 
pots. "We're going to use some sort of 
electronic flash, maybe a strobe," he 
said. 

Tickets are $1.50 for adults and $1 for 
children if purchased at the door, though 
adult tickets may be purchased in ad­
vance for $1 at the municipal building.
