Assistant 
County Attorney Dan Rowland told 
jurors they could infer as much from the 
fact that McCoy admitted picking up 
Howell, who had gone to purchase 
gasoline for the stalled car.

Shepherd cautioned that classroom 
trailers located behind the main school 
building would probably block access by 
the old road, however. 

Water Within Stone's Throw 
Yet Far Away at Stephens Br. 

Three water systems come within a 
stone's throw of Stephens Branch of 
Right Beaver Creek. The pipe that 
might carry water to the residents there 
has been lying for nearly a year in a 
county storage lot. Every resident has 
reportedly signed an easement for the 
line to cross their property. But work on 
the water project has run into a dead 
end. 

Bessie WoolJS and Parthena Martin, 
speaking for a "Sizeable delegation of 
area residents at Friday's meeting of 
the Floyd fiscal court, told of their 
frustration al the holdup and begged for 
the funds that would enable one of the 
surrounding systems to make a connec­
tion with Stephens Branch. 

The funds won't come easily. While 
the federal government has just gi.ven 
final approval for reconstruction of the 

Martin city system, inflation has so 
devalued that city's $1.4 million funding 
package that it will now barely cover the 
cost of replacing downto:-vn water 
lines-a plan to replace the city's water 
treatment plant has been scrapped-let 
alone the cost of crossing Beaver Creek 
to serve Stephens Branch. 

The Prestonsburg system approaches 
from the west, by way of Caney Fork of 
Middle Creek. But an unwilling proper­
ty owner is said to be blocking further 
extension of the line up Caney. And, in 
any event, bringing the water over the 
hill would necessitate installing a 
$200,000 pump and storage tank, it was 
said. 

The Beaver Elkhorn Water District's 
Right Beaver line passes the mouth of 
Stephens Branch-but on the wrong side

Prelim Planning 
For Road Begun; 
Target Date set 

Preliminary surveys and plans for 
construction of a four-lane US 23 be­
tween Prestonsburg and Paintsville are 
currently under way, and the route the 
new highway will follow is taking shape. 

Although no confirmation was avail­
able from Frankfort, it was learned here 
that the Department of Transportation 
timetable has a contract letting date 
marked for 1988. 

Hearings on the proposed route will be 
scheduled later. For design of the 
highway the state already has $2 million 
budgeted. Construction will involve an 
estimated $70 million-about $55 million 
less than four-laning of the present cliff­
bordered US 23 would cost. 

The route, as currently proposed is, 
roughly, this: 

Starting from the Prestonsburg end, 
in the vicinity of the existing intersec­
tion of the Mountain Parkway and US 23, 
near the mouth of Katy Friend, cross­
ing the mountain into Short Branch of 
Abbott Creek, then to Abbott mountain, 
topping the mountain at approximately 
the point now occupied by the present 
road, then down the left side of Little 
Paint Creek to a point some two miles 
up Jenny's Creek. From that point the 
road would continue to the intersection 
of Routes 460 and 40, then bearing north 
to connect with new US 23 at the or near 
the site of the old Pride motel, near 
Paintsville. 

The extension of KY 3 (the Martin 
county road) is not considered a project 
for early beginning, but preliminary 
plans call for a bridge across the Big 
Sandy at Auxier Heights, with route pro­
posed for the road to follow, generally, 
that of the present road skirting the 
railroad, and connecting with US 23 on 
the Floyd side of the county line at East 
Point. Earlier plans for the road are said 
to have envisioned crossing the moun­
tain at Auxier into Crider Branch for a 
direct approach to US 23 on Little Paint. 

When, and if, completed the US 23 link 
will make of the highway a four-lane 
thoroughfare all the way to Pikeville, 
and when Pike county work on the road 
is completed it will be of f.our lanes to the 
Kentucky-Virginia line. 

Council 'Studies 
Streets and TV 

Street improvements and continued 
dissatisfaction with television cable ser­
vice were discussed at Monday's 
meeting of the City Council. 

Council voted to advertise for bids on 
blacktopping several sections of city 
streets, including a 600x2o-ft. section on 
Porter Lane toward U.S. 23; 150ft. from 
S. Lake Drive toward Riverside Drive, 
next to Giovanni's Pizza; 50 ft. on 
Branham's Street, next to Shepherd's 
Home Improvement; 200 ft. on Scott 
Court; 30 ft. on Central Avenue from 
Music Street toward the Courthouse; 
60x10 ft. at Mays Branch, and 40 ft. on 
Deep Street, near the home of Charles 
Patton. 

At the Council's last meeting, 
September 9, it had been voted to install 
yellow lines and implement 15-minute 
unloading zones on sections of Ford 
Street, after residents had complained 
of parking problems and blocked 
driveways. 

At Monday's meeting, however, it was 
said that the man who had requested the 
action, Richie Schoolcraft, had stopped 
city workers from painting a white line, 
designating an unloading zone, because 
he felt it would block his grandmother's 
driveway. Schoolcraft later said he had 
not stopped the painting, but had instead 
told workers he didn't think they were 
putting the lines where Council had in­
tended. He said the men told him they 
would check with City Manager Dave 
Evans and come back to finish the job, 
but never returned. 

Councilman William 0. Goebel, III 
said he didn't feel the yellow lines would 
be very helpful in controlling parking, 
saying that on street parking was 
already illegal there, as Ford is a two 
way street. G<Jebel said he felt that the 
best solution would involve the 
neighbors working the problem out bet­
ween them. He further noted that the ci­
ty polke would be available to enforce 
existing traffic laws. 

But the COUncil's order still must be 
carried out, interjected Councilman 
Paul Hunt Thompson. "It doesn't make 
any difference if the whole neighborhood 
was out there with machetes, if they 
were ordered to do it (paint the street), 
they should have done it." He said.

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, the defense attorney's claim that "the 
public is so outraged by drunk driving, 
we have gone from the extreme of be­
ing too easy on people to the (other) ex­
treme of being too bard." 

In the case that followed McCoy's, 
Max Bunnell, 45, of Abbott Creek, comp­
troller at Highlands Regional Medical 
Center, was accused of drunk driving on 
July 16. 

In the course of a hearing in the 
chambers of District Judge Harold 
Stumbo, the entire contents of the case 
file-including a Breathalyser printout 
that allegedly showed a reading of .17 
percent-suddenly disappeared, and 
Deputy Sheriff Paul Auxier, the ar­
resting officer in the case, accused Bun­
nell of stealing it. Bunnell denied the 
charge. 

Auxier testified in court that Bunnell 
was driving "all over the road," that he 
smelled strongly of alcohol, and that he 
failed three sobriety tests when he was 
arrested near the Cliff bridge. 

Questioned by defense attorney Pat­
ton, Auxier said Bunnell asked for a 
blood test to supplement the breath 
analysis and that he agreed to take the 
defendant to be tested at Highlands 
Regional Medical Center. But he refus­
ed to take Bunnell to Our Lady of the 
Way Hospital in Martin, where the 
defendant asked to be taken to avoid em­
barrassment in front of his Highlands 
co-workers, the officer said. 

The jury acquitted Bunnell after a 
relatively lengthy deliberation. 

According to district court records, 
Bunnell has been arrested for alleged 
traffic violations seven times in this 
county in the past four years, including 
five times for allegedly driving while 
intoxicated. 

In December, 1981, he was charged 
with DUI and reckless driving after 
allegedly registering .20 percent on the 
Breathalyser. The case was dismissed 
after police officer Randy Ferrell- then 
on the Prestonsburg but now on the 
Pikeville police force-failed to appear 
in court. 

