MARH Workers 
Go On Strike 
With 90 Idle . 

About 90 employees of McDowell Ap­
palachian Regional Hospital- estimated 
at almost half the hospital staff- were 
out on strike yesterday (Tuesdayl in a 
system-wide dispute over job security. 

The strikers are members of the 
United Steel Workers of America, the 
union that represents licensed practical 
nurses, X-ray technicians, laboratory 
technicians, maintenance workers. and 
pharmacy and respiratory technicians 
m the 10 Appalachian Regional 
Hospitals in Kentucky, Virginia and 
West Virginia. 

The union ·s current contract with the 
government-lunded hospital chain ex­
pired at midnight Monday; .the strike 
began when workers overwhelmingly 
voted to reject the hospitals' final offer 
for a new contract.

P'burg, Garrett 
Set For Conflict 
On Schools Need 

For parents of grade-schoolers at Gar­
rett and Prestonsburg, the need for bet­
ter schools is too obvious for argument. 
Both groups, however, seem destined to 
clash at a hearing scheduled here Fri­
day by the state Board of Education. 

In the Right Beaver community, 
children are crowded into buildings so 
often flooded many fear they are struc­
turally unsafe In Prestonsburg, a cen­
tral concen1 1~ for the health of 
youngster&_ who spend their school day 
in dank basement classrooms. What 
both groups are fighting for is an 
assurance that they will be the first in 
line for about $9 million in school con­
struction funds which is expected to 
become available here during the next 
two fiscal years. 

That means winning the top spot on a 
list of building priorities- called the 
"cooperative facilities plan" -which is 
worked out and periodically revised by 
local and state school officials. 

That issue appeared to have been 
settled in Prestonsburg's favor until the 
beginning of the current school year, 
when an engineer's survey revealed that 
the damage at Garrett was more severe 
than earlier reports had indicated and 
one classroom building was condemned 

· outright Until then, construction of a 
$2.9 million school to replace existing 
schools at Garrett and Wayland was a 
lowly ninth on a list of construction 
priorities approved in October, 1984 and 
amended in April last year. 

Actually, in view of the fact that one 
item on the agenda is really three 
distinct projects, Garrf'tt is in reality the 
11th project as currently listed. But that 
will change dramatically if Garrett 
parents have their way, and they took 
an important step toward achieving 
the1r goal in February, when they per­
suaded a majority on the Floyd Board 
of Education to petition the state to give

Small Army 
Works Long 
Over County 

After 17 days of raking and burning, 
often for 16 hours a day, the small army 
of firefighters who have been battling 
blazes from one end of the county to 
another are ••pretty tired," District 
Forester Stephen Brackett acknowledg­
ed yesterday <Tuesday>. But, with· 
forecasters holding out little hope of an 
early break in the unseasonably hot 
weather, it appears the battle is far from 
over. 

Some 35 Division of Forestry 
employees, around 200 minimum-wage· 
workers hired for the present emergen­
cy, two National Guard helicopter 
crews, and volunteers from the Job 
Corps Center here have fought about 50 
fires in this county during the past week, 
although the number of new fires 
reported this week appears t~ be taper­
ing off, Brackett said. 

Five fires were active Tuesday-at 
Dwale: at Buckeye, on the left fork of 
Middle Creek; on Buffalo Creek, near 
the German bridge; and on Mink 
Branch and Tackett Fork of Mud Creek. 
A 12-person ground crew and a 
helicopter equipped with a 250-gallon 
water bucket were disptached to the 
Buffalo Creek blaze, one of the newest 
to be reported here. The Dwale fire, 
which has been burning since Saturday, 
is now contained within control lines or 
firebreaks, said Brackett. 

The district forester said that, while 
a few of the outbreaks appear to have 
been deliberately started, most were the 
result .of backyard fires that got out of 
hand. 

"The biggest part of them come from 
people clearmg off for their gardens or 
burning debris," said Brackett, adding, 
"It takes very little for a fire to get out 
of control." In the six-county forestry 
district, 27 citations were issued last 
week and more could be expected when 
forestry officials have a chance to catch 
up on their investigations, he said. 

Apart from the loss of a shed at 
Weeksbury, no official reports have 
been received of homes or other 
buildings being destroyed in the current 
spate of fires, Brackett said. 

Because of the "extraordinarily high 
fire risk." Gov. Martha Layne Collins 
issued an executive order Monday 
restricting access to woodland areas and 
imposing a total ban on outdoor burning. 
The governor also placed 175 National 
Guardsmen from eastern Kentucky 
units on standby alert for possible 
firefighting duty.

Barely six years after 1t was con­
structed, a section of new KY 80 at Mar­
tin has proven to be a major headache 
for slate engmecrs and, at least until 
emergenc; repa1rs were effected 
rec·entl) , may have posed a significant 
hazard to motorists 

Even now, the problem threatens to be 
a protracted mconvcnience for KY 80 
tralfic and may yet prove to be a 
substantial drain on the public purse. 

Several weeks· work on removing part 
ol the road surfac(• above a 200-foot cor­
rugated steel culvert came to a halt this 
week as engineers tried to figure out a 
permanent solution to their problem: 
hov. to prevent the g1ant culvert from 
cavmg in under the s train of the tractor-

• trailers that pass over it and the coal 
gons that rumble through it. 

AI ough he insists it is now safe to 
trav<'l on, Denton Biliter. district 
mgmecr at the Bureau of Highways' 

Pikeville office, acknowledged this week 
that fear of a major failure spurred 
highway officials to order the removal 
recently of tons of fill from the top of the 
culvert. The remaining pavement, now 
narrowed from four lanes to two, poses 
no threat and in fact constitutes a stur­
dy bridge over the weakened pipe. 
Biliter said. 

