McAninch Cites 
Seven Firms For 
Trash Burning 

"It's agamst the law to burn your gar­
bage, and we're going to enforce the 
law," the county's top garbage official 
announced flatly. 

Or at least he is insisting that the state 
Division of Air Pollution enforce the law, 
said Rolx>rt i\IcAninch, director of Floyd 
County Solid Waste. Inc., who filed com­
plaints Monday with the Division's 
Hazard office, citing seven Floyd firms 
for allegedly burning trash that should 
be d1sposed of m the county's only 
authorized landfill. 

For McAninch, who recently filed 
dozens of lawsuits aimed at forcing peo­
ple to use and pay for the county's man­
datory garbage collection service, trash 
burning is not only a way of skirting the 
county's official garbage system but is 
also a health hazard. 

"People don t realize how dangerous 
it can be'' to burn certain materials. he 
said. "In some cases the fumes can kill 
you.'' In any event, gases released into 
the atmosphere by burning contribute 
significantly to the problem of acid rain, 
he said 

While the law ordinarily permits a 
variety of outdoor fires-the family chef 
can prepare a summer barbecue, con­
struction workers may huddle around a 
stove in winter. gardeners can burn a 
pile of leaves or weeds-it does not allow 
anyone to burn garbage or synthetic 
materials, McAmnch said. 

Among the materials covered by the 
ban, the solid waste official said, were 
the truckloads of construction debris 
including fibrous. plastiC and rubber 
products he followed last week from 
the site of the new Holiday Inn on the 
outskirts of Prestonsburg to the Prater 
Creek stripmine where it was apparent­
ly going to be burned. Hayes, Inc., the 
Betsy Layne firm which contracted to 
remove trash from the motel construc­
tion site, was among the businesses cited 
Monday 

Complaints, w1th accompanying 
photographs, were also lodged against 
Floy<l S Pike Electrical Contractor, 
Inc .. an Auxier firm accused of burning 
rubber and plastic products; Wildcat Li­
quot:s and the Branham offij.:e complex.

Jury Finds Roberts 
Guilty on One Count 

In a few months Floyd county's finan­
cial affairs would be in such disarray the 
state Finance and Administration. 
Cabinet would confiscate the fiscal 
court's checkbook and a special in­
vestigations unit of the state police 
would have begun a probe of county 
government that was to last three years 
and result in the indictment of 16 in­
dividuals, including five public officials. 

But nothing could have been further 
from the mind of former magistrate 
Kenneth Roberts as he and two friends 
set out in a borrowed truck-and-camper 
one crisp October morning in 1982, on a 
journey that would take them across 
two-thirds of the continent, to an area in 
the Wyoming Rockies known in tourist 
guidebooks as the "home of the world's 

largest elk herd" and described by his 
attorney a. "a hunter's paradise." 

For this was a hme, state in­
vestigators claim, when some county of­
ficials were routinely milking their 
public offices for private gain-as 
Roberts did, when he used a county 
credit card to chip in his share of the 
costs of the 4000-mile hunting trip. 

At least as far as the hunting trip was 
concerned, a Pike Circuit Court jury was 
convinced: it found Roberts guilty of a 
single count of theft by deception and 
recommended that he be given a 
2•2-year prison sentence. 

On six other theft counts, the jury was 
unable to reach agreement, despite five­
and-a-half hours of deliberation. Convic­
tion on any of the seven felony charges 
could .have resulted in a penalty of from 
one to five years in prison. 

Friday's verdict, which ended a four­
day trial before Special Judge Will T. 
Scott, cast a shadow over the career of 
the Garrett strongman who has long 
dominated Right Beaver Creek politics. 
A four-term constable and then a four­
term magistrate, the burly, 61-year-old 
former National Mines weighman lost a 
bid for re-election last May, six months 
after his inqictment by a Floyd Circuit 
Court grand jury. 

In closing arguments before the Pike 
jury, Phillip D. Damron, Roberts' at­
torney, charged that the political ouster 
of his client was the real objective of the 
state police investigation of the Floyd 
county administration of the late Judge­
Executive Jerry Lafferty, Jr. and the 
subsequent prosecution by the attorney­
general's office of three magistrates, a 
former deputy judge-executive, and a 
former county court clerk. 

"We basically have a political trial 
here," he said, urging jurors to "send a 
message'' that they were tired of the ex­
penditure of public funds "to send 
busloads of policemen up here from 
Lexington." 

But Assistant Attorney General Bar· 
bara Whaley said the message that 
needed to go out ''loud and clear" from 
the Pike circuit courtroom, where the 
trial had been transferred at the pro­
secutor'~ request, was that "the law ap­
plies to public officials the same as it 
does to everyone else." 

. While Damron described his client as 
a man who had been ''harassed, 
humiliated, defeated and destroyed" by 
prosecution charges and press attentwn, 
Whaley said the ex-magistrate was "a 
common thief," who had "made a 
mockery" of his office and "laughed at" 
the public trust placed in him. 

Noting that former Floyd County At­
torney Arnold Turner, Jr. had mitiated 
the police probe-the county attorney re­
quested an investigation after a Finance 
Cabinet audit in January, 1983 indicated 
possible cr1minal misconduct in the 
handling of county finances-the 
defense attorney accused Turner of 
soliciting state assistance by promising 
local help in a state official's political 
campaign. 

<Turner was an ally of then-Attorney­
General Steven L. Beshear in his suc­
cessful race for lieutenant·governor. 
However, the attorney-general's office 
became involved in the Floyd prosecu­
tion not at Turner's request but at the re­
quest of Commonwealth's Attorney 
James R. Allen. "I simply asked the 
state pOlice to look at the records "

Fence Heights Fall 
As Neighbors Feud 

Out ide of City 
Fire Protection 
Cost To· Increase 

Fire subscription rates will increase 
soon for people living outside Prestons­
burg city limits. 

One person affected by the change, 
Jim Combs, of Bull Creek, asked coun· 
cil members to explain why they felt the 
present rate was too low, and requested 
justification of the move to use proper­
ty evaluation as the new measure. 
Combs pointed out that the county tax 
assessor bases property evaluation not 
only on the value of a home but also on 
the size of the lot. 

A d1spute between neighbors has 
resulted in a city ordinance lowering 
front-yard fence heights in Prestons­
burg. 

Though existing fences can remain, 
and those who had acquired building 
permits before the new ordinance went 
into effect can build, new fences in front 
yards can be no taller than 36 inches. 
Previously, a fence of six feet could be 
placed anywhere in a yard. as long as 
it did not obscure a neighbor's view. 

The conflict arose when Mays Branch 
neighbors. Rev Danny Curry and City 
Councilman Thomas Tackett, disagreed 
on a plan by Curry to build an in-ground 
swimming pool and surrounding five­
foot high fence in a section of his yard 
wh1ch adjoins Tackett's property. 
Tackett said the fence would obscure his 
view and lessen the value of his home. 

Curry applied April -1 for a building 
permit from city building inspector Paul 
Chaffins, but was told the permit could 
not be issued because of an appeal from 
Tackett 

The Curry:s were asked to appear 
before the city Board of Zoning and Ad­
justment on April 10. At that meeting, 
they agreed to end the pool two feet fur­
ther back from the street, bringing it in­
to conformity with existing zoning 
regulations. They re-applied that day for 
a buildmg permit. 

However, before the permit could be 
issued. the city council met in emergen­
cy session to enact an ordinance limiting 
the height of fences in the front yards of 
residences. The meeting at 8:30 a.m., 
April II. was called at the urging of 
Ta<'kPtt who insists he was <c~t'ling as a 
privatl' Citizen, not as a council member. 

As thP i'isuc "'as declared an 
emergency. the council had power to 
pass the ordmance that day. It passed 
with yea votes from Frank Adams, Bill 
Callihan, William 0 Goebel, III, Margie 
Osborne and Bobbie Ranier. Harry Ray 
Porter was not present and Tackett 
a bstamed 

Upon hearing of the council's decision, 
Curry instructf•d attorney Mitchell Kin­
ner· to file suit in circuit court, naming 
Mayor Ann Latta, the council members 
and Chaffms as respondents, and seek­
ing permission to begm construction 
under the old guidelines. 

