Garrett School Site 
Scorned by· Critics 
Say Flooding, 
Not Rivalry, 
Is The Issue 

Technically. the issue that has a lot 
of people on edge in the Right Beaver 
community of Wayland has nothing to 
do with consolidation. 

Technically. the feeling stirred by 
the current plan to replace Wayland 
and Garrett grade schools with a new 
building at Garrett has nothing in com­
mon with the defensive pride trad­
itionally felt by tight-knit communities 
facing the loss of their most cherished 
institution. 

Technically. it is an engineeting and 
a legal issue tha t citizens- most of 
them apparently from the Wayland 
area~ame to a rgue Wednesday 
before the Floyd Board of Education. 

The point. a s Mr s. Libby Martin ex­
plained it. JS that the Garrett site 
stands not only in the floodplain but in 
the floodway - in the very path of the 
waters that periodically break their 
banks and make that section one of the 
most flood-prone in the county 

It would be folly to rebuild there. 
even on a raised foundation. and. in 
any event, filling the site would never 
be permitted under government 
regulations. said Mrs . Martin. who pro­
duced a map and cited a state Division 
of Water engineer to make her point. 

According to the engineer. Ghasem 
Pour-Ghasemi. who toured the area 
July 28 at the request of Concerned 
Citizens of Right Beaver. the Garrett 
site is the least suitable of four building 
sites currently under consideration.

THREE MONTHS TO THE DAY after it began, repair work on 
the bridge carrying U.S. 2~ traffic over the Big Sandy and the C&O 
railroad at Hager Hill is scheduled to be completed tomorrow 
(Thursday) and the bridge to be open to traffic again Friday.

Schools Finish Year 
$403,278 In The Red 

Textbooks Are Free 
For Needy Students 

Because of a change in a state 
law adopted by the 1986 General 
Assembly. textbooks must be 
made available free of charge to 
high school students who cannot af­
ford to rent them 

The amendment was made to a 
law which relieves the state of 
responsibility for providin~ text­
books in the high school grades. 
That duty now falls on local school 
districts. which are permitted to 
recover the cost of the books by 
renting them out to students . 

The Floyd school district rents 
out high school texts each year for 
$4 per text. on the understanding 
that the cost will be recouped over 
the theoretical seven-year life of 
the book. The cost of providing free 
textbooks will be borne by the local 
district 

Under the new state Jaw free 
textbooks will be available for al l 
students meeting the guidelines for 
free or reduced-price lunches . The 
law also instructs local districts to 
inform students of the availability 
of free books and the guidelines 
and procedures for obtaining 
them. 

Supt. Ray Brackett said that. 
although it IS the responsibility of 
eligible students or their parents to 
ask for free textbooks. he saw no 
danger that needy families would 
remain unaware of thetr rights. " It 
has never been a problem in the 
past." he said. 

Repairs, Texts, 
Added Teachers, 
Cited As Cause 

For the first time in seven years. the 
Floyd school system has ended the 
fiscal year in the hole. Supt. Ray 
Brackett disclosed last Wednesda y 
that. when all the bills are paid for the 
year. ex penditures will outstrip 
receipts by $403,278. 

Not since 1978, when the deficit 
plunged to $668,000, has the red ink 
flowed in such abundance. It took two 
years for the system to recover from 
that shortfall and Brackett did not 
disguise the fact that recovery may be 
as difficult now. 

In response to board member James 
A. Duff. who asked whether the deficit 
might be made up this year. Brackett 
replied. "I have no choice. You have no 
choice. We have to submit a balanced 
budget. I only hope the money coming 
in exceeds the money going out. It will 
be an extremely difficult task ... 

Emergency building re pairs . 
removal of asbestos from half a dozen 
schools. and upgrading fire-protection 
systems at the insistence of fire mar­
shals. were unanticipated. costly 
expenditures last year. Brackett said. 

Other factors contributing to the 
deficit. he said. were the need to hire 
more counselors to meet accreditation 
requirements and more teachers to 
meet statutory limits on class size. 
Textbooks proved unexpectedly costly 
and electricity use rose sharply. he ad· 
ded.

Because of a bungled wiring job. 
*he ir home burned. an Endicott couple 
har e m a lawsuit filed this week in 

F yd Circuit Court. The same wiring 
errors destroyed electrical appliances 
tn their home. another couple charged . 

Assistant Supt. Ron Hager said 
that the availability of free books is

Councilman Stands 
Firm on Ticketing 

It could be a cold winter for the four 
schools. the nursing home. and the 1334 
residential customers of the gas 
distribution system operated for Floyd 
Fiscal Court by East Kentucky 
Utilities. Inc. The company that has 
been supplying wholesale gas to the 
Floyd firm a nnounced last week that 
the supply is a bout to be shut off. 

The reason. said Ernest B . Jenkins. 
vice-president and general manager of 
Kentucky West Virginia Gas Co .. is 
that East Kentucky Utilities owes the 
Ashland-based firm $345.238.70 for gas 
and appea rs to have no hope of paying 
the bill. 

In an August 4 letter to East Ken­
tucky Utilities president David Allen . 
Jenkins said that. in view of the Floyd 
firm's recent failure to win approval 
for a rate increase from the Kentucky 
Pubhc Serv1ce Commission. "Ken-

• tucky West is of the opinion that your 
delinquency can only continue to in 
crease in the future." 

"'For this reason . Kentucky West is 
compelled to terminate deliveries of 
ga s to East Kentucky Utilities prior to 
the 1986-1987 hea ting season ." Jenkins 
wrote. The wholesaler's decision is 
final, said Jenkins. who suggested that 
the Floyd firm ''seek an alternate 
source of gas supply immediately." 

Anyone who doubts whether Ken­
tucky West will make good on its threat 
need only recall the decision of the 
Cities Service Company to pull out of 
Tolers Creek last December. wa rned 
County Attorney Da vid Barber last 
week. That decision. which affected 26 

families. would be just "a fly on the 
elephant's back' ' compared to a Ken­
tucky West pullout. which could affect 
a s many as 10.000 people on Right 
Beaver Creek. he said. 

But Barber does 'not blame the 
wholesale firm. which has waited in 
vain for two years to get its money. The 
real s tumbling block to a solution. the 
county attorney charges. is a Public 
Service Commission that it too self­
righteous and inflexible to approve the 
rate increases which would permit 
East Kentucky Utilities to resolve its 
own problems. 

"They see themselves protecting the 
consumer." the county attorney said. 
"but they're about to protect eight· to 
ten-thousand people in Floyd county 
right out of the gas business." 

If East Kentucky Utilities c EKU l 
goes under. he noted. the victims will 
include four grade schools- those at 
Allen. Dwale. Garrett and 
Wayland- and the Golden Years Rest 
Home at Lackey- all of which are 
customers of the threatened utility . A 
county-owned system- it is leased to 
EKU as manager- it is a non-profit 
operation that is not lining anyone's 
pockets. he insists. 

