Caudill Loses Attempt 
To OverttJrn Conviction 

Left Beaver Magistrate Ed Caudill 
last week lost a round in his battle to 
overturn his July.

Will Take Case 
To High Court, 
Says Counsel 
-state prosecutor moved successfully to 
have his case moved from Floyd to 
Pike Circuit Court. 

A tactic commonly used by defen­
dants when they feel a community 
might be prejudiced against them. 
change of venue is less often sought by 
the Commonwealth. Caudill's at­
torney, Ned Pillersdorf. opposed the 
change. arguing that there was little 
evidence that the case could not be 
tried fairly in Floyd county. 

The appeals court agreed that the 
evidence submitted by an assistant 
attorney-general in support of the 
venue change was "meager" but said 
the move was within the prerogative of 
Special Judge Will T. Scott, who granted 
it. 

On the constitutional question. Judge 
William Dunn. who wrote the 
unanimous opinion upholding Caudill's 
conviction, acknowledged that Floyd is 
not in the same state judicial district as 
Pike county. But "inasmuch as the 
limitation as to district is part of the 
U.S. Constitution, the term 'district' 
applies only to federal judicial 
districts." Dunn said .. Floyd and Pike 
counties are in the same federal 
judicial district. 

Pillersdorf said he was "very disap­
pointed" with the ruling and will ask 
for Caudill's case to be heard by the 
Supreme Court of Kentucky. "If it is 
left the way it is. it will be a boon to pro­
secutors. It opens the door for pro­
secutors to go forum shopping." said 
the attorney. referring to the practice 
among some lawyers and litigants of 
searching out a court in which they will 
be most likely to prevail. 

Of the appeals court's argument that 
the Constitutional reference is to 
federal districts . Pillersdorf said it 
relies on a selective reading of the 14th 
Amendment. which made the Bill of 

Constitutional Rights Win 
Man His Freedom from Jail 

Over the prosecutor's objection. a 
Betsy Layne man accused of auto theft 
was ordered released without bond 
Tuesday. District Judge Harold Stum-

o ruling that to keep him longer in jail 
would violate his rights. 

Harold Robert " Robbie" Baer was 
arrested in Florida on October 29 and 
charged with stealing a 1980 Chrysler 
LeBaron from Kathleen Sweeney. also 
of Betsy Layne. the previous month 
Since his return to Floyd county on Oc­
tober 30. he has been lodged in the 
county jail in lieu of a $2000 cash bond 

"It might as well be $2 million." said 
Public Defender Norm Bennett . who , 
said his client was penniless Bennett 
said Baer should be released since he 
had been held in jail longer than 10 
days without a preliminary hearing 

cited a criminal rule to the effect that 
persons should not be held if a grand 
jury fails to indict them. 

Rowland pressed his case. noting 
that Baer faced charges of receiving 
stolen property and drunk driving in 
Florida and parole violation in Ohio. 
where a police officer said he had three 
previous auto theft convictions. "I 
want bond set on this man to insure his 
appearance." the prosecutor said 

But Bennett was adamant . If Baer 
waived his right to a preliminary hear­
ing it was without benefit of counsel. 
said the defense attorney. who claimed 
the public defender's office was assign 
ed the case only three days earlier 
" This man 's rights have already been 
trashed. " he said 

Stumbo made no ruling on the ques­
tion of a preliminary hearing but held 
that the grand jury's failure to indict . 
absent a written referral of the case to 
a later grand jury. meant the prisoner 
should be freed . 

Rights applicable to the states. 
"It is not logical to take a clause out 

of the middle of the Sixth Amendment 
and say this particular clause does not 
apply." the attorney said. 

"Floyd county is in the 31st Judicial 
District. Pike is in the 35th. That 
sounds to me like different districts. In 
saying they're in the same federal 
district. the Court of Appeals is mixing 
apples and oranges." Pillersdorf said. 
"My client was charged with no 
federal crime." 

The defense attorney said he was 
still confident Caudili will prevail. 
either in the state high court or in the 
U.S. Supreme Cour1.· " It'~;; v.gnifl~":a. 
constitutional issue and Caudill is t e 
first Kentucky defendant to raise it" 
the attorney said. "I feel strongly 
about it. If this (appeals court deci­
sion l stands, it will mean any time you 
indict someone who is popular in a 
county you can chase him out. you can 
try him in the next county. It has poten­
tially bad ramifications for criminal 
defendants. " 

Caudill. 62. received a one-year 
prison sentence after being convicted 
of endorsing and cashing a $2000 check 
issued by Floyd Fiscal Court in 1982 on 
the basis of a bogus claim. The long­
time magistrate said he endorsed the 
check on the instruction of then-Judge­
Executive Jerry Lafferty. Jr . and he 
assumed he was being reimbursed for 
money he had spent earlier on fur­
nishing a watchman's trailer at a Min­
nie park. 

Bond Refinancing May Net 
Court FUnds for Fire Plugs 

There will be fire plugs "throughout 
the county" if the fiscal court realizes 
the savings he expects it will by re­
financing seven-year-old housing 
bonds, Judge-Executive John M. Stum­
bo said last week. 

In a special meeting Wednesday. the 
court authorized stockbrokers E.F. 
Hutton and Co. to restructure the $18.9 
million residential mortgage bonds 
issued here in 1979. The refinancing. 
which will take advantage of the lower 
interest rates now available. could 
result in a ~00.000 windfall for the 
county. 

Because the bond issue was intended 
to make housing affordable. it seemed 
appropriate to earmark the savings for 
fire hydrants. said Stumbo. who noted 
that homeowners' insurance is becom­
ing prohibitively expensive and hard to 
obtain in areas without fire protection .. 

Underwriters charge less for insur­
ing homes and businesses that are 
served by a fire department and are 
located within 1000 feet of a hydrant. 
Outside of Prestonsburg. fire plugs are 
relatively rare in Floyd county. 

Under his plan. hydrants would be 
set in all existing water systems at in­
tervals of around 2000 feet. Stumbo 
said. About 10 miles of water line laid 
by the county during the last three 
years-on Bucks Branch. Stephens 
Branch, Corn Fork. Cow Creek. Slick 
Rock. Coldwater. and Simpsons Bran­
ch-could have hydrants installed. as 
could existing systems along U.S. 23. 
on Middle and Beaver Creeks. in David 
and Auxier. and the system currently 
being installed on Prater Creek. the 
judge-executive said. 

"I think we can pretty well cover the 
county. That way it will help the people

While it usually costs about $1200 to 

have a fire hydrant installed. Stumbo 
said he expected to be able to get a sub­
stantial discount by buying in bulk and 
that the fiscal court would likely take 
competitive bids on installation. 

Low water pressure could make 
installation of hydrants impractical in 
some areas. the judge-executive 
acknowledged. But most systems have 
adequate pressure and water mains of 
sufficiently large diameter to make the 
project worthwhile, he said. 

While water mains should be of at 
least six-inch diameter to be ideal for 
firefighting purposes. the four-inch 
lines serving the bulk of Floyd residen­
tial users are generally considered 
adequate to support hydrants as long 
as water pressure is good. Users at

tucky have shunned this area . 

An industry brochure lists no fewer 
than 623 property insurance firms 
operating in this state as of June 30 last 
year. including 33 companies head­
quartered in Kentucky. but only a 
handful of them offer policies to moun­
tain homeowners . 

" In the 38 years I've been in the 
business. there have never been more 
than 10 or 12 firms (offering insurance 
coverage) in eastern Kentucky." said 
Prestonsburg agent Blaine Hall. who is 
a member of the legislative task force . 
"We've always had this bad image." 

The practice by insurance firms of 
writing no policies in whole areas held 
to be risky- a practice known as red­

Because it may interfere with the abili­
ty to absorb other medicines, talk to the pharmacist 
before buying an absorbent anti-diarrhea product.

"We've got some legislators who 
may not k·now too much about how the 
insurance industry operates . I'm 
afraid they'll wa nt to pass harsh legis­
lation." the a£ent said. "We must not 
let that happen. I know jobs are being 
lost already because of insurance com­
panies moving out of the state." 

As Hall sees it. there is enough blame 
to go around. Greedy underwriters 
brought on the insurance crisis when. 
eager for cash to invest when interest 
rates were high, they sold policies at 
cut rates-only to find themselves in 
trouble when interest rates fell and 
claims began to mount. 

But venal lawyers. frivolous litiga­
tion. unreasonably high liability judg­
ments. padded hospital bills. and arson 
all play a part in driving insurance 
costs up-and all will have to be ad­
dressed if a comprehensive solution is 
to be found-the agent said. 

One reform that Hall has advocated 
and on which a decision is expected 
this month from the board that 
oversees administration of the Ken­
tucky Fair Plan would see 
homeowner's insurance restricted to 
so-called "rna rket-value" policies 
under the plan. Limiting the amount 
for which houses could be insured in 
higher risk areas would lessen the 
temptation to overinsure a house and 
later burn it down. the agent said. 

The legislative task force was 
created earlier this year by the 
General Assembly to study the in­
surance industry and the state Depart­
ment of Insurance and to make recom­
mendations to the 1988 General 
Assembly. The group. which has until 
next December to to complete its 
report. has already scheduled hearings 
for corporate. municipal. and hospital 
representatives. 

In the coming months. the task force 
will be hearing from the large. power­
ful re-insurance firms-those that in­
sure the insurers-many of whom. led 
by the giant Lloyd's of London. have 
abandoned the field in the face of 
mounting losses. 

Hall does not deny that the re­
insurance firms will have a decisive 
say in what reforms are imposed on in­
surance firms doing business here . But 
in the meantime. he said. next Wednes­
day's hearing will provide a forum for 
those whose main interest in the health 
of the industry lies in securing 
reasonable protection for their homes. 
their cars. and their health

Is Apparent Suicide 

The gunshot that killed a 66-year-old 
Honaker man was apparently self­
inflicted. a state pathologist said. 

George Carroll. who lived alone on 
Big Branch of Little Mud Creek. was 
found by his son. John Paul Carroll. 
around 9 a.m. Monday. according to 
Assistant Floyd Coroner Glenn 
Frazier. The younger Carroll. who 
lives next door and was accustomed to 
checking on his father daily. found his 
body. fully-clothed but for shoes. on a 
bed. it was said. There was a single 
bullet wound in the chest. Carroll's .38 
caliber pistol was reportedly found ly­
ing next to his body. 

An autopsy was performed in Lex­
ington by state pathologist Dr. George 
Hunsaker. who reported Tuesday that 
the weapon which killed Carroll was in 
contact with his chest when it was fired 
and that powder residue was found on 
the victim's hand. The evidence sug­
gested suicide. he said. The case is also 
being investigated by State Det. Danny 
Stumbo. 

Carroll was born March 21. 1920. a 
son of the late Nathaniel and Frances 
Kidd Carroll He was a retired coal 
miner and once also operated a 
grocery store. His wife. Vinnie Carroll. 
died last Feb. 9.

Prestonsburg and Floyd County of what 
a great friend the late William H. May 
was. He resided in Frankfort, but his 
heart remained with his friends and 
family in Eastern Kentucky. He never 
forgot his roots and the people of his 
home. I had personal experience with 
Bill May's generosity to and concern for 
causes and progress in Floyd County. 

In 1959 we organized to raise money 
to purchase land for the Prestonsburg 
Community College. We formed a cor­
poration to do the fund raising. We only 
had 18 days before the Kentucky Legis­
lature met to show community interest 
by purchasing a site. Money was very 
scarce in Floyd County in those years. 
There was some doubt about success 
even among the members of the Finance 
Committee. We planned and held a 
radiothon on WPRT and WDOC for two 
consecutive Sundays. I remember the 
great effort made by all the people of 
Floyd County to assure that we would 
construct a Community College. One old 
gentlemen walked from West Prestons­
burg, cashed his Social Security check 
and donated half to the college fund, ex­
plaining that he wanted his children to 
have a better opportunity than he had 
had. I particularly remember the 
largest and the smallest donation. A Cub 
Scout Pack in Prestonsburg emptied' 
their treasury of $1.69 and gave 
everything to the fund. The late William 
May made the largest donation of $5,000 
to the fund. He lived and worked in 
Frankfort, but he was always interested 
and supportive of anything which would 
bring improvement to the quality of life 
in Floyd County. 

We have lost a dear friend of the whole 
county since his passing. I would hope 
that we all remember just how he 
wanted to help all of the people of Floyd 
County and how he continued to do just 
that all of his life.

Burke Wins Patent Suit 
Against Powerscreen Co. 
It was while he was reclaiming a gob 

pile in David in 1981 that Billy T. BurkE' 
came up with a better way to wash 
coal. 

Known as the Burke Energy 
Separator. the portable, self-contained 
unit could be set up right at the mine 
site. used only a fraction of the water 
that conventional coal-washing plants 
require. promised to be the salvation of 
the small coal operator-and looked 
like making a tidy profit for its inven­
tor. who secured a patent for it in 1983 

others proved eager to manufacturE' 
and market the coal-washer under a 
licensing arrangement but. when he 
and they were unable to agree on 
terms. three firms stole' his idea and 
began marketing it anyway. BurkE' 
claimed last year in lawsuits filed in 
U S. district court 

One of the suits was settled last 
month. when U.S. Eastern· District 
Magistrate Joseph Hood ruled that 
Burke had a valid patent on the 
machine and enjoined Powerscreen of 
America. a Louisville-based firm. and 
Powerscreen of Eastern Kentucky. 
which has its head office in Mount 
Sterling. from making or selling it . 

A cash settlement was also agreed on 
although . under terms of the settle­
ment. the amount was not disclosed 
Burke. who claimed that at least 10 of 
the units had been sold illegally by the 
time he filed suit . originally sought $7 
mil~ion i_n damages from the h~o firms 

Pikev1lle attorney Garred dine. who 
represented Burke and who is "'ow his 
business partner. said the Rower­
screen firms . which make belt. and 
screens for the coal indus! ry. acqJtrt>rl 
the technical information which altw· 
ed them to manufacture the innova ·ve 
coal washers after they hired an 

engineer who had worked for Burke and 
instructed him to build one of them 
which they marketed as Powerwashers: 

Still pending is a suit filed by Burke 
against Summit Machinery. ·Inc .. of 
Daniels Creek. which once market 
the machines under license but later. 
Burke claimed . began to sell them as 
their own. 

Burke. who was originally trained as 
a machinist . discovered that. bv 
washing coal in a solution of water and 
an iron ore called magnetite at a con­
sistent specific gravity. clean coal of a 
consistent BTU could be forced to float 
to the surface of the bath. In 1983. tht> 
U.S. Patent Office gave him an e 
elusive right to produce and sell his 
machine for 17 years. 

Now that tha t right has been affirm­
ed by the court. the inventor is again in 
business. And. although the sluggish 
state of the coal industry means that 
relatively few operators 'are in a posi­
tion to make large capital invest­
ments- the Burke Energy Separator 
costs $437.750-Burke and Cline arE> 
confident there is a market for thei 
machine and a recent sale to a large. 
Philadelphia firm has given a boost to 
their spirits and their fledgling 
business. 

The sale of a Burke Energv 
Separator to Westmoreland Coal-th~ 
machine was manufactured bv Porter 
Industries . of Allen. and is ~urrentlv 
being leased from Westmoreland hv 
Cabin Coal C'orp at Lancer- was "a 
feather in our cap." said C'lint> this

EMPLOYEE VERSUS CONTRACTOR 
Businesses engaging others to perform services should beware. 

It may be perfectly clear to you and to the individual performing 
the services that you have a "contractor" relationship. This means 
that you consider yourself to be exempt from withholding income 
taxes, paying social security, Industrial accident, and unemploy· 
ment taxes, or from being liable for any overtime hours worked. 

The Internal Revenue Service, the Social Security Administra­
tion, the Wage and Hour Board, the Unemployment agency, and 
the Industrial Accident Board may all take a different view. Each 
of these government agencies has its definition of an employee ver· 
sus an independent contractor. 

For Income tax withholding purposes, the Internal Revenue 
Service defines an employee as an Individual who performs ser­
vices subject to control by an employer both as to what services 
shall be performed and as to how they shall be performed. 

