Jury Sets Jail Term In Case 
Prosecutor Calls Wife-Abuse 

Quest!On<'d by defense attorney 
Phillip Damrnn. who '\U!'(I!ested Tuttle 
could not han Ie\eled a gun at him 
because of the disparity in height bet­
ween car and truck Combs said. "He 
had a good hot at nH' if ht> wanted to. I 
was afraid tlw man \HI"i going to kill 
me." 

Magistrate Owen added that. when 
his driver reported to the county 
garage aftE>r lht> mcident. he v.a 
"white as a gho I · a nd "scart'd to 
death."' 

Both Tuttle and his wife . Fannv. who 
was also in the car. denied Tuttle had a 
gun that day or forced Combs off the 
road He was h1mself forced to pull 
over by a malfunctioning fuel pump. 
sa1d Tuttle. who produced a sales slip 
to show ht> bought a new fuel pump on 
April 4. 

But prosecutor Barber sa1d that Tut 
tie had discussed with a we1gh clerk at 
Grayson Coal and Stone Co from 
which the <'ounty buys gravel. the kind 

"If you want to stop people beating 
up on their spouses. this is one way to 
send a message-put him in jail." 
Assistant County Attorney Dan 
Rowland told a Floyd District Court 
jury last week. 

The jury. made up of four women 
and two men, did just that. sentencing 
Johnny Patton. of Weeksbury. to 45 
days' jail and ordering him to pay a 
$250 fine on each of two charges . One of 
the jail terms was probated for a year 
by District .Judge Harold Stumbo. 

Mitzi Crisp Patton. of Lower Bu1 ton. 
charged that on May 9 Patton. her 
estranged husband. broke down her 
door, punched her. and threatened to 
kill her and himself. Other witnesses 
sa1d Patton threatened to break w1th a 
baseball bat the window· of a car 
driven by a man Mr. Patton wa!': 
dating at the time 

"It burned me up" to SE>e his wife at 
home with a boyfriend. said Patton. 

who acknowledged kickmg the door in 
and said he told Mrs. Patton. "If you 
want to play around. play around 
somewhere else ·' 

He also admitted threatening to 
break the windows of the bovfriend's 
car but denied hitting his ·wife or 
threatening to kill her. 

Defense attorney Jerry Patton said 
the case was a bitter spinoff from a 
pending divorce suit "Not only does 
she want a divorce after eight years 
now she thinks she can put him in jail 
She wants to be spitt>ful. that s what it 
comes down to." the rlpfense attornev 
said. · 

But prosecutor Rowland satd the 
marriage had been long marked by 
spouse abuse and noted that restrain· 
mg orders were issued three times 
against Patton. He also cautioned the 
jury not to apply a double standard.

Trash from a Stanville SUJkr· 
market-including discarded meat and 
produce-has been dumped illegally at 
a o:ite in Tram. the head of the county 
solid waste agency charged last week. 

The Dan-Dee Supermarket is one of 
five defendants named in a suit filed 
Friday in Floyd Circuit Court for alleg­
ed improper ,waste disposal. A 
separate suit filed in district court the 
same day accuses 16 of failing to pay 
their garbage-collection bills. 

Robert McAninch. board chairman 
of Floyd County Solid Waste. Inc .. said 
he had followed a contractor hired by 
Dan-Dee to dispose of its garbage and 
determined that the refuse-which in­
cluded rotting foodstuffs was being 
dumped alongside a road in Tram. The 
county's onlv approved dump 1s at 
Garth 

Dan-Dee manager Tim Sturgill 
denied that garbage officials had ever 
·poken to him about the way the super· 
market was disposing of its refuse To 
wh1ch McAninch replied. "That's a 
bunch of bull " He and other agency 
employees had approached Sturgill on 
at least three occasions to discuss the 
problem. he said. 

McAninch said the manager claimed 
to be recycling the supermarket's 
trash "But you can't recycle water­
melons," he noted. 

Jim Cox, general manager of the 
Dan Dee store and also of Casey's IGA 
in Hindman, claimed that the firm 
recycled il<> paper products. adding. 
"We're probaby one of the few around 
here that try to recycle anything." 

With regard to non-paper refuse. Cox 
said only that "someone in the garbage 
business takes it offforus." Asked if he 
would be surprised to learn that the 
refuse was being dumped near a res­
idential area in Tram, Cox said, ·'Pro­
duce and meat will not harm anything 
It's not like we're dumping cans." 

Power Company Also 
Accused Of Dumping 

Oklahoma Hollow is relatively 
clean of trash and most local 
residents would like to keep it that 
way. It isn't easy. 

Some of their neighbors are not 
above dumping the week's gar­
bage by the side of the road. 
residents will admit. Some think a 
local coal company is responsible 
for bits of discarded machinery 
But. for Wanda Justice. insult was 
added to injury last week. when a 
work crew-she thought. 
mistakenly. that it was a county 
crew--offloaded tree branches and 
stumps beside the road 

Noting that the ubiquitous 
plastic jugs and diapers are now 
beginning to be added to the newly­
dumped brush and branches. Mrs 
Justice said, "It looks bad. not to 
mention the rodents that live 
there."

