Is Again Derailed 

Some supporters cried foul when a bill 
to tax unmined minerals-which got a: 
.surpnsmg new lease on life after being 
reported out of a Hou~e committee last 
Mondav-was sent back to the commit­
tee thr~e days later· on a technicality, a 
move that almost certainly doomed its 
chances of passage this session. 

But House :!\1ajority Leader Greg 
Stumbo who had expressed serious 
re:;ervations about the bill. insisted later 
that the dPla) v.as not his doing. And, 
anticipating the failure of an unmined 
minerals tax this se.sion. Stumbo filed 
a resolutio'l Frida) that would set up a 
task force to study the issue and draft 
a bill forth£' 1988 l£'gislative session. 

House Bill 503, which has generated 
considerable support and opposition 
here, would have raised each year an 
estimated S7.4 million for the state and 
$19 million for coalfield counties and 
school districts. Supporters said it would 
force large out-of-state corporations to 
help pay the social costs of mining coal; 
opponents charged it would hurt local 
coal operators and cost jobs. 

The bill was watched closely after it 
was reported out of the House Ap­
propnations and Revenue Committee by 
12 votes to six and went to the Rules 
Commtttce for a decision on whether to 
bring tt to a vote by the full House. Stum­
bo had told supporters of the bill at a 
meetmg here last month that he would 
not use hts influence in the Rules Com­
mittee to derail the bill and, especially 
since time for a floor vote was fast run­
ning out, they were anxious to hold him 
to his pledge. 

On Thursday, however, House leaders 
announced that two members of the Ap­
proprJatwns and Revenue Committee 
who voted for the bill, Reps. Hoover 
Dawahare. D Whitesburg. and Kenny 
Rapier, D.-Bardstown, laded to sign the 
comm1ttee report as required by house 
rules. That left HB 503 two votes short 
of the 12 reqUired to clear the 23-member 
pan I With less than a week remaining 
m h€: legislJ.tt\e sesston. 'the- bill's 
chance~:> of passage are thought to be 
negligible.

question of "whether it was uninten­
tional or deliberate.''

City Seeks 
To Remove 
Cable Group 

Consolidated Communications, the 
oft-criticised company that enjoys an ex­
'clusive television-cable franchise here, 
may finally be on the way out. 

After adjourning for executive session 
to discuss what Mayor Ann Latta term­
ed "a matter which could produce litiga­
tion," council voted unanimously to 
direct City Attorney Larry Brown to 
take the necessary legal action t.o void 
the franchise agreement between Pres­
tonsburg and Consolidated Communica­
tions The reason was listed officially as 
non-payment of franchise fees. 

The action was based on the cable 
company's being three days late in pay­
ment of their 1984 franchise fees The 
paymen\ was due March 15 

In making the motion, which was 
seconded by Councilman Frank Adams, 
Councilman Thomas Tackett said the 
people of Prestonsburg had been "long­
suffering" in their dealings with Con­
solidated Communications. 

Though there have been numerous 
complaints at past council meetings of 
poor cable service, Latta declined to 
comment on the relationship between 
those troubles and the present move. She 
made it clear the city's case res~ed sole­
ly on Consolidated Communication's ap­
parent breaking of the agreement by be­
ing late with the franchise fee. 

Relations between Consolidated Com­
munications and the city have 
deteriorated rapidly in recent weeks, 
with the cable company's represen­
tatives breaking meeting dates and 
allegedly not accepting or returning 
phone calls from city officials.

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Norman Allen, Times' Editor 
For Half-Century, Dead at 83 

Pictured in 19:>4 in the editor's chair he occupied since the late 1920s, Norman 
Allen holds a copy of The Times announcing the discovery of the Salk vaccine 
against poliomyelitis. The gray fedora and manual typewriter were to remain 
his trademarks until an auto accident in February put an end to his distinguished 
career in journalism. 

Norman Allen, editor and publisher 
of The Floyd County Times for more 
than 50 years, died Monday morning 
in a Lexington hospital. He was 83. 

Born November 5, 1902 on Salt Lick, 
near Hueysville, he was the son of the 
Rev. D.M. Allen and Rebecca 
Gearheart Allen. After earning a 
teacher's certificate by cor­
respondence, he was teaching in a 
one-room school on Right Beaver 
Creek when he entered the writing 
competition that led to his long career 
in journalism. ' 

As a prizewinner in the contest, 
which was sponsored by the Louisville 
Courier-Journal, the young teacher 
was invited to Louisville, where he 
met Judge Robert Bingham, then 
owner of the newspaper. Encouraged 
by Bingham to put to use his talent for 
writing, Allen studied journalism at 
the University of Kentucky while 
working as a reporter for the Lex­
ington Herald. 

After a brief stint as a reporter fo 
the Big Sandy News at Lou,sa, he 
returned to Prestonsburg in 1927 ak­
ing a position with the local 
newspaper, which he purchased a few 
years later. His distinctive stamp on 
the paper was nowhere more evident 
than in "This Town ... That World," a 
weekly column of wry, homespun 
wisdom. Its author took care with 
words, loved nature, and looked on 
the human parade with a shrewd and 
compassionate eye. 

Mr. Allen was a member of the 
Irene Cole Memorial Baptist Church 
in Prestonsburg, of which he was a 
former deacon and Sunday school 
teacher; a member for many years 
of the board of the Floyd County 
Library; and a member of Zebulon 
Lodge, No. 273, F. & A.M. 

He died at 7:30 a.m. Monday in 
Good Samaritan Hospital, where he 
had been a patient since Feb. 28, when 
he sustained a broken jaw in an 
automobile accident. He is survived 
by his wife, Alka Dingus Allen, of 
Prestonsburg; five children, Barbara 
Heinze, of Prestonsburg, Quentin 
Allen, of Fort Mitchell, David Allen, 
of Prestonsburg, Sharon Belding, of 
Lexington, and Paul Neil Allen, of 
Lexington; a sister, May Turner, of 
Salt Lick ; and seven grandchildren. 

The state House of Representatives 
was adjourned Tuesday in his honor. 

Funeral services will be held 
tomorrow (Thursday) at 11 a.m. at 
the Irene Cole Memonal Baptist 
Church, with the Revs. Stephen 
Hopkins and Ira McMillan officiating. 
Burial will follow in the family 
cemetery on Salt Lick under direction 
of Hall E'uneral Home. Visiting hours 
will extend until 10 p.m . tonight 
<Wednesday> at the funetal home.

The Cow Creek Volunteer Fire 
Department got a boost recently, when 
the Insurance Services Office (ISO> im­
proved their rating from Class 9 to Class 
7 in parts of their coverage area.

The 
new rating came in a remarkably short 
period, said Caldwell, with the fire 
department having been in operation on­
ly about three years.

Mayor Ann Latta went on record as 
being strongly opposed to the move on 
the grounds that Prestonsburg's popula­
tion, officially listed at 4,100, falls con­
siderably ~low the 8,000 needed legal­
ly to be designated a third-class city. 
After the council meeting she directed 
City Administrator David Evans to see 
if her authority included veto power over 
such a measure, and found that it did 
not.

The biggest benefit from the new 
rating, which goes into effect April!, is 
not derived by the fire department, said 
Caldwell, but rather by area residents, 
who can expect to see a lowering of fire 
insurance premiums for their homes.

As Bevins Plea Denied

The argument by William "Okie" 
Bevins that he did not fully understand 
what he was doing when he let a judge 
rather than a jury decide the penalty for 
his killing five men in an Allen truck­
parts store five years ago, was rejected 
last week by the Supreme Court of 
Kentucky. 

Greenup Circuit Judge James D. 
Atkinson sentenced Bevins to death for 
the murders of Roger Hatfield, Michael 
Halbert. Jarvey Hamilton , Rufus 
Hamilton and Roger Click Bevins 
pleaded guilty to the murders after the 
prosecution's firs t witness had testified 
a t length about his opening fire with an 
automatic weapon in the Mountain Auto­
Truck Parts Store on October 16, 1981, 
and he waived his right to have a jury 
consider his sentence. 

Victims of the shooting included three 
customers, the store's co-owner and the 
husband of a 22-year-old woman with 
whom Bevins had a.seven-year affair. 
Besides those who died, three were 
wounded in the affray. 

