Emergency repairs were under way 
on leaky roofs at Prestonsburg High 
School and at the Betsy Lavne and 
Maytown grade schools.

Yvette Keathley Trimble, 36, was kill­
ed when the car she was driving struck

fire-safety and other standards 

Nor could the problems have been 

foreseen. he said. that caused 
McDowell students to miss a week of 
school thev returned to class onl\' 
yesterday ~fter being dismissed on the 
third day of school when a waste 
disposal system installed this summE'r 
malfunctioned. 

Only when school reopened after the 
summer vacation and sewage backed 
up in one section of the building did 
problems appear in the system which 
had earlier been tested satisfactorily, 
Brackett said. And then repair work 
was hampered. he said. by the difficul 
ty in locating old. unmapped dist 
ribution lines on thE' 60-year-old cam­
pus 

The investigation of Floyd spending 
practices- undertaken in response to 
citizen complaints after the system 
had spent a staggering $110.63R in 
custodial supplies in 1982-83-was done 
by former Lexington FBI agent .John 
McCauley.

KSBA Chief Tells Audience Here: 

Floyd School Dilemma 
Needs Local Solution 

Local school districts need to resolvt> 
their own problems rather than relying 
too heavily on intervention by state 
authorities. the president of the Ken­
tucky School Boards Association told a 
small group here last week. 

While the Kentucky state legislature 
and Department of Education have 
lately taken an increasingly active role 
in promoting educational reform. the 
results are not always beneficial. Dr 
David Keller told the 20 who gathered 
at May Lodge last Tuesday to hear him 
speak on the role of the school board. A 
recent governors' conference recom­
mended reversing the trend and leav­
ing more power at the district level. he 
noted with approval 

Laws enacted for the benefit of 
relatively few districts often prove 
burdensome for districts that were per­
forming well without them. Keller 
said. Educational reforms are better 
promoted by changing the school board 
at the local level than by legislativP ac­
tion. he added. 

The KSBA president also had advice 
for Floyd countians who look to Frank 
fort for deliverance from a local 
district reckoned to be too mired in 
politics to reform itself. In response to 
a questioner who wondered whether 
the state Department of Education 
might assume responsibility for Flovd 
schools under the I9R4 "academic 
bankruptcy" law. Keller said. "[f the 
state took over. vou probably wouldn't 
be any more pleased. You have to work 
it out locally " 

Keller's portra1t of a strong super­
intendent relatively independent of the 
local board struck some members of 
the Mav Lodge audience as markedly

Changing federal and state child sup­
port laws have whetted the public ap­
petite for a better understanding of Ken 
lucky's system of enforcing court­
ordered support payments 

To meet requests from ctvic, church 
and other organizations, the state 
Department for Social Insurance has ex­
panded its Child Support Enforcement 
Speakers' Bureau to include staff in 
each of its ten regional offices. 

"All our speakers arc knowledgeable 
regarding the program and arc able to 
discuss the available servtces." said 
Social Insurance Commissioner Mike 
Robinson. "They also provide informa­
tion on how to obtain state assistance in 
the collection and enforcement of an ex 
isting court order on support." 

That information comes from first­
hand knowledge since each speaker 
works full time in child support enforce­
ment, he added, and has experience 
dealing with the day-to-day problems 
people encounter. 

Regional offices are loca ted in 
Ashland, Covington, Danville, 
Frankfort, Elizabethtown, Hopkinsville, 
Lexington, Manchester, Paducah and 
Prestonsburg.

Social Security Checks 

Social Security checks usually arrive 
in the mail about the same day each 

onth, most often on the 3rd; however, 
if the 3rd is a Saturday, Sunday. or legal 
holiday, the check should arrive on the 
last banking day before then, Jim Kel­
ly, District Director for the Big Sandy 
Area, said recently. 

The check received in one month is ac­
tually for the previous month's benefit. 

Occasionally a check may be late, 
whether because of delays in the mail or 
for some other reason. If the check is not 
received by the 6th of the month, the 

eneficiary should contact any Social 
Security office, Kelly said.

INCIDENCE 
Approximately 60 cases of rabies had 

been reported to the Department for 
Health Services through August 21 This 
is double the number reported in Ken­
tucky during the same time period in 
1985. While rabies in wildlife has not 
reached epidemic proportions. the in­
crease is dramatic enough to warrant 
some precautionary measures lest it 
become epidemic. Of the reported cases, 
:~9 have been in skunks, ten in bats, a few 
in raccoons and foxes. Two horses have 
died as a result of rabies. The disease 
seems to be most prevalent in central, 
south centraL south-eastern and south­
western counties. Christian County has 
the most reported cases to date 
WHAT IS IT? 

Rabies is a viral disease found 
primarily in wildlife, where it becomes 
a population control measure. Medical 
literature notes it as "an acute infectious 
disease of mammals, especially car­
nivores, characterized by acute Central 
!\en ous System irritation followed by 
paralysis and death." It is a natural 
disease of dogs, cats, bats and wild car­
nivores. All warm-blooded animals are 
susceptible. The disease is worldwide 
except for some countries that have 
eradicated or remained free of the 
disease due to their natural protection 
as islands and by enforcing rigorous 
quarantine measures. It is found 
throughout the Western Hemisphere and 
at times is epidemic in bats, dogs, foxes 
and skunks. 

It is transmitted through the saliva of 
the infected animal, where it is found in 
high concentrations, usually through 
bites. Rarely does the virus enter the 
body through mucuous membrane or 
open skin abrasions. The virus may be 
present in the saliva of an infected 
animal several days before clinical 
symptoms are seen. The virus in the 
saliva left in the wound invades a nerve 
or nerves, then travels to the Central 
Nervous System. Once rabies symptoms 
appear, the disease is incurable in 
humans as well as in animals. The only 
certain way to avoid rabies is vaccina­
tion or avoiding exposure to the virus. 
TWO FORMS 

Rabies is seen in animals in two 
forms, "dumb" and "furious." Most 
people will recognize "furious" rabies, 
the typical "mad dog" syndrome in 
which the animal salivates copiously 
and runs around in a daze, attacking 
people and other animals, often without 
provocation. 

"Dumb" rabies may be more difficult 
to recognize. A prominent sign is a 
change in the animal's disposition. Most 
animals have a peculiar look in their 
eyes and may appear confused. Often 
the jaw will be hanging open and they 
may or may not drool saliva. The pro­
blem is that the throat is paralyzed, yet 
people often assume there is something 
caught in the animal's throat and at­
tempt to remove it, thereby endanger­
ing themselves. The animal may 
withdraw and attempt to hide, and may 
growl and attempt to bite if you disturb 
it. 
PREVENTION 

Prevention of the spread of rabies 
depends on two human actions: vaccina-

tJon of pets and awareness of people. 
Kentucky law requires that all dogs 
above the age of four months be vac 
cinated. Animal control laws vary from 
community to commumty. Common 
sense indicates that all carnivorous 
animals kept as pets should be vac­
cinated, even animals confined to yards 
or bulldings. Infected wild animals can 
get into fenced areas domestic animals 
can't get out of, some, such as bats, even 
invade buildings. Vaccination by the 
owner should not be attempted. There 
are various vaccines available for 
specific uses, one for dogs, another for 
cats, still others for farm animals and 
exotic pets. A vaccine effective on one 
animal may not be effective on another. 
The vaccines become effective in about 
two weeks. Any licensed veterinarian 
knows the proper vaccine and dosage to 
use. 

Be observant around all animals, 
especially wildlife. Any animal acting 
out of character should be suspected of 
having rabies. ''Furious" rabies is ob­
vious. "Dumb" rabies may not be so ob­
vious. Examples would be a skunk 
which tries to share your sleeping bag, 
a fox which wants to be petted like a dog, 
a cow or horse which becomes abnor­
mally aggressive, a friendly dog which 
suddenly becomes vicious. All are actual 
examples. 

Such behavior should be reported to 
the Division of Wildlife, the police or 
sheriff's department or the health 
department immediately. Do not at­
tempt to capture the animal yourself. 

Be aware that the owner of a rabid 
animal which is allowed to run loose will 
probably be held responsible for medical 
expenses for persons bitten by that 
animal. 
IF BITTEN 

Four things need to be remembered if 
you are bitten by an animal suspected 
of rabies. One: capture or kill the 
animal, avoiding damage to the head if 
possible. Two: cleanse the wound im­
mediately with copious amounts of soap 
and water. Three: seek medical atten­
tion immediately, not tomorrow or the 
next day. Four: report the incident to 
your local health department. 

Cold weather will not eradicate the 
virus, though to some degree it may 
limit the movement of wild animals. A 
vaccination given now is not wasted, 
rabies is not a summer-time disease. 
The only effective barrier between wild 
animals and humans is vaccination of 
pets and awareness on the part of 
humans.

the Share Corporation of Milwaukee 
and its Martin sales agent Roy Ratliff.

McCauley 
said. 

Invoices showed Share Corporation 
sold 20 different products that year to 
the school district. which ended up with 
an abundance of janitorial supplies. his 
report said. There was no evidence 
that Grigsby applied any pressure on 
employees to buy products from Share. 
the report said. But McCauley said 
Grigsby thought Ratliff "took advan­
tage of their relationship." 

Ratliff denied making any kickbacks 
to·Grigsby or anyone ~lse in the admin­
istration. the report said. 

McCauley also recommended that 
the Floyd school system file suit to 
recover money from the sale of a 
seven-acre tract at Garth that was 
donated to the school system in 1982 by 
retired coal operator B. F Reed. of 
Drift. to set up scholarship fund in 
memory of his dead son. The $25.000 
received by the fund-which was 
designed to send a McDowell High 
School graduate each year to Mayo 
Vocational School - was much less 
than the property was worth. Mc­
Cauley said. 

The report said Grigsby had the pro­
perty transferred to John Allen- a 
partner with Adrian Lafferty in a firm 
called Industrial Rentals. Inc.- who 
leased it to the county's solid waste 
system at a monthly cost of $1980 for 15 
years. 

The property transfer apparently 
took place without the full knowledge 
of the school board. McCauley said. 

When details of the transfer later 
came to light. then-County Attorney 
Arnold Turner. Jr. said it raised ques­
tions of a possible conflict of interest on 
the part of Allen. who was a director of 
Floyd County Solid Waste. Inc. in 1981 
and again in 1983. Turner also said he 
found no record that the transfer had 
been approved by the state Super­
intendent for Public Instruction or the 
attorney general. as required by law. 

