Library Opens with New Look 
After Extensive Renovation

Readers, rejoice! The library is open 
·again. 

After being closed for three months 
for extensive renovation, the Floyd 
County Library re-opened last week, and 
whether viewed from the exterior or in­
terior, it is inviting. While no card­
carrying library habitue can easily be 
convinced that anything is worth being 
without a library, the work done- and a 
little more to come- may make it 
almost worth the temporary loss. 

Landscaping work has made the out­
!iide of the library more attractive, but 
the major difference is inside where one 
of the first things noticed is a new, 
marble-topped counter where books are 
returned or checked out. Here, too, there 
is a new system of book bins which head 
librarian Terry Manuel says will facili­
tate getting returned books back on the 
shelves faster. 

In the main reading room, there are 
solid new oak tables and chairs with 
plenty of room for reference material 
and note taking. Everything is new and 
clean, bright and inviting from furniture 

to carpeting, equipment and more of the 
mainstay of any library, books. 

There has been a problem with 
lighting in the main reading room which 
will be solved with the delivery and in­
stallation of a large square grid of 
tubular lighting which will be suspend­
ed over the area. 

"We could have been open in two 
months if everything had arrived on 
time," Library Director Terry Manuel 
said ruefulle, "But everyone has done 
their best. We expect this last improve­
ment to be completed soon." 

No space has been wasted in the 
renovation. In the anteroom to the 
reference room, a display case will 
house exhibits of articles of local in­
terest. These could be Indian artifacts, 
antique china, silber, historic docu­
ments . Then in the reference room itself, 
there is now a microfilm reader on 
which deeds, marriage records, and 
land grants dating as far back as 
records have been kept in Floyd county 
are available for viewing. Mr. Manuel

Growth, Financial lmp~ovement 
Noted in State of City Report 
By Kurt Pickering 

A silver lining has apparently been 
found in the financial cloud that has 
hung over Prestonsburg, as well as 
many other community and county 
governments since the loss of federal 
revenue sharing funds. In the case of 
Prestonsburg, this amounted to $100,000. 

Monday night, however, Mayor Ann 
Latta, in a State of the City report, noted 
that this loss has been countered through 
"economic growth and economy 
measures"- and without new taxes. In 
addition, the city's financial situation 
has improved to such an extent, Latta 
said, "I am recommending tonight the 
adoption of a budget amendment which 
will provide a 5% salary increase to city 
employees effective with the first pay 
period in January." After changing the 
recommendation to read "up to" 5% in 
order to allow lower raises for workers 
facing a Social Security cap, the 
measure was passed unanimously. The 
increase does not include council 
members but does include all full-time 
city employees. 

The report listed other accomplish­
ments in some detail. It also was a plat-

form for Latta to announce publicly that 
Elkhorn Coal Corporation has exercis­
ed its option to purchase land on Lake 
Drive to build a $400,000 office complex 
and -move its headquarters to 
Prestonsburg from Wayland. Council 
had approved a five-year moratorium 
on property taxes on the new head­
quarters, clearing the way for the move 
which is expected to create about 25 per­
manent jobs, here. 

Among other economy measures, Lat­
ta cited savings of $300 a month in 
gasoline purchases and $30,000 a year in 
liability and property insurance 
premiums, both realized through new 
bidding of contracts. 

Latta also cited considerable 
economic growth, including new or 
relocating businesses and pointed out 
additional potential growth with the 

resumption of construction in the 
Prestonsburg Village Shopping Center. 

Another example of economic growth 
given in the report also came up during 
the meeting. Rebel Lanes, a new bowl­
ing center under construction in Lancer, 
was cited in the report as both "a new 
source of jobs" and "a much-needed 
new recreational center for all ages." 
Henry Mayo, owner and operator of 
Rebel Lanes, appeared before council 
and asked that the property involved be 
annexed into the city for the mutual 
benefit of both his business in city 
amenities and the city's in taxes. Coun­
cil ordered an annexation ordinance to 
be drawn up. 

The second reading of an ordinance to 
require use of helmets by moped 
operators again drew considerable 
discussion. The ordinance, first propos­
ed three meetings ago by Councilman 
Goebel out of concern about youngsters 
driving mopeds recklessly, restates 
Kentucky law regarding mopeds-one 
provision of which requires a motor 
vehicle operator's license and sets a 
minimum age of 16 years. The only ma-

James Arthur Hughes, P'burg Native, 
Looks To Economic Growth of Area

For the last 10 years, the Big Sandy 
Region has experienced unprecedented 
growth, and part of the reason for th1s 
rapid commercial expansion is Pres­
tonsburg native James. Arthur Hughes. 

Hughes whose father, Arthur, manag­
ed Hobbs Department Store here for 
many years, grew up in the retail 
business. He enjoyed working in a small 
business but he had a desire to do 
something different and see big projects 
built. 

In 1976, Hughes founded a develop­
ment corporation, J.A.H. and Associ­
ates, and ran it from his home in Lancer. 
At first he could not afford a secretary, 
so his 15-year-old cousin, Belinda Am­
burgy, helped with typing and office 
chores. 

The company's first break came when 
it was chosen to construct the Southside 

Mall in Pike county. After the project 
was completed, Hughes began to expand 
his corporation and several more shop­
ping centers were built in Eastern 
Kentucky. 

The first project constructed by the 
Hughes Corporation in this county was 
the Glyn View Plaza. here. The plaza, 
in addition to containing Food City, Rite­
Aid, and Dollar Family stores, also has 
a variety of specialty shops which 
Hughes feels is the backbone of the 
economy. 

In 1987, J.A.H. and Associates pur­
chased the bankrupt Prestonsburg 
Village. To some the problems may 
have seemed staggering- besides being 
surrounded by a dangerous high wall, 
many of the stores stood vacant and 
uncompleted- but Hughes, as usual, is 
optimistic. He says that plans are under 
way to open 20 new retail stores, in­
cluding a drug chain store, a ladies' 
clothing shop, jewelry and shoe stores, 
a yogurt shop and a variety of small 
retail businesses. These are in addition 
to Wal-Mart, Winn Dixie. and a 
McDonald's scheduled to open soon. 

Another project currently under con­
struction near Prestonsburg is the 
Hughes Commercial Park. When this 
project is completed in 1988. it will be the 
site of the largest Lowe's Home Im­
provement Center in Eastern Kentucky. 
Hughes says that it will have a display 
area of 80,000-square feet and a fully 
stocked lumber yard. It will also have

the added bonus of providing 100 new 
jobs, according to Hughes. 

Hughes and Associates now operate a 
total of 22 shopping centers throughout 
Kentucky with two in Virginia and one 
in Tennessee. Four more malls are 
presently under construction, bringing 
Hughes and Associates' total of mall 
space to 4 million square feet. 

J .A.H. and Associates also have plans 
for the new Pikeville landfill. An oo-year 
master lease has been acquired by the 
company on 30 acres of the property. 
Hughes plans to utilize the property for 
a new hotel, a shopping mall, and home 
office for Kentucky power. 

One of the things Hughes says he en­
joys most a~t his developments is that

Mine Accident 
Claims Parsons

Another miner, Delmer Parsons, 42, 
of Allen, lost his life Thursday, when a 
highwall at the Jaco Mining Co., Inc. 
mine No. 16A near Eastern collapsed. 
Parsons, who had worked for Jaco since 
1982, was buried beneath tons of loosen­
ed earth. A spokesman for the Depart­
ment of Mines and Minerals said Par­
sons was operating a drill at the time of 
the accident at 8:15a.m .. His body was 
not recovered by workers until 9 a.m. 
when he was pronounced dead at the 
scene. 

Parsons' death marked the 24th min­
ing fatality this year, 10 more than the 
total for all of last year. This is said to 
be the highest number of mine-related 
deaths since 1984 when there were 34 
fatal accidents.

KACo will initially provide 
eo,;erage for about 40 Kentucky coun­
ties An additional 39 counties will join 
the program once their current in­
surance policies expire. "The fact that 
our self insurance group is so well 
eapitalized due to the bond financing has

Participating counties are required to 
make annual cash contributions to 
KACo under one-year, renewable in­
surance contracts. Kentucky law does 
not allow political entities to enter into 
contracts obligating payments beyond 
the current budget year. However, 
despite this annual appropriation 
feature, potential credit enhancers 
responded favorably to this proposed 
financing due to several special securi­
ty features, according to Christopher 
Randolph, Senior Vice President of 
Shearson Lehman Brothers . "This pro­
gram utilizes and combines the best 
aspects of self-insurance, reinsurance 
and bonding programs and provides a 
unique solution to the insurance prob­
lems facing local governments." 

Over the past year, a number of public 
sector self-insurance programs and 
their members, as well as individual 
municipalities in California, Illinois, 
Louisiana, Montana and Texas have 
raised funds in the capital markets to

q estion about training programs, tax 
credits, unemployment insurance or fill­
ing a job opening, the answer may be 
just a telephone call away. 

In fact, several dozen Kentucky 
businessmen and women make that type 
of call each week to the state Depart­
ment for Employment Services JOB 
NEWS Line. 

Employment Services Commissioner 
James Daniels says his staff answered 
2,830 inquiries-an average of more than 
54 per week-placed between Oct. 1, 
1 6, and Sept. 30, 1987 over the depart-

nt's toll-free line for employers. The 
total is up from 2,771 calls in 1986 and 
2,150 in 1985. 

"The sustained high use of the JOB 
NEWS line continues to support our 
belief that employers find this a worth­
while service," said Daniels. 

While the information hot line is 
specifically for employers, the largest 
category of calls registered within the 
last year- 849-came from Kentuckians 
seeking employment. 

"Most of these people are referred to 
DES placement staff in our local of­
fices," Daniels said, "because they're 
usually calling about a job in a par­
r Jar community as opposed to pro-

am or policy questions applicable to 
employers statewide, which represents 
the desired function of the service." 

The greatest number of employer 
calls concerned the department's annual 
seminars, prompting 501 (18 percent) 
calls to 1-8oo-JOB NEWS (562-6397). 

"These seminars cover such topics as 
the department's interviewing, aptitude 
testing and job placement services; 
unemployment insurance Jaws; tax 
credits; and training programs, because 
knowledge about these subjects can help 
employers keep their operating costs 
down," Daniels said. 

Employers also used the toll-free line 
t place 448 jobs orders, which ac­
counted for 16 percent of the calls. In­
terest in Job Training Partnership Act 
and tax credit programs led to 363 ( 13 
percent) and 325 (11 percent) of the 
calls, respectively.

The commission granted permission 
for proposals to convert 
medical/surgical beds to intensive care 
beds in Louisville and Richmond. The 
commission approved establishment of 
an adult day health program in Hender­
son, group homes for adults with men­
tal retardation/developmental 
disabilities in Lexington and George­
town, and an air ambulance service bas­
ed in Huntington, W. Va. 

The commission approved applica­
tions to establish medical weight loss 
centers in Ashland, Bowling Green, 
Edgewood, Lexington and Louisville. 

In other business, a certificate of need 
establishing Reservoir Park Hospital in 
Bowling Green as an acute care facili­
ty was revoked at the certificate holder's 
request.

State Rep. Jim Maggard, D-Jackson, 
has petitioned Governor-Elect Wallace 
Wilkinson to support continued 
economic development efforts in 
Eastern Kentucky. 

Maggard specifically asked Governor­
Elect Wilkinson to give top priority to 
extending the four-lane Mountain 
Parkway from Hazard and Campton to 
Prestonsburg. 

"In order to recruit industry and 
business to East Kentucky,'' Maggard 
said, "a good network of highways is 
essentiaL" Policy makers in the Com­
monwealth have already made a good 
start with education reform he added. 

Maggard has recently intensified his 
efforts to seek assistance with one of his 
major legislative goals which is opening 
up the mountain area to industry pro­
spects. He has obtained a recommenda­
tion from the Kentucky Economic 
Development Planning Commission to 
four lane several main highways in 
Eastern Kentucky. Those recommenda­
tions will be submitted to Governor­
Elect Wilkinson and to members of the 
1988 General Assembly, Maggard said. 

Other areas of the state are profiting 
from industry recruitment and Maggard 
wants Eastern Kentucky's economy to 
share in the benefits .

requirement, with a fine of $15 
offense. 

At one point, Fire Chief Tom Black· 
burn asked council if it was aware 
that enforcing the existing state law 
would virtually solve the problem of 
reckless operation of mopeds, since 
most of the offenders seem to be 15 and 
under. Chuck Akers, a city police officer, 
said police have not been enforcing the 
age limit because there has not been 
clear instructions from the council. 
Pointing out that drivers of autos are not 
routinely checked for age and license ex· 
cept when probable cause of anot 
violation exists, Akers said, "We've jus 
turned our head. We don't know what to 
do" 

Councilman Thomas J. Tackett of­
fered the motion to pass the helmet or· 
dinance. He explained that he was 
aware that successful enforcement of 
the state law would all but eliminate the 
problem, but he added, "To heck with 
the state law, I'm more concerned with 
them growing up and becoming adults." 
Tackett said some parents are going to 
let youngsters illegally operate mopeds, 
that police can't be everywhere at once, 
and if just one life is saved-"A chil 
head is worth the whole world," as e 
put it then the helmet ordinance is a 
good idea. 

Councilman Harry R. Porter, citing 
constitutional questions now pending 
regarding motorcycle helmet laws, abs­
tained. Following the meeting, Porter 
added that he thought it would be best 
to simply enforce the existing state law 
and keep the under-age drivers off the 
mopeds. 

A new ordin<'nce offered for first 
reading would set up regulations for 
alarm systems, some 22 of which a~ 
currently hooked into City Polic 
Headquarters. 

The problems that led to the new or­
dinance include false alarms, the tying 
up of telephone lines and the need for a 
new board to tie incoming systems 
together. 

The ordmance establishes a license, at 
an annual fee of $120, and specifies that 
the city will open to competitive bidding 
the purchase and installation of a new 
alarm board, to be paid from the license 
fee receipts. It also sets a false alarm 
fee, allowing for three false alarms per 
calendar year, charging $10 for the 
fourth and $25 apiece for any more in a 
given year. Several instances were cit 
of false alarms repeatedly coming in, 
apparently due to lack of employee 
familiarity with the system. "It's a 
dangerous situation," Latta said of the 
false alarms. "When our police officers 
have to go to the same place for the third 
time in a week, they've got to be think­
ing here we go again. That could lead to 
being a little bit lax." 

