QUESTION: My husband and I 
recently bought a microwave oven. My 
mother insists that microwave radiation 
can cause cancer. Is there any truth to 
this? 

ANSWER: There is no evidence that 
microwave ovens cause cancer. 

Microwaves are a form of electro­
magnetic radiation and should not be 
confused with x-rays. Microwaves ac­
tually fall into the radio frequency band 
of electromagnetic radiation. Micro­
waves have less energy, are Jess 
penetrating and therefore are less 
damaging than x~rays. 

All microwave ovens manufactured 
after October 7, 1971 are covered by a 
radiation safety standard which is en­
forced by the Food and Drug Admini­
stration. All ovens must have a label 
stating that they meet this standard. The 
safety standard limits the amount of 
radiation that can leak from a micro­
wave oven in its lifetime. The level 
allowed is far below that known to harm 
people. 

The safety standard also requires that 
all ovens have multiple safety devices 
that stop the production of microwaves 
as soon as the door latch is released. Ac­
cording to the FDA there is little cause 
for concern about excess microwaves 
leaking from ovens unless the door 
binges, latch or seals are d.amaged, or 
If the machine was made before 1971. In 
the FDA's experience, most ovens tested 
show little or no leakage of microwaves. 
you should follow the manufacturer's 
guidelines for use and maintenance.

A penetralmg snqu1ry is be-i~ conducted by JOurual.isl!;, today. The ques· 
tion of import 1s whether lhc press is conducting its role ,..ithin the 
parameters of fau·ness. 

What. for instance. 1S truth~ Is truth the mom~ntary exposure or wor~ 
from some cavern of the mmd which w1ll, forever more, serve to typify 
the substance and worth of an indiv1dual? ff a momentary blurt Is caught 
and pri?ted . the rnosl sage may appear dumb and tbe profoundly stupid 
most wtse. 

We fmd lhal a dtlemma akin to the abuve ex1st.s at the University of 
Kentucky.ls the coverage, the media "hype" given the Chandler remark 
really fa1r? 

We think not tt is not fatr to a rnan·s hfetime, like him or hate him. 
It is not a just pt•ectpttator Of marches on Frankfort or lhe waving of signs 
for days on end. 'l'here are far more significant issues for marches. such 
as the issues of homelessness or hunget• in Ameli ca. But then, the wealher 
is unusually fair, and those who are want to protest do so 

The University of Kentucky Regent made a tragic blunder in using term­
inology of the gutter in classifying blacks as "Niggers''. That kind of 
remark will not wash, anywhere, anyplace by anyone. 

However, as poor and as desperately loul as the remark is at the sur· 
face, could the mterests of. aU mvolvt~d not been served better by some 
judiciow. reporting? H'as Mr. Chandler been chronically guilty of these 
improprieties or is thts a ngment of speech bubbling to the surface by 
a psychological mechanism akin to a gastronomical ''burp''? 

As one who has not admired the politil's of Happy, nonetheless, have 
trouble condemnmg the whole or his life for the results of a flawed mo­
ment. Such a terrible thing should not happen to any of us. 

Which brings up a 'Happy' story. l was once working with the Univer­
sity of Kentucky public relations deparunent . In walking across the cam­
pus one day, a professor fl"iend with other professors asked me to con­
firm the notion tl}at Happy Chandler was an idiot. My first impulse was

to say, " Yes," and be on my m~rry way. I didn't. 

I told them something as follows: 
"Well, you can think of Happy as an Idiot. But. consider the fact that 

he has been twice Governor of the Commonwealth. he has served the U.S. 
Senate, he has been Commlc;sioner o£ Baseball, and he is probably on more 
corporate boards thttn you got toes and fingers. Now, if he is an idiot, then 
we could all stanii tu bt.l an idiot like Happy 

As I remember, that was the last question I was asked about a Ken­
tucky, politician. 1 wjshed they had asked me about Bert Combs because 
I really like Bert. 

