Susanne Smith:

16-Month-Old Child
Suffers Heart Defects

Sixleen-month-old Susanne Smith is
a happy, sweet and beautiful baby girl,
She happily tasted her grandmother's
fried apple pies, and she shyly grinn-
ed as her picture was taken.

She has a lot of heart—only hers does
not work all that well,

Susanne was born with multiple
heart defects and is getting ready for
her fourth operelion to correct them,

According to Kosair Children's
Hospital in Louisville, Susanne is *‘the
only baby alive with as many heart
defects,” Susanne’s mother, Janie
Smith, said.

Her heart defects detected so far are
a pinched aorta, which was surgically
corrected; one missing heart value,
which the heart itself compensated for
by forming two holes; and her aortic
and plumonary arteries are swiltched

Ron and Janie Smith are courageous
parents wheo have been through more
than their share of troubles. They
discussed Susanne’s problems openly
and very optimistically.

"I was scared to have a baby, but it
is a joy to have her and to still have
her,” Susanne's father, Ron Smith
said.

Janie and Pikeville pediatric car-
diologist J.P. Fairchild are locally for-
ming “Wee Hearts,"" a support group
for parents who have children with
heart defects. She said she Is still go-
ing to form the group even if Susanne
dees aot survive her operation

The surgery will be done Sept. 6 at
Kosair. It is called a Fontaine
procedure

An artery which supplies blood from
the heart to the rest of the body is shut-
ting off, Smith said. During the surgery
two shunts will be placed in the vessel
to bypass the defect.

Susanne's doctor, Dr. Costantine
Mavroudis, one of only four pediatric
cardiologists in Kentucky, will com-
plete the procedure in one or two
operations,

Although no businesses currently
plan to do so, liguor can now be sold by
the drink in Prestonsburg, following
Monday night's City Council meeling
that drew more than 50 spectators in-
to the crowded meeting room.

The hotly-debated ordinance will
allow restaurants that seat at least 100
persons and derive at least 50 percent
of their income from food sales lo sérve
liquor by the drink. However, only one
firm in the city currently qualifies —
Jerry's Restaurant, which has a
company-wide policy of not serving
alcohol

The standing-room-only crowd filled
the council chambers more than 15
minutes before the meeting began, and
apparently all were opposed to passage
of the ordinance. The measure was
barely approved, with Mayor Ann Lat-
ta casting the deciding vote after the
councilmen created a 44 deadlock.
Casting voles to approve the ordinance
were Willlam Goebel III, Adrian
Blackburn, William R. Calla Callihan
and Danny Hamilton. Voting against
were Jim Yates, Paul Joseph, Mike
Vance and Charles Hale.

Yates and Joseph left immediately
following passage of the measure, with
Joseph saying, “I'm sick lo my
stomach.'’ Hale left shortly thereafter.

A number of area pastors and
citizens addressed the council before
the vote, asking for lhe ordinance's
defeat.

Steve Hopkins, pastor, cited a
number of stalistics concerning
alcohol-related latalities, and said the
measure was a counly concern. “‘It
won't just affect the city; it will affect
the county all around us,"' he said. “1
find it hard to believe that 95 percent
of the people.. having liquor by the
drink will be staying at the hotel."

Hopkins was referring to the Holiday
Inn, which would qualify to serve liquor
by the drink if it is annexed into the
city limits.

Hopkins also sald the ordinance
would cost more in city expenditures
than il would create in revenue. "It

takes four times the tax increase from
the sale to take care of increased pro-
tection, legal fees and jail facilities,”
said Hopkins. It will cost the tax-
payers of Prestonshurg If we allow this
to happen.”

Hopkins said he felt citizens could
support the city in other ways besides
the sale of alcohol, whieh he called the
number one killer of teenagers.

“I believe we need to very seriously
consider this as an issue that can do us
great harm. not only to us, but to the
county around us,” Hopkins concluded.

Ron Masters, another pastor, echoed
Hopkins' comments, and likewise urg-
ed the couneil Lo vole against the mat-
ter, Also speaking against the or-
dinance were Kevin Collins of the First
Church of God in Prestonsburg, pastor
Quentin Schollz; Ron Ball, a new resi-
dent of the area; Phillip Robinson,
pastor of the Prestonsburg Assembly
of God; llene Baldridge, Otela Smiley,

Joe Tussey, Anna Hopson and others,

Speaking in defense of the measure
was councilman Blackburn, whe sald
that he had received several letlers
from members of the religious com-
munity opposing the ordinance,

"1 don't think it's a religious or moral
issue at all," Blackburn told the crowd.
‘“The state has given Lhe cities the right
to pass this ordinance.. It's
people in meUmledSIalasluveadﬁ
to do.

You're objecting to an ordinance that
allow'swhiskeylobeso!dbyﬁu
ounce,” he continued. *“You can go oul
here now and buy it by the gallon!"

Blackburn said belief that there are
no drunk drivers on the street without
the ordinance was ‘‘naive," and add-
ed, "I think you're making a mountain
oul of a molehill.”

Councilman Callihan, who said he
had also received letters threatening

Some Floyd Schools
Aren’t In Compliance

The humidity was high al
Prestonsburg Elementary Thursday
evening al the state-sponsored ac-
creditation hearing, with the slate
noting several non-compliances in the
Floyd school system

The meeting, sparsely attended by
the general public. focused on deficien-
cies in the school system, as well as
suggestions by the management team
to eliminate problems within the three-
year district educational plan to be
drawn up by the county school board,

The Floyd County Board of Educa-
tion will have 45 days to come up with
a plan to alleviate the school system's
deficienties.

