Council Will Apply For Grant,
' Considers Imposing New 3% Tax

Applying for an Urban Development
Action Grant, a fee on alarm syslems
and a tax to be levied on restaurants to
apply to tourism, were high on the agen-
da at Monday night’s city council
meeting, here.

An Urban Development Action Grant
will be applied for by the city to promote
industrial growth, create jobs and widen
the tax base. The grant, if approved, will
create favorable interest rates for
business, not to exceed three or four per-
cent a year.

At the meeting, James Arthur
Hughes, president of Hughes and
Associates, showed the council plans for
a new industrial park he plans for the
near future. He says that it will take ap-
proximately 1.3 million dollars for a
landfill at the property. He added that
while some of the grant money would be
used for this purpose, the total cost of the
project will be seven million dollars.

Hughes said that the property will be
voluntarily annexed to the city when he
receives a clear title and expects that
the new industrial park will create 300
new jobs, bringing between $120,000 to
$150,000 a year into the city's coffers.

The money from the grant will be con-
trolled by the city, and it will receive
payments from the recipients. The
money collected will be used to en-
courage new development,

Two readings are required on the
grant application, and they will take
place Thursday at 10 a.m. and 7 p.m.

Another question before the council
concerned fire alarm systems. The
council voted to charge an initial fee of
$120 for installation of the alarm system
into the city’s system, and $5 per month
thereafter, The first proposal called for
initial fees of $120 and $20 a month,

David Allen, owner of an alarm
systems company, said that the law was
discriminating, because the police
answer all calls whether for alarms or
not. He said that the fee was too high Just
to keep a battery charged.

Billy Ray Collins, chairman of the
Recreation and Tourisl Commission,
presented the council with a proposal to
levy a 3% sales tax on restaurants in the
city. He proposes that the money be us-
ed to build better recreational facilities,
improve Archer Park and establish
mini-parks. Collins said that if more peo-
ple vacation in Prestonsburg and Floyd

county, the extra revenue will more than
offset the tax.

Mayor Latta commented that tourism
is a priority in our area and that she
feels the proposal is fair. Among the top
priority projects that could benefit from
the tax would be the swimming pool at
Archer Park and the tennis courts.
Renovation of the pool will cost approx-
imately $200,000 and work on the tennis
court is estimated at $87,000.

Another item on the agenda concern-
ed coal trucks passing through the city.
The council discussed the weight of the
trucks which, with "extended weight
tags, can be increased from the regular
tag limit of 80,000 pounds to the extend-
ed tag limit of 120,000 pounds. It was sug-
gested by City Manager Fred James,
that the city request that the state not
allow extended weight trucks to haul
from Route 3 through the city but take
an alternative route following US 23 to
the first traffic light. James says that he
would like fo see the truckers comply
with the city's wishes voluntarily. He
added he will contact truck owners by
mail about the problem. The city cannot

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Turkey Creek Landowners Join
Fight Against Broadform Deed

For one Martin man and his family,

strip mining on his property has caus-
~ed problems for over four years.

Done on almost half of Thomas E.
Martin’s Turkey Creek land, the strip
mining began in 1984 under Transcon-
tinental Coal Co., operating now in
Pikeville, Mr. Martin said the mining on
his property was reported as finished in
1985, but he is still waiting for the
reclamation process to be completed.

One year ago, authorities from
Frankfort and from here inspected the
mine site on Martin's land. Despite the
many reports of problems still present

on the Jand, it passed inspection,

Among the problems the Martin’s are
experiencing is one of contaminated well
water. Iron, sulfur and magnesium have
been found in all three wells on Mr. Mar-
tin’s property. These, in combination
with an oil based fluid, have con-
taminated the Martin’s water supply to
the point that, unless boiled, it's unsafe
for consumption. Bacteria counts in the
water were excessively high during the
mining operation, and still are. Mr. Mar-
tin said he has spent over $3,000 install-
ing a new water system, He had a fourth
well dug, and the same contaminated
water was found.

‘City’s Coal Spill Law
Takes Driver To Court

Truckers spilling coal has long been
a sore spot for the city of Prestonsburg,
and in District Court, Thursday, a truck
driver and the city went head to head.

David Conway, an employee of
Deboard Trucking, was charged with
coal spillage, October 12 of last year,
after a city fireman and police officer
observed coal falling off his truck as he

Qdrove through town.

Chuck Akers, arresting officer, said
that he was in an auto parts store when
he received a call from Fire Station Two
at Lancer, with fireman Tommy Cooley
reporting a eoal truck was spilling eoal
on the roadway. Akers said that he left
the parts store and, travelling down
Riverside Drive, attempted to stop the
truck at Davis Street near the Corner
Markel, but because of traffic conges-
tion he was unable to get behind the coal
hauler. With Cooley's help Akers was
able to get on the highway. Akers told
the court that finding he was too far
behind the truck to stop it, he turned off
on Court Street and got in front of the
truck by driving through the Sundry
*Store lot and parking in a private lot
next to city hall, Akers said that he then
walked out into the road and stopped the
truck.

According to defense attorney Paul
Preston Burchett, Akers had never been
behind Conway, but had merely receiv-
ed a eall at city hall from Cooley, subse-
quently intercepting the truck when it
came through town. Conway claimed
that he never saw the police officer
following him, and he had not observed
any coal falling off of his truck.

Bailey Introduces Legislation
To End Broad Form Deed Abuse

Legislation to end the abuses of the
broad form deed has been introduced in
the Kentucky Senate by Floyd county
State Senator Benny Ray Bailey with

. Senate Bill 145, a companion bill to

" House Bill 228 introduced two weeks ago
by Reps. Greg Stumbo and Clayton
Little.

“We felt like this issue wasn't moving
fast enough in the House,'' Bailey said,
HB 228 has been assigned to the House
State Government Committee, but hear-
ings on the legislation have not been
scheduled, and House leadership has yet
to voice its support for the measure.

SB 145 has been assigned to the Senate
Elections and Constitutional Amend-
ments Committee, and Bailey said he
was confident the bill would be approv-
ed by the committee.

“*Every member of that committee is

@ 2 co-sponsor," Bailey pointed out.

In fact, all but two of the Senate’s 38
members have agreed to co-sponsor the
bill.

“To me, this signifies some pretty

significant support for the amendment,”
Bailey said. “‘I see more support for put-
ting this amendment on the ballot than
any other issue.”

The General Assembly overwhelm-
ingly approved legislation in 1984 giving
surface owners control of their own land
where broad form mineral deeds were
involved. Last summer, however, the
Kentucky Supreme Court ruled the law
unconstitutional.

SB 145 and HB 228 would restore the
provisions of the 1984 law in the form of
an amendment to the state constitution,
taking the matter out of the hands of the
courts which have traditionally ruled
against the property rights of surface
OWners.

If the measure is approved by the
General Assembly, it will be placed
before the state’s voters on the
November 1988 ballot.

“We have spoken as a legislature to
this issue in the past that we don't
believe in it,” Bailey said, "I think the
issue deserves to go before the people.”

Also found on the Martin’s property
was a chemical pool-silt pond which
poses a severe threat under flood
conditions.

. Mr. Martin’s mother, Nora Martin, 74.
who lives on her son's property, has gone
to Frankfort twice to represent her fami-
ly in the problems found on their land.
Thursday, Mrs. Martin accompanied a
group to Frankfort but, due to a recent
heart attack, she watched the anti-broad
form rally on TV in Rep. Greg Stumbo's
office, rather than marching”as shie
would have preferred.

Mrs. Martin broughl with her two
water samples, pictures of chemical
streams in her yard, damage to surreun-
ding animal sheds, and clouds of dust
during the mine operation. She also
brought with her the original deed to the
land.

Her son, Mr. Martin, said the most im-
portant thing for people to remember is
to obtain a booklet of regulations from
the Division of Mines Dept., prior to any
mining done on their land.

After Thursday’s rally, Mrs. Martin
received a phone call from Rep. Greg
Stumbeo’s office with a message which
said that he would have people out to see
some of the problems firsthand soon.

The legislation for the broad form
deed amendment is House Bill 228 and
Senate Bill 145 which have yet to come
before the Kentucky General Assembly.
Rep. Greg Stumbo, who spoke at Thurs-
day’s rally, called the abuse of the broad
form deed, ‘‘unfair and un-American’’.
Stumbo encouraged Kentuckians For
The Commonwealth (KFTC), to con-
tinue what they are doing, that the
legislators are getting the message.

