New Retirement System

Prestonsburg Mayor Ann R. Latta
called a special City Council meeting
June 29. The purpose of the meeling
was to brief the Council about a new
Kentucky law regarding its employee
retirement system

The Kentucky General Assembly
this year passed a law that requires sl
4th class cities like Prestonsburg to
come under the stale-wide Counly
Employees Retirement System. The
law, which takes effect August 1, will
raise a cily employee's pension as well
as the city's contribution to the fund

Tom Castle of the County Employees
Retirement System in Frankfort ex-
plained to the Council bow to imple-
ment the law and how CERS works.
Apparently, in order to comply with the
law, the Couneil must pass a ordinance
to that effect,

The big question on Mayor Latta's
mind is how much will the changeover
in retirement systems cost the ecity,
Presently, the ity pays 3.9 percent of
an employee's gross salary into its
retirement plan with no employee con-
tribution. Once it comes under CERS

all newly hired employees will auto-
matically be brought in, and
employees hired before August 1 will
have the option of joining. Al that time
the city will have to contribute approx-
imately seven percent, and the
employee four percent of his gross
salary. Also, if an employee hired prior
to August 1 elects to transfer to CERS,
then the city will have lo assume all
retroactive pension costs from the time
that person was hired after ils 1979
retirement system started. The new

retirement system will also lower the
number of years an employee has to
work before collecting his or her
pension.

Castle estimates that it could cost the

city as much as two million dollars,

and while Latta doubts that it will he.

thal much, she said, “an actuarial
study will have to be done to determine
exactly how much it will cost the city.™
The Council will now study the man-
date and decide on it at its next
meeting July 25.

Everybody’s Science...

Crushed Yellowjackets Summon
Nearby Wasps To Attack

Squashing that yellowjackel hover
ing aver your fruit salad might make
you feel better this summer, but it 4lso
might incite nearby yellowjackets in-
to frenzied attack.

“'So pul down that sandal or rolled-
up magazine.” advises Peter J, Lan
dolt, U.S. Department of Agriculture
entomologist. Landolt and chemist
Robert R. Heath found that the venom
of southern yellowjackel wasps con
tains a chemical—ecalled the alarm
pheromone—that signals nesling
wasps nearby thal defense is needed

“If you smash a Landolt
said, "'its venom sac breaks and the
alarm pheromone goes into Lthe air
This can provoke guard wasps to come
out and sting whoever or whatever gets
in their way.”

The pheromone, which is released by
a stinging yellow jacket, signals fellow
wasps on guard that an invader is be
ing stung and that further defense is
needed. “It’s sort of like a policeman
on patrol calling for back up," Landoll
said

Landelt and Heath, both of USDA's
Agricultural Research Service, found
and synthesized the alarm phero-
mone—the first wasp pheromone to be
isolated that is known to provoke
attack.

They used the new synthelic
pheromone lo infuritate wasps at the
agency's Insect Altractants, Behavior
and Basic Biology Research
Laboratory in Gainsville, Fla.

The pheromone certainly evoked a
response. “Three, four, five hundred
altacking wasps came out of the nest
and started stinging—a dangerous
situation even in a bee suil,” Landoit
said. That's because many people are
hypersensitive {0 wasp venom

The farthest Landolt put the
pheromone from wasps in his tests was

wasp,’

15 feet, and angry wasps still emerged

In the first test, stinging lasted for
three hours. "These wasps can keep
slinging because they don't lose their
stingers and die like honey bees,” he
said. When the scientists first realiz-
ed how strongly wasps responded, they
decided to study the behavior further,

Southern yellowjackets, common in
mid-Atlantic, midwestern and
southern states, are sometimes confus-
ed with honey bees. Yellowjackel
wasps can be dangerous because even
a few stings can be fatal to allergic
people

According to Landoll, a nest can
house 3.000 to 40,000 of the wasps,
depending on how long the nest has
been in the same spot. Yellowjackets
nest in the ground, usually in an old
mouse burrow {Agricultural
Research Service, U.S. Department of
Agriculture)

When he became Altorney General,
Cowan contacted the stale Transporta:
tion Cabinel expressing his concern
with the way drunk driving laws were
being interpreted. Cowan met at length
with Secretary Milo Bryant, 'l am
delighted that, as a result of our
meetings, Secretary Bryant and
Governor Wilkinson support my inter-
pretation of the law,” Cowan said.

Cowan said he was surprised to learn
that last year thal some motorists ar-
rested for drunk driving, were not hav-
ing their licenses revoked. Following
news reparts of the “loophole,” the
number of DUI suspects refusing to
take the Breathalyzer test, increased
dramatically. In Jefferson county, cor-
rections officials report that one in four
drunk driving suspects are refusing the
test. In 1987, there were nearly 2,000
such refusals and already this year
there have been nearly 900. "This is &

. Situation that is wreaking havoc with

the effort to keep drunk drivers off our
roads, and it simply cannot be
tolerated,” said Cowan.

Il you visit the Parkway Gallery
about ten miles from Prestonsburg,
you may flind the proprietor, Tom J
Whitaker, but it is likely you will en-
counter a sign stating, ““Gone lo the
bushes to paint,'' for at no time is
Whitaker happier than by a moss
covered tree, or the middle of a briar
palch

Tom Whitaker is a twd-sided coin, al
times he is the stereolvpe artist who
moves easily in elite social circles, but
don't be misled by his smooth manners
and winning charm. There is another
side to Tom, and from this springs art-
work that expresses the soul of the
common man. Whitaker’s strength lies
in the simplicity of his subjects, and his
sensitive treatment of everyday life in
Appalachia

For the past 15 years Tom J.
Whitaker has been Professor of Art at
Prestonsburg Community College.
Tom has received a B.A. in art at
Eastern and a Masters degree from
Morchead State University. Whitaker's
work has been represented in numer-
ous shows and galleries, and most
recently in ' Images of the Mountains,”
sponsored by Berea College and the
University of Kentucky

Tom Whitaker has been a major in-
fluence on Eastern Kentucky's percep-
tion of art. In his classes at the college
and the workshops he presents around
the state, Tom stresses the importance
of being one’s self, and not depending
on public opinion. “Do vour own
thing," proclaims Whitaker with a sly
grin, and he follows his advice by pro-
ducing highly individual art works

Genuineness is a must for Tom when
choosing the subject of his artwork. He
enjoys painting scenes that reflect the
characler of mountain people, the worn
but sturdy old houses, the rugged and
knowing charm of a rural farm couple,
the rooster crowing, or the briar al the
wellbox. All of these have come from
his prolific palate apd brush,

“Arl s a never ending search, where
the process is more important than the
[inished product,” admonishes
Whitaker. “The most important thing
Is the ability to see, many people go
through life and never take the time to
observe the beauty of nature close-
hand."

