Five and six. man teams, led 
by Mike Bevtns and Mark Hooks. battl­
ed the blaze. " While that seems like a 
lot of land, it could have burned 2,500 
acres 1f it hadn't been brought under 
control,' ' Brackett sa1d. The forest 
manager's mvestigation so far points 
to fireworks as the cause.

Floyd County Leaders 

Crowned Miss Kentucky 

Floyd County Executive John M. 
Stumbo and Prestonsburg Utilities 
superintendent Bdl H. Howard attend· 
ed the J:!~rankfort Drought Management 
Meeting Monday. The state'Aide meet­
ing of 500 loca I leader.; and water of· 
ficials was addressed by Governor 
Wallace Wilkmson 

The purpose or the meeting was to 
exchange information about the 
drought and discus~ ways of managing 
the scarcity of water. "It was very in· 
formative and educational," said 
Howard . State experts spoke on water 
management, weather, and agricul­
tural problems caused by the drought. 

"You're here today to gain as much 
knowledge as possible about the 
drought,'' Governor Wilkinson told the 
gathering. "Your presenee demon· 
strates a clear commitment to the best 
water management practices that you 
as local ofCicials can bring to bear on 
th1s situation. You are the firslline of 
defense m the batlle to preserve an 
adequate healthy supply or drinking 
water' '

On Monday afternoon Judge Execu­

Floyd county and Prestonsburg are 
in the mulst of a nationwide and 
statewide drought Situation. Our local 
water :.upplies at this timeure alan ex­
tremely senou:o, level, but not yet at a

We ar~ cont.mu1ng to keep a very 
close watch on the r1ver level and on 
water consumption through all or the 
~ater d1sltic::ts and commissions which 
serve Floyd county. We feel that at this 
pomt, .,.,e can avoid mandatory con­
trols on wnlcr usage if c~ryone will 
voluntarily make every effort to con· 
serve water wh1le th(• drought situal.lon 
continues

t10ns ror sa\ mg water: We urge all 
Floyd counuans tu ,.,,lunrnrily adopt

Prestonsburg City Council 
Settles Hobert's Tax Suit

In a special meeting Thursday the 
Prestonsburg City CoWlcil voted 5·2lo 
reimburse occupational taxes to 
employees of Hoberl's Pizzaria. The 
action was prompted by a JUdgement 
handed down by C1rcuit Court Judge 
Hollie Conley in favor oi' the employees 
who had filed suit against the city. 

The suit stemmed from an attempt 
in 1983 by the city of Prestonsburg 
to incorporate Lancer up to the four­
way stop at Ky. 1428 and Route 3 ln 
1984 Hazel Rorrer, owner of the 
building that Hobert's Pizzaria is 
located in, sued the c1ty over the issue 
Of incO£pOration. Conley made a rulmg 
m that case that Rorrer 's properly is 
oulstde the etty's limits. but no .f\ldg 
ment was issued. Later Hobert Bowens 
and Z1 of hiS employees initlated a suit 
to recoup taxes deducted from their 
pay in 1984 and 1985. 

The plaintiffs alleged that the 
business is located outside the city, and 
therefore. they should not have been 
required to pay an occupational tax. As 
evidence, they introduced a map of the 
city showing the business to be outside 
the city's boundaries and presented a 
copy of the Circuit Court's finding in 
the suit by Rorz·er that had cllallenged 

the annexation. Conley's judgment 
means the city owes the employees 
$4,615.22 plus court costs of $122.75 

City Attorney Larry D. Brown said 
that Judge Conley ruled on an issue of 
law and not on an issue of fact, which 
waived the city's right to a Jury trial 
"As opposed to going through a costly 
appealo; process we're going to reim­
burse those employees,'' Brown said 
"The city didn't really lose anything. 
We withheld those taxes and now we're 
just going to give them back." 

Yet Brown had hoped to recover an 
offsettmg amount for city serv1ces 
rendered to Hobert's business in that 
two year period. But the Judge con· 
eluded that, "insufficient evidence bad 
been presented to a ow the defencbnt 
an oflset for the value of any city ser­
vices performed outside the city 
limits." John David Preston of Paml.s· 
v1lle represented Hobert's . 

Councilors William B CaJJihan and 
Danny H. Hamilton voted against ac­
cepting lhe judgement "If they were 
not in the city then those employees 
shouldn't have to pay an occupational 
tax," Callihan said Monday. "But I 
think we should have a comeback 
legally against the proprietor, and I

Warrant Brought 
Against Howell

A warrant was brought agamst 
William D. Howell. of 103 Burning 
Fork. Pikeville The warrant, charging 
htm with assault m the 4th degree and 
criminal rnisch1ef in the 3rd degree, 
stemmed from a shooting mcidenl 
June 26 a t the home of Sue Milligan m 
Briarwood Addition, Prestonsburg . 

The criminal complaint states that 
Howell intentionally beat Milligan un­
conscious \\'zth his fists caus111g her 
physical tnJury. It further s tates that 
Howell busted Milligan's door and 
destroyed her answering machine. 

Milligan contends that the .22 caliber 
revolver fired at Howell was used tn 
self-defense and that lhe bullet that ac­
cidentally struck him in the leg had 
ricocheted off the concrete driveway. 
Milligan said that she later had to be 
treated at Highlands Regional Medical 
Center Cor multiple bruises. 

The warrant also contained a bond 
restriction, "lhe defendant shall have 
no contact with the affatnt e1ther at the 
afraint 's horne or any public place 
whatsoever.'' 

Floyd County Deput) Sheriff George ' 
Hale served Howell, and a money bond 
of $4,000 was set by Distr ict Court 
.Judge Harold Stumbo. Howell ha:; been 
ordered to appear August3 in Dlstnct 
Court to ans~er the charges. 

Civic activist Cbalmer Frazier 
thinks there would be no trouble rais­
ing the necessary funding. "1 have all 
the confidence in the world, because 
we must have the new building in order 
to meet the needs of the young people 
or our area." He further explained, " if 
we don't do this, we will have the 
traumattc experience of turning people 
away from the college in the next two 
years." 

