Broad Form Deed 
Means Devastation 

T am sure there are many Ken 
luckians who don't understand what the 
term "broad form deed" means. You 
would need to see the devastation caus­
ed by strip mining under the broad form 
deed and witness the henrtbreak and 
suffering il brings lo the surface lan 
downers to really understand. 

At the turn of the century, represen­
tatives of coal companies persuaded 
people to sell their mineral rights for a 
pittance, sometimes for as little as 25lo 
50 cents an acre. At that time coal was 
mined by the deep mining method only. 
Even though they might have needed the 
money desperately, had these people 
known about strip mining and the 
destruction it leaves behind. they would 
never have sold the mmeraJ nghts to the 
land they loved. 

The broad form deed has been outlaw­
ed in C\'el')' state except Kentucky. In 
1984 the Kentucky state legislature pass· 
ed a law giving landowners· rights pro­
cedence over mineral owners' rights 
The Kentucky Supreme Court ruJed the 
Jaw unconstitutional. 

This year Senate Bill 145 was passed 
unanimously by the Kentucky Senate 
and sent to the House of Represen 
tatives. This bill would stop abuses 
under the broad form deed and return 
to the landowners control of their land. 
House Bi11228, a companion bill, will be 
voted on very soon. The bill must then 
be placed on the ballot in November to 
be voted on by all Kentuckians as a con­
stitutional amendment. There is only 
room on the ballot for four amendmenLs. 
There will be competition from other 
amendments for a place on the ballot. 

To delay this bill only one year wiU 
mean that countless people will be add· 
ed to those whose land bas a !ready been 
destroyed forever You can write your 
legislators c/o Stale Capitol Building, 
Frankfort, Kentucky 40601 or call them 
toll-free al 1-800-372·7181 and leave a 
message for them. Please ask them to 
place the constitutional amendment 
against the broad form deed. Senate Bill 
L45/House Bill 228, on the ballot in 
November.

their cells until they·re released. The

If there is a lault to be found in this 
fine book. it i.s that the lines between 
good and evil are too clearly defined; 
and the story at moments gives way to 
melodrama, where complex, three 
dimensional "good" characters are pit­
ted against nat. despicable characters 
like Ule bossman Malcolm Denbigh, who 
orders the black organizer Johnson 
thrown into a burnmg furnace. The 
scene's brutality stuns, but we never 
understand what motivates him to be so 
bad. Nor do we get much insight into the 
character of Davidson. the coal 
operator, and his reasons for exploiting 
the miners. 

Giardina. who was born in Bluefield, 
West Virginia, started writing fiction in 
1980 when she was 28 years old. Storm· 
mg Heaven is her second novel, her 
first. Good King Harry. was also wtde­
ly praised and compared to-Dickens by 
the New York Times She earned a 
bachelor's degree from West Virginia 
Wesleyian College and a master's 
degree from Virginia Theological 
Seminary. 

·•t thought about this book for years," 
Giardina says of Storming Heaven 
"Everything that happens in the book 
actually happened in real life. · 'fbe 
book, which took three years to write, \S 
based on research as well as on her own 
experience, having lived for 13 years in 
a coal camp. It was her method to read 
extensively about the period and then let 
her imagmahon be triggered by the 
fascinating people and events she read 
about. Once she had her characters in 
mmd, she let them take over and spin 
her plot · ·rve always tried to let my 
characters tell me what they were go­
mg to do," she says. 

Though her first two books have been 
based on historical events and 
cbaracters, Giardina says, "I don't con 
sider myself a historical novelist. 
because I will write other books that 
aren't set in the past. Right now l'm 
workmg on a contemporary novel that 
starts m 1960 and carries up to the pre· 
sent day. the characters are the grand· 
children of the characters m Storming 
Heaven. It's a corning of age story about 
growing up in the coalfields of West 
Virginia and what that means, with the 
characters trying to Cind out if they have 
any culture or heritage, and whether 
they should stay and live there." 

Giardina, who says of herself, " I 
always wonder wh}",'. is also presently 
working on a non-fiction book that stems 
from an article she wrote Cot the 
Washington Post on Appalachia. She 
describes the book as containing 
historical and political reflection, "a 
book tbat says what Harry Caudill didn't 
say He tend!; to blame the victim, and 
doesn't push the structural problems, 
like land ownership as one cause of the 
problem." 

Not only has Storming Heaven been 
praised by critics and fellow writers. but 
it's been rewardmg financially for the 
author It was selected by the Book-.of· 
the-Month-Club and movie rights have 
been optioned by Colwnbia Pictures. On 
top of this, Giardina's work. has j~ast 
earned her a grant from the Natlonal 
Endowment for lhe. Arts. 

Storming Jfeaven ts an mformative as

Ly of its preschool and grade school, the 
Board of Directors of Mountain Ctms 
t1an Academy have decided to clos~ rt.s 
h1gh school effective nt the end of th1s 
academic year. 

Calling it a diff1cult dec.tsion, Mon­
signor Ralph W. Be1ting, the school's 
!ounder. said I he det>1S1on was necessary 
because of the high school's great I!X 
pense and its low enrollment 39 
students are currently enrolled Beitmg 
said that lh~ h1gh school cost about• 
$100,000 a vear to run. and with the 
money sav"ed from the <Hosing, the 
school will now be able to pay bills, fintsh 
building four new classrooms. enlarge 
the grade school curriculum1 and pay a 
teacher salary mcrease of 10%. These 
t:hanges, Beiting believes, will serve to 
increase the grade school's enrollment 
and improve its academic standing. 

The Board ot Directors also unveiled 
a l2·point program to enhance the 
school's educational opportunities. llln· 
eludes expanding lhe preschool program 
<ages 3-4> in both enrollment and cur­
riculum. enlarging lhe kindergarte 
program, expanding Lhe Christian 
Education Program, and ex.tending the 
science program to the grade school 
level The plan also calls for expanding 
the drug education program to include 
aJI grades, setting up a computer lab to 
accommodate every grade school class 
on a weekly basss, and the creation of a 
faculty of volunteer teachers in additton 
to the regular statr The board also 
wants a guidance counselor available, 
the establishment of a manual arts and 
c:rafts program. to work with accredits· 
hon groups <ISAACSJ and university; 
faculties to provide teacher workshops, 
to recruit and retain the best faculty, 
and expand its fundraising, 

Mountain Christian Academy opened 
in the fall of 1983. Tn 1987 it graduated 
10 students in its first high school 
graduating class, nine of whom went on 
to college; and of the nine, five receiv· 
ed college scholarships 

Betting called the closing only tern· 
porary and said that once the school's 
• bott-om structure is as solid as possl· 
ble," the board will then be able to 
reopen the high school in two years. ''I 
think we'll end up with a bigger and bet·" 
ler high school.

Gu..,key and Kifer rerank­
t•d Ktmtucky's 178 school distr1cts, after 
ndju::;tlng the Hlli7 KEST results accor­
ding to the ~~cent age of students in 
each cllslrict who are considered 
r.c()nomicully disadvantaged and other 
factors . 

As .1 result, some r«.'latively affluent 
:;chool d1slr1cts d1d not fare as well as 
\\ hcn1hc demographic factors were not 
consrdered Similarly, some less 
"ealthy school d1slr1Cls seemed to be do­
mg n bNtcr Job of educating their 
students than ongmalJy reported . 
Kentucky'~ largest school district. Jef­

ferson C.ounty, moved up from 90th to 
80th place after the econom1c factor was 
corts1dered Fayette County dropped 
from 47th to 62nd. 

The tereate::;lmcrease m ranking was 
Wolfe County, wh1ch moved up from 
161st to 55th . The largest drop was 
Beechwood Independent, moving from 
17th to 91st. 

