A resolution introduced during last 

week's meeting here of the Big Sandy 
Area Development Dtslrict IBSADD>. 
stresses the importance to this section 
of the completion of four-laning and 
upgrading of U.S. 23 and is the latest in­
dicator of a growing effort on the part 
of planners and officials from a wide 
area to see such work carried out. 

A series of regional meetings in recent 
months have put into motion a coor· 
dinated plan between the states of Norlh 
Carolina. Tenn~ee. Virginia and Ohio, 
as well as Kentucky to secure funding 
for the U.S. 23 work and BSADD's 
resolution reflected concerns which are 
common to all the states whose lengths 
of the highway are characterized by two­
lane "missing links." 

In part, the resolution stated: 
"Because of the worsening economic 

conditions in the Big Sandy area, where 
unemployment is reaching record levels 
as employment declines in the coal in­
dustry, the completion of this important 
north-south highway becomes a matter 
of urgency. The Big Sandy Area 
Development District, dedicated to im­
proving economic, educational and liv-

ing standards in its area and in all of 
Eastern Kentucky. firmly believes that 
the completion of the only north-south 
highway in this sector of the state as a 
four-lane artery will improve the attrac­
tion for tourism, open the area to poten­
tial employers needing adequate trans­
portation, and help sigmficantly in im­
proving the future of the entire region." 

Roger Recktenwald, BSADD director, 
said the resolution ''will ultimately go to 
the state." 

Sim11ar resoluhons, notably, that of 
the recently-formed 1-26/US 23 Corridor 
Associalion. add further support to the 
current combined effort for completion 
of 23. 

It is the I-26/US 23 group which 
promises to pool the resources and in­
fluence of a concerted multi-state effort. 
The possibilities for forming the associa­
tion were discussed at a March 7 
meeting in Washington, D.C and by 
March 24, a meeting in Norton, Va .. 
which was attended by BSADD repre­
sentatives, laid the foundation for the ef­
fective functioning of the organization. 

Representing Tennessee at the 
meeting, Tom Moore, executive direc­
tor of the First Tennessee Development 

District, summarized. by way of a let­
ter, written in 1968, the basic problem 
surrounding the lack of progress on U.S. 
23. The letter, from E S. Preston and 
Associates. referred to the miles of the 
highway to be impro\'ed and the slow 
progress in these improvements due to 
inadequate fundtng for the Appalachian 
Regional Commission. Moore pomted 
outlbat the Jetter could have well been 
written in 1988, with few changes. 

As Recktenwald explained. U S 23 
was designated, in the 1960's as con·idor 
B of the Appalachian Development 
Highway System, an ambitious plan 
which sought to "open up'' a significant 
section of the Appalachian Region 
through improvements on the tradi­
tional major highway arteries. Since 
thal lime, however. funding cutbacks 
have thwarted its construction by Lhe 
states m cooperation with the Ap· 
palachian Regional Commission and the 
U.S. Department of Transportation. 

What began as a means of improving 
access to the mountains has, in the 
minds of some, had quite Lhe opposite ef­
fect. Paul Patton, Pike county judge­
executive and t·egional chairman or

Floyd Jurors Sentence 
Pennington to 120 Years

In less than an hour of what some may 

have considered dubious parliamentary 
procedure, Saturday, Floyd County 
Judge Executive John .M. Stumbo was 
named Floyd County Democratic Chair­
man to succeed Martin coal operator 
Morris Isaac, handily defeating him by 
a comfortable margin of 80 to 28. 

Former Chairman Isaac, seemed to 
ha.' bad !> "remonition !li'Who \iOUld be 
selected in the meeting as he told the 
delegates "I'm the cow1ty chau·man 
now, but l don't know bow long." Isaac 
tl1en urged the precinct delegates to su~ 
port whoever won control, because he 
S8.ld, " \\e are all Democrats." 

After the nomination of Judge Stum­
bo and Isaac, Davtd Layne moved to 

~ dispense with the ~ecret ballot for elec­
tion of chairman and aUow open voting 
by a show of hands. Isaac refused lo 

entertain Layne's motion and said he 
was determined that the voting be 
secret. 

Controversy arose during the pro­
ceeding when Isaac disqualified from 
voting the precinct delegates from Cliff 
No. 2 Precinct 45. Precinct No. z Trim­
ble Branch, and Precinct No. 17 Lackey, 
but he allowed the delegates from 
Precinct No. 29 Tickey to vote even 
thoug)l they had not been chosen at the 
precinct':. elect1on, held last Saturday. 

