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Perkins, School Incumbents Retain Seats

Floyd County voters returned two
incumbent school board members to
the educational district's governing
body Tuesday, and elected a
newcomer, Tommy Boyd, to repre-
sent District 3.

Re-elected were Dr. Mary Hall of
McDowell, who has served on the
board for more than 15 years, and
James Arville Duff, board vice-
chairman, who has served the coun-
ty's school distriet 18 vears. Boyd,
who replaces Fred Newsome
(Newsome did not seek re-election
due to health reasons), is a retired
teacher,

In other races, Congressman

Chris Perkins retained his 7th
District seat by defealing
Republican Challenger Will T. Scott
in the majority of the district’s 23
counties,

Scott, who conceeded defeat short-
ly before 9 p.m. Tuesday, carried on-
ly four counties, according to unof-
ficial results — Fleming. Johnson,
Knott and Lewis.

In the State Supreme Court race,
challenger Dan Jack Combs ousted
incumbent James B. Stephenson
63,120 voles to 46,938, with 91 percent
of the vote counted.

Kentucky voters overwhelmingly
approved both of the proposed Con-
stitutional amendments. Balloting
reflected an early landslide victory
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Identification Required

for broad form deed opponents. with
774,578 yes votes and 174,818 no votes
recorded <results of 2,183 of the
state's 3,228 precinets reporting).

Voters also cleared the way for a
state lottery, approving the amend-
ment 618,725 Lo 389,270

In Floyd County. voters showed

approval of a stale lottery, casting

10,169 voles in favor and 4,587 voles
against

On the broad form deed issue, the
Floyd electorate approved the
amendment by more than a six-fo-
one margin, casting 12 484 ves voles
compared Lo only 1,929 no votes

Nationally, Vice President George
Bush recorded a resounding victory
over Democralic opponenl Gov.

Michael Dukakis of Massachusetts,
in what many pollsters believe may
be a record number of electoral col-
lege votes. Floyd County voters,
however, heavily favored Dukakis,
casting 12,386 votes for the northern
governor Lo the vice president’s 5,204
voles,

In Districl 3, Tommy Boyd carried
six of pine precinets to record a 1,704
to 1,380 vole victory over his closest
challenger, Dr. Brent Clark. Boyd
won the Tickey, Toler, Mouth of
Mud, Ivel, Betsy Layne and Head of
Mud precinets in his win. Clark car-
ried Branham's Creek, Little Mud
and Antioch.

Also in District 3, Ricky Roberts,
who did not carry any precinets, did
receive 741 votes.

Boyd replaces former board
member Fred Newsome, who did
not seek re-election due to health
reasons,

Boyd could not be reached for
comment as of presstime.

In District 4, incumbent Dr. Mary
Hall pulled out a final-precincl win
to defeat challenger Ricky
Hamilton. Hamilton, who gained the
early endorsement of the Kentucky
Education Association and the Floyd
County Education Association, earn-
ed 1,019 votes, Hall received 1,431
votes in her bid for re-election.

Hall and Hamilton traded precinct
tallies mosl of the evening, with the
outcome of the race being decided
by the last precinct to report in the
distriet.

Hall carried five of eight preeine-
Is — Mevlin, Jack's Creek,
Weeksbury, Clear Creek and Lee
Hall. Hamilton won three precinc-
ts —Joan Anl, Gearheart and
Frasure's Creek,

Also in the District 4 race were dis-
tant finishers Judy Breeding
Bartley, with 229 voles, and Klein D.
Stumbo, whe recorded 444 voles,

In District 5, incumbent James Ar-
ville Duff, after early trouble, easily
outdistanced his closesl challenger,
Paul Branham. Duff won eight of 11
precincis to earn 1,432 votes, while

Branham carried three precints
( Allen-Dwale, John Possum and Jim
Banks) to receive 786,

While the two other candidates in
District 5 — Hattie Owens and
Roger Jones — did nol carry any
precincts, both had surprisingly
strong showings. Owens received 660
votes, while Jones picked up 443
ballots.

Dufi, when contacted Tuesday
night, sald he was "very pleased”
with the race, and complimented
challengers in his district for their
efforts

*“They ran a good race, and | con-
gratulate them for making an effort
to run for school board,” said Duff.
I hope that I can continue to do a
good job as a school board
member,” he continued.

Duff said that four to five years
from now, he expects Floyd County
residents to see a marked change in
the local distriet, with im-

provements in academics, building
facilities and school renovation.

“I think they'll be pleased down
the road,”" he added.

Duff, who said he did nol getl ner-
vous about the heavily-contested
race until about 5:30 p.m. Tuesday.
said he felt like he would win all
along,

““1 had good people supporting me,
they worked hard for me, and they
did a good job,'' he said. “*Although 1
wasn'l able to see as many people as
I wanted, | visited as many as |
possibly could, and got a very good
” "

WHAT QUALITIES SHOULD A
PRESIDENTIAL CANDIDATE
POSSESS?

Seeing this is the vear in which we

elect our president to lead the nation*

for another four-vear term, [ feel we
should all take a closer look at the
presidency. Undoubtedly, we will
never find a universal agreement on
whal qualities are desirable in a
presidential eandidate. nor on the
importance that should be attached
to each one. I think, however, thai
most would regard the following as
essential: intelligence, knowledge ol
the issues. judgment, execulive
ability, honesty, physical stamina
and mental stability

Heavy demands are placed upon
the intellect of the person in the
White House. ! think a president
should be able lo cope with a wide
range of information. That is strain
enough, The burden is made heavier
by the fact that much of this infor-
mation s of a highly complex
nature, dealing with such matters as
economics and defense. Finally.
while the president cannot be ex-
pecied to provide instant solulions to
all the problems the nation faces, he
should nevertheless have the logic to
recognize whal guestions need to be

asked if we are lo move towards
those solutions. In short, a president
must be an individual of con-
siderable intelligence.

We also seek a president who will
be well informed. Although a keen
intelligence may help, there is no
guarantee that the bright will also be
knowledgeable, Actually, 1 think
what we are looking for are in-
dividuals who have an understan-
ding of the problems confroniing our
nation, and also whal options are
available for dealing with them, The
selection process allows us to do a
good job of testing the candidates on
this rule. Throughout the nomination
and campaign, the candidates are
probed day after day on a variety of
foreign and domestic issues.

Thal we seek judgment in a presi-
dent seems obvious enough. A presi-
dent must be able to judge people as
well as events. He cannot preside
over the government of our nation
by himself and so must bring with
him people of integrity, intellect and
knowledge who can assist him. In
order to find individuals with such
qualities, he must first be able to
recognize them as such. We can gel
some indication of his ability to
judge people by observing the com-
pany he keeps during the selection
process. 1 refer specifically to his
campaign stafl, most of whom will
accompany him to the White House
if he is elected.

