Set Monday 

Patton Hearing Continues Tonight 
Public hearings on homelessness 

and relat~ issues in Eastern Ken­
tuc.Jcy will be held Monday. Dec. 5 in 
Prestonsburg at the senior citizens' 
center at Archer Park from 10 a.m. 
to 1 p.m. 

The hearings are being conducted 
by the Kentucky Advisory Council on 
the Homeless, an advisory body on 
state policy appointed by the 
governor. 

The number of persons considered 
homeless in America has steadily in· 
creased since the beginning of this 
decade and current estimates in­
dicate between 2 and 4 million people 
are homeless in this country. A great 
number of the homeless are families 
with children, according to Christian 
Appalachian Project officials. 

"When we think of the homeless, we 
may only have images of large cities 
with derelicts lying on sidewalks and 
in doorways of abandoned buildings. 
A truer picture of those who have 
become homeless since 1980 would in­
clude young couples with children, as 
well as single parents and the elder­
ly. Many of these people have lost jobs 
due to plant closings and layoffs. 
About one-third of the homeless have 
jobs, but do not make enough to pay 
high rents and other expenses; of­
ficials said. 

Man Found 
Dead In 
Fire Debris 

A Floyd County man was found 
dead in the remains of a camper 
trailer fire early Thanksgiving mor­
ning on Stratton Branch. according 
to Post 9 of the Kentucky State 
Police.

Although the hour was late. few of 
the spectators attending a due pro­
cess hearing for l''loyd County 
School Transporation Supervisor Ed 
Patton left, although the hearing did 
not recess until the wee hours of 
Thanksgiving morning. 

Beginning at 7 p.m. and lasting un­
til 1:30 a.m., the hearing recessed 
with testimony from only two 
witnesses, and will be continued 
tonight in the board's offices. The 
hearing is open to tbe pu.blic. 

During last Wednesday's seg­
ment, Floyd School Board members 
and the audience heard lengthy 
testimony from Superintendent 
Ronald Hager concerning 17 com­
plaints brou~t against the l.ranspor· 
ta tion supe_rvisor. 

More than 25 witnesses are ex­
pected to testify tonjght in Palton 's 
behalf. 

Patton. who has been director of 
transportation in the 23-school 
district for nearly rive years. is 
charged with insubordination. 
breaking state law. violating board 
policy and neglect of duty. 

Patton•s attorney. Ned 
Pillersdorf, has charged that the 
alleged violations are a pretext fvr 
the board's primary agen­
da-retaliation against .Patton for 
supporting school board candidate 
Ricky Hamilton, rather than incum­
bent Dr. Mary Hall. 

Pillersdorf asked at the outset of 
Wednesday's hearing that Ha1l be 
disqualified from participating, but 
his request was denied by hearing of­
ficer F.C. Brian of Mt. Sterlin~. 

Practicing Extraction 

Among the most ser1ous allega­
tions against Patton are that he clos­
ed three schools on Thursday. Oct. 
13. due to the teachers' ''s1ckout . 
but that he has authority to close 
schOQ!..s only in cases of inclement 
weather, and that he violated state 
law in purchasing items from ven­
dors not on the distl'ict's approved 
bid list. 

Pillersdorf said during Wednes­
day's hearing that Patton tS being 
used as a scapegoat for the board's 
frustrations at the teachers' sickout. 

In his opening statement, the at­
torney for tbe board. Paul Gordon of 
Francis and Kesee in Prestonsburg. 
recited the charges against Pattol'l, 
and asked the board to "listen to all 
evidence for both sjdes. and make a 
fair and impartial decision.'·

Following are specific charges 
against Patton, and Hager's 
testimony .• Patton is expected to 
testify in his own behalf tonight, and 
his C()mments will be published in 
next week's edition. 

-That Patton submitted an out· 
of-distnct travel request to Hager to 
attend the Kentucky Assoctation of 
Pupil Transportation supervisors 
meeting in Louisville Sept. 28 and 29. 
Hager said Patton later sent him a 

memo indicattng he would be out of 
town Sept. 28·30. noting that his 
secretary could handle matters in 
his absence, and would know where 
to contact him at all times. 

Hager testified that Pat ton did not 
submit an amended out-of-district 
ttavel request. and said that he im­
properly delegated his authority to 
bis secretary, who was not qualified 
to serve as transportation director in 
Patton's absence. 

Hager said he felt the secretary 
"was not qualified to act as 
superrntendent for three days." 
Hager said while he did not doubt 
that Patton attended the seminar on 
the day in question, he should have 
filed an amended travel request. 

