Six Stay Wet, Two Go Dry

Six Prestonsburg precincts will continue to have alcoholic beverages sold, while voters in two opted to
discontinue sales as a result of Saturday’s local option election. Above, voters and precinct workers check

signatures prior to allowing an area resident to cast his ballot,

110 residents voting to stay wet, and
138 to go dry.

Businesses affected include the
Wildcat Lounge, Fraternal Order of

the Cliff No. 2 precinct as well, with  Eagles, Giovanni’s and East Point

Liquor. None of the three served lig-
uor by the drink; each operated un-
der licensesallowing sale of beerand
wine, or retail package sales.

Voters in six precincts, including
those encompassing the Holiday Inn
and Sam an Tonio’s, favored contin-
ved beverage sales.

Bill Francis, a Prestonsburg attor-
ney, served as cochair of the pro-sales
Citizens for Tourism and Growth.

Local option election issues offset
the economic benefits of continued
sales versus the ri?h! of neighbor-
hoods to control sales, and re :
increases in crime.

“l think that the pecople of

Prestonsburg voted for legal control,
wanted tokeep it the way it had been
for almost seven years, and did itin
an overwhelming manner,” Frands
said after the election.

“I think one (precinct voting dry)
was possiblyareactiontoa place that
abused the system, and as for the
other, I'm not really sure.’ were
probably %oin dry because of local
issuesinvolved in those two precingts.
Vs hard to say what caused those
people to vote dry,” Francis added.

"Prestonsburg is a star city for
tourism inEastern Kentucky,and we
hope to develop that more and more
to allow the people of this area tosee
thattourism and outside monies will
be beneficial — that was the whole
election,” said Francis,

In 1982, six precincts opted not to
allow alcoholic beverage sales by an
111-vote margin.

The total ballots cast in the eight-
precinct election Saturday saw 1,236
vote in favor of continued sales, and
889 against.

Greene Named 'Digest’
American Hero In Education

Daniel J. Greene, founder of the
David School, hasbeennamed a 1989
Reader’s Digest American Hero in
Education.

Creene will receive 85,000 from
the company for his efforts to reduce
the high school dropout rate and
improveliteracy in the state’s Appa-
lachianregion. Inaddition, theschool
will be given $10,000 to further pro-
grams initiated by Greene.

The Reader's Digest American
Heroes in Education Awards, a three-
year program launched last Septem-
ber, honorseducatorsin10schools—
individualsor teams of up tosix teach-
ers and principles — responsible for
solving critical problems facing
schoolseverywhere

Greene — along with the other
1989 award recipients — was chosen
from 600 nominations submitted by
fellow educators in public, private
and parochial schools nationwide,
according to Bruce S, Trachtenberg,
Reader’s Digest spokesman.

For the past 20 years, Greene, a
transplanted New Yorker, has been
workingin Eastern Kentucky: Tohelp
the region's economically disadvan-
taged youth — teenagers most likely
to drop out of school and turn to
alcoholand drugs— Greene founded
the David School in 1972,

Theschoolteaches bothbasicskills
and self-reliance. Classroom learn-
ing is supplemented by on-the-job
traininginastudent-rungrocery store
and service station.

Since 1972, the David School has
made a difference in the lives of over
1,000 of the region’s young people,
giving many of thema second chance
atan education, Of the students who
enroll in the school, 95 percent re-
main to earn a high school degree.

Creene’s personal commitmentto
the studenis who attend The David
School isone of the key reasons for its
success, Trachtenberg noted. Greene
visits parents in their homes to get
them involved in their children's
education and to gain their support.

In recent years, the school has
turned itsattention to other concerns.
In 1984, a preschool program was
added togivechildrenin thecommu-
nity a head start and prevent prob-
lems before they occur,

Recently, the school has begun to
address the literacy problem. It was
instrumental in forming the Floyd
County Literacy Courncil, which co-
ordinates the activities of existing
agenciesin the area.

"Greeneisa true Americanhero,”
said George V. Grune, Reader’s Di-
gest chairman and chief executive

officer. “He ig the kind of person not
satisfied just getting the job done. He
asks, ‘What more can 'l do? — and
then does it. We're fortunate that he
has chosen education as his calling.”

The winners were selected by a
panel of leading educators chosenby
the sponsoring organizations. Their
solections were reviewed byasecond
panel responsible for verifying the
information supplied in the nomina-
tions received from schools.

Program sponsors hope that by
showcasing the achievements of the
winningeducators, other teachersand
principles will be inspired to follow
their examples.

“We want to create a ripple effect
throughout our nation’s schools,
encouraging educators everywhere
to strive for their personal best,”
Grune said.

The program- will be held again
for the 1989-90 school years. All
schools will be invited to submit
nominations beginning next August.

The program is jointly sponsored
by the Reader’s Digest Association,
Inc., the National Association of Sec-
ondary School Principals, national
Education association, National As-
sociation of Elementary School Prin-
cipals and American Federation of
Teachers.

Before Being Left In Bucket

State medical examiners have
confirmed, through autopsy, that a
baby born toa Lick Fork teenager on
April 11 was alive before the young
woman put the baby ina lard bucket
in an outbuilding at the family resi-
dence near Hueysville.

Floyd County Coroner Roger
Nelson and Kentucky State Police
detective Joel Newsome are to meet
with law officials tomorrow to pres-
ent the evidence of their investiga-
tion of the case, which alsoinvolved
the improper burial of the infant by
the teenager’s father,

The autopsy report, released offi-
cially on Monday, indicated that the
baby girl probably died within min-
ulesb?]birth of postural asphyxiation,
Nelson said. “The container was
smaller than the baby and all the

weight wasontheneckand head,” he
said.

