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Arizona Fugitive
Nabbed In P'burg

A fugitive from justice from Ari-
zona was captured in Prestonsburg
Tuesday by Kentucky State Police
Detective James Stephens.

Melinda Louise Perry, 19, was
wanted on three counts of perjury in
Prescott, Ariz., in connection with a
homicide investigation. The investi-
gationwas of the death of 19-year-old
Pamela Pitts, a student at Yavapai
Community College in Prescott, po-
lice said. Pitts’ body was found 13
days after she disappeared on Sept.
16, 1988,

Sheriff Buck Buchanan from Ari-
zona notified KSP that Perry was in
the Prestonsburgareainmid-Novem-
ber, and throughinformants the state
policediscovered shewas workingat
a Prestonsburg restaurant, Stephens

said officers staked out the restaurant
on pay day but Perry never turned
up.

On Tuesday at about 2:30 p.m.
policereceivedacallstating that Perry
was at the restaurant, but by the time
Stephens got there she was gone. He
obtained a description of the vehicle
she was driving and in which direc-
tion it was headed. Using that infor-
mation, he was able to track Perry to
the Prestonsburg Post Office, where
she was apprehended.

Stephens said that Perry offered
no resistance to the arrestand signed
a waiver of extradition stating she
would voluntarily go back to Ari-
zona with authorities. She is pres-
ently lodged in the Floyd County jail
awaiting transportation.

Conference Seeks
Stronger Education
System In Region

A stronger regional education
system withgreaterinvolvementand
supportbyareabusiness leaders was
the focus of the Seventh Congres-
sional District’s educational confer-
gnce held in Prestonsburg Wednes-

ay.

Attending the conference were
former Gov, Bert Combs, Superin-
tendent of Public Instruction John
Brock, and numerous political, edu-
cational and businesses leaders from
across the region. Topics examined
by the 120 members attending the
conferenceincluded theinterrelation-
ship between business and educa-
tion, the feasibility of creating local
educational foundations to raise fi-
nancial support for the district, and
the development of a regional plan
for improving education within the
district. The primary educational
focus was directed at area colleges
and universities.

“We invited these leaders here in
an effort to establish stronger links
betweenoureducationalsystemsand
regional businesses and industry,”
said Randall Wells, project co-direc-
tor for the conference. “It's recog-
nized that coal is fading in our area,
and we're are trying fo focus on de-
veloping other resources. This effort

requiresastrong educational system.
Both this conference, and one we will
sd)onsor in April, are funded by the

entucky legislature. We are hoping
to continue our work in this area in
the future by networking educational
and businessresourcesregionallyon
a broader basis.”

Morehead State University was
instrumental in bringing the confer-
ences into being. Representatives
Russell Bentley and Kenny Rapier,
and Sen. Nelson Allen led panel dis-
cussionsand audience discussionson
topics of curriculum, finance, and
governance.

Will a new power lineand substa-
tion being built by East Kentucky
Power Cooperative (EKPC) increase
electric bills for Floyd County con-
sumers?

Buddy Fitzpatrick, presidentof the
Holiday Inn in Prestonsburg, thinks
it will.

“This new line is going to dupli-
catea lI::Jov.«f'er line thatalready exists,”
says Fitzpatrick. “Kentucky Power
hasa line thatalready provides power
to the area. EKPC buys from them
and then sells it to us. If EKPC is
puttingina wholenewline, youcan’t

tell me thatit'snotgoing to raise costs
for consumers served by them. We
already pay $9,000 a year and that’s
enough.”

The new powerline project, which
involves construction of a primary
substation in Johnson County, a dis-
tribution .substation on Rt. 23 at
Watergap,andalinerunning through
Johnson, Magoffin, and Floyd coun-
ties, has been estimated to cost
$5,759,400 to construct and $841,576
to operate and maintain yearly, ac-
cording to EKPC reports. The project
is designed to provide direct service
to EKPC'sMiddle Creek, Jenny Wiley
and proposed Watergap substations,

alsoserving portions of Prestonsburg.

EKFPC says that the new facility
will not effect consumer prices in the
near future.

“The costsfor this project hasbeen
included in our total operating costs,”
said Bob Miller, spokesperson for
EKPC, "No rate increases are antici-
pated for consumers for the next
several years. Our rates aresetby the
Public Service Commission. We con-
sider thisaroutine project toupgrade
our services. There is degnitely
needed.”

EKPC has Purchased ower to
serve the area in the past from Ken-
tucky Power, and will continue todo

so until the current project is com-
pleted. This power is then provided
to Big Sandy Rural Electric Coopera-
tive Corporation (BSRECC). In Octo-
ber 1987, EKPC applied for permis-
sion to the state Public Service Com-
mission to build the new system.
Officials said the system would save
them about $1 million per year and
would increase reliability of service
to the area, rather than continuing to
buy from Kentucky Power. The
Commission denied the request in
March 1988, noting that reliability
would not besignificantly increased,
that the figures used by EKPC to
determine savings were unreliable,

and because costs for serving the
three-county area would increase
from $267,000 to $750,000.

The Commission also noted that
the new facility would provide an
unnecessary duplication of exm
facilities. The Commission qualifies

its findings by stating that if exisﬁng:

conditions should changein the area
being served, EKPC could resubmit
its application ata later time.

In September 1988, EKPC reap-

plied for permission for the project:
The Commission accepted the appli-
cation in March 989, Its decision was
based upon the projected increase of

The apparent lack of adequate
nursing home beds in Floyd County
and the surrounding area often re-
sultsinlengthy hospital stays forsome
patients, and in turn can mean lost
revenue for local hospitals.

