~48 Hours' Still Troubles Many Residents Of Area

Since its Dec. 14 showing, the 
broadcast of "48 Hours" on CBS, 
which focused national attention on 
Aoyd County's economic and social 
ills, has caused a statewide uproar, 
from Gov. Wallace Wilkinson' soffice 
to the average Aoyd County citizen. 

Within Aoyd County's towns, 
places of business and homes, from 
Auxier to Wheelwright, discussion 
has tended to center on two ques­
tions. 

First, why did CBS focus exclu­
sively on the negative aspects of the 
area while filming? The educational, 
social, and economic success stories, 

such as the "Mantrip" program at 
Wheelwright Htgh School, the rapid 
enrollment growth within literacy 
programs in the area, the new four 
county airport for the Big Sandy area 
and the convention center under 
construction at Jenny Wiley State 
Resort Park, were all ignored. 

Second, why did Aoyd Countians 
appear on the news program, if they 
knew the program wasgoingtotreat 
the area so unfairly? 

So far, CBS hasn't provided a clear 
answer to the first question of why 
only negatives were portrayed in the 
program. Until a response to allega­
tions of unfair coverage from Wilkin­
son and other politica1Jeaders is forth-

coming, Aoyd Countians will have to 
wait and wonder. 

The second question, however, has 
received an answer-from residents 
of Muddy Gut HoJlow. 

''We were misled, plain and 
simple, by CBS," said Tilton Jr. 
Johnson, one Muddy Gut resident 
interviewed by the "48 Hours" film 
crew. 

According to Tilton, CBS showed 
his area of southern Aoyd County in 
a false light, filming garbage and 
wrecked cars, while telling residents 
during filming that they were being 
featured in order to show everyday 
life in the Kentucky mountains. Til­
ton also said that CBS made false

I didn't 
understand that it would hurt any· 
body." 

"It's the children who'll be hurt by 
this program," said Edith Akers, a 
long~ time resident of Muddy Gut 
Hollow. 'They'll be made fun of 
because of the program, and that's 
wrong.MuddyGuthasbeenthename 
of this hollow for as long as anyone 
can remember and I'm proud of it. 
We don't have homeless people here 
and there's wonderful children, some 
of them who are 'A' students.) know 
there's freedom of the press, but I 
don't know how Phil Jones (a "48 
Hours'' reporter) can come in here 
and disgrace our state, our county, 
and our little hollow." 

Since the broadcasting of the pro­
gram, thelivesof many of those inter­
viewed by CBS have been changed 
for the worse. A number of persons

Firefighting Improvements 
Lead To Reclassification 

The Betsy Layne Volunteer Fire 
Department has received notice that 
on Jan. 1 its classification will be 
upgraded to 4/9, meaning its per­
formance has resulted in lower insur­
ance costs for district residents, ac­
cording to department spokesperson 
Rhonda Blackburn. 

"Apparently, this is the only vol­
unteer fire department in Kentucky 
to be granted such a classification," 
Blackburn said. 

Fire protection classification is 
determined by both manpower and 
equipment, she said. The Betsy Layne 
department has 21 active firefighters 
on call24 hours a day, she said, add­
ing that 15 members have received 
state certification which requires at 
least 150 hours of special training. 

Thedepartmentalsohasfourstate 
certified fire fighting instructors and 
two emergency medical technicians, 
and provides all the equipment in­
surance services require to beconsid· 
ereda fully equipped fire station, she 
said. 

"This newest 4/9 classification is a 
very significant achievement," Black­
burn said. 'The split classification 
means that all buildings within 1000 
feet of a fire hydrant have been de· 
clared a class 4 and others out:-idl' 
that area, a class 9." She said the dis· 
trict includesabouta five-mile radius 
of the fire station. 

According to Blackburn, the Detsy 
La ynedepartment was established m 
1946 with a protection classification 
oflO. This was upgraded in 1981 to8/ 
9, in 1985 to 7/9 and in 1988 to 6/9. 
She said that each time the classifica· 
tion was improved, insurance costs 

for the area were lowered. 
The department, she said, is 

funded by local taxes and contribu­
tions. Its seven-member board of 
trustees includP<l.

