Suc.h a difference directly translate 
\lsetr into the iact that in the high· 
capacity districts more tlian 40 ~ 
cent of the students were ~nrollcd in 
advanc~..'Cl math courses while m the 
low-capaoty districts only 15 per cent 
enjoyed the same opportunity, The 
hi~h-capacily districts paid their 
teachers an average of $2,689 more 
per year than did the Iow-capacaty 
dtstncts It is not hard to sec not only 
who had the most science teachers 
but who had the best ones. 

Such figures, and other, deahng 

Wt l h achrC\'Cmcnt·tcst scores. 
dropout rates. and othl'r 111dexes of 
educational deprt\'ation, l'ould be 
endJcs..c;ly paraded acr·oss the st.age, 
and they would merely confirm and 
reconfirm the exsstcnce of n s ttu.ation 
that is already clear· 

A disturbmgly large proportion or 
the children in Kentucky's sChools are 
suffcrtng from cducaltOnal depri\·a· 
lion-and lhts happcnrng m an in­
creasingly demanding technologtcal

Housing activity in 1989likely will 
be slower due to an overall rise in 
mortgage mterest rates, accorcling to 
the latest moothly ''Outlook for the 
Economy and Real Estate•· from the 
National Association of Realtors. 

The January report, issued by 
NAR's rorecasting and policy 
analysis division, anticipates further 
tightening of I he nation's money sup­
ply by lhe Jo~ederal Reserve Board to 
limit inOation risks from rapid 
economic growth. 

Long-teriD interest rates, mcluding 
fixed-rate, 30.year mortgage rates, 
likely v.ill continue to be affected by 
the anticipated credit tightening, the 
report says. As yet, one-year 
adjustable-rate mortgage rates have 
borne the brunt of the Fed's action, 
rising at a raster pace than interest 
rates for fixed-rate home loans. 

An increase in mortgage rates dur­
ing December is expected to continue 
through the spring of 1989, resulting 
in a 1988-tcH989 decline in sales of ex­
isting homes and new homes, as weU 
as a lower Jcvel of housing starts, the 
outlook predicts. 

It attributes Lhe strong sales pace 
of existing homes last fall to home 
buyt'rs "trying to keep one step 
ahead" of future mortgage interest 
rate hikes. 

The outlook contams an e<-onom1c 
commentary by NAR chief economist 
Dr. John A. Tuccillo and mcludes the 
followmg pred1c1ions for the real 
estate Industry and the economy in 
general· 

-Sales of existing smgle·family 
homes are expected to lotal 3.41 
million Cor 1989. a level 3 4 percent 
bclow that of 1988. 

-Sales or new singl~famlly homes 
are expected to total623,000, dropping 
ll2 percent from 1988. 

-Housing starts are expected to 
toal l -to million units, dropping 5.7 
percent from 1988. A lotal of 1.02 
million starts ror singl~·family units 
is anticipated, falling 5.9 percent from 
last year. Starts for buildings with 
tw{) four umts are expected lo total 
56,100, dropp1ng 3.3 pel'ccnl from 
I!J88; and starts £o1' buildings w1th five 
or more umts probably are expected 
to total 322,000, dropping 5.6 percent 
from lasl year.
