count stores in the ores uffected hs
slore's sales

Tacket!, who has been with th
company for eighl years. Wik
formerly manager of the Maloney's

store in Martin, which is also part o
the Heck's chain. The Martin store
will remain open, according to
Heck's spokesman Bill Brage.

The closing date for the
Prestonsburg store will depend on
how quickly the stores present in-
ventory sells, said Tackell adding

Slate
Superintendent of Public Instruction
John Brock recommended that
Whitley and Floyd be moved to
phase three — the phase in which
the Department of Education sends
a team of officials into the local
district to oversee daily operations

Floyd County Superintendent
Ronald Hager said after the meeting
he was pleased with the action of the
advisory panel. He declined further
comment

Districts in phase two have been
declared deficient under the law,
and must ‘submit plans to resolve
their problems. The department pro
vides the district help o do so

Hager had urged the advisory
panel nol to recommend moving
Floyd County into phase three.

The advisory panel recommended
that Flovd and Whitley counties re
main in phase two, and that they
receive as much management
assistance from the stale as they
would under phase three The key
difference is thal under the panel's
recommendation, the local hoard
would not have to [ollow the state's
suggestions

But the panel's recommendation
calls on the department 1o report o
the Educational Improvment Com-

mittee and the state board any el
forts not to copperate with the slate,

Brock said he will stick with his
recommendation that Floyd and
Whitley be moved to phase three

Several members of the advisory
panel guestioned the necessity of
moving the two districts to phase
three in light of Brock's statemenl
that their current administrations
have coop>raled with the depart-
menl's efforts to improve the
districts

“That is where my gquandary
comes.'' said commiltee member
Frank Hatfield of Louisville. “In
phase two, evidently, the stale has
done everything it knows to do and
the loeal district has cooperated .
How ean we do any better than that
tin phase three)?”

Bul Brock said he must deal with
the state law. "'Your poinl is you
have a piece of legislation you are
dealing with that you obviously don’t
agree with —as many of us
don'l — but it is there, and you have
got to deal with it,” Brock said.

The law calls for intervention if
districts fall below certain stan-
darids in four general areas:

—Diropout rates. A district may
not have a dropout rate in grades
seven o 12 of more than 5.5 percent.
Floyd's rate is 4.3, which meets stale

standards,

— Attendance. The attandance
rate for students in grades one
through 12 must be at or above 815
percent. Floyd's rate Is 92.4 per-
cent,

— Academics, A distriet is defi-
ciert if students in three or more
grades do not demonstrate mastery
of at least 80 percenl. In Floyd Coun-
ty. students in three or more grades
iall below the 80 percent! masiery
level on KEST scores in reading,
writing, spelling and library
references. They are within stale
standards in math, the fifth subject
area.

— Financial. Prior aid from the
depariment has failed 1o resolve
Floyd County's problem. The
district does not necessarily have to
have a defieil in order to fall this
standard, although the local district
has & projected deficit of $345 824 at
the end of the fiscal year (June 30),

The local district has done veny lif-
tle to reduce present overstaffing in
non-certified personnel, said Gordon
Nicholls, spokesman f(or the Depart-
ment of Education.

Nicholls said there are also other
areas in which the local district has
failed to comply with suggestions
made by the department

City Employees Receive Raises

Effective immediately. the City of
Prestonsburg's employees will
receive raises of either'5 percent or
an additional 35 cents per hour

In Monday night's couneil
meeting, members voled to approve
35 cent per hour raises for public
works employees, and 5 percent
raises for all other city employees
Mayor Ann Latta said that while a
budget amendment would be
necessary o provide the raise, funds
are svailable

On a motion by Bill Callihan,
seconded by Charles Hale, the pro
posal passed without opposition

In a separate malter, officials also
voted to replace all parking meters
downtown with rebullt meters

Before the counct] were two priv
posals — one o conver! present
meters, and another o purchuse
rebuilt meters. In either inslance,
the meters would reflect the city's
new 25 cents per hour parking fee

“Our melers are old, and we have
a whole bunch of them that need
repair, 1 think we'll be a whole lot

better off in the long run if we get the
rebuilt ones.” said Callihan. 1
believe our best bet . . . would be to
get that one-year warranty.”

