'Blasted Rock' Is Just That 
To Dickeytown Residents

Trying to rectify a dangerous rod< 
situation on US 23 North, state high­
way workers made f>everal residents 
acrossthcriverfrom thesiteunhappy 
last Friday. 

Woodworker Mary Cawood said 
she was using her sander outside her 
home in the quiet neighborhood of 
Dicl<cytown, which sits on the west 
side of the river- visible from US 23 
but accessible only from KY 1428. 
''When the blast went off, I thought 
I'd electrocuted myself," she said. 

The blast she referred to resulted 
fromadynamitechargethestatecrew 
had applied to a large overhanging 
roc.k- one that had prompted sev­
l'ral calls from motorists who travel 
the controversial :stretch of road. 

According to residents, the work­
<'..rS &,lodged the boulder, which 
landed in the roadway and had to be 
blasted before it could be cleared 
away. 

Theexplosionapparcntlystar tled 
everyone in the neighborhood. Green 
Cawoocl Sr. likened the sound to a 
bomb. 13etty Patton said the noise 
was "so loud, it's a wonder it didn't 
burst people's eardrums.'' 

nut the sound was not the main 
source of concern. Two windows in 
Patton's riverfron t house were bro­
ken out, and she said the impact of 
the explosion moved her fireplace 
~cveral inches from the wall, render­
ing it u~elcss.

Herfathcr-in-law,Grcen 
Cawood Sr., added that ht~ house 
rec<:ived structural damage, cracked 
dry wall and damage to decorative 
ptcccs on the wall. 

Mostpeopleagrec.-d that the great­
est damage was sustainl-d by the 
mobile home of Karen and Robert 
Kestner, where, neighbors said, ceil­
ings dropped. window~ cracked and 
thefoundation was damaged. 

Denton Billiter, chief engineer Wl th 
the state Departm<'nt of Transporta­
tion district office in Ptkeville, said an 
investigation into the damages is 
being made. "The dc.-partment will 
compcnsatcif(rcsidents)haveproven 
damages,'' Billiter said Monday. 

Billiter said residents must fill out 
a board of claims form and c;ubmit it 
tothcdepartmentforrcimbursement 
of damages. Hccxpressro regret that 
the residents sustained dam,tges from 
the blast, but he said the department 
was concerned about th£lstatu$O( the 
rock.

Judge Signs Order; 
8 Precincts To Vote 
In Option Election 

Floyd County judge/Executive 
John M. Stumbo certified the order 
Friday for a special election on end­
ing the legal sale of alcoholic bever­
ages in eight Prestonsburg area pre­
cincts on April22. 

The state attorney genera I' s office 
ruled last week that the county clerk 
could accept signatures without 
addresses on petitions calling for a 
referendum, leading the way for 
Stumbo's approval of the election. 
According to mandated procedure, 
thesheriffhas been given the order to 
post advertising for the election in 
five places in each precinct, County 
Clerk Carla Bolton said. 

Bolton was waiting Tuesday for 
another ruling from thC' attorney 
general on the last day for residents 
to resister to vote in the special elec­
tion. 

''I think the date will bcApnlll," 
Bolton said, adding that she needs 
state confirmation. 

Although opposition to abolish­
ing alcohol sales in the precincts has 
been quiet, it docs exist. 

During Monday's Prestonsburg 
City Council meeting, council mem­
ber Wtlliam Callihan addressed at 
length the city's need for equipment 
repair and purchase, and spoke 
against banning sales, saying the 
revenue is badly needed. 

"Last year, the City Council voted

s.ud Ca IIi han. 'We haveanother truck 
that thetanklcakson,and that will be 
$35,000 to $40,000 to repair.

Q Eliminating senior trips after this year

Among the many 1tcms on the 
Aoyd County School Board's agenda 
tonight will be adoption of a new 
policy manual-a manual that may 
include a smattering of fundamental 
changes for students and teachers 
alike. 

The7p.m.rneeting,normallyheld 
at the Prestonsburg High School cafe-­
teria, has been moved to the board 
office due to the district tournament 
at PHS. 

Board members studied the pol­
icy manual and proposed revisions 
earlier this monthduringa four-hour 
joint meeting with representatives of 
the Kentucky School Boards Associa­
tion, which was employed to update 
and revise the manual. The last revi­
sions were made in 1974. 

Primary changes the board may 
make tonight affect leave for teachers 
and clasc;ified personnel, athletic 
participation standards, student sus­
pen~ ions and senior trips. 

