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Weekend Rain Causes High Water In County

High water throughout Floyd
County Mondayand Tuesday threat-
ened to flood several homes and
businesses, but the runoff from the
Sunday deluge crested before signifi-
cant damage resulted,

According to David Chaffins of
the Department for Disaster and
Emergency Services, 3.02 inches of
rain fell at David, and 2.89 inches in
the Garrettand Wayland area—most

falling between 8a.m. Sunday and 8
a.m. Monday.

The National Guard was put on
standby Monday toassist county and
state workers to clear roads.

Chaffinssaid the heavy rain caused
mud and rock slides throughout the
county, and sent waler into the base-
ments of some homes.

On Toler Creek of Mud Creek, he
said, asilt pond brokeand camedown
inand around oneresidence Monday
about 1 a.m. State Highway Depart-
ment workers began clearing the
debris early Monday:.

That’s one question Prestonsburg
Police Chief Dickie Campbell is ask~
ing regarding a-move to ban the sale
-.;fbah::hol i:‘ﬁcvera ges in eight pre-
cincts that encompass the city.

Campbeil, whoopposesa moveto
vote the area dry, said “hard” crime
— primarily murders and thefts —
has recorded a significant drop since
legal sales began several years ago;
he also said he has not seen an in-
crease in overall arrests,

“It's better wet,” said Campbell.
“It provides revenue and jobs — the
'c;om!cg,gers aren’t going fo give you
that.”

The police chief added that legal
salesalsoallow regulation of hours of
operation, who may sell alcoholic
beverages, and to whom beverages

can be sold.

P'burg Receives
$2.3 Million
Natural Gas Bill

The Prestonsburg Utilities
Commission has received a
natural gas bill bill for $2.3 mil-
lion from Kentucky West Vir-
ginia Gas, theresultofalengthy
courtbattlebetweenKWVGand
federal officials.

Mavyor Ann Latta said mem-
bers ol’:}’\e city council will dis-
cuss the bill —and continuing
litigation surroundin theissue
— at the Monday, March 13
council meeting.

The meeting will begin at 7

,m., in the council room of the
unicipal Building.

According to officials,
KWVG requested a rate increase
in 1978 under the Natural Gas
Policy Act of 1978, the much-
lauded deregulationbilL KWVG
did not receive the increase,
resulting in years of litigation.

Federal courts ruled in 1986
that KWVG's requested increase
could be applied retroactively
to 1978.

However, the Energy Regu-
latory Commission and KWVG
have been in court since 1986 to
determine how the increases
would be collected.

Officials said KWVG was
ordered to submit a plan for
billing cities directly, KWVG is
asking municipalities to pay the
billsby May 1, orpay theamount
over a seven-year period,

Prestonsburg officials said if
the city is re uired to pay the
%2 3millionbill, itcould meana
surcharge of $30 per month for
more than 80 months for every
customer,

The issue remains in litiga-
tion, said officials.

Columbia Gas may also be af-

“I just don’t understand why
someone would want tovotedry,” he
said, adding, “all you have to do is
drive to the city limits, and you can
getall you want.”

Prestonsburgattorney Bill Gordon
Francis, presidéfit'of the Récreation,
Tourism and Convention Commis-
sion, is also concerned about a
sible “dry” victory and theimpacton
the local economy.

Speakingasanindividual, Francis
said recently that “people need to be
informed of theeconomicimpactand
theaspectof taxes to thecity. Whether
we stay wet or vote dry, there will
still be alcohol in Floyd County.”

Francis pointed to legal sales
throughout the remainder of the
county, andsaid thecity may become
a "dryisland.”

Citing the local economy as his
major concern, Francis said that the
Holiday Inn is projected to generate
approximately $70,000in revenue for
the city through fees and taxes. Ap-
proximately five other retail and en-
tertainment businesses will also be
affected.

“Any time you lessen tax reve-
nues, you have loeither raise taxesor
reduce services — either way, it af-
fects the residents,” said Francis.

The attorney said revenue from
the saleof alcoholicbeveragesisused
for law enforcoment. Currently, &
least one police officer’s salary, ve-
hicle and related equipment are
funded through revenueprovidedby
legal sales. '

Francis also noted that the city’s
tourism industry could be ad versel
affected by a “dry” vote, In 1984:85,
he said, the county was ranked 35th
in the state in terms of tourism dol-
lars. However, in 1986-87, Floyd
jumped to 28th.

“In June 1986,” he pointed out,
"wineand beer could beservedin the
county.”

That year, headded, touristsspent
$13 million in the county, and spent
aneven greater amount— $18.1 mil-
lion — in 1987. Johnson County,
which is dry, lost $2 million in tour-
ism dollars during the'same period,

Chaffins said counties must rec-

ord 850,000 or more in damagges be-
forea disaster can be declared under
state law. County Judge-Executive
John M. Stumbo said Tuesday that
roads, bridges and drains in the
county received about $30,000 in
damage; no residential or business
damage estimates were available as
of presstime.

“We had at least 15 or 20 slips,
located all over the county,” said
Stumbo. Among the worst were those
at ArkansasCreekand LeftBeaver. In
addition, state highway workers
spent most of Monday working to
remove a large boulder near Way-
land that crashed down onto Rt. 7,
blocking the road much of the day.

“This is the first flood we've had
since 1984,” said Stumbo, noting that
thecountyestimated damagesat$1.5
million five years ago.

