Wheelwright Residents Oppose 
Proposed Branch Bank Relocation

Several Wheelwright residents, the 
city's utility commission and city 
council are asking a local financial 
firm to reconsider its decision to move 
a branch bank from Wheelwright to 
McDowell. 

Additionally, a petition has been 
signed by a number of Wheelwright 
residents asking the bank not to move 
its branch office; however, residents 
in McDowell are also reportedly cir­
culating a petition asking the finan­
cial institution to continue its plans. 

In a recent letter to 0. Sam Blank­
enship, president of the Bank Jo­
sephine, Wheelwright Utility Com­
mission official R.R. Johnson asked 
bank officials to rcconsider relocat­
ing, citing the convenience of the 
firm's branch bank in Wheelwright. 

"As a rule," wrote Johnson, "the 
people in this area don't stop in 
McDowell on their way down Beaver 
Creek, but r,ass through un their way 
elsewhere. ' 

Johnson noted the utility is non­
profit and serves about 400 custom­
ers in the Bypro, Wheelwright and 
Burton area. 

The majority are elderly, retired, 
disabled or single parents, he said, 
who do notdrive."Buteven on their 
small, fixed incomes, they are willing 
to pay$2 to have someone take them 
to the bank at Bypro. They simply 
couldn't afford to pay someone to 

take them all the way to McDowell." 
The bank has applied to the fed­

eral government to be allowed to 
relocateitsbranchbankingofficefrom 
Highway 122 at Bypro to Highway 
122 in McDowell. 

According to Blankenship, the 
bank has decided to seek permission 
to move the branch for a number of 
reasons, including limited space at 
the current location that hinders of­
fering addi tiona! services. 

The bank leases its current Wheel~ 
wright office, a small structure with 
adjacent parking for only four to five 
vehicles, said Blankenship. 

"We want to offer new services, 
but we have to have new facilities to 
do so," he explained. "Currently, our 
basic service is to cash checks and 
make deposits. Wehaveenoughroom 
for a drive-through behind the build­
ing, butitisthrougha window in the 
trailer." 

The bank president said a new 
location will allow the firm to offer 
more services, including a full line of 
loans, safe deposit boxes and more 
parking. The new location will cost 
about$250,000, he said, for the build­
ing and equipment. He added that all 
employeesofthe Wheelwright branch 
will be employed atthe new location, 
and as many as three other positions 
may be added to handle loan serv­
ices. 

"Any time you relocate a branch, 
you are going to get a lot of response

-positive and negative- from all 
involved," Blankenship said. ''What­
ever the concerns are of the Wheel­
wrigl\t community, they are just the 
reverse in the McDowell area." 

Blankenship said the proposed 
new location for the branch will be 
next to the road by the McDowell 
shopping center and McDowell 
Appalachian Regional Hospital. 

''There are a Tot of people in that 
area who do the vast rna jori ty of their 
shopping there," he added, noting 
that the location was chosen in part 
for its convenience and accessibility. 

Economic factors also played a 
part, he added, noting that the branch 
"needs a larger support base" to 
remain open. "We can move it to 
McDowell, or we can close it," he 
said. "We hope to attract more 
people." 

Blankenship said the proposed 
new location is midway between 
Martin and Wheelwright, and said 
while he understood the location 
would "cause hardship with some 
Wheelwright senior citizens, it will 
help others in the McDowell area." 

Written comment favoring or 
opposing the relocation will be ac­
cepted by the Department of Finan­
cial Institutions until Monday, April

Retailers Gear Up For Lottery; 
Goebel Will Head Local Office 

The Prestonsburg satellite office 
ofthe Kentucky Lottery Corp. is open 
this week in preparation for the his­
toric "L" Day-Tuesday, April4, the 
day ticket sales begin for Kentucky's 
much-heralded lottery. 

Retailers in Floyd County and 
throughout Kentucky will offer for 
sale to the state's gaming population 
tickets for the two initial lottery 
games, "Beginners Luck" and 
"Dreams takes," at $1 and $2 respec­
tively, withpursesofupto$1 million. 

Lottery ticket sales begin at 7:01 
a.m. on Tuesday. 

The local office, located at 7 N . 
Lake Dr., will supervise lottery ac­
tivities in 21 eastern counties, accord­
ing to newly appointed section man­
ager William 0. Goebel Ill of 
Prestonsburg. 

More than 40 businesses in Floyd 
County have been approved as retail 
outlets for the tickets, said Goebel, 
whoassisted with training programs 
for the retailers recently in Paintsville 
and other area locations. The 
Prestonsburg office will handle a total 
of 497 retailers, he said. 

Goebel, who was recommended 
for the position by State Representa· 
tive Greg Stumbo, according to an 
article in Saturday's Lexington Her­
ald-Leader, spent a week of "inten­
sive training" at lottery corporate 
headquarters in Louisville,alongwith 
other region and section managers.