In October and again in November, 
1983, he was charged with drunk driving, 
pleading guilty to the former charge and 
paying $137.50in fine and court costs. At 
the same time, related charges of 
speeding, running a stop sign, and hav­
ing expired tags were dismissed. 

The latter DUI charge was amended 
to disorderly conduct on the Com­
monwealth's recommendation and Bun­
nell drew one month's probation and a 
fine of $147.50. 

A July, 1984 citation, accusing Bunnell 
of leaving the scene of an accident, was 
dismissed at the request of the pro­
secuting witness, State Trooper Barbara 
Thomas. A charge of speeding, in 
November last year, was also 
dismissed. 

Still pending is a DUI charge, filed last 
month, when Bunnell allegedly record­
ed a Breathalyser reading of .19 percent. 
He is scheduled to be arraigned on that 
count next Tuesday.

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of KY 80. $18,000 would see a conduit 
bored under the highway, but it's $18,000 
the water district says it doesn't have 
and can't afford to borrow. 

The purchase of pipe for the project 
is proof of the county's concern for the 
Stephens Branch water line, said Judge­
Executive John M. Stwnbo, who promis­
ed the county "will keep working on it.'' 
He admitted he did not know where 
Stephens Branch residents would find 
the funds to bring the water on, however, 
and cautioned that county government 
"is not in the water business. " 

Second reading was given to an or­
dinance which would require power 
companies to insist that new 
homeowners have an approved sewage 
disposal system before hooking up their 
electricity. "We are not asking you to 
pass a law requiring sewage systems­
that is already the law- but to pass an 
ordinance that will help enforce it," 
Health Department Director Earl

The contract for medical insurance of 
about 60 county employees was again 
awarded to Blue Cross-Blue Shield, 
although Denzil Allen, who also submit­
ted a bid, hinted that negotiations for the 
contract were not entirely above-board.

Declaring "we're our own worst 
enemy!'' Pres tons burg Business 
Association vice-president Hansel 
Cooley helped outline strategy to bring 
customers to downtown merchants, at 
a meeting held yesterday (Tuesday) at 
the Floyd County Library. 

other, rather than maybe causing peo- . 
pie to take their business out of town. 

Cooley and others agreed that unless 
the business leaders cooperated they 
were cutting their{)wn throats, driving 
potential customers away from down­
town stores. 

One area of cooperation, it was decid­
ed, which might result in more business 
for everyone, would be expanded 
operating hours. Association president 
James 0. Vanhoose suggested stores 
should remain open from 10 a.m. till 7 
p.m., as opposed to the common prac­
tice now of opening at 9 a.m. and clos­
ing at 5 p.m. He said all downtown mer­
chants would have to be willing to use 
this schedule to make the plan workable. 
Furthermore, businesses should abide 
by the new hours "six days a week," he 
said. 

April Adams, proprietor of "April's on 
the Ave.," on Arnold Avenue, said she 
was presently remaining open from 10 
a.m. till 6 p.m., and did a significant 
amount of trade between 5 p.m. and 6 
p.m. 

The shop-owners also agreed it was in 
their best interest to know what other 
stores in town offered. Vanhoose sug­
gested that if each knew what the others 
sold, they could refer customers to each 

Another strategy discussed was hav­
ing training sessions for employees. 
Vanhoose said it was far too common for 
employees to be unfamiliar with mer­
chandise at their own stores, which, he 
felt, alienated customers. 

Perhaps ironically, the merchants 
said they felt the new shopping centers 
on U.S. 23 at the outskirts of town could 
be a boon to downtown business. William 
0 . Goebel, III, of the Ben Franklin store, 
said "the new shopping centers have 
drawn a lot of people in from other coun­
ties, keeping them from shopping in 
Paintsville or Pikeville." He said the 
downtown merchants should capitalize 
on the additional shoppers already be­
ing in the area . 

It was decided to include all 
businesses between the four-way in­
tersection at Lancer and the area below 
the city, near the old location of Jerry 
and Gerry's Shoes, for potential 
membership. 

Yearly dues were fixed at $25, in an ef­
fort to attract as many businesses as 
possible into the organization. 

Maxine Bierman of Maxine's Beauty 
Shop, gave the merchants a common 
goal to rally around-the annual Jenny 
Wiley Festival, to be held here in Oc­
tober. Mrs. Bierman said a succeasful 
Festival would mean greater casb-fiow 
for everyone.

Atomics And Star Wars 
Perhaps only a few people understand 

what President Reagan is attempting to 
do by insisting upon a "Star Wars" 
defense. He is detennined to prevent an 
awesome, terrible aftermath of an unex­
pected, surprise moment of attack 
which would put us in an earthly con­
flagration. The American people should 
at best know of one personal experience. 

Prostrate and entrenched at a depth 
of four feet, eyes closed, 2,400 yards 
distance from ground-zero, a 20-KT 
minimal yield nuclear device is explod­
ed on a 300-foot tower. The suddenness 
of the power-impact actually lifts the 
earth, followed by the rushing, instan­
taneous forward blast. Before the 
ground has settled, the suction (back 
blast) returns just above our heads, with 
a swishing acceleration toward the 
center of detonation. The extreme 
violence of both blasts burns or 
pulverizes all that stands. The shock 
wave through the earth (not on the sur­
face) then shatters the windows of 
buildings in Las Vegas, 60 miles away. 

Through closed eyelids the brightness 
we know far exceeds pure white or the 
rays of the sun. We feel the ground be­
ing lifted, for our shoulders press hard 
against the forward walls of the trench.

We 
enter the "hot" area 45 minutes later, 
with no knowledge of the dangers of fall­
out radiation, as we wear no docimeter 
badges to gauge or measure any degree 
of our exposure. We see animals, all 
singed and burned, yet alive and blind­
ed, showing their jerking, twisting mo­
tions of agony and their cringe of dying 
pain. Scorched odors are about with the 
horrible stench that surrounds us. The 
metal tower has melted and disap­
peared; not a trace to touch or see. A 
single long-eared jack rabbit escapes the 
scene at some distance, still burning and 
wildly hopping. After less than 20 years 
facial cancer appears on the soldier. 
Then some governmental bureaucratic 
"stupo" has the gall to aver the origin 
to be unknown ... "perhaps some slight 
connection with Army service." All this, 
in part, the results of an atomic 
maneuver in a western desert, Army 
Operation, "Up-Shot Knothole," Desert 
Rock V, Frenchman's Flat, Nevada, 
Aprill953. 

Most grievous of all is these atomic 
devices are now much more powerful­
more devastating to humanity as a 
whole; for they have the capability of 
combining within them paralyzing. nerve 
gases. I can imagine what our future 
might hold for us should we not have 
perfected our defenses to counter such 
an attack. President Reagan is trying to 
preclude the entry of such missiles by 
destroying them at off-shore, long­
distant advantage. Without hesitation, I 
firmly believe in this strong, strategic 
" Star Wars" Plan which President 
Reagan is proposing. If the reader is not 
favorable to it, he might well become a 
true believer- when the future proves 
too late.

Would you believe that the safest way 
for your children to get to school each 
morning is on the school bus? People are 
often surpnsed at this statement, but 
statistics prove it to be true. 

"We tend to take the school bus 
system for granted," Superintendent of 
Public Instruction Alice McDonald said. 
"That in Itself is a measure of the con­
fidence we place in our school buses 

"As we observe National School Bus 
Safety Week, however, I would like to 
call attention to the continuing efforts to 
ensure that Kentucky's children are safe 
as they travel to and from school on the 
familiar yellow buses." 