The oddly·shaped culvert- it is about 
2R feet high, 22 feet across. and shaped 
like an inverted pear - was designed b) 
Armco Steel to meet specifications 
ordered by the C & 0 Railroad . The 
single track that bisects the highway at 
that point serves a coal loading facility 
on Bucks Branch owned by the JVA Coal 
Company. The tunnel must be able to ac­
commodate not only loaded gondolas but 
also large pieces of equipment being 
transported on railroad flatcars . 

While the unusual design is new, it is 
not experimental, sa1d Blliter, who noted 
that a smaller culvert of the same des1gn 
was installed on the Mud Cn•ek road, 
near its junction with Little l\lud Creek .

Health Spa Here 
Closed by Court 

Fantasy World Health Spa closed its 
doors, apparently for good. last Friday 
after U.S District Judge Joe Lee. of 
Pikeville's federal bankruptcy court, 
ruled that the firm's lease agreement 
with Brown Foodservice, Inc. was no 
longer valid. 

The ruling came as a surprise to both 
sides, who were expecting a decision on­
ly on whether Fantasy World would be 
made to accept or reject the lease, as 
urged by Brown Foodservice in a 
lawsuit filed in December. 

After reviewing the evidence, Judge 
Lee told attorney Larry Brown, 
representing the lessor, that he was free 
to "go padlock" the building. The ruling, 
said Brown, came after the judge decid· 
ed Novella Ford and Marvin Gibson, 
operators of Fantasy World, had waited 
too long to act on the lease. The spa was 
several months behind in lease. 
payments. as well as deeply in debt to 
several local contractors for renovation 
done on the building, he said. 

Brown said the lease was further in 
question because Fantasy World had 
subleased a portion of the building to a 
second corporation, Fantasy World II, 
in violation of the original lease.

Larry Roberts. the reigning Mr. 
America-Over-Forty. was just one­
albeit the biggest-of the well-muscled 
physiques on hand Saturday for the First 
Annual Highland Cup Bodybuilding 
Championships at Prestonsburg 
Elementary School. 

The contest was moved from Pres­
tonsburg High School on short notice 
but. other than causing a few con­
testants and spectators brief confusion. 
and pushing the starting-time back by 
half an hour. the change didn't detract 
from the event. 

Seventeen competitors vied for 
trophies in six categories : novice, for 
those who had never won first-place in 
a divisional contest; lightweight. under 
152 lbs . middleweight ..

A Legislative Perspective 
As the legislative clock ticks away tlie 

final minutes of the 1986 Kentucky 
General Assembly, several pieces of 
major legislation are still under scrutiny 
by conference committees. 

At this writing, the state budget still 
lacked a compromise agreement bet­
ween House and Senate members. These 
members are appointed by their 
perspective Houses to iron out points of 
contention. 

Conference committee members have 
agreed to a compromise on Senate Bill 
86 which prohibits an insurer from refus­
ing to issue or renew an auto policy sole­
ly because of the marital status of the 
insured. Members of the conference 
committee appointed to hash out the 
compromise approved the bill as 
amended by the House. The House ver­
sion of the measure also prohibits in­
surance rates based on sex, race or fac­
tors other than a person's driving 
record. The bill in its final form will be 
voted on later today. 

The so-called new car "lemon bill" 
squeezed past its final hurdle by pass­
ing the Senate unanimously this week. 
After several attempts in past sessions 
to pass similar legislation. this par­
ticular version of the issue will require 
manufacturers to replace or refund the 
cost of a car with a defect that cannot 
be fixed in four tries or that places the 
vehicle out of service for 30 days. 

The Ia~· applies to vehicles within the 
first 12 months after purchase or 12.000 
miles . 

Also, this week the House passed and 
returned to the Senate an amended ver­
sion of an ommbus state-personnel bill 
which will more than likely find its way 
into a conference committee. The House 
replaced Senate Bill340 with its own in­
terpretation of the bill . Differences in 
the two bills include issues such as the 
Senate directive to repeal the state Per­
sonnel Board's power to review regula­
lions issued by the personnel commis­
sioner . The House version divides 
regulatol\)' power between the commis­
sioner and the seven-member board 
which includes two state employees. 

Although the unmined mmerals 
legislation ran out of time for obtainmg 
the needed approval from both Houses 
of the General Assembly, I did sponsor 
and pass a resolution calling for a 
special study on mineral taxation to be 
conducted during the upcoming 
legislative interim. 

I was saddened, as all Floyd Coun 
tians were, by the death of our longtime 
friend and editor of the Floyd County 
Times. Norman Allen . 

Not only was he a friend to all East 
Kentuckians but he was my personal 
friend and I sought advice from him 
often. He was a gentleman of the old 
school and his contribution to the moun­
tains will be remembered as long as his 
many friends live. 

We adjourned the House of Represen­
tatives in his honor. Monday, March 24.

New SSI Checks 
Coming April 1 

Starting with the Supplemental 
Security Income c SSI > check delivered 
April!, people in the ~ig Sandy Area will 
get a new style check in multiple colors, 
Jim Kelly, District Director for the Big 
Sandy Area, said recently. The check 
will also be delivered in a new, blue 
envelope. 

SSI recipients will no longer get the 
familiar, gold punchcard check, Kelly 
said. The new check, however, is as good 
as the old and just as easy to cash. 

In addition to being multi-colored. the 
new checks show a full-length replica of 
the Statue of Liberty on the left side. A 
muted close-up of her head and torch is 
in the background near the right side. 

The new check contains features that 
discourage alterations, forgeries, and 
counterfeiting, Kelly said. The new, 
lightweight paper stock is less expensive 
and takes less space to store. Use of the 
new check is expected to result in a sav­
ings to taxpayers of about $6 million a 
year. 

SSI checks will be delivered in blue 
envelopes to help distinguish them from 
other Government checks, which are 
delivered in brown envelopes.