Judge Hollie Conley said that in his 
opmJOn, the new ordmance was merely 
i";sued to frustrate the Curry's building 
p~ans, and he termed such action map· 
propriate While the ordinance will 
stand, Conley ordered Chaffins to issue 
tlw Currys a building permit under the 
old ordinance. Conley told Tackett he 

was free to pursue a civil action to stop 
the construction, an avenue Tackett said 
he would explore. 

The city councilman said he thought 
the court's decision unfair, and added he 
was considering moving if the fence is 
built 

"I just think a man's home is more im­
portant than another man's swimming 
pool," he said.

District Court Docket 
Sees Variety of Cases 

• 

An Allen youth brought an assault 
charge against a retired truckdriver in 
Floyd District Court yesterday <Tues­
day l but, by the time the second witness 
had testified for the prosecution, it was 
obvious to District Judge Harold Stum­
bo that the youth had no case to put 
before the jury. 

In a directed verdict, Chester Porter. 
59, was acquitted of striking· Robbie 
Dwayne Jones, 18, on the head. 

Jones earlier testified that. while he 
was waiting for the bus to take him to 
Betsy Layne High School last 
September, he got into a fight with Greg 
Clifton. Soon after, Chester Porter 
struck him on the head with the metal 
hook Porter wears in place of his right 
hand, opening a wound that required six 
stitcnes to close, Jones said. 

But the plaintiff admitted he did not 
know if it was Porter who hit h1m and 
Angie Baston, 17, who was called as a 
witness to corroborate Jones' story, 
testified that she didn't know either. 

Assistant County Attorney Dan 
Howland implied that the young witness 
had changed her story and msisted there 
was evidence enough to put to the jury. 
but defense attorney John Caudill suc­
cessfully petitioned the judge for an 
acquittal. 

In an effort to resolve a dispute among 
Grethel residents, Judge Stumbo at first 
offered to go to Mud Creek to listen to 
the sound of Marrow Bentley's truck but 
later decided to let a jury decide the 
issue. 

Delmer Frasure accused Bentley of 
deliberately driving the truck m a n01sy

· Fire chief Tom Blackburn was unable 
to give a per-run cost for out-of-town 
fires, but said such calls were more ex­
pensive than the $2 per month the city 
has been charging. On such calls, 
firefighters are paid time-and-a-half. 
Also, fuel costs and general wear and 
tear on vehicles were taken into con­
sideration, said Blackburn. He pointed 
out that just replacing a clutch in a city 
fire truck costs about $2,000. 

Mayor Ann Latta, who told Combs 
that the city was simply looking for a 
equitable way to charge for the service, 
admitted the problems with using pro­
perty evaluation as a scale had not been 
forseen. She and members of the coun 
cil invited Combs to attend the next 
council meeting and present any 
evidence he might have to support us­
ing a different scale. 

The rates for businesses, not likelv to 
change from the plan unveiled Monday 
are: $175 per year for a building of 2,000 
square feet or less; $225 for 2,001-5,000 
sq. ft.; $275 for 5,001-10,000 sq. ft.. $350 
for 10,001-15.000 sq. ft.: $-125 for 
15,001-20,000 sq. ft.; $500 for 20,001·30,000 
sq. ft., $575 for 30.001-40,000 sq. ft.; and, 
for 40,001 sq ft and above, two-eents per 
square foot. yearly. 

All businesses which store volatile 
material will be charged $500 yearly, 
unless the premises occupy more than 
-10,000 sq. ft. The rate would go up accor 
dingly for larger businesses. 

In other action. council presented the 
first reading of an ordinance which 
would allow those people living along the 
Auxier Road section, which the city is 
attempting to annex, to keep their 
livestock if the annexation goes through. 

The ordinance was said to be design­
ed to prevent hardship on property 
owners of that section, it would allow 
resident.<; to raise livestock. poultry and 
other animals for economic benefit. 

City Administrator Dav1d E\·ans 
reported to the council that s1gnatures 
on petitions from Auxier H.oad residents 
seeking to block annexation were 
presently being checked agamst voter 
registration records in the county clerk's 
office and with the county' tax assessor

At Paducah, April 23-25 

The Kentucky Jailers Association an­
nounced its Fourth Annual Jail Im­
provement Conference to be held on 
April23-25 at the Executive Inn River­
front in Paducah. Jim Knauf, Kenton 
county jailer, who is president of the 
association, confirmed that due to the 
quality of this year's conference the Cor­
rectiOns Cabinet has approved it for 
Jailer Training Credit. 

Seventeen different workshops have 
been planned from which those atten­
ding may select those areas of most in­
terest. The topics are designed to meet 
the needs of both the large as well as the 
small jail and there are workshops for 
jailers who are serving as transportation 
officers. A sample of the workshops in­

TAX FREE EXCHANGES 
Each year an increasing number of real estate sales are be­

ing designed to qualify as tax free exchanges. The inflated value 
of a parcel of real estate over its purchase price causes a high 
gain on the sa le of that property. The income taxes, otherwise 
payable on a sa le of real estate, can be deferred by arranging a 
tax free exchange. 

It is unlikely that you will find a person with acceptable pro­
perty to trade you when you are ready to sell. However, you can 
arrange for your buyer to acquire satisfactory replacement pro­
perty which he then trades you for your real estate. This latter 
approach is referred to as the three·way exchange and should be 
considered by anyone intending to sell property and buy replace· 
ment property. 

There are four categories of real estate by use. 
( 1) Investment property . 
(2) Property held for productive use in a trade or 

business 
(3) Taxpayer's primary residence 
(4) Inventory held primarily for sale 

Of these four categories of real estate, the first two qualify 
for tax free exchange under Internal Revenue Code, Section 1031. 
I normally wouldn't mention Code Sections except that " 1031 Ex· 
change" is becoming a lmost a household word. 

There is a common misunderstanding that you call sell "in· 
vestment" or "productive use" property and replace it within a 
g1ven t1me limit to eliminate the income tax. Your primary 
residence is the only property which can be sold and replaced 
within a given time limit to avoid the income tax. If you accept 
cash or a contract on the sale of commercial real estate, you will 
pay the income taxes on the transaction even If you buy replace· 
ment property the same day 

Since inflation is ca using most taxpayers to be in a higher 
tax bracket, the use of the tax free exchange can save you 
thousands of dollars in income taxes.

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The new pay scale for the mayor is 
$500 per month, while council members 
will receive $100 per month. Since April 
of last year, council members had been 
paid $3 per-meeting, with the mayor 
drawing $100 per month. 

The ordinance to restructure the park 
board was passed Monday after council 
declared an emergency situation existed 
and waived the necessity for a second 
reading. 

The new ordinance provides that the 
five board-members will serve four 
years each instead of the current two­
year terms. It will also allow the city to 
appropriate money from the general 
fund for the board, a simplication of the 
old system which required the city to 
designate a specific percentage col­
lected from property taxes to be placed 
in a special park fund. The board will 
now have revenue-bond authority, which 
it lacked in the past. while taxing 
authority has been taken away. Final­
ly, the new ordinance gives the park 
board authority to set and collect usage 
fees. 

A request from Branham and Baker 
Coal Co. for a zoning change at the site 
of Brown's Motor Court on N. Arnold 
Avenue was considered, though council 
decided to hold off on a decision until 
members had read transcripts of a 
public hearing held several weeks ago. 
Council members said they hoped the 
transcripts would show them if Arnold 
Avenue residents wanted the change. 

The city planning and zoning commis­
sion at their last meeting voted 
unanimously to recommend that the 
council reject the zoning change. If 
council decides to allow the change, 
therefore, they will have to hold another 
public hearing, said City Attorney Larry 
Brown. 

Council voted to re-advertise for 
health insurance bids for city 
employees. After the previous bids were 
opened, a Harlan-based company, 
Mountain 1irails, was found to offer bet­
ter rates, · said City Administrator 
Evans. Mayor Latta said a new round 
of bids would have to be made before the 
city could accept the new offer. 