But if no one is making a fast dollar 
from the svstem. neither is it being run 
efficiently: according to Public Service 
Commission spokeswoman Constance 
Parrish. Nor should consumers be 
punished with higher rates for the s ins 
of management. which spends money 
imprudently and drags its feet on need-

Youth Center, Small Industry 
Among Service Group's Plans 

A specialty clothing operation and a 
vouth center are among the proiects 
planned for this county by a Lancaster· 
based charitable organization 

As elements of a $776.000 investment 
planned for the new fi scal yea r . the 
Christian Appalachian Project c CAP 1 
intends to remodel a West Prestons­
burg warehouse. train workers for a 
cut-and-sew operation . begin a wreath 
factory. and construct a youth center 
in Martin. said Michael McLaughlin. 
president of the organization 

After remodeling. space in a former 
parachute factory on the old Middle 
Creek road will be leased free of 
charge to Mounta in Laurel. a mail· 
order specialty clothing business own· 
ed by Lynn Weddington Tucker. and 
the firm will be given $20.000 to train 
four or five new workers. McLau~hlin 
said 
• In addition . the refurbi shed buildin~ 

will house a wreath factory , wh1ch is 
also expected to employ four or five 

The wreath-making plant is schedul­
ed to open in November as a satellite of 
one a lready operating in Jackson coun· 
ty . The Jackson operation. which pro· 
vided about 80 seasonal jobs last year. 
is considered one of CAP's most suc­
cessful job-creation ventu res. accor· 
ding to a press release. 

A two-story building to be erected on 
the s ite of the old Hall Funeral Home 
will accommoda te the Martin Youth 
Center a nd will provide housing for 
CAP volunteers. Some 8000 square feet 
of floor space will be raised on stilts as 
a protection against flooding . 

The West Prestonsburg warehouse 
will also house CAP's maintenance 
crew. an expanded home repair pro­
gram . and a used-clothing store. The 
organization also intends to construct a 
!'llechanics' shop behind the Mountam 
Christian Academv complex at Martin. 
to hire an additi~nal ful ltime worker 
for emergency services. and to develop 
a ye ar -round pro~ram at Camp 
Shawnee

Whether Kentucky West wi ll be per· 
mitted to abandon EK is a decision 
for the Federal Energy Regulatory 
Commission But the decisions that 
have already c rippled the Floyd utility. 
its defenders say. are those of the PSC. 
which has turned down recent requests 
for rate increases and which refused in 
July to allow a 95-cent surcha rge which 
EKU said was necessary to retire its 
debt to Kentucky West 

On Thursday last . EKU represen­
tatives were again in F rankfort. re­
questing a 16.7 percent rate h ike which 
the utility said would lift the average 
householder's monthly hill from $44 47 
to $51.90 and would yield a n additional 
$116.774 in annua l revenues No deci­
sion on the request is expected before 
September.

Schools Reopen 
T eachers are already 

back reporting Monday for three 
m -service days before classes 
r esume- and students in Floyd 
county 's primary and secondary 
schools are scheduled to return to 
c lass tomorrow <Thursdayl after 
the summer vacation . 

Shouted accusations of harassment, 
directed at councilman Bill Callihan. 
opened Monday's Prestonsburg City 
Council meeting. 

The opening minutes of council 
meetings are routinely given to 
citizens who have business to bring 
before the council. Local contractor 
Bob Carpenter took the opportunity to 
allege that Callihan. in his role as city 
parking enforcement officer. had 
harassed him with an undeserved 
ticket after he parked his vehicle in a 
designated five-minute parking zone in 
front of the Playhouse restaurant. 

Carpenter said he parked there only 
when working inside the restaurant. 
Callihan countered that the one time he 
had been ticketed, Carpenter had told 
him he had not been working, but 
eating. at the Playhouse.

Playhouse owner and former coun· 
cilman Bill Ray Collins attended the 
meeting and repeated Carpenter's 
a llegations but said he had not been 
present when the ticketing took place. 

The question of city vehicles being 
allowed to park in no-parking zones. or 
parking longer than the legal limit in 
some places came up when Callihan 
was said to have ticketed a police 
cruiser for parking in the five-minute 
space in front of the Playhouse 

Callihan said Cpt. Woodrow Lafferty 
was not on official business while park· 
ed illegally. but was rather in Rose's 
restaurant "having a cup of coffee " 
Collins said Lafferty had parked in the 
space at his request. to discourage an 
individual who had caused trouble at 
the restaurant from coming back. 

Councilman William 0 . Goebel. III. 
said he felt that c ity vehicles should be 
allowed to park anywhere and not be 
ticketed. He said he would rather have 
police officers eat m town a nd "because 
they wear that badge," they should not 
be ticketed for parking illegally. 

Callihan said that city employees 
were considered off~uty while thev 
were eating. and should have to abid'e 
by cit y parking laws. 

City administrator Fred James 
argued that city employees were on du · 
ty even while eating and as such should 
be able to park where they need. He 
said that Callihan as parking officer 
fell under the jurisdiction of the city 
administrator. and the two should 
develop Jines of communication regar­
ding when city employees need to use 
certain parking spots in the line of du­
ty. 

Off-duty city employees should be re­
quired to obey parking laws but. when 
on the job. they should not be ticketed. 
whether parked on a yellow line or at 
an expired meter. James said. 

Callihan agreed on the need for bet· 
ter communication but asserted that 
he meted tickets out according to the 
law. and that if he ticketed a vehicle 
which he later found out was on official 
busine s. or belonged to a contractor 
doing work in town. it was already his 
policy to void it. 

Saying he believed there was a law 
against Callihan serving in both posi· 
tions , Carpenter asked to see a co'py of 
an opinion from the state attorney· 
general's office that Callihan could 
serve as both councilman and traffic 
officer. City Attorney Larry Brown 
said he would provide Carpenter with a 
copy .

At the prompting of the Floyd County 
Education Forum Assistant School 
Supt. Ron Hager conceded Wednesday 
that a committee of parents. teachers 
and administrators might usefully 
study new ways of promoting parent­
teacher communication in the schools 

Hager was responding to a request 
by FCEF spokesperson Jean Rosen­
berg. who asked school admmistrators 
to give clear. public support to parent­
teacher conferences. to continue to 
designate an "open house" at the 
schools each year. and to name a com­
mittee to work on a better system for 
involving parents in the operation of 
the schools. 

"We really need your leadership on 
this,·· Mrs Rosenberg told the board 

Hager noted that existing policy 
already calls for parent-teacher con­
ferences and that mechanisms are m 
place for alerting parents if their 
chlidren are in trouble. But "a com­
mittee could develop a better policy 
than the one we have." said Hager. ad­
ding. "I urge we do this " 

Supt. Ray Brackett said he would 
broach the subject this week at a 
meeting of the Floyd County Education 
Association, which has expressed a 
concern that it might involve teachers 
in additional uncompensated work But 
Brackett said only that he would urge 
teachers to publicize better the ex­
isting policy on parent-teacher con­
ferences . 

Declaring an emergency. the board 
voted to let a contract to replace 191 
windows at Prestonsburg grade school. 
The 36-year-old wood-frame windows 
are badly deteriorated and were 
ordered removed last spring by city 
fire officials. Replacing them could 
cost between $45,000 and $65,000. said 
Brackett. The work will not delay this 
week's school opening and should be 
accomplished with a minimum of dis­
ruption to students. he said. 