Some states have made it almost impossible to have an in· 
dependent contractor relationship where the services performed 
are in the normal line of work of the employer . For example, a 
logger will have a difficult time classifying a timber faller as an 
independent contractor. 

A claim flied by someone you considered an Independent con­
tractor can be time-consuming and expensive. If you are in doubt, 
select the employee status and pay the appropriate withholding 
and payroll taxes. 

The "employee" definition was established to protect work· 
ing people. Some government agencies felt that employees would 
agree to claim independent contractor status with its greater 
benefits for the employer in order to secure employment. To pre­
vent this, each agency has a determination based on facts and cir· 
cumstances as to who is an independent contractor and who isn't. 
The fact that two knowledgable individuals agreed that there was 
to be a contractor relationship may not hold up under examination.

There's a Cloud on My Tit~e! 

Q. We recently bought a home. 
In order to make sure that the title 
to the home was free and clear, the 
mortgage company had the title 
searched. 

Before we could close the mort­
gage loan on the property, the 
lawyer said that there was "a cloud 
on the title which had to be 
cleared ." We were in a rush to 
close, and the attorney was very 
busy . 

We know that means that there 
was something wrong with the ti ­
tle. Whatever it was, it had to be 
taken care of. Could you take a 
couple of minutes to tell us more 
about what ''a cloud on the title'' 
means? 

A. Real estate does have some 
very literary expressions. We 
recently discussed " colour of title," 
and now we have an opportunity to 
outline "a cloud on the title." 

A cloud on a title \s usually a 
claim against the property. It 
prevents the owner from giving 
"clear" title to the property and 
almost always stops a sale dead in 
its tracks until the cloud is 
removed. 

Probably the most frequent cloud 
on a title is a previous mortgage 
that has been paid in-full but has 
not been ''released.'' When you 
went to buy your home, the seller 
might have owned it long enough 
to have paid off his mortgage loan. 

Let us imagine for a moment 
that the lender-bank, savings and 
loan association or mortgage 
company-had forgotten to release 
the loan when it was paid complete­
ly. They release by certifying in the 
margin of the mortgage filed at the 
courthouse that it has been paid. 
They can alse> file at the courthouse 
another document called a "deed 
of release. '' 

Although professional lenders 
almost never forget to release a

mortgage, it is more frequent when 
the mortgage is held by individuals 
who are not used to the process of 
releasing it. They release it in the 
same two ways. 

Another typical cloud appears 
when a husband or wife does not 
sign ll. d!:!ed. Husbands and wives 
in most cases have property rights 
(called dower and curtesy which 
will be covered in a future column) 
that have to be released when they 
sell. This is done by having both 
parties sign the deed. 

The problem of either the hus­
band or the wife not sign.ing a deed 
can be corrected by use of what is 
called a "quit claim'' deed. Let us 
imagine that a wife did not sign. In 
order lor the property to be clear, 
the wife signs the quit claim deed 
which means she gives up any and 
all rights she might have had in the 
property. The quit claim deed is 
then tiled at the courthouse. 

Even if the seller assures you that 
the title is clear or you are assum­
ing a loan and a title search is not 
required (as it was in this example), 
always have the title searched 
before you close and commit 
yourself to 20 or 30 years of 
payments.

QUESTION: Can stress affect 
whether or not I get cancer? 

ANSWER: Over the years, there has 
been a lot of discussion about stress, 
emotions, and personality traits as risk 
iactors for cancer. Presently, there is no 
proof that stress increases a person risk 
for cancer. However. scientists are con­
tmuing to study stress and its effects on 
health and jJJness .. 

It is known that stress activates the 
body's hormone system, which can then 
cause changes in the immune system 
<the body's defense against disease). 
Stress also affects blood pressure, 
stomach fluids secretions, and levels of 
neural transmitters in the brain. 

Scientists do not know the exact 
reasons why stress is harmful. More 
research is needed, and the National 
Cancer I,nstitute is supporting several 
studies on emotions, the hormone 
system, and the immune system. One 
study called " Psychological and 
Familial Precursors of Cancer" , was 
begun in 1946 at John Hopkins Univer­
sity. Another study "Psychological 
Stress and Cancer Risk" is being carried 
out at Mt. Sinai; School of Medicine in 
New York. However, there is still no 
scientific evidence that changing per­
sonality traits or reducing stress can 
have an effect on a person's cancer risk 
or help the recovery of a cancer patient. 

A certain amount of stress in our lives 
is unavoidable and possibly even 
beneficial. Again the exact reasons why 
stress can become harmful are not well 
known. Stress is difficult to measure, but 
it seems that a person's response to 
stressful situations is as important as 
the amount of stress to which he is ex­
posed. Taking action to reduce stress 
can increase our sense of well-being and 
add to overall health. Doctors have 
come up with a few suggestions on how 
to deal with stress: 

1) Work off stress through exercise, 
hobbies, or other physical activity . 

2) Talk out your worries ; maintain a 
trustworthy confident. 

3) Learn to accept what you cannot 
change. 

4) Avoid self medication (abuse of 
alcohol or drugs) . 

5 ) Get enough sleep and rest. 
6 l Balance work and recreation; seek 

rewarding experiences in all areas of 
life. 

7) Do something for others. 
8) Take one thing at a time. 
9) Try to keep a positive view of life.

Venison rs very lean, 
and rabbrt, with a flavor somewhat like 
chrcken, has only a fractron of chicken's 
fat. But avoid commercially-raised game 
animals whrch have a h1gher fat content 
than their cousins from forest and field.

P·arty-goer-s 
who JUst can't resist should gt't rnvoln•d 
in a stimulating conversation as far from 
the food as possible. 

The party !>houldn't be an excuse to 
overdo 1t - especrally when it comes to 
alcoholic beverages.

In minutes 393 passengers were 
thrashing in the water. Spencer plung­
ed in and swam toward the survivors. 
He managed to save 17. Spencer was ac­
claimed a national hero but, he never 
recovered from 'the shock of that night. 
"Did I do my best?" he later asked. 

Unable to resume his studies at North 
Western University, he was admitted to 
an asylum. 

A few years later Spencer was an in­
valid and confined to a wheel chair. 

An editor of a Chicago newspaper did 
a follow up story on that tragic night and 
interviewed Spencer who was now the 
forgotten hero. 

What was his most vivid memory of 
that fateful night? Not one of the 17 per­
sons he had saved ever returned to 
thank him. 

In Luke 17 we read where Jesus heal­
ed 10 lepers and only one returned to 
thank him. "where are the other nine," 
Jesus asked.

"The good old days" is a phrase that 
conjures up a nostalgic past-kindly 
horses pulling picturesque buggies, 
mothers baking cookies on big iron 
stoves, grandmothers knitting warm 
mittens, and barns filled with shadows 
and mystery. 

In the good old days, bread was 4 cents 
a pound, a Coke was a nickel, and the 
movie on Saturday afternoon cost all of 
10 cents. 

There was another side of those good 
old days, however. George Colvin, one 
of Kentucky's few Republican superin­
tendents of public instruction, and by 
any standards one of its most outstan­
ding, wrote about them in his report to 
the General Assembly in 1923. He wrote 
proudly, recounting accomplishments: 

"We have had the largest and most 
regular attendance in the history of our 
state. Attendance in rural schools in the 
past four years increased from 37 per­
cent to 65 percent... and in city schools ... 
from 51 percent to 76 percent. 

"High school enrollment has increas­
ed from 20,700 to 38,179 .... The number 
of high school graduates has grown from 
2,500 to 4,600." 

"Though still inadequately sup­
ported," he wrote, "Kentucky's s<"hools 
have received greater financial support 
during the past two years than at any 
previous time in our history. 

"The custom practiced four years of 
using state school funds for other pur­
poses has been discontinued .... As far as 
I know, this is the first time that the law 
has been compiled with and that this has 
been done in the history of our state." 

He continued by writing, "The largest 
per capita ever paid in the history of our 
state is now being paid-a per capita of 
$8." (That was the amount of state 
money provided per child.) 

In 1923, Colvin reported that the 
average salary paid to teachers had 
risen from $411 in 1919 to $725. The 
average salary paid to county superin­
tendents was up too, from $1,064.38 to 
$1,833.95. 

"It is significant," Colvin wrote (and 
today we would say almost unheard of) 
that "during the past three years only 
one bond issue to raise school funds has 
been defeated." 

"It must be understood always that 
there are some districts in Kentucky 
where it is difficult to secure a teacher 
or to hold the teacher when secured," 
Colvin acknowledged. "This fact is due 
to local conditions, partly economic and 
partly sociological." 

In 1919, 37 percent of Kentucky's 
elementary teachers had not gone 
beyond the eighth grade, Colvin 
reported. 

"At the present time no teacher is per­
mitted to take an examination to teach 
unless such teacher has completed at 
least one year of high school and has had 
at least five weeks of professional train­
ing," he wrote. 

On another subject, he wrote : "The 
weakest point in Kentucky's educational 
system continues to be poor administra­
tion." He took pride in the improve­
ments made in some counties. "In other 
counties, however, honesty compels us 
to state that in many cases administra­
tion is tragically if not criminally bad. 
In our efforts to change from a political 
basis to a professional basis, progress, 
as expected, has been slow." 

Kentuckians who participated in re­
cent efforts to pass a constitutional 
amendment to appoint the state superin­
tendent will be particularly interested in 
his next words. 

"State administration will never be 
permanently nor positively improved 
until a different method of selecting the 
superintendent is adopted, and until the 
superintendent has the right to succeed 
himself." 

Despite the weaknesses he perceived 
at that time, he wrote: "On the whole, 
I am confident that Kentucky is ap­
proaching a great educational awaken­
ing. The realization of this hope may be 
postponed or delayed by feeble or in­
competent leadership. Even so, it will 
come. The people of the stae have will­
ed it, and no power will be permitted 
long to postpone it." 

Colvin's recommendations for new 
legislation included : 

1. The ex officio political State Board 
of Education should be abolished. A 
representative lay board should be 
created in its stead and all powers 
vested in it. 

2. All certification laws should be 
repealed. A new law should create just 
one certifying authority- the state. All 
teachers' certificates should be based on 
credentials instead of on examinations,

and all teachers should show definite 
academic and professwnal training 
"We must forever rid ourselves of fraud 
and favoritism in granting certificates," 
he wrote. 

3. A better method should be 
developed for financing the schools. 

4. A compulsory attendance law 
should be enacted. 

Last year in Kentucky, the percentage 
of attendance was 94.3. Total high school 
enrollment <grades nine through 12) was 
208,445; 38,532 students graduated in 
1984-85; and 45.3 percent went on to col­
lege or advanced training. 

Teachers' average salary in 1985-86 
was $20,948, and that of district superin­
tendents was $43,576. State revenue 
<not counting any funds from local or 
federal sources) was $1,645 per child in 
average daily attendance in 1985-86. And 
all Kentucky teachers have graduated 
from college and have outstanding 
qualifications. 

Today, every child has the opportuni · 
ty, and is expected to take advantage of, 
free public education from kindergarten 
through the 12th grade. 

In the good old days, those who finish­
ed 12 years of school were the exceptions 
to the rule. 

And that included the teachers!

Taxpayers face lots of changes due to 
!he passage of the new tax bilL Instead 
~f numerous tax brackets, Congress has 
)"educed the number to two. with a 
·phantom" third 

Eventually. all taxpayers will be in the 
,1500. 28% or the 33% <phantom> 
categories. But during 19!!7. the transi 
.tion year. there will be five 
.brackets- 11 %. 15%. 28%. 3500 and 
38.5% 

Tax brackets were not the only thing 
.cut. A lot of popular deductions were 
eliminated, and everyone will be af­
fected, said Bob Flashman. Extension 
family resource management specialist 
with the t.:niversity of Kentucky College 
of Agriculture. 

Taxpayers no longer will have the op­
tion to income average. Under the old 
law. if your income was more than 140% 
of the last three-year average, you could 
income average to reduce your taxes. 

"Income averaging was beneficial 
particularly to mdividuals who receiv­
ed unusual incomes because one spouse 
returned to work. received a promotion 
or changed jobs," said Flashman. "If 
their income jumped significantly dur­
ing one year. it was advantageous to 
average. 

The two-earner deduction has been 
lost for married couples filing a joint 
return. Because of that more married 
couples will pay more tax

Capital gains have been affected 
Under the old law. only 40% of your gain 
was taxed. the new law will tax the full 
100% <but at a lower rate>. 

The percentage of consumer interest 
that can be deducted wtll be less. as will 
percentage of miscellaneous deduchons. 

"The new tax law changes all the rules 
in the middle of the game," siad 
Flashman "The changes really don't 
give much time to get out of the game 
or to change the game plan. Taxpayers 
will have to rethink their plans. objec­
tives and financial strategies or they 
may be financially devastated." 

In the long run the tax bill should be 
good because it will reintroduce 
economics into all of our investment 
decisions, said Flashman. In the past. 
the tax aspect was a major decision for 
investments. 

In the short run, the new tax bill will 
be hard on some individuals. particular­
ly those who are in the $30,000 to $100,000 
income range. But for about six million 
low-income tax payers. they will be 
removed from the tax roles. People who 
are in the 35% and above brackets also 
wtll be helped because eventually they 
wtll be in the 28% bracket. 

"The new tax bill will hurt many in­
dividuals who, in the past, paid no taxes 
because of all the loopholes. They will 
now have to pay at least a minimum 
lax," Flashman said. "Because of 
measures like this. the economy should 
be helped."

• Children at risk of school failure are 
a national problem with "staggering 
human and economic consequences for 
our life together as a nation," the new 
president of the Council of Chief State 
School Officers said at the organization's 
national conference in Louisville 
recently. 

Focused national efforts, and major 
changes in school policies and practices 
are needed to assure that every child is 
successfully educated for productive liv­
ing, said David Hornbeck, Maryland 
state school superintendent. 

School systems across the country 
have developed many programs for 
youngsters with handicaps and learning 
disabilities, he said, but children with 
emotional problems and family dif­
ficulties or living in poverty-children 
at risk of suicide, dropout, untimely 
pregnancy, drug and alcohol abuse-are 
falling through the cracks in presently­
structured school programs. 

The numbers of "at-risk" children are 
growing so large that "We are in danger 
of being toppled by our sense of 
rightness and righteousness," said 
Hornbeck, who has degrees in divinity 
and theology as well as history and law. 
The U.S. educational system well serves

white, middle to upper income, well­
motivated children from relatively 
stable families, he said, "but as students 
have deviated more and more from that 
norm the system has served them less 
and Jess well." 

He outlines some of the danger signs: 
-The dropout rate for all youth shows 

signs of climbing again, and in some ur­
ban schools there are more students 
droppmg out than graduating. 

-The percentage of children in pro­
verty is increasing-up from 16 to 22 per­
cent since 1970. 

-Delinquency among youth aged 
10-17 is up 130 percent since 1960. 

"The economic consequences are 
staggering and wholly unacceptable." 
Hornbeck said. It is clear that U.S. 
workers must work smarter to compete 
in world markets and maintain a high 
standard of living, " but the ability, the 
skill, and the capacity to work smarter 
must-for the first time in human 
history-be characteristic of our total 
population," he said. 

Hornbeck called for new legislation at 
the state and federal levels; changes in 
school practices that form barriers to at­
risk children, such as tracking and cer­
tain responses to student behavior; and 
a search for programs now in schools 
that are helping to prevent children 
from becoming at risk or are serving 
those who already have problems that 
interfere with learning. 

At the end of a year's groundwork, 
Hornbeck said, he hopes the state school 
officers organization can launch a $1 
million grant program to help states 
undertake those programs identified as 
effective. 

Social Insurance Commissioner Mike 
Robinson said the first payments to be 
processed will be the approximately 
49,000 successful applications made dur­
ing the opening segment of this year's 
Home Energy Assistance Program 
<HEAP). 

"Now that the program's federal 
funds have been released, we're moving 
as quickly as possible to make payments 
for households approved in the elderly 
and disable segment," Robinson said. 
"Once those checks are cut and mailed, 
we'll begin processing approved ap­
plications from the current segment for 
all eligible low-income families." 