To Be Dedicated 

The Church of Jesu Christ of 
Latter Day Saints is announcing 
the Dedication of a large new 
religous and family center at 
Martin, Kentucky on new route 
80. The dedication will take place 
on Sunday. August 3, 1986 from 
10:00 to 11:30 A:\1. This special 
service will be enhanced by a 
special two-day open house which 
will include filmstrips, historical 
and informational displays, 
refreshments, and informal 
public tours of the facility. The

The chapel is located on 6.3 
acres of land which was purchas­
ed by the Church in December, 
1982 at a cost of $170,000. Contain­
ing 15,212 square feet of floor 
space, the edifice serves as a 
District Center for 800 church 
members of Floyd, Pike.

Perry and other 
surrounding counties It also 
serves as a Branch Center for the 
400 members of Martin and 
neighboring communities. 

At a cost of 1.3 million dollars, 
there is no indebtedness for the 
'new facility. Costs were paid by 
the tithes of the membership with 
local members contributing 4% of 
the total amount. As a policy of 
the Church· of Jesus Christ of Lat­
ter Day Saints, no building pro­
ject is started until the necessary 
funds are budgeted and no struc­
ture is dedicated until all costs 
have been fully paid. 

The chapel was built to meet 
the growing needs of the church 
members living in the area. It of­
fers adequate seating accom­
modations, 31 classrooms for 
educational purposes. offices for 
the branch and district leader­
ship, a baptismal font, a fully 
equipped library and kitchen, a 
recreational facility that includes 
a carpeted basketball court and a 
stage, a modern satellite system, 
and many other features.

LOCAL MISSIONARIES 

When the Church 's health code 
was inaugurated in early 1833 
through the Church's first prophet 
and president. Joseph Smith, the 
adverse effects of using tobacco and 
a)cohol were not fully apparent. 
However, during the last few 
decades, medical researchers have 
concluded that Church memb~rs 
who observe the Word of Wisdom 
die of cancer at about half the rate 
of the general populace. The in­
cidence of heart disease and liver 
ailments is also significantly 
reduced. 

There are twelve full time mis­
sionaries presently serving in the 
Martin, Kentucky District Four of 
these missionaries sen·e in Floyd 
County. They are Elders King and 
Horne of Prestonsburg and Sisters 
Hawkins and Shaw of l\1artin. 

Sister Shaw is from Liberty, Utah 
and has been serving as a missionary 
for fourteen months. At the end of her 
24 month mission. she plans to attend 
Utah State University. 

Sister Hawkins is from Salt Lake 
Citv. Utah and has been a missionarv 
for.12 months. She plans to continu~ 
her education at Brigham Young 
University upon her return home. 

Elder King is from Garland, Utah 
and has been away from home on hts 
mission for Ill months He has a twin 
brother who is also serving a mission 
for the Church in Spokane. Washing­
ton. In 4 months. he plans to return 
home and pick his life up where he left 
off. .playing football. pur ·uing a 
career, getting married, etc .. .''

There was a time. the administrator 
acknowledged. when some at Big San· 
dy felt the agency would survive only 1 f 
it expanded its middle-class clientele. 
But. by keeping close tabs on income 
and expenditure. he was proving the 
agency could not only keep serving its 
traditionally low-income patients but 
even expand the range of services. he 
said 

With increased layoffs in the coal in­
dustry. the health agency is treating 
more impoverished patients-those on 
the bottom end of its sliding-fee 
scale- than at any time in its 14-year 
history. the administrator said. noting 
that " minimwn pay" patients make up 
50 percent of the clientele at the agen­
cy's Grethel clinic. 

··we don't want to ever turn away 
someone because they can't pay," said 
Stewart But he and Chaffins were able 
to realize significant economies. he 
said. by vigorously billing those who 
can pay. either out of their own pockets 
or because they are covered by govern­
ment or private insurance programs. 

That kind of fiscal record might well 
prove the real key to the Big Sandy 
clinics' surviving in a decidely more 
conservative political climate than 
that in which they were first spawned. 
Stewart believes. A one-percent cut in 
the HHS budget decreed by the 
Gramm-Rudman bill wiped out about 
15 marginal clinics in the southeastern 
states. he said. adding that the same 
belt-tightening forced Big Sandy Health 
care to "cut the fat from out of our pro­
gram." 

If that sounds like a startling admis­
sion from the manager of a federal pro­
gram. most of whom have long berated 
Reagan Administration cuts as a cruel 
disservice to their low-income clients. 
Stewart is quick to point out that the 
cuts have run much deeper in other 
programs-like welfare. food stamps 
and legal services-than in primary 
health care. In non-health-related pro­
grams. "1 think people are being 
hurt." he said. 

One reason for the difference in Ad­
ministration attitudes toward health as 
compared with other programs . 
Stewart believes. is that primary 
health care is easier than. say. welfare 
or legal aid to justify on a strictly 
economic basis. 