Bevins, 74, is among 26 inmates on 
death row at the Kentucky State 
Penitentiary near Eddyville. While the 
state Supreme Court let his death penal­
ty stand in a ruling handed down Thurs­
day, he has several legal avenues still 
open to him including an appeal to a 
federal court, Floyd Commonwealth's 
Attorney James R. Allen said. No death 
penalty has been carried out in Ken· 
tucky since 1962 and no execution date 
has been set for any of the state's death 
row inmates. 

The fact that he chose to give up his 
right to have a jury pass on the death 
sentence shows in itself that Bevins did 
not understand his rights, argued the 
public defender who now represents 
him. But the high court held that the 
chances of a jury sentencing him to 
~eath were so high that Bevins might 
well have thought he stood a better 
chance by asking the judge to determine 
the penalty. 

"The testimony of the first witness. 
Ronnie Bryant, was of such a 

devastating nature as to make it likely 
that the jury would have recommended 
death,!' Justice Charles Leibson wrote 
for the court. 

Moreover, said Leibson, the "sordid 
circumstances" of Bevins' sexual rela­
tionship with the wife of one of the vic­
tims. which the defense would have to 
have brought out to show he was emo­
tionally disturbed at the time of the 
shootings, "were such that a jury trial 
would have probably been a poor 
ch01ce."

foster parents themselves." she said 
"It's critical that our foster fathers and 
mothers have the advantage of as much 
practical teaching as we can provide to 
go along with their own care for the 
child." 

More than 1.000 foster parents will 
receive instruction from a variety of lec­
turers during the 10 conferences 
scheduled between April 5 and July 26. 
The training will be conducted in Cov 
ington, Elizabethtown. Gilbertsville. 
Lexington, London, Louisville, Lucas , 
Olive Hill, Owensboro and Prestons­
burg. 

Mandatory training for foster parents 
was called for and funded by the 1985 
special session of the Kentucky General 
Assembly . After the 10 regional con­
ferences are completed, continuing 
education for foster parents wlll be 
directed year-round by the department's 
staff on a local basis . 

According to Day, an important part 
of the day-long training sessions will be 
speakers with specific expertise outside 
normal foster care channels. 

"Lecturers will include county at­
torneys, staff from the community men­
tal health centers, social workers with 
the school systems and other staff from 
this department who work with 
families," she said. "We want our foster 
parents to have the tools of the trade in 
working with children, especially with 
children who have emotional or 
behavioral problems." 

Speakers and topics will vary between 
training sites depending on the subject 
matter requested by foster parents 
surveyed in each region. General in­
structional choices include preparation 
for older foster children to live in­
dependently, dealing with behavioral 
problems, specific needs of a sexually­
abused child and effective communica­
tions with foster children. 

In 1985 the Department for Social Ser­
vices began a program of mandatory 
training in the basics of foster parenting 
in all newly-recruited foster homes 
before the placement of children in that 
home. The latest action by the depart­
ment will require every Kentucky foster 
parent to have at least six hours of con­
tinuing education in some aspect of 
foster care annually. 

Day said, " This training must go 
beyond the simple rules and regulations 
of our contract with our foster parents. 
They've got to be able to use what they 
learn from us. All the training in the 
world won't help when the police call at 
3 a .m., the child is in trouble and the 
parents- foster parents, adoptive 
parents or even natural parents-can't 
deal with the situation by putting into 
use what they have learned ahead of 
time." 

Gov. Defends Ky. 
Clean Air Record 

Governor Martha Layne Collins said 
she fully endorses combatting acid rain 
with clean coal burning technology as 
proposed by President Reagan. 

"New technology is the most promis­
ing avenue for cleaning up our air in an 
affordable manner that does not burden 
people with lost jobs and higher electric 
bills," the Governor said. 

The Governor noted that the at­
mospheric fluidized bed combustion 
plant near Paducah puts Kentucky in 
the forefront of clean coal burning 
technology. A smaller plant at the site 
has already proven successful. On 
September 13, 1985, ground was broken 
for a full-sized plant that will 
demonstrates the feasibility of using the 
technology to generate electricity 
commercially. 

The Governor said she views the at­
mospheric fluidized bed combustion 
technology as typical of the approach 
the President is suggesting, and consis­
tent with what she had advocated. 

"Such an approach will save coal min­
ing jobs here Kentucky as well as clean 
up America's air more efficiently and at 
less cost than older techno_logies," 
Governor Collins said. "It would be fol­
ly to invest billions of public and private 
dollars in the inefficient technologies of 
the past." 

Given the state of knowledge today, 
she said, stressing old technologies to 
clean the air would be akin to Thomas 
Edison working to develop longer­
burning candles rather than the light 
bulb. 

The Governor said her current budget 
supports construction of the plant at 
Shawnee near Paducah. The plant is be­
ing built in partnership with the TV A 
and a number of utilities . 

The Governor said Kentucky has 
made dramatic progress in cleaning up 
its air, cutting sulfur dioxide emissions 
by 54 percent since 1976 and by 40 per­
cent since 1980. "No other state can 
begin to match our record," she said. 

"I've said all along that acid rain is an 
an environmental problem and that coal 
burning utilities contribute to it," she 
said. "I've also made clear that energy 
policy must be consistent with 
America's need for cleaner air . Under 
a program based on new technology, 
we'll be cleaning the nation's air and im 
proving the economic prospects for 
many of our coal miners and our coal­
mining communities."

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murder conviction; and by failing to 
give sufficient weight to Bevins' advanc­
ed age and poor health or to the fact that 
was extremely disturbed. 

The high court held that, while it is im­
proper to consider parole eligibility in in­
itially" deciding on a sentence-the 
sentencing phase normally handled by 
a jury-it may properly be considered 
in determining whether the sentence 
should be lowered- a responsibility that 
normally falls to a judge. By Bevins' 
waiving his right to have a jury pass on 
the sentence, the trial judge had to take 
on both phases of sentencing, the 
Supreme Court pointed out. 

Despite the fact that Bevins' earlier 
murder conviction dates back more than 
50 years-he served eight years of a life 
sentence following his conviction in 
1980-this is not reason that it should not 
be considered as one of several ag­
gravating factors in deciding whether 
the death penalty is appropriate in the 
present case, the Supreme Court said. 
"We cannot and do not say that the fact 
that many years earlier a defendant has 
committed a previous capital murder 
counts for nothing," the judges held. 

Although Bevins was 70 and had some 
health problems when he was tried, "he 
appeared to be neither enfeebled nor 
debilitated in such a way that would 
make the death penalty shocking or 
grotesque," the high court said. 

In response to the defense argument 
that the death penalty is innapropriate 
for a crime committed "under extreme 
emotional disturbance," the Supreme 
Court judges noted that there was 
evidence to indicate that Bevins "had 
been contemplating, planning and 
preparing to shoot Roger Click for some 
time'' and that he shot the other four vic­
tims to eliminate the witnesses.

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Earlier in Monday's meeting, County 
Attorney David Barber, acting as 
spokesman for a group of residents of 
the Middle Creek-Rough and Tough 
area, gave council a petition signed by 
a number of people in that section re­
questing council to void the agreement 
with Consolidated Communications. 

After hearing Barber's complaints, 
and those of Middle Creek resident John 
Dotson, who claimed Consolidated Com­
munications had illegally run a cable 
across his property, Latta said she had 
last met with representatives of the 
cable company Jan. 8, and that they had 
since cancelled two scheduled meetings. 

''The last time I talked to Consolidated 
Communications, they didn't want to 
waste a whole day coming to Prestons­

. burg," she said. The company's cqr- · 
porate offices are located in Pt. Plea­
sant, W.Va. 

Though the city's problems with Con­
solidated Communications and Cablen­
tertainment, the company from which 
they purchased the cable system here, 
are long-standing, it appeared a solution 
was possibly at hand last November. 
The company at that time made a pro­
posal to then-Mayor Harold Cooley and 
members of the previous council to 
upgrade the system and provide a poten­
tial for greater variety of channels, in 
exchange for city permission to impose 
a rate increase. 

The outgoing administration declined 
to act on the proposal, deferring instead 
to the incoming group. The new mayor 
and council have apparently been less 
than charmed by Consolidated's offer, 
even though the cable company promis­
ed not to impose another rate increase 
for two years if the city agreed to the 
proposal. 