However, Bob McAninch, Floyd Coun­
ty Solid Waste chairman, said the school 
board got a bargain when it sold the 
Garth tract to Allen. Nearby property 
was purchased by the solid waste agen­
cy for as little as $700 an acre and the 
tract bought by Allen included a slag 
heap, McAninch said. "It was perfect for 
a landfill , but that's about all ," 
McAninch said. 

Allen said the $25,000 he paid for the 
tract was the same amount Reed paid 
for the property four years earlier. The 
transaction was fully documented and 
proper, he said. Moreover, before he 
leased it to the county solid waste agen­
cy, he had a $65,000 building erected on 
the property, he pointed out. 

"They never talked to me," Allen 
complained of the investigators. "All 
they've done is stir up a lot of stuff that's 
not true." 

Brackett said last week that the 
scholarship fund in memory of Alvin 
Reed was not shortchanged by the 
transaction "They were supposed to 
receive $25.000 and they received 
$25.000." he said- but declined further 
comment on the matter. since it is in 
the hands of the school board's at 
torney. Nor would he have any com­
ment on the school system's dealings 
with Share Corp .. he said. since that 
matter is in the hands of the attorney 
general.

Business School 
Operator Sued By 
West Virginia AG 

A business school owned until recent ­
ly by Paintsville Mavor Robert Wiley 
has enticed students -with false claims 
and misleading advertising. according 
to a lawsuit filed Aug. 6 by the West 
Virginia attorney general 's office. 

Although Wiley sold Northeastern 
Business College in Dunbar. W.Va. 11 
weeks ago. he was named as one of two 
defendants in the suit because he own­
ed the school in 1983 when it agreed to 
stop making placement promises and 
telling students their class credits 
could be transferred to four-vear col­
leges. an assistant attorney. general 
said. 

Wiley. 44. who was elected mayor of 
Paintsville last year. attributed the 
suit to " cheap West Virginia back­
woods politics" and said it was based 
on a report by a biased agency that 
supervises colleges and universities in 
West Virginia as well as business 
schools The state colleges and uni­
versities do not want competition from 
the private sector. he said. 

Douglas Call. on official of the West 
Virginia board of regents. which super­
vises business schools in that state. 
said numerous complaints had been 
received from students at the Dunbar 
school. No complaints have been 
received by students at Excel College. 
schools run by Wiley in Paintsville and 
Corbin. said a spokeswoman for the 
consumer protection division of the 
Kentucky attorney general's office. 

In 1981, the average disabled woman 
was not employed, nor was she looking 
for work, and her total 1980 annual in­
come was less than $3,500, according to 
a fact sheet on working when women 
published by the Women's Bureau of the 
U.S. Department of Labor.

RR Commission 
Conducts Survey 
On Rail Safety 

The Kentucky Railroad Commission 
for the past two months has been con­
ducting a survey throughout the state 
relating to the transportation of hazar­
dous waste materials and dangerous 
chemicals. Included within the question­
naire, upon which the survey was con­
ducted, were questions related to the 
establishing of a rail safety program ad­
ministered by the Commission, the 
number of rail accidents in each coun­
ty and the rate of unemployment. 

The Commission has received, thus 
far, a 54 percent response from the ques­
tionnaires submitted. The response in~ 
dicated that 78.4 percent of County 
Judge Executives throughout the state 
support and want a rail safety program. 
The poll indicated that only 8.6 percent 
were opposed to the program, while 17 
percent had no opinion. The information 
relating to hazardous waste showed that 
62.3 percent of the County Judges 
throughout the state were opposed to the 
shipment of hazardous waste through 
their counties, while 23 percent were in 
favor and 14.7 percent had o opinion. 

"It is clear from this survey that 
strong public support exists for a com­
petent and effective safety rail system 
throughout this state. The people want 
to be protected from a catastrophe on 
rail dealing with dangerous chemicals. 
It is time the officials of state govern­
ment wake up and deal with this grow­
ing problem," stated Chairman Jimmy 
Turner. 

The Kentucky Railroad Commission 
requested money from the General 
Assembly to establish a rail safety pro­
gram, but the budget request failed to 
pass the Subcommittee on Transporta­
tion, which is supervised by Represen­
tative Clayton Little. 

"I believe that the voters of Kentucky 
are tired of having their safety ignored 
and that they will hold the public of­
ficials accountable who work on behal 
of the railroad industry. The time has 
come for a change in state govern­
ment," Chairman Turner stated further. 

"The Kentucky Railroad Commission 
is alive and well, even though the Gover­
nor, the Attorney General and the 
Legislative Research Commission have 
tried their best to bring it to its knees, " 
Chairman Turner concluded.

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Frustrated by Bureaucratic Runaround 
We, the Yellow Creek Concerned 

Citizens, are a private, non-profit 
organization comprised of citizens con­
cerned about the pollution in Yellow 
Creek, Bell County, Kentucky. We were 
formed in the summer of 1980 with the 
purpose of stopping this pollution. After 
these past several years of fighting, we 
have come to believe that the Kentucky 
Natural Resources and Environmental 
Protection Cabinet is part of the pro-· 
blem rather than the agency which will· 
help solve the problem. In our opinion, 
the Cabinet has continously and con­
sistantly "placed a bandaid on a cancer" 
when addressing this particular pro­
blem. It becomes more and more ap­
parent that when dealing with the local 
industry, the Middlesboro Tanning Com 
pany of Delaware, the State officials 
have neither the desire nor the fortitude 
do take any action what-so-ever that 
would result in a permanent solution to 
the problem. 

The latest episode of the Cabinet's at­
tempts to protect this industry at the ex­
pense of those citizens living 
downstream, defies even the imagina­
tion of those of us who have watched in 
dismay during the past few years, the 
Cabinet's impotent attempts to permit 
this industry to do as it pleases. On May 
14, 1986, citizens along Yellow Creek 
discovered that waste products from the 
tannery were being transported to a 
neighboring community and there the 
waste was being burned and dumped 
alongside Clear Fork Creek, a major 
tributary to Yellow Creek. This waste 
was being transported and disposed of 
by a local resident who, in all probabili­
ty, was not made aware of its hazardous 
properties beforehand. 

These activities were reported to the 
Kentucky Natural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection Cabinet, Divi­
sion of Waste Management's field office 
in Hazard, Kentucky. To the personnel's 
credit in this particular office, two in­
vestigators were promptly dispatched. 
They investigated the situation and ob­
tained samples of the suspect waste 
material and transported the samples to 
the State's laboratory in Frankfort. The 
samples were requested by the field in­
vestigators to be handled as an 
unknown, potentially hazardous 
material. They were requested to be 
handled as a priority because im­
mediate action might be required. 

The "bandaid" was applied in 
Frankfort. On June 9, 1986 the Cabinet 
issued a notice of violation of several 
State environmental laws to the Mid­
dlesboro Tanning Company of Delaware 
and to Mr. Frank Barnett, the local 
hauler of the tannery's waste. No men­
tion of any hazardous properties of the 
waste was mentioned in these notices, 
nor was there any mention of possible 
violations of the State's hazardous waste 
laws. The hauling of the same ques­
tionable waste from the tannery by Mr. 
Barnett continued. Complaints con­
tinued to be made with the Division of 
Waste Management; however, they 
chose not to investigate further. 

In the meantime, community 
members were attempting to discover 
the results of the testing done on the 
samples that were taken on May 14, 
1986; but to no avail. Finally, on June 21 , 
1986, 3B days after the samples were sent 
to the state laboratory with a priority 
handling request, we met the State 
Director of Water along with Cabinet 
Secretary Charlotte Baldwin at an en­
vironmental meeting. The Director 
assured us that he had no knowledge of 
the events of May 14, and knew nothing 
about the samples. He promised that he 
would find out the test results and 
telephone on June 23, 1986. 

On June 23, the Director telephoned as 
promised; however, he did not have the. 
test results available. Instead, he 
notified us that the samples had not been 
analyzed, nor were they even in line to 
be analyzed. He did prorrlise, however, 
that they would be done by the end of the 
week and would be made available to us 
at that time. 

On July 28, 1986, over two months after 
the samples were taken, we still had 
been unable to determine whether or not 
the material being indiscriminately

We then asked him if he 
would check with the laboratory to 
determine the status of the tests. He told 
us that he had already checked and that 
the tests had not been conducted. 

The following day, July 29, 1986, the 
Director of the Division of Water 
telephoned to tell us that he had a copy 
of the laboratory analysis and some of 
the samples appeared to be hazardous. 
He promised to mail copies of the 
analysis to us. As of this date, we have 
not received those particular copies. 

On Monday, August 11, 1986, we 
discovered that at least a portion of the 
material, shown by state testing to be 
hazardous, had been given away to 
residents along Clear Fork Creek for use 
as fuel. One concerned person telephon­
ed to show us approximately two tons of 
the material which he had discovered in 
his father's woodshed. Again, we 
notified the state authorities. This time 
they sent a field investigator, who again 
took samples of the material. 

We again telephoned the state, talking 
to Mr. Alex Barber, Director of the Divi­
sion of Waste Management. We re­
quested that the state issue a public war­
ning concerning the material, because 
there was no way to determine how 
much had been given away. We feared 
that many families had managed to ob­
tain unknown quanities of hazardous 
materials. Mr. Barber said he would 
check with other official.s and see if he 
could do this. 

We called the television stations and 
the United States Environmental Pro­
tection Agency and requested 
assistance. On August 12, 1986 we final­
ly received a copy of the test results 
from the Department for Environmen­
tal Protection. A portion of the reports 
were dated July 11, 1986 and a portion 
were dated July 25, 1986. All were dated 
prior to the day Commissioner Helton 
assured us he had called the laboratory 
and ascertained that the tests had not 
been done. On this day the State issued 
a public "advisory", another "bandaid". 
The advisory did not warn against bur­
ning the material nor did it advise the 
residents how it would be disposed of. 

Since this time we have discovered at 
least nine additional residents who have 
the material. This is where the horror 
really begins. One lady informed us that 
her three-year-old had been playing in 
ashes where the material had been burn­
ed. This child has a rash which her doc­
tor cannot identify. We know that the 
chemicals contained in the material are 
cancer-causing. 

Another patient informed us that her 
children and some of their friends 
roasted weiners, using the discarded 
materials as fuel with which they 
roasted the weiners. Yet another built 
their toddler a playpen. A local church 
was trying to get the state officials to ad­
vise as to the potential hazards of con­
ducting a scheduled baptizing in the 
water in which some of the material was 
disposed. The state would not advise 
them; instead, one of the officials told 
us, the YCCC to talk to the minister and 
see if we could get him to postpone the 
baptizing. 