The ordinance also bars automatic 
tE-lephone alarm systems, in which a 
direct alarm link to the police station is 
replaced by a system that telephones the 
police and, using a recorded message, 
notifies the answering person, presum­
ably a dispatcher, of a break-in. "Th y 
can tie up our phone lines," Latta sa , 
adding that she had heard of an instance 
in which such a system called in and 
then failed to disconnect, tying up a line 
indefinitely. 

Councilman Tackett offered an 
amendment to exempt schools and chur­
ches from the license fee. The measure 
will come up for second reading and 
passage at the next council meeting. 

Another measure, up for second 
reading Monday, was tabled. That 
would have finalized a bond issue for the 
purchase of the Prater Creek Water 
District by Prestonsburg. It was tabled 
at the request of Bill Harvey Howard of 
the City Utilities Commission, who said 
the commission projected the purchase 
would result in a loss of $10,000 a year 
based on minimum usage, with the ac­
tual figure likely to be more than twi 
that. Apparently, several people in tie 
district had paid the mimmum connec­
tion fee to get lines in but did not now 
need the water. 

In other action, Council passed a 
resolution honoring the Floyd County 
Chamber of Commerce and its 
members for their work in helping Pres­
tonsburg win a Kentucky Certified City 
award from the state chamber for the 
third consecutive year ... agreed to 
negotiate with Jenny Wiley State Park 
about replacing a faulty sewer 
line ... authorized the city to trademark 
its logo, with a future eye toward se 
ing souvenir items with most of the pro­
ceeds to go to the Main Street pro­
gram ... discussed having an eastern ' 
Kentucky version of the Governor's Ex­
position in Louisville. w1th a view to 
bringing new industry to the area ... ap­
proved keeping a surplus police cruiser 
for parts ... reviewed the work of the first 
meeting of the Prestonsburg Safe 
Streets Committee, which IS already 
making plans, highlighted by an aware­
ness week to be held in April. 

Mayor Latta notified council she will 
be out of town for a League of Cities con­
vention during the next schedulE~) 
meeting, December 14 and reminded 
them that the new council, including five 
new members, will be sworn in January 
1

I believe they're just giving 
us the run around, and they're not even 
planning on getting us a trailer.

Well, how can they get 
this when they are being placed in 
classrooms that are far over crowded. 

The Board of Education doesn't even 
seem to care about these children. There 
hasn't been one of them come to the 
school to check into the circumstances 
under which these teachers are trying 
to teach our children. They just hired an 
extra teacher and aide and seem to think 
we parents should be satisfied with this 
when really all they did was put two 
more bodies in a room that was already 
way overcrowded.

Really, 
all the out of town businesses are in­
terested in is your money and not your 
towns. 

Local people do not really think about 
things like this when they need 
something, they just seem to like to say 
"I got this in Lexington." 

Just be honest with you, businesses in 
Eastern Kentucky need your help. You 
could be the answer to some businesses 
making it or not. Wouldn't it make you 
feel good to know you had helped a 
friend succeed and not fail? 

Why not give Eastern Kentucky a 
quick economy boost by shopping at 
home before going out of town where you 
think you can save a little money when 
really you're not. East Kentucky needs 
small factories that employee 50 to 150 
people. The big factories will come as 
time goes by, but we have already got 
a built-in factory in your shopping at 
home.

It Happens Too Often 
When six-year-old Elizabeth Steinberg 

died from severe beatings, shocked 
Americans mourned her death, but com­
forted themselves with thoughts of "but 
that happened in New York." However, 
what they fail to realize is that this 
tragedy can and does happen every­
where. Kentucky is no exception. It has 
happened here. 

During 1986, Kentucky's Cabinet for 
Human Resources substantiated 4,879 
instances of physical abuse and 2,094 
cases of sexual abuse. Nearly half of the 
children were pre-schoolers. 

Statewide, three children have died as 
a result of abuse during the first eight 
months of this year. Between three and 
five children die each year as a result 
of beatings, burning or other violence. 
One mother took her young daughter to 
the emergency room to have the child's 
bruises and swelling examined. Four 
days later the child died. Her step-father 
had broken her back. Another child was 
immersed in scalding water and then 
put to bed. The child dehydrated. The 
next morning she was dead. 

In most cases, a visible history of 
bumps, bruises, burns, and lacerations 
exists. Some cases are reported and 
some are not. Often steps are taken to 
protect the child, but in other cases, the 
abuse, both physical and sexual, con­
tinues or ends abruptly in tragedy. The 
fault lies with everyone including 
friends, neighbors, doctors, teachers, 
judges, and the average individual who 
fail to comprehend, to act or both. 

Under Kentucky law, it is the duty of 
anyone who has reasonable cause to 
believe that a child is abused to report 
that suspicion to the Cabinet for Human 
Resources, to law enforcement authori­
ties, or to local pra&ecutors. With few ex­
ceptions this applies to aU citizens in­
cluding medical personnel and teachers, 
those most likely to have such 
knowledge. Note that failure to report is 
punishable as a Class B misdemeanor. 

To Kentucky's credit, we have come 
a long way in our efforts to protect our 
children. Local groups throughout the 
state, the Cabinet for Human Resources, 
and the Attorney General's Office have 
worked hard to make people aware of 
the problem as well as motivate them to 
get involved. 

Though discovery of, and intervention 
in, abusive family situations is critical, 
prevention is the key. Today, that 
message is reaching people and they are 
taking responsibility for the wellbeing of 
the Commonwealth's children. How­
ever, much more is left for us to do. 
Parent self-help groups, crisis lines, 
child care facilities, and new-parent 
education programs must be made 
available throughout Kentucky. Coope­
ration among social services agencies, 
treatment professionals, law enforce­
ment and the judicial system must exist. 

Before Kentucky can make an ade­
quate response to child abuse, people 
must appreciate the tragedy of this 
problem. Children like Elizabeth 
Steinberg are making us do just that. 
Unfortunately, many are still surprised 
that cases like hers exist.

ORDINANCE NO. 10-87 
A~ ORDINA~CE relating to use and 
operation of Mopeds. 

WHEREAS, the City Council of Pres­
tonsburg, Kentucky, has witnessed an 
increase in the use and operation of 
Moped motor bikes, which are defined 
in KRS .186.010 (5 ), as follows: 

''Moped" means either a motorized 
bicycle whose frame design may include 
one or more horizontal cross-bars sup­
porting a fuel tank so long as it also has 
pedals. or a motorized bicycle with a 
step through type frarhe which may or 
may not have pedals rated no more than 
two brake horsepower, a cylinder 
capacity not exceeding fifty (50) cubic 
centimeters, and automatic transmis­
sion not requiring clutching or shifting 
by the operator after the drive system 
is engaged, and capable of a maximum 
speed of not more than 30 miles per 
hour" ; and 

WHEREAS, Kentucky Revised 
statutes Chapters 186 thru 189 contain 
various requirements regarding the use 
and operation of Mopeds, including, but 
nol limited to the following: 

1. KRS. 186.010 < 4l: The Moped itself 
cannot be licensed; 

2. KRS. 186.410 and KRS 189.990 (3): 
The operator of a Moped must be licens­
ed or face a fine of Twelve to Five Hun­
dred Dollars ($12.00-$500.00) and six (6) 
months in jail ; 

3. KRS. 186.440: The lawful minimum 
age of a Moped operator is sixteen (16) 
years ; 

4. KRS. 186.010 <5l: The maximum 
safe speed for Mopeds is thirty (30) 
miles per hour ; 

5. KRS 189.040 and KRS 189.990 (1): 

Mopeds are required to have at least 
one, but not more than two head lamps;

maintenance program so that when snow begins to fall in Floyd county, 
the roads can be cleared quickly and efficiently. 

" This year, again, we want effective snow removal so motorists will be 
able to travel safely when adverse weather exists," said Gov.

To help motorists plan their winter driving, the Transportation Cabinet 
has announced which roads will be cleared first. 

The transportation crew will clear U.S. 23, U.S. 460, KY 80, KY 114, KY

The roads are cleared as soon as precipitation becomes significant. Crews 
set out with salt or plows to clear the top priority roads first. The priority 
system is based on the traffic carried by the road. 

Priority A roads include interstates, parkways, urban expressways and 
other state roads with exceptionally large volumes of traffic. Priority B 
roads are state primary roads, bypasses and roads with slightly less traf­
fic than Priority A roads. State secondary roads, rural secondary roads 
and other routes with equal traffic fall into Priority C category. 

Remaining state roads are cleared after these categories have been 
treated . 

Motorists can plan their trips more safely by using Priority A roads 
whenever possible during bad weather.

McDowell Area Man 
Jailed in Shooting

A shooting last Wednesday at Royal 
Hollow near McDowell ended with a Left 
Beaver man accused of the shotgun 
wounding of his ex-wife. 

Roland Moore is accused of shooting 
Verlene Moore at her home near 
McDowell. Police say that the victim 
was shot once in the right leg with a 
20-gauge shotgun. Sheriff's Deputy John 
K. Blackburn was dispatched to the 
scene around 2 p.m., and arrested the 
suspect at McDowell. The victim was 
taken to the Appalachian Regional 
Hospital where her condition is reported 
as stable. 

The shooting is still under investiga­
tion by the sheriff's office and the state 
police with Moore currently lodged in 
the Floyd county jail. 

Bobcat Season 
Opened Nov. 24 

Bobcats may be legally hunted and 
trapped in Kentucky for the first time in 
13 years under an experimental quota 
season established by the Fish and 
Wildlife Resources Commission. 

The season opened Nov. 24 at the same 
time as the regular small game and 
furbearer seasons, and will run till Jan. 
31 or until a harvest quota of 400 is reach­
ed, whichever comes first. 

Tom Edwards, Furbearer specialist 
for the Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources, says that the secretive 
animal is much more abundant than 
once thought, especially in eastern Ken­
tucky, and that the experimental season 
will provide additional information on 
bobcat populations while providing the 
sportsman with an opportunity to take 
an excellent trophy. 

All bobcats taken must be tagged by 
special tagging agents who will collect 
the bobcat carcass at that time. The car­
cass will be used by wildlife biologists 
to obtain information on the age, sex and 
health of the animals harvested. This 
data will enable the department to bet­
ter monitor and manage bobcat popula­
tions statewide. 

The bobcat harvest area is limited to 
that portion of the state east of and in­
cluding Lewis, Rowan, Menifee, Powell, 
Estill, Jackson, Rockcaslle, Pulaski and 
Wayne counties. The season limit will be 
two bobcats per person for the quota 
season.

Morehead State 
Receives Grants 

Morehead University recently receiv­
ed grants from the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Education. 

Dr. George Troutt, coordinator of 
Morehead State University's regional in­
service activities program, has receiv­
ed a $65,640 grant for the University's 
Beginning Teacher Intership Evaluation 
Program. The grant will provide 
salaries for independent observers 
within the program and will run through 
June 30. 

Dr. Harold Rose, a Morehead State 
University professor of education, has 
been awarded two grants totalling 
$78,817. The grants provide for the 
establishment of an adult education 
evaluation program and training for 
para-professionals tutoring in adult 
education programs. 

The evaluation program is part of a 
state contract designed to review 30 
adult education programs in Kentucky 
and to provide training for instructors. 
In addition, the grant provides funds for 
on-site visits of such programs. 

In an effort to train para-professionals 
for tutoring in adult education, Dr. Rose 
conducted a conference in Morehead 
recently for local school teachers and 
tutors from the Morehead region. 

Another training session will be held 
in Bowling Green, December 18-20. 

MSU's program is an extension of a 
state-wide outreach sponsored through 
Frankfort.

Magoffin county's fiscal court 
members are once more at an impasse 
and as a result approximately half its 
bills remain unpaid.

Agricultural Statistics Service, .early 
stripped tobacco is drier than normal, 
and the low water percentage is ex­
pected to reduce weight. However, 
many farmers still should have their. 
quotas. Farmers in the dry areas who 
had late tobacco could be short· of their­
quotas.

The quality of this year's stripped 
tobacco is rated 5 percent very poor, 4 
percent poor, 47 percent fair, 43 percent 
good and 1 percent excellent. 

Soybean harvest is advancing rapid­
ly. Statewide, the harvest is 95 percent 
complete. This compares with 70 per­
cent of the acreage harvested at this 
time last year and 68 percent harvested 
for the five-year average. 

Fall weather has been very favorable 
for the harvest. However, the dry 
weather has reduced the yield and caus­
ed very small bean in many fields. 

Ninety-two percent of the wheat 
acreage has been seeded. This com­
pares with ff7 percent of the acreage 
seeded at this time last year and 78 per­
cent for the five-year average. Last 
week's rainfall should help germination 
and growth. 

The condition of the fall wheat crop 
was rated 11 percent very poor, 34 per­
cent poor, 36 percent fair and 19 percent 
good. 

Fall pastures are mostly poor and only 
limited fall growth can be expected. 
Because farmers have been feeding hay 
since the summer, they are concerned 
about total roughage needs for the 
winter months.

Threat to State Woodlands 
Kentucky natural resources officials 

praised efforts in recent weeks to bat­
tle forest fires and acknowledged that 
continued relief from fires depends on 
more rain and snow throughout the next 
month. 

"By combining indispensable volun­
teers from local fire departments with 
National Guard troops and our Division 
of Forestry emergency crews, we were 
able to better restrict the damage from 
fires thus far this fall," stated Natural 
Resources and Environmental Protec­
tion Cabinet Secretary Mary Helen 
Miller. " Hopefully, wet weather condi­
tions will prevail throughout the re­
mainder of the fall fire season so use of 
our woodlands, including hunting 
seasons , can continue without 
interruption." 

In the Eastern Kentucky Forestry 
district, 244 fires burned 29,494 from Oct. 
1 to Nov. 10. The Eastern district in­
cludes Floyd, Johnson, Lawrence, 
Magoffin, Martin and Pike counties. 