But, back to the theme of this piece, Is it really the best thing to spout 
everything we run across )Ust to titillate the gross appetites of the public 
to run up a bigger Circulation for more ad revenue? Isn't there also a need 
to serve the larger community by exerting some taste and discrimina­
tion in the content of our pages? We have enough hatred and greed as 
it is; cannot we inspire a b1l more tolerance by exarnitnng the wbole story ._ 
before dashing the life or a man to p1eees for circumstantiaJ reasons? 

Our version of fau-ness is not for the media to run and teU unless a fair 
test of Ute individual's intent is tested. Has the individual chronically made 
abusive references to persons or groups7 Is the mc1dent the tip of the 
iceberg or simply a very bltle. tnsignificant tip? Could not a publisher 
or producer discern what has real substance or merit without waving in 
discriminate bags of .. lrutn'' m front or the public? 

My last personal recollection of Happy was the tearful and sentimen­
tal scene when he sang, "My Old Kentucky Home" for the departing 
Wildcat basketball semors. One of the black young men, who is held in 
high esteem by all, was Winston Bennett. He bugged Happy. 

And Happy obviously hugged back ... and meant it. That was the Hap­
PY we should remember and let this foolish, inane, awful remark go the 
way o! toilet paper.

ADOPTING A DRUG POLICY 
There a1·e many Americans who suffer from rare 

diseases than can be treated with drugs. Because the 
disease affects so few people, however. drug manufac­
turers do not find it cost-effective to produce the drugs. 
Such drugs are called •·orphan drugs'' . An orphan drug 
is defined as being able to treal or prevent a disease that 
affects fewer· than 200,000 people. In 1985. the Orphan 
Drug Act was passed in an attempt to help people who 
would benefit from orphan drugs. It offers tax incentives 
to drug manufacturers thal enable them to produce or­
phan drugs at a reasonable cost. Over one hundred or­
phan drugs are now being produced as a result of the law.

The trouhlc with Kentucky is not 
on I) poverty of the pocketbook, but 
poverty of the spirit. Kentuckians 
have long been known as a proud 
people. proud of their state, its his· 
tory, the beauty of its scenery, the 
courage and toughness of its people. 
That pride needs a transfusion. 

If Kentuckians were as proud as 
they once were. they would not be 
content to be an also-ran among the 
smtcs, They would be embarrassed 
to rank, year after year. at the bot­
tom of the ladder, known for poor 
schools, dropouts, illiterate adults. 

One problem is that there are two 
Kentud:) . The area bounded by 

Shakertown 
Roundtable 

l..ouisvillc, Lex1ngton and Coving­
ton i~ relatively comfortable, pro­
gressive and prosperous. There are 
other pockets of progress - Owens­
bum - Henderson, Murray - Padu­
cah . Bowling Green · Glasgow. But 
must of the rest of the state is in deep 
trouble, with little prospect of better 
dny~. 

Not only is Kentucky falling behind 
the rest of the states, but its poorer 
counties nrc falling farther behind its 
ncher ones. Almost a third of the 
counties arc on the verge of bank­
ruptcy. 

The future appears to hold little 
hope for improvement unless Ken­
tuckians make drastic changes in 
their way of doing things. But Ken­
tuckians cling to their old, self­
defeating ways Their 120 counties 
often give them inefficient, costly 
government; consolidating them into 
fewer, bigger unib would save money 
and gh e them better services, but 
they refuse to consolidate. The state 
constitution saddle them with offi­
ces and officials they don't need. and 
makes it harder to govern the state 
and its cities and counties. but they 
refus7 repeated efforts to revise that 
constitution. 