Charles Calloway with the stale
Department of Education started the
meeting off on a positive note, com-

mending the system on two areas: the
transportation sysiem (which
Calloway said could serve as a model,
for Eastern Kentucky), and the
seventh and eighth grade oral history
program at Martin Elementary.

The hearing was the result of a
March visit by the state accreditation

team Lo all school facilities in the coun-

ty. Calloway explained the leam spoke
Lo teachers, principals, mainlenance
staff and the general public. Not only
was classroom operalion examined,
but facilities and supplies were also
checked to see if they were adequate
lo meet the state's eriteria,

Many of the non-compliances deall
with the lack of facilities for such
things as libraries, physical education,
science, chemistry, physies and

Blair said that when the jail was buill
it was sufficient, but after stricter laws
were passed in 1982 the jail was defi
cient in regards to the new require
ments. "'In the future perhaps in two
or three years, withoul these needed
changes. the facility will only be a
holdover jail,”" Blair said. He added
that if the state went by the square
foolage guidelines, the jail could only
accomodate 27 prisoners.

The jail now has 79 beds with no
holding cell or conference room. and

has poor lighting . Blair went on Lo 5ay
that the jail also needs stainiess steel
plumbing fixtures instead of the
porcelain.

“It will cost some bucks to repair
these things,”" Blair said, adding that
he understood that the county and state
are strapped for money.

District 2 Magistrate Jackie Edford
Owens said that the jail siluation in
Kentucky had been o major topic al a
magistrate’s convention he aitended.

Council Addresses Items

The Prestonsburg City Council
deliberated on several issues Monday

night, in addition lo passing an or-

dinance to allow sale of liquor by the
drink (see separale story)
Councilman Mike Vance reported
that his committee is continuing lo
study a new garbage pick-up rate
system for the city, Vance said studies
will be done this month to lime the
number of minutes used for pick-up at
various businesses, and a rate schedule
drawn up based on that information.

The council is continuing to study
health insurance packages for the
city's employees, following a propos-
ed rate increase hy Blue Cross/Blue
Shield, the curreni carrier. Council
members voted to have a committee
study the issue and determine the east
expensive option for the city.

The council also passed an emergen-
cy water use ordinance that would
regulate waler use by the city's
residents and businesses in the event
of a water shortage. The ordinance is
a result of this summer’'s drought
conditions

Pastor Ron Masters provided the one
bright spot for the gouncil during the
evening, saying he supported the 72
percent restaurant sales tax for recrea-
tion and tourism development,

“It doesn't cost us that many pennies
more, and we enjoy the benefits and
appreciate it," said Masters.

In a separate matter, Vance
reported that Saturday's youth street
dance in the municipal parking lot was

a success, with more than 200 persons
attending.

Mayor Ann Latta read a letler from
Kentucky Power Company officials
commending fire fighters for their
quick work in helping rescue council
member Danny Hamilton, who was in-
volved in an electrical accident
recentiy.

The council was told that the city
received $1,127 in revenue from the

sale of 10 impounded vehicles.

In other business, the council approv-
ed a zoning change request for River
City Auto Parts on University Drive.

The first reading of a litter control
ordinance was held; according to Lat-
ta, the measure will simplify or-
dinances already on the books.

As its final action, the council voted
nol Lo increase property laxes al the
presenl lime.

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Floyd Programs Provide GED Opportunity

The buzzing sound of electric fans
filled the store-turned-school as five
students sludied These are nol
average students — first, they study
through the summer; second, they are
between the ages of 18 and 55

Stmilar scenes can be found al over
25 locations throughout Floyd County
as people are back in school working
to improve their reading skills, or
preparing for gelling their General
Education Development (GED) certi-
ficate

The two programs in Floyd County
that fill the need of people wanting 1o
better themsolves through education
work hand in hand: the David School
Adult Basic Education and the Floyd

County Adull Literacy Clearing House
programs

And the need is real

According to the Floyd County Adult
Literacy Council, in this county over
12,000 adults over the age of 25 did not
complete the eighth grade, and about
half of the students who started high
school in 1980 did nol graduate in 1984.

But anyone over the age of 16 can
enroll in these programs and work
their way up Lo earning their GED -
il 18 a continuing process, says Marcie
Menster, coordinator of both
Programs.

Mentha Smith, 55, of David, is one of
those taking the initiative to earn a
(GED. She did not finish school because
of the work to do on the family [arm,

she said

She was planning lo work in the
senior citizens program at David, but
alter talking to Menster she decided to
sign up in the learning program, she
said

"It is & lot easier to come here than
to public school,” Smith said.

The programs aim to fill individual
needs,

“We understand that each person
has probably had a bad experience
with education,” Menster said. *‘Our
philosophy is to work one on one as
much as possible."”

COMPETITIVE URANIUM
INDUSTRY IS VITAL
TO KENTUCKY

When Kentuckians talk about
mineral conterns, we are usually
referring to our abundant coal
resources. Bul we alsp have strong lies
to another mineral industry —uranium
enrnchment

This iittle known venture has strong
nialional security implications. And
with major uranium plants located in
Paducah and in Portsmouth, Ohio,
near Ashland, it is of great importance
to all of us, Nearly 3,000 Kentuckians
work at these two plants, which are at
a critieal juneture as the viability of
this industry remains uncertain loday

The Department of Energy once
monopolized the world market, but by
1984 it controlled only about 40 percent
of the markel share, The enrichment
enterprise continues to face stiff com-
petition fnrom government-backed,
foreign consortia. And it needs a
business-like approach to survive in
this increasingly competitive environ-
menl