Rep. Clayton Little, of Pike county,
and Stumbo lead the fight for the broad
form deed amendment in the house.
Senator Benny Ray Bailey joined by all
but two senators as co-sponsors, leads
the senate’s efforts.

Three accidents involving coal trucks
Thursday and Friday have left one
woman dead and two children injured.

A head-on collision of a coal truck and
a late-model auto resulted in the death
of Marie Hall Reynolds, 64, of McDowell,
sister of Blaine Hall, of Hall & Clark In-
surance Co., here,

Mrs. Reynoids was on her way te work
around 7 a.m., traveling on route 122 on
her way to Auxier. She taught special
education for the trainable mentally
retarded at Auxier Elementary School.

According to state police reports, Mrs.
Reynolds lost control of her car causing
her to slam into the front of an oncom-
ing coal truck in the opposite lane
around a curve. The truck was driven by

Mrs,
Reynolds was pronounced dead at the
scene Friday morning,

Another unrelated accident occurred
Thursday afternoon around 1 o'clock.

Vanetta Taylor, 27, and Judy Taylor,
26, both of Hunter, were traveling with
three children, Justin, 4, Holly, 3 and
Jordon Darrell, seven weeks. They
entered U.S. 23 from the Lancer-Water
Gap road when a coal truck hit the back
of their car pushing them off the road,

Three-year-old Holly was thrown from
the car and knocked unconscious. She
received three stitches in her head. Her

History Works for Kentucky,
Attracting Tourist Dollars

Those who study the past come in all
ages and sizes. Not a few of them come
from out of state. This yen to examine
Kentucky history and genealogy al-
tracts a considerable amount of tourist
money to the Commonwealth. “Almost
$3.5 million enters Kentucky as a result
of the Kentucky Historical Society's
facilities and programs,” commented
Jim Wallace recently, who serves as
assistant to the director.

The society, a state agency and public
non-profit membership corporation, is
headquartered in Frankfort, where it
operates the Old State Capitol, the Ken-
tucky History Museum, the Kentucky
Military History Museum, and the KHS
library. “‘It's phenomenal, how much in-
terest there is,”’ stated Wallace. “Last
year our facilities registered over 70,000
visitors.” This statistic does not include
visitors to the New Capitol and the
Governor’s Mansion, whose guides are
based at the Kentucky Historical
Society.

Many visitors make use of the socie-
ty's 60,000-volume research library.
Among those delving into the past at the
KHS have been a staff researcher for
Roots and *“This Is Your Life’s’’ Ralph
Edwards. Located on the third floor of
the Old Capitol Annex, the library is
open seven days a week. The collection
includes manuscripts, photographs,
maps, and microfilm materials.

*“We attribute our success to our uni-
que collections, a wide range of services,
and Kentuckians' love of their heri-
tage,” said Wallace. The agency is cur-
rently seeking public support for the
construction of a Kentucky History

Center, to provide additional space to
house and display its museum and
library collections.

It isn't often mentioned, but the
possibilities of frostbite and hypother-
mia are factors which musl be con-
sidered for animals which give birth oult
of doors during the cold, winter months.

Nor is whether the winter is mild or
severe as much of a consideration as the
wind chill factor at the time of birth.

Frostbite is the destruction of super-
ficial tissues as a resull of exposure to
cold, with secondary structural and
functiona!l disturbances of the smaller
blood vessels. Hypothermia is lowering
of the gverall body temperature

Neither condition is particularly un-
commeon in young animals, especially
poorly nourished calves and foals expos-
ed lo storms and/or extreme cold. Pigs
farrowed in extreme cold often suffer
frosting of exposed parls, especially the
ears and/or hypothermia. Somelimes
combs of chickens are affected

Slight frosting causes the skin lo
become pale and bloodless, soon follow-
ed by intense redness, heal, pain and
swelling. More severe cases cause swell-
ing and pain, and the affected part re-
mains cold and may shrivel. In severe
cases skin may be destroyed and peel
off.

In hypothermia, metabolic and
physiological processes slow. Respira-
tion and heart rate slow down, blood
pressure lowers and finally conscious-
ness is lost. Both can be trealed by war-
ming the animal, slowly (0 avoid shock
unless death is imminent. Call your
veterinarian immediately.

Temperature need not be severe to put
an animal al risk. A temperature of 20
degrees Fahrenheil is not uncommeon in
Kentucky this time of year and if the
wind is still no particular problem. But
add a wind blowing at 30 mph and a wind
chill factor of -20 degrees is created,
which can cause frostbile of the feet and
other extremities in newborns, Animals
begin to be at risk when the wind chill
factor is at zero.

Your veterinarian ean help you treatl
hypothermia and frostbite, and many
unconscious animals can be revived
without apparent harm if caught in time

But prevention is the best route. When
you have animals about to give birth,
keep an eye on the weather. Wind chill
factor charts are easily available, most
places that sell calendars have them
Most weather forecasts include that in-
formation or it can usually be obtdined
by calling the weather bureau.

Your veterinarian can help you devise
ways to prevent frostbite and hypother-
mia. Often a simple windbreak is suffi-
cient. Preventing such things as frost-
bite and hypothermia is as much a
velerinarian’s specially as treating
them once they happen, and he'd rather
help you prevent them—but you have to
make yourself known

Ky. Has Record Job Placement in 1987;
Manufacturing Scores Biggest Gains

The Kentucky Department for
Employment Services helped a record
79.638 people find jobs during 1987,
almost 3200 more than the previous
high, recorded in 1985,

Nearly 60 percent (47,088) of the job
placements were made during the se-
cond half of the vear, which also is a
record number, according to James
Daniels, the department's commis-
sioner

One oul of every four placeiments suc-
cessfully made by Employment Ser-
vices stafl in 1987 filled a job al one of
Kentucky's factories. Manufacturing
jobs accounted for 25.5 percent of the
placements, up from 20,5 percent in 1986.

“This is the first significant placement
growth we’'ve seen in this category since
the recession at the beginning of this
decade,”” Daniels sald, The larges!
percentage of the added manufacturing
Jobs were in the apparel industry.

Job orders from service and trade in-
dustries each accounted for 21 percent
of the placements in 1987, This was a
small decline for services (from 22 per-
cenl in 1986) but a slight increase for
trade (from 20 percent in 1986)

“This fairly even split of the job open-
ings listed through our network of local
offices shows the importance of Ken-
tucky's broad economic base,"" he said.

“Those local office staff have
demonstrated the ability to give guali-
ty service to many of the state's
employers, and that's caughi the atten-
tion ol other businesses which, in turn,
have asked for our help in finding the
right person for a particular job
opening.’

Daniels attributed 1987's record
placements in no small part to the fact

that the Department for Employment
Services doesn’t just sit and wait for
employers to come in with job orders
“We have a wide variety of services lo
offer any company, large or small. Our
placement staff get out of the office and
visit major employers in the communi-
ty and the region to offer that help."”

Job applicants are given aptitude lests
to determine who best meet the re-
quirements an employer has outlined for
a particular position. Those whose skills
are most compatible with the qualifica-
tions are referred for interviews,

*Accomplishing this in a timely man-
ner in order to meet a projected hiring
schedule is a valuable service,
regardless of a company's size,'" the
commissioner said. “For a small
business that doesn't have a personnel
office, we can fill that role. Or we can
assist the personnel staff of larger
concerns.”'

Sometimes the department can help
an applicant find work and help an
employer save money al the same time.
“*A company that hires someone from a
designated group of hard-to-place ap-

plicants may be =ligible for a tax
credit,” Daniels sa. *“We can help by
determining if hiring a particular appli-
cant will make the employver eligible for
certain lax savings.”

Another money-saving tool which
helps employer and worker alike is on-
the-job training. Under this type of ar-
rangement, a business is reimbursed for
some training costs while an employee
learns new skills on the job,

The department continués Lo provide
a toll-free telephone service for
employers, the first public employment
service in the nation to do so. Employers
can call (800) 562-6397 for information
and assistance.

““This agency has one daily commilt-
ment: to help Kentucky's employers
find qualified personnel and to help job
seekers find gainful employment,”
Daniels said.

Late that evening, three men entered
the store on foot with two of the men
brandishing handguns and demanding
the store's receipts.