Whitaker also has other talents that
give groups and organizations he ap-
pears before speclal delight, he is a
talented singer and entertainer. He can
riot only satisfy your requests with a
guitar or mandolin, but also with his
own orig'hal compositions. He will
often gund tuate his verses with a rebel
yeil, urging one and all to join in the

chorus, Whitaker brings (o his singing,
as he does his art, thal cunning sense
of humor and knowledge of human

nature,

Tom's gallery is a cross between an
abandoned warehouse and an art
museum. It is organized chaos at the
old service station thal serves as a
studio. On the walls hang many

original watercolors and skelches.

Staring back at the viewer is a Hamp-
shire hog or the careworn face of an
elderly person, and many colorful land-
scapes. In the floor or stacked in the
corner are the malterials he uses in
framing, Books on every concejvable
subject are stacked and piled about in

every nook and cranny.

Tom J. Whitaker is a native of Pun-
cheon creek, in Magoffin county. Tom
grew up among the sights and sounds
of rural Eastern Kentucky and feels his
childhood experiences have enriched

Beiting, 64, is founder of the Chris-
tian Appalachian Project, a non-
sectarian self-help organization
dedicated to restoring the in-
dependence and pride of the chronical-
Iy impoverished people of Appalachia
through education, economic oppor-
tunity, employment, and a sense of
community. Aided by volunteers, the
Project has grown from holding sum-
mer camps [or poor children in the late
1950s to a multi-faceted organization
serving people of all generations in 12
eastern Kentucky counties,

The CAP founder was introduced to
open-air preaching in 1946 when he
spent the summer as a seminarian
with a priest in Johnson county, Later
he continued the practice when assign-
ed in 1950 by the Covington Diocese to
establish parishes in Garrard,
Jackson, Rockeastle, and Madison
counties,

With his present work as the Pro-
ject’s chairman, pastor of ML. Tabor
Monastery in Martin, and missionary
for the Mission Office of the Lexington
Diocese, Beiting has never forsaken his
love of the mountain tradition of open-
air preaching.

Veterans Administration
Questions
And
Answers

Editor's note: Following are
representative guestions answered dai-
ly by VA Counselors. Full information
is available at any VA Office.

Q. —Am [ entitled to Veterans Ad
ministration compensation if the con
dition for which I apply existed prior
to military service?

A.—Veterans may receive compen
sation for a pre-existing condition if the
condifion was aggravaled during ser-
vice bevond the normal progression of
the disability. You should apply for
compensation for any disability that
might fit this calegory so that a deter-
mination of eligibility can be made

Q —Does the recent increase in max
imum guarantee of VA home loans
qualify me for a higher mortgage?

A —The increase in the maximum
entitlement increases the amount you
can borrow without a down payment
The loan must not exceed your ability
to repay and must not exceed the
reasonable value of the property as
determined by the appraisal,

@Q.—I ama Vietram era veteran and
used by VA education benefits to attend
college. While attending school, I was
injured in an automobile accident and
under a doctor's care for almost two
vears, unable to continue my educa-
tion. I am now able and ready Lo go
back to school, but I cannol without
financial assistance, Am [ still eligible
for VA education benefits?

A.—Normally a veleran musl use
education benefits within ten vears
from the date of discharge. However,
the delimiting date for educational
benefits may be extended if it is deter
mined that the veteran was prevented
from initiating or completing a chosen
program of educalion because of a
physical or mental disability. Physical
or mental disabilities which result
irom the applicant’s own misconduct
do not qualify the person for an exten-
sion of the delimiting date, Any exten-
sion granted will be equal to the length
of time that the eligible person was
prevented from initiating or com
pleting a program of eduecalion within
the basie 10-year period of eligibilily,

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Life After Retirement:

Managing A Fixed Income

If you are like most people, you
sometimes fantasize that life after
retirement will be a time when you will
worry only about whether you should
spend the day on the golf course or take
a stroll on the beach, In realily, retire-
ment often means adjusting to a fixed
income and altering one's lifeslyle in
ways never anticipated, says the Ken
tucky Society of CPAs.

To understand the ways in which
retirement can radically change {inan-
cial prierities, take a clear look at what
retiring on a fixed income means, You
may no longer have to pay commuter
costs or maintain a business wardrobe,
but your credit card debls, mortgage
or rent payments, and utility bills are
likely to continue unchanged. Al the
same time, your entertainment, travel,
and medical bills may very well
increase

In the past, you may have counted on
promotions, salary raises, or bonuses
to help you beal the race with inflation
or credil card balances. Bul once you
retire, your income may grow only by
occasional Social Security cost-of-
living increases. Moreover, the amount
of rigk you can afford to take in per-
sonal investments, such as mutual
funds, generally decreases, along with
the opportunity for dramatic apprecia-
tion of capital.

For the most part, living on a fixed
income means accepting the limits and
possibilities of the funds you have ac-
cumulated or earned during your
working years. Judging by statistics of
recent years, Social Security will pro-
bably be the primary source of your
retirement income. The remaining
funds usually come from an employer
pension plan and such savings options
as IRAs, Keoghs, or 401K plans

Ultimately, retiring with financial
security means handling vour fixed in-
come with intelligence and care. Start
by examining your income and ex-
penses and formulating a realistic
budget. Add up what you (and your
spouse, if applicable) receive from
such sources as Social Securily,
emplover pensions, IRA or Keogh

benefits, dividends, and annuities. -

Next, total your fixed and variable ex-
penses, such as mortgage payments,
utilities, medical expenses, credit card
bills, and recreation. Try fo gauge
which expenses may be affected by in-
flation and make adjustments to your
budget accordingly. If you have
duplicate credit cards, eliminate at
least one.

When you have an accurate picture
of your financial capabilities, consider
how your lifestyle works with or
against your budget. Some retirees live
life to the fullest and spend lavishly on
travel and eniertainment, without
realizing that they may outlive their
capital. Other refirees are exceeding-
ly cautious, scrimping and saving
whenever possible. These people face
another, equally serious risk—they
may never have the chance to enjoy
their hard-earned savings. Try to avoid
either extreme.