Academic Dean Robert E. Allen also 
stressed the jam packed conditions at 
the learning i~titute. "A new building 
would alleviate the overcrowding 
especially in the science labs that were 
opened in 1964. Also there is a need for 
faculty officespace.' 1 Allen went on to 
say that although the new arts complex 
is nearly eomplete, it contains only hve 
classrooms and no new faculty offices 

John Herald, Dean of Students at 
P.C.C., says that a new faclltty wU! 
lead to new programs "The new 
building would make space available 
for a Dental Hygiene program, nov.· 
because of lacJt of space we can't even 
start new programs." 

According to Robert Allen. the col 
lege has an alumni of over 25,000 and 
students from a five county area attend 
the college 

Dr Charles T Wethington, Chancel­
lor of the Community College system 
reels that a new science building wiU 
help brmg industrial mterest in the 
area. "It will considerably upgrade the 
facilities and make the college much 
more appealing to prospective m· 
dustries because of a strong science 
and technology area ." 

President of the First Common· 
wealth Bank of Prestonsburg, Burl 
Wells Spurlock, feels confident the 
business communtty or the area will 
show a v1gorous mt.erest to see that the 
bu1lding becomes a reality. " I th1nk 
that the business commttment wdl be 
strong because business people realize 
that education is a \'iLal part of our 
commumty . lt brings a lot of attention 
to our area and Wtth that 'Alll be 
economic development."

Governor Approves 
DARE Continuation 

Gov. Wallace G Wilkinson bas an­
nounced that Project DARE <Drug 
Abuse Resistance Education> an anti· 
drug program for juveniles is being 
continued. The program has sworn 
police off1ccrs visiting public and 
private elementary schools educating 
children about the dangers of drugs. 

Grants totaling more than $630,000 
have just been awarded to Lex· 
mgton/Fayette Urban County Govern· 
mcnt, Department of Police and the 
Kentucky State Police. 

Gov. Wilklnson'said the state of Ken­
tucky is mak lng available $267,024 for 
the project. Lexington/Fayette county 
1s contributing $79,055 and when com· 
bined with federal grants, the amount 
will come to $630,000. 

The Lexington Program, which was 
a pilot program for Kentucky pattern­
ed after a California program, is in its 
th1rd year. The Kentucky State Police 
DARE program is in its second year. 

The message the officers take to the 
young people focuses on four major 
areas : 1t provides accurate informa· 
lion about alcohol and drugs; teaches 
students decision-making skills; shows 
how to resist peer pressure; and, gives 
them ideas for alternatives to drug 
uses. 

Justice Cabinet Secretary W. 
Michael Troop said of the DARE pro­
gram, "It is a good program in that it 
gets to the children early ... so they can 
learn to cope with the problem as well 
as learn to say no." 

The Kentucky State Police award 
will provide training for 108 local police 
officers with training classes to be held 
at facilities of the University of 
Louisville, also among other things, tbe 
grant will provide classroom materials 
for use in the elementary schools. 

The grant to Lexington/Fayette 
County Government will enable the ex­
isting program to expand. It will pro­
vide two training classeo for local 
police officers and will provide funds 
for developing a junior high pilot 
program. 

"Drug education is one of the most 
important things we do." says Gov. 
Wilkinson. "I have always said that one 
way to improve education is to get the 
drugs out and discipline back in ow­
schools. "

The weed war is on m l<'luyd county 
as Sheriff's Deputies have already net· 
ted a total of 218 marijuana plantl> this 
month and plan to try to eradicate the 
illegal crop W1th operation Green 
Sweep. 

The Floyd County ShenH's Depart­
ment wltl1 ass1stsnce from the Ken· 
tucky State Pohce, have had a fairly 
successful year desptle the drought 
conditions that have plagul'd the moun­
tains Accordmg to Deputy George 
Hale the growers have become more 
clever and ba\'e at times resort(.>f.i to 
booby tr3ps to protect their pot crops 

The plants have ranged tn si1.e from 
two teet high II> s1x feet and Deputy 
Hale aUributes the smallness of the 
plants to the fact that MariJuana needs 
a lot of water. ~ost ot the illegal weed 
has ~n found m tsolatcd areas and 
the search has pr<)Ved a t.hffacult and 
often frustratmg job accot•ding to 
deputies. 

The Sh4;1riff says that he and ha.t;

Accor­
ding to Brackett, they usually cut the 
lines above the fire so it can't hop the 
hne when burning timber falls over. 

Typically, the fire season is over by 
May 15, but drought conditions along 
with human carelessness has lengthen· 
ed the season for the Division or 
Forestry Unlike during the fire 
season, people are now permitted to 
burn before 4:30 p.m., but Brackett 
urges caution. He recommends three 
rules: pile and clear what you re burn· 
ing. stay with the fire until it is com­
pletely out, and advise adjacent land· 
owners of your intention to bum before 
doing so.

That is the full wordiaa of a CODitltu­
tional amendment Kentucky voters 
wiU either accept or reject at tbe polls 
this November. 

As proponents of the amendmeat 
point out, many KentuckiaDI crc.a 
state lines, several borderial states 
have lotteries, to purc:bue tbelr 
tickets. But tbat basn't alwQI beeD ... 
case. The current CODititutiGl, writtea 
lO 1891 and tbe fourth in KeDtueky 
history. is tbe only ODe spedfically ... 
habat.ing a lottery. 

Indeed, for much ol tbe 19th Century 
lotteries were an accepted method ol 
raising money for various pubUc aad 
private projects throughout the state. 
The 1812 General Assembly authom· 
ed creation of a lottery to raise money 
to build a church in Frankfort. Other 
lottery-funded projects included a 
hospital in Fayette county, a medical 
college at Transylvania University, a 
seminary in Warren county and funds 
for the Louisville Free Public Library. 