Also, the authors pomt out why any 
ranking based primarily on aggregate 
test scores 1~ of httle practical value 
The test tiCOres used in the Kentucky 
ranking~; are aggregates of results from 
the Kentucky Essential Skills Test given 
m the third, fifth, seventh and tenth 
grades.

Phene, based at the agency's Water 
Management Re~earch Lab in Fresno, 
Calif., says farmers could .;ave money 
by underground irngation- wh1cb 
means consumers could save at the pro­
duce stand as well. 

A key to underground 1rngation is that 
no water is depostted on the surface.

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Roosevelt Seeks Correction 
ln Social Security Benefits 

James Roosevelt, Jr., representing 
both his father and the five million­
member National Committee to 
Preserve Soc1al Security and Medicare 
last week aimed strongly-worded 
critic1sm at both the House Ways and 
Means Committee and the Social Securi­
ty Administration for creating and 
perpetuating the Social Security benefits 
issue known as the ·•notch". 

Roosevelt told the Senate Special 
Committee on Aging be is convinced 
that the notch nevet• would have oc­
curred if Congress bad been given the 
facts when Social Security amendments 
were passed in 1977. 

- 1'o correct an earlier error in the 
benefit formula, both Ways and Means 
and the Social Security Administration 
urged Congress to adopt legislation 1hey 
promised would amount to benefit 
reductions of no more than one percent 
a year for five years, Roosevelt remind­
ed the Senate. Instead, benefits were cut

"What's worse, instead of admitting 
that an error in the new formula existed, 
the Ways and Means Committee and the 
Social Securily Admitiistration have 
perpetuated the notch by denying that 
it exists," said Roosevelt "A mountain 
of evidence indicates that the notch has 
caused average benefit losses of ~0 a 
year for about ten million current 
retirees and that it will affect, to a Jesser 
degree, another ten million retirees in 
lhe next five years," he added. 

The National Committee to Preserve 
Social Security and Medicare has oo 
argument with the intent of the 1977 
amendments, just with the actual con­
sequences, Roosevelt testified, "The in­
tent of the l!m amendments was correct 
and it would have been apparent to aU 
that the formula was flawed and the in­
tent perverted~if there had not been a 
cover-up of the actual benefit reductions 
suffered by millions of seniors.'' 

Roosevelt labeled a red-herring the 
charge by some senior groups that notch 
victims were "greedy" for wanting to 
equal benefit levels of so-<:alled "bonan­
za babies" <those born between 
1912-1916). "The Sanford/Ford legisla­
tion to correct the notch will aot bring 
notch victims up to the 1912-1916 level 
but will restore the intent of the 1977 
amendments by leveling out benefits tor 
everyone else." 

Roosevelt brought charts to the hear­
ing showing that outlays from the Social 
Security Trust Funds to correct the 
notch would not jeopardize the surpluses 
being built up for the retirement of 
babyboomers. He testified that a correc­
tion of the notch would mean a Trust 
Fund surplus of ~1.2 trillion instead of 
$1.3 trillion by the year 2000. 

Roosevelt also criticized other senior 
citizen groups for not investigating the 
true impact of the 1977 Social Security 
amendments. ·'They have taken as an 
article of faith, the pronouncements of 
the Social Security Administratjon in­
stead of listening to their own 
members." 

Written testimony submitted by the 
National Committee pointed out that in 
1986, delegates to the American Associa­
tion of Retired Persons (AARP) national 
convention overwhelmingly voted to 
support a legislative correction of the 
notch but that their resolution had been 
ignored by the AARP Washington 
leadersllip. 

Accom_panying Roosevelt at the wit­
ness table were sisters, Audrey Webb 
and Eclitfi Detviler, who came to 
Washington from Minnesota to testify. 
Although they started ·working on the 
same day at the same company in the 
same job and retired 25 years later with 
nearly identical wage records, Edith 
Detviler receives Social Security 
benefits 20.3 percent lower than her 
sister's.

Deskins also pointed out that the 
legislation also authorizes the Cabmet 
lor Natural Resources to imhale the 
bond release process. "This process is 
consistent with C'urrenl internal policies 
of the Diviston or Enforcement," he said 

Deskins summed up the btll, "The 
legislahon allows several activities to 
l.>egm simultaneously wilh lhe filing of 
the request for bond release. and 
therefore, significanUy shortens tbe 
lime for processrng the release." 

He added. ·'The legislation will stan­
dardize bond release procedures across 
the state and further defines lhe rules 
that the permittee. the Cabinet and the 
surety must play by.' ' 

House Bill6S7 sllTiply directs that state 
regulations by which surface coal 
miners operate be no more stringent 
than those or states \\ithout primacy. 

" That should provide a consistency to 
the program," Desk1ns said.

In the 1960s and 1970S, psychiatric 
hospitals nationwide reduced patient 
populations drastically and began 
treating more clients through short-term 
and outpatient services, thanks to com· 
munily mental health centers and the 
widespread use of psychotropic drugs­
medications which control sytnptom.s of 
major menlal illness and allow the pa­
tient to function in the commuruty,

"During this period of time there were 
fewer admissions because more of the 
patients were long·term care cases " 
Fairchtld said. "However, our admis­
sions have been rising since the begin· 
ning of th1s decade, and in 1987 set an all· 
hme record-4,759-and occupancy 
rates reached 100 percent •· 

Factors causing higher demand for in­
patient psychiatnc care are numerous. 

·'A lighter economy and increased 
unemployment mean that many people 
can no longer afford private care, so the 
patient load at our hospitals expands," 
she said. "A growing homeless popula· 
lion and overcrowded jails have also 
contributed to the increase." 

Advances in mental health evalua· 
hons and laws against the unnecessary 
hospitalization of lbe mentally ill have 
affected the criteria for psychiatric in· 
patient admission and discharge. 

Boyd noted that full capacity at the 
hospitals means admissions and 
discharges, already tightly regulated, 
must be exammed even more closely. 

''Under Kentucky law, only someone 
who meets one of a limited number of 
specific criteria may be admitted to a 
state psychiatric hospital,.. said the 
commissioner "A person who is danger· 
ous to himself or others, someone who 
has a documented need for treatment or 
for whom hospitalization is the most ap­
propriate method of treatment can be 
admitted to one of these facilities.'' 

Some admissions are court-ordered. 
in which case the patient is to be 
evaluated and the results given to the 
presiding judge. 

''Most admissions to the hospitals are 
referrals from the comprehensive care 
centers, so the patient will have staff 
familiar with the case providing outpa­
tient services when he or she returns to 
the community," Boyd said. 

At K.C P. C., which is located within 
the Luther Luckett Correctional Com­
plex at LaGrange, most admissiOns ate 
made for court-ordered pre-trial evalua­
llon or post-conviction treatment. Some 
patients may be admitted through the 
outpatient services K.C.P.C. provides to 
the Corrections Cabinet.

Hispanics and 
immagranls, whose average age is 
lower. As the post war ''baby-boom·· 
group reache!> retirement age. the 
tate is like!) to have more old peo­

ple than young people under 20 pre· 
paring to enter the work force. 

While we no'.l. have more older 
people who are better off. we have 
more children who arc poor. Over 
29 per cent of all chaldren entering 
chool arc from families hving belo'.l. 

the povert) level; m families headed 
by females, almost t\\-O·thirds of the 
children live in po-.erty. Kentucky is 
fourth in the U.S. in teen pregnan­
cies. The rate of unmarried mothers 
has increased 12 per cent in ten 
years. 

If this trend continues, by the tum 
of this century Kentucky will have 
more poor children in school than 
children from middle-income homes. 
Our schools arc not designed to turn 
them into jobholder!> 1n the techno· 
logical society or tomorrow. 

Kentucky's unemployment rate is 
nearly 50 per cent htgher than the 
national average. fhc proportion of 
workmg women 1s increasing. the 
proportion of men working is fall­
ing. Forty-two per cent of mothers 
with preschool children. and 55.8 
per cent of tho c v. ith school-age 
children , "-Ork This has special 
meanang when you consider that 
women make only about 62 per cent 
as much as men. 