In disqualifying the delegates, Isaac 
said that the elections had been held il­
legally or that he had not recovered the 
necessary papers. Janet Tackett, of Cliff 
No. 2, hotly denied that the election of 
delegates had been illegal and said the 
election had been held precisely at 10 
a .m . instead of at 9:30as Isaacs contend­
ed. Prestonsburg Attorney Cliff Latta, 
of Trimble Branch Precinct No. 2. ask­
ed lhe chair Lo allow the delegates to 

Officials Call Access 
Key To Airport Opening 

Proper access to the Big Sandy 
Regional Airport is the key to opening 

.. o: the $6.5 million facility. locaJ and state 
,. officials agree. and lhat depends. to a 

large extent, on the completion of new 
KY3. 

Boasting a 5,000-fl. runway, modern 
terminal building, and the capability of 
accomodating much larger aircraft than 
oth(>r landing strips in the area. the air­
port, located on a former mountaintop 
strip-mme site in Martin county, re­
mains, for all purposes, inaccessible and 
unused. 

Conceived tl years ago and financed 
by the Federal Aviation Admimstration. 
state monies and equal contributions on 
the part of Floyd, Martin. Johnson and 
1\lagof!in counties. the facility was con· 
structed. and actually officially "open-

~ ed'' two years ago. All the while, 
r howe\'er. no one was really sure how the 

problem of access could be resolved. 
A coal haul road, owned and used by 

Enoxy Coal Co., is the only route up the 

mountain, and it is guarded by fore­
boding coils of barbed wire. a fortified 
bunker. and company security men. On­
ly special permission from a member of 
the airport board can clear the rare 
visitor through the checkpoint, and. on 
one occasion, Martin County .Judge­
Executive John Callaham was refused 
entry since his name was not on ''the 
list'' at that particular time. 

Judge Callaham enphasized his opin­
ion last week lhat "We have to have a 
proper public t·oad loa public facility,·· 
and expressed disapproval of the 
bunker-barbed wire situation at the en­
trance to the existing access road. ·'The 
presence of that bunker alone shows the 
need for bUilding a proper access road." 
Callaham commented. He suggested 
that the present haul road, as inade­
quate as it may be. at least be 
designated a temporary airport access 
road for the public. Callaham express-

A stolen tractor trailer valued at 
$80.000 was recovered Friday night by 
Prestonsburg Police. Captain Greg Hall 
found the coal rig with its engine running 
on KY 114 near Glynview Plaza 

The rig, a 1984 Mack tractor with a 
Benson coal trailer. was stolen. Friday 
in Louisa, and is owned b~ Georgia 
Quisenberry. a trucking company 
operator. Police have no lead in the 
case. but Hall suspects the truck may 
have been left there with an arrange­
ment for it to be driven to an eastern 
Kentucky •'chop shop,·· and stripped for 
its body parts. "They don't want the 
engine,'' Hall said. "that has too many 
numbers on it " 

While the engine was running. there 
were no keys. Greg Clark, a Prestons­
burg auxiliary police officer, drove the 
rig to the police station; it was later 
picked up by its owner at East Kentucky 
Mack in Emma. where it had been 
purchased.

A Floyd county jury.last Wednesday, 

meted out one of the longest prison 
terms in the county's history as a 
Weeksbury man was sentenced to 120 
years for charges ranging from attemp­
ted murder to armed robbery. 

Wiley Keith Pennington. 23, was found 
guilty on charges of first degree rob­
bery. attempted murder and five counts 
of wanton endangerment. An accom· 
plice, Richard Thacker, 33, also of 
Weeksbury. was sentenced to 20 years 
for attempted murder. 

The trial of the accused men stemm­
ed from a chase and shootout. Septem· 
ber 8 of last year with state police of­
ficers. Trooper Les Stapleton testified 
that after he and Lieutenant Gary Rose 
had set up a roadblock at Hen Pen near 
Melvin, Pennington and Thacker avoid­
ed lhem by going through the creek bed. 
Stapleton said during the pursuit toward 
Martin on KY 122, several shots were 
fired by both Pennington and Thacker 
as the two attempted to divert traffic in· 
to the path of the patroJ car by cutting 
onto the left shoulder of the roadway. 
The officer said that he had to wait to ex­
change fire with lhe speeding auto until 
he reached a straight stretch at Buck­
ingham in order to avoid endangering 
the public. Stapleton said he was at­
tempting to disable the get-a-way car. 
and succeeded in striking the left front 
tire and the gas tank. Abandoning his 
disabled Datsun at Newsome's Market 
at Hi Hal, Pennington emerged with a 
.30-.30 rifle and forcibly commandeered 
a Camaro, while Thacker stayed and 
surrendered to police officers. Penn­
ington's flight ended when he sur­
rendered at a road block set up by state 
police and the sheriff's department at 
Price. 