Presidents musl preside over a
developing bureaucracy and White

House staff. This is an impossible
lask for one man alone, therefore he
must be able 1o recognize and
organize the talent thal can assist
him. Furthermore, 4s the man al the
top. he should also be able to act
devisively on all matters thal come
before him. To do all of this sue-
cessfully requires executive ability.

I think we all share the commaon
belief that there should be honesty in
the presidency. In my opinion. there
is a tendency for candidates 1o
develop a rather vague meaning of
things. especially on those issues
that divide the population., The
operations of the selection process
hardly provide us with fool-proof
tests for assuring honesty, but sure-
ly open acts of dishonesty are more
than likely to be detected. With
members of the press following a
candidate as he travels about the
couniry, he cannol easily gel away
with presenting one image to one
part of the population and a com-
pletely different image to another
part,

Unfortunately for the president,
the problems and crises he faces do
not fit themselves in a 9to-5 day,
five days a week. Even in the
absence of crises, his daily schedule
will be filled with meetings and
speeches, to say nothing of frequent
trips around the country and abroad.
Thus, physical stamina is essential.
There can be little doubt that the
selection process lests the can-
didates on this guality. From early

morning until late at night, their
schedules are filled with meetings.
speeches, interviews, handshaking
and constant travel aboul the coun-
try. moving from one primary o the
next,

The strain on a president is men-
tal, every bit as much as it is
physical. He is burdened with the
realization that his actions could in-
volve the United States, and even the
world. in a nuclear holocaust. He
must cope with living what is almost
a totally public life, where his every
word and action will be watched and
analyzed. He musl be prepared to
endure public attack on himself, his
family and policies. Therefore,
presidents need the emotional
stamina to deal with stich pressures.
Presidential candidates are not sub-
ject to all the pressures of a presi-
dent, but the pressures are there
nevertheless, They must live with
the sad faect that months of grueling
work may result in defeat, nol vie-
tory. Like presidents, they must
cope with public opinions, realizing
that a wrong word on a certain sound
of a voice may prove damaging to
their candidacies. Finally, they are
required to bear up under atfacks
directed toward their families, their
character, and their policies.

All of these are my ideas of whal
qualities 1 think a presidential can-
didate should possess. If there is one
such candidate among us, by all
means let us elect him 1o office

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SS Programs Help Disabled
Return To Work, Says Kelly

In recent years, Social Security has
altempted te make it easier flor
tisabled bepeficiaries Lo return to
waork, according to Jim Kelly, Social
Securily distriet director

These work incentives rules are in
response to complaints thal
beneficiaries who attempted to return
to work, risked losing benefits and
Medicare before they could prove
their ability to work on a regular
basis, Kelly said.

Kelly said disabled beneficlaries
can work up to nine months before
benefits are affected. After the trial
work period, however, another rule
kicks in, Kelly said. This rule pro-
vides & 36-month exiended re
entitlement period during which a
person may receive a benefit for any
month he or she does not perform
substantial gainful work and remains
disabled, according to Kelly,

Before, disabled beneficiaries who
work were concerned that if their im-
pairment worsened, they would have
to starl from the beginning when
reapplying for dizability benefils, Kel-
Iy explained. With extended entitle-
ment, all they have to do is let Social
Security know that they can't work
and benefits resume, Kelly said.

According to Kelly, other work in-
centives rules include:

A person may deduct expenses
necessary to work, even if the items
or services are used for other ac-
tivities than work. These include such
items as attendant care, prosthesis,
and wheelchairs. The expenses musl
be paid by the person and must not be
reimbursed by any other soturce. The

expenses may be deducted from ear-
nings before a decision 1s made about
substantial gainful work.

—If a person medically recovers
while involved in a Stale-approved
vocational rehabilitation program,
benefits may continue until he or she
completes the course, provided it is
likely to result in the beneficiary leav-
ing the rolls permanently

—Medicare coverage will continue
for up to 39 months after the trial

work period.

Together, these rules make it possi-
ble for a person who wants to work to
do so with less risk, Kelly said.

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Get Flu Shots Now, Say Health Dept. Officials

Although the peak of flu season is
probably a month or more away,
Department lor Health Services ol-
ficials advise that people who need flu
shots should get them now, according
to Janet Williams Hoover of the
Cabinet for Human Resources

Most health departments and
privale physicians across Kentueky
should have flu shots available in the
next two weeks

Most people recover from Influen-

za alter a few days; however, [or peo-
ple with other health problems the flu

can bring about serious complications
and can even be fatal
People—including children—with
chronic heart or lung disease should
have a flu shot, according lo Reginald
Finger, M.D., manager of the com-
municable diseases branch. Those
with chronic kidney disease or
diabetes or residents of nursing
homes, should also be immunized.
“It's also a good idea for anyone
older than 65 to have a flu shot,"
Finger said. "*Other people who might
consider getting vaccinated are
physicians, nurses and other health

care professionals who have contact
with high-risk patients.

“The peak flu season in Kentucky
has been in January and February for
the past two years," said Finger
“Bul those peaks have been followed
by outbreaks as late as March, so ear-
Iy November seems to be the opti-
mum time for flu shots.™

Flu shots can be administered to
most people, except those with a
severe ullergy to eggs. People who
have short-term illness with fever are
advised to wait until they've
recovered before getting a shot.

Pregnant women, who shouid
always consull with a dector before
being immunized, are generally ad-
vised lo wait until the second or third
trimester of pregnancy before having
the flu vaccination.

While not everyone can or should be
immunized against the flu, there are
some sleps lo prevent it or al least
alleviate its symptoms, Finger said

“During the peak of flu season,
avoiding large crowds ol people will
lessen your chance of being exposed,”
he said. "'If you are exposed to Type
A flu and have not had a shot, the drug
Amantadine |s effective in preventing
influenza. It's also effective in
treating Type A if administered
early "

Finger warns that people younger
than 18 should not Lake aspirin while
sick with a flu-like illness because of
the risk of Reye's Syndrome, a
disease that affects the central ner-
vous system and liver and is associ-
ated with the combination of flu and
aspirin use in children and leenagers.
It is fatal in 10 to 40 percent of cases.

The department will continue its flu
tracking system for the third year,
Finger said. Floyd County is one of 20
counties participating in the flu track-
ing effort.