-That Patton was asked to eon­
tact all bus drivers and contract per· 
sonnel to complete proper bus and 
vehicle evacuation of students drills. 
according to a Sept 12 memo. Pat­
ton was to have complied with the 
request and obtained the drivers' 
signatures by Sept. 30. 

Hager testified that districts

Council Approves 
ABC Regulations 

The Prestons.burg City Council ap­
proved an ordinance on regulations 
for the sale and consumption of 
alcoholic beverages at the regularly 
scheduled meeting Monday night. 

The ordinance will combine the 
working of previous related or­
dinances, and contains stronger 
language about regulation and 
enforcement. 

''We just wanted to get everything 
under one ordinance so we know 
where we stand, and put more teeth 
in it, •· said Larry Brown, city at­
torney and city Alcohol Beverage 
Commission administrator who 
drafted the ordinance. 

An amendment added to the or­
dinance says that the licenses can no 
longer be reimbursed for license costs 
paid back against the liquor sales tax. 
Mayor Latta said that in some cases, 
licensees were basically getting 
licenses free of charge. The monthly 
reimbursement will end Dec. 1. The 
new ordinances provides that 50 per­
cent of the establisbment's sales be 
food, and that at least lunch and din· 
ner be served; that it have a 
minimum seating capacity of 100 with 
tables; and that records be provided 
showing that the preceeding two re­
qwrements are meL There is also a 
basis for license denial by the city Cor 
previous violations or drug traffick­
ing, and selling hours exclude 
Christmas. Election Day until after 
the polls close, Sundays, and that~ 
ple must be off the premises at least 
one hour after closing. 

The ordinance was passed by coun­
cil members present, with coun­
cilman Paul Josepti abstaining. 

The city council also passed an 
emergency amendment to a previous 
ordinance annexing the Holiday Inn 
into the city. There was previously no 
mention of ending boundaries in the 
ordinance. Tbe dosing boundary will 
go across U.S. 23 at the Holiday Inn 
and follow the right-of-way back to 
Prestonsburg Village where it begins. 

A motion was passed to have the ci­
ty attorney advise the owner of the 
Pelphrey Grocery building on South 
Lake Drive that the city may tear 
down the building and place a lean on 
the property beCause there was no ac­
tion taken on a building permit 

An order was issued bv the state 
Department of Housing to do some­
thing about the building, but was set 
aside when the permit was issued. 
Councilman Joseph opened the 
motion. 

City manager Fred .Tames reported 
that the city purchased three. police 
cars for $6,100. A motion was passed 
by lhe C()uncil for the city manager to 
use tbe oldest of the cars purchased, 
and that car would also be used as a 
backup police car. 

In other business, Mayor Latta an­
nounced that the city received the Ap­
palachian Regional Commission's 
matching grant for the Main Street 
program. 

Latta also reported that the state

Garrett Water Company Files 
With PSC For Proposed Rate Hike 

Francis Water Company in Gar­
rett recently proposed a 60 percent 
base rate increase for residential 
customers, and a 107 percent base 
rate increase for commercial 
customers. 

The proposed increases. sent to 
the state Public Service Commis­
sion, are needed because of water 
treatment supply cost increases. 
customer account expense increases 
due to postal rates. depreciation. in­
creases in labor, insurance and pro­
fessional costs, and old lines that are 
in mcreastng need of repair 

If approved by the PSC. residents 
will see base rates co to 1.000 
gallonsl increase from $7.25 to 
$11.60.. or 60 percent; additional 
water rates < 1.001 to 22,000 gallons I 
will increase approximately 25 per· 
cent. 

Commercial customers, currently 
charged $7 25 for up to 1,000 gallons 
of water, will see their basE' rat~ rise 
107 percent, to $15 Additional water 
use up to 22.000 gallons w11l reflect a 
25 percent increase over previous 
rates. if the proposal is approved. 

Tipple operators using up to 60,000 
gallons of water face a 69 percent 
rate increase. from $75.25 to $127.50; 
additional costs, previously $1 per 
1,000 gallons, may increase to $1.25 
per 1,000 gallons. 

The PSC may order rates to be 
charged different from the com­
pany's proposed rates, and a public 
bearing, if requested by residents, 
may be held.

When an infant under the age of five months needs 
to be administered medication. it is best to take ad· 
vantage of the mnate sucking action. Babies of this 
age have a tongue action that is geared toward 
receiving nourishment from a nipple. To attempt to 
feed the medication with a spoon is sure to be met 
with rejection. Thus, the best route to follow is ad­
ministration with a dropper or syringe. Simply plac­
ing the end of the dropper in the middle portion of 
the tongue with the baby's head elevated 45 degrees 
is almost sure to elicit the sucking response. As for 
taste, the infant's ability to discern taste is not as 
highly developed as it will be later on. The most 
highly developed region of the tongue is the tip. 
Avoid it if the taste of the medication is 
objectionable.