Nelson said that examiners Dr.
John C. Hunsacker and Dr. George
Nichols agreed that there was airin
the baby’s lungs and that the new-
born “had swallowed some bodily
fluids

The baby, which examiners say
was “anatomically healthy” atbirth,
weighed8-1/2poundsand measured
21 inches long, said Nelson, who
added that the mother’s pregnancy
was full term. The coroner termed the
infant “a beautiful baby.”

The grave in which the father, Si-
tas Slone Sr., buried the baby was 10
inches deep, Nelson said, withabout
four inches of dirt over the body.

Last weck state police charged
Slone with abuse of a corpse and

concealment of a body.

Nelson said he did not believe the
baby’s grandfather “intendeda cover-
up of the baby’s birth. He just didn’t
know the law and was concerned
about his daughter.”

Shortly after giving birth to the
baby, the mother appa_re‘mig had
several fainting spells and lost blood.
She was takentoa local clinic, thento
Highlands Regional Medical Center
and from there to the University of
Kentucky Medical Center, HRMC
officials apparently notified law en-
forcement officials of the birth and
the investigation was begun.

Commonwealth Attorney Jerry
Patton sdid Tuesday that he expects
to confer later this week with Floyd

Hunter Residents Fear
They’ll Soon Be All Wet

Periodically, someof the residents
of Hunter take an inspection walk
down to the bridge that crosses Left
Beaver Creek and links them to KY
122, south of Martin.

They examine the dirty blacktop
pateh to see if the recurring hole has
widened any more since the last time
they looked. They check to see ifany
more railing has fallen off.

The bridge, its concrete base
cracked and peeling to reveal old
shiny pebbles, was reportedly built
in1927. Alma Sammons said she was
alittle girl when the men who built it
“lived in tents” on the site of her
present home on the creekside.

Her husband, Warnie, remembers
a metal marker on the end of the
bridge that gave the date of its erec-
tion. Jokingly, Warnie pronounces
that “a lot of water has run under —
and over — the bridge” since it was
built.

Whenever Left Beaver rises, the
bridge is covered, accordin% to the
Sammons’ daughter-in-law, Brenda.
"Abouta month ago when the water
gotup we wereblocked foreightto 10
hours,” shesaid, adding thatgarbage
drivendown thecreek by high water
compounds the problem.,

Over the years, the 62-year-old

bridge has also borne the weight of
coal trucks during sporadic coal
booms.

In March, an inspector with the
state Department of Transportation
gavethebridgea passing grade, with
a 5-ton weight limit. That means that
two 2,500-pound cars with a couple
of passengers each could overtax the
bridge’s s The butane gas
truck that has to cross the bridge on
regularservice trips bly exceeds
the weight limit, Brenda Sammons
said,

"“The state inspector said this was
the worst bridge he had examined,”
claims Warnie Sammons, al

officials with DOT's Pikevilledistrict
office would say only that the bridge
passedimpétﬁm.

Denton Biliter, chief engineer with
the PikeviﬂedDOT ofﬁce,l said that
“appearancedoesn’talwaysindicate
a gridge’s structural integrity.” He
added thatthebridgeisdeemed “safe
for the load limit that's allowed.”

Mark McDaniel, spokesman for
the Transportation Cabinet in
Frankfort, said thatifa county “posts
all bridges that need to be posted,”
the county becomes eligible for fed-
eral bridge funds. Under the federal
off-bridge system, the federal gov-
ernment will putup 80 percent of the
money for the replacement bridge,

with the cmm‘? responsible for 20
percent, he said.

Biliter, who estimated the cost of

placing the Hunter bridge as “any-
where between $100,000 and
$500,000, said the bridge is not on
the department’s replacement list.

Meanwhile, Hunter residents say
thatif the bridge should collapse, to

in fact, thecenter of theircommunity.

The women, she recalls, brought
their dirty clothes to theschool every
Friday afternoonand joined inakind
of community wash. Themenstopped
by after a long week’s work, started
water fights and played with their
children in a fabulous family-com-
munity spirit.

“Those children on Skull Creek,”
she says, “were among the smartest
I'veeverseen.” Istherea correlation?

The lady, her rambling home
crammed with homemade treasures,
alsosuspects teachers havelostsome
of the creativity that abets learning,
Without film strips, duplicating
machines, fancy materials and pro-
grammed activity books, this former
teacher had to reach inside herself
and look around her forinstructional
ideas.

She taught mathandreading while
her students sewed costumes for
school productions. She made up

games to teach geography. She em-
ployed nature, free to all, to explain
scientific principles.

With language often spicy, the
former teacherstrongly believes that
theclassroomistheteacher’'sdomain
and no place foraschool administra-
tor or a state inspector. She implies
that teaching became less fun when
the large feet of the county official
and thestatebureaucrat wedged their
way in the classroom door.

Shedoes not hold back in her criti-
cism of politicized school boards, her
words unashamedly salty on the
subject, But she is just as critical of
stateinterference.

She delights in the story of the

timeastateevaluator visited herclass
and attempted to be subtle in assess-
ing the students” knowledge. The
evaluator made the mistake of asking
one of theteacher’s brightest students
to explaina concept.

At the evaluator’s insistence, the
young man went over and over his
explanationuntil finally, inexaspera-

Listening toherrecall the
scene, you can just see the concerned
teacher cradle the little boy in his
arms as he shivers in terror that the
huge machine is going to crash into
the schoolhouse.

And her mind is a safe for thou-
sands of family secrets and closet
skeletons told to her over theyearsby
young charges.

Seemingly happy in retirement,
this teacher of all ages still insists, “I
never workedaday thatlhated.] put
in a day’s work and then some.”

On the front page isan article that
announces that Kentucky River Coal
Corp. and Catesby W. Clay, presi-
dent of the corporation, had an-
nounced a$1 millionscholarship fund
for students in the Kentucky River
counties of Knott, Letcher, Perry and
Leslie to “allow” students from this
area to attend college in Lexington.
Aneditorial in the same edition talks
about there being “no modern civic
centers in Hazard, no public gymna-
siums in Harlan.” The editorial goes
on to say that “Exxon expects to pay
theseveral milliondollarsindamage
clean-up costs from the oil spill. There
has been no similar effort by compa-
nies whoseblastingand digging have
ruined water supplies and scarred
mountains, and no full-page apolo-
gies for the damage done to their
state.”