In July, Augustand September at
Highlands Regional Medical Center
in Prestonsburg, several 7pati(mts
spent a cumulative total of 727 days
awaiting placementin nursing homes.
A total of sixty-three patients were
referred to nursing homes. In Sep-
temberalone, 17 HRMC patients were
referred to facilities or swing bed
programs in a four-county area.

At McDowell Appalachian Re-
gional Hospital during the same three
months, five referrals for skilled care
needed to be madetonursinghomes.
However, nobeds wereavailable. The
hospital recorded 152 patient days
for those awaiting placement. In
September, two patientsremained in
McDowell’s swing bed program be-
cause no nursing home beds were
available in the area.

Statistics for Our Lady of the Way
Hospital inMartin werenotimmedi-
ately available.

“We almost always have a wait-
ing list,” said a Highlands Regional
Medical Center spokeswoman who
preferred not to be identified. “On

A faulty electric medical scooteris
being blamed for injuries caused to
Stella Spurlock of Printer in a suit
brought against Glasrock Home
Health Care and Invacare Corp. of
Kentucky.

The suit was filed in Circuit Court
last week by Stella and Ellis Spurlock
of Printer on the basis of an incident
whichoccurred attheirhome onNov.
18,1988.

According to Stella Spurlock, the
Spurlock’s 15-year-old daughter, who
is confined to a wheelchair due to
illness, had attempted to drive her
electric scooter inthe Spurlock’shome
when the scooter jumped intoreverse.
Stella Spurlock grabbed the moving
machine and was dragged across the
room. The scooter struck three other
persons in the room and injured Mrs.
Spurlock.

“This problem of jumping into
reverse had happened three times
before and the companies had tried
to repair it,” said Spurlock. “I’'m only

weren't near the stairs or it could
havekilled bothmydaughter and 1.”

According toSpurlack, thescooter
is similar to ones that had been re-
called by Glasrock and Invacare,
which manufactured and distributed
them.

The Spurlock’s scooter was not
recalled before the accident.

“I called Glasrock two weeks be-
fore the accident and told them the
motor was making strange noises,”
said Spurlock. “They said they would
come and pick itup, but they didn’t.
If they had only come when I called,
this wouldn’t have happened.”

Mrs, Spurlock, who hasn’t worked
since the accident, and is continuing
to undergo tests for her injuries in
Lexington, was clearly upset while
recounting theincident.

She and her husband are seeking
both compensatory and punitive
damages from the two health care
companies.

Bus Driver Sues Board Of Education

A former bus driver for the Floyd
County School System is suing Ronald
Hager, James D, Adamsand the Floyd
County Board of Education for the
loss of his job, which he contributes to
alleged political retaliation.

Rudolph Lewis, the plaintiff in a
case being handled by Attorney Ned
Pillersdorf, is suing for compensa-
tory damages for Els lost earnings
and for punitive damages against
;lsa(l)%er and Adams in the amount of

,000 for “their intentional mali-
ciousactions.”

Lewis claims that prior to the
November 1988 General Election, he
received a phone call from Hagerand
Adams urging him to vote for Dr.
Brent Clarﬁ a school board candi-
date.

Reportedly during the phone call
Hager threatened to harm Lewis
economically if he did not support
Clark in the race, stating “you can
carry the Ivel precinct for Clark.”
When Lewis told Hager he was going
to “stay out of the race,” and vote for

eventual winner Tommy Boyd, Hager
reportedly became angry and told
Lewis, “Idon’thavetobeobligatedto
you, if you are not for me.”

Lewis claims thathe also received
a phone call from Adams, who like-
wise urged him to vote for Clark. On
the night prior to the election, Lewis
reports thatJames Steffey came to his
house and reported that he, Steffey,
had spoken to Hagerand Adamsand
said “another bus contractor was
going tolose hisbus routebecause he
was supporting Boyd,” implying that
Lewis was to lose his route for also
showing such support. According to
the suit, Lewis took this as another
threat from Hager and Adams.

Lewis stated that on Aug. 9 of this
year he submitted a bid of $75 for the
Daniels Creek and Big Branch bus
routes, but lost that bid to Margaret
Steffey (wife of James Steffey), who
bid $67.90 for Daniels Creek and
$68.78 for Big Branch.

He further claims that on Sept. 27,
“in flagrant violation of the appli-

cablebiddinglaws,” the Floyd County
School Board voted to increase the
bus run compensation for Steffey to
about$86. Apparently Hager recom-
mended the motion and the board
supported it.

“The decision to increase the
compensation was designed to re-
ward James Steffey and Margaret
Steffey for their political support of
Clark, and to retaliate against Lewis
for his refusal to support Clark,”
charges Pillersdorf. “The Floyd
County Board of Education has an
unofficial policy and practice of po-
litical retaliation against their politi-
cal opponents,”

Hall noted. “Not only does the pro-
gram benefil the caregiver, it also
provides a job for another person. To
date we have helped well over 150
individuals find the type of help they
have needed.”

What Hall does is to collect the
names, areas of coverage, desired
salary and hours available from the
service giversand stores them onthe
computer. When someone calls in
requiring a particular need, she
matches them up with the persons
available on the data bank and for-
wardsa list of possible employees.

“Therestis up totheindividuals,”
she said, “they do their own hiring
and negotiating, and all we ask in
return is that they notify us if they
hire someone we recommended.”

There is no fee of any kind for the
service and is staffed on a volunteer
basis.

“There was a need and we tried to
fill it,” Hall concluded.