(Editor's Note: Following is the text 
of a letter Rep. Greg Stumbo wrote to 
CBS-TV President Lawrence Tisch re­
garding the" 48 Hours" broadCJJst focus­
ing on Floyd County.) 
Dear Mr. Tisch: 

I would like to lodge a formal 
complaint with you about the unfair 
manner in which the recent newscast 
of "48 Hours" portrayed life in Floyd 
County. I am a lifelong resident of 
this County and for the past ten (1 0) 
years have held the position of State 
Representative for this area. My Dis­
trict includes the "Muddy Gut" sec­
tion, which was portrayed in the 
broadcast. It is true that the people 
who live in that area exist at or below 
the poverty level and it is also true 
that we have a larger number of indi­
viduals in that same plight here in 
Appalachia; but, 1 would submit to 
you that these similar conditions ex­
ist almost, without exception, in all 
other areas of our nation. 

My complaint is that the program 
did not contain any balance in the 
sense of fairness and justness, which 
would have portrayed the positive 
aspects of our county and the prog­
ress that has been made. 

I also want to point out to you that 
many of the statistics that were used 
are obviously erroneous, presenting 
a complete lack of journalistic ethics 
on the part of those who reported the 
statistics and amount to nothing more 
than damn lies. I would challenge 
you to look into this matter and re­
spond as to what the basis of the 
statistical reports were, specifically 
as follows: 

1) It was reported that seventy 
perccnt(70% ) of the marriages in 
Floyd County involved teenagers. 

We cannot verify this and our 
search reveals that this is untrue. 

2) It was reported that a study 
conducted bysomeoncindicated that 
persons living in this area cannot even 
afford the price of a gallon of gasoline 
to leave the area. I checked with the 
University of Kentucky and they 
know of no such study which would 
confirm this data. 

The report, in my opinion, was an 
insult not only to the people of our 
region, but to Kentucky in general; 
because it leaves one with the im­
pression that this is the only life that 
exists here. While it is true that we 
have problems associated with the 
economy and its failure to diversify 
and provide the much needed jobs 
for our region, wearecombatingthese 
in a number of ways and on several 
fronts.lf your reporters had done an 
analysis, they would have found that 
a new high school is designed and 
funded and the bonds for the con­
struction of same will be sold on 
December the 20th of this year to 
replace the Wheelwright school facil­
ity. I had the privilege of sponsoring 
the Bill which created the funding for 
the construction of that school, along 
with three others that are currently 
underway at other locations in our 
County. 

To combat the transportation 
problem, a new segment of road is 
being constructed to link the existing 
Route 122 with the new four lane on 
Route 80, near the vicinity of Minnie, 
Kentucky. Thlsisapproximatelythir­
teen (13) miles from Wheelwright, 
but it is hoped that in the ncar future, 
we will be able to secure monies to 
upgrade and improve the approxi­
mate thirteen (13) miles of Kentucky 
122, so as to provide better access. 

There are three primary care fa­
cilities located in ourCounty, includ-
ing a regional hospital, which pro­
vides an exceptional level of care for 
the residents of this area and there are 
physicians' offices scattered through­
out the County to supplement the 
health care needs for our residents. 
This is a tremendous upgrading of 
the medical community that has oc­
curred within the past twelve to fif-

teen years; and, again, I believe it 
rivals or equals any rural health care 
system throughout most of this Coun­
try. 

It is true that drinking water is a 
problem in that area and only ap­
proximately six (6) weeks ago, a con­
tract was let to do a feasibility study 
by an engineering firm, working in 
conjunction with the Big Sandy Area 

Development District and state and 
local officials to put together a fund­
ing package to provide water lines. 
We hope to secure part of the money 
as a grant from the Abandoned Mine 
Lands Program. Because of the bu-

• reaucracy of the administration of 
the program, it is necessary to have 
the engineering study linking the 
waterneedstominingwhichoccurred 
prior to the 1977 Act. However, as I 
pointed out, this work is underway 
and it is contemplated that a remedy 
will be found in the ncar future. 