Council members also discussed
whether to eliminate nickle and
dime slois in the meters, bul chose,
instead, to keep them so that users
could purchase parking for limes
less than an hour

“If it doesn’t cosl any more, we
ought to make il as convenienl as

possible,’” said councilman Adrian
Blackbum

The counedl also discussed mon-
thly parking permits, currenti)
available to people who park
downtown.

One
ulilizes board funds, one is funded by
a grant, and another is being done in
conjunction with the Floyd County
Education Forum

He said the district has made
significant improvements in
achievement tests. At one point, he
told the panel that if eight students
“had scored a couple more points,
we would not be deficlent,”” Hager
has asked the state Department of
Education to provide financial ex-
pertise and assistance to the local
district. Districts that run a deficit
may have their financial manage-
ment laken over by the state under
another law. as has been done in
Pike County.

However. if the state board moves
Floyd to phase three today, that
wotld already be done.

William McCann. a Lexinglon at-
torney representing Whitley County,
challenged the legality of moving
that distriet to phase three. He in-

It & easier to be public spirited,
when it's not vour base being closed
Still, we believe that shutting down
or reducing operations at 41 military
facilities across the nation {5 in the
best interest of the nation. We also
helieve thal there could be a silver
lining for the communities most
directly affected

For the nation as a whole, the cut-
backs recommended by a non-
partisan commission appainted by
Defense Secretary Frank Carlucei
could save $5.6 billion over 20 vears

Lneal reommunities, of course, are

apprehensive, and ‘tawmakers
representing areas alfected already
are looking for ways 1o block the
closures. Sen. Pete Wilson, R-Calif.,
suggested he would look for ways 1o
deny money for some of the Califor
nia closures.

Even then, the presiden
could veto the congresstonal action

For local communities, the key o
surviving, indeed thriving, in the
wake of base closings is agiressive
and imaginative political leader-
ship.

In addition to being a campus
minister, Moon was associate pastor
of an inner-city church in Memphis.

In the spring of 1968, he supported
attempts by Memphis sanitation
workers lo persuade the city lo
recognize their union. King was in
Memphis to lend his support to their
effort when he was assassinated.

State Needs New Methods To Fight
Environmental Threats, Says KFTC

A Kentucky citizens group said last
week that the state needs new
methods and greater resources to
fight environmental threats,

Kentuckians For The Common-
wealth, a statewide citizens group,
released a comprehensive report on
environmental problems in Kentucky
Wednesday at a press conference in
Frankfort. Leaders of the organiza-
tion said that budget and staff in-
creases for enforcement agencies
Were necessary, as were new restric-
tions on burning and burying solid and
toxic wastes.

““We're all prisoners of convention
and are used to throwing things
away,” said Patty Wallace, KFTC
chairperson. ‘“‘Recycling is the
fastest, safest and cheapest way to
get rid of our garbage."! Wallace said
that Kentucky needed more pro-
grams to reduce, recycle and re-use
wastes.

“The big challenge for Kentucky is
waste reduction,” said Jean True,
chair of KFTC's environmental rights
committee. “Industry can save
money—in raw materials, in liabili-
ty costs, in public relations—by
reducing wastes."

The report by the Prestonsburg-
based group includes 187 recommen-
dations for state action, including
banning commercial toxic waste in-
cineration, hiring more state inspec-
tors, creating tougher air pollution
limits and giving prison sentences to
corporate officials convicted of
deliberately violating environmental
regulations.

“We're concerned that fandfills are
putting our entire groundwater
system in jeopardy,” said Penney
Sanders. Low costs make dumping in
Kentucky attractive for other states,
Sanders said.

Leaders of Kentuckians For The
Commonwealth presented the report
to state officials, who are developing
Kentucky's first “‘environmental
management plan." A draft of the
state’s plan is expected to be releas-
ed in May.