Changes affecting educators in­
cludeallowing teachers lOslckdays, 
two emergency leave days and one 
personal leave day; previously, edu­
cators were allowed 10sickdays and 
three emergency leave days. 

The Aoyd County Education 
A!tsociation had earlier proposed that 
teachers be given one personal leave 
day, which could be accumulated 
from yror to year. The board will also 
decide tonight whether sick leave, 

crpergency and personal days may 
be accrued. 

In a related issue, the board may 
create a "sick leave bank"' for its cer­
tified employees. The bank would 
allow participating employees to 
contribute one day annually to pro­
vide additional leave for employees 
who have catastrophic illness and 
have used all sick leave days camed. 

According to the KSBA represen­
tatives, Dr. Ken Scott and Lawrence 
Stamper, 15 districts in the state cur­
rently utilize a sick leave bank. 

The board may also add to its 
employment policy, inserting lan­
guage that would require publiciz­
ing all vacancies to allow certified 
qualified staff to apply for adminis· 
trative or other positions within the 
school district. 

Board members also discussed 
requiring criminal record!> checks for 
all employees whosupcrvise students 
- including bus drivers, aid~, etc. 
Another option the board discussed 
would require the checks- at the 
potential employees' expense ($4)­
for all new employees; current em­
ployees would be grand fathered in. 

The board aJso asked Bill Gordon 
Francis, legal counsel for the district, 
to determine whether employees on 
disability could accrue sick leave or 
vacation while receiving Worker's 
Compensation. 

Separately, the board discussed 
revisions in vacation policy, agreeing 
that employees of one to three years 

should receive one week paid vaca­
tion; four to nine years, two weeks; 10 
to 15 years, three weeks; and more 
than 16 years, four weeks. The policy,

if approved, would not allow accu­
mulation of vacahon time; the new 
policy would bccomeeffectivcJulyl, 
1990. 

At the recommendation of Super­
intendcnt Ron Hager, the board 
unofficially agreed to expand the 
district's classified employee sick 
leave policy. Currently, classified 
employees working for 12 months 
receive sick l<'avc; those who work 
less than 12 months do not. 

"They'd be tickled to death with 
threetofivcdays,and 1 thinkitwould 
help," said Hager. The board agreed 
to prov1de employees with two to 
five dayc; of paid sick leave, based 
upon the number of months employ­
ees work each year. 

Board members also discussed 
senior trips, msurance and limits of 
liability. Noting that field trips are 
often taken during spring break, Dr 
james Adams, board chairman, ex­
pressed conccm that insufficient in­
surance polici~ were purchased by 
groups to cover a possible catastro­
phe. 

After extensive discussion, the 
board agreed to require that all senior 
trips be taken after school ends each 
year, effective july 1. 

"All other trips will stand on their 
own merit, and the board can review 
them to sec if there is sufficient liabil­
ity insurance," said Adams. 

ln a separate matter, the board 
discussed upgrading standards for 
athletic participation from a "D" 
average ina minimum of three classes 
to a "C" average. The policy, if ap­
proved, would become effective next 
school year. 

In a related issue, the board dis­
cussed paying expenses for coaches 
to attend state tournaments, even if 
their team docs not advance to the 
state level. 

"For coaches, it's the equivalent of 
a convention," said Frankie Francis, 
district athletic director. 

Currently, schools pay up to S75 
towards expenses. The board agreed 
that effective July 1, no local funds 
would be provided. 

Board members also discussed 
holding athletic events on days when 
school is dismissed due to inclement 
weather. Francis said no games are 
held on the elementary level if school 
isout, but added, "at the highschool 
level, games are more difficult to 
schedule."

The County Clerk: Floyd 
County's Chief Recordkeeper

The county clerk i!i, inn ..;c:>n..;c, the 
county's chief recordkcc:>pcr nnd the 
one elected official whom citizens 
generally have the most contact with. 

If anyone g<!ts marm'ti in the 
county, buy~ or sells a p1ece of prop­
erty, register" to vote, hccnc:~c; a car, 
" ·ants copies of gene.! logical records 
or doc~ any number of other activi­
ties, that person connt'Cts with the 
county clerk's office. 

Years ago, before the c;tate re· 
vamped the court system, the office 
was referred to ascountycourt clerk, 
and manv people still use that title. 