The county judge said he was not
aware of any homes being severely
flooded, although some had water in
theirbasements, Stumbo spent Mon-
dayand Tuesday travelingthecounty,
checking water levels and ascertain-
ing damages.

“I think we had mest all of the
roads open Monday night,” he said,
adding that county crews began
waorking about 6 a.m. Monday. He
said he expects the majoﬁ of all
zdges and pipes to be fixed by Fri-

y.

X State Lottery 'Satellite' Center

Picks Up Downtown Location

A North Lake Drive building will
serve as the location of the Kentucky
Lottery satellite office for the south-
eastern region of the state.

The Kentucky Lottery Corp. board,
meeting last week, designated four
regional offices and three satellite
offices — including Prestonsburg —
for the gaming whichmay begin next
month.

The local office will be at 7 North
Lake Drive ina space formerly occu-
pied by Mountain Press. The build-
ing is owned by Franklin D. Fitzpa-
trick.

Lottery officials originally said
there would be seven regional of-
fices, but apparently decided the

population base wasnotgreatenough
in Prestonsburg, Ashland and Bowl-
ing Green to justify a larger staff. The
satellite offices, according to Rep.
Greg Stumbo, willemployabout five
persons initially, while the regional
offices will have a staff of 10-12 per-
sons.

Stumbo said Lottery President
Frank Keener told him the offices “will
have no different roles.” The goal
will be the same, Stumbosaid. “They
will all still be service centers for the
lottery.”

Fitzpatrick said finishing touches
ontheofficespace should be made by
the end of this week and that he ex-
pects lottery personnel tomovein by

the end of the month.

The Prestonsburg office will ap-
parently be subordinate to the re-
gional office in Lexington. Other
regional offices will be in Covington,
Louisville, and Henderson.

According to lottery officials, the
local office will serve retailers who
will sell the game’s instant winner
"scratchoff” ticketsas the lottery revs
up. Other games will be available
later.

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" Board Cuts Personnel,
Votes To Close 2 Schools

Floyd County School Board ap-
roved a set of recommendations
Nednesday, March 1, that involve
reduction of personnel and closing of
two schools and could result in a

savings of $900,000.

Superintendent Ron Hager pre-
sented the recommendations, saying
"l seenoalternative buttomake these
recommendations.” Hager said the
steps represent “a directive to me,”
referring to the State Department of
Education’s intervention in the local
school system.

Thedirectivecalls for theelimina-
tion of three administrative staff
positions, 10 classroom teachers,
seven full-time maintenance work-
ers, 21 custodial workers, an admin-
istrativeclerical staff member, as well
as several teacher aides, cooks, me-
chanics and bus drivers.

Salaries of system personnel ac-
count for 77 percent of the budget,
which is an unacceptable level, ac-
cording to the state.

A special meeting to discuss the
personnel changes is set for March 14
at 6 p.m. at the Board of Education
building,.

This will also be the final year for
classes at Drift and Spruce Pine ele-
mentary schools, The closing of the
two schools, which together have
fewer than 80 students, should save
the system between $80,000 and
$115,000, Hager said.

Although the school closings were
included in the list of state recom-
mendations, they were voted on
separately before the list was pre-
sented. Board membersTommy Boyd
and Ray “Shag” Campbell voted
against the measure, with Boyd
commenting on the effect of the clos-
ing onthechildren. “lcan’tseealittle
6-year-old getting up at 4:30 in the
morningand standing outforabus,”
Boyd said.

Hager said that with the savings
from the closings new bus routes
might be added to accommodate
students in the effected areas.

Before the state recommendations
wereintroduced, CPA Stephen Allen
presented the board with an inde-
pendent audit report in which he
projected a $137,000 deficit for the

s:,:.tcm at the close of the fiscal year.

The figure is “close” to the state’s
estimated deficit for the system, ac-
cording to Robert Gover, who repre-
sented State School Superintendent
John Brock-at the meeting.

Gover recommended that the
board passaresolutiondeclaring that
an emergency exists in reference to
the projected budget deficit, He ex-
plained that the resolution “lets the
state know that there may be a defi-
cit” at theend of the year. The resolu-
tion passed.

Inother business, the board voted
to discontinue school-sponsored
senior tripsafter this year. Hagercited
the difficulty of getting liability in-
surance for such trips, adding that
the district’s insurance covers only
athletic and academic travel.

Board chairman Dr. James Adams
questioned the impact on the sopho-
moreand juniorstudents who started
raising money for senior tripsas fresh-
men. Hager replied that the money
might go into scholarship funds.

Adams also asked if the matter
had been discussed with the high
school principals. “For the last 15
years,” Hager answered, indicatin
that the issue has been under consid-
eration for some time. Boyd and
Campbell opposed the motion.

The board unanimously passed a
motion to approve a parinership
agreement between Prestonsbur,
Community College an
Prestonsburg High School. Termed a
“pilotproject,” the proposed program
addresses the dropout problem,
Hager said, adding that ifplhc pro-

gram is successful, it can be “repli-
cated throughout the system.”

Hager also asked for board per-
mission to submit a grant proposal
“to seek money for an alternative
school” that would address the needs
of dropouts, students “at risk”, and
those having difficulty in regular
school programs. Hager said the
proposal will haveaday carecompo-
nent and provide for classes through
9:30 p.m. to accommodate a variety
of students. He stressed that the
program would not compete with
the David School and that staff
members have been working with
Dan Greene, director of the private
alternative school, on the proposal.

The board okayed the project.