An article in the March 17issueof 
Kentucky Law Summary said that 
AlbertA. Burchett received the order 
from the court last month. He was 
reportedly found guilty of "unethical 
and unprofessional conduct calcu­
lated to bring the bench and bar of 
Kentucky into disrepute." 

Burchett, a former assistant 
commonwealth's attorney, was also 
accused of violating rules dealing with 
excessive fees and with financial as­
sistance to a rlient. 

Justice Dan )ack Combs, who re­
sides in the area, abstained from the 
voting, which resulted in a 5-1 deci­
sion by the court in favor of the sus­
pension. 

Council To Erect 
Signs Decrying 
Road Condition 

What started out as a question 
asked in frustration took a humorous 
turn and then reverted towhatcould 
be termed an act of defiance at 
Monday's Prestonsburg City Coun­
cil meeting. 

The condition of the surface of US 
23 around its intersection with KY 
1428 was raised by Councilman Wil­
liam 0. Goebel III near the end of the 
routine meeting. "Is there anything 
we can do? Are there any possible 
strings we can pull or pressure we 
can use to get something done?" 
Goebel asked. 

''We ought to march on Pikeville," 
Mayor Ann Latta replied, in jest, re­
ferring to the district office of the 
state Department of Transportation. 

Open discussion followed, with 
council members and the audience 
expressing frustration over the road 
which remains deeply rutted, despite 
state road workers efforts to patch it 
throughout the winter. 

"lt'sashamethestateofKentucky 
letsourroadgothatway," said Latta. 
"It reflects on the city because many 
people think the road is the city's 
responsibility. The intersection is

From Suspected Leak 

A Spurlock Fork Road man was 
killed when the heating system in his 
home apparently malfunctioned last 
week. 

State Police Oct. James Stephens 
discovered the body of Ad is Ousley, 
50,Saturdayatabout11:25a.m.,after 
concerned neighbors asked police to 
check the house. Stephens also re­
portedly found Ousley's wife, Dolly, 
unconscious. 

She was taken to Our Lady of the 
Way Hospital in Martin and later 
transferred to the University of Ken­
tucky Medical C~nter in Lexington. 
As of presstime Tuesday, she was 
listed in serious condition in the in­
tensive care unit. 

Stephens said the couple had not 
been seen for two days, according to 
neighbors. The detective also said 
police suspect a faulty furnace in the 
death of Ousley, who was found in 
bed. His wife was reportedly sitting 
in a chair. 

Stephens sa ida state fire inspector 
is investigating the house and fur­
nacesystem. 

A coroner's preliminary report 
listed the cause of death as carbon 
monoxide poisoning. An autopsy was 
ordered and the report is not yet in, 
according to Aoyd County Coroner 
Roger Nelson. 

Ousley, who was born April 5, 
1938, in Prestonsburg, was the son of 
the late George Ousley and Julia 0. 
Ousley of Prestonsburg. 

A former coal miner, he is sur­
vived by his mother and his wife; a 
son, Ronald AdisOusley of Leesburg, 
Ind.; two daughters, Carolyn Flores 
of Milford, Ind., and Loretta Patino of 
Warsaw, Ind.; five brothers; three 
sisters, and seven grandchildren. 

Funeral services were Tuesday at 
1 p.m. at Spurlock Regular Baptist 
Church, with burial in the Ousley 
Cemetery in Prestonsburg under the 
direction of Hall Funeral Home. 

Wayland Man Wins Federal Suit 
Against Former Martin Lawman 

A federal District Court petit jury 
in Pikeville last week overturned the 
verdict of a Floyd Circuit Court in a 
case involving two Floyd County 
men. 

Gary Thornsbury, 29, of Wayland 
wasawarded$9,000from Tommy L. 
Engle, 30, of Martin, whom 
Thornsbury accused of violating his 
civil rights. 

The case stemmed from a 1987 
incident in which Thornsbury alleged 
that Engle hit him in the head with a 
flashlight after arresting him and 
taking him to the Floyd County jail. 

At the time, a Floyd County grand 

jury indicted Engle on an assault 
charge, but the former Martin police 
officer was acquitted when the case 
was heard in local district court. 

Thornsbury's appeal to the fed­
eral court system originally included 
charges against the City of Martin, 
according to Martin City Attorney 
Danny Caudill. Thornsbury alleged 
that the city was "negligent in hiring 
Engle," Caudill said. 

Following Caudill's motion for a 
directed verdict, he said the court 
dismissed charges against the city. 

Caudill said Engle worked for the 
city for about four months in 1987. 

Local Family Sues Lexington 
Hospital In 'Wrongful Death ' 

A Lexington court began hearing 
testimony Monday in a wrongful 
death suit brought by the family of a 
Prestonsburg man against St. Joseph's 
Hospital. 

The wife of Sol Sammons, who 
died at the hospital in 1985, and the 
couple's two sons have accused the 
hospital of Sammons' death by a le­
thal injection of potassium chloride, 
while the local man was a terminally 
ill leukemia patient. 