To draw attention to the importance 
of school buses and their reliability, Na­
tional School Bus Safety Week is being 
observed Sept. 22 through 28. 

Statistics compiled by the Kentucky 
Department of Education show that 
Kentucky school buses transport 462,000 
students each school day and travel 
more than 71 million miles each year. 

''With all those children and all those 
miles, school buses in Kentucky have 
maintained an outstanding safety 
record,'' McDonald said. ''There has not 
been a pupil fatality inside a conven­
tional school bus in 27 years." 

School buses are the safest form of 
transportation to and from school, staff 
members of the department's Division 
of Pupil Transportation say. Strictly en­
forced construction standards and 
regulatory procedures provide a greater 
margin of safety for passengers of 
school buses than is afforded those 
ridmg in the family vehicle. 

The specifications for school buses in 
Kentucky are among the toughest in the 
nation, staff member Bill Ramsey said. 

"Our specifications meet or exceed 
the national standards," he added. 
"Many other states request information 
about our specifications in attempts to 
upgrade their own." 

The Division of Pupil Transportation 
administers the department's program 
to ensure bus safety and the competence 
of school bus drivers in Kentucky. 

"Our efforts focus primarily on the 
areas of bus driver training, pupil safe­
ty training, inspection and maintenance 
of school buses and enforcement of the 
law requiring motorists to stop for 
school buses loading and unloading 
passengers,'' Ramsey said. 

Beginning in the 1986-87 school year, 
all school bus drivers must be certified 
by the state. This certification requires 
successful completion of an eight-hour, 
two-day training program. Beginning 
this year, newly hired drivers must be 
certified before beginning their duties. 

In addition, new regulations require 
eight hours of classroom and behind-the­
wheel training for all drivers each year. 
This will help to keep drivers up to date 
on procedures and aware of any new

Mud Creek Aged 
Get Housing Aid 

Twenty houses in the Mud Creek area 
of this county that are occupied by very 
low-income, elderly residents will 
receive plumbing installation or 
rehabilitation of existing plumbing 
through a grant from the Kentucky 
Elderly-Rural Housing Repair and 
Rehabilitation Demonstration Program, 
Kentucky Housing Corporation (KHC> 
executive director F. Lynn Luallen an­
nounced last week. 

The $110,000 grant for the work was 
awarded Mountain Housing and Com­
munity Action through KHC and the Of· 
fice of Community Services (0CS>, a 
division of the U.S. Department of 
Health and Human Services. The fund­
ing awarded the Purchase Area Hous­
ing Corporation is part of a $302,500 
grant titled "Kentucky Elderly-Rural 
Housing Repair and Rehabilitation 
Demonstration Program" which KHC 
recently received from the Office of 
Community Services. KHC will match 
the OCS grant with an additional 
$562,000. 

According to Luallen, KHC is ex­
tremely interested in seeing the pro­
gram become much more than a 
demonstration. "There ts a definite de­
mand for funding that would help 
upgrade existing housing for the elder­
ly," he said. "We are looking at the 
possibilities that the demand for such a 
program will be so great that it will be 
integrated into KHC's overall services 
through our Senior and Special Needs 
Program." •

Armstrong Says 
Justice System 
Fails The Victim 

Kentuckians are fed up with a 
criminal justice system that appears 
more concerned for the rights of 
criminals than for the rights of their vic­
tims, Attorney-General David L. Arm­
strong said in an interview here last 
week. 

Armstrong was in Prestonsburg, en 
route to a hearing Thursday at Pikeville 
High School. The hearing was the second 
in a series of eight being conducted 
across the state in an effort to elicit 
public comments on the needs of crime 
victims. 

"What we are hearing is the stagger­
ing feeling people have, feelings of 
disappointment, anger and frustration," 
when, already victimized by crime, they 
are then pushed aside by a system that 
"rallies around the defendant," Arm­
strong said. 

Victims and witnesses complain that 
they are often given no information 
about the status of their cases-which 
may be postponed without notice or just 
as abruptly settled by plea bargaining, 
he added. In the meantime, victims "are 
left with emotional scars, costly medical 
expenses, loss of time from work and a 
myriad of other problems," he said. 

The fact that only a handful of people 
turned out for Thursday's hearing 
underscored the attorney general's 
remarks with an irony noted by Janie 
Hall, a nurse with the Mountain Com­
prehensive Care Center. The experience 
of being shunted aside by the courts 
teaches victims not to press for their 
rights, she said, adding, "It's a learned 
helplessness. It's the reason no one is 
here tonight. They have learned that no 
one cares." 

Armstrong is pushing for a law that 
would embody a Victims' Bill of Rights. 
While he introduced similar bills unsuc­
cessfully in the last two legislative ses­
sions, the version he intends to press 
in the 1986 General Assembly will have 
a better chance of passage because it is 
designed more specifically for Ken­
tucky's needs, he said. 

One of the reasons crime victims are 
overlooked, said the attorney-general, is 
that the criminal justice system views 
crime as an act against the state rather 
than an act against an individual. "It's 

' almost as if the victim is cast aside by 
the system once he or she has been vic­
timized. Victims are frequently kept in 
the dark about the progress of the defen­
dant's case and everyone except the vic­
tim tends to quickly forget the emotional 
trauma they frequently suffer," he said. 

One in five Kentucky households ex­
perienced a crime during a recent 
12-month period and about IVe ~r:ce 
of them were violent crimes, Armstrong 
said. Moreover, there is increasing 
evidence that many victims of violent 
crime suffer from emotional problems, 
including depression, he said. 

His Victims' Bill of Rights would in­
clude the right to be informed about a 
case; to be given prior notice of hearings 
and postponements; to participate in the 
criminal justice process; to be told about 
victims' compensation; to have a case 
resolved speedily; to be free from in­
timidation; to be treated with dignity, 
respect and courtesy. 

"We don't want to take away the 
rights of the accused,'' Armstrong said. 
"What we are trying to say is, 'Let's 
legislate some rights for victims.' "

He drew attenton to the work done by 
the conservation district at the Allen 
Park to curb erosion which he said not 
only constituted a monetary savings to 
the county but also greatly improved the 
appearance of the park, itself.

The past few years seem to have pro­
duced a larger than usual number of 
"going-out-of-business sales" on the part 
of retail establishments. Whatever the 
cause of this increase, such sales are of 
interest to the Attorney General's Divi­
sion of Consumer Protection, as this 
Division enforces the provisions of Ken­
tucky's law regulating going-out-of­
business sales. 

The Kentucky Going-Out-Of-Business 
Sale Act, KRS 365.410-.480 and 365.992, 
requires any person proposing to con­
duct a "going-out-of-business sale," 
"fire sale," "moving sale," etc. to ob­
tain a license from the county clerk in 
the county where the sale is to be con­
ducted. The applicant must also post a 
$1,000 bond with a surety approved by 
the court, and submit a detailed inven­
tory of the goods to be sold. 

In enacting this law, the legislature 
recognized that the public has a certain 
perception of such sales. A consumer is

tempted to the sale because the seller 
has indicated bargain prices on the 
regular stock of the coinpany because 
the company, for one reason or another, 
is liquidating its regular inventory and 
ceasing to do business. 