Cost-Sharing 
Said Threat 
To Haysi Dam 

Flood-control measures long sought 
by the Army Corps of Engineers receiv­
ed a nominal boost last week when the 
U.S. Senate passed legislation authoriz­
ing $11 billion for 191 projects, including 
construction of the Haysi Dam on the 
headwaters of Big Sandy's Levisa Fork. 

However. the bill includes language 
inserted under pressure from the 
Reagan Administration which requires 
the states or local communities to share 
the cost of the water projects, a condi­
tion that critics say virtually dooms 
most of the enterprises. 

As passed by the Senate. the bill also 
represents a significant cutback in the 
House version, which called for 230 new 
Corps projects costing at least $20 billion 
to build and which required a smaller 
local match. 

House and Senate conferees must now 
attempt to negotiate a compromise ac­
ceptable to the administration, wh\ch 
has said the lower level of cost-sharing 
proposed in the House bill is 
unacceptable. 

It has been 16 years since Congress 
has agreed on major water-projects fun­
ding and the holdup has largely centered 
on proposals to make states and local 
communities raise funds to match the 
federal investment. Proponents of cost­
sharing say it will not only help reduce 
the budget deficit but will weed out 
marginal projects. The Senate bill would 
require local interests to pay 35 percent 
of a flood-control project. 

Dave Whalen, spokesman for Con­
gressman Chris Perkins, said last week 
that Senate Bill 1567 "would stop 
everything," since local sources would 
be unable to come up with the S3.5 
million match that would be required to 
build, say. a $10 million floodwall in 
Prestonsburg or the $31.5 million match 
for a $90 million dam at Haysi. 

The late Congressman Carl D. Perkins 
was a strong backer of the bill that 
authorized the Corps of Engineers to 
construct, at the expense of the federal 
government. flood-control measures on 
the Tug and Levisa Forks of the Big San­
dy and his son vowed last week to con­
tinue the fight to provide flood protec­
tion for Big Sandy communities. 

Construction of a reservoir at Haysi. 
Vtrginia. is held by the Corps to be the 
key to flood control here. since it would 
lower flood levels and so reduce the 
height and the cost of floodwalls need­
ed to protect river communities. Con­
struction of a dam on the Russell Fork 
of the Levisa Fork, just over the border 
in Virginia's Dickenson county. would 
reduce flood crests by two feet in Pres­
tonsburg , Corps officials claim.

Upset With Officials 
As with most Kentucky residents. I 

have been an avid sports fan for most of 
my life. I have attended regular season 
games as well as tournaments 
throughout the state, but I have never 
been as disappointed with Kentucky 
high school athletics as I am at this 
moment. 

I was in attendance at the recent 
Sweet Sixteen Tournament in Lexington 
on the day Hazard faced Pleasure Ridge 
Park in the semifinal round of the tour­
nament. I watched an unrated mountain 
team face the "Goliath" of 1986 Ken­
tucky high school basketball. Ten young 
and impressionable ballplayers took the 
court in an attempt to fairly decide the 
winner of that game, but somewhere 
along the way, two adults dressed in 
black and white walked onto the court 
and changed destiny with the use, or in 
some cases, nonuse of their whistles. 

I along with over 15,000 other basket­
ball knowledgeable fans from Paducah 
to Pikeville, from Louisville to 
Williamsburg, watched in disbelief as 
these individuals periodically continued 
to make seemingly unjustified calls 
which altered the outcome of this game. 

I realize that referees are only human 
and are subject to make an occasional 
inappropriate call during a closely 
played game, but when referees make 
so many unjustified calls, or calls, that 
15,000 fans come to their feet and show 
their disapproval with vocal displays of 
booing as well as throwing materials 
and money onto the floor, I feel it is time 
that these officials' credentials be 
reviewed. 

As a parent of a 14-year-old, I strive 
to work with the teachers, principals, 
and the superintendent of our school 
system to help mold the character of our 
children in order that they will avoid 
drugs and alcohol and have the morals 
required to accept their place in socie­
ty and carry on the American way of 
life. Then I attend what is called by 
Caywood Ledford the "Greatest Show 
On Earth", and see 15-, 16-, 17-, and 
18-year old boys seemingly cheated by 
two adults who are also supposed to be 
helping mold moral character. 

The majority of referees are civic­
minded individuals who donate their 
time and energy for the betterment of 
young men and women, and these in­
dividuals should be congratulated. 
However, there is a small percentage 
who tarnish the luster of Kentucky high 
school basketball by altering the out­
come of games. I, along, with thousands 
of other Kentucky high school basketball 
fans, call for the resignation of Phil 
Burkeen and Donnie Byars, officials 
who, in our opiniopn, fit into this small 
percentage of referees. In the event they 
do not see fit to resign, I feel it is the du­
ty of the Kentucky High School Athletic 
Association to take some action to see 
this is carried through in order that our 
tournament can be return~d to its place 
as the "Greatest Show On Earth." 

We the fans of Kentucky high school 
basketball demand that the officiating 
in our State Tournament be cleaned up.

Health Care Crunch 
We have approximately 350,000 reci­

pients of Medicaid in Kentucky. There 
are at least another 350,000 citizens who 
qualify for public assistance. Yet 
another 350.000 people have no health in­
surance whatsoever because they can­
not afford premiums; and make no 
mistake about it, those with no health in­
surance are medically indigent. This 
problem of health care and equity in 
health is the most important domestic 
issue of our time. 

Federal matching funds for the 
Medicaid program are at a 3 to 1 ratio. 
Kentucky is spending about 150 million. 
dollars and receiving about 450 million 
annually from Washington. If these 
figures were doubled the expenditures 
could be justified based solely on the 
measureable economic impact alone. 
The by-product would be furnishing 
another 350,000 people with access to 
mediCal care. 