The city received word that it has been 
awarded a $5,000 grant from the Ken, 
tucky Dept. of Libraries and Archives 
for the codification of city ordinances. 
The project will attempt to bring order 
to the large number of uncataloged or­
dinances, weeding out those that are out 
of date and arranging the current ones 
in a comprehensible, easy-to-locate 
order . 

Council voted to rescind the $200 per 
month donation to the animal shelter at 
West Prestonsburg, on the grounds that 
out-going administrator Curtis Hughes 
is no longer picking up stray animals. 
David Evans said the money could be 
better spent paying for equipment the ci­
ty had already purchased for the shelter.

Court Meets Today 
Because some county officials will be 

attending an accounting workshop later 
. this week, the meeting of Floyd F1scal 
Court onginally scheduled for Friday I 
will be held instead today ( Wednes­
day ), beginning at 10 a.m., a court of 
ficial announced this week. 

"What they look­
ed at and what they found was not con­
trolled by me.'·> 

In a brief appearance for the prosecu­
tion in the closing hours of the tnal, 
Turner gave testimony that may have 
been instrumental in securing a cr.,vic­
tion in the case. Damron said the fonner 
county attorney "came in to throw one 
last rock at Mr. Roberts." 

At issue was the nature of the week­
long trip to Pinedale, Wyoming, that 
Roberts took in October, 1982 with two 
Maytown men, Larry Hagans and Lewis 
Collins. A state auditor said the 
magistrate used county credit cards to 
run up $604 in apparently "extravagant 
and unjustified" bills on the trip, in­
cluding a $211 bill for a pair of Western­
style boots. 

Billed to the county were charges at 
the Juice and Junk Restaurant in 
Newton, Iowa, the Wayfarer Motel in 
Henderson, Nebraska, the Outlaw Inn in 
Rock Springs, Wyoming, and the Drury 
Inn in Mt. Vernon, Illinois, as well as 10 
gasoline stops along the way. 

Roberts said the trip was for county 
business as well as for hunting and that 
Judge Lafferty agreed he should charge 
half the travel expenses to the county. 
The cowboy boots were for Lafferty, 
who said he would later reimburse the 
county, Roberts testified. 

Cross-examined by the prosecutor, the 
magistrate satd he spent five or six 
hours looking for a used rock-crushing 
machine in Cheyenne and Rock Springs, 
Wyoming and near Denver, Colorado. 
He said he could not remember the 
names of the dealers, which he got from 
advertisements in Rock and Dirt 
magazine, but he produced what he 
claimed was a letter of introduction 
written on his behalf by Judge Lafferty. 

He submitted two estimates and his 
credit card slips to Lafferty on his 
return, and the fiscal court subsequent­
ly approved payment of his claims, 
Roberts testified. 

Whaley charged that the supposed 
search for a rock crusher was "con­
cocted" after Roberts was caught hun­
ting and fishing at the expense of a 
financially-strapped county. She noted 
that the purported letter of introduction 
was a copy, its signature unable to be 
verified; that minutes of fiscal court 
meetings recorded no discussion about 
purchasing a rock crusher; that no 
estimates for a rock crusher were found 
among Lafferty's papers; and that all 
credit card slips relating to Roberts' trip 
were missing from the county records. 

Former county attorney Turner 
testified that the fiscal court had not 
discussed or authorized a trip in search 
of a rock crusher and that no estimates 
on rock-crushing equipment were 
presented to the court. While the court 
approved payment of the October, 1982 
credit card bills in general, magistrates 
were not ordinarily aware of the specific 
claims they were approving, he said. 
"Only after the state investigation began 
was the first time people ·started pulling 
the bills and looking at them," Turner 
said. 

One of the counts on which the jury 
was unable to reach a verdict involved 
a $300 county check made out by Judge 
Lafferty in September, 1982 to Mack 
Horne, of Hueysville, and apparently en­
dorsed in turn by Horne, Kenneth 
Roberts, and Roberts' daughter, Vickie 
Roberts Martin, who cashed it. Horne 
claimed that he had never seen the 
check, that the signature on the check 
was not his-even his name was 
misspelled-and that, while he had once 
worked on the county park at Allen, he 
had already been paid for the work. 

Roberts said that Anthony "Harpo" 
Castle, of Hueysville, asked him to cash 
the check on Horne's behalf and that he 
had no reason to doubt it was an 
authorized payment or that Horne's 
signature was valid. Castle explained 
that neither he nor Horne wanted to pre­
sent the check to a bank for fear of 
jeopardizing their unemployment 
checks, Roberts said. 

The other counts on which the Pike 
circuit court jury was unable to agree 
included charges that Roberts used a 
new county backhoe and two county 
employees, Chester Neeley and Dolvin 
Ratliff, to dig a footer for his new house 
at the mouth of Stone Coal Creek in 
September, 1977 ; and that, over several 
months in 1979, Neeley and another 
county worker, Ear las Hall, remodeled 
a barn and a former hardware store that 
Roberts owned in Hueysville, using 
county lumber on the jobs. 

The barn and Roberts' home had 
burned prior to the reconstruction in 
which county workers were allegedly 
employed; the hardware store burned 
later, during a brief period when 
Roberts had transferred the property to 
Clyde Douglas Marshall. 

Roberts produced a contract in which 
he agreed to pay a contractor $54,158 to 
build his home; he denied a county 
backhoe was ever used on the job. The 
former hardware store was never 
remodeled; and any work done on the 
barn was done after he had traded his 
share of the property to Anthony Castle, 
Roberts said. 

Defense attorney Damron hammered 
at the credibtlity of prosecution witness 
Chester Neeley, calling him a liar and 
a thief and accusing him of cooperating 
with the prosecution in an effort to get 
his jailed son paroled. Neeley claimed 
he was paid $1500 and had his road grad­
ed on Salt Lick for signing an affidavit 
recanting statements he had earlier 
made to state police implicating 
Roberts, but he later reported the pay­
ment to police and reaffirmed his 
original testimony. 

As evidence of a bargain struck bet­
ween the prosecution witness and the 

• state police, Damron noted that Neeley's 
son, Cisco, who is serving time for two 
convictions of vehicular manslaughter, 
was moved from the state penitentiary 

to a prison farm on the very day his 
father was testifying agamst Roberts. 
Moreover, six other charges against 
Cisco Neeley, including one of assaulting 
a state trooper. were dropped on the In­

itiative of the special investigations unit 
instrumental in Roberts' prosecution, 
the defense attorney noted 

In a reference to "carloads of people 
out of Frankfort," sent to assist in the 
three-year investigation and prosecution 
of his client, Damron said, "People 
holler about government waste. What 
are all their salaries costing the tax 
payers? Why are they supporting 
Chester Neeley? Political revenge, 
that's what we've had."' 

But prosecutor Whaley, noting that 
the special investigations unit came here 
only after the Finance Cabinet's coun­
ty and municipal accounting division 
found evidence in the judge-executive's 
officE> of widespread mismanagement 
and possible criminal wrongdoing, in­
sisted that "the state police have no dog 
in this fight; they have nothing at stake. 
They have no motive to go after Kenneth 
Roberts; they're just doing a job." 

"The truth does finally catch up with 
you," said the young woman sent by the 
attorney-general to prosecute the Floyd 
defendants when Commonwealth's At­
torney Allen disqualified himself. "It 
finally caught up with Kenneth 
Roberts." 

Sentencing for the former magistrate 
has been set for May 23. Prosecutor 
Whaley saia this week that no decision 
has yet been made on whether to re-try 
Roberts on the six counts on which the 
jury failed to reach a verdict. 

Of the other defendants indicted with 
Roberts as a result of the state police in­
vestigation of 1982 county finances, 
former deputy judge-executive Thomas 
Lafferty, Sr. and his son, former coun­
ty clerk Thomas Lafferty, Jr. still await 
trial. A Pike jury was unable to reach 
a verdict on a trial of the senior Laffer­
ty last July; no new trial date has yet 
been set for him and no trial date has yet 
been set for his son. 

Magistrate Ed Caudill was convicted 
last July of possessing a forged check 
and sentenced to a year in jail. He re­
mains free and in office while the con­
viction is under appeal. 