Work is near finished on an addi­
tional classroom at Prater Elementary 
and the board authorized construction 
of yet another unit there For the first 
time, the Dana school will offer a 
kindergarten class this year. 

Prestonsburg High School faculty 
members plan to raise about $47.000 
this year to equip the school with air­
conditioners. For its part. the board 
committed itself to have the necessary 
wiring installed. at a cost of about 
$20.000. While no money will be 
available for the project this year. the 
work could be done next summer and

Textbooks. for which $60,000 was 
budgetted. cost $103.466.

Textbooks were only one reason for a 
$478,945 cost overrun in the instruction 
category. Salaries for teachers in the 
remedial reading and dropout preven­
tion programs. estimated by the 
treasurer at $140.541. in fact amounted 
to $247.271. The fact that those posi­
tions were filled more by experienced 
teachers than by beginners. as school 
administrators had planned . ac­
counted for the overrun. Brackett said

was a clerical miscalculation from the 
start.

Citing a Corps of Engineers map, 
Hoffman denied that the Garrett site 
stood in the floodway and said it could 
be satisfactorily .filled to raise it above 
the too-year flood plain.

Nurse Says Activism 
Results In Demotion 

Her efforts to organize a union to 
represent registered nurses at 
Highlands Regional Medical Center 
brought retribution from the hospital 
management. a nurse claims in a suit 
filed last week in Floyd Circuit Cour1 . 

After eight years on the hospital 
staff. she was demoted last year to a 
position with lower pay. worse working 
conditions. and diminished career 
opportunities. Furnell Arnett says in 
her suit. The demotion came as a 
result of her union organizing and 
her testifying against the hospital 
management at a National Labor Rela· 
lions Board hearing. she charged. 

The nurse seeks compensation for 
the loss of $250 a month in wages since 
Januarv 2 this vear and for her "im· 
paired· professi~nal reputation" and 
"mental anguish." 

The suit was filed on her behalf bv 
Pikeville attornev Lawrence R 
Webster Like all la~suits. it gives onlv 
the plaintiff's side of the story.

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plain why they have yet to correct 
various deficiencies. including ex­
cessive line leakage. inadequate line 
protection at road crossings. and ex· 
posed pipes .

The utility has in fact made pro­
digious effofts to repair the system. 
especially by replacing gas lines that 
are from 30 to 60 years old and as leaky 
as a sieve. said County Attorney 
Barber About 40 percent of the an­
cient Jines have been replaced and line 
loss. which ran as high as 27 percent 
five years ago. is now down to 14 per· 
cent. he said The PSC allows a max­
imum line loss of five percent. 

"The system obviously can't make 
any money when a large par1 of the gas 
they're buying from Kentucky West is 
simply going up in the air." said 
Barber. The solution. he argues. is to 
atlow the utility to raise the money to 
complete the replacement of its lines. 

To that end. the fiscal court severa-l 
years ago authorized a bond issue to 
finance renovation of the system. But 
the PSC would not permit the rate in­
crease that would enable the utility to 
retire the bonds. Barber said. 

"Instead. what we get are orders to 
show cause why he have not instituted 
a pipe-corrosion plan." Barber said 
"How can you mstitute a corrosion 
plan on pipes that are 30 years old?" 

The addition of employees to the 
utility payroll at $4.50 an hour drew 
criticism from the PSC. even though 
the workers were put on to effect the 
repairs the regulatory agency was 
demanding. Barber complained. ad­
ding. "These are workers who are paid 
Jess than the lowest-paid county 
workers." 

"Anybody can impose 
requirements." the county attorney 
said. "but we have been trying since 
1980 or 1981 to get the lines restored and 
we've gotten no cooperation from 
anyone." 

"If I saw any stealing or waste. I'd 
be the first to recommend they go. but 
they have to account for every penny." 
Barber said of EKU management 

The PSC spokeswoman sees things 
differently. "The commission has for a 
long time had concerns ovef' the sound­
ness of management." Parrish said. 
"They have plenty of cash flow for 
other things but not enough to maintain 
their system. We have solid case 
evidence of imprudent expenses." 

The surcharge sought by EKU and 
denied by the PSC in July was "in­
credibly large" and possibly uncons­
titutional~a case in which the state At ­
torney General challenged the PSC on 
surcharges is pending before the Ken­
tucky Supreme Court- she said. 

What is unconstitutional. Barber 
counters. is that a quasi-judicial body 
like the PSC should be frustrating 
Floyd Fiscal Court in the management 
of its affairs. One solution. he said. 
would be to sell the troubled utility to 
one of the cities it serves- Allen. say. 
or Wayland-and thus remove it from 
PSC jurisdiction. 

It seems unlikely the utility would 
find a buyer easily. Burdened with 
debt. still needing major repairs. and 
facing at least one lawsuit- a phone 
company worker burned in a gas explo­
sion sued last week for damages- East 
Kentucky Utilities. Inc. is likely to be 
the county's burden for the foreseeable 
future 

For Kentucky West. it is time for 
someone else to carry the load. "This 
termination of gas service to a whole­
sale customer is unprecedented in Ken­
tucky West's history and is an action 
we deeply regret." Jenkins wrote last 
week to Allen . "However. after work­
ing with you unsuccessfully over the 
past two years to resolve this Situation 
no viable options remain to this com­
pany." 

It remains to be seen what viable op­
tions remain to the utility. The Martin 
Gas Company. which was in similar 
difficulties several years ago. went m­
to receivership but continues to be sup­
plied by Columbia Gas Co. The "most 
feasible" solution to EKU's - and 
Floyd county's- problem. said Barber.

One Dead, One 
Charged, After 
Weekend Fight 

What began as an argument between 
friends early Sunday morning has left 
one Wheelwright man dead and 
another lodged in the Floyd county jail 
charged with murder. 

Larry D . Ray. Jr .. 21. was pronounc­
ed dead at the scene at 1:30 a.m. by 
Coroner Roger Nelson. Authorities say 
he had been shot once in the abdomen 
with a .16 gauge shotgun. 

Suspected in the shooting is Donald 
F. Titlow. 26. also of Wheelwright. 
Nelson said Titlow claimed he and the 
victim had been friends for a number 
of years. The cause of the argument 
which apparently led to the shooting 
was not disclosed. 

Titlow was taken into custody by 
state police Detective James Rederick. 
who is investigating the incident 

Nelson said the shooting occurred in 
front of the residence of Duran 
Reynolds. on what is known as the Big 
Hill of Branham Hollow. near Wheel­
wright. The suspect reportedly had

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Planners Again 
Tackle City's 
Traffic Tangle 

be
. • 

The new U.S 2~ bypass now mg 
designed will help alleviate traffic pro· 
blems here but. unless improvement~ 
are made at several major intersec­
tions. rapid population growth will 
negate these effects by the year 2010 

That is one of the findings of a studv 
of traffic patterns in downtown Pres· 
tonsburg. submitted to city officials 
recently by Haworth. Meyer and 
Boleyn. Inc .. a Frankfort-bas('d firm of 
consulting engineers . 