Robinson said the department expects 
payments to be produced by the state 
treasurer's office and in applicant's 
hands as early as the week of Dec. 8. 

Delays in Congressional appropriation 
of this year's HEAP budget caused a 
backlog in the granting of federal 
authorization for states to draw upon 
that funding. 

A total of $5.4 million in HEAP funding 
was allocated to each of the early 
segments, with another $6 million 
available for the crisis portion of the pro­
gram beginning in January. 

Currently, applications in the second 
HEAP segment are being accepted on­
ly in counties in the Northern Kentucky 
and the Bluegrass area development 
districts. Funds have already been ex­
hausted in other parts of the state follow­
ing the acceptance of more than 54,000 
applications across the state.

Meet To Address 
DUI Prosecution 

During the first eight months of 1986, 
there were more than 31,000 arrests for 
drunken driving in Kentucky. Many 
criminal justice professionals are in· 
volved in the DUI issue, from the ar­
resting police officers to county at­
torneys and commonwealth's attorneys 
who prosecute the cases. December 3-4, 
the Attorney General's Office, in 
cooperation with the state Justice 
Cabinet and the Highway Safety Stan­
dards Office of the Kentucky State 
Police, will sponsor a training seminar 
for criminal justice professionals from 
the standpoint of effective investigation 
and prosecution of DUI cases. It will be 
held at the Galt House East in Louisville, 
and Attorney General David L. Arm­
strong wil1 give the introductory 
remarks at 1 p.m. Wednesday, Dec. 3. 

"The conference will address the 
critical issues of drug and alcohol abuse 
as they relate to offenses involving the 
operation of automobiles," Armstrong 
said. Sessions will include trial techni· 
ques, the constitutional aspects of 
search and seizure involving 
automobiles, drug and alcohol testing, 
and the use of field sobriety tests and 
roadblocks, as well as a discussion of 
current testing equipment and recent 
technological advances in the field. 

The conference is made possible by 
grants awarded by the National 
Highway Traffic Safety Administration 
for public awareness projects and the 
training and education of criminal 
justice officials. 

Both Norma C. Miller, Secretary of 
the Justice Cabinet, and Morgan Elkins, 
State Police Commissioner, will be 
working closely on a project to train law 
enforcement officers throughout Ken­
tucky on the techniques of accident in­
vestigation and reconstruction.

THE SPORTING TIMES 
Just when you thought Miami quarter­

back Vinny Testaverde had answered 
his critics comes this questiOn, is 
Testa verde the glue that holds the Hur­
ricane together or is Miami's supporting 
cast so excellent that they could have 
made anyone a lead quarterback. 

The 6' 5" senior has indeed rolled up 
some unbelievable numbers during his 
past two seasons, but without the 
talented Miami program around him, 
Testaverde could very well be just 
another name in the huge quarterback­
ing hat. 

When Testa verde missed Thursday's 
contest against East Carolina, his 
understudy. Jeff Taretta, hit on 20 of 30 
passing attempts for 328 yards and three 
touchdowns. 

In IO games previous to his motor 
scooter accident, Testaverde had 
thrown for over 2500 yards and 27 
touchdowns. These numbers aren't 
shabby, to say the least, but if you 
multiply Taretta 's one-game stats by 10. 
the end product would greatly out­
number Testaverde's slats. 

No one in his right mind would dare 
make a comparison between America's 
latest heartthrob-hero. Vinny Testa­
verde, and seldom-used backup, Jeff 
Taretta. 

In fact this Isn't intended to compare 
one athlete to another, because in this 
case no comparison can be made. Testa­
verde. as well as having a shotgun 
where most people's right arm goes, has 
perfect physical numbers for a quarter­
back. 

His 6' 5" frame gives the dashing 
young man the luxury to see over a 
defensive line while having enough 
strength and quickness to elude most 
college rushers, that IS, when anyone 
can find a way to penetrate the Hur 
ricanes · tough offens1ve line. 

Jeff Taretta, on the other hand, 
doesn't possess these superman type 
abilities, but he can certainly throw a 
football where it is supposed to be 
thrown. 

You certamly won t agree that Taret­
ta is as good as Testa verde, but by the 
same token, you can't deny the thought 
that this little-known reserve may ha,·e 
built as many impressive numbers as 

• the man starting in front of him if the 
• tables had been turned two years ago. 

Testa verde is a great passer, and for­
• tunately, ability, 'DOt numbers, deter­
•• mines a first-round draft choice. NO\\.'. 
:: if only the Heisman Trophy people 

would use this idea. 
The :.\liami quarterback is a certain 

first-rounder, and more than likely the 
top player in college football. Many pro­
fessional people say Testaverde is a 
franchise player who could make a los­
ing team a playoff contender. 

In the chase for this talent, In­
dianapolis appears to be the top choice 
in nabbing Testa verde but the Colts need 
much more than a rookie quarterback. 
This is one fact as to why Indianapolis 
could make a trade. 

Dallas needs a quarterback as does 
Los Angeles, and these teams have a 
reputation for trading many quality 

•• players in order to get a great prospect 
to fill their needs. 

If the Colts don't trade their choice 
and they select Testaverde, 1t may be 
several seasons before, if ever, Testa­
verde proves his true abilities and pro· 
fessional worth. However, with a Dallas 
or Los Angeles, this young man could 
progress from a coll£ge force to a super 
bowl quarterback quickly. 

Although Testaverde has made his 
ability obvious, the jur} is still out 
Miami doesn't exactly pia) a tough 
schedule, but if there are any questions 
remaining, they will certainly be 
answered on the second day of 1987. 

The Hurricanes and Vinny T. will 
tangle with number two rated Penn 
State in the Fiesta Bo-..,1. Penn State has 
probably the toughest defense in the na-

tion, but · eyen if the Miami offense 
falters. one game isn't going to spoil 
Testaverde's career. 

In the past two years, Testa verde has 
drawn more attention than any other 
college athlete and come Saturday, he 
will more than likely be honored with a 
Heisman Trophy. This award is intend­
ed to go to college football's best per­
former. and nobody seems to think 
Testaverde has much competition. 

No one has stirred up as much excite­
ment "as has Testaverde, but being a 
quarterback at Miami. how could 
anyone go wrong. 

This is the school that produced Jim 
Kelly and Bernie Kosar while Testa­
verde sat on the Hurricane bench. 
Throwing a football at Miami is like 
playing linebacker at Penn State, the 

schools have produced so many pros at 
these positions, the only thing an athlete 
has to do is play these positions at these 
schools. Obviously the coaches take over 
from there. 

Miami has made a hero of Testa verde, 
and Testaverde had a great deal to do 
with this, but if Jeff Taretta had been a 
starter all season, his numbers would 
have been as good as anyone's in the 
country. 

Taretta isn't a Vinny Testa verde, but 
he will be drafted come next year, and 
he will go before many of the top start­
ing quarterbacks. 

If you are good, the scouts will find 
you even if your job is playing second 
fiddle, and especially if you are good 
enough to play a close second fiddle to 
Vinny Testaverde.

Arter playing second fiddle to most 
other top bowls, the Fiesta Bowl finally 
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Tradition Rich Bobcats Chosen As 
District's Number Four Contender 

During the past several years Junior 
:-Jewsome built an incredible basketball 
tradition at Betsy Layne High School. 
Known as one of the best coaches in the 
state of Kentucky, Newsome directed 
the Bobcats to six district champion­
ships and 11 regional appearances in the 
past 11 years. 

Newsome's accomplishments includ­
ed a conference and district champion­
ship a year ago, but as the Betsy Layne 
Bobcats prepare for another season, 
they find themselves without the coach 
who Jed them to a regional final berth 
last season. 

Also gone from the 1985-86 season are 
four starters which will effect the Bob­
cats this year more than losing their 
coach to retirement. 

Veteran coach Craynor Slone takes 
over at the Betsy Layne helm and with 
his past success will cushion the hard 
loss of Newsome, but Slone's Bobcats 
return only three players who saw game 
action last year. 

"Right now we're just trying to find 
ourselves," Slone said of his in ex­
perienced squad. "We've just got one 
starter back, and Bud Newsome and 
Jamie Little are the only other players 
on the team with experience. After that, 
it will be a game by game type thing to 
see who's playing well." 

Jimmy Stumbo, Betsy Layne's only 
returning starter, scored at an 11-point 
per game clip and gives the Bobcats a 
solid outside scorer while Little. who 
scored five points and hauled down four 
rebounds a game, is capable of turning 
in a solid performance inside. 

Newsome. a 5' 10' point guard, has 
already shown his leadership ability as 
his football team's quarterback. New­
some accounted for three points per con­
test last season and will be relied upon 
heavily as both a scorer and ballhandler. 

Betsy Layne isn't exactly short on 
talent, but their talent is short in stature. 
Little is their only man over 6' 1'', and 
short on experience, but Coach Slone ex­
pects to keep a rich tradition alive. 

"Junior has been real successful," 
Slone said. "He has built a great tradi­
tion here, and we just hope we can con­
tinue that tradition." 

During a recent coaches vote, Betsy 
Layne received a fourth place con­
sideration. Most basketball people ex­
pect the Bobcats to struggle early, but 
Slone says his club can become a com­
petitive one before this season 
concludes. 

"By the end of the season, I think we 
can be very competitive," Slone 
predicted. "As far as wins and losses go, 
I don't know, but to improve and move 
up as the season goes along is our main 
goal." 

Betsy Layne has already shown im­
provement from their first pan-<J-rama 
contest to their last. After falling short 
to Montgomery County earlier the Bob­
cats gavt: highly regarded Johnson Cen­
tral all they could handle until the final 
two minutes of Wednesday's matchup. 

Betsy Layne fans aren't expectmg a 
repeat performance of last season, but 
most do expect a strong finish as does 
Craynor Slone. Before this can become 
a Bobcat reality the coach says his team 
has to develop much stronger defensive 
skills. 

"Right now we're trying to get them 
to play some defense," Slone revealed.

Move From Prestonsburg Hasn't 
Affected Coach Philip Haywood 

Football and Belfrey High School have 
always combined to produce outstan­
ding results and throw in a tried and true 
coach with the abilities of a Philip 
Haywood and the end result is two back­
to-hack state finals' appearances. 

Haywood, after nine years of building 
a sound program at Prestonsburg, went 
to Belfry in 1984 where he promptly 
directed the Pirates to a playoff ap­
pearance and a 7-4 record. 

The 1984 season would have been a 
successful one for most coaches, but for 
Phillip Haywood it only proved to be the 
worst one of his career at Belfry. 

As 1984 faded and this small football 
community eagerly awaited yet another 
successful season, their coach wasn't 
about to let their hopes die on the field. 
Haywood carefully groomed his troops 
to a fine finish, a finish in the state 3A 
finals. 

Belfry came up short in their search 
for a state championship, and with 17 of 
their 22 starters graduating not many 
football people considered the Pirates a 
top choice to make a return trip to 
Louisville. 

However, football games are won and 
lost on the field rather than following the 
predictions of a person who relies on his 
computer to give him a winner. Coach 
Haywood and the Pirates did return to 
the state finals but 1986 proved to be a 
repeat of the season before, and Belfry 
returned home on the short end of a 
score, this time 14-0 to Owensboro. 

Losing the big one the first time 
around was tough indeed, but Coach 
Philip Haywood says it's worse these­
cond time. 

"It's always tough to lose a champion­
ship game, but it was tougher the second 
time around," Haywood admitted. 

Although Coach Haywood and his 
Belfry program has an unhappy 
memory of dropping two games that 
could have made them state champions, 
those losses are among only a few dur­
ing Haywood's current stint at the Pike 
county school. 

In the past three years, the former 
Blackcat coach has compiled a 29-9 
record, numbers everyone is proud of. 

"We·re proud of it, but we would've 
liked to have won the b1g one," Haywood 
said. Two reasons rank high on the list 

as to why Belfry football teams have 
been successful, good coaching and good 
players to coach. 

"We've been very fortunate in the fact 
that we have had some good kids who 
were pretty good football players," 
Haywood revealed and also credited 
Pirate fans with an important assist. 

''Belfry is a football community and 
these people really get behind the1r pro 
gram. The last two years we have ha 
more fans at the finals than any other 
schools, except the Louisville schools 
and it's in their own back yards." 

For Philip Haywood the football 
coach, his record reflects his gridiron 
teaching ability and for Philip Haywood 
the man, well, he speaks for himself. 

When this man's name is entered in-
to a conversation most people talk more 
about his players who enjoy football 
beyond high school, and Haywoo. 
himself says preparing young men for 
life after high school athletics is where 
his priorities lie. 

"I think that is what we are in this 
business for, if you want to call it that," 
Hywood said~ "To be a positive influence 
on these young men is what high school 
athletics is all about~ to see kids grow 
and mature and be good citizens 
regardless of whether they play college 
football or not.'' 

For Belfry football parents, they rna}. 
be getting more than just a chance to 
watch their children win football games. 
Haywood teaches life as well as football, 
but at the same time does what he is 
paid to do, win games on the scoreboard. 

The Pirates will be hit hard by gradua­
tion come May and once again the little 
man will type his information into his lit­
tle computer and with the information 
given back, will more than likely not in­
clude Belfry at the top of his 3A poll. 

It may be tough for the Pirates t 
return with as much talent and deter­
mination as they displayed this season. 
They lose many key and experienced 
players, but the same was the case last 
year. 

·'Last year we graduated 17 of 22 star­
ting positions, and this season we will 
lose 14 starters."

then this time of year has to be your 
favorite. The playoff chase has reached 
a fevor pitch, and in every division ex­
cept one a full scale war is being waged 
for that all important top spot. 

The only division without the promise 
of an exciting finish is the Central divi­
sion of the NFC where the Chicago 
Bears have a top sport signed and 
sealed. 

The Bears assured themselves of their 
second consecutive divisional title when 
Kevin Butler nailed a field goal in over­
time to turn back Pittsburgh. Chicago's 
winning the NFC Central didn't come as 
any great surprise, but the Bears, 
without Jim McMahon, haven't been 
their usually dominating selves.

Is Sufficient 

For the first time in ten seasons Dan­
ny Johnson led the Wheelwright Trojans 
to a regional tournament appearance 
last season but for his efforts the Floyd 
County Board of Education relieved 
Johnson of his duties . 

Not only is their coach gone, but 
Wheelwright also graduated three of 
their starters from last year's successful 
team. 

In looking forward to a new year and 
a transition period, Trojan players will 
have to rely on quickness and good out­
side shooting if they are to develop into 
a 58th district contender. 

The Trojans, in a recent vote tally of 
county coaches, were selected as this 
district's last placed team, and looking 
around the 58th district, Wheelwright 
may have a tough time in improving on 
their last place selection. 

However, Wheelwright High School 
did salvage a few things from 1986 with 
some talented players returning. 
Although the Trojans won't beat anyone 
with physical strength, they may very 
well be the quickest team in Floyd 
county. 

Wheelwright returns two starters 
from last year's squad, including point 
guard Tony Hutton and forward Johnny 
Isaac. 

Hutton showed tremendous ability to 
direct a team last season while display­
ing an ability to heat up the nets.

Tommy Jones is another Trojan guard 
with offensive ability and could become 
a strong outside shooting threat.

Johnny Isaac, a 6' 3" forward, may be 
the Trojan's best athlete and also is a 
proven outside scoring power. Isaac, in 
last year's district tournament, scored 
33 points against Allen Central. Just one 
example of his offensive ability. 

Wheelwright has an offensive team 
that can rival anyone in the district but 
inside is where the Trojans could find 
their most trouble. Isaac represents 
their biggest experienced player but 
even he is most effective from 15 feet. 

In a district filled with talented big 
men the Trojans will have to compen­
sate for their lack of size through 
quickness and fundamental basketball 
which isn't beyond their grasps.

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Kentucky Afield ... 

Deer Harvest Up 
Over 10,000 more deer were harvested 

during the 1986 gun season than in 1985, 
according to an informal telephone 
survey conducted by the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources. 