" What they told us in Atlanta is that. 
in terms of what they get for a dollar. 
the primary health care dollar is one of 
the best spent." he said. "They know 
that. if they pay for preventive care. 
people are not going to have to go to 
hospital for the big operations that the 
government has to pay for in the end." 

One proposed economy that could 
hurt clinics like those operated by Big 
Sandy Health Care. said Stewart. is the 
threatened elimination of the National 
Health Service Corps-a program that 
has forgiven a part of medical 
students' government loans in return 
for their commitment to work in 
doctor-poor areas . 

The program has meant "extremely 
well-qualified doctors knocking on our 
doors to get here." said Stewart. who 
said that eastern Kentucky often looks 
verv attractive to young physicians · 
who might otherwise have to work off 
their loan on an Indian reservation in 
New Mexico or in an inner-city ghetto. 

Big Sandy Health Care currently 
employs five physicians. all of whom 
came here under the NHSC program. 
"If they do away with it, we'll be hurt." 
Stewart said. 

For the time being. however. this 
liberal. who opposed increases in 
military spending and cuts in poverty 
programs. is determined to prove to a 
conservative administration that 
liberals can match them in fiscal 
discipline And this for a reason that 
might have come from the President 
himself: ··If more people would do this. 
all along the line. the federal govern­
ment would not have the problems it 
has."

On a gray winter da:'-. Jesse's brother, 
James. walked through Plum Grove 
cemetery. He paused at a tombstone 
marking the grave of Charles Cottle, a 
dose friend of Jesse who was known for 
his happ~ -go-lucky nature The inscrip­
tion read: '' 'One life to live· was my 
philosoph:'- The good earth was and is 
a friend to me. And as good as the earth 
arc the Plum Gro\ e triencts I have. the 
last to bear me to this Plum Grove 
grave." The cadence and simplicity of 
the verse bears the unmistakable stamp 
of its author. It "'as Jesse Stuart's last 
gesture of thanks to a long-time friend. 

James points out inscriptions on 
.Jesse' monument many wntten by him. 
They reflect his teaching career. which 
began in his late teens and continued 
through his 20s " .. .I am firm in my 
bchcf that the teacher lives on through 
his students ·· 

Stuart family history is all around. 
James points to a part of the cemetery 
that used to be the site of Plum Grove 
School, where he. Jesse, and three 
sisters went to school in the 1920s. Across 
the gravel road from the cemetery is a 
small, white building that used to house 
the Plum Grove Church. It was at this 
church that Jesse's parents, Mitchell 
Stuart and l\1artha Hylton. met in 1900 
and married two years later. 

We lea\'e Plum Gro\'e, driving about 
one-half mile to KY I. A few hundred 
feet north on KY 1 is the road through 
W -Hollcl\\ !Both Plum Grove and W • 
Hollow arc marked by signs). As we 
drive slowly down the two-lane road. 
.James points out the houses of cousins. 
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James. who has the same powerful 
build and silver-gray hair of his late 
brother. directs us to a side road just 
beyond a split-rail fence. A short 
distance up the road is the sprawling 
frame house Jesse and his wife. Naomi 
Deane. called home for more than 40 
years. Mrs. Stuart still lives in the neatly 
tended house. 

A short distance beyond, the road 
twists up a hill. ~ear the top is the white 
frame house where the Stuart family liv 
ed in the t920s and ·:los. Near the house 
is an addition the Stuarts call "The 
Bunkhouse ... It was here that Jesse 
wrote "Man with a Bull-Tongue Plow" 
and many other works. 

James pomts at a spot in front of tht• 
bunkhouse. "Jesse used to sit out under 
a maple tree over there and write for 
hours at a lime," he said. 

He recalls when Jesse returned from 
Vanderbilt University, which he attend 
ed for a year before financial difficulties 
beset him. An English professor had 
proven the bane of his existence. One 
day. Jesse later told h1s family. the pro­
fessor assigned the class to write brief 
essays on their Jives. Some 11 days later. 
Jesse returned with a 322-page manu­
script! 

The professor agreed only reluctant­
ly to read the massive tome. A few days 
later. he told Jesse. ''I have been 
teaching school for forty years and I 
have never read anything so crudely 
written and yet beautiful, tremendous 
and powerful as that term paper you 
have written "

Greer said his 
name was signed without authonzation 
on three promissory notes obligating 
him and Waits to pay a Lexington pav 
ing company $150.000. A document fil­
ed July 21 in Floyd Circuit Court in con­
nection with a pending lawsuit showed 
that Greer denied signing the three 
notes bearing his name and denied 
authorizing anyone to sign them on his 
behalf. 

The notes were executed last year lo 
ensure payment for work done by 
Mountain Enterprises, Inc. at the shop­
ping center.

Louis Cardinals. 

Kruk.ow, one of the bench clearing 
members, was a non-participant in the 
game but mistakingly took part in the 
brawl. 

San Francisco has been challenging 
for the National League West's top spot 
and Mike Krukow was a major reason 
for the Giants ' success but the much 
needed starting pitcher will miss at least 
three starting rotations. 