When informed Tuesday of the coun­
cil's action, Consolidated Communica­
tions' Regional Manager Marty 
Crawford expressed surprise. He said he 
felt it was unreasonable to make such a 
move after only three days. 

Crawford said he had planned to hand­
deliver the franchise fee to Latta at their 
last meeting and instead sent it by 
courier. He said he had cancelled that 
meeting because he was not prepared to 
discuss the franchise changes which the 
city has been pursuing. 

"There's nothing wrong with that 
franchise," said Crawford. "It's 
legitimate. The city agreed that it was 
when we bought it. If I were to agree to 
change that franchise, I could get sued 
by my stockholders." 

Crawford said the cable company had 
made Prestonsburg a reasonable offer 
at the November meeting, and said, 
Monday's decision notwithstanding, 
Consolidated Communications still plans 
to upgrade the system here, "and the 
sooner the better. '' 

"I want to come down there and 
rebuild the system," he said. ''The peo­
ple of Prestonsburg deserve it.''

The message that many of his 
legislative colleagues got from the 
debate, said Stumbo, was that a bill first 
presented to them as unproblematic 
began to look more complex with the 
passage of time. And while he did 
nothing to hold up the bill-he had 
already recommended it for a floor vote 
Thursday, he said, when Rules Commit­
tee staffers noticed the two missing 
signatures-the floor leader did not pre­
tend to be disappointed by the delay. 

Under a resolution Stumbo filed Fri­
day, a task force would be established 
to look into the whole question of finan­
cing public services in the coalfields. 
The panel, which would include coal in­
dustry and KFTC representatives as 
well as legislators, would study such 
measures as the unmined minerals tax, 
the severance tax offset, a royalty tax, 
and the present formula for distributing 
severance tax receipts, with a view to 
drafting a bill for the next legislative 
session. 

KFTC Chairman Sidney Cornett, of 
the Perry county community of Dwarf, 
said his group would continue to press 
in court for a tax on unmined 
minerals-a ruling by a Franklin circuit 
judge, who held the present exemption 
of coal property unconstitutional, is cur­
rently under appeal-and charged that 
behind-the-scenes maneuvering by lob­
byists outweighs voter influence on the 
legislature. "It makes me wonder, who 
do the legislators work for-the people 
or the industry?" he said. 

Cornett predicted that industry lob­
byists would delay the imposition of an 
t.inmined minerals tax until coal 
reserves are too depleted to make them 
worth taxing. "By the time they get 
around to assessing it, there'll be 
nothing left to assess," he said. 

But Stumbo said he is confident that 
a bill could be passed in 1988"' "that 
everyone can live with." The legislative 
leader, who questioned the motives of 
the group at one point in the current 
debate, last week had praise for KFTC, 
which he said he would ''like to credit 
because they have made the issue 
public-not just the issue of unmined 
minerals, but the issue of how to get 
more money back to eastern Kentucky 
to fund needed improvements." 
"Ev~ryone agrees more money needs 

to come back here. The question is, how 
do we do it? How can we reach a con­
sensus?" Stumbo said, adding, "I say, 
let's do it like everyone else does, like 
the tobacco people do. Sit down, look at 
various proposals, and come up with one 
we can agree on. Then come back in '88 
and make that our sole objective. I think 
it's possible."

Spencer Pleads 
Guilty; Bishop 
Case Continued 

In two cases set for trial this Monday 
in Floyd Circuit Court, a Prestonsburg 
man pleaded guilty to a charge of 
burglary and an often-postponed 
reckless homicide case received yet 
another continuance. 

Bill Spencer, indicted for second­
degree burglary after allegedly break­

'ing into Payton Gamble's Dixie apart­
ment and stealing $42, pleaded guilty to 
a reduced charge and received a one­
year sentence on the prosecutor's 
recommendation. 

Spencer was given credit for the 160 
days he has already served in jail and 
had the remainder of his term probated. 

Trial of Glen Bishop, Jr., 33, of Allen, 
on a charge of reckless homicide, was 
continued until April 11, after Public 
Defender Gary Johnson told the court he 
was tied up with a trial in Pike county 
and that, in any event, Bishop could af­
ford to hire a private attorney. 

Bishop is accused of running a red 
light at the intersection of U.S. 23 and 
KY 1428 at Allen on June 17, 1983, and 
slamming into a pickup driven by Rocky 
Meade, of Betsy Layne. Meade, who was 
22, died as a result. 

Bishop was traveling north on the 
four-lane highway in a truck laden with 
asphalt when the collision occurred. Ac­
cording to a police report, Meade's vehi­
cle ended up 97 feet from the point of 
impact. 

Trial of the case was originally set for 
August 1, 1984, continued to October 15 
the same year, and then continued 
again. The defendant, who is free on 
bond, has waived his constitutional right 
to a speedy trial. Scheduled on Aprilll 
is a pre-trial hearing in the case.

Comet Is No Spectacle 
But Link with History 

Nobody said it would be spectacular. 
And it isn't. But, in Floyd county as at 
other points around the globe, clusters 
of earthlings are turning out in the 
predawn darkness these mornings to 
catch a glimpse of the mysterious 
celestial visitor before it leaves. 

On a spur-of-the-moment decision 
Saturday afternoon, Gail Brahier, 
recreation director at Jenny Wiley State 
Park, posted a notice in the lobby at May 
Lodge, announcing a viewing of Halley's 
Comet on Sunday morning. At 4 a.m., 35 
people showed up. 

Warmed with cocoa and cookies, the 
comet-seekers headed in a Hkar convoy 
to a lakeshore spot earlier determined 
to provide a good vantage point: with the 
obligatory southeast perspective and an 
unobstructed view of the low horizon. It 
was 4:45 a.m.-the third in a succession 
of clear, chill nights-in the still inter­
regnum between the setting of the full 
moon and the first glow of sunrise. 

Watch for the teapot, someone said, 
guiding the unfamiliar around the faint 
outline of Sagittarius. Go up from where 
the distant mountains intersect with the 
nearer range, Brahier suggested. 
Stretch an arm out in front, one fist on 
top of the other, to measure 20 degrees 
above the horizon. Who needs the 
binoculars? Is that it? Who sees it? I see 
it. 

Like everyone said, a faint smudge. 
Seen easily enough with binoculars, 
even without them by the sharp-sighted. 
40 million miles away, a swirl of gas 
twice the diameter of Jupiter, and just 
four miles across its frozen nucleus. 
About the same size as the state park 
itself; from Dewey Dam, say, to Lancer. 

Since it "turned the corner" on its 
elliptical orbit around the sun last 
month, Halley's has been on its outbound 
journey, a trip that will take it 3.2 billion 
miles out into the far reaches of our 
solar system, not to return for another 
76 years. 

None of those who hurried back to the 
warmth of their cars and beds Sunday 
morning is likely to be around in 2061. 
Which is what got Henry Caldwell out of 
bed in the first place. "It's a once-in-a­
lifetime thing,'' the Covington carpenter 
explained. "Where will your kids be 
when it comes around again? Where 
were your grandparents when it went 
around last?" It's a choice _you make 

now or never, to join generations of 
comet-watchers, to play a bit part in one 
of our world's best-known and longest­
running dramas. 

The drama's current act is no great 
display-not like the dazzling fireball 
that zip~d by at a distance of only 14 
million miles in 1910, or that caught the 
imagination of an 11th century em­
broiderer in Bayeux, or that maybe even 
guided the magi to Bethelehem. 

But-for those trudging out to the 
backyard with telescopes, as for the knot 
of spectators by Dewey Lake Sunday-it 
is not the spectacle that matters but the 
play itself. The drama that links them 
with the Chinese observers who, as far 
as is known, first took note of the comet 
in 240 B.C. With the Norman soldiers it 
inspired to rout the English at Hastings. 
With Edmund Halley himself, who first 
figured out that the periodic sightings 
were all of the one heavenly body on 
repeat visits. With Mark Twain, who 
was born and died within sight of it. 

And, of course, with all the other bit 
players down through the ages.

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So What H It's 
Gone Forever!

Every so often you hear about an 

animal or plant that is rare or en­
dangered, a species that is being 
threatened with extinction, and en­
vironmentalists seem to get all shook up 
about it. How much should we care 
about these species? What difference 
does it make if a particular species of 
plant or animal lives or disappears from 
the face of the earth? Isn't extinction 
just a part of the natural order of things? 
Dinosaurs are extinct, as are mastodons 
and saber-toothed tigers, so what's the 
big deal about losing more species? 