While the state continues to put "ban­
da ids" on the cancer, we continue to be 
exposed; the contaminents continue to 
spread. What are we to do? A study by 
the Center for Disease Control showed 
a leukemia rate on Yellow Creek which 
is over four times greater than could 
normally be expected. The same study 
recommended that residents living 
downstream be protected from tannery 
waste. Does anyone out there care?

PSC "Ignored'' Advice 
In Rejecting Utility 

A "red-faced" Public Service Com· 
mission "put on no case" and found 
itself on the defensive. according to 
County Attorney David Barber. when 
Floyd officials answered a summons 
last' week to explain why they had not 
sacked East Kentucky Utilities as 
operator of a county-owned gas 
system 

However, while most other fiscal 
court officials agreed with Barber's 
assessment of the square-off in Frank­
fort last Tuesday, maverick magis­
trate Jackie Edford Owens in whose 
district live the 1300 Right Beaver 
families served by the ailing gas 
system-found the regulatory agency's 
criticism of the gas company to have 
merit. 

In turning the attack on the county's 
accusers. Barber made much of the 
fact that a consultant's study commis­
sioned in HJ79 by the PSC itself ranked 
the Floyd utility among the most deser­
ving of government funds then 
available for system repair. An ap­
plication by the utility for a $2 million 
loan under the reconstruction program 
was turned down. however 

"They gave money to eight eastern 
Kentucky utilities at that time but none 
to East Kentucky Utilities." Barber 
said. "If they had. we wouldn't have 
the problems we have now." 

In fact. of the eight gas companies 
which did receive loan money. four are 
in default on the loans. But what is 
sigmftcant. the county attorney 
argued. is that the four in trouble all 
fall under the jurisdiction of the PSC 
On the other hand. four municipally­
owned systems. which are not subject 
to PSC oversight. are all solvent. 

''What that suggests." Barber said. 
"is that the PSC is being so tight and so 
consumer-oriented that they're not us­
ing the evidence these small com­
panies put in front of them" in deter­
mining whether rate increases are 
justified . 

"No one wants to see these Right 
Beaver people paying higher gas 
rates." he said. "But neither do I want 
to see them cut off" because the utility 
is unable to pay a $400.000 debt to its 
wholesale suppliers. 

But Owens. the only magistrate to 
accept a PSC invitation to testify at 
Tuesday's hearing. said his con­
stituents opposed a rate hike and blam­
ed John Allen's administration of the 
utility for the losses it has sustained. 

Noting that EKU's heavy in­
debtedness to Kentucky West Virginia 
Gas Company resulted from gas escap­
ing through corroded pipes. Owens 
said consumers should not have to foot 
the bill. "Since the gas was lost before 
it reached their homes. my people 
think they should not have to pay for 
bad management." he said. "We ought 
to get rid of the Aliens." 

Surcharge Debated 
Before High Court 

Whatever is to be done to help 
small utilities pay their debts. 
allowing them to collect a special 
surcharge from their customers is 
not the way to go about it. an assis­
tant attorney general argued last 
Wednesday before the Kentucky 
Supreme Court. 

At issue is the legality of sur­
charges the Public Service C.om 
mission allowed three debt-ridden 
utilities including Prestonsburg's 
Elzie Neeley Gas Co to begin le­
vying in 1982 

Assistant Attorney General 
Sarah Jackson asked the court to 
direct the PSC to refund the sur­
charges. which she said forced 
customers to pay twice for ser­
vices 

Attorneys for the utilities argued 
that the firms had no choice but to 
ask the PSC for the surcharges. 
which have earlier been upheld 
both by Franklin Circuit Court and 
the Kentucky Court of Appeals. 

In a 1985 opinion. the appeals 
court said the PSC's decision is "a 
clear case of the commission mak­
ing the best of an impossible situa­
tion" because there was "no 
reasonable alternative" to ensure 
uninterrupted service to 
customers 

The Supreme Court did not im· 
mediately rule on I he case 

rather than less confident in the Aliens' 
ability to manage the system. Asked by 
a PSC attorney why the county has not 
terminated its operating lease with 
EKU. Stumbo replied. "I have not 
heard anything yet that would make 
me want to recommend to the fiscal 
court any change in management " 

Barber said after the hearing that. 
while he thought Owens acted "with 
the best of intentions." the 
magistrate's appearance before the 
regulatory agency could result in the 
Floyd utility's being denied the rate 
relief for which it recently applied and 
which it needs to complete line repairs 
and begin to repay its supplier. "If the 
gas is cut off it will be partly because of 
his testimony.' the county attorney 
said. 

Owens acknowledged the risk but 
said he would be equally vulnerable to 
criticism if he voiced no objection to 
the sought-for rate hike. "If I go and 
stand up against the increase and they 
cut the gas off. I'm the villain. But if I 
don't speak up and they get the in­
crease. I'm the villain again." he said. 

plete replacement of the system's 
leaky iron pipes. he said And it could 
draw on the $1 million received in a 
windfall gas tax last spring to help pav 
off the system's debt. he added 

But Barber said a bond issue is need­
ed to retire the utilitv's debt and 
replace its lines and that a rate in­
crease is needed to pay off the bonds 

The 197!1 study commissioned bv the 
PSC found the Floyd utility to be the 
most deserving of financial help out of 
21 systems evaluated. Barber said. 
Four criteria were used in ranking the 
systems. with pnority given to those 
with the oldest and most corroded 
pipes. those with most customers. and 
those where repairs could be effected 
relatively cheaply 

With cost of repairs estimated by the 
consultant at $970 per customer. the 
Floyd system <then known as Ohio­
Kentucky Utilities l was reckoned to be 
one of the more cost effective. Denied 
government assistance. the utility has 
replaced 59 percent of its lines at a cost 
so far of only $217 per customer. 
Barber said. 

All that last week's PSC hearing did. 
Barber insisted. "was to show that 
East Kentucky Utilities did a tremen 
dous job with the money they had "

Questioned by Barber. Owens 
acknowledged he had voted to rehire 
David Allen. EKU's present manager. 
as county treasurer and that Allen 
served satisfactorily in that capacity. 
But for East Kentucky Utilities to have 
become so indebted over the past three 
years. "someone has quit doing his 
job." Owens said . 

If it comes down to a choice between 
raising rates and having the gas shut 
off. he will accept an increase. the Se· 
cond District magistrate said. But it 
need not come to that if the county as a 
whole accepted responsibility for the 
system. he said. 

Under the terms of the lease. the 
fiscal court is not legally responsible 
for EKU's debts. Barber said. But 
Owens said the county should render 
assistance to any district experiencing 
a crisis.

"This brief turn-around time is good. 
but it can. on occasion, cause some dif­
ficulty for the power company ... accor · 
ding to W.W. Zoellers. manager of Ken­
tucky Power Company's Pikeville Divi­
sion. "because electric service is usually 
not requested until the home is on 
location ... 

Providing electricity to mobile homes. 
in some instances. is a long and com­
plicated process. because of the sites on 
which some of the homes are placed 
Sometimes. additional equipment, such 
as poles. transformers. and lines must 
be installed to provide service, and this 
requires engineering. It also requires 
time for the job to be done properly. The 
Pikeville Division receives an average 
of 108 requests for mobile home service 
a month, in addition to 208 other requests 
for service. "We would like to provide 
same-day service. but it's just impossi­
ble," Zoellers added. 

In addition. many first-time home 
owners don't realize an electrical inspec­
tion is required, which can only be done 
by a certified State of Kentucky inspec­
tor. Also, the service pole, which must 
be provided by the mobile home owner, 
oftentimes cannot be installed until the 
home is permanently located on the pro­
perty, due to the fact the service pole has 
to be in close proximity to the breaker 
box. 

Zoellers suggests that prov1ding the 
company with the needed information, 
as soon as possible. will enable comple­
tion of the job in a timely fashion. 

He also listed several steps which 
need to be followed when requestmg 
service. 

First, an application must be 
prepared at the customer's nearest Ken­
tucky Power office, as soon as the 
customer knows when the mobile home 
is going to be moved on site and where 
the site is located. 

!\'ext, the customer is required to have 
the service pole and meter base (meter 
base provided by Kentucky Power) in­
stalled and connected to the mobile 
home. Kentucky Power suggests the 
customer hire only a certified electri­
cian to do the work. 

After the work is completed, the 
customer is required by state law to 
have the job inspected by a certified 
state inspector. If the job meets the state 
electrical codes the power company is 
free to hook up the service. At this point. 
the customer needs to supply the com­
pany with a copy of the inspection form. 

Persons who have questions regarding 
their electric service or proposed 
changes in service are encouraged to 
call their nearest Kentucky Power 
office.

The annual combined workshop of the 
Kentucky, Big Sandy, and Floyd Coun­
ty Retired Teachers' Associations 
(K.R.T.A. : B.S.R.T., and F.C.R.T.l will 
be held at May Lodge, Jenny Wiley State 
Park, Thursday, September 11, with 
registration beginning at 8:30 a.m.

Safety Experts Warn ... 

New, Airless Spray Guns 
May Damage Skin of Hands 

Amateur painters hoping to increase 
speed and efficiency with an airless 
sprayer risk shooting tox1c paint into 
their skin, possibly causing irreversible 
damage. 

Injuries from the use of airless equip­
ment may be on the rise as manufac· 
turers have unveiled models designed 
for the consumer market. 

Extremely high pressure delivers 
paint from the nozzle with enough veloci· 
ty to pierce the skin at close range. The 
paint spreads rapidly once in the tissue 
and the injury develops into a serious 
problem withm a few hours. 

The injury may appear to have been 
only a pinprick, but amputation of the 
affected area frequently is the only 
treatment. 

"My concern is that farmers and 
homeowners will see these new sprayers 
at low prices and feel that they require 
a low amount of caution, as well. Peo­
ple need to be aware that serious injury 
can result from the careless use of these 
products," said Larry Piercy, agricul· 
tural safety specialist for the Universi· 
ty of Kentucky College of Agriculture. 

Manufacturers have taken steps to 
prevent further mishaps. Safety guards 
are now required on spray outlets and 
new labels inside packages warn owners 
to exercise caution while operating the 
sprayers. 

"These things force paint out of a 
small hole at pressures ranging from 
2,500 to 3,500 pounds per square inch, 
which is much higher than compressed· 
air sprayers. We have had air less equip· 
ment for nearly 10 years, but I still warn 
my people to be careful with them, and 
they paint every day," said Bob Hays of 
Paintmaster in Lexington.