Beginning Oct. 30 and building during 
the week, fire conditions reached 
emergency status, Tuesday, Nov. 3, 
when the Division of Forestry requested 
that the woods be closed. The emergen­
cy declaration made it illegal for most 
anyone but the landowner and tenants 
to be in the forests, fields, or brushland 
of the Commonwealth. Local ordinances 
banning outdoor burning in 50 counties 
also helped reduce the occurrence of ac­
cidental fires. 

Since the first of October, over 113,000 
acres of Kentucky 's forests have been 
damaged by 1,431 fires . The damage to 
the timber has been estimated at $9.6 
million. In addition to this, the cost of 
suppressing the fires has been estimated 
at over $1 million. 

Secretary Miller said that without help 
of the Kentucky National Guard, 
numerous fire departments, other 
organizations, and concerned citizens, 
the Division of Forestry could not have 
held the loss to the size they did. 

The National Guard provided 10 heli­
copters that were used to drop water on 
the fires . The water was dropped on the 
head of the fire, slowing it down until the 
ground crews could arrive and build 
control lines. Over 500 National Guard 

troops were sent out in 10-man crews to 
construct control lines on the ground. 
Each crew was supervised by an ex­
perienced crew leader who showed them 
where the control lines should be built, 
and at the same time looked out for their 
safety. 

Many local fire departments assisted 
by protecting houses and barns from 
fire. This allowed division crews to con­
centrate their efforts on controlling the 
fires in the woods. In spite of everyone's 
efforts, 10 houses, two trailers, and eight 
barns were reported lost as a result of 
fire . 

Secretary Miller said that arson was 
a very real problem this fall with one in 
every three fires was attributed to ar­
sonists. To date, eight people have been 
arrested on arson charges. If convicted, 
they could be fined from $1,000 to $10,000 
and/or sentenced to jail for up to five 
years. 

In an effort to help bring the forest ar­
sonist to justice, the Kentucky Forest In­
dustries Association offers a $500 reward 
for information leading to the arrest and 
conviction of a person guilty of forest 
arson. 

Good News­
Turkey Is Cheaper 

Those who are concerned about the 
price of the holiday turkey this year may 
be ready to give special thanks. Whole 
turkeys are cheaper this year than last. 

"Turkey production in the first half of 
this year jumped 20 percent. A large 
portion of this increased production was 
stored in commercial freezers, putting 
stocks at record levels," said Universi­
ty of Kentucky Extension agricultural 
economist Lee Meyer. 

Another factor helping consumers this 
year is retailers' pricing strategies, he 
said. 

Many retailers are expected to sell 
turkeys at cost or below cost to entice 
shoppers to visit their stores. 

These two factors, Meyer said, should 
mean that consumers can put a turkey 
on their table this year for between 49 
and 59 cents a pound-and maybe less.

Home Care Workshop 
Offered By Morehead

The faculty for the one-day workshop 
will be Linda Lindville of the Lucille 
Parker Markey Cancer Center of Lex­
ington; Dr. Hunter Black of the More­
head Clinic; Judy Sandler, registered 
nurse, and Jeanette Lucas, chaplain, of 
Lexington's Community Hospice of the 
Bluegrass, and Dr. Dan Thomas, MSU 
professor of education. 

The workshop will identify the roles of 
the hospice team, discuss spiritual and 
emotional needs of the patient and fami­
ly and discuss methods of alleviating 
caregivers stress. 

All participants attending the work­
shop will receive continuing education 
units from MSU.

Dangerous toys could be lurking 
among the hundreds of playthings on 
sale during the holiday season, so state 
inspectors are searching stores for toys 
that don't meet safety standards. 

Ten inspectors from the Department 
for Health Services are examining toys 
in 250 retail stores during November. 
About two-thirds, or $4 billion worth, of 
the toys bought annually in this country 
are purchased in the last three months 
of the year, according to the U.S. Con­
sumer Product Safety Commission. 

While the quality of domestically pro­
duced playthings has improved in the 
past few years, imported toys still create 
some problems, according to E.P. Con­
yers of the department's consumer pro­
duct safety branch. 

"Although most of the toys being 
banned or removed from store shelves 
these days are imported," Conyers said, 
''we still check out a wide variety of both 
American- and foreign-made products. 

"In our inspections, we look for items 
with sharp points and edges, small parts 
and painted toys with high lead levels. 
There are tests to determine if a par­
ticular toy meets standards. Some can 
be done in the store, but others, like tests 
for lead in paint, are performed in our 
Jab in Frankfort," he said. 

To find out'if a toy or a part passes the 
"small parts" test, for example, inspec­
tors place the piece in question in a 
cylinder with a 1.25 inch diameter. If the 
parts fits inside the cylinder, it's too 
small and fails the test. 

"Something this small might be 
swallowed by a child or lodged in the 
child's throat," Conyers said. "The stan­
dards we use were developed by the 
federal Consumer Product Safety 
Commission." 

Other features inspectors watch for 
are firmly constructed seams and firmly 
attached buttons, eyes and buckles on 
soft toys and warning labels on electrical 
toys. 

Parents shouldn't be lured into a false 
sense of security, Conyers warns. Even 
if 100 percent of the toys sold met stan­
dards, injuries can still occur. In 1986, 
there were an estimated 2,000 toy­
related injuries in Kentucky. 

"For example, an electric toy with a 
heating element may be perfectly safe 
for a 12-year-old, but if a three-year-old 
in the house gets hold of it, you could be 
facing a burn," he said. 

Transylvania U. Plans 
Minority Scholarships 

Officials at Transylvania University 
have announced plans for a $260,000 
minority scholarship program to begin 
in the Fall term of 1988. 

An anonymous gift has endowed a pro­
gram that will annually provide up to 
four partial scholarships for minority 
students. The individual scholarship 
amounts can range up to $4000 per year, 
depending on the family's financial 
background. 

According to Dr. Charles L. Shearer, 
Transylvania's president, the scholar­
ships will be need-based and both high 
school seniors and transfer students are 
eligible. 

The criteria for selection will include 
academic performance, leadership 
ability, promise as a citizen, and other 
personal traits. Final candidates will be 
invited to the Transylvania campus for 
an interview with a selection committee. 

Dr. Shearer added that candidates for 
the minority scholarships are also eligi­
ble to apply for other need-based or 
merit scholarships at Transylvania.

Conyers urges parents and others to 

use common sense and caution when toy 
shopping. He offers the following 
suggestions. 

Become an inspector yourself. Look 
for sharp edges, loose parts, warning 
labels and age recommendations. 

Consider the individual child when 
buying a toy. A plaything labeled for a 
four-year-old might be too advanced for 
some children that age.

Keep in mind the ages of all the 
children in the home when buying toys. 
A chemistry set might be nice for an 
older child, but only if it can be used and 
stored out of the reach of younger 
children.

Don't let the price tag and appearance 
be the only guiding factors. Look for toys 
that will be durable and appropriate for 
the child. 

Check instructions to make sure 
they're clear to you and, when ap­
propriate, to the child. 

Conyers advises checking toys 
periodically and discarding or repairing 
those that are broken and potentially 
hazardous.

QUESTION: My cat recently died of 
leukemia. I've heard that feline 
leukemia is a virus and is contagious. 
My two preschool children played with 
the cat all the time before we knew she 
was sick. Could my children be at risk 
developing leukemia from being expos­
ed to our cat? 

ANSWER: No. You don't have to 
worry about your children getting 
leukemia from being exposed to your 
cat. 

Some household cats carry a virus 
called the feline leukemia virus (FeL V ) 
which can cause cancers, such as 
leukemias and sarcomas in other cats. 
National Cancer Institute scientists have 
done large scale testing to look for an­
tibodies to the virus or other signs of in­
fection in persons who might have been 
exposed to the virus. This includes pet 
owners, veterinarians, ,research 
workers who handle the virus, cancer 
patients with or without pet cats and 
persons from the general public. Other 
species of animals have also been tested 
for the virus . 

Despite attempts to detect antibodies 
against the virus or other signs of infec­
tion, none of the groups tested showed 
any evidence of infection with the virus. 
Thus, while the feline leukemia virus is 
highly contagious among cats, it has not 
been shown to have any effect on dogs, 
mice, any other animals, or on humans.

Holiday Stress 
Can Be A voided 

Traditional holiday celebrations such 
as Thanksgiving and Christmas can be 
a source of stress for non-traditional 
families-single-parent households and 
stepfamilies. 

"Families experience stress when­
ever they undergo change,'' said Gary 
Hansen, a sociologist with the UK 
Cooperative Extension. Service. "One 
growing type of change is the increas­
ing number of non-traditional families' 
being created through divorce andre­
marriage. Holidays can be especially 
difficult for some of these families." 

Idealized images of traditional 
families with mom roasting the turkey, 
dad preparing a cozy fire on the hearth 
and the whole family gathered around 
the Christmas tree singing carols are 
abundant on the television specials and 
series we watch. Members of non· 
traditional families may see this as a 
sharp contrast to their own situation and 
may in some way feel badly about be-
ing different. • 

"Such feelings are unfounded," said 
Hansen. "A family is a family regard­
less of its physical structure." 

Children in non-traditional families 
should not feel like they are alone or the 
only person experiencing this stress. 
Thirteen percent of all children under 18 
now live in a stepfamily; 17 percent live 
in single-parent families. 

To avoid conflict and stress within 
non-traditional families this holiday 
season, Hansen recommends a parent 
keep the following in mind: 

Decide where and how the children 
and stepchildren will spend their time 
without placing them in the middle of 
disagreements among ex-spouses, 
parents and stepparents. 

Remind relatives that children and 
stepchildren should be treated equally 
with respect to gifts, family celebrations 
and ceremonies, pictures and other 
activities. 

Plan entertainment that can involve 
all members of the family rather than 
just a certain group of children or adults. 

Have realistic expectations about 
what the holidays will be like. Don't get 
caught up in the hype, Hansen 
cautioned. 

"Just because your family's holidays 
are not perfect like those portrayed in 
the media doesn't mean there's anything 
wrong with your family," he said. 
"Relax and enjoy the fellowship you 
have."

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"If only someone would put together a list of 
appropriate toys , games and gifts for Christmas 
shopping for children!" 

Comments like t IS have echoed among parents 
and grandparents every holiday season. but fewer 
consumers will be complaining about the lack of 
a shopping list this Christmas. The reason: two 
comprehens1ve shopping lists compiled by toy 
safety experts at the Consumer Product Safety 
Commission to make it easier for you to choose 
the right gift for a young child, be it for Christmas. 
birthdays or any occasion. 

The booklets in question are "Which Toy for 
Which Child: Birth Through Five," and "Which Toy 
for Which Child: Ages Six Through Twelve." With 
these booklets in hand, Christmas shopping 
should be easier for you this year. 

When you shopped for children before, how did 
you decide what to buy? Did you choose on the 
basis of price or was your final decision based on 
the skills and interests of the child receiving the 
gift? 

Reflecting parental concern. for the safety and 
welfare of young children, these booklets take into 
account the physical, mental and social abilities, 
and interests that are particularly relevant to se­
lectmg appropriate toys and playthings. 

For example, year-old toddlers prefer "action 
toys" that move or make sounds, toys requiring 
some action by the toddler, also toys that can be 
assembled and easily taken apart. Year-old 
children are best entertained by puppets operated 
by an adult, but 18-month-old toddlers will benefit 
from small hand puppets sized to fit their tiny hand. 
Games and toys that develop motor skills aren't 
suited to this age group. 

Two-year olds prefer social and cooperative play 
with toys that are more true-to-life and generally 
of better quality.

Preschool youngsters age three to five exhibit 
good physical coordination, therefore gym eqUip­
ment. large balls, kites, double-bladed ice skates, 
and snow sleds match their abilities and interests. 
It's in this timeframe that musical instruments first 
have appeal, crayons and craft materials allow 
them to exercise their creativity on easels and the 
like. 

The booklets offer specific product suggestions 
in each age category for active play (push/pull 
toys, ride-on toys, etc.), manipulative play (con­
struction toys, puzzles and pattern-making toys, 
etc.), make-believe play (dolls, stuffed toys, pup­
pets, etc.), creative play (musical instruments, 
etc.), and learning play (books, games). 

Parents should consider the following safety 
practices: 

• Look for and read age and safety labels on 
toys: 

• Explain and show the child how to use toys 
safely: 

• Check toys periodically for breakage and 
hazards, removing damaged toys from chil­
dren; 

• Store toys safely and teach children to put 
toys away; 

• Older children should be instructed to keep 
their toys out of reach of younger children since 
these toys may have small parts which could be 
a choking hazard to them.

The tumult on Wall Street, fueled by 
fears of an unmanageable federal 
deficit, has led Congress and the White 
House to look again at trying to balance 
the budget at the gas pumps. It's a bad 
idea and the public opposes it. 

Seventy-three percent of respondents 
to Washington Post-ABC News poll op­
pose an increase in gas taxes to balance 
the budget. 

A recent study commissioned by AAA 
shows a gas tax increase of 10 cents a 
gallon would reduce Gross National Pro­
duct, the benchmark of American pro­
ductivity, nearly $10 billion the first year 
alone. It would put 80,000 people out of 
work the first year and 180,000 out of 
work by 1990. Automobile and housing 
construction would drop. 

A 31k!ents-per-gallon gas tax increase, 
as proposed by some in Congress, would 
put 520,000 people out of work by 1990, 
decrease income tax revenues almost 
$2.7 billion annually, and increase infla­
tion nearly 1 percent. 

The poor would be hardest hit by such 
a tax, because they drive older, less fuel­
efficient vehicles. 

The tax also would exacerbate 
regional inequities. Why should 
residents of Wyoming pay more than 
twice as much as residents of 
Washington, D.C. to cut the federal 
deficit solely because they must drive 
longer distances? 

Taxing gasoline for deficit reduction 
would seriously erode the American 
public's support for the successful pay­
as-you-go federal/state highway pro­
gram. How can states justify needed in­
creases in their transportation-related 
taxesifthefederalgovernmentusurps 
this taxing mechanism? 

And what would a new gas tax do for 
the deficit reduction? A sales tax on 
motor fuel would cut the budget deficit 
by only 26 cents for every dollar of tax 
revenue. An oil import fee would do even 
worse, reducing the deficit 9 cents on the 
dollar. 

Clearly, an additional gas tax should 
not be considered for reasons of equity 
and economic impact.