Kentucky schools are among the 
wo rst in the nation. Kentucky's 
children arc not geuing the educa­
tion and tn1ining that will let them 
hold good jobs m the technological 
industry and global economy of 
tomorrow, when Kentuckians will 
be competing not only with ottier 
Americans but wuh Europeans and 
Asiaucs Yet Kentuckians refuse to 
regnrd seriously the urgent need for 
better schools. They cling to an edu· 
cauonal system mired in spoils polit­
ics. They refuse to reform a system 
based on da~trict school boards that 
are frequently more concerned with 
rewarding political friends than with 
preparing children for the challenge 
ol a ch;mging world. And they resist 
payin~ the taxes that are vital to an 
cffect1vc school system. 

Pol i t ic~ and political corruption 
rema in a curse. especially in small, 
ru ra l counties that need decent 
government the most. Elections are 
bought and sold, dishonest people 
arc voted into office and honest citi­
zen , knowing that the elections are 
crooked and rigged, refuse to run for 
office. Weak election laws give the 
rich too much ability to buy their 
way Into the highest offices. At all 
levels Kentucky government is 
bought and sold. 

Recently a conference was held at 
Shakertown, called by the Shaker­
tov. n R(1 Undtable , a non-profit 
orgamzation composed of public­
:.pirited busines~. educational, and 
c 1v i ~: leaders from across the state. 
For months the~e people spent their 
own money, time and efforts study­
ing Kentucky, its 'problems and its 
future. They heard reports fTom 
researchers, scholars and experts 
from many fields. And they came to 
n few basic conclusions: 

Kentucky wants to be a first-class 
state, but it wants to pay second­
clnss fare. JL can't spend its way out 
of all of its troubles, but it can't solve

Kentucky needs to decide what 
kind of world it wants to leave its 
children, and how it hopes to achieve 
that kind of world. As the saying 
goes, " If you don't know where 
you're going, it doesn' t make any 
difference which road you take." 

Kentucky needs a great rebellion 
of its people, a rebellion against the 
old. outmoded, inefficient ways of 
the past, a rebellion against back· 
wardness and poverty and ignor­
ance. But most of all it needs leader· 
ship, not only on the state level but in 
every town and county and county 
seat. 

It needs leaders who will rally 
people to help themselves, to throw 
out crooked officials, to revamp the 
state and local tax structures and 
modernize the constitution. It needs 
leaders who will take an interest in 
the schools and see that they have 
enough money to educate today's 
children to function in tomorrow's 
world. It needs leaders whose con· 
cern is for their society and not their 
personal profit. 

Kentucky has produced great 
leaders. Kentuckians were heros of 
the frontier, leaders of the young 
nation . Ken tucky fur n ished 
Presidents Abraham Lincoln to the 
Union and Jefferson Davis lo the 
Confederacy. It has given the 
government of the United States 
leaders such as Henry Clay and John 
Crittenden, and in more recent times 
Alben Barkley,John Shennan Cooper 
and Earle Clements. Kentuckians 
have lighted the pages of history. 
Given the kind of leadership the 
times demand, they can do so again. 
But they have limited options, and 
limited time in which to act.

We all agree that some animals should 
be protected. right? That's why we have 
hunting seasons- to protect the popula 
lions of game animals. We also agree 
that some nongame animals should be 
protected, like bald eagles. What about 
plants? Do you know any reasons why 
we should protect wild plants? Over half 
of our prescription drugs contain 
substances derived from plants <aspirin 
came from the wiJJowl, and yet only a 
fraction of the species of plants in the 
world have been analyzed fo1· their 
medicinal properties-a darn good 
reason to protect wild plants! 

Farmers should be particulary in· 
terested in protecting wild plants. Our 
major crops are constantly being 
genetically a ltered to keep them disease 
resistant and increasing in yields. Much 
of ltlis genetic material comes from wild 
plants, the relatives of modern crops. 
Seeds from native prairie plants have 
been used to create stronger hybrids of 
domestic wheat. In Asia, new hybrids 
have been developed from a few weedy 
types of wild rice that have boosted the 
value of rice harvests by as much as $1.5 
billion a year. 