Bul efforls to meet this competition
have been hampered by an unwieldy
and inflexible agency structure

| introduced a plan lo the Senale
shortly before the August recess to
restructure the uranium industry. This
plan passed the Senate, as an amend-
ment io the Nuclear Regulatory Com-
mission Reauthorization bill

Following upon the Senale's action,
I testified before the House Energy and
Power Subcommittee to emphasize the
need [or a national policy to encourage
the revitalization of the U.S. mining
and milling industry and the domestic
uranium enrichment program

The new plan effectively replaces an
earlier bill to accomplish those pur-
poses. But it keeps most of the earlier
substance, including a key provision (o
revilalize the government's troubled
uranium enrichment enterprise

That enterprise, including the
Paducah and Portsmouth plants,
would be separated from the Depart-
ment of Energy and become a
government-owned corporation under
an administrator appointed by the
President and confirmed by the
Senate,

The mandate of the proposed U.S.
Enrichment Corporation would be to
operale as a commercial enterprise on
a profitable and efficient basis. It

would pay the U.S. Treasury $364
million as sole recovery of any
previously unrecovered cost of the
enrichment program,

I have introduced this new plan in
light of the Canadian Free Trade
Agreement, which would exempt
Canada from uranium import fees pro-
posed under the earlier bill. The new
legislation would do away with the pro-
posed fees and substitute a plan to
guarantee the purchase of $750 million
worth of domestic uranium over five
years. A $1.75 billion program to pur-
chase uranium and ¢lean up uranium
mill tailings in Western states would be
supported by the uranium-mining and
nuclear-ulilities industries with a
relatively small cost to the federal
government.

The Reagan Administration bas ac-
cepted the new plan, which has wider
support than did the earlier bill pass-
ed by the Senate,

Congress has consistently recogniz-
ed energy and nalional security as
strong reasons lo maintain a viable
uranium mining industry and an effi-
cient and competitive enrichment
capability in the United States. Con-
gressional action is required to
alleviate the confusion and conflict
within the current enrichment enter-
prise and maximize taxpayer invest-
ment in this productive national asset.

Local Government, Groups

There are 1¥4 Resource Conservation
and Development Areas (RC&D)
across the United States helping local
people take betler care of their natural
resources and at the same time, im-
prove their community’s economy.

In Eastern Kentucky, the Big Sandy
RC&D Area, Inc., is being revitalized
to help local units of government and
non-profit groups improve their com-
munity's quality of life and standard of
living, according to Clark L. Allison,
loeal coordinator.

The Big Sandy RC&D, In¢, is a non-
profit, tax-exempt, public foundation
administered by the U.S. Department
of Agriculture. Its projects are Jocally
initiated, sponsored and directed.

““The organization also funclions as
a base for people to come together to
determine needs, goals, and objectives,
Moreover, it brings community leaders
and officials together to carry oul all
the necessary actions to make their
locality the best place to live, work, and
play,” explains Allison.

Presently, the Big Sandy RC&D, In¢.
is made up of Pike, Floyd, Johnson,
Martin, and Magoffin counties. Il is
directed by a 15-member council made
up from the ecity and county govern-
ments and the local conservation
districts. '

“Generally speaking, the council
tries to accomplish community orien-

tated projects. These usually involve
water quality, erosion control, flood
prevention, recreational development,
tourism, industrial development,
wildlife habitat improvemenl and
forestry management, just to name a
few."” said Allison.

“Local people are the key, however,
to the success of any RC&D area. All
interests—urban, suburban, and
rural—work together to carry out bad-
ly needed local improvements, Fur-
thermore, these are usually self-help

_projects; Local people get them going

and run them. Civic minded people
working together, plus teamwork bet-
ween the public agencies assisting
these people, often brings to comple-
tion a successful RC&D project,” he
added.

Having never been to Louisville, they
didn’t know where (o go, so they call-
ed friends who got them to the hospital
and then the hospital staff sent Janie
and Ron to the Ronald McDonald
House, where they lived for two months
while Susanne was in the hospital.
They now basically live in two places.

“It is very expensive to live in two
places, and Louisville is not like living
in the mountains,” Mrs. Smith said.

Many people have been helping the
Smith family—the people they work
with have been very supportive, many
area churches have given Susanne
prayer cloths, and people can give
blood specifically for her operation at
the Red Cross in Pikeville, Mrs, Smith
said.

"It is wonderful that everyone cares
50 much for my baby,” Mr, Smith said.

Susanne has insurance, but there is
less than $100,000 left on the $250,000
policy, Mrs. Smith said. She recently
had a nine-day hospital stay that cost
$18,000,

“Beyond that, we don't know what
we are going to do,”” she said. “We
don't know what the future holds."”

loss of election support, told those at-
tending, "I don't give a shoot if you
vote for me next time or not. I'm go-
ing to vote my conviction, and I don't
like to be threatened by nobody."
Joseph, who opposed the ordinance,
responded, saying *‘I can’t see where
selling liquor by the drink would give
us any economic growth,' a factor
Blackburn had cited earlier in the
meeting
“If 1 had the power,"” Joseph con
tinued, ''1 would destroy every
distillery they are. They are no way 1
could put a price on any person’s life."
The 4-4 deadlock vote ensued, fore
ing Latta lo vote to break the lie
Before casting her vote, Latla told
those present, “'1 was told tlwo months
ago that this vote would be tied, and 1
knew it would come down to that.”
Latta said she was opposed to
unregulated sale of liquor by the drink,
and said the proposal would give the
city a means of determining who could
and could not sell drinks. She that il
would promote economic development,
pointing to the Holiday Inn, adding that
the company had "'threatened to go to
Martin, Martin is a fourth class city,
and they could get liquor by the drink
anyway. Then, we couldn't enforce li-
quor by the drink, and we would have
to rely on Martin, We couldn't send our
police there; it would be up to Martin."
Latta also said Holiday Inn officials

biology. Much of the report dealt with
inadequate equipment, primarily in
physical education. As an example of
the state's findings, Prestonsburg and
Wheelwright high schools’ science labs
lack running water, eye showers, fire
blankets and vented hoods

Art and music programs in the coun-
ty were found Lo be tolally inadequate
or, in the words of the Rev. Tim Jessen,
who spoke at the meeting, ‘The arts
programs are bankrupl in Floyd
County."