The store attendant was threatened by
one of the bandits who held a gun to his
neck and ordered him to open the safe.

Learning that the attendant was
unaware of the safe's combination, the
robbers settled for around $40 from the
cash register.

Two of the men are described as be-
ing around 59", with one man weighing
approximately 140 lbs. and the other 160
Ibs. The third man is said to be about
6'3"" and weighing between 190 to 200 Ibs.

The attendant told police that one of
the men called an accomplice Raymond.

Officers who investigated the robbery
were city patrolman Jeff Stumbo and
Mike Ormerod, and for the county, Chief
Deputy John K. Blackburn and deputies
Antony Castle and Ricky Thornsberry.

The robbery is still under investiga-
tion at this time, and no suspects have
been arrested.

Gov. Wallace Wilkinson stressed the
relationship between a strong vocalional
program and economic development in
proclaiming the statewide observance.

Kentucky has 17 state vocational-
technical schools and five health oceupa-
tions centers, The Department of
Education’s Office of Vocational Educa-
tion also operates the Kentucky Advanc-
ed Technology Center in Bowling Green
and 57 area vocational education
centers.

In addition. most high schools offer
general vocational education courses
These courses prepare young people for
specific occupational programs, stress
work discipline and generic work skills
and broaden the preparation of college-
bound students.

The American
chestnul tree was a very important tree
in our Eastern forests before the blight
struck. It was a source of beautiful fur
miture, rail fences, rot-resistant timber,
tannin, and food for deer, wild turkeys,
and other wildlife. Chestnuts from the

American chestnul are sweel tasting,

and whole carloads were gathered and

shipped to the big cities at Thanksgiv-
ing and Christmas for roasting, making
tressing, ete. It has been estimated that
the American chestnut occupied the
equivalent of 10-50 million acres in

Eastern U.S, forests. Thus, the blight

that struck and killed most of these trees

was one of the greatest forest disasters
#in history. The blighl started al the New

York Zoological Park in 1904, and by

1940 had spread throughout the natural

range of the chestnul

A few large American chestnul lrees
are still alive. I hope Lo locate ten or
more of those few surviving trees, obtain
cuttings, and propagale about 50 Lrees
from each of the ten. The plan is to grow
the resultant 500 propagated trees
together so that they will cross pollinate

The propagaled lrees will be grown in

a dry irrigated areas such as Grand

Junction, Colo., where the blight isn't as

virulent—shouldn’t prevent the lrees
mErowing to seed bearing age. The aim

wottld be to produce a million seeds from
the 500 trees, The resultant million seed-
lings would be planted in clear-cut areas
of Eastern national forests

If we gel 10 highly resistant trees (rom
the million seedlings, the work will have
been worthwhile. In turn, these ten could
be propagated and planted in groups of

50 at intervals in the Southern Appala

chians

AAA Opposes Road
Fund Diversion

Governor Wilkinson's mention of tap
ping the Road Fund as a possible
revenue source to make up the General
Fund deficit brings back memories of a
few years ago

When the slate gasoline tax was in-
creased a nickel in 1986 to help provide
much needed revenue for road construc-
tion and maintenance, we voiced con
cern at that time the additional road
fund revenues might be siphoned off to
the General Fund

Certainly, it was not the intent of the
General Assembly that the gas tax in-
crease go for anything bul road repairs
By law. money in the Road Fund is ear-
marked [or construction and mainten-
ance of the State’s highways and
bridges. Our highways’ maintenance is
of utmost impeortance. Deterioraling
roads means that every molorist suffers
direct economic loss through increased
damage and maintenance costs lo their
aulomobiles.

The Road Fund is already jeapordiz
ed for several reasons, It stands to lose
$60 million in revenue this year if the
State Supreme Court upholds the Frank-
lin Circuit Court’s ruling that the Ken-
tucky supplemental highway user tax is
unconstitutional. Such a cutback would
mean the Road Fund couldn’t provide
essential services.

And, $43 million in coal-severance tax
monies arediverted annually from the
Road Fund and kept in the General Fund
{One of Wilkinson's campaign
promises had been fo discontinue this
practice.)

Obviously, the Road Fund has no ex
cess funds to spare

Motorists already bear a substantial
General Fund load. Some $60 million in
sales tax on parts and tires and $37.7
million in state property tax on molor
vehicles are paid in the General Fund by
highway users

Any action which diverts Road Fund
maonies is nothing short of deplorable. To
maintain the fiscal integrity of the
highway program, the Road Fund must
continue to finance highway projects.
Failure to do so violates its purpose and
intent. It also penalizes highway users
and in the end, it is they who suffer when
less money is available for legitimate
purposes.

We hope Governor Wilkinson, alarm-
ed by the state's poor revenue forecast,
won'{ ask motorisis Lo make up the dif-
ference for the General Fund shortfall

sudden illness due to the low tempera-
tures or an injury such as a fall which
made il impossiblé for them to go to or
summon needed medical help,'" he said.

Dr. Cowherd advised Kentuckians
who know someone who is homehound,
especially an elderly person living alone,
to telephone the individual a few times
during periods of cold and snowy
weather

“It doesn’t take much sometimes to
save a life,"" he said, ''If there is a prob-
lem, immediately contact the source of
whatever help is needed, whether it's
emergency medical care or a senior
cilizens’ service agency."

Prudence Moore, director of the
cabinel’s Division of Aging Services,
said the state's 250 senior citizens
centers are vilal wintertime resources
for many of the 120,000 Kenluckians over
age 60 who are aided by the division’s
programs

“The Nutrilion Program for the
Elderly is especially eritical Lo many of
our older, low-income ¢lients as their on-
Iy hot, nutritionally-balanced meal on a
cold day,'" Moore said.

“Other serviees such as lransporta-
tion for senior citizens to the centers, to
shopping centers, to doctors’ offices and
elsewhere is in greal demand when ice
and snow make streets and sidewalks
less than mviling,” she said

Moore said the centers can also be us-
ed as referral services on other prob-
lems facing elderly Kentuckians.

“Even if the center doesn't have a
direct service that can alleviale the
problem, the staff should know the com-
munity and whal other resources are

QUESTION: I am a nonsmoker who
has always been reluctant lo say any-
thing to & smoker whose cigarretle
smoke is bothering me. After all, smok-
ing can be a sensitive issue with some
people. [s it true that this smoke does af-
fect me? What can I do aboul it?

ANSWER: The mest recent Surgeon
General's Heporl concludes that
cigarette smoke is a major source of in-
door air pollution and can have adverse
health effects on people who do not
smoke,

Nonsmokers exposed to lobacco
smoke at home or in the workplace may
get eye irritations and respiratory prob-
lems. Young children of parents who
smoke are more likely to have colds,
bronchitis and pneumonia. Recent
studies suggest that nonsmokers who
are often exposed (o lobacco smoke may
be more likely lo develop lung cancer.

You are nol alone in how you feel
aboul secondhand smoke. A 1980 survey
done by the Massachusells Department
of Public Heallh found that nonsmokers,
who make up three-quariers of the
population, overwhelminingly feel that
secondhand smoke is a danger to their
health and support limits on public
smoking

You can lake steps to reduce your ex-
posure lo secondhand smoke. When
ealing oul, always ask lo sit in the no
smoking section—even if you know the
restaurant doesn't have one. At work,
pul a “‘no smoking please'' sign on or
near your desk or work station. Find out
if your town has laws abeut smoking in
public places. If not, contact your local
board of health aboul passing such laws.

Social Security

Beneficiaries Will
Receive Statement

Social Security beneficiaries should
recejve a Social Security Benefit State-
ment (Form SSA<1099) in the mail some-
time this month, The form shows the
amount of Social Security benefits
received or repaid in 1987. The form will
help calculate whelher any Social
Security benefits received are subject to
Federal income tax

Most Social Security beneficiaries do
not have to pay any Federal income tax
on their Soeial Security benefits. If the

®ocial Security check is the largest
source of income, beneficiaries probably
won't owe any tax. But if substantial in-
come has been received in addition to
the Social Security benefits, up to half
of the annual Social Security benefits
may be subject to Federal income tax.