If, after careful consideration, you
decide that your income remains insuf-
ficient for your needs, don't despair.
You still have options available. Take
a part-time job. You can generally
earn several thousand dollars a year
without affecting your Social Security
payments. If you have a vacation
home, consider renting it to others for
at least a portion of the year. Aller-
nalively, you can converl a garage in-
to a rental apartment. If you are liv-
ing in a home or apartment originally
designed for a growing family, in-
vestigate housing alternatives, a one-
bedroom apartment or a condominium
in a retirement community

Although moving may seem a
frightening prospect, weigh all the pros
and cons before dismissing the idea.
After all, moving to another city or
state where the cost of living is less ex
pensive can dramatically improve the
quality of your retirement life. When
contemplating the possibility of reloca-
tion, review all the financial implica-
tions of such factors as state income
tax rates, utility costs, property tax,
and even climate. In addition, find out
if the community offers retired in-
dividuals discounts on transportation,
heating oil, property taxes, or
entertainment.

Another way to stretch your fixed in-
come is by being aware of, and plann-
ing to minimize, your tax liability
Retiring usually results in a substan
tially lower income and, thus, lower tax
rates. Bul don't forget that pension in
:ome and IRA withdrawals are tax-
ible. Take out too much money in one
rear, and you may end up paying more
axes than you anticipated.

If you are a middle or lower income
‘eliree who does not itemize, you may

ind some relief in tax reform. The new
aw has replaced the extra personal ex-
emption for individuals who are 85 or
older, or blind, with an extra standard
deduction of $750 for single individuals

Drunk Driving
A National Crisis

Senator Miteh McConnell has joined
the citizens of Radeliff, Kentucky, in
the battle against drunk driving
MecConnell sent a letter accompanying
a petilion from Radcliff residents that
urged the President to declare drunk
driving a National Crisis. The Senator
also called fellow Kentuckian Gary
Bauer, White House Domeslic Policy
Advisor to urge the White House Lo con-
sider immediate action on this declara-
tion. The petitions were presented by
Sandy Golden an anti-drunk driving ac-
Livist during 2 While House meeting
with Bauer

One week before the Carroliton
crash, 99 Senators signed a letter to the
Surgeon General requesting that drunk
driving be declared a *‘Nalional
Crisis.” Following the crash the entire
Kentucky delegation signed a letter
drafted by Senator Ford urging the
President to “assist in resolving the na-
lional epidemie of drunk driving."

As a follow up to the previous letters,
McConnell said in his letter to the
President, “‘today vou are being
presented with a petition from the
citizens of Radcliff to have drunk driv-
ing declared a National Crisis. [ urge
you lo act immediately in giving the
Surgeon General the authority and
added responsibility so that he may
take all actions necessary to bring the
problem under control.”

McConnell finished his letter by
praising the President’s efforts to con-
trol drunk driving and stated that "hy
banding together. under your leader
ship and a Surgeon General’s initiative,
we will win the war against drunk driv-
ing and prevent countless thousands of
needless deaths and injuries due (o peo-
ple driving under the influence of
aleohol or illegal drugs."”

Follow-
ing efforts of several HRMC staff, in-
cluding Ken Addington, Technical
Director of Radiology and Susan V
Martin, Administrative Assistant, the
Breast Center at HRMC was awarded
certification from the American Col-
lege of Radiology Mammography Ac-
creditation Program, June 8,

The Breast Center is the first
hospital-based facility in Kentucky to
be accredited, Susan V. Martin, said
“We feel confident in our quality of
work and always strive to maintain ex
cellence. Receiving certification from
the American College Radiology Pro-
gram demonstrates HRMC's desire to
be the best and stay one step ahead.”

The program is voluntary and
primarily designed lo ensure women
receive optimum guality mammogra-
phic examinations. The program re-
quirements include peer review
evaluations of a facility's staff
qualifications, equipment, quality con-
trol and quality assurance programs,
image quality, and breast dosage. The
qualification process is divided into two
phases, The first is an in-depth ques-
tionnaire concerning the operational
aspects of the Breast Center. Once the
questionnaire is evaluated and approv-
ed phase two is begun, This phase con-
sists of measuring the radiation dosage
emitted from the mammography unit
and reviewing mammograms for posi-
tioning and development technique.
The results are reviewed for final ap-
proval. Once the two phases are com-
pleted and approved, a certification of
accreditation is issued for a three year
period

First Baptist Church Sets
Cornerstone, Time Capsules

An important milestone was reach-
ed Sunday, June 19. by the First Bap-
tist Church (Irene Cole Memorial), in
Prestonsburg,

The dedication was held of the new
14,000 square foot educational annex,
which allows 300 people to study God's
word in Sunday School and adds a new
library, Kitchen and a Fellowship Hall.

This was the fourth such dedication
for this church. The first building,
dedicated in 1910, stood on the corner of
Court Street and North Lake Drive.
When that building burned, a new one
was erected at the present site on First
Avenue. The Rev. Everett Branham,
grandfather of the church's present
pastor, Rev. Steve Hopkins, was the
church's minister when that building
was dedicated in 1947

The current sancluary was
dedicaled under the leadership of the
Rev. Bill Jaggers in 1972 at which time
the two time capsuleés were placed in
the cornerstone.

One capsule contained the contents

How much waler does a Kentuckian
use in a day? 60 gallons according to
estimates. A shower uses 5 to 10 gallons
per minute. To wash dishes, 8 to 20
gallons, more if you use a dishwasher
Washing clothes uses 40 to 60 gallons.
1,500 when you water the lawn for four
hours.

There are some easy ways Lo con-
serve. Here are some suggestions from
the Governor's Office:

Pay close heed to requests from your
local, or from state officials, about
when and how to conserve water. It will
take many people following the same
guidelines to have a really significant
effect on water usage statewide.

Sprinkling lawns and washing
vehicles may have to wait, or at least
be done only under strictly controlled
situations. Please follow the rules set
out in your community for these water
uses,

Check the house or workplace for
water leaks, Fix the leaks now. Any
dripping faucet can wasle up to 100
gallons of water every day. Look at
faucets, shower heads, water tanks and
toilets.

Take shorter showers, or run less
waler in the tub.