1be practice was not unique to Ken­
tucky. Lotteries Oourisbed naUonwide. 

However, the demise of lotteries in 
the late 19th Century can be traced 
direcUy to abuses by many private lot­
tery entrepreneurs, wbo consiltenUy 
provided prizes ol inferior quality-or' 
frequently, skipped town prior to the 
supposed drawing date. 

Public outcries against these abuses 
resulted ill state legislatures lakin~ ac­
tioD to prohibit lotteries in their respec:­
Uve states. Kentuckians, in aeeeptin& 
the redrawn constitution or 1811, 
specificaUy outlawed lotteries in tbe 
state. One year later, the Louisiana 
Legislature voted to end that state's 
lottery, which was the last one 
operating in America. 

Federal law also played an impor· 
tant role in ending lotteries prior to the 
turn of the century. Legislation pro­
bJbiUng both the inteJ"State sale of lot­
tery tickets and the use of tbe U.S. 
Postal Service for mailing tickets was 
upbeld by the U.S. SUpreme Court in 
1900. 

Throughout the first balf of the cen­
tury, there were no state lotteries In 
liM, a state with 110 iDeome ta"-New 
Hampshire-became the first to ap­
prove a modem lottery. And recent 
years have seen a steady powth Ia tbe 
number ot states cooctuc:tiJ11 some 
form of lottery. 

Currently 24 states and tbe District 
of Columbia operate lotteries to raise 
funds for a variety of govemmem pur­
poses. Florida is the most recent addi­
tion to the Jist, having started up lot­
tery operations in January of this year. 

A biU to allow a state lottery here hu 
been introduced in every session of the 
General Assembly since 1970, with the 
sole exception of urn. However, prior 
to the passage of the proposed amend­
ment this year, oniy once did the pro­
posal come up for a vote in both 
chambers.

Responding to numerous complamts, 
Attorney Generall-'red Cowan•s Con 
sumer Protection Dt\ tston luls ftled 
sutl agamsll.OUIS\'lllc's t\I.O Kcll.)' Lyn 
Figure Spas, \l.htch \I.Crc closed 10 
December of last year for violations 
of the slate's Health Spa Act nnd Con 
sumer Protecllon Act,. The lawsUit, fi1 
ed m Jefferson Ctrcutl Courl, charges 
the spas wtth contmumg to sell long 
term membt!r:;hlps aflct· they knew or 
should have known that the spas would 
soon be closed. "My office has heard 
from more than 75 very-angry con 
sumers who !ipenl over $11,000 f01 
memberships that nrc now csserttinl 
ly worthless,'' said Cowan. 

According to the Attorney General 
a new Kentucky law w11l prote<.·t con 
sumers who have pttrchnscd long-term 
memberships 111 the event the spa goes 
out of bus10ess. Under th ·health !ipa 
law whtch lakes effect July 15th, health 
spas must register and ftlea bond wath 
the AttornC\' General' OCftcc Co\l.an 
noted that under the new law, each o! 
the two Kelly Lyn spas tn LoutS\ til 
would have been requtred to have a 
$50.000 bond, guarantccmg tmmedJOte 
refunds for members \Hth long-term 
contracts Spas that allow monUlly or 
"pay-as-you-go ' membcn;hips, arc not 
requared to have bonds 

The new hm clearly defines a C(ln· 
sumer's right to cam•el a ht•alth spa 
membership and provides a formula 
for figuring refunds in I hr. event or 
cancellation. Significunlly, the con­
sumer's cancellnllon rights arc pro· 
tected even when the health spn con 
lract is assigned to a thtr<l paa·ty, such 
as a finance company. ''This law pro· 
vides badly net.>dcd prr)h•ctton for <'on· 
sumers pursuing improved health aml 
fitness and my oil1ce will v1gurously 
monitor and enforce Uaese new rc· 
quirement~." said Cowan

There it is being containerized 
and picked up by UPS 747s. Each plane 
will carry about20 tons of hay. 

Burnette said that the Kentucky Na· 
tiona!

Library Will Feature 
Abused Child Seminar 

Low-income Kentuckians facing 
health hazards from this summer's 
scorching heat may receive some relief 
soon through a half-million dollars in 
support to tbe state's 2.'3 community ac­
tion agencies. 

Gov. Wallace G. Wilkinson announc­
ed that the Emergency Summer Aid 
Program will provide $500,000 to the 
regional agencies to purchase fans, buy 
and/or repair air conditioners or pay 
utility bills for people whose health is 
affected or whose lives are endangered 
by the summer weather. 

"Kentuckians who can't afford to 
cool their homes are in danger," 
Wilkinson said, "and the usually hot­
test weeks of the summer are yet to 
come. 

'We're fortunate to have an usual 
opportunity to access some funds right 
at the start of the budget year, and l 
hope this grant will help avert some 
serious or perhaps fatal heat-related 
health situations," be said. 

Wilkinson also called upon Kentucky 
businesses selling air conditioners or 
fans to join the state and act upon the 
needs of healtb-threa tened 
Kentuckians. 

"Fans or air conditioners, whether 
one or a dozen, donated to the com­
munity action agencies means helping 
more people and perhaps saving a 
life," the governor said. 

Wilkinson said the Cabmet for 
Human Resources will use unobligated 
funds from last winter's heating aid 
program and a portion of the state's 
energy assistance trust fund to finance 
the summer cooling program. 

Human Resources Secretary Harry 
J Cowherd, M.D., said the eligibility 
standards will be·similar to those us­
ed in considering applications for the 
annual winter heating assistance pro­
gram, with one exception. 

"A heat-related medical condition of 
some member of the household must 
be verified in writing by a doctor or a 
registered nurse," Cowherd said. "By 
limiting the program to health or life 
threatening situations, we hope to help 
those most in danger and stretch the 
assistance as far as it can go. •· 

A total of $315,000 is being distributed 
to the community action agencies to 
provide immediate relief to eligible 
persons whose health is affected by the 
heat. The money will be allocated bas­
ed upon the number of poverty-level 
households in each agency's service 
area. 