Kentucky can't count on national 
growth to keep it growing. As Dr. 
Brinton Milward of the University of 
Kentuck) told the rccem conference 
of Shakertown Roundtable. more 
Americans are living around the 
edges of the country. fewer are liv· 
ing in the middle. By the tum of the 
century, he added. 70 per cent of 
Americans will hve within an hour's 
drive of the coasts. east and west. 

This has other bad ne"-S for Ken ­
tucky. People arc moving to the 
coasts because that IS where the 
goodjobsare "Along with this pop· 
ulation shift1" Milward pomts out. 
"goes an income 'hift, as states 
dependent on rarmmg. energ] pro­
duction and dcchmng tndustriessuch 
a coal and steel fall behind. One­
third of all nev. jobs between ne\\­
and 2000 ""'II be created in onl\ 46 
counties. mo~t near the coast, none 
in Kentucky." 

The picture is not all bleak. Ken­
tucky is gaining high-tech plants.

Coal Lab Tech Meet 
Set at WKU, April 6 

The University of Kentucky Institute 
for Mining and Minerals Research 
( IMMR) and Department of Mining 
Engineering, and Western Kentucky 
University Center for Coal Science is 
sponsoring a 2tn day short course entitl· 
ed, "Coal Laboratory Technician Train­
ing," to be held April 6-8.

When Kttty Dukakis, 't\ife of presiden­
ttttl hopeful Mtchael Dukakis, adm1lted 
recently that she had once been addicted 
to d1ct pills, the public was surprised not 
only because the candid admission was 
made by a public figure. It probably was 
somewhat shocked because the 
Clt'knowledgement or drug abuse was 
made by a woman 

Despite lt.s increasing willingness to 
rccogmze women's equality in many 
areas, the public still has difficulty ac· 
ccpting that "the gentler sex" could be 
addicted to substances such as cocaine, 
hcrom or manJuana . But it's a reality 
that shouldn't be surprising given the 
histor) of women and drug abuse. 

f'rom the mtd·19lh century through 
\\W I, female drug addicts outnumbered 
male add1cts by two to ooe, according 
to a report m ''Women and Drugs," 
published by the Deparunent of Health 
and Human Ser\'ices. 

Many\\ ere health-(X)I)Science. middle-­
class women who were introduced by 
their physicians to opium. a powerful 
mood-altering su~tance, as a way of 
relieving pain and anxiety Women also 
often used op1um, which was readily 
availabl~? in many over-the-counter 
remedies, as a respectable substitute for 
alcohol. 

While today men are addicted to drugs 
in ~reater numbers, women apparent­
ly are catching up. But unlike men who 
commonly abuse drugs as a form or 
rccreatton, women usually become 
chemically dependent for a variety of 
other reasons. They often use drugs to 
cope with emotional problems as to 
relieve stress. They frequently turn to 
chemtcals as crutches to help them in 
juggltng family, job and marriage. The 
competitive professional women often 
turns to drugs such as cocaine to give 
her the energy to outpace her male 
counterparts. 

The followmg are facts about current 
trends regarding women and drugs: 

Mister Rogers Visits

Little Ones 
are among the longest-running 
children's series in their respective na­
tions Says Fred Rogers, Like Mister 
Rogers' 1\.elghborhoOd, Good Night, Lit­
tle Ones uses puppets and stories to ad­
dress the needs of young children.'' 

Dunng his 10-day visit in Moscow, 
Rogers became the first guest ever to 
appear on an episode of the popular 
&>vtet children's program. The ,\lister 
Rogers' Neighborhood crew taped the 
vistt to the Soviet studio for use during 
lhe theme week of programs, "Night­
lime." Vedenne ... a's visit to the Mister 
Rogen:;' Neighborhood set at WQED in 
Pittsburgh also airs during the week. 

"Tatiana and all the others involved 
ln the production of Good Night, Little 
Ones could not have been kinder to us,'' 
says Rogers. "Our hope is that both 
visits can help build a little bridge on 
~half of children. Children all over the 
world need to know that they can be lov­
ed just as they are." 

-Cocaine usc arnong \\Omen has tn· 
creased stgrnfiC.'lntly tn ret.-ent years 
The book "Coca me· Seduclton and Solu­
tion" quotes 11 1975·76 survey which 
found that 39 percent of cocaine users 
were women By the time the survey 
was repeated five years Inter. women 
comprised more than hulf the users. 

Compared to men, women receive 
more than twice us muny twescriptions 
for tranqullizerl:i, pur·ticularly in the 35 
to 49 year old age group In addition, 
women consume 71 percent of all an­
tidepressants and four-firths or all legal 
amphetamines such as diet p11Js, accor· 
ding to the Encyclopedia oi Drug Abuse. 

-A study of women who used tran­
qutlizers round they look sedah\'es 
primarily because of the anxiet)' they 
felt in relation to the traditional roles of 
wife, mother rmd homemaker. 

-Women accounted for nearly two­
thtrds of the 18,543 emergency room 
cases related to tranqutltzers tn 1985. ac· 
cordmg to the Drug Abuse Warning 
Network. 

-While men commonly acquire drugs 
by purchasing them, women are more 
likely to get drugs from frtends, par· 
ticularly men. A study in the Interna­
tional Journal of Addtctions found that, 
in the case or marijuana, men were 
more likely lo purchase their supply 
while women acquired marijuana as a 
gift. Women were also much more 
dependent on having others purchase 
marijuaua for them. 

-Drug use among t(.'(!nage girls is cat­
ching up to that or adolescent boys. A 
National Institute of Drug Abuse survey 
found that among the h1gh school class 
of 1984, 51 percent of the girls had tried 
marijuana at least once-llC8rly equal 
the 58 percent ftgurc reported by boys. 
A similar survey conducted tn 1980 found 
that 13 pen:ent of garls had tried cocaine 
compared to 18 percent of boys 

-Drug use poses a variety of com­
plications Cot pregnant women and the 
developing fetus . Heroin addicted 
women risk toxemia. postpartum 
hemorrhage and high neonatal morbidi· 
ty and mortality. Manjuana use during 
pregnancy can result in babies born with 
tremors, vision problems and exag· 
gerated startle reflexes 

-Research tndicates the drug use 
among women will continue to increase. 
In a study on "Jo'emale Drug Use: Some 
Observations," F. Suffet and R. Brot· 
man speculate that "use of recreational 
drugs by women will increase as women 
assert their nghl to greater freedom in 
their private lives and rebel against the 
double standard of personal behavior.''

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Cozy Fireplaces Are Appealing 
But Beware of the Hidden Cost 

If you're using a fireplace as a sourer 
of hf:'at, you probably should stop doing 
it durtng the cold, sub-freezing 
temperatures much of Kentucky ex· 
penenccs at this time of year. 

It's costly, and it's inefficiPnt 
According to Bill Murphy, bousmg and 

energy engineer w1th thE> Univers1ty of 
Kentucky College of Agriculture, most 
people are better off to not use their 
fi r eplaces once temperatures drop 
below ·10 degrees 

Fir eplaces with forced heat ex­
changers can be used when it is 
somewhat colder, and systems w1th a 
separate outdoor air intake can be us<>d 
effectively in colder weather, he said 

''When you open the damper in tra~i· 
tiona! fireplaces, it's just like openinj a 
door to the outside," Murphy satd "The 
cold atr from outside wiD sptllmto the 
room. Yet the damper needs to be open· 
ed for combustion ·· 

Murphy said a fireplace at best ts not 
very eCCic ient. An ordinary open 
fireplace has an efficiency of about 10 
percent That means only 10 percent of 
the fuel energy in the wood actually 
makes it into the living space of the 
house. 