Church Plans Family Life Center

Commonwealth Attorney 
Jerry Patton reported. according to one 
JUror. it had taken only 15 minutes to 
reach a guilty verdict. ··It feels 
refreshing because it sends out a

* Cancer 
Hopeline 

QUESTION: I am :>5 year·s old and have 
breast cancer. My doctor tells me that 
my hormone receptor lest was "posi­
tive" Because the cancer had spread to 
three of my lymph nodes under my arm, 
she wants me to take a dr ug, called 
tamoxifen. Can vou tell me what a 
"postive" finding means in the hormone 
test? If all my other tests were negative 
for cancer, why do I have to take 
anything? How will tamoxifen help me? 
Are there severe side effects like 
vomiting or hair loss? 

ANSWli:R · A hormone receptor assay 
\HRA, is a test done on breast tumor 
tissue after it has been removed to see 
if the cancer cells are dependent on the 
female hormones, estrogen and/or pro­
gesterone for growth. Receptors are pro­
teins on the surface or the cell to which 
specific hormones can attach them­
selves. A "positive" test means that the 
breast cancer cells do rely on the hor­
mones in the system for growth. 

Tamoxifen is an anti-estrogen drug 
which has proven effective in blocking 
the growth of the hormone-dependent 
breast cancer cells. If the estrogen 
receptors are "positive''. about 60 per­
cent of patients will benefit by hormone 
treatment. If both estrogen and pro­
gesterone receptors are "positive" the 
response rate rises to 75-80 percent. 

When cancer is found in the lymph 
nodes of a woman with breast cancer it 
places her at higher risk off relapse. 
Recent studies have shown that the use 
of tamoxifen may prevent or delay 
relapse in women who are over the age 
of 50 with "positive" estrogen receptors. 
Thus. for post menopausal women who 
have ·'positive" hormone receptors and 
whose cancer has spread to lymph 
nodes, hormone treatment with tamox­
ifen is considered the treatment of 
choice. 

Tamoxifen is taken by mouth on a dai­
ly basis. Side effects are usually mild 
and may mimic the symptoms of meno­
pause. The symptoms could include: hot 
flashes, nausea, weight gain, skin rash, 
vaginal bleeding or discharge. However, 
most patients tolerate tamoxifen very 
well.

• Puffed Vegetables 
May Be New Process 

lf dried vegetables are puffed before 
they are reconstituted, they plump up 
faster and are more u.seable in instant 
S()Ups and other quick-took products. 

Fred Payne, University of Kentucky 
agricultural engineer, has developed a 
process that does JUSt that. He hopes to 
apply tor a patent for the devsce that 
takes partially dried vegetables and sub­
jects them to a high pressure so thal 
they puff up. 

The conventional method or puffing 
cereals, such as puffed r1ce and puffed 
wheat, mvolves cookmg the products 
with steam first and then releasing it 
qujck}y. The sudden release of the 
steam expands the cereal much hke pop­
com popping, Payne said 

Payne's method does not require 
heating the food first. It uses carbon 
dioxide which penetrates the vegetables. 
Wbeo the carbon dioxide leaves the 
vegetables. they puff, Payne said, 

The advantages to Payne's process is 
that the vegetables become more 
porous, letting them take up water more 
quickly than dried vegetables. 

• "Freeze dried vegetables also tc.tke up 
moisture quickly for reconstituting, but 
the process of freeze drying l.S very 
expensive-several times more expen­
sive than drying them," Payne satd. 

His process L" marginally more expen­
sive lhan drying, but he believes in­
dusl!J• may find U1e added cost insignifi­
cant compared lo the advantage:: of the 
puffed vegetables His device can puCf 
a pound or vegetables £or about four 
cents worth of carbon dioxtde, 

Payne's research will JUSt be begin­
rung ii be is able to patent his device. 

"The next step will be put into opera· 
tion the device on a larger scale to deter­
mine just how feasible the process really 
is Right now, we can puff only a few 

• ounces at a time." he said. 
Payne. who also teaches food process­

ing courses, has a blueprmt for a larger 
scale versiOn thai he hopes to build. 

"We also have to see if the pufhng pro­
cess changes the nutnllonal and taste 
qualities of the vegetables," he said. 

He also plans lo see ho\\ well the puf­
fing device works walh fru1ts common­
ly grown m Kentucky.