The system involves 20 county coor-
dinators, who are health department
employees, polling between one and
20 physicians for the number of flu-
like illnesses treated in a week's time
They also call area schools for
absenteeism reports. This year the
system ‘will add another bil of

God that is forever settled in heaven.
God's Word is'a lamp unto our feel
and a light unto our path. Tt tells us
who and where we aré and leads us
in the path that we are to go, The
scriptures musl be received in Lheir
entirety and not a verse here and a
verse there, All seripture is given by
inspiration of God!

When Simon saw the Christ child he
said, “mine eyes have seen L rsalta-
tion."" "There is salvation in no other
and there is none other name under
heaven given among men, whereby
we must be saved. There is one God
and one mediator between God and
men, the man, Christ Jesus, He is the
way, the truth, the life, the prophet,
the priest and the king. God hath
given unto us eternal life and this life
is in His son.

Lastly, it is faith alone! “For by
grace are ye saved through faith.”
Ephesians 2:8. None are saved apart
from believing in the heart on Christ.

We
are justified by faith and kept by the
power of God through faith. Faith is
essential and comes from God as a
gift to His people through the hearing
of the Word,

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Greene Enjoying All-American Year At Union

When Pete Greene first signed to
play football for Union College, he
never dreamed of posting the offen-
sive numbers he now possesses,

In faect, Greene didn't envision ever
catching a pass in college. He became
a Bulldog with the desire to develop
into a solid defensive safety,

Bul before Saturday afternoon’s
game against Urbana, Greene was
the leading receiver in the Mid-South
Conference, and had been Louted as
a possible, all-American tight end in
Division 11 college football.

When asked if he ever expected to
enjoy the success that has came his
way al Union, Greene kind of smiles
and replies in his modest manor, *‘Not
really. Not as a tight end.”

Greene, a 1986 graduate of Pres-
tonsburg (where he played both of-
fense and defense), said he figured to
be playing in the defensive secondary

al Union.

“'We didn’t have any ends, so Coach
put me there. It took a lot of hard
work. The coaches had to work with
me, teaching me the position,™
Greene said,

But apparently it didn't take long
for him to learn. By the middle of his
freshman season, Greene broke into
the starting lineup, went oo to an all-
conference season, and hasn't slow-
ed one bit since.

“He hasn’t done a bad job,”" Matt
Ballard, Union head coach, said jok-
ingly, then turned sincere. “‘He’s an
exciting player to watch. He's what
you would call your ‘coaches dream.’
1 wish I had about 100 more just like
him."

Greene, before Saturday's game,
has caught 36 passes for 585 yards,
Four of those had gone for touch-
downs, including an 85-yarder.

Greene was averaging 16.2 vards per
reception

“No maltter if it’s on your team or
somebody elses, there are some
players that you enjoy watching. Pete
Greene 15 ope of these players,”
Ballard said. ““He's a tremendous
athlele, and he does some pretiy ex-
citing things on the football field."

Saturday, Greene's duties were
limited mostly to blocking assign-
ments. Although Union threw his way
several Umes, the talented tight end
had but three receptions, one a
second-quarter catch that enabled the
Bulldogs to continue a touchdown
march.

The field was sloppy, creating poor
{ooting, Greene was overthrown and
underthrown, slipped once on a deep
pass down the middle, and was
separated from another by a hard hit-
ting Urbana linebacker. Bul the

Pikeville Favored To Repeat As
Football Playoffs Begin Friday

Just how good is the Pikeville High
School football team? Good enough to
earn comparison such as, “‘they look
like a college team,” and good enough
to earn such compliments as, “It's
hard for me to think that there is a
better team in single A, or in any
class, for that matter."

The comparison {o college teams
has been thrown Pikeville's way by
seveal of their opponents’ fans, and
Beliry coach Phillip Haywood threw
a couple nice compliments their way
recently.

“Pikeville is an excellent football
team,’" said Heywood, whose leam
suffered its only loss of the season Lo
the Panthers,

Belfry, which finished the season at
10-1, is ranked seventh among Ken-
tucky's class 3A, The Pirates, a 26-14
loser 1o Pikeville, plays host to
Ashland Friday in the opening of the
3A playoffs

The Panthers, undefeated again
this season, opens a playoff campaign
Friday, playing host to Williamsburg.
Pikeville comes inlo the conlest
riding the cresl of a 25-game winning
streak, and during those games they
have rarely been threalened.

The lowest margin of victory this
year was the Belfry final, and the
Panthers blew away 3A Newport Cen-
tral 37-0, and 4A Henry Clay 216 on
the road , Other victories included a
22-0 blanking of Paintsville, a 79-3 em-
barrassment delt to district foe Johns
Creek during the regular season's
final week, and 360 over Fleming-
Neon,

“I ean tell you that they are the best
team we have played," Fleming-
Neon coach Jack Hall said of the Pan-
thers. “They're a real good team.
How good I can't tell you, but they are
the best team we’ve played or seen
this year."

The Pirates, 92, reached the play-
offs for the first time in 23 years, and
their only other loss came in overtime
to 2A Whitesburg, a team that posted
a 10-1 record.

Pikeville is strong in every area.
Talent 15 certainly no problem, but
somewhere along the playoff line the
Panthers are due for a tough
challenge, and the unfamiliar
pressure of a close contest might be
to their disadvantage.

“It possibly could be," Hillard
Howard, Pikeville's coach, said. “'It's
nice to think that you really haven't
been challenged, and yes, it could be
a problem,”

But the Panthers, led by the state’s
most explosive backfield, might—as
they did one year ago—sweep to ils
second consecutive state champion-
ship.

*‘Bobby and Greg both have had
pretty good seasons. They're two
pretty good backs,’ Howard said m
what was possibly the understament
of the year.

Deramus and Hackney, both
seniors, have combined for over 2,700
yards. Hackney, 1,660 yards and 23
touchdowns, averages 9.5 yards per
carry while Deramus, over 1,000
yards and 17 touchdowns, averages
7.8 yards per carry.

Those twao are the major reasons
why Pikeville has not failed to score
at least 22 points in every game dur-
ing its current winning streak.

An offensive line that would com-
pare to most small college guards,
tackles, and center, hasn't hurl. Right
Coach? *I think the line is decent,”
acknowledges Howard.

The Panthers enjoy playing the
power game, allowing its offensive
line to blow open huge holes that
enable the backfield tandem to run
wild in a defense’s secondary, Defen-
sively, the line is dominating as well,
The Pikeville defense has recorded
four shutouts this year, and held four
more opponents 10 six points or less.

Howard says that Willlamshurg,
although maybe in not the same effec-
tiveness, plays the same type of
football,

“They're a good football team,"
Howard said of 5-5 Williamsburg,
“They're a power team, a big, strong
team.

“They don't have a lot of speed, but
they're a good football team. We're
similiar. We both play the power
game,"” he added.