When hands are badly stained from 
gardening, mix a teaspoon of sugar 
with warm, soapy water to clean 
them.

Fresh lemon juice will remove 
on1on scent from hands 

To prevent fading, soak colored c~­
tons in strong salt water overnight. 
This wiiJ set the color. 

Cover small cabbage plant:; from 
root to first leaf wtth aluminum foil 
to prevent wonns. 

Substitute crushed cornflakes for 
pecans in pies. They will rise to the 
top the same as nuts.

1 tsp vinegar <optional> 
1 celery rib. finely diced <2 tbsp. l

1/2 cup good-quality mayonnaise

the Methodist Church's Volunteers 
in Missions program. 

Last summer. local Methodists ac­
cepted an exchange minister from 
England while their pastor filled the 
pulpit overseas. And Scholtz' dream 
of a Fapilly Life Center through 
which the· church would serve the 
community is close to being a reality 
because of the congregation's 
generosity and support 

Scholtz' activism goes back to his 
childhood. An early bout with polio, 
poverty, and some tragic family ex­
periences left him with a will to do as 
much as he can for others and with 
an understanding of the gamut of 
human problems. 

At newly integrated Danville High 
School in the late 1960s. Scholtz was 
elected student body president, forg­
ing a coalition of blacks and whites. 

While at Duke University Divinity 
School. he shocked his small North 
Carolina congregation by preaching 
at a black church, and then prepared 
his own church to accept its first 
woman minister. 

He serves as a role model in 
parenting for many in his 
Prestonsburg congregation. With 
shades of "Mr. Mom," he steps into 
the care-giving role for children. 

12, while his 
wife is in Huntington part of the 
week in her job as clinical nutri­
tionist for the Veterans Administra­
tion Hospital. 

Scholtz' latest community effort is 
as an appointed le14der on the Blue 

Ribbon Committee, commissioned 
by the Floyd County Board or 
Educalion to study the school 
system 

"Many people have told me they 
would never serve on the commltlef'., 
but they're thankful I am," says the 
minister who jogs several mnes a 
day. "Many of them are not in a 
position to speak out, but I can and 
they know I will. " 

Scholtz characterizes the commtt· 
tee, which is charged with examin· 
ing the school system and recom­
mending changes. as a "thankless 
job except for the future of our 
children.·· 

In the meantime, Scholtz is also 
writing a book., which will be a col· 
lection of his private writings over 
the years of his mimstry, here and at 
other churches. The writing started, 
he says, as a sort of vent for his own 
emotions and as part of his legacy to 
his children. "to let them know what 
their father stands for and how 
much ~d and my relation to him 
mean to me.'· 

Scholtz doesn't mind being 
criticized for his activism. "We are 
not to get caught up in the world to 
the point where we lose focus on 
God," he says, "but we live here and 
must be concerned with the con· 
cerns of the world, the homeless, the 
hungry. the condition of the environ· 
ment and other moral and ethical 
ISsues.'' 

The pastor downplays his own 
role. "God is God and he will be vic­
tonous, whe~er I'm here or not."

The open hearing is scheduled for 
10 a.m. to 1 p.m., Monday, Dec. 5 at 
the Archer Park Senior Citizens 
Center on Highway 460 in Prestons­
burg. 

The hearing is being co-sponsored 
by the Kentucky Advisory Council on 
the Homeless, the Kentucky Coalition 
for the Homeless and tbe state 
Department for Mental Health and 
Mental Retardation Services. 

Invitations to attend have been sent 
to city, county and slate officials in 
the Big Sandy, FIVCO, Gateway and 
Kentucky River area development 
districts. Representatives have also 
been requested ~f homeless service 

providers such as community kit· 
cbens and shelters, and any clients 
being served by those agencies. 

The hearing is open to anyone con· 
cerned with the problems of an 
estimated 36,000 Kentuckians who 
have no fixed, regular or adequate 
place to sleep. 

Input from those attending the 
hearing will be used to determine 
what legislation might be prepared 
for presentation to the 1990 Kentucky 
General Assembly

Toy Safety Tips List{!d 
A toy race car with a driver's 

helmet so small it poses a choking 
hazard. A bamboo snake whose paint 
has a dangerous lead content. Lawo 
darts that have killed and InJUred 
children . A stuffed anima1 mobile 
with a cord long enough to strangle a 
baby. 