However, there is an effort by on
companyand its president, Kentucky
River Coal, to fund scholarships for
students who would leave the area
and go to college and, according to
the president of Transylvania, "We
don’t anticipate any problems find-
ing qualified students in this area,
Oturadmissions peopletravel through
there all the time and report to us
many fine students.”

Wouldn’t it be something of
Catesby Clay and other executives of
large coal companies who own and
profitfrom thearea “traveled through
the area from time to time”? If they
did, they would find notonly “many
fine students,” but many fine institu-
tions of highereducation. Alice Lloyd
College, located in Knott County —
one of the counties the scholarships
are intended to help — has a long-
standing commitment to the arca,
charges no tuition to students from
the very area Kentucky River Coal
Company supposedly wants to help,
and even has a strong history of pro-
viding leadershiptotheareathrough
its graduates; Union College and
Pikeville College have strong tradi-
tions of educating leaders in their
service area, and Cumberland Col-
lege educates more native Appala-
chian students than any private col-
lege in America.

“Transylvania is a fine institution.
Ithasaglorious pastanda promising

future. The institution deserves sup-
port. However, whencoal companies
and coal executives begin todiscover
civic duty, they need not look to the
Bluegrass to find educational, civicor
other programs that are serving the
very people who mine the coal. We
have plenty of deservinginstitutions
right here in East Kentucky.

Like VISTA workers of yesteryear,
coal companies and coal company
executiveslike to “popin, popoffand
pop out” every so often, then return
to theircountry clubs tocongratulate
each other on their fine community
work. Astheeditorial says, theremay
be no “modern civic center in Haz-
ard, no public gymnasiums in Har-
lan.” There is also no coal in Lexing-
ton, but there is plenty of “coal
money.”

Many corporations throughout
America have a company policy that
they only make grants and gifts to
charitable organizations in the area
where theyhaveemployees or opera-
tions. Coal companies seem to re-
verse that when it comes to East
Kentucky. Theyseem tohavea policy
that they will notsupportcivic causes
orcharitableorganizationsinthearea
where they have operations.

I, and many others in East Ken-
tucky, hopewe willlivetoseetheday
when the people who ownthe wealth
of our area will turn the expertise,
energies, money and technological
expertiseof theircorporations toward
a cooperation with the people of our
area to attack and solve the many
problems of the area, many of which
are created by their own industry.
May then, we will have people mak-
ingannouncementsinLexington that
theircompanies, based in Lexington,
are committing millions of dollars to
make it possible for young people in
the Bluegrass to come to East Ken-
tucky to obtain an education.

Senate Passes Ky. 80 Finance Bill

FRANKFORT, Ky.— An admninistra-
tion coal severance tax package bill to
finance "resource recovery roads," such as
Ky. 80, passed the Senate unanimously
yeslerday.

There was no debate on the measure and
no amendments to deal with the objections
Rep. Joe Clarke, D-Danville, raised when
the House considered it last week and in
interviews with the Herald,

The bill passed 35 to 0.

Clarke, the chairman of the House Ap-
propriations and Revenue Commillee
contends the bill, along with a companion

measure raising the severance tax, would
allow an unlimited amount of the tax's
money to be pledged for construction of
“resource recovery roads."

10 Per Cent Limit

Clark tried unsuccessfully to limit the
amount of severance tax money that could
bepledged for "resourcerecovery roads" to
10 per cent of the tax. No such effort was
made in the Senate.

McClure has said the 10 per cent limit
would not be enough to pay for Ky. 80, but
Clark said later he was more interested in
having a fixed ceiling than necessarily fix-
ing it at 10 per cent.

Sen. Jim Hammond, D-
Prestonsburg, the floor manager of
the bill, went out of the way to at-
tempt to show the definition of "re-
sources recovery roads" would
require that they be coal haul roads.

Hammond later said he did this to show
the "legislature's intent” was that to be
financed under this act a road must carry
"significant” coal haul truck traffic.

Prestonsburg—Seven months
ago, the state attorney general's
office presented evidence toa Floyd
Counly grand jury that resulted in
indictments against 16 people,
including three magisirates, a for-
mer counly clerk and a trial com-
missioner.

Butl Attorney General David Arm-
strong's office did not show the
grand jury 174 allegations of for-
gery prepared by Kentucky State
Police investigalors against Floyd
County Clerk Carla Robinson
Bovd,

Case records obtained under the
state Open Records [aw and re-
viewed by the Herald-Leader last
week said that between 1980 and
1982, Boyd, as a depuly clerk, al-
legedly conspired with her uncle,
Counly Clerk C. Ollie Robinson. to
defraud the state and countly of
funds by typing fictitious receipts
for heavy-truck registration pay-
ments.

The files mentioned no total
amount of money missing, but
Robinson, who died in oflice in
February 1983, left a deficit of
about $500,000. During a hearing
for creditors conducted last month
by Flovd County Master Commis-
sioner Marshall Davidson. the state
Transportation Cabinet filed a
claim for $319,000 for motor ve-
hicle registration fees il failed to
receive from Robinson's office,

The state police documents said
Bovd admitted (yping the fals
registration receipts for her uncle,
somelimes at a rate of seven or
eight a day, for a period of two
years.

"She would not admit to any
monetary gain by the effort,” the
invesligation report said. "Her only
excuse for this action was that it
was her duly to do as she was
instructed.’

Boyd told a reporter: "I'd say the
reason they didn'l prosecute me
was thal I was just following the
bess's orders.

"That's what you do, don't you?"
she asked a reporter. "Because if
you don’t, you won't be there very
long.”