As far as economic development 
goes, we are struggling to begin our 
efforts in that regard. On the Sunday 
prior to the broadcast, a group of 
county officials from our region met 
with concerned citizens and adopted 
the principle of creating the "Eastern 
Kentucky Job Creation Authority", 
in which all forty-nine counties iden­
tified as being eligible for funding, 
through the Appalachian Regional 
Commission, are invited to partici­
pate and we plan to ask for matching 
dollars from the state of Kentucky, to 
set up the authority which would 
give expert technical assistance in the 
area of economic development to 
those counties that participate; and, 
we are also planning a June confer­
ence whereby corporate executives 
from many of the large companies 
that own a great deal of the wealth in 
Eastern Kentucky will be asked to 
come and make grants unto the au­
thority, to help stimulate the efforts 
in this regard. As recently as this fall, 
our neighboring county of Pike, an­
nounced that two (2) new factories 
would be open in the very ncar fu­
ture, with the potential of establish­
ing twelve hundred new, non-coal 
mine related jobs. We are working 
very hard in that regard to establish a 
more positive image for our region 
and it seems to me that your por­
trayal of life here is nothing more 
than a slap in the face as a reward for 
those efforts and sets us back a great 
deal. 

While visiting our area of Amer­
ica, your journalists, crews and sup­
porting personnel stayed at the Holi­
day Inn, near Prestonsburg, which 
rivals any facility of its kind in the 
nation. I tis also widely reported that 
your personnel visited other commu­
nity schools and chose not to portray 
them in the documentary, because 
"they are too good", which, again, 
bears evidence to my point that the 
show was unfair, unprofessional and 
something that you and the other 
members of CBS News should be 
ashamed of. 

As a rebuttal to your program, 
local officials like myself and area 
leaders, were asked to sit on a panel 
and discuss the content and we were 
joined by Governor Wallace Wilkin­
son, who issued a personal invitation 
for you to come and view thisarea,as 
a whole. I hope that you will accept 
this challenge, because I think you 
will agree personally that no balance 
was shown in the report and that a 
retraction is in order. 

We'renotsayingthatwclivcinan 
area that doesn't need nor deserve 
help. The people of Eastern Kentucky 
don't want a handout, Mr. Tisch, they 
want a hand, a helping hand; be­
cause, as you correctly pointed out, 
they are a proud and noble people, 
who have a strong work ethic and 
whose social problems can only be 
cured by the availability of an ade­
quate number of jobs.

that you will give some reflection to 
this matter and find itinyourheartto 
devote time away from your busy 
schedule and accept our invitation. I 
~trongl y believe that if you will give 
us that time and attention, you will

~ituation that exists here in Ap­
palachia and will serve as a more 
balanced view of the region. 

In closing, I'm reminded of a much 
quoted phrase used by the late Sena­
tor Robert F. Kennedy, as follows: 

"Cod grant me the serenity to 
accept the things that I cannot change; 
the courage to change the things that 
I can; and the wisdom to know the 
difference." 

I would ask you to search your 
soul for the courage and the wisdom 
that is contemplated in that remark. 

I would appreciate the courtesy of 
a response and I shall await same.

Nursing home residents may 

sometime feel forgotten and alone 
when no family members visit them, 
but they still have a friend who will 
safeguard their rights and, most 
importantly, will be there for words 
of comfort and cheer. That friend is 
the Ombudsman. 

The Ombudsman program was 
founded in the 1970s to receive and 
investigate complaints by nursing 
home residents. 

The program encompasses all 
aspects of residential care, resident's 
rights, physician services, questions, 
or problems with Medicaid or Medi­
care. 

Ombudsman is a Swedish term 
for a person who acts as a citizen's 
representative. 

Mary Ann Hall, who represents 
johnson, Maggoffin, Floyd, Pike and 
Martin Counties, said the program 
serves as an advocate for nursing 
home residents who otherwise might 
be neglected. 

Hall said posters are displayed in 

the 12 hursing homes located in the 
five county area. 

Any Kentucky nursing home resi­
dent who has a question or problem 
is eligible for the service. This means 
persons living in skilled nursing 
homes,intermediate care, personal 
care, or family care facilities. 

Besides being solely for residents 
of nursing homes, the program can 
be utilized by family members or a 
friend of a resident ofa long term care 
facility. A nursing home administra­
tororemployeewithaconcemabout 
a resident is also encouraged to take 
advantage of the ombudsman pro­
gram, Hall said. 

Those interested in the program, 
either as a volunteer or someone 
needing more information about the 
services, are encouraged to write the 
long term care ombudsman program, 
Cabinet for Human Resources, Divi­
sion of Aging Services, 275 E. Main 
St., Frankfort, KY 40621, or call1-800-
372-2991, or 886-2374 and ask for Hall. 
All calls or inquiries are strictly con­
fidential.

Public health officials are warning 
Kentuckians about the dangers of L­
tryptophan, a dietary supplement, 
and asking physicians to help them 
track a disease brought about by 
taking the product. 