The report, “The A-B-Cs of En-
vironmental Management in Ken-
tucky,” was endorsed by the Ken-
tucky Resources Council, Citizen's

Clearinghouse For Hazardous

Today, dozens of battles apd hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars in
medical bills later, their daughler is
a student in Floyd County school
svslem. with access lo various
therapies that have helped her to
progress even more and enjoy the
semblance of a normal life

The intervening years, however,
were often difficult. “We didn't
know where to turm. Everyone would
give a different answer,” Leedy
said. “Everyone told us what she
could not do, no one told us what she
might do.” The information the cou-
ple did get was “more bad than
good,” he said,

The Leedys fought countless bal-
tles trying to get their daughter into
the educational system where she
could get professional help which the
family could not give, Leedy had to
become an expert on HB%4-142, the
federal law thal requires that all
children be given an equal oppor-
tunity for education regardless of
handicap and condition

They fought countless more bat-
tles getting financial help. Leedy
said the insurance {rom his electri-
cian’'s job was cancelled about a
year after the baby was born
because of the medical expenses

“You can go from middle class to
poverty very quickly when you have
to deal with medical costs,” he said

Leedy learned, by trial and error,
how to suceessfully apply for Social
Securily disability and a Medicaid
card, and where to find other help
with the mounting debis

He now lends his own experience
to other parents faced with similar
problems. Perhaps even more im-
portant, Leedy said he is willing to
listen to and counsel parents who are
having difficulty coping with the
stress that having a handicapped
child can place on a family,

Leedy considers no assistance oo
small. He has arranged {ransporia-
tion for parents and handicapped
children to medical appointments,
He has pul parents in contacl with
dentists who will work on the teeth of
a severely handicapped child, with
which most dentists have no ex-
perience.

“Our job is lo lel parents know
what’s there. to see that they can gel
the things they need to go on living,”'
said Leedy. Leedy joined the ranks
of the handicapped himself three
years ago when an eye disease left
him blind.

Leedy’'s volunteer work with han-
dicapped children led last year lo his
appointment as a parenl represen-
tative for the State Department of
Edueation’s special education wing
He serves on an advisory committee
made up of professionals and
parentsof special needs children. He
is the only parent on the committee
from this part of the state, he said.

Recently he travelled to Frankior!

as an advocate for Kentucky HB 241,
The bill, which passed in 1984, called
for additional funding for special
education programs. But, according
to Leedy, no monev was ever ap-
propriated

““We don't have appropriate
classrooms, we don’t have equip-
ment, we don't have enough
teachers and aides, we don’t have
enough specially equipped buses,
We need maore of everything to have
educational opportunity for han-
dicapped children,” Leedy said.

Leedy mans the Parent/Profes-
sional Resource Center daily, In ad-
dition, lo his own experience, the
center offers brochures and books
relating to handicapped children for
use by parents and professionals
who work in special education.

Leedy has also organized a parent
support group, which is set to meet
Jan. 20 at 6 p.m. at the center.

Have Right

To Representation, Says Kelly

Most people who have business
dealings with Social Security handle
their own affairs with some help from
Social Securily personnel, according
to Jim Kelly, Social Security District
director. The aim of social security is
to make certain that those entitled to
benefits get them, and to help ap
plicants establish their right to them,

However, a person who wishes to be
represented in his or her dealings
with Social Security may arrange for
this. The representatives may be a
lawyer or any other qualified person,
Social Security personnel are
prepared toassist by praviding a list
of legal service organizations, such as
the Legal Aid Society or the state or
local bar association, from which the
names of altorneys may be oblained

There are some limits on who may
represent a person in his or her deal
ings with Social Security. First, the
representative must be an individual,
not a corporation or organization.

Second, a person cannol act as a
representative if he or she has been
prohibited from engaging in such ac-
tivities because of having violated
provisions of the Social Security law,
said Kelly,

Third, under certain conditions, a
current or former employee of the
government may not be able (o acl as
a representative. Further details
about this restriction may be obtain-
ed from any Social Securily office

Once a representative is decided
upon, Kelly says, the appointment

must be made in writing. A form for
this purpose is available at any Social
Security office. The representative's
authority ends when final action is
laken in the case or when Lthe person
being represented asks thal it end.

More information about a person’s
right fo be represented can be obtain-
ed at the Big Sandy Area Social
Security office, located on U, S. 23 be-
Iween Prestonsburg and Paintsville,
The telephone number is listed in the
local telephone directory under U.S.
government.