Today the clerk's only responsi­
bility in that area ic: tothcnon·judicial 
fiscal court, and that rola is optional. 

The office cover~ o;ucha variety of 
responsibility that the Lcgic;Jativc 
Research Commic;sion's Duties of 
Elected County Officials devotee; 
almost twice as many pages to the 
county clerk as to the othC'r oHiccs. 

The LRC book divide~ the clerk's 
dutiesintosixcatcgoriC'!;:issuingand 
registering, recording and keeping 
recordc; of various legal instruments, 
voter registration and purgation, 
election duties, and tax dut1cc;,ac: well 
as clerical duties for ftscal court. , 

Among licenses either ic;suro or 
filed by the clerk's office arc those for 
motor vehicles, boats, alcoholic bev­
erage sales, grain warehousing, 
marriages, certain types of retail and 
entertainment businesses, and many 
different professional ccrlif1cates, 
ranging from chiropractors to dental 
hygiemstc:and from funl•raldirectorc; 
to \'ctcrinarians. 

The clerk's office also houc;cc; such 
records as mortgages, mineral leases, 
wills, surveys and maps, lilmsagainst 
property, corporate document~ and 
many other official paper ... In many 
cascc;, the clerk is alc;o required to 
fumic:h copies of records to citizens 
uponrcqucsL 

A" chairman of the county board 
of elections, the clerk is the chief elec­
tion official in the county. She (in the 
case or Floyd County) must, accord­
ing to the LRC, maintain all voter 
rcgic:tration records, from initial reg­
istration to change~ in party affili­
ation or precinct. 

Candidates for county office file 
their candidacy papcro; with the 
cl<-rk'soffice,and theclcrkisincharge 
of setting up the election, following 
strict state guidelines regarding vot­
ing machines and paper ballots, ab­
sentee voting and the maintenance of 
voter records.

The clerk's responsibilities with 
lax collt•ction are vaned. oa~>d on 
mformation g1vcn her by the prop­
erty v.1!uation administration, the 
clerk makes out a tax bill for each 
taxpayt'r for the sheriff to use for 
collection.Thc clerk a lc;ocollcct s taxes 
on motor vehicles, based on set fees, 
ac; Wt'll as various sma II tax c.~ on cer­
tain legal processc.c;. 

Another primarydutyof the clerk 
1s to make all kinds of reports on 
regular schedules to a variety of state 
and county offices, which reinforces 
the concept oftheclerka" the county's 
recordktx'pcr.

Last week, I had the pleasure of 

fishing with Basil Bacon, a well 
~own B.A.S.S. tournament pro from 
Springfield, Mo. 

This 51-year-old i!' an 18-year 
veteran tournament angler with over 
100 B.AS.S. tournaments under his 
belt, and nearly a SHXJ,CXXHn B.A.S.S. 
winnings. He has qualified (or eight 
B.A.S.S. Masters Classics. 

In an effort to obtain photos for 
a few upcoming maga1.ine articles 
that I'm working on with Basil, we 
decided to meet in Knoxville and 
spendafewdayschasingbigmouths. 
Bacon is a big fan of the jig-n-pig, so 
Ina turally thought we'd start fishing 
jigs in deep water, a classic winter 
tactic. 

However, he is also an expert 
with a pH meter, and after evaluat­
ing the water with his lake Systems 
Multi-C-Lector, he said we should 
fish shallow water. So on that first 
day while fishing at Melton Hill ncar 
OakRidge, Tenn., Bacon showed me 
a great technique for working shal­
low water. 

"Long, minnow-type baits are 
usual! y thought to be topwaterbaits," 
says Bacon, often referred to as "Mr. 
Ranger" by people in the boating 
industry. "Most anglers fish I hem as 
top water twitch baits, or as shallow­
runningcrankbaits. But I usc them as 
jerk baits, and I honestly believe that 
that technique is one of the best pre­
spawn tactics that I've ever seen." 

The early pre-spawn period 
usually begins with the first strong 
warming trend in late February (in 
this part of the country). Bacon be­
lieves that bass move from their deep 
winter holding areas to the shallows 
much more rapidly than most an­
glers realize. 

"People tend to fish below the 
fish at this time of year," he says. 
"The fish Y.'ill move shallow, orient­
ing toavailablecover{brush, weeds, 
or rock) to prepare for the spawn. 
This tactic is really deadly over a 
submergcnt weed-bed (the weeds 
don't quite reach the surface). The 
bass will hide down in the weeds 
and dart out to grab a baitflsh-or 
your lure." 