The superintendent also recom-
mended dropping thedistrict’saudit
contract withthe Linton Co, of Pikev-
illeand contracting with the account-
ing firm of Allen, England and Hen-
sley of Prestonsburg. He said the
change would result in a savings of
$201. The board supported the rec-
ommendation with Boyd and
Campbell recording no votes.

The board was in agreement in
replacing Mike Ousley as attorney
for its dealings with the state. Ap-
proval was given for retaining A ttor-
ney John Prather Jr. of Somerset.

Hager drew board members’ at-
tention to the monthly attendance
report for this year by stating that
“another bad day of flu would putus
below state guidelines.” Hageradded
that the report to date for this year is
behind last year's report.

All five high schools and one ele-
mentary school have average dail
attendance records of below the 93.5
percent figure which contributed to
state intervention in the system ear-
lier this year, Hager said. Attendance
averages of below 91 percent were
recorded for Allen Central and Betsy
Layne high schools, with the other
three high schools falling below 93
percent. Melvin Elementary School
reported 93.3 percent attendance,

The same concern was raised in
the public input section of the meet-
ing before the formal meeting began
by Brent Allen, director of pupil per-
sonnel. “It would be embarrassing if
the ADA isless after (state) interven-
tion than before,” Allen said.

Addressing Gover, Allensaid that
since thedateof theintervention, “we
have had not one person to come by
our office to give guidance. When
might they (state personnel) help us
with this problem?”

Board member Dr.Mary Hall said
she had asked Superintendent Brock
whatthestateintends todoaboutthe
attendance report, “and he said he
didn’t know.”

Board vice chairman James Duff

asked Allen what he perceived the
problem tobe. “Teachers, principals
and the directors of pupil personnel
have done their jobs,” Allen replied,
explaining that charges are being
brought against parents for not re-
quiring theirchildrentoattend school.
“The county attorney puts it on the
docket, the sheriff serves the papers,
but there has never been one fine or
one day of incarceration in Floyd
County for five years” (for parents).

Pointing out the system’s double
bind, Allen said that stricter atten-
dance policies will probably resultin
higher dropout rates.

Patricia Barnett, teacherand Floyd
County Education Associationmem-
ber, asked when the board’s new
Elolicy manual becomes effective.

ager said that the manual has gone
to the Kentucky School Boards Asso-
ciation. She recommended that FCEA
representatives beallowed toreview
the finished version and have input.
Board members agreed.

The board later voted toadopt the
new policy manual, rescindingall old
policies and endorsing the new poli-
cies the manual contains.

The board alsoapproved a planto
providea breakfast program through-
out the district. Hager said the pro-
gram would not require additional
personnel and money.

A proposal to implement a sum-
mer lunch program at 12 school sites
also passed. “Wehave some students

whohave theirbestmeal of thedayat |

the school,” Hager said.

The board granted permission to
Assistant Superintendent Gary Fra-
zier to apply for grant money for an
in-service, summer program that
would extend their certification. The
program, if funded, would allow
teachers with certification for ﬁrades
7-12 to obtain credentials “down
through grade five “ to adapt to the
middleschool conceft.

Board members cleared up a past
oversight by agreeing to reduce the
salaries of two former coaches who
have been receiving coaching sup-

lements, Hager did notindicate how
ong the former coaches had been
receiving the extra pay, nor did he
name them. He said they had “auto-
matically” received the salaries be-
cause they had not been informed by
amandated specificdateof thechange

in pay.

Aren't '"Major', But Bothersome

The Wayland town board at its
Saturday meeting continued to dis-
cuss solutions to the gnawing prob-
lems of police vehicles, strayanimals,
drainage and clean up that have
do%ﬁ the town for some time,

“Our problems are really not ma-
jor, but they’re such that we don't

ave the money to deal with them,”
Mayor Pat Murphy told the board at
its regular monthly meeting. She
added that “we are beginning to see
some light.”

In response to the need for a new
ﬁﬂice cruiser, Murphy reported that

nds for the vehicle may be forth-

coming through Big Sandy Area
Development District. She said the
town should know about funding
within “eight to 10 weeks.”
. The board members, all of whom
were present, voted to buy a replace-
mentcageforthe presentcruiser. The
cage, which separates the police offi-
cer from prisoners, was heavily
damaged during a recent arrest. Po-
licechiefMack Stewart was instructed
to get bids for a replacement.

The board also agreed to seek res-
titution for the damaged cage.

Continuingcomplaints aboutstray
dogs in the town prompted a report
from board member Gene Mullins,
whosaid he had talked withanattor-
ney about the town’s responsibility
in the matter. Mullins said he was
advised that if a dog “doesn’t have a
tag withtheowner’s nameand phone
number, it’s a stray.” He added that

the town “has theright to destroy the
animal any way you see fit.”

Board members agreed to invite
an attorney to the next meeting to
clarify the issue formally. They also
discussed the possibility of giving
dog owners the opportunity to regis-
ter theiranimals during the regularly
scheduled rabies clinic in June.

_ The problem of adequate water
drainageinthetown wasalsobrought
upagain.

Murphy said heavy rains could wash
the logs into the creek, causing fur-
ther drainage problems.

Ina financial report to the board,
clerk Carol Stapleton said that “city
taxes have been coming in real well,
but auto sticker fees are not.”

Senate Passes Ky. 80 Finance Bill

FRANKFORT, Ky. — An admninistra-
tion coal severance lax package bill w©
finance “"resource recovery roads," such as
Ky. 80, passed the Senate unanimously
yesterday.