A nurse, who was subsequently 
fired from St. Joseph's, allegedly 
administered the injection by mis­
take, according to published reports. 

The bottle of potassium chloride was 
apparently put into a box of supplies 
used to clean Sammons' heart cathe­
ter and mistakenly used by Linda 
Emery, the nurse. 

How the bottlegotintoSammons' 
supplies and why it was not found 
before it was used are reportedly key 
elements of the trial. 

The Sammons family is suing the 
hospital for up to$1 million in puni­
tive damages. The hospital has of­
fered to pay compensatory damages 
for the nurse's mistake, but contends 
that Em cry is to blame for the death, 
reports say.

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Residents Start Clean Up 
Effort In Own Front Yards

Armed with rakes, trash picks, 
glo.vcs and garbage bags, several 
res1dents of Mining Camp Road, off 
KY 3 ncar Lancer, decided Tuesday 
to tackle the garbage problem on their 
hollow. 

"I want people to be able to pass 
my house and say 'That's a pretty 
hous~: a~d not be disgusted by the 
trash, sa1d Arthur Thomas, a retired 
coal miner who has Jived in Mining 
Camp for about 15 years. 

Vowing that they arc tired of other 
residents and users of the road throw­
ing trash onto the roadway and into 
the creek, the homeowners picked up 
seven bags full of paper, bottles and 
cans m their first half-hour of collec­
tion. They expected to pick up more 
than 100 bags by the end of the day. 

"We're going to watch for license 
plates and report people who litter 
and dump," Naomi Thomas warned. 

"1 remember when this road was 
dean and sweet smelling," said Tho­
mas, who moved to the area in 1960. 
'There were roses growing every­
where. 

"Before the road was paved, we 
had towadethemud, butlbelicvel'd 
rather wade mud than sec this gar· 
bage," said Thomas, indicating that 
some of the garbage in the quiet hol­
low comes from non-residents who 
sometimes park along the road. 

Her husband, Arthur, however, 
contends that much of the garbage is 
dumped by people who live along 
the road, who have "no pride in where 
they live." He acknowledged that 
"some people will get mad at me for 

saying it, but it's the truth." 
He complains also that many resi­

dents of the hollow have open sewers 
emptyingintothecreekand roadside 
ditches. The brackish water that seeps 
in and around the debris along the 
road provides some evidence of his 
contention. 

Ann Sammons, who has lived on 
Mining Camp Road all her life, calls 
the condition of the road "a shame." 

"It used to be a lot cleaner up here 
thanitisnow," said Ruby Burns, who 
has lived in the hollow for 34 years. 

Thomas said he hopes the resi­
dents who began the dean up effort 
can inspire some of their neighbors to 
get involved in making the hollow 
more attractive. "I'm proud of this 
hollow," he said, "ifitwas just cleaned 
up."

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'Dislocated Workers To Get More Help 
In Job Search Through Local Program 

A federal grant will allow the 
Prestonsburg office of the state De­
partment of Employment Services to 
expand i~s servic~ to unemployed 
workers tn the region, beginning in 
July. 
. Morethan$850,000willbeused to 
Implement the Economic Dislocation 
and Worker Adjustment Assistance 
Act, funded to the local office through 
the state Cabinet for Human Re­
sources from the U.S. Department of 
Labor. 

The Prestonsburg office will be­
come a "substate grantee," one of 10 
such d?signated areas in Kentucky, 
accordmg to local director Thomas 
Hereford lll. Floyd County and 22 
other Appalachian counties arc in­
cl':'ded in the local region. Hereford 
sa1d satellite offices, emanating from 
~c Pr~s tons burg office, are slated for 
Pikeville, Hazard, Harlan and Mid­
dlesboro. 

"With the new program, we can 
d~ things we couldn't do before," 
sa1d Hereford. For one thing, the 
program will allow the local office to 
have more autonomy. '1tshifts train­
ing decisions one time made in 
Frankfort to us," he said. 

The program is aimed at helping 
what is termed the "dislocated" 
worker, the person who has had a 
good-paying, responsible, seemingly 
stable job that is lost because of com­
pany slow downs or closings. The 
dislocated worked hasalsoexhausted 
his or her unemployment and has 
limited opportunities in the area for 
the same occupation. 

Hereford said that many of his 
office's clients fall into this category. 
"The typical person we see has been 
earning $25,000 to $35,000 and has 
worked at the same place for 15 to 20 
years," he said. 

"This target population is grow­
ing," Hereford said. "As the coal 
industry produces more coal with 
fewer workers, the number will con­
tinue to grow." 

With the infusion of money to the 
employment office, Hereford's staff 
is planning ways to help these types 

of workers that were not previously 
available. The bulk of the grant, 62 
percent, or more than $500,000, will 
go toward retraining of the unem­
ployed workers. 

Hereford met Friday with repre­
sentatives from Prestonsburg Com­
munity College, Mayo State Voca­
tional Technical School and the Carl 
D. Perkins Job Corps Center to solicit 
training program proposals. 