For that reason, the Act forbids a per­
son conducting a going-out-of-business 
sale from ordering any goods for the 
purpose of selling those goods at the 
sale. Any abnormal purchase and addi­
tion to the stock of goods within 60 days 
prior to the filing of an application for 
a going-out-of-business sale license is 
deemed presumptive evidence that the 
goods were purchased in contemplation 
of a going-out-of-business sale. Similar­
ly, the Act prohibits any addition of 
goods during the sale to the stock of 
goods included in the inventory filed 
with the county clerk. 

The primary concern is with sellers 
who bring in "distress" type merchan­
dise or merchandise which is inferior in 
quality to that normally sold by the 
store. The unsuspecting shopper 
believes that he or she is getting a true 

_.. sale price on what he assumes is the 
store's regular inventory, when such is 
not the case. 

Once the license for the sale is obtain­
ed, the license number must be pro­
minently posted in the store itself and on 
the front door of the premises. All adver­
tising relating to the sale must state the 
license number and the final date of the 
sale. Sales by farmers of equipment or 
produce are exempted from the re­
quirements of the Act, as are judicial 
sales carried out by public officers in the 
course of their official duties. 

In addition to going out-of-business 
sales conducted by established mer­
chants, certain "temporary" sales may 
be subject to the provisions of the Act if 
they fall within the definition of a going­
out-of-business sale as "any sale 
whether described by such name or any 
other name .. . held in such a manner as 
to induce a belief that upon disposal of 
the stock of goods on hand, the business 
will cease and discontinue at the 
premises where the sale is cohducted." 
If a temporary sale creates an image 
that a limited stock of goods will be sold, 
with the duration of the sale dependent 
upon the depletion of the stock, the seller 
may be required to obtain a license 
under this chapter. 

The provisions of the Going-Out-Of­
Business Sale Act may be enforced by 
the Attorney General through civil ac­
tion to obtain an injunction against any 
practices in violation of the Act. In such 
a proceeding, the court may also assess 
civil penalties against the violator. The 
Act also provides for criminal sanctions 
in Heu of civil action by the Attorney 
General.

Eye-Level Stop Light Now Standard 

You're going to see more and more cars on the highway this fall sporting 
an additional safety feature-an eye-level rear brake light that will reduce 
the danger of rear-end collisions. 

Said Transportation Secretary Elizabeth Hanford Dole, "We expect to cut 
the number of rear-end collisions significantly, eliminate some 40,000 injuries 
and save annually an estimated $434 million in property damages once all 
vehicles on the road are equipped with the third lamp." 

Cars manufactured after Sept. 1, 1985, will be required to have the new rear 
stop lamp, which will supplement the two lower brake lights. The regulation 
requires the third stop lamp to be mounted on the centerline of a vehicle, be­
tween the trunk and the top of the roof, either inside or outside the rear window. 

The additional lamp is the result of a new passenger car equipment regula­
tion issued by the U.S. Department of Transportation's National Highway Traf­
fic Safety Administration. 

The new rule follows federal research on vehicle rear lighting systems in 
an effort to reduce one of the most costly and common types of traffic acci­
dent. In 1984 alone, there were an estimated 3.8 million collisions in which 
a passenger car was struck from behind. 

DOT sponsored on-the-road field studies using taxi cab fleets and nation­
wide telephone company cars in the research. Vehicles in the study equipped 
with the additional, eye-level stop lamp had 53 percent fewer braking-related 
rear-end accidents than vehicles without the added light. 

Owners of older vehicles may equip their cars with this additional safety 
equipment by purchasing it from an auto supply store or from auto dealerships. 

DOT cautions "do-it-yourself" installers to follow carefully the manufac­
turer's instructions. Proper installation will ensure that no technical complica­
tions arise when the new lamp is used. 

"The sooner all vehicles are equipped with the eye-level stop lamp, the 
sooner all of us will benefit from this additional safety protection," Secretary 
Dole said.

She is healthy enough to live at home, 
and she wants to continue doing so.

What 
if she's outside and can't get to the 
telephone? 

Highlands Regional Medical Center 
and AT&T are joining forces to provide 
an answer that will give her and her 
family peace of mind while allowing her 
to maintain her independence. 

HRMC has purchased the AT&T 
Emergency Medical Alert System and 
plans to have it in place and operating 
in October. The system is designed to 
allow the person at home to push one 
button one time to signal a medical 
emergency and get the quickest possi­
ble help. 

"The possibilities for this system are 
many," said HRMC Associate Ad­
ministrator Russell W. Briggs. "All 
elderly people who spend time alone are 
good candidates. So are chronic care pa­
tients such as those recovering from or 
identified as high-risk to suffer heart at­
tacks. Diabetics should consider this 
system, as should parents of babies iden­
tified as potential sudden infant death 
syndrome victims. In other words, 
anyone who might need prompt medical 
attention-too prompt to count on being 
able to telephone-is a candidate." 

The Emergency Medical Alert System 
ties into the user's existing rotary or 
touch-tone home telephone line. It con­
sists of a 'small portable transmitter 
designed to be carried in the hand, clip· 
ped to a belt or pocket, or hung on a cord 
around the user's neck, and a console 
that hooks into any modular telephone 
jack and standard electrical outlet. It

also has battery power to allow con­
tinued operation during an electrical 
power failure. 

If an emergency occurs, the user 
simply pushes a button on the transmit­
ter or, if he or she is near the console, 
on the console itself. An electronic voice 
responds by repeating the word 
"emergency" for 30 seconds, notifying 
the user that the system has been ac­
tivated and allowing him or her to cancel 
the call in the event the activation was 
accidental. If the call is not cancelled, 
the console dials one of two telephone 
numbers that have been programmed 
into it. Highlands Regional has already 
installed two new telephone lines solely 
to receive Medical Alert calls, one in its 
Emergency Department and the other 
next to the main switchboard. Both posi­
tions are staffed 24 hours a day, seven 
days a week. 

When one of these numbers is reach­
ed, the console's electronic voice in­
dicates the name and address of the 
user. The person taking the call in­
dicates to the console that the message 
has been received and understood, and 
the console in the user's home then an· 
nounces "message received," informing 
the user that help is on the way. One of 
the system's many fail-safe features is 
that, should the first number be 
unavailable, the console will 
automatically call the second, and it will 
keep dialing indefinitely, alternating~ 
between the two, until one of the calls is 
completed. 

"Obtaining a system such as this has 
l;leen on our minds for some time," 
Briggs said. "There are a number of 
them on the market, and we did an ex­
haustive study to make sure we are pur­
chasing the very best of those that are 
affordably available. 

"Unlike some other systems we look­
ed at, the AT&Tsystem is handled local­
ly. It has safeguards against false 
alarms, which of course would disrupt 
our continuing efforts to care for pa­
tients already in-house, yet it will be 
Medical Center people answering the 
calls-people who are trained to react 
quickly to emergency. 

"The AT&T system has just become 
·available in Kentucky-we are the first 
hospital in the state to purchase it-and 
we are glad it became available here 
when it did. Because it is both the most 
technologically advanced and the most 
economical, it fits in with our overall 
policy of offering the best health care 
possible at the best possible price." 

Highlands Regional is not only the 
first Kentucky hospital to purchase the 
AT&T system, it is the first hospital in 
the Big Sandy to purchase a home 
emergency response system of any kind.

NOTES TO FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 

for the year ended June 30, 1985 
1. Summary of Significant 
Accounting policies 

The accounting policies of the City 
of Martin conform to generally ac­
cepted accounting principles ap­
plicable to governmental units. The 
following is a summary of the more 
significant accounting policies. 
A. Fund Accounting 

The accounts of the City are 
organized on the basis of funds or ac­
count groups each of which is con­
sidered to be a separate fiscal and ac­
counting entity. Each fund is ac­
counted for by providing a separate, 
set of self-balancing accounts that is 
comprised of its assets, liabilities, 
reserves, fund equity, revenues and 
expenditures or expenses as 
appropriate. 