A rapidly growing medical 
technology. changes in the economy and 
numerous other factors simply requires 
the allocation of a larger share o.f the 
state budget to health care 

Health care is a question of 
economics. The health care industry is 
being driven by financing and reim­
bursement mechanisms rather than by 
patient care mechanisms. There is a 
general "ratcheting down.. of the 
system and we are today confronted 
with the question of rationing beneficial 
medical treatment. To forestall such an 
outcome our s tate and federal govern­
ment must address the issue of equity 
in health, and they should address the 
issue now. Our health problem is too 
serious to be swept under the rug again 

We have reached that point in time 
when we need to develop a private sec 
tor partnership with government to pro­
vtde some form of health care insurance 
for the medically indigent.

Decries Council Vote 
At. last night's specially-called city 

council meeting I was disappointed with 
the way our city council determined to 
"improve" our city As many of you 
know, Prestonsburg, by vote of the coun­
cil, requested to reclassify from a fourth 
class city to a third class city. This 
sounds good so far, but I can assure you 
there is more there than meets the eye. 
The reclassification was a thinly­
disguised attempt to allow liquor to be 
sold by the drink. It seems that the 
"Holiday Inn" people would be happy to 
annex their area into the city and bring 
in around $12,000 annually in taxes if on­
ly Prestonsburg would become a third 
class city. 

But,let's get to the point. The whole 
issue is centered around the "liquor by 
the drink" discussion. One side sees it 
as a way for this county to keep pace 
with the other surrounding counties. The 
churches, on the other hand, are (and 
always will bel opposed to the sale of 
alcohol. I do have strong feelings on this 
debate, but would rather bring up 
another point that I feel is very impor­
tant to the main issue of reclassification. 

At last night's meeting, no one on the 
city council admitted knowing what all 
becoming a third class city involves. 
Mayor Latta brought up several ques­
tions which should be of great concern 
to all the people in the city. There is 
question if this city can afford third class 
status. I'm sure the annexed area would 
want all the city services if it were to 
become part of the city. There are other 
questions that need to be addressed 
before a move to third class should be 
considered. 

I feel that those who voted in favor of 
the reclassification are doing so because 
of some special interest group, and are 
not serving the voters who put them in 
office. This is an issue that needs careful 
consideration, rather than being thrust 
through an unprepared city council 
meeting. I for one feel that if the move 
to third class status is a good move, then 
it will stand closer examination before 
being passed. I don't believe that the 
voters of this city appreciate being sold 
short on this very important decision. I 
further believe that the county, since 
this proposal will allow liquor to be sold 
by the drink countywide, will not ap­
preciate their future being decided by 
the council members who voted in favor 
of this reclassification proposal.

Under the proposal adopted by the

Board Chairman Dr. J .D. Adams has 
made it clear he will fight to rescue from 
limbo a project he has had in his sights 
for the 15 years he has served on the 
board, just as he did in December, 1984, 
when state planners proposed dropping 
the middle school from the construction 
agenda altogether. 

Under the plan proposed that year by 
the Department of Education's building 
and grounds division, Prestonsburg's 
needs would be met by the construction 
of a new grade school at Allen, the state 
state planners' first priority, and the ad 
dition of eight classrooms at Clark 
Elementary. Floyd should scrap plans 
for a middle school and stay with its 
traditional K8·4 plan, the state said. 

However, in the teeth of opposition 
from board member Ray "Shag" Camp· 
bell and then-Supt. E .P . Grigsby, Jr., 
Adams mustered the votes on the Floyd 
board to retain the middle school as top 
priority and the local board's amended 
list was given state approval the follow­
ing April. 

Friday's hearing on the proposal to 
change the list will begin at 6 p.m. in the 
auditorium of Prestonsburg Elementary 
School before Dr. Dan Branham, depu 
ty state superintendent and the hearing 
officer named by the state board. Per­
sons or groups wishing to speak at the 
hearing have been urged to notify Supt. 
Brackett of their intention and to bring 
a written statement that can be left with 
the hearing officer. 

No decision on the facilities plan will 
be made at Friday's hearing. The hear· 
ing officer will later make a recommen­
dation to the state board of education, 
which will have the last word on the 
matter.

the engineer said. 

It will probably be up to the courts to 
decide who is responsible for the swag 
in the Bucks Branch culvert, which is 
said to have cost $600,000 to install and 
may cost as much again to repair. But 
those who are being hurt immediately, 
satd an owner of the JVA Coal Company, 
are owners of the East McDowell min­
ing firm that leases the Bucks Branch 
tipple and must pay a monthly fee for it 
even while the track is closed and the 
tipple idle. 

Martin Mayor Raymond Griffith, who 
owns JV A Coal in partnership with 
Barkley Sturgill and Jack Dingus, con­
firmed this week that the coal-loading 
facility is leased to the JRM Coal Com­
pany, owned by Edgar Jones, his son 
Greg Jones, and son-in-law Carson 
Akers. Railroad officials have refused 
to allow their equipment on the track for 
several weeks, said Griffith, who declin· 
ed to speculate about who should be held 
respolll!ible for the shutdown but who 
argued that some compensation was ow­
ing to JRM for its losses. 

" If you keep a man from working 
when it's not his fault, someone should 
be liable," Griffith said. "At least some· 
one should be liable for what he has to 
pay us." 

While tipple activity has slackened off 
in recent months, 26 gons a day were be­
ing loaded at the Bucks Branch facility 
last summer and JVA has plans to ex­
pand the plant so it can handle twice that 
number, Griffith said. 

In the meantime, the tipple owner 
barely concealed his chagrin at the 
snafu that has shut his operation down 
and the mayor faced the prospect that 
KY 80 traffic may soon have to be 
diverted through the streets of. Martin. 
"You'd think someone would have 
known better. I'm surprised the railroad 
let that type of tunnel go in," said Grif­
fith, a retired railroad worker. 