Hugh Fugate pleaded guilty last July 
to three counts of theft by deception and 
received concurrent one-year jail terms. 
He was released from Floyd county jail 
in December after serving 10 weeks of 
his sentence. 

Entering guilty pleas to reduced, 
misdemeanor charges were Alma Cas­
tle, her son Anthony Castle, and Harlos 
Marshall. Mrs. Castle received a one­
year, probated sentence; one-year 
sentences were also recommended for 
her son and for Marshall but formal 
sentencing has been delayed, pending 
their possibly testifying for the Com­
monwealth in later trials. 

Trials are yet to be scheduled in Floyd 
Circuit Court for Ballard, Ricky and 
Jackie Crum, and in Pike Circuit Court 
for John Mark Stephens. 

Kenneth Roberts and his sister-in-Jaw, 
Naomi Green, were cleared of theft 
counts in a trial earlier this year. 

Folk Blues Musician 
To Be at Appalshop 

Sparky Rucker is a folk-blues musi­
cian from Knoxville, Tennessee. Based 
on his contention that there is a strong 
and largely unrecognized body of black 
balladry in this nation's past, he pursues 
black American heritage through 
American ballads. 

In addition to being a polished per­
former and instrumentalist (guitar, ban­
jo, spoon, tamborine and hands and 
feet), he accompanies his warm, soulful 
singing with fine finger-picking and slide 
guitar. His performances are entertain­
ing, but it is his research that demands 
attention. 

The former schoolteacher learned 
that many of the standard ballads, 
which were assumed to have been writ­
ten by white people, were actually, writ­
ten by blacks, such as Stagger Lee, 
Delia Homes, and Poor Lazurus. 

Rucker remarked, "many people, 
even blacks, shun the blues because they 
consider the music sad." What they 
don't realize, he said, is that "the old 
blues songs were the Top 40 of their 
period. Those songs were to get you out 
of that sadness ." 

In addition to the blues, Sparky sings 
ballads, gospel and worksongs. He offers 
his audience both an oral and musical 
history of black Americans. 

Robert and Charlie Engle will be open­
ing the show with original folk and coun­
try tunes. 

Rucker will be performing at Ap­
palshop in Whitesburg, May 3 at 8 p.m.

Inspector General 
Is State Watchdog 

When William Gardner says his mam 
job is oversight responsibility, he may 
be guilty of the understatement of the 
year. 

Gardner is Inspector General for Ken 
tucky's Cabinet for Human Resources. 
And. like E.F. Hutton, when the Inspec 
tor General's office speaks, people 
listen. Sometimes they want to listen. 
Most of the time they have to listen. 

In fact, if Kentucky state government 
agencies ever conducted a popularity 
contest, the' Office of the Inspector 
General probably wouldn't get many 
votes, even from within the Cabinet for 
Human Resources itself. 

"This office may be considered by 
some as a necessary evil, but I'd like to 
be thought of as a necessary good,' ' said 
Gardner. "The function of our staff is 
that of a watchdog. We try to see to it 
that Kentuckians are provided with the 
best possible services. And that's 
regardless of whether those services 
come from someone with a state license 
or from another part of this cabinet." 

The role of the Office of the Inspector 
General falls into three general 
categories: investigation, consultation, 
and enforcement. However, those few, 
broad areas encompass very specific 
and important responsibilities, such as: 

A spot check of a day care center for 
proper child care staffing, nutrition, 
education and health and safety 
requirements ; 

A routine inspection of a hospital or 
nursing home to insure that state and 
federal health care standards are being 
adhered to; 

A follow-up on a report that an 
employment agency is advertising jobs 
which either don't exist or haven't been 
listed with that business; 

A joint investigation with the cabinet's 
Adult Protection branch into a com­
plaint of abuse or neglect of residents at 
a nursing home; 

An audit to examine the· validity of the 
Medicaid charges submitted by a 
hospital or nursing home; 

Or even an internal investigation of 
possible poor management, fraud or 
criminal actions involving another sec­
tion of the Cabinet for Human 
Resources. 

"We have fewer than 150 staff 
statewide who serve in some in­
vestigative or direct regulatory role, so 
there's no way that we can watch 
everybody and everything," Gardner 
said. " At the same time, our inspections 
are unannounced, our investigations are 
conducted carefully and quietly, and no 
one knows exactly when our auditors 
will be examining their records . In other 
words, our presence is well-known by 
those we regulate." 

The Office of the Inspector General 
consists of three divisions : 

Licensing and Regulation, which 
licenses, inspects and enforces stan­
dards set for health care facilities, am­
bulance services, employment agencies 
and day care centers; 

Audits, which reviews Medicaid 
charges by health care providers, refer­
ring disallowed or fraudulent charges to 
other enforcement agencies, as well as 
auditing contracts for external services 
provided to the cabifiet; .-

Special Investigati9ns, which gathers 
evidence in cases of alleged fraud by 
welfare recipients and con<;lucts probes 
and management l'eViews "'within the 
cabinet itself at the request of the 
secretary or a ·tlepartment 's 
commissioner. • :. 

Gardner said while he believes strong­
ly in all three general roles assigned to 
the Inspector General- investigation, 
consultation and enforcement-he feels 
the consultation role has to be the key. 

" We enforce established standards 
and regulations. We can't go beyond 
what are in most cases minimum stan­
dards. That puts us squarely between 
the proverbial rock and a hard place­
specifically licensed service providers 
and special consumer interest groups," 
he said. "It serves no one to walk 
a round, in a non-emergency situation, 
waving a 'big stick' and threatening en­
forcement action just because the 
authority is there. 

"We have proven that when we do find 
problems during an inspection or an in­
vestiga tion, corrective action and im­
proved services to the clients can be 
achieved much faster than we attempt 
to work with the provider on a solution.' '

Frankfort. Ky., Aprill4-Despite the 

slight cooling trend, heavy fishing activi­
ty was reported at most of the states' 
lakes. Good cat1::hes of crappie, 
largemouth bass. bluegill, muskie and 
white bass were being made during the 
April12-13 period covered by this report. 
The lake-by-lake rundown is as follows: 

WEST: Heavy crappie fishing activi­
ty was reported at Kentucky Lake and 
Lake Barkley Good catches were being 
made on tube jigs and and minnows in 
secondary creek channels and by drift 
fishing the banks in 4-14 feet of water. 
Bass were being caught on crankbaits 
and spinnerbaits cast across rocky 
points and fallen trees at both lakes. At 
Lake Barkley, good catches of catfish 
were being taken off the old river chan­
nel by drift fishing minnows. 

KENTUCKY: Clear to murky, rising, 
3 feet below summer pool, 69 degrees. 

BARKLEY: Clear, rising very slow 
ly, 212 feet below summer pool, 67 
degrees. 

WEST CENTRAL: At Barren River 
Lake. ~rappie were -hitting minnows 
fished around brush piles m 3-5 feet of 
water, bass by flippin' jig and pork rind 
combinations over stump rows in 3-8 feet 
of water. In the tailwaters, good catches 
of crappie reported on jigs and trout on 
spinners. At Nolin Lake, bass were hit­
ting crankbaits fished across_points and 
rocky banks in 3-8 feet of water, crap­
pie on jigs and minnows over brushpiles 
in 8-12 feet of water. At Rough River 
Lake, crappie were being caught on 
minnows and jigs in 3-8 feet of water 
over brush and bass on crankbaits, spin­
nerbaits and jig and pork rind combina­
tions over rocky banks.

At 
Lake Cumberland, bass were being 
caught by casting crankbaits over 
submerged creek channels in 6-10 feet of 
water, crappie on minnows in 4-8 feet of 
water over flooded willow tops and dead­
falls. At Herrington Lake. white bass 
were being caught by trolling crank bait 
and spinner combinations along rock 
walls and points, largemouth bass on 
crankbaits fished over deadfalls and 
rocky points. At Green River Lake, bass 
were being taken on crank baits, spinner­
baits and jig and pork rind combinations 
fished over points and channel dropoffs 
m 5 feet of water. muskie, with big 
crankbaits around standing timber 
points in 5 feet of water. At Dale Hollow 
Lake. bass were hitting crankbaits over 
deep. rocky banks, and crappie on min­
nows over deadfalls and other submerg­
ed cover in 6 feet of water.