The study is only preliminary A 
more detailed examination is expected 
later. but the present study shows that 
traffic patterns here should change 
soon. 

In addition to the new road. which 
will eliminate the stream of traffic U S 
23 now routes through Prestonsburg. a 
ma_jor 1mpact is predicted to come 
from the First Commonwealth Bank's 
move to Arnold Avenue. While traffic 
flow will decrease at the intersection of • 
Lake Drive and Court Street, the bank's 
present location. problems will in­
crease at the Arnold Avenue-U .S. 2.1 
and Friend Street-North Lake Drive in­
tersections. which will provide major 
access points to the new bank 

The study recommends a traffic light 
be installed at the Arnold Avenue-U.S. 
23 intersection. The light would be syn­
chronized with the North Lake and U.S. 
23 light so that drivers can turn left 
from Arnold Avenue while northbound 
U.S. 23 traffic is stopped at the North 
Lake Drive light . To avoid compoun· 
ding existing problems. this light 
would have to be timed so that sooth­
bound U.S. 23 traffic doesn't back up 
into the North Lake intersections. 

Though traffic flow on Friend Street 
will be greatly increased. resulting 
relatively long delays for drivers. 
especially those turning left onto North 
Lake Drive. the engineers did not 
recommend installing a traffic signal 
at that intersection. The flow of traffic 
on Friend Street is so light in com­
parison to that of North Lake Drive 11 
was considered unwise to delay North 
Lake Drive traffic to allow easier exit 
from Friend Street 

It is estimated that Arnold Avenu(' 
will carrv an additional 195 vehicles 
during the morning rush hour. and 200 
during the afternoon rush hour after • 
the new bank opens and all office 
spaces in the building are leased WhilE' 
major problems are not foreseen dur· 
ing the morning rush. evening traffic 
can expect fairly long delays when tur­
ning left from Arnold onto U.S. 23. or in 
attempting to use the U.S 23-N Lake 
Drive intersection 

Other recommendations tnclude 
shortening the cycle length of the traf-
fic signal at U.S. 23 and North Lake 
Drive from 138 seconds to 90 seconds . • 
With the traffic using that intersection 
after new U.S. 23 is opened. the 
average stopped delay per vehicl(' 
should then onlv be about nine seconds 
It was also suggested •pat two left-turn 
lanes be provided for ut)rthbound traf-
fic on US. 23 and a lane be added for 
traffic turning right The four-lane por­
tion of N. Lake Drive also should be ex­
tended southward to Friend Street. the 
planners said 

Court Street and North Lake Drive. 
which was observed to operate poorly 
lthe traffic signal was not operational 
and traffic was directed by hand at the 
time of the studyl. will run mor(' 
smoothly. it was said. after the bank 
moves to its new location. The study 
recommends that a sensor be installed 
in the Court Street approach to the in­
tersection. which would allow Lake 
Drive traffic continuous movement 
through the intersection. until traffic 
appears at Court Street. The green • 
light would then be given to Court 
Street traffic until traffic there had 
cleared. 

It was recommended that four park­
ing spaces be reserved along Court 
Street from 9 a .m. till 4 p.m. for 
delivery vehicles. to eliminate delays 
for vehicles entering Court from Ar­
nold Avenue. Similar advice. that 
spaces along First Street be reserved 
for deliveries. was made to improv(' 
the efficiency of the Court and First • 
street intersection 

The study recommends that a new 
area for th.e loading and unloading of 
Prestonsburg Elementary School 
students be established behind th(' 
school. This would keep the children 
away from the heavy traffic on North 
Lake Drive. and would free the present 
unloading area. on that street. for 
parking.

A toll-free recorded telephone 
message to prov1dc facts about AIDS to 
the general public went on line last 
week. according to the Kentucky 
Department for Health Services 

"This message is designed to give the 
general public the basic facts about Ac­
quirPd Immune Defic1ency Syndrome." 
said Reginald Finger. M.D .. of the 
department's Communicable Diseases 
Branch . "It will provide informatiOn 
about the symptoms. the cause. and 
methods of transmitting AIDS. 

"We hope that this mformation line 
will help separate facts from fiction and 
help the public to understand what AIDS 
is... he said. "Another aim of the 
message IS to refer members of high­
risk groups to other sources for more 
detalled information about AIDS and 
testing for the HTLV-III antibody." 

As the message is intended to provide 
general education, it is not necessary 
that the line be personally staffed. he 
said.

that will be realized from construction 
of the $45 million facility. Gov Martha 
Layne Collins told the crowd. "Weo'reo 
moving toward a brighter employment 
picture for Morgan and the surroun· 
ding counties." 

"This prison will give a much-needed 
economic boost to the region by pro· 
viding jobs for almost 250 people when 
it is completed." the governor said. 

''The importance of the prison to the 
region is underlined by two facts." the 
governor added; "It is the largest state> 
capital-construction project ever in 
eastern Kentucky and the largest in the 
last decade anywhere in the com-
monwealth " · 

The new institution will accom· 
modate about 500 inmates and will 
have an annual operating budget of 
about $8 million . It is scheduled to open 
in early 1989. 

The prison ts being built on a 
reclaimed strip mine about one-half 
mile south of West Liberty. More than 
53 of the 195 acres required for the 
pnson were donated for the project . 
Morgan county donated about 42 acres. 
the C & M Coal Coal Co. gave 10 acres 
and the city of West Liberty presented 
the state title to about 1.5 acres. The 
rest of the land. more than 140 acres. 
was purchased for about $300.000 

The facility's power plant will use 
eastern Kentucky coal ..

Reports Available 

Comprehensive coal-quality reports 
covering many of the major coal beds 
in eastern and western Kentucky are 
now available from the Kentucky 
Geological Survey at the University of 
Kentucky. 

"These reports are a ready reference 
for coal operators, utilities, and anyone 
interested in coal quality," said UK 
geologist James Currens. The reports 
reflect the latest information available 
as of May 1, 1986, and will be updated 
periodically as new information is 
gathered. 

The two reports contain coal-quality 
data from approximately 1,200 analyses, 
as contained in the KGS computer 
database. For each sample, information 
is provided on location, coal thickness, 
elevation, moisture, volatile matter, fix­
ed carbon, ash, sulfer, Btu content, free 
swelling index and ash softening 
tern perature. 

Information in each report is organiz­
ed alphabetically by 7.5-minute 
quadrangle name and by coal bed name. 
The report for eastern Kentucky is divid­
ed into six parts, one for each of the coal 
resource districts.

State Food Inspectors 
To Enforce Sulfite Ban 

Effective August 8, any restaurant or 
grocery store in Kentucky using sulfites 
on raw fruits or vegetables will be 
violating state law, according to the 
state Department for Health Services. 

"During routine visits, food inspectors 
from local health departments will begin 
looking for sulfite use beginning August 
8, the date the ban becomes effective," 
said Dudley Conner, director of the Divi­
sion of Food and Sanitation. "Any raw 
fruits or vegetables to which sulfites 
have been added after that date will be 
considered adulterated. 

"If inspectors see sulfites on the 
premises and suspect that they have 
been used, fruits and vegetables will be 
quarantined for laboratory analysis," he 
said. 