The total number of deer harvested by 
gun was 37,476, tallied by check station 
operators, conservation officers and 
other departmental personnel during the 
period November8-17. compared to last 
)'ear's figure of 27,402. 

As expected, the western third of the 
state produced the largest district 
liarvests, as did the northcentral region. 
The first and second districts <western> 
were reported harvesting 6,146 <this 
(igure does not include Calloway Coun­
ty harvest> and 12,373 deer, respective­
ly, while the fifth district in the northern­
most tip of the commonwealth reported 
6. 734 deer taken during gun season. 

According to the survey, rabbit and 
quail numbers were reported about the 
same as last year. Western Kentucky is 
still the best place for quail overall, 
while Eastern Kentuck::t showed the 
largest increase in rabbit populations. 

A total of 2,785 hunters took 1,956 rab­
bits and 669 quail compared with last 
year's figures showing 3,385 hunters 
harvesting 2,120 rabbits and 814 quail. 
One factor which may have impacted 
this year's survey was the poor hunting 
conditions on opening day, Thursday, 
Nov. 20. 

Grouse numbers increased, according 
to the report, which showed 24 grouse 
taken from the eastern-most third of the 
state. There was also one report of a 
grouse sighting in the first district at the 

opposite end of the state. 
The report is fairly accurate showing 

of what hunters can expect during the 
small game season, which again this 
year can be rated fair to good overall. 

Thanksgiving holidays often bring to 
mind several traditional things such as 
family gatherings, turkey and stuffing 
and pumpkin pie, but it also provides an 
excellent opportunity to spend a day or 
two in the field in search of cottontails, 
bobwhites, grouse and a variety of other 
game which provide great table fare. 

Many families will opt for a buffet 
meal to supplement "Old Tom" lef­
tovers . Some will be enjoying venison 
taken recently. Whatever the case, there 
is ample reason to give thanks for the 
opportunity to experience the abun­
dance of outdoor activities available 
throughout the state. 

For those who may not have 
harvested a deer during gun season, or 
those who are interested in taking two 
deer, remember bow season is still in 
progress until December 31. The 
holidays may be the perfect time to ar­
row a deer, which may be a little more 
calm now that the frenzy of gun season 
has concluded. 

Duck season, which opens Thanksgiv­
ing Day, offers another opportunity for 
the hunter at this time of year. The point 
system is in effect, and hunters must 
possess both a federal migratory bird 
stamp and a state duck stamp, in addi­
tion to a valid hunting license before 
duck hunting. 

Duck season runs from Nov. 27-30, 
then reopens Dec. 14 through Jan. 18.

Two hours later we still hadn't scored, 
although the blame didn't rest with the 
tough little dog A strong wind up on the 
high flats and ridges we were hunting on 
was swirling the scent off track. As if 
that wasn't bad enough, the sun had 
warmed the hillsides up too much. driv· 
ing the normally sun-loving cottontails 
into the shade Ry the time I had con­
\'inced the recalcitrant little hound that 
she really did want to hunt over on the 
shady side of the hill (ever try to argue 
with a hard-headed beagle-as if there 
were any other kind?' J, we were both 

foot-sore and briar-torn. Well, old girl, 
I said aloud to Ladv, let's hunt the edge 
of the old cemetery hill on our way back 
horne. As if she understood what I had 
said, she looked at me, wagged her tail 
a few times and headed off in the direc­
tion I had suggested . 

This is more like It, I thought, as I 
moved mto the dark, secluded cover. We 
worked around toward the bottom of the 
hill, Lady casting to-and-fro through the 
brush below me. 

Suddenly, a lone rabbit, unnerved by 
all the racket and commotion we were 
putting up, broke out practically from 
under my feet. The first shot sent it 
tumbling end over end. I raced to the 
downed cottontail in a this-time­
successful bid to beat my dog to the 
quarry. 

When we reached home, bedraggled, 
the rabbit was quickly cleaned and 
stored away in the freezer, Lady receiv­
ed some table scraps for her efforts and 
I walked, stiff-jointed, over to my 
favorite easy chair. 

A good hunt, I said half-aloud, even if 
we did only get one rabbit ths time out. 
Later. I found out that some hunters had 
been through the same territory the day 
before, gleaning eight cottontails from 
the possessive hills. That, plus the 
unusually warm and windy weather con­
ditions, had cast the die for our hunt 
before we had gone to bed the 
preceeding night. 

All in all. though, it was still a 
marvelous day afield. I highly recom­
mend rabbit hunting if you want to get 
some exercise and Jove being outdoors 
during the most beautiful time of the 
year. 

The rabbits I've killed this year have 
all been unusually plump. Some quick 
phone calls to my circle of rabbit· 
hunting fnends have revealed the 
aforementiOned to be a wide·spread 
trend this season. 

Jeff Sole, of the Kentucky Department 
of Fish and Wildlife Resources, says that 
while state·wide populations of cotton­
tails are down slightly from last year. 

some regions actually show an increase 
in bunny numbers. My own experience 
so far this year indicates that the latter 
scenario holds true in our area, as they 

seem abundant despite the limited fre­
quency of road kills and sightings. 

Until next week, be safe and happy 
hunting!

Bassin' With the Pros ... 

So lunar Tables: Do They Really Work? 
By TREY FOERSTER 

The "Charted Fishing Times" column 
in Bassmaster magazine by Dan 
Barnett "lists the periods sat which fish 
and wildlife are most active in search of 
food"-or so the angler would be led to 
believe. Are these solunar tables for 
real? Yes, and no. 

Almost 50 years ago, John Alden 
Knight feverishly worked out the first 
solar/lunar tables for fish activity bas­
ed on the changing positions of the sun 
and moon in relation to the earth. The 
163-page work was published in 1942 and 
titled Moon Up-Moon Down. The tables 
are charts that pinpoint the greatest 
gravitational effect of the sun and moon 
on earth, especially water, and proved 
to Knight conclusively that fish activi­
ty periods and oceanic tide times ap­
proximately coincided. 

Most solunar tables printed in daily 
newspapers or shown on the nightly 
local news telecast highlight two major 
and two minor periods of feeding activi­
ty. The major period lasts between two 
and 3-1 2 hours ; a minor one from 45 
minutes to 1-1 2 hours. But whether more 
bass are caught during these periods is 
still a matter of conjecture. 

"I have not been totally convinced 
either way; I'm a fence rider of that," 
states Ken Cook, Evinrude Outboards 
Pro Staff member. "I have seen times 
during stable weather conditions, in the 
summer particularly, that the so lunar 
periods tend to work out pretty good. 
The only thing that I have any data to 
back up any lunar type base with bass 
activity is that I know they spawn most 
actively during a full moon. That's the 
only data that I've seen that's statistical­
ly reliable about bass activity and moon 
phase." 

"In my guiding on the lake in the last 
10 years, in the summertime you can 
almost set your watch by it," states Ran­
dy File, Johnson Outboards Pro Staff 
member, of the solunar tables. "In the 
summertime, you don't have quite the 
number of variables corning into play, 
when your weather is very consistent 
day in and day out. Therefore, I feel the 
solunar tables play a very important 
role." 

John Knight, in compiling his statis­
tics, saw that weather phenomena 
negatively influenced heightened fish 
activity during the major and minor 
periods, something which Weiss under­
lines in his book. He states that solunar 
tables "are only a forecast of the pro­
bable periods of activity, based upon 
gravitational influences of the sun and 
the moon, which may be expected to oc­
cur on any given day when weather and 
water conditions are stable." (Emphasis 
added.) 

Noted bass journalist and author A.D. 
Livingston points out in his book Fishing 
For Bass his opinion that "I'm certain 
that those people who swear by the 
tables will indeed catch more bass dur­
ing a major or minor (period). But I 
sugest that they probably fish harder 
and with more confidence during those 
periods." 

Livingston then goes on to the real 
meat of the matter: "It is, in my opinion, 
an error for the bassman to explain suc­
cess or failure by whether or not the fish 
are biting. The better philosophy is that 
the bass will bite at any time of the day 
or night if the angler can locate them 
and present the right lure in the right 
way." 

Whether this solunar theory makes 
any cosmic sense to you or not, my dad 
always had what I consider the best 
answer to this question: the right time 

to fish is anytime that you can get away 
to do it!

The service experts at Outboard

recommend a frequent check of the 
gearcase lubricant of all outboard 
motors. At the m inimum, according to 
OMC, check the fluid in fall and spring, 
and add fluid if necessary. Always drain 
and refill the geargrease with the 
specified lube in the fall . If any water 
has worked its way into the gearcase 
during the summer, It could freeze, ex­
pand, and crack the case during the cold 
winter months. When you drain the fluid, 
check for water, metal filings, or a burn­
ed odor. Any of these could signal trou­
ble and you should have the motor 
checked by a qualified technician as 
soon as possible.

A few days ago some of our home­
grown terrorists announced a cross­
burning in Idaho. Another political 
splinter announced a convention to unite 
the Ku Klux Klan and "Aryan Nations'' 
in the Northwest. Newspapers, radio 
and TV have earned feature stories­
rivalling the attention paid the confron­
tation of Reagan and Gorbachev in 
Iceland or Great Britain's welcome 
diplomatic rebuke to Syrian terrorism. 

And as a matter of fact, whether 
home-gro\\n or internatiOnal, terrorist 
grou11s and their potential are coming to 
be recognized as one of the most danger­
ous challenges to liberty and self­
government to be found. 

With the daily discussions in the 
newspapers and- over the air. a good 
many Sunday School classes are being 
told that "the Aryans" have wrong 
ideas. One person said of their views 
while being interviewed in Spokane, 
"that's one thing we don't need out here 
for sure!·· Another said there was little 
real danger, for "there are a lot of good 
people and only a few bad ones." Both 
Roman Catholic and Protestant church 
groups. have held public rallies 
condemning the terrorist racists. Lola 
Evans, wife of the Governor of Idaho, 
was one of the speakers in one rally. 

These are good people, and in the long 
run they represent what is vital and 
dependable about America. What con­
cerns us now is the short run: We need 
an Early Warning System on potential­
ly genocidal movements, and we need 
some new approaches on how to put 
them out of business as rapidly and 
pamlessly as possible. Axiom: the Ger­
man Nazi Party was a terrorist move­
ment before it ever became a criminal 
government with the power to commit 
genocide. 

Meanwhile the Federal authorities are 
beginning to move against some 
members of the terrorist network. Their 
approach reminds us that they finally 
caught AI Capone not for the serious 
crimes his gang committed but for in­
come tax evasion. Right now two ter­
rorists are being prosecuted for trying 
to pass counterfeit bills. 

Few in number but violent in both 
theory and practice, "the Aryans" con­
sist of fragments and cells of the KKK, 
neo-Nazis, "the Church of Jesus Christ 
Christian" <i.e. , not of Jesus the Jew, 
who was of David's lineage), Brueder 
Schweigan c "the Silent Brotherhood" l , 
Strike Force II, "the Order," "the Se­
cond Order," and so on.

He's got this fantasy about be 
ing a real mercenary-type GI Joe ... sort 
of like a Rambo." 

But as the record of the 1920-23 
coalescing cooperation between the then 
tiny Nazi Party and the Freikorps in the 
Weimar Republic amply documents, an 
alliance between ideological racists and 
unemployed Rambos can be very 
dangerous . 

So far we have lucked out, in America. 
But how long will our luck last'? And how 
long will it be before the politicians treat 
the issue of terrorism-both interna­
tional and internal-as something more 
than a buzzword in political speeches? 

So far ninety-nine and forty-four hun­
dred percent of the people of Idaho-and 
the rest of the beautiful and rugged 
Northwest-would applaud decisive ac­
tion to put terrorist conspiracies out of 
business. But the loyal, law-abiding 
citizens are quietly anxious, for they 
know something that apparently hasn't 
occurred to those who think the whole 
thing is a matter of opinion: the ter­
rorists have the guns, and they are get­
ting more. 

According to Kentucky law, the Divi­
sion of Forestry may collect the cost of 
suppressing forest fires from persons 
responsible for starting the fires. The 
fire supression cost is usually ordered 
paid when the guilty party is determin­
ed by the district courts. This same law 
instructs the division to return iire sup­
pression reimbursements to counties 
that have fully paid their annual coun­
ty forest fire protection assessment. The 
money returned to the counties goes in­
to a special forest fire protection fund to 
help pay the upcoming year's assess­
ment. 

Counties receiving the highest 
amounts were Lawrence, $1,700.47; 
Perry, $939.41; Boyd, $885.28. Lowest 
amounts were received by Union, $8.17; 
Hancock, $17.08; Nelson, $19.82. 
Neighboring Johnson county received 
$368.02, and Pike county, $392.87.

Bidding a reluctant farewell 
to 'Search for Tomorrow' 
By Marie Michaels 

It's always sad to wit­
ness the end of a formerly 
successful venture. This is 
particularly true in the 
case of "Search for To­
morrow," a soap with an il­
lustrious history that has 
meant so much to so many 
people, from the actors 
and production crews it 
has employed to the audi­
ence that has stuck with 
the show over its 35-year 
span.

When the news of 
" Search for Tomorrow" 's 
cancellation circulated in 
early November, few in­
dustry insiders were 
shocked or surprised by 
the joint move by Procter 
& Gamble, which owns the 
show, and NBC, which has 
aired " Search for Tomor­
row" for the past four 
years . 

The cancellation of 
" Search for Tomorrow," 
daytime TV 's longest-run­
ning soap opera (" G!-Iiding 
Light" boasts 49 years in 
broadcasting, but that in­
cludes the show's radio as 
well as its television years) 
makes one wonder wheth-

er the three remaining 
half-hour daytime soaps, 
" Ryan's Hope" (ABC), 
"Loving " (ABC) and "Cap­
itol " (CBS), might soon 
suffer the same "pink slip" 
fate. • 

All of the half-hour 
soaps have been lagging 
in the all-important Niel­
sen ratings for some time. 
CBS will introduce a new 
half-hour soap, " The Bold 
and the Beautiful, " in 
March, but its current con­
tender, "Capitol, " has had 
to squash numerous ru­
mors that it might be the 
next to go, even though it 
consistently has been the 
highest rated half-hour 
contender. 

No one seems to have 
an answer to the dilemma 
faced by 'the half-hour 
soaps, which simply don't 
have the same time to tell 
a detailed , action-packed 
story or develop their 
characters as hourlong 
soaps do. 

Suggestions to improve 
the future of the half-hour 
soaps have included 
changing the lineup so that 
they aren ' t competing 
against the hour soaps for 
viewership and expanding 
the existing half-hour 
shows to an hour. 

But none of the net­
works have made a dent in 
the problem so far . Sadly, 
" Search for Tomorrow" 
will be but a memory after 
it airs its last episode on 
Dec. 26. All its cast will be 
missed, but Mary Stuart 
and Larry Haines, who 
have been with the soap 
for so long, deserve spe­
cial mention.

Nearly every phase of the 
media has been involved in 
the centennial celebration of 
the Statue of Liberty, so it is 
only fitting that Hollywood be­
comes involved as well. Rising 
to the call are Steven Spiel­
berg and company. 

In " An American Tail," di­
rector Don Bluth and execu­
tive producer Spielberg pre­
sent an animated slice of 
19th-century immigration. 
The twist is that this story 
concerns an immigrant family 
of mice. · 

Beneath the home of the 
Moskowitz family in old moth­
er Russia lives a family of mice 
named - you guessed it -
the Mousekewitz family . It's 
Chanukah, and the family is 
gathered around the ·fire­
place. But the peace is broken 
by the screams of a Russian 
pogrom . Father Mousekewitz 
has often spoken of America, 
where there are no cats and 
the streets are paved with 
cheese, so the family sets out 
for the new promised land. 

On board ship , the son of 
the family , Feival , gets a bit 
too curious about fish, and 
gets washed overboard . 
There is much mourning in the 
Mousekewitz family. When 
they land , America proves to 
be a bit of a disa ointm 

Cheese isn 't that easy to 
come by, and there are plenty 
of cats - big viscious cats. 
Feival proves durable, howev­
er, and thanks to a floating 
bottle arrives safe at the foot 
of the soon-to-be-completed 
Statue of Liberty. 