Former Buffalo Bills fullback Jim 
Braxton passed away Monday at age 37 
after fighting a losmg battle with cancer. 

During his playing days in Buffalo the 
240 pound fullback experienced his 
greatest claim to fame by serving as a 
blocking back, opening holes for O.J . 
Simpson. 

Braxton was consistently over 
shadowed by Simpson during his seven 
years with the Bills but did manage 823 
yards rushing in 1975, the best of his 
career. 

Cincinnati Bengals long time punter 
Pat Mclnally, after finishing as the 
NFL's tenth best of a year ago, recent­
ly announced his retirement. 

Mclnally, a two time NFL punting 
champion, raged a kicking war 
throughout most of his football career 
against Radiers punter Ray Guy. 

The Bengals punter nudged Guy in 
1976 and 78 while leading the entire NFL 
in punting average. 

Mclnally averaged 42.3 yards per kick 
last season but could manage only a 
meager 29 9 net average Mclnally land­
ed only eight of his 58 punts inside the 
20 yard line. 

The ex-Harvard student is expected to 
increase his. journalistic career now that 
football is over. :Mclnally currently 
authors a column featured in over 90 
newspapers throughout the U.S. 

Brian Tribble, the man who is believ­
ed to have supplied Len Bias with co­
caine, has turned himself in to Maryland 
authorities 

The 24-year-old Tribhle surrendered 
l\tonday after a grand jury investigating 
Bias' death returned three sealed indict· 
m<:nts Friday. 

Len Bias died in his Maryland dorm 
room from cocaine in1oxication JUst two 
days after the Boston Celtics made him 
the second player drafted.

Esiason threw one touchdown in every 
15 times the Bengals put the ball in the 
air which lead the entire NFL in touch­
down percentage. 

Shifty halfback James Brooks lead the 
Bengals yardage attack with a combin­
ed 12 touchdowns and 1505 yards rushing 
and receiving. When Cincinnati needs to 
run, bruising Larry Kinnebrew joins 
Brooks in forming a solid ground attack.

Governor Martha Layne Collins is 
sponsoring a reception July 31 at 
Louisville's Galt House Plaza for Hor­
nung "the Golden Boy" of Notre Dame 
football. Hornung was All-American for 
the Fighting Irish twice and was award­
ed the Heisman Trophy in 1956. He was 
inducted into the College Football Hall 
of Fame last year. 

Hornung played for the Green Bay 
Packers for three years, led the National 
Football League in scoring and con­
tributed to the Packers' victory at the 
first Super Bowl and in other 
championships.

"It requires a well-placed tee hot as 
well as a well-placed second shot.' Ruf­
fing said "A lot of times they are not 
loose or warmed up at that point. 

Therefore, it can be a tricky starting 
hole. 

"That hole will traditionally give up 
some birdies but it will also prov1de a 
number of bogeys or double bogeys. You

can end up in a watery grave or out on 
Newtown Pike." 

While No. 10 is traditionally con­
sidered the most difficult of the course. 
Ruffing says the par 5 finish hole is one 
to watch based on its length, 572 yards, 
and the two-tiered putting surface. 

"It is well-bunkered to the front and 
right The hole takes three very good 
shots to get in a position to make a 
birdie " 

It is the number one handicap hole on 
the course 

In all Ruffing says the course is a good 
one for the senior tour or any other. "It 
is a fair test of golf at any level." 

Winner of this year's tournament will 
take home $30,000. The total purse for 
this year's senior tour is $7.5 million. 

Brewer and Elder have committed to 
play along with other golfing greats such 
as Billy Casper, Sam Snead, Doug 
Sanders, Billy Maxwell and the ever co­
lorful Chi Chi Rodriquez. 

How Fishermen Beat The Heat 
For the past several weeks, dr>, hot 

conditions have been keeping many 
anglers off the waters and large 
numbers of fish off fishing line's 
throughout the state. 

Although recent rainfall has provided 
some relief, many parts of Kentucky are 
still well below normal for this time of 
year. 

But even though conditions are not op­
timal, die-hard anglers can still harvest 
a catch during this period, if they follow 
some general guidelines. 

As most anglers are aware, during ex­
cessively hot periods of the year many 
game fish opt for deeper, cooler waters 
and are more active in early morning, 
late afternoon and night. 

Some of our deeper lakes start to 
stratify and develop a layer of water ap­
proximately 15-20 feet deep where ox­
ygen levels and temperatures are more 
comfortable than the warm surface 
water. Finding this layer and keeping 
lures at this depth may prove beneficial 
in locating fish during this time of year. 

Water clarity should be taken into con­
sideration when fishing during daylight 
hours. Particularly in clear water, 
anglers will find more fish located near 
some type of cover such as fallen trees, 
stumps and ledges where light is less 
able to reach the fish. 

Slower working baits may produce 
better simply because of the lessened ac­
tivity of the fish. and logically the longer 
a lure is in front of a fish the better the 
chance it will be hit. 