These extinctions of the past were 
caused by natural events like changes 
in climate, and the rate of these e,xtinc­
tions was relatively slow. Man now 
changes the environment at an extraor­
dinary rate, and when we change our 
surroundings, the creatures and plants 
that live there suffer. Where can the fish 
go when their stream has become 
polluted? What happens to a wild orchid 
when its forest habitat has been replac­
ed by a city? Scientists estimate that to­
day man is responsible for· the disap­
pearance of at least one species every 
day, or 400 times the natural rate of ex­
tinction. The extinctions are happening 
faster than new species are evolving. 
Yes, it's hard to see how the loss of a 
single species will hurt us, but this 
planet is losing thousands. 

Still, you say, these plants and 
animals are not that important to us 
anyway, are they? We think that scien­
tists know about all the plants and 
animals in the world, but that's not true. 
We are ignorant of the possible benefits 
we might gain from species that are cur­
rently threatened. What if the Pen­
cillium mold had become extinct a cen­
tury ago? About 25 percent of American 
prescription drugs contain substances 
derived from plants, and yet only a frac­
tion of the species of plants in the world 
have been analyzed for their medicinal 
properties. What may appear to be an 
insignificant kind of plant or animal 
may be a key to an important new area

of knowledge, perhaps a cure for cancer. 
Wild plants and animals often have 

characteristics that would be desirable 
in domestic species. For example, seeds 
from native prairie plants have been us­
ed to create stronger hybrids of 
domestic wheat. In Asia, new hybrids 
developed by using a few weedy types 
of wild rice have been used to boost the 
value of rice harvests by as much as $1.5 
bi1lion a year. One of Kentucky's rarities 
is Southern Wild Rice. Perhaps it 
possesses a gene or two that will some 
day improve the yield or quality of a 
domestic strain or rice or give it 
resistance to a disease. 

The Kentucky Nature Preserves Com­
mission was created by the Kentucky 
General Assembly to protect natural 
areas, many of which shelter rare and 
endangered species. You may be a part 
of Kehtucky's preservation effort by 
donating to the Nongame Wildlife/ 
Natural Areas Fund on your state in­
come tax form. Each of earth's species 
has a role in maintaining the natural 
order. lt is nature itself with all its varie­
ty of species that uplifts and sustains us. 
This is what we are bound to preserve. 

Grants To Assist 
Dislocated Workers 

The Kentucky Department of Employ­
ment Services Council will receive an 
$800,000 grant to aid enemployed coal 
miners in major coal producing counties 
in eastern and western Kentucky, U.S. 
Secretary of Labor William E. Brock 
has announced. 

Authorized under Title III of the Job 
Training Partnership Act (JTPA), the 
funds will be used to provide miners with 
an extensive range of training and 
employment services in eight coal miner 
assistance centers. 

Brock also announced that the United 
Auto Workers <UAW)-Ford National 
Development and Training Center 
<NDTC) will receive $600,000 in a joint­
ly funded undertaking with JTPA to 
assist UAW-Ford workers who have 
been laid off or are scheduled to be laid 
off in Kentucky, Indiana and Ohio. A 
majority of participants are Ohio 
residents, however, the Governors of 
Kentucky and Indiana have endorsed 
the project. 

"Helping individuals who lost their 
jobs due to prevailing economic condi­
tions is a priority of this Administra­
tion,'' Brock said. "Through JTPA, we 
can provide the necessary resources to 
help them sharpen their talents and 
skills to meet the needs of the local job 
market." 

The dislocated worker program aids 
workers who have been or are about to 
be laid off due to technological change, 
foreign competition or plant closings. 
Training is also provided for workers 
who are unlikely to return to their 
previous industry or occupation, with lit­
tle prospect for local employment or 
reemployment.

of the soldier of 1862. He discusses his ex­
periences in the conflict and responds in 
19th-century style to questions posed by 
the audience. The program has been 
very successful in school classrooms 
and before history-related and civic 
groups. 

On a larger scale is the Civil War liv­
ing history unit sponsored by the 
museum. The group, now made up of 
more than 40 volunteers from across the 
state, attempts to recreate the 7th Ken­
tucky Volunteer's Infantry Regiment of 
the U.S. Army in 1862. Unit members 
equip themselves with reproduction 
uniforms and apons. They learn to ex­
ecute the complex drill maneuvers us­
ed by Civil War armies and study in 
detail all aspects of soldiering in that 
war. Women participate in the unit as 
laundresses and in other historic roles. 
The unit attends demonstration encamp­
ments and battle reenactments in Ken­
tucky and throughout the eastern part 
of the nation. 

The museum is cooperating with the 
Kentucky National Guard in yet another . 
living history project. The facility has 
provided the guard with historical infor­
mation and training to simulate men of 
Colonel Richard M. Johnson's regiment 
of Kentucky Mounted Riflemen in the 
War of 1812, one of the most successful 
units ever formed in Kentucky. A color 
guard dressed in the distinctive 
uniforms of this regiment will represent 
the Kentucky guard at ceremonial 
events.

Kentuckv House of Hepresentatin·s 
Grappli~g with major issues was 

business-as-usual this legtslatlve week 
of the General Assembly. 

The measure to watch last week ap­
peared to be the much publicized 
gasoline tax . Political observers ques­
tioned whether House members would 
bite-the-bullet and pass a substantial 
gasoline tax for much needed road 
repair. But the 5-cent on the gallon 
gasoline tax passed with relative ease 
through the House and has already 
received approval from the Senate Com­
mittee on Appropriations and Revenue. 

Kentuckians now pay a 10-cent-a­
gallon motor fuels tax. The amount of 
the tax increase, which would take ef­
fect July l, would be set by wholesale 
prices that are lower than they have 
been in years. In setting the rate, state 
officials would use a formula based on 
the average price of gasoline during the 
last three months of 1985 and the price 
at the beginning of each new quarter. 

We approved an amendment to the 
gasoline tax that would limit an addi­
tional tax on diesel fuel to a maximum 
2 cents a gallon at the pumps. 

The gasoline measure also replaced 
the current weight-distance tax placed 
on trucks which is unfair and difficult to 
enforce. With a decal system, truck 
owners with vehicles weighing 60,000 
pounds or more would pay a fee of $150 
to $200 a year, depending on the number 
of miles the truck travels in the state. 

The tax increase and the decal system 
for trucks are expected to generate an 
additional $122 million a year. Thirty 
million dollars of this revenue is ex­
pected to go to city and county govern­
ments. Hopefully, this increased share 
jn Road Fund money can compensate 
for the expected loss of federal revenue­
sharing funds. 

In an unexpected move by supporters 
of the unmined minerals tax the bill won 
approval from the House Appropriations 
and Revenue Committee by a 12-6 vote. 
This legislation which would impose a 
state and local property tax on these 
minerals has been studied in a variety 
of forms by several sessions of the 
Legislature. 

This particular version, House Bill 
503, is estimated to net about $7 4 million 
more a year for state coffers and about 
$19 million a year for coalfield counties. 
As approved this time, the bill would of­
fer compensation to coal operators re­
quired to pay property tax o~ leased 
land by providing for a $1 credit o~ t~e 
coal-severance tax for each $1 patd m 
state or local property taxes. 

A Senate plan to establish a separate 
vocational board felt the lash of House 
Education Committee members' doubts 
during a late Thursday night pubfic 
hearing on the bill. The measure, right 
now in the "negotiation stages," could 
still be approved in some form in the 
House as the education committee has 
one last meeting set for next week.

Let ·s be explorers and discover Ken­

tucky as it was 200 years ago ... From 
any mountain top, we can see forests ex­
tending to the horizon in all directions, 
a dark green canopy as far as the eye 
can see. Within the deep shade of the 
forest, we walk beneath giant trees 
reaching a hundred feet into the sky with 
huge limbs branching out to cross high 
overhead like the rafters in a great 
cathedral. Grapevines swing down from 
high branches, and beneath our feet is 
a thick layer of humus covered with a 
carpet of ferns and wildflowers. It is cool 
here and has the musty smell of decay­
ing leaves and dampness. 