Crops Suffer 
From Drought 

Statewide, soil moisture still remains 
a critical concern. The state is 28 percent 
short, 52 percent very short and only 20 
percent adequate. according to figures 
from the Kentucky Agricultural 
Statistics Service. 

"Our crops are holdmg on almost bet­
ter than expected, but we need a rain 
very soon if our good prospects are go 
ing to continue," said Agriculture Com· 
missioner David E. Boswell. 

"The dry weather has already hurt the 
tobacco," the Commissioner added. 

The tobacco crop is highly variable 
with regard to maturity and potential 
yield. If it received water at the right 
time, it is in good shape, but if it didn't 
yields have been reduced. 

As of Aug. 24, 32 percent of the state's 
burley acreage had been cut. This com· 
pares to 30 percent last year and 20 per­
cent for the five-year average. 

Dark tobacco is estimated to be 30 per­
cent cut. This is up from 28 percent last 
year and 21 percent for the average. 

Corn in Kentucky continues to be 
ahead in development from last year. 
Corn is 98 percent in the dough stage or 
beyond, compared with 91 percent last 
year. More than three-quarters of the 
corn is in the dent stage or beyond. Thir­
ty percent of the crop is mature or 
harvested. 

Some farmers have started to harvest 
corn for grain, and about 5 percent had 
been harvested as of August 24. Silage 
choppage is very active in areas where 
there has been a great deal of drought 
stress. The general condition of the corn 
crop is 2 percent very poor, 15 percent 
poor, 44 percent fair, 35 percent good 
and 4 percent excellent. 

Hay and pastures continue to be in 
poor to fair condition. Farmers are cut­
ting and harvesting hay as available and 
are continuing to feed hay because of the 
poor pasture conditions.

Any waste 
material must come through the spray 
nozzle A clot of pamt forced through the 
gun at such high pressure becomes a 
hazardous projectile. 

Under no circumstances should hands 
or fingers be us£>d to clean or unclog the 
spray gun. Wiping away blockage from 
the tip of the sprayer 1s common among 
painters using air-operated equipment, 
though it is not recommended. This 
practice can be unconsciously carried 
over to the airless equipment, 
sometimes with grave consequences. 

Pressure that builds up in the painting 
system remains high even when the 
pump is shut off. Great care must be 
taken to relieve the pressure before at· 
tempting to clean or disassemble the 
sprayer. Individual manufacturer 
recommendations should be followed for 
standards relating to specific sprayers. 

Should an accident involving paint in· 
jections occur, medical attention must 
be obtained immediately.

Grant Could Boost 
Downtown Business 

A three-pronged attack on the 
economic doldrums afflicting downtown 
businesses here will be mounted if Pres­
tonsburg can qualify for the state Main 
Street program, according to City 
Manager Fred James. 

The first hurdle to be overcome is to 
gain the support of business and civic 
groups, since the city will have to come 
up with a matching grant of $10,000 
toward the salary of a director for the 
program. 

The General Assembly this year 
allocated $460,000 for the program, to be 
spread among 10 chosen cities. Competi­
tion for the money is expected to be in­
tense. And preference will be given to 
cities which agree to hire a qualified, 
full-time program manager. 

James told the Prestonsburg Kiwanis 
Club last Thursday that preparing for 
the grant application provides an oppor­
tunity for public discussion of the area's 
economic development. The application 
can be put together "after we have a 
strong coalition of business and civic 
leaders ... who stand behind it," he said. 

Together with an Appalachian 
Regional Commission grant, for which 
the city is also applying, the Main Street 
program would enable Prestonsburg to 
launch three projects: a promotional 
campaign, including a listing of all city 
businesses; the development of a logo 
for the city; and provision of technical 
assistance for employers and 
employees. 

Afterwards, rehabilitation of city 
buildings and the shape of future 
development would have to be address­
ed, planners say. 

Nor must revitalization efforts 
necessarily revolve around retail stores, 
the city manager said. Other possibili­
ties include development of housing and 
educational facilities, professional of­
fices, or a cultural center, he said. 

The 11 cities which have been assisted 
under the program since its inception in 
1979 have collectively garnered $54 
million in private investment for their 
downtown areas. Administered by the 
Kentucky Heritage Council, the pro­
gram is thought by many to give a city 
an edge when it comes to attracting 
tourists and industry. A task force is 
helping to prepare Prestonsburg's bid to 
participate.

Elizabethtown Plant 
To Employ Hundreds 

A joint venture between Akebono 
Brake Industrv Co .. Ltd. and the Delco 
l\1oraine Divis~on of General Motors to 
build a plant m Elizabethtown has been 
announced by Gov. Martha Layne 
Collins. 

The new company, American Brake 
.Industry Corp., will manufacture 
automobile brakes and brake com­
ponents for a number of Japanese and 
American automakers. 

The plant that eventually will employ 
-100 people "is the result of true team ef-. 
tort.·· the governor said "We have seen 
cooperation between two com­
panies ... between two countries ... and 
bet~een government and private 
ndustry." 

Collins noted that years of effort went 
mto arrangmg the joint venture in­
cluding her visits with Akebono officials 
on each of her four trips to Japan. 

But community assets- good schools, 
productive workers, cooperative 
leaders, and local pride-were the key 
to landing the new plant. "Make no 
mistake, you can take a great deal of the 
credit for today·s announcement," Gov. 
Collins told the crowd at the announce-

ent ceremony in Elizabethtown, July 
21. 

"I can promote the commonwealth .. 
Commerce Secretary Knicely and his 
staff can show any number of loca­
tions ... but, in the final analysis, the sale 
is always made at the commumty 
level," she added. 

The plant located on a 50-acre site m 
Elizabethtown's Hughes Center of Com­
merce represents an initial mvestment 
of $25 million, increasing to $100 million 

ithin a few years. Production is 
scheduled to begin in September, 1987, 
with about 100 employees. 

Gov Collins presented Yasuasda 
Nobumoto, chief executive officer of 
Akebono Brake and Robert Wight, 
general manager of the Delco Moraine 
Division of GM, with framed prints of 
the Bardsto~n mansion made famous 
by the song ":\1y Old Kentucky Home."

A blueprint for building a better, more 
accessible, more cost-effective health 
care system for Kentucky. That's the 
Kentucky state health plan, which is 
developed by the Department for Health 
Services' Division of Health Planning 
along with a citizens advisory council. 

"The primary function of this divi­
sion," said Director Greg Lawther, "is 
to develop the state health plan. Most 
everything else we do is in one way or 
another related to that job. 

"The state health plan-developed 
with citizen input all along the way­
provides a general guide and direction 
for Kentucky's health care system," he 
said. "It enumerates the state's health 
care problems and formulates goals and 
methods for solving those problems. It 
describes the state's health care system 
and provides certificate of need review 
criteria for determining if a health facili­
ty or service is needed in Kentucky." 

The division staff is responsible for 
writing a preliminary state health plan, 
which numbers about 250 pages, with ad­
vice and review from the 25-member 
Statewide Health Coordinating Council, 
a citizens group. 

The council has representatives from 
all sectors of the health care system­
health professionals, administrators and 
consumers. It meets quarterly to 
develop and update the three-year plan, 
which ultimately must be signed by the 
governor. 

"The development of the plan is an on­
going process," said Bob Nelson, a 
branch manager. "The council and the 
staff are always looking at the plan for 
updating and revising." 

Much of the information on which the 
plan is based comes from another part 
of the division- the health information 
branch. This branch collects data from 
all licensed health facilities in the state. 
It analyzes the results and publishes a 
wide variety of health-related data, in­
cluding hospital and long-term care 
facilities occupancy rates, physician and 
dentist distribution, and information 
about home health agencies, hospices, 
ambulance services and ambulatory 
surgery. 

"While our reports are used extensive­
ly in writing the state health plan," said 
Charlie Kendell, branch manager, "we 
have many requests from the private 
sector for our information. 

"Hospitals, long-term care facilities, 
and health consultants in Kentucky use 
our statistics in planning," he said. "Our

Haysi Reservoir Will 
Face Senate Obstacle 

The Haysi Dam project is in danger 
of falling victim to the budget-cutting 
axe as the Senate prepares to trim the 
national deficit. This threat to the pro­
ject comes despite the passage of a 
House version of the bill. A previous ver­
sion had been passed as far back as 1983, 
but it required the stale to put up mat­
ching funds. 

The current Senate adaptation of the 
bill calls for a 35 percent cost-sharing on 
the part of the state. Janie Catron, a 
spokesperson in Sen. Mitch McConnell's 
eastern Kentucky field office, said, "The 
senator is well aware of the <flood con­
trol and funding) problem and is sym­
pathetic with it." A vote in the project 
should come up before the full Senate no 
later than the end of September. 

According to Congressman Chris 
Perkins, the only way the project could 
be completed is if full federal funding is 
available, since local funds are too 
scarce. 

Perkins and F. Rick Boucher, con­
gressman for Virginia's 9th District, had 
earmarked $500,000 for the project in 
each of the last two years and $1 million 
this year if the current congressional ap­
propriations hold up. However, the 
Reagan administration is insistent that 
the cost-sharing clause-which would 
almost certainly doom the dam 
project-be included. 

Dave Whalen, a spokesman for Cong. 
Perkins, said funding is not the only hur­
dle to be overcome in getting the project 
off the ground. It must also be approv­
ed by the Assistant Secretary for the 
U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, whose 
approval is by no means assured. 

Whalen estimates the impoundment 
-intended for the Russell Fork of the 
Big Sandy Levisa Fork-would have 
reduced the high-water level by as much 
as two feet during the 1977 flood.

TAX REFORM 
(IT'S GETTING CLOSE) 

It appears that we will finally have tax reform legislation. Here's a brief 
rundown of the major provisions of the bill as agreed to by the Senate-House 
Conference Committee: 

• Two individual tax rates-15% and 28%. (Higher income taxpayers will 
actually have a top rate of 33% because the 15% rate and the personal 
exemption are phased out at higher income levels.) • 

• Personal exemption increased to $2,000, to be indexed for inflation after 
1989 and to be phased out for incomes above $149,250 (joint). 

• Standard deduction increased to $5,000 for joint filers; $4,400 for head of 
household, and $3,000 for singles. 

• Mortgage interest deductions for principal and second residence remain 
deductible; investment interest deductible within limits. 