Dodson Branch Road 
To Get State Funds 

The state will provide funds for the 
county to reconstruct 1,584 feet of County 
Road 5058, Dodson Branch Road in 
Floyd county, Gov. Martha Layne Col-

• lins has announced. 
"Proper maintenance is the most ef­

fective way to inhibit deterioration of 
Kentucky's rural roads," said Collins. 

According to state Transportation 
Secretary C. Leslie Dawson, the project 
is estimated to cost $80,000 and is being 
financed with Rural Secondary funds. 
Dawson noted that the county will be 
responsible for all phases of the work. 

The Thanksgiving holidays bring 
many things to mind-too much food, 
family gatherings, small game hunting 
and sharing stories about the deer 
season. And, at some time or the 
another, almost everybody talks about 
turkeys. 

The wild turkey, the symbol of 
Thanksgiving since our country was 
first settled, still stands as a reminder 
of the good things in life. Today, through 
an ongoing program, this proud and 
prized species is once again populating 
many areas of Kentucky where for 
many years it had practically vanished. 

The Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources' effort to restore the wild 
turkey is progressing steadily in the 
forests of the commonwealth. Started in 
1978, the restoration program to repopu­
late the state with wild turkeys has pro­
vided a hunting opportunity that had 
been nonexistent for many years. More 
counties are opened each year to turkey 
hunting as stocking continues and 
natural reproduction occurs. 

Approximately 35 counties or portions 
of counties will be open for turkey hunt­
ing during the 1988 spring season. New­
ly stocked counties usually remain clos­
ed for five years to allow the birds to 
reproduce and provide a hun table popu­
lation. 

According to Turkey Program Coor­
dinator George Wright, a total of 1,570 
birds have been released at 89 sites since 
the restoration began. The result so far 
has been an increase in population from 
2,000 birds in 1978 to 15,000 turkeys in 
1987. Harvest figures show an increase 
from 24 birds taken in 1976 to 683 birds 
taken in 1987.

"It's a slow process, but the program 
is progressing well both in terms of 
turkey population and hunter success 
ratios," said Wright. "Hunter success 
has increased from 2.6 percent to 15.2 
percent over the last 11 years." 

"I think it's entirely possible that we 
could have 100,000 turkeys in the state 
in 25 years and that turkey hunting will 
be available in practically every coun­
ty in Kentucky," Wright added. The 
most important factor to a successful 
turkey restoration program is coopera­
tion from sportsmen. 

"Illegally taking turkeys out of season 
or in closed counties, is the quickest way 
to stifle the program's effectiveness. If 
the turkeys are protected and left alone 
after stocking, hunting opportunities will 
be available sooner. It defeats our pur­
pose to have birds poached that are 
stocked to populate an area," said 
Wright. 

The Kentucky Chapter of the Wild 
Turkey Federation has a standing offer 
of $500 for information leading to the 
conviction of anyone who illegally takes 
a wild turkey. Poaching caused the 
closure of Crittenden County during the 
1987 spring season. 

The amount of time it takes until the 
restoration goal is reached depends on 
sportsmen's attitudes and the availabili­
ty of turkeys for stocking. Wright is ex­
pecting a good stocking year in 1988 as 
well as another good turkey season in 
April. 

With sportsmen's cooperation and 
careful management, turkey hunting 
may again reach the level our fore­
fathers enjoyed. Bringing home "Old 
Tom" from the woods instead of the 
grocery may once again be a tradition 
and another item for which we can give 
thanks.

•· With the recent upsurge in oil prices 
and unrest in the middle east, energy in­
vestments have become a popular in­
vestment item. In Kentucky and other 
states rich in coal, oil or gas, there is a 
widespread pattern of illegal investment 
scams. Should you be contacted by a 
person representing him/herself as an 
investment company with a tremendous 
coal, gas and oil deal for you to invest 
your money with a quick double or tri­
ple turnover, be cautious. 

Before investing money in deals which 
romise you large profits in short 

periods of time interview the represen­
tative offering the deal. Besin the inter­
view by asking how your riame was ob­
tained. Force the representative to be 
explicit by requesting documentation. 
Find out the exact name of the company, 
location, phone number and how long 
they have been in business. If they are 
a legitimate company, they should not 
hesitate furnishing you with the infor­
mation along with a reference list of 
financial institutions they have tran­
sacted with. When asking the represen­
tative for the name of the company drill­
ng the well or the name of oil and gas 

companies buying the product, never 
assume these are reputable without 
researching their background. You also 
may want to ask for a financial state­
ment of the company. If the company 
refuses or forgets to provide you with 
your request, this should raise questions 
to their legitimacy. 

Once you have thoroughly checked the 
credentials of the company and repre­
sentative determine the exact type of in­
vestment being offered to you. Is it a 
general partnership, limited partnership 
r a fractional undivided working in­

terest? To assure yourself of receiving 
the proper amount of royalties, request 
oil purchase division orders or with coal 
companies request access to all produc­
tion records. Inquire into the exact 
amount of money that goes for sales, 
commissions, administrative and 
management fees. The amount may be 
too inflated.

Blacks Elected in State 
Decrease Slightly in '87 

Forty-six blacks were elected to public 
office in Kentucky's general election 
Tuesday, November 3, bringing the 
number of black officials in the state to 
71, a slight decrease from 76 black 
elected officials in 1986. 

Jefferson county elected the state's 
first black Commonwealth Attorney. Er­
nie Jasmin served as Assistant Com­
monwealth Attorney for 11 years, until 
he left the job last year to begin his 
campaign. 

Incumbent Darryl T. Owens was re­
elected to serve another four-year term 
on the Jefferson County Fiscal Court, 
the only other county-wide position a 
black won in the general election. 

Forty-four blacks were elected or re­
elected to city council/city commission 
seats throughout the state in 1987, a 
decline from so in 1986. 

Blacks lost five city commission seats 
throughout Kentucky, and five blacks 
did not seek re-election to city council 
seats in Kentucky. 

Four blacks were elected for the first 
time. They were: Teresa Croney Banks 
of Hopkinsville; Romell Johnson, of 
Middlesboro; Charles Tinsley, of 
Princeton; and Danny Hudspetch, of 
Murray. 

La venia Watkins, of Hopkinsville, won 
her first election to the city commission, 
but she had been appointed to the board 
to finish the term of Russell Sebree. who 
left the post last year. 

Nine of the black city commission can­
. dates running for office in 1987 in Ken­

tucky were unopposed. They were: 
Teresa Croney Banks, Rudolph Pettus, 
Luvenia Watkins, all of Hopkinsville ; 
Reginald Meeks, of Louisville; Patricia 
Lander, of Princeton; Norris Beckley, 
of Shelbyville ; Paul Wilson, of 
Somerset; Walter Bradley, Jr., of Mid­
way; and Everett Durham, of Camp­
bellsburg. 

In the Danville city council race, in­
cumbent William Davis was re-elected. 
Davis was the top vote-getter in that 
race, and in Winchester, incumbent Car­
rie Patton was the top vote-getter in the 
city council race. 

Princeton now has two blacks on the 
city council. Incumbent Patricia Lander 
was re-elected and Charles Tinsley won 
his bid for election. Hopkinsville will 
have three blacks serving as council · 
members instead of two. 

In Jefferson county, incumbent alder­
men, Paul Bather, Reginald Meeks, Ar­
thur Smith and William Wilson will 
serve additional two year terms. 

Jefferson District Judge Charles 
Anderson, the first black to hold the post 
of Jefferson Circuit Court Judge in 1975, 
lost in his bid for election to Jefferson 
Circuit Court to Michael O'Connell by a 
large margin. Anderson will continue to 
hold the seat of District Judge through 
1989. 

Forty-four black city council/city 
commission candidates were elected in 
Kentucky in the general election.

According to a study released recently 
by the Kentucky Council on Higher 
Education, the answer is yes.

"The Economic Impact of Public 

Universities and Colleges in Kentucky: 
Annual Expenditure Impact" indicates 
that Kentucky gets back at least $2.40 for 
each dollar of state tax funding put into 
higher education. In dollar figures, the 
Kentucky state government invested 
$479 million in public higher education 
in fiscal year 1985/86 (the year studied 
for this report}, which resulted in a 
short-term expenditure impact of $1.16 
billion in Kentucky's economy.

tions, students and out-of-state visitors 
resulted in the creation of 61,800 jobs in 
Kentucky. Of these jobs 22,600 were on 
the 22 campuses of the public system, 
and 39,200 were in the private sector 

In 1985/86 Kentucky's public colleges 
and universities received $987.3 million 
in revenue from all sources Of this total 
49 percent was from state tax revenues, 
and 51 percent was from federal, 
private, and tuition sources. 

The economic impact of the public in­
stitutions included: $233.8 million from 
goods and services purchased from Ken­
tucky businesses for that year; $578.8 
million from the payroll of the public in­
stitutions; and $52.4 million from spen­
ding for new capital construction. 

In the year studied approximately 
429,000 out-of-state visitors to Ken­
tucky's public college and universities 
spent $12.9 million in Kentucky. 

Gary S. Cox, executive director of the 
council, noted that the conservative 
report presents only the short-term and 
direct expenditures that can be at­
tributed to higher education in Ken­
tucky. This report, Cox said, "shows the 
extent to which public and private funds 
spent through public higher education 
stimulate business and employment in 
our state in the short term. 

"Although the short-term impact of 
$1.16 billion and 61,800 jobs was large,'' 
Cox continued, "the greatest value of 
public higher education to Kentucky lies 
in its long-term benefits, in human 
capital, the improvement of physical 
capital, and the general enhancement of 
quality of life-all of which provide a 
framework conducive to economic 
development." Cox said a second study 
to verify these long-term benefits will be 
undertaken as soon as possible.

Although food prices at the super­
market continue to climb, U.S. farmers 
are receiving less of the retail food 
dollar than ever before. 

r--------------------------, 
" The reason retail prices are going up 

even though the farmer is receiving less 
is that processors between the farm gate 
and the grocery store are taking an in­
creasingly larger share of the food 
dollar," said University of Kentucky Ex­
tension agricultural economist Forrest 
Stegelin. 

During the 1960s and 1970s, the 
farmer 's share of the food dollar was 
steady at about 38 to 40 percent of the 
store pr:ice, but since it has continued to 
erode until it is now at about 30 percent , 
Stegelin said. 

Stegelin said the farmer's share of the 
food dollar varies across items, depen­
ding on how much processing has been 
done since the raw materials left the 
farm. 

Declines in the farm value of items 
do('S not mean that prices in the grocery 
store w11l reflect the devaluation, he 
said. 

.. Even though the farm value of grains 
Ul:ied in cereals fell20 percent last year, 
the pnce of cereal at the grocery store 
incresed by nearly three percent, " he 
said

"I think Johnson Central will give us 
our toughest test," Bill Mike Runyon, 
Paintsville, and regional winner's 
coach, said before last season tipped off. 

Runyon's expectations never 
materialized, and what had been 
rumored as a strong Central team 

stumbled through the basketball year. 
But they are back, and all grown up 

now. 
Four seniors return from last year's 

starting five, giving Castle experience 
and maturity to work with this season. 

Bart Williams, six-foot-three guard, 
led Johnson Ceritral in scoring and 
assists with 14 and five respectively. The 
150-pound Williams will team in the 
backcourt with Jimmy Daniels, another 
sharp-shooter who tossed in 13 a game 
last year. 

Johnson Central plays the three-guard 
offense much of the time, relying con­
siderably on the talents of Vince Pack, 
a six-foot-three guard who brings back 
a six-point per game average from 
1986-87. 

The Golden Eagles are equipped with 
perimeter players that should provide 

. strong offensive numbers while opening 
the inside for Wendell Ratliff and Paul 
Castle, both senior forwards. 

Ratliff, 6'5," 175-lbs., scored 12 points 
and hauled down eight rebounds per con­
test. His eight boards led Johnson Cen­
tral. Castle, 6'3," 185-pounds, added five 
points and five rebounds a year ago. 

T(!lent is obviously in the Johnson Cen­
tral corner for the 15th region fight, but 
talent doesn't always add up to winning. 

"You have to have eight or nine 
players who can play," Castle said. 
"You can't win with just five players to 
put out there." 

New Prestonsburg Coach 
Promises Exciting Team 

Gordon Parido isn't projecting a great 
number of wins. He is one of the first to 
admit that his team isn't exactly load­
ed with talent. But one thing the new 
Prestonsburg Black cat coach is promis­
ing is an exciting team. 

Nearly paralyzed by graduation, the 
Blackcats return only two players with 
much varsity action, and both of those 
are only juniors this season. 

Prestonsburg lost all four of their in­
side players, their two starting guards 
at the beginning of the season, and their 
head coach. 

David Martin led Prestonsburg in just 
about every offensive category possible 
last season, but he has since gone on to 
Alice Lloyd College. 

The Blackcats also lost their point 
guard, Brent Music, and their best out­
side shooter in Brian Wallace. Prestons­
burg doesn't return a senior who has ex­
perience, and no one that stands over 
6'1". 

But one thing the Blackcats have is 
speed. Lots of it, and new coach Gordon 
Parido plans to utilize that speed to its 
fullest. 

"It's tough to replace a kid like David 
Martin. He and Brent Music and Brian 
Wallace, they were the key to last year's 
team," Parido said. "The experience is 
the hardest thing to replace, but it's a 
long season and I think by February we 
could be a strong team." 

But what about the speed, Coach? 
"It's going to be exciting. We've got 

eight or nine kids that will play so we'll 
push it up and down the court and play 
a lot of pressure-type defenses. I think 
we'll be an exciting team to watch." 

"We're moving the ball real well up 
and down the court. We've been running 
a lot in practice, and I think we'll con­
tinue that kind of play." 

Pari do is in his first year at Prestons~ 
burg, coming from Mullins to replace 
Jeff Riley who left Blackcat Country for 
Morehead State University this past 
summer. 

With the coaching change also comes 
the change in style. Last season and the 
one before that, Blackcat fans were 
shown the slow paced, work it down in· 
side style that Jeff Riley not only coach­
ed but also played. 

Parido is quite the opposite. A fan of 
the up-tempo, the former University of 
Kentucky graduate assistant plans on 
running at Prestonsburg, and apparent­
ly he has the team that can do it. 