During the past several decades, 
research by plant geneticists and 
agronomists has enabled American 
farmers to produce over three times 
more corn per acre. Part of this increase 
is due to massive amounts of fertilizer 
and pesticides, but agricultural experts 
calculate that approximately three­
fifths of the increase can be credited to 
the continuous redesign of corn's genetic 
composition. In 1970 as the result of a 
leaf-blight attack, a new variety of corn 
was developed by crossbreeding with a 
disease resistant species of corn 
originally from Mexico. Another new 
species of Mexican "wild" corn has been 
discovered that is a perennial and is 
already being crossbred with traditional 
corn, hopefully producing a perennial 
hybrid. lf America's corn crop were a 
perennial, coming up each spring like 
daffodils. farmers would not have to 
plow and plant every year and would 
save about $300 million in diesel fuel. 
Most importantly, the wild corn is highly 
immune to at least four of eight major 
viruses and diseases that now cause $500 
miUion in damage each year. There are 
similar stories about wheat, barley. 
tomatoes, oranges, and other modern 
crops. 

With the increase in oil prices several 
years ago, scientists began looking at 
plants for sources of lubricants and oils. 
The U. S. Department of Agriculture 
recently screened 6,400 plants for new 
oils and waxes. They found 460 promis­
ing ones, including the buffalo gourd and 
the jojoba shrub of the deserts of nor­
thern Mexico and the American south­
west. Wild plants have been found tha~t 
can be used for manufacturing fibers, 
detergents, starches, and even improv­
ed golf balls. 

We are still identifying new species in 

Kentucky An exc1ting discovery from 
Lewis County several years ago was the 
Kentucky lady's·slipper orchid, an ex­
tremely large white Jady's-slipper now 
known from at least ten counties in 
eastern Kentucky 

Wild species are mvaluable resources, 
but we can derive few benefits from 
them unless we save space for Lhem, 
natural habitats in wh1ch they can sur· 
vive. We will be investing wisely in the 
future survival of all species . including 
our own You can be a part of this most 
important protection effort by donating 
to the Nongame Wildlife/ Natural Areas 
Fund when you file your state income 
taxes.

Jobless rates in 74 counties were up 
from January, were lower in~ counties, 
and in nine counties they were unchang­
ed, according to a report on employmenL 
trends issued recently by the Cabinet for 
Human Resources. 

However, compared to February 1987, 
87 counties had lower rates. 32 counties 
had higher rates and one <Rowan Coun­
ty) recorded lhe same rate. 

Kentucky's chief labor market 
analyst. Ed Blackwell. said, "These 
figures only underscore the strong 
employment growth Kentucky has ex­
perienced during th(' past year We 
haven't haq single-digit unemployment' 
this long since 1981 

' 'Many counties. especially those of 
larger populations and more employers, 
had a February influx of new job­
seekei'S sensing improved opportunities 
to secure employment,' · he said. "This 
labor force growlh at the time post­
holiday retail jobs and outdoor-type posi· 
lions declined did push February's rates 
up, but if you're looking at employment 
lrends, iL 's still a very positive sign." 

The 83 counties with jobless rates at 
10.0 percent or above in February com­
pared to 82 in January and 86 in 
February 1987. 

The preliminary statewide rate in 
February was 9.7 percent, up from a 
revised 9.5 percent in January, but down 
from 10.7 percent 12 months earlier. 

Nationally, unemployment slipped 
from 6.3 percent in January to 6.2 per­
cent in February Comparable slate and 
national rates are not seasonally 
adjusted. 

In February, Trimble county had the 
lowest rate. 3.9 percent, followed by 
Fayette wilh 4.3 percent, Woodford with 
4.4 percent ; Shelby with 4 9 percent; 
Carroll and Kenton, each with 5.7 per· 
cent ; and Franklin with 6.0 percent. 