It was discovered by the state dur-
ing its visit in March that many of the
county’s schools lack library facilities,
or they were unaccessible before and
after school. Some schoaols, such as
Spruce Pine, Auxier Elementary and
Prater Elementary, have no library to
support their instructional programs
McDowell Elementary and Harold
Elemenlary have limited library
programs

The report staled that barriers to the
handicapped existed in nearly all the
schools in the county, and that facilities
and equipmenl were needed Lo meet
the needs of those pupils and staff

Bus safety in loading and unloading
zones was a problem deall with by the
team’'s report, with Harold Elemen-
tary, Martin Elementary, McDowell
Elementary and Prestonsburg High
and elementary school all experienc-
ing safety problems, mainly from lack
of organization and supervision

The lack of guidance counselors and
gifted student programs on the elemen-
tary level were noted by the team, with
Spruce Pine, Drift and Auxier Elemen-
tary having no programs for gilted
students.

One conltroversy that wenl
unanswered at the meeting concerned
the renovation of the principal’s office
at McDowell by then-principal Gary
Frazier. The renovation took in part of
a typing room and was allegedly done
without board approval and in violation
of school policy. Gorden Cook of the ac-
ereditation team said that he
understood that the slep was taken for
better hallway observation, and it had
been a safely factor

After the hearing, the leam went
directly into the facilities report. The
report dealt primarily with some over-
erowding, which the team felt would be
addressed by the new school facilities
which will soon be under construction
The team did offer some alterpatives,
suggesting rearranging students to
help alleviate the overcrowding situa-
tion. The problem with most of the
buildings, according to Floyd Superin-
tendeni Ronald Hager, was they were
built in the 1920s and 1830s and could
no longer serve the student population

Both Superintendent Hager and
former school head Ray Brackett
painted outl there has been a 300 per-
cent improvement in the school system
in the last three years; Hager noted the
many problems in Lhe facilities report
had been corrected since the team’s

March visit.

During the time sel aside for public
comment, John Rosenburg, of the
Floyd County Education Forum, chid
ed the team and board for their lack of
effort in informing the public, saying
he hadn't learned about the meeting
until the day before. He said that the
board's choosing to advertise in the
legal section had not been the best way
to inform the public, and suggested
that an article about the meeting
should have been published.

Freddie Goble, also a forum
member, told the assembly the
business community needed Lo be in-
volved in the education process, and he
hoped to enlist their supporl to acquire
lab equipment and microscopes.

Linda Spradlin, president of the
Prestonsburg Elementary P. T, A,
spoke eloguently for a new elementary
school for Prestonsburg, telling the
team, “This facility was constructed
by the WPA during the Depression, and
if you'll look around this school, you
will see it."" She went on lo say, “"We
¢an't have growth without a 20th Cen-
tury school facility."

Chalmer Frazier, speaking for the
Floyd County Chamber of Commerce,
urged a new Prestonsburg High School
be constructed because the old one is
in the flood plain, “It would be like
throwing good money after bad."
Frazier said, and added that there was
no room for growth at the site, Phyliss
Herrick with the Prestonsburg
Women's Club agreed, citing five
reasons: the present facility is over-
crowded, the acreage does not have
sufficient room for Joading busses, the
school is in the flood plain, the noise
from U.S. 23, and the new school had
been recommended in 1987

Palty Hunter, representing Harold
Elementary, told the group the
facilities at the school were inade
quate, and that there are not enough
classrooms.

Rosenburg also said better programs
are needed in the district before the
new buildings are built

Dolores Smith, also of the Forum, ex-
plained, "It is important that we are
aware of the problems, and whal we
and the board need to do to correcl
these problems.” She added that the
meeting should have been betler
advertised

George Spiggle, who represented the
Prestonsburg Kiwanis Club, was in
strong support of the middle school
concept and thought that all county
schools should be under the same in-
structional plan because '‘the middle
school concepl is the wave of the
future

In response to the accreditation team
meeting, the Floyd County Education
Forum met in regular session Monday
evening to look over a draft letter to
Hager and State Superintendent John
Brock. The letter is to register a com-
plaint as to how the proceedings were
conducted, and request a new hearing
that will be better advertised so thal
the public can better take part in the
process.

‘Fleming-Neon Controls Ball =

Bobcats In 31-0 Win Friday

Fleming-Neon showed no signs of
wanting to give the football to Betsy
Layne. The Bobcats, when they final-
ly did get it, showed no signs of want-
ing to keep it.

Add the two up and it equals trouble
for the Bobeats, and that's exactly
what they had, and plenty of it, at home
Friday against the Fleming-Neon
Pirates.

The Pirates kept lhe pigskin for
almost 10 minutes on their first drive
of the game, and scored three points,
After Betsy Layne took over they re-
tained possession for only one play
from scrimmage before fumbling the
football back to Fleming-Neon.

The Pirates kept it for the remainder
of the first quarter, look advantage of
some Betsy Layne mistakes in the se-
cond, and went on to down the Bobeats
31-0 in the season opener for both
schools

‘“They really came after us in that
first quarter,” Pirate coach Jack Hall,
who coached two seasons ago at Betsy
Layne, said of the Bobeats. ‘‘They
played well, and with a lot of emotion
in that first quarter, bul like their
coach said, we beal them in the tren-
ches and that's where games are won
or lost."