Social Securily benefits may be tax-
able if the taxable income plus non-
taxable interest plus half of the Social
Security benefits exceeds the base
amount, The base amounts are $25,000
if you are single, $32 000 if you are mar-
ried and file a joint return; or $0 if you
are married, live with your spouse at
Wby time during the year, and file
separate returns

Included with the benefit statement
will be an IRS Notice 703. This notice in-
cludes a worksheet you can use lo get an
idea if any of your benefits may be tax-
able. If you are married and you and
your spouse will file a joint return, be
sure to combine your incomes and your
Social Security benefits when you fill out
the worksheet.

If you have any questions about the
worksheet or how to figure your taxable
income, call any IRS office. The phone
wumbers of IRS offices are listed on the
back of the Notice 703,

Mountain dew, corn squeezing's,
blockade whiskey, white mule, hooch,
woods liguor, white lighlening,
moonshine—whatever name you give it,
that raw, clear distillate made in a
homemade still has had a long and in-
teresting history in the hills and hollows
of eastern Kentucky. Besides being a
profitable way to transport his corn to
market, distilled corn whiskey produc-
ed a reliable cash income for the small
farmer. Here are some books from the
P.C.C. library which chronicle the licit
and illicit branches of the distilling in-
dustry which grew up side by side in
Kentucky.

Kentucky Moonshine
By: David Maurer

Well illustrated, this book is a narrow
and concentrated history of moonshin-
ing in Kentucky. It tells us that moon-
shining was America’s first chemieal in-
dustry and that the moonshiner is
America's oldest, continuously
operating professional criminal. While
the book concerns itself with the illegal
market it also gives the history of Ken-
tucky's growth in the legitimate
distillery industry. Complete with a
glossary to explain its specialized
language, this book is a realistic look at
the modern moonshiner and a reliable
accounting of the institution of moon-
shining in the State.

Bluegrass, Belles, and Bourbon
By: Harry Kroll

A lavishly illustrated, alcoholic tour of
the Bluegrass State. Narrated in a jaun-
ty, rambling style full of local color
historic yarns lavishly sprinkled with
folklore and some just plain tall tale tell-
ing. We are taken from tavern lo
distillery beginning with Talbotl's
Tavern in Bardstown, the capital of the
Bourbon Kingdom, to the Glenmore
Distillery at Owensboro. Along the way
we learn of the men who made Bourbon
and Kentucky synonymous—T.W.
Samuels, Jim Beam, Tom Moore, H.
McKenna, James Crow—and are
treated to the lively story of Craig
Tolliver who, al the turn of the century,
reigned in:Morehead as the booze king.
Along our journey we learn tidbits—like
why Kentucky's limestone water is vital
to its bourbon preduction and what kind
of wood goes into a good whiskey barrel

A veracious history of distilleries in
the Bourbon belt of Kentucky, this is one
of the few books that emphasize the
legitimate business of alcohelic produc-
tion in a state that has been the
homeland of whiskey making, licit and
illicit, from its beginning.

Moonshine: Its history and folklore
By: Esther Kellner

A rich collection of reminiscences,
anecdotes and folklore about moonshin-
ing and moonshiners. Drawing her
material from family stories, diaries,
scrapbooks, and historical records,
many preserved from Civil War ex-
periences and lemperance aclivities,
Kellner retells stories from a variety of
experiences and people in her book,
“‘Moonshine,” Here you'll learn how a
farmer near Paris, Ky. accidentally
learned to produce bourbon and why
Kentucky whiskey was considerdd
richer, more full-flavored and mellower
than that of other states,

More than Moonshine: Appalachian
Recipes and Recollections
By: Sidney Farr

““More than Moonshine,"" is more than
a cookbook. In country days the big,
warm~ Kitchen knitted families
together—this is a book taken from those
days—the recipes come from grandma'’s
cookstove and the talk from warm
remembrances around the Kkitchen
table. The author, raised on Stoney Fork
in southeastern Kentucky, tells about
mountain ways, mountain food and
mountain liquid refreshments—the hot
toddie and the moonshine whiskey is
carefully wedged between the biscuits,
the cornpone and the cracklin bread.

Many Landowners Face
Broadform Nightmare

Picture this. You are relaxing in your
favorite armchair, reading the news-
paper. You come upon a notice in the
classified section which announces that
your land will be strip mined.

Or you are at work. The telephone
rings. A neighbor is on the other line. *'1
thought you should know,” says the
neighbor. ‘I was just walking behind
your house. There's a bulldozer back
there right now, knocking down your
trees and fence, and digging up your
vegetable garden,”

Or the strip mining is well under way.
You are not happy about it. But when
vou told the mine superintendent that he
was destroying your property, he said,
‘Sorry, but I have a permit.”” (Or he
may say, "'l am getting a permit."
Sometimes the cart comes before the
horse. )

You say, “But [ own this property."
He says, ““That doesn’t make any dif-
ference. ['have a broad form deed.”” You
ask to see the deed. He shows you a
paper with your grandfather’s X mark.
You don't recall your grandfather men-
tioning that he sold the mineral rights,
and you thought he could read. Or you
ask for the deed and the man says,
“Sorry, I can't show it to you,"

Your garden has been reduced to a
pile of rocks. Your topsoil, the six inches
which is supposedly all you own, has
been plowed under or washed away. The
superintendent promises to replant with
a serubby grass. Maybe he will, maybe
he won't. The loose dirt he leaves washes
away with each heavy rain.

In the meantime, vou go to the
bathroom sink to brush your teeth. When
you turn on the tap, black sludge flows
from the spigot. When you tell the mine
superintendent, he denies having
anything to do with it. When you com-
plain to state officials they say, “Da you
have any technical information to sup-
port your claim?’’ Or *'Maybe it's
temporary.”’

One month later, you receive a notice
to pay property taxes on the land you
OWI.

As far fetched as this scenario may
seem to most Kentuckians, it is a pain-
ful reality for many landowners.in the
eastern part of the state. In counties like
Perry, Leslie, Knott and Floyd, the
broad form deed is used by coal com-
panies to strip land without the permis-
sion of the landowner. Crop lands, or-
chards and water supplies have been
destroyed. All the negative aspects of
strip mining—soil erosion, water table
depletion, landslides, esthetic conside-
rations—are magnified when the land
destroyed belongs to someone other than
the coal company

There 15 some question about the
authenticity of many broad form deeds.
But even if they are legitimate, they are
by their nature unjust, Landowners in
the early decades of the century had no
knowledge of strip mining. They assum-
ed the minerals beneath their land would
be removed by familiar deep mining

methods. To allow strip mining without
permission is a clear injustice,

At one time, broad form deeds were
used throughout the Appalachian region
by companies seeking to strip mine coal.
But one by one. states such as West
Virginia and Tennessee have outlawed
the broad form deed. Only Kentucky has
allowed the practice to stand.

In 1984, the Kentucky General
Assembly overwhelming voted to
abolish the broad form deed. The Ten-
nessee law, found constitutional by that
state's Supreme Court, served as the
model. But this past fall, the Kentuecky
Supreme Court ruled the 1984 law un-
constitutional, in a decision that brings
shame upon the commonwealth.

Kentuckians For the Commonwealth,
a citizens" group which pushed for the
passage of the 1984 law, is now calling
upon the General Assembly to place the
question before the voters of Kentucky
via a constitutional amendment on the
ballot. Voters in the rest of the state can
help support Eastern Kentuckians by
contacting representatives and urging
them to vote for a constitutional amend-
ment, and by going to the polls in
November.

The coal industry’s high-powered lob-
byists will be active in opposing the con-
stitutional amendment this spring. In
addition, the industry will seek to move
responsibility for sediment ponds on
strip sites from the company to the land-
owner. If the industry succeeds and
citizens fail, imagine this—

The sediment pond left without your
permission by the strip miners breaks
loose wiping out your house and all of
your neighbors’ homes, According to
laws passed in 1988, the responsibility is
yours,

No fiction writer could invent a
scenario as absurd as the reality which °
faces Eastern Kentucky landowners. It
is time for the citizens of Kentucky to ;
say “NO” to the irresponsible and |
destructive practices of the coal
industry.

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High School Senior Drug Survey

By RONALD REAGAN

- Recently something happened here in
Washington that makes me proud.

It had to do with a report that our
Secretary of Health and Human Ser-
vices, Dr. Otis Bowen, just released.
Now, most of the time government
reports, with all their statistics and dry
language, are not particularly in-
teresting. But this one is different,
because it has to do with something of
deep concern to every American
family—attitudes about drug use among
America’s young people.