Place a waste basket near the com-
mode, and toss trash in the baskel.
Every time you flush it uses about
seven gallons of good waler, so don't
flush any trash down the drain that
could go in the trash

Fill up a plastic boltle with sand or
water, fasten the top tightly and set in-
side the flush box of the commode. Use
something thal takes space, but won't
fall apart in the toilet, if it is to be left
for a considerable time,

If you have a habil of running water
for drinking until it becomes cool, keep
a jug of water in the refrigerator. Refill
and return the jug to the refrigerator
and you'll have cold water o drink
withoutl any waste.

Wash clothing or dishes in your ap-
pliances only when you can run a full
load. Select a shorter wash cycle, or set
the water level at the lowest warkahble
level

Cleaning the driveway or walks?
Just use the broom and omil the water
spray technique,

If vou must water lawns or gardens,
then follow these guidelines: Waler
less often, only when really needed, do
it before 10 2.m., but never on windy
days. Set the sprinkler more like gen-
tle rain. Lighter sprays are apl Lo lose
much water io evaporation. Soaker
hoses are maore effective than sprink-
lers, especially now when water is in
short supply.

WIC Eligibility Income
Maximums Are Raised

Beginning July 1, more low-income
Kentuckians may qualify for the
Special Supplemental Food Program
for Women, Infants and Children
(WIC), the Cabinet for Human
Resources announced.

The federal government annually
revises the income levels that define
poverty. Because WIC eligibility is bas-
ed on these figures, families with in-
comes near the current maximums
may become eligible,

For example, the annual maximum
income for a family of four increased
from $20,720 to $21,553. The average in-
crease per family size is between four
and five percent.

WIC provides nutrition education
and specific foods high in protein, iron
and vitamins A and C lo low-income
pregnant women, new mothers, infants
and children up to five vears of age who
have health problems that ean be im-
proved through better nutrition. The
goal of WIC, which is funded by the
LS, Department of Agriculture, is to
improve the health of children through
proper nutrition.

Almost 73,000 Kentuckians now
receive WIC benefils monthly, accor-
ding to the state Department for Health
Services, In June 1987, approximately
69,000 Kentuckians received monthly
WIC benefits.

DROUGHT RELIEF IS FALLING SHORT

Many Kentuckians still are recovering from the devastating drought
of 1983, and a repetition of that experience could prove disastrous for
farm families and rural communities across our state.

As of this writing, precious little time remains for the onset of rains
that could save this year’s major cash crops in Kentucky and across
much of the nation. Livestock producers already are suffering severe
economic loss as withering pastures become incapable of sustaining cat-
tle, and other drought related problems worsen by the day.

If our hopes and prayers are realized, this drought will be broken
before it is too late for Kentucky and many other states across the na-
tion. Whatever happens, we will have to judge our responses to this
threat against the lessons of the past. And we will have failed that test
if we haven’t moved as quickly as possible to mobilize a drought-relief
program to avoid the bureaucratic delays and frustrations that con-
tributed fo so many of our problems in 1983.

With that in mind, I have been encouraged by the formation of
the Congressional Drought Task Force that began hearings last week
on a wide range of possible reactions to a continuing or recurrent
drought. The task force must lose no time in evaluating-the programs
and resources currently available to our farming communities and de-
termining whether emergency legislation might be needed.

I believe that some steps already taken on behalf of livestock
farmers are helpful -- as far as they go. The U.S. Department of
Agriculture has designated at least 90 Kentucky counties in which
livestock farmers can sign up to make emergency use of hundreds of
thousands of acres that normally would be off-limits under various farm

programs.

Farmers in all of the listed counties are eligible to hay and graze
land that had been set aside under federal wheat and feed-grain pro-
grams. More than 70 of those counties have farmers with land in a
10-year Conservation Reserve Program (CRP) -- and, as of this writ-
ing, that land has been temporarily opened to haying but not grazing.

I am a very strong supporter of our much needed conservation
programs. Yet I am disturbed by the Administration’s reluctance to
allow emergency grazing of cattle on CRP pastures that have been
withering rapidly and might not yield enough hay to justify the expense

of harvesting.

Many farmers have viewed this CRP issue as an initial test of the
Administration’s willingness to do what is necessary on behalf of
drought-ravaged farm communities. I agree with them that the Adminis-
tration has fallen short. There could be no excuse for a continued ban

on grazing of our CRP acreage.

With a series of weather disasters and a severe farm recession, the
1980s already have delivered far too many blows to our farmers. It is
time for Kentuckians to add their voices to those being raised in an
effort to make sure that our government fully understands the need
for strong and timely action to ease the additional suffering that could
result from prolonged drought in farm states across this nation.

Potions, Remedies and
Old Wives Tales
By: William Bauer

your chest for a cough, sulphur and
molasses as a tonic and a linseed
poultice lo draw a boil. This book
traces the history of those home
remedies back five thousand years. It
chronicals our debt Lo medical folklore
and lists 250 popular beliefs which are
“old wives lales''—an apple a day, car-
rots for 20/20 vision etc, It also has a
chapter on superstitions and their
origins—nail a horseshoe over your
door for luck because witches are
afraid of horses, but nail it so the open
side is up or the luck will run out. Four
leaf clovers are good luck but five leaf
ones are nol. An interesting book that
distinquishes between tales and truths.

Folk Medicine
By: D. C. Jarvis

Nature opened the first drugstore
and man has been drawing from its
shelves ever since. This book indexes
nature’s store and links animals to the
picture of man's gathering of its herbs.
It theorizes thal our pioneer ancestors
discovered the rudiments of their folk
medicines in the “healing plants sought
out by animals suffering from mali-
mentary disturbances, fever and
wounds.'" It gives equal space Lo the
discussion of potassium, honey, iodine
and kelp. In a simple, lucid style, Dr
Jarvis has set forth the beliefs and lore
of folk medicine, described its prac-
tices and given his personal theories
about them

Pharmacognosists are those scien-
tists who derive drugs from natural
sources. Such natural wonders interest
not just scientists but also growing
numbers of lay people across the na-
tion.