Another $135,000 will be held by the 
Kentucky Association of Community 
Action as a contingency fund to assist 
households in life-threatening situa­
tions after the individual agency allo­
cations are obligated. The grant also 
includes $50,000 to cover operating ex-

penses by the various agencies. 
The bulk of the emergency funding­

$419,()()0-comes from the state's Low­
Income Energy Assistance Trust 
Fund. "Since this is the first year Ken· 
lucky has budgeted stale-funded 
HEAP benefits, it's the first time we've 
had new funds available for a summer 
emergency," Cowherd said. The re­
maining support for the program 
comes from unobligated funds from the 
1981·88 HEAP program. 

The type and amount of cooling aid 
needed will be determined locally by 
the CAAs. "Benefits will be the 
minimum amount necessary to 
alleviate the crisis and will vary depen­
ding on the type of assistance needed.'' 

For households needing fans, a max· 
imum of two may be purchased, while 
air conditioners will be repaired or pur­
chased for people with more severe 
health problems. When a utility pay­
ment is necessary to provide relief, the 
household must have received a 
disconnection notice or be without 
service. 

There will be no payments made 
directly to the eligible households. 

Cowherd said predicting how many 
families will receive benefits is im­
possible. "Someone who needs an air 
conditioner or has a high utility bill will 
require more money than a household 
that needs only fans, ·• he said.

Although tobacco has been affected 
by the dr~ CQndsiJon.-.. 1t has weathered 
the drought better than many of Ken· 
tuck) 's other crop::.

Hoots should be developed enough

Tobacco has the capacity to with­

The Southern :\Jountaint>er 
in Fact and Fiction 
By: Cratis Williams 

Called the definitive work on Ap­
palachian Literature, this three 
volume work is the author's doctorial 
dissertation presented to the Depart­
ment of English at New York Umver­
sity in 1961. 

This very thorough publication takes 
its reader from the question of who are 
Southern mountaineers to the treat­
ment of fictional stereotypes of their 
character and finally to the works of 
modern Southern writers like James 
Still and Harriette Arnow. According 

Multiemployer Savings 
Plan Offered To Miners 

In the late 1940's the United Mine 
Workers of America 111 conjunction 
with the Federal government and the 
Coal Operators formed one of the first 
joinUy sponsored employee benefits 
programs to provide pension and 
health care benefits to a llQtionwide in­
dustrial work force. Now, the United 
Mine Workers of America and the 
Bituminous Coal Operators' Associa­
Lion have joined together to pioneer the 
first multiemployer. 40l(kl tax­
deferred savings plan for the benefit of 
UMWA represented miners. 

The Plan, known as the UMWA Cash 
Deferred Savings Plan of 1988, will 
allow eligible miners to defer up to 10% 
of their income on a pre-tax basis, 
thereby reducing Uleir current Federal 
taxes. Under the Plan, no taxes are 
paid on either the employee's contribu­
tions or on the income earned through 
investment of the deferred wages un· 
til money is withdrawn. 

Under Section 401 < k) of the lnterna I 
Revenue Code, employees have been 
permitted for some time to defer up to 
S1 ,000 per year from their wages on a 
pre--tax basis, to be deposited in a sav­
ings plan. Until recently, however, 
technical, legal land administrative 
restrictions essentially precluded 
multiemployer plans from adopting 
.WI (kl plans 

The Trustees of the UMW A Health 
and Retirement Funds announced 
recently Ulat enrollment materials are 
currently being sent to eligible 
employees, and that contributions to 
the plan will be accepted beginning in 
August. 

Participation is voluntary and con­
tributions will be made as payroll 
deductions. Employees may change 
the amount of the contributions and the 
way their account balance is to be in­
vested four times per year. They may 
also join the plan or stop contributing 
at any time. 

Initially, contributions will be in­
vested in a Reserve Deposit Account at 
Boston Safe Deposit and Trust Com­
pany. In the near future, as many as 
six investment options, presently under 
consideration by the Trustees, will be 
available to aJJow the participant to 
choose the approach which best meets 
his/ her own savings objectives. 

Citing the excellent long-term sav­
ings potential for persons who enroll, 
and lhe inability of many miners to 
contribute to Individual Retirement 
Accounts CIRA) under Ule present lax 
laws, officials are optimistic that a ma­
jority of those employees who are eligi­
ble to enroll will participate.

to Dr. Williams. the Southem moun­
tameer was not dislinqmshable from 
the borderer or frontiersman until the 
Civil War. He then goes on for pages 
despairing over the lack of evidence to 
prove their lineage and ends by con 
eluding that it was a mixture of Scots 
Irish, German and English. 

Discussing the Southel'n moun­
taineer in fiction the author first in· 
traduces M;(ry Murfree who wrote 
under the pen n~me of Charles Crad· 
dock, whose stories of the Tennessee 
mountaineers best exemplifies the 
"local color'' wrilmg of the South. He 
then introduces lhe mountaineer m 
magazine fiction. John Fox Jr.'s 
romantic novels set in Eastern Ken­
tucky, Charles Buck's mountain 
thrillers, James Still, Je~se Stuart, 
Harriette Arnow and many many 
others who have made the land and 
people of Appalachia familiar to the 
wol'ld. 

Dr. Williams is recognized by many 
as Mr. Appalachia. He spenl most of 
his life in the region as a public school 
and college teacher. His work weaves 
the roots of the Appalachian moun­
taineer and pJaces his historical role m 
a regional context. 

A CoUection of Classil' Southern Humor 
Ed. George Koon 

Mr. Koon explains Southern humor 
by lookmg at the agrarian economy 
that exemplifies the region. "Life close 
to the land," he states, "does not call 
for much abstraction. " He finds that 
the literal land dramatic mix of the 
Southerner is reflected in his intense 
r~ligion and act:> of physical violence. 
This is refleded m his humor which 
depicts a general acceptance of the 
human situation. The editor presents 
the writers he has chosen by reproduc­
ing a section of their actual work­
making this a sort of "Cliff Notes" of 
Southern humor authors. 