" By adding some sort of blower to the 
fireplace, the effiCiency rate can be rais· 
ed to 20 percenl or so,'' Murphy said 
' 'That means the net efficiency of either 
of these fireplaces may actually be 
negative on a cold day. " 

He explained that if 5,000 Btu's are rc· 
qulred normally to warm 40 degree out· 
door air which seeps in around the d<>Qrs 
and windows to a desired 70 degrees. 
twice the energy < 10.000 Btu's ) will be 
needed tfthe outdoor temperature drops 
to to degrees That's because the fngid 
outdoor temperature will need to be 
warmed twice as much, 60 lotal 

degrees rather than the 30 needed when 
the outside temperature is 40. 

" Now suppose we decide to open the 
damper on the fireplace and start a 
ftre , · · be said. "'Even more cold air will 
spiU into the room It could double the 
air Infiltration ratl'. ·• 

The room surrounding the fireplace 
may be comfortabl) warm by direct 
heat radiation from the fireplace while 
the rest of the house becomes chilled. 

''There IS nothing likt> a cracking fire 
to give a person a sense of warm 
coziness on a cold winter night," Mur­
phy said "Economically though. you 
probably should not use an open 
ru·eplace anytime it gets below 4()

Gutdance counselors from eastern 
Kentucky recenll) spent two and one­
half days touring businesses and m­
dustries in Kentucky . Mr. Bruce 
Stephens, chairman of the Education 
Task Force of the Kentucky Ap· 
palachian Foundation stated that, ''The 
purpose of the tour is to acquaint the 
counselors with career opportumhes for 
their students." "Specifically, the group 
will be looking for ways to counsel poten­
tial dropouts to encourage them to stay 
in school ," he further staled Mr 
Stephens hostl'd the tour group.

Legislation Will Give Local 
•Gov't Control Over Wastes 

Lt'gislation to gtve local ctuzens a say 
in the ~iting of a hazarctous waste in­
cinerators in their communities has 
bt:en approved by the General Assembly 
and sent to Governor Wilkinson 

The House appro\ed Senate Bill169 by 
a 95 1 vote February 18. Just two weeks 
earlier, SB 169 was approved by lhe 
Senate, 36.() Governor Wilkinson has 10 
days to sign the bill toto Jaw. Jet it 
become law without his signature or 
veto the measure. 

' 'We're very happy that legislators 
have giVen such strong support to this 
important measure, " said Patty 
Wallace, vice-chairperson of Ken· 
tuekians For The Commonwealth 
(KF"fCl and a resident of Lawrence 
county where PyroChem Inc. of Loms· 
ville wants to build a hazardous waste 
incaneralor 

SB 169 requires local government ap­
pt·o~·al before a permit can be issued for 
a hazardous waste incinerator. The 
legtslation, developed by KFTC. applies 
to pending incinerator permit applica­
tions as well as future ones. If SB 169 
becomes law, it would allow fiscal courts 
in Lawrence and Jefferson counties, 

t-where hazardous waste incinerators are 
proposed, to decide if they want such a 
factlity m the1r communities.

Related legislation would bring a pro­
posed nerve gas incinerator in Madison 
county under the prov1sions of SB 169. 
House BiU 638 would dassify nerve gas, 
such as that stored at the Li .S Army 
Depot near RicJnnond. as a hazardous 
substance. This measure was approved 
by the House Natural Hesources and En· 
vironment Committee February 18. 

Several other bills destgned lo give 
more local control of solid waste also 
were passed by the Homoc on February 
l8. House Bi1Js 429, 430 and 432 are 
destgnoo to upgrade the standards for 
landfilling solid \\aste and allow local 
governments more participation in the 
regulation of landfills. 

HB 429 would require public notice in 
the local newspaper and to the county 
fiscal court when the state receives an 
application to construct or operate a 
landf1ll, or to modify an ex1sting land· 
fill. The bill also would allow the state 
to requ1re documentation of where the 
waste is coming from. 

HB 430 would allow local governments 
to adopt a license fee of up to 50 cents 
a too for waste disposed in any landfill 
tn the county, w1th addttional fees possi­
ble on waste onginating outside the solid 
\1.-aste plannmg district (the state 1s 
diVided into several solid waste 
districts) . Revenues from the fees can 
be used to defray government costs 
related to local solid waste programs or 
for the general revenue requrrements of 
a county. HB 430 would also ~Uow coun­
ties to hire local solid waste mspectors. 
and would require that the state respond 
within 72 hours to a complaint from the 
inspector. 

HB 432 would ban the disposal of 
''limited-quantity'' hazardous waste 
(defined as less than 100 kilograms per 
month> from disposal into anything but 
a contained landfill, whsch is one that IS 
properly lined. has a leach collection 
system and monitor:> groundwater 
quality. Any new landfill in the state 
would have to be a contained landfill. 
under the provisions of 1m 432, and any 
existing landfill receiving out-Df-state 
wastes would be reqwred to demon­
strate that 1t mt>et:s the containment 
standards or accepts no limited-quantity 
hazardous waste. 

These bills are neutral concerning the 
acceptance out-of-state wastes, but do 
provide more control of those in-state 
and out-of-state wastes which are 
disposed of in landfills. I ms 429, 430 and 
432 have been sent to I be Senare, where 
they are expected to be assigned to the 
Agriculture and Natural Resources 
Committee. 

Two other bills before the Cfflneral 
Assembly also deal with hazardous 
wastes. House Bill 547 extends a levy on 
hazardous waste generators and trans­
porters until 1990. Revenues from this 
tax go loa state fund to clean up existing 
hazardous waste sites. HB 547 passed 
the House on February 18 and has been 
sent to the Senate. 

Another KFTC bill, House Bill 722, 
would establish a Center for Hazardous 
Waste Reduction at a state-owned 
university. Participation by hazardous 
waste producers and users would be 
voluntary.

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Biggest Assets Point 
Toward Lady Bobcats 

Meridith Slone is talking maybe, say­
mg hopefully his team will put on a good 
show. Karen Henry is talking probably, 
saying she expects her team to win. 

But the two coaches are simply put­
ling their teams in perspective, sum­
ming up past results and future expec­
tations in their pre-tournament 
attitudes 

Hope, though, is about all Slone, 
l\IcDowell girls' basketball coach, bas. 
The 1987-88 season hasn't been one of 
great success, and probably their big­
gest challenge is yet to come 

Tomorrow night, the Lady Daredevils 
take on Betsy Layne in an opening round 
game of the 58th district tournament (n 

three previous meetings, the Lady Bob­
cats have defeated McDowell handily 
each time. 

"They've beat us by several during 
the season so we'll have to have our best 
game," McDowell coach Meridith Slone 
sa1d of playing Betsy Layne. "Hopeful­
ly one can put on a show and come up 
with a win ,. 

The Lady Bobcats, in the three 
previous meetings, recorded wins by 52, 
31. and 42 points. In each of those games, 
Betsy Layne was led offensively by 
Tammy Hall 

HaJJ, a senior forward, scored a com­
bined 58 points agamst McDowell. The 
Betsy Layne senior averages 20 points 
and eight rebounds per game. 

Sandy Flannery, a 6'10'' center, also 
averages 20 points, and is close to dou­
ble figures in rebounding. The inside duo 
of Flannery and Hall proved to be the 
biggest trouble spot for McDowell. 

Flannery scored a total of 48 points in 
the three games. But against the Lady 
Daredevils, Betsy Layne was anything 
but two-dimensional. 

In the Pre-season Tournament, Betsy 
Layne beat McDowell 76-24. In that 
game, Hall scored 21, Yolanda Keathley 
had 16, and Flannery scored 15. 

The fu-st regular season game saw the 
Lady Bobcats earn a 69-38 win. After 
leading by 12 at halftime, they got 20 
points from their bench with second half 
to blow the game open. 

Danita Johnson, a reserve guard­
Coward, came in during the final game, 
an 83-41 Betsy Layne, to hit four of four 
shots from the outside. 