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An Airport ''On Hold'' 
When plans were formulated for the Big Sandy Regional Air­

port six years ago. and later, as actual work was begun. a 
milestone was marked, in more ways than one. Not only did 
the airport promise modern and convement access to a region 
long hampered, in an economic sense, at least, by decades of 
isolation, but the effort represented a unique situation for Ken­
tucky in which four neighboring counties, in this case, Floyd~ 
Martin, Johnson and Magoffin, agreed to set aside rivalries 
and enmities and combine resources to secure a first-rate 
facility for the good of everyone involved. 

The enterprise was lauded by the press and politicians alike 
as a turning point for the region, and the airport, which indeed, 
makes other landing strips in the area seem pale in com­
parison, was officially dedicated more than two years ago. 
Since that gala groundbreaking. however, the facility has re­
mained closed. save for use by the occasional coal company 
executive aircraft. 

The problem, everyone seems to agree, is access You just 
can't go there without special permission and clearance by 
guards through a checkpoint, ala Czechoslovakia, since the 
present access is an active coal-haul road, jealously guarded 
by the current coal company there which is concerned, first 
and foremost, that its strip-mining activities in the area be 
carried out with a minimum of interference from the public. 
That's understandable to a point, just business and all that, 
although the camouflaged bunker and coiled barbed-wire at 
the entrance gate to the present access road do seem to be 
carrying things a little far. But union vs. non-union, armed 
men and the threat of violence are an all-too-familiar part of 
the tradition of the coal industry. 

It just seems inconceivable, though, that planners or 
, whatever powers that be could have so dramatically misjudg­
: ' ed the problems of access that now hold the facility on "in­
' I definite hold." 

There's little doubt that suitable sites for a relatively large 
airport are few and far between in an area where bottomland 
is at a premium and, of course, the former strip-mine site in 
Martin county was generously provided by a coal company. 
And maybe no one could have foreseen the delays involved in 
the completion of KY 3 in Martin county which is vital to the 
construction of a suitable public access road. Beyond these 
considerations, however, it just seems hard to swallow that, 
in the meantime, a coal operation has effectively barred any 
sort of real public access. 

With the completion of KY 3, which skirts the immediate 
vicinity of the airport, a proper access road will undoubtedly 
be built-a truly "public road to a public facility," as Martin 
County Judge-Executive John Callaham told The Times in a 
recent interview. But the situation, which has persisted for so 
long at the Big Sandy RegionaJ Airport-that of a public facili­
ty of considerable importance suspended in limbo, seems add­
ed insult in a region, at the same time benefitted and exploited 
by the coal business. 

Coal may be the "life's blood'' of the region, but it is an in­
dustry which, loo often. continues to grasp its land and people 
in a strangle hold. 
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Kentuckians for Better Transportation 
made this clear at a recent transporta­
tion forum in Frankfort. 

"US. 23and l19weremajor Inter$tate 
highways 40 years ago," he pointed out. 
·•but were bypassed through the 
development of the Interstate system. 
The net effect is that Eastern Kentucky, 
relative to the rest of the nation. is more 
isolated since the Interstate system than 
before.·· 

Although all of the five states have 
sections of the road which are unim­
proved, Kentucky appears to fare 
worst. Kirby lson, chief district 
highways engineer for the Pikeville 
dlstrict. reported on the status of the 
road in Eastern Kentucky at the Norton 
met'ttng of the U.S 23 Association. 

Kentucky's total mileage for U.S. 23 
is 143 with 33 remaining to be completed. 
Of these 33, the mosUy two-lane section 
between Prestonsburg and Paintsville. 
rimmed by dangerous road cuts and 
heavily-travelled, is particularly 
notorious Estimated cost for completion 
of the 33 miles of corridor B. accordihg 
to Ison. is $265 million. As ADD Direc­
tor Recktenwald pointed out, that 
amounts lo a whopping $8 million per 
mile and may account for the reluctance 
in allocation of fundlng 

Ison, however. was hopeful, calling 
Kentucky's present road program "the 
most ambitious in any state today." He 
also pointed out that his district had seen 
an increase m funds from $14 miUion to 
$66 million He commented specifically 
on the Louisa-By-Pass t three miles 1, the 
Pikeville-south segment (2.98 miles to be 
let on December 111. and noted that two 
or three other secuons are under design 
with one being "75 percent completed." 
rson also emphasized that Governor 
Wilkinson had promised, during his 
campaign. to build U.S. 23. 