If Pikeville wins Friday they will
meet the winner of the Fleming-Neon
vs. Pineville contest. Although Jack
Hall has nothing but praise for
Pikeville's talent, the veteran coach
would like one more shot at the
Panthers.

Hall, who coached at Fleming-Neon
from 1956 to 1962, took over this year,
and turned a 3-7 squad into a playofl
team that has sparked renewed en-
thusiasm throughout the school and
the small community,

“‘Our school is real proud of the ac-
complishments of this team, and so is
the community,” Hall said. "We've
had great public support."

“We like to run the football," Hall

said, “but our quarterback is ranked
fifth in the state's efficiency ratings.”

But even though Trey Quillen has
enjoyed success when he does throw
the football, Fleming-Neon lives or
dies, wins or loses with its running
game. Led by Jimmy Taylor and
Kevin Green, the Pirales average
around 200 yards rushing per game.

Taylor, a senior tailback, had rush-
ed for 721 yards heading into Friday's
game with M.C. Napier, despite play-
ing in only seven games. Green had
688 yards on the ground. Hall, after
serving as Betsy Layne's head coach,
set out a year before assuming the
head coaching chore at the Letcher
County school. '""We've beén lucky.
We've had a good group of kids to
work with,”" he said.

“They're intelligent kids, but what
I like about them the most is that they
idn exactly what vou tell them to do,
and if they miake a mistake they'll
come and tell you what they did
wrong."”

Belfry, the team that played
Pikeville tougher than any school in
the past 25 games, plays Ashland at
home Friday. Phillip Heywoed, the
former mentor at Prestonsburg, is ex-
pecting a night of offeasive fireworks.

““We do know that they are a good
offensive team,” Heywood said of the
5-5 Tomcats, “They can put a lot of
points on the scoreboard. They've got
all their skill position players, their
receivers, running backs, and
quarterback back from last season.”

The Pirates, consistently ranked
among the state’s top three A schools,
returned only four starters (three on

defense dominated this 16-14 Union
win,

Greene, a 6'1" 205 pounder, is
slightly off last year's pace of 52 cat-
ches, but he has bettered his touch-
down output of 1987 by one, and roll-
ed up about 75 more total yards this
year,

Currently he is the conference and
district leading receiver with 39
catches, and Ballard goes even
beyond the bounds of those two areas,
mentioning something about the best
nationwide.

“I've been on the college level for
10 years, and 1I've had some good
receivers, and I've seen some good
receivers, but Pete has the best hands
of anybody I've seen," Ballard said

“I think he's the best tight end in
Division 11 in America, If somebody’s
got a better one, I would certainly
hate to play against him,"

In his career, Greene has caught
close to 120 passes for over 1,400
yards. He has shown marked im-
provement each season, and Union
peaple say the best is yel to come.

“I'll tell you what, 1 don't think
we've seen the best of him yet,"
Ballard said, *“and it's simply
because he works so hard. He's never
satisfied with his performance. He's
always looking to get belter, looking
for ways to improve,

“Pete Greene loves to practice,”
Ballard continued. "I guess he likes
Saturdays more, but you couldn't tell
it by watching him. He goes all out in
practice, and he's a natural leader for
our football team.™

Ballard, a former assistant head
coach at Morehead and an assistant
at Georgetown and Garner-Webb,
says he can go on‘all day saying good
things about Pete Greene, bul adds
that the opposition often pays him the
best compliments.

“The best compliment that you
could give Pete is that every team we
play, when they come into the game
with us, they ask themselves, ‘how do
we stop Pete Greene?"

“It’s a pleasure working with him,"
Ballard said. ‘'He works hard, he en-
joys the game, and he's an oulstan-
ding young man, When he comes off
the field he has nothing left because
ke’s the type thatgives it all he’s got
in every situation.”

The Union College program and
Matt Ballard are expecting even
greater things from their talented
tight end in the future, as does
Greene, but they don't exactly include
personal stats and accomplishments,

“I think we will win the Mid-South
Conference and make the playoffs,"
Greene said when asked what he ex-
pected from his senior season. 'l
think we can do that because we've
got good coaches and we've started
keeping everybody here.

""We could’ve won it this year if we
had beaten Georgetown and Cumber-
land, but a couple calls didn’t go our
way, That’s how it goes sometimes.™

Ballard would agree with those
goals, but the first-year head coach,
who replaced the man who recruited
Greene, John Ross, looks to next
season with mixed emotions.

“We're sure going to enjoy having
him for another year, but I've already
started wondering what we'll do
without him.”

Another P'burg Grad On Union
Roster: Darrin Flannery, a 1987
graduate of Prestonsburg High
School, is a reserve wide receiver for
Union College.

Flannery, who played only one year
of high school football, signed with the

Bulldogs last summer, but due to an
accident, sat out a season, and rejoin-
ed Union this fall,

“‘He's spot-played for us," Ballard
said, "'Darrin’s been out of football for
a year. He's worked real hard for us,
and has done a good job."

Flannery, described as a raw talent
with good hands by John Ross, played
his senior year at Prestonsburg, and
enjoyed enough success {o catch the
eye of Ross

Now, Ballard is the head man, and
he is also impressed with Flannery,
a 5107 145 pound freshman in
eligibility.

“‘He's a super young person. He's
2 ‘B’ student right now and that's
what counts,” Ballard said. “"He’s
worked real hard in getting bis grades
up. He's played in all our scrim-
mages, and seen some game action.
He's done a good job for us.”

Flannery has worked at both wide
receiver and tailback this season, but

Rick Roberts Shares Views On
Benefits Of Running Training

Back in the 1970s, Rick Roberts had
his sights set on playing for Prestons-
burg Community College’s basketball
team. In order to tone up his muscles
and fine-tune his cardio-vascular
system, Roberts took up running.

Day after day, he ran mile after
mile, and little did he know it, but
someday that training would lead to
a career of sorts in athletics.

No, Roberts never took his basket-
ball ambitions any further than PCC,
but running in preparation for basket-
ball has paved the way to such places
as California, Colorado, and Boston,
Mass.

Recently Roberts, a resident of
Floyd County, participated in a
marathon in the upper United States
and Canada. He performed well
enough to qualify for the 1989 Boston
Marathon, one of long distance run-
ning's main events,

During his running career, Roberts
has raced against some of the sport's
biggest names, while becoming one of
the area’s more successful amateur
athletes.

In the following few paragraphs,
Roberts shares his personal racing
experiences, relates some “tricks of
the trade," and discusses the pros and
cons (mostly pros) of running.