These are just ~orne of lhe unsafe 
toys and children's products that 
nine Department for Health Ser­
vices inspectors are looking for in 
their annual pre-holiday inspections 
in about 200 retail stores across the 
state. 

E .P Conyers. manager of the 
department's consumer product 
safety branch. says that inspectors 
look for toys and other children's 
products such as ratlles ana 
pacifiers that do not meel federal 
and state safety standards. 

"We look for items with sharp 
points and edges, small parts and 
painted toys with high lead levels,'' 
Conyers said. "Some toys have to be 
senl to Frankfort for testing-for ex· 
ample, our lab tests for lead content 
in paint 

"Other tovs can eastlv be tested 
right at the store with· equipment 
carried by the inspectors." 

To determine whether a tor or 
part of a toy passes the "small 
parts" test, for example, an inspec­
tor places the piece in question in a 
cylinder with a 1.25 inch diameter. 
If the part fits inside the cylinder, it 
is too small and fails the test 

This year, inspectors will be on the 
lookout for lawn darts. an outdoors 
game banned by the U.S. Consumer 
Product Safety Commission ( CPSCl 
effective in mid-December. While 
the state does not have the authority 
to enforce remova I of the lawn darts 
until the ban goes .into effect. inspec­
tors will watch for them 

"The state inspectors will look for 
Jawn darts and inform retailers that 
they will be banned as of mid­
December," Conyers said. ''They'll 
keep a list of outlets where lawn 
darts were found to facilitate follow­
up after the ban. but some stores will 
remove the lawn darts voluntarily 
before the ban starts.'' 

According to the CPSC. three 
deaths have been associated with 
lawn darts since l!rlO. and an 
estimated 700 lawn-dart injuries are 
treated in emergency rooms every 
year across the country. 

Inspectors give special attention 
to tmported toys, which account for 
the majority of banned playthings 
In addition to looking for imported 
toys on the shelf. state inspectors 
have worked with U.S Customs Ser­
vice officials in Louisville to check 

imported toys before distribution. 
Inspectors have also checked Ken· 

lucky toy manufacturers, distributors 
and importers to help prevent unsafe 
tovs from reachm~ stores. 

Conyers offers the following su~-
gestions for people buying toys: 

- Become an inspector-look for 
sharp edges. loose parts and small 
parts. Make sure that toys are firm­
ly constructed and that buttons, eyes 
and buckles on soft toys are firmly 
atlached 

- Watch age guidehnes listed on 
toys, but also consider the child's 
ability to use a particular toy. Just 
because a toy is labeled for a 5-year­
old does not mean that every 5-year­
old can handle it 

- Don't let the price tag and ap­
pearance be the only guiding fac­
tors. Look for toys that will be 
durable. 

-Don't let ins~tions stop in the 
store. Make sure that toys operate 
properly as children play with them, 

Periodically check all toys and 
repair or discard broken ones. 
''Many injuries occur when a 
perfectly safe toy is broken and 
becomes dangerous,'' Conyers said.

Keeping The Holidays Safe ... 
The holiday season is a joyous time 

of year, but it can also be dangerous 
if you don't take precautions to pro­
Lect your borne and family. Careless 
use of holiday decorations causes 
many fires each year. You can assure 
your holidays will be safe as well as 
mercy by following these tips. 

When selecting a Christmas tree, 
make sure it's [resh by shaking it 
lightly. If more than a few needles fall 
off, choose another tree. Ask the 
seller where his or her trees were 
grown. Trees trucked over long 
distances are probably not as fresh as 
those cut nearby. 

Store your tree outside until you are 
ready to use it. Keep the cut end in 
water and shelter the tree from wind 
so 1t won't dry out too quickly. 

When you're ready to put the tree 
in a stand, cut about an inch off the 
trunk. This fresh cut will help the tree 
absorb water and stay fresher longer. 

Place your tree away from the 

ftreplace, radiators and other heat 
sources and water it daily. 

Use only tree lighting sets which 
bave a testing laboratory label. 
Replace any set that's worn. Bare 
wires or a bad connection can easily 
start a fire. Don't overload extension 
cords or run them under rugs. 

Check tree lights each day. If lights 
have caused needles to turn brown, 
shift position of the lights and keep 
them on only for half·bour i>eriods. 

Never use indoor lights outside or 
vice versa. Unplug all lights before 
going to bed or leaving the house. 

If you use candles to decorate your 
home, keep them well away from 
flammable decorations, drapes and 
doorways. Never use real candles in 
windows or trees. Make sure all 
candles are extinguished before leav­
ing the house or going to bed.