Boyd said she never asked if
what she was doing was illegal. "1
didn'taskany questions,”she said.

Dave Lewis, manager, of the
special prosecutions branch of the
attorney general's office, presented
the results of an 18-month state
police investigation into financial
practices by Floyd County officials
to the grand jury. But he bluntly
said. "No comment" when asked
recenily why he withheld two file

boxes full of evidence against Boyd.

Assistant Attornev General Bar-
bara Whaley, who helped Lewis
prosecule the case, also declined
to comment.

The tone of the audit report, which the
fiscal court received without comment,
was markedly different from that of a

On the question of excess fees, the
amount tumed over to the county treas-
ury proved to be even more meager than
Howell anticipated. According to hisreck-
oning, $13,113 would be left over—a
sharp drop from the $78,039 turned in
the year before, and an embarrassment
to county budget-makers, who had
counted on receiving at least $60.000 in
excess fees for 1985.

In fact, the clerk's audit shows an un-
anticipated deduction of $3600, listed as
"expense allowance," in addition to her
$31,815 salary, the maximum allowed
by law. The deduction reduces to $9,566
the excess fees turned over to the county.

In other areas, however, the auditor’s
figures suggest more restraint than do
those cited by Howell. Where the state
official listed $91,480 in expenditures for
office equipment and supplies, Bryan
lists a total of $65,593. Of that sum, only
$10,472 is listed as having been paid to
Southern Rebinding Co., a firm once
represented by Joe Bolton.

The audit lists gross receipts for 1985
of $4.3 million—the bulk of it from auto
taxes, which are passed on to the state
treasury.

Likewise, a National Mines book-
keeper chuckled at the prospect of
registereing trucks on credit. "l
wouldn't think so." said the book-
keeper, who asked not to be iden-
tified. "We paid by check."

The first-degree forgery allega-
tions against Boyd had been dis-
cussed with the attorney general's
office as of Feb. 2 this year, ac-
cording to a document filed by
state police detective John Bau-
erie, "but no decision has been
made as to when presentation will
be made" to the grand jury.

The case was listed as closed,
however, on March 18, "due lo a
lack of prosecution,” according to
a document filed by special inves-

tigalor James Henderson.

Businessman Bill Ray Collins told
council he will purchase three con-
crete picnic tables for the large side-
walk area between the Playhouse
Restaurant, which he owns, and the
cityparkingloton Front Street. Collins
said he will give the tables to the city
for public use providing the city
anchors the tablesin thecementwhen
the sidewalk is replaced.

Collins assured council that the
tables can be used by anyone, not just
his customers. He said he will also
purchase umbrellasand will see that
thearea stays clean during theday, if
the city will provide an "attractive”
garbage can,

“I think they (the tables) will add
to the downtown and will providea
Edod place for peopleto have lunch,”

¢ said. The council, on a motion by
Danny Hamilton, seconded by Char-
les Hale, agreed to the proposal.

Members also heard the second
reading of an ordinance providing
fora drug free workplace and unani-
mously passed the measure, required

by all organizations which accept
federal monies. Mayor Ann Latta
instructed City Administrator Fred
James tohaveall city employees read
and sign a statement of their drug
free status.

Latta presented a bid from the
University of Kentucky to perform a
“cultural resource assessment” or
archaeological excavation of the Sal-
isbury lot on Front Street.

Wharton has used the pat-
ternto win national bass tournaments
this time of year.

“What I fook for,” says Wharton,
“is the inside line of vegetation. This
is the shallow water side of where the
moss, hydrilla, milfoil or other vege-
tation begins, and it will correspond

to the lowest water level that a lake
was drawn down to during the win-
ter.

“Asthelake’slével risesinspring,
the vegetation will be covered by
several feet of water. What you want
to concentrate on,” Wharton contin-
ues, “is fishing the very edge of this

Boating Checklist Of Essential
Items Can Save Time, Frustration

So you own a small boat? You
fasten the boat trailer to the back of
the car, drive for a number of miles,
and launch the boat, only todiscover
that you forgot some essential items
you need.

If only you had had a checklist to
go by in leading your boat before
heading out to your favorite fishing
Sp(]t!

Carolyn Lykins, owner of Main
Street Fishing Supply in Martin, and
anavid angler, says everyone should
havea check listbefore loading boats
or vehicles for the trip to the lake.

“Idon’t getto go fishing like I use
to,” Lykins says, “Notsince lopened
my fishing supply business. Thistime

of the year fishing supply business is
really booming.”

When she does go, she does most
of her fishing from a boat.

“Before leaving on your fishing
trip, be sure to check your trailer tie
downs,” Lykins advises. “With your
trailer setting out so much the ropes
can rot and may break on you in
transit. luseasmall chainasa precau-
tionary measure. If the ropes break,
the chains act as a safety.

“Havea motortote for your motor
while in transit,” sheadds. “ always
take some extra two cycle oil, a 50:1
mix, with me. Before leaving get a
motor flusher that hooks to a garden
hose and make sure your motor is
running all right; check to see if you
need tochange plugs. Have plenty of
rope to be used for towing purposes
in case you need to be towed, or for
use with your anchor if you get
stalled.”

Lykins saysitis very importantto
keep the axle greasechecked ona tow
trailer.

“Before I leave on a fishing trip |
grease theaxle,” she explains. “When
I stop to get gas, I check with my
hand; if.the hub is het, then I .add
greaseto it. When I pull my boat out
ofthe water, | will greaseitagain,and
this will push outany water that gets

in while the trailer is in the water
during boatloading.”

Other tips? Be sure that everyone
knows where the kill switch is onan
outboard motor. Check thedrain plug
and be sureitfits properly, to prevent
taking on water when the boat is
launched.

“Acharged batterybeforeleaving
is necessary. If you are going to be
gone over the weekend, be sure to
takeyourchargerwithyou,” sheadds.