According to the Cabinet for 
Human Resources spokesperson 
Janet Williams I loover, L-tryplophan 
is an over-the-counter product used 
to treat insomnia and premenstrual 
syndrome and is sometimes pre­
scribed by physicians. Its usc has been 
linked to eosinophilia-myalgia syn­
drome (EMS), a disease character­
ized by severe muscle pain and flu­
like illness. EMS can be fatal. 

Kentucky public health officials 
know of five cases diagnosed so far in 
the state; 775 cases had been reported 
nationwide as of Dec. 8. 

"Weadvisepcoplcwhohavebeen 
taking the supplement to stop using 
L-tryptophan immediately because 
of the serious health problems that 
can result," said Reginald Finger, MD, 
acting state epidemiologist. 

"We're also requesting that Ken­
tucky physicians who diagnose EMS 
to report cases to the state health 
department," said Finger. "This will 
be instrumental in the federal investi­
gation of the problem." 

Although L-tryptophan has been 
sold for several years, health prob­
lems linked to its usc have been re­
ported only recently. This has led 
federal scientists to believe that L­
tryptophan has been contaminated 
during the manufacturing process. 

"Research has not yet established 
why taking L-tryptophan results in 
EMS," said Finger. "This is why we're 
trying to locate Kentucky patients 
willing to give their medical histories

and samples of the tablets they've 
been taking to the federal Centers for 
Disease Control to aid the inquiry." 

Federal researchers want to know 
how long victims of the disease took 
L-tryptophan, how much they took 
and when symptoms of the disease 
first appeared. 

They also need samples of tablets 
to determine what, if any, contami­
nant is p resent in the supplement. 

Common symptoms of the dis-

ease include severe muscle and joint 
pain and a flu-like illness. A blood 
test will show an elevated white blood 
cell count. Other repor ted symptoms 
include swelling of the arms and legs, 
skin rash and possible fever. 

"Anyone who has taken L-trypto­
phan and who has these symptoms 
should see a physician and tell the 
doctor about the use of the supple­
ment," said Finger. 

The product is marketed under 
various brand names, and the wam­
ingappliestoanyproductwhosesole 
or major ingredient is L-tryptophan. 
So far, none of the cases investigated 
by federal scien tists appears to in­
volve multi-ingredient. 

Finger points out that other over­
the-counter products and prescrip­
tion medicines are available to treat 
p roblems for which people take L­
tr.yptophan.

Refund Checks 
May Await 
Some Residents 

ThenamesofKentuckytaxpayers 
to whom federal tax refund checks 
were issued in 1989 but returned to 
the IRS as "undeliverable" have been 
released by William E. Palzkill, dis­
trict director of the Internal Revenue 
Service. 

The list includes 427 individual 
taxrefundchecks totaling$162,519.79, 
and the average refund check is 
$380.60. 

According to Palzkill, the taxpay­
ers may have moved or changed their 
last names during the year and failed 
to notify the IRS. Sometimes the 
handwriting on the tax return may 
simply be illegible. 

When a refund is returned by the 
Postal Service, the IRS attempts to 
find the taxpayer and deliver the 
checks, but there are always some 
who cannot be found, according to 
Palzkill. 

Palzkill also noted that electronic 
filing will be available again to tax­
payers in 1990. Taxpayers who file 
electronically can elect to have their 
refund deposited directly into their 
bank account thereby eliminating the 
possibility of a lost, stolen or undeliv­
erable refund check. 

Taxpayers who are expecting a 
refund and have moved or changed 
their name during the year are en­
couraged to contact the IRS. Kentucky 
taxpayers can telephone IRS toll free 
at 1-800424-1040 to claim their re­
fund.

State Official Calls For Accountability 
State Auditor Bob Babbage has 

recommended that special taxing 
districts be as accountable as county 
governments for thepublic funds they 
receive and spend. 

Babbage made his remarks before 
the recent meetingofthelegislature' s 
InterimJointCommitteeonCounties 
and Special Districts. 

Babbage said that Kentucky has a 
total of1,348 special districts of which 
570 exercise their taxing authority. 

According to Revenue Cabinet 
figures, Floyd Countians paid a total 
of$320,528 in special district levies in 
1987, Babbage said. 

The special districts include a wide 
range of service providing entities 
ranging from airport boards to water 
districts. Fire protection districts are 
the largest single group. Library and 
public health districts are the next 
largest group. 