Luther L. Woods, 47, a highly-deco-
rated, retired U.S, Army lleutenant
colone], died enroute to the Greater
Southeast Community Hospital of
heart failure on January I, after a
five-year battle with cancer. He was
pronounced dead at the Walter Reed
Army Medical Center

Woods and his family have lived in
Clinton, Md. since 1972, except for a
shorl absence during his military
career, Woods was born in Hazard on
Nov. 14, 1941. He attended high school
in Hindman, and gradoated from
West Point in 1963,

He was commissioned in the infan-
try and attended nirborne, ranger,
and the basic infantry officer course
at Fi. Benning, Ga. His [irst assign-
ment was with the 101st Airborne
Division at Ft. Campbell. After
Pathfinder School in 1965, he went (o
Vietnam wilh the First Brigade of the

101st. He served there as a recon pla-
toon leader and company com-
mander. For the extraordinary
heroism he showed as a company
commander in the battle his company
waged for four days in June 1966 when
il was surrounded by the Viet Cong
and cut-off from other U.S. Forces, he
was awarded the Distinguished Ser-
vice Cross, the nation's second
highest award for valor in combat,
During this four-day battle, his com-
pany repelled a number of fierce
enemy assaulls, aulomalic weapons
fire and mortar attacks, killing 96
Viet Cong insurgents

In 1966 he went Lo Germany where
he served in Headquarters CENTAG
until 1968, when he returned to Viet-
nam as an advisor. During his second
Vietnam tour, he advised a Viet.
namese ranger battalion and was
aide-de-camp o the senior advisor to
the Vietnamese Third Corps

PRESEASON SCOUTING

If vou're bored wilh the
ballgames, can't find a bird or bun-
ny to shoot at, and [eel a bad case of
cabin fever coming on, consider
spending an afternoon doing
something thal is sure lo improve
vour fishing through the coming
year.

During Japuary and Febroary,
the waters of most {lood control im-
poundments (like Dewey and
Fishtrap) are al their lowest level ol
the yvear. Thus. all of the structures
in the summertime shallow to mid:
depths are now in plain view

This provides a unigue opportuni-
ty for the serious angler to betler
tearn his or her favorite lake, or any
lake, for that matter, Also, because
the area most often occupied by
largemouths (2 to 10 foot depths) is
on dry land, anglers can easily con-
struct brush and rock struclures
which will hold fish when the water
later rises overtop of them

The first step is to obtain a good,
detailed, topographical map of the
lake. Then, wealher permitling,
plan to spend a day on the lake. Take
your map, a notepad and-a pen, and
stick a chainsaw, a spool of nylon
rope or twine, and a few cinder
blocks in your boat,

When you arrive al the lake, visit
vour most productive fishing spots
and see if vou can determine what
was holding the fish in that area.
Was it a brushpile? Maybe a few big
rocks? Perhaps something relative-
ly inconspicuous like a shallow ditch
or depression?

Next. make your way slowly
around the lake. On a larger reser-
voir, vou might need lo limil your

The next step is to create a few
structures of vour own which will
hold fish. Both Fishtrap and Dewey
are sadly lacking in submerged fish-
holding structure, and your addition
of either brush ar rock formations
are sure to increégse your fishing pro
ductivity in the coming years

Although most anglers are
familiar with the creation of brush
altractors. few realize thal rock for
mations will also attract and hold
fish of all sorts. Sonny and Joe Lee, &
father and son bass fishing duo from
Knoxville, Tenn., spend much of the
winter creating rock structures. The
exposed banks are usually littered
with rocks, and all vou have to do is
stack them up

The Lees usually build rockpiles
ranging in size from four to six feel
high, and six to 10 feet in diameter.

Larger rocks are preferred, because
they offer larger spaces between
them in which the baitfish, bluegill
and even smailer bass and catfish
can hide, Stick a ¢lump of brush ad
mist the rocks and vou'll improve
the productivity of the structure

Brushpiles can be created by
dragging dead trees and fallen limbs
to the shoreline, Cul them into a
suitable size, tie them togetherintoa
suitable shape. and weight the
clump with a cinder block. Discard
ed Christmas trees, easily ob-
tainabile al this time of the year, also
makefinefish attractars vl

Place your rockpiles and
brushpiles in areas which shoeuld be
atlraclive to bass or crappie. Prefer-
red locations include on the lip of &
drop into deep water, in a ereek
channel, in the back of a shallow
cove, or on a barren flat. Be sure to
mark the exact locations on your
map. When placing these structures,
be sure that they are not localed ina
spol where they will pose a threat to
boaters

Rock and brushpiles are especial-
ly altractive to tournament anglers.
as they provide secrelive, exclusive
fishing holes. By creating a dozen or
two of these structures and dispers-

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“"Mom tells me I've been singing
since I could talk,” said Collins.