Bacon goes on to say that this 
jerk-bait technique will work on fish 
holding in or around any shallow 
water structure. Even though it tends 
to be most productive in the spring, 
it will work whenever the fish are 
shallow. 

He adds that the basic technique 
is to jerk the bait down to about 3 or 
4 feet with a hard yank of the rod. 
Then you simply work it with jerks, 
kind oflike working a top water Zara 
Spook, while keeping the lure a few 
feet under the surface at all times 

'The variables that you have to 
contend with are the speed of the 
bait, how deep you work it, and the 
different types of baits, all of which 
arc determined by trial and error," 
he says. "It doesn't take long to fig­
ure out what the fish want. Really, 
it's a si m pie technique, but one which 
every bass angler should learn to 
utilize." 

The baits used are the long, 
minnow type baits like Storm's 
Thundcrstick, Bomber's Long-A, 
original Rapala's, etc 'There's a big 
difference between a plastic bait (like 
the Thunders lick) and wooden ones 
OikeRapala's). Wooden ones tend fo 
be more buoyant, so they tend to rise 
more rapidly than plastic baits," says 
Bacon. 

Most often, he opts for a short­
lipped, shallow-running bait, but if 
the fish are holding deep he'll switch 
to a big-lipped deep diver. When 
worked in this "jerk-style", the deep­
diver won't get much deeper than 6 
feet or so. 

Healsoadds lead weight to some 
of his baits to change the action. "I'll 
flatten a big split shot and attach it 
with a wood screw to the underside 
of the bait just behind the lip. Then I 
take the baits out to a lake and trim 
the lead until the bait works like I 
want 1t to. I've got baits that have a 
neutral buoyancy, and they'll just 
suspend in the water without rising 
or sinking. I rig them so that some 
will rise very slowly when I pause on 
the retrieve, and some that sink 
slowly when I pause." 

Bacon's jerk bait technique 
works like a charm. Although we 
didn't luck into a big fish, we spent 
the day catching not only large­
mouths,butsomeofthelargestwhitc 
bass that I've ever taken. Also, a few 
hefty hybrids hit our jerk-baits over 
top of a submergent milfoil bed. 

It's interesting to note that Ba­
con is not only a successful tourna­
ment angler, but a creative inventor 
as well. He invented the flipping 
switch which is nowstandard equip­
ment on most bait casting reels. 

Alron' s Basil Bacon Super jig, proba­
bly the best flipping jig that)' ve ever 
used, was designed by him. He also 
built the first raised flipping deck in 
a Ranger Boat 

However, he is most well known 
for his contributions to the boat 
propeller industry. Bacon, who is 
president of Hi-Performance Indus­
tries, revolutionized the prop mar· 
ket with his development of the first 
successful four-bladed outboard 
prop, now marketed under the name 
of Hi-Tech 4. His ProTestor three­
bladed prop is one of the industry's 
fastest. (For more information: Hi­

Beyond question, any posiHve 

action the Legislature undertakes in 
response to Judge Ray Corns' deci­
sion in the public schools financecase 
will call for fresh funding- and a 
great deal of it. 

In late Novcm bcr, Governor Wal­
lace Wilkinson himself acknowledged 
this fact. 

"I realize Corns' ruling will cost 
additional money," h<!!>aid,although 
he had not yet "addressed where the 
money will rome from." However, 
he expressed hisclearagreement that 
"Kentucky schools must be ade­
quately funded ." 

The basic funding principle had 
been enunciated in September by 
Judge Corns' select committee: when 
taxpayers put forth the same effort, 
enough state money should 1x- pro­
vided to ensure that they rc..'Ceive 
sufficient funds for an adequate 
school system. 

James Melton, former deputy 
superintendent of public mstruction 
of Kentucky, recently drew up a plan 
showing how thio; principle might be 
applied in practice. 

Although granhng that "there arc 
a number of methode: of equalization 
thatcouldconccivablybeuscdshould 
the Legislatured~irc,'" Melton based 
his approach on the power-cqualiza· 
lion formula- the method adopted 
in 1976 to enable the state1 to provid£1 
supplementary funds to poor o;chool 
districts. 

For the current fiscal year, the PEF 
should supply the o;chools with an 
extra $111 million, How much more 
would be required to bring them up 
to the level called for In the Corns 
decision - a level achieving what 
Melton caiJs "financial equity"? 