There was no debaieé on the measure and
no amendments to deal with the objections
Rep. Joe Clarke, D-Danville, raised when
the House considered it last week and in
interviews with the Herald.

The bill passed 35 10 0.

Clarke, the chairman of the House Ap-
propriations and Revenue Conuni'.!.cc
contends the bill, along with a companion

measure raising the severance tax, would
allow an unlimited amount of the tax’s
money o be pledged for construction of
"resource recovery roads.”

10 Per Cent Limit

Clark tried unsuccessfully to limit the
amount of severance tax money that could
be pledged for "resource recovery roads" to
10 per cent of the tax, No such effort was
macde in the Senate.

McClure has said the 10 per cent limit
would not be enough to pay for Ky, 80, but
Clark said later he was more interested in
having a fixed ceiling than necessarily fix-
ing it at 10 per cent,

Sen. Jim Hammond, D-
Prestonsburg, the floor manager of
the bill, went out of the way to at-
tempt to show the definition of "re-
sources recovery roads" would
require that they be coal haul roads.

Hammond later said he did this 1o show
the "legislature’s intent” was that to be
financed under this act a4 road must carry
"significant” coal haul truck traffic.

FRANKFORT, Ky.—The Senate yester-
day passed a bill to levy a 10 cent-a-pound tax
on radioactive wastes delivered to the Maxey
Flats disposal site in Fleming County.

The site isoperated by Nuclear Engineering
Co.of Louisville on land leased from the state.
A company official told the Senate Rules
Committee Wednesday that such a tax would
"put us out of business” at Maxey Flats.

Question: My wife has cancer of
theuterusand is going to the hospital
for a radiation implant. Can you tell
me why this is done, how it is done,
and if we have to worry about her
being radioactive while she is there
or after she comes home?

Answer: A radiation implant is a
form of internal radiation treatment.
This form of treatment permitsahigh
dose of radiation to a small confined
area by placing thecancer-killingrays
ascloseto the tumoras possible while
sparing the normal tissue around it,
Substances that may be used in im-
plants are cobalt, cesium, irridium
and others.

The implant may be referred to as
intracavity therapy whenitis used to
treat cancers of the cervix, vagina or
uterus, These organs form a natural
cavity into \N’hi(.‘%l radiation devices

can'be placed.

Inmostcases, theimplant process
forcancer of theuterusinvolves going
to the operating room, where the
patient will go to sleep under anes-
thesia. A small hollow metal device
will be inserted into the uterus
thruugh the vagina and packing will
be added to hold it in place. The pa-
tient will return fo a private room
where the radiocactive substance will
be placed into the device. This im-
plant will remain undisturbed for 48
to 72 hours. During this time, the
Fatient must remain in bed and stay
airly still tokeep the device in place.
She is not likely to feel ill or have
severe pain, but she may have dis-
comfort caused by the device and
packing which can be eased by medi-
cation.

While the implant is in place, it

can transmit x-rays into the area
around her body. For this reason,
thereare some rules about visitors to
avoid unnecessary risk. Visitors are
restricted to persons over 18 who are
not pregnant and are not likely to be
pregnant. Those allowed to visit are
asked to keep a distance from the
patientand stay for a limited time.

The implant is removed in the
patients room about 30 minutes after
pain medication has been given for
comfort. The patient is then allowed
to get up with help and leave her
room as soon as she feels strong
enough. Once the implant is out, she
is no longer radioactive and poses
absolutely no danger to anyone.

$36.03, based on 4,000 gallons used
per month.

PSC officials said that on Feb. 24,
Auxier Waler Co. was authorized to
place the rates into effect, subject toa
refund. The staff had recommended
anincrease of $80,767, increasing the
average bill to $29.15.

Due to a rehearing of a Sept. 16,
1988 order, the PSC has reduced the
revenue requirements of Martin Gas
by $2,951. However, due to changes *
in the gas supply mix at current sup-
plier rates, the average yearly resi-

dential bill will increase by $3.60. The
action was effective Friday, Feb. 24.

Martin Gas also received a pur-
chased gas adjustment to reflect a
$2,219 increase in wholesalé costs
from its supplier, Columbia Gas of
Kentucky. average residential
increase annually is $6.12. The order
was effective March 1.

The PSC granted East Kentucky
Utilities a purchased gas adjustment
to reflecta 85,775 increase in whole-
sale costs from its suppliet, Kentucky
Waest Virginia Gas. The ayerage an-
nualincrease per residential clistomer
is 8545, effective March 2,

Fiberglass is great stuff. In their
day, fiberglassfishingrods were tools
of the elite, the best possible fishing
rods. Although graphite has now
virtually replaced the fiberglassrod,
many professional anglers still util-
ize fiberglass for a variety of angling
techniques (crankbaiting, buzz bait-
ing, etc.). Fiberglass revolutionized
the boating industry as well, and
today the finest fishing boats are
constructed of this unique material.

Now, fiberglass is making yet
anotherimpacton theanglingworld.
Taxidermists are using it to produce
true-to-life reproductions of trophy
fish. Interestingly enough, these fi-
berglass mounts are superior in ev-
ery way to the old-fashioned skin
mount. What is more, you can re-
lease that trophy fishand still obtain
anidentical trophy todisplay proudly
on your wall.

“Fiberglass reproductions are
the wave of the future,” says Scott
Herbert, owner of Colorado Wildlife
Studios in Colorado Springs, Colo.
“They resimplyabetter preduct than
the old skin mounts. Taxidermy is
basically an archaic process, but fi-
berglass has moved the skill into the
spaceage.”