In addition to funding retraining 
for the workers, DES will also take 
them through a thorough orientation 
to reentering the work force. 

The orientation will begin with an 
assessment of the worker's skills and 
interests, said benefits coordinator 
Sharon Burchett. "We'll administer 
an interest inventory and aptitude 
test and then, through computer as­
sessment, we'll get a printout of what 
jobs that person likes and has an 
aptitude for and wheretheyareavail­
able," she said. 

Counseling about the job hun twill 
follow, said Burchett. Workshops are 
planned, she said, on how to fill out 
an application, how to make a res­
ume and "how to seU themselves." 

A workshopondealingwithstress 
is also included. ''Many of these 
workers are bitter about their situ­
ation, and we'll try to help them deal 
with that bitterness so it doesn't show 
through when they go on other job 
interviews," Burchett said. 

· Another component of the coun­
seling step deals with relocation. 'We 

tell them up front that they may have 
to relocate," the coordinator said, 
adding that the program includes 
some financial assistance in helping 
the worker relocate if he gets a job 
more than 50 miles from where he 
now lives. 

Also included is some money for 
emergency financial aid, which will 
be allocated on an 1'individual case" 
basis, Burchett said.

Not long ago, an individual was 
setting forth the truth of the gospel to 
a man who was part of a traditional 
religious organization. The individ­
ual. spoke only in the language of 
scnpture, claiming no authority but 
the Word of God. But when con­
fronted by the truths of the scripture 
that contradicted the erroneous doc­
trines that the man and his religious 
or~aniz~tionheld, themanresponded 
Wtth thts observation: "I don't see 
how you who arc so few believe these 
things can be right and so many be 
wrong who believe otherwise." What 
he was ~ying is that the religious 
majority must be right, and the be­
lieving minority must be wrong. 

But do not the words of Christ 
reveal that this man's reasoning is 
typical in every age, and therefore 
will produce the result that Christ 
predicted? "Wide is the gate, and 
broad is the way, that leadeth to de­
struction, and many there be which 
go in thereat; Because strait is the 
gate, and narrow is the way, which 
leadeth unto life, and few there be 
that find it." (Matthew 7:13, 14.) 

When we look back to Noah's day 
we see the majority believing error 
and the minority believing the truth. 
Eight souls were saved and all the 
remaining inhabitants of the earth 
were destroyed by the flood. It was 
also Gideon' s300 in contrast with the 
host of the Midianites. Look back to 
Mt. Carmel and sec one man of truth, 
Elijah, set against 850 prophets of 
error. Can one be right and 850 be 
wrong? Yes, they can and they were! 

Notice the radio in the gospel 
accounts and see the few apostles 
and disciples compared to the many 
priests, rabbis, elders and followers 
of false religions.

Sometime during the discussion, 

the erecting of signs concerning the 
road condition was mentioned, and 
by the time the meeting ended, coun­
cil had agreed to do ju~t that. 

Travelers on the road can look for 
signs Ia ter this weeki n the area of the 
intersection that read: "This road ts 
not city maintained. Call the Ken-

tucky DcpartmentofHighways,502/ 
564-4890;" "Road conditions pro­
vided by your state highway depart­
ment;" and "If )'OU hate the holes on 
US 23, call502/564-4890." 

Goebel said that while driving in 
central and we~t<'rn Kentucky "you 
don' t ~ec roads like this. They're 
building new roads with our (coal) 
severance taxes." 

Besides the signs, Latta also sug­
gested that council send a "strongly 
worded" letter to state highway offi­
cials about the road. "If we could get 
people to write letters to the state, 
make phone calls or sign petitions, 
we might get the job done," she said. 

In other busmcss, council heard 
the audit report for the year ending 
June 30, 1988, from Steve Allen of 
Allen, England and Hensley Account­
ing. 

'There has been further improve­
ment in management and control of 
finances," Allen said in his summary 
report.

For anglers in the know, the next 
month will bring some of the year's 
finest bass fishing. Already fat with 
eggs, the big females arc now begin­
ning to orient to shallow waters in 
preparation for the spawn. Unfortu­
nately, the bass arc not holding in the 
shallows just yet, nor will they be for 
several more weeks . 

Anglers who understand the 
bass' prespawn period are we11 on 
their way to fishing success. It's re­
ally a simple concept, but one which 
eludes many anglers. Basically, the 
bass arc eager to move into shallow 
water and begin spawning, but the 
water temperature simply is not yet 
suitable. On warm, sunny days, the 
water in the shallows will warm 
several d cgrL>cS as the day progresses, 
and the bass will move from their 
deepwater haunts to the shallows. 
But once the sun drops and the air 
cools, the shallow water will lose its 
heat and the bass will retreat into the 
comfort of deeper water. This cycle 
will continue until the a1r tempera-

tureat night and day and the water's 
surface temperature become more 
moderated. When that finally hap­
pens, the fish will remain in the shal­
lows and begin the actual spawning 
ritual. 