Governmental Fund Types are 
those through which most govern­
mental functions are financed. The 
governmental fund measurement 
focus is upon determination of finan­
cial position and budgetary control 
over revenues and expenditures. Pro­
prietary Fund Types are used to ac­
count for operations that are financ­
ed and operated in manner similar to 
business enterprises-where intent of 
the governing body is that costs of 
providing services be financed or 
recovered primarily through user 
charges. . 

The following funds are used by the 
City of Martin: 
Governmental Fund Types 

General Fund-The general 
operating fund of the City is used to 
account for all financial resources ex­
cept those required to be accounted 
for in another fund. 
Special Revenue Funds 

Revenue Sharing FUnd-A special 
revenue fund used t{) account for 
revenues received from the U.S. 
Treasury under the federal revenue 
sharing program. 
B. Basis of Accounting 

Basis of Accounting refers to when 
revenues and expenditures or ex­
penses are recognized in the accounts 
and reported in the financial 
statements. Basis of accounting 
relates to the timing of the 
measurements made, regardless of 
the measurement focus applied. 

All governmental funds are ac­
counted for using the modified ac­
crual basis of accounting. Under the 
modified accrual basis of accounting, 
revenues are recognized when they 
become measurable and available. 
Expenditures are generally recogniz­
ed under the modified accrual basis 
of accounting when the related fund 
liability is incurred. Exceptions to 
this general rule include principal and 
interest on general long-term debt 
which is recognized when due. 
C. Budgeting 

The City follows the procedures 
established pursuant to Section 
91A.030 of the Kentucky Revised 
Statutes in establishing the budgetary 
data reflected in the financial 
statements. Budgets for all funds are 
adopted on a basis consistent with 
generally accepted accounting 
principles. 

.Budgeted amounts in the financial 
statements are as adopted by or­
dinance of the City. 
D. Other Accounting Policies 

General fixed asset purchases are 
recorded as expenditures in the 
general fund and revenue sharing 
fund at the time of purchase. Such 
assets should be capitalized at cost in 
the general fixed asset group of ac­
counts except for certain im­
provements including roads, bridges, 
curbs and gutters, streets and 
sidewalks and drainage systems. No 
depreciation has been provided on 
general fixed assets .

Road Fund in 'Bad Shape' 
By GREGORY D. STUMBO 

House Majority Floor Leader 
With winter approaching, state of­

ficials, including myself, must concern 
ourselves with the condition of state 
roads. 

In summary, information I received 
from Legislative Research Commission 
staff indicates the road fund is in bad 
shape when compared to the road needs 
of the state. 

The problem in the road fund has been 
caused by more than a single 
circumstance. 

First, the nine percent motor fuels tax 
constitutes about forty-four percent of 
annual road fund dollars. Yet, that tax 
generated $202.1 million in 1982, which 
is six percent greater than the $188.7 
million anticipated to be generated in 
this fiscal year. Falling gas prices, cars 
which get better gas mileage, and the 3.5 
cents per gallon credit for motor fuels 
which use gasohol have all contributed 
to this decline in motor fuel tax revenue. 

Secondly, while revenues in the road 
fund have been stagnate and the cost for · 
blacktop and other materials have been 
rising, debt service has also increased 
due to the issuance of additional bonds. 

In fiscal year 1975, debt service total­
ed $72,567,424. The debt service cost this 
fiscal year is $151,927,300. 

design cycle and is in need of reconstruc­
tion in many places. 

Federal funding is not available on the 
toll roads and thus reconstruction of that 
system will be funded with totally state 
dollars. 

Short-term preparation for winteriz­
ing our mountain roads according to the 
Transportation Cabinet includes the ex­
tensive patching work that is now being 
done on U.S. 23. The Cabinet has also 
authorized $200,000 in emergency work 
on a dangerous section of U.S. 119 over 
Pine Mountain. This work consists of 
patching and guardrail replacement. 

The Transportation Cabinet is also go­
ing to emphasize snow and ice removal 
to a greater extent this year. The 
Cabinet is in the process of stockpiling 
greater amounts of salt, revising the 
priority routes of snow removal to more 
closely reflect the routes traveled by 
school buses, and pirrchasing additional 
equipment. 

The Cabinet is doing what they can 
with what they've got, but it just isn't 
enough to take care of all the needs.

What has occurred is that the annual 
growth in the road fund has not been as 
great as the increase in debt service cost 
and so revenue that should be spent for 
resurfacing and reconstruction activity 
are now being spent to pay debt service, 
and the monies remaining after debt 
payments don't stretch as far due to 
inflation. 

Third, as has been discussed, the road 
fund is not receiving the $46.9 million in 
coal severance tax revenues that was 
originally earmarked for debt service on 
resource recovery roads. That debt ser­
vice is now being funded with road fund 
dollars that could have been used for 
state resurfacing and reconstruction 
projects. -The result of the elimination of 
the coal severance tax and the stagnate 
growth in the motor fuel tax, which I 
mentioned earlier, is that the road fund 
has grown only twelve percent over the 
previous three year period. In fiscal 
year 1983, road fund receipts totaled 
$427,184,582; and, in fiscal year 1986, the 
road fund is anticipated to generate 
$481,050,000. In comparison to the twelve 
percent growth in the road fund from 
1983 from 1986, the general fund grew 7. 7 
percent between fiscal year 1984 and 
fiscal year 1985.

Because the road fund is suffering, 
road fund maintenance, resurfacing and 
state construction is suffering. Certain 
road systems such as the toll roads, 
state secondary, and state primary 
systems, whose maintenance and 
reconstruction is funded largely by road 
fund dollars as opposed to federal 
dollars. And now they are seriously 
under-funded compared to the needs of 
the systems. This is especially true of 
the state toll road system which has 
reached, for the most part, its 20-year

Internationally famed Jean Ritchie 
will appear in concert here next month 
under auspices of Hospice of Big Sandy, 
it was announced this week. 

The concert, to be held at 7:30p.m. 
Oct. 11 in the auditorium of Prestons­
burg Community College, will be repre­
sentative of the wide repertoire of folk 
songs and mountain ballads that have 
made Miss Ritchie famous. 

Jean Ritchie was born and raised a 
Viper, the youngest of 14 children born 
to Balis and Abigail Ritchie. According 
to local history, James Ritchie with five 
brothers came from Scotland in 1768 
and, a few years later, James pioneered 
into the Appalachian wilderness and 
died near what is now the Carrs Fork of 
Troublesome Creek. His family settled 
there, one of the first in that region. In 
the succeeding generations, they and 
their neighbors continued to farm the 
hillsides, and to entertain themselves 
with play-parties, ballads and love 
plaints handed down from their Scottish 
Irish and English ancestors. 

Changing times are catching up with 
the mountains, but folks still love the old 
songs. When Jean was growing up, it 
wasn't the new "hillbilly" music or the 
catchy tin-pan alley songs that were the 
favorites. It was "Barbry Ellen," "Over 
The River Charlie," "Sourwood Moun­
tain," or "Lord Randal." People made 
up songs too, news accounts of local 
events-hangings, elections, ground-hog 
hunts, elopements, feuds-all mean­
ingful, each a living part of the growth 
of a region.