As to the expense incurred by the state 
in accommodating the Bucks Branch 
coal sliding, neither Griffith nor 
engineer Biliter considered the arrange­
ment unusual. "We could never have 
bought out the railroad right-Qf-way. It 
was a very commercialized system at 
the peak of the coal industry,' ' explain­
ed Biliter. Or, as Griffith put it, "it all 
boils down to the fact that the railroad 
was there first. We've got a big invest­
ment there." 

Even while the highway was under 
construction, the roof of the Bucks 
Branch culvert showed signs of 
weakness, a problem that was address­
ed by reinforcing a section of the roof 
with steel beams. One plan now under 
consideration, Biliter said, involves rein­
forcmg the entire pipe with steel rings 
and topping it with concrete slabs. 

However, it is likely to be several 
weeks before a design is finalized, he 
said, and repair work may then continue 
for several months. He does not expect 
the highway will have to be closed, he 
said. 
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While striking employees picketed the 
McDowell facility Tuesday, the picket 
line was reported to be peaceful. "There 
have been no problems," said Phyllis 
Vanderpool, administrative assistant at 
the hospital. 

Nevertheless , hospital services have 
been curtailed. "We're trying to handle 
only emergency cases." Mrs. Vander­
pool said. 

Richard Litaker, chairman of the 
union's contract negotiating committee, 
said the key issues that led union leaders 
to reject the contract proposed by the 
hospital company have to do with job 
security, which he said the company is 
trying to undermine. 

He said that, under the existing con­
tract, workers who faced reduced hours 
could retain their current hours by 
bumping employees with less seniority. 
The hospitals want to prevent bumping 
except in cases of layoffs, he said. 

Company spokesman Eric Johnson 
noted that the hospitals had offered a 3.9 
percent pay raise in the first year of the 
new contract, a 3.7 percent increase the 
second year, and a 3.5 P.Crcent boost in 
the third year. He said the proposed con­
tract also calls for employees to retain 
all their benefits. 

The ARH chain includes seven 
hospitals in Kentucky . Besides 
McDowell, they are located in Middles­
boro, South Williamson, Hazard, 
Harlan, Whitesburg, and West L1berty.

Latta said she was disappointed other 
council members didn ' t publicly 
discuss their reasons for supporting the 
change. 

After the meeting, pharmacist Eric 
Herrin said, "The city council has acted 
entirely without consideration for the 
people of this town. I am shocked and 
very disappointed." 

Steve Hopkins, pastor of the Irene 
Cole Memorial Baptist Church, echoed 
Herrin's sentiments. "I am surprised 
and deeply disappointed," he said. "I 
felt like the council would act more 
responsibly." 

Before council voted to rescind the· 
resolution. Hopkins read a prepared 
statement in which he linked the sale of 
liquor by the drink to numerous social 
problems. including increased crime 
rates and traffic accidents. 

Latta. who had strongly opposed the 
resolution from the time it was introduc­
ed, maintaming Prestonsburg did not 
have the population to be a third class 
city, and wary of the possibility of fur­
ther ramifications which might not 
make themselves known until it was too 
late, took her concerns to Frankfort 
Monday. Armed with petitions signed by 
about 600 people opposed to the change, 
and the results of a local radio poll. in 
which 144 of 166 respondents said they 
were against reclassification, she made 
her position clear to Senators Benny Ray 
Bailey CO.-Hindman ) and David 
Lemaster <D.-Paintsville). 

The mayor said she was unsure what 
effect her trip would have on the out­
come of the issue. She said that while the 
response she had received from city 
residents concerning the resolution had 
been "overwhelmingly opposed" to 
reclassification, she was relieved the 
ordeal was ending. 

"I'll just be relieved that this is all 
over, and we can go back to important 
city business." she said.

Swan Lake Open 
The Swan Lake Wildlife Management 

Area in Ballard County was opened to 
the public April 1, according to Don 
McCormick, Commissioner of the 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources. 

The fish and wildlife department is 
now the official owner of this 2,536-acre 
area, McCormick says. It includes Swan 
Lake, the largest natural lake in 
Kentucky. 

There will be some special rules for 
use of the area, McCormick says. Out­
board motors used on Swan Lake itself 
must be 10 horsepower or less, and only 
electric motors may be used on other 
waters wihin the management area. 
Primitive camping ( 14-day maximum 
stay) will be allowed only in the 
designated camping area, and recrea­
tional vehicle camping will not be per­
mitted. All pets in the camping area 
must be leashed. 

Fishing creel and size limits on all 
species will conform to statewide 
regulations. Bullfrogs may not be taken 
by firearms, but other legal frogging 
methods will be allowed. 

The area will be closed to the public 
from Oct. 15 through March 15. Water­
fowl hunting will not be permitted on 
Swan Lake itself, but will be alloweo on 
the rest of the area during any waterfowl 
seasons that occur before Oct. 15. Deer 
and turkey hunting will not be permit­
ted, and dog training will not be allow­
ed on the area. 

Squirrel and dove hunting will be per­
mitted from season opening dates 
through Oct. 14. Waterfowl and dove 
hunters must use non-toxic steel shot on 
the area. 

The Swan Lake area, like other wildife 
areas owned by the Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources, was purchased 
with funds from the sale of hunting and 
fishing licenses. The fish and wildlife 
department receives no general fW1d tax 
money, according to McCormick.

Coal counties will be the subject of a 
study as a result of a resolution passed 
by the House of Representatives in the 
last days of the 19861egislative session. 

Rep. Clayton Little, D-Virgie, co­
sponsored House Resolution 166 whi~h 
creates a commission to study taxing 
unmined minerals, a tax on mineral 
royalties and changes in the state's 
severance taxes in mineral producing 
regions in the Commonwealth. 

The bill describes the makeup of the 
commission and directs the House 
speaker and Senate president pro tern to 
appoint five legislators, five coal in­
dustry representative.s and five 
representatives "of efforts to increase 
mineral taxation" in Kentucky to con­
duct the study. The study is estimated 
to cost $10,000. 