Trout 
were being taken on corn and spinners 
in the tailwaters, and bass on 
nightcrawlers. At Dewey Lake, crappie 
were being taken on minnows fished 
over stumps and brush, muskie on 
crankbaits, bluegill on worms in the 
timber, catfish on cut bait and crappie 
were being taken on minnows and jigs 
over brushpiles and treetops in 14 feet 
of water and bass on crankbaits and 
spinnerbaits over stickups and rocky 
points in 6-8 feet of water. 

Trout were being caught in the 
tailwaters on corn and cheese.

School days, school days ... 
Though Prestonsburg Community 

College's Mountain Dew Festival has 
shrunk now to encompass only in­
tramural activities, once it was an 
annual athletic and social event bring­
ing together community college students 
from across the state to ease the 
pressures of academia, relax and have 
fun. Some PCC students seem to have a 
bit of the old spirit left. 

Case in point: the kidnapping of Elroy. 
PCC bookstore manager Carol Horn 

said the mannequin, which sat just in­
side the store's doorway, with signs re­
questing that students leave their books 
on shelves there. disappeared last week 
without a trace. It was only later that 
she suspected foul play. 

"Elroy was taken at about 3 p.m. 
nast> Monday," said Horn. "My assis­
tant. Ralph, was in the back room. When 
he came out, Elroy was gone." 

First there was a phone call from the 
"kidnappers," with a voice in the 
background claiming to be the purloin­
ed dummy and screaming for help. 
:"Jotes began appearing the next day, 
along with a photograph of Elroy bound 
and gagged, a painted-on black eye mar­
ring his youthful face. The first note was 
handwritten in ink on regular notebook 
paper. The second was more profes­
sional, with words cut from newsprint 
pasted on a paper plate, telling Horn not 
to do anything foolish if she wanted to 
see Elroy again.

Horn addresses the prank with tongue 
firmly in cheek, but says it points out a 
need for tighter security at the 
bookstore. "We might need to install a 
doorbell," she said. 

Last year, she sfid, a group of 
students had threatened to burn Elroy 
in effigy, but none of that crew is atten­
ding PCC this semester, eliminating 
them from the list of probable suspects. 

The bookstore acquired Elroy a cou­
ple of years ago, during a business trip 
Horn made to Kansas. She found him 
and his "sister," Elvira, on sale and 
shipped them here. 

" We noticed Elroy was different from 
other boys when he wouldn't move," 
said Horn. "He would eat M&M's, but 
they'd just smear on his face." 

Horn doubts the practical joke is 
related to Mountain Dew. She said it's 
probably just friends of her employees 
having a good time. However, employee 
Chip Dorton disagrees. "I'm sure 
they're related," he said. But Dorton 
went further. "The funny thing is, Elroy 
comes apart. I know they're gonna send 
him back in pieces. And I wouldn't put 
it past them to take his clothes off and 
hang him from the flagpole." 

.Horn was philosophical about the 
whole affair. "It's possible this all 
started because they didn't like to leave 
their books at the door," she said. "Or 
maybe they just wanted us to change his 
shirt."

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Foreigners Reminded 
Of AFIDA Requirement 

Foreigners who have bought or sold 
agricultural land in Floyd county are 
reminded to report the transaction to the 
Agricultural Stabilization and Conserva­
tion Service within 90 days. 

"The Foreign Investments Disclosure 
Report is required by the Agricultural 
Foreign Investment Disclosure Act, ac­
cording to Joe Ed Slone, chairperson of 
the Floyd county ASC Committee. The 
Act requires all foreign owners of U.S. 
agricultural land to report their 
holdings, acquisitions, dispositions, 
leases of 10 years or more, and landuse 
changes to ASCS. 

According to Mr. Slone, foreign in-
vestors have reported owmng about 12.1 
million acres of agricultural land in the 
United States. 

For reporting purposes, agricultural 
land is defined as any tract of more than 
10 acres now in agricultural , forestry or 
timber production. This includes land in 
agricultural use when purchased, as 
well as land later converted to 
agricultural use. Foreigners who own or 
have an interest in 10 acres or less do not 
need to report unless annual proceeds 
from the sale of agricultural products 
grown on these acres exceed $1000. In­
terest means any right, title or legal 
share of ownership in agricultural land, 
such as partnerships, trusts, estates or 
shares in a corporation that owns 
agricultural land. 

Under AFIDA, land owned by 
foreigners before February 1977 should 
have been reported by August 1979. 
Foreigners who have acquired or dispos­
ed of agricultural land since that time 
should have submitted a Foreign 
Disclosure Report to ASCS within 90 
days of such transaction. Those who fail 
to report or who are late in reporting 
face possible fines. 

Individuals or companies that 
specialize in land holding, land transfers 
or management services should contact 
the local ASCS Office for details on 
reporting in behalf of foreign clients.

Hy THEY FOEHSTEH 
Spring is a time of peak fishin · fever. 

especially up North where anglers have 
had to hibernate from November 
through April. To take full advantage of 
the spring season, it pays to understand 
how bass behave in three distinct spring 
periods: pre-spawn. spawn, and post­
spawn. 

Generally speaking, the most impor­
{ant factors in reading these periods are 
water temperature, weed growth and 
the developing food chain. 

Warming water temperature sets off 
the spawning instinct. Once the bass is 
done with the spawn, it wants to have a 
source of cover available where it can 
recuperate from its spawning frenzy and 
can exert little effort in catching prey. 
That's where weed growth comes in. 

The penetration of sunlight is a key 
factor in the pre-spawn period. Some 
pros have dubbed this early cycle the 
"pre-spawn picnic" because of the 
ravenous feeding frenzy bass have at 
times. During this period bass school up, 
so the smart angler can also have a 
"picnic." 

Where does one start fishing in 
spring? . 

"I would try the northwest side of the 
lake or coves that run northwest," says 
Randy Dearman of the Johnson Out­
boards Pro Staff. "They'll be protected 
more from the north wind, and anglers 
won't have that wind blowing on them. 
The sun will shine on these waters 
longer. They should be the first pockets 
of warmth on the lake, so those would be 
where the fish would generally spawn 
first." 

On th&.northwest side of the body of 
water, -k~y in on rocks, rock piles, and 
other structures that absorb sunlight 
and, in turn, radiate that heat into the 
surrounding water. You can bet that 
bass will be snuggled up close to those 
"heaters." · 

As a general rule of thumb, the pre­
spawn period comes when the water 
temperature is 48° to 58" <Fahrenheit>. 
By asking around at bait and tackle 
shops, you can find out where the spawn­
ing beds are, and odds have it they'll be 
on the north or northwest side of the 
lake. If there is a temperature drop, 
bass move out from the shallow bedding 
area into deeper waters, but will come 
back up when there is a corresponding 
temperature rise. This is the best time 
to take a lot of bass with crankbaits, No. 
7 Fat Raps and Series 600 Bombers. 

When the water temperature reaches 
58°, and until it exceeds 65°, there will be 
spawning. However, other factors affec­
ting spawning include bottom conditions 
and hormone levels. So, contrary to 
what some anglers think, all bass in a 
certain area don't spawn at the same 
time. Some spawn earlier, others later 
At any given time in this temperature' 
frame, you may have bass that are in 
the pre-spawn, spawn and post-spawn 
cycles, depending on their own 
biological clock. 

Finally, the post-spawn period has a 
water temperature range of 65" to

68"- which is a very narrow range. For 
the most part, bass arc just "dead"; 
they don't bite and the big females are 
off in the depths recuperating. 

Through the spring, no matter which 
of the periods you fish, the bass fisher­
man can have a heck of a lot of fun on 
ultra-light tackle. More likely than not, 
you will catch more small males and 
these can provide lots of entertainment 
when caught on 4-pound test line! Pros 
favor spinnerbaits, minnows on jigs, and 
Rapalas during this period. Another 
favorite in parts of the country is a 
weightless spawning rig- a fancy title 
for a zero-weight plastic worm on a hook 
rigged Texas-style (hook imbedded in­
to the middle of the worm). Whatever 
you decide to use, be sure to maintain 
a slow retrieve. 