"In addition, the establishment will be 
informed that the use of sulfites must be 

stopped immediately," he said. "Inspec· 
tors will then conduct a follow-up visit 
within 10 days to insure that the use of 
sulfites has been discontinued." 

The U.S. Food and Drug Administra­
tion has banned the use of sulfites on raw 
fruits and vegetables, because the 
chemicals have been linked to severe 
reactions, including some deaths in 
allergic persons. Reactions also include 
hives, nausea, diarrhea, and shortness 
of breath. Sulfites are used to keep fruit 
and vegetables fresh-looking. 

Health departments have been asked 
to inform all food establishmets that 
prepare and/or serve raw fruits and 
vegetables about the ban, Conner said. 

Consumers who have questions about 
the ban or complaints about sulfite use 
can contact the nearest health depart­
ment or Conner at (502) 564-3722.

The Most Tragic 
Day In Baseball 
<Reprinted froni the Rural Kentuckian> 

Sixty-s1x years ago this month. two 
Kentuckians figured 10 one of 
baseball's saddest moments . 

Carl Mays. a pitcher who won 208 
games in his major league career. 
grew up near Liberty. in Casey County 
Ray Chapman was a shortstop from 
McHenry. a coal town in Ohio County. 
about 100 miles to the west 

Chapman first appeared in a big 
league lineup at the end of the 1912 
season. Mays in the spnng of 1915. The 
number of times they faced each other 
on the diamond is not recorded. but 
their meeting on August 16. 1920. was 
unique: it made baseball history in a 
way neither man foresaw or intended. 

More than 22.000 fans went to New 
York's Polo Grounds that afternoon 
Chapman's Cleveland Indians held a 
slim lead in the Amer1can League stan­
dings over the Chicago White Sox and 
the host New York Yankees. <Yankee 
Stadium had not been built in 1920. and 
the Yankees played at the Polo 
Grounds. l 

Cleveland grabbed a 1-0 lead in the 
second inning and scored two more 
runs in the fourth. It was an unusuallv 
shaky start for Mays. the Yankee pii­
cher. who had become a highly effec­
tive performer. though he was only 26 
His underhand deliverv when he threw 
the ball had earned him the nickname. 
"Sub." 

The 5-foot-10. 165-pound Chapman 
led off for Cleveland in the top of the 
fifth. May's first two pitches had given 
the hitter an even count <one ball an~ 
one strike l. when Yankee catcher 
Muddy Rue! signaled for a fast ball 
Chapman was batting from a semi­
crouch. which Mays later observed 
"made him very hard to pitch to." 
Mays threw the ball. there was a loud 
THWACK. and the ball rolled back to 
the mound. Mays scooped it up and 
threw it to first baseman Wally Pipp. 

But there was no runner. 
Suddenly Mays heard plate umpire 

Tom Connolly calling for a doctor and 
realized h1s pitch had not hit 
Chapman's bat. it had struck him on 
the head. 

An eyewitness wrote : 
"The ball hit Chapman on the left 

side of the head. The crack of the ball 
could be heard all over the stands and 
spectators gasped as they turned their 
heads away The injured player drop ' 
ped unconscious and a doctor was sum­
moned to his aid . The player was par· 
tially revived after a time and attemp 
ted to walk to the clubhouse with the 
aid of two teammates . But his legs 
doubled up under him and he was car­
ried to the clubhouse and afterwards 
taken to nearby St Lawrence Hospital 

"As the injured ballplayer was being 
taken to the clubhouse. he tried to 
speak to Percy Smallwood. 
trainer ... but he could not speak. He 
pointed to his finger. Smallwood then 
understood and gave him his wife's gift 
<a diamond ring> Before the game. 
Chapman had given it to Smallwood for 
safekeeping." 

An Associated Press reporter quoted 
a tearful Mays: 

"I got the signal for a fast ball. which 
I delivered. It was a little too close and 
I saw Chapman duck his head in an ef­
fort to get out of the path of the ball. He 
was too late. however. and a second 
later. he fell to the ground. It was the 
most regrettable incident of my career 
and I would give anything if I could un­
do what has happened Chapman was a 
game. splendid fellow." 

It was almost six o'clock when Chap­
man reached the hospital. As the hours 
moved towards midnight. his condition 
worsened. In the meantime. Cleveland 
Manager Tris Speaker had phoned 
Chapman's bride of 10 months . Then 
the doctors. Speaker and a Cleveland 
front office official conferred and 
decided to proceed with the surgery 
before she came 

A reporter gave this account: 
"At 12:30 a.m .. Doctors M J Horan 

and T. D Merrigan wheeled Chapman 
into the operating room. There they 
made an incision 3 l/2 inches through 
the skull on the left side. They found a 
rupture of the lateral sinus and a quan­
tity of clotted blood A small piece of 
skull was removed Dr Merrigan add­
ed. "the shock of the blow had 
lacerated the brain not only on the left 
side of the head where the ball had 
struck it. hut also on the right side 
where the force of the blow had forced 
the brain against the skull ' Im­
mediately after the surgery. Chapman 
breathed easier and his pulse improv 
ed . So his teammates went back to 
their hotel, trusting the dawn would br­
ing encouragmg news They were 
notified. instead of Chapman's death ... 

The incident remains the onlv such 
fatality in major league history· 

The Associated Press reported that 
Mays had paced tht' floor all night 
When he received news of the outcome 
that morning. he resolved immediatelv 
to turn himself in to the district at 
torney There the incident was ruled an 
acc•dent , 

The game in New York that day was 
postponed and at other ball parks 
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throughout the nation. appropriate 
tribute was paid to Chapman A storm 
of controversy followed At least four 
American League teams including the 
Boston Red Sox. for whom Mays had 
played previously. favored barring the 
pitcher In previous years. he had been 
accused of deliberate beaning and in 
1919. his transfer to the Yankees for 
$40.000 and two players came after he 
had bolted the Red Sox in mid-season 
For a time. League President B B. 
Johnson seemed to agree with the pro­
testing players. 

However. other voices were heard 

• 

One came from Philadelphia Manager • 
Connie Mack. who said. "Outside of 
Mrs. Chapman and the Chapman fami· 
ly. I believe no one feels the effects of 
Chapman's death more than Mays I 
am of the opinion that he should be ex­
tended sympathy instead of trying to 
blemish his name." 

Chapman's manager. Tris Speaker 
added. "I do not hold Mays responsible 
in any way I have been active in 
discouraging my players from holding 
Mays responsible. and in respect to 
Chapman's memory. as well as for the 
good of baseball. J hope all this kind of 
talk will stop " 

Yankee Manager Miller Huggins told 
a reporter he believed Chapman's left 
foot may have caught in the ground in 
some manner. which prevented him 
from stepping out of the ball 's way 
Batters usually have one foot loose at 
such moments and Chapman had got­
ten out of the way of the same kind of 
pitch before. 

The day after Chapman died. the 
New York Times revealed that 
baseball officials were considering the 
use of protective headgear. A few days 
later. Dr. Robert Coughlin wrote in the 
New York Medical Journal that his 
1()-year investigation showed baseball 
to be "the deadliest of sports." Bet­
ween 1905 and 1915. it had claimed 284 
lives: football had taken 215. auto rac­
ing. 128 and boxing. 105 respectively. 