As the human passengers 
go through immigration , so do 
the mice. They then head for 
the Lower East Side with the 
other Jewish mice. These as­
pects of the film are intended 
to please the older members 
of the audience, but they do 
form a parallel world that the 
youngest child might instinc­
tively understand. Whether 
mouse or human, the immi­
grants had it rough . 

What will appeal to children 
is Feival himself, a spunky lit­
tle creature who never gives 
up hope of finding his family. 
What will turn off viewers of all 
ages is tlirector Don Bluth 's 
whirlwind animation. In an ef­
fort to keep things moving, 
the images rush by in a blur of 
color and light. And he has an 
unhappy tendency to forego 
close-ups of the characters. In 
live action or animation , this is 
an unpardonable crime. 

This one is for young and 
forgiving viewers.

New Ban~ruptcy Law May llelp 
Ky. Farm~rs Keep Their Farms

Farmers who declare bankruptcy 
have a greater chance to reorganize 
their operations and keep them going 
now that a new bankruptcy law is in 
effect. 

''Often when farmers declared 
bankruptcy under chapters 11 or 13 of 
the federal bankruptcy law, they were 
unable to put together a debt repayment 
plan that met the approval of creditors. 
As a result, their assets were liquidated 
and they were forced off the farm, said 
University of Kentucky Extension 
agricultural economist Don Shurley. 

Under the new law, farmers have 
more leeway in reorganizing a debt 
repayment schedule, which should give 
them a greater chance to continue far­
ming. The new law, commonly referred 
to as Chapter 12, gives farmers only 90 
days to come up with a plan for repay­
ment of debts, but does not require ap­
proval by the creditors for implementa­
tion, Shurley said. 

Chapter 12 should prove to be a signifi­
cant benefit to Kentucky, where farm 
bankruptcies continue to escalate. Now, 
some 23,000 acres of western Kentucky 
farmland are controlled by bankruptcy 
courts. Many will be taken over by the 
banks who hold the mortgage, making 
them reluctant farmers, Shurley said. 

Although the new law probably will 
result in fewer farms being returned to 
banks, it may be seen by bankers as 
anti-lender because it does not allow 
them or other creditors to veto 
reorganization plans as they have been 
able to in the past. 

In addition, lenders may find it 
troublesome the way the law defines 
"adequate protection for undersecured 
creditors." Under previous bankruptcy 
laws, farmers were required to continue 
paying interest on their debts while the 
court was processing the case, or be sub­
ject to liquidation. Now, farmers are re­
quired to pay only a fair rental value on 
their land until the case is resolved. 

"Farmers more likely will be able to 
pay the fair rental value for their land 
than to keep up interest payments on it. 
This should make it easier for them to 
have their repayment plans confirmed 
and reduce the chance that their assets 
will be liquidated," Shurley said. 

Finally, the new law allows debts to 
be reduced to an amount not greater 
than the market value of assets held as 
collateral, he said. 

Chapter 12 is available to farmers who 
have less than $1.5 million in debt and

Hopeline 

QUESTION: A member of my fami­
ly was told he has cancer. I want to be 
helpful, but what should I say to him? 

ANSWER: There are no right or 
wrong things to say. Being yourself and 
relating to this person in the same way 
as before are both important. Very 
often, the most helpful think one can do 
is to be a good listener. A good listener 
means to be open to thoughts and feel­
ings. There is no judging, advising, or 
attempts to change the other person. 
The good listener tries his best to 
understand what the other person is go­
ing through. Understanding the other's 
feelings, by itself, is very helpful for the 
person who has cancer or his family 
members. It is, in fact, more often 
helpful than advice or talk aimed at 
changing another's feelings. Good listen­
ing is also called active listening. It 
takes practice and a change in the way 
we usually communicate. Some general 
guidelines for active listening are : 

- Allow some extra time after each 
person speaks (a few seconds is usual­
ly enough). 

- After you've heard what the other 
person has to say, ask yourself "What 
does this statement mean to me?"- let 
the other person know, in your own 
words, what you heard or understood. 

-At or near the close of the conver­
sation, summarize what you've 
discussed.

Bankruptcy cases already filed may 
be converted to application under the 
new law provided the court hearing the 
bankruptcy case decides that Chapter 12 
would lead to a successful reorganiza­
tion of the farmer's debt and if a prior 
plan has not already been filed, Shurley 
said 

Shurley advises farmers who are con­
templating bankruptcy declaration to 
consult with a bankruptcy attorney 
before they make any decisions.

A common problem which affects both 

domestic and farm ammals is "red 
eye." It gets its name from the ap­
pearance of the infected eye and can be 
caused by several agents. 

The eye is a highly vascular organ and 
has many superficial blood vessels 
which can be readily seen. These include 
the blood vessels in the conjunctiva, a 
membrane which lines the inside of the 
eyelids and lies over the sclera, which 
is the "white" of the eye. 

Normally these vessels are barely 
visible, but when they are irritated they 
become engorged with blood and may 
become so big and numerous they make 
the eye appear red. 

One of the more common causes of 
"red eye'' is conjunctivitis, an irritation 
of the conjunctiva . This irritation may 
be caused by mechanical irritation when 
dust, smoke or chemicals get into the 
eye and irritate the exterior surface. 

The malady may also be caused by 
viral or bacterial infection. 

Another cause of "red eye" can be im­
proper tear production. When inade­
quate quantities of tears are produced, 
the eyeball becomes dry which leads to 
irritation and other problems. 

When this happens, bacteria normal­
ly present on the eyeball would multiply 
and cause infection. 

Still another cause of "red eye," much 
more serious, is glaucoma. This is simp­
ly an increase in fluid pressure within 
the eyeball, and through various conse­
quent changes the vessels become 
engorged with blood. 

Still a fourth possible cause is irrita­
tion of the internal blood vessels which 
in turn leads to redness of the surface 
vessels. This condition is called uveitis 
and has numerous causes. If not quick­
ly and correctly diagnosed it can lead to 
serious eye damage. 

These are only four of the more com­
mon causes of "red eye." There are 
many more, including some serious 
body diseases and sometimes reactions 
to therapy for diseases. 

Usually "red eye" can be cleared up 
quickly, once the cause is determined. 
Also, usually, the animal's owner does 
not know how to correctly discover the 
cause, and incorrect treatment can 
cause even more damage. 

Your veterinarian is competent to 
diagnose the cause and treat "red eye." 
He is a highly trained health profes­
sional which the necessary resources to 
obtain quick, accurate diagnosis and 
prescribe effective treatment. 

CLEVER, THESE JAPANESE 
The results are in and the "eyes" have 

it! According to International Wildlife 
magazine, an experiment conducted by 
Japan's All -Nippon Airlines found that 
painting large eyes on the engines 
frightened birds away from the plane, 
reducing the number of "strikes". In the 
past year, the airline recorded only one 
bird strike per engine on the painted 747s 
while the unpainted 767s were struck 22 
times per engine. ·The airline is prepar­
ing to paint eyes on all of their commer· 
cia l jets. While this may startle the 
birds, it probably will save their lives.

"Morehead State is most grateful to 
the Bermans for sharing these works 
with us," said MSU President A.D. 
Albright. "The gift has more than a 
monetary value, for one cannot place 
value on beauty. 

"Even more important perhaps is the 
role that this gift will play in enriching 
the lives of our students as well as the 
people of the region who will come in 
contact with works by some of the great 
artists of our time," Dr. Albright said . 
··And for this we thank Philip and Muriel 
Berman." 

The Bermans, former owners of 
Hess's department stores, became ac­
quainted with Sternal and his work while 
he was on the faculty at Muhlenberg Col­
lege from 1970 to 1980. "The Bermans 
are extremely sincere and generous peo­
ple," said Sternal. adding that they are 
probably the most active art collectors 
in the nation. 

This gift is not the first time that the 
Bermans. who have gained national pro­
minence as art collectors and benefac­
tors, have contributed to the campus art 
scene. The campuses of Lehigh Univer­
sity, Pennsylvania State University, 
Rutgers University and the University 
of Notre Dame have benefitted from 
their generosity. 

Also the Bermans were the impetus 
for MSU's outdoor monumental 
sculpture exhibit which decorated the 
campus landscape from spring through 
fall of 1985. 

"That show in itself attracted the at­
tention of art critics, not only in Ken­
tucky, but nationally as well, reflecting 
upon our art program and campus," 
said Sternal. "It lent credibility to what 
we are doing here in Eastern Kentucky 
in the art field. " 

The Bermans, whose gift to their own 
community of nine abstract outdoor 
sculptures created front page news in 
the Philadelphia Inquirer, have broad 
philanthropic interests. 

The Jerusalem Biblical Zoo, the 
Vatican, local scout troops and several 
major universities have benefitted from 
their commitment to giving. 

"When someone asks you and you can 
afford to help them, if you feel the cause 
is right, then you should," Mrs. Berman 
explained in an interview. 

A highly successful businessman, Ber­
man began his career with a dealership 
for Interna tiona! Harvester heavy 
trucks. He later purchased Hess's 
Department Store in Allentown and 
from this store he and his wife, who 
served as the firm's vice president, built 
a chain of 39 Hess's stores before sell­
ing them.

It's about as big as a gem can be and still fit on a ring. 
The nearly 38-carat Chalk Emerald is said to have the 
ultimate color for such a gem-a brilliant, transparent 
green. While this emerald's history may not be as well 
known as the Hope Diamond's, there is a certain notoriety 
surrounding it just the same. 

The emerald reputedly is one of a set of earrings worn by 
Cleopatra and was once the property of an Indian mahara­
jah. More recently, it belonged to the wife of a Washington, 
D.C., financier, Mrs. 0 . Roy Chalk. 

Several years ago, Mrs. Chalk wore her emerald ring to 
a reception at the White House during a state visit by Bri­
tain's Queen Elizabeth II. Mraid her emerald might out­
shine the Queen's jewels, Mrs. Chalk tactfully twisted the 
ring around her finger to hide the gem in her palm. Shortly 
after that episode, the emerald ring was donated to the 
Smithsonian Institution, where it now sits on display in the 
Hall of Gems at the National Museum of Natural History. 

The Chalk Emerald is in good company. The legendary 
Hope Diamond, an extraordinary blue diamond weighing 
45.5 carats, is nearby. So is the Logan Sapphire. Weighing 
423 carats, the Logan is about the size of an extra-large hen's 
egg and one of the largest blue sapphires known to exist. 
Another neighbor is the Rosser Reeves Ruby, quite likely 
the world's finest star ruby. 

According to John White, curator in charge of the National 
Gem Collection, ''The Smithsonian's gem collection is prob­
ably the best publicly exhibited gem collection in the world.'' 
Aside from the crowd-gathering aspect, White says, "it's 
perfectly reasonable, and in fact traditional, for natural 
history museums to display gem collections, since gems are 
cut and polished bits of minerals. 

"There are close to 9,000 pieces in the Smithsonian's gem 
collection," he says, "but they're not all on display. Typical­
ly, the most 'important' gems are on exhibition. In our case, 
that's about 2 percent of the collection." 

White hastens to note, however, that the national collec­
tion of gems is not mainly jewelry. "The vast majority of 
exhibited gems are unset, faceted pieces that best illustrate 
the desirable characteristics of each type. Set gems are 
displayed only if the jewelry is historically important or its 
beauty is greatly enhanced by the setting." 

The National Gem Collection celebrated its 100th anniver­
sary in 1984. "But it wasn't until1958 when the new gem and 
mineral hall opened that the collection experienced spec­
tacular growth," White says. 

That was also the year the Smithsonian received the Hope 
Diamond. The public's imagination was captivated and, 
shortly afterward, the institution received the Vetlesen col­
lection of carved Chinese jade objects-one of the finest 
private collections of carved jade in existence. "Over the 
next few years," White says, "the gem collection grew from 
being merely a very fine public exhibit to one of great 
stature." 

To Jeff Post, the Smithsonian's associate curator of 
mineralogy, gems are "the best crystals from different 
types of minerals. To be useful as a gem, a mineral must 
have characteristics such as beauty, brilliance, durability 
and rarity. The harder a gem is, the larger and more perfect 
the crystal, and the more intense its hue and tint, the more 
valuable the specimen." 

There are about 3,000 different known minerals found in 
the Earth's crust, each a natural substance having a definite 
chemical composition and specific physical characteristics 
by which it can be distinguished from others. "Several hun­
dred kinds of mineral species account for the most familiar 
minerals, " Post says. "Of those, only a couple dozen, in­
cluding quartz and feldspar, make up the vast majority of 
the Earth's crust. Fewer than a hundred mineral species 
are traditionally used as gems." Some gems, such as pearls, 
coral and amber, technically are not minerals; rather, they 
are derived from living organisms. 

There are a number of reasons why most mineral crystals 
do not make good gemstones. "Some are too rare,'' Post ex­
plains. "Some minerals don't form nice crystals-they may 
either be very small or not very clear. Some minerals just 
aren't attractive. Others may be pretty, shiny and colorful 
but very soft, or the minerals may not cut easily or polish 
nicely-unlike the diamond, which has a lot of pizazz.'' 

A fine-quality diamond is widely regarded as a top-of-the­
line gemstone, since it possesses-in abundance-the 
characteristics that determine value. A diamond is the 
hardest substance known and the highest-a 10-on the 
Mobs' scale, which ranks a gemstone's resistance to abra­
sion or scratching. 

An opal, on the other hand, has a hardness between 5.5 
and 6.5, making it one of the softest popular gemstones. The 
opal's chemical composition is similar to quartz, but with 
a small amount of water mixed in between spheres of silica, 
and that is what makes it fragile. Despite its brittleness, the 
opal's value is based on its beauty, rarity and dazzling play 
of colors. 

Quartz, one of Earth's most abundant minerals (and the 
most common type of beach sand), produces some beautiful 
and popular gemstones. A simple compound of silicon and 
oxygen, quartz is colorless unless there are traces of im­
purities in the crystals. "Due to their atomic structures," 
Post explains, "these elemental impurities can 'sneak' in­
to the mineral solutions when the crystals are forming." 

Depending on the impurities, quartz can be yellow, red­
orange or black (onyx). Amethyst, February's birthstone, 
is the most popular variety of quartz and ranges in color 
from pale violet to deep purple-the result of traces of iron 
in the crystal. "The fact that these different impurities con­
tribute to producing beautiful colored gemstones might be 
called a fortuitous accident of nature," Post states. 

Rubies and sapphires-gem varieties of the mineral cor­
undum, an oxide of aluminum-are identical in all charac­
teristics except color. The ruby's coior, which ranges from 
pink-red to a dark, slightly purplish red, is caused by traces 
of chromium. Chromium impurities also give the mineral 
beryl its green color, thus producing emerald. All gem cor­
undum that is not red is sapphire. While the name sapphire 
is usually associated with the color blue, the gems can also 
be yellow, green and pink, depending on impurities present 
in the crystal. 

Star sapphires and star rubies occur when small, needle­
like rutile fibers (impurities) grow in a hexagonal pattern 
during the formation of the corundum crystal. In propertly 
cut stones, the optical phenomenon is known as asterism. 

In 1961, the Smithsonian received, in White's words, "a 
world-class blue star sapphire." The Star of Asia, one of the 
biggest sapphires known to exist, was acquired from a 
California gem and mineral dealer in exchange for two lots 
of small, faceted diamonds that had been seized by the U.S. 
Customs Service and given to the museum. The sapphire, 
from Burma, is believed to have belonged to the Mahara­
jah of Jodhpur. 

Many gem-quality minerals are found in pegmatites, 
igneous rocks formed by the cooling of molten materials far 
beneath the Earth's surface. "These crystals come in an 
infinite number of forms," Post says. "Some crystals, such 
as tourmaline, are nearly as valuable as cut gemstones 
because of their beauty." 

There are plenty of uses for minerals that are not of gem­
quality. "If corundum isn't colored, for example, the 
crystals are usually an unattractive gray,'' Post points out. 
"But they're still mined. Corundum is the second hardest 
mineral, and it works well as an abrasive material, such 
as sandpaper, and to cut and polish other gemstones. 