Tempting them with smaller baits, 
especially in clearer water conditions. 
may produce more strikes since the 

lurking Junker may not be able to 
distinguish a lure as artificial so easily. 

Night fishing may offer the best en­
vironment for the angler, even though 
maybe not the most convenient. Many 
fish, in ultra-low light conditions, can 
spot a lure at night in a clear lake, and, 
with less fear of the angler, may be 
more prone to strike. 

1\lany species of fish are feeding more 
at night as well and are not sticking so 
closely to their shaded parking place as 
during daylight hours. 

Knowing the lay-out of the waters you 
fish is also important. Finding channels, 
drop-offs, ledges and sub-surface cover 
areas and working these areas will pro­
duce fish during the mid-summer 
season. 

Investigate these areas yourself, or 
ask other fishermen familiar with these 
lakes, and mark these spots in your 
mind or on a map for future reference. 
Spending more time where larger con­
centrations of fish are holding will be 
more profitable than just fishing "blind'' 
without a plan. 

Fishing for a variety of fish, some of 
which are more active during a given 
period, may also be productive for the 
angler who would rather spend time just 
catching fish instead of focusing totally 
on a single species. 

White bass and bluegill, for example, 
are often active while all the largemouth 
bass in the lake seem to have lockjaw. 

For the spare time fisherman, a little 
thought and effort can make the dif­
ference in having something to show for 
an outing other than a sunburn.

It is a typically hot and sunny sum mel' 
day in Kentucky. Jerry and Linda 
decide to spend the day pleasure-boating 
in Jerry's high-performance boat on one 
of the state's inviting waterways. 

After a fun-filled day, the time has 
come to head home. Jerrv and Linda 
decide to take just one more cruise 
before departing. It is already dark. 

Jerry urges the boat forward at near 
full-throttle despite Linda's pleas to slow 
down. Suddenly, they confront a fishing 
boat with its running lights off. The boats 
collide. Jerry and one person riding in 
the fishing boat are hurled into the 
water. The person from the fishing boat 
sustains serious injuries and Jerry 
drowns. At 35 years of age, Jerry is a 
statistic. 

Although the names have been 
substituted, the preceding story is true 
and is derived from accident reports 
compiled by the Kentucky Water Patrol. 

Drowning is the third leading cause of 
accidental deaths in the United States 
according to the U.S. Coast Guard. In 
Kentucky, deaths from accidental 
drowning have increased significantly 
this year according to statistics from the 
Natural Resources and Environmental 
Protection Cabinet. During 1985, 83 per­
sons died as a result of accidental 
drownings in the state. Thus far in 1986, 
drowning has claimed the lives of 45 
persons. 

Accidental drownings are attributed 
to factors including unsafe swimming 
and boating practices, the consumption 
of alcohol, and bas1c carelessness while 
traversing Kentucky's waterways. 

The Division of Water Patrol stresses 
individual consideration of the following 
safety precautions by Kentucky's water 
recreation community. 

Swimming-Swim with a friend. Do 
not try to impress friends with hazar­
dous antics. To gauge the distance one 
is capable of swimming, he should swim 
parallel to the shore-not across a 
waterway. 

Alcohol-Alcohol does not mix with 
water recreation. Over 50 percent of all 
water-related deaths are attributed to 
alcohol. Balance, judgement and reac­
tion time are affected by the consump­
tion of alcoholic beverages. 

Children-Secure children in life 
jackets in and around water. Pay atten· 
tion to where children are and what they 
are doing. 

Night Boating-Slow a boat to near 
idle speed at night. Ensure that running 
lights are on and in proper working 
condition. 

Water sports and recreation are only 
as safe as people make them. Non­
swimmers can enroll in swimming 
courses conducted by the Red Cross. 
The U.S. Power Squadron. the U.S. 
Coast Guard. and the Kentucky Divbion 
of Water Patrol offer boating courses to 
those new to boating recreation. The 
best precaution is the use of iommon 
sense while swimming and boating in 
Kentucky's vast and plentiful 
waterways. 

Another hot and sunny summer day in 
Kentucky, Donnie and Carol venture to 
the lake with the1r young son, Steven. 
Upon arriving at their lakeside cabin, 
Donnie and Carol attend to some long 
overdue yardwork while Steven plays on 
his innertube in shallow water. 

Steven gradually floats away from 
shore into deeper water, unnoticed by 
his preoccupied parents. When Donnie 
and Carol do look for Steven an empty 
innertube greets their eyes. Steven has 
disappeared. 

The rescue squad is summoned and, 
two hours later, Steven's body is found 
in 12 feet of water. 

Steven was five, and is the subject of 
another true story about accidental 
drownings in Kentucky.

By all rights, Jay Daniel 
should be basking in his 
success. 

He's the producer of 
"Moonlighting," the off­
beat detective show that 
became a smash hit this 
past television season and 
turned Cybill Shepherd 
and Bruce Willis into two 
of the hottest actors in the 
business. 