To the ear:ly settlers, the great forests 
of Kentucky were not just beautiful"-· 
they were a terrible nuisance.~ They 
made travel difficult, almost impossible 
in wagons, and men on horseback spent 
days and weeks with only glimpses of 
sunlight, without being able to see what 
lay ahead, to see a storm approaching. 
Though plenty of wood was available to 
build a cabin, there was not enough 
sunlight to raise crops or even a garden. 
And worst o.f all for the settlers, these 
dark forests' hid the terrifying threat of 
Indians determined to end the white 
man's west'fard journey forever. 

And so these great forests were cut 
and burned. Our ancestors would never 
have believed that man could ever 
plunder 22 million acres of forest, and 
destruction was in full swing before 
anyone real\zed how precious was this 
resource beipg lost. During Kentucky's 
first hundred:years, when the state rank­
ed among the nation's highest in iron 
production, wood from the forests fur­
nished charcoal for blast furnaces, us­
ing almost an acre of trees per ton of 
iron. With the arrival of the sawmill in 
1810, lumbering became one of Ken­
tucky's biggest industries, and until the 
1930's, the rivers artd creek ran full of 
logs being rafted downstream to 
sawmills. In a report written in 1880 for 
the Bureau of the Census, Kentuckians 
and Tennesseans were heavily con­
demned for the destruction of their 
forests by setting fires . 

forested hillsides has enhanced tourism, 
which is Kentucky's third-largest in­
dustry and the state's second-largest 
private employer. These forests protect 
vast communities of plant and animal 
species, and reduce pollution of streams 
and reservoirs by keeping the soil from 
eroding. The deep humus of the forest 
floor absorbs and holds much of the rain­
fall, allowing it to soak deep into the soil 
and eventually reach underground 
reservoirs where it is held for future use. 

In recognition of Kentucky's great 
natural heritage and the grandeur of its 
forests, Governor Martha Layne Collins 
has announced special Arbor Day ac­
tivities for April 4, 1986 at all forty-one 
Kentucky state parks and the Kentucky 
Horse Park. Former Governors, First 
Ladies, and elected officials, as well as 
current public officials, will participate 
in tree planting ceremonies at each park 
as part of Governor Collins' plan to 
recognize the importance of trees and 
forests to Kentucky. Nature took hun­
dreds and even thousands of years to 
create our forests . Although we have the 
power to destroy them in minutes, we 
must protect this most important ele­
ment of our natural heritage.

Tips For Viewing 
• Halley's Comet

When the skies cleared last weekend, 

Halley's Comet became visible from 
eastern Kentucky for those hardy 
enough to arise about 4 a.m and brave 
sub-freezing temperatures. Now that the 
weather has moderated, perhaps more 
people will want to see this unusual 
sight. 

Best viewing time this week will pro­
bably be between 3:30 and 4:30a.m.; as 
time goes on, Halley will gradually rise 
earlier. Those with good eyesight can 
probably see it with the unaided eye, but 
a pair of binoculars would be very 
helpful. The comet appears as a faint 
blurry circle, as distinguished from 
stars, which seem to be pinpoints of 
light. If you're lucky, perhaps you will 
get a glimpse of its tail, pointing upward 

• and to the right (away from the sunJ. 
To see Halley, you will need a clear 

view to the southeast, away from ar­
tificial lights. Since Halley is only about 
10 degrees above the horizon, you will 
need a location without mountains or 
other obstacles to the southeast. Hold 
your arm out in front of you, make a fist, 
and raise your thumb straight up. Posi­
tion the bottom of your fist so that it is 
on a level with your eyes. The comet 
should be approximately as high in the 
sky as your thumb. This will vary some 
with the exact time and date. If you don't 
see Halley immediately, please be pa­
tient and search methodically. Give 
your eyes time to become accustomed 
to the dark. One more hint : Halley is to 
the left of the constellation Sagittarius, 
a group of stars forming the outline of 
a teapot. 

Halley's Comet is now approaching 
the earth and will make its closest pass 
on April9. By late April it will fade away 

• and will be visible only through 
telescopes. It will not reappear for 
another 76 years, so this is literally the 
chance of a lifetime! 

At Lake Barkley, light fishing activi­
ty for crappie with jigs around 
brushpiles, stumps and fish attractors 
in 3-12 feet of water, and for bass on 
crayfish-colored crankbaits off rip-rap 
and rocky points. 

WEST CENTRAL: At Barren River 
Lake, white bass were being caught in 
the headwaters by casting jigs and spin­
ners, and crappie on minnows and jigs 
fished around stickups and brush piles 
in the head of the lake. 

At Nolin Lake bass were hitting jig 
and rind combinations. A few walleye 
were being caught in the headwaters on 
doll flies. 

CENTRAL: At Taylorsville Lake, a 
few bass were being taken on spinner­

-baits, and crappie on minnows. 
At Lake Cumberland, smallmouth 

bass were being caught casting deep 
running crankbaits, and crappier by 
drifting minnows over submerged 
treetops. 

At Herrington Lake, white bass were 
being caught in the headwaters near the 
Boyle/Garrard county line in the vicini­
ty of the KY-52 bridge by anglers casting 
spinners and jigs. 

At Green River Lake, white bass were 
being taken by casting jigs in the head­
waters, and in the lower lake, crappie 
on minnows and jigs in the brush and 
standing timber. 

EAST: At Dale Hollow Lake, bass 
were hitting jig and rind combinations 
fished over deep banks and points and 
catfish were being caught on 
nightcrawlers in the heads of 
tributaries. 

At Cave Run Lake, bass were being 
taken by flippin ' jig and rind combina­
tions and casting spinnerbaits on a slow 
retrieve. 

At Paintsville Lake, rainbow trout 
were being caught by trolling shad­
colored crankbaits and spinners. 

At Laurel River Lake, rainbows were 
being taken by trolling shallow running 
crank baits, and bass were hitting jigs in 
the upper lake. Catches of muskie, crap­
pie and white bass were being taken in 
Buckhorn Lake tailwaters. 

At Dewey Lake, bass were being 
caught on crankbaits and by jigging live 
nightcrawlers. Also, a few muskie were 
being taken on large minnows and by 
casting big crankbaits, with crappie _hit­
ting minnows fished over deadfalls in in­
let headwaters. 

At Fish trap Lake, crappie were being 
taken on minnows and jigs over brush 
in 4-6 feet of water and bluegill on worms 
of.f rocky banks. 

Ground nesting birds sometimes use 
good acting to protect their chicks, says 
Ranger Rick magazine. For example, a 
female killdeer will lure a predator 
away from the nest by acting as though 
it's crippled. After it entices its enemy 
safely away from the nest, the killdeer 
simply flies away. 

If you see an animal plunge into a lake 
and come out with a fish, then run into 
the field and snatch a mouse, you've just 
spotted a mink . National Wildlife 
magazine says that birds and insects 
aren't safe from this semi-aquatic 
cousin of the otter, either.

It is "in" to be a part of the 
excitement surrounding exercise, con­
trolled food intake, and obvious change 
in lifestyle patterns. Juding by the suc­
cess of exercise classes, fitness clubs, 
and food items aimed at health promo­
tion, what started as a fad could be a 
trend with some happy results .

cise class or handball game, some now 
and then attention to food selection a nd 
an assor tment of vitamin/mineral 
pills," says Mrs. Hillen. "For the adult, 
fitness should be defined considering 
health status, exercise patterns, weight, 
food intake, smoking and alcohol use, 
and lifestyle." 

Since March is National Nutrition 
Month, it is an ideal time to begin to 
evaluate fitness levels with the help of 
nutrition professionals in the communi­
ty. Registered dietitians, school food ser­
vice directors, staff of such agencies as 
Cooperative Extension, Dairy & Nutri­
tion Council, and W.I.C. will be intensi­
fying efforts to help separate fact from 
lad. 

Here are some starters: 
1 Which is the best form of exercise 

for overall fitness'? 
a. jogging or swimming 1 hour on both 

Saturday and Sunday. 
b. walking briskly 30 minutes every 

other day. 
c. aerobic exercise class< l hour> two 

days a week. 
ANSWER: b. , walking briskly for 

20-30 minutes. This burns calories, 
strengthens the cardio-vascular system, 
and provides weight bearing exercise to 
the lower body. The key is to be involv­
ed in continuous activity for 20-30 
minutes at least every other day, ideal­
ly daily. Jogging, swimming and aerobic 
exercise are all excellent forms of exer­
cise if you are physically able to endure 
them. Walking briskly is a form of ex­
ercise most people can enjoy. 