• Charitable contributions deductible only if you itemize. 
• Sales tax no longer deductible; state and local income and property taxes 

are. 
• Capital gains to be taxed as ordinary income. 

• IRA deductions limited to those not covered by company pension plans 
and not earning above certain levels. 

• Medical expenses deductible only to the extent they exceed 7.5% of 
adjusted gross income. 

• Working couples deduction eliminated. 
• Income averaging eliminated. 
• Tax shelter loss deductions limited. (A taxpayer could use these losses 

only to offset income from similar "passive" investments.) 

• Three corporate tax rates-15%, 25%, and 34%. 
• Investment tax credit repealed; depreciation deduction reduced. 
• Business meals and entertainment expense only 80% deductible.

Quality schools are important to 
everyone in a community, not just 
students and their parents. Business 
professionals know the importance of 
having good schools in order to recruit 
capable employees, to have a pool of 
qualified applicants from among 
graduates of the community's schools 
and to attract more businesses to the 
community Good schools and well­
educated citizens contribute to the quali­
ty of life in a community. 

Strong effective leadership is critical 
to the success of a community's public 
schools. It is the local school board 
which charts the course for the schools 
through long-range planning, setting 
goals and objectives, selecting ad­
ministrators to direct the schools and 
establishing policies by which the school 
operates. It is the local school board 
\\.hich listens to the community and in­
terprets their suggestions and concerns 
to the school system's staff.

Other important qualities for school 
board members are: good decision­
making skills , being able to judge peo­
ple, organizational and plannng abilities 
and being able to work as a team. School 
board members do not have authority as 
individuals but can act only as a board. 

The program on "Quality Education 
for All" will be available to local com­
munity and civic groups as well as to 
educationa l organizations across Ken­
tucky in an effort to reach as many

Nadine Johnson's 
mother . from February through 
August- the machines are left behind 

Here the focus is on people People 
dying. typically of cancer People 
who increasingly. according to 
Hospice workers- are choosing to die 
in the familiar surroundings of home 
and family rather than in the starch­
and-chrome world of the modem 
hospital. 

That claim is supported by studv 
done last year by the Universitv of 
Louisville's Urban Studies Center and 
the Kent School for Social Work. which 
found that nearly twice as many Ken­
tuckians opted for hosp1ce care last 
year than three years earlier 

In the past year. 33 patients and their 
families have used Hospice of Big San· 
dy services. which run the gamut from 

doing shopping errands to lending an 
ear to the patient who wants to talk 
about his dying Health workers.

What do dying patients want. when 
they have a choice? They want to b<> 
home. Sr Margaret believes. where 
sounds and sights and smells arE" 
familiar. where family and pets can 
come and go. where they can take a 
walk in the garden. enjoy the sunshine. 
go to church. sit on the porch. have so­
meone to talk to 

And they want to be free of pain 
On that point. it is not the aggressive 

ness of hospital medicine but its con­
servatism that results in unnecessarv 
suffering. say Hospice workers. who 
appear more liberal than their hospital 
colleagues in the use of painkilling 
drugs like Dilaudid and morphine.

Wh1te appears to be the leading pre· 
season Heisman candidate but don't 
forget Testa verde and his abilities With 
a name like Vinny Testa verde you have 
to be destined for greatness and this 
quarterback has proven h1s abi lity and 
he is a senior. 

Other names thrown around as 
possibly being named college football's 
best player is Oklahoma linebacker 
Brian Bosworth and Ohio State 
linebacker Chris Spielman. Bosworth is 
the only 1985 concensus all-American 
choice previously mentwned, with the 
exception of Lorenzo White. Spielman is

They met last March to determine this 

region's representative in the state 
basketball tournament and two months 
later they clashed once again in the 
regional baseball tournament with the 
winner again advancing on to state 
competition 

Their fans are all too familiar with 
each other. Although names change as 
does the sport but the same icy stares, 
intimidating tactics, and emotwnal 
challenges remain to make the Betsy 
Layne-Paintsville athletic rivalry one of 
the most exciting and interesting of any 
in eastern Kentucky. 

With all of these factors added up 
there could be no better way to start this 
h1gh school sports year off than a 
Bobcat-Tiger gridiron confrontation and 
these two teams proved it Friday night. 

Paintsvllle came into Mile High Field 
as UPI's number one single A team but 
many football people had been whisper­
ing the thoughts of an upset because Bet­
sy Layne was a much improved unit 
from a year ago. 

The upset whispers were quickly 
silenced however, as Pamtsville scored 
three touchdowns in five first half 
possessions of their way to taking a 21-0 
halftime lead. 

The Tigers, after Jarred Gray in­
tercepted an underthrown Bud 
Newsome pass, set up offensive shop on 
their own 30.

New Bass Regulations 
At Dewey, Grayson Lakes 

Dewey and Grayson lakes in Eastern 
Kentucky will join Cave Run Lake in 
having special size limits for b~ss 
fishing, according to regulations approv­
ed by the Fish and Wildlife Resources 
Commission at its quarterly meeting in 
Frankfort Aug. 25. 

Under the new rules, which will take 
effect Jan. 1, 1987, the size limit for 
largemouth and smallmouth bass will be 
increased from 12 to 15 inches. The size 
limit for Kentucky cor spotted l bass will 
be removed completely. 

Cave Run Lake has had a similar 
regulation for the last two years, and 
Grayson Lake has had a 15-inch size 
limit on all bass for several years. 

This size limit is designed to provide 
a higher quality bass fishery and at the 
same time allow the harvest of Ken­
tucky bass, which seldom grow to over 
15 inches in length, according to 
fisheries biologists with the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources. 

Kentucky bass are easily distinguish­
ed from either largemouth or small­
mouth bass by the presence of a rough 
patch of "teeth" on their tongue.

Dewey Safety 
Record Improving 

It's always good news when a season 
at Jenny Wiley State Park passes dur­
ing which no water-related fatalies oc­
cur. Such has been the case thus far for 
the summer of 1986. Indeed, there have 
not even been any minor boating ac­
cidents reported for this season at the 
lake. 

These statistics are much better than 
those compiled in 1985, when five drown­
ings took place at Dewey. Dewey Lake 
Resource Manager Dean Murray at­
tributes much of the improved safety 
record to a public awareness program 
he and his officers have carried on this 
year. 

Murray and officers John McGinn, 
Jack Nichol and Marlene Moore have 
been putting on demonstrations about 
water safety for schools and civic groups 
all year long. Additionally, the officers 
in the Army Corps of Engineers' 
Rangers number three this year, as op­
posed to only two last season. With of­
ficers spending anywhere from eight to 
10 hours per week· on the water, the add­
ed man-power has meant a great deal, 
says Murray. Three officers is none too 
many when dealing with large crowds 
on weekends. They "only" had to deal 
with 26,698 park visitors this past Labor 
Day weekend, as opposed to 35,840 last 
year with just a two-person staff.

Bass Sizes, Fixed For 
Dewey, Grayson Lakes 

Dewey and Grayson lakes in Eastern 
Kentucky will join Cave Run Lake in 
having special size limits for bass 
fishing, according to regulations approv­
ed by the Fish and Wildlife Resources 
Commission at its quarterly meeting in 
Frankfort, Aug. 25. 

Under the new rules, which will take 
effect Jan. 1, 1987, the size limit for 
largemouth and smallmouth bass will be 
increased from 12 to 15 inches. The size 
limit for Kentucky (or spotted) bass will 
be removed completely. 

Cave Run Lake has had a similar 
regulation for the last two years, and 
Grayson Lake has had a 15-inch size 
limit on all bass for several years. 

This size limit is designed to provide 
a higher quality bass fishery and at the 
same time allow the harvest of Ken­
tucky bass, which seldom grow over 15 
inches in length, according to fisheries 
biologists with the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Fish and Wildlife Resources. 

Kentucky bass are easily distinguish­
ed from either largemouth or 
smallmouth bass by the presence of a 
rough patch of "teeth" on their tongue.

Kentucky hunters had better practice 

at the trap and skeet ranges this year, 
because steel shot is now a fact of life. 
Steel shot is required for all waterfowl 
hunting in the Western Waterfowl Zone 
as of last Monday. The boundary bet­
ween the eastern and western zones 
begins at the Kentucky-Indiana border 
at Henderson county along the Purchase 
Parkway, I-24, U.S. 641, U.S. 60and U.S. 
41 and runs southward to the Kentucky­
Tennessee lines at Fulton county. 

So how does this affect local hunters?

Duck Season Opens Nov. 27 

Kentucky's 198687 duck season will 
open Nov. 27, with hunters once again 
using the point system to determine dai­
ly bag and possession limits, according 
to regulations approved by the Fish and 
Wildlife Resources Commission at its 
quarterly meeting in Frankfort Aug. 25. 

The first phase of the split duck season 
will run through Nov. 30, with the second 
segment scheduled for Dec. 14-Jan. 18. 

After one year under a conventional 
limit, the commission voted to return to 
the point system, which had been used 
in Kentucky since 1974. Under this 
sytem, different species of ducks are 
assigned specific point values, and a 
hunter reaches his daily limit when the 
value of the last duck taken, added to the 
point va lues of the ducks already in the 
bag, reaches or exceeds 100 points. 

The possession limit is the number of 
ducks tha t could have been taken legal-

ly in two days of hunting. 
This year's point values are: 
100 points mallard hen and black 

duck. 
70 points- wood duck, redhead and 

hooded merganser. 
35 points-mallard drake, pmtail and 

a ll ducks not listed in other ca tegories. 
20 points-all teal species, gadwall, 

widgeon. ~hoveler, scaup and all other 
mergansers. 

Canvasbacks may not be taken this 
season. Coots have a point value of zero, 
but there is a daily limit of 15 and a 
possession limit of 30 on coots. 