"Our quickness might be our biggest, 
asset but I would put depth right up 
there with it," Parido said. "We've got 
nine kids that can play, or that I feel 
comfortable with. We can put five 
players on the court that are as quick or 
maybe quicker than anyone in the 
area." 

So maybe quickness and depth won't 
be absent from the 1987-88 attack, but ex­
perience will. 

The Blackc.ats return two players, 
Thomas Natrn and Todd Justice, who 
saw considerable varsity action last 
year. 

Nairn, a 5'11" junior, started most of 
last year's games, espectaliy late when 
Brian Wallace re-injured his ankle. 

Nairn averaged just over five points 
per game while lighting an emotional 
fire under his Prestonsburg teammates. 

"Thomas is the catalyst for this 
team,'' Pari do said. "He is doing a good 
job running the offense. He's got a good 
no~e for the ball. He's always around the 
ball, and he gives us some shooting 
range from tile point. •· 

Nairn played in every Blackcat game 
last season except one. 

Todd Justice, another junior, saw var­
sity action last season. Late in the 
1986-87 year Justice broke into the start­
ing lineup and enjoyed key double figure 
scoring performances. 

The six-foot-one forward, according to 
Parido, will be counted on to fill many 
roles for the Blackcats this season. 

Prestonsburg has only one senior who 
is el(pected to be relied on to make an 
immediate impact. 

Freddie McCoy is another newcomer 
Prestonsburg fans are taking a close 
look at. Like the coach, McCoy made a 
switch from Mullins to Prestonsburg. 
Parido has mentioned long-term plans 
for the Blackcat program, but McCoy 
will take effect this season. 

The six-foot-one guard averaged 20 
points a game for Mullins last year, and 
he could prove to be the offensive threat 
outside that Prestonsburg definitely 
needs. 

"He's doing a good job right now," 
Parido said. "He's basically a shooter, 
and he should score a lot for us." 

McCoy hit 53 percent of his field goal 
attempts last year. 

Inside, the Blackcats are inexperienc­
ed and young. Tim Trusty, a junior, . 
spent most of last season playing on the 
junior varsity level but may be ready to 
take over underneath. 

''Tim is doing an excellent job in prac­
tice," Parido boasted. "He's a good 
jumper, quick inside, and quick off his 
feet." 

Trusty, at 6'1", may get help from 
Scott Hall, a 6'4" performer who sat last 
season out but has returned for the 
1987-88 campaign. 

Parido says Hall is a strong offensive 
player who needs additional work on his 
defensive skills. "He's a good offensive 
player, but he needs a lot of work on his 
defense, and that comes from not play­
ing last year." 

Danny Hamilton and Trusty produc­
ed a successful combination during the 
football season, and the two may be 
reunited between the free throw stripes 
in basketball. 

Hamilton, a strong inside player, is 
described as being probably the best 
Blackcat passer inside and having soft 
hands for catching other people's 
passes. 

David Layne, John Wright, and Chris 
Slone, all juniors, are also players 
Pari do mentioned as possibly providing 
additional team needs. 

According to Parido, "David is a good 
penetralor who dishes the ball off real 
well." Chris Slone-"He played in 14 
games last season. He's an excellent 
shooter and will be counted on to give us 
some scoring." John Wright "could be 
a strong outside scorer for us. '' 

All three players are juniors who can 
play the perimeter. 

Prestonsburg is quick, and has 
several interchangable parts that add up 
to a well-balanced team. Parido doesn't 
expect to dominate opponents during the 
upcoming season, but building on his 
long-term goal may be easier than 
expected. 

When he was first hired last summer, 
Parido mentioned the possibility of win­
ning a regional tournament for Pres­
tonsburg, someday. 

That is a long-term objective, but by 
starting four juniors, and having three 
more come in off the bench, Parido's 
dream may be realized sooner than 
anyone expects. 

"Plus you have to get a little bit of 
luck," Castle continued. ''Anybody you 
talk to that has won a regional tourna­
ment will teil you that it takes a lot of 
good play and a lot of luck." 

How about depth , Coach Osborne. 
"We've got two of the best guards in 

the region," Bobby Osborne said. ''I've 
got about four kids that can play the 
position.

For his efforts Grtgsby earned a spot 
among Floyd County's elete, those 
whose names bring memories of gold ' 
and sounds of magic. 

But it doesn't remain. Fame is fleeting 
and regardless of how good you were, 
there is always someone somewhere 
just a bit better, poised to replace your 
name with theirs 

It doesn't matter that Pete Grigsby, 
Jr. is one of only a handfull of all-staters 
from Floyd county. It doesn't matter 
that Pete Grigsby, Jr. was one of the 
most successful coaches in the countv. 

This week he takes a back seat to 
another former roundball wizzard. This 
week Pete Grigsby, Jr. is not the coun 
ty's top sports figure. 

In fact, he plays second fiddle in hts 
own family, in his own sport, to hts own 
daughter. 

Friday afternoon Geri Grig~by, a 
former basketball player at McDowell 
High School, wa~ named, along with 4.5 
other former athletes, to the 26 member 
charter group to be inducted into the 
Kentucky High School Athletic Associa­
tion's Hall of Fame 

The KHSAA announced plans for the 
Hall of Fame, Friday, as well as the 26 
member who will be inducted in a 
ceremony thts !\larch before the Boy's 
State Basketball tournament tips off. 

Geri Gngsby was one of only three 

women chosen to the group, and the on­
ly former Floyd countian. 

Grigsby, now residing in Louisville, 
scored (385 points during her McDowell 
playing days. That is still the all-time 
KHSAA record, and she holds two 
others. 

In 1975 Grig~by tosse in a total of 
1,871 points, an all-time Kentucky high 
school record. That season she averaged 
49.8 points per game. Grigsby also 
scored 81 points in one game That too, 
is a record. 

A three-time all-stater, Grigsby was 
honored as an All-American in 1977, the 
same year she was named Miss Basket­
ball in Kentucky. 

The McDowell native also holds the 
scoring record for a single game in the 
Kentucky-Indiana series. Her 30-point 
performance still stands as the most 
points in one game, and her 54 is the 
most ever in a two-game effort. 

Grigsby played one year at Western 
Kentucky University, and three years at 
the University of Kentucky Of those 
four years, she started three. 

Gr'igsby, an attorney in Frankfort, is 
also the women's state champion in rac­
quetball, a title she recently captured. 

The Hall of fame, which will be in the 
KHSAA building in Lexington, will 
receive 15,000 dollars a year for the next 
10 years from Dawahares of Kentucky. 
An addition to the Hall, which will con­
tain a museum and library, will be add­
ed soon.

Then there is Osborne's guards. 
A pair of all-district performers return 

to give the Eagles a powerful one-two 
backcourt punch that may be the best in 
the region, if not all of eastern Kentucky. 

The newly adopted three-point line 
was made for some players, but Fred­
die Bowling and Darcy Adkins were 
made for the three-point line, born to 
shoot beyond 19 feet, nine inches. 

Bowling averaged 16 points and 
Adkins tossed in an additionall5 to aid 
Virgie's efforts. Both Osborne and his 
opponents think the best is yet to come. 

"Freddie Bowling is a middle to ma­
jor college prospect,'' Bill Mike Runyon 
said of the six-foot-one guard. Both 
Bowling and Adkins are juniors. 

"This is possibly the best team I've 
ever had," Osborne, who is a true op­
timist, stated. "They have a chance of 
being that good, and that is saying a lot." 

Especially when you consider that 
Bobby Osborne and Virgie once 
dominated the 15th region. 

Before Paintsville claimed the title 
last season, Osborne's Eagles had been 
the only team to claim three consecutive 
regional titles. 

This year Osborne isn't talking as 
strongly as he did last year, and Mike 
Castle knows one reason why. "Maybe 
he wants to wait and let his players do 
the talking on the court." 

Bill Mike Runyon doesn't make any 

ifs, ands, or buts about it. About the best 
team in the region, that is. 

"Without a doubt I think, and in this 
order, that the top teams are Johnson 
Central, Virgie, and Sheldon Clark," 
Runyon said. 

But the region may be one of balance 
and equal opportunity. 

"I think it will be," Runyon said, men­
tioning the season's expected equality. 
''You've got anywhere from one to seven 
teams that could win it all, but I think 
the team that learns to play defense, 
learns how to stop the three-point shot 
will have a better chance come tourna­
ment time.'' 

Paintsville, three-time defending 
champions, are expected to be in the top 
group despite losing four starters. 

The Tigers had Mr. Basketball John

at the other forward, signed a baseball 
deal with Western, and guard Mike 
Minix is playing baseball at Vanderbilt. 

This leaves one starter, but believe it 
or not, he may be the best of the bunch. 

"I think Keith is the best player in the 
state," Runyon said of his 6'2" guard. 
I've had a lot of good basketball players 
here, and as far as doing all the things 
it takes to be a complete player, Keith 
may be the best ever, and I do say may

Quickness Depth Has 
Trojans Thinking Big 
Only once in this decade have they 

done it. And only four times since 1962 
have they done it. Wheelwright High 
School hasn't exactly made a habit of 
reaching regional tournaments, 
especially since James Francis and the 
1970s. 

Francis, a successful coach in the 70S, 
led Wheelwright to three regional 
tourneys in that 10-year span, while 
claiming two district titles. 

But since Francis left in 1978, the Tro­
jans have advanced beyond the district 
tournament exactly one time, that as a 
runner-up team in 1986. 

Last year, a rebuilding one in 
Wheelwright, the Trojans found 
themselves with only two seniors who 
played and under the direction of a new 
head coach, Monroe Jones. 

Jones, a former guard at Wheel­
wright, directed his former team to a 
12-14 record that included victories over 
strong teams such as Wolfe County and 
Prestonsburg. The Trojans captured an 
Eastern Kentucky Mountain Conference 
championship and gave ample playing 
time to many underclassmen. 

From last year's squad, Monr~ Jones 
loses only two starters. With adequate 
talent on hand to replace those missing 
bodies, team quickness, depth and a 
senior-oriented squad, the Trojans could 
make a run toward a regional tourn­
ament. 

''We're looking pretty good for it to be 
this early," second year coach Monroe 
Jones said recently "With a lot of hard 
work and a positive attitude, we should 
be a strong club." 

"We've got some potential," Jones 
continued. "We've got some good 
athletes, some boys that can run, some 
that can shoot, and some that can jump. 
With some time, hard work, and a good 
attitude, it should all come together." 

That hard work and positive attitude 
were possibly two things absent from 
Wheelwright's program in the recent 
past. Pride was one of the first items 
Jones tried to reinstate within the 
program. 

And apparently it rubbed off. 
Wheelwright fan support increased, 

improvements were made on their gym, 
and the total program rallied around the 
renewed enthusiasm. 

Now, with five seniors expecting to see 
many minutes of playing time, and a 
nice supporting underclass, Wheel­
wright is expecting to reap benefits of 
their hard work. 

Tommy Jones, Jason Cook, and Steve 
Cole, all seniors, return from last year's 
starting five. 

Jones, a 6'1" guard, is the Trojans' 
leading returning scorer, tossing in just 
over 10 points per game. Jones is a 
proven long-range shooter and could be 
one of the many Wheelwright players 
that have the ability to take advantage 
of the three-point shot. 

Jones is expected to play both the 
number two guard and share time with 
sophomore Bobby Hood at the point 
guard position. 

Hood, a quick 5'10" performer, saw 
action last season as a defensive 
specialist, but Monroe Jones has ex­
pressed confidence in both his guards' 
complete game. 

But it may be inside where Wheel­
wright shines the brightest 

Hurt by inexperience and injuries, the 
Trojans were pushed around under the 
basket last season, but Jason Cook and 
Steve Cole have matured physically dur­
ing the off season. 

"He's improved a lot," Jones said of 
Cook. "His biggest problem last year 
was that he was weak. He lifted weights 
this year. He's stronger and that should 
help him a lot." 

Cook, a 6'5" 165-pound senior, was the 
Trojans starting senior last year and will 
serve the same purpose this season. 

Steve Cole, at 6'2", is another return­
ing c:;tarter. Cole possesses strong leap­
ing ability, a solid 180-pound frame, and 
good enough offensive abilities, accor­
ding to his coach, to be a three-point 
threat. 

"We've got three or four guys that can 
shoot it," Jones said of the three-point 
shot. "Tommy, Bobby, Steve, and Tony * 
Isaac can all shoot it but knowing when 
to shoot it is the key." 

Although the three-point shot could be 
an ally of Wheelwright's, Jones isn't 
sure it will be a major part of their, or 
anybody's game. 

"Defensively, if you're slow and all 
you can play is a two-three zone, it might 
hurt you. We've got some guys back who 
can hit it, but no team is going to shoot 
20 and hit 15. I don't think it will have 
that big of an effect." 

One thing Jones is hoping will have a 
big impact is forward Craig Martin. Of 
all the Trojan players, Martin may have 
the best jumping ability and at 6'1", he 
is expected to fill many roles for this 
year's team. 

Martin, a junior, was Wheelwright's 
sixth man a year ago until an arm injury ~ 
slowed his progress, but he is healthy r; 
and able now. 

With a backcourt of Jones and Hood, 
with Martin and Cole at the forwards, 
and Cook as the center, Monroe Jones 
is comfortable with his starting five, but 
also likes complimenting his bench 
prospects. 

"Todd Bailey will be strong under­
neath and not many people can out-shoot 
Tony Isaac from 25 feet," Jones said. 
"Brad Compton is six-three, and he's 
improved a lot. He's got long arms, so 
he's really like a six-five player. He 
should help us inside." 

Jones says he has a quality sub for 
each situation. 

"Different situations will dictate who 
we'll go to first. If we need someone in­
side, Todd will probably be the first one 
we go to. If we need an outside shooter 
then Tony may be the first to come in." 

Jones also expects reserves Shawn 
McKenzie, Vic Cotton, Chad Hall, and 
Randy Boyd to lead a helping hand to the 
upcoming season's efforts. 

With this type talent and depth, Wheel­
wright is expected to take advantage of 
it through full court, fast tempo play. 

"We've got all boys that are quick and 
can run so we'll take the break when it's 
there," Jones mentioned. "We'll mix it 
up some, but we'll run a lot." 