Edroonson county's 29.4 percent rate 
was the l:tighest, followed by Elliott's 26.5 
percent; McCreary's 26.3 percent; 
Menifee's 23.8 percent ; Morgan's 23.7 
percent ; Carter's 23.~ •percent; and 
Wolfe's 23.3 percent.

underground-that vou can't see and

That's what petnlleum geologists 
h~\ c to do when they try to predict crude 
011 or natural gas resources-whether 
it's for a small area or Cor the entire 
United Stales. And what complicates the 
matter more 1s that two geologists, us· 

~ inR ~x~c~ly lh<' s~me data, may arrive 
al stglllhcantly d1fferent conclusions. 

Nevertheless. such estimates are 
necessary, not only for the oil com· 
panies, who rely on them when making 
dt>eisions on where to invest their ex­
ploration and production fw1ds, but also 
for the go\et·nment. which manages the 
resources under its lands, makes deci­
sions on lensing and establishes national 
energy policies 

With America's dependence on 
foreign oil growing-it has reached 40 
percent of the oil we use daily-those 
decisions nre critical lo the nalJon's 
economic and energy future. 

But. before gelling into how much 
• estimates are made, perhaps it would be 

w1se to dispel a few myths. 
First, oil isn't round in vast 

underground lakes, it's usually found in 
the small spaces that form the pores be· 
lween the grains in rocks, such as 
sandstone 

Second, oil and natural gas aren't 
found eveywhere; the deposits are site­
specific. Petroleum that exists today 
formed over millions of years, and 
migrated through the source rock 
<where it was formedl into a reservoir 
rock <where It was trapped and ac­
cumulated!. :-:ow it must be found and 
produced. 

Third, small f1elds-those containing 
less than a million barrels of oil-are, in 
fact, very important: they account for 
40 percent of the 011 produced in the 
United States Ttn.Lo;, it's the total amount 
of oil available from all the fields that 
counts, not how many days' worth of 
oil an ind1vidual field can contribute. 

Finding oil or gas-in large or small 
fields-is a highly comple.x and chancy 
task. So. where does the search begin? 

If a substantial number of wells have 
been drilled in the area, data from those 
weJJs can provide important information 
about the underground structures of the 
geologic area of interest, the kinds and 
capacity of the rock to hold and release 
petroleum, how much oil and gas may * be in the reservoir, and how easily that 
oil or gas can be produced. In previoUS· 
ly unexplored areas. the task is much 
more difficult. In 1986, for example. on· 
ly 14 percent of the wells drilled in such 
areas proved successful; or. to put it 
another way, nearly 86 percent of these 
"wildcats" wells found no producable oil 
or gas. 

Rock formations on the surface are 
checked for any indication that source 
or reservoir rocks under he the surface. 
Measurements are taken from the sur­
face of the magnetic and gravitational 
"pull" of the rocks below to help iden· 
tify their type, density. thickness and 
depth. The area is then surveyed with a 
seismograph. which uses sound waves 
to create a graph of the underlying 
geological structures .

l'stimatcs turnt.>d out wrong, as more oil 
aud gas were found where it was 
or1grnally bcheved not to exist. 

Nevertheless. the mexact sc1ence of 
resource esti rntmg 1s an 1mportanttool 
A~ new "measuring" methods are 
developed and estimates become more 
accuralt!, the government will be better 
able to set national energy policies and 
)(>ase its land, and the oil companies will 
be better able to find and produce the oil 
and natural gas that will he needed to 
meet future pelrolewn demand .

'Co dena me: K yril' is iust 
an adequate spy thriller

Showtime's four-hour 
spy thriller ''Codename. 
Kyril," which curs in two 
parts on Sunday, April 
24, has its share of dupli­
Citous characters, convo­
luted accents, <;u:spense­
ful chase c.cenes and 
double-crossing agents. 