Hall, a former coach at Elkhorn Ci-
ty who also enjoyed an earlier stint in
Fleming-Neon, led the Bobceats to their
first-ever winning season in 1986, but
was removed by the Floyd County
School Board that summer.

“Any time youwin it’s sweet, 1 don’t
care what the reasons are,” Hall said
after Friday night’s contest. “Il’'s emo-
tional. Anytime you leave a place and
come back it’s going to be emotional.
It was emotional the first time I went
back to Fleming-Neon and Elkhorn Ci-
ty for the first time after I left there.

You want to win, yes, but I've got
a lot respect for those kids. Betsy
Layne's got a lot of great kids, and
their coaching staff has done a good
job.”

Butl on this night great, at least greal

football play, was on the side of the
Pirates. They led 17-0 at halftime, and
scored on their first possession of the
second half to blow the game open.

“We tried to arm tackle them a lot
out there,”” Vince Tucker, Betsy
Layne's head coach, said. ""And a lot
of that is from a lack of experience.

“Chalk this one up to a lack of ex-
perience. It really showed through
tonight,”” assistant coach Chuke
Williams said. “But we had a lot of
bright spots too. We're going Lo have
to go back to individual instruction,”
Tucker added. *‘Our line really got
whipped oul there, and our backs need
to work a lot harder. We knew whal he
would be running, but it was just a lack
of execution, and a lack of experience."

Tucker, starting his second year at
the Bobeat helm, said earlier in the
week that he felt the emotional factor,
and the familiarity with Hall's game
plan, would greatly help Betsy Layne's
chances,

“I don't know a lot about them, but
Coach Hall is doing the same things he
was doing here. We know what he’ll try
todo, and I think that will be a plus for
us. I think the kids will be up, playing
against a former coach. We'll be ready
for them,’” Tucker said last week.

Hall did just what Tucker figured he
would, running the football between the
tackles, and throwing only when he had
to. But the only problem was that Bet-
sy Layne couldn’t stop what they knew
was coming.

The Pirates, coming off a 4-7 record
a year ago, took the opening kickoff 45
yards and gol three points out of it, but
the most impressive part of it was the
fact that it took them nine minutes and
32 seconds Lo do it.

Fleming-Neon, helped out by a Bob-
cat offsides on a fourth and three play,
ran 13 plays in the drive, but Betsy
Layne yielded only three points.

Betsy Layne, though, didn't help its
defense out when it got the football
back, After a 24-yard kickoff return,
the Bobeats set up offensive shop on

their own 41, but lost the football on the
first play from scrimmage, giving it
back to Fleming-Neon on a fumble.

The two teams exchanged turnovers,
two more by each squad, until the
Pirates took advantage of a punt at-
tempt gone bad which led to their first
touchdown.

From their own 43, Betsy Layne
dropped back in punt formation, but a
bad snap led to a loose football, and
when all the scrambling ended the
pigskin rested on the Bobcat five yard
line with Fleming-Neon's Trey Quillen
resting atop it.

Two plays later, with 5:15 left in the
first half, tailback Kevin Greene plung-
ed into the end zone, enabling the
Pirates to take a 10-0 lead. Again in the
first half the Pirates struck for a score,
probably the one that broke Betsy
Layne's back, if not their spirit.

Fleming-Neon held the Bobeats on a
fourth and one try from their own 47,
and aided by a 28-yard Jimmy Taylor
run, punched it into the end zone with
just 26 seconds remaining in the half.
Taylor scored the touchdown on a
three-yard run.

Greene led the Pirates in rushing
with 57 yards on 12 carries while Taylor
ran for 54 yards. Fleming-Neon had 175
total yards, not necessarily impres-
sive, but they had scoring drives of 29,
20, and five yards thanks to Bobeat
mistakes.

*“1 was real pleased with our
defense,"” Hall said. "“We didn't give
them many yards." That was an under
statement, coach, at best.

Betsy Layne ran 11 plays in the first
half, one in the first quarter, for a total
of 23 yards. They did not have a first
down, and committed three turnovers.

“I wasn't real pleased with our of-
fense," Hall mentioned. “Our offense
can play a lot better. We ran to the
wrong hole several times, and we miss-
ed a lot of blocks, but we've come a
long way since our first scrimmage
against M.C. Napier."

Costly Mistakes Ruin Defensive

It had all the makings of one of those
games where one big play could bring
a victory, or one mistake could mean
a defeal.

The field conditions played a major
part in this appearance as heavy rains
turned the playing surface into a slip-
pery, sloppy mess. Both teams, neither
known for their ability to move the foot-
ball, added to the expectations of a low-
scoring affair.

Through the first 18 minutes of the
game those expectations were solidi-
fied as Jenkins and Allen Central but-
ted heads to a scoreless tie. But with

about six minutes remaining in the first
half, the Cavaliers came through with
a big play. Or was it that Allen Central
simply made a mistake? Either way,
Jenkins got six points out of it, and that
was enough for them to earn a win,
defeating the Rebels 12-0 Saturday
night at Betsy Layne.

“I said at the first of the season that
specialty teams played a big partin it,
and fonight it cost us a ball game,"”

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NFL News And Notes

AFC West: Denver found a runner,
and looked hard for some bulk to add
along each line. Seattle is still looking
for consistency, and Los Angeles hasn'l
found a qualified passer.