For each of the last 13 years, the
government has surveyed America’s
graduating high school seniors. Every
vear, thousands of seniors in hundreds
“of schools across America have been
asked about the drugs they have used,
and about what they think of drug use.

For many years, what we found out
proved pretty discouraging. In the 19708,
students told of ever more frequent drug
use. Many of them said that some drug
use—even drugs like cocaine—was
okay, nothing to be afraid about. We had
a drug epidemic, and too often our na-
tional leaders, in government and the
media, did not seem to care.

Drug use, some said, was a victimless
erime—no one got hurt, no one suffered,
so what was the big deal? I have often
Mhought that this message that drugs
were not all that bad was part of a larger
message. The same people who winked
at us about drugs also told us that
America’s future was bleak. Too often
they said that the traditional values of
family and community were old-
fashioned and out-of-date. It was as if
they had lost faith in the future and
wanted the rest of us to lose it, too.

But in communities around America,
families, teachers, and young people
themselves were finding out that those
who said drug use was no big deal,

Wyhether they knew it or not, were tell-
ing a big lie. And a dangerous one.

Just how dangerous, we all saw two
years ago when a promising athlete, a
young man whose future could have
been written in headlines and in gold,
died of a cocaine overdose, Len Bias
never got to play professional basket-
ball. But today his mother says that his
death may have been a message from
God to America's young people—stay
away from drugs, all drugs, all the time.

As you know, others have carried that
message, too. For six years now, Nan-
cy has been travelling around the coun-
try spreading the word. On one trip out
West, a student asked her how to turn
away from drugs when they were of-
fered. She replied, ‘'Just say no.”' Since
then, thousands of ““Just Say No"' clubs
have been starled in schools around the
Nation. Students got the message, in
many cases, long before adults.

That brings me back to the report—
maybe you have heard the best news in
it already. Last year, for the first time
since the surveying began, a substantial-
ly smaller proportion of high school
seniors—one third smaller—acknow-
ledged current use of cocaine than
acknowledged it the year before. But
that’s not all,

Students are no longer buying the old
line that experimenting with cocaine
and other illegal drugs is safe. For many
years only about a third of them said
that using cocaine once or twice was
dangerous. Last year almost half did.
And nearly 90 percent said regular use
was dangerous.

And cocaine use is no longer the ““in"
thing, In fact, almost all the seniors
surveyed—97 percent—disapproved of
regular cocaine use. And whether they
thought one or two experiments danger-
ous or not, 87 percent disapproved of
even {rying cocaine.

Use of marijuana and amphetamines
is also dropping. More than 10 percent
of the members of the class of 1978 said
they used marijuana daily. In the class
of 1987, it was only about three percent,
still too many, but much better than it
was. And more than 70 percent—more
than have before—say that regular
marijuana use is harmful,

So the message is out and America's
young people have heard it—drugs hurt;
drugs kill; drug use is nothing to brag
about; stay away from drugs.

All this makes me proud. The one
thing I have found you can always count
on is that when we Americans get a
message and decide to do something,
watch out. There is nothing that can stop
us.

I am proud—as I know you are—of
Nancy and of the many adults who have
worked against this plague. But most of
all, and I know also you join me in this,
I am proud of millions of young
Americans who—one by one, or together
with their friends—‘‘Just Say No'’ to
drugs.

0al of Expanding Health Department Project

A project designed to help prevent
premalture births in Kentucky has more
han Lripled in size since its'implemen-
vear ago. That growth has led
the Department for Health Services to

1 ahead with plans to expand the pro-
gram into more counties.

The Kenlucky Pre-term Labor
Prevention Project has grown from
eight counties in January 1987 to its pre-
sent 27 counlies, said Health Commis-
sioner Carlos Hernandez, M.D., M.P. H.

“The growth of this particular in-

iliative is significant for two reasons,"
said Hernandez. “'For it to be successful,
public and private medical professionals

ork together as a team. In the

_ has already expanded to, we've
found many local folks willing to put
th that effort
The growth also means that we're
making a slow bul sure impact on the
number of small sick babies born in this
state and eventually on the infant mor-

tality rate,”" he said.

“While we're pleased with the pro-
gress so far, this is a campaign that we
must continue in order for this assis-
tance to be available statewide.”

Since 1980 the number of low birth-
weight babies (under five-and-a-half
pounds) in Kentueky has remained right
at 7 percent of all births. Premature
birth is the leading cause of low birth-
weight, which, in turn, is the leading
cause of infant mortality.

Kentucky's 1986 infant mortality rate
was 9.8, which means that of every 1,000
live births, almost 10 babies died before
their first birthday.

Pal Pennington, the department’s
maternal and neonatal section super-
visor, said that the program provides
women likely to deliver prematurely in-
tensive prenatal care at local health
departments—more frequent physician
visits and education/counseling on
mother/child nutrition and signs of
premature labor,

A woman who recognizes signs of
premature labor can try at-! ome tech-
nigues to stop the labor. If those don't
work, she can go to the health depart-
ment for fetal maopitoring and medical
attention and/or on to the hospital.

*'The cornerstone of our protocol is the
education and counseling the patients
get,"" Pennington said. “Premature con-
tractions are often painless and other
signs of premature labor are very sub-
tle, so health department nurses teach
these mothers-to-be to recognize the
warning signs.

*“The nutrition aspect is important,
too,”’ she said, “‘because research has
proven that the food a pregnant woman
eats can make a difference in whether
she'll have a healthy baby or a sick,
premature baby.

Before beginning the endeavor in a
certain county, state officials and a
physician from the universities of Ken-
tucky or Louisville provide training for
doctors, nurses and nutritionists, usually
at a local or nearby hospital.

“We encourage labor and defivery and
emergency room nurses to attend the
training,” said Pennington. ‘‘This effort
has to involve more than just the health
department medical staff. Everyone
who might be treating the woman dur-
ing pregnancy, labor and delivery must
work together to see that a healthy baby
is delivered.”

At least two full years of data are
needed before a documented effect on
low birth weight can be seen. Kentucky'’s
procedures for medical professionals
are based on a March of Dimes plan,
which has been successful in other
states.

A WEIGHTY MATTER

How much medicine a person takes is directly related
to his size and age. The dosage for an adult is calculated
to act on a body weighing approximately 155 pounds.
Therefore, adults who weigh only 100 pounds should take
their petite size into account when taking medicine. This
means, in this case, reducing the dosage of an over-the-
counter medicine by about one-third. If the medicine to
be ingested is prescribed by a doctor, he should take his
patient’s weight into account. As for children, those of
average size between the ages of 5 and 12 can be expected
to take approximately one-third of an adult dosage of
over-the-counter medicine. A person over the age of 65
should also adjust his dosage, based on the recommen-
dation of the pharmacist or his doctor.

Members of the Floyd County Fiscal Court

We have examined the statement of assets, liabilities, and fund balances arising from cash transactions of
Floyd County, Kentucky, as of June 30, 1986, and the related statement of cash receipts, cash disbursements, and
changes in cash balances for the year then ended. We also examined the Sheriff's settlement—1985 state taxes
for the fiscal year ended June 30, 1986. Our examination was made in accordance with generally accepted govern-
ment auditing standards, the Single Audit Act of 1984, and the provisions of OMB Circular A-128, Audits of State
and Local Governments, and accordingly included such tests of the accounting records and such other auditing
procedures as we considered necessary in the circumstances.

As recommended by the State Local Finance Officer, pursuant to Kentucky Revised Statute (KRS) 68.210,
the accompanying financial statements are prepared on a cash basis. Consequently, certain revenues and the related
assets are recognized when received rather than when earned, and certain expenses are recognized when paid
rather than when a liability is incurred. This cash basis system does not require the maintenance of a general
fixed asset group or general long-term debt group of accounts, Accordingly, the accompanying financial statements
are not intended to present financial position and results of operations in conformity with generally accepted ac-
counting principles.

In our opinion, the accompanying financial statements present fairly the assets, liabilities, and fund balances
arising from cash transactions of Floyd County at June 30, 1986, and its cash receipts and disbursements and the
Sheriff’s 1985 state taxes charged, collected, and distributed during the year then ended, in conformity with the
accounting system described above, applied on a basis consistent with that of the preceding year.