Joe
Pye was an Indian healer who pro-
moted curing typhus fever in the col-
onies by copious perspiration with a
brew made of the rools of a common
weed still known as Joe Pye weed.
Margaret Jones cured people with
roots and herbs—she was hanged as a
witch in Massachusetts in 1648. Aunt
Prudie escaped that fate by being born
later and living in Mississippi. Samuel
Thompson is one of the most famous
personalities in American folk medi-
cine. And the list goes on. A good book

This book presents recorded herbal

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Fireworks Cause Fires

This year’'s drought adds another
potential danger in using Fourth of
July fireworks—grass fires, according
to Kentucky Department for Health
Services safety officials.

“Anytime fireworks are used, in-
juries are possible,” said E.P. Con-
yers, consumer product safety branch
manager. ‘‘But with the dry grass this
year, there's a very real potential for
a grass fire caused by burning fire-
works." Conyers recommends trying
to avoid dry areas when using
fireworks and having a bucket of water
nearby. “‘Water can be used to douse
fireworks that are ignited but don't go
off-and can be used to cool used spark-
lers or other hot items,'" he said. “'It's
also important to have water handy in
case a small grass fire does start.”

Kentucky allows certain “Class C"
fireworks, which generally are non-
explosive types such as sparklers,
snakes and smoke devices. Fireworks
not allowed under Kentucky law in-
clude bottle rockets, missile-type
rockets, Roman candles, firecrackers
or any fireworks that have a loud ex-
plosion or shoot into the air.

Conyers points out that all legal
fireworks will be labeled with the name
of the item, instructions, cautions and
the name of the manufacturer. Any
firework that does not have a clearly
printed manufacturer’s name and ad-
dress and cautionary labeling is most
likely illegal and should be avoided.

In Kentucky in 1987, an estimated 117
fireworks-related injuries occurred.
While the most serious injuries involve
illegal fireworks, permissible fire-
works can be ddngerous as well.

During their stay on
the UK campus they will be introduc-
ed to the field of engineering through
lectures, laboratory instruction, field
trips, work shops, and discussion ses-
sions.

From little league, to Babe Ruth, and
on through American Legion baseball,
tournaments will be held from now
through July. But please excuse this
baseball fan while he interrupts the
boys of the summer in favor of a quick
look at last week's NBA draft.

By now, you're familiar with who
wenl where and why. But do you
understand who were the winners, and
what to look for next season.

It could be easy to go with the flow
and scream about the greal draft the
Los Angeles Clippers enjoyed. Is that
the facts, though? Can Danny Mann-
ing, Charles Smith, and Gary Grant
turn that program around?

No way. Manning was good in col-
lege, but underline good and college. At
Kansas, Manning did the impossible,
but now with a team that has no help,
he will be hard pressed to keep up.

The NBA is no place for a skinny in-
side player, or an outside player that
shoots a jumpshot from his chest, Man-
ning would be a valuablesassel on any
team, but he isn't a franchise player,

Smith, a man in every sense of the
word, could prove lo be the better
player of the two in a couple years,
With him at power forward, and Mann-
ing at small forward, LA could develop
a decenl! tandem there.

Bul any team is centered around
their post player, maybe that's why it's
called center and Rik Smits could be
the best prospect in all of basketball.

Al 7-4, Smits doesn’t need a great
deal of talent to be an effective player.
He, like mosl rookies is lwo seasons
away from full bloom but he will help
Indiana next season.

Chicago took a center as well, nabb-
ing 7-footer Will Perdue. The Bulls had
earlier (raded Charles Oakley to Wash-
ington for another 7-footer in Bill Cart-
wright. The two could play power for-
ward and center, bul either way,
Chicago will be even tougher now that
they have an inside game to go with
Michael Jordan and Sam Vincent,

The Bulls stole Vincent from Boston
last year to fill their hole at point
guard. By trading Oakley, they also
opened up the power forward spot for
Horace Grant, a much quicker player
who can give Chicago offensive punch
al the position.

Chicago, with their trade and drafl

choices, could be the most improved
team heading into fall camp. That's
tough to say, though, when you
remember how bad the Clippers were
last year.

The other LA team could actually
win more games than they have in
the past two years combined. But not
much more can be expected from a
young rookie oriented team.

Gary Grant will be & good point
guard for them, and the Clippers also
grabbed & capable shooling guard in
Tom Garrick. Rob Lock, now §'3" in-
stead of 6'11"", will also serve as a solid
inside role player.

With all this talent Los Angeles looks
good for the future, but even with the
able bodies they gained in the draft,
their efforts were overshadowed by the
folks down San Antonio way.

The one college player who proved to
be ready Lo step into the professional
ranks was Georgia's Willie Anderson.
Anderson, at 6’7", will be bigger than
most guards, and quicker than most
forwards,

He can shool, penetrate, and rebound
with the best of them. Anderson is an
offensive machine, kind of like another
Georgia alumni who now provides
team highlights for Atlanta.

San Antonio also got power forward
Shelton Jones, who could start next
year, and somehow managed to steal
away guard Vernon Maxwell on the
third round.

With Maxwell, who admitted to us-
ing drugs, and Anderson, both from the
SEC, the Spurs have the brightest
backeourt tandem in the NBA They
could also become the best veteran duo
some day.

The Spurs also landed a 7-footer in
Barry Sumptor, who could certainly
give six quality fouls al the center posi-
tion. Archie Marshall. injured the past
two years al Kansas was also laken,
but that was probably a personal pick
by new coach Larry Brown,

Speed, quickness and size, that' s
what the Spurs got [rom last week's
draft. It says here that they won the
battle of drafl day, but San Antenio is
still far behind in the NBA war.

But the NBA is fantastic, and with
Anderson and Maxwell in the game the
Spurs will supply plenty of exciternent
for their fans

The draft provided little surprise. ex-
cept thatl a team as good as Delroit can
oblain a player as good as Fennis Dem-
bo even though they didn’t choose un-
til the second round.

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Bassin’ With the Pros...

How To Analyze Bass Cover

It's a cool, beautiful late spring
morning. The water's calm and the
secluded cove behind the shoreline
point looks like the fishiest spot on the
lake.

A half hour of untouched casts later,
you're not only questioning your judge-
ment at choosing fishing spots, but
your decision to even spend the time
bass fishing,

What's wrong?

“Basically, there weren't any fish in
the cove, afterall,’” explains Ken Cook,
well-known member of the Evinrude
Pro Staff. “Sometimes, the fishiest-
looking places aren’t really that fishy
An angler should learn to look at more
than the water to really determine if
bass are present.”