Southern Fiction Today 
Ed. George Core

Southel'n Writers 
Ed. R. C. Simonini 

A collection of essays about Southern 
writing and Soutbern writers. The 
editor slates the theme as being that, 
"Southern literature was born in a 
struggle of the creative artist for 
recognition in an indifferent society; it 
has flourished as its writers reacted 
with varied inspiration to their 
environment-its traditions, aspira­
tions, achievements and failures." The 
experts find the lack of writing in the 
South after the epic event of the Civil 
War disappointing except for Mary 
Johnston's novels the Long Roll and 
Cease Firing which they compare to 
War and Pea(•e. They cite the works of 
Ellen Glasgow, Poe, Wolfe and 
Faulkner but claim that even the 
critics placed them outside the 
Southern tradition. After readings on 
the historic imaginalton, southern 
literacy tradition and southern roman­
ticism we are brought to the contem­
porary scene with a study of the 
youngest generation of Southern fiction 
writers. Five traditional characteris­
tics of these writers are stated as: a 
sense of style, awareness of past, belief 
m man's innate depravity, pride in 
family and pride in region. Except for 
their failure to separate Appalachian 
writing from Southern writing and 
their sometimes heavy scholarly treat­
ment, this is an illuminating collection 
of thoughts. 

Contemporary Appalachian Writers 
By George Brosi 

A private publication put out by the 
author to assist patrons tour his very 
unique book store, this pamphlet deals 
exclusively with Appalachian writers. 
There are original biographies for ten 
writers followed by an annotated 
bibliography of their work. With a 
publication date o£ 1988 the issue is 
very timely and very specific. It in­
cludes Lisa Alther, Harry Caudill, Fred 
Chappell, Wilma Dykeman, John Ehle, 
Jim Wayne Miller, Gurney Norman, 
Mary Settle, Lee Smith and James 
Still. A good reference source of 
authors who are often neglected in 
hooks on Southern writers.

There are male and female versions 
of the presentation.

Unemployment Benefits Rise; New 
Claimants To Get Higher Payments 

Higher unemployment insurance 
benefits are in effect for Kentucky 
workers who f.lle new claims this week 
Effective immediately, the ceiling on 
U1 benefits is $166 a week, up $15 from 
last year's figure. 

Cabinet for Human 'Resources of­
ficials estimate that during the 1988-89 
fiscal year as many as 58,500 people 
will be eligible for the maximum 
amount. In order to qualify for the 
highest payment, these laid-off 
workers must have earned $13,967 dur­
ing the 12 months on which their 
benefits are based. 

Human Resources Secretary Harry 
J, Cowherd, M.D., said this is these­
cond year in a row that Kentucky's 
benefits have increased, thanks in part 
to the continued financial stability of 
the state's Unemployment Insurance 
Trust Fund. 

"In the early pa rt of this decade, 
Kentucky's U1 trust fund was on a 
roller coaster. resulting in the state be­
ing forced to borrow from the federal 
government," Cowherd said. 

"Now the careful management and 
better economic times have returned 
the trust fund to solvency, Kentucky no 
longer has to freeze the ceiling on 
benefits, and, in fact, is able to raise 
the cap as the trust fund grows." 

State Unemployment Insurance 
Director Joe Anderson said the in­
crease applies only to people who me 
new claims beginning the first week in 
July. 

"There are currently 24,000 reci­
pients who won't be affected by this 
change," he said . ''However, more 
than 58,800 claimants were eligible for 
the maximum benefit level that was 
established last fiscal year " 

Anderson pointed out that a worker 's 
benefit rate is locked in once a claim 
is established. "If someone was laid off 
in May, returned to work in J une, then 
gets laid off in July, that person's 
unemployment benefits were establish· 
ed in May when the initial cla im was 
filed. The cla im filed in July would be 
considered a continuing claim, so new 
benefit levels would not a pply," he 
said.

Last flscal year , laid-off Kentucky 
workers received benefits for an 
average of about 13 weeks. The max· 
imum coverage runs for up to 26 
weeks. 

Under a state Jaw enacted two years 
ago, maximum weekly unemployment 
benefits go up and employers' Ul tax 
rates decrease when the year-old trust 
fund balance goes a bove $150 million, 
as it did in 1986; $250 million, which oc­
curred in 1987; and $275 million, which 
it is expected to do this year. 

"Even with this latest increase in 
benefits and reduced tax ra tes this 
year, we think the trust fund balance 
will exceed $300 million by the end of 
the year, unless we have a sharp reces· 
sion during the next six months," 
Anderson said. 

Cowherd said, ''We 're pleased that 
we can increase the support for our 
workers who are temporarily out of a 
job. We are able to accomplish this 
because of the cooperative efforts be­
tween estate lawmakers, labor and 
management to ensure that Ken-
tucky's Ul trust fund is solvent. "

In your day the high and tight fastball 
had a place in baseball. Presently all 
it does is instagate brawls. 

Don Drysdale. in his prime as a 
pitcher for the Dodgers, utilized the 
knock down pitch, more politely re­
ferred to as a high and tight fastball, 
as an effective weapon against bitters. 

Now, though. if a pitchet· even comes 
inside the pampered and petty hitter 
cries to the umpire. points to the 
mound, and sometimes even makes a 
trip out there. 

Fights are common and harmless in 
baseball, but it takes some starch from 
the game when the pitcher is limited 
in what he can do. and how close he can 
come inside. 

Drysdale, commenting recently on 
the topic. said if the situation with the 
hitters got any worse the baseball 
would have to be set on a tee for them. 
That is putting it in perspective. 

Drysdale was an aggressive pitcher 
who never feared the idea of bringing 
the heater up and in. It made him. 8 
much more effective pitcher. 