In three games Betsy Layne had taken 
the basketball inside at will. They had 
shown a strong bench, and had enjoyed 
solid outside shooting. 

McDowell hadn't shown much at all. 
Their first two games were without 
Gwen Stegall and Lori Bryant, two pro­
jecled starters before they suffered 
mjuries 

Stegall and Bryant both played in the 
final game. They scored 10 points each, 
but the Lady Daredevils still lost by 42 
points at Betsy Layne Billie Hackworth 
proved to be McDowell's top offensive 
performer against the Lady Bobcats. 
She scored 22 points in two games. 

The Lady Daredevils have won only 
one game this season. Betsy Layne is 

• 

22-4. and have been ranked as high as se­
cond in the 15th region. 

They are undefeated against Floyd 
county competition. won the Pre-season 
Tournament, and Floyd County Con­
ference, and have humbled McDowell 
three times. 

What does a coach do to prepare his 
players for a challenge as difficult as 
this? 

"I'm telling them that we're just go­
ing out and do our best, play as hard as 
we can, accept whatever happens, and 
go from there." Slone said. "There's 
plenty o£ attitudes that we can take, but 
we're looking at it in a positive way.'' 

Right now though all the positives 
seem to be favoring Betsy Layne. But 
could the Lady Bobcats be too positive. 

"I don't think they're going to 
overlook anybody in the tournament," 
Lady Bobcat coach Karen Henry said, 
doubting that her players would take 
McDowell lightly. 

"They're all senio1-s, and they want to 
have a good last year. We're playing for 
trophies and for personal reasons, too. 
l don't think they'll overlook anybody," 
Henry added. 

And will the pressure offset Betsy 
Layne early. After all, they are expected 
to win the tournament, especially since 
it's being played in the D.W. Howard 
Fieldhouse. 

"I kind of put pressure on them 
myself,'' Henry said. "I tell them that 
they are good enough to win and that I 
expect them to win. •· 

'·What concerns me the most is their 
health and their emotions. Emotion 
plays a big part in it. The last game we 
played we had a big crowd and we just 
fell apart. The tournament will have big 
crowds, so we'll have to handle that." 

"If their minds are in the game then 
they'll be all right. The talent is there, 
but they need to have their minds on the 
game." 

The Lady Bobcats have proved more 
talented than their district foes, finishing 
at 10.0 against district competition. 
Their experience-five seruors make up 
the starting lineup-is expected to be an 
added plus in the tournament. 

The winner of Thursday's 6:30 contest 
will earn an appearance in Saturday's 
championship game, and an automatic 
trip to the regional tournament. 

The Lady Bobcats ar'e expected to 
take the basketball inside to Flannery 
and Hall early in the game. Those two 
players are the Lady Bobcats' top two 
offensive players, but Yolanda Keathley 
also scores in double figures. 

Another Betsy Layne trait developed 
this season is their pressure defense. 
With the quickness of Jennifer Hunt and 
Tracy Hall out front, the Lady Bobcats 
have wreaked havoc with opposing ball 
handlers. 

McDowell has four players who pro­
vide balanced scoring. Stegall, Bryant, 
Gloria Mullins, and Billie Hackworth 
are the main cogs in the Lady Dare­
devils' offensive wheel. They all average 
near 10 points per game.

1 bked the Boston Celtics. My room­

mate favored Los Angeles. My favorite 
player was Larry Bird. He was a fan of 
Mag1c Johnson. 

Our basketball tastes were as dif­
ferent as our backgrounds. He was from 
the city. I had been raised on a farm. 

But although we walked different 
paths, our trails eventually met at 
Morehead State University. A kid from 
the city met a country boy, and their two 
lives collided in a Wilson Hall dorm 
room. 

Purple met blue. Hank Williams, Jr., 
battled Prince. But white and black, it 
never became an issue. 

We shared more tban sleeping quar­
ters. We shared life styles. We shared 
hentages. We shared races. We didn't 
clash, nor did we make an issue of who 
could do what because of who or what 
we were. 

Sometimes rap music woke me up in 
the morning. I hated it at first. I mere­
ly disliked it later. He didn't care much 
about country music. But at times I 
could have sworn he was starling to get 
into it. 

I remember the first time I met Skip 
I was in my room alone when a knock 
sounded on the door He informed me 
that the dorm director was consolidating 
all the one-person rooms, and filling the 
recommendation demanded by MSU. 

Skip was looking for a roommate, 
because he had to have oM. 1 was pret­
ty much going with the flow 

"I've got another guy to talk to before 
r decide. t'll check with ya later," he told 
me 

A short ttme later the knock returned 
ll came from the same person, and be 
was carrying a more certain message. 
•·u looks like you're the winner" 

The question of what had t won ran 
through my head a couple times. 
"You're my roommate,'' he said, not 

giving me time to say ya or na. 
" I smoke, will lhat be a problem?" 

That was the only thing I could think of. 
"Maybe,·· he answered. "But we can 

work it out." 
It was more than a little different to 

me. Here I was, never even meeting a 
black person before. but yet I was going 
to move in with this stranger. who hap­
pened to be black. 

You remember when Skip said we 
wouid work the smoking deal out? We 
did. I smoked. He hated it. 

But we didn't let that stand in our way. 
We got along. He played his music, and 
I listened. I played mine, and he got 
depressed. 

"No wonder you all get down. That 
stuff depresses me," he would say about 
Waylon and Willie, or whomever. 

He wore my sweaters and I wore his 
polo. We shared mutual friendships . We 
shared each others Jives. 

But we had our boundaries. MY frater­
nity wasn't overly excited about pledg­
ing blacks. He understood that, and went 
to all our open parties. 

His fraternity didn't have any whites. 
I respected that, and never thought of it 
as any inconvenience. 

We were roomies for two years. We 
beat all odds. broke all rules, and cross­
ed the color barrier. A white boy from 
Stinson Creek and a black kid from 
LouisvHJe became as close to brothers 
as bloodless would allow. 

One fall day we were going up cam­
pus. The sun was unusually warm, and 
he was saying I shouldn't wear black 
because it attracted heat. I turned and 
looked at him. With a finger pointing at 
me, he said with a smile, "don't say it." 

A few days earlier he bad proudly 
shown off his swnmer tan. Oh yea, he in· 
formed me that black people could get 
a tan.

Strength Against Speed 
As ACHS Takes On P'Burg 

Allen Central must find a way to han­
dle Prestonsburg's speed and depth. 
Prestonsburg must offset Allen Cen­
tral's strength, and find a way to battle 
~hem effectively on the boards. 

Tne two teams have played twice 
before, and the combined difference was 
two points. They appear equal when the 
final outcome is thought of, but their 
manner of settling the difference is 
nowhere near the same. 

Allen Central's front line is com­
parable to that of a football offensive 
line. But their bulk hasn't slowed them 
any, especially in terms of getting the 
job done. 

Prestonsburg's forwards and centers, 
well, they resemble basketball pJayers. 
And quick ones at that. 

"It's a lot that way," Gordon Parido 
said of the strength versus quickness 
comparison. "We're quicker than they 
are, but they're a lot stronger than we 
are." 

And so, which wins? Is strength more 
overpowering or can quickness avoid a 
physical encounter? A little of both has 
happened already. 

"With us and Allen Central-you call 
it," Parido said of the unpredictable 
matchup. "We beat them by six here. 
and they beat us by four up there. On a 
neutral court. what is it-a tie?" 

" In the game they beat us, we didn't 
utilize our quickness. The Conn <Joey> 
kid had a big game on the inside, and 
Rady Martin had success taking it to the 
basket." 

Joey Conn, a 6'2" sophomore,- is Allen 
Central's leading scorer, averaging 13 
points per game. In the 67-63 win at 
Eastern, Conn scored 20 points. Rady 
Martin added 17. Since coming back 
from an injury, Martin has led the 
Rebels in scoring several times while 
~veraging nearly 13 points per game. 