Although It was learr1ed at the recent 
transportation forum in Frankfort that 
the completion of U.S. 23 between 
Prestonsburg and Pairitsvil1e rs not 
presently in the state col'lStruction plan, 
Recktenwald said at least "plans are 
near·•ng completion and some right-of· 
way acquisition is being carried out." 
Still, 11 is too early to talk with any con· 
fidence of lime schedules. according to 
ADD dtrector. 

Recktenwald and other planners from 
Eastern Kentucky as welJ as the four 
other states mvolved m the newly 
formed association, lt>Ok to the con· 

certed effort of the multi-state organiza­
tion as the most promising means of ac­
complishing the long-delayed work on 
U.S 23/Corridor B and foJJow-up 
meetings are presently scheduled. Re­
maining unfinished sections of the route. 
like the Prestonsburg-Paintsville bot· 
tleneck. in large part, negate the 
benefits of the extensive portions which 
have already been improved and 
representatives of the five states con· 
sider it intolerable to allow the situation 
to go on. 

As Pike Judge-Executive Patton said, 
"The billion dollar investment in U.S. 23 
laud 119 in Pike county I will not give a 
~turn until the unfirushed segments are 
completed." 
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message-that people in the communi 
ty won't tolerate Ulis kind of cnmmmal 
actiVlty" Patton commented.

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Robinson Considers 10-lb. Boa • 
Constrictor, ' 'Ultimate Pet''

Estill Robinson seems lo get on~ of 
two reactions when he takes his pel boa 
snake out. It's either fascination or it's 
fright. People approach cunously with 
interest; or, instantly. there's hon·or in 
their eyes and they flee. 

The boa constrictor is a non-venomous 
snake indigenous to tropical areas of 
Central and South America. The untam· 
ed jungle type is known for its abllity to 
crush its prey in its coil, but Robinson's 
domesticated reptile is basicaUy harm 
less . And while the public reaction is 
varied, Robinson's family, which lives 
in Lancer, has adjusted to the snake be· 
10g around ··My Mom's gotten used lo 
it," he said, •·and my sisters tinker 
around with it and play with it." 

Robinson first got interested in own· 
ing a boa when he attended an Alice 
Cooper concert in Louisville in January 
1986, and Cooper had a snake in his 
show. ·•r said-that's it. That's the 
ultimate pet A snake," Robinson sa1d. 
• I had a Doberman. but it chewed my 
hand, so I got rid of it." 

Witb the idea in mind, Robinson began 
re>earching about them and calling 
around to see where he could buy one. 
Re caUed pet stores in Miami, El Paso, 
Cincinnati, and Lexington before he 
heard that a pet shop in Geotgetown had 
one for sale. The snake he bought came 
from Columbia, South America; be paid 
$100 and named him Alice. "The guy told 
me he came over on a banana boat." 
Robinson said 

Alice is kept in a 29 gallon aquarium; 
the boa is fed-rats, mice, and hamp­
sters-once a week, on Saturday: Robin.. 
son buys the food at pet shops and 
estimates he spends two or three dollars 
a week on the reptile's diet. The owner 
sees advantages in owning a snake over 
other animals. "They don't stink They 
don't bark at night. They're quiet. 
Cheaper than a dog to keep," he said. "I 
know no one will mess with you if you're 
walking down the street with it w~apped 
around your ne<:k." 

With the advantages though, tllere are 
also disadvantages as welL "You can't 
leave it out of sight, or it'll crawl away. 
Or crawl up into something," Robinson 
said. Alice seeks out warm places. Not 
too long ago, Robinson had the boa out 
of the cloth bag he carries it in, and the 
snake lwiSted itself up in to the dash· 
board of Robinson's 1984 Toyota Corolla. 
The owner look hold of Alice, but he 
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ed confidence that "we're in pretty good 
shape with lhe new administration in 
Fr·ankfort" so that provisions for a 
separate and "proper'' access could be 
carried out. 

Floyd County Judge-Executive .John 
M. Stumbo stressed the completion of 
work on KY 3 as vital to the access pro­
blem. A public access road from new KY 
3, which according to Stumbo would be 
a "straight shot" lo the airport ·'has 
been the plan all along." 

According to the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Transportation, however, the 
airport may remain on hold for at least 
another year 

Ed Logsdon. assistant to the secretary 
of the state Department of Transporta­
tion, said funding problems had forced 
the department ''to scoot projects back 
around the state we were hoping to build 
this year" He described the state's 
situation as "in a hole right now because 
economic development bonds were 
overspent by $100 million by a previous 
administration.·· 

Logs4on commented that Transporta­
tion Secretary Bryant and Governor 
\Vilkinson are "very aware of what the 
airport means to the future ot that 
area," but he added that the department 
"has to weigh the need for tbe access 
road with other needs throughout the 
state.·· 

Logsdon, who visited the airport site 
two months ago with Judge Callaham. 
said that by the summer of 1989, aU sec­
tions of KY 3 would be under contract, 
at least, for construction. Right-of-way 
acquisition is now in progress, he 
explained. 