Huff: With all the running you do,
and as much as you are intoit, I guess
one of the major questions would be
why? Do you do it for sport, for health
reasons”? Why do you enjoy running?

Roberts: | got started running in
1973 because | broke my kneecap in
a motoreycle crash, and I had to wear
a cast from my ankle to my hip of my
right leg, I was in a wheelchair, and
then I had to go through therapy to be
able to walk correectly ngain, Once
through therapy, my therapist sug-
gested running to strengthen my leg.
[ started running, and one day at
Eastern Kentucky University, (where
[ transfered to later to finish my
degree), 1 had courses in the athletic
section of Alumni Coliseum. 1 would
always pass the eross country coach's
office. One day | decided to drop in
and talk to him because | was runn-
ing a little around campus. He told me
to come back out that fall, next
semester, and I might be able to

make the team,

I was 24 years old at the time, and
that's a little late to start running
cross country, if you didn't do it in
high school, but I trained, I made the
team, and ran my last semester of
athletic eligibility at Eastern, running
cross country for Art Harvey and the
Colonels. After that, I just became ad-
dicted to running in road races, It
becomes an addiction.

Huff: Is the type running you do,
the marathon running, really heaithy
for the heart? Wasn't Jim Finks the
guy thal died of cardiac arrest or
something like that? Here was a guy
that was supposed to be in tremen-
dous physical condition. How is that
explained”

Roberts: Jim Fixx. OK. A lot of
people don’t know the real story on
that, but Fixx’s parents, one of his
parents, I believe his father, had car-
diac problems and it was hereditary
for Jim. Jim knew he had heart prob-
lems, and he ran to try lo prolong his
life, which he did.

But up to the last few months, he
was supposed to go to Ken Copper in
Texas to his health place for a check-
up. He didn’t. He was afraid to doit,
possibly because of what might be
revealed. He kepl on running. One
day he laced his shoes up and went for
his last run.

Huff: | saw something, | don't
recall exactly where, but it said
something about Kentuckians. It
referred to them as couch potatos,
saying that Kentucky was one of the
lowest states as far as physical educa-
tion was concerned. What is the
reason for that? Is it just another way
Lo pick on Hillbillies, or is there truth
to it?

Roberts: Well, unfortunately, there
is truth to that statement. It came
from the Lexington Herald from a
survey a few weeks ago from the
Associated Press, and the point, in
essence, is that in this state we tend
to be lax on sports unless it pertains
to high school. We participate in high
school, and once we get out we seem
o forget about taking care of our
bodies, and think we'll keep that
figure from our high school days.

Well, I've gol news for you—that
doesn't really happen Visiting
California in the last six months, i

was very hard to spot an overweight

person, but in the tri-state of Ken-

tucky. West Virginia, and Ohio, it's

pretty easy to see people 20 to 30

pounds over the normal weight

because they just don't feel like
- exercising.

When [ was coaching track and
cross country at Paintsville as an
assistant coach, you couldn’t get the
kids to run over two miles. If you'd
tell them to run six miles they would
look at you like you were crazy and
quit the team, but in Western Ken-
tucky and Central Kentucky, the kids
down there that run cross country run
six to eight miles a day. That's why
they're 50 good. You can look at our
kids up here, when they go to state
meets, they get their socks blown off,
It's just that they don't train,

Huff: Of course, training for just
about any sport is viewed as boring,
but as you say, without the training
and the conditioning there is no way
that you can compete with the
athletes who do so. Bul as far as I'm
concerned, and I think a lot of people
share this view, just to get out on the
road and run, it's boring. Do you find
that a problem with yourself, or is
there actually fun in running?

Roberts: In past years it didn't
bother me, but in the last two years
there have been some days it was bor-
ing. l agree with you. That's why you
try to change your routes every day
instead of running the same route, or
try and run with someone to be abie
to talk to them to get it over with. But
you have to maintain the mileage
every day, because the only thing you
have to look forward to is the race on
Saturday, and the weekend, The race
is & social get-together, After the race
you meet with your friends that you
see from different states that run and
compete In the races. It's a Social
event, and that's the benefit of the
training. Bul I agree, somedays it is
boring.

People like Bill Smith,
a two-way lineman at Prestonsburg,
won'l produce any numbers to argue
his case, but vou could probably count
on one hand the number of plays, both
offensively and defensively, that he
wasn't directly involved in. Fullback
Kevin Dotson is in the same boat.

He became the all-time passing
leader at U of L when he threw for 234
yards vs. So.

(5,496/1983-86) . Gruden now has 6,824
passing yards. He holds 10 school
records, including the all-time
touchdown record of U of L with 42
career tlouchdowns (formerly held by
John Madeya), the all-time offensive
attempts record with 1,203 attempts
(formerly held by Ed Rubbert), the
all-time total vards record with 6,381
total yards (formerly held by Ed Rub-
bert), the all-time passing attempts
record with 1,021 passing altempls
(formerly held by Ed Rubbert 873)
and the all-time pass completions
record with 557 pass completions...

Series History—The U of L-Western
Kentucky series has been one of the
most popular and successful the
schools have staged. The rivalry
dates back 101923 and is second only
to Cincinnati in age and number of
games played. The Cardinals have
met the Hilltoppers 27 times over 55
years, with Louisville winning 15
times.

The Cardinals biggest win over
WKU came in 1960, when the Car-
dinals downed Western #4-0. It was
one of only five times that Louisville
shut out the ‘Toppers. Besides shut-
ting out Western in 1925, U of L beal
Western Kentucky in four straight
games, 1855, 1959, 1960 and 1961

U of L’s worse loss to Western Ken
tucky came in 1932, when the Hilltop-
pers downed the Cardinal leam,
coached by C. V. (Red) Money, 58-0.
To make matters worse, the 58-point
loss was only the third worst loss of
the season for the Cards, having lost
to Murray State 105-0 and Marshall
66-0. In the course of their rivalry,
Western Kentucky has also shut out
Louisville four times, 1928, 1929, 1932
and 1933.

Louisville's largesl crowd ever,
36,914, witnessed the 1985 contest be-
tween the Cardinals and Hilltoppers.
Four of the five larges! crowds ever
in U of L history have been U of L-
WKU games

On the down side, the Hilltoppers
held Louisville to an all-time low of
.091 completion percentage in their
1960 game. The Cards completed just
one of 11 passes, although Louisville
won 44-0. Western Kentucky also had
no penalties called against them in

the 1960 loss. It marked the first and
only time a U of L opponent hasn't
had any penalties.

Danny Cerione tied a record held by
several U of L kickers when he kick-

ed three field goals against Western
Kentucky in U of L’s 23-14 win in 1985

(Cerione also kicked three later in the
1985 season against Cincinnati).