A fire extinguisher is a must on
any check, notes thebusiness woman,
Once on the trip, always stay within
legal size and creel limits, cautions
Lykins.

“I use a Golden Rule measuring
device,” shesays. “lalwayskeepiton
board my boat, to show what I can
keep to stay within the limits of the
law. This device meets tournament
regulations.”

Seems on every fishing trip, boats
invariably take onsome water; Lykins
recommends having a bilge hand
pump or some bailing device to bail
the water out.

Before getting on the water, be
sure the traileris locked to the towing
vehicle with a trailer hitch lock.

“Once a friend of mine went fish-
ing and came back, only to find her
thousand-dollar trailer gone, Some-

one took it — so make sure you have
a locking device,” she cautions.

A trailer spare tire, trailer jacks,
throw cushions and life jackets are
also important items to have as part
of a check list.

“Always take some kind of horn
with you,” she explains, “in case
someone is close to you, coming at
you, or passing you. Navigational
lightsor running lights are necessary
if you are fishing at night; you
wouldn’t want anyone to run into
you. Have a spotlight to locate the
bank at night.”

Be sure to take a boat paddle in
case the boat motor decides not to
run.Spare fuses, Phillipsand flathead
screw drivers, and a ratchet wrench
are good to have aboard. WD-40 in

case of rusty bolts and nuts can also
come in handy.

“lalways make sure that my reels
havefreshlinein them,” Lykins said.
“I'take anextrarod withmeforaback
up. | take a minnow bucket with me
because I don’t always use artificial
bait.” A handy dip net, plusadistress
signaling device in needed.

Make your own checklist. Follow
it, because itcould be very inconven-
ient to have to go back after some-
thing that's been forgotten.

Here is a sample of the items one
mightneed. Anglers may wish toadd
others to develop their own list:

Trailer tie downs (check to see if
they are rotting), safety chains, two
cycleoil, tool kiton board, bilge pump
or some other bailing device, anchor
withline, trailer spare tire, boatcover,
trailer jack, oars, seat cushions, life
jackets, fire extinguisher, horn, sig-
naling device, spare spark plug.

vegetation, and the water above it.”
Theinsidelineof the vegetation is
particularly productivein the spring
because it serves as a stopping point
or holdingarea for bass moving shal-

low to spawn and again when they
leave the spawning areas heading
back to deeper water.

“Fora time you'reactually getting
the fish coming and going,” says the
Johnson pro. “So you notonly havea
lot of fish using this area, you also
have some big fish, too.”

Findingsuchalineof vegetationis
not particularly difficult, explains
Wharton. Hestartslooking along the
edges of wide flats, near the mouths
of large creeks, or close to large bays
and coves, concentrating in water five
to eight feet deep. The vegetation
shows up easily on a depthfinder,
since it may actually be growing two
to three feet above the bottom.

“The most productive vegetation
lines will be those closest to spawn-
ing areas,” Wharton notes. “Try to
find a spawning area, then work out
from it to locate the vegetation.”

“Tofishalineof submerged green-
ery, Wharton recommends starting
witha crankbait. It's important to try
to match the lure’s running depth to
the depth of the water over the grass,
because the lure should be retrieved
just over the top of vegetation. You

don’t want to grind the lure down
into the grass.

“Ilike tokeepmy boaton theedge
of the vegetation and make parallel
casts so the lure staysrightalong that
edge the entire retrieve,” he says.
“Fish are usually prowling close to
the edge and will easily see the lure.”

Wharton also uses topwater lures
as well as plastic worms tocatch fish
alongunderwatergrasslines. He pops
the surface lure slowly and deliber-

ately along the edge, but he lets the
worm fall into the grass. '

“It is possible to find concentra-
tions of bass in certain places along
theedges ofunderwater vegetation,”
says Wharton. “Some of the best
places to look for them are where
channels come close to the grass, or
where the vegetation formsa pointor

acut.

"I believe bass will remain along
these grasslines until early summer
when they finally move to deeper
depths. Even whena late spring cold
fronthits, I don’t think the bass really
move far. They just burrow into the
vegetationuntil the weather settles,”
Wharton says.

Local Project Care
Coordinators are asking local busi-
nesses to “adopt” a targeted student
for one day and teach them good
work habits, help them tounderstand
emrloyer expectations and, in gen-
eral, give students another reason
why school is relevant to their pres-
entand future lives.
“Ourdropoutrateisd.18, whichis
considered satisfactory by statestan-
dards,” said Pete Grigsby Jr., assis-
tantsuperintendentinchargeofdrop-
out prevention programs in Floyd
County schoals, “but we still need to
improve because thisisnota satisfac-

tory number to us.”

There are dropout prevention
personnel in two schools in the
county. The school board is presently
applying for federal funding to have
them in all schools, according to
Grigsby.

One of these positions is filled by
Judy Burchell, coordinator of the
Touchdown Programat Prestonsburg
High School. The Touchdown Pro-
Eram (Tutoring ('){)purtunitieS, Plus

nderstandingand Counseling, Help
Dreams Occur with Nurturing) is
Floyd County’s name for the state-
wide program.

“Our goals are to encourage the
students to improve attendance,

grades and attitudes, as well as to
raise self-esteem and establish long-
term goals,” said Burchell.

She is asking the commuinity to:

— Help provide incentives and
rewards for the students whoachieve
specific goals;

— Volunteer as guest speakers;
and

— Provide opportunities for the
student to serve the community.

“By working together, the school,
the community and the home can
makea difference for these students.”

Teachers can tell, many times, ifa
student is a potential dropout by the
third grade, according to Burchell,
“Sometimesallachild needsisalittle
special attention to want to remainin
school. The greatest problem of these
students is self-esteem,” she said.
“Although the Touchdown program
is targeted towards grades7 through
12, we gear our program to help stu-
dents feel a part of the school, and to
make it more enjoyable for them.
Some need just one thing, such as a
sport or club, to get them interested
in going to school, and everythin
else (grades,attendance)turnsarou
once their attitude improves.”