"Special districts collected a total 
of $40.6 million in 1987," Babbage 
told the committee. ''That figure 
equals 49 percent of the funds col­
lected for county services," he said, 
noting that this figure excludes school 
taxes. 

Babbage told legislators that sher­
iffs collected a totaf of $83.5 million or 
county governments that same year.

districts' accountability had been 
brought to Babbage's attention by 
legislators, organization leaders and 
citizen calls to his KY-ALERT tolJ­
free line. 

The State Auditor told the com­
mittee that his review of special dis­
tricts began with fire protection dis­
tricts, which had been one of the major 
areas of citizen concern. 

He said his review found one 
larger district with an annual budget 
of $1 million lacking audits for four 
years. State Jaw requires an annual 
audit of special taxing districts with 
annual budgetsof$500,000and above. 

Babbage also told the committee 
that he had met with representatives 
of 11 organizations which represent 

officials connected with special dis­
tricts. The representatives also ex­
pressed their concern ·for improved 
accountability of local districts, Bab­
bagesaid. 

Babbage recommended one 
agency be designated to document 
special districts' compliance with laws 
pertaining to financial and opera­
tional information. He also suggested 
the legislature consider granting the 
Auditor of Public Accounts the au­
thority to conduct audits of any spe­
cial taxing distric~~ 

The Auditor of Public Accounts is 
currently required to conduct or 
approveauditsofcounty fiscal courts, 
sheriffs, clerks, and property valu­
ation administrators.

Coaches don't have personality sometimes. 

It is refreshing in this day and time 
to do a story on an individual who is 
as well thought of as Jeff Riley, a high 
school All-Stater ·at Wheelwright 
High School in the mid '70s. 

In 1977 Riley led the state in scor­
ing with a 28 points per game aver­
age. 

. "Jeff nosed out a player in Louis­
vtlle for the scoring title," former 
Wheelwright mentor Frankie Francis 
explained. Riley played under the 
tutoring of Francis during his high 
school days at Wheelwright. 

Riley says what he remembers 
mostabouthis playingdaysatWheel­
wright are his first and last games. 

"My first game was at Hindman 
as a freshman. I was scared to death. 
I remember the first shot I took was 
an air ball," the All-Stater said, laugh­
ing. "I got nine points in my first 
game. 

''The last game I played was in the 
semifinals of the regional tournament 
against Virgie. We were 24 and six 
that year and won the district tourna­
ment. That was the year that Virgie 
began its dynasty in basketball." 

"Jeff was one of the top players I 
had ever coached," Francis said. "He 
is a super human being and is very 
knowledgeable of the game of bas­
ket~all. He was an intelligent and 
dechcatcd player in highschool. When 
Jeff was 10 years old, he would wake 
~e up on Saturday mornings bounc­
mg a basketball, going to the gym." 

"I remember in my first game 
against Hindman, Herbie Stamper 
played for them. He was averaging 

something like 41 points a game at 
the time and my buddy Dewey Jamer­
son guarded him and held him to 19 
points. We put a box and chaser on 
him," Riley remarked. 

Riley then went on to play basket­
ball at Georgia Tech on a basketball 
scholarship. 

"Jeff was a much sought after 
player," explained Francis. "After 
sufferingasevereeyeinjury,Jefftrans­
ferred to Morehead State." 

"I remember the rivalry we had 
with McDowell," the former Wheel­
wrightplayerremembered. 'We were 
big rivalries, but players from both 
teams became good friends. Some of 
my best friends today are former 
McDowell players. I think we all 
becameclosebecauseofthecloseness 
of Pete Grigsby Jr., coach at McDow­
ell, and Frankie." 

Riley says that Grigsby is one· of 
the toughest coaches that he had to 
pial against. 

'When we played Wheelwright 
we had to design our defense to stop 

Jeff. He was such a good outside 
shooter we had to play him tight on 
defense," Grigsby stated. "We would 
double team him and make him pass 
the ball and take our chances with 
whoever he passed to." 

"] eff was an very unselfish player," 
Francis said, "and he did a lot of our 
scoring, but he was a good passer 
also. If he made a good pass and the 
one on the receiving end couldn't 
handle it, he would say 'that was my 
fault' when it wasn't. He was very 
unselfish. 

''The kids Jeffcoachesnowarethe 
best behaved kids I have ever met. 