Every year, approximately 1.5
million people suffer heart attacks.
For-540,000 of the sufferers, the direct
result is death.

These figures seem high, bul ac-
thally they represent a decrease in
the number of people who die as a
resull of myocardial infarction theart
altack)

The decrease in heart attack deaths
can be attribuled to several faclors,
including diet, exercise and the cur-

. renl availability of pew, advanced
drugs that can dissolve life-
threatening clots in the coronary
arteries.

A heart attack occurs when a small
piece of free-floating material in the
blood becomes lodged or wedged in
the coronary arlery, causing a

» blockage and loss of oxygen to that
portion of the heart, Severe chest pain
(which is frequently mistaken for
heartburn or indigestion) sometimes
begins as a small pain in the chest

» which may radiale into the back,
neck, arm or a combination of ex-

Nausea and shortness of
breath usually accompany the chest

. pain

These symptoms should not be ig-
nored. Delaying treatment can
damage the heart muscle beyond
repair.

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Wilkinson Enco urages Responsibility

The commander of **Martha's GED
Army" is getling tough.

Y] talk to students all bver the state.
They say 'l dan't like school.” | ask
why, and they reply, ‘I don't know," "
Kentucky's first lady Martha Wilkin-
son told a Prestonsburg Community
College audience Thursday

“Then ! try to make them feel like
two cents, " said Wilkinson, speaking
at the new semester's opening facul-
ty seminar

“I tell them that ‘il you want to be
responsible, nothing will happen in
your life, You are the only person who
ean make something happen,'

Wilkinson said.

A faculty member velled ""Amen,"’
and others joined in applause.

Wilkinson has championed the
cause of literacy and has pushed GED
training since her husband became
governor in 1988, With Kentucky
Educational Television, she formed
“"Martha’s GED Army"' lo gel
volunteers to help with the high school
equivalency training programs.

Bul her message last week swilch-
ed responsibility from school
systems, teachers and parents to the
students themselves,

“"We must gel across to young peo-
ple just who is responsible, if we are
to prevent more dropouts,” she said.

“All kinds of help is there. Whether
you wanl to pick it up is up to you, I
tell them.”

Wilkinson said no one is talking to
Kentucky's young people that way.
“You must be accountable for your
own life,” she said. “I tell them to
deal with reality. | want lo break the
cyele of poverty in Kentucky and I'm
trying to show people thal education
does make a difference.”

Wilkinson said she advises older
people who didn't finish high school
or who can’t read or write not to
waste the rest of their lives. “You
can’t change 20 years ago, but help is
there if you decide you're going to
change the future,' Wilkinson said.

She said she hopes that within the
next few years “we will have made
such a great dent that the ‘in' thing
to do will be to stay in school or get
a GED.”

Wilkinson lauded GED and literacy
volunteers and the growing number
of businesses thal are encouraging
employees Lo learn to read or Lo enroll
in GED programs.

“I hope what I'm doing will s00n
result in the lack of a need for Mar-
tha's GED Army," she said.

Prior to Wilkinson’s talk, ,the PCC
faculty heard about local literacy ef-
forts from Marcie Menster and Dan
Greene of the Floyd County Literacy
Couneil.

In Flanders’ fields the poppies blow

This education should strive fo imprint upon
the students the morals, strength of character, and patriotism which provided the
foundation on which our country was conceived and has been maintained. In prepar-
ing for America’s future, we must take up the torch—not in physical battle, as was
done during the World Wars, but through better education and intellectual develop-
ment. This education needs to be well-rounded and should include social studies,
mathematics, science, problem solving and critical thinking, language arts, and
an appreciation for the humanities.

A better social studies education will help the students by reminding them of
the wars which were fought for our freedom. A more extensive civics program will
make the students more aware of the election process and help them to choose the
best candidate for the office. It will help them understand how the government
works, for example, how a bill becomes a law.

Volumes Discuss Ecology, Management of Nature