The basic figure comes from Fay­
ette County, therichestcounty school 
district in Ken lucky, with an assessed 

property valueof$279,390 per pupil. 
(The comparable figure for McCre­
ary County in southeastern Kentucky 
is $36,191; thus, in school terms, the 
metropolitan Bluegrass district is 
almostetghttlmesasrichasitsmoun­
tain cousin.) With a tax rate of 66 
cents per 5100 of assessed value, 
Fayette produces$1,844 per pupil­
a figure that Melton terms the target 
le\'el for all the other school di:>tricts. 

No matter how stringently McCre­
ary and theotherpoorcountiestaxed 
themselves, of course, they could 
never equal Fayette's revenue per 
pupilbecausetheysimplydonothave 
the wealth. 

If they did tighten their belts and 
tax themselves at Fayette's 66-cent 
rate, they would produce substan­
tially more income than they now 
receive, but this money would actu­
ally amount to little more than a d rop 
in the bucket. 

McCreary County, for instance, 
could raise about $820,000, but to 
equal Fayette's $1,844 per pupil it 
would have to do the impossible­
that is, tocollectmorethan$6million 
in school taxes. The difference be­
tween the $820,000 and S6 million­
pluc; would amount to$5,525,000, the 
sum that would have to come from 
state government if McCreary were 
to achieve full financial equity with 
Fayette. 

For Kentucky as a whole, the cost 
of bringing every district up to the 
level of Fayette County would. be 
$579.2 million. Since the current 
power--equalizationappropriation is 
scheduled to be $111.2 million, the 
state would have to provide $467 
million in new money. 

(It is worth mentioning here that 
the emphasis is and must be put on 
new money because no one has any 
thought of merely redividing the 
existing pie, taking money from richer 

counties and giving it to the poorer 
counties. Such a move clearly would 
violate the principJec; laid down by 
Corns and would certainly fail to 
produce the all-1mportant efficient 
schoolsystcm. Fayette and the other 
well-off districts muo;t befrcc not on! y 
to keep their present funding, but 
even, if they choose, to improve it 
through their own efforts.) 

Using the same method of calcula­
tion. Merton presented a second fund­
ing poc;c;ibility, ba.;cd not on Fayette 
County but on the average ac;c;ess­
mcntand tax rate of the topS percent 
of counties. Fayette stands so high 
even in comparison with this 5 per­
cent that Method No.2 bears a much 
smaller price tag than No.1-about 
$250 million, as compared with $579 
million; after allowance is made for 
the power-cqualiza lion contribution, 
that would mean about $139 million 
in fresh funds. 

But the problem here is that this 
method, by definition, would fail to 
achieve the goal of complete fiscal 
equity. Some districts, as the saying 
goes, would be more equal than oth­
ers. Whetherthecourts would accept 
this method, only the courts could 
tell. 

Melton also presented a third 
method, which y1elded figurC!o fall­
ing between those of Method No. 1 
and Method No. 2. But only No. 1 
seems clearly 11nd completely in ac­
cordance with the letter and spirit of 
Corns' decision.

Billie Little: 

Earning Her GED To Further Self, Career

Billie Little's experience m tend· 
ing to ill and injured patients ranges 
from young, battle-scarred soldiers 
in Korea toeldcrlyinvalids in Flonda 
and Eastern Kentucky. 

However, the Auxier woman's 
Jack of paper crooentials hinders her 
from advancing in her career and 
from earning the pay that her experi­
ence and knowledge merit. Little, like 
many of her contemporaries, has to 
watch as younger people with less 
confidence and fewer skUls pass her 
by professionally. Their edge, she 
belteves, is the possession of diplo­
mas and degrees that tell modern 
employe!'!\ they are qualified. 

The Army veteran is not allowmg 
herdilemma togetherdown. Today, 
she' s back in the classroom with the 
goal of earning her GED and then 
going to college. 

"I would love to get my GED and 
then my RN (registered nurse) and 
go back to working with old people," 
said Li ttlc, a skilled care nurse's aide 
at Riverview Manor Nursing Home 
in Prestonsburg. 

Little h.."lS nurtured and 11taken 
care" of people for most of her aduJt 
life. A native of Pike County, she 
joined the US Army, along with her 
sister, in 1950s. Today, she calls her 
decision to leave the service "the 
regret of my life." 

"The proudestmomentofmy life, 
outside of having my children," said 
the mother of four, "was when I put 
my uniform on. I loved the Army.'' 