Skin mounts all suffer from a
few problems, allof which stem from
trying to preserve an organic struc-
ture. Itis impossible to remove all of
the fats and acids from a fish’s skin,
and those oils will eventually leak
through the skin, discoloring the fish
and breaking down the paints used
to color it. Too, the skin will shrink
over time, causing the mount to
wrinkle and buckle. In all honesty, a
skin mount is a temporary trophy
rarely lasting longer than 10 or 15
years.

“Fiberglass mounts, on theother
hand, will last virtually forever,”
Herbertsays. “In fact, thisis the tech-
nique used in all museum mounts,
Because the molds for a fiberglass
mount are made from an actual,
unskinned fish, they show all of the
underlying muscle structures which
arelost witha skinmount. Bestofall,
you can release your catch and still

obtain a true-to-life trophy to dis-
play.”

Whatis more, catch-and-release
taxidermy is convenient. No longer
doyouhave fo freezeand transporta
dead fish. Simply measure the bass,
release it, give the measurements to
your taxidermist, and you will re-

ceivean exactreplica of your trophy.

The foundation of a fiberglass
fish mount is the mold, a casting
made fromanactualfish. Taxidermy
supply houses provide fiberglass
castings of these molds, which taxi-
dermists then trim, detail, and paint
for the customer.

“One of the biggest fears of that
I've noticed in customers consider-
ing a fiberglass mount,” says Her-
bert, “is that the replica will not look
liketheiroriginal catch. Butmy clients
are always happy with the resulting
work. One fellow recently told me

Herbert continues, "Taxider-
mists have access to thousands of
molds from various species, and
hundreds of sizes for each. For ex-
ample, one cataloglists more than 50
molds for largemouths between 19
and 28 inches, with an abundant se-
lectionof girths for each length. Molds
of bass in the 7-to 11-pound range,
the size most anglers want to have
mounted, are easy to obtain.” Her-
bert notes that molds of bass from
Florida and California—Dbass with a
distinctive body shape—are aiso
widely available.

Because taxidermists are true
artists, their work varies widely. “The
sameis true with fiberglass mounts,”
says Scott Herbert, who has been
mounting fish for nearly 25 years.
“Twotaxidermists ordering thesame
mold from the samecompany would
receive an identical casting. There-
fore, thedifferencein the twomounts
depends solely on the skill of the
taxidermist. Although fiberglass casts
show more detail thana skin mount,
the thick resin used in the casting
process cannot always capture the
minute details and undercuts pres-
entonalivefish.

however, can fix that,

“The beauty of a good mount
comes from the painting. A good
taxidermistcan work from a photoof
your fish to produce a fiberglass
mount which is identical to the bass
youreleased.”

All taxidermy work is expen-
sive, but fiberglass mounts are gen-
erally a bit more costly than skin
mounts. Herbertcharges $6.50aninch
but says that the average fiberglass
reproduction runs about $8 an inch.
“If the truth be told, a skin mount
costs a taxidermistabout $3 in mate-
rials,” Herbert reports. “The mold
alone for a fiberglass mount costs at
least 20 times that much, and thereis
much more work involved in creat-
ing a good fiberglass reproduction
than thereis ina skinmount. A fiber-
glass mount truly is a better value
because it will last virtually forever,”

To obtain a fiberglass mount
identical to a released fish, Herbert

recommends measuring the bass’
lengthand the girth,and takinga few
side-view color photographs before
releasing it.

Fiberglass taxidermy is simply
amazing, Anglers can now enjoy the
thrill of releasing a truly huge fish
and still obtain a trophy which is a
mirror image of that released fish.
Not only is the fiberglass mount a
better trophy, but this relatively new
taxidermy technique will help to
preserve our populations of big fish.
Next time you catch a fish worthy of
hanging on the wall, | strongly urge
you tomeasureit, releaseit,and then
obtain a fiberglass mount. Person-
ally, I will never again keep another
big fish.

Keeping The Spirit Alive

Asour basketball season comes to
a close, we reflect on memories of
past games, and remember the excit-
ing games we have experienced. All
the contributions the coaches and
players have made is not forgotten.

A group that is often overlooked
during the course of a season is the
cheerleaders, who play a big part in
all of our sport activities.

Many of us think that all that's
involved incheer leading is showing
upfor lhwamea nd getting the crowd
excited. Wedon't stop toconsider the
time and effort that these girls and
sponsors put intochecrleadsi—lng.

Jayne Pitts, who is the sponsor of
the Prestonsburg girls varsity cheer-
leaders, explains their schedule as
they prepare for an upcoming sea-
son.

“Before tryouts, the girls practice
three times a week for two weeks.
Aftertryouts they practicetwonights
a week until school goes out,” Pitts
explains. .

The girls are off in July, except for
gymnastics once a week. In August
they practice everyday until school
starts for two to three hours a day,
After school begins, it’s three timesa
week,

“We take our cheerleaders to
summer camp every year, usually at
Eastern University,” Pitts says, “They
will have a schedule from 8a.m. to9
p-m. It willeosteachgirl around $120

to El(‘)h"
ere are also expenses for the
girls, as uniforms are expensive. The
cost of a uniform per girl will run
between $70 and $90dollars per year.
The money is usually raised through
car washes, bake sales and candy
sales. f
During the football season, cheer-
leaders will perform one game per
week, and two to three games per
week during the basketball season.
“Before the regional competition,
we practice every day; when there is
no school we practice two times a
day, two to three hours a day,” Pitts
said. "We practice in the high school
gym or sometimes we use the Slim

Way facilities.”
The many hours and hard work is
not without reward. The

Prestonsburg girls varsity cheerlead-
ers have won the “spirit stick,” given
for their enthusiasm. They have won
four superior ribbons, three excellent
ribbons and best pom pom routine.