Until that time, however, suc­
cessful anglers must learn to fish at 
two levels during the day in an effort 
to match the vertical movement of 
the bass through the depths. As a 
general rule, the bass will start the 
day in relatively deep water and 
move progressively upward as the 
water warms. 

What is more, the bass (in a res­
ervoir) arc also moving from the old 
river channel into the creek channels. 
As the weather and the water warm 
through the weeks, the bass wi II move 
farther up into the creeks utili7.ing 
the creek channel as a sort of high­
way. 

In the next few weel<s, one of the 
best structures to focus on will be the 
first rocky or gravel point on the 
north side of a creek arm. Bass prefer 

sure, Prestonsburg High School; Duran Newsome, Betsy Layne High School;

to spawn in gravel, and since the 
north side of the Jake or creek re­
ceives the most sunlight throughout 
the day, the water here warms more 
rapidly than the waters elsewhere. 
The difference might not be more 
than a few degrees, but it is definitely 
worth noting. 

In the mornings, the fish will be 

schooled and holding just off of the 
point, usually suspended over the 
creek channel. Because the water is 
still relatively cold at those depths, 
the bass will be rather sluggish. They 
will feed, but they won't chase a bait 
very far. Thus, slow moving lures 
like Carolina-rigged do-nothing 
worms, and drop baits like jigs, grubs, 
and Silver Buddys, will tend to pro­
duce most of the bass taken in the 
mornings. 

As the sun rises and the shallow 
w<Jter warms, the bass will begin 
moving upwards into that shallow 
w<Jter. In early spring, even though 
the sh<~llow water is warmer than the 
dl'cpcr water, it is still cool and the 

fish will remain sluggish throughout 
the day. Therefore, slow moving lures 
area good choice. One of my favorite 
early spring baits is Strike King's 
Houston Model Magnum spinner­
bait. This 5/8-ounce spinnerbait fea­
tures a gigantic Colorado-style blade 
(occupied with a smaller one on the 
tandem model), and might seem 
rather large for use in cool water. 
However, that large blade provides 
tremendous lift and enables you to 
fish it very slowly while maintaining 
a shallow depth. As long as you re­
trieve the bait slowly, the fish will 
have no trouble catching it. Remcm 
ber, though, that this bait is for usc 
later in the day after the bass have 
moved into sha)low water. 

Deep diving crankbaits arc also 
a good choice when fished correctly. 
The fish will not chase the bait too far, 
but they will definitely hit it should 
you run it in front of them. Usc a very 
slow stop-and-go retrieve and try to 
hit bottom on occasion. The reason

you should choose a dcep runner is 
because it willdlvealmostverltcally. 
When you pause the ball, it Will float 
upwards a foot or two. Then, when 
you start the retrieve again, a deep 
diver will h1t bottom much more 
quickly than will a shallow runner, 
and this will kl'Cp your bait in the 
strike zone for a longer penod of 
ti~e. In relatively clear or slightly 
dmgy water, try a crayfish or shad 
pattern, and throw a flrc tiger in 
muddy or dingy water. 

Another place to look for early 
season bass is in the back!> of muddy 
creeks and coves. Muddy watcr ab­
sorbs he<1t more rapidly than clear 

water, so it warms much faster. l3c 
sure that you have a defined creek 
channel leading into the area, for pre­
spawn bass will not travel far from a 
channel leading to deeper water. 
Again, the Strike King Houston 
Model Magnum is a good choice here 
as the huge blade provides a slow 
retrieve, lots of flash, and plenty of 
vibration which will help the fish 
locate the bait. In this muddy water, 
opt for a chartreuse bait. 
Incorporate this two-tiered fishing 
system into your pre-spawn bass 
fishing and I guarantee you will catch 
more fish.

Good Time Of Year To Fish 
Pre-Spawn Largemouth Bass 

This is the time of year when bass 
arc beginning to move into shallow 
water to spawn, but even though the 
fi.;h may appear to be quite vulner­
able and susceptible to lures, finding 
the fish i<.n't always that easy. 

'The most important thing to 
remember," explains Evinrudc Pro 
StaffmcmberKcnCook,awclJknown 
tournament pro as well as a former 
fic;heries biologist, "is that all the bass 
arc not moving shallow at the same 
time." 

"Some will be shallow, some will 
be at mid-range depths a little further 
out, and many will still be in deeper 
water. 

"The timetable not only differs 
from lake to lake, but even from one 
end of a lake to the other. Bass on the 
upper end of a big impoundment 
may spawn two weeks earlier than 
bass on the lower end, simply be­
cause the water warms faster." 

Cookrecommcndsanglcrsfollow 
a well defined progression from deep 
water to shallow just as the fi sh do, in 

order to determine where they arc. 
"I suggest anglers fish main lake 

points first," says the Evinrude Pro. 
"Study these points carefully, because 
the bass may be suspended, particu­
larly if the water has been unsettloo. 
Use a plastic grub, a spoon or a jug 
and frog, and work cover and struc­
ture like tree lines or channels." 