Miss Ritchie was graduated from 
Viper High School, from Cumberland 
Junior College, and the University of 
Kentucky, with highest honors and a Phi 
Beta Kappa Key, taking her bachelor's 
degree in social work. Her first job in 
this field was with the Henry Street Set­
tlement in New York City,. where, with 
her mountain dulcimer which she had 
learned to play from her father, she 
taught her family songs and games to 
the children. Friends and Settlement 
visitors soon began inviting her to sing 
at parties and schools, then Alan Lomax 
recorded her songs for the Library of 
Congress Folksong Archives, and in­
troduced-her at Oxford Press. Her first 
book, Singing Family of the Cumber­
lands, published in 1955, was widely 
reviewed as an American classic, and is 
in print today. Many books have follow­
ed, and concerts, festival appearances, 
television, recording contracts and radio 
broadcasts have been natural 
outgrowths of her family music, and 
have taken her to many countries 
around the world. She is frequently con­
sulted as a folklorist, and has often 
represented her country at international 
folklore conferences, at Expo in Canada, 
at the Cultural Olympics in Mexico, at 
the Folklife Festival in Washington, D.C.

Floyd To Get $1000 
For Juvenile Shelter 

The Kentucky Justice Cabinet and the 
Kentucky Juvenile Justice Commission 
have announced the awarding of near­
ly $68,000 in federal grant funds to local 
Kentucky communities and non-profit 
agencies. 

Floyd and eight other counties will 
receive $1000 each from the funds. 

Justice Cabinet Secretary Norma C. 
Miller said of the grants, "The local 
communities will use these funds for 
emergency shelter care for juveniles 
who for one reason or another have run 
afoul of the law. Essentially, the money 
will be used to remove juveniles from 
jail and from association with harden­
ed criminals." 

The largest single grant, $43,000, was 
awarded to Kentucky Youth Advocates, 
a Louisville area non-profit agency 
which works in the field of juvenile 
justice. The city of Bowling Green was 
awarded $4,000. Grants of $2,000 were 
awarded to Franklin, Clark and Harlan 
counties. Morgan, Shelby, Crittenden, 
Rowan, Metcalfe, Caldwell, Fulton 
Lewis, Carlisle, Boyle, Greenup, and 
Carroll counties each received grants of 
less than $1,000.

UNIFORM CODE OF 
-STUDENT CONDUCT 

<Seventh in a Series) 
IN-SCHOOL SUSPENSION 

Students who misbehave usually have academic difficulties. and 
removal from school almost inevitably adds to their academic problems. 
Sometimes expulsion or suspension is precisely what a delinquent stu­
dent desires Also, as the school loses contact with a student it loses its 
opportumty to work with him/her, and he/she may continue his/her 
misconduct in a way more dangerous to himself/herself and others. 
. T~e re~oval of a student from his/her class by the principal or prin­

Cipals designee and assignment to a location in another room on the 
school premises during school hours for a period not to exceed five (5) 
days shall be considered in-school suspension. During the in-school 
suspen~~on, the. student sha!l be provided alternative educational op­
portun~b~s, guidance services, and at all times be under proper 
superVISIOn. 

After due process procedures, a stuaent may be assigned in-school 
suspension for the following: 

1. Failure to follow school/class rules. 
2. Unexcused tardiness to school or class. 
3. Habitual truancv. 
4. Non-attendance ·of class. 
5. Failure to sign in-or-out-of-school. 
6. Leave school premises without permission. 
7. Deliberate disruptions. 
8. Failure to follow directives. 
9. Smoking on school grounds or buses. 

10. Indecent language, written or spoken. 
11. Misrepresentation of truth 
12. Fighting -students. 
13. Impropriety in grooming-poor hygiene. 

E. PARENT/GUARDIAN CONFERENCE: 
When a student's misbehavior continues despite repeated efforts to 

correct it by school personnel, the administrator shall call a conference 
to meet with the student, parents/guardians, and appropriate school 
staff. The administrator will schedule the conference in consultation 
with parents/guardians. If telephone or personal contact with the parent 
has not occurred, written notice of the conference shall be sent A 
mutually acceptable method of conferring should be agreed upon if a 
conference at school or during school hours is not possible for the 
parent/guardian. If multiple violations occur at frequent intervals, a 
smgle conference to address these problems will be sufficient. 

If the parent/guardian is unable to attend or chooses not to attend 
the scheduled conference, then the conference will take place in the 
absence of the parent/guardian, the administrator will report the con­
ference results to him/her. 

The purpose of the conference is to identify the source of the prob­
lem, to arrive at fair effective solutions, and to improve student 
behavior During the conference, the student will be afforded the op­
portunity to describe the problems as he/she sees it, and to suggest ac­
tions that would resolve the problems. Parents/guardians and staff will 
be afforded thE' same opportunity. The student's academic and 
disciplinary records will be available for review during the conference. 
Strict courtesy will be observed at all times by all participants in the 
conference. A summary of the results of the conference will be record­
ed on the pupil's diSCiplinary referral form.

Forum for Employers 
Scheduled, October 2

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Floyd Man Among Last To See 
Storied Ship Before Its Sinking , Eni~~ 

Sometfiing 
OriginaL 

Gordon Lightfoot sings of the watery 
grave of sailors and ship in The Wreck 
of the Edmund Fitzgerald, and makes 
a sad, beautiful tale. To many people 
that's as far as the story goes. For one 
Maytown native, however, the tr~gic 
story hits much closer to home. 

Bob May, wheelsman on various ships 
on the Great Lakes for 33 years, was 
among the last people to see the Ed­
mund Fitzgerald afloat that fateful day, 
November 10, 1975. 

According to May, who was aboard 
the Arthur M. Anderson, an older ship 
of the same type as the Fitzgerald, the 
sailing was rough on Lake Superior that 
day. The gales of November had indeed 
come early and snow was pouring from 
the sky. The Anderson has set out Nov. 
9 from Two Harbors, heading north. 
Around noon the next day, he said, they 
were near the north shore, when the 
Fitzgerald cut across their path, cruis­
ing, about 17 miles ahead of them. 

Things seemed to be going on their 
normal course until, several hours later, 
the Anderson received a distress call 
from the Fitzgerald, which had been hit 
by a large wave. The captain of the Fitz­
gerald wasn't sure how badly the ship 
had been damaged, but he suspected the 
side tank was taking water. 

May said the two ships stayed in radio 
contact throughout the evening, theFitq. 
gerald never showing great alarm at the 
sit_uation. "All during the evening," he 
sa1d, "they were giving position reports, 
we were having different types of con­
versation. The last conversation was 
about ten minutes before she went 
down." 

May said the atmosphere was rela­
tively calm on the bridge of the Ander­
son when the Captain radioed the Fitz­
gerald, asking "How're you doing?" 

The reply came back, "We're holding 
our own. In another hour or so we'll be 
at Whitefish Point and we'll have it 
made." The Fitzgerald was nine miles 
from the Anders~n. It was 7: 10 p.m. 

"At about 7:20, she disappeared from 
radar altogether," said May. He said 
tension mounted as they tried to raise 
the Fitzgerald, but still they refused to 
believe she had gone down. 

"It quit snowing. We could see the 
lights of Whitefish Point, Coppermine 
Point, Canadian land. We knew there 
was something wrong, but there was no 
distress signal," May recalls. 

May said the Coast Guard was noti­
fied, but they didn't believe the situation 
was serious at first, asking the Ander­
son, instead, to keep an eye out for a 
smaller craft they had been looking for. 