Little said he drafted the resoluhon 
after House Bill503 failed to pass . "All 
major legislation that brings about great 
changes is generally passed after a 
thorough study," Little said. "House 
Resolution 166 will certainly bring into 
focus the need for a method of taxation 
of unmined minerals." 

According to Little, those who say 
minerals can't be taxed would be con­
vinced to change their thinking after a 
study has been conducted. " A r eal 
wealth is underground, and we don't 
own it," Little said. " Our minerals are 
owned by out-of-state corporations , and 
these shouldn't go untaxed."

Looking back on them, the two 

meetings here in which the pros and 
cons of levying a standard property tax 
on unmined coal got a public hearing of 
sorts tell us something about why that 
hapless proposal was scuttled in there­
cent legislature for the third time 
running.

No discus­
sion, no argument, no cross-examina­
tion, no give-and-take, no meeting of 
minds. Just a lone legislator, listening 
first to one side in all its purity, next to 
the equally-unqualified position of the 
other side, then retiring to Frankfort like 
a judge to his chambers, presumably to 
search for the all-encompassing truth 
and render an impartial verdict. 

What he ended up with, House Majori­
ty Leader Greg Stumbo acknowledged 
near the end of the legislative session, 
were simply two views that were so far 
apart no consensus was even in sight. 
That is not the kind of issue on which his 
legislative colleagues are eager to have 
to vote. 

They were spared any embarrass­
ment. Although a House committee ap­
proved the bill, it was sent back on a 
technicality. In any event, Stumbo said, 
a lot of his colleagues had gained the im­
pression that a bill initially proposed as 
straightforward and unproblematic had 
turned out to be more complex than they 
were Jed to believe. Better to give it 
more study. 

Stumbo filed a resolution, which the 
House approved, to create a task force 
to study coal taxes- including a tax on 
unmined coal-and come up with a 
workable proposal two years from now. 
"Workable" meaning, among other 
things, acceptable to the General 
Assembly. 

The majority leader said he is op­
timistic a bill can be drafted that will 
win the support both of the coal industry, 
which has been adamantly opposed to 
restoring the property tax on coal in the 
ground, and of those, like the Kentucky 
Fair Tax Coalition, who have been 
pushing hard for such a levy. 

Perhaps he's right. Indeed, in the in­
tense lobbying that surrounded the bill 
near the end, an amendment was pro­
posed by the KFTC that looked as if it 
might be just the sort of compromise 
that would broaden the bill's appeal. But 
it came very late in the game and, by 
then at least, the coal lobbyists had 
nothing to gain by bargaining, every­
thing to gain by standing pat. 

One question all this raises is why, 
after years of public debate, the issue 
should still need two years' study to pn>­
duce a viable compromise. It is an issue 
after all, on which both sides claim a fair 
measure of agreement in principle. 

Coal operators say they are as in­
terested as anyone in seeing that the in­
dustry makes a fair contribution to the 
common weal, as long as they are not 
driven out of business. Tax proponents 
say they care about protecting local coal 
companies and miners' jobs, even while 
they insist that large absentee mineral 
owners be made to pay their fair share

of the coal industry's social costs. If 
there is really a will to compromise, it 
is hard to understand why a way has yet 
to be found . 

As beneficiaries of the status quo, of 
course, the coal industry has had to do 
nothing but throw a monkey wrench m 
the works before an unmined minerals 
tax gets to the House floor for a vote, a 
tactic they have now pulled off three 
ttmes. Stumbo's task force is not likely 
to fire tax proponents with the hope of 
a better deal in 1988 but, short of a 
judicial solution to the problem, it is now 
their best chance. 

The task force is to be made up equal­
ly of legislators, coal representatives, 
and minerals tax proponents. If it does 
its job, legislators will no longer be able 
to put off a vote by claiming the facts are 
not clear, or the issue has become unex­
pectedly complex, or there is insufficient 
time to hammer out a workable com­
promise. If it does its job, proponents 
and opponents of an unmined minerals 
tax will not be able to continue circling 
in two different orbits, each guarding the 
purity of its own position while sidestep­
ping the objections of the other side. 

Politics is supposed to be the art of 
compromise and, given some real 
political leadership on this issue, the two 
sides might have been forced long ago 
to get together and work out their dif­
ferences. But the fact that it should 
have happened long ago is no reason not 
to do it now. 

Only when the red herrings and ra­
tionalizations have been swept aside can 
the real issue be joined-the issue of 
whether, in the 50 years or so that coal 
is still mined in these parts, those who 
own it and reap its profits will be forc­
ed to plow back a fair measure of their 
wealth into the communities that live 
here and that will still be here when the 
coal is long gone and those who took it 
are investing their millions elsewhere.

A few bass being caught on 
crankbaits cast across gravel points. 

WEST CENTHAL: At Harren Hiver 
Lake, crappie were hitting minnows and 
jigs fished around stickups and brush 
piles in 3-5 feet of water, bass on 
crankbaits fished over points and 
shallow banks. 

CENTRAL: At Taylorsville Lake, a 
few bass were being taken on chartreuse 
spinnerbaits and crankbaits up in the 
creeks. The lake is still very muddy. 

At Lake Cumberland, white bass were 
being caught casting spinners, crappie 
by drifting minnows over submerged 
treetops in 10.12 feet of water and bass 
by casting white spinnerbaits. 

At Herrington Lake, white bass were 
being caught in the headwaters near the 
Boyle/Garrard county line in the vicini­
ty of the Ky-52 bridge by anglers casting 
spinners and jigs. In the lake, bass were 
hitting crankbaits cast across rocky 
points and crappie on minnows around 
stickups. 

At Green River Lake, crappie were 
being caught on minnows and jigs in the 
brush and standing timber, bass by 
casting crankbaits or flippin' jig and 
pork rind combinations. 