Be sure to cast beyond your target. In 
the spawning period, bring the lure back 
toward the spawning bed, where you 
should let it agitate the bass guarding 
the bed . I generally feel that no harm 
comes to fish caught during this period 
if the bass is released so that it can 
renew its watch on the bed and 
safeguard the hatch from predators. 
This insures another generation of 
America's favorite gamefish.

It also covers outpa­
tient maintenance dialysis and helps pay 
for doctors ' services inclu'4ng surgeons' 
services for transplants, outpatient self­
dialysis training, and home dialysis 
treatment, supplies, and periodic sup­
port services. Medicare also helps cover 
the costs of a donor for kidney transplant 
services.

The beginning of the end 
of 'Monday Night Football'? 
By Marty Linehan 

An American institution 
could come to an end after 
this season. 

That's right . ABC's 
" Monday Night . F-oot pall" 
is in trouble, due to losses 
in advertising, probJems in 
the announcing booth, the 
upcoming expiration of the 
network's five-year con­
tract with the NFL next 
year, and the strictly bot­
tom-line outfit, Capi(al Cit­
ies, which now owns ABC. 
But it's good to 'see that 
A.BC is keeping its eye on 
1aseball. 

ABC will expand this 
year 's coverage to a total 
of 22 games. Ten games, 
from April 20 to July 6, will 
air Sunday afternoons; 
eight games, from June 30 
to Aug . 25, will air Monday 
nights; and three addition­
al Sunday afternoon 
games will be broadcast 
late in the season 

The announcers are top 
drawer. AI Michaels and 
Jim Palmer will cover the 
American League contests 
for the main regional Mon­
day night games, while 
Tim McCarver will aid Mi­
chaels with National 
League games. The re­
gional games will have 
Palmer and McCarver 
adding color to Keith 
Jackson's play-by-play. 

ABC will also televise 
the All-Star Game from 
the Astrodome in Houston 
on July 15, and both the 
National League and the 
American League champi­
onship series. 

As for the football tele­
casts, could it be that 
Howard Cosell was right? 
Heaven forfend! But 
"Monday Night Football" 
did lose a lot when he left. 

Of course, you need more 
than a controversial an­
nouncer; you need a good 
game. 

And let's face it . If a 
game like Buffalo vs. 
Houston is up against a 
top movie on network or 
cable television on Mon­
day night, not even the re­
turn of old Dutch What's 
His Name to announcing 
duties would help the rat­
ings. Especially after the 
fans' football appetites 
have been sated by a full 
weekend of college and 
pro ball. 

And there's another an­
gle. Although last year's 
"Monday Night Football " 
drew 16 percent more in 
the ratings than it did in 
1984, the network didn't 
get the advertising. 

One industry source 
says the big difference is 
that the increased buying 
power of women in recent 
years has created a differ­
ent environment tor adver­
tisers. No longer can 
"Monday Night Football" 
push auto makers, com­
puters, beer and cowboys 
exclusively. The answer, of 
course, is to expand the 
program's advertising 
base, but that creates dif­
ficulties as well. A program 
featuring a linebacker try­
ing to tear an arm off a 
wide receiver doesn't real­
ly provide the proper envi­
ronment for a perfume ad. 

Of course, women have 
been trying for years to get 
their husbands out of that 
easy chair in front of the 
television set on Monday 
nights. The power of the 
purse may finally be ac­
complishing what years of 
complaining never did.

John Astin has put together 
a varied acting career 
By Lynn Hoogenboom 

John Astin still has vivid 
memories of the day he 
told his father, Allen Varley 
Astin, a noted physicist, 
that he wanted to be an 
actor.

"I said, 'Pop, I think I'm 
going to become an ac­
tor,"' Astin recalls. "He 
put down his book, and 
there was a look of shock 
on his face. And he said, 
'But, John. That's a sec-

. ond-rate !1rofession.' 
"Eventually, he tried to 

come off that remark," As­
tin adds. "But that, I think, 
was the essence of how he 
really felt. He was support­
ive always, but he wasn't 
happy about it at first.'' 

Astin has been appear­
ing in "Mary" on CBS and 
also has a starring role in 
"Mr. Boogedy," the "Dis­
ney Sunday Night Movie" 
airing Api il 20 on ABC. 

Astin started out in the 
theater (he appeared in 
the original New York pro­
ductions of "The Three 
Penny Opera" and "Ulys­
ses in Nighttown"), and he 
made his motion-picture 
debut in "West Side Sto-

ry" (1961). 
"I played Glad Hand, the 

social director who tries to 
get the kids to dance at the 
gym," says Astin. "For five 
minutes, I was the star of 
the picture." 

His other movies include 
"That Touch of Mink," 
"Candy"_ and "Viva Max," 
and he has starred in the 
television series "I'm Dick­
ens He's Fenster" 
(1962-63), "The Addams 
Family" (1964-66) and 
"Operation Petticoat" 
(1977-79). 

In fact, "Mary," on 
which he plays Ed LaSalle, 
the pompous theater crit­
ic, is his first series - with 
the exception of a short 
stint on "The Phyllis Diller 
Show" (1967) - in which 
he has not' played a star­
ring role. But he doesn't 
seem to mind. 

"I've really enjoyed this 
job," says Astin. "Jimmy 
Farentino and I were hav­
ing lunch together one 
day, and we looked at 
each other and we just 
started to laugh about how 
good this job is.

About Miss Moore, he 
simply says, "She's the 
best.

\\'ht>n anglers daydream about spring, 

crappie often come to mind. And right­
ly so hecause we have some great crap­
pie fishing waters in Kentucky. But in

springtimt' fish for a majority of 
Kentuckians- the white bass.

,\net if you don't believe me, grab a 
handful of jigs and spinners, an 
ultralight rod and reel and head for the 
nearest tailwaters area or the shaiiO\\ 
flats of a cove on most any major Jake 
You'll probably fmd while bass because 
there's no better time to catch white 
bass than now. April is white bass time. 

White bass spawning runs occur in 
most of our river systems where there's 
fast moving water, as well as in the 
tailwaters and headwaters of large man­
made Jakes and in tailwater areas below 
highrise dams on the Ohio River. White

adaptable fish which thrive in the 
presence of gizzard and threadfin shad 
populations. In Kentucky, white bass are 
found in both highland reservoirs like 
Lake Cumberland and Laurel River 
Lake, as well as classic flatland im­
poundments like Kentucky Lake and 
Lake Barkley. 

Built in 1925, Herrington Lake was 
Kentucky's first large scale manmade 
impoundment. Although the 1,86{)-acre 
Jake in central Kentucky's Mercer, Gar­
rard and Boyle counties has always been 
a top black bass producer, its reputation 
was earned because of a highly popular 
white bass run. Through the years many 
of stringer of white bass has been taken 
from the swift waters below the Ky-52 
bridge in Garrard county, just east of 
Danville. 

For reasons not completely 
understood by biologists, Herrington 
Lake's white bass fishery declined in the 
late 1970s during a time when the lake 
was drawn down extremely low for dam 
repairs. 

But biologist Benjy Kinman, the 
department's coordinator of the 
Predator Fish Evaluation Study, said 
that "data from recent creel surveys, 
cove rotenone studies and gill netting in­
dicates that the white bass fishery is now 
on the increase." 

Kinman explained that the good white 
bass spawns in 1983 and 1984 have real­
ly helped the population rebound. Accor­
ding to data collected by a creel clerk on 
Herrington ~ke in 1983, the white bass 
harvest was estimated at 14,515 pounds 
or 8 percent of the harvest toal by 
weight. Because of poor fishing 
conditions-high water in the spring and 
low water in the fall due to repairs on the 
dam-the 1984 harvest total dropped to 
517 pounds, or 1.2 percent of the total 
harvest by weight. In 1985, the white 
bass harvest total jumped to 20,173 
pounds or 8.1 percent of the total harvest 
by weight. The good fishing in 1985 may 
be attributed to solid year classes of fish 
found in studies during 1984-large 
number of young-of-the-year fingerling 
white bass, and 8 to 9-inch and 13 to 
15-inch adults sampled in cove rotenone 
studies and gill nets.