At least 20,623 fans donated money to 
a memorial fund for Chapman. His 
funeral mass was moved from his 
home parish to a church that held three 
times as many people. Even so. hun­
dreds stood outside and traffic was 
snarled The esteem in which op­
ponents held Chapman can be gauged 
by the prompt offer of Detroit short­
stop Donnie Bush to play the rest of the 
season for Cleveland. an offer to which 
his Tiger teammates agreed. • 

Chapman left an enviable baseball 
record which included setting a major 
league mark for the most sacrifices in 
a season (67) and the most plays of this 
kind in a single game t6l. In his last 
four seasons. he hit over .300 three 
times and thrice led the league in the 
most put-outs by a shortstop. He had 
married after the 1919 season ended 
and planned to retire after that of 1920. 

Mays continued to play. He remain­
ed in the majors through 1929. and 
wound up his playing career with 
Louisville in the American Association 
in 1931. 

Conme Mack's plea for sympathy for 
Mays found one receptive ear in the 
Rev. William Scullen. who in his eulogy 
for Chapman said. "no hostile word 
should be uttered against the man who 
was the cause of this unfortunate acci­
dent. He feels the outcome of it more 
deeply than most of us do. 

"Chapman played the game of life as 
he played the game of his profession. 
cleanly and honestly. He was our 
friend as a player and as a man. Sterl­
ing athlete that he was. he never knew 
defeat Courageous. and with an in­
domitable spirit. he played his part in 
life honorably and he was a strong type 
of typical American youth and a great 
example for others."

Kentucky Afield ... 

The "Bear" Facts 
Inquiries about black bears are at an 

all-time high in Eastern Kentucky, ac­
cording to Larry Short and Rich Pais, 
wildlife biologists with the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources. 

Awakened interest in bears has come 
about because sightings of this species 
have risen dramatically in recent years, 
the biologists say. Already this year, 
bears have been reported in mountain 
counties from Harlan in the south to 
Lawrence in the north. 

The Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources is not stocking bears 
anywhere in Kentucky. Biologists 
suspect bears currently in the state are 
native to Virginia or West Virginia, two 
states with comprehensive bear 
management programs and expanding 
bear populations. 

Most of the bears sighted in Kentucky 
prove to be young adult males who are 
wandering in search of permanent home 
ranges. However, unconfirmed reports 
of female bears with cubs have come 
from Harlan, Letcher, Pike and Martin 
counties, indicating a resident bear 
population possibly could be developing 
in the commonwealth. 

If left alone, black bears are not 
dangerous, say biologists . Unprovoked 
attacks on humans by wild bears are 
almost non-existent in the eastern 
United States. 

Most bears will flee at the sight of a 
human, unless they have become ac­
customed to being fed. Such bears can 
lose this natural fear of people and may 
become a threat to life and property. For 
this reason, bears should not be fed nor 
encouraged to temain in an area by fur­
nishing them food. 

A bear sighted in the wilds should be 
left alone. It is illegal to kill. capture or 
otherwise molest bears in Kentucky 
unless the animal is posing a real and 
immediate threat to life, safety or 
property. 

The current policy of the Department 
of Fish and Wildlife Resources is to do 
nothing about bears occurring natural­
ly in the wild. Yet, should a bear become 
a nuisance, the department will attempt 
to capture and relocate the animal into 
a more remote area. 

The bear that made a brief visit to 
Western Kentucky in June represented 
an isolated and unusual incident. It had 
wandered into the state from Arkansas, 
turned back south and was, at last 
report, somewhere in northern 
Alabama.

Non-toxic steel shot will be man­
datory in the Western Waterfowl Zone 
effective Sept. 1. 1986. for all waterfowl 
hunting and for dove hunting on some 
wildlife management areas. according 
to Jeff Lawrence. migratory bird pro­
gram coordinator fo the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources. 

The regulation banning lead shot was 
approved by the Fish and Wildlife 
Commission last August because of 
evidence of high lead levels in water­
fowl populations on some hunting 
areas in the zone. However. implemen­
tation was delayed one year to allow 
ammunition retailers time to obtain 
quantities of the steel-shot loads and to 
reduce inventories of lead shot. 
Lawrence says that dealers within the 
zone should now have an aqdequate 
supply of the non-toxic loads 

While lead shot is banned for all 
waterfowl hunting within the zone. 

Ralnc:heeke 
Available 

dove hunters on the Ballard. Swan 
Lake. Peal. Sloughs and Kaler Bottoms 
wildlife management areas are also 
restricted to non-toxic steel loads 
because these areas also attract ducks 
and geese 

Waterfowl hunters in the western 
zone and dove hunters on these wildlife 
areas may not have lead shot loads in 
their possession while hunting. 

The boundary for the western zone 
begins at the Tennessee line at Fulton. 
runs up the Purchase Parkway to I-24. 
east to US 641. north to US ·oo. north to 
US 41. then north to the Kentucky­
Indiana border near Henderson . 

High concentrations of lead are 
found in areas which are heavily 
hunted. Lead shot accumulates in 
shallow marshes and fields where it is 
ingested by the feeding birds. At low 
lead concentrations the birds are 
weakened and are less able to ward off 
disease and predators. while higher 

lead concentrations can result m death 
by lead poisoning. 

Data provided to the Fish and 
Wildlife Commission indicated that 
high concentrations of lead have been 
found in heavily hunted locales in the 
Western Waterfowl Zone. which has 
several important stopover points for 
waterfowl along the Mississippi 
Flyway. This information prompted 
the commission to ban lead shot in the 
zone. 

A five-day duck season will open 
Sept. 10 and run through Sept 14. 
Hunters may take four ducks. only two 
of which may be wood ducks and onlv 
one of which may be a species oth~r 
than teal or wood duck. 

Waterfowl hunters are required to 
posess both sfate and federal water­
fowl stamps in addition to valid hun­
ting licenses.

Henry Polic II calls 'Double 
Talk' an improvisational gig

Henry Polic II isn 't will­
ing to tell his age, but he is 
willing to tell his " age 
range." 

Henry Polic II 

" I say I'm 27 to 38," he 
says. "That's what I play 
on television, and that's 
how old I am." 

He laughs. " I'm proba­
bly playing as close to my 
age now as I ever have, " 
he adds. "But when I first 
started here, I was so 
young and I did character 
stuff, so it was tough for 
me to get work. I'm kind of 
growing into my career." 

Polic is probably best 
known for his recurring 
role as Jerry Silver, the 
sarcastic male secretary­
turned-health-spa manag­
er on ABC's "Webster," 
but he has also appeared 
in 40 plays and musicals 
across the country and 
has guested on dozens of 
TV series. 

Now, Polic is trying on 
another hat. Starting Mon­
day, Aug. 18, he will be the 
host of "Double Talk," a 

new ABC game show, and 
he claims that he had no 
snobbish qualms about 
taking the job. 