"Beryllium, found in emerald and aquamarine, is rela­
tively rare, but important. It is lighter than aluminum and 
very strong. Scientific instruments, such as electron 
microscopes and some medical equipment, use alloys of 
beryllium. Quartz crystals are used to tune frequencies in 
radios," Post explains. 

New gems continue to be discovered. For example, the 
relatively common mineral zoisite-usually an unattractive 
brown color-has been known to science for nearly 200 
years. In the 1960s, however, a deposit of gem-quality zoisite 
was found in Tanzania and almost immediately, the deep 
sapphire-blue "tanzanite" became a recognized gemstone. 
Other new gems include a lovely wine-red garnet named 
"malaya" and an emerald-green garnet called "tsavorite." 

"These discoveries are remarkable, " White says, 
"because the gems have been found in relatively large 
amounts that had escaped detection for a long time. It's 
unlikely there could be many more major gem deposits 
awaiting discovery-but one never knows."

Experts Assert 
Leprosy Curable 

Since biblical times, leprosy has been 
a disease associated with the scorned 
and impoverished and still afflicts more 
than 12 million people worldwide. Yet 
leprosy, loaded with a terrible stigma, 
has been curable for almost 40 years. 

"NOVA" looks at the tragedy of the 
disease which does not need to exist 
when "Leprosy Can Be Cured!" airs 
Sunday, December 21, at 9:00p.m. on 
KET. 

"NOVA" features interviews with 
health officials in the United States, 
where 6,000 cases exist, and in India, 
where there are 4 million victims. The 
viewer will learn that the biggest 
obstacle to erasing the dread disease 
from medical records is living condi­
tions which are both crowded and un­
sanitary. This situation not only pro­
motes the infection's growth but also 
combines with the difficulty in diagnos­
ing cases during the crucial early stages 
to make abolishing the disease the task 
it is. 

Unfortunately, the drugs currently us­
ed to treat leprosy, first developed in the 
1950s, have been partly thwarted by the 
appearance of drug-resistant strains of 
the illness. This problem will get worse, 
according to Dr. Richard Young of the 
Massachusetts Institute of Technology's 
Whitehead Institute. "If we could 
develop a vaccine for one-time inocula­
tion," Dr. Young points out, "then it's 
possible, some of us believe, to eradicate 
leprosy in perhaps a generation." 

"Leprosy Can Be Cured!" also ex­
plores the human tragedy behind the 
disease. For centuries, victims have 
been quarantined in virtual prisons by 
a fearful society. Yet, leprosy is far less 
contagious than the common cold. 

Ironically, the crippling deformities 
associated with leprosy-missing 
fingers and toes and blindness-are not 
a direct result of infection. They are 
caused by loss of sensation in the nerves 
where the bacteria tend to flourish. All 
sense of pain is lost in these areas and 
injuries and secondary infections go un­
noticed and uncared for. Such debilities, 
when combined with the "untouchable" 
status associated with leprosy, make 
rehabilitation very difficult.

"There's only one law: Do it first, do it yourself, and 
keep on doing it." - Tony Camonte (Paul Muni) in 
uscarface" (1932). 

"Scarface" romanticized the gangster-hero and fo­
cused on the brutality and alienation of the urban 
scene. Tony Camonte, the film's hero, is a primitive, 
sexually confused and ambitious hoodlum whose arbi­
trary rise in Chicago's criminal hierarchy is a twisted 
version of the Horatio Alger myth. Camonte's incestu­
ous obsession with his sister (Ann Dvorak) causes her 
death, the death of his best friend (George Raft) and 
his own death as well. 

Despite Camonte's fall from criminal grace at the 
film 's end, 1932's "Scarface" proved to be the swan 
song of sorts for the newly minted gangster genre, as 
mid-1930s Hollywood began exercising moral guide­
lines. Gangster films continued to abound, of course, 
but the tales were never told from that exact same 
viewpoint. 

But Tony Camonte was resurrected in the 1983 re­
make starring AI Pacino. It was true to the original, ex­
cept that it made Camonte a Cuban refugee in Miami 
and added a distinctly ' 80s obsession - cocaine - to 
his list of vices.

The BOX SEAT 
Boxing goes high-tech

Sports fans might not 
connect prizefighting and 
modern technology, but 
the two will get together on 
April 6, when the highly 
hyped Marvin Hagler-Sug­
ar Ray Leonard bout for 
the middleweight crown is 
shown on closed-circuit 
TV. 

Bob Arum, the fight's 
promoter, predicts a $ 100 
million gate. He has guar­
anteed the f ighters $23 
million apiece. 

Most fighting buffs dis­
agree with Arum about the 
$100 million figure, but 
they're sure the middle­
weights will top the $45 
million total pugilist fans 
spent to watch the Larry 
Holmes-Jerry Cooney set­
to back in 1982. 

Here's where the high 
tech comes in. Arum says 
his fight wi ll be aided by 
electronic advances that 
enable a promoter to ex­
ploit the closed-circuit 
market as never before. 

" For Holmes-Cooney, 
promoters distributed 
their signals by telephone­
company lines to the cen­
tral telephone-company 
office in each locality," he 
says. "Then they had to 
get the signal from the 
central location to the are­
na by microwave units. 
Lots of times, they had t o 
use four and five micro­
wave band units. These 
cost $12,000 and $ 14,000 
each." 

Now we have domestic 
satellites and fully scram­
bled signals. 

" All a location needs IS a 
regular d ish," continues 

Arum, "and a special de­
coder made for the event 
operated by a central 
computer, which feeds the 
code on an unscrambled 
basis. Formerly there were 
only 500 sites, because of 
the tremendous costs in­
volved. Now we will have 
3,000 t o 4,000 outlets at 
moderate costs. Moderate 
because each decoder 
rents for $300 to $400, and 
no matter where the site is, 
the cost is the same." 

And Arum has another 
card up his sleeve. It too 
concerns closed-circuit TV 
- and the utilization of pri­
vate c lubs as outlets. 

They were discovered 
during last year's Hagler­
Thomas Hearns bout. 
"What we had for that 
fight," Arum continues, 
"were many c lubs big 
enough to say, 'Hey, we 
don't want to go to an are­
na. We' ll pay you $20,000 
or $30,000 to have closed 
circuit at the club.' And 
since then we have found it 
very profitable. Most of 
our locations thi s time will 
be private clubs and coun­
try clubs." 

The Hagler-Leonard 
bout will also set another 
precedent - the average 
price at the closed-circuit 
showing will be $33. 

This is a far cry from the 
Muhammad Ali-Joe Fra­
zier 197 1 battle in Madison 
Square Garden, when the 
closed-circuit outlets 
charged $8 and $9. The 
promoters guaranteed the 
fighters so much money 
that they had to raise the 
top price to $22 - and 
they still made a fortune.

Jobless Rate Dips Below 7°/o; 
Oct. Employment Record High 

For Quick Reliable Service, Call

AMBULANCE The number of Kentuckians working 

in October soared to an all-time high as 
the state's monthly unemployment rate 
dipped below 7.0 percent for the first 
time in more than five years_ 

October employment in Kentucky 
reached an estimated 1,612,600 people, 
the highest figure on record , according 
to figures released today by the Cabinet 
for Human Resources. 

The jump in employment pushed 
down the state's jobless rate from a 
revised 7.0 percent in September to a 
preliminary 6.9 percent in October, the 
lowest rate since September 1981 when 
unemployment registered 6.7 percent. 

The October employment estimate 
reflects an increase of 12,500 working 
Kentuckians over the revised September 
figure of 1.600,100 and represents growth 
of 38,000 over the October 1985 figure of 
1,574,600. 

" Most of the new jobs in October were 
in a category that includes domestic 
workers, self-employed people and un­
paid family workers," said state labor 
market analyst Ed Blackwell. " There 
were 9,200 more workers in this 
category, the bulk of them child care 
workers. 

" This is a ripple effect from earlier 
job increases we've had. When more 
people have jobs outside the home, more 
families need outside child care." 

Nationally the jobless rate decreased 
from 6.8 percent in September to 6.6 per­
cent in October. The comparable state 
and national rates are not seasonally 
adjusted. 

The Department for Employment Ser­
vices monthly survey of non-farm 
employers showed an additional 3,400 
people working in education, 2,800 more 
in trade and 900 more in construction. 
Agricultural jobs rose by 1,600. 

" Some of the trade jobs also were the 
result of a ripple effect," Blackwell said. 
There were 1,388 more people working 
in department stores, 350 more in 
restaurants and 274 more in a variety of 
retail stores. 

eat out more often, which leads to more 
business for restaurants.'' 

Service jobs declined by 700 between 
September and October. "However, 
through the first 10 months of this year 
service industries have averaged 252,300 
jobs, compared to 251,900 for manufac­
turing industries," Blackwell said. 

Manufacturing companies reported a 
net loss of 500 jobs between September 
and October. 

The estimate of jobless Kentuckians 
dipped from 121,100 in September to 
119,300 in October, the lowest figure 
since October 1981. In October a year 
ago 145,200 Kentuckians were out of 
work and the unemployment rate was 
8.4 percent. 

The state's civilian labor force 
estimate was 1,731,900 in October, the 
highest figure in two years. The figure 
reflected an increase of 10,700 over the 
September report of 1,721,200 and was 
12,100 higher than the October 1985 
report of 1,719,800. 

The civilian labor force includes non­
military people who are working and 
unemployed people who actively are 
seeking jobs. It does not include anyone 
who is jobless but not seeking work.

Give With Good Cheer 
And To Worthy Cau~es 

\Vith the holiday season at hand, many 
Kentuckians will be donating to various 
charitable organizations . Attorney 
General David Armstrong provides the 
followmg information to assist con­
sumers in making sure that their 
charitable contributions are well 
utilized. 

··Kentucky's Charitable Solicitations 
Law requires that all professional fund 
raisers must register with the Attorney 
General's Office before they solicit funds 
in Kentucky," Armstrong said. "The 
registration requires full disclosure of 
the charitable organization as well as 
the professional fund raising organiza­
tion soliciting funds on behalf of the 
charity." Full disclosure of the total cost 
of the fund raising efforts as well as the 
amount of those proceeds going to the 
professional fund raiser must be 
included. 

Armstrong also provides the following 
tips for consumers to follow before mak­
ing a contribution: 

Never give to a charity you know 
nothing about. Request written­
literature, read it and ask questions if 
you need additional information. 

Always ask to see identification for 
both the solicitor and the charity. 

Don't be fooled by a convincing name. 
A crooked charity often has an im­
pressive name. Sometimes it closely 
resembles the name of a respected, 
legitimate charity. 

Don't contribute because of a tear­
jerking, hard-luck tale. This is a favorite 
tactic of phony operators. 

Ask the solicitor how much of your 
charity dollar goes for fund raising and 
administrative costs, and how much is 
actually going for the program you want 
to support. If at least 50 percent of your 
dollar is going for fund raising and ad­
ministrative costs, you may want to 
reconsider and give your money to 
another charity where more of your 
dollar is going for programs. 

If. contacted by telephone, refuse to 
commit yourself on the first call. Ask 
questions just as you would for a door­
to-door solicitor. If the charity sounds 
legitimate and worthwhile, request writ­
ten information. Then make your 
decision. 

Mail solicitations are often accom­
panied by an item which you are told you 
can keep if you contribute. But federal 
law states that unless you asked for the 
item, you can keep it without making a 
contribution. 

Don't let yourself be pressured or in­
timidated into giving, whether it's on­
the-spot, by telephone or mail. Give 
yourself time to think about it. 

Find out if the charity is registered 
with the Attorney General's Office. Your 
Better Business Bureau may also have 
information on the charitable 
organization. 

Pay by check made out to the 
organization, not the solicitor.

Answers 
Q- I am a Korean veteran and I ai'n 

filing for a service-connected disability 
rating. If I am rated service-connected 
am I eligible for VA life insurance? 

A.-Any veteran who served after 
April25, 1951, and is awarded a service­
connected disability is eligible for 
Service-Disabled Veterans Insurance 
<RH> . You must file for this insurance 
within one year of the award of the 
disability rating. 

Q- I have a Loan Guaranty Cer­
tificate of Eligibility which was issued 
to me by the VA over 15 years ago. Can 
I still use it? 

A.-Yes. Certificate of Eligibility do 
not expire and are good for the max­
imum loan guaranty currently 
available. 

Q.-What is the interest rate on aNa­
tional Service Life Insurance Policy 
Loan? 

A. - The current interest rate on policy 
loans is 11 percent. 

Q.-May a veteran with peacetime 
service only be buried in a national 
cemetery? 

A.-Yes, providing the service was 
under conditions other than 
dishonorable. 

Q - My husband had a Veterans' 
Group Life Insurance Policy when he 
died. An attorney from a company 
where he owed money said they would 
attach the proceeds of the insurance to 
pay the bill. Can they do th1s? 

A No. Servicemen's Group Life In 
surance and Veterans' Group Life In­
surance proceeds are not assignable , 
nor are payments to beneficiaries sub­
ject to claims of creditors of the insured 
or beneficiary. 

Q.-Does the VA have an alcohol or 
drug dependence program for veterans? 

A.-Yes. The VA operates both inpa­
tient and outpatient clinics in most VA 
Medical Centers for honorably 
discharges veterans

Cicada or Locust­
They're on the Way 

Kentucky fruit growers m1ght well 
consider postponing planting new trees 
for a year unless they prepare now to 
take vigorous action against next 
spring's outbreak of the 17-year cicada. 

A lot of people buy trees, put them in 
the ground and do nothing else for a 
year, said Doug Johnson, Extension en­
tomologist with the University of Ken­
tucky College of Agriculture. 

They can't do that this year, he said. 
They're going to have to protect their 
trees. 

How sure are we that the expected 
onslaught of what many Kentuckians 
call the 17-year locust actually will 
occur? 

".o}bsolutely sure," Johnson said "The 
last outbreak of this particular locust 
<called Brood 10) was in 1970, and you 
can mark it on your calendar that they'll 
be back in 1987 and again 17 years after 
that." 

They will hit over half the counties in 
Kentucky. The cicadas <they're com­
pletely different insects from locusts 
which are in the grasshopper family ) 
can be quite damaging to fruit trees, 
especially newly planted ones. That's 
why Gerald Brown, UK Extension hor­
ticulturist, said some commercial 
growers "who have more than they can 
say grace over already" may want to 
skip this year's new plantings unless 
they have the time and inclination to 
take unusual measures to protect the 
young trees. 

have a problem again. If you have an or­
chard in a field which was plowed less 
than 17 years ago, you won't have a pro­
blem there. If your fruit trees are in an 
open field 100 to 200 feet from the nearest 
woods, you won't have a major problem. 
If you're close to a big woods you pro­
bably will." 

That's because most cicadas head for 
the nearest tree to mate and lay eggs 
when they leave the tree roots on which 
they've been feeding for 17 years. The 
insect juvenile, after hatching from eggs 
deposited in the tree by the female 
cicada, fall to the ground. The juvenile, 
called nymphs, then burrow until they 
find suitable roots one and a half to two 
feet t>ttneath the soil on which they feed 
for 17 more years until they emerge for 
a new· assault on trees.

Colvin Named Head, 
Baptist Convention 

A.B. Colvin, newly elected president 
of the Kentucky Baptist Convention, was 
elected over Louisville pastor Ferrill 
Gardner during the 149th annual session 
of the KBC in Elizabethtown. Colvin 
received 774 votes; Gardner, 372. 

Born in 1917 in Grant county, Colvin 
attended Kentucky public schools and 
the University of Kentucky, receiving 
the A.B. degree in 1939. He continued his 
education in Kentucky at Southern Bap­
tist Theological Seminary and received 
a master in theology in 1942. 

Colvin then entered the Air Force and 
upon his return, he accepted the 
pastorate of Southside Baptist Church in 
Covington. In 1952 he accepted the call 
to the First Baptist Church of Lebanon, 
spending six years there, also. He then 
began his long association with the KBC 
Executive Board as an employee, a 
career that encompassed three jobs and 
spanned 28 years. 