So is Daniel relaxing and 
enjoying himself? Not real­
ly. Next season is right 
around the corner, and 
Daniel sometimes feels 
like he's landed in the mid­
dle of a pressure cooker. 
"As the show becomes 
more popular," Daniel ex­
plains, "the pressure be­
comes immense not to let 
the people who have be­
come viewers down." 

"Moonlighting," which 
made its reputation by 
breaking rules and doing 
the unexpected, presents 
special problems, since it 
isn't going to be easy to 
provide its eager viewers 
with something new and 
unusual every week. 

When Daniels is asked if 
he worries about running 
out of ideas, he responds, 
"All the time. To keep the 
show fresh, spontaneous 
and new is a huge 
challenge.'' 

"There's one episode 
that if we are able to pull it 
off will be very unusual 
television," Daniel says. 
"And we have a couple of 
special shows. in mind 
along the lines of the 
black-and-white show we 
did this (which will be 

Aug. 5 on ABC), not in 
black-and-white, obvious­
ly, but that are special in 
that kind of way - that go 
off the beaten track. 

"We are one thing," he 
adds. "We're die-hard 
perfectionists in terms of 
trying to get it right and 
taking every second that 
we can to do it." 

Even the show's sponta­
neity and wild unpredict­
ability are carefully 
planned. "The scripts are 
in constant flux and 
change," he says, ''but 
very little of our show is 
ad-Jibbed. I know that ev­
erybody has ttie impres­
sion that it's improvisa­
tional, but 99.9 percent of 
everything you see is on 
the written page. Every­
body seems to think that 
Bruce makes it up . . . but 
he doesn't. He's just a fine 
actor. 

"In a way it's very flat­
tering," he adds. "People 
come up to him and say, 
'God, how do you make all 
that stuff up?' And you're 
bleeding at the fingertips 
from typing it." 

The real credit for "mak­
ing that stuff up" goes to 
the show's creator and ex­
ecutive producer Glenn 
Gordon Caron. "Every­
thing finally goes through 
Glenn Caron's typewrit­
er," says Daniel. "And 
anything you see, like the 
breaking of the fourth wall, 
the seeming spontaneous­
ness of the show - why, 
you have to take your hat 
off to him. Because he's 
the one who finally polish­
es it."

About this time every sum­
mer, a film opens that spoofs 
summer vacations. The for­
mula is simple: a few pratfalls, 
a few bikinis, and a few rau­
cous parties in some quasi­
exotic locale. Usually the hero 
is an average guy who is at 
first overwhelmed by the 
forces conspiring against his 
well-deserved time of rest and 
relaxation, but who eventually 
triumphs over them. 

This year's entry is "Club 
Paradise," with Robin Wil­
liams. It is neither the best nor 
worst of the lot and provides a 
fair share of - you guessed it 
- pratfalls, bikinis and rau­
cous parties. 

Williams plays a Chicago 
fireman who is injured on the 
job. He receives an early re­
tirement, a pen&ion and an in­
surance settlement and heads 
for the mythical island of St. 
Nicholas. 

He decides to stay on, fix up 
a run-down resort called 
"Club Paradise," and turn it 
Into a first-class resort. But 
not everybody wants him to 
succeed. The prime minister 
of the country and a compet­
ing hotel owner want to sell 
the island to nasty sheiks. 

Director Harold Ramis was 
also responsible for "National 
Lampoon's Vacation" and di­
rected that summertime suc­
cess in a style that suited 
Chevy Chase's physical hu­
mor perfectly. But Robin Wil­
liams is a more difficult case. 
He is an improvisational com­
ic of unequaled talent, but no 
filmmaker has been able to 
harness that energy for a 
screen comedy. In fact, Wil­
liams has fared better with his 
more dramatic roles m "Mos­
cow on the Hudson" and "The 
World According To Garp." 

He is restrained here, al­
though flashes of brilliance 
shine through. The rest of the 
cast members are more suit­
ed to comedy sketches than 
they are to feature films, but 
they provide many of the 
film's best moments. Eugene 
Levy and Rick Moranis are 
particularly good as two 
lounge lizards, both named 
"Barry." Twiggy, who plays 
Williams' love interest, is 
wasted in this film, and Peter 
O'Toole's role amounts to lit­
tle more than a cameo 
appearance.

QUESTION: I have a white patch in 
my mouth where I keep my plug of 
chewing tobacco. Could this be a sign of 
cancer? 

ANSWER: The condition you are 
referring to is called leukoplakia . It 
most often appears as white spots or 
thickenings on the lip, tongue, or lining 
of the mouth. It is very common in peo· 
pie who smoke, especially pipe smokers. 
Alcohol use may also contribute to the 
development of leukoplakia . More 
recently it is being seen in teenagers, 
who use chewing tobacco. Leukoplakia 
is not cancer, but it may become 
cancerous if it is irritated by continued 
tobacco and alcohol use. Poorly fitted 
dentures can also be irritating. 

If you have leukoplakia your doctor or 
dentist may first suggest getting rid of 
the irritant, such as quitting smoking. 
But, surgery may be needed to remove 
areas that do not heal. Removing the 
tissue is the only way to determine if it 
is cancer. 