2. Since calorie control is an important 
part of being fit, what nutrients provide 
calories? 

a. protein, fat, carbohydrate 
b. fat , carbohydrate 
c. vitamins, fat, starches and sugars 
ANSWER: a., protein, fat and car-

bohydrates. These are the calorie 
nutrients, those that can be used in the 
body to provide energy. Yes, protein 
does provide calories. In fact protein and 
carbohydrates (sugars and starches) 
are equal in their ability to provide the 
body with energy, 4 calories for every 
gram. Fat provides almost double that 
amount or 9 calories in a gram. 
Vitamins and minerals are not con­
verted to energy but do assist in the 
process. 

3. To control weight and adopt healthy 
eating patterns, what type of dietary 
guidelines should be followed'? 

a . Include recommended portions of 
foods from the dairy group, fruits and 
vegetables, enriched grains and breads, 
and meat, fish, poultry or dried beans. 

b. Limit calories to 1000-1200 keeping 
food choices high in protein (fish , 
poultry) , liberal amount of low calorie 
vegetables and salads, and a 
vitamin/mineral supplement meeting 
100% of the RDA. 

c. Eat one meal a day following the 
balanced diet plan and include a nutri­
tionally balanced and calorie controlled 
supplement for the other meals. 

ANSWER: a ., The well worn but still 
valid "balanced diet" including a varie­
ty of foods from the four food groups is 
still the healthy eating style. What is im­
portant is control of portions to meet the 
calorie needs of the individual. Most peo­
ple are surprised to know that a weight 
control diet can include foods from all 
food groups and in fact should! 
Eliminating food groups or concen­
trating on certain foods not only leads 
to monotony but also raises the risk or 
nutrient deficiencies . AND, trying to 
balance a diet with a vitamin/mineral 
pill or a supplement isn 't the answer to 
poor habits . A good weight control plan 
should provide nutrients in the form of 
food while helping to adjust eating habits 
for lifetime good food choices. 

Here is a review of serving sizes and 
food choices based on an average adult. 
And, if the portions and recommenda­
tions are followed, this would be a 
1200-1400 calorie food plan. 

Dairy Group- 2 servings a day of 
milk, yogurt, cheese; choosing low f~t 
sources if calories are a concern. These 
are the foods that protect bone health 
because of the presence of calcium, the 
Vitamin D fortification, and the com­
plete protein. A serving is 1 cup or 1 
ounce of cheese. 

Fruits and Vegetables-4 servings a 
day including Vitamin A rich deep green 
and deep orange sources, and at least 
one excellent Vitamin C containing food 
such as citrus fruits, broccoli, or raw

cabbage. The fiber and the vitamins and 
minerals from these foods are critical to 
good health. A serving is 1 ~ cup of most 
choices. 

Enriched or Whole Grains -4 servings 
a day of such foods as breads, cereals, 
pasta and such grains as rice or corn· 
meal. A source of fiber, B vitamins and 
a wide assortment of minerals and 
vitamins makes these food choices 
valuable calorie choices. Iron enrich­
ment and fiber are two components to 
seek ... and two reasons to read labels. 
A serving is 1 2 cup .. . or 1 slice of bread. 

Meat, fish, poultry, eggs, dried beans, 
nuts-2 servings a day is recommended 
of these high protein foods. Other 
nutrients include Thiamine and other B 
vitamins, iron and other minerals. Fat 
content can be controlled by selecting 
lower fat cuts, choosing cooking 
methods that don't require extra fat, and 
by trimming visible fat at the table. 
Don't overlook the alternatives to meat, 
cheese, cottage cheese, peanut butter, 
tofu <soybean curd), and dried beans, 
lentils and split peas. With a bit of im­
agination and some nutrition knowledge, 
these can be a cost-cutting bonus. A ser­
ving of meat foods is 2-3 ounces of meat, 
fish or poultry. An ounce of cheese, 1 
egg, 1 2 cup of beans, or 2 tablespoons or 
peanut butter are equivalent to one 
ounce of meat. 

Take the time this Nutrition Month to 
think about at least one part of fitness, 
food selection patterns for a lifetime. 
And join with dietitians across the coun­
try to salute Good Nutrition ... Feel the 
Difference!

Record Deer Harvest 
RECORD DEER HARVEST 

Kentucky's deer harvest set a new 
harvest record for the ninth consecutive 
year in 1985. according to preliminary 
data tabulated by the Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources. 

A total of 230,075 whitetails were 
harvested from farms and forest lands 
during archery and gun seasons which 
were held in 117 open counties across the 
state. This figure does not include 
wildlife management areas where 
special season dates and quotas may 
have been in effect. 

The overall statewide deer harvest in 
1985 was 43,506, an increase of 11,506 
over the 1984 season. This figure is an ac­
tual count of deer checked in by hunters, 
plus an estimate of the number of deer 
taken but not checked. 

Kentucky's hunter success ratio also 
increased last season. Including hunters 
who harvested deer on a second deer 
tag, the success ratio climbed to 28 per­
cent. This means that for every 100 
hunters who ventured afield, 28 came 
home with venison. 

The archery harvest was 2, 724 bucks 
and 1,327 does for a total of 4,051. The top

Moles Are More A 
Mess Than Menace 

Many homeowners suspect moles of 
eating the roots off their plants or lawn, 
and gobbling up flower seeds as fast as 
they are sown into the soil. 

The little pests aren't guilty of those 
crimes, but the tunnels they create, 
especially during spring and early sum­
mer, may incline many homeowners 
and gardeners to go after them with a 
hoe. 

Moles literally swim through loose, 
moist soil in pursuit of earthworms and 
grubs. Swimming through dirt can use 
up a lot of energy, so moles need to eat 
70 to 100 percent of their own weight in 
worms and grubs every day. Swimming 
around enough to find that many worms 
and grubs can leave a lawn looking like 
a mess. 

Craig Huegel, wildlife specialist in the 
University of Kentucky Cooperative Ex­
tension Service, said the recently war­
ming weather will stir moles into activi­
ty, and they will soon develop extensive 
networks of tunnels in lawns across the 
state. 

''The tunnels are unsightly and 
damaging to plants. Although people 
often blame the moles for eating garden 
seeds and chewing on roots, this damage 
is likely done by mice that use mole tun­
nels for travel and protection," Huegel 
said. 

Repellants and poisons used to control 
moles are generally ineffective and can 
be dangerous, and removing the mole's 
food supply by applying insecticides to 
the lawn will only result in increased 
tunneling activity as the mole looks far­
ther and farther for food. 

Huegel said the tunnels a mole· creates 
center around its home chamber to 
which it returns after every hunting 
foray, and that by placing a single trap 
where a fresh-worked tunnel leads back 
to the home chamber, the mole digging 
all the tunnels connected to that 
chamber may be caught. This method 
poses no threat to other wildlife, or pets, 
and will catch only the mole actually do­
ing the damage. 

Mole traps can be purchased from 
hardware and lawn and garden stores. 
Follow the directions that come with the 
trap carefully, or ask the salesperson for 
instructions.

Gas Prices Dropping in State 
The Blue Grass Auto Club-AAA's 

latest survey of service stations in Cen­
tral and Eastern Kentucky continues to 
show a steady decline in the price of 
gasoline, AAA reported recently. 

The survey also shows a wide­
variance in prices across the region, as 
much as 25¢ a gallon difference in Lex­
ington, up to 50-60¢ a gallon difference 
in other parts of Central and Eastern 
Kentucky. 

The survey found prices at full-service 
stations of$1.05 for leaded regular, $1.11 
for regular unleaded, $1.21 for premium 
unleaded, and $1.21 for diesel. These 
prices reflect about a 7¢ decrease in 
prices since AAA's last survey in mid­
February. 

Prices at self-service pumps usually 
run 10-15¢ lower than at full-service sta­
tions. AAA's latest survey found self­
service prices of 95¢ for leaded regular, 
96¢ for regular unleaded, and $1.12 for 
premium unleaded, down about 11¢ from 
last month.

The Division of Waste 
Management can help businesses learn 
how to comply with the new federal law 
and I urge them to take advantagne of 
this opportunity," said Alex Barber, 
director of the division.