Steel shot will be reqUired for all 
waterfowl hunting in the Western Water­
fowl Zone effective Sept. 1, 1986. The 
boundary between the eastern and

An ever increasing number of area gun­
ners are traveling to the western part of 
the state to try their hand at waterfowl­
ing. What most of these folks don't 
realize, though, is that steel shot re­
quires a different style of shooting to be 
effective. The reason for this is that steel 
shot does not deform slightly in your 
barrel as does lead shot. As a result, pat­
terns produced by steel shot tend to be 
somewhat tighter than those with the 
more traditional lead shot. Before you 
begin thinking that these tighter pat­
terns are going to enable you to shoot 
geese and ducks at greater range than 
previously, you must understand that 
steel is not as dense as lead. Therefore, 
if you would normally use No. 4-No. 5 
shot for ducks, you will find yourself 
having to swap for No.2 and BB shot to 
get comparable long-range perfor­
mance. If you ordinarily use No. 2 and 
BB shot for geese, you might find what 
you are looking for in No. 1 or size "0" 
buckshot. 

than it takes longer for your pellets to 
reach, say, 50 yards than it does for 
them to reach 35 yards. Now bear in 
mind that most hunters have enough dif­
ficulty estimating ranges over ground, 
let alone in against the sky where there 
is nothing near your target to give you 
an idea of how far away it is. Sound im­
possible? It certainly is challenging, but 
the average neophyte can get the hang. 
of the game rather quickly if a few com 
mon rules of gunnery are observed. 
First off, always wait until the game is 
in range. Shooting at ducks and geese 
that are 100 yards away will not only fail 
to fill your gamebag, but will also incur 
the ire of nearby shooters for frighten­
ing the intended targets away before 
they came into range. If the birds are 

flying toward you, let them keep com­
ing. After all, they are simply moving 
closer to the muzzle of your shotgun. 
Secondly, always swing through your 
target smoothly, as if your gun's muz­
zle were a paint brush. When the barrel 
moves past the target the desired 
distance, squeeze the shot off as you con­

Swing weight measures a 
golf club's balance. It tells 
how much of a club's weight 
lies on either side of a fixed 
point on the shaft a specific 
distance from the grip end of 
a golf club.

One of the most 
important items in selecting 
your correct swing weight is 
shaft flex. 

Generally, the stronger and 
faster you swing, the stiffer 
shaft and higher swing weight 
you'll need. For example, the 
not-too-strong hitter may re­
quire a fl exible shaft with 
D-0 swing weight to get the 
ball in the air, while a power­
ful player can get loft with 
extra stiff shafts and D-5 or 
even higher swing weight. 
Most men would use a D-2 
or a D-3, which are in the 
middle of the scale. 

Taking thi:; into considera­
tion, along with your height, 
arm length and the size grips 
you need, your pro can p(e­
scribe the right swing weight 
for you.

Another point to consider about steel 
shot is that it has a much shor ter shot 
string than that produced from shot 
shells containing lead ·pellets. If you 
could slow down the flight of the shot 
from your scattergun's muzzle , you 
would find that it strings out to a length 
of about 12 to 15 feet at 40 or so yards. 

By way of comparison, steel shot will 
only string out to a length of approx­
imately five to seven feet at the same 
distance. What this means is that you 
can't rely on the rear portion of your 
shot column catching up with your 
quarry should you overswing. Shot 
placement becomes much more critical. 
Also remember that a different amount 
of lead or swing-through is required at 
different distances if for no better reason

It's good to see that "Sec­
ond City" veterans are work­
ing. "SCTV," as the group's 
television series was known, 
was consistently one of the 
most funny and creative 
shows ever on the tube. As an 
independent release, it was 
always buried at some insom­
niac time slot - and when 
NBC picked it up, that net­
work began the 90-minute 
show at 1 a.m. 

Even now, PBS is re-run­
ning the series (chopped to 
20-minute segments), but this 
amounts to mere tidbits of 
comedy and only a sampling 
of the depth of the show. 

Many "SCTV" graduates 
have moved on to feature 
films. John Candy in 
"Splash," Eugene Levy in 
"Club Paradise," Rick Mor­
anis in "Ghostbusters" and 
Catherine O'Hara in "Heart­
burn" are only a few examples 
of the prodigious talent that 
was Second City. 

A few of these films are wor­
thy of their "SCTV" talent; 
many are better because of 
that talent; but some have a 
difficult time surviving even 
with that t'\)ent. "Armed and 

Dangerous" is a perfect 
example. • 

John Candy and Eugene 
Levy were supporting players 
in "Splash." Here they move 
to the front as a couple of half­
hearted security guards. Can­
dy is a former policeman who 
is framed for corruption by 
corrupt cops, and Eugene 
Levy is a monumentally inept 
lawyer·. They meet in security 
guard school, and their esca­
pades begin. 

These escapades include 
guarding toxic waste sites 
and garbage dumps, battling 
voracious Dobermans and 
disguising themselves as 
sleazy oddities of dubious 
sexual practice, but little of it 
is funny. Robert Loggia hams 
it up as a corrupt union boss, 
but his role, like everyone 
else's, is one-dimensional, 
predictable and not particu­
larly funny. 

"Armed and Dangerous" 
borrows a few "Police Acade­
my" weirdos for its support­
ing players, but neither they 
nor some well-staged vehicu­
lar violence can raise this film 
above the mundane.

Are Texas high schoolers 
ready to take on the NFL?

Texans have had more 
than their fair share of 
problems of late, what with 
the heat and falling oil 
prices. As if that isn't 
enough. they recently were 
hit with another problem 
that is almost as big. This 
one involves the Lone Star 
state's traditional love for 
Friday-night football. 

Friday-night football 
(not to be confused with 
"ABC's Monday Night 
Football") is watched reli­
giously in Texas. Some 
Texas-knockers will claim 
that's because there's 
nothing else to do in Texas 
on Friday nights, but what­
ever the reason, the tele­
vised scholastic games get 
high ratings and draw real 
crowds at the gate. 

That's where the prob­
lem lies. In the football­
crazed land of Texas, 
where they red-shirt junior 
high schoolers, the Univer­
sity Interscholastic 
League, the state's gov­
erning body for high 
school athletes, has ruled 
that high school teams 
that sell live telecasts of 
their games will not be 
able to play on Friday 
nights. 

Why? 
The league felt that tele­

casts of important games 
will hurt the gates of other 
Texas games and, worse 
still, hurt the gate receipts. 
And even you non-Texans 
know that ain't right 
neighborly. 

Knowing the importance 
of high school football to 
Texans. the state officials 

did not make this decision 
lightly. Tradition is 
tradition. 

But when will these em­
bryo Dallas Cowboys get 
to do their thing on televi­
sion? Well, it looks like the 
parents of high school 
players will · have to watch 
their ~m Bobs try to tear 
the h·eads off other folks' 
Bobby Jacks on Thursday 
nights, Saturday nights or 
Sunday afternoons. 

But Thursday night is a 
school night; Saturday 
night is a fool-around 
night; and Sunday after­
noon belongs to the Dallas 
Cowboys. There's not 
really a law that says Tex­
ans have to watch the 
Cowboys on TV (and 
there's no truth to the ru­
mor that if you don't, you'll 
be forced to watch a tape 
of a Redskins-Giants 
game), but most Lone­
Star Staters behave as If 
there were. 

So if parents and friends 
want to see their boys earn 
the right to die for dear old 
Texas or fight for the op­
portunity to pick up a 
snappy extra $1,000 a 
month from a team sup­
porter at Texas Christian, 
they'll have to go the 
stadium. 

Although the National 
Football League has play­
ing exhibition games since 
Aug. 15, they start crunch­
ing for real this weekend. It 
will be interesting to see 
how many high schoolers 
end up taking on the big 
kids on Sunday 
afternoons.

Judge J. G. Forester, of the Harlan circuit court, commands 
the attention and the respect of every Kentuckian who believss 
in justice and honesty by his instructions to the "Harlan grand 
jury now in session to investigate election fraud h1 that county. 
Himself a defendant in a contest suit, Judge Forester urges the 
utmost scrutiny in ferreting out the persons, "high or low," who 
are guilty of buying, selling or stealing votes. 

The Harlan jurist's instructions to the grand jury form a 
scathing editorial in themselves against dirty politics, and may 'be 
applied to conditions which existed in this county during the re­
cent primary. The instructions follow in part: 

"You will have plenty of proof of repeaters, of vote buy­
ing, vote selling and every violation known to the election 
laws.

Boost Unemployment 

The normal influx of people seeking

Q-Where may I obtain information 

about a relalive buried in an American 
military cemetery overseas? 

A-Information concerning American 
military buried overseas may be obtain­
ed by writing to: American Battle 
Monuments Commission, Room 5127, 
Pulaski Building, 20 Massachusetts 
Avenue, NW, Washington, D.C. 20314. 

Q My wife and I are both veterans 
and meet eligibility requirements for the 
VA Guaranteed Home Loan Program. 
May we acquire property jointly and in­
crease the amount which may be 
guaranteed by VA? 

A-Yes. The amount of the guaranty 
may be mcreased to an amount equal to 
the combined total of both your en­
titlements, however, the guaranty may 
not exceed 60 percent of the loan. 

Q-1 understand many veterans will 
now be subject to a means or income­
based test when seeking care in a VA 
facility. Do I need to have proof of my 
income? 

A VA will assume the information 
you provide is given in good faith. No 
proof will be required 

Q-What if my income is now above 
the income requirements, but I expect 
it to fall below the limit for the year 
following my application for care? 

A-To avoid hardship, VA may deter­
mine that a veteran is "unable to defray 
the expenses" of health care if the 
veteran's projected income for the year 
following application for care will be 
substantially below the income re­
quirements of the means test. 

Q- I filed a claim for compensation 
about three months ago and have had 
my exam. I have not heard anything 
from the VA. How can I find out the 
status of my claim? 

A-Initial claims often take longer 
than 3 months to process. You should 
wait a little longer before checking on 
your claim. If you are concerned, 
however, you may call the local VA 
regional office to check the status of the 
claim. 

Q- Do the VA's eligibility assessment 
procedures apply to veterans age 65 and 
older? 

A-The means test applies to all 
nonservice-connected veterans 
regardless of age. Public Law 99-272 
repealed a provision in The Veterans 
Omnibus Health Care Act of 1970 that 
had allowed veterans 65 years of age or 
older to receive care in VA facilities 
regardless of income. 

Q-Does a widow whose VA benefits 
were restored after termination of a 
remarriage rega in her veterans 
preference for civil service? 

A- No. Civil service preference is not 
restored after the remarriage is ter­
minated. Questions about this may be 
addressed to the Office of Personnel 
Management which is responsibile for 
preference certifications . 

Q-My husband receives compensa­
tion payments from the VA. He has 
recently been convicted of a felony. I 
have been advised that his compensa­
tion will be reduced to the 10% rate while 
he is incarcerated. Am I entitled to a 
portion of his benefits? 

A- You have the right to apply for an 
apportionment while he is incarcerated. 
Any apportionment that you may be 
awarded will be discontinued and his full 
benefits will be restored to him upon his 
release. 

Q- What does VA consider as a 
veteran's income for purposes of the 
eligibility assessment procedures? 