One key to a fast-breaking team is 
their rebounding ability. Jones says his 
Trojans need some additional board 
work and find a way to keep their turn­
overs to a minimum 

The foundation for the Monroe Jones 
era at Wheelwright High School was 
firmly laid last season, and the Trojans 
are expected to continue their upward 
trend this season. 

"Potentially we could be a lot better ~ 
team this year than we were last year," 
Jones said. "I can tell already that we've 
got a better chemistry this year. The 
guys are working well together ." 

Wheelwright will open their season 
December 1 on the road against Johns

be." 
Adkins may have played second fid­

Last year's 60th district represen­
tatives, Belfry and Johns Creek, were 
hit hard by graduation, giving Phelps 
the avenue they need to return to the 
regional tournament. 

The Hornets will be led by Charles, 
who scored over 24 J)oints per game in 
1986-87. The 5'11" guard averaged over 
21 points per game two seasons ago, and 
Hornet fans are hoping for an even bet­
ter showing this season. Mike Fannin, a 
six-foot-two forward, is expected to give 
Charles a needed relief underneath. 

Betsy Layne, of the 58th district, could 
be the surprise team of the region, 
especially with veteran coach Craynor 
Slone calling the shots. 

Recognized as one of the top coaches 
in the state, Slone came to Betsy Layne 
last season and performed the impossi­
ble, taking an inexperienced Bobcat 
team to the regional tourney. 

With two starters back, forward Todd 
Sturgill and guard Duran Newsome, 
Slone will at least have experience to 
work with. 

The Bobcats' biggest challenge in the 

58th district should come from 
McDowell, which is under the leadership 
of first-year coach Johnny Ray Turner. 

The Daredevils have one of the 
region's top forwards in 6'3" Lenny Hall. 
The strong leaping senior averaged in 
double figures in both points and re­
bounds last season while blocking four 
shots per game. 

Hall is a defensive specialist who has 
made himself a strong inside scoring 
threat. He scored 15 points per game last 
season. 

Dickie Joe Shannon, a sharpshooting 
junior guard, scored in double figures 
last year, and with the three-point line, 
could very well top the district in 
scoring. 

The Daredevils have struggled the 
past three seasons, but with size, four 
players with experience over 6'1", 
speed, and shooting ability, could final­
ly return to exciting days of yester-year. 

Allen Central, of the same district, 
was expected to have another strong 
season after advancing to the regional 
finals last season, but injuries have 
already hit Johnny Martin and crew. 

Rady Martin, a 6'3" forward who 
averaged nearly 15 points per game, suf­
fered a leg injury in late September that 
could have ruined his whole junior 
season. 

Without Martin, Allen Central could 
be in trouble. They do, however, return 
three players with considerable playing 
experience. 

According to last year's results, 
returning players, and coaches pre­
season polls, several schools are in the 
running for a 15th region title. 

But it's still pre-season. 
''I think there are probably six teams 

that have a chance of winning it," Bob­
by Osborne said. "You never know un­
til the very end. You never know until 
you get them under fire how they will 
react."

Somebody somewhere opened the 

flood gates and a wave of number one 
teams surfed out. They rode in from the 
East. They rode in from the South. 

And only one thing is certain, there 
are no certainties where pre-season 
number ones are concerned. 

Sport Magazine named Florida as it's 
top team. Sports Illustrated listed 
Syracuse as the nation's best team. 
Others have said Purdue is the number 
one pre-season squad while Kentucky 
appeared in that slot on at least one poll. 

All these differing number one choices 
tell us that either the experts to not use 
the same set of critiques in selecting a 
pre-season poll or that the upcoming col­
lege basketball campaign should be one 
of parity, equality, and excitement. 

Polls do not always tell a total tale, 
especially pre-season ones, and SI's has 
already fallen on untrue times. 

In Saturday's Kickoff Classic, North 
Carolina defeated Syracuse. The win 
didn't come as a major surprise, or on 
a normal day it wouldn't have. The Tar 
Heels have been touted as one of the na­
tion's best teams, but Saturday they 
were playing under different circum­
stances. 

North Carolina went to war without 
sophomore sensation J.R. Reid and 
Steve Bucknell. Both had been suspend­
ed for the one game. 

Still, the Tar Heels had enough talent 
to turn back the nation's best team, or 
at least one of them. 

Reid, the top freshman last season, 
averaged over 15 points per game, and 
when he joins Jeff Lebo, Lorenzo Smith, 
and the gang, North Carolina could be 
looking at another undefeated ACC 
season, and a number one ranking 
before this year is out. 

Syracuse, on the other bench, is still 
a solid national contender despite the 
loss. Unlike football, college basketball's 
national champion can have more than 
one loss. 

The Orangemen have three of the top 
players in the country. Led by talented, 
and tall, center Rony Seikaly, Syracuse 
advanced to the NCAA's championship 
game before being outsmarted. 

Three of last year's starters are back, 
including the 6'11" Seikaly. Sherman 
Douglas, a top-notch point guard, is back 
as is another sophomore sensation, Der­
rick Coleman. 

Coleman, a six-foot-nine forward, 
developed into the nation's second rated 
freshmen last season by enjoying a 
tremendous tournament. 

The biggest problem facing the 
Orangemen is trying to find two other 
people that are capable of doing more 
than just fill out the starting five. 

Three men can't win a national cham­
pionship. If they could, then Indiana 
would be the odds on favorite to capture 
the title. 

The men of Bobby Knight sneaked 
away with a title last year when Keith 
Smart hit a winning jumpshot against 
Coleman, Seikaly, and the boys. 

Smart is back and should be better 
than ever. Also Dean Garrett, Knight's 
top inside warrior, returns to provide 
some paint strength. 

Smart hit over 51 percent of his field 
goal attempts last season, and with 
Steve Alford gone, he will be the key in­
gredient in Indiana's offensive chemis­
try. 

Garrett, at 6'10", was the Hoosiers 
tallest player last season. A juco 
transfer, Garrett averaged 11 points a 
game while leading his team in rebound­
ing. Ricky Callaway scored over 12 
points a game, hit 53 percent from the 
floor, and improved as the season pro­
ceeded toward it's championship 
climax. He is back, too. 

No team has repeated as national 
champion since John Wooden and UCLA 
accomplished the feat back in 1972 and 
'73. Indiana, with the addition of co­
Indiana Mr. Basketballs Jay Edwards 
and Lyndon Jones just might. Both are 
6'4" and both play the guard position. 

But who knows, Knight may use one 
at a forward position. 

If the freshmen, or either Steve Eyle

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Western Meets Eastern 
In Playoffs, Saturday 

Western will be going to Eastern, and 
Eastern will be going for its third na­
tional championship in eight years when 
the two Kentucky schools kickoff Divi­
sion 1AA playoffs. this Saturday, at· 
Hanger Field m Richmond. 

The Hilltoppers, 7-3 on the season, 
have won five of their last six games, in­
cluding two season ending victories that 
sa'"' Western outscore their opponents 
by a combined 75-42 score. 

Western, enjoying their best season 
smce making the jump from Division 11, 
succeeded in capturing their first win­
ning season since 1981. 

The Hilltoppers, ranked 12th in the na­
tion, are in the Division lAA playoffs for 
the first time. 

Eastern is quite the opposite. No 
stranger to national championships, the 
Colonels captured titles in 1979 and 1982 
and finished second two other years, 
1980 and 1981. 

Under Roy Kidd, Eastern has compil­
ed a 188-70-8 record. The Colonels are 8-2 
this season and may have their best 
team since 1982 and a 13-0 final record. 

Led by a talented backfield duo of 
Elroy Harris and James Crawford, 
Eastern features an explosive, but yet 
controlled offense and a stubborn 
defense. 

Harris. a 5'10" 218 pound tailback, 
rushed for 1,152 yards this season and 
running mate Crawford added 1,060 
yards to EKU's rushing efforts. 

In the past six games both Harris and 
Crawford have each ran for over 100 
yards. The two backs, in 1985, ran for 
over 1,000 yards each and this season, 
by repeating the feat, became the first 
Division 1 backfield combo to each rush 
for over 1,000 yards in two different 
seasons. 

Eastern was averaging 291 yards per 
game rushing and only 42 through the 
air. They did little to change those 
numbers last Saturday against More­
head State. 

The Colonels gained 288 yards on the 
ground and 28 via the pass while 
defeating Morehead 23-0 to earn their 
12th Ohio Valley Conference title. 

Eastern had to share the conference 
title this year with Youngstown State, 
but earned the automatic playoff bid 
because of an earlier victory over the 
Penguins. 

Defensively, EKU has finally lived up 
to its pre-season billing. With eight 
starters back from last year's team, the 
Colonels' defense was receiving high 
praise even before the 1987 campaign 
began. 

Eastern proved that the reputation 
was well-deserved Saturday when they 
shut the Eagles out in Morehead. Held 
to 175 total yards, Morehead State's of­
fense was completely shut down. The 
Eagles were held to minus three yards 
rushing and only eight first downs. Four 

of those came as a direct result of 
Eastern penalties. 

Shutting out Morehead may be easier 
than stopping Western, though. The 
Eagles, for the season, averaged just 
over 300'yards per game. 

But Western, they tell a different of­
fensive story 

The Hilltoppers have scored at least 
20 points in nine of their 10 games and 
feature one of the top passing games 
available to Division 1AA fans. 

Jeff Cesarone, Western quarterback, 
completes over 50 percent of his passes 
and has thrown for nearly 200 yards 
every outing. Cesarone is behind his 1986 
pace, but has enjoyed a successful 
season. 

On the ground, Western is averaging 
4.1 yards per rush and 158 a game. The 
Hilltoppers have outgained their op­
ponents 329 yards to 268 per outing. 

But what can that offense do against 
Eastern's defense? Not much, according 
to past head-to-head battles. 

On October 3, Western traveled to 
Hanger Field with hopes of continuing 
their domination of the Colonels, but this 
time the Hilltoppers were shot off the 
mountain. 

Eastern slowed down the Hilltoppers' 
high flying offense and recorded a 20-10 
victory. In that game Eastern quarter­
back Lorenzo Fields broke lose for a 
69-yard touchdown run to pace the 
Colonels. 

Fields may be slowed this week by a 
bruised thigh suffered Saturday against 
Morehead. The Colonels also suffered in­
juries to all-OVC defensive back Danny 
Copeland, sprained knee, and defensive 
end Tim Tomaszewski, who injured a 
finger. Copeland is the conference's top 
kick returner, also. 

Western's defense, although not 
dominate, is credible. In 10 games they 
have allowed their opponents to score 20 
or more points only three times. They 
surrender an average of 17 points per 
game. 

In their October battle, the Hilltoppers 
limited Eastern to only four of 10 pass­
ing and 40 yards. 

But Eastern isn't a passing team. 
Their strength lies offensively in their 

backfield. If the legs of Harris and 
Crawford don't get the job done then it 
rarely gets done. 

Western has held their opponents to a 
3.0 average and 133 yards rushing a 
game. The long run against them this 
season belongs to Fields. 

The Hilltoppers lead the series with 
Eastern, 35-23-3. The two schools have 
played each other since 1914, and have 
met each year since the 1934 season. 

This is one of the series' more mean­
ingful matchups. The winner advances 
to the Division IAA quarter-finals next 
weekend and the loser waits until next 
year. 

Hunting: An American's Right 
Is A Rare Privilege In Europe 

Religious and political reforms were 
not the only changes American settlers 
sought in leaving Europe. They also 
wanted the right to hunt. 

Although much of Europe today 
reflects a strong American influence on 
forms of government and policies of 
religious tolerance, the opportunity to 
hunt in Europe is still available only to 
a privileged few. 

Fred Servello, Extension wildlife 
specialist in the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture, said the early 
settlers very quickly established the 
right of the public to take game, even on 
privately owned land. 

··And almost as quickly, things got out 
of hand. Rhode Island imposed the first 
hunting season in 1946. It restricted the 
taking of deer," Servello said. 

In Europe, wildlife belongs to the 
owner of the land it inhabits. In colonial 
times there was no such thing as public 
land in most European countries. All 
land not owned by individuals belonged 
to the king or queen. Although portions 
of the crown's land were occasionally 
opened to public hunting, the game in 
those areas was quickly exhausted 

In the beginning, American settlers 
had to hunt to survive. As cities grew 
along the Atlantic seaboard, the colonies 
crept over the Appalachians and slid 
down the western slope to spread across 
the Ohio and Mississippi River valleys. 
There was always a frontier, a leading 
edge of our developing nation, where 
hunting for survival was necessary. 
Hunting as a right became an American 
traditiOn. 

By the mid-Ul~' hunting for personal 
survival had ~n replaced by commer­
cial hunting to provide large markets 
from New Orleans to Chicago, to Boston 
and New York. The removal of vast 
forests to build those great cities, and 
hundreds of smaller ones, and extensive 
farming of poor sites combined to 
magnify the damaging effects of com­
mercial hunting. 

Servello said game laws, made 
necessary by the rapidly disappearing 
native species, became common in the 
late 1800s and early 1900s. 

"But unlike Europe, we never limited 
who could hunt. Instead, we limited 
everyone as to when and what they could 
hunt. That's a primary distinction bet­
ween hunting in Europe and hunting in 
America," Servello said. • 

By the 1930s, scientific wildlife 
management began to develop. Sports­
men and scientists began to realize that 
importing exotic species was not going 
to replace the dwindling supply of native 
species Heclamation and management 
of wildlife habitat were the keys to 
restoring deer, turkey and other native 

species to desirable levels. 
In 1940, for example, there were prob­

ably fewer than 1,000 deer left in Ken­
tucky. Today, as a result of scientific 
management of wildlife, and their habi­
tat, there are an estimated 295,000 deer 
in Kentucky, supporting an annual 
harvest of 5,000. And that number is in­
creasing, Servello said. 

More than 308,000 Kentuckians bought 
hunting licenses last year-165,000 were 
deer licenses. Together, those hunters 
paid fees of more than $4 million into 
state coffers. 

"But what's important to the local 
merchants is the more than $12.5 million 
those hunters and hunters visiting from 
other states paid for food, lodging, and 
hunting supplies. That money goes 
straight into the local economy in many 
of Kentucky's rural counties," Servello 
said. 