Edward Woodward 

Top billing goes to Ed­
ward Woodward, who 
makes matronly couch 
potatoes swoon on CBS's 
"The Equalizer." Howev­
er, Woodward is not, as 
you might expect, the 
character referred to in 
the title. Kyril, a code 
name for So\•iet agent 
h·an Bucharensky, as 
played by Ian Charleson 
("'Chariots of Fire"). Be 
is secretly ordere.d by 
Marshal Stanov (Peter 
Vaughn) to defect to Lon­
don and draw out a dou­
ble agent named Loshke· 
voi (John McEnery), who 
knows the identity of a 
htgh-ranking traitor in 
Moscow Central (llen­
holm Elliott). A slmulta 
neous cha!';(' r>usucs, as 
both the Soviet and Brit­
ish intelligence agl'nCJ~ 
try to trap and ktll the 

dangl:'rmu; agent. 
Woodward plays Mi 

chacl Royston, the Lon­
don Stat1on chief of M16, 
the llrh1sh equivalent of 
the CIA The role of the 
effortlessly cool inve.<;ti­
gator - who battle:-. his 
fanner mokmg habit by 
compulsively masticating 
unlit Cigarettes, much as 
Kojak d1d wath lollipops­
as perfect for Woodward 
In a bow tie and impecca­
bly tailored black su1t, he 
doesn't seem to walk as 
much as glide from one 
high-securtty office to 
another. 

"Equalizer" fans, 
though, may find it hard 
t.u accept the dapper 
Woctdward m his new 
role: bad guy. lndef'd, we 
soon learn that Hoyston 
is the KGB's informant in 
British intelligence. And 
without good-guy moti­
vations, his polish Is just 
a sign of superficiality. 

While most spy thrill­
ers don't bother to devel­
op the1r characters emo­
tionally, "Codename: 
Kynl" makes a half­
hearted attempt to do so. 
Near the end or part one, 
Kyril changes from a So­
viet spy machine 1nto a 
thlnkmR, feeling human 
being. He reunite.« With 
an old garlfriend (Cather­
ine eilson) and develops 
a touching relationship 
wath a blind man 
(Charles Sunon). 

The ('haracter's emo­
tuJOal sic1f• dt•vt•lops too 
late, however, as the girl­
fru•ncl~tnd tlw blmd man, 
nrc both brutally killed.

One way in which Hospice of

Expressive 
therapy is offered to families who 
have children facing the death of a 
family member; parent. sibling or 
grandparent.

Mow The Grass 
Not The Toes, 
Expert Says 

While Kentuckians can't avoid the 
pereM1a!Jawn mowing season. they can 
avoid the more than 1,000 mower-related 
injuries estimated to occur m the :;tate 
every year. 

In 1987, an estimated 1,217 mower­
related injunes occurred in Kentucky, 
as compared to 1,349 in 1986and 1,130 in 
1985, according to the Dep.1rtmcnt for 
Health Services. The f1gures are based 
on emergency room data from a random 
sampling or several Kentucky hospitals. 
The numbers do not include InJUries 
treated by private phys1cian~ or climes 

"Most people look at lawn mowing as 
a routine chore that they don't like but 
havetodoanyway," said E.P. Conyers, 
consumer product safety branch 
manager. "They mtght gel complace· 
ment about the work or mtght get in a 
hurry to get the job done 

"If people would stop and think a bout 
the power mower ~very time they used 
it, they would probably be a httle more 
careful," he said. "l<~or example, some 
mower blades revolve at the equivalent 
of 200 miles per hour and can easily take 
off a finger or toe and even hands and 
teet.·· 

Safety features required on mo\\ers 
manufactured since 1982 could have an 
impact on the number of inJuries once 
newet mowers replal'e older models, he 
said. Such features include discharge 
chutes designed to throw loose objects 
toward the ground rather than outward 
and the "dead-man sw1tch,'' which stops 
the rotating blades within three seconds 
if the operator lets go of the handle. 