These are some of the reasons most
football experts are choosing the Bron-
cos as their team most likely to capture
a crown in the AFC West, but none of
them are forgelling the awesome
talent possessed in the Pacific North-
west, and Southern California. Both
Seattle and the Raiders are being
touted as division contenders by all,
and Super Bowl possibilities by some,

Denver, dominated the past two
seasons after reaching the Super Bowl,
tried to heal its physical wounds ac-
quired from Washington last January
by drafting linemen in the first two
rounds.

Ted Gregory, taken on the [irst
round, is a powerful nose tackle from
Syracuse, and is expected to lend help
to the Broncos' quick but small defen-
sive line. The offensive line, likewise
quick but small, received help in round
two with the selection of Southern Cal
tackle Gerald Perry. He has been pen-
ciled in as a possible starter right out
of training camp

Denver was shoved around in its em-
barassing Super Bowl loss lasl year
They have golten there the past two
seasons due to talented skill position
players, but now Bronco supporters
hope additional line strength such as
Perry and Gregory will help them win
Just one more game this time around.

It all begins with John Elway, con-
tinues through the Three Amigos, and
ends up in the backfield where Tony
Dorsett has been added to a erew full
of situaltion players

Elway, although he finished only
seventh among AFC quarierbacks,
threw 19 touchdown passes and scored
four more on the ground. His 834
overall rating placed him behind such
names as Bill Kenney, Mark Wilson,
and Dave Kreig, but Elway does one
thing the others don't ... win football
games

The Broncos have three receivers,
Vance Johnson, Mark Jackson, and
Ricky Nalliel, who are all game
breakers with soft hands. The three
combined lor 99 catches last year, and
averaged over 17 yards per reception

Denver was sixth in the AFC in
rushing yards per game, and with Tony
Dorsetl on hand to go with a healthy
Gerald Willhite, the Broncon running
game could take the heat off Elway
and his Three Amigos

The Sealtle Seahawks are regarded
by many as the most talented team in
the AF'C, bul they are seldom found liv-
ing up to that expected potential. Last
vear the Seahawks finished with a 10-5
record, and made the playoffs, but in-
cosistency proved to be a consistent
problem for them. Seattle blew the
Raiders away twice, and defeated
Chicago by 12 points, bul lost lo Kan-
sas City, Pittsburgh, and Houston in
the playofis. All three were opponents
the Seahawks should have handled
successfully

Heading into the 1988 season, Seattle
IS once again considered to be one of
the conference's best teams, but prob-.
lems have already cropped up. Brian
Bosworth, a high-paid linebacker, has
crealed a major controversy
throughout pro and college foothall
with his recently-published book, All-
pro linebacker Ricky Yeung, during his
current hold out, said he didn't like
Bosworth al all, and doesn't plan to re-
join the team any lime soon

Sealtle was third in points scored last
season, doing it with a balance of run
and pass, and finished eighth in points
allowed. The Seahawks could
challenge Denver, but their personal
conflicts might allow LA to move up to
the second slot,

The Raiders have probably the
league’s [astest recelving duo in James
Lofton and Willie Gaull. Lofton, ac
quired a couple years ago from Green
Bay, averaged a conference high 21.5
yards per calch

Gault, brought over from the Windy
City this summer, averaged over 20
yards per receplion, and is another of
the NFL's best deep threats. Bo
Jackson, the two-sport star who earn-
ed eriticism by saving football was just
a hobby, ran for 554 yards last year
while averaging almost seven vards
per carry

Jackson, an outfielder for the
baseball Kansas City Rovals, won't be
available until the October 9 contest
against Cipcinnati, By then LA will
have played two division foes, a playofl
team from last season, and the LA
Rams

If the Raiders' stingy defense can
Keep them in the race early then
Jackson could possibly lead them into
the playoifs come late December

LA gave up the third fewes!t pointsin
the AFC last season, and surrendered
the second fewest first downs passing

San Diego lost Dan Fouls, and they
are figured to drop behind Kansas Ci-
ty in the chase not to be last

NFC West: Just when [ans in New
Orleans had a reason to unmask
themselves, Rueben Mayes pulls the
wool back over their eyes. Mayes, an
all-pro performer in both of his NFL
years, announced Friday that he wish,
ed to be traded. The announcement
comes on the heels, of the Saints' first-
ever winning season.

After Charles Lindburgh made his-
tory with the first solo flight across
the Atlantic. he came home by ship.

Entering his third season out of
Washington State, Mayes had been a
valuable commodily which enabled
New Orleans to piece Logether their
successful season, Mayes, who says he
is the fourth highest paid running back
on the Saints’ team, ran for 917 yards
in 1987. but walked out of camp lasl
week due Lo the contract disagreement

New Orleans also has Dalton
Hilliard, who was drafted before
Mayes in 1986. in the backfield. He ran
for aver 500 yards and might make way
for the Saints to deal Mayes away
They took Craig Heyward this year,
and might begin the season with him
as one of their starting backs,

Bul the Saints got 1o the playolfs with
their defense. which was sparked by a
pair of hard hitting, sack-minded
linebackers. Pat Swilling and Rickey
Jackson combined for 20 sacks last
sSeason

New Orleans had a plus 20 in the give
away-take away ratio, helped along by
30 interceptions. Bobby Heberl, not
flashy but mistake free, threw only
nine interceptions in comparison

The Saints appear to have turned the
corner, but without all their assels, San
Francisco will deny them a trip on
down the winning street

The 4%ers gave up the fewesl points
in the NFC while becoming the con-
ference’s highest scoring squad

Joe Montana is growing old, but if he
falters Steve Young has already pro-
ven himself as a competent heir to
Montana's thrown, and with San Fran-
cisco's supporting cast it isn't too dif-
ficult to be king quarterback for this
team

Not only is San Francisco one of the
NFL’s best teams, 13-2 last year, il I8
also young, having only five non-
kicking players 30 years old or over.