The accompanying additional information, provided on Schedules A through D, ineluding the schedule of federal
financial assistance programs, is not necessary for a fair presentation of the financial statements, but is presented
as additional analytical data. This information has been subjected to tests and other audit procedures applied
in the examination of the financial statements mentioned aboye and, in our opinion, is fairly stated in all material
respects in relation to the financial statements taken as a whole.

COMMENTS AND RECOMMENDATIONS
As required by the Single Audit Act of 1984, we have reported on the county’s financial statements (page 1),
its system of internal accounting and administrative controls (page 25), and the county's compliance with laws
and regulations (page 28). The following comments and recommendations were disclosed during our examina-
tion of the financial statements and our study and evaluation of the county’s system of internal controls and its
compliance with Jaws and regulations.
Prior year Comments and Recommendations
In the prior year audit report, we reported several areas of noncompliance. Those that have not been cor-
rected are commented on in the current year audit findings. The noncorrected findings are as follows:
1) The Floyd County Solid Waste, Inc., was not audited,
2) The Sheriff’s county revenue bond was inadequate.
3) The county had poor internal control in purchasing procedures.
Year Comments endations
Internal Accounting and Administrative Controls of All County Programs:
1) The Sheriff's County Revenue Bond Should Be Increased
As of the audit date, the amount of the Sheriff’s County revenue bond was set at $50,000. This amount is
insufficient to adequately protect the county from potential loss. We recommend the fiscal court review
this bond and take the appropriate action necessary to ensure that the county is adequately protected.
2) The County Should Have An Inventory Control Ledger
The county does not have an inventory control ledger of fixed assets. As a result, there is no record of in-
ventory on a current basis. The absence of an accurate inventory control system could also result in finan-
cial loss and potential liability to the county. We recommend an adequate inventory system be initiated
and maintained.

3) Purchasing Procedures Should Be Improved
During the course of our examination of expenditures, we noted several weaknesses in the county's pur-

chases of road materials:

a) The amount of material purchased exceeded the amount authorized by the purchase order.

b) Weight tickets could not be found for all purchases.

¢) Invoices could not be found for all disbursements,

d) Purchase requisition numbers were used to purchase malerials, but no purchase order could be found.
The county has implemented a computerized system for fiscal year 1986-87 which, if properly utilized, should
eliminate these weaknesses.
We are confident the above findings and recommendations will be useful to you in managing the operations

of the county in a manner consistent with effective accounting and compliance controls.

“Frostbite and hypothermia are the
killers of the unprepared,” says Dr
Henry Baughman, coordinator for
Emergency Care Instruction and asso-
ciate professor of health at Western Ken
tucky University, who shudders when he
thinks about the many people who will
contract frostbite and hypothermia this
winer

The two conditions are easily
prevented, vet tissue damage is perma-
nent, says Dr. Baughman He knows
men who were frostbitten in World War
[1 and suffer circulation problems today

Frostbite is the actual feeling of
tissue; hypothermia is the lowering ol
the core body temperature to 95 F or
lower. A person can have one, the other
or both—aithough many people think the
conditions are inseparable, Baughman
says

The preventive measures are the
same for hypothermia and frosthite, and
they involve common sense, Dr. Baugh-
man reminds people to keep warm by
dressing for the wind chill factor, not the
temperature, Wool is the best materal
for the icy days—it retains more heal
than cotton does. Fifty percent of the
body’s heat escapes from the shoulders
up, so a tobbogan is 2n inexpensive bul
indispensable part of your equipment
Dr. Baughman warns against gelling
wet—from waler, gasoline or
perspiration—reminding people that
water conducts heat away from the body
20 times faster than warm, dry air, "I
once got mild hypothermia while swim-
ming in Hawaii,”" he recalls

Baughman warns against the com
mon practice of wearing extra Socks:
cramming an overdressed foot into
regular shoes will only impede cireula-
tion. Overshoés are a wise investment

Baughman also advises wearing
layers of clothing and unbuttoning or
buttoning up as the situation demands

Overshoes, extra gloves, extra socks
and ski mittens are easily carried along
and ¢can come in handy, Dr. Baughman
says

Smoking and drinking alcohol in-
crease a person's risk of catching
hypothermia. Older people are more
likely to suffer chronic hypothermia,
which comes on slowly and is the resull
of poor nutrition, inadequate home in-
sulation. immobility and dehydration
Dr. Baughman suggesis thal older peo-
ple wear socks, a hat and even gloves
whén they go to bed. Acute hypo
thermia—a rapid cooling of the core
body temperature—strikes younger peo-
ple who fall into thinly iced lakes or have
similar accidents;

Symptoms of hypothermia include
slowed pace, slurred speech, confusion,
intense shivering and possibly hallucina-
tions. An irregular pulse, chill bumps
and dead white skin are signals that
capillary shunt is at work—a process at-
tendant to hypothermia in which the
body shuts off blood to the exlremities
in an effort fo keep the core warm

Before frostbite sets in, chillblaines or

“frostnip™” occurs—the skin becomes
cold, reddened and painful to the touch,
Look for these symptoms in the ears,
nose, cheeks, fingers and toes of a possi-
ble victim. Manual dexterity is lost and
numbness follows, then a slight burning
sensation in the stricken area. Sgon the
skin pales and the victim no longer feels
pain

Freezing, loss of mobility and death
can follow. If the victim survives, the
frostbitten tissue will thaw and swell.
The blisters can rupture or turn black—
the sign of gangrene and certain even-
tual amputation

First aid measures for frostbite and
hypothermia involve rewarming the vic-
tirm with external heat. The hypothermia
vietim's body cannot rewarm itself from
85 I, so an electric blanket and warm
water are helpful. Be careful not to burn
the victim—remember that he can't feel
pain, but can still be injured. Don’t give
him extremely hot coffee—his lips won’t
be mobile enough to sip, and severe
scalding can oceur

Remove constricting clothing, feed
warm, nourishing foods and give aspirin
to a victim Lo combal pain. Put a sterile
dressing on the damaged area, and ex-
ercise limbs only slightly. Dr
Baughman warns against massaging
the affected areas. Frozen fissues are
like shards of glass beneath the skin, and
a well-meaning measure can do more ir-
reparable damage lo a victim's tissue by
rubbing the limbs

Finally, and obviously, gel the vietim
under professional observation im-
mediately. first aid is just that—
measures taken to hold the victim over
until he reaches professional help.

It's important to know the symptoms
of hypothermia and frostbite, and to
recognize the condition developing in
others, says Baughman. He explains
that many people try to endure extreme
cold and are unaware of the damage
they inflict upon themselves.

The best prevention in cold weather is
not to go outside at all. Dr. Baughman
asks people to ask themselves, “‘Is play-
ing in the cold worth the potential
damage to your body?"

According to Allen, ““The salary ine-
quifies began with the strict, technical
interpretation of Senate Bill 229 in
January, 1981. The legislature passed
the law to raise beginning vocational
teachers' salaries to help vocational
education to compete with industry and
public schools, However, the interpreta-
tion by the State Department of Educa-
tion resulted in salary increases only for
beginning teachers, while many
teachers with one to four years of ex-
perience are paid as much as or more
than career teachers with twelve, six-
teen, and even twenty-four years of
teaching experience and same educa-
tional training."

Specifically, the petition cites one
teacher with Rank I certification (the
highest educational certification) and
one year of experience who is earning
$300 per month more than teachers with
16 and 17 years of experience with the
same rank and within the same voca-
tional region. Also cited is a Rank II
teacher with four years of experience
making $900 per month more than other
Rank II teachers with 12 and 21 years of
experience.

KEA President Allen said, “These
types of discrepancies exist all across
Kentucky in every vocational region and
include administrators as well as
teachers.”

A STUFFY NOSE ISN'T ALWAYS A
COLD—It can be an infection, an
allergy, a structural disorder, or
vasomotor rhinitis, says The Better Way
in Good Housekeeping's February issue.
Infections can be viral or bacterial. If
viral, decongestants and lots of fluids
will help: if bacterial, you’ll need an-
tibiotics prescribed by a doctor.
Allergies can be seasonal; pollen in
spring, ragweed in fall, or perennial:
dust, mites, animal dander. To treat
allergies, tests are recommended, then
antihistamines or decongestants. Struc-
tural disorders can range from an inter-
nal deformity to enlarged adenoids,
tumors or foreign bodies. Surgery is
often recommended to correct the inter-
nal deformity, and to remove adenoids,
tumors or foreign bodies, Vasomotor
rhinitis can be caused by psychological
stress, poor thyroid function, pregnan-
cy, or high blood pressure drugs. Have
the doctors determine the cause and
recommend ways to help the problem.
If the condition persists, surgery might
be necessary.