The ability to visually analyze bass
cover before ever stopping to fish it is
something Cook has learned to do well.
As a former fisheries biologist for the
state of Oklahoma, he spent years stu-
dying bass and the type of conditions
they prefer, and he’s used this know-
ledge to become one of the top money-
winnmers on the professional bass
circuits,

The best part, however, is that
visually analyzing productive bass
water is easy to learn for any angler.

“The first thing is to look at more
than the visible cover and casting
targets, such as grass, trees, stumps or
boathouses,”” explains Cook. *‘To real-
ly analyze bass cover an angler should
study water clarity, baitfish activity,
depth, and even the shoreline configu-
ration.”

Shorelines, for example, says Cook,
can tell an angler far more than simp-
ly where the water ends. It tells the bot-
fom composition, which is important to
anglers since bass prefer hard sand or
gravel rather than mud and decaying
vegetation.

Even the trees growing along the
shoreline can help show the type of bot-
fom. Pines grow in the sandy-type soil
bass like, but oaks and other hard-
woods frequently grow in moister,
softer ground bass don't like.

“Irregular shorelines are nearly
always more productive than straight,
featureless ones,” says Cook. “They
provide more cover. If you see a
shoreline with many little points, cuts
and indentions, your chances of finding
bass there are much better than if that
shoreline were straight.”

Another thing a shoreline can do is
provide an indication of depth and bot-
tom configuration. A wide, flat shore-
line often means the lake bottom will
also be relatively flat and featureless,
while a steep shoreline and bank
means the water probably drops quick-
ly into deeper depths.

Cover is always extremely impor-
tant to bass, and the absence of it tends
to concentrate fish around whatever
cover is present, When cover is abun-
dant, bass frequently locate around
some unusual feature of that cover.

This can be an isolated patch of grass
away from a larger grassbed, the point
tree on a row of flooded timber, even
one stump located a few feet from a
field of stumps.

A basie rule concerning cover that
Cook and many of the suceessful tourn-
ament pros use is: the thicker and
more shallow the cover, the more
shallow bass will be.

Water clarity and color can also tell
an angler a lot about the possibility of
finding bass in a spot, because it pro-
vides clues to the overall productivity
of the area.

Bass anglers like water commonly
described as stained, which is a mix-
ture of greenish-brown. The green is
produced by phytoplankton (microsco-
pic plant life), and the brown comes

from zooplankton (microscopic animal
life). A lake must have both of these
before it will ever support a healthy
bass population, because they provide
the basic starting point in the food
chain,

“You can actually see plankton in the
water,” says Cook. “They suspend in
the water and look like particles of
sediment or grains of sand.”

Seeing baitfish activity in an area is
another positive sign bass may be
nearby, Cook points out, and anglers
should watch for minnows whenever
they ease into a new spot. Boat move-
ment may scare minnows but keep an
eye open for jumping bait trying to
escape larger feeding fish.

Active baitfish, as well as bream and
other species you may see, usually
means you can use a faster-moving
lure for bass, such as a crank bait or
spinnerbait.

“Even if you don’t actually see min-
nows, you can see signs of their
presence,” notes the Evinrude pro.
“Egrets and herons walk the shorelines
or perch on logs waiting for minnows
to swim past, so whenever you see one
of these birds you can guess baitfish
and bass aren't far away. Inactive bait-
fish can tell you the bass aren’t really
active, either, so you should use a
slower-moving lure, like a worm or
g

Analyzing bass cover like this is
easy, notes Cook, and it becomes even
easier with practice. Sometimes those
fishy-looking coves do hold bass, and
sometimes they don't, but by following
Cook’s advice, it's possible lo know
before ever making a cast.

(EPA) sets drinking water standards and has determined that
lead is a health concern at certain levels of exposure. There
is currently a standard of 0.050 parts per million (ppm). Bas-
ed on new health information, EPA is likely to lower this stan-
dard significantly.

“Part of the purpose of this notice is to inform you of the
potential adverse health effects of lead. This is being done even
though your water may not be in violation of the current
standard.

“EPA and others are concerned about lead in drinking
water. Too much lead in the human body can cause serious
damage to the brain, kidneys, nervous system, and red blood
cells. The greatest risk, even with short-term exposure, is to
young children and pregnant women. ““Lead levels in your
drinking water are likely to be highest:

—if your home or water system has lead pipes, or

—if your home has copper pipes with lead solder, and

—if the home is less than five years old, or

—if you have soft or acidic water, or

—if water sits in the pipes for several hours.

The Beaver Elkhorn Water District, in cooperation with the
Drinking Water Branch of the Kentucky Division of Water and
the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) is providing
this information, as required by federal law.

Lead can occur at potentially harmful levels in tap water
if the plumbing fixtures through which the water travels, in-
cluding the solders and fluxes used to connect them, contain
lead. The EPA has recently mandated that all newly install-
ed plumbing materials be essentially lead-free.

To find out which type of plumbing you have, look at it and
periorm the following simple tests:

—Lead pipe is most often found in very old homes and
buildings. Lead pipe is gray, relatively soft, and can be easily
scratched to shine with a screwdriver, coin, or key. Some iron
pipe may look like Jead pipe; however, iron pipe is very hard
and usually black

-Copper pipe usually has a characteristic copper color. Un-
til very recently, most copper pipe was installed using lead-
based solder. Lead solder is also gray, soft, and can be scrat-
ched shiny. Copper pipe that has been soldered with lead usual-
ly contributes less lead to the water as time passes because
the solder gets coated with minerals from the water. After be-
ing installed about five years, lead solder usually contributes
very small amounts of lead to the water.

—Iron, steel, and “plastic’’ pipe have not been associated
with any health effects from lead since they contain very small
amounts of lead or none, and are assembled without lead
solder,

You can reduce the possibility of consuming water with high
lead concentrations by following these simple precautions:

—If the water has not been used for several hours, flush the
cold water pipes before using the water for human consump-
tion. Turn on the faucet and let the water run until the water
temperature cools and gets no cooler. If there has recently
been major water use, such as showering, bathing, flushing
toilets, or cold water laundry, flushing the pipes may take on-
ly 5-30 seconds. If there has been no recent major water use,
flushing the pipes may take several minutes.

—Use only cold water for drinking, cooking, or preparing
baby formula.

—H new plumbing is installed or repairs are made, insist
that lead-free materials be used.

—Lead pipes and service connections can be replaced.