One thing Drysdalt: did constantly 
was to back hitters off the plate, not 
allowmg them to lean out over the plate 
in an attempt to reach the outside 
pitch. 

But these days hitters take offense to 
this. The. inside fastball is a personal 
tnsult to them, an invitation for 8 quick 
trip to the mound. 

And as the situation has continued to 
develop over the recent years, lhe 
pitcher bas become the victim. not on· 
ly of the batter but the umpire as well. 

Tbe men in blue seem to be on the 
side oi the men packing the wood. It is 
the pitcher that gets wamed and 
ejected from games for merely trying 
to keep hitters honest. 

Guys such as Andre Dawson. Daryl 
Strawberry, and Mark McGuire make 
a habit of going after the pitclter every 
time they get hit with a pitch. or mov­
ed back off the plate. 

It's kind of like a Sunday driver. 
They want to take their half out of the 
middle. 

But this doesn't work, especially for 
the pitcher. Regardless of his throwing 
ability, no pitcher can be effective 
when the inside part of the plate is 
taken from him. and in the past couple 
years it has been 

Smce the days of Abner Doubleday, 
the high and tight fastball has been 
commonplace in setting the tone for the 
following pitch. And since those early 
days it has worked. 

At least until recently. At least until 
baseball has decided to take it uway. 
More umptres are eJecting pitchers 
who are ''accused" of throwing at 
batters. 

McGuire, a young slugger for the 
Oakland Athletics, says they <the 
pitchers> are lhreatenmg his career by 
throwing at his head. and he will

To him it doesn't have 
to draw skin. 

What is to save the pitchers? It 
should start with stiffer penalties for 
hitters who fail to hit the dirt on a close 
pitch, who take it on the chin then take 
it to the Astroturf in a show of ftst. 
power. 

But it's even nicer to have a catcher 
like Gary Carter. In a recent game 
with the Chicago Cubs, Carter collared 
Andre Dawson after the Chicago out­
fielder headed toward the mound. 

Dawson, who was hit by a pitch after 
a Cubs' homerun, started after New 
York pitcher Bob Ojeda, but never 
made it to the infield grass. Carter held 
him in his tracks, and a possible brawl 
was avoided. 

It's a terrible sight to see a fallen bat­
ter unconscious from taking a pitch to 

the head, or a career ended from a 
pitch that was too close, but that is a 
nasty fact of baseball. 

No pitcher should have the freedom 
to throw at batters, but no batter should 
be given permission to control both 
sides of the plate. 

It is what makes baseball great. the 
pitcher vs hitter confrontation, and 
how the pitcher works the hitter is what 
makes the confrontation great. 

Baseball, the pitcher, and the fans 
are being cheated by the protection and 
prejudice shown toward the hitter. 
After all, what else does he need? He 
takes a 33 ounce piece of wood with him 
every time he goes into battle. 

A homerun is nice ... for a second or 
two, but a pitchers' duel lasts forever. 
Their actions can be closely monitored1 

but please Mr. Blue, let them do their 
jobs. 

Come with that high heater. A man 
without quick reflexes won't stay long 
in the big leagues anyway.

"We've got good hitters, 
we've got good defense, and we've got 
good pitching. All we need is attitude. 
The boys have got to have that winning 
attitude and today they justdidn'thave 
it."

Bassin' With the Pros ... 

Keys To Finding Bass Quick 
One of the factors that continually 

separates America's top professional 
bass anglers from more casual fiSher­
men is their ability to locate bass very 
quickly. even on lakes they may never 
have fished before. 

Larry Nixon, a member of the 
Evinrude Pro Staff. is one of the besl 
at this, as bis tournament record 
shows. Nixon has the 1983 Bass 
Masters Classic~ in hts portfolio, 
along with eleven other national tourn­
ament wins, and total winnings of more 
than $650,000 in 11 years. 

Nixon can boil his technique of 
locating fish down to four easy steps 
that can be followed by any bass angler 
on any lake in the nation. Best of all, 
they're easy to learn. 

"The first thing r do," says Nixon, 
''is choose a particular part of a lake 
in which to concentrate. This can be a 
single creek or tributary, or a large 
bay. This area will have a lot of shallow 
water around il, because that is where 
bass spawn, and they won't be far 
away 

"1 specifically like an area that has 
a lot of four to eight foot depths, which 
gives plenty of options to the bass. 

" My area will also have deep \vater 
nearby. which gives me the chance for 
larger bass. Over the years, I have 
learned having a shallow water-deep 
water combination is one of the most 
important factors in bass fishing, and 
r always make certain I'm fishing near 
deepet· water." 

One way of fishing a large flat, ac­
cording to Nixon, is lo work out until 
it begins breaking up into deeper 
water. either with small dropoffs, 
channels, or ditches Once il does this, 
an angler can begin looking for cover 

Choosing only a portion of a lake to 
fish offers several advantages. First. 
it allows an angler to completely 
eliminate the rest of the lake. He can 
concentrate harder, and because the 
area is smaller, he can cover· it faster 

Nixon recommends anglers choose a 
wide body of water rather than a nar­
row area, because it will hold more 
fish. On many lakes. bass will tend to 
be more shallow in the upper end of lhe 
lake because that water is normally 
more dingy and murky. 

The second part of Nixon's plan for 
locating bass is to begin fishing every 
type of cover he sees. He does not 
specifically eliminate one type, such as 
grass, before moving to something 
else He fishes grass stumps, timbet• 
or whatever happens to be in his palh. 

The key here is fishing efficiently. 
That means using lures designed for 
the type o{ cover being worked, and 
presenting those lures properly. It also 

means working fast, making short 
casts and keeping the lure in the water 
Most often, Nixon recommends anglers 
use spinnerbaits or crank baits when 
first starting to search for bass because 
the lures can be fished quickly. 

The third step is to concenb·ate on 
visible cover, but if there is a lot of it, 
to key on whatever appears different 
in that cover. 