In the first meeting held at Prestons­
burg, the Blackcats bolted out to an 8-{) 
lead, and managed to salvage a wiu 
after Allen Central came back to lead by 
as many as five in the third quarter. 

Conn and Martin led Allen Central in 
that game, scoring 10 and nine points 
respectively. 

Freddie McCoy, Prestonsburg's lead­
ing scorer for the season, topped the 
Blackcats in each of their games against 
Allen Central. In the win, McCoy scored 
15. He got 14 in the loss. 

But in each garne Prestonsburg has 
held huge leads early In the defeat at 
Allen Central, the Blackcats owned a 
lO·point halftime advantage. 

"It seems like when we get behind by 
a lot, we always come back, but when 
we get a big lead, we always let the other 
team come back," Rebel coach Johnny 
Martin said. ''We like to play them close. 
Most of our games have been within five 
points." 

Allen Central, suffering one of thei1 
worst seasons ever, seem to have most 
of their problems against quick teams. 
Prestonsburg is a quick team. and they 
enjoy utilizing their bench. 

"That's definitely a problem right 
now," Martin said "They play a lot 
more people than we do so we'll prob-

ably bave to play a much slower pace 
than they're used to.'' 

"Prestonsburg likes to get it up and 
down the courl. Even if we slow it down 
on offense, we'll have to get back on 
defense. All that running will take it's 
toll, and foul trouble is a big problem for 
us. We can't afford to get into foul 
trouble." 

Of the first 12 players Allen Central 
started with this season, only five are 
left. The only player other than the starl­
ing five with any varsity playing ex­
perience is guard Mike Collins. 

They do not have a senior on the team, 
and their bench is made up mostly of 
freshmen. 

··we've got pretty balanced scoring, 
but our depth is a problem right now,'' 
Martin said. "Jamie May, who had been 
coming in and doing a good job for us, 
had surgery on his knee, and he's out for 
the season. That hurt our depth a lot, 
especially with the grind we face now­
having lo win three games in four days." 

Todd Duff, a deadly outside shooter, 
is also a double-figure scorer for Allen 
Central, and Bear Halbert, since becom· 
ing a starter. has averaged in double 
figures. 

Kevin Webb. whose strong suit is of­
fensive rebounding. has also had several 
games where he sw·passed the 10-point 
per game plateau. 

Prestonsburg is a bit cUfferent. They 
look to senior guard Freddie McCoy for 
a majority of their points. He averages 
20 points a game, and bas had outbursts 
that netted 32 against McDowell and 45 
against Johnson Central. 

But Prestonsburg is by no means a 
one-man-show. Five other players, Todd 
Justice, Scott Hall, Tim Trusty, Thomas 
Nrurn, and Chris Slone have all enjoyed 
big offensive games this season. 

"We've got four or five more k1ds that 
may not be averaging in double figures, 
but they have consistently scored in dou­
ble figures this season." 

And a couple games of getting them 
all togel her would make for a good 
climax to a not so good season. 

"They're capable of doing it, •· Pari do 
said of his players. ''lf you can get past 
that first game you can get the momen­
tum. Even if you struggle and win, 
everything can pick up because of the 
win." 

·'The way both teams have been play­
ing a win for either would be a big 
boost." 

The learn getting the win will advance 
to Friday's semi-final round lo play Bet­
sy Layne. The Bobcats have splil with 
Prestonsburg and swept Allen Central.

Allen Central Battles 
Lady Trojans Tonight 
If history does in fact repeat itself, 

Judy Eversole hopes she gets a favor­
able return of the past tonight. The 
Wheelwright girls' basketbaJl coach 
would especially Uke to re-kindle an old 
flame that warmed her heart about a 
year ago. 

Eversole, in her first year at Wheel­
wright, was lonely-for wins that is. Her 
Trojans were young, inex-perienced. and 
unfamiliar with lhe ways of winning. 

They weren't expected to be a factor 
in the district tournament. But they fac­
tored pretty well. and put together a 
solid basketball performance in sending 
Allen Central home. 

The game was on Wednesday night. 
the opening night of the 58th district 
tournament. Allen Central had already 
defeated Wheelwright three times. 

Tonight at Betsy Layne's D.W. 
Howard Fieldl1ouse, the Lady Trojans 
will open district play. They take on 
Allen Central. a team lhey have lost to 
three times fhi~ season 

"We hope it's a repeat performance," 
Judy Eversole, a former head coach at 
Allen Central said. "11 's the same situa­
tion. They've beat us three times. We've 
come close, but we've not been able to 
beat them yet." 

After last year's win over the Lady 
Rebs, Wheelwright lost to eventual 
district champion Prestonsburg. 
Wednesday's winner will once again 
play the Lady Blackcats. That game will 
be played Friday. 

One thing different this season is age. 
Wheelwright, with only one senior last 
season, is a year older. But the Lady 
Trojans are still young. 

Their leadership comes from a pair of 
sophomores-. Jedon Hood, a 5'9" foward, 
has developed into one of the district's 
top inside players She averages 16 
points per game and close to 10 
rebounds. 

A.pril Btadford, another sophomore, 
plays all over the floor Her main 
strengths lie in the form ot a soft jump­
shoot and good ball handling, She scores 
at a lS-point per game clip. 

"We're playing pretty good ball at this 
point,'' Eversole said, "probably better 
than we have been. We've matured a lot 
as a team since the first part of the 
season.'' 

But one thing has been missing from 
Wheelwright's arsenal-the ammunition 
needed to beat Allen Central. 

The Lady R.ebs have recorded three 
victories over Wheelwright, including an 
11-point decision in their last meeting. 
Joann Conn, Allen Central's leading 
scorer, had 22 points in the Lady Reb 
44-33 win at Wheelwright. 

But this game is expected to be a 
closer contest, especially since Conn 
won't be at full strength, probably 60 
percent, says Lady Reb coach Bonita 
Compton. 

"H 's definitely an even game," Comp­
ton said of tonight's matchup. "It 

depends a Jot on how Joann plays, but 
l think it wtll be a close game " 

Conn, a sophomo1·e. suffered a sprain­
ed ankle three weeks ago against 
Sheldon Clark, and is still feeling the ef­
fects. In the last two games, she has 
played a total of 20 mmutes, but isn't at 
full strength. 

Allen Central will also be Without 
sophomore forward Michelle Floyd. She 
has battled ankle problems all year, aq~ 
will not be available at all agatol*; 
Wheelwright. 

But that isn't all Allen Central has to 
overcome . .Jedon Hood, April Bradford, 
and Wheelwright's offensive rebounding 
ability are high priorities for Compton 
and her team to contain. 

·'Jedon Hood is a real good player in­
sioe, one of the best in the district.·· 
Compton said. "And if Bradford gets 
hot. look out. We have to stop her from 
getbng the ball in to Hood. too." 

"We've got lo block them out." Comp­
ton said, continuing what her team must 
do to remain alive in the district charr­
pionship race "We can't let them ge( 
three or four shots every time or they'll 
kill us. They go to the boards as well as 
anybody in the county ' 

The winner advances to Friday's 
championship game wheJ·e they meet 
Prestonsburg. The loser waits unlil next 
year. 

''Were goi.ng in with the attitude that 
we are as good as they are;· Evel'sole 
said. "Hopefully we will win, and if we 
don't we'll let the air out of it and wait 
'lill next year "

come out of our bracket. Anv one of the 
three is capable of reaching the finals," 
Eversole said. 

"Whoever gets on a roll will wm the 
bracket,·· Compton said. ''But Prestons­
burg is playirlg real good ball, though.

A Threat To Wildlife In Floyd County 
B\ Wildlife Biologist Richard Pais 

THIS DEER <STILL ALIVE IN THE PHOTOGRAPH> was 
recently killed by dogs on De we~ Lake. The hindquarters ha" e 
been destroyed-typical action by domestic dogs who hunt not 
for food, but for sport. 