The continued delay in public use Qf 
the Big Sandy Regional Airport seems 
all the more frustrating in view of the 
statement of Robert Michael, manager 
of the Regional Airport of Louisville and 
Jefferson County and chairman of the 
KBT Transportation Committee, who 
told officials at a transportation forum 
held last month in Frankfort that ·'an 
airport is a basic tool for economic 
development in rural areas. People who 
would use these are people who are go­
ing to help economic development "

Prl'·spnng hJiing helped to reverse a 
thrt•e-month mcrease 10 Kentucky's 
johless rate wh1ch droppPd from a revis 
ed 9 i percent tn February to a 
prehminary 9.4 percent in March. 

The monthly reporl of labor force 
trends released recently by the Cabinet 
for Human Resources showed large in­
creases were in services. trade and con­
struction following lhe usual late wmter 
slowdown in those fields. 

The March unemployment rate com­
pares to a 10.2 percent report one year 
ago and reflects an addition of 34,200 
workers o...-er the figures for March 1987. 

The national jobless rate fell from 
February's 6.2 percent to 5.9 percent tn 
March. The comparable state and na­
tional rates are not seasonally adjusted. 

Kentuckv's ch1ef labor market 
analyst, Ed Blackwell, said. "Our 
employment ~hmate-1,539,300-is a 
record for March, eclipsmg the mark set 
in 1985. 

"A growth in lhe number of Ken· 
tuck1ans workmg and declining 
unemployment are typical at this time 
of year For example, this is the third 
year in a row that people dropped out of 
I he l.lbo~ force between February and 
:'\larch 

"However. this loss has just bE'en tem­
pot·ary, and we don't think 1988 will be 
any different. As soon as we start hav· 
ing warmer weather, unemployed 
workers get out and start looking for 
jobs again," he said 

Blackwell credited March's moderate 
temperatw·es [or boosting employment 
in services. trade and construction . 

Hiring in the service sector increased 
bv 1.900 between February and March, 
mostly in hospitals and other heallh ser-' 
\'tees, recreational services and motels 
Trade jobs were up by 1.700, mostly in 
re~taurants and groceries. 

Construction employment rose 1,400, 
mostly in highway and bridge building 
and repairs, home building and motel 
construction. 

Gamsalso were recorded in manufac­
turing t +5001; federal government 
( +300>; finance, msurance and real 
estate C+2001; and education t+lOO). 

Farm employment dropped 1,900, 
which Blackwell attributed to moderate 
rainfall slowing spring planting. "Most 
years we see an increase in agricultural 
jobs during March. This is lhe third lime 
during the 1980S that we've had a slight 
drop at this time of year," he said. 

Kentucky's coal mining industry lost 
400 jobs. Employment was down by 300 
in transportation. communications and 
utilities

What can you do 1f your child comes 
home from school. turns on the TV and 
stays glued to the set for hoU&'S?

"Indiscriminately watl·hmg endless 
hours of television to the exclusion of 
other worthwhile activities can be harm· 
ful to the mtellectual growth of children 
and IS cause for concern." says Nancy 
Lee Cecil, associate professor of reading 
at CaiiCornia Stale University at 

.,_sacramento. writing m PT:A Today. 
However, she believes that if viewed io 
moderation , w1lh guidance from 
discriminating adults, TV can actually 
become a loot to help children think 
more cnhcally. 

Cecil believes that TV provides 
children with opportunities to meet the 
world and its people through 
travelogues. Television can broaden 
children's mterests, understanding and 
even encourage new hobbies, she says, 
adding that ''children come Lo 
kindergarten With a broader vocabulary 
and a better grasp of concepts than ever 

• before-at least partially due to the in· 
flue nee of TV dialogue." 

Therefore, instead of urging parenLo; 
to tum off the television, Cecil offers 
three suggesllons for making construe· 
live use of children's TV viewing time 

-L1mit T\' watchang lo 10 hours per 
week Vary il wtlh other family ac­
tivities such as games, rea dang, vtsiting 
friends , exercasing or family 
conversations. 

-Monitor TV watching. View careful­
ly selected program~ with your children 
and discuss each of them afterwards. 
Ask many "What do you thmk1" ques­
tions about what has been \iewed 

-Teaeh children to watch TV with a 
critical mmd. Help them to beeome 

~ aware of the s~ific language and 
deceptive techniques of telev1sion 
productums. 