Flshlng Under The Stars

If summer heat, heavy boal traffic
and uncoopergalive fish have plagued
you during recent weekend oulings,
consider changing tactics, Instead of
fishing during the daylight hours,
make your fishing trips at night.

Thal’s the advice of Johnson Out-
boards Pro Staff member Ricky
Green, who explains, "The only real
differences belween day and night
bass fishing are that’s it's dark and
the fish bite belter.”

Green, one of the nation's Llop-
ranked lournament pros, has been
honing his night-fishing skills for
years on the lakes near his home in
Arkansas. Each year he starts his
after-dark excursions about April and
continues through Oc¢tober,

*Basically, night fishing is done in
the same places as during the day,"
says Green. '‘The lures and the
technigues for using them are also the
same, If anything, the bass may even
be more shallow than during the day,
since there won't be any boat traffic
and the bright sun is gone

“] perfer to fish around the full
moon each month,”" notes Green.
“Generally, five or six days before
and after il seem lo bring the best
results, although 1've fished during all
phases of the moon and caught bass "

During the late summer, Green
concentrates on main lake points,
channel drops. brush piles and
grasslines, rather than {ishing creeks
or the backs of coves. His primary
depth range is between five and about
i8 feet

“My favorite night lure is probably
a spinnerbait,"’ he explains, “‘and I try
to fish it very slowly along the contour
of the bottom, just bumping it along.

“1 fish a spinnerbait with a single
big Size 6 or 8 blade so I get a lot of
vibration, and I work it very slowly,
Other anglers don't fish as deep and
many prefer to fish faster, but a
deeper, slower relrieve seems Lo
catch larger bass more consistently.”

Another lure Green suggests for
night fishing is the plastic worm,
although like his spinperbait, it's
larger than normal. His [avorite size
is a 12-inch worm, rigged with a
37/8-ounce slip sinker and with the
hook imbedded to make it weedless,

"“The big worm is something a lit-
tle different,”’ says Green. 'l don'l
think the bass have seen very many
worms thal size, and from the results
I've had with it, | think they like it "

Green works the big worm slower
than normal, keeping it around brush
and cover longer than he would a
smaller Jure. He jigeles and shakes it,
|erawls it around, and hops it In and
{oul of the cover belore he reels it
back.

Green suggesis anglers choose a
small portion of a lake to fish, and get-
ting there before darkness falls, He
also recommends anglers keep boat
noise and illumination to a minimum
when fishing in the dark

“1 believe bright lights from a boal
may frighten bass, " says the Johnson
Outboards pro, “although if you're
sitting in @ spol and hear another boat
coming, vou shouldn’t hesistate to
switch on vour boal's running lights
to show your position

“It's also important to go fishing
with a partner if at all possible, in
case you need help for any reason
During the day there is usually
enough boat traffic around that you
can signal for aid, but they won't be
there at night."”

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Deer Gun Season Scheduled
November 12-21 In Kentucky

Approximately 170,000 hunters are
preparing for the 1988 Kenlucky deer
gun season November 12-21. Accor-
ding to estimates by the Department
of Fish and Wildlife Resources, close
to 70,000 deer will be harvested by gun
hunters during this period

There have been several changes in
regulations this season. One of the
most important concerns the use of
the two deer tags included in a deer
permit. How these tags may be used
depends upon zone regulations, so
read the deer hunting guide accom
panying the permit carefully

The season limit for deer is two,
regardless of method, However, in
some zones hunlers are permitled to
lake two deer with a gun, while in
others gun hunlers are limited to on-
lv one deer. In those zones where two
deer can be harvested by gun, both
may be taken al the same Lime pro-
vided both deer are legal

All deer, (including those taken by
landowners), taken in Kentucky must
be checked in at a official check sta
tion. Although landowners are nol re-
quired to obtain a deer permit, they
are required (o attach a piece of paper
to the harvested deer stating their
name, address, the date when the
animal was harvested and the coun-
ty where the animal was harvested
Deer must be tagged or identified by
landowners immediately after being
taken and before the carcass is
moved

Any legal weapon may be used to
take deer during the gun season. All
hunters hunting during the gun
season, or on hunts whore firearms
are permitted, must wear ope arlicle
of completely hunter orange. A cap,
vest, jacket or coverall of entirely
hunter orange s permissible. Hunters
using rifles or shotguns may have a
magazine capacity of no more than 10
rounds. Rilles must be 240 caliber or
larger with a minimum cartridge
case length of 1-1/2 inches, Only
shotguns 10-20 gauge may be used
with slugs. No buckshot or other shot
is permitled Lo hunt deer

Hunters who hunt oo private lands
must obtain either writlen or oral per
mission to hunt. Hunters should also

be sure to carefully read the 1988 Deer

Hunting Guide attached Lo each deer

CHANGES IN HUNTING
ON PEABODY COAL COMPANY
LAND

Deer hunters shouid be aware that
procedures for hunting on land own-
ed by the Peabody Coal Company
have changed, and thal Peabody land
Is no longer open to public hunting
first-come, first-served.

Only those hunters who applied in
advance and were selected by ran-
dom drawing by the Department of
Fish and Wildlife Resources will he
permitted to gun hunt. Peabody Coal
Company and the Department of Fish
and Wildlife Resources signed a
cooperative wildlife management
agreement last summer 10 manage
the deer population on Peabody lands
more effictently through drawn gun
hunts. '

Also, due to its close proximity to
Peabody lands, Lhe White City
Wildlife Management Area (WMA)
located in Hopkins County will follow
the same procedure for deer gun hun-
ling this year. Bowhunters who wish
to apply for a permit to hunt on
Peabody lands may do so until
November 30. Applications should be
made to the Department of Fish and
Wildlife Resources, Division of
Wildlife, #1 Game Farm Road,
Frankfort, Ky. 40601. Bowhunters on
White City WMA are not required Lo
obtain a permit.

'Killer Teacher' Is Teacher Of Year

If you were to walk into Lowell
Martin’s biology classroom al Allen
Cenltral High School, you would find
a typical science room with things
such as a human skeleton model,

This sentiment is shared with the
mgjority of the student body at ACHS,
for Martin was elected lo receive the
“Teacher of the Year' award, which
was presented by Student Council ex-
ecutive officers al the graduation
ceremony, June 3, in response to a
vote by the student body. This is the
second consecutive year Martin has
been selected for the award.

One criteria for receiving the
award is to demonstrate outstanding
teaching. There are few who ap-
proach teaching with the profes-
sional, business-like manner which
hinges onto a "“Bill Cosby personali-
ty,"” as one student described him. He
seems o be able to accomplish learn-
ing when other teachers might
become discouraged and give up.