James Brooks, dropout program
tutorandadvisoratBetsy La igh
School, agrees that most of the stu-
dents dropout due to attitude prob-
lems. He says that he spends more
time dealing with student's personal

probléems than academics.

“Some of these kids have terrible
home lives. I try tostress tathem that
if they stay in school, they can get an
educationand makea citizen of them-
selves, They can improve their own
lives;” says Brooks.

Brooks has an open-door policy,
explaining, “Students know they can

come in and talk to me about any
problem they may be having—some
even call me at home. | often make
home visits to see if | can help with
any lines of communication which
may be downbetween them and their
parents.”

The students in the program are
referred by teachers, guidance coun-
selors and parents, according to
Brooks, and are usually are having
problemsadjusting to the curriculum
orsocial aspectsof asecondaryschool.

Both Burchell and Brooks stress
that, as a communitﬁ wide project,
everyone is responsible for the edu-
cation of youth—not just the schools.
Several groups have contributed to
theeffort by providingincentives for
improvements, suchas Druthersres-
taurant providing coupons for free
food for good grades, or the Women's
Clubentering students witha perfect
attendance record for the monthina
drawing for a $25 prize,

Burchell said that the “commu-
nity has been very helpful. No one
I've approached, about incentive
programs or the career awareness
day, has said no.”

Open meetings, What do they
mean to parents and taxpayers in
Floyd County?

It means they havea right to be
present atall school beard meetings,
whether they areregularly scheduled
orcalled foraspecial purpose, All the
business discussed is “public” busi-
ness — the taxpayers’ business. Tax-

ayers havearight to know whatthe

rd membersaretalkingabout,and

what the decision is after the vole is
taken.

There are onlya few legal reasons
why a school board, or other public
agency, may be allowed to go into
“executive session” — discussion
behind closed doors. These are dis-
cussion of individual nnel,
pending litigation, and the purchase
or sale of land.

When theboard decidestogointo
executive session, the reason for
having part of the meeting behind
closed doors must be given while in
open session. The éxecutive session

meeting. They cannot take a vote on
theaction while they areinexecutive
session — that vote must be taken in
the public part of the meeting,.

egularly scheduled meetingsare
to be held ata certain time and place
convenienttothe public. Those times
and placesare to be madeavailableto
the public.

When special meetings areheld, a
writlen notice is to be given to the
board members by personal deliv-
ery, or by mail. Notice is also to be
given tothe local media (Floyd County
Times), local radio and television sta-
tions that have requested that notifi-
cation. These notices should bedeliv-
ered 24 hours prior to the meeting.
The exceptions are in case of emer-
gency because of personal injury,
property damage or financial loss.

The minutes (record of what hap-
pened) are recorded at meet-
ing, and are to be available for public
inspection at a reasonable time, but
no later than the next board meeting.

While Kentucky’s dropout meas-
ures accurately reflect long-term
trends, none is precise, Brock noted.

For example, the graduation rate
does not reflect the impact of stu-
dents moving into or out of the state.
The count of dropouts does not in-
cludestudents whocompletea school
year in the spring and then do not
enroll in the fall. State officials esti-
mate there are about 3,000 of these
“summer dropouts” annually.

Ends As Sammons Retires Friday

He'schased adogintoitsmaster’s
house, He's held babies while their
mothers filled out forms. He's held a
woman'’s belongings as she weighed
on the postal scales.

Nothing much ruffles Dallas
Sammons who retires at the end of
this week after nearly a quarter cen-
tury with the Prestonsburg post of-
fice.

“What I'll miss most,” says the
lanky postman who's known to just
about everyone in the city, “is meet-
ing the people. I try to get a smile out
of them and make them feel a little
better than when they walked in.”

Sammons, who started as a mail
carrierin themid-1960s, knows liter-
ally every step in town and a little
aboutjustaboutevery personintown
whogetsmail. Atone timeoranother
he carried mail on all three of the
city’sroutes.

On his first day on the job, Sam-
mons recounts that he was handed a
stack of mail and told to deliver it, "I
asked whereand was told, “You know
where the Davises live on Front
Street? Start there.” And that’s what|
did.”

The postal clerk, who willbe63in
May, has seen a great many changes
in the local postal system since that
firstday. “When I started, you could
carry the mail for one city route in
yourhands,” hesays. “Nowittakesa
jeep, and even the jeep will be re-

laced by a one-ton truck in the near
1ture.”

The source of the increase in vol-
ume is third and fourth class mail,

primarily advertising supplements,
which he refuses to call by its street
name. “There’snosuch thing as junk
mail in the post office,” he states
adamantly.

In his early days as a carrier, the
city routes included from the Farm
States building on what is now KY
1428 to Prestonsburg High School.
Now coverage is extended from
Jerry’s Restaurant to Goble-Roberts
Addition.

There were only two star routes
surrounding the city, and now there
are five. Plus, the number of local
postal employees has more than
doubled.

Sammons explains that not only
has the volume of mail increased, but
sohasemployee productivity. “When
I started here, handlers could sort
about 12 letters a second,” he says.
“Now we sort around 30 pieces a
second, with under one percent er-
rors.”

The changes have resulted in an
increase in pressure and tension for
employees, Sammons says. “You're
undercontinuous stress, moreso than
whenlfirst started. That's why some-
times when you come to the window
I'm real friendly and some days I'm
not so hot.”

The early part of the month is the
time of highest tension, because
“that’s when the checks comein,” he
says, referring to the volume of re-
tirementand social services checks.

Thestereotype of dogs as the bane
of postal carriers is true, Sammons
affirms. He recalls a time when he
wasnipped on thelegby a feisty dog.
“l gotsomad | chaseegi i{back gm i;‘s

house and into the kitchen.”