Jeff relates well to them and he is a 
credit to the coaching profession," 
says his former coach. 

Riley says that he picked up his 
coa~hing style from former and op­
posmg coaches, such as Francis and 
Grigsby. However, Riley has memo­
ries of his grade school coach, as well. 

"Buddy Couch was a big influ­
ence on my coaching style. He could 
coach the game of basketball. When 
he coached us at Osborne, we hardly 
ever lost a game." Couch became an 

assistant to Francis at Wheelwright. 
"Buddy was the John Wooden of 

grade school basketball," Riley ex­
plained. 

Riley says he remembers other 
coaches such as Tommy Boyd at Betsy 
Layne; Howard Wallen at Allen 
Central, and Freddie Setser at 
Prestonsburg. 

"Frankie helped me an awful lot 
in high school. He promoted me and 
help me earn All-State honors. I real­
ize now that I am a coach how poli ti­
cal thin~s like thcscare.l appreciated

all that Frankie did for me.and I want 
to help my players the same way," 
Riley said. 

What is Riley's philosophy in 
coaching? "I want to help these young 
men to be the best that they arc ca­
pable of being.

If you limit your cold water bass 
fishing strictly to deep water J'igs, 
you're usually missing a lot of a ter· 
native opportunities that often yield 
some excellent action. 

Spinnerbaits, crankbaits, even 
topwater chuggers and poppers can, 
at times, be used in cold water. 

''The overall key is the weather 
itself," explains Johnson Outboards 
Pro Staff angler Fredda Lee, who 
fishes year-round, regardless of the 
weather conditions. 

"Very often, winter weather is 
broken by several warm, sunny days 
between fronts," she says. ''These 
types of days can cause bass to move 
into more shallow water and make 
them more active. 

"You still have to retrieve your 
lures slowly and deliberately, but 
sometimes the activity level of bass 
on days like this can be a pleasant 
surprise." 

For example, says the attractive 
Johnson Outboards pro, bass rna y be 
enticed to hit a topwater popper or 
chugger fished over shallow moss, 
even in the dead of winter. Likewise, 
spinnerbaitsand crankbaits can often 
draw strikes around rocky riprap. 

''Vegetation usually holds bass 
year-round," says Lee. "It provides 
cover, warmer water, and food, so 
the bass don't really need to leave. 
They're just not as active. 

"Instead of really popping a plug 
across the top of a mossbed, work it 
very slowly with a lot of pauses. You 
may need to switch to a smaller lure 
and make repeated casts, but don't 
ever start thinking a bass isn't there." 

Lee works crankbaits in the same 
deliberate manner. She likes to fish 
points, stumpy flats, and boathouses 
with a diving plug that gets quickly 
to the bottom and then chugs and 
digs its way back to the boat. 

"Stump flats can really be surpris­
ing," she notes, "because they may 
hold winter bass even when the wa­
ter depth is less than five feet. The 
most effective flats are those edged 
by a deeper channel the fish can use 
when the weather turns cold again. 

"On a warm day, bass frequently 
move up onto a flat to feed, particu­
larly in mid-afternoon after the sun 
has been out several hours. 

"My I ure choice here is a crankba it 
or spinnerbait worked carefully 
around the cover and bouncing off 
the stumps."

The spinnerbait term for this type 
of fishing is known as "slow-rolling," 
explains Lee, and does not mean roll· 
ing the lure over the cover .It refers to 
the spinnerbait blades, which rotate 
or "roll over'' more slowly due to the 
slow retrieve. 

Lee's winter spinnerbait choice is 
a single small willow leaf or Colo­
rado blade model, either of which 
produces good vibration and flash. 

Rock riprap, the stones placed 
along a shoreline to add support for 
roadways and bridges, are excellent 
winter fishing spots, according to the 
former-model-~rned-angler. Bass 
move very shallow and close to the 
rocks to gain added warmth. 

''Fish a crankbait or spinnerbait 
parallel to the riprap," Lee suggests, 
"and work very shallow depths. Pay 
particular attention to odd places in 
the rocks where logs or other cover 
may be present."

Plastic Worms: 
A Lure For All Seasons 

Suppose just for a moment that for 
the next 12 months you could use 
only one lure for your bass fishing. 

What would you choose? 
"A plastic worm," says top tour­

nament angler Tom Mann Jr., a 
member of Evinrude Outboards Pro 
Staff and a former guide on Georgia's 
Lake Lanier. ''The worm is a lure that 
is actually far more versatile than most 
anglers believe. 