Little's mother was against her 
daughters joining lhe military. "She 
didn't want us to go because she 

thought women in the Army had a 
bad reputation," said Little. ''Every­
one thought a woman then went in 
just to be with the servicemen. " 

Although the young-looking 
blonde admits that men may have 
been an added incentive, the 
Women's Army Corps in the 1950s, 
she said, was strict in keeping the 
sexes separate. The real reason Little 
enlisted, she said, was for the prom­
i6e of adventure and excitement, and 
she was not disappointed. 

Trained as a medic, Little worked 
at several military hospitals during 
her term in theArmy,in departments 
as far ranging as psychiatric wards 
and nurseries. 

She was sent to Korea as the con­
flict there was winding down. She 
worked Wi.thanambulancecrewina 
"sort ofM.A.S.H.,'' she said, referring 
to the popular former televisions how 
"I was so scared the whole time I was 
over there, 1. can't even remembar 
most of what happened." 

In addition to her work assign­
ments, Little fondly remembers the 
USO shows she had the opportunity 
to see, particularly the one at which 
she was pulled out oftheaudicnce to 
dance with entertainer Bob Hope. "I 

was young and pretty enough to get 
their attention," she laughed. 

The owner of several "good con­
duct'' citations, Littles till remembers 
at least one time that she broke the 
Army's strict rules and r~eived its 
demeaning punishment "l had to 
scrubthestairway~1tha toothbrush," 
she said wtth a grimnce. 

When Little and her sister, who 
now lives m Michigan, left home to 
join the Atm y, they had been no far­
ther from home than Royd County. 
Nor had they ever ridden in a train 
compartment. "When we found the 
compartment, we wondered where 
we would sleep, so we called the 
porter. We really felt foolish when he 
just pushed a button and the bed 
came out," she recalled. 

TheGEDstudcnt laugh~ when she 
remembers her natvete. "Our parents 
gave us some money to spend on the 
trip to basic training in Virginia, and 
we tipped everybody," she said. ''We 
didn't even have money for a Coke 
when we got there " 

AninJUIYsustained whileonduty 
left her classified as 30 percent dis­
abled, according to the Army. While 
stationed in Maryland, Little was 
riding in an ambulance, en route to 

pick up a soldier being flown in from 
Korea, when the ambulance wrecked. 
The WAC was thrown forward and 
her knee was injured, although she 
contends it hasn't really slowed her 
down. 

Little left the service, a move she 
still regrets, for marriage. Now di­
vorced,she had four grown children. .. 

While hor children were still at $ ;::. 
home,sheworkedforanursinghome ~~:::~hi>.~ ~ 
in Pikeville for seven years before fj 
moving to Florida wheresheworked ,#, v# 

for a similar facility for about eight ~· 
years "I love to work with old '~ 
people,'' she said. "It's very hard 
work, but they get to my heart." 

Her work at Riverview Manor, 
which she declares is "one of the nic· 
est nursing homes I've even seen,'' is 
primarily with patients who can do 
very little for themselves. Her duties 
range from feeding and bathing the 
residents to turningthem in the beds 
and simply administering "tender 
loving care." 

Presently, she and co-workers are 
taking classes twice weekly to be 
certified to work with patients who 
require skilled care. Soon, she said, 
certification will be required to do the 
type of work she has spent 15 years 
doing. 

Trading Uniforms 

Also twice weekly, Little attends 
GED classes offered at the local Na­
tional Guard Armory through the 
DepartmentofEmploymentService's 
veterans program. She hopes to pass 
the GEDexam, giving her the equiva­
lent of a high school diploma., and 
then to enroll in college classes. "It's 
something f' veal ways wanted to do, 
and finallyitlookslikel might do it/' 
she said. '1 just like to better myself."

OF AGE AND COLOR 
As a person gets older, the lens of the eye 

tends to yellow. This makes vision less clear. 
Glare becomes more of a problem. It is also more 
difficult to distinguish between blue and green, 
and yellow and white. If a person has difficulty 
distinguishing between these colors and if he is 
taking medicines that are white and yellow (or 
blue and green), there is a chance that he will get 
the medicines mixed up and not take them 
correctly. It is important to distinguish in some 
way the white from the yellow tablets as well as 
the blue from the green. Possible solutions would 
be to put the drugs in different size containers, 
or to identify the drugs by their shapes instead 
of color.