Inthe YMCA camp, Prestonsbur
placed first on the regional level an
placed fifth in the state. They were
also KAPOS district winners.

Pitts has beena cheerleader spon-
sor for four years — two atClarkand
twoat the Prestonsburg High School,
The girls varsity cheerleaders won
second place in last week’s district
tournament.

Some routines are harder to learn
than others, and take more work. Beth
Hall, a cheerleader for the
Prestonsburg boys varsity, explains
the difference in routines.

“How long it takes us to learn a
new routine depends on the diffi-
culty of it,” she explained. “The pom
pom routine takes a long time to get
down.”

“It took us a month to learn that
routine,” says Krystal Chaffins, alsoa
member of the boys varsity cheer-
leaders.

Like thegirls varsity cheerleaders,
alot time is spent in practice, Dwana
Warrik, a senior, explains their sched-
ule.

“We'll practice four hours every
day. Even if it snows, we practice,”
she explained.

The boys varsity cheerleaders get
about two weeks off in the summer,
when ball players have all summer
off. To these cheerleaders, even
though school is out for the summer,
their practicing goes on.

“In the summer we practice three
timesa week, “Chrystal Lawson says.
“We getabout two weeks off and we
have to raise money through car
washes, selling suntanlotion, candy
and cakes.”

Kristy Nunnery tells of the local
awards they have won: “We got first
place in the WYMT-TV Mountain
Classic. We were judged by KAPOS
judges under game situations. We

laced second in the Sheldon Clark
nvitational tournament, first in the
open district and first in camp at
Eastern University,” she said.

Just how strict are the judges in
judging situations, routines, etc.?_

“They are very critical,” explains
Missy Wilson. “They check all rou-
tines and gymnastics.”

April Davis, who has been cheer-
ing since grade school tells of the
expense of buying uniforms.

“My parents have spent at least
$1,000 on uniforms since [ have been

cheerleading,” she says.

Parents, like basketball players’
arents, must see that each cheer-
eader gets to practice, Amy Osborne
talks of her parents’ support.

“My parents are very supportive
of me as a cheerleader,” she says.
“They take me to practices and to

mes. They really help me a lot.”

Some of the girls have been in-
volved in checricading sinceearly in
grade school. Belinda Collins, a
sophomoreat Prestonsburg, hasbeen
a cheerleader since the fourth grade.

“I've been cheerleading seven
years now. | went to grade school at
Clark school and started there,” she
says.

Just as basketball players and
coaches have goals for the season, so
docheerleaders.

“Qur goal is to place first in the
districtand rcginn:irthis year,” Sally
Wonn says. The Prestonsbu r% boys
varsity cheerleaders accomplished
one of the goals by placing firstin the
58th District Tournament last week

There are also the perils of cheer
leading, such as the stacks, and bas-
ket tosses pose a threat to those who
have tomount the top. Some even tell
of being drorped and of suffering
sprained ankles.

The Betsy Layne girls varsity
cheerleadershave not had theoppor-
tunity to capture any lournament
awards, as the girls varsity basketball
team has not participated inany tour-
naments.

“We practice
every cay that there's not a game,”
she says, “Our practices run around
two hours a day, In the summer we
practice two to three times a week.”

Michelle Depoy relates about the
camps the Betsy Layne girls varsity
cheerleaders attend during the sum-
mer.

"We usually go to UK, for camp.
We'vealso beentoPikeville forcamp
where we won the ‘cheerleader tro-
phy,’ trophy for the ‘best cheer,” and
spirit stick for our pep,” she relates.

Like the Prestonsburg cheerlead-
ers, Betsy Layne has the expense of
uniforms and must raise the money
to purchase them,

Sophomore Angie Hall explains.

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‘Mr. Purple Flash': A Legend In Floyd County Basketball

He's a legend in high school bas-
ketball. He still has a Keen sepse of
humor and an uncanny ability to
remember dates from years gone by.
He has touched the lives of many
students, and othersin Floyd County.

Denzil “Hoss” Halbert is “Mr.
Purple Flash” and always will be in
the hearts of former Martin Purple
Flash students.

Whenwalkingintohis den, which
he converted from the back of his
garage, onecan’thelp butnoticeitems
thatinstantly bring back memories of
the old Martin High School days,
Yearbooks from 1940-1988 are easily
seen. Pictures circle his desk as
memories of precious years. He still
has score books — basketball and
baseball— of every game he coached
from 1947 until 1972, when Martin
High Scheol was closed.

Pictures of Vince Coleman, Curt
Flood and BobGibson of the St Louis
Cardinalscontain personal messages
to Kentucky’s biggest Card fan.

Mr. Purple Flash

Inonecorner of hisdenisthe Coke
machine which was so identifiable
with his sports shop for many years
in Martin, where youcould goinand
buy a Coke foranickel, andsit down
and talk basketball or baseball witha
man that was very knowledgeable of
each.

“This Coke machine went through
two floods,” Halbert explained. “It
still works good,” headded, reaching
me a drink to sip as we talked.