From the main Jake points, Cook 
recommends moving to the mouths 
of major tributary creeks, as well as 
secondary points within the creeks. 
Again, anglers should work avail­
able cover with a variety of lures and 
at several depths. 

"As you gradually work your way 
into a creek, begin to look for actual 
spawning areas," he explains, "espe­
cially long points or wide flats. Then, 
with good map or with your depth­
finder, try to locate a channel or 
treeline leading into that area. That's 
the path the bass will follow. 

"One feature I like to lookforis the 
first true breakline off the spawning 
area where the depth changes

abruptly. The first available cover, 
such as trees, logs or vegetation, can 
also attract and hold bass as they wait 
to move into the spawning area. 

''Try to visualize what the bass are 
doing and how they' removing. Each 
one of these stopping points is like a 
hotel where the fish remain for up to 
several days at a time. 

When fic;hing heavy cover for pre­
spawn bass, Cook likes to use a spin­
ncrbait, j1g, or plastic grub. When 
bass arc more active, he retrieves the 
lures quicker, but in colder water 
when the fish aren't biting as well he 
slows down his retrieve. 

"Rem em bcr there arc usually more 
fish not spawning than spawning," 
he says. 'That means you'll find more 
bass away from the flats at these dif­
ferent staging areas." 

'These fish arc more active than 
tho<;e on the spawning beds and are 
easier to catch, so that's where you 
should try to spend your time fish­
ing."

Along with Edward Cabell, Turner 

also edited a book called Blacks in 
Appalachia, which is one of the few 
books about the role that black men 
have played in the Appalachian re­
gion. 

The spring issue of Mantrip will 
feature interviews that students have 
done in Hall Hollow, the black com­
munity in Wheelwright, which has 
been the subject of a two-year re­
search project students have been 
conducting for the Kentucky Oral 
History Commission. 

Turner talked to students about 

the "transportation system" and the 
movement of blacks from the rural 
South to the coal fields in the early 
1900sin America. Turner believes that 
the Appalachian is an invisible mi­
nority in thiscountry,and within that 
group has been the black man. 

Very few people, according to 
Turner, are aware of the exact role 
that the black man has played in the 
region, or even that he is here. Histo­
rians have to correct that perception, 
he said, by writing more about the 
subject.

school of tod,ly ,md that of S"ncra­
tions ago. 

One-room schools, where all eight 
grades arc taughtbyuneovcrworked 
teacher, arc common in Kentucky, 
pl'rlMpsespecially in the mountains. 
Many arc m 1sola ted plac~s, approach­
able by motor vehicJeo; only in dry 
weather, and then only by jccpc; rug­
ged enough to negotiate rocky cn'Ck 
beds. 

The httl(' white schoolhouc;c at 
Forks of Middle Creek, in Floyd 
County,ismorefortunatethanmany. 
Although 17 pupils, ranging from 6 
to 16 years old, are crowded into one 
room there, the school is located just 
off a black-topped road, and its 
teacher is a college graduate. More­
over, ~he loves her profession. 

Just four miles west of 
Prestonsburg on KY 114, Forks of 
MiddleCrl'ekSchool ~tands propped 
up on concrete pillars on a steep hill­
side. That way, thcwaterrunningoff 
from the mountain can flow under 
the wooden building. 

A fey; square yards of almost-level 
ground provide a place where the 
smaller pupils can play theirchildic;h 
games, suchalj ''Tidy 0" and marbles. 
Down ncar the road there's just room 
enough between the two outdoor 
privies for the older boys to toss horsc­
"hocs. 

Drinking water is drawn from a 
well in the front yard. 

That school, like many another in 
Eastern Kentucky, doesn't boast the 
luxury of a real playground; just a 
rocky big of steep, cleared ground 

"Chairs Enough" 
Inside the single room, there arc 

chairs enough; and in one corner 
there's the teacher's desk. A low table 
in front, beyond the pot-bellied coal 
stove, is the recitation !'cctiun. One 
group, sometimes as many as four 
grades at a time, will be gathf'rl'd 
around that table for rl'cilation and 
instruction while thl' other pupils try 
to work and study. 

Instead of having access to a cafe­
teria where they can obtain a hot 
lunch, the children in that school 
remain at their desks to cat the sand­
wiches and fruit and drank the JnJ!k 
they bring from home. 

But just like youngsters in any 
other school, when the 15-minute 
recess period rolls around at mid­
morning, up they come .,..,ith candy 
bars, cookies and peanuts which they 
have hidden away for the occasion. 

School Decorated 
Perhaps because their teacher has 

had some art training, the Forks of 
Middle Creek pupils have decorated 
their classroom with color and imagi­
nation. For the Easter season, they 
painted spring flowers on the win­
dow panes and a big rabbit on the 
front door. The walls arc covered with 
murals of their own making- land­
scapes, ships at sea, an old prospector 
leading his burro in the desert, Pil­
grims going to church, a Bluegrass 
farm, their concept of My Old Ken­
tucky Home, and even a painting of 
"outer space," complete with rocket 
ship. 