Eventually, however, it became ob­
vious something was amiss, and a 
search was made. The Edmund Fitz­
gerald, it was determined, had sunk, the 
victim of "an act of God." The 29 men 
on board were lost. 

The sinking of the Fitzgerald has since 
been choronicled by Lightfoot, and more 
recently in book form in The Gales of 
November by Robert J. Hemming ( 1981, 
Contemporary Books, Inc.) 

May was mentioned several times in 
Hemming's book. 

And the retired sailor has had other 
adventures as well. One time, he said, 
he was at the wheel when a Coast Guard 
cutter stopped dead in ice in front of his 
ship. With no way of stopping, his ship 
rammed the cutter, but in such a way 
that the boat didn't go down. "Any other 
time she would've sunk," he said. "We 
hit her in the stern and put a hole in her 
you could've drove a truck through, but 
they were able to contain it." 

Another time, May said he was at the 
wheel, talking to the captain. They were 
the only two in the wheelhouse. The cap­
tain said to May, "This old girl's going 
too fast," and dropped dead, the victim 
of a heart attack. May said he radioed 
a distress signal, took the boat to 
Cleveland and got a new captain. 

Before sailing the Great Lakes, May 
said he worked as a civilian for the U.S. 
Navy for several years after World War 
II, in the Military Sea Transport Service, 
taking sailors all over the world. He 
served ip the Army during the war. 

But all that is behind him now, and he 
has returned home. Moreover he 
doesn't much miss the seafaring iife. 

"I'm just happy to be back in Floyd 
county, where we've got the best people 
in the world," he says.

Many menus offer a delicacy describ­

ed as "Baked Kentucky Ham" or "Coun­
try Fried Ham and Red Eye Gravy," 
making an indirect reference to the 
traditional involvement of swine in the 
state. 

Actually, swine are quite important to 
Kentucky's agricultural economy, for­
ming a large segment of the meat pack­
ing industry and making a viable "cot­
tage industry'' for many small 
businessmen and farmers. 

The veterinarian is an important link 
in this economic chain, as he IS in many 
other livestock industries. 

Kentucky is listed as a state free of 
hog cholera and has been so designated 
since 1977. Prior to that the disease was 
often a nightmare for farmers who rais­
ed swine. 

Caused by Pestivirus, the disease was 
transmitted directed from animal to 
animal and resulted in deaths, abor­
tions, stunted growth, stillbirths and 
death of baby pigs. · 

It is seriously endemic in most South 
American, African, Asian and some 
European countries, but has been 
eradicated from the United States-an 
important economic advantage. 

This was done by careful control of 
herds and vaccinati~n, coupled with use 
of the knowledge that recovered animals 
are immune and that immune sows pass 
the immunity to their offspring. 

There are still important public health 
problems faced by the swine producer 
and his veterinarian, however. 

One of them is trichinosis, which is 
transmitted to humans by eating im­
properly cooked pork. It also can be 
transmitted through the meat of the 
bear. 

In swine, the disease causes 
gastroenteritis, then weight loss and low 
fever when it invades the muscles. It can 
result in permanent disabilities or death. 

In man, the disease causes fever, 
cough and wheezing and sometimes le­
sions in the eyes. 

It is usually self-limiting but not often 
fatal, and can be prevented by simply 
cooking all pork to a tern perature of 170 
degrees, which kills the organism which 
causes it. 

In animals, prevention is the recom­
mended treatment and again very sim­
ple: Do not feed wild animal carcasses 
to swine and do not feed raw garbage 
which may contain contaminated pork 
scraps. Some control of rodents also 
may be necessary. 

Treatment in animals is mainly symp­
tomatic and supportive, relieving pain 
while the disease limits itself. 

Disease control, especially of diseases 
transmittable to humans, makes your 
veterinarian an important part of the 
food chain. 

He also contributes greatly to the 
agricultural economy, because healthy 
livestock mean a better financial return 
to the producer than those which are ill 
or injured. 

Today's veterinarians are trained in 
animal nutrition as well as diseases, ad­
ding even more to their value in the food 
production chain.

Blackpatch, a disease of red clover, 
has turned some of Kentucky's finest 

·fillies into real slobs lately. To be more 
precise, they've become slobberers. 

Red clover slobbers is believed to be 
a result of horses eating red clover in­
fested with blackpatch, Rhizoctonia 
leguminicola. Blackpatch can be a 
serious concern to pasture managers, 
but the red clover slobbers are more of 
a nuisance than anything else to horse 
owners. 

Stephen Jackson, Extension horse 
nutrition specialist in the University of 
Kentucky College of Agriculture, says 
horses with the slobbers need access to 
adequate water, but that no other 
special care is necessary. 

Ken Evans, UK Extension forage 
specialist, said the slobbers are a result 
of farmers waiting too long between cut­
ting& or grazings of their red clover. 

In addition, the slobbering is caused by 
irritations in the mouth, a result of the 
blackpatch. The irritations can put 
horses off their feed, thus hampering 
their development.

"I've been in this business for 20 or 30 
years and been asked a thousand times, 
'What's the problem with second cutting 
red clover?' but I've never been asked, 
'What's the problem with third cutting 
red clover?' You see, the people who're 
cutting it three times probably aren't 
having the problem, the blackpatch 
doesn't have time to develop," Evans 
said. 

Many farmers have the impression 
that red clover must be allowed to go to 
seed before it is cut if the clover stand 
is to be maintained. Evans said stands 
cut seven times a year come back the 
next year as well as those cut only twice. 

Consoles Combos 

FM 88/90, the new broadcasting ser­
vice from Eastern Kentucky Universi­
ty in the eastern Kentucky region, will 
offer several special broadcasts this fall. 

FM 88/90, which represents the com- , 
bined names of WEKU-FM at Richmond 
and WEKH in Hazard, began its joint 
operation in late August.

"Of course the yield is less on a seven­
cutting schedule. You ought to cut or 
graze red clover when flowers on it 
begin to appear, about three or four 
times a year when moisture permits," 
Evans said. 

Even though red clover slobbers don't 
do any damage to horses it should be 
avoided, it's not doing them any good. 

"Biackpatch infested red clover has 
lost a good deal of nutritional value. The 
nutrients have gone down and the fiber 
content has gone up, making the hay less 
palatable and digestible." Evans said.

Jail Fugitive 
Held on Coast 

A Prestonsburg man who fled the 
Floyd county jail August 18 has been ap 
prehended in Santa Monica, Calif., and 
will soon be returned here, according to 
Police Chief Stan Fletcher. 

William Arthur Burchett, 19, was ar­
rested last week by Santa Monica police 
on transient charges, which Fletcher 
described as "just like loitering." 

"Upon arrest, that police department 
screened Burchett through their com­
puter and found our warrant,'' said Flet­
cher. "He was turned over to the Los 
Angeles county sheriff's department on 
Friday, and taken to Los Angeles coun­
ty superior court for arraignment on our 
charges. We feel that he's waived ex­
tradition, but we haven't been notified 
yet." 

"We were prepared to extradite Mr. 
Burchett if he hadn't waived it. Circuit 
Judge Hollie Conley and Common­
wealth's Attorney James Allen had com­
menced extradition procedures," Flet­
cher said. 

Burchett is charged with one count of 
second degree burglary, a class C 
felony, which carries a penalty of 5 to 
10 years; one count of theft by unlawful 
taking and one count of knowingly 
receiving stolen property, each of which 
are class D felonies, carrying penalties 
of one to five years. The charges stem 
from the July 15 burglary of the home 
of George Masone, of the Porter Addi­
tion, according to Fletcher. 