At Dale Hollow Lake, bass were hit­
ting crank baits and spinnerbaits fished 
over deep banks and points and white 
bass were being caught on spinners cast 
in the heads of tributaries. 

EAST: At Cave Run Lake, bass were 
being taken by flippin' jig and rind com­
binations and casting spinnerbaits on a 
slow retrieve. 

At Paintsville Lake, rainbow trout 
were being caught on corn still fished in 
10-12 feet of water and crappie on min­
nows over brush and stickups in 6-8 feet 
of water. 

At Laurel River Lake, rainbows were 
being taken by trolling shallow running 
crankbaits, and bass were hitting jigs 
fished over rocky points in the upper 
lake. 

At Buckhorn Lake, catches of muskie, 
crappie and white bass were being taken 
in the tailwaters. 

At Dewey Lake, bass were being 
caught by casting jig and pork rind com­
binations. Crappie were being taken on 
minnows fished over stickups and dead­
falls in inlet headwaters and bluegill on 
red worms over rocky points and brush. 

At Fishtrap Lake, crappie were being 
taken on minnows and jigs over brush 
in 4-8 feet of water, bluegill on worms off 
rocky banks and bass on crankbaits, 
spinnerbaits and jig and pork rind com­
binations on points in 6-8 feet of water.

Forest Fires Cause 
Lasting Timber Loss 

This spring has had some dry spells 
that has made it dangerous for burning 
trash near our woods. Please be careful 
with fire. When our forests burn it robs 
us all. Did you ever think about the cost 
of woodland fires? According to the Divi­
sion of Forestry, every time an acre of 
woodland burns an average of $2,000 is 
subtracted from the end market-value 
of the trees when they are harvested. 
This is because fire damages the base 
of trees where disease and insects can 
enter. Trees that are seemingly unhurt 
a year after the fire can have hidden 
damage. For example, wood that has 
been injured from the fire's heat will 
shatter when it is sawed. 

All of the fire related damage to 
woodland has a real impact on our 
economy. There isn't a shortage of trees 
in Floyd county but there is a real shor­
tage of quality timber. If it wasn't for 
fires ravaging our hillsides this area 
would have a booming lumber industry. 
The reason is that there is a strong de­
mand for quality hardwoods. With quali­
ty hardwood timber there would be a 
base for furniture, oakwood floors, and 
cooperage factories. These industries in 
turn would provide a better price for our 
timber and many needed jobs. 

A walk through some of our woodland 
reveals why a booming lumber industry 
isn't a reality. Old hollowed-out beeches 
take the place of what could be 
marketable timber. Even younger trees 
show fire damage with swelling near the 
base of trunk. Tree seedlings are often 
killed in fires and those that survive are 
often deformed. Only straight healthy 
trees comand the high prices of quality 
timber. 

This spring and every dry season let's 
be especially careful with our woodland 
resources. If we stop the widespread 
burning of our forests then our grand­
children will benefit with a higher stan­
dard of living. They will have an quali­
ty renewable resource if we only prac­
tice good stewardship and judgment 
today. 

In one of the season's first catches, and surely one or its biggest, Bill Dar­
by, of Cow Creek, hooked this 23-inch big-mouthed bass on a "lazy Ike" this 
week. The fish was taken around 10 a.m. Monday on Dewey Lake "just down 
from the lodge."

Mov1es asking viewers to 
suspend belief in reality often 
are also asking viewers to 
overlook flaws. Sure, life 
holds many inconsistencies 
and improbabilities, but since 
everyone knows that movies 
aren't real, they are granted 
some leeway. Thus, James 
Bond outwits every villain, a 
giant gorilla climbs the Em­
pire State Building, and 
Rambo single-handedly beats 
up on most of Southeast Asia 

This process is not limited 
to action films. For the sake of 
laughs, viewers accept nearly 
anything. "JuH Between 
Friends" asks much of its au­
dience, but if the viewers are 
munificent, the film returns 
much as well. 

Mary Tyler Moore plays a 
happily married housewife 
who discovers that her hus­
band had been having affair 
with her best friend. Naturally, 
complications set in . 

Four fine performances in 
roles nicely shaped by writer­
director Allan Burns help the 
viewer overlook potentially di­
sastrous complications. 'Mary 
Tyler Moore essentially con­
tinues her role as Mary Rich­
ards from Burns's "Mary Ty-

ler Moore Show." She 
blushes at cuss words and 
gets uneasy at the mention ot 
s-e-x. In contrast, there's 
Christine Lahti, a TV-news re­
porter who borrows Miss 
Moore's husband from time to 
time. As the wandering hus­
band. Ted Danson of 
"Cheers" fame seems a bit 
too young to be Moore's hus­
band and the father of two 
teenagers, but that can be 
overlooked. And Sam Water­
stan turns in a superb perfor­
mance in a change-of-pace 
role as [)anson's timid co­
worker. 

"Just Between Friends" al­
most seems hke Burns's an­
swer to "Terms of Endear­
ment." a similar film in style 
and content made by James 
L. Brooks, who co-created 
"The Mary Tyler Moore 
Show" with Burns. Both films 
are a curious mix of humor 
with tragedy. Scenes that are 
farcical one moment are 
fraugh! with tension the next. 

Whether the viewers can 
forgive all the plot machina­
tions will determine whether 
Burns' effort Is as successful 
as Brooks' was.

Lee Grant is making 
a new name for herself

"I've just found my voice 
as a director," says Lee 
Grant. "I'm an established 
actress, but I'm a young 
director. So a lot of the 
things I've been sitting on 
are tumbling on top of 
each other. It's like after 
the blacklist (Miss Grant 
was blacklisted for 12 
years during the McCarthy 
era), when my appetite for 
acting was so enormous 
that I couldn't stop."