"Operation Truck S.T.O.P. ", Safe 
Trucking Our Priority, a progra ••. for 
the enforcement of moving hazardous 
violations for trucks is moving into the 
last phase of the program. The program 
is sponsored by the Kentucky State 
Police in cooperation with the Kentucky 
Motor Transport Association. 

Because of. the increase uf fatal and 
non-fatal accidents involving tractor­
trailers in recent years, KSP Commis­
sioner Morgan T. Elkins has engaged 
the state police in a three-phase pro­
gram to reduce these kinds of accidents. 

The first phase of the program deter­
mined truck involvement in crashes in 
Kentucky. "Big trucks are twice as like 
ly as small trucks to be in a crash-three 
times as likely as passenger vehicles to 
be in a fatal crash," says Elkio.s. 

In 1984, tractor-trailers were involv­
ed in more than 14,400 accidents. Of 
those, 149 people were killed and 3,772 
were injured. This is compared to 1983, 
when there were 11,213 accidents involv­
ing big rigs; 119 were killed and 2,936 
were injured. 

National studies have found that one 
of every three tractor-trailers can ex­
pect to crash in a year. Because of these 
crashes, a car occupant is 35 times more 
likely to be killed than if he collided with 
another car and a person riding in a sub­
compact is 52 times more likely to be 
killed. 

In addition to this data, contributing 
factors were examined. Defective 
brakes and oversized loads were two of 
the major mechanical contributors to 
these accidents. Failure to yield the 
right-of-way and driver inattention were 
also two of the main human errors, but 
fatigue is probably the primary cause of 
more than 40 percent of big truck 
crashes. 

Because of these local and national 
statistics, phase two of "Operation 
Truck S.T.O.P." was implented-an in­
formation campaign stressing 
adherence to the 55 MPH speed law, 
vehicle maintenance of equipment and 
drunk driving. Problems abound in each 
of these areas. 

Average truck speeds, according to 
one survey, are as high as 67 MPH 
depending on the location. The larger 
motor carrier companies support this 
law in theory, but it is not usually 
adhered to on the road. 

When crucial equipment on a tractor­
trailer fails the results can be 
disasterous. The braking disparity alone 
means that when a car driver brakes in 
an emergency, the big rig behind may 
not be able to stop in time. If the brakes 
are not in good working order, the 
results could be fatal. 

Alcohol is another problem. One in 
five truck drivers killed in single-vehicle 
crashes have illegally high blood alcohol 
content. Truck drivers are rarely killed 
in fatal multiple-vehicle crashes, and 
they are rarely tested for alcohol. A 
federal report puts alcohol involvement 
at 24 to 36 percent of all crashes in which 
the truck driver is killed. 

Elkins says the trucking industry was 
drawn into this second phase. "The in­
dustry was included in the educational 
effort to encourage voluntary com­
pliance. We stressed the economic im­
pact and safety, including the use of 
safety belts." 

Phase Three of Truck S.T.O.P. is go­
ing into effect today. The KSP, along 
with the full cooperation of the Kentucky 
Motor Transport Association, is laun­
ching a media blitz campaign and an en­
forcement program. "Since the de-

SECTION 2: Each fence shall be set 
back from the property line of the ad­
joining property owners according to 
State Building Code Regulations.

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Wildlife Federation Threatens Suit 
Over Failure to Enforce Strip Law 

The National Wildlife Federation and 
the Kentucky Resources Council, an in­
dependent , non-profit organization, 
notified the Office of Surface Mining 
lOSM> and the U.S. Department of the 
Interior this week of their intent to sue 
in 60 days if the OSl\1 fails to fulfill its 
responsibilities under the 1977 Surface 
Mining Control and Reclamation Act. 

The two organizations charge that Jed 
Christensen, acting director of OSM and 
Donald P. Hodel. Secretary of the In­
terior. have failed to perform vital 
statutory responsibilities in nine key 
areas. These include OSM's failure to 
perform a sufficient number of inspec­
tions and enforcement actions to assure 
strip mine operators comply with the 
federal law; failure to deny new permits 
to strip mine operators who have 
outstanding violations; and failure to 
oversee that states ensure proper 
reclamation of mine sites. 

OSM's oversight program has been 
under fire from the Federation for 
years. Last October, NWF released a 

, comprehensive study, "Failed 
Oversight-A Report on the Failure of 
the Office of Surface Mining,'' the result 
of a year-long analysis by NWF staff of 
the agency's management and enforce­
ment activities.

badly mismanaged and guilty of neglec­
ting its responsibility to assure that the 
states carry out their enforcement 
responsibilities,' ' said Jay D. Hair, NWF 
executive vice president. "Instead of 
helping solve the environmental abuse 
brought about by unregulated strip min­
ing, the OSM has allowed abuses of stag­
gering proportions to continue 
unabated." 

Unreclaimed strip mines have caus­
ed serious environmental damage in 
coal-producing states, ranging from 
landslides and heavy siltation of streams 
and rivers to acid discharges and 
massive Joss of vegetation. 

Although the 1977law grants states the 
opportunity to regulate the strip mining 
of coal if certain requirements are met, 
the Office of Surface Mining is charged 
with the responsibility for ensuring that 
the states comply with all aspects of the 
federal Jaw and regulations. 

Twenty-four states initially developed 
regulatory and enforcement programs, 
and were granted "primacy,"-i.e. 
authority to administer the federal law. 
However, in cases where the state fails 
to carry out its mandate under the pro­
gram, OSM is required to take over en­
forcement responsibilities until the state 
shows itself capable of properly enforc­
ing the law. 

The Kentucky Resources Council, co­
plaintiff in the letter, contends that Ken­
tucky, the nation's largest coal­
producing state, has a long record of 
serious strip mining act violations, and 
is a significant example of state 
mismanagement and neglect of the 
federal law. 

The nine areas cited in the letter are 
OSM's failure to: 

1) taker proper inspection and en­
forcement actions required by the law 
in cases where the stale has failed to do 
so; 

2l make the required number of in­
spections at mine sites prior to the time 
when the states achieved " primacy"; 

3) take appropriate enforcement ac­
tions at more than 1,000 mine sites where 
strip mine operators abandoned the sites 
and left the land unreclaimed; 

4) take action against states which il­
legally released bonds to operators who 
did not properly reclaim strip mine 
sites, and who had outstanding viola­
tions of the law; 

5) inspect and take enforcement ac­
tions at off-site coal preparation 
facilities; 

6) take appropriate inspection and en­
forcement actions at coal exploration 
sites; 

7) take appropriate enforcement ac­
tions in literally thousands of cases 
where strip mine operators have failed 
to pay the required fees to finance 
reclamation of abandoned mined lands; 

8) conduct an adequate number of in­
spections in order to properly evaluate 
state program performance in enforcing 
the law; 

9) deny new permits to strip mine 
operators who have outstanding, uncor­
rected violations. 

The National Wildlife Federation, 
celebrating its 50th anniversary this 
year, is the nation's largest conservation 
organization with 4.5 million members 
and supporters in 51 affiliate organiza­
tions nationwide.

The June Buchanan School is a college­
preparatory school operated by Alice Lloyd 
College. One-hundred percent of this year's 
graduating class has been accepted to 
colleges of their choice. 

The spring spectacular is on! In the 
next several weeks, Kentucky's 
woodlands will come to life, as a 
multitude of wildflowers, shrubs, and 
trees carry the unmistakable visual 
message that spring has arrived 
Because of unseasonably mild weather, 
some species already are in full bloom, 
while others are poised to show off their 
bnlliant colors before long. 

Spring beauties are among the first 
wildflowers to begin blooming in Ken­
tucky. These pink-petaled flowers with 
tiny, star-shaped blooms thrive in the 
open woodland, and sometimes can be 
seen growing on lawns. Spring beauties 
can be found throughout Kentucky .. 