"I look at it as a means 
by which my talent and my 
skills can reach a lot more 
people," he says. "I sus­
pect that in times past 
there was this thing that if 
you did daytime you never 
did nighttime, and vice 
versa. I don't think that 's 
true at all anymore. In fact, 
the crossover is 
enormous." 

Still, those who claim a 
serious interest in the arts 
do tend to look down their 
noses at game shows -
and usually point to the 
contestants' penchant for 
jumping up and down and 
shrieking. 

Polic even has an expla­
nation for that. "You give 
somebody $10,000 in a 
contest and watch what 
happens to him," he says. 
"It's a natural response. I 
don't know what it is about 
winning, but, boy, we love 
to do it. And when there's 
a lot of money, we love it 
even more. 

"The appeal for me is 
that I get to have a lot of in­
terplay with the players," 
he adds. "It's really like 
doing an improvisational 
gig. 

"My responsibility is to 
know the game better than 
anybody else, to be as 
good a player at it as any­
one else, and to make sure 
that everybody's having a 
good time."

HEARTBURN (R-Paramount) Starring Meryl Streep, Jack

In the opening sequence of 
"Prizzi's Honor," Jack Nichol­
son attends a wedding and 
meets Kathleen Turner. They 
marry, but she turns out to be 
a professional killer who is lat­
er hired to murder Nichols.on. 

In the opening sequence of 
"Heartburn," Nicholson at­
tends a wedding and meets 
Meryl Streep. They marry. In 
this case, the relationship 
turns out ... 

Well, let the movie do the 
telling, because that's one 
thing that the movie does very 
well. The moral of this modern 
tale of marriage is question­
able, but the movie boasts a 
refreshingly adult tone, witty 
and acutely observant dia­
logue and some of the finest 
acting to inhabit a comedy in 
recent memory. 

But "Heartburn," some­
what curiously, ends up being 
less than the sum of its parts. 
Scene for scene, this is the 
best movie of the year, but it 
somehow still leaves the view­
er unsatisfied. 

Why? Mike Nichols' direc­
tion Is nearly flawless. Nichols 
keeps h1s talented performers 
on the right track and but­
tresses their performances 

with superb camera work and 
judicious editing. 

Then there are Streep and 
Nicholson as our contempo­
rary couple. Both are writers. 
He's a Washington columnist, 
and she writes a food column 
in New York. Both have their 
trepidations about entering 
wedded life, especially Streep 
in a hilarious scene showing 
her wedding-day doubts. 

Perhaps Nora Ephron's 
script was never intended for 
closed-end themes. Nearly 
half of all weddings end in di­
vorce, but that's a problem 
that all the psychologists in 
the world haven't been able to 
solve. 

Ephron and Nichols have 
crafted a tragic/comic explo­
ration of contemporary mar­
riage and infidelity. The film 
also explores children, 
friends, lovers and almost ev­
erything in between. 

Supporting Streep and 
Nicholson are fine perfor­
mances by Jeff Daniels, Mau­
reen Stapleton and Catherine 
O'Hara, who is especially 
good as a slightly dizzy televi­
sion reporter.

Hurt By Board Action 
1 came home from the Floyd County 

Board of Education meeting on 
Wednesday. August 6. feeling verv 
hurt. disappointed <not .iust in the out 
come of the meeting. but mostly in the 
people who brought about that out ­
come\ . and filled with righteous in­
dignation I speak specifically about 
the decision bv the school board to 
build a consolidated elementary school 
on the old flood-prone site at Garrett 
when alternate sites are available 

Back in June the first public meeting 
at Wavland was held. at which limP 
Mr R~y Brackett and Mr Arville Duff 
informed us that "Frankfort had 
chosen the old Garrett school site for 
the new school." The next morning I 
called Mr Jim Judge. Director of 
Buildings and Grounds for the State 
Department of Education in Frankfort 
Mr. Judge informed me that 
·'Frankfort does not make the decision 
of where a new school is to be built. wp 
only approve or disapprove the site: 
your local school board decides wherE> 
a new school is to be built " He also m­
formed me that if we wished to have 
another site considered. all we had to 
do was ask the local school board at tht' 
next meetmg to request a hearing 
authoritv to come from Frankfort and 
meet with us and the Board to consider 
uch an alternate site. 
Therefore. on July 2. a group of con­

cerned citizens appeared beforE> tht' 
Board and expressed that we were not 
against a school at Garrett . only 
agai~st the old Garrett site. and that 
we were not against consolidation. We 
did voice our concern about building on 
the old flood-prone Garrett school site. 
pointing out our reasons and listing 
favorable and unfavorable features of 
he three other sites <Eastern. Lackey. 
nd Wayland l and asked that a hearing 

authority be invited to come before the 
Board to consider these other sites. At 
this time we were informed by both 
Mr. Brackett and Mr Duff that the 
Board could not vote on it that night but 
would have to consider it for a month 

About two weeks before the August 6 
Board meeting Mr. Brackett assured 
me that they were seriously consider­
ing the Lackey site. but advised that it 

ould not be changed until a hearing 
uthority from Frankfort was asked to 

come to a hearing concerning the mat­
ter. which could be brought up at the 
next Board meeting. 

On July 28. our group had a profes­
sional engineer from the N.R.E.P .C. 
Division of Water in Frankfort to come 
and go on the four sites accompanied 
by Mr . Hobert Webb. Sr .. and make an 
evaluation. This engineer said in his 
written report : "Garrett is the least 

esirable site for the new school. The 
Garrett site is not only in the 
floodplain. but also in the floodway 
This means that in order to construct 
any structure in the Garrett site. you 
will be required to elevate the 
buildings above the 100-year elevation 
on piers. keeping the area below free of 
any obstruction." The engineer also 
said "State Regulation KRS 151.250 
and the Federal Emergency Manage-

en! Agency's <FEMA l floodplain 
anagement guidelines for implemen­

ting Executive Order 11988. 
discourages people to construct in the 
floodplain and more specifically in the 
floodway. if there are other alternativE' 
sites." And of course we know there 
are other alternative sites The 
engineer also stated that a permit 
would have to be obtained for the 
Eastern site since it is also in tht' 
floodplain . but he advised that " the 

ther two sites <Lackey and Wayland l 
o not require a floodplain permit since 

they are completely away from the 
flood hazard area." 

On Saturday. August 2. according to 
Mr Hobert Webb. Sr .. Mr. Arville Duff 
told Mr Webb that he would make thE> 
motion at the August 6 Board meeting 
to have the site changed to Lackey 

On August 6. I appeared again beforE' 
the Board of Education and again 
made the request for a hearing authori ­

' from Frankfort to come before the 
oard and our group to cons1der all tht' 

facts and to make a "studied and fair 
recommendation." This request. at my . 
insistence. was brought to a motion. 
and Dr. Mary Hall made the motion. 
but no other Board member seconded 
it and the motion failed . 