In 1958, Colvin became director of the 
Missions and Evangelism department, 
coordinating the work throughout the 
state. 

Colvin retired in July, 1985, but his 
work with Kentucky Baptists was far 
from over. He is interim pastor at 
Ballardsville Baptist Church in Oldham 
county and teaches at Southern Baptist 
Theological Seminary where he was 
once a student. He also teaches at Boyce 
Bible College and performs a special 
ministry for Oneida Baptist Institute, a 
school serving young people in grades 
1-12. 

Barkley Moore, president of Oneida 
Baptist Institute, sent word to Colvin 
that he would like to talk with him. The 
resulting talk produced an enthusiastic, 
supportive spokesman for Oneida." Col­
vin is not paid anything for this service, 
nor is he reimbursed for his time and ef­
fort. "I represent Oneida all over the 
state, because it's important," Colvin 
asserts. 

Colvin is looking forward to yet 
another year of active service to Ken­
tucky Baptists. As president of the con­
vention, his responsibilities include 
mediating at the 1987 Kentucky Baptist 
Convention in Louisville. The convention 
will mark the !50th anniversary for Ken­
tucky Baptists and will open on Colvin's 
birthday. "I'm not interested in pulling 
off some big thing while I'm president," 
Colvin told Kentucky Baptist Press 
(KBP). "My chief concern is that we, as 
Kentucky Baptists, might just give the 
Lord the best year we've ever had."

That's not always an easy judgment 
call, however. Brown said some peach 
growers were badly hurt by severe 
freezes in 1984-85. Those farmers have 
many trees that need to be replaced, and 
they will have to make a decision as to 
whether the economic certainties of not 
planting outweigh the economic risks of 
planting.

There are some things that can be 
done to protect newly planted trees, 
however. 

Johnson said damages can be 
prevented by covering the tree with a 
bag made of protective netting such as 
cheesecloth. 

''Cover the trees and tie the netting to 
the trunk below the branches," he said. 
"This covering should be removed when 
the egg-laying is completed. For a com­
mercial operator we're talking about 
thousands of bags and a lot of labor." 

There also are several insecticides 
which can limit cicada damage. Johnson 
said that growers normally on a 10 to 
14-day spray schedule probably will 
need a five to seven-day schedule dur­
ing the two month danger period from 
May to July. It depends on whether the 
cicada population is large in the par­
ticular orchard. 

" A lot depends on how much you know 
about your particular trees," he said. "If 
you know you had a problem 17 years 
ago and the trees are still there, you will

When University of Kentucky scien­
tists produced a low-endophyte tail 
fescue and put it on the market. they 
knew Mother Nature rarely fails to take 
notice of a change. 

Lack of the endophyte, hailed as a vir­
tue in the new variety, Johnstone, when 
it was released a year or so ago, could 
be a problem. There is reason to believe 
that the endophyte in other varieties of 
tall fescue protects the plants from 
insects . 

"If there is an ecological niche you can 
bet some organism is going to fill it. If 
farmers begin to plan sizeable acreage 
to Johnstone it's a safe guess that one in­
sect or another is going to discover the 
absence of the endophyte and begin 
feeding on it,'' said Doug Dahlman, an 
entomologist in the University of Ken­
tucky College of Agriculture. 

Tall fescue has long been a favorite 
pasture grass for Kentucky cattle pro­
ducers, but until the introduction of the 
Johnstone variety all types of tall fescue 
were infected to one degree or another 
with an endophyte which reduced 
animal performance during the sum­
mer. The endphyte, a small organism 
living inside fescue, produces toxins 
which poison cattle. Cattle don't graze 
enough of the poison to kill them, but 
many do become very sick. 

Johnstone tall fescue solved the prob­
lem of "summer syndrome" by remov­
ing the endophyte. Now producers can 
graze their cattle on fescue year 'round. 

But Dahlman said the low-endophyte 
fescue has shown itself to be very 
susceptible to greenbugs in the 
laboratory. 

"They'll kill it in 10 days or less," he 
said. "They'll even go through a small 
stand of mixed varieties in the lab and 
feed only on the endophyte-free grass,'' 
the insect expert said. 

There have been no problems outside 
the Jab up to now. Older varieties of en­
dophyte infected fescue, such as Kenhy 
or Kentucky 31, have not been known to 
be a food host to insects . The endophyte 
which makes cattle sick seems also to 
ward off insects. And while the low­
endophyte Johnstone is a food host in the 
Jab, there is not enough of it in produc­
tion to have caused a shift in the feeding 
patterns of the insects which feed on it 
in nature. 

But, as more and more farmers plant 
Johnstone, the likelihood of such a shift 
increases. 

It is for that reason that Dahlman, 
agronomist Lowell Bush and plant 
pathologist Malcolm Siegel are looking 
for an endphyte that maintains the in­
sect resistance but does not make cat­
tle ill. 

"Sheep producers in New Zeland had 
a similar situation with a perennial 
ryegrass several years ago. The grass 
had an endophyte in it which made

sheep sick. New Zealand scientists pro­
duced a variety of the grass without the 
endophyte and at the same time produc­
ed a whole new set of management con­
cerns," Dahlman sai . 

Since endophyte infested grass makes 
animals sick, they naturally don't graze 
it extensively. When the Ne'v\;' Zealanders 
removed the endophyte from the grass, 
the sheep ate it right down to the dirt, 
killing it. When the sheep ate it right 
down to the dirt, killing it. When the 
sheep producers adjusted their pasture 
management to prevent the sheep from 
killing the grass, the Argentine stem 
weevil moved in and destroyed pastures. 

Dahlman and others hope to forestall 
similar problems in Kentucky and sur­
rounding states where Johnstone is be­
ing widely planted. That's where the en­
dophyte comes back into the picture. 

''The endophyte produces a variety of 
compounds called alkaloids. Some of the 
alkaloids are suspected to be responsi­
ble for causing the illness in cattle, and 
others for the resistance to insects, '' 
Bush, the agronomist, said. Studies are 
now underway to find an endophyte 
which produces only the desired 
alkaloids, and introduce that into the 
low-endophyte tall fescues. Early 
research is aimed at finding such an en­
dophyte in some other type of grass. If 
that search proves fruitless, scientists 
may go into the lab and attempt to 
change existing entlophytes to suit their 
nee.ds. 

"If we can't find a new endophyte 
we'll try to build one," Dahlman said. 

Bush said some people think he and 
his colleagues are being too cautious. 
They question the wisdom of finding a 
solution for which there is no problem 
at present. 

' 'There are quite a few people who 
think we're overly concerned, but we 
think the prudent course is to anticipate 
problems and prepare for them. Ex­
periences similar to the situation with 
Johnstone, and conventional wisdom, 
suggest that we need to be aware of the 
potential for insect problems with 
Johnstone. Changes in pasture manage­
ment can be made in a relative hurry. 
Reactions to an insect pest take longer.

VA Home Loan Rate 
Drops To 8-Y ear Low 

For the seventh time in 18 months, the 
Veterans Administration has lowered its 
maximum home loan interest rate. Ef· 
fective November 24, VA-guaranteed 
fixed rate mortgages dropped to 9 
percent-the lowest since June 28, 1978. 

The decrease continues a pattern that 
began in September 1981 when VA rates 
peaked at an all-time high of 171h per­
cent. The last change, from 101;2 percent 
to 9% percent, occurred March 3, 1986. 

The cut brings the VA rate closer to 
the market rate nationally. 

Besides benefitting new veteran­
buyers, VA officials said the cut in the 
rate can help many veterans who 
already have home loans with high in­
terest rates . By refinancing, veterans 
may be able to cut monthly payments by 
$200 a month or more and save 
thousands of dollars over the life of the 
loan. 

The VA will also decrease by one-half 
percent the maximum rates for 
Graduated Payment Mortgages 
(GPMs) to 9% percent and home im­
provement loans to 101h percent. 

The rates for manufactured home 
loans will also be decreased to 11112 per­
cent for unit-<>nly loans and 11 percent 
for loans to purchase either a unit with 
a lot for a unit already purchased. 

VA home loans may be used to pur­
chase, construct, alter, improve, repair, 
or refinance a home. This includes the 
purchase of condominiums and manfac­
tured homes with or without a lot.

Elie Wiesel Receives Nobel Prize 
The selection of Elie Wiesel for the 

Nobel Prize for Peace is another 
triumph for human rights advocates. It 
is also another validation of the impor­
tance of teaching the Holocaust and its 
lessons. It is also, of course, a time of re­
joicing for the Jewish people-especially 
for other Holocaust survivors- and for 
all who have experienced the Holocaust 
as a watershed event in human history. 
Finally, it is also another authentication 
of America's role as a haven for the 
homeless- what the Bible calls "a City 
of Refuge" - in a brutal world. 

Just a few weeks ago, at the time of 
the Centennial of the Statute of Liberty, 
Elie Wiesel was one of a select group of 
"new Americans" who received from 
the President of the United States a cita­
tion and a medal for what he as a 
newcomer had contnbuted to his coun­
try of choice. Just a few days ago he 
became one in another select group­
one of a number of Nobel Prize winners 
who came to the United States to find the 
liberty and dignity to which the human 
person is entitled and which enhances 
his creativity. 

Elie Wiesel first became famous in 
Europe and America for the writings 
based upon his experience as a youth 
during the Nazi slaughter of the Jewish 
people. He survived Auschwitz, but not 
before he had seen his mother and sister 
and father turned over to death in 
Hitler's " final solution to the Jewish 
problem." His autobiographical book 
Night contains the most powerful 
crucifixion story in 20th century 
literature. 

Wha t does it mean that the major in­
terpreter of the Holocaust receives the 
Peace award'? For one thing it stands as 
an answer to those who deny the Holo­
caust its integrity and meani.ng, either 
because they are neo-Nazi "historical 
revisionists" or because they think it a 
"dark chapter of human history" that 
should be buried and forgotten . Twenty 
years ago there were many individuals 
and organizations, Jewish as well as 
Christian, who wanted to suppress the 
story and divert attention from it. Today 
there are thousands of high school and 
college classes on the story of the 
Holocaust and its lessons, and every 
year the Days of Remembrance are 
observed at the White House, by the Con­
gress, by all 50 governors, and by all 
mayors of major American cities. We 
have come to understand that this 
watershed event cannot be suppressed, 
cannot be denied: its stories must be told 
and its lessons drawn, by Jews and 
Christians and gentiles- indeed by all 
persons of conscience, and in all civiliz­
ed countries. 

The Peace award is the citation that 
went to Bishop Tutu of South Africa, 
Lech Walesa of Solidarity, and Martin 
Luther King, J r of the Southern Chris-

tian Leadership Conference. Each of 
them has insistently directed our atten­
tion to major issues that many want to 
avoid. Elie Wiesel has earned the Peace 
award, with his vigorous advocacy of the 
claims of the disinherited and exploited 
and oppressed- the "boat people," 
refugees from Central America, Jews in 
the Soviet Union, My most recent per­
sonal experience was to join with him in 
a Memorial Day for the Gypsy Victims 
of Nazi Genocide. And in February there 
will be held under his chairmanship a 
major international conference on 
"other victims" of the Third Reich.

But Wiesel, for all that he has suf­
fered, is moved by the spirit of love and 
reconciliation-not by hate. He has been 
a leader in German-American reconcili­
ation efforts, and a whole section of the 
West German parliament sent a petition 
supporting his nomination for the Nobel 
Prize. He is a spokesman for new life 
and new beginnings- for Israel, for 
American-German reconciliation, for 
Soviet Jewry , for refugees from 
despotisms and dictatorships in many 
parts of the world. He is our America at 
her best!

Kentucky epidemiologists have 
developed a formal reporting system to 
provide information about the severity, 
type and number of flu outbreaks in the 
state. 

"We had a heavy flu year in 1985·86," 
said Reginald Finger, M.D., of the 
Department for Health Services, "and 
everybody wanted to know where the 
worst outbreaks were and how many 
cases were occurring. We had no formal 
system of reporting, so we couldn't 
knowledgeably answer the questions. 

"This year, when we see where the 
first flu outbreaks are, we can alert 
physicians and public health depart­
ments in other parts of the state about 
what to expect in the near future. Maybe 
we can give them time to gear up for a n 
onslaught of patients." 

The flu tracking system involves 20 
counties and about 500,000 physicians' 
patients throughout the state. Each 
county coordinator, who is a health 
department employee, polls between 
one and 20 physicians for the number of 
flu-like illnesses treated in a week's 
time. The coordinator also calls area 
schools for absenteeism reports. The 
calls are made weekly, starting Nov. 10 
and running through May 5. Coor­
dinators then report to Finger's office. 

"The counties were chosen based on 
geography,'' said Finger. "We tried to 
choose counties that had a major ingress 
from other states, because a lot of flu 
viruses travel here from other areas. 
There is a mixture of large and small 
counties and rural and urban counties. 
Magoffin and Pike counties are among 
them. 

"We're looking at school absenteeism 
because {leaks in overall absenteeism 
have proven to be good indicators of flu 
activity," he said. "These numbers, 
together with reports from physicians, 
will give us good information about flu 
activity in a certain area." 

The tracking system also provides a 
mechanism for determining the type or 
types of flu viruses in the state. Throat 
culture kits will be distributed by health 
departments to participating physicians 
in the 20 counties . The physicians will 
take throat cultures from early flu pa­
tients and send the kits to Frankfort 
where they will be analyzed by the state 
lab to determine the virus' type. Know­
ing the type can then guide physician 
treatment of subsequent cases. 

During the first two weeks of repor­
ting, Nov. 10-21, there were 1,254 flu-like 
illnesses in 15 counties and a school 
absenteeism rate of 5.3 percent. 

"I can't say how those numbers corn­
pare to other years. We don 't have data 
from past years, which is why we've 
started collecting information,'' Finger 
said. "This time next year, perhaps we 
can look at early numbers and make 
some kind of interpretation. 

' 'Once the tracking effort has conclud­
ed, we'll publish the overall results in the 
"Kentucky Epidemiologic Notes and 
Reports,' " he said. The publication is 
the monthly newsletter of the Division 
of Epidemiology.

System Devised At UK 
May Be Used Worldwide 

A new system for describing chemical 
reactions-first proposed by University 
of Kentucky chemistry professor Robert 
Guthrie in 1975-may soon be adopted by 
an international chemistry governing 
organization. 

The International Union of Pure and 
Applied Chemistry is expected to give 
final approval to the new system at its 
1987 meeting in Boston, Guthrie said. 

The nomenclature system will give 
scientists and students a more detailed, 
but systematic, way of symbolically ex­
pressing the sequence of events that oc­
cur in a chemical reaction. Guthrie feels 
it will help scientists better communi­
cate their research findings. 

Guthrie proposed the system in a 
paper published in 1975. His ideas, along 
with a related system proposed by John 
Littler of England, have been revised 
and refined by a IUPAC committee of 
which Guthrie is a member. 

"The main advantage over the pre­
sent system is that it is systematic," 
Guthrie said. "The old system does not 
always clearly distinguish between dif­
ferent sequences of events, such as elec­
tron movement as bonds are made and 
broken, that occur in a chemical 
reaction ." 

The new system, he said, clearly and 
systematically designates each evenJ in 
the chemical reactwn, using various 
symbols and subscripts 

"New students being introduced to 
these ideas for the first time seem to like 
it. It's straightforward and they can 
learn 1t quickly," he said. 

Guthrie said the leading textbook m 
organic chemistry will be revised to 
reflect the new system, if adopted, 
which will speed the acceptance of it 
among the scientific community.

Last summer Attorney General Ed­
win Meese gave a speech before the 
American Bar Association that caused 
this question-how should the Supreme 
Court interpret the Constitution-to 
become a matter of public discussion 
and debate. That was a very good thing 
for him to have done, and I for one am 
grateful. The future of democracy would 
be bleak if the meaning of the Constitu­
tion were to be decided by a private con­
versation among judges and lawyers 
from which the public is excluded. For 
decades-since the great controversy 
over Roosevelt's court-packing plan in 
the 1930s-the Supreme Court, aided by 
its allies in the universities and the legal 
profession, has transformed the way it 
views·the.Constitution without serious 
public discussion of the new principles 
of its jurisprudence. 