Other warning signals for cancer of 
the mouth include a swelling, lump or 
sore that doesn't heal anywhere in the 
mouth; changes in color, especially red, 
brown, black or white spots ; burning or 
numbness in the tongue or lip. Also, 
painful, sensitive or loose teeth and dif· 
ficulty in swallowing can be symptoms. 

Any abnormalities or changes that 
1 

last more than a few weeks should be 
checked. But, anyone who has leuko­
plakia should be seen regularly for 
changes that may indicate cancer.

AN ASPIRIN A DAY 
In 1979, it was reported that taking an aspirin a day 

may reduce the likelihood of stroke and heart attack. 
Some doctors have subscribed to the aspirin-a-day plan 
for their heart patients in addition to other medical in­
structions. Two types of heart patients are said to benefit 
from a daily 325mg. (five grain) aspirin tablet. They are 
those who have had a previous heart attack and those 
with unstable angina. These are chest pains with a high 
risk of impending heart attack. In extensive studies, 
aspirin taken daily reduced the risk of repeat heart at­
tack or death by one fifth. In patients with unstable 
angina, the daily aspirin reduced by half the risks of 
another heart attack or dying. 

When you or a member of your family does not feel 
well, first call your doctor. If he prescribes medication 
we suggest you have him call COOLEY APOTHECARY.

Despite publicity about cuts in federal 
student aid programs. financial aid for 
college students is still available. accor· 
ding to Edgar W. Miller, director of stu­
dent financial assistance at Marshall 
Umvers1ty . 

"There is money available and in 
most cases we are still able to assist 
students." said Miller "However, 
students need to act immediately if they 
are considering enrolling for the fall 
semester." 

Miller explained that some prospec­
tive students may have heard or read 
that federal student aid programs have 
been cut back or eliminated. and conse­
quently decided not to inquire about the 
programs that are available . He said 
some of the funds that were going to be 
eliminated have been restored by Con­
gress and that students should not get 
discouraged and take the attitude that 
they cannot attend college. 

" Prospective students should look in­
to the financial aid situation and the op· 
porlunities that exist," said Miller. "The 
available funds might not be as attrac­
tive as they once were in terms of grants 
versus loans, but there is money there 
if a student wants to attend the univer­
sity and is willing to make a 
commitment.' ' 

According to Richard Jerue, vice 
president for governmental relations of 
the Washington, D C. -based American 
Association of State Colleges and 
Universities , Congress did not endorse 
the massive student aid cuts proposed 
by the Reagan administration and, in 
fact. adopted a supplemental appropria­
tions bill that included additional Pell 
Grant funds to prevent massive reduc­
tions in the program next fall . 

"We have discovered that many 
students and parents believe aid has 
been severely curtailed and are 
hesitating or deciding not to apply for 
aid," said Jerue. " It must be made clear 
to students and parents that student aid 
is still available and will continue to be 
available." 

The most popular forms of financial 
aid at Marshall include Pell Grants, a 
federal grant program that provides up 
to $2,100 or 60percent of a student's cost ; 
the Guaranteed Student Loan Program, 
a federally subsidized loan program tha t 
provides up to $2,500 per year for 
undergraduates and $5,000 for graduate 
students at low interest rates, and 
university programs such as the work­
study program, National Direct Student 
Loans. Supplemental Educational Op­
portunity Grants and numerous 
scholarships

placements each last year. They are ac­
tively working to bring together Ken· 
lucky employers and our citizens enter­
ing the competition for jobs." 

Cabinet for Human Resources 
Secretary AI Austin praised the Employ­
ment Services staff for their ac­
complishments ''The placements made 
during the last year exceeded the 
department 's goa is by 15 percent." he 
said. 

"Their consistent efforts figure great­
ly in the drop in Kentucky's unemploy­
ment rate below the double-digit level. 
Today we have more than 1.5 million 
Kentuckians on the job. A significant 
portion of our labor force has been well 
served by the department's job place­
ment personnel," Austin said 

Austm noted that the types of jobs 
located through the department last 
year varied only slightly from the 
previous year. with 25 percent in 
wholesale and retail trade, 22 percent in 
services and 21 percent in 
manufacturing. 

Employment Services Commissioner 
James Daniels said this is only the fifth 
year the department has made more 
than 70.000 placements "However. 1977, 
1978 and 1979 were peak years largely 
because of public service employment 
jobs created under the Comprehensive 
Employment land Training Act. In other 
years during the past decade 
placements have ranged between 50,000 
and 60,000." 

He attributed part of the department's 
success in finding jobs for people to the 
administration's emphasis on de\'elop­
ing and maintaining good relations with 
the state's employers.

brides, the anginal or certified copy of 
the marriage license is the best 
evidence. If the bride is foreign born, she 
also needs evidence of U.S. citizenship 
or current alien status. Social Security 
does not charge for this service. 

Only original documents or copies cer­
tified by the issuing agency are accep­
table. Uncertified photocopies are not 
acceptable. It takes about 2 weeks after 
acceptable evidence is submitted for the 
new Social Security card to be issued.