Prepares Miners for Jobs

More than 40 unemployed miners, 
armed with technical and safety train· 
ing from an innovative state-federal 
school, are now better to find jobs in the 
coal industry, according to Kentucky 
Mines and Minerals Commissioner 
Willard Stanley. 

Kentucky is the first state in the na­
tion to launch such a pilot program. The 
program is geared to retrain 
unemployed miners and to help the 
miners find jobs through the state 
Department of Employment Services. 

A letter from an unemployed miner to 
Gov. Martha Layne· Collins led to the 
creation of the Dislocated Miner 
Retraining Program in a cooperative ef­
fort by five state and federal agencies. 

The idea for the program began when 
the governor referred the letter to Com­
missioner Stanley who answered the 
miner, Phillip Tucker of Stearns. 
Stanley sent Tucker information on the 
U.S. Mine Safety and Health Ad­
ministration's education and training 
academy and, at the same time, began 
contacting MSHA and other agencies to 
develop a pilot retraining program. 

"From there, the idea flourished, ' ' 
said Tom Kessler, of MSHA 's academy 
and a coordinator of the retraining 
program. 

The first class has just graduated 
from the Mine Safety and Health Ad­
ministration Academy in Beckley, W. 
Va., where more Kentucky miners will 
be retrained soon, Kessler said. 

State education officials are in­
vestigating making similar training 
available in Kentucky, said Alice 
McDonald, superintendent of public 
instruction. 

The goal of the program is to improve 
the overall job prospects and the safety 
training for the miners, who work in a 
changing coal industry where more coal 
is produced by fewer miners, Stanley 
said. 

"The program works on the job safe­
ty training that will stengthen the pro­
spective employee's talents for the min­
ing industry," Stanley said. "That 
means the training will be applicable to 
other safety-type industries, as well as 
mine safety." 

The program, funded by the U.S. 
Department of Labor, has focused on 
mine safety, such as roof control, ex­
plosives and blasting and the mine 
emergencies. Other classes have includ­
ed math, English and computer science. 

Final selection of the miners was 
made by the state Department of 
Employment Services. The first session 
began Feb. 24 and the second began 
March 24. 

Officials from five state and federal 
agencies have collaborated on the pro­
gram. They include Commissioner 
Stanley; Kessler; McDonald ; David 
Blythe, associate dean of the Universi­
ty of Kentucky College of Mining 
Engineering; and Commissioner James 
Daniels and Charles Furr, of the state 
Department for Employment Services. 

Each state and federal agency has 
been instrumented to the program. For 
example, Blythe said UK has helped 
design the training curriculum and to set 
up payment of the trainees. 

MSHA's Kessler noted that federal 
mine safely officials have offered the 
training facilities and instructors at 
Beckley Academy, plus free tuition, 
room and board. 

Superintendent McDonald pointed out 
that MSHA and the state Office of Voca­
tional Education have cooperated in pro­
viding computer literacy training. 
What's more, she said that vocational 
education has sent instructors and a cur­
riculum specialist to help build the 
program. 

And, Mines and Minerals has 
volunteered safety instructors and 
transportation to the academy for the 
students. 

DES Commissioner Daniels said that 
his agency has provided instructors, fun-

Ralph "Chad" Colley. who lost both 
legs and one arm in Vietnam combat, 
has been chosen as this year's Han­
dicapped American of the Year by the 
President's Committee on Employment 
of the Handicapped <PCEH>. 

The 42-year-old businessman will 
receive the President's Trophy on April 
30 at PCEH's annual meeting to be held 
at the Washington Hilton Hotel in 
Washington, D.C., April 30 to May 2. 
Making the presentation to Colley will 
be PCEH Chairman Harold Russell and 
a representative of the White House. 

More than 4,000 people-including 
disabled people from across America 
and around the world-will attend the 
PCEH annual meeting. PCEH's mission 
is to build an acceptance for disabled 
people in the nation's workforce through 
a year-round program of education and 
information. 

Colley has been active in issues affec­
ting handicapped people for many 
years, but the highlight of that involve­
ment came in 1984-85 when he served a 
one-year term as National Commander 
of the Disabled American Veterans 
<DA Vl. The DAVis a non-rofit associa­
tion of more than one million veterans 
disabled during time of war or under 
conditions similar to war. 

Colley was an officer with the Army's 
lOlst Airborne Division in July 1968 
when he was leading a company of men 
on a combat mission 45 miles northwest 
of Saigon and a land mine explosion 
threw him into the air. Both of his legs 
and one arm were amputated in a 
military hospital in Vietnam as a result 
of his wounds. 

The inner resources, which enabled 
Colley's rapid rehabilitation, sp.rrred his 
business success, and led to his recogni­
tion as Handicapped American of the 
Year, were there right from the start, 
according to his wife, Betty Ann. She 
cited a letter he wrote to her just a few 
days after he was wounded. 

"Even though I'm banged up pretty 
bad," he wrote, "I'm still me. I can put 
my loss of limbs into an asset. I have a 
big challenge to undertake now." That 
pretty much sums up Colley's life since 
he became disabled. Today he's an ac­
tive, physically powerful man, who en­
joys such athletic activities as sit-skiing. 
He's won several medals on the ski 
slopes. 

Colley, who holds a degree in 
mathematics from North Georgia Col­
lege, moved right into his career after 
his release from the hospital. He dug 
right in on courses that led to licensing 
in real estate, a field in which he achiev­
ed tremendous success despite the 
doubts of others who felt a triple am­
putee in a wheelchair wouldn't be able 
to cut it in a profession that required 
physical mobility. 

But, to the young Vietnam vet, such 
worries were for other people. "I've 
always been determined to prove myself 
the equal, in any way, of any other 
member of our society," he said. "And 
I simply will not allow anything 
associated with my disability to get in 
the way." 

After working in real estate and bank­
ing for a few years, Colley decided to 
strike out on his own. And, today, he's 
president of Colley Home Center, Inc., 
in Barling, Ark., where he lives with Bet­
ty Ann and their two children. 

Colley also wasted no time in getting 
involved in the DA V following his 
release from the hospital. The pinnacle 
of that involvement came when he was 
elected to lead the organization in the 
summer of 1984. He took over an 
organization of 879,058 disabled vets. 
But, by the following spring, the DA V's 
membership had climbed well past the 
one-million mark. 

"Chad worked relentlessly to push our 
membership strength into an entirely 
new realm," remarked DAV National 
Adjutant Denvel D. Adams. "And the 
organizational strength he bult has 
already proven es!?ential in battling ma­
jor threats to benefits and programs for

disabled veterans, as well as handicap­
ped people." 

The glare of his achievments on the 
national scene, however, could lead 
some to forget what Colley has meant to 
any number of disabled people as In­

dividuals. It's not widely known that 
rehabilitation professionals in his com­
munity frequently ask the triple am­
putee to participate in counseling new 
ly disabled people. And it's here that Col­
ley says he gains his greatest personal 
satisfaction. 

"Talking mostly with amputees and 
paraplegics," explained Colley, ''I try to 
turn around the negative attitudes and 

despair that so frequently follow 
catastrophic physical injuries. 

"Many of these folks see their futures 
as extremely limited," he emphasized. 
"l guess I'm a pretty good example that 
this just isn't the case. I've done pretty 
well in business. I'm happy with my life. 
I'm dealing with the inconveniences of 
my disabilities. What I try to do is 
refocus people's attention on the 
positives."

Jane Doe was one year old She and 
her family lived in a one-bedroom house 
in a poor neighborhood of Louisville. 
Because her parents could not afford a 
crib for her they prepared a bed for her 
in the bathtub. Alone in her makeshift 
bed, Jane turned on the hot water faucet 
She sustained burns on 22% of her body. 
She was hospitalized for over two 
months. 

Two-year old twin girls were left alone 
in bathtub while their mother went to 
help her neighbor who had a sick child. 
The mother returned five minutes later 
to find her daughters standing in 
scalding water up to their thighs. The 
twms were hospitalized for several 
months with third-degree burns. One 
suffered heart failure and almost died. 
After their release from the hospital 
they were bedridden for six months. 

In the past five years in Jefferson 
County a reported 39 children were 
treated at Kosair Children's for severe 
tap water burns. Some died. Such 
scaldings are 100% preventable. During 
the same period, countless children suf­
fered from less serious, but nevertheless 
extremely painful hot water burns. 
These burns were also avoidable. 