A- Social security, including sup­
plemental security income; U.S. Civil 
Service retirement; U.S. Railroad 
retirement; military retirement; 
unemployment insurance; any other 
retirement; total wages from all 
employers; interest and dividends; 
workers' compensation; black lung 
benefits; and many other annual income 
for the calendar year preceding the 
veteran's application for care including 
income of the spouse and dependents. 
Personal property is excluded.

The Cabinet for Human Resources 
plans to spend more than $8 million dur­
ing the next fiscal year to make 
weatherization improvements to homes 
of low income families. with priority 
g1ven to residences of elderly and disabl­
ed Kentuckians. 

The $8,025.276 will be distributed to the 
state's 23 community action agencies, 
which serve 119 counties, and the City 
of Ashland, which also serves Boyd 
county "Allocations are based upon the 
need of the area each serves compared 
to statewide need," said Employment 
Services Commissioner James Daniels, 
whose department administers the 
programs 

··we expect to serve about 14,250 peo­
ple in 5,700 homes," he said. Work that 
may be performed on a home includes 
caulking, weatherstripping windows and 
doors, reglazing windows, repairing 
walls. insulating ceili.Jgs·, pipes, ducts, 
\\ails and under floors, wrapping water 
heaters and placing skirting around 
foundations. 

"'the type and amount of work per­
formed IS based on the condition of the 
home, .. Daniels said. "Improvements 
an agency makes to any home are 
limited to an average of $1,600, but at 
least we are able to make these homes 
more comfortable and reduce energy 
costs ... 

U S Department of Energy funds 
make up almost $3.2 miliion of this 
year·s allocations, while Home Energy 
Assistance Program dollars account for 
almost $4.1 million.

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Alex Karras doesn't 
believe in planning ahead

"I never planned a fu~ 
ture for myself," says Alex 
Karras. "I just kind of go 
with what I'm doing. And 
when I get bored with it, I 
do someth else." 

Alex Karras 

For a guy who never 
planned anything, Alex 
Karras, now 51, has done 
very well. He's been a pro­
fessional football star, a 
stand-up comic, a wres­
tler, a TV broadcaster 
("Monday Night Football") 
and an actor. His film 
credits include "Blazing 
Saddles" and " Victor/Vic­
toria," and he is presently 
starring as George Papa­
dapolis on "Webster," 
which airs Fridays on ABC. 

Karras may not believe 
In planning, but he always 
had an interest in acting. "I 
used to do a lot of plays 
when I was a kid," he says. 
"I was always inclined to 
come back to this, and I 
knew eventually I would." 

But he certainly didn't 
go about becoming an ac­
tor in the usual way. Kar~ 
ras, of course, had another 
talent - playing football 
- so any acting ambitions 
were sidetracked. And in~ 

stead of studying drama in 
college, he majored in 
phys ed. 

But it was while he was 
playing professional foot­
ball that his other talents 
began to receive notice. "I 
used to do a lot of ban­
quets, a lot of stand-up 
comedy," he says. "In 
fact, I used to make more 
money doing that than I 
did playing football during 
the season."

Demulcents are a group of chemicals that are used 

to coat the skin and reduce irritation. They are particular­
ly effective on tender surfaces such as the mucous mem­
branes of the nose and throat. They also can be used to 
protect skin areas that may have been scraped open. 
They are found in many lozenges and gargles for sore 
throats since they can coat the throat and help reduce the 
irritation. They also are found in lotions, ointments and 
dressings for scrapes and scars. Perhaps the oldest 
known demulcent is acacia (gum arabic). It is used both 
as a powder and as a syrup. It generally is incorporated 
into lozenges and gargles. Tragacanth (gum tragacanth) 
has similar properties and uses.

1986 TAX ACT 
(What to do now?) 

Now that the 1986 Tax Act is out of the joint committee, it's possible to make 
some tax planning suggestions with the hope that the law doesn't get changed 
in the House or Senate before final approval. 

Some planning suggestions: 

• Go ahead with sales of long-term capital assets before the end of 1986 so 
gains on those assets will be taxed at the preferred capital gain rate. 
The maximum capital gains tax in 1986 is 20%; that rate will be 28% when 
the law is fully in effect. 

• If you have losses from certain tax shelters, you might want to consider 
investing in good income-producing limited partnerships. The new law 
would allow such losses to offset income from other passive investments. 

• Defer income into later years when possible. Professionals should con­
sider delaying their December billings into the following January. 

• Due to the drop in tax brackets, charitable deductions will be worth less to 
you after 1986. Consider increasing your 1986 charitable deductions. 

• Even though the IRA deduction will be disallowed for certain taxpayers, 
the earnings in the IRA will sti II be non-taxable until withdrawn. Review 
the benefits of an IRA in your situation. 

• 401 (k) pension contribution deductions drop from $30,000 in 1986 to $7,000 
in 1987. Contribute as much as you can to your 401 (k) plan this year. 

• Pay the balance of your state and local tax bills before December 31, 1986, 
to provide for deduction on your 1986 federal tax return. 

• Consider borrowing against your home to reduce consumer debt on auto­
mobiles, credit cards, etc. Consumer interest deductions will be phased 
out, home mortgage interest remains deductible (with some limits). 

We will be watching progress of the tax bill through the House and the 
Senate and keeping you posted on tax planning opportunities.

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State Launches Campaign 
To Curb Teen Pregnancies 

On C\ ery day of 1985. 42 Kentuck) 
teenagers became pregnant more than 
15,000 in one year. In 1983. Kentucky had 
the fourth highest percentage of teen 
births in the nation and the highest 
pl'rcentage of births to white teenagers. 

"A lot of people don't want to 
recognize adolescl'nt pregnancy as a 
problem." said state Health Commis­
sioner Carlos Hernandez. l\l.D . "but 
teenage births are producing devastat­
ing health. social and economic conse­
quences not only for the mdividuals in 
volved but also for the entire state. 

.. As the state agency that IS charged 
with protecting the public health, the 
Department for Health Services must 
make an effort to reduce the number of 
teenage pregnancies." 

The department recently launched a 
statewide educational campaign aimed 
at Kentucky's teenagers and communi­
ty leaders. lt also has funded local 
pregnancy prevention projects through­
out the state. A $700.000 appropriation 
from the 1986 General Assembly, the

first state money ever set aside for fami­
ly planning p~ograms, funds the in­
titiative and the series of community 
grants. 

The department's "Get the Facts" 
campaign urges teenagers to make 
responsible choices regarding sexual 
behavior, to get reliable information and 
to seek advice from someone who is 
trusted. The publications are designed 
to help teenagers separate myths from 
truth by dispelling notions such as 
"everyone is doing it," "having sex 
proves maturity," and "pregnancy can't 
happen to me." 

Thousands of packets containing 
brochures, posters and pamphlets are 
being mailed across the state to civic 
groups. ministers. school counselors and 
teachers, physicians and clinics, and 
teenage organizations. 

"We want to inform Kentuckians of 
the magnitude of the problem because 
we realize that solutions must come 
from the community level," Hernandez 
said. Along those lines, the department 
has granted $300,000 to locally-initiated 
teenage pregnancy prevention projects 
in 10 area development districts, he said. 

"Communities vary greatly in Ken­
tucky, and this problem is not confined 
to large urban areas," he said. "Each 
city, small town and rural area has to 
find its own solution. 

"If we want to reduce the number of 
young girls who become pregnant every 
year. we must make Kentuckians 
realize that this is a problem every­
where in the state,·· Hernandez said. 
"We are talking about the future of our 
children, and I know of no other issue 
that is more important for us to 
consider.'' 

Some facts that the campaign stresses 
are: 

*Babies born to teenagers are two or 
three times more likely to die in their 
first year of life than babies born to 
women in their twenties. 

•unwanted teenage pregnancies are 
associated with serious health conse­
quences, including a greater incidence 
of premature and low birth-weight 
babies, mental retardation, infant and 
rna ternal mortality, and physical or 
emotional neglect and abuse. 

•Half of all teen mothers are single 
parents, facing almost certain poverty. 

•Eighty percent of pregnant teens age 
17 and under never finish high school, 
making it extremely hard to find a job. 
Those who become fathers before age 18 
are about 40 percent less likely to 
graduate from high school. 

•Teen marriages are two to three 
times more likely to end in divorce. 

Among the projects funded by the 
department is a Big Sandy district fami­
ly planning program.

Sue B. is a well-mformed young woman 
who is pregnant. She has read all the latest 
books and articles and is doing everything 
possible to insure a healthy pregnancy· -
eating right, getting enough sleep, exercis­
ing regularly, and seeing her doctor. 

Yet Sue isn't completely informed, be­
cause she neglects one simple thing that 
could save the life of her unborn baby­
buckling her seat belt. 

People don't use seat belts for a number 
of reasons-they forget, the belt is uncom­
fortable, they're safe drivers, etc. But all 
these excuses mean nothing against the fact 
that when a woman is involved in a car 
accident, she is much less likely to be hurt 
or killed wearing a safety belt.

safety belts. 

Some pregnant women believe that a 
safety belt may hurt their unborn child. The 
fact is that the fettL~ is extremely well pro­
tected withrn the mother by amniotic fluid, 
the uterus and other organs, muscles, and 
bones. 

There is the proper way to wear a safety 
belt during pregnancy. The seat portion of 
the belt should go under the abdomen, rest­
ing on the htp bones. Do not place the seat 
belt across the abdomen. The shoulder part 
of the belt should go between the breasts. 
Adjust both the shoulder and lap belt~ as 
snugly ~ is comfortably possible. 

Now that she wears a safety belt every 
time she steps in a car, Sue rs really doing 
everything for a healthy pregnancy. She 
also knows that starting with the ride home 
from the hospital with her new baby, she 
will make sure that her baby is always in a 
car seat. More than half of the SO states 
have passed laws that make children's car 
seats mandatory. But law or not, car seats 
help keep healthy babies healthy.

Teacher Grants May 
Aid Student Writers 

Teachers of any subject in grades 
seven through 10 who have creative 
methods of getting students to wnte may 
be eligible for money from the Kentucky 
Department of Education to finance 
their ideas. 

The maximum amount of funding 
ranges from $2,500 for a one-semester 
grant to a teacher to $45,000 for a 
112-year district grant.