Today, federal, state and local govern­
ments, and dozens of private organiza­
tions work to promote all sorts of 
wildlife. That's another distinguishing 
feature between European and Ameri­
can traditions. 

"The Europeans have imposed upon 
themselves an intensive system of game 
management. Those who claim the 
privilege to hunt also accept the respon­
sibility to provide for the game and to 
protect their habitat," Servello said.

For small grains, residue manage­
ment remains crucial for reducing soil 
erosion, but problems differ in small 
grains areas from those of the Cornbelt. 

In the Plains, protecting soil from 
wind erosion is often more important 
than preventing water erosion. Moisture 
onservation becomes increasingly im-

rtant as inches of annual rainfall 
decrease. On the steep hillsides of the 
Pacific Northwest, stopping sheet ero­
sion and gullying is essential. 

Farming techniques and equipment to 
tackle these problems vary. Despite 
these differences, small grains farmers 
share the same overall tillage goals with 
other farmers: retain soil in place, keep 
soil and groundwater free of chemical 
pollution, make fertilizers available to 
crop roots, maximize use of soil 
moisture for grain production, integrate 
tillage with other inputs to develop a low-
ost system. 

Severe soil erosion occurs on less than 
half the cropland in the United States. 
On problem fields, conservation tillage 
(that is, tillage that leaves at least 30 
percent of the old crop residue on the soil 
surface at planting) can help reduce soil 
losse~. 

Surface residue at planting time not 
only can cut water-caused soil e.rosion 
but can also effectively limit wind ero­
sion. If residue is insufficient to control 
erosion, roughness created by tillage 
can help reduce it. 

There are many ways small grains 
farmers can maintain crop residue on 
the soil surface. However, there are 
situations when maintaining heavy 
residues on the surface is not a good 
idea, according to Glenn M. Olson, 
manager of cultivation and planting 
equipment planning at Deere & Com­
pany, Moline, Illinois. 

"In fields with no real erosion prob­
lems, switching to conservation tillage 
may be an economic mistake. Research 
in the Plains states and Canadian 
prairies suggests that increased surface 
cover and soil roughness can be counter­
productive to meeting agronomic and 

rofitability goals," he says. 
"Maintaining previous crop residue on 

the soil surface can increase crop 
disease susceptibility and lead to more 
losses from larger populations of insect 
pests," Olson says. In many situations, 
the adds, conservation tillage also con­
tributes to slower crop growth in early 
spring because of cooler, more moist soil 
conditions. 

Also, annual grasses such as downy 
brome (cheatgrass) can easily get out 
of control in fall seeded small grains 
grown under conservation tillage, Olson 
warns. "Entire wheat fields can be 
wiped out by infestations of these hard­
to-eliminate weeds when reduced or 
hallow tillage is used exclusively. 

"Chemical control of annual grasses 
in small grains can be expensive and 
risky because grassy weeds such as 
downy brome share many genetic 
characteristics with small grains. 
Chemicals that kill the grasses can also 
easily damage wheat or barley, 
especially if application conditions are 
less than ideal," Olson says. 

"Clean tillage is a safer way to 
eliminate grassy weeds in small grain 
fields. Downy brome, for example, ger­
minates only when it is close to the soil 
surface. Moldboard plowing, along with 
crop rotations that allow spring tillage, 
will control most annual grasses that 
plague small grain fields. Chisel plow­
ing, one-way disking or sweep plowing 
do not seem to be as effective as 
moldboard plowing, since all of these 
methods leave at least some weed seeds 
close to the soil surface." 

One controversy surrounding conser­
vation tillage and small grains produc­
tion is soil moisture management: stor­
ing and retaining water in the crop root 
zone. 

Olson says, "You often hear the state­
ment that each tillage pass will cause 
the loss of one-half inch of soil moisture. 
Without really investigating to find out 
if the statement is true, some people 
mistakenly use this argument to justify 
chemical fallow in place of tillage opera­
tions, particularly in summer fallow 
areas. 

"But in recent years, researchers 
have been finding that the situation is 
much more complicated than previous­
ly supposed. In many cases, tilled fields 
actually retain equal or more soil 
moisture than non-tilled fields." 

Sorting through all the conflicting 
data, Olson has found a few universal 
rules to follow in choosing tillage 
systems for small grains. 

Any tillage decision must be site­
specific. Soil types, weather patterns, 
cropping rotations, erosion problems all 
vary from field to field. Don't assume 
that tillage data from other places ap­
ply to your farm. Only on-site tillage 
trials can supply valid answers. 

Concentrate on how tillage techniques 
affect crop yield, not on how they affect 
soil moisture. Many factors other than 
soil moisture contribute to the success 
or failure of a tillage program. Broad­
leaf weed populations, insect infesta­
tions, annual grasses, crop emergence, 
seedling vigor, winter-kill of fall-seeded 
grains, fertilizer utilization, scheduling 
of farming operations are all related to 
tillage system choices. All are 
important. 

The constant measuring stick for 
choosing a tillage system is economic. 
Always ask, "Will a change increase 
profitability?" Generally, any tillage 
system that significantly reduces crop 
vields will probably cut profits , 

Wild Burros Ready For 
Adoption In Tennessee 

A shipment of 70 wild burros rounded 
up from the Mohave desert of Arizona 
are available for adoption at the Bureau 
of Land Management's Wild Horse and 
Burro Adoption Center in Cross Plains, 
Tennessee. The burros, jacks and jen­
nies (male and female), can be adopted 
by persons willing to give them a good 
home and with the proper facilities. An 
adoption fee of $75 is required. 

These burros are wild and must be 
onfined in a sturdy corral until they are 

gentled. They are basically afraid of 
humans. Once that fear is overcome and 
the burros have become dependent on 
the owners for food and water, they 
become devoted pets. Although most 
people keep burros as pets, some ·are us­
ed as pack animals, to pull small wagons 
or buggies, and for light farmwork. 

"Burro" is the Spanish word for 
donkey. The burro has played an impor­
tant part in the settlement of the West. 
They came to the New World as animals 
of burden with the Conquistadors and 
arly Spanish missionaries. They were 
ater put to use by prospectors during 
the gold and silver rushes in the western 
United States. When the mines played 
out, the burros were turned loose to fend 
for themselves. The burros took to the 
deserts and the populations expanded 
and spread throughout the West. They 
began to damage their environment. So, 
in 1971, the Wild Horse and Burro Pro­
tection Act was passed by the Congress 
after a strong grassroots movement 
against the indiscriminate slaughter of 
the wild herds. Under the Act, these 
historic animals are protected from har-
assment and slaughter and the popula­
wns are managed as a part of the 

natural environment. To maintain 
healthy herd populations and to assure 
humane treatment, the excess animals 
are rounded up and offered to the public 
for adoption. 

While the burros are being gentled and 
trained, they must be maintained in a 
sturdy corral. The corral should be a 
minimum of 20 by 20 feet and at least 41J2 
feet high. Fencing must consist of round­
ed pipes, poles, wooden planks, or 
similar materials that will not pose a 
hazard to the a nimals. Once gentled, 
they may be kept in large pastures. 

Anyone interested in adopting a burro 
may contact the Wild Horse and Burro 
Adoption Center at Carr-Couts Road, 
Route 2, CrossPlains, Tennessee 37049 
or call (615) 654-2180. To get to the adop­
tion center, travel Route I~ North from 
Nashville. Turn west at Exit 112 and 
drive about 4 miles to Cross Plains. Con­
tinue 1 mile past the town and turn right 
at Carr-Couts Road. The center is on the 
left 1 mile ahead.

~egardless of input cost savings. 
"As we move to the future," Olson 

says, "I think we'll get some of this con­
flicting data cleaned up through use of 
improved tillage tools that will give both 
better erosion control and reduced costs 
per acre. 

''Electronics will play a central role. 
There will be significant technical ap­
plications for electronic control of tillage 
and planting equipment Linked moni­
tors and controls will be able to measure 
factors such as tillage depth and flow 
rate of applied materials. Tool ad­
justments will be made automatically. 

"In small grains, increased use of 
semi-dwarf varieties will make elec­
tronic control of seeding depth ever 
more important. Differences of soil 
firmness, residue levels, and soil type all 
have to be taken into consideration. If 
the planting depth is automatically ad­
justed for the changing conditions, 
significantly higher crop yields could 
result. 

''These developments will increase 
farm profitability while answering 
public concerns about soil erosion and 
potential groundwater pollution from 
farm chemicals," Olson predicts.

Q.-My ex-husband says I am the 

beneficiary of his National Service Life 
Insurance policy. Can I verify this? 

A.-Verification is possible only with 
the husband's permission in writing. 
This does not preclude a change in 
beneficiaries at a later date. 

Q.-My husband died of a service con­
nected disability and I have filed a clai 
for Dependency and Indemnity Campen· 
sation <DIC). My husband was a mili­
tary retiree and was contributing to a 
monthly annuity for me under the Sur­
vivors Benefit Program <SBPl. May I 
receive DIC from the VA and SBP from 
the military? 

A.-No. You may not receive both 
benefits. For every dollar of DIC you 
receive, you must waive a dollar of your 
SBP benefit. Should your monthly SBP 
benefit exceed the monthly DIC benefit, 
you will be entitled to receive the dif­
ference. The premiums paid into the 
SBP fund during your husband's lifetinJ4; 
which represent that portion of the SBP 
benefit which you must waive in order 
to receive the DIC benefit will be refund­
ed to you in a lump sum. You are notre­
quired to elect the DIC benefit. You may 
elect to receive the total SBP benefit; 
however, SBP benefits are fully t3axable 
whereas DIC benefits are exempt from 
taxation. 

Q.-Does the new GI Bill, which was 
started July 1, 1985, have an ending date 
for par ticipation by active duty military 
personnel? 

A.-This program was made perm 
nent on June 1, 1987. It was redesignat 
the Montgomery GI Bill with no ter­
mination date. 

Q.-1 was denied reimbursement for 
a privately purchased headstone 
because I purchased it prior to my hus­
band's death. Is this correct? 

A.-Yes. Reimbursement may only be 
paid for a headstone or marker purchas­
ed after a veteran's death. If a head­
stone or marker was purchased prior to 
a veteran's death , an allowance may be 
paid for separate charges for engraving 
the existing headstone or marker follow­
ing the death. 

Q.-Is there a maximum VA-guaran-
teed home loan? /II; 

A.-Depending upon the income of th~ 
veteran, lenders will approve a loan up 
to four times the maximum VA loan 
guaranty of $27,500, with no down pay­
ment. Beyond that amount, $110,000, 
lenders usually require a down pay­
ment.

Did you know your mechanic can be 

a part of your animal health team? 
If you think not, ask a horse owner 

whose trailer floor gave way and allow ' 
ed the horse's legs to fall through the 
floor and drag on the highway. Or the 
one whose trailer door latch came open 
and allowed a horse to fall out, then be 
dragged by the neck down the highway. 

Movement of animals by mechanical 
means- trucks, trailers, railroad 
cars-removes many of the natural 
defenses an animal has against injury 
and places additional responsibility on 
the animal's owner. 

Each year, Kentucky veterinarians 
will see one or two such incidents as a 
horse falling through a trailer floor. 
Often, the accidents are preventable. 

Wooden floors in trailers should be 
checked periodically for weakness. 
Sometimes you can see rotting wood, 
sometimes not. You can, however, 
usually see a rotten plank sag under t 
weight of an animal. ! 

Latches should be checked periodical­
ly as well. Some types of latches can be 
secured against accidental opening by 
simply fastening a harness snap into the 
ring of the hasp over which the tongue 
of the latch closes. 

Adequate ventilation should be provid­
ed in hot weather. Temperature rises 
dramatically on highways and inade­
quate ventilation can cause heat stroke. 

During winter weather, persons 
transporting animals should be aware of 
possible wind chills factors affecting 
animals in trailers with open sla ts fo 
sides. 

If you' re transporting valuable 
animals, or animals with emotional at­
tachment such as show horses or pets, 
allowing a groom or handler to ride in 
the van with the horses is a good idea. 
Be sure he has communication with the 
driver. 

If that is not possible , be sure sight 
lines to the trailer are clear and that you 
can see the back doors swinging open, 
if they come open. Also, open a ventila­
tion window near the front of the trailer 
so you can see if an animal disappears. 

Check animals at every stop. Als. 
check latches and other hardware. 

Ask your veterinarian for advice on 
safely precautions when moving 
animals. It's one of thqse off-beat things 
on which veterinarians are kept well in­
formed. And they don't mind sharing 
safety information: prevention is an im­
portant part of any kind of medicine.

Morehead State University will close 
for the Thanksgiving holiday at 11:30 
a.m.

Jim Osborne hasn't smoked a ciga­
. rette for more than two years. His deci­
sion to quit coincided with the 1985 Great 
American Smokeout. 

Osborne, who is a Prestonsburg native 

I nd Chief Engineer at Our Lady of the 
Way Hospital, says he began smoking 
when was 15 years old "to act big and 

1 feel important." In those early days a 
\ pack of cigarettes lasted "two, three or 

four days." Thirty years later a carton 
of cigarettes lasted the same amount of 
time and Osborne says he felt old, not 
important. 

The old feeling was coming from 
Osborne's lungs. Shortness of breath and 
difficulty in breathing were smoking's 
major influences on his life. Osborne 
says he never noticed while he was a 
smoker that smoking caused a mess nor 
that he was always picking a place to 
smoke. 

Osborne says he tried to quit "at least 
once" before but he made an excuse to 

\ start back. 
Health reasons finally helped him to 

quit. 
"A friend had just had open heart 

surgery on the 12th or 14th <of 
November)," explains Osborne. "I quit 
on the 15th. I just threw them down. 
That's it. The surgery kind of scared me. 
The Smokeout happened at the same 
time." 

Osborne says determination helped 
him manage to stay quit. 

"I was determined," says Osborne, 
"and after a while, I realized how foul 
they (cigarettes) smelled. I wasn't go­
ing back to them- they just stunk!" 

Osborne is supportive of Our Lady of 
the Way Hospital's participation in this 
year's Smokeout. 

"If people bear with it, it'll work," he 
says. "People have to support one 
another." 

Osborne thinks ex-smokers and non­
smokers can give important support to 
the smoker who is trying to quit. 

" .. . Like alcoholism, it's a habit that 
can be broken," he says. " ... But you 
have to be ready before you can quit. 
The desire has to come from within." 