"If operating an older machine with· 
oulthe 'dead·man switch,' ·• said Con· 
yers, "turn the mower off and wait un­
til the blades have completely stopped 
before clearing the discharge chute, or 
you might find yourself severely cut " 

Operators can be burned if they touch 
the mower's muffler or motor, which get 
very hot during mowing Conyers warns 
that gasoline shouJd be added to mowers 
only when the motor is turned off and is 
cool-thts is to avoid explosions And 
cigarettes should be put out before ad· 
ding fuel. 

\\'hile operators must be careful, safe­
ty precautions arc important for every­
one in the mowing area. 

"Rocks or slicks can be sent hurtling 
across the yard when usmg an older 
model," Conyers said "These objects 
are nung wtlh such force that they can 
bruise, cut or even put out itn eye. 

"Small children should be kept away 
from power mowers and out of the area 
being mowed," he said. "Everyone 
should make sure that they're away 
from the discharge chute side of the 
mower.'' 

To further protect the operator and 
others in the yard, walk lhi'(>Ugh the 
yard before mowing to pick up stones, 
wire, toys, dog bones anything that the 
mower might throw. 

Conyers reminds parents that small 
children should not operate power 
mowers-neither the walking variety 
nor nding mowers. 

"Children should never ride with 
adults on riding lawn mowers," he said. 
"These machines are made for one per­
son at a ttme, and tt's dangerous for 
even a small chtld to jom an a dull on a 
riding mower." 

A frequent acctdent wtth ndmg 
mowers IS tipping over on slopes. To 
avoid thiS Conyers ad\·ises going up and 
down hills on rtdmg mowers Walkmg 
mowers should go across slopes. 

Conyers further advl'iCS to "'ear close· 
fitting clothes and sturdy, non·slipshoes 
when mowing Wet grass should not be 
mowed because of the possibility of slip· 
ping under the mower.

Each spring the questions get 

repeated-how do you deal with orphan· 
ed or injured wild animals? 

Most people don't know how or when 
lo help wild animals, so some t1ps to pro· 
teet the animals and the well-meaning 
people alike seem in order. 

For your own protection, avoid any 
wild animal which appears tame. This 
behavior is a common sign of rabies, 
and is frequently seen in skunks, rac­
coons, foxes and bats and may appear 
in any warm blooded wild animal 

Also, remember that adult wild 
animals of any species may be 
dangerous because of both pain and fear 
of man. An injured adull raccoon, fix, 
opossum or skunk, as well as a wildcat, 
can be quite dangerous. 

In such cases, it is best for your sake 
and the animal's to notify a wildlife or 
law enforcement officer or a game 
warden and let tnem deal with the 
animal. 

On the other band, young animals 
whose parents have been killed or baby 
birds which have Callen from their nest 
require some nursing care to assure 
their survival. During the spring, many 
nests of baby rabbits are accidentaJiy 
disturbed when pastures are mowed. 
and baby skunks are frequently found 
after having been abandoned by thei.J· 
parents. 

Most young animals such as these can 
be nursed to an age at which they can 
be returned to nature and survive. In­
fant mammals can all be fed formulas 
during the early weeks of life. Baby 
birds can also usually be fed a simple 
formula . 

Most veterinarians can and will help 
you formulate a diet for orphaned baby 
wild animals. Frequently you can obtain 
assistance from the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Fish and Wildlife. 

Remember thai most wild animals 
don't make acceptable pets for most 
people, therefore those persons caring 
for wild animals should keep in mind 
that the purpose is to return the animal 
to the wild. On the other hand, caring for 
a wild animal can be an interesting and 
richly rewarding educational experi­
ence, especially when children are 
involved. 

Should you deci(fe you want to keep 
the animal for a pet, remember a per­
mit from the Department of Fish and 
Wildlife is needed to keep a wild animal 
in captivity 

You might also want lo discuss the 
problems of caring for wild animals with 
your veterinarian. Some veterinarians 
won't treat certain wild animals. And 
among other things you will be told is 
that there is no vaccine against rabies 
available for wild animals.