That doesn't make the LA Rams hap
py. They gave up all-pro running back
Eric Dickerson last season, and are us-
ing drafl choices received for him to
build for the future. Although Charles
White led the NFL in rushing, the
Rams are bound to miss Dickerson, but
they took Gaston Green from UCLA
this summer and he should ease the
pain some.

To lower the Dropout Rate, (our pro-
grams have been established in Floyd
County: The TOUCHDOWN program
al Prestonshurg High School, The
STAY program (which is county-
wide), Dropout Prevention program at
Betsy Layne High School and PALs
program at Allen Central High School.

The TOUCHDOWN program al
Prestonsburg High School was
developed around o theme called
ADOPT ({Appalachian Dropout
Prevention Outreach Program Team)
The purpose of the program is to build
a communily support system for the
student. The coordinator of the pro-
gram has two jobs. The first Lo provide
direct services for the students; the se-
cond i8 to be responsible for building
school and community support for en-
couraging school completion.

Several program objectives have
been established including improving
attendanee, raising grades, improving
the self-image, and improving
classroom behavior, said Frazier,

A second program, STAY, was
established by the Floyd County
Education Forum in cooperation with
the Floyd County Board of Education.
STAY (Students Teachers And You)
calls for a three-objective strategy lo
confront the dropout problem. The first
objective 18 lo develop public
awareness campaigns using the dif-
ferent Lypes ol media and developing
programs tailored Lo each school. The
second objeclive is to develop pro-
grams geared toward 9th and 10th
grade to provide counseling and other

The third program, Dropoul Preven-
tion at Betsy Lavpne High School,
focuses mainly on tutoring and
counseling. The teachers, principal and
guidance counselor give referrals to
the tutor/counselor at the school. The
tutor/counselor then meets with the
teachers to develop a strategy Lo help
the student. He or she tutors, advises
and counsels each studenl in his or her
weak area.

The PALs program al Allen Central
is a program focusing on tutoring. A
student is given one-on-one tutoring by
another student during supervised
study hall hours.

"It is the hope of the Floyd County
Education System and the Communi-
ty that these four programs, working
in cooperation with each other will
change the dropout problem we have
in Floyd County: Thus helping improve
the quality of education our children
receive, 'said Frazier

The event was sponsored by the
Eastern Kentucky Teachers Network,
which was formed by Eliot Wigginton,
the founder and editor of the Foxfire
series in Georgia, to encourage in-
novative approaches in education. The
students from Wheelwright were
among 50 network teachers and
students who displayed their work in
the Alumni Building on the Berea Col-
lege eampus. Two hundred people, in-
cluding representatives from the State
Department of Education, a wriling
program at the University of Louisville
and various state officials, gathered to

view the exhibition.

It really pleased me lo see other
people admiring the work that our
students have done.

one of the teachers from Wheelwright,
said.

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‘Mountain Folk Contribute To Country Music

In the past two decades, observers of
the country music scene have wilness-
ed the rise of the Nashville sound
rockabilly, country pop and the ex-
plosive popularily of such performers
as Willie Nelson and Dolly Parton, but
only some remember thal to the early
mountaineer, shut off by high moun-
taing and bridgeless steams, music
was whatl he and his family could sing
or play to fill their simple lives

Mountain folk sang their ballads at
the plow, the spinning wheel and
beside the baby's crib. The following
books from the PCC library celebrate
the history of country music

Country Music, USA., by Bill
Malone. A well-known name in music
literature, the author claims his book
is ""the resull of 23 years of research,
much travel and lots of picking and
singing.”" It's not hard to believe this
claim when you see the size of the
volume and examine the depth of its
coverage

Concentrating on country music as
it was performed on commercial air
ways, Malone attemplts to prove his
theory that “country music is nol
merely a fact of Southern culture, but
is also Southern culture's chief
industry.”

Published in 1968 and revised and
enlarged in 1985, Bill Malone's Country
Music U.S.A. has been well called the
definitive history of American couniry
music:

Sang Branch Settlers, by Leonard
Roberts. From 1951 through 1955, Dr
Roberts gathered a collection of
folksongs and stories from a single
Kentucky family. The Couch family
had grown and made ifs many homes
in Harlan and Leslie counties (or over

Radio’s Keéntucky Mountain Boy, by
Loyal Jones. This is the story of
Bradley Kincaid, one of radio’s all-time
great country singers, with 50 of the
songs thal endeared him to millions of
listeners,

Kincaid came into many a moun-
taineer’s home from the Grand Old
Opry by way of a baltery powered
radio. During his career he issued a
baker’s dozen of songbooks, made hun-
dreds of appearances, brightened
many a radio listener's lonely hours
and, in 1950, retired to manage a music
store in Ohio. Brought back to Ken-
tucky by the author to serve on a Tradi-
tional Music Commiltee at Berea Col-
lege, Kincaid not only agreed lo the
seal but broke his career’s silence by
singing at the first festival,

This book is an affectionate tribute
to an appealing musician. Jones is the
director of the Appalachian Studies
Center al Berea College.