WHEN YOU NEED A CREDIT
COUNSELOR—From August 1986 to
August 1987, 176,000 debtors (a 13% in-
crease over the previous year) sought
help from one of the 345 nonprofit
counseling services affiliated with the
National Foundation for Consumer
Credit. You may be in trouble, says The
Better Way in Good Housekeeping’s
February issue, if your installment and
credit-card debts equal 15 to 20% of your
salary after taxes, or if you draw cash
on one credit card to pay another. A
counselor will help you figure out a
budget for basic living costs. With
what’s left for monthly payments you
work out a debt repayment plan. If you
can't meet payments, your counselor
will ask creditors to reduce payments

and stretch them over a longer period.
If the creditors agree, you send a month-
ly payment to your counselor who
divides it among your creditors. You
must agree not to make credit or major
cash purchases until you are debt-free.

Cold Weather Dangerous
Inside As Well As Out

With the area's recent frigid
temperatures and al least two months
of potentially cold weather ahead, Ken-

tucky Department for Health Services °

officials urge that precautions be taken
against a wintertime condition that can
be as deadly indoors as outdoors.

Hypothermia, the potentially fatal
lowering of the internal body tempera-
ture, can occur in the home or outside
and can happen in a few hours or take
several days, according to state
epidemiologist Michael Moser, M.D.

The elderly are particularly suscepti-
e to hypothermia, especially those who
are chronically ill, cannot afford to heat
their homes, or do not dress properly.
People who must be outside during
severe weather also are at risk.

“Dressing properly is the key to stay-
ing warm,”’ said Moser. ‘‘Staying active
during the day and eating enough food
can also be helpful.”

Moser recommends that during
severe weather multiple layers of
clothing should be worn, both indoors
and outdoors. When outside, wearing a
hat is advisable because much body heat
is lost through the head.

*If your home is not warm, consider

earing a hat indoors,” he said.
“Remember to take precautions at
night, too, because we generate less in-

blankets and sleep in warm clothing.
Parents should check on infants to make
sure they are adequately dressed and
covered.”

Because some elderly people cannot
sense temperatures well and may not
realize that their homes are cold, others
should regularly check on older people
who live alone,

Healthy young people engaged in out-
door work or sports are also at risk of
hypothermia—even at temperatures
between 30 and 50 degrees.

“Many people simply can't believe
such temperatures are dangerous," said
Moser, ‘‘and may fatally underestimate
the combination of wind, wet and cold."

People who work or play outdoors in
cold weather should be prepared to go
indoors if they can't stay warm,
especially if they are also getting wet.

“If you can’t go inside, at least get out
of the wind and rain or snow,"’ he said.
‘‘Remember that persistent or violent
shivering is a warning signal that
hypothermia is an imminent danger.”

Travelers are advised to carry
blankets and/or extra clothing in their
vehicles, he said. *‘Pay special attention
to your vehicle's fuel supply. Running
out of gas could be fatal in severe
weather conditions.”

ternal heat during sleep. Use lots of lowering of the body’s core temperature

to 95 degrees or below. Normal body
temperature is 98.6 degrees. Signs and
symptoms of hypothermia include poor
coordination, stumbling, slurred speech,
irrationality and poer judgment,
amnesia, hallucinations, blueness or
puffiness of the skin, dilation of the
pupils, decreased respiratory rate, weak
or irregular pulse, stupor, muscle ten-
sion, and a deep cold or numbness. All
do not have to be present to indicate
hypothermia.

Because most of these symptoms can
indicate other problems, the only way to
definitely identify hypothermia is by
taking a person's temperature.

“If someone's temperature is below 95
degrees or does not register, that person
should immediately be seen by a physi-
cian,”” Moser recommends. ‘‘Hypother-
mia is life-threatening, so try to warm
the victim while waiting for emergency
help. Wrap the person in blankets or
warm clothing—try to move the victim
to a warm room.”

If a thermometer is not available,

Kentucky Afield...

Building Wood Duck Boxes
Provides Wildlife Enjoyment

January is a favorite month of wildlife
observers in Kentucky, because there
are a variety of animals and songbirds
walchers can attract by construcling a
feeding stand.

Some of the animals, such as squir-
rels, rabbits or raccoons are common-
ly seen throughout the vear, but often
migrating birds thal are not as usual will
stop by during the winter months.

On those days when you are watching
from a window to see what different
species may accept your hospitality, you
could also be thinking ahead to the
spring and take on a hobby to help
wildlife when thal season arrives, too.

Bullding wood duck nest boxes and
placing them near waler and coveris a
greal way to help this species. In many
areas, the trees that wood ducks use to
nest have been cut, cleared and
sometimes burned, but this species will
adapt to artificial nesting sites if
available

Constructing nest boxes for wood
ducks is inexpensive, easy and makes a
great hobby for those cold, winter after-
noons when there's little else to do. It
also is a contribution to enhancing
wildlife and can provide much viewing
enjoyment when the adults begin
nesting

Wood ducks are one of the most strik-
ing waterfowl species and are easily
identifiable from other ducks, They are
present from spring until late fall, when
they migrate south to warmer states.
Wood duck numbers peak in Kentucky
in September, after the young are wean-
ed and can fly.

The nature of the wood duck is just as
its name suggests. Most of its time is
spent in woody cover near streams,
forest ponds and lakes surrounded by
good stands of timber. Wood ducks will
nest in boxes some distance away from
cover, but water is & necessity in attrac-
ting these birds to your area.

Most of the time, when a pair of wood
ducks nest in an artificial site, they will
return to that nest again. However, wood
ducks do not collect nesting materials
such as twigs or leaves, so this must be
provided by the builder. Sawdust or
wood shavings about three inches deep
inside the box would be the best
substitute.

One other important thing which
should be included is a cloth-covered
ladder inside the box which the duck-
lings can use when it's time to leave the

., nest. Adult wood ducks do not aid their

offspring in elimbing out of the nest, in-
stead the young are left to get out as best
they can, A miniature ladder will help
insure the young birds can reach the
opening and join the adult as they move
to the water,

Putting up wood duck boxes can be en-
joyable for the conservationists and
wildlife enthusiasts. Populations can be
increased locally through the use of
these nest sites and if they are in place
early in the year, the ducks will become
more accustomed to the box and be
more likely to use it

This was the initial step in establishing
a program o help establish a future resi-
dent goose population in the eastern part
of the state, The reclaimed land includ-
ed in the projecl Is located in Knotl,
Perry and Breathitl counties

Currently, goose hunling is available
only in the western portion of the state.
However, wildlife bielogists feel that
agreements such as the one signed by
Cyprus Southern Realty and Cyprus
Mountain Coal could eventually provide
goose hunting opportunities in Eastern

Kentucky also.

Many Kentucky farmers could benefit
from the Agricultural Conservation Pro-
gram which currently is holding a
regisiration period, says a Kentucky
Department, of Agriculture official.

“I suspect fewer than 10 percent of our
farmers know of and fully understand
the program and its potential,” said
Richard Phillips, the department’s
markel research director. “Farmers
were notified of the program by a
number of local ASCS offices, but the

any event, a lot of farmers are missing
out on a good program, especially in
light of the drive to raise the amount of
alfalfa and other legumes grown in
Kentucky.”

Phillips said most counties are now
having their spring sign-up for seeding
practices, and reguests for cost-sharing
can be accepted only during that period.

ASCS can payup to 75% of the cost of
seeding, but the percentage level is set
by local county committees. Alfalfa
must be sown with a grass and cannot be
mixed with other legumes, Also, the
acreage seeded must be protected from
grazing by domestic livestock until the
stand is well established, but the cover
can eventually be harvested, according
to the state ASCS office.

The purpose of a permanent
vegetative cover is to protect the soil and
reduce water, air, or land pollution from
agricultural or silvicultural nonpoint
sources on farmland or ranchland that
is subject to wind or water erosion.