The only way to be sure of the amount of lead in your water
is to have the water tested by a state certified laboratory, Con-
tact Beaver Elkhorn Water District or the Drinking Water
Branch of the Kentucky Division of Water for information
about testing.

The test results of water samples collected January 1987 and
January 1988 from the Beaver Elkhorn Water District distribu-
tion system indicate a lead concentration average of 0.001
parts per million.

The Beaver Elkhorn Water District produces and distributes
water that is within the established maximum contaminant
level for lead.

Cereal, Bread Prices
Should Remain Steady

Groeery store prices for bread and
breakfas! cereals should remain
steady, even in Lhe face of the worst
drought across the nation’s grain belt
sinee the Greal Depression,

“The only thing that would cause a
shortage at the grocery store right iow
is a self-fulfilling expectation of a shor-
tage among consumers,’” said Lee
Meyer, an economist with the Univer-
sily of Kentucky Cooperative Exten-
sion Service, “‘If people flock lo the
stores and strip the shelves of items
they expect to be in short supply, they
may create a shortage, and that may
drive prices up in local areas, but the
drought farmers are experiencing now
is no basis for increased prices on
grain-related foods."”

Steve Riggins, a grain marketing ex-
pert with the Extension Service, said
there is no connection between grain
products on grocery store shelves to-
day, and the dry weather [armers have
been facing for Lhe past several weeks.

The products on the shelves today
were produced with grains harvested
two and three years ago. The harvest
farmers may or may not gather in the
wake of this vear’s drought would not
even enter the 12- to 18-month-long
system which converts barge loads of
grain into truckloads of corn flakes and
hot dog buns until this fall.

“Price effects from reduced yields
this year should not show up at the
grocery store for a year or so, and even
then they should be small, for two
reasons,” Riggins said. “'First of all,
we are in no danger whatsoever of a
shortage of grains for food use—
nowhere near. Carryover stocks (sup-
plies of grain above that necessary to
meet annual demand) will be smaller
than usual, but for human use we've
gol plenty. Secondly, there’s probably

RED HEAT (R - Tri-Star) Starring Arnold Schwarzeneg-
ger and James Belushi. 415

Armold Schwarzeneg-
ger's physique brought
him into the movigs, but
his attitude, his accent
and his humor have made
him a screen star. He may
forever be playing the
role of the mute, muscled
protagonist — the hero
in “Conan the Barbar-
ian,"” the robot Killer in
“The Terminator' — but
he does it well,

In "Red Heat” Schwar-
zenegger plays a differ-
ent sort of robot — a no-
nonsense soldier of the
Soviet state. He plays
Det. Ivan Danko of the
Moscow homicide squad,
and business is brisk
nowadays. It seems that
the drug problem has en-
tered Soviet life, and
Danko is doing his best to
eliminate the drug deal-
ers. One of them gets
away, however, all the
way o Chicage, and
Schwarzenegger is sent
to bring him back.

Enter Jim Belushi as
Art Ridzik, Danko’'s coun-
terpart in the Chicago Po-
lice Department. The key
word here is “counter,”
as their dissimilarity is
the running gag in this
otherwise violent police
movie. Where Schwar-

zenegger is rigid and
stern, Belushi is a wise-
cracking womanizer, as if
the carouser he played in
“About Last Night ..."
had joined the Chicago
police force.

Director Walter Hill
also makes the most of
the contrast between the
two countries, especially
in police matters. Where
Ridzik at least tries to
hand the accused their
rights, Danko is busy
breaking their hands.

In many ways Hill vir-
tually remakes his 1982
film “48 HRS.” Eddie
Murphy and Nick Noite
are replaced by Schwar-
zenegger and Belushi,
and the pairing is similar,
And Hill, who staged bus
chase sequences and
crashes in "48 HRS." re
peats the effect here,
adding a train for impact.

Schwarzenegger may
set a personal record for
most lines of spoken dia-
logue, some of it in Rus-
sian no less. And Hill's
action formula is skillful,
if predictable; movie-
making, At least “'Red
Heat' is more in tune
with glasnost than the sa-
distic Russians seen in
“Rambo IIL"

Also, people with arthritis have
much higher levels of physical disabili-
ty than people without arthritis, even
though they show few signs of social
limitations, according to new research
presented this week in Houston at the
National Scientific Meeting of the Ar-
thritis Health Professions Association
(AHPA), the health professional sec-
tion of the Arthritis Foundation,

The research involved comparing
levels of physical and social disability
among people with arthritis to people
without arthritis based on the National
Health Interview Survey. Physical
disability referred to items such as
lack of strength or motion. Social
disability referred to items such as
dressing oneself, getting to the
bathroom or using the phone,

Results of the study indicate that on
virtually all iterns of personal care ac-
tivities, household management and
physical functioning, people with ar-
thritis report more difficulty than peo-
ple without arthritis. For example, 24
percent of the people with arthritis who
were sampled have trouble walking
while only 8 percent of the people
without arthritis have trouble. Despite
the physical limitation, people with ar-
thritis still score well in completing
social tasks.

"“The two groups of people differed
the most in their levels of basic museu-
loskeletal function rather than in pro-
blems doing social tasks,” said Lois
Verbrugge, Ph.D., associate research
scientist at the University of Michigan
and leader of the study

“The results indicate that arthritis
has a distinctive impact on physical
functioning, bul it does not as adverse-
ly affect a person socially. People with
arthritis find ways around joinl pain
and stiffriess lo get daily tasks done,"
Verbrugge said.

Also found in the study was that
when a person with some form of
chronic disease also had arthritis, the
level of disability rose significantly
beyond the level Lhat would normally
be expected if the conditions existed in-
dependently. This may indicate that a
high disability for a person with ar-
thritis is not solely due to the arthritis,
but is & result of a combination with
other chronic diseases often present in
people arthritis most often affects.

Follow-up research will include how
the level of disability among people
with arthritis changes as the disease
progresses.