"Whenever you find one little area 
better Ulan the rest.·· says the Evm­
rude pro. "something will invariably 
be different about it, even l.hough 
everything might look alike at first 
glance. 

"When you catch a fish or two from 
a spot, move on past it, then fish your 
way back very carefuUy, looking for 
that change. More often than not, that 
change will be on the bottom. such as 
a small ditch, a dropoff. a mound or 
hump." 

Because being able to find these sub­
tle differences in lhe bottom is so im­
portant. maqy anglers have a depth 
finder mounted on the bow of their 
boats. They watch them carefully as 
they cast to the different targets. 

To Nixon. a bass pattern is simply 
the cover and depth bass are using. He 
considers proper lure choice and lure 
presentation as refinements of a pat­
tern. When similar conditions exist 
over a lake, bass will usually be acting 
the same way in those areas. 

"l rarely fish for bass deeper than 10 
or 12 feet, except during lhe hot sum­
mer. My favorite depth: is between four 
and 10 feet, where it is easy to work 
lures and feel strikes, ·• he notes 

Nixon's fourth and final piece of the 
puzzle is confidence, which he rates as 
the most important. Having a positive 
attitude, he feels, determines how ef.. 
ficiently an angler fishes, and how 
clearly he is able to analyze the dif­
ferent p1eces of the puzzle he's trying 
to solve. 

Nixon emphasizes that until an 
angler knows what the bass are doing 
it is not necessary to move more than 
a short dista~e from a launching area. 
In the beginning of your search for fish, 
study a lake map to choose your fiShing 
area. tl:len launch your boat as close to 
it as possible to save valuable fishing 
time. 

Finding bass IS a puzzle every angler 
faces each Ume he launches his boat to 
go fishing. The key to doing it the way 
the tournament pros do is concen­
trating on only a sma II part of the Jake, 
and fishing it as thoroughly and effi­
ciently as possible. 

One look at Larry Nixon's profes­
sional tournament record of wins and 
prize money won proves it works.

It is 7:30J).m., the down 
time after "The CBS Eve­
ning News," and_ Dan 
Rather is relaxing m the

AU year long Rather has 
been in the flshbowl, un­
der scrutiny: as the press 
mulled over hisronfronta­
tion with George Bush; ns 
two books about CBS dra­
matized thenetwo~k's pet· 
ty offlce politics; as he and 
Charles Kuralt stood 1"· 
side the Kremlin covenng 
the Moscow summit - the 
only summit CBS has been 
on top of lately.

Tonight.. Rather is lOOK· 
mg forward - to the Dem· 
ocratic National Com•en­
c.ion, which wiU be 
covered by all three net­
works, PBS and cable':S 
CNN and C'...SPAN from 
Monday, July 18, through 
Thursday,.

QUESTION: Ten years ago I bad a 
radical mastectomy. ~e was only a 
slight swelling of my arm after the 
surgery. During the past year the 
swelhng has increased, and I now\\ ear 
an elastic sleeve. J would like to know 
if there are other things I could do to 
improve my arm. For example. do you 
recommend any type of exercise? 

ANSWER : The swelling you 
descnbe is called lymphedema. When 
lymph nodes under the arm are remov· 
ed during breast cancer surgery, ex· 
cess lymph fluid can later drain inlo 
the arm causing it to swell. This is a 
common problem which occurs to 
some degree in 50 to 70 percent of the 
women who have this surgery. For4 

tunately. it 1s severe in only 10 percent 
ol cases 

When lymphedema occurs, the treat· 
ment must be modified for each pa• 
ticn\. We are happy to pro\ide you \\ith 
some general information on the treat· 
ment of lymphedema, but you should 
check w1th your doctor to detennine 
what "ill be best for ~our situation 

LymPhedema may be relieved by 
frequent arm elevation. The-" arm 
should be elevated ..-.ith the hand 
h1gher than lhe elbow and the elbow 
h1gher than the shoulder. This position 
should be maintained for at least 30 
mmutes and repeated several times 
each day. When lying down, the arm 
should be kept elevated on a pillow. 

In addition to the use of an elastic 
sleeve such as the one you are using, 
some women benefit from the use of 
pneumomassage. Pneumomassage is 
a massaging or the arm using elastic 
cuffs that Inflate and deflate in se­
quence. ThiS eqUipment is often 
available from n phannacy, but re· 
quires a prescription from your doctor. 

Salt free diets are sometimes recom­
mended. In severe cases surgery may 
be recommended, but it is often not 
helpful Do not ha\e shots. blood drawn 
or blood pressure taken on that arm 

It Is also impo~tant to take special 
~re of your ann and try to pre\'ent in· 
rectton ln at Though you should be 
cautious, at's also unportant to use your 
arm normally. don't fa\'or it or keep It 
dependent. 

If the swclhng worsens, your doctor 
may WISh to refer you to someone who 
specializes in treating lymphedema.

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Bonanza Footwashing Is 
Unforgetable Experience 

Tht> following article was published 
in the Floyd County Times in L970 nnd 
is being reprinted at the request of l\lrs. 
Docia Woods. author or the article and 
society editor of the Times. Foot­
washing services will be held at the 
Bonanza United Baptist Church this 
W('ekend. 

For the first time in several years. 
it was my privilege to be present for 
that gathering of all gatherings, that 
meeting of all meetings, that's been 
taking place each year as far back 
(and even farther back> than most of 
us can remember-the Footwashin' 
Meeting' at the United Baptist Church. 
back home in our beloved Bonanza 

As you already know. it bas long 
been aptly said that, •• Anybody who 
has ever lived in or near Bonanza, 
always tries to get back home for The 
Meetin'." 

But, as I think many of us are begin· 
ning to realize, it isn't always possible 
for us to be there. and I guess that lime 
and events make it difficult for some 
of us to attend at all. 

So, let me tell you about the Bonan· 
za Footwashin' Meetin' that I attend­
ed this year: 

For months, I'd known that nothing 
but sickness or death was going to keep 
me from going home for this event, so, 
as soon as June turned mto July, t 
started trying to remember the date 
on which that meeting would be held. 