Why don't we have more wildlife in 
Floyd county? We have plenty of habitat 
for grouse. turkey, deer and black bear, 
yet in most places these species are rare 
or absent. Is poaching the only reason, 
or IS there something more? 

Recent research in Eastern Kentucky 
has found that free ranging dogs are, by 
Car. the greatest threat to wildlife in the 
mountains. These dogs are not ·'wild 
dogs" as many might suppose, but 
rather. are our own well-fed house pets 

·hlch are allowed to roam free. 
Many will argue with this saying "We 

could have more, if we could just get 
some stocked.'· But does stocking work? 
Raccoon hunters have stocked thou­
:;ands of raccoons in Eastern Kentucky 
over lhe last 20 years, yet there are no 
more raccoons then before Whv? 
Because we have failed to address the 
reason why we have no raccoons in the 
first place-illegal raccoon hunting. 

Similarly, we could look at deer stock­
ing Five hundred deer were recently 
stocked in Knott county. Radio­
telemetry studies have indicated that 

• over 20% of these deer were killed by 
free roaming house pets. Sixty percent 
of the females which died during the 
first year after their release were kill­
ed by dogs. It was only with an exerted 
effort by almost every individual in 
Knott county to 1 11 control their own 
pets, 12) eliminate unwanted pets and 
<3> push for a strong, well-equipped 
animal sheller that the Knott county 
deer stocking worked. Last year the 
Knott county deer harvest was almost 
trtple that of Floyd county. 

''Who cares?" ym,r might ask. Sports­
men care, as well as motel owners, gas 
station operators, sporting good stores. 
etc.. because each deer harvested 
means almost $1,000 to the local 
economy. Soon, Floyd county sportsmen 
and their children may only have to go 
to Knott county with their money. but 
when wil,t others come to Little Paint 
Creek, Abbott Creek, McDowell. 
Weeksbury or Mud Creek, for example? 

The problem doesn't end with deer. 
Other research has shown that dogs are 
the number one nest predator on wild 
turkey I which were recently stocked on 
the Dewey Lake Wildlife Management 
Area and at other Floyd county loca­
tions J a11d the !lumber one predator on 
ruffed grouse. 

Some people believe our dogs have a 
nght to roam free. others are afraid to 
ask their neighbors to chain their dogs 
up; others dump unwanted pets along 
the roadside. These people may never 
experience seeing a doe and fawn on lhe 
edge of lheir yard as the sun breaks over 
the horizon and lhe dew settles with the 
morning mist. They may never hear Lhe 
thunderous roar of a wild turkey gobble 
a6 he wakes the woods behind the house 
on a cold spnng morning, or feel the 
myst1cal sound of a ruffed grouse as he 
drums deep within us. 

Don't let these people deny us these 
experiences as well. Take an active role 
in conserving Floyd county's wildlife: 
Chain or fence in your pets, never dump 
unwanted pets, support your animal 
shelter and join a local sportsmen's club.

quickly as possible. Kentucky's Cabinet 
for Human Resources, under whose 
custody such children are placed. 
recogttizes that children who are con· 
tinually moved from one home to 
another, fl'om one care facility to 
another, may be crippled emotionally 
due to constant uprootmg and the 
resulting instability in their lives. With 
this in mind, the Cabinet works toward 
arranging permanent placement for 
each child, whether it be a change of 
custody to relatives, adoption, indepen· 
dent living situations for older children, 
or a retw·n to the home of natural 
parents. 

Unfortunately. because of large 
caseloads and inswficient agency staff 
support, too many foster care children 
gel lost in the system and often spend 
months or years moving from one tem· 
porary living arrangement to another. 

In response to the need for permanent 
placement of Kentucky's foster car~ 
children and in recognition of the im­
mensity of the task, the 1985 General 
Assembly special session legislated the 
establishment of Foster Care Citizen 
Review Boards in each judicial district 
throughout the state. The three-to-five­
member boards will be comprised of 
volunteers from the community who will 
be trained to examine the case file of 

each child placed by the courts in the 1 

custody of the Cabinet for Human 
Resources. The confidential examina­
tion will be done at least·once every six 
months by board members who will then 
submit their findings and recommenda­
tions regarding the child's placement to 
the district judge. The board will 
evaluate whether appropriate perma· 
nent placement plans for the child are 
being made and carried out in a timely 
fashion. 

Volunteers are being sought, on behalf 
of District Judge Harold Stumbo, who 
are interested in participating as 
members of the Foster Care Citizen 
Review Board in Floyd county. In· 
dividuals having an interest in foster 
care or child welfare are encouraged to 
consider volunteering their services to 
assist the court and the Cabinet for 
Human Resources in assuring that the 
foster care cbildren in this area are plac­
ed in a permanent, secure and safe liv­
ing arrangement.

Bible Commentaries 
Reach Moscow Safely 

Word of the safe delivery in the USSR 
of 75,000 volumes of a series of New 
Testament commentaries translated in­
to Russian and also produced in this 
country, has reached the American Bi· 
bie Society in New York. 

Arrangements for their transportation 
to the Ali·Union Council of Evangelical 
Christians Baptists in the USSR 
tAUCECB) in Moscow wa~ made by the 
global United Bible Societies partner­
ship, of which ABS is a founder· 
member. 

UBS sent them by sea to Leningrad 
out of the German port of Hamburg, and 
from there they moved on by rail to 
Moscow. 

The books, consisting of 5,000 copies 
each of 15 volumes, were translated and 
printed in the USA under the auspices 
of the Baptist World Alliance and the 
Mennonite Central Committee. The text 
used was the highly-respected series of 
commentaries in English by William 
Barclay begun in the 1950's. 

Not included were the two volumes on 
the Book of Revelation since these are 
not yet complete. 

The commentaries are expected to 
provide valuable assistance to church 
leaders and preachers in the Baptist and 
Evangelical churches in the USSR. 

This is the second time that UBS has 
sent Bible commentaries to MoscowJ 
notes the American Bible Society. A 1985 
shipment consisted of 1,000 copies each 
of five volumes of the Barclay 
commentaries.

Not To Be Required or 1\lost 

The Internal Revenue Sen· ice h~s -:md 
il has revised Form 8598, Home Mot· 
tgage Interest so that the tnaJOflty of 
homeowners wiiJ not ha' e to !ill out the 
form and attach it to their 191fl Federal 
income lax returns 

As a result of changes in the tax l:m 
for deducting home mortgage 1nterest 
the IRS developed Form 8598 to assist 
homeowners in computing how much of 
their interest is fully deductible as mort­
gage interest An early draft of the Form 
was released lust August Smce then the 
TRS has lested the fol'm and made 
significant revisions 

The IRS said that the major change is 
not to require completion of this form ror 
homeowners who knQw that the total 
price paid for their home plus the cost 
of improvements is greater than the 
total of all mortgage dehts at all times 
in 1987 An example would he a 
homeowner who paid $55,000 for a home 
plus improvements but the total o( the 
balances of the mortgagE' and o home 
eqwly loan at all times during 198; was 
not more lhan sso.ooo Because of this 
change the IRS now estimates that C•f U1e 
over 29 million homeowners who claim 
mortgage interest deductions, 5410·900 
thousand will have to complete the form 
as compared to about SC\en million 
estimated for the earlier ver~ion 

The IRS satd that homeowners who 
have taken out home equity loans or se­
cond mortgages or who have reccmtly 
refinanced their mortgages should l)egin 
now gathering certain records together. 
Though many of these taxpayers will not 
have to complete Form 8598, they need 
to know if the cost or their home plus cost 
or improvements exceeds the total of the 
balances or all debts on their home in 
1987 Monthly statements from lending 
inslitulions will be helpful in determin· 
ing these balances. 