Teaching ch1ldren how to v1ew TV 
crHically 1s a c11tticult task, yet Cecil 
beheves it ts Uw most cruc1al for 
children growang UJi 1n t<xJay's world. 
The reason is thal children don't 
automaucail\' knuw how to discrimmate 
between wha·t is good and tnJ~' and what 
b merely propaganda.

a gas line right-of-way 
• fire coming from the ground or burning

If you detect any sign of a leak. follow 

these steps qurckly; I) shut down any motor­
ized equipment or other sources of ignition 
in use; 2) leave the area at once, and warn 
others to stay away: and 3) fmd a telephone 
away from the area to call the gas company, 
and the fire and police departments DO NOT 
try to extinguish a gas fire or operate any 
pipeline valves. 

Chances are you 'II never need to recog­
nize a natural gas leak But just in case, we 
think it's 1mportant tor you to be able to detect 
signs of trouble.

Mystery Of Disease 
Studied In Plagues 

Terror grapped I he world m 1918 when 
half the world's population was stricken 
wath the Spanish mnucnza. The deadly 
varus left 25 milhon prople dead. In 1849, 
o cholera epidemic kalled 500 people on 
une l'aty block in l..ondon. The most ram· 
pant !.'pademic IS still malaria. which 
claims approximately 200 million vic· 
tims a year. Somc.,cientists believe that 
half of the pe<>plt• \\ho had ever died, 
rhcd from malaria 

IJ/ngues, a onc·hour !'pecaal, airs May 
11 at 11 p.m. on K~T. The program shows• 
how diseases develop : how some are 
contJ·olled; why some will never be 
cluninated: and why others-like 
A IDS-w1ll dewlap despite all our most 
ndvanccd scientific efforts. 

Host for the program is Baruch 
Blumberg, Nobel Prize-winning cancer 
researcher and medical histor ian He 
traces the origu~ of many of man's most 
fnghtt•ning epidcmacs. Blumberg 
recreates the steps epidemiologists took 
when lhey faced the deadly 1918 Spanish 
rlu, cholera, Legaonnaire·s Oasease, and 
marlaria. Traveling about lhe United 
States, England, Australia, and the 
South Pacific, Blumberg focuses on 
these epidemics to illustrate how scien­
tists adentify a disease, track its spread 
and under~land its many forms. 

To Illustrate how an epidemic 
spreads, Blumherg lake~ viewers back 
to IIW9 London for the cholera outbreak. 
Standang on Broadwick Street, 
Blumberg focuses attention on a water 
pump. "Aboul500 people dropped dead 
lrom cholera within 250 yards of this 
spot.·· he says. The pump on Broadwick 
Street was a valuable clue for 
epademiologist John Snow Snow learn­
ed that many of the people who died on 
Broad wick Street had drunk water from 
that pump. It supported his theory lhat 
Lhe disease was spread from person to 
person. Snow's investJgation also Jed 
ham to believe poor sanitation helped 
fuel the epidemac. Poor fami lies were 
likely to live an close quarters, sleeping 
and eating in the same room. The peo­
ple, he saad, who usually cared for the 
SICk, prepared meals without washing. 
The deadly disease was passed through 
food. 

Scientists' latest battle is with the 
A lOS virus. As deadly as it is, Blumberg 
says that it acts very much the same as 
earlier epidemics. That's cause for 
hupc- many of these earlier diseases 
have been arrested

Amanda Smith, noted North Carolina 
lecturer and counselor, recently com· 
pleted two days of workshops at Pres­
tonsburg Community College which 
looked at sex roles from a variety of 
angles. 

Smith's presentatiOns. attended by 
both men and women. students and 
faculty, were much more down-to-earth 
and practical than her professional title, 
"gendet· equity specialist." The North 
Carolina woman travels across the 
country to counsel corporate executives 
and educators alike on building a socie­
ty that transcends sexual disparities 

Smith spoke on such topics as body 
language. sexual harassment, working 
together. and freeing children from sex 
stereotypes. Her visit was sponsored by 
PCC's Sex Bias/Stereotyping Program 
and the Single Parent/Homemaker 
Cat·eer Development Program. both 
parl of the division of student affairs. 