His approach varies as he attempis
to gain the students’ attention and as
the attempts to try to give the
students’ an association for their lear-
ning. He accomplishes this associa-
tion by using a variety of facial ex-
pressions and by using body
language. For example, during one

class session, he was caught imitating
a stalking monster when the principal
walked into the room unannounced.
Likewise, it's nothing unusual lo see
Martin do something like take his
shoe off to have students associate
that the term "‘poda’ means ‘“‘foot™’.
In addition, during a class lecture, an
attentive student is rewarded by some
sly note of humor which could be
missed if one really isn't tuned in.

Occasionally, there is a student who
is reluctant to dissect a frog or a pig,
however, Martin does not give up, In-
stead, he assumes a voice of a Cosby
character which, in turn, persuades
a reluctant student to perform the
dissection and to almost enjoy it.

Having observed it firsthand,
Angela Wood, a senior, stated: *“Mr,
Martin knows you're smart, and he
knows you can do it, but he wants you
to find it out.”

Soon to graduate, Aaron Kidd said
with genuine regret: ‘T wish I'd taken
anatomy and physiology under Mr
Martin this year.”

Likewise, an 1987 ACHS graduate,
Serena Thornsbury, who is a current
sophomore at Alice Lloyd College,
recently stated, “'If it hadn't been for
Mr. Martin's class, 1'd have been lost
in my college biology course.

Like Thornsbury, other ACHS
students reflect upon their years in
Martin's classes with appreciation for
what they learned and for the genuine
care which was extended for their in-
dividual achievement.

Another criteria used for being
chosen outstanding teacher was the
overall contributions to improve the
school, Martin is known for his
“Rebel Spirit and School Pride" at
ACHS and throughout the communi-
ty. He is an enthusiast of sports and
academics alike, always calling al-
tention to achievements in each area
and always being ready to lend a help-
ing hand.

Many times, he has shed his shirt
and tie to participate in school spirit
“'dress-up’ events which sometimes
result in & James Dean look with
black leather jacket, black slacks
which reveal white socks and loafers,
and to complete the look, his hair is
greased back (this is a favorite
among students and faculty) ; al other
times. a bright orange-red wig turns
him into a clown; and on any ordinary
day, you will not find him absent of
a Rebel marker of some kind whether
it's his tie, a peel-oif pateh, or a rebel
hat!

Within the school, he has involved
students, faculty, adminisiration,
staff and community in a variety of
projects to enhance the physical en-
vironment while fostering unity and
pride throughout the years. During
Lhe 1987-88 school year, a giant-sized
unity circle mural was painted on the
inside wall of the gymnasium which
featured the four schools which were
consolidating to make Allen Central:
Wayland, Maytown, Garrett, and
Martin. The painting was completed
by Mack Martin, local artist and
teacher at ACHS. Funds todo the art
work were raised the efforts
of a Shoot-A-Thon fundraiser which
was organized by Martin in which
students gained sponsors who pledg-
ed money for each basket they made
up to 100 shots. In addition to the uni-
ty mural, part of the funds were used
to purchase a glass-cased announce-
ment board which was mounted near
the office and some outside shrubs
were to replace those
which had died from earlier
plantings.

Other recent projects have includ-
ed construction of two mini-parks;
“AC Shines,”” which is a giant
limestone rock display which reads
“*ACHS". The second is a Teacher
Retirement Park called “Leader’s

Lane,"" which contains commemora-
tive plaques listing the names of the
retired teachers and their number of
years of service at ACHS. Another re-
cent project was planting an eight-
foot Colorado Blue Spruce in the
center of the campus to be lighted
each year at Christmas. Also, another
project was the flags project which is
located in the center of the campus.

Two projects are ongoing. One is
the annual beautification of the cam-
pus through planting shrubs and
flowers. The second is keeping a
record of the perfect atendance
awards within the school and
recognizing students who have
perfect attendance—six hours of
school each day for a year,

These projects are ‘‘extra-
curricular’” responsibilities which
Martin enjoys doing (in addition to
teaching 150 students each day)
because they contribute to the
development of school spirit and
unity.

After receiving the “Teacher of the
Year" award, Martin expressed ap-
preciation for the award, and humbly
expressed that “'he was one of many
who made the system work."

In formal preparation for teaching,
Martin attended Caney Junior College
tnow Alice Lloyd Collegeé) and
graduated from the University of
Kentucky with a double major in
history and biology. In addition, he
has studied at the University of
Missouri at Kansas City, Mo. After his
educational preparation, he taught
one year in Lexington and eight years
at Maytown prior to teaching at Allen
Central when the school opened in
1972,

Presently, Martin resides at
Langley with his wife, Patricia, who
is also a teacher at Maytown Grade
School, and his son, Kevin.

The Eastern Kentucky Network is
one of the five networks that Foxfire
has established across the country,
and it has the distinction of being the
oldest. Established in 1986, the pur-
pose of the network is to provide en-
couragement and support for
teachers as they begin Lo make use of
the hands-on, experiential approach
to learning that has become the
hallmark of the Foxfire organization.

PCC Offers ‘Ky. Bicentennial Bookshelf

The “'Kentucky Bicentennial
Bookshelf" is a series of small books
sponsored by the Kentucky Historial
Events Celebration Commission and
published by the University of Ken-
tucky Press to celebrate two cen-
turies of the history and culture of the
Commonwealth,

With subjects ranging from Indians
to doctors and wooden plows to quilts,
the series attempls to cover every
aspect of the state’s rich history, both
famous and infamous, humble and
speclacular

The following selections are only a
few of the titles that are available at
the PCC library

The Shawnee, by Jerry Clark. In
1768, a band of Shawnee warned
Daniel Boone o leave the state, and
until 1794 and the battle of Fallen
Timbers, settlers did well le
remember thal warning. The bitter
struggle between the whites and
Shawnee for possession of Kentucky
has lefl ils mark in the legends of the
area, Known as the “'dark and bleody
ground,” Kentucky was claimed by
many Indian tribes in the 18th
century,

Clark describes the almost con.
tinual wanderings of the Shawnee
from their home in Ohio to their hunt-
ing grounds in the Cumberland
Valley. With their trails crisscrossing
the state, they facilitated the settle-
ment of the region and their own
demise,

Kentucky's Age of Wood, by Ken-
neth Clarke. Kentucky's pioneers

were not rich by today's consumer
standards, but they were wealthy
with the God-given gifts of nature,
their own hard work and ingenuity.
From standing timber, a frontiers-
man could house his family and stock,
build fences around his boundaries,
make a toy for a child, an egg basket
for his wife, and a hundred other
necessities and pleasures.