Another time he decided to douse
a fierce dog with dog spray, but the
wind blew the spray back into his
own face. “1 had to go behind a
neighbor’s house and use the water
hose to wash out my eyes.”

Behind the counter at the post
office, Sammons hasgamercdatreas-
ure trove of stories. “l ought to write
a book,” he laughs.

He recalls the woman who chat-
ted with him about her operations
and then pulled up herblousetoshow
him the surgical scars on her stom-
ach.

Hehesitates toestimatehow many
Prestonsburg: babies he’s coddled
over the years. “Themothers will just
hand them across the counter and
say, ‘Here, hold the baby while 1 fill
out this moncy order.”

By far his favorite story is the one
about the woman who had lost a lot
of weight and came in to weigh her-
self on the postal scales. “She took off
her shoes and handed them to me
with her purse,” he remembers with
a chuckle. “Then she stripped off her
jacket and gave it to me. Then she
started to unbutton her blouse,and |
said, ‘Whoa, that's as far as you can

0"”

Sammons has also provided the
impetusformanylocal youngsters to
stop sucking their thumbs. Waving
his own stub’ of a thumb, he has
warned manya young thumbsucker,
“You better stop that. Look what
hag&enad to mine.”

¢ real reason for the lost thumb
has been cause for speculation over
the years. Sammons has not discour-

aged the rumor that he wore it off
strumming a five-string banjo. He
admits, however, that he lost itinan
accident when he owned a garagein
his pre-post office days.
ven though Sammons declares
he hasn’tbeen without work sincehe
was 15, he believes he can adjust to
retirement. “I've been offered jobs
after Friday (hislastday with the post
office), but I don’t want one. I just
want to retire and enjoy living.”
Heexpects to go full force into his
“truck patch” farming. He says he
already has corn and beans “in the
ground.” :

He also plans to see more of his
twao daughters, Dallas Faye in More-
head and Rose Lester in Louisa, as
well as a granddaughter. And he
anticipates spending even more time
as an unofficial recruiter for More-
head State University.

financially myself.”

While the World War [l veteran
did not finish college, he did attend
Marshal University and Pikeville
Colieﬁe and he’s very proud that his
daughters went to Morehead.

“She‘ll
probably have some ‘honey-do’s’ for
me—'honey, do this’ and *honey, do
that,"” Sammonslets goa belly-based,
raucous laugh, sure to be missed by
coworkers and postal customers.

picted in negative ways in the na-
tional and regional media

plant becomes a story about these
lazy people who }1.1\"\“:1m}'.1n;_; to do
but sit around drinking Pepsi, and
putting Pepsi in baby bottles,” May
rald, “A teloevision story about a
completély unrelated eventis shotin
frontofa tarpaper shack.”

“Frankly, I've never understood
why the stereotyping of this region
has been tolerated for so long”
Commented Lowisoille Courier-Journal
editor David Hawpe, a native of
Pikeville who grew up in Louisville.
Hawpe cited the example of the one-

dimensional ignorant hicks depicted
in the television program, the “Bey-
erly Hilll 5, noting that such a

Hawpe said he instructs his re-
portersin Eastern Kentucky toavoid
stereotypes in their writing and in

their selection of stories.

The journalists presented differ-
ent theories of how the stereotypes
abont the region originated. Ralph
Gabbard, executive vice president of
Bluegrass Broadcasting, which oper-
aleskastern Kentucky sfirst network
lelevision station, WYMT inHazard,
cautioned the audience not to blame
others for Appalachia’s stareotypes.

“Don’t scorn the media,” he said.
“It shows us our problems and their
other side — our opportunities,”

Lexington Herald-Leader reporter
judy Jones Lewis, on the other hand,
noted that people who wanted to
exploit the region’s timber and coal
resources at the turn of the century
had a vested interest in livplcting
moun@inpeopleasignorantand lazy

os and their stockholders

easier to justify the ex-

“hillbillies” than of hu-
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man beings, she said.

But Lewis also pointed out that
theincrease of media coveragein the
region today presents an opportu-
nity for Eastern Kentuckians to pres-

ent good news about the mountains
as well, helping to dispel the stere-
otypes.

The panel discussion was moder-
ated by Al Smith, host of Kentucky
Educational Television’s “Comment
on Kentucky,” and also featured
University of Kentucky School of
Journalism Chairman David Dickand
Appalachian News-Express Editor Bar-
bara Justice of Pikeville.

In the opening lecture of the Cen-
tennial Forum on Tuesday, April 18,
Louispille Courier-Journal columnist
John Ed Pearceadmonished the East-
ern Kentucky college’s students to

“Let’s face it,” the Norton, Va.,
native said. “There are ignorant
people in the mountains and, too
often, basketball is more important
than book learning.”

"Of all the things we neced in the
mountains, education is first, second
and third. We must overcome the
isolation of the mind as we have
overcome our physical isolation.”

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Researchers Planning Mission To Reveal Secrets Of Solar Wind

miles an hour, the great gushing
geyser ol brojling gas and super-

charged particles known as the solar
wind blasts through space, envelop-
ing all the planets, moons and small
bodies of the solar system in a hot,

seething soup thataftectseverything
in this corner of the universe, includ-
ing human life jtself
Asthiscosmiciotstream ramsinto
the Earth's magnetic field. most of it

is, thankfully, deflected into inter-
stellar space. But billions of wind
driven particles still manage tobreak
through the planet’s warped and
twisted protective shield. They spiral
down into the atmosphere over the
poles to produce aurorae, geomag-
netic storms, disruptions in radio
communications and power surges
along transmission lines.
Theexistenceof this powerful solar
wind has been known since the early

“Anultravioletcoronagraph-spec-
trometer is pur name for an artificial
eclipse machine,”says Dr. John Kohl
of the Smithsonian Astrophysical
Observatory in Cambridge, Mass,,
and principal investigator for the
project now being developed with
researchers in Italy and Switzerland
as wellasat several U.S, universities.
The Smithsonian’s solar wind
experimentis oneof several aboard a

gatellite called the Solar and Helio-
spheric Observatory to bebuiltby the

uropean Space Agency in cooperas
tion with the national Aeronautics
and Space Administration.