"You can rig it with a slip sinker 
and the hook embedded Texas-style 

vrr:un-....... and fish it on the bottom. You can put 
~;;:;:::::;;Pl the weight far up the line (Carolina­

style) so the worm floats above the 
bottom. You can swim it on the sur­
face without a weight. You can bite it 
in half and fish it like a short grub. 
And, with a swivel and no extra 

~~~ti;:~ weight, you can actually fish the 
worm like a crankbait."

Mann, a worm can be fished in shal­
low water of deep, around rocks, trees 
and grass, and at all seasons of the 
vear.

worm IS an excellent lure to usc 
around spring and summer vegeta­
tion, such as grass, lily pads and 
mil foil. The diving worm is particu­
lariy effective in early spring over 
points and in coves where bass may 
be moving to spawn. 

''To riga floating worm," explains 
the Evinrude pro, "simply omit the 
slip sinker on your line. Impale your 
hook into the worm Texas-style so 
the barb is covered and the worm is 
weed less. 

''When you retrieve, reel it back 
slow I y so the worm looks li kc a sma 11 
snake swimming on the surface. Bass 
will come up to hit this when they 
won't look at other lures." 

To rig a diving worm, Mann sug­
gests tying your line to a barrel swivel, 
then tying on a 12-inch leader. Leave 
off the sinker, and tic on a size 3/0 
hook. 

''Thread the hook into the worm 
but leave the hook exposed," he ex­
plains. ''When you cast, the swivel 
will act like a weight and start to sink 
the worm. Let is sink about a foot or

so, then jerk it with your rod tip. 
''The worm will dart forward just 

like a crankbait. Keep retrieving it 
this way, and you'll pull bass out 
from cover, and be able to see them 
hit. It's really fun." 

Mann's single color for a year of 
worm-only fishing would be a hue 
known as red-shad, because it ap­
pearsasa verynaturalcolorunderall 
water and light conditions. Mann 
would pick a six-inch model worm 
with a straight, rather than curved 
swimming tail, because he feels it 
offers more versatility. 

''Most of the time I rig a plastic 
worm witha3/16-ounceslipsinker," 
he notes, "along with a 3/0 hook. I 
like to use 12-pound test line because 
it's easy to cast. 

"Hopefully, I won't ever find 
m ysclf limited to just one Jure for an 
entire year of bass fishing," laughs 
the Evinrude pro, ''but if I were, I'd 
choose the worm without a doubt. 

" I believe about 95 percent of the 
• tournament pros I know would 
£hoose a worm, too."

TIPS ON RIVER FISHING 

With all the emphasis on catching 
bass {n large lakes and reservoirs, 
smaller rivers and streams are often 
overlooked. Throughout the year, 
these waters can also offer excellent 
fishing opportunities, according to 
bass pro Stanley Mitchell, who fishes 
the rivers near his south Georgia home 
whenever he can. 

"Rivers have an atmosphere all 
their own," explains the Evinrude 
Outboards Pro Staff angler. ' 'They 
can be quiet and uncrowded but still 
every bit as challenging as a lake." 

Some lake and river fishing tactics 
are interchangeable, says Mitchell, 
because no matter where it lives, a 
bass is still a bass. 

"River bass normally hold tighter 
to cover," notes Mitchell, "especially 
in current. In fact, a basic rule con­
cerning river fishing is to fish near 
current but not in current. 

''That means looking for eddies 
and slack water behind rocks and 
logs, cuts and sloughs off the main 
river, or practically anything that 
provides bass with a resting area out 
of the main flow of the water." 

With the holidays about over, the 
high school basketball season will 
continue.

One type of structure the Evin­
rude pro especially likes to fish is 
where a small tributary creek may 
flow into the larger river. Often, such 
a spot will have a long underwater 
point extending into the deeper wa­
ter that will attract bass at all seasons 
of the year. 

"Stumps, rocks or other forms of 
cover on a point like this will make it 
even more appealing to fish," Mitch­
ell explains. ''When you fish it, just 
aim your casts up into the tributary 
and retrieve the Jure back down over 
the point. Normally, crankbaits are 
your best Jure choice, but jigs and 
plastic worms will also work." 

As the water cools into winter, 
Mitchell suggests river anglers con­
centrate more on deeper channel 
drops, either along the main river or 
in tributaries. 

''The main problem in fishing 
channel drops," explains the 1981 