Halbert began his basketball ca-
reer at Martin Grade School under
the coaching of Galen Lewis in 1937-
39. Chalmer Frazier came to Martin
to coach basketball in 1940,

“He is the one who got me a bas-
ketball scholarship at Kentucky

Wesleyan,” Halbertstates. “Ifithadn’t
been for him, | would never have
gotten one.” Halbert played both
basketball and baseball at Wesleyan.

Sherrill Frazier was Martin's bas-
ketball coach in 1946, In 1947, Halbert
became the coach at his alma mater,
Martin.

“Our tallest player was Bob Tay-
lor,and hewasonly 6'1". We were 30-
7that year,” Halbertsaid. Whatmade
the ‘48-'49 team so much better than
previous teams?

“They were great athletes,” Hal-
bert explained. “We had the three
Lafferty boys playing that year and
they weregood athletes ‘street wise’,”
he said laughingly.

While the ‘48-49 team may be his
favorite, the team he remembers the
most was his 1965 team that made
Martin's first and only trip to the
Sweet Sixteen in Louisville.

“Isuppose youremember the most
the team that brought you the most
success. The '65 team was a great
team, Wewere 36-3 that year,and we

lost to McDowell twice and we beat
them twice,” says Halbert.

"Weweresuccessfulagainst Hoss’
and Martin because we picked his
man-to-man defense apart. Later he
went to a zone defense and went to
the state withit,” Floyd County As-
sistant Superintendent Pete Grigsby
Jr., who coach at McDowell, said
recently.

Martin played Breckinridge
County in its first game of the Sweet
Sixteenthatyear, and lostby I8 points,
72-54.

“We were sixth in the state and
they were ranked fourth. They just
beat us to death,” Halbert recalis.
“Butch Beard, who made All-Ameri-
canand wenton to star for the Louis-
villeCardinals and later play proball,
was unstoppable,” Halbert said.

Seasons from 1968 {01972, the last
four years Halbertcoached, were not
good ones.

“We had no gym to
exceptat Lackey, and we had to play
our home games at Maytown or
Prestonsburg, so most of our home
games were on theroad,” hesaid. All
schools have rivalries with other
schools, and Martin was no excep-
tion,

“The biggest rivalry we had was
Maytown,';‘élalbertsays. “Theirboys
dated our girls, and our boys dated
their girls, there was just this compe-
tition against each other. The worst
weever beata team was Maytownin
the1953district tournament. Webeat
them 33 points.

Budget decisions will also affect
the ability of hospitals to provide
quality healthcaretoelderlyand other
patients.

Only 20 percentof the entire fiscal

year 1989 federal budget ($1,142.4
billion) is targeted for cuts to reduce
the federal deficit. The Medicare
program comprises more than a third
of the budget targeted for cuts, even
though it accounts for only 7.4 per-
cent of the total budget.
From 1982 through 1989, hospital
costs — forsalaries, equipment, sup-
lies and expenses — have increased
y a total of 283 percent. The Medi-
carereimbursementto hospitals over
this same time period has increased
by only 12.2 percent. Over the past
eight years, hospitals have had an

If Congress chooses to use Medi-
carecuts toreduce the federal deficit,
the quality of healthcare services to
our elderly will certainly decline.

State Has Three Ways To Comply With Order

James Melton, retired deputy
superintendent of public instruction
for the state Department of Educa-
tion, provided the following expla-
nation of the state’s power equaliza-
Hon program.

elton has also compiled esti-
mates of various methods of achiev-
ing equity for the public schoolsif the
Supreme Court upholds the historic
school-financedecisionby Judge Ray
Corns of Franklin Circuit Court.

Judge Cornsruled in October that
the stateallows vast funding dispar-
ityamong school districts and denies
students in the poor districts the
opportunity for an adequate educa-
ton.

The current power equalization
formula identifies the county school
district with the highest per pupil
property assessment and pr(.wi(rcs
state funds to equalize the tax effort
of each school district to the tax rate

identified by the legislative appro-
priation.

The legislative appropriation for
power equalizationfortheschool year
1987-88 was $96,278,000 and was
calculated to equalize a tax rate of
10.97 cents. Fayette County was the
wealthiestcounty schooldistrict with
a per pupil property assessment of
$279,390. McCreary County had the
lowest per pupil propertyassessment
of $36,191.

Note: For 1987-88 all school dis-
tricts were required to levy a mini-
mum equivalent tax rate of 25 cents
and 10.97 centsof that rate wasequal-
ized to 10.97 cents of the Fayette
County rate. Fayette County had a
tax rate of 66 cents.

Achieving Equity

Method I of the following calcula-
tion represents a method to achieve
financial equity as required in the
October ruling by the Franklin Cir-
cuit Court. bfethod Il represents a
method of achieving financial equity

with the high five percent of county
school districts, Method 111 would
achieve equity with Fayette County
atthestate average equivalent rateof
50 cents,

METHOD I

This calculation would achieve
complete fiscal equalizationby equal-
izing the per pupil yield of a 66 cent
tax rate in Fayette County to each
school district. The total cost to the
state would be$579,215,853. The state
appropriation for the power equali-
zation program for 1989-90 is
$111,278 300; therefore, theadditional
cost would be $477,937,553.

METHODII

(This is presented as one possible
alternative, however, it does not
achieve complete equity.)