About the only piece of equip­
ment in that school that couldn't have 
been found in a similar school half a 
century or more ago is a good rl'Cord 
player with an excellent collection of 
records. The Floyd County school 
system provides records for thec;e 
schools, but they have to dig up the 
players themselves. In this case, the 
player was a gift from the Princess 

Elkhorn Coal Company at David, 
seven mill'S away 

There'c; no l'arcnt-1 eacher Asso­
ci!\ lion to hl'lp lock after this school, 
although the teacher was quick to 
point out lhl' kindne!'s of people in 
thccommunityin painting the school 
building ilnd wiring it for electricity. 

Teacher is Happy 
Proud of lwr profession and happy 

in the job she is doing is the teacher at 
forks of Middle Crl'l'k, Frankie Sue 
Best (Mrs. William Marvin Best), who 
has been with the Floyd County 
School system for 17 years. A gradu­
ate of Eac:tcrn STate College with a 
bachelor of scienn· degree, she is 
workmg toward her master's degre<>. 
I fer husband is a coal miner. 

That she is an ideal teacher was 
agreed by two county S<"hool ~uper­
visorc:, Ottic: Spurlock and Clem 
Martin, who dropped in for a visit to 
the school on Good Friday. 

''( had rather be a teach<'r than be 
a millionaire," Mrs. Best declared 
during the morning recess. And she 
added with a laugh, "My husband 
says he is marril'd to a schoolroom."

Many customs arc associated with 
Easter, differing between religions, 
ethnic backgrounds and generations 
-but one custom seems prevalent 
among most: coloring eggs. 

The origin of the custom and its 
association with Easter is not easily 
determined, but a number of expla­
nations have been suggested. For­
merly, eggs were forbidden during 
the Lenten fast, but could be eaten 
again at Easter. Thus, decorated eggs 
could symbolize the end of the peni­
tential season and the beginning of 
joyful celebration. Eggs, also, as tra­
ditional symbols of life and creation, 
suggest the Resurrection. Likewise, 
eggs, colored like the rays of there­
turning sun or the northern lights, 
symbolize the return of spring. 

In any case, it has become custom­
ary in many places to decorate and 
exchange eggs at Easter. 

When seeking advice, turn to the 
experts: in this case, five Floyd County 
youths who offer tips and tales of 
Easter egg decorating. 

Michael Stephens, 5, explained 
that the best way to color eggs "is in 
the light, and yellow is the bestest 
color." The son of jean Stephens, he 
attends kindergarten at Prestonsburg 
Elementary School. 

He says he colored eggs and school 
and at home, and that eggs are ''best 
keptinarefrigeratorina basket 'cause 

· He adds he docs like to cat "every 
candy in thewholewideworld," and 
hoped to find just that in his plastic 
eggs at the Easter egg hunt at Auxier 
Methodist Church on Sunday.

Preheat oven to 400 degrees Fahr­

.flour mixture. Stir only until flour is 
moistened.

1 pkg. (3 oz.) cream cheese, sof-

1 tsp. orange peel 
2 tbsp. sugar 
2 tsp. orange juice 
Combine cream cheese, orange 

peel and sugar; stir to blend. Add 
orange juice and stir until smooth. 

Makes about 12 muffins. 
When using fresh oranges, keep 

these helpful hints in mind: 
- Choose oranges with a thick 

peel for easier grating. 
-Do not grate off more than the 

bright orange coating of the skin. The 
white part will be bitter. 

-Grate the peel first, then cut in 
half and squeeze the juice. 

-To make juicing easier, first roll 
the fruit on a hard surface, using 
pressure. 

-Keep oranges at room tempera­
ture for a few days, or refrigerate and 
use them within two weeks.

READING YOUR RX 
A working knowledge of Latin is not necessary to 

understand your doctor's prescription. Anyone can mas­
ter the terms most frequently used. Two words that 
almost always appear on your prescription are Disp. 
(Dispone), an instruction to the pharmacist to dispense 
a certain medicine; md Sig. (Signa) which indicates the 
instructions that ar to appear on the label. Among the 
abbreviations that the patient ought to know and check 
are those that indicate how often and under what condi­
tions the medicine should be taken. These include SID 
(once a day), BID (twice a day), TID (three times a day), 
and QID (four times a day). These instructions may be 
further qualified by PC (after meals), AC (before meals), 
PRN (as needed), SOS (if needed), STAT (immedi 
ately), and HS (at bedtime).

Brock and other state officials, including four who 
recently came to Floyd County to investigate the allega­
tions, are expected to address the board in executive 
session. 

The meeting will be held at 6 p.m. tonight (Wednes­
day) at the Prestonsburg High School cafeteria. 

Grigsby reportedly sought support for incumbent 
County Attorney David Barber during the May primary, 
and is alleged to have intimidated at least one district 
employee. 