Burchett had been arrested here on 
those charges August 18 by city police 
officer Jeff Stwnbo and auxiliary officer 
Greg Clark, who took him to the county 
jail, leaving him in the custody of assis­
tant Jailer Larry Campbell. 

Fletcher said Burchett made his 
escape after the officers left, while 
Campbell was "finishing up his paper 
work" on the suspect .. A two-hour 
manhunt throughout the city followed 
before police gave up the chase.

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Tons of Fish 
Lost in Kill 
On Johns Creek 

Last week's fish-kill on Johns Creek, 
upstream from Dewey Lake, claimed an 
e&timated two tons of fish and is believ­
ed to have killed everything over a 
13-mile stretch of the stream. 

So said Ed Carroll, fisheries biologist, 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources, Monday morning, more than 
a week after a spillover of 4000 gallons 
from a Scott's Branch settling pond 
poured into the stream. 

The biologist and his assistant, Jim­
my Goble, said the figures released are 
preliminary. They must also be con­
sidered incomplete, because, they said, 
the fish count was made only from the 
mine site downstream to the mouth of 
Brushy Creek. Below that point the 
water is muddied by water from Brushy 
Creek, making a fish count difficult if not 
impossible. A drop in the water 
temperature into the 60s also slowed the 
appearance at the surface of dead fish. 

Preliminary figures show that approx­
imately 4000 pounds of fish were killed. 
In this toal were 1100 pounds of channel 
catfish, 350 pounds of black bass, plus 
bluegill, suckers, carp and other species. 

Although mine owner, Pickands­
Mather & Co., claimed that the chemical 
was non-toxic, fisheries personnel were 
not convinced this is true. Bill Crowell, 
assistant director of the fisheries divi­
sion, Department of Fish & Wildlife 
Resources, said minnows placed in a 
container holding the chemical after it 
had been cut 100 times (reduced to 1% 
strength) were dead within an hour. 

"It may be non-toxic to humans, but 
to fish it is toxic,'' said biologist Carroll. 

Unless an out-of-court settlement is 
reached, the Division of Fisheries is ex­
pected to go to court for reimbursement 
for the value of fish lost and other costs 
and also allege stream pollution, convic­
tion for which could entail a fine of $500. 
The company also has been cited by the 
Division of Water. Conviction on that 
count carries a maximum $10,000 
penalty. 

Stressing its claim that the spill was 
accidental, a coal company spokesman 
said a supplier placed the chemical in 
the wrong container. 

It is believed that fish in Dewey Lake 
have not been affected.

The entire cast and set of 

the Broadway play ·"Agnes of 
God" consisted of three wom­
en, two chairs, a wood back­
drop with a sloping ramp, and 
an ashtray. The women in­
cluded a young novitiate who 
has just given birth to a baby 
in a convent, a chain-smoking 
psychiatrist sent to interview 
her and the mother superior, 
who is certainly the well-bred 
doctor's equal in savvy. 

Theatrically, it was the bar­
est of essentials, but it worked 
magnificently. 

Norman Jewison, who 
helmed the film version, is no 
stranger to turning Broadway 
plays into films - witness his 
highly praised "A Soldier's 
Story" of last year. As he did 
with "A Soldier's Story," 
Jewison went to the play­
wright, in this case John Pial­
meier, to turn the play into a 
filmscript. Opening up a piece 
so concerned with interiors -
of the convent, of the soul, of 
the mind - can rob it of its in­
herent power. 

But Jewison and Pielmeier 
have managed to stick to the 
core of the tale without mak­
ing the additional characters 
and settings look like extrane-

ous bits of continuity. The real 
action still takes place in the 
minds of each of the three 
characters, and Jewison's vi­
suals, from the religious sym­
bols of doves to the contrast­
ing scene of another novitiate 
happily accepting her vows, 
builds nicely on Pielmeier's 
foundation. 

With performers like Jane 
Fonda, Anne Bancroft and 
Meg Tilly on hand, the power 
of that foundation is consider­
able. Miss Bancroft plays the 
mother superior. For her, God 
is the answer - the only an­
swer. Miss Fonda provides 
the counterpoint. Hers is a 
down-to-earth world of see­
ing-is-believing. She's an em­
piricist actively trying to lose a 
faith she (inds flawed. 

Meg Tilly is the third corner 
of this triangle - an impres­
sionable innocent who suffers 
the ways of the world and es~ 
capes them with heavenly 
hopes. She is the battle­
ground on which Fonda and 
Bancroft's ideals clash, and 
she's the one who suffers the 
effects. But none of the wom­
en are unaltered by the 
experience.

NORMAL AMONG THE ELDERLY 
The number 98.6 is indelibly etched in most people's 

minds as one's "normal" temperature in degrees 
. Fahrenheit. However, there was a recent study at the 
University of New Mexico's College of Nursing. Its pur­
pose was to determine the normal temperature among 
a group of healthy adults between the ages of 65 and 90. 
The study revealed an average temperature of ffl.7 
degrees, substantially below the old standby norm of 98.6. 
It is important for elders to realize that they have lower 
body temperatures than the general population. A 
temperature elevation to 98.6 or above, particularly in 
those over 75, should raise suspicion of fever. It should 
prompt a search for the underlying cause.

Weather Aids 
Fall Harvest 

Milder, drier weather during these­
cond week of September gave farmers 
across the state good opportt1nities for 
outdoor work. 

"The temperature cooled off from the 
IM).pl~ weather we'd been ~t~. 
and rain was spotty," said' Agriculture 

. Commissioner David E. BosweD. 
"Fahners were able to spend nearly six 
working days in their fields. Most were 
busy cutting and housing tobacco, ' 
harvesting corn for silage and grain, and 
harvesting hay." 

Soil moisture across the Com­
monwealth was rated 16 percent short, 
78 percent adequate and 6 percent 
surplus, according to reporters for the 
Kentucky Crop and Livestock Reporting 
Service. Most of the surplus ratings 
were in the Purchase area where up to 
eight inches of rain fell on Sept. 5. The 
short soil moisture readings were 
reported in Northern Kentucky and por­
tions of the Bluegrass area. · 

Burley cutting is now 81 percent com­
P~. compared with 70 percent at this 
time last year and the five-year average 
of 67 percent. Seventy-seven percent of 
the dark types of tobacco have been cut, 
compared to 61 percent at this time last 
year acjd' 66 percent for the average. 

"Houseburn was reported by more than 
half of the reporters, but it was not con­
sideted a severe problem in any area. 

COrn for grain harvest was speeded up 
last Week as moisture levels dropped. 
Harvest for the state was 13 percent 
complete as of Sept. 15, compared with 
6 percent at this time last year and 8 per­
cent for the average. Early yields are 
good . 

With 67 percent of the crop now 
mature, grain harvest will be going on 
this week, weather permitting. Corn 
maturity progress this year compares 
with 51 percent at this time last year and 
55 percent for the average. 

The soybean crop is in mostly good to 
excellent condition. As of Sept. 15, 20 per­
cent of the crop was in the shedding 
leaves or beyond stage of maturity. This 
compares with 18 percent last year and 
the five-year average of 20 percent. 

More than half the state's soybean 
acreage has entirely green leaves. Less 
than a percentage point of soybean 
harvesting has been done across the 
Commonwealth. 

Some grain sorghum fields have been 
harvested. 

Small grains were being seeded last 
week as cover crops on tobacco ground. 

Hay crops have been satisfactory this 
year, and pastures are rated mostly 
good to excellent.