One of the projects that 
has come tumbling out of 
the emerging director 
(who now has three HBO 
documentaries, the TV 
movie "A Matter of Sex" 
and the feature film "Tell 
Me a Riddle" under her 
belt) is "Nobody's Child," 
based on the true story of 
Marie Balter. Mrs. Baiter 
spent 20 years in mental 
institutions, was written off 
as a hopeless case, and 
still managed to work her 
way out. "Nobody's Child" 
airs Sunday, April 6, on 
CBS. 

"I know how moved I 
was and how moved I still 
am by Marie Balter's st:>­
ry," says Miss Grant. "I 
think overcoming obsta­
cles Is a very attractive ele-

ment for me. And some­
how, seeing her triumph in 
the smallest ways, and 
then in a larger way, with­
out ever being aware of 
her triumph, because 
she's so unconscious of it, 
really meant something to 
me." 

The challenging role of 
Marie Baiter is being 
played by Marlo Thomas, 
an actress Miss Grant ad­
mits that she probably 
wouldn't even have con­
sidered before she saw 
Miss Thomas's perfor­
mance in "The Lost Honor 
of Kathryn Beck." 

"I called her up after I 
saw 'Kathryn Beck,"' says 
Miss Grant, "and I said, 'I 
will never write anyone off 
again. I would never have 
believed that you were ca­
pable of this kind of per­
formance, and it's my 
shortcoming.' The work 
Marlo did in 'Kathryn 
Beck' was so classy and 
showed such a different 
facet from what I had seen 
in her that I offered her 
'Marie Bfdter' on the spot.' 

At th~ moment, Miss 
Grant's career as a direc­
tor looks bright. "When I 
left Hollywood three and a 
half years ago, the studios 
could see me only as an 
actress. I certainly have 
no ax to grind. I was off. 
ered wonderful things as 
an actress. But they could 
not see me as a director. 
So I went to New York." 

And what a difference a 
few years make. "When I 
left, nobody would talk to 
me seriously," says Miss 
Grant. "A year and a half 
ago when I went back, ev­
erybody wanted to talk to 
me."

"Frontline" observes 12 men and 
women inside a jury room within the 
Wisconsin State Court System, as they 
weigh facts. ponder evidence and debate 
the meaning of justice. They agree that 
the case of Leroy Reed should never 
have come to trial. But is he guilty, or 
not guilty? 

Reed served seven years in pnson. 
Clean for 11 years, he sees a magazine 
ad for a mail-order private detective 
course in which he enrolls. First he 
receives a badge, and then he buys a 
gun. He hangs around the courthouse 
watching detectives at work. He is ask­
ed one day for identification. For an 
unknown reason, he produces the receipt 
for the gun. Authorities order him to 
bring it in. When he does, he is arrested 
and held in jail. 

Defense attorney Charles Blaha asks 
Judge Ralph Adam Fine to instruct the 
jury that it has the power to ignore the 
law, but Fine refuses. However, the jury 
finds its own path to justice.

It's not 
inappropriate. 

The group was formed two Saturdays 
ago at a meeting held at the Garrett Fire 
Department, though most were 
recruited days earlier by Turkey Creek 
resident Mrs. Nora Martin. Mrs. Mar· 
tin led a similar drive several years ago 
to close a dump site on Turkey Creek, 
with protesters at one point turning back 
two Prestonsburg city vehicles loaded 
with trash and escorted by city police 
cruisers. 

While the present effort may not be as 
dramatic;, it appears, at least to some 
residents of that section, to be as 
important. 

Willie Duff was one of the sparse 
group that attended Saturday's meeting. 
He said he has for some time made it a 
practice to get the auto license numbers 
of people dumping in the area and to pro­
secute the offenders. He told of one OC· 

casion when he saw some young men in 
a pick-up truck throw garbage from atop 
a hill. The garbage, he said, slid all the 
way to the bottom. Duff said he made 
the boys pick up the rubbish and later 
had them prosecuted. 

Duff added that he had been 
frustrated at times because dumpers 
were given what he felt to be too-light 
punishment by the courts . Many times,

he said, they were just made to pick up 
the trash they had left. 

But now, maybe Nora's Trailblazers 
can turn things around for the scenic­
but-littered area. Mrs. Martin and com­
pany plan on a marshalling as many 
resources as possible for the clean-up 
effort. She said County Judge-Executive 
John M. Stumbo had indicated the coun­
ty would supply a grader and two 
workers, while suggesti<1ns from those 
at the meeting included calling on the 
4-H Club, with which Mrs. Martin has 
been associated for many years, the Boy 
Scouts, perhaps the Job Corps center in 
Prestonsburg . And, especially, the 
children. 

Mrs. Martin made it clear that one of 
her priorities was to get her own grand­
children, as well as other children in the 
area, to participate in the clean-up 
drive. One of her suggestions was for the 
children to divide their efforts into 
various groups, each concentrating on 
a different area. After the clean-up is 
complete, each group would find a large 
stone in their section and have carved 
on it who participated in the clean-up 
drive there. She said it would te 
something they could show their 
grandchildren. 

In fact, it was one of her grand­
children who made Mrs. Martin begin 
thinking of cleaning up Turkey Creek­
Stone Coal several years ago. One of her 
sons had moved his family to Florida, 
and his children were back here visiting. 
His daughter, Allison, was walking with 
Mrs. Martin one day, when the girl 
remarked that she couldn't understand 
why people would go to places like 
Florida to see beautiful things when 
there was so much beauty right here. 
The pair walked on only a short distance 
before coming upon garbage someone 
had dumped by the roadside, jarringly 
illustrating the need for something to be 
done. 

When the clean-up is completed, Mrs. 
Martin said the group plans to plant 
flowers along the roadway. She sug­
gested calling the area the "Rainbow 
Trail." Another member of the group 
suggested calling it "Nora's Trail," 
hence the group's name. 

The group plans to meet again Satur ­
day, April 5, at 4 p.m. at the Garrett fire 
department.