The hepatica blooms in early spring 
in the eastern part of the state. This 
short flower has six to eight petals usual­
ly ranging in shade from white to pink, 
although some variations are blue to 
lavender. The hepatica can be viewed 
along trails at Natural Bridge, Carter 
Caves, Buckhorn Lake, and Cumberland 
Falls state resort parks. Other areas 
where hepatica grows in profusion are 
the Cumberland Gap National Historic 
Park and Daniel Boone National Forest. 

Bloodroot is a flower common 
throughout Kentucky. It is easy to iden­
tify, being a single white flower on a 
single stalk with one leaf. Its crimson 
root appears to bleed when cut. The 
"blood" was used for medicinal pur­
poses in pioneer days especially in 
antiseptics. 

Pink and yellow lady's-slipper orchids 
are popular among wildflower lovers. 
Neither is widespread in Kentucky, but 
they do grow abundantly in some 
eastern Kentucky areas, such as 
Natural Bridge, Pine Mountain, 
Cumberland Falls, and Carter Caves 
state resort parks. The pink lady's­
slipper requires an acid soil to grow in, 
so people who thoughtlessly dig them up 
and transplant them to their flower 
gardens usually watch them slowly die. 

The showy orchids, which has pink or 
white blooms resembling an orchid's, is 
fairly rare, but this later bloomer can be 
found at Natural Bridge and 
Cumberland Falls resort parks. 

Trilliums are a sure sign of spring. As 
the "tri" prefix implies, this flower has 
three petals and three leaves; its bloom 
ranges in color from white to pink to 
crimson. One of Kentucky's most 
widespread species, trilliums carpet the 
ground in places like Carter Caves. 

The shooting star, with its white, star­
shaped bloom, is found mostly in 
western Kentucky. Visit Pennyrile or 
Lake Barkley state resort parks, or the 
Land Between the Lakes nationaL 
recreation area to see this pretty flower.

Nature's beautiful colors are not con­
fined to flowers, of course. Colorful trees 
brighten the landscape. too. The 
dogwood can be seen all around the 
state, especially in western Kentucky. 
The redbud tree, with its tiny, pin~ish­
red bloom, is prevalent in south-central 
Kentucky, around Lake Cumberland. 
tdso worth noting is the serviceberry 
tree (sometimes called "sar­
viceberry"). It reportedly got its name 
from the fact that it blooms early and 
therefore it provided decoration in years 
gone by for early-spring church services 
such as weddings or Easter. 

The mountain laurel is a well-known 
flowering shrub. It blooms in late May 
to early June, displaying white to pink 
blossoms contrasting against the dark 
green of the Eastern Kentucky 
mountains. 

Planning a trip to the spring 
woodlands to see the breathtaking flora 
can be an enjoyable and rewarding ex­
perience for the entire family. In many 
state, national and private parks, staff 
members are available to inform 
visitors about nature's wonders. At 
seven state parks, naturalists can help 
guests identify flowers, and they 
schedule regular nature walks and other 
outdoor activities. These parks are John 
James Audubon, Barren River, Carter 
Caves, Cumberland Falls, Lake 
Cumberland, Natural Bridge, and Pine 
Mountain. 

The Department of Parks in the 
Tourism Cabinet also publishes a color 
magazine that features occasional ar­
ticles and photographs on wildflowers 
and other natural features at the parks. 
Information on the magazine may be ob­
tained by calling toll free ( 800 J 
255-PARK. 

Staff members in the cabinet's 
Department of Travel Development 
have at their fingertips a wide selection 
of travel literature and information to 
help plan an outdoors vacation.

Roof Falls 
No. 1 Killer 
In U.S. Mines 

Hoof falls t11 undergrt•tu I coal mining 
continue to plague the '' .S. mining irl­
dustrv. They remain the No. 1 killer in 
these. mine;. bnngmg the death toll to 
ll for the first quarter of 191:!6. 

During the past 10 years. more than 
300 underground coal miners lost their 
lives in roof and nb falls . And. fatalities 
as well as permanent disability for this 
single type of mine accident are higher 
than any other underground coal mining 
accident recorded. 

Of the 11 roof fall fatalities this first 
quarter. the Department of Labor's 
l\Iine Safety and Health Adrnmistration. 
l MSHA l announced that four each oc­
curred in Virginia and West Virginia and 
one each in Pennsylvania and Colorado. 
A rib rolll also classified as a roof fall l. 
where a slab of coal fell from the rib of 
the coal mine striking the victim and 
causing fatal injuries. occurred in Utah. 
In the majority of these fatal accidents. 
the miner had over 10 years of mining 
experience. 

ln the case of the fatality at a Penn­
svlvania coal company. the victim. a 
22-year old miner, had only one day of 
mining experience. He walked under un­
supported roof while attempting to scale 
down loose materials. In contrast to this 
case, a Virginia foreman with 22-years 
of mining experience was struck in the 
back of the head when he attempted to 
crawl under unsupported roof, killing 
him instantly. 

"During the first quarter of 1985. on­
ly one roof fall fatality occurred," said 
David A. Zegeer. Assistant Secretary of 
Labor for Mine Safety and Health. "We 
had a total of 18 roof falls for the entire 
year,' ' he added. 
- "MSHA became encouraged with the 
downward trend. However. we must 
now redouble our efforts and increase 
our emphasis on safety training and bet­
ter roof control techniques,·' said 
Zegeer. 

MSHA plans to further emphasize and 
develop its already existing "Roof 
Evaluation and Accident Prevention" 
(REAP> program, which began in 1984. 
The program, sponsored by the coal 
mine industry, labor organizations and 
State and Federal government agencies, 
has the goal of eliminating roof fall ac­
cidents through the use of safety train­
ing, technical information distribution. 
technology and enforcement. 

"MSHA is counting on all the 
dedicated people from these organiza­
tions to pitch in and help everyone in­
crease their awareness of proper roof 
control practices," said Zegeer. "Our 
success in eliminating these deadly ac­
cidents is depending on everyone involv­
ed in underground coal mining."

Join Regular Army 

Army recruiters assigned to the U.S. 
Army Recruiting Station here have corn­
mended local residents for their support 
of recruiting as fiscal year 1985 ended 
September 30. 

Sergeant Robert Gordon, U.S. Army 
Recruiter of the Army Recruiting Sta­
tion here, said that 33 young men and 
women from this area took advantage 
of Regular Army opportunities and 12 
took advantage of the Army Reserve op­
portunities during the fiscal year. 

"We appreciate that support," he 
said. "It's enlistments from towns like 
ours that help collectively to build 
America's Army." 

Fiscal Year 1985 began October 1, 1984 
with some apprehension from Army 
recruiters. A difficult year in military 
recruiting had been predicted due to an 
improved economy and fewer people 
available between the ages of 17 to 19. 
Despite those factors, Army recruiters 
enlisted 125,434 Americans into the 
Regular Army. Another 68,391 joined the 
Army Reserve to serve part-time as 
citizen-soldiers. 

Recruiting records indicate that the 
U.S. Army has possibly become the 
smartest fighting force in its history. 
Sixty-three percent of those who enlisted 
during fiscal year 1985 scored in the up­
per half of the Army's aptitude ex­
amination, versus 25 percent in 1980 and 
56 percent last year. On the other end of 
the scale, Regular Army enlistees who 
scored in the lowest aptitude category 
fell to about nine percent from last 
year's 13 percent and 1980's 57 percent. 

"We try to recruit quality people 
every year," Gordon said. "The 
technology we have in today's sophisti­
cated equipment demands a highly 
motivated person, someone with above 
average intelligence. Smarter people 
make better soldiers in every way." 

The recent passage of the new G .I. Bill 
plus the New Army College Fund has 
enhanced the Army's college financial 
aid package by raising the benefits as 
high as $25,200 for a four-year enlist­
ment. 

For a two-year enlistment, which on­
ly the Army offers, a soldier can ac­
cumulate up to $17,000 from a personal 
contribution of only $1,200. 

Two years of college and the same 
personal contribution can furnish a two­
year enlistee with up lo $21,000 toward 
continuing education. An enlistment of 
three years, with the same contribution. 
can build an educational fund of almost 
$23.000.