Also. at the August 6 meeting Mr 
Paul Hoffman. the architect hired by 
the Board for the Wayland-Garrett 
consolidated school. spoke at length 

• bout the plans for the Garrett school 
and explained that the new school 
would be put on a fill. The Division of 
water says that absolutely no fill can 
be made on that site 

Surely we were due somE> sort of !'X· 

planation rather than the discourteous 
treatment we received. We tried to go 
bv the rules and we got the "royal 
brush-off." We shall continue to go b~ 
the rules. but we shall certainly pursuf' 
~hat we feel is right and what is legal

Immunization Asked 

The Department for Health Services 
is reminding parents that Kentucky law 
requires children to have certain im· 
munizations before enrolling in schools. 

"Children in Kentucky must have im­
munizations against five diseases­
diphtheria, tetanus, polio, measles and 
rubella," said Gary Higginbotham, im­
munization program manager in Health 
Services. 

Children in grades kindergarten 
through 12 must present an up-to-date 
immunization certificate upon entry in 
schools, he said. Certificates are 
available from local health departments 
or from private physicians. 

"Children need immunizations 
against these diseases or the illnesses 
will return,' ' Higginbotham said. ''These 
immunizations are very necessary and 
protect school children from once­
common childhood diseases." 

In addition, students must present 
proof of having had a tuberculosis skin 
test. First-time students in schools that 
have a one-half of 1 percent tuberculosis 
incidence rate must have had a TB skin 
test within 12 months of enrollment. 
Questions about schools' TB rates can be 
directed to local school boards or local 
health departments.

SWIMMER'S EAR . 
If one swims for fitness or fun and, afterwards, feels 

that their ear ;s blocked, tender, itchy, swollen or pain­
ful, "swimmer's ear" may have developed. It is caused 
when water becomes trapped in the ear canal. It provides 
an ideal breeding ground for infection by bacteria or 
fungus particles. If the ear canal swells shut and starts 
draining a milky fluid, pain will be felt and a doctor 
should be seen. This sequence of events generally can be 
prevented by using nonprescription ear drops. Try drain­
ing the water from the ear by tilting the head and pulling 
the ear upwards and backwards. After everything possi­
ble has been done, put the recommended dosage of drops 
in the ears. If an ear infection or a perforated eardrum 
has already occurred, a doctor should be consulted before 
swimming.

Service Expanded 
For Rape Victims 

Crisis services to victims of rape in 
Kentucky are to be expanded with 
grants totalling $119,000 from the state 
Department for Mental Health and Men­
tal Retardation Services. 

Commissioner Dennis Boyd recently 
announced that the department is in­
creasing funding for four existing rape 
crisis centers, allocating funds for two 
centers currently supported only by . 
private dollars and providing money for 
the establishment of a new center in 
eastern Kentucky. 

"The number of rape and sexual 
assault victims seeking help from rape 
crisis centers is increasing, and we need 
to be able to meet that demand for more 
services," Boyd said. "We are combin­
ing some of our funds for counseling with 
a special budget appropriation from this 
year's General Assembly in order to 
boost state support for these programs." 

Boyd announced the following grants: 
$20,000 to privately supported rape crisis 
centers in Bowling Green and Paducah 
and for the creation of a center to be 
located in Prestonsburg; $19,500 to ex­
pand outreach efforts for rape victims 
in the Lexington area; $16,000 to support 
an additional case worker/counselor for 
the program in Owensboro; $13,000 to 
assist the center in Newport in the open­
ing of full-time satellite centers in 
F lorence and Maysville; and $10,500 to 
the center in Louisville to fund counsel­
ing for incest victims and others in the 
center's group therapy program. 

"In addition to expanding services, we 
will also be offering training and 
workshops for mental health center staff 
who will be working in counseling, 
therapy and answering crisis Jines," 
Boyd said. 

The problem of rape a nd sexual 
assault is far more prevalent than 
reported rapes indicate, according to 
director Jim Roberts of the Division of 
Mental Health, which administers state 
funding for the rape crisis centers. 

"There were 789 reported rapes in

Kentucky last year, according to the 
state Attorney General's office," said 
Roberts. "Nationally it is estimated that 
only one out of each ten cases is ever 
reported. Approximately one-third of all 
reported rapists are apprehended, five 
percent are brought to trial and only two 
pePcent of those cases result in 
conviction. ' ' 

Roberts noted that national FBI 
statistics indicate one of every five 
females is a potential victim of a rape 
attack, making it the fastest growing 
violent crime in the United States . "If 
you apply this figure to 1985 state 
population figures, close to 120,000 Ken­
tucky women are, during their lifetimes, 
potential victims of rape," he said. 

Another group from which rape 
reports may be increasing is spouses. 
"This year's General Assembly created 
legislation under which certain claims 
of sexual assault between spouses may 
constitute martial rape," he said. 

Women are not the only targets, he 
added. Men account for approximately 
10 percent of all rape victims. Other vic­
tims include children and the elderly. 

"In recent years, adults who are still 
traumatized by the experience of child 
sexual abuse and incest have had 
therapy groups developed for them, " 
Roberts said. 

Victims of rape who seek help will be 
offered seven basic services at each 
crisis center: 24-hour crisis line, 24-hour 
crisis intervention, information and 
referral services, education and preven­
tion progra ms, court and medical ad­
vocacy services, coordination of 
volunteers and therapeutic services.

Drought Hits Crops 
Over Most of State 

Soil moisture remains short over the 
Commonwealth, with only western Ken­
tucky and an area between Louisville 
and Cincinnati reporting soil in the short 
to adequate range.

is in the short to very short range,'' said 
Agriculture Commissioner David E. 
Boswell.

"We're not suffering from the drought 

conditions of the states south of us, but 
our crops are under stress from both the 
lack of moisture and the heat," Boswell 
continued 

Farmers are now busy spraying, top­
ping and cultivating tobacco, spraying 
other crops for weeds and insects, 
harvesting hay and clipping pastures. 

Sunday, 15 percent of the burley crop 
had been topped, behind last year's 23 
percent topped at the time. The crop was 
52 percent blooming or beyond, as com­
pared with 72 percent in 1985 and 27 per­
cent for the five-year average. 

The crop condition is uneven across 
the state because of the widely varied 
setting dates and the weather stress. 

The corn crop is rated as generally 
fair to good in spite of the poor weather 
conditions. Forty-four percent of the 
crop is rated good and 5 percent is rated 
excellent. As of July 27.88 percent of the 
crop was silked or beyond as compared 
to 85 percent last year and 69 percent for 
the average. 

At this point, 37 percent of the corn is 
in the dough stage or beyond. This is well 
beyond last year's 26 percent and the 
average of 8 percent. 

Soybean development continues to 
keep pace with last year's. The crop is 
44 percent blooming or beyond, the same 
as 1985. Pods were being set on 15 per­
cent of the acreage, as compared with 
13 percent last year. 

The condition of the crop is 3 percent 
very poor, 9 percent poor, 32 percent 
fair, 53 percent good and 3 percent 
excellent. 

The hay harvest has remained active, 
but the bad weather has reduced the ton­
nage in most areas. The hay condition 
has remained relatively good. Pasture 
conditions continue to be varied accor­
ding to the amount of rainfall they have 
received. Some farmers have started to 
feed hay due to the lack of pasture for 
grazing. 

"We are really thankful for the rain­
fall we have had, but we are cer~inly 
looking forward to receiving more as we 
move into harvest," Boswell said.