How should judges, especially 
Supreme Court justices apply the Con­
stitution when they decide whether ac­
tions of the state and federal govern­
ments are constitutional? The impor­
tance of the question is obvious. The 
Constitution is the supreme law of the 
land, and its meaning affects every 
American citizen in the most intimate 
way. For example, does the Constitution 
really grant a right of abortion to a 
fifteen-year-old girl against the laws of 
a state and without her parents' consent 
or even their knowledge? Does the Con­
stitution really require the citizens of 
Texas to pay for free public education 
for illegal immigrants? Does the Con­
stitution really tolerate the teaching of 
Marxist dogma in our high schools while 
forbidding the teaching of respect for 
God? Recent Supreme Court decisions 
have said "yes" to all these questions. 
It does not take much insight to see that 
the Supreme Court has had a strong 
tendency in recent years, not to follow 
the Constitution, but to read into that 
document its own personal views of right 
and wrong. 

Attorney General Edwin Meese 
challenged this last summer. Meese 
called for the Court to practice a 
"jurisprudence of original intention." 
He said that the Court should read the 
Constitution in "the sense in which the 
Constitution was accepted and ratified 
by the nation." Meese was only stating 
what is implicit in the idea of constitu­
tional governement: that the Constitu­
tion is the basic law, that its authority 
comes from its being approved by the 
people, and that the basic law must have 
some meaning if its being approved by 
the people means anything at all. 

Justice -William J. Brennan gave a 
speech last fall, and this speech ridicul­
ed and denounced Meese's insistence 
that fhe Supreme Court should interpret 
the Constitution in the light of its original 
intention. Brennan said that the 
jurisprudence Of original intent "is lit­
tle more than arrogance cloaked as 
humility. It is arrogant," he said, "to 

pretend that from our vantage we can 
gauge accurately the intent of the 
Framers on application of principle to 
specific, contemporary questions. 
Typically, all that can be gleaned is that 
the Framers themselves did not agree 
about the applications or meaning of 
J>.<lrticular constitutional provisions, and 
hid their differences in cloaks of 
generality." 

The true method of constitutional in­
terpretation. according to-Brennan, is 
for judges to adapt the Constitution to 
changing times. To quote again ftom his 
Georgetown speech: "ThoSe who would 
restrict claims of right to the values of 
1789 specifically articulated in the Con­
stitution turn a blind eye to social pro­
gress ... For the genius of the Constitu­
tion rests not in any static meaning it 
might have had in a world that is dead 
and gone, but in the adaptability of its 
great pripciples to cope with current 
problems and current needs. What the 
constitutional fundamentals meant to 
the wisdom of other times cannot be 
their measure to the vision of our time.'' 

In one sense, Brennan is indeed cor­
rect: We always have and always will 
need to adapt "constitutional fundamen­
tals" is crucial. These fundamentals 
must be grounded in the text of the Con­
stitution and in the thinking of the socie­
ty that framed and ratified it. Otherside 
the judiciary will be a despotism accoun­
table to no one. It is this Brennan doesn't 
seem to comprehend. 

The Brennan's view of constitutional 
fundamentals is less than satisfactory 
becomes clear when one examines his 
view of the Eighth Amendment. He 
believes that the Eighth Amendment 
forbids the death penalty as "cruel and 
unusual punishment" under all cir­
cumstances. This view, he admits, is not 
yet subscribed to by a majority of the 
justices of the Supreme Court. Nor is it 
justified by the Constitution's text, 
which clearly shows that capital punish­
ment is sanctioned in several instances. 
The Fifth Admendment states that "No 
person shall be held to answer for a 
capital, or otherwise infamous crime, 
unless on a presentment or indictment 
of a Grand Jury; ... nor shall any person 
be subject for the same offense to be 
twice put in jeopardy of life or 
limb; ... nor be deprived of life ... without 
due process of law." 

If Justice Brennan really believes in 
"constitutional fundamentals," then 
how does he justify his stance that 
capital punishment is unconstitutional? 
The Constitution itself shows that it is. 
The "fundamental" ban on "cruel and 
unusual punishment" clearly did not 
apply to the death penalty when it was 
written. So how did it suddenly change? 
Either constitutional fundamentals a 
fundamental, and they don't change, or 
they are not fundamental and do 
change.

seriously, it must have a real, discerni­
ble meaning-a meaning that does not 
change from one generation to the next. 
Its fundamentals are applied to new 
situations certainly; but they 
themselves stay the same. A constitu­
tion, after all, is a fundamental law, 
ratified by the people as a solemn and 
extraordinary act. It stands above all in­
stitutions created by it-even the 
judiciary.

A major new program to help keep 
drunken drivers off the road and help 
businesses that serve alcohol do so 
responsibly was launched in).-ouisville 
Thanksgiving week. It will be available 
statewide within a month. 

The training program for those who 
serve and sell alcohol is calleti Concern­
ed Alcohol Servers Education, or CASE. 
Leaders in the restaurant, hotel/motel, 
tourism and alcoholic beverage sales in­
dustry requested the program, and the 
Kentucky Department of Education's 
Office of Vocational Education 
developed the half-day seminars for 
businesses throughout the state. 

''We at the Department of Education 
were eager to join with the hospitality 
industry in a program that promotes the 
responsible use of alcohol," State 
Superintendent of Public Instruction 
Alice McDonald said. "The hospitality 
industry is very important economical­
ly to Kentucky, and we all want to stop 
the tragic toll of lives lost and shattered 
by drunken drivers." 

The CASE program for servers and 
sellers of alcohol will be ongoing, with 
training sessions starting in Louisville, 
Lexington, Paducah, Owensboro, Bowl­
ing Green and Northern Kentucky by 
mid-December, before the major 
holidays. 

Representatives of the Kentucky 
Restaurant Association, the Kentucky 
and the Greater Louisville hotel-motel 
associations, the Alcoholic Beverage 
Sales Association and the Kentucky 
Tourism Federation met at the Galt 
House in Louisville Monday (Nov. 24) to 
finalize the course materials with 
Department of Education vocational 
staffers. 

"These groups asked·for the training 
to help their employees become respon­
sibile hospitality professionals, and to 
deal with the increasing third-party 
liability problem their industry faces," 
said Bill Asher, Office of Vocational 
Education specialist who is coordinating 
CASE with Jo Carols Dickson of Jeffer­
son State Vocational School. 

Using videotapes, role-playing and 
class exercises with small groups, in­
structors will help bartenders, servers 
and clerks selling package liquor 
recognize various stages of intoxication, 
learn techniques to slow a patron's 
drinking in an effective but courteous 
manner, and know how to help the 
patron sober up before leaving or get 
home without driving a vehicle. 

Joan Kemper, executive director of 
the Kentucky Restaurant Association, 
noted that it is important for managers 
to have the same kind of awateness 
training. Managers are welcome at 
CASE seminars, Asher said, and a 
private firm based in Louisville is offer­
ing workshops for owners/managers 
that cover the legal liability and docu-

mentation techniques in more depth. 
Les Nichols of the Kentucky 

Hotel/Motel Association said the affor­
dability ($1 per person for materials> 
and the ongoing nature of the CASE 
seminars are especially important as 
the businesses have fairly high turnover. 

A number of businesses have already 
asked for training on·site, Asher said, 
and seminars for any other alcohol­
serving and selling firms will be 
available at state vocational schools. 
The preferred class size is 10 or more, 
but under 30 persons. 

Kentucky's CASE is believed to be the 
first alcohol server training program of­
fered by a state education department 
in cooperation with the businesses af­
fected. Oklahoma has a program ready 
for implementation soon, and there are 
a limited number of private firms offer­
ing training. CASE training is free, with 
a $1.00 per person materials fee. 

"Our program makes the training af­
fordable for the smallest bar or conve­
nience store," said State Supt. 
McDonald. "It is the small businesses 
that need our help most if they are to 
thrive and contribute to the state's 
economy." 

There are about 10,000 liquor licenses 
issued to Kentucky businesses, Asher 
said, and the Office of Vocational Educa­
tion is trying to reach all such businesses 
through their trade associations, the 
media, and direct mailings. Interested 
owners or managers of businesses 
handling liquor may contact Bill Asher 
at the Kentucky Department of Educa­
tion, Office of Vocational Education, 
2133 Capital Plaza Tower, Frankfort, 
Ky.

Kentucky Veterinary Medical Association 
Kentucky veterinarians are continu­

ing to combat brucellosis with varying 
degrees of success, depending mostly on 
the cooperation of Kentucky farmers. 

Not only is brucellosis a public healt 
hazard because of the possibility of in­
fecting humans with undulant fever, it 
is a matter of increasing economic im­
portance to farmers not only because of 
possible abortions but because more and 
more states are restricting sale of in­
fected cattle. 

A state sponsored program to vac· 
cinate against the disease is well ac­
cepted in some areas, and almost total-
ly ignored in others. A 

When the current campaign agains~ 
the disease was started in 1980, Ken­
tucky was one of nine states in which 90 
percent of the herds known to be infected 
with brucellosis were located. 

Aside from the effect undulant fever 
may have on humans (the organism is 
shed in milk, and drinkmg raw infected 
milk is how it spreads to humans), the 
disease can have serious economic im· 
pact on farmers. 

Abortion is the most dramatic effect 
However, infected cows may retain 
placentas and their fertility may be im­
paired. Bulls that become infected may 
become infertile. 

Veterinarians advise that most herd 
infections begin with the purchase of in· 
fected cattle which are added to the 
herd, although it may enter from inter­
mingling with cattle from an adjacent 
and infected farm. 

Several steps are suggested to control 
the disease, including: • 

Raising your own herd replacements, 
if your herd is brucellosis free; isolating 
all purchased replacements a minimwn 
of 60 days, then retesting for brucellosis, 
havtng all heifers vaccinated at between 
two to six months of age: avoiding con­
tact of your herd with cattle of unknown 
status: not borrov:ing or loaning bulls: 
limiting calving season to the shortest 
possible time period, initiating with 
your veterinarian a sound herd-health 
program: seeking vetermary advice a 
the first sign of abbrtion or fertility pro­
blems: following the current rules and 
recommendations of official disease 
control problems: encouraging others to 
cooperate in the attempt to eliminate 
brucellosis. 

Your veterinarian is not only trained 
m medical knowledge of brucellosis and 
how to prevent and eradicate it, he is 
also completely informed about the pro­
grams the state sponsors to control the 
disease. He also knows the curren 
regulations regarding sale of infected 
cattle to other states, as well as the 
recommendations of federal studies.

Everyone Should Know 
About Generic Drugs

Before you go to the pharmacy to have 
your next prescription filled, it is impor­
tant for you to know about Kentucky's 
generic drug law. The law was passed 
to ensure that you receive the savings 
from having a lower cost generic drug 
selected by a pharmacist in place of the 
brand name drug prescribed. This 
legislation can greatly reduce the cost 
of your prescription drugs. 

It is important for you to know what 
is meant by the term "generic" drug. 
Each drug has a generic name which is 
the universal or scientic name of a drug. 
One generic drug may have several dif­
ferent brand names. For example, 
tetracycline, an antibiotic, is sold under 
several brand names, such as Sumycin, 
Tetracyn, Achromycin, or under its 
generic name of tetracycline. Not all 
brand name drugs have generic 
equivalents because the brand name 
drugs may be protected by patent for a 
period of time and no substitution can be 
made. 

Your pharmacist may sell only 
generic drugs that are therapeutically 
equivalent to brand name drugs. That 
means that the drug must have the same 
active ingredient, strength, quantity and 
dosage as the brand name drug your 
doctor listed on the prescription. Ken­
tucky's pharmacists consult a list of 
nonequivalent drugs published by the 
U. S. Food and Drug Administration 
when they select a generic drug. All 
drugs, whether sold under their brand 
name or generic name, must meet the 
same standards set by the U. S. Food 
and Drug Administration for safety, 
strength, purity and effectiveness. 

Brand name drugs often cost much 
more than their generic counterparts. 
Often, the consumer pays for the adver­
tised brand name, when the medication 
could be bought for less under its generic 
name. 

To comply with the generic drug law, 
drugstores must post this notice: 

"This pharmacy is required to 
dispense the lowest priced generic drug 
which is therapeutically equivalent to 
the one prescribed for you by your doc­
tor unless you or your doctor do not ap­
prove. The Commonwealth's Kentucky 
Drug Formulary Council has approved 
these therapeutically equivalent drug 
products. Ask your pharmacist." 

Ask your doctor to write the prescrip­
tion for a generic product. When your 
pharmacist receives a prescription for 
a brand name drug for which he or she 
has one or more acceptable equivalent 
drugs in stock, the pharmacist must 
select the lowest-priced therapeutic 
equivalent drug. 

Pharmacies are not reqmred to stock 
generic drugs, although most will do so 
to help the consumer save money. In 
some instances, your doctor may not 

wish to have a generic selection made. 
In that case, he or she must write "Do 
Not Substitute" on the prescription 
blank. 

Be sure that you are getting the 
lowest-priced quality generic drug possi­
ble. Comparison shop. Prices vary from 
one pharmacy to another. With the 
generic drug law, you can do something 
about the high cost of being sick.

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State Agency Helps Nail Fathers 
Behind On Child Support Payments 

Churches To Deliver 
Christmas Baskets 

The Southern Baptist Churches of 
P restonsburg and vic inity will be 
de liver ing Chris tmas baskets on 
Christmas Eve to needy famlies, it was 
announced this week. 

Thousands of Kentucky fathers make 
regular child support payments in com­
pliance with their court ordered obltga 
tions Unfortunately, there are also 
thousands of others who don't. 

When Kentucky families have difficul­
ty receiving child support payments, the 
Division of Child Support Enforcement 
in the Department for Social Insurance 
works with local officials to help ensure 
those commitments are kept. 

"As a child develops. the involvement 
of the father, both physically and finan­
ctally, plays a very tmportant role," said 
d1vi ·ton dtrector David E. Cathers. "In 
most of these homes, the financial sup­
port means the difference in in­
dependently providing for the health and 
welfare of the children or going on public 
welfare. However, failure to meet this 
(lbligation goes beyond money 

"If those payments are neglected, it 
could be interpreted by the child as a 
sign the father no longer cares for his 
children. That can have a devastating 
1mpact on a child' s self-image.·· 

Collection of child support payments 
in many of Kentucky's 175,000 cases 
may involve more than simply going to 
the delinquent father for the money 

"A mother who is having trouble col­
lecting child support first should contact 
the countv attornev or one of our 10 
regional offices, ·• Cathers explained. "If 
she is havmg trouble locating the father, 
we can help. Even if he is in another 
state, we may be able to locate him 
through a nationwide information 
network" 

After the delinquent parent has been 
located, the division can help to establish 
a court-ordered obligation, enforce the 
court orders and collect the child sup­
port payments. 

However, Cathers admits that the 
chances of collecting payments in many 
of those cases are not all that great 

"Collecting child support payments is 
a significant problem in Kentucky, just 
as it is nationally," Cathers said. 
··slightly more than one-third of Ken­
tucky fathers with a court-ordered 
obligation are making a serious attempt 
to comply with that order. ' 

Without the division's help, that figure 
might be even lower. Last year, the divi­
siOn collected almost $24 million in 
direct child support payments. The divi­
sion also collected $11 .7 million in child 
support payments for 47,000 Kentucky 
families who receive Aid to Families 
with Dependent Children (AFDC> due to 
divorce or desertion by one parent. 

"Very seldom do child support 
payments cover the cost of raising 
children,' ' said Cathers. " A recent U.S. 
Department of Agriculture study plac­
ed the cost of raising a child at $207 per 
month providing only the basic necessi­
ties. 

"The average monthly court-ordered 
child support payment per family is 
$110, while AFDC benefits begin at $170 
per month and are graduated according 
to the number of children in the family." 

Recent changes are making it easier 
to collect delinquent payments. 

" The administrative process will 
allow us to establish a child support 
obligation if paternity is not an issue, 
eliminating lengthy delays caused by an