Researcher Claims ... 

"Fake" Steak Is Great Steak 
Don't call them fake steaks. Don't call 

them artiftcial steaks. 
Instead, call them restructured 

steaks 
The bottom line, however, is that 

research at the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture holds much pro­
mise for revolutionizing the meat m· 
dustry by creating what appears to be 
expensive cuts of steaks and roasts from 
the cheaper ones. 

The idea is to take the cheaper beef 
such as chuck or round cuts and chop 
them up into coarse chunks or flakes . 

What results. though. ts not the tradi· 
tiona! ground beef used for hamburgers. 

After a process of molding or bonding 
the lean cuts of meat, these " restruc­
tured" steaks look just like their higher­
priced cousins, New York strips. 
Porterhouse, or even rib-eye steaks. 

"The taste of these restructured 
steaks is very close to the higher priced 
cuts too," said William G. Moody, a 
foods specialist, who along with Warrie 
Means, is researching restructured 
meat at the UK College of Agriculture. 

The advantages of the process are ob­
vious, Moody said. The product will 
resemble roast and steaks, but it will not 
cost as much. He estimates the price will 
be somewhere between hamburger and 
steak. This could create a whole, new de­
mand market which would mean more 
profits to cattle farmers. In addition. 
since the process can use grass-fed 
steers, expensive feed lot costs are 
avoided. 

Other advantages. The steak's com· 
position can be carefully controlled to 
contain no more than 10 percent fat. 
There is no bone or waste. Steaks can be 
cut into any size or shaped portions. 

Moody said, " We can't afford to raise 
cattle up to the slaughter stage only to

turn most of the carcass into ground 
beef Only a small portion of the beef 
animal provides the high price cuts." 

Now with restructuring. a larger part 
of the steer can be used for " quality" 
meats . 

To be sure, there remain some pro· 
blems which the researchers are work· 
ing on. 

Because the meat comes from dif­
ferent muscles. the product may not be 
uniform in color which would be 
desirable from an aesthetic viewpoint. 
Some restructured meats have had an 
unusual amount of connective ttssue, 
although recent techniques are improv· 
ing that problem. 

Until recently the product had to be 
sold as a frozen item, because it tended 
not to hold together until it was c~oked. 
Moody said, however, that Means, who 
has recently joined the UK staff, has 
now developed a product that can be 
displayed fresh with the same binding 
as the intact muscle.

Lots Of Ticks 
In Summer '86 

Weather ideal for outdoor recreation 
has brought an above average number 
of Kentuckians in contact with potential­
ly disease-carrying ticks this summer. 

Chris Christensen, Extension en­
tomologist in the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture said, "A lot of 
them are out there this year, and if 
you're going through areas with high 
vegetation, you're probably picking up 
ticks." 

The most common tick in Eastern 
Kentucky is the American dog tick, 
characterized by its short mouthparts 
and solid brown body color. It is the 
primary carrier of Rocky Mountain 
spotted fever although, "less than 2 per­
cent (of ticks l carry disease,'' 
Christensen said. American dog ticks 
are most common on dogs, but also ap­
pear on cattle, horses and other animals, 
including humans. The ticks can endure 
starvation for up to two years without at­
taching to a host for a blood meal. 

A second type of tick, located mainly 
in central and western parts of the state 
is the lone star tick. Female lone star 
ticks are distinguished by a white spot 
on the back, and both males and females 
have longer, more tenacious mouthparts 
than do other ticks . Lone star ticks dif­
fer from American dog ticks in that they 
bite humans during early stages of their 
life cycle, when they are no bigger than 
the head of a pin. Thus, they are 
sometimes hard to detect. Several thou­
sand lone star nymphs could fit into a 
space the size of a healthy hunter's 
thigh, "and sometimes do," Christensen 
said. 

Christensen offered advice on the con­
trol of ticks and their removal from the 
skin. To keep ticks off the body, wear 
long pants and tuck pants legs into boots 
or secure them with tape or string. Tuck 
shirts into waistbands. Clothing can be 
treated with readily available approv­
ed repellents . Check your body 
periodically after being outdoors and 
remove any ticks you find. 

To remove a tick from the skin, grasp 
it as close to the skin as possible and pull 
upward using steady, even pressure, 
without twisting or jerking. Be careful 
not to squeeze the tick's body as this 
may inject disease fluids into the skin. 

Keep the tick. If any problems occur 
within two weeks after the tick bite, the 
identity of the tick may help physicians 
determine what diseases to look for . 

Regular maintenance of lawns and 
shrubbery around the home should be 
sufficient to keep ticks away. Ticks in­
habit dense, low vegetation areas a nd 
are usually found on branches and trees 
two to three feet above ground. 

According to the July Reader ' s 
Digest, while tracing President 
Reagan ' s ancestors, British 
genealogists found a link to Riagain, kin 
to the 11th-century Irish king Brian 
Boru, who died saving Ireland from the 
Vikings.