The young and elderly are particular­
ly vulnerable. Children cannot always 
distinguish between hot and cold 
faucets. Even if they are placed in bath 
water at an appropriate temperature, 
curiosity can lead them to experiment 
with the hot water faucet Small children 
often are not able to get out of 
dangerously hot water quickly enough 
to avoid burning. The same is true of the 
elderly. 

It is estimated that over 80% of 
American homes have hot water heater 
settings over 150° Fahrenheit. Safety lies 
in reducing the temperature setting on

But the majority of our state's citizens 
are not aware of the potential danger 
from the water they use. 

Kentucky Youth Advocates, in col­
laboration with Diane Denton, a burn 
prevention nurse at Kosair-Children's, 
is initiating a public awareness cam­
paign. The goal is to make adults aware 
of the potential hazards of inordinately 
hot tap water. The most effective way 
to prevent accidental scaldings is to set 
the thermostat on hot water heaters at 
120• Fahrenheit

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PC Chooses Owens 
As New President 

The Pikeville College Board of 
Trustees has added another chapter to 
the College's history by changing 
William Owens' status from interim 
president to president, to serve at the 
pleasure of the trustees for an undefin­
ed term. This announcement, made dur­
ing a l<,riday, March 14 press con­
ference, comes after a two year search. 

Actual consideration of presidential 
candidates began in November of 1984, 
when then-president Dr. Jackson 0. 
Hall, announced his resignation. The 
Presidential Search Committee, com­
posed of trustees and representatives of 
major campus groups <facul­
ty/staff/studentsl, was activated and 
the selection process started. Finding no 
candidate entirely suited to the college's 
needs, the trusteef; asked Bill Owens to 
assume the presidency on an interim 
basis during the period July 1, 1985 
through June 30, 1986. During the in­
terim year, the search committee pur­
sued the goal of finding a permanent 
president, narrowing the field from ap­
proximately 75 candidates. After an in­
tensive interview process, involving on­
campus meetings with student/faculty 
groups, the committee recommended 
Owens be invited to remain at Pikeville 
College as president. 

In order to accept the interim position, 
Owens took a leave of absence from Cen­
tre College. He joined the faculty of Cen­
tre in 1965 as an as,snciate professor. of 
physics.

1962). During the summer of 1960, 
Owens participated in an eight-week Na­
tional Science Foundation Workshop on 
Radioisotope Handling at the Oak Ridge 
Institute for Nuclear Studies (now Oak 
Ridge Associated Universities) in Oak 
Ridge, Tennessee.

Require Treatment For 
Drug, Alcohol Abuse 

A person whose disability is ag­
gravated by drug abuse or alcoholism 
must accept appropriate treatment for 
the condition in order to be eligible for 
Supplemental Security Income <SSl) 
payments, Jim Kelly, District Director 
for the Big Sandy Area, said recently. 

Drug abuse or alcoholism, itself, is not 
a basis for a finding of disability under 
SSI, Kelly said. Such a determination 
must be based on symptoms, signs, 
laboratory findings and extent of organ 
damage. 

If drug addiction or alcoholism is 
found to contribute to a finding of 
disability, the person will be referred by 
Social Security to a designated agency 
so that appropriate treatment may be 
arranged. Failure to follow the prescrib­
ed course of treatment will cause the 
check to stop, Kelly said

State Gathers 
Acid Rain Data 

The Kentucky Energy Cabinet releas­
ed its report detailing the first year's ef­
fort to establish a monitoring system 
throughout the state to gather accurate 
data on acid deposition, more common­
ly called acid rain. 

"This information will allow everyone 
to assess more scientifically the level of 
acid deposition here in Kentucky and to 
gain a better understanding of its effects 
on our environment," said Energy 
Secretary George Evans. "And with 

, each passing year, we will gain a far 
more accurate idea of what is occurring 
and any changes from year to year.'' 

"Certainly public policy in this area 
will profit from more accurate informa­
tion," Evans said. 

Ten monitoring stations have been in­
stalled so far, most in state parks. Data 
from some of these is included in the an­
nual report; more complete data will be 
available in the next annual report. 

The pH-a measure of acidity or 
alkalinity-at the stations average from 
4.2 to 4.5, which is similar to 
measurements taken over much of the 
midwest and northeast United States. 

The monitoring program is being con­
ducted through a cooperative effort by 
the Tourism, Natural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection, and Energy 
cabinets. 

Despite the upward trend in women's

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Unemployment Fund 
Ends Year in Black .Now you can 

enioyquick For the first time in five years Ken­
tucky's Unemployment Insurance Trust 
Fund ended the year in the black. with 
a balance as of Dec. 31, 1985 of $76.8 
million. 

At the same time, changes proposed 
by the Cabinet for Human Resources 
and enacted by the 1986 Kentucky 
General Assembly should greatly 
enhance the future solvency of the 
state's U.I. Trust Fund. 

"The trust fund hasn't had a balance 
this large since 1979, when $156 million 
was in the coffer," said Human 
Resources Secretary AI Austin. 

"Since the trust fund 'went broke ' in 
February 1981, any balance we've 
shown at the end of the year included an 
infusion of federal loans," Austin said. 
"But we haven't borrowed a penny since 
we paid off our loans last May." 

Employment Services Commissioner 
James Daniels predicted changes in the 
U.I. law, developed by a task force 
representing labor and management, 
could prevent depletion of the trust fun~ 
and the need to borrow in the future. 

AC German Students 
.Mark Language Week 

From hamburgers and blue jeans to 
Bach and Beethoven-German students 
at Allen Central High looked for 
elements of the German culture in their 
own culture as they departed from their 
usual textbook-vocabulary-and­
grammatical study to observe National 
Foreign Language Week, March 3-7. 

Students presented research, wrote 
compositions, and gave oral presenta­
tions concermng education, art. music, 
and literary figures of Germany. 

Tuesday was "Goethe" day in honor 
of one of Germany's most famous 
philosophers and writers, Johann 
Wolfgang von Goethe.

Cultivating bacteria instead of trees 
and cotton plants to produce cellulose 
may one day lead to cheaper paper, 
clothing and medical supplies. National 
Wildlife magazine reports that a re­
searcher at the University of Texas at 
Austin has discovered a strain of 
bacteria which produces cellulose re­
quiring much less processing than wood 
pulp to produce paper. 

Those changes, which become effective 
July 15, are projected to increase the 
trust fund by about $22 million in 1987 
and 1988. 

"One of the most significant changes 
lies the ceiling on weekly benefit 
payments to the trust fund balance and 
employers' tax rate schedules," he said. 

Since 1982 workers' weekly benefits 
have been capped at $140 a week, and 
employers have had to pay contributions 
at the highest rate. Maximum weekly 
benefits could have risen to $186 in 1987. 

"To prevent such a sudden impact on 
the trust fund, the task force proposed 
the changes, which provide for in­
cremental increases in the weekly 
benefit amount. Now we anticipate the 
ceiling to increase to $151 on July 1, 
1987,'' Daniels said. 

Mae Girkey, director of the Division 
of Unemployment Insurance, said, 
"When there is enough mon~y in the 
trust fund to enable employers to ex­
perience a decrease in tax rates, then 
the maximum weekly benefits to 
unemployed workers would go up accor­
dingly. If the trust fund balance drops 
to the point that an increase in tax rates 
is necessary, then the weekly benefit 
payments would be frozen . 

"This approach is a major element in 
providing long-term solvency for the 
state's U.I. Trust Fund," she said. 

The new law also contains provisions 
which encourage employers to file 
reports and make contributions on a 
timely basis. "The majority of Kentucky 
employers do file and pay on a timely 
basis," Girkey said. "It's not fair to 
those employers when a few others 
delay. The task force recommended and 
the legislature enacted higher penalty 
and interest assessments to spur 
employers to file and make contribu­
tions promptly." 

Daniels commended the U.I. task 
force, especially Reps. Ronald R. Cyrus 
<D-Greenup) and Edward L. Holloway 
<R-Jefferson), who sponsored the trust 
fund legislation in this year's General 
Assembly. "These people have done an 
exceptional job. They have developed 
measures that are fair to Kentucky 
workers and employers with the goal of 
keeping the trust fund solvent," he said.