History Of English 
Language Is Traced 

'"The Story of English," a major new 
mnc part senes, premteres on Tuesday. 
September 16. at 9·00 p m on KET. 
Hosted by Robert MacNeil. the series 
traces the evolution of the English 
language from its earliest use by a small 
tribe to its development into day's most 
universal language 

It IS estimated that over 320 million 
people- a tenth of the world's 
population- speak English as their first 
language: hundreds of millions more 
speak it as a second tongue. English is 
the language of more than half the 
world's ten thousand newspapers. Three 
quarters of the world's mail is in English 
and more than half of the world's 
technical and scientific periodicals are 
in English. Although Chinese with near­
ly a billion speakers surpasses it 
numerically, English, in terms of global 
range and influence, is by far the most 
important. 

The production team of ·'The Story of 
r~nglish" traveled to 16 countries across 
five continents while trying to uncover 
where English got its momentum, what 
pa rticular qualities let it thrive and grow 
and why it succeeded where other 
languages failed. 

The series begins on September 16 
with " An English Speaking World," ex­
ploring the spread and influence of 
English around the globe. On September 
23, "The Mother Tongue" examines the 
firs t 1,000 years of the language's 
his tory, through the times of Chaucer. 
And on September 30. ''A Muse of Fire' 
focuses on the influence of Shakespeare, 
the Bible and the spread of English to 
America . 

"The Story of English" is presented by 
Mac:"leii -Lehrer-Gannett Produc­
ttons/ BBC. 

Despite heavy rains in many parts of 
the Commonwealth recently, Kentuck~ 
soil moisture remains tl2 percent short 
or very short. according to the Kentucky 
Agricultural Statistics Service. 

"'Three Kentucky weather reporting 
stations received two or more inches of 
rain,·· said Agriculture Commissioner 
David E. Boswell. ''However, five sta­
tions reported a half inch or Jess rainfall. 
While the weather has been perfect for 
topping and cutting tobacco and 
harvestmg hay, we do need a good, soak 
ing rain in nearly every part of the 
Commonwealth · · 

As of Aug. 17. 69 percent of the burley 
crop had been topped. This compares 
with 86 percent topped at this time last 
year and 58 percent for the five-year 
average. About 16 percent of the burley 
had been cut by last Sunday. This com­
pares wtth 10 percent cut last year at 
thts time and the five-year average of 2 
percent. 

Approximately 75 percent of the dark 
tobacco crop has been lopped. About 17 
percent of the dark tobaccos have been 
cut. 

There are no major problems yet with 
early-housed tobacco, according to the 
statistics service. The overall condition 
of tobacco m the Commonwealth is rated 
4 percent very poor, 16 percent poor, 67 
percent fair, 12 percent good and l per­
cent excellent. 

As of Aug. 1, burley yields were ex­
pected to average 2,050 pounds per acre. 

Corn for grain yield per acre is ex­
pected to be down from last year. This 
year growers are expecting to get 88 
bushels per acre, compared to 102 
bushels yielded per acre last year. 

The crop is rated 1 percent very poor. 
16 percent poor, 41 percent fair, 40 per­
cent good and 12 percent excellent by 
reporters for the statistics service. 

Development of the corn crop con­
tinues ahead of normal with 90 percent 
of the acreage in the dough or beyond 
stage. Sixty-four percent of the acreage 
has reached the dent or beyond stage. 

With 23 percent of the crop mature or 
harvested. harvest activity will be pick­
ing up. This compares with 9 percent of

Can Be A voided 

If you get Social Security checks, pro­
mptly report any changes that may af­
fect your benefits. In this way, you can 
avoid an overpayment...and possibly a 
penalty 

The biggest cause of overpayments is 
not reporting or underreporting earn­
ings from working. Keep in mind that 
some payments must be withheld if you 
are under 70 and your 1986 earnings ex­
ceed: $7,800 if you are 65 through 69; or 
$5,760 if you are under 65. If you earn 
over the annual limit, generally $1 in 
benefits should be withheld for each $2 
of excess earnings. 

Let's say you retired 2 years ago and 
now plan to take a part-time job. Or 
maybe you're already working and ex­
pect a pay increase. If you're under 70 
and your 1986 earnings will go over the 
annual limit, let Social Security know. 

There are special rules, which include 
medical considerations, if you work 
while getting disability checks. Any 
work you do must be reported. You must 
also report any medical improvement if 
you get these payments. 

Following are additional events that 
must be reported to prevent an overpay­
ment: Death of a beneficiary; marriage 
of a dependent or survivor; payee no 
longer has custody of a beneficiary ; 
change of address.

Still, many peo­
ple feel, as you do, that they don't know 
how to act around their friends who have 
cancer. Yet, there are really no right or 
wrong ways to act. The best you can of­
fer is to be natural, to be yourself. Let 
your intuition be your guide.

One way to help ease communication 
is to not only ask-"How are you feel­
ing? " - but also "what are you feeling?" 
Some people are very willing to talk 
about their illness and what they're feel­
ing, and are simply waiting for a sign 
from their friends that they too are will­
ing to talk. Still, you should respect the 
wishes of a friend who is not willing or 
not ready to talk . Others may want to 
talk one day and not the next. 

What may be needed most is someone 
to listen, someone who doesn't 
necessarily have to "do" anything. You 
can listen to expressions of feelings or 
act as a sounding board for ideas about 
future plans. You can help focus anger 
or anxiety by helping your friend think 
about the different causes of these 
feelings- their job, money and so forth. 

Patients sometimes "test" those 
closest to them, by asking leading ques­
tions . You should be open and honest, 
acknowledging what you don't know. 

Your concern about saying the wrong 
thing is understandable. However, most 
people can appreciate and understand 
a friend willing to risk saying the wr'>ng 
thing- than one who chooses to say 
nothing. The encouragement and sup­
port of friends often helps patients 
realize that they have not changed simp­
ly because they have cancer. Your sup­
port may give them the courage to 
resume their former activities and 
return to as normal a life as their illness 
permits.

SADDLE SORES

Summer m Kentucky means, among 

other things, an increase in horseback 
riding either for recreation or show 
purposes. 

Many of these riders may be new 
owners and not accomplished in care of 
the animal. Others may simply get 
careless or assume that the simple 
maladies have just gone anyway. 

Whatever the reason veterinarians 
still see an occasional olct-fashioned sad­
dle sore. Which is a shame because it 
is so easily preventible. ' 

Common sense is the best way to pre­
vent saddle sores. 

Check the shape of the saddle and how 
well it fits the horse. A saddle built for 
a round-backed horse, such as a quarter 
horse, will not usually be a correct fit on 
a high-withered horse such as a sad­
dlebred. It may irritate and cause 
pressure sores 

Check from time to time to be sure the 
underside of the saddle is smooth that 
nr "'~ils are protruding, that no debris 
1 Deen caught under the saddle. A nail 
o. a lump under the saddle will feel to 
the horse like a rock in your shoe feels 
to you. 

Always brush the back of the horse to 
remove debris, and then lay the saddle 
on the animal a bit forward of where you 
want it, then slide it back. This smoothes 
the hair and keeps it from bunching up 
under the saddle, which can also cause 
sores. 

Be sure the saddle is snug on the back 
of the horse. A loose saddle sliding back 
and forth can cause sores, just as wear­
ing a shoe that is too large can cause 
blisters. 

Sometimes horses not accustomed to 
wearing saddles will get an irritation 
near the elbow, where the girth fits 
around the barrel. This compares to a 
blister caused by a new pair of shoes. 
The remedy is to gradually break a 
horse into wearing a saddle. Never let 
the skin of the horse's belly bunch up 
under the girth. 

The prevention seems simple and it is, 
ut if sores develop the remedy is 

inconvenient-rest from the saddle. The 
animal can probably be ridden 
bareback, but on the other hand the con­
dition can become serious if aggravated. 

Injuries can proceed from the skin 
area into the deeper soft and bony 
tissues, if aggravated. 

If you notice saddle sores or harness 
gall (you'll recognize it), at least phone 
your veterinarian. He will advise you on 
the best way to treat it (usually simple, 
if noticed early) as well as how to pre­
vent it. 

PSEUDORABIES 
With the increasing emphasis being 

• placed on rabies prevention, it might be 
well to note that a disease called 
pseudorabies occurs occasionally in 
Kentucky. 

Primarily a disease of swine, it is also 
nown in cattle, sheep, dogs, cats, rac­

coons, opossums, skunks and some other 
wild animals. 

It can be confusing to a lay person, 
because in both diseases there may be 
throat paralysis which results in drool­
ing of saliva and general malaise, and 
m both diseases infected cattle may 
bellow constantly. Dogs are generally 
not agressive, but cats, after a period of 
sluggishness, may mew with persistence 
and avoid being caught. 

The causative agent is Herpesvirus 
suis, and it is generally spread by swine 
or virus-laden swine tissue used for food. 

Its incidence in Kentucky is extreme­
ly low, yet control of the disease depends 
upon vigilance and isolation of infected 
animals. 

Its primary effect is economic, with 
many midwestern swine producers suf­
fering heavy losses due to the disease. 

Symptoms of psudorabies are 
1ariable. 

Baby pigs may die suddenly without 
showing any symptoms. They may also 
live for several days and show such 
symptoms as vomiting, diarrhea, 
listlessness, weakness, loss of appetite 
and temperatures exceeding 105 
degrees. 

The central nervous system may also 
be involved, with such symptoms as in­
coordination, violent shaking, circling, 
paddling and convulsions. For animals 

nder two weeks of age, the death rate 
ay reach 100 percent. After weaning, 

pigs seem to acquire resistance with in­
creasing age and while the same symp­
toms may be seen, the death rate comes 
down to between 5 and 10 percent at six 
months of age. 

In mature swine, death may occur but 
clinical signs are usually more mild and 
may go undetected. 

In addition to the symptoms seen in 
pigs, adult swine may cough or sneeze, 

ay develop conjunctivitis orgo. blind, 
ay develop middle ear infections and 

may develop reproductive problems. 
Abortions, weak pigs, mummies, fetal 

reabsorption, birth of shaker pigs and 
early deaths of entire litters are com­
mon when a pregnant sow is infected. 

No therapeutic drugs are useful 
against the virus, control depends en­
tirely upon prevention. Both attenuated 
and killed virus vaccines are available. 

Swine herds should be protected from 
ild animals and from exposure to other 

wine not known to test negative for the 
disease. 

Man is believed to be resistant to the 
disease, but because of incompleted 
research there is no definitive 
knowledge. Most health professionals 
treat the virus with respect, both from 
common sense and because several 
species of subhuman primates have 
been found to be susceptible. 

If you suspect pseudorabies in your 
imals, consult your veterinarian. Sim­

ple and definitive tests are available, 
and he is quite knowledgeable about 
prevention.