"The bottom line," concludes 
Osborne, "is when you quit, don't start 
back. Life is precious; don't throw it 
away on a cigarette."

Buckling up saved the lives of 1,300 
Americans between 1985-86, according 
to a study released by the University of 
North Carolina (UNC), and seat belt 
Jaws are now believed to prevent 100,000 
injuries annually. 

The study was presented in Winston­
Salem, N.C., November 9, at the 20th an­
niversary meeting of the N,ational 
Association of Guvernor's Highway 
Safety Representatives. 

"Seat belt laws are an outstanding 
success and certainly rank as one of the 
most effective single steps the United 
States has ever taken to prevent high­
way deaths," said Dr. B. J. Campbell, 
director of the UNC Highway Safety 
Research Center and principal in­
vestigator in the study. "In virtually 
every state where a seat belt law has 
taken effect, belt use has at least doubl­
ed and in some cases tripled," he said. 

Thirty states plus the District of Col­
umbia now have safety belt use Jaws on 
their books which means that more than 
186 million people live in states with belt 
laws. According to the UNC study, 48 
percent of them are wearing their safe­
ty belts. 

The estimated 1,300 Jives saved in belt 
law states is based on the change in 
fatality trends compared to the period 
before the Jaws went into effect. The 
overall trend was 6.6 percent below 
forecast. Projected for the entire nation, 
the predicted savings would be about 
1,700 lives at current belt use levels, ac­
cording to the study. 

The National Highway Traffic Safety 
Administration reports that the total 
number of traffic fatalities have increas­
ed from 1985 to 1986 and from the first 
part of 1986 to the first part of 1987. Dr. 
Campbell was quick to point out that 
"although the total number of fatalities 
grew by nearly five percent from 1985 
to 1986, most of the increase occurred in 
the states that did not have a safety-belt­
use law. The same is true when compar­
ing the first part of 1986 and the first part 
of 1987. Although the total number of 
fatalities increased by 3.5 percent, the 
fatality rate actually dropped in the 13 
states that changed from no enforce­
ment to enforcement of a safety-belt-use 
law." 

Armstrong Disagrees 
With Supreme Court 

Attorney General David Armstrong 
recently submitted a motion to the Ken­
tucky Supreme Court for discretionary 
review in the case of William V. Gross 
v. Commonwealth. The Kentucky Court 
of Appeals recently reversed Gross's 
conviction of first-degree wanton 
endangerment. 

Gross was suspected of having co­
caine and an arsenal of weapons at his 
residence. On March 2, 1986, officers 
with the Lexington Police Department 
attempted a surprise-entry of his home 
after obtaining a search warrant. Dur­
ing the attempted entry, Gross shot a 
Lexington police officer. He was subse­
quently convicted on the endangerment 
charge. 

According to Armstrong, the Court of 
Appeals seized this case as an opportuni­
ty to formulate what it described as a 
''bright line rule,'' forbidding all night­
time execution of search warrants, and 
imposing strict guidelines for daylight 
execution of search warrants. 

"We feel the court overlooked the im­
portant circumstances which justified 
the unannounced-entry and nighttime­
entry of this search warrant," Arm­
strong said. In the motion, Armstrong 
also says that police officers did, in fact, 
loudly and continuously identify them­
selves as they began their surprise en­
try into the defendant's house.

Campbell said it was impossible to 
complete a national analysis of the ef­
fect of belt laws on motor vehicle crash 
injuries nationally because no national 
data base exists. Injury estimates in the 
study are based on data from Illinois, 
Michigan, New York, North Carolina 
and Texas.

Researchers need to identify the 
characteristics of people who resist 
wearing belts, 
Campbell added. Reaching that group is 
important, he said, "because evidence 
suggests that the hard-core non-user is 
at the highest risk for a crash." 

The UNC study was funded in part by 
a grant from Traffic Safety Now, Inc. 
<TSN), a national, non-profit organiza­
tion dedicated to encouraging safety-belt 
use laws. Charles L. Spilman, president 
of TSN, said the study shows the unques­
tionable impact of safety-belt-use laws. 
"We have saved a lot of lives over the 
past few years and we can save money, 
many more if everyone learns to buckle 
up regularly," he said.

Irizarry wants to avoid 
playing Luiack again

"I didn't want to go on 
'Santa Barbara' and do 
Lujack again," says Vin­
cent Irizarry, who plays 
Dr. Scott Clark on the 
NBC soap. "Scott is the 
complete opposite of Lu­
jack. I was very careful 
about that."

Irizarry first came to 
the attention of the day­
time audience in 1 984, as 
gang leader Lujack on 
"Guiding Light." But af­
ter two years on "GL," 
Irizarry left the soap and 
headed for California, 
seeking prime-time TV 
and film roles. 

lie has succeeded on 
both counts. Ile had a 
featured role in the Clint 
Eastwood film "Heart­
break Ridge" ( 1 98() ), and 
appeared in the recent 
CBS miniseries "Echoes 
in the Darkness." IIe'll 
also be seen next month 
on "Hotel." 

With his career going 
so well, why is Irizarry 
doing another soap·~ 

"I missed working on a 
regular basis," he ex­
plains. "My biggest prob­
lem has been dt•aling with 

the time in between jobs. 
It's very frustrating to do 
a job, feel great about it, 
and then have to go out 
the next day and look for 
another one." 

Lots of "GL" fans 
would like to see Irizarry 
return as Lujack, but he 
says it won't happen. 

"I had a voice in having 
Lujack killed off," he 
says. "The show asked 
me if I'd return to play 
Lujack, and I told them I 
didn't think I'd do it. I 
felt that I gave the first 
breath to the character, 
and I wanted to give the 
last. I didn't want to do 
the same role again." 

To avoid being type­
cast, Irizarry made sure 
that Scott would be noth­
ing like the rebellious 
Lujack. 

"Scott is a doctor who 
is very devoted to his 
work," Irizarry says. 'I 
think he has high morals 
and high standards in 
general. He comes from a 
blue-collar background -
his dad worked on oil rigs 
off the coast of California. 
- and he's very conscious 
of it. lie's the type that 
would someday open a 
free clinic for people who 
can't afford medical 
bills." 

Scott will becom<' ro­
mantically involved with 
the residc·,t "SB'' villain, 
Gina Capwell (Robin 
Mattson). 

"Becoming involved 
with Gina will cause a 
conflict for Scott because 
she's everything he's hat­
ed in life ," Irizarry says. 
"She's manipulative, for 
instance. But she has 
something that's very at­
tractive to him."

TURKEY CREOLE 

1 cup chopped onion 
1/2 cup chopped celery 
1/2 cup chopped green pepper 
2 tablespoons oil 
2 cups cooked or canned tomatoes 
1 teaspoon salt 
1 teaspoon chili powder 
Pepper, to taste 
1/2 cup instant nonfat dry milk 
2 tablespoons flour 
1/2 cup water 
2 cups chopped cooked turkey 
1 cup shredded cheese 
Hot buttered rice or noodles 
Cook onion, celery and green pepper 

in oil in large skillet until tender, about 
five minutes. Add tomatoes, salt, chili 
powder and pepper. Cover and boil gent­
ly for 15 minutes. 

Mix dry milk and flour. Add water 
slowly, stirring until smooth. Add milk 
mixture to tomato sauce. Cook and stir 
over medium heat until thickened. Cook 
two minutes longer. Add turkey, cover 
and heat slowly until hot, stirring occa­
sionally. Stir cheese into mixture until 
melted. 

Serve over hot buttered rice or 
'noodles. Makes six servings. 

TURKEY ENCHILADA STACK 
2 cups cooked shredded turkey 
2 cups low calorie sour cream (recipe 

follows) 
1 1/2 cups shredded cheddar cheese, 

divided 
1/2 cup chopped green onion 
1/4 cup chopped green chilies (from a 

4-ounce can) 
Salt, to taste 
3/4 teaspoon ground cumin 
2 tablespoons vegetable oil 
12 corn or flour tortillas 
1 OG-ounce) can enchilada sauce 
Combine cooked turkey, sour cream, 

onion, 1 cup of the chilies, salt and 
cumin. Blend together, and set aside. 

In a medium skillet, heat oil over high 
heat. Cook tortillas one at a time for 10 
seconds in hot oil. Remove from oil with 
tongs; drain well on paper toweling. 

Pour enchilada sauce into a pie plate. 
Dip one side of tortilla into the sauce 
then place it, sauce side down on a bak­
ing sheet. 

Spread 1/3 cup of the filling over the 
tortilla. Repeat procedure with remain­
ing tortillas, sauce and filling, stacking 
one tortilla on top of another and ending 
with a tortilla. 

Pour any remaining enchilada sauce 
over top of stack, then sprinkle with re­
maining 1/2 cup of cheese. Bake at 400 
degrees F for 20 minutes. When tortilla 
has finished baking, cut it into wedges 
and serve on individual plates.

The crisp autumn flavor and colors of 

cranberries make them a natural for 
nutritious cooking this time of year. In 
years past, the first big frost marked the 
end of the regular harvest and the start 
of the "crimson harvest" of plump, juicy 
cranberries. Fresh cranberries are most 
readily available from September 
through December, so now is a good 
time to take advantage of them. 

Too often we tend to think of cranber­
ries only in terms of a jelly or whole 
berry sauce to accompany a roast 
turkey, but cranberries are much more 
versatile than that. North America's 
native berry makes luscious pies, cakes 
and breads, not to mention jams, 
relishes and sauces. Cranberry drinks, 
cranberries in vegetable dishes and 
cranberries in zesty fruit salads- the list 
seems endless. And their distinctive, 
tart taste goes particularly well in hear­
ty main dishes of meat, fish or poultry. 

Cranberries also store well, either in 
the refrigerator or the freezer. To 
freeze, simply rinse the berries, drain 
well, and pack them fairly tightly into 
a plastic freezer container and freeze. 

Here's one new and tasty way to enjoy 
cranberries: 

CRANBERRY SOUP 
Served hot or cold, the sweet-tart­

spicy flavor of this soup will start any 
meal on a good note. Although it's rich 
in taste, the use of evaporated skim milk 
means it's not high in fat. 

1 pound fresh cranberries (4 cups) 
1 large cinnamon stick 
1/2 to 3/4 cup sugar (depending on 

tartness of berries) 
2 cups evaporated skim milk 
1/4 cup plain lowfat yogurt nutmeg 
Place cranberries and cinnamon stick

Lights-Double-check headlights, 
brake and turn signals. Keep them 
clean. 

Tune-Up-Get a complete engine tune­
up for easier starts and smoother 
running. 

On ice or snow, before you go: Clear 
windows of ice and snow-completely; 
warm up the engine a few minutes; turn 
on heat and defroster to prevent fogg­
ing; put low beams on when it's gray or 
snowing and use turn signals; back in 
when parking for added momentum to 
get going later.

The residential host 
for the program will be Bellarmine Col­
lege, a private, liberal arts college in 
Louisville. Classes, performances and 
activities will take place at both Sellar­
mine and at the Kentucky Center for the 
Arts. 

Instruction will be offered in visual 
arts, creative writing, dance, drama, in­
strumental and vocal music. History, 
aesthetics, criticism and theory of the 
arts will also be offered, and career and 
college counseling will round out the 
program.

THE TIE THAT BINDS 
Some drug interactions can be avoided by spacing the 

two drugs far enough apart so that they are not in the 
stomach at the same time. For example, the antibiotic 
effect of tetracycline can be decreas~d if a person takes 
an iron supplement at the same time. The iron pill binds 
with the tetracycline and prevents some of the tetra­
cycline from being absorbed from the stomach. With this 
interaction, it is not necessary for the person to stop tak­
ing one of the drugs. This drug interaction can be avoid­
ed by simply taking the iron supplement at least three 
hours before, or two hours after, the tetracycline. A long­
lasting iron supplement must not be used because the 
drug interaction can still occur.

Fort Boonesborough Site 
Of Archaeological Digs 

P&B Ambulance Service

Technicians on Duty. Grids, shovel probes, sieves and a dirt­

encrusted rifle ball from a muzzleloader 
are the stuff of which archaeological 
digs are made. The search for the 
original site of Fort Boonesborough is 
underway under the direction of Nancy 
O'Malley, an archaeologist with the 
department of anthropology at the 
University of Kentucky. 

Commissioner of Parks June Hudson 
sta~ed, "I feel this is a unique opportuni­
ty for visitors to Boonesborough to see 
an archaeological dig in progress. It is 
certain to be an economic boost to this 
area, as well as an important source of 
historical information." 

Preliminary digging to determine the 
exact location of the original Fort 
Boonesborough began in October. Grids 
were laid out and soil samples were 
taken from each point in the grid. 

Volunteers helped Ms. O'Malley 
screen the soil samples for artifacts. 
Gunflints, a lead rifle ball and a cow or 
bison bone were found buried within the 
soil layers sampled. Volunteers also 
found stacked stones, which indicate a 
chimney or the foundation of a building 
may have been on the site. 

Another site on the park that will be 
excavated is a fresh water spring 
located on the south end of the park. Ms. 
O'Malley believes this spring may be the 
same one that is marked on an early 
town plat of Boonesborough. 

Other features on the park that are of 
interest are a sulfur well, a tobacco 
warehouse and Sycamore Hollow, which 
was once the location of a salt lick. Licks 
were places where animals went to lick 
the saline, brackish earth around 
springs. 

The project is funded by contributions 
from the Kentucky Department of 
Parks, the Madison County Historical 
Society, the Fort Boonesborough State 
Park Association and the Kentucky 
Heritage Council. 

The ground-breaking ceremony for 
the Fort Boonesborough State Park ar­
chaeological dig will be held Nov. 17 at 

1 p.m. at Fort Boonesborough State 
Park. Commissioner of Parks June Hud­
son, Jim Kurz of the Center for Business 
Development at the University of Ken­
tucky, Ms. O'Malley and local digni­
taries will participate in the ceremony. 

"This archaeological dig is another 
step toward improving and understan­
ding our historic sites. It is a part of the 
ongoing commitment of the Department 
of Parks in particular and the Tourism 
Cabinet as a whole to preserve our uni­
que Kentucky heritage," said Tourism 
Secretary G. Wendell Combs.