Lily May: A Legend in Our Time, by
Kenneth Hull. In the early years of this
century, Saturday night was reserved
for the National Barn Dance coming
from Chicago’s NBC radio station. Li-
ly May Ledford won a contest from her
banjo playing and ballad singing and
made her first appearance on the show
on Sept. 15, 1936. She joined such rais-
ing stars as Gene Autry, George Gobel
and Red Foley to become the lead
singer of the Coon Creek All Girl String
Band

A wonderful little spiral bound book,
Lily May is full of black and white
photos of the personalities who were
the first stars of a raising genre—
country musi¢. Complete with the
words to many obscure songs, the

biography takes the Coon Creek Girls
from the Nationa) Barn Dance lo the
famed Renfro Valley Barn Dance
where they performed with Homer and
Jethro, the Kentucky Brier Hoppers,
Merle Travis and the Blue Mountain
Girls.

Watermelon Wine, by Forye
Gaillard. Most country writers write
what they feel or whal they see or hear.
Tom T. Hall wrote “Walermellon
Wine'' from a real happening, and Rus-
Lty Kershaw wrote "“Thal Don't Leave
Much Time to Fool Around'' from the
central reality of his own life. It is this
potency of real life in country music
that likely accounts for its popularily.

Because of this growing popularity.
country musie found itself in a tug-ol-
war between commercialism and
creativity, Nowhere has this been more
bitterly fought than within Nashville's
Grand Ole Opry. That's where this
book begins—with the people and the
stories that made that veneraled in-
stitution. From Sam MGee, Hank
Snow, Johnny Cash, Loretta Lynn, Dol-
ly Parton, Merle Haggard and many,
many more—they are all in this
book—their stories and often candid
shots that go beyond the usual
publicity-posed prints. With the lyrics
of 55 of the most representative songs
of the genre, this book is a treasure
trove to the fan.

Kentucky Country, by Charles Wolfe.

Kentucky can be proud of its contribu-
tion to country music. It has produced
more stars than any other state except
Texas, has seen four Kentuckians—Bill
Monroe, Grandpa Jones, Red Foley
and Merle Travis—elected to the Coun-
try Music Hall of Fame; it has produc-
ed master fiddlers like Ed Haley, Doc
Roberts and Kenny Baker. There are
many theories for this great contribu-
tion to the field. One is that the moun-
taing and highlands acted as a *‘giant
cultural deep freeze” preserving the
old songs of their Celtic-Scotch
heritage. Another theory is that Ken-
tucky is where the ballad hunters con-
centrated their searches. What ever
the reason, the national attention that
was lavished on its folk music en-
couraged later commercial country
music in the state.

With ot of pictures and history con-
centrating on Kentucky, this book is a
good addition Lo a collection of music
literature. Bill Monroe once said,
“There’s a lot of good music up there,"
in referring to his native state. This
books tells why, gives homage to its
makers and preserves its history.

Preston Tucker, the
hero of Francis Ford Cop-
pola’s new film, “Tucker:
The Man and His Dream,”’
was a dreamer who had
the imagination, perse-
verance and charm to
turn his dream into a
reality.

His imagination fer-
mented the idea of the
Tucker, a streamlined car
that would incorporate
features formerly seen
only an racing cars - disc
brakes, a pop-out wind-
shield and seat belts

His perseverance was
inexhaustible. Designing
4 New car on paper is one
thing; turning the design
into sheet metal and
wheels is quite another
Tucker simply went out
and got what he needed
with the flair of a carm-
val barker and the audac-
ity of a high-wire walker
without a net.

But the most effective
tool in his kit was his
c¢harm. With a grin broad-
er than the front of a
Buick he would pat his
colleagues on the back
and convince them that
they could do the impos
sible. They nearly did.

Coppola renders his
portrait of Preston Tuck-

er with similar innova-
tion and charm. Rather
than presenting a heavy-
handed history of Tuck-
er's rise and fall at the
hands of the Big Three
automakers, Coppola
keeps the tone light and

jocular. Even the film's

premise is an elaborate
pun; “Tucker' is present-
ed as an industrial film
made by the Tucker pub-
licity department, And
Coppala's depiction of
that film's director
(plaved by Don Novello,
a k.a. Father Guido Sar-
ducci), s delightfully
tongue-in-cheek.

Such a light hand
works enormously well in
presenting what is actu-
ally a tragic tale of big-
business collusion and in-
dustrial homicide

Coppola’s camera has
never been better, swirl-
ing through lavish sets,
shooting most scenes in a
lush, sepia glow, The ef-
fect created is 1940s nos-
talgia — the half-light of
what Tucker thought was
the dawn of a era

“Tucker” is compel-
ling, well-crafted and,
with a very engaging Jeff
Bridges in the fitle role,
potent and pleasurable.

of the Kingdom' (1944 )
“When | look back at it, 1
see a very skinny, very
severe young man,' he
says, “But I'm here to tell
you that sincerity is not
enough.” Peck concludes
that his performance
lacked the “salt and pep-
per’” of more, er, sea-
soned actors.

“Gregory Peck - His
Own Man” does have its
moments, such as when
Peck recalls producer
Darryl Zanuck's dictum
that ““Women hate mous-
taches on men,” which
did little to dissuade fe-
male moviegoers from
swooning over a musta-
chioed Peck in “"Twelve
O'Clock High" (19498)
And it includes one anec-
dote that has been told
before, but is worth re-
peating: Audrey Hep-
burn's recollections of
the famous Bocca della
Verita (“mouth of
truth™) scene in “Roman
Holiday™ (1953). Peck in-
serts his hand into the
mouth of the [amous
fountain (which legend
says will sever the himb
of anyone who tells a lie),
fibs outright, and draws
his handless arm out of
the mouth, only to reveal
that he had pulled his
hand up his sleeve before
withdrawing it. The gag
was not in the script
Peck ad-libbed it. “"The
scream | let out was good
and proper,” Hepburn
recalls

You might want to
scream after watching
Peck's predictable litany
of accomplishments. But,
unlike Hepburn, vou've
been warned