Farmers also could be eligible for
cost-sharing for minimum plant food
materials, seed, and seedbed prepara-
tion. Those interested should contact
their local ASCS office, Phillips said.

Senator Hollings Takes

Rupert Murdoch obey the law of the
land. Murdoch is an Australian who has
cornered a large sector of the media in
Britain. More recently he has been mov-
ing onto the American scene.

In Boston and New York Murdoch has
been operating, backed by a con-
siderable stable of lawyers, in defiance
of the law which forbids dual ownership
of a major newspaper and TV station in
the same market. Senator Hollings tack-
ed onto the recent budget bill a provision
requiring immediate compliance.

Murdoch's lawyers are specialists in
technical ways of subverting justice, but
now they are howling that Senator Holl-
ings used a technical trick to enforce the
standard of fairness. And then there are
those who, like Senator D’Amato of New
York, instinetively spring to the defense
of corporations.

But corporations that hold monopolies
of the channels for building up full, free
and informed public opinion are of a dif-
ferent order from ordinary cartels.
Channels of broadcasting are natural
monopolies, and the same government
that licenses their proprietors until
recently was careful to gurantee the ex-
pression of a maximum of diverse opi-
nions on public issues.

One of the dismaying things about the
Murdoch Case is to see the way in which
the president of the Allies Printing
Trades Council in New York has come
to the defense of special interests, not to
champion the public interest.

We cannot remind ourselves too often
that our liberties as American
citizens—and our liberty and dignity and
integrity as human persons—depend
directly upon our being alert to catch

students—all of us have a stake in max-
imizing civie participation in discussing
and deciding public policy.

GED Program Sets
1987 State Record

A record number of adults earned
General Educational Development cer-
tificates in Kentucky during 1987, the
Kentucky Department of Education
announced,

Brenda Rollins, director of adult and
community educafion for the depart-
ment. said 14,845 adults earned GEDs in
1987, an increase of 2,289, or 19 percent,
over the previous record set in 1986.

The number taking the GED exam,
21,976, also sel a record. That was an in-
crease of 3,381, or 20 percent, over the
number tested in 1986, Rollins said.

She attributed the increase to business
support of the GED program through
Project Second Chance and the GED
Foundation for Adult Education.
Primary supporters are the Kentucky
League of Savings and Loan Associa-
tions, Kentucky's rural electric
cooperatives and investor-owned elec-
tric, gas and lelephone utilities.

“Because of our success, we believe
Kentucky will move out of last place in
the nation in adull educational achieve-
ment in 1990, Rollins said. “‘We are
making Kentucky more attractive toin-
dustry, and we are improving the abili-
ty of our citizens to get jobs and improve
their lives."

1986 was Lhe firsl year that Kentucky
had more GED graduates than high
school dropouts, and its GED program
was recognized as the fastest-growing in
the nation that year

“We think pur 1987 results will make
us a strong contender for national
recognition again this year,"' Rollins
said, “'and GED graduates should again
outnumber dropouts.'’

Everybody’s Science...

Surprise Party for Bugs

By BEN HARDIN

When most of us give a party, we don't
usually have bugs on our guest list, Yel
scientists with USDA's Agricullural
Research Service are not only inviting
bugs over but also making sure they
never leave.

The insects eat themselves to death on
an experimental "“snack' of starch
granules that contain natural chemicals
to attract the bugs and make them want
to eat—but that also are laced with tiny
amounts of pesticides or pest-killing
microbes, says chemist Baruch 5,
Shasha of Peoria, 111

In laboratory tests, Shasha and his
colleagues tried a version of the "'snack’’
on corn rootworms, which cost U.S.
farmers tens of millions of dollars an-

nually. The starch granules used in the
test contained both an atiractant—a
chemical obtained from plants in the
cucumber family—and a common insec-
ticide, carbaryl.

“In five minutes, the rootworms were
paralyzed, and in 20 minutes the party
was over. They were dead,’”” says
Shasha, who along with agency en-
tomologist Richard L, Dunkle, of
Manhattan, Kans., has filed patents on
the new starch-encapsulation processes,

Shasha and Dunkle have planned field
studies at Brookings, S. Dak., to find out
how much insecticide is needed. “*Ap-
plication rates for insecticides are bas-
ed on the fact thet very little of a
chemical actually contacts a pest.” says
Shasha. "“Most is wasted. So we're Iry-
ing to get the pest to target itself—to a
tiny amount of chemical.”

The scienlists also envision farmers
and gardeners increasingly using pest-
killing bacteria such as Bacillus thur-
ingiensis (Bt). This microbe produces a
lethal protein inside the larvae of many
insects that eal it.

The market for Bt, however, is limited
because the bacteria usually die of ex-
posure to the sun shortly after applica-
tion. But the scientists found that encas-
ing Bl in cornstarch blocks the sun and
prolongs their lives,

In the lab, this approach worked well
against the European corn borer—
another major pest of U.S. corn. In field
studies begun last spring at Ankeny,
Towa, scientists sprayed "starched” Bt
onto corn. The potential for controlling
borers with Bt looks promising, with
more extensive tests planned for next
summer,

Often, three to five years of data from
field studies are needed before industry
will seek a license for a product, says
Shasha, But with interest already
shown, commercial “‘snacks™ could be
marketed sooner.

““Maybe [eeding the snacks is a dirly
trick, but it's another way to cul back on
chemical insecticides,” says Shasha.
*“That will help protect the environment
and cut farmers' production costs.'
{Agricultural Research Service, U.S.
Department of Agriculture)

A Legislative Perspective

Education and the budget maintained
their key roles of importance in this se-
cond week of the 1988 General Assem-
bly. The legislative process eased for-
ward as leadership and commiliee
chairmen worked out the kinks and oil-
ed the clerical path through which all
bills must travel to become law. House
of Representatives' chairmen set in mo-
tion the committee system by posting
their first bills and the first piece of
legislation was approved by the House
of Representatives.

Some political observers have noted
the slow start made by this session of the
General Assembly. But one must under-
stand the circumstances unigue only to
this particular legislation. A new Ken-
tucky Governor is still in the tedious pro-
cess of setting up his cabinet staff in ad-
dition to gelting an executive budget on
line by January 27.

Many bills introduced into a session of
the Legislature have a fiscal impacl and
realistically ean't be acted upon until the
executive budget is received and analyz-
ed, If additional revenue is not found this
session, it will be difficult for any pro-
grams lo be expanded or new programs
fo be funded.

Yet, the House Commitlee on Ap-
propriations and Revenue did organize
this week and conduct a meaningful
meeting. Appropriations and Revenue
legislators discussed with Kevin Hable,
State Budget Director, what budget
details should be released to the
Legislative Research Commission staff
and what constitutes confidentially. A
bill pending before the House Commit-
lee on Appropriations and Revenue
would provide LRC staff more informa-
tion regarding budget decisions.

One measure committee members ap-
proved would prohibit the construction
of state buildings with private funds
from any source held by the agency for
management or investment purchases.
Inother words, state agencies could nol
plan a capital construction project
without ifts being scrutinized by
members of the legislalive subcommit-
tee on Capital Construction.

The House Committee on Educalion
gave a show of support for the 1985
education reform package by passing
legislation that would expand the state’s
gifted and lalented program. The bill,
having a fiscal impact, was sent to the

House Committee on Appropriation and
Revenue to await the executive budget.

Also approved by Education law-
makers was a measure loo create a pilot
preschool program in the Com-
monwealth. During the legislative in-
terim, information was gathered fo in-
dicale a positive reaction from under-
privileged children to preschool, one-on-
one lraining. It is a program thal even-
tually could shrink the welfare roles and
have a major effect on our economic
development efforts.

In addition to the preschool program,
the lHouse Education Committee and the
full House passed legislation that would
require a criminal record check for
anyone being hired for child supervising
or disciplinary positions by the state
Board of Election, local school boards
and day care centers.

The bill would nol apply to teachers
currently employed unless they resign
and apply later for another job.

Members of the House of Represen-
latives passed overwhelmingly my
legislation to exempt directors of non-
profit organizations from civil liability.
I have found that it is often difficull Lo
find qualified people to head non-profit
groups because of the threat of lawsuits.
This bill exempts such people from
lawsuits except in the case ol willful
violations of the law.

*Gradually add more fruits and
vegetables. Choose 100 percent whole
wheat or whole grain breads instead of
white bread.