The Arthritis Health Professions
Association, the health professional
section of the Arthritis Foundation, is
composed of nurses, physical and oc-
cupational therapists, physicians and
other health professionals interested in
issues of arthritis care. The Arthritis

The City Commission of the Cily of
Wheelwright, Kentucky (the “City'")
gave first reading on June 21, 1988 and
passed and adopted on June 23, 1988 an
Ordinance entitled:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF
WHEELWRIGHT, KENTUCKY,
AUTHORIZING THE CONSTRUC-
TION OF EXTENSIONS, ADDITIONS
AND IMPROVEMENTS TO THE CI-
TY'S MUNICIPAL WATER SYSTEM;
AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF
$190,000 OF THE CITY'S WATER
REVENUE BONDS, SERIES OF 1988,
TO PROVIDE PART OF THE COSTS
OF SAID CONSTRUCTION:; PRO-
VIDING FOR THE TERMS AND
CONDITIONS UPON WHICH SAID

—if your home or water system has lead pipes, or

—if your home has copper pipes with lead solder, and

—if the home is less than five years old, or

—if you have soft or acidic water, or

—if water sits in the pipes for several hours.™

The Martin Water Works does not have lead service lines
or other lead-containing materials in our distribution
system. The water in Martin Water Works water supply is
not in violation of the current standards. The water in your
own house piping may be. It is the responsibility of the
customer to pay for testing for lead in their own house

You can reduce the possibility of consuming water with
high lead concentrations by the following:

1. Flush cold water pipes before drinking—10-30 seconds.

2. Use only water from cold water pipes for drinking, cook-
ing or preparing baby formula.

3. Lead pipes and service connections can be replaced.

4. Insist that only lead free materials be used in repairs

The only way to be sure of the amount of lead in your
water is to have the water tested by a state certified testing
laboratory.

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Revised GED Test Has
Essay Question at PCC
A new version of the General Educa-
tional Development (GED) Test in
cludes an essay question Lo evaluate
examinee's abilily to organize and pre-
senl a written response to a topic of
general interest to adults, the
American Council on Education’s GED
Testing Service reported recently

The GED Test qualifies those who
pass the test to receive a high school
equivalency credential. In 1987, more
than 700,000 people took the GED
Tests; more than 480,000 examinees
passed and qualified for an equivalen-
ey credential. Since 1971, the GED
Testing Program has enabled more
than six million adults to obtain formal
recognition of their educational
development.

The essay question tests the ability
of examinees to organize a written
response to a topic of general interest.
Examinees receive a score thal com-
bines results from the essay and multi-
ple choice portion of the writing skills
test. Two readers will score each
essay; if their scores differ by more
than one point, a third reader will score
the essay as well

An essay question was added to the
test in response to educators’ belief
that the GED Tests should demand
more high-level thinking and problem-
solving skills, to reflect skills needed
in the world of work.

Beginning August 1 the revised GED
Test will be administered at Prestons-
burg Community College the second
Monday and the last Saturday of each
month. Since seating is limited, ap-
plicants are to register in advance by
calling Prestonsburg Community Col-
lege prior to the test date.

myriad of past problems that have
yielded the current one,” said Jerry
Skees, University of Kentucky agricul-
tural economist whose specialty is
rural economic systems.

Although labor is abundant in most
rural communities. skilled labor is
scarce. Manufacturers look at the
supply of skilled labor, as well as other
factors, when they decide to site a
plant, he said.

Other considerations include the
quality of life in the area. And although
rural communities score strongly on a
number of dimensions, one of the more
limiting factors is the education
system, he said.

“Education is the one area that
needs attention if rural Southern com-
munities are to enjoy a higher standard
of living,"” said Louis Swanson, Univer-
sity of Kentucky rural sociologist who
studies rural communities.

Education, he said, is responsible for
a number of other variables that have
implications for rural communities. It
enables workers to become skilled; it
allows the community to develop
leaders who can “‘get things going’’;
and it opens up the community to new
ideas and new ways of adapting to the
larger context, Swanson said.

Rural Southern communities gene-
rally are deficient in education; the
region has a 15 percent higher il-
literacy rate than the rest of the
country.

Estimates are that 80 percent of the
unemployed in some Southern states
can not be retrained for jobs because
of their low educational attainment, he
said,

““Clearly, education must become a
priority if rural economies are to sur-
vive," Skees said.

The reason that rural Southern com-
munities are deficient in education,
Swanson said, is perhaps the same as
why education is necessary for rural
development: education makes change
happen more quickly.

“Education promotes new ideas that
can disrupt the established social
order, Local leaders who are not in step
with the new ideas soon become
displaced,” Swanson said.

Some of the most rancorous conflicts
within small, rural communities have
been fought over issues of education,
including who is to be educated, who
will educate and what will be taught,
Swanson said,

Improvements in education must
precede any other development plans
if they are to succeed. Those im-
provements must link elementary,
secondary and higher education with
adult educational opportunities as well,
Skees said.

“Unless leaders of Southern rural
communities take steps soon Lo im-
prove their eduecational system, they
will continue to lose their best and
brightest young people to the cities of
the South,” said Swanson.

Governor And Officials
Will Discuss Drought

Gov. Wallace G. Wilkinson, state of-
ficials, mayors, judges and water com-
pany representatives will meet in
Frankfort Monday, July 11, to discuss
actions to lessen the impact of the
drought on Kentuckians. The meeting
will be held at the Farnham Dudgeon
Civic Center.

“‘We are taking meaningful steps to
inform local officials and bring them
up to date on what we are doing to pro-
tect the quality and quantity of the
water we have,' says Gov. Wilkinson,

The Governor declared a statewide
water warning on June 17. Following
a meeting of the Governor's Drought
Awareness Team on Tuesday, il was
announced that five communities have
adopted mandatory conservation
measures and fifteen others are under
voluntary cutbacks. At the July 11
meeting in Frankfort, officials will
discuss how to manage water demand
during periods of shortage and how to
locate and utilize safe alternate water
sources,

Mayors, county judge-executives
and water system managers are in
possession of a State Water Shortage
Response Plan developed by the Ken-
tucky Division of Water. The plan was
devised to help communities avoid
water shortage emergencies and the
social and economic costs associated
with them.

“This drought is affecting every
community in Kentucky in some way,
and I feel it is extremely important for
state and local officials to plan together
the best use of the water we have,”
Gov, Wilkinson added. “The July 11
meeting will provide the latest infor-
mation about supplies around the Com-
monwealth and will update local of-
ficials on appropriate management
techniques and assistance.”

State officials will also be available
following the meeting for specific infor-
mation and assistance.

The Governor has also directed state
agencies to strictly adhere to local
water conservation directives and, in
Frankfort, lawn and landscaping ir-
rigation at the Capitol and washing
state vehicles have been substantially
reduced.