And then, l remembered something 
that Mommie and Pa (whom you will 
all remember as "Aunt" Lou and "Un­
cle" Henry Baldridge>, had said on so 
many occasions during lheir blessed 
lifetimes: "The United Baptists rule by 
Saturdays; the footwashin' is always 
on the Sunday following the third 
Saturday in July ·• 

<I knew full well that, although we 
seemed to be living in what's some­
times referred to as "a changing 
world," the United Baptist Church, 
back home in Bonanza, had ool chang­
ed its basic beliefs-nor the date of that 
meeting). 

With this assurance, I called Sister 
Julia and her family in Prestonsburg, 
and told them that I would be home the 
third Saturday in July, so I could go to 
Th' Meetin'. 

The very first things I looked for 
when Julia and l got there, were the 
lemonade stands-like some of the 
men and boys there used to have, you 
know-where'd they'd fence off little 
places in under shade trees along the 
''Big Road,·· and sell stuff l.ike oranges, 
and bananas. and cones of ice cream, 
and "pop," and lemonade-and 
whenever a bunch of people would 
come into sight, they'd chant· 

"Ice-eold lemonade. 
"Made in the shade. 
"And stirred with a spade ... 
''Come on girls. 
"Get your money's worth .. 
"II the boys won't treat you. 
''You treat them!" 
But ob, there were no lemonade 

stands there this year, for there were 
no would-be buyers-like the girls who 
used to walk up and down lhe ''Big 
Road," all dressed up in organdy, and 
voile, and dotted swiss dresses, and pa­
tent leather slippers, and silk stock­
ings, with their hair tied with big bows 
of fancy ribbons; 

Now were there any boys-like the 
ones who used to dress up in what they 
liked to call their • 'Sunday-go-to­
meetin' clothes," and help the girls 
across the creek and over little mud­
puddles, or would ride their mules, 
decorated with Cow-boy saddles. and 
starred blankets, and jeweled bridles, 
and would always have bunches of red 
roses (that all of us called "Seven­
Sisters") stuck somewhere in their 
mules' bridles. 

No, we didn't see a person as we 
walked from in front of our old 
homeplace, up to the United Baptist 
cburchbouse. 

That building looks pretty much as 
it did when Joel Henry ConJey built it 
nigh onto 40 years ago. <Do you 
remember Joel Henry saying that aJl 
he charged for that work was "two 
hens apiece from each of the ·good 
sisters· of the church" ) ? 

'l'he same picture that hung above 
the pulpit when we were children, is 
still hanging there. It's the one, you 
know, with this inscription· 

" I have fought a good fight; I have 
finished my cow·se: now I'm gomg 
home." 

A large picture of "The Lord's Sup­
per'' has been hung alongside the one 
bearing this inscription. 

The home-made seats that used to be 
in this church house <and in the one 
before it), bave been replaced by what 
we all used to call "brought-on" seats. 

As in days of yore, the women sat on 
one side of the church, and the men sat 
on the other. 

I think the regular minister there 
now is Elder J . R. Pelphrey, and that 
he lives up about AHen. He reminded 
me a little of the Rev. Hargie Conley, 
who pastored the church when we were 
growing up. 

Just as it's always been. anybody 
who wanted to preach, preached; 
anybody who wanted to lead off with a 
song, led off with a song, and if people 
felt like shouting, they shouted! 

It was when the preaching began 
that I thought of Pa, and it was when 
the singing started that 1 thought of 
Mommie, and I'd like to tell you why 
I thought of them especially at these 
times: 

Pa dearly loved the United Baptist 
Chw·ch, and there was nothing in this 
world tbat he enjoyed more than 
preaching there, but he also liked to 
worship with other churches, every 
now and then, and it was on some of 
these occasions that he'd join right in 
with the members of those congrega­
tions, and sing such songs as: Bring­
ing in the Sheaves,'' or perhaps, "When 
the Roll is Called Up Yonder;·· but, not 
once, in all the years of Mommie's life 

• did1 ever hear her sing, <or even hum), 
a tune unless it could be found within 
the covers of the United Baptists' one 
and only song book, "the Sweet 
Songster." Mommie sang songs like 
"We'll Lay Down the Bibles and Go 
Home,'' or •· Amazing Grace," or she 
just didn't sing at all. And althou~h I've 
always leaned a little toward Pa's 
belief in this matter, ['11 cherish as long 
as I live, Mommie's loyalty to that 
"Sweet Songster." 

It was from this song book that the 
congregation al Utis year's meeting 
sang so many long-familiar hymns. "A 
Twelfth Night More Hath Rolled 
Around" was sung in preparation for 
the partaking of the bread and wine by 
the United Baptist members ... ''All of 
our faith and order," and this song con­
tinued into the washing of one another's 
feet. 

(l noticed that most of the people 
who partook in the washing of feet had 
towels wrapped around their waists. 
Sister Julia and I discussed this on our 
way home, and we thought we remem­
bered a Biblical passage something 
like this: 

' 'And then they gtrded themselves 
with towels, and washed one anothers' 
feet." 

After the towels had been girded 
around the members' waists. the ac­
tual foot washing took place, and of this 
r am certain! 

J have never, in all the days of my 
life, seen more genuine love and 
fellowship than was manifested during 
that time. No wonder that everyone 
who has ever lived in or near Bonanza 
tries to get back for the Footwashin' 
Meetin · each year, for. aside £rom aJI 
the precious memories that Great Day 
brings back to us, there are these bless­
ed assurances to be gleaned from these 
meetings: 

L Regardless of the trials and 
tribulations encountered in this world, 
people still have love in their hearts 
toward one another; 

2. Although many of our loved ones 
have gone on to a better world, it's just 
a matter of time, until we'll all be 
together again .. .forever. 

Let's all try to get "back home" on 
the "Sunday following the third Satur­
day in July" as often as it's humanly 
possible.