To assist homeowners in understand­
ing the new rules, the IRS has developed 
Pubhcation 932. NeY. Rules for Home 
Mortgage Interest Deduction, which wtll 
be available by mid· December at most 
IRS offices or b) calling 1-800-42-1-.1676

When the confederate troops struggl­
ed home from Appomattox only 182 tat­
tered weekly newspapers had survived 
to meet them This is lhe story of the 
Southern countl·y press and the country 
editor who, after 1865. chronicled the 
rise of the new South. This press was 
born m an age of social political 
reconstrucbon and it assumed as one of 
its many responsibilthcs the guardian­
ship of the Southern Tradition. There 
was htslot) to be remembered and 
recorded. there were weighty issues to 
be aired and there was country humor 
I o be shared The pages of those presses 
show that the people enjoyed snake 
stories. adventures that bragged on their 
region and comic paragraphs about the 
indecorous happenings in church meet­
ings Mr. Clark, a noted historian of the 
South and Kentucky in particular leads 
us gently through the humor and the 
plight of the turbulent limes of the South 
after lhe Civil War as seen through the 
eyes and the pages of the country editor

Like many parents, Miranda's mut he1·

The boy had been suddenly <·ool an('! 

Mlran 
da sobbed, and she couldn't go on 
without him. 

In subsequent sessiOns with a family 
counselor, Miranda's parents realized 
there had been warning signs that their 
daughter's crush was really an obses­
sion that had gotten out of ciJntrol. 

They realized that when ~llranda re­
counted every detail about how he .s1ml 
ed at her or fanlastzed about how he'd 
take her to the prom , they :;hould h3ve 
mter\'ened to help M1randa put her rela­
tionship with lhe boy into perspective 
They, like many parents, had forgotten 
that while first love can be one of the 
most wonderful periods of adolescence, 
it also is among the most painful 

ll's a fact that's hard for parents to ac­
cept when it seemed like yesterday thai 
a youngster cavalierly selected a so­
called boyfriend or girlft·iend based on 
who he or she played with that day al 
school. 

As they mature, adolescents become 
far more discriminating in choosing a 
love interest. Their feelings are far less 
fleeting; their emotional attachments 
far deeper. 

Often a first love is someone who 
basically is unattainable-a rock star, 
a teacher, the boy or girl three grades 
ahead, the star quarterback or 
cheerleader admired by every other ktd 
in school 

While their feelings often are equally 
intense, boys and gtrls differ tn hov. and 
when they express lheir emotions . A girl 
generally has her tirst love earlier. 
usually at around 13 or 14, compared to 
a boy who typically is about 16 She 1s 
usually far more ef!ervesceul about ex­
pressing her feelings. She'll confide m 
fnends about a crush even when a boy 
hasn't shown the slightest interest in 
her. She'll be less inhibited alxlut show­
ing her feelings by writing a fan letter 
to a favorite television personality or 
hanging up a photo of a rock star with 
whom she's infatuated. A girl will also 
cry on a ftiend's shoulder when a rela 
tionship doesn't work out. 

The adolescent boy, on the other hand, 
is desperately trying to assert his 
manhood and is more guarded tn show· 
ing vulnerability by saying he car~ for 
someone. Even if he does admit he's 
disappointed that a girl he's asked' oul 
has turned hlm down. his friends w1ll 
casually disllllss him wuh, ''Don't 
worry. There are plenty more where she 
came from.'' 

While parents can't shield a teenager 
from the emotional pain that is an in· 
evitab}e part of forming relationships, 
there are some things they can do to help 
him or her handle the hurt: 

Don't belitUe a teenager's feelings as 
cute or puppy love. A teenager's first 
real love is an important symbol of ht~ 
or her transition from a self·fimtered 
child to an individual capable of 
unselfishly caring for another. 

If your teenager has formed a rela 
tionship with someoue you like, show 
your support by asking about his or her 
new friend. <But be careful that your 1t1 
terest doesn't seem like an interroga 
tion. > Encourage your adolescent to in 
vite a boyfriend or girlfriend over to 
your home on a tegular basts 

If you're concerned that yow· teenager 
is becoming overly involved "ith so­
meone. there's little you can do to 

&,courage tl wtthoul making chat per· 
son more appealing as forbidden frutl 
But you can regulate the amount or con· 
tact Lhey have by continuing to enforce 
rules you already have that. for in­
)>lance, may £orb1d dates on school 
mghts or limtt the amount of time he or 
she can spend on lhe phone with friends. 

When your teenager dates someone 
you don't like, you also risk drawing 
thc~m closer together if you express your 
displeasure. First, lhink about why you 
don't, like your child's boyfriend and 
girlfriend. Are they legitimate concer~._ 
or do you simply not care for the war' 
that person dr~ses or wears his or her 
hair? rr. on the other hand, you·re con­
<'erned that the person uses drugs or 
could hurt yo\lr child m some way. you 
must protect your child by discouraging 
contact 

While you're probably revieY.ed the 
physical aspect or sex. Uus is the time 
to talk about the emouonal componet as 
a "'ay of helping your teenager to 
develop good judgment in ct.lrrent and 
future relationships. 

Remind your teenager frequently that 
'YOU love rum or her and that you're there 
to ltst.cn whenever he or she needs yoiJt)

Competency Hearing 
Continues In Case 
Of Clawvern Jacobs

Clawvern Jacobs, charged in the 1986 
beating death of an Alice Lloyd College 
sophomore, may be incompetent to 
sland trial. according to a state 
!)l;ychiatrist who testified Thursday dur­
mg a competency hearing in Knott Cir 
cuit Court. 

According lo Dr. Candace Walker. a 
staff psychiatrist at the state's La 
Grange prtson faciltty, the 40-year-old 
Pippa Pa~c;es man has an "organic delu· 
:;1onal syndrome" and is a drug abu:;er. 

A1though Knott C1rcutt Judge John R 
Morgan ruled last fall that Jacobs was 
Incompetent to sl.'lnd trial, Mo~ao 
ordered a second psychiatric evaluation 
at the request of the prosecution after it 
wa-. learned that the original evaluation 
was conducted b} a psychiatrist woo has 
since been tndicted for sodomizing a 
lS·year-old boy 
Jacob~ i:; accused of the Sept. 17, 1986 

kidnapping and murder of 18-year-old 
Judy Ann Howard. of Martin county 

Dr. Walker, who was called as a 
witness by public defenders Gary 
Johnson and Neal Walker, also com· 
merited during more than three hours of 
lcstimony, that she did not think Jacobs 
would become competent. "I do not 
believe his competency can be restored 
because he did not respond to treat· 
ment," she said. 

According to Dr. Walker, Jacobs 
~escrilx--d a " vtsion" in which the earth 
lX."comes tnverted on tt.s 8XlS while the 
Whale House burns. Jacobs also IS con­
vinced, apparently, that presidential 
cand1date Pat Robertson, who he 
beheves is the Antichrist. is elected 
prcs1dcnt and the end of time begi.rui. 

Cross-e.xammabon by prosecutor Bar· 
bnra Whaley attempted to demonstrate 
that Jacobs may be faking his psychosis 
and :;he sa1d she planned to present 
testimony from another psychiatrist to 
back up her position. 

Dr. Walker contended that faking 
psychoSIS to such a convincing degr-ee 
was probably beyond Jacobs' back­
ground and level of sophistication. 

A psychiatrist entered a lengthy 
testimony Monday on behalf of the pro­
secution and refuted claims of Jacobs' 
incompetency. Additional testimony is 
expected Thursday

Local women's groups hear about the 
movement, mostly by word of mouth, 
and then apply to start a nursery. The 
Green Belt supplies tbe equipment and 
trains and pays an attendant chosen by 
the women themselves. When the 
nursery is under way. Green Belt helps 
dislrlbule trees and educates the women 
on the best ways to take care of them.