A surprising workshop-at least for 
the men present-was tiUed "Men Are 
People, Too. ·• One male student admit· 
ted that he hadn't known what to expect 
when he entered the classroom where 
Smith was to speak. "But I reall) liked 
what she had to sa). lt hit the mark I 
thought she did a great job " 

Smlt.h expla1ned thai men are often 
victims of the "Superman Syndrome" 
where they are expected to have alllhe 
answers. And just as women are 
sometimes characterized as sex sym­
bols. men are looked on often as money 
symbols, valued in tet·ms of their a bill 
ty to provide for a woman. 

The speaker admonished women Lo let 
men know tllat they have been chosen 
for themselves, rather than for how 
much money they make. 

Throughout her presentations. Smil h 
stressed that women can gain respect 
and win the career rewards that many 
men now enjoy without appearmg 
'·pushy and aggressive." Women, she

Maurice Strider 
Honored At MSU 

Maurice Strider, of Lexington, 
described as having a "total commit· 
ment to education•· was honored at 
Morehead State University Saturday, 
April23. Strider is professor emeritus of 
art. 

More than 100 former and current 
MSU faculty members. staff, students 
and friends were on hand for the formal 
dedication ceremony of Strider Gallery, 
in the Claypool-Young Art Building. A 
portrait of Strider by Robert Franzini 
MSU associate professor o( art, will be 
permanently hung in the gallet'y. 

Or. John Philley, College of Arts and 
Sciences dean described Strider as be­
ing nationally-known for his extensive 
research in black art. Afro-American 
culture and having one of the most ex­
tensive collections of Afro-American 
slides in existence. 

Strider, described as a role model at 
MSU, said he too had a role model: 
James Weldon Johnson. He credited 
Johnson for instilling in him the deter­
mination to never deter from one's goals 
and beliefs. Johnson, the first executive 
secretary of the NAACP, was responsi· 
ble for getting Strider involved in 
research of Alro·American art 

Strider was also presented the na 
tional achievement award from Kappa 
Alpha Psi Fraternity, lnc., and a plaque 
from MSU's Black Coalition fot· his sup­
port and guidance. 

The dedication was held in conjunc­
tion with MSU's Black Awareness Week 
"Our theme this year was 'Each One 
Teach One'." said Jerry Gore. Minori­
ty Student Affairs dlrector "There is no 
one wbo demonstrates this philosophy 
more than Maurice Strider," Gore 
noted.

Hearing Test Valued 
By Top Ear Specialist 

People experiencing a loss of hearing 
often have nol one hearing problem, but 
two, ac<~ording to hearing health care 
professionals. The first problem is that 
the hearing-impaired individualS do not 
hear as well as they could, a condition 
that can have a far·reaching impact on 
their li\'es. The second problem is that 
these mdividuals often don't w.ant to 
hear about problem number one. often 
becaw;e of embarrassment, or the belief 
U1at loss or hearmg is a sign of old age. 
And their reluctance to admit to a prob­
lem prevents them from getting help. 

Both problems are a concern to many 
in the health community, including the 
U.S . Surgeon General, C. EverettKoop, 
M.D. 

Koop is a relatively new voice in the 
hearing health care community's efforts 
to educate the estimated 15 million 
Americans who could be helped by hear­
ing aids, but who presenUy do not wear 
lhem His views on hearing impairment 
come at an appropriate time. since his 
boss, President Reagan. will be serving 
as I fonorary Chairman of Better Hear· 
ing and Speech Month, held each May 
to increase awareness of hearing and 
speech disorders and the treatments 
a,·ailable. President Reagan was fitted 
with hearing aids in 1983. 

" People should overcome their em· 
b;;rrassment if the~ need a hearing aid, •· 
said Koop '' l wear bilateral (two) hear­
mg a1ds and can tell you what a 
marvelous difference they made in my 
life " 

Koop compaf(>d the difference in his 
heanng quahly made by bearing aids to 
" hke gomg from an old 78 record on a 
poor phonograph to a mce compact disk 
on stereo." 

Like President Reagan. Surgeon 
General Koop's road to better hearing 
began with a simple hearing test. and as 
part of Better Hearing and Speech 
Month. those who suspect they have 
hearing loss are urged to do the same 
In fact. Dr. John House, who has taken 
care nf the President's hearing since 
1979, recommends the following guide­
hoes : 

• If you have an identified bearing 
loss •.. have your hearing evaluated an· 
nuall)'. regardless of the diagnosed 
cause 

• rr you do not have an identified hear­
mg loss .. have a professional hearing 
screening every four or five years to 
detect a possible bearing loss early. 

• If you are oveJ· age 60 ... your hearing 
should be tested periodacally. since hear­
ing loss Is frequently a partner of the 
normal agmg process. <One in three per­
stins over 60 has a hearmg loss. l