This book with its delicate line
drawings and non-technical text, will
leave the modern Kentuckian in awe.
Without directions or sawmills, the
pioneer carved out of the majectic
forest of this land a life for himself
and his family, He defended it against
the natives and he raised enough food
lo survive. He was truly amazing.

Audubon, by L. Clark Keating.
Although his years in Kentucky came
long before publication of the
monumental Birds of America, John
James Audubon was already painting
scenes from nature that were to make
him famous.

Keating gives us a captivating ac-
count of Audubon’s sojourn in Ken-
tucky from his arrival in 1807 as a
gregarious 22-year-oid storekeeper to
his departure in 1819. Although brief,
the time Audubon speat in the Com-
monwealth was significant. It was
here that his children were born, here
that his avocation with bird painting
developed and flourished, and here
that he met the noted ornithologist
Alexander Wilson who is credited
with inspiring his life's work.

Old Burnside, by Harriette Arnow.
Returning once again to an area she

presented so vividly in Seedfime on
the Cumberland and Flowering of the
Cumberland, Arnow adds Old Burn-
side to her list of credits. In this latest
regional study set against the back-
drop of her own youth, she relates the
history of the Pulaski County, com-
munity of Burnside from earliest set-
tlement until the building of Lake
Cumberland which inundated the
lower part of the town.

Arnow gives a delightful account of
what it was like to be a small town
Kentucky child in the first quarter of
the 20th century. She describes the
fascination of river and railroad traf-
fic, the excitement of school days, and
the lure of the town's general stores
along with the endless hardship of
chores and errand running. Her por-
trayal is so charming and her style so
graceful that one is apt to overlook the
extensive regional information to
found in this small volume and just
enjoy a good story well told.

The Kentucky Thoroughbred, by
Ken Hollingsworth. This is a chroni-
cle of a few good horses, the people
who raised them, and the state that
nurtured them. From Saragen to
Domino to Man O'War and Bold
Ruler, Hollingsworth, the supremely
knowledgeable editor of *‘The Bond-
Horse,"” presents a dramatic account
of the development of the thorough-
bred in Kentucky. From frontier
days, when a horse race was con-
ducted in open fields as a horse-to-
horse challenge to the present day
spectacular, the history of the Sport
of Kings is narrated in the charming
style of good storyteller.

The Kentucky Theroughbred traces
the bloodlines of eight outstanding
stallions who were raised in the gently
rolling pasturelands of the lush
bluegrass of Kentucky.

A Brittle Sword, by Richard Slone.
Kentucky has an unusually in-

teresting miulitary history. As an out-
post of the advancing frontier, the
state played a crueial military role in
the history of the early Republic. Ken-
tucky's state militia enrolled under
federal law every able-bodied adult
male who happened to live in what
was then the westernmost part of
Virginia. This militia helped secure
the West for white settlement during
the bloody Indian wars, suffered
defeat in the War of 1812, and con-
tributed to victories in the battles of
the Thames and New Orleans.

With the Civil War, the once-strong
state militia was sundered as
members joined opposite sides of a
war that was to disrupt the state's
economic and social progress for
more than 50 years. In A Britlle
Sword, the author provides a lively in-
terpretation of Kentucky's citizen-
soldiers from the Indian Wars o the
formation of the National Guard.

The Kentucky Shakers, by Julia
Neal. In 1805, at the height of early
religious excitement in Kentucky,
three Shakers from New Lebonon,
New York—John Meacham, Benja-
min Youngs, and Issachar Bates—
came to the new land seeking con-
verts, Soon there were little com-
munities of Believers at Pleasant Hill
in Mercer County and at South Union
in Logan County.

Neal uses detailed journals and
other records kept by the com-
munities to chronicle the Shakers ear-
ly struggles against poverty and
persecution. Her account of these
centers of ecstatic worship and com-
munal life is simple and beautiful. It

shows us a fascinating part of Ken-
tucky's past,

Medicine in Kentucky, by Joh Ellis.
The [irst settlers came to Kentucky
with the hopes that it would be an
Eden of Health. Instead the fevers
and dysenteries they had fled from
soon followed. Fortunately, the
travelers brought with them a tradi-
tion of medicine that mingled Euro-
pean doctrines with the lore of
medicinal herbs and folk remedies.
This compact volume is an informed
and entertaining essay describing the
efforts of physicians and laymen to
keep illness at bay during Kentucky’s
first 200 years.

Kentucky Quilts and Their Makers,
hy Mary Clark. Quilting has been a
significant craft in Eastern Kentucky
since its pioneer beginnings. The need
for warmth led to the padding and
layering of fabrics, the need to utilize
fabric seraps led to piecing and pat-
chwork, and finally, the need for ar-
tistic expression led to individual
design and fine needlework. This lit-
tle book is a sampling of Kentucky
quilters and their work. Here are the
traditional, the nontraditional, and
the extraordinary along with the
stories and folk lore that accompany
the craft.

Kentucky Quilts offers a tribute to
the women of the Commonwealth who
for generations have created beauti-
ful quilts, and to the museums and in-
dividuals who have taken the trouble
to preserve them.

TALKING TURKEY

The national Turkey Federation of
Reston, Va., offers the following Lips
for handling and storing turkey;

Uncooked turkey, like any other
perishable meat, should never be held
at room temperature for more than
two hours,

Thaw the whole bird or turkey parts
or culs in the refrigeralor, never on
kitchen countertops, To thaw a whole

turkey, place unwrapped turkey ona
tray in the refrigerator. Allow five
hours per pound to completely thaw,

Da not partially cook turkey. Finish
the cooking once it is starled,

Stuff turkey just before cooking, or
cook stuffing in a separate dish.
Remove stuffing from turkey right
after cooking and place in separate
container before storing uneaten
turkey in refrigerator.

Reheat leftovers thoroughly to al
least 165%degrees. Boil leftover gravy
for one minute before serving.

Whole turkey may be stored frozen
for 12 months. Leftover cooked turkey
may be stored frozen for four months,

Leftover cooked turkey will keep
one to two days in the refrigerator at
40°.

SAVORY CELERY
AND ONION STUFFING
{Makes enough to stuff a 12-pound
turkey, or 10 to 12 servings)

1/2 ¢. margarine or butter

1-1/2 e. eelery, chopped

1-1/2 ¢. enion, chopped

10 ¢, dry bread cubes

3/4 ¢, chicken broth

1 egg, beaten

2 tsp, poultry seasoning

1/2 tsp. salt

1/4 1sp. pepper

WAYLAND, KENTUCKY, AND ITS
SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS,
LINES, POLES AND EQUIPMENT