“The solar wind seems lo origi-
nate in the sun’s corona, or outer
atmosphere,” Kohl explains. “This
pearly white ring of hot gas and
charged particles in the wind— de-
tectable as high-energy ultraviolet
light—are invisible to ground-based
optical telescopes, But observations
of this light to determine the solar
wind’s velocity, temperature and
composition canbe macde from space.

"Ourcoronagraph-spectrometeris
a device that creates a permanent
eclipse,” says Kohl. “thus, we can
observe the corona— and the out-
pouring of the wind— continuously.

Continuous observation is abso-
lutely necessary because the flow of
the solar wind is not constant, [t
changesdramaticallyand frequently,
oftén over periods of a few hours.
Since the sun makes one full rotation
every 27 days, streams of hot, high-

long-term variationslinked, perhaps,
withthesame11-yearcycle thatbrings
sunspots and flares to the sun’s sur-
face.

The solar wind was first detected
by equipment aboard the Mariner 2
spacecraft in 1961. Since then, nu-
merous spacecraft in orbit, around
both the Earth and the sun, have
measured the wind at distances as
close as 30 million miles from the
solar surface.

In the mid-1970s, for example, x-
ray observations from the manned
Skylabspacesstationrevealed that the
sun’souter atmosphere was laced by
great dark regions and that some
powerfulsolar wind was pouringout

of these “coronal holes.”

"Exccptfortheooronalholts,”says
Dr. George Withbroe, and associate
director at the Harvard-Smithsonian
Center for Astrophysics, also in
Cambridge, “we have so far been
unable to determine where the wind
originates—or what mechanism
drives itaway from the sun. Some of
the energy required to accelerate the
wind and allow it to escape the sun’s
greatgravitational pull mustbeasso-
ciated with the same unknown
mechanism thatheats the coronal gas
to 1 million degrees Celsius.”

The coronal holes, some Iarge
enough to,cover 20 percent of the
sun’s visible surface, change shape,
size and location with time. At peri-
ods of maximum solar flare and sun-
spot activity, they may disappear
completely and, with them, the high-
speed solar wind streams.

The variability of the solar wind,
combined with the dynamic and
complicated system of magnetic fields
and electrical currents in the vast
domain of “geospace” surrounding
Earth, add up to a complex array of
physical effects.

Thelargestregion of geospace, for
example, is the “magnetosphere.”
whereall phenomena aredominated
by the Earth’s own magnetism. The
gusty solar wind compresses the
magnetosphereintoa giant, bow-like

shock wave on the day side of Earth
an pulls it out like a string of taffy on
the opposite, or night, sigc.

The second region is the "iono-
sphere”—the broad band of atmos-
phere some 40 to 300 miles above the
earth. Here, solarinteractions, includ-
ing the charged J:articlcs driven
inward by the wind, give rise to the
great magnetic storms that produce
spectacular Northern and Southern
lightsdisplaysas wellasdisruptcom-
munications.

In the Earth’s lower atmosphere,
chemical reactionsand wind patterns,
triggered by solar wind interactions
hundreds of miles above, may affect
local weather conditions and, per-
haps, even global climatic patterns,
The mechanism linking these various
phenomena, however, is still poorly
understood.

More alarming, increasing evi-
dence suggests lﬁa! many human
activities—fossil fuel burning and
unrestrained release of chlorofluoro-
carbons in aerosols among them—
may be affecting not only the lower
atmosphere, but the entire geospace.
The outstanding example of dﬁ::. is
the “ozone hole” detected in recent
years over Anlarctica.

Understanding the solar wind is
essentialtounraveling thisintertwin-
ing of many related phenomena, and
a diverse battery of experiments
Elanned inthe nextdecadeunder the

road umbrella of the International
Solar Terrestrial Physics P mwill
study the solar wind bothatits source
and as it enters the Earth’s environs.
Now planned for launch in 1995—
aboard either the space shuttle oran
expendablerocket—the SOHO satel-
lite will observe the suncontinuously
withoutinterference from the Earth’s
atmosphere or its day-night cycle.
Among the SOHO experimentsare
severalconcerned with “helioseismol-
ogy,” that is, measuring oscillations
in (:ll:‘e sun's surface as a means of
robingits interior, justas ists
veprobed the Ea:t]l:iscorts:;;l:tugldy-
ing earthquakes. Such studies of so-
lar dynamics may hold the key to
understanding similar physical proc-
esses in other stars.

Interest Rates May Decline

Interest rates likely will decline
during the second half of the year, in
respanse to a slowdown in the

nation’s economic growth, according
to the latest monthly “Outlook forthe
Economy and Real Estate” from the
National Association of Realtors.

The April rcg:oort, issued by NAR's
forecasting and policy-analysis divi-
sion, anticipates that by mid-sum-
mer, economic growth will have
slowed enough to calm the Federal
Reserve Board'sinflation worries. The
February drop reported for many
non-farm economic indicators, in-
cluding home sales and housing
starts, shows that the Fed's tight
monetary policy appears tobetaking
hold, the report notes.

The Fed, which has “focused on
containing theinflationbeastinacage
of tight money and high short-term
interest rates,” now appears to be
evaluating its efforts, according to

theoutlook. Giventhesignsofslower
growth, the board likely will not
continue hiking short-term rates
much longer, it notes. Short-term
interest rates have risen at a much
faster pace thanlong-term rates over
the past few months,

Theoutlook says therateincreases
willlikely prove sufficient toforestall
risks of high inflation, “We believea
few more adjustments in the short-
term rates may be necessary to slow
the economy, but that interest rates
will trend down beginning in the
second half of this year,” it says.