BASS Masters Classic• winMr, "is 
thatthere may be miles of river chan­
nel available. 

'1n situations like this, the most 
productive water is frequently along 
channel bends or where the channel 
comes dose to a shoreline that offers

Ninety-four excited sixth graders 
witnessed the release of seven wild 
turkeys recently in Lewis County. 

The Lewis County Central Ele­
mentary students eagerly sought 
souvenir feathers the three gobblers 
and four hens left behind before tak­
ing flight into nearby cover. 

The happening brought broad 
smiles to the faces of Gayle Piatt and 
Steve Bonney who played key roles 
in getting youngsters and turkeys 
together. 

Piatt, a conservation education 
program leader for the Department 
of Fish and Wildlife Resources, rou­
tinely works with fifthandsixthgrade 
school children in several northeast­
ern Kentucky counties. Bonney is fish 
and wildlife's district wildlife biolo­
gist for the area. 

Other key players in pulling off 
the event were teacher Don Stafford 
and landowners Harry Kinney and 
Russell Newsome. 

In an all-out effort to restore wild 
turkeys to Kentucky, the fish and 
wildlife department adds wild birds 
to suitable habitat areas during win­
ter months. Wild turkeys live in 118 
of Kentucky's 120 counties. 

By March, more than 400 turkeys 
will be released on 26 sites in Ken­
tucky. Most of the wild birds are 
obtained from Missouri and Iowa; 
some birds are live-trapped and relo­
cated within the state. 

Lewis County is slated to receive 
eight more turkey hens this season.

As toast of "cheers" ring out the 
old year and in the new decade, state 
substance abuse experts in the De­
partment for Mental Health and 
Men_tal Retardation ~rvices urge 
caution about celebrating with alco­
hol. 

'The New Year holiday is one 
which is notorious for alcohol con­
sumption," said Mike Townsend, 
director of the Division of Substance 
Abuse. "Party givers and party goers 
alike need to be conscious about the 
amount of alcohol they usc because 
alcohol is a drug. 

"While it may be intended for 
celebration, alcohol can and does have 
the ability to exaggerate problems of 
tension and stress, which maybe high 
at this time of the year because of any 
number of difficulties," he said. 

Townsend added that the holiday 
season also is a tough time for people 
rec~ve.rmg ~~om ~n alcohol or drug 
addtchon. Fam1ly and financial 
problems, loneliness and the social 
scene may be particularly hard to 
handle this time of year, making 
sobriety difficult to maintain. 

"Recovering addicts need to take 
the holiday season one day at a time 
and avoid the temptation of alcohol. 
Before going to a party, make deci­
sions regarding alcohol usc. A deci­
sio~ of abstinence before a party 
begins may keep recovering addicts 
on the sober track," he said. 
. Party hosts can use the following 

tips for a successful and safe holiday 
celebration: 
-Keep cocktail hours short; if a meal 
is included, serve it reasonably soon. 
- Serve snacks so guests need not 
drink on an empty stomach. 
-A void carbonated mixers in favor 
ofnon-<:arbonatcd one (fruit juice,) as 
carbonation speeds alcohol absorp­
tion. 
- Serve special holiday non-alco­
holic drinks for those who choose not 
to drink. 
-Choose one trusted bartender who 
will measure drinks and won't 
"double up." 

-Space alcoholic drinks. Wait a while 
between drinks, giving guests time to 
experience the effects of one drink 
before offering another. 
-Promote activities and/or enter­
tainment as diversions from just eat­
ing and drinking. 
- Stop serving alcohol altogether 
about an hour or two before the end 
of a party in anticipation of the jour­
neyhome. 
The following tips are for guests to 
follow to reduce the risks of alcohol 
use: 
-Know that you may choose not to 
drink and can say "no" to alcoholic 
beverages for any reason. 
-DrinK slowly and avoid gulping a 
drink. On the average, the body can 
onlymctabolizconedrinkinanhour's 
time. 
-Don't drink and drive. Avoid rid­
ing with a driver who is under the 
influence of alcohol. 
-If you are a woman, realize that 
alcohol will have a greater effect on 
you even if you weigh the same as 
most men. If you arc pregnant or 
nursing, the only responsible choice 
for you is abstinence. 

"Drinking responsibly insures 
your safety," said Townsend." And a 
safe holiday season should be the 
intention of all Kentuckians."