This calculation would equalize
to the average per pupil assessment
for equalization of the highest five
percentof county school districtsand
would use the average of their tax
rates. For 1987-88 the target per pupil

assessment for e%uali?,ation would
have been $211, 878. The approxi-
mate average tax rate would have
been 50 cents. The total cost to the
state would have been $250,675,266.
Theadditional cost would have been
$139,397,066.
METHOD III

This calculation would achieve
equalization with Fayette County at
the state average equivalent tax rate
of 50 cents, The total cost to the state
would be$438,788,889. The additional
cost would be $327,521,589.

Other Equity Considerations

Textbooks: The state provides free
elementary textbooks toall children.
State law requires local school dis-
tricts to provide free secondary text-
books to pupils who are classified as
economically deprived. One of our
wealthier districts has only three
percent of children in this category,
whereas one of our poorest districts
has 82 percent of pupils classified as
economically deprived. Inshort, dis-

tricts that are least able are required
to pay. The cost of providing secon-
dary textbooks toall childrenisabout
$6 million per year.

Exceptional Children: There is a

tinequity intheallotmentof units
orexceptional children, Forexample,
Jefferson County has a ratio of 33
percent exceptional children units to
basic program units, where Pike
County has a ratio of only seven per-
centexceptional children unitsto basic
program units.
is comparisonis made notto be
critical of Jetferson County, rather it
is intended to point out that some
rural counties have had a very diffi-
cult time of attracting teachers for
exceptionalchildrenwhenstateunits
wereavailable.

This program exists for the fol-
lowing reasons: (1) inability to iden-
tify students because of lack of test-
ing expertise, (2) poor salaries, and
(3) lack of available housing and so-
cial activities for prospective teach-

- _

ers.
Correcting this problem will re-
quire about 1,000 new units at a cost
to the state of about $30 million. In
addition, about 500 units that have
been allocated on the basis of mar-
ginal need should be reallocated to
districts having greater needs.

Student Needs: Local boards of
education are required to provide
student fees for pupils classified as
economically deprived. The same
equity exists withstudent feesas with
textbooks. The estimated cost to pro-
videstate funds forstudent feesis $20
million per year,

Parent Volunteer Corps
Helps Floyd School System

“"We warnt to help Floyd County
be the best school system in the state
of Kentucky,” said Marlene Hall, the
Parent Volunteer Corp director, who
is a resident of Wheelwright.

Many parentsin Eastern Kentucky
who are unemployed or have free
time want to participate in any way
they can in moving the educational
system along, said Hall — and now
they can, through the Parent Volun-
teer Corp.

MARLENEHALL

“The Parent Volunteer Corp was
started to offer parents a chance to
become involved in their children's
education and the workings of a
schoolsystem,” said Hall. “PVCgives
parentstheopportunity to voice how
they feel about their children’s edu-
cation, and have input into it.”

Themostrecent projectof the PVC
involves volunteers who work on a
daily basis to increase attendance in
Floyd County schools. Volunteers
make phone calls to parents of stu-
dentstolet them know thattheirchild
was absent from school, and totry to
find out why the student wasabsent,
The county loses $10 per student per
day for each absence — money, said
Hall, that could be used to improve
the quality of instruction for all stu-
dents.

The PVC also allows parents o
become involved directly with the
students in the Floyd County school
system through resource volunteer-
ing. A resource volunteer, said Hall,
jsanyonewho hasknowledgeof some
typeof arts and crafts, music, careers,
vocational education, or other areas
they would like to share with stu-
dents. Volunteers visit schools and
make presentations. Bankers, doctors,
lawyers, coal miners, persons who
have traveled, those who are familiar
with a foreign culture, who are re-
tired or who have free time can par-
ticipate, said Hall.

Another goal is to hold recogni-
tion and award ceremonies for teach-
ers, principals and volunteers. In
addition to honoring thosein the field

of education, the group plans to rec-

ognize a volunteer of the month by

E_ublication in the Floyd County
imes.

Hall was introduced to this proj-
ectata parent workshop conducted
by Regina Stout, the director of the
Parent Volunteer Corp in Greenup
County. Stout spoke about her or-
ganizationata Kentucky Appalachian
Foundation conference. Hall then
broughtPVC to theattention of Floyd
County Assistant Superintendent
Gary Frazier and Dolores Smith of
the School-Community Partnership
Committee,

The first meeting of the PVC was
held at the school district's central
officein Prestonsburginlate Septem-
ber with Frazier, Smith, Halland Dani
Smith, coordinatorofthe STAY Drop-
out Prevention Program, attending.

“Principals and teachers alike are
enthusiasticaboutthe PVCand what
itcanachieve forstudents,” said Hall.
In the past several months, PVC has
succeeded in sending a letter of in-
quiry to the parents of students in 10
of the Floyd County schools, asking
parents to volunteer,

system,” said Hall. “This also shows
me what |, as a parent, can offer.”

Better, But Still Room To Improve

First-time home buyers gained a
slight amount of purchasing power
during the fourthquarter of 1988, but
their buying capability remained well
below that of the typical purchasers,
according toa measurement of hous-
ing affordability by the National
Association of Realtors.

The NAR’s First-Time Home
Buyer Affordability Index measured
78.9 during the final three months of
lastyea, meaning that the typical first-
time buyer had 78.9 percent of the

income needed to qualify to buy the
typical starter home.

The index shows the ability of
renters whoare prime potential first-
timebuyers toqualify foramortgage
on a starter home. The prime first-
time median income used in the in-
dex calculation represents thetypical
income of a renter family with wage
earners aged between 25 and 44. For