Jimmy Hall, a maintenance worker at McDowell Ele­
mentary, has said Grigsby discussed the race with him. 
Hall, who supported Barber's opponent, said Grigsby 
told him a listofBarber's supporters was being compiled, 
and would be used in hiring decisions for the coming 
year. 

The board will also consider Superintendent Ron 
Hager's recommendations to hire certified teachers, prin­
cipals and central office personnel for the coming year. 

State officials, in one of 17 recommendations to the 
local board, have urged that the central office staff be 
reduced by three positions. In hearings earlier this year, 
the local board opted not to demote three central office 
staff. 

In early May, following the local district's failure to 
reduce central office staff, Brock sent a letter to Hager and 
board memberscitingthe academic bankruptcy law, and 
warning that state officials expect the local district to 
present a balanced budget for the coming fiscal year. 

The law includes a provision for removing board 
members and the superintendent from office as a last 
resort.

·Arrest Made, Bond Set 
In Betsy Layne Death 

A Betsy Layne man remained in 
the Floyd County jail late Tuesday, 
unable to post bond on a charge of 
second degree manslaughter. 

Harbit Hall of Betsy Layne was 
arrested Saturday, after a Floyd 
County grand jury indicted him for 
his alleged contribution to the April 
29 death of Christine McKinney. 

Indictments do not indicate inno­
cence or guilt, but only that sufficient 
evidence exists to proceed with a case. 

Hall allegedly chased the 17-year­
old woman onto US 23at Betsy Layne 
and into the path of a tractor trailer 
truck. McKinney died at the scene. 

Commonwealth Attorney Jerry 
Patton said an eyewitness reportedly 
saw Hall chase the woman "for some 
distance." 

Bond was set at $25,000 on the 
manslaughter charge. 

Hall was also indicted on a sepa­
rate charge of operating a motor 
vehicle while his license was sus­
pended or revoked fordrivingunder 
the influence on a third or subse­
quent offense. Bond on that charge 
was set at $10,000. 

Kentucky State Police Trooper 
Lynn Cross is investigating the case. 

Roy Ramey and Denzil Allen, two 
area insurance agents, estimate that 
more than 20 percent of fire insur­
ance claims they pay result from ar­
son. 

The rub lies in proving that arson 
occurred and getting a conviction 
from a jury. McKenzie figures that of 
10 cases he might investigate, onll 
about three are ever brought to tria . 
Of cases tried, he sees convictions in 
about half; meaning about one of 
every 10 arson suspects is actually 
penalized. 

"Juries, in general, hunt for rea­
sons to say not guilty," said McKen­
zie, who has worked with arson cases 
for 12 years. ''You have to have a 
really good case. Arson is like sex 
abuse, it's almost impossible to try." 

McKenzie recounted examples of 
finding the remnants of gas cans in* 

side burned out houses. "A five­
gallon gas can in the living room is 
not normal," the investigator said. 
Yet, even with that kind of evidence, 
a guilty verdict is difficult to obtain. 

Commonwealth Attorney Jerry 
Patton concurred. "Arson is not like 
assault or murder. There are gener­
ally no witnesses and no victims to 
testify," Patton said. ''To get a convic­
tion, you ordinarily need a confes­
sion or someone who witnessed the 
crime and will tell." 

Patton said that since he took of­
fice in 1988, only two indictments on 
charges of arson have been brought 
by the grand jury, and both of those 
are awaiting trial. 

McKenzie, who said arson plays a 
"major part" in the total number of 
fire losses in Eastern Kentucky, de­
scribed arson as a crime that has

Knocking Wayland's Lights Out: 
Short Funds May Cause Cutbacks 

A financial crisis that is expected 
to be tern porary and concern over the 
government clean up of a slatedump 
were the focus of Saturday's meeting 
of the Wayland Town Board. 

Board members learned from clerk 
Carol Stapleton that town workers 
did not get paid last week because of 
the lack of money in the town treas­
ury. 

The deficit is the result primarily, 
Stapleton said, of the town paying for 
police protection while Chief Mack 
Stuart was in training during the 
winter. Stuart was paid while in 
school and payment for his replace­
ment had not been budgeted. 

Also not budgeted was money for 
a replacement cage for the police 
cruiser. The cage was heavily dam­
aged by a prisoner and had to be 
scrapped. 

Mayor Pat Murphy suggested 
havingsomeofthetown'sstreetlights 
shut o1f and letting a half-time police 
officer go. 

Stapleton reported that the town's 
electric bill, which runs about $300 a 
month, could possibly be cut by a 
third by taking out selected lights. 
Board members Gene Mullins and 
Gene DeCoursey agreed to check on 
the lights and make recommenda-

tions. 
The board also agreed to file suits 

in small claims court against delin­
quent taxpayers whose assessments 
remain in arrears after June 15. 

'We shouldn't let them get away, 
especially when several older people 
who are legally exempt (from taxes) 

continue to pay," said Mullins. 'We 
have to generate money. We can't 
run on empty." 

Stapleton said checks from the 
Department of Mines and Minerals 
and other sources are expected in 
July.
