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Parents, Groups Oppose

More than 250 parents of Allen 
Elemc:ntarySchoolstudentsattended 
the Kentucky Department of 
Education's School FadlityConstruc­
tion Commission's public hearing 
Thursday night, but received litUe 
information. 

Others attending urged that new 
Prestonsburg and McDowellclemcn· 
tary schools be built, rathur than the 
current buildings renovated, as the 
state proposes. Several also objected 
to the state's listing of Auxier, Melvin, 
Prater and Osborne elementary 
schools as interim centers. 

TheAll en parents, angered at what 
they viewed as cuts lo the proJ'osed 
newschool for their area, were repre-

.scnted by joe Hinchman.He pre­
sented a number of questions to the 
hearing officials, jim J udgeof the state 
Division of Buildings and Grounds, 
and Robert Jones, hearing officer. 

"If the:! district 10 in phase three (of 
state intervention)," he al>kcd, 
''shouldn'tthestatebemore.nvolved 
in the building program 7" He also 
questioned lengthy delay" in the 
construction of the school, and why 
some rooms were eliminated from 
the building's construction plan. 

He also asked when the Allen 
students would be back in school, 
and where they would attend, refer­
ring to the recent furnace explosion 
which has temporarily closed the 
school and hospitaHzed its principal, 
Daniel Branson. 

Although hr.anng officers did not 
respond to Hinchman's questions, 
Superintendent Ronald Hager took a 
few minutes after the hearing to an­
swer -:orne of llinchman's quenes, 

Hager said offioals would not 
reopen the:! school until it had been 
dt'C\arcd safe, although he hope" 
clac;scs cand rl'Sume Wednesday. 

Heal so explained thatdac:srooms 
and physical education facilities "cut" 
from Allen Elcmen~ry School are 
being removed for fiscal purposes, 
but will be fundl'Ci rn the third phase 
of the School Fac iii ties Cons !ruction's 
funding cycle, which is in January 
1990, while the General Assembly is 
in session.

Ftfty to60angry Allen Elementary 
School parents met Thursday night 
in the Prestonsburg High School 
parking lot for a short rally and plan­
ningsc:;sion before attending a schOO. • 
uled Kentucky Department of Edu­
cation meeting hearing concerning 
the district's School Facilities Con· 
struction projects. 

Speaking at the rally was Joe 
Hinchman, PTO president for Allen 
Elementary, and Brenda May, a par­
ent active in PTO activities. 

Hinchman stated that he would 
present to state hearing of(icials a set 
of 12 questions concerning plans for 
the building a new school in Allen. 
He noted that he did not know if the 
group would be rC'Cognized by the 

board and requested that everyone 
mamtaincalmduringdiscussion.Hc 
al~o praised the large turnout of 
concerned parents. 

However, the subject aJ>parently 
on the minds of many present at the 
rally involved. the recent furnace 
explosion m the school, which badly 
injured Principal Daniel Branson. 
Brenda May broached the subject by 
suggesting that parent:; keep their 
children out of the school until next 
Wednesday evening's county school 
board meeting. and requested a show 
ofhandsofthosewhowouldsupport 
such a move. A majority of those 
attending raised their hands and 
roared thcirapprovaloftheproposal. 

One woman m the crowd asked If 

school board members would be 
willing to send their own children to 
Allen after the eq>losion, and sug­
gested that Allen schoolchildren be 
removed to another facility until the 
new --chool is built. 

Said May aftC'r the short rally: 
"TTlcsc parents are angry and scared 
to let their ch1ldren go back to the 
school. There IS a general feeling that 
something has to be done to keep the 
children safe." 

A meeting of Allen Elementary 
School parents wi II be held Monday, 
Nov. 6, at the First Baptist Church in 
Allen to plan a strategy for address­
ing problems at the :;chool, in prepa· 
ration for next Wednesday's school 
board meeting.

the office of mayor 1s about." 

She cited SC\ctal statistics which 
have impron~d srnc~ she took office 
lour ycarsago, .. uchas:Thecitywide 
payroll is up 39 percent, unemploy­
ment rate was down from 15.5 per­
cent in January of 1986 to 7.9 percent 
in August of this year; tourism is up 
64 percent with $17.6 million spent 
last year by tourists and 100 new 
tourism jobs created. 

Latta said that she spent muc:h 
time and effort on tourism develop­
ment and thc.> ctty is seeing the crea· 
tion of a new hotel and a convention 
center which will foster tourism even 
more. 

She added that Prestonsburg 
during her term, has seen thu im­
provement of Archer Park, with a 
new walking bridge. :.enior citizens 
recrention area, tennis courts, b.lll 
fields, basketball court, picnic shel­
ler!> and extensive repairs done on 
the swimming pool. 

In working W1th the City Council, 
Latta said that she tclt they have had 
a g~JOd relationship, " I never wanted 
any 'yes men' on the council and 1 
certainly don't have any. We agree 
about half the tlme, but we disagree 
agrt."Cably; we don't fight, and we get 
things accomplished."

A f.1ulty valve controlling the gas 
llow and pilot light of the Allen Ele­
mentary School furnace have been 

blamed for the Sunday evening ex­
plosion which •injured Principal 
Daniel Branson, and cau!lCd an esti­
mated $30,000 in damage to the 
school, according to janice Scott, dl-

re<:tor of risk management services 
for the Kentucky School Board Asso­
ciation. 

Scott, whose organization pro­
vides insurance and risk management 
services to all state school districts, 
reported that a private insurance 
adjustor fTom Louisville conducted 
the inspection at the school. The in­
spector determined that the valve on 
thefumacebecamestuckduringlight­
ing, allowing gas to flow into the 
furnace chamber. 

"We're assuming that Mr. Bran­
son turned the valve as he was light­
ing the furnace," said Scott, "and the 
valve became stuck without his 
knowledge, releasing gas into the 
chamber of the furnace. When he 
attempted to light the pilot, the gas 
exploded." 

Branson's condition has been 
upgraded from critical onMonda y to 
fair as of Thursday, as he undergoes 
treatment in the bum unit at Cabell­
Huntington Hospital in Huntington, 
W.V. He is expected to be in the hos­
pital at least a month. 

When questioned. if a maintenance 
problem could have contributed to 
the explosion, Scott expressed. doubt. 

"No one could have known that 
this would happen. Tt was a freak 
accident. An inspector could have 
examined the furnace one day and 
the next day, the valve could have 
gotten stuck." 

Frank Francis, director of school 
buildings and grounds for Floyd 
County, appeared to accept the re-

port made by the adjuster. 
"It's assumed that. bc<ause there 

was an explosion, a malfunction oc­
curred. Evidently, that is what hap­
pened. With the explosion and the 
damage to the valve, its difficult to 
say." 

When asked if poor maintenance 
played a partin the explosion, Francis 
stated that he had received no reports 
of trouble with the furnace prior to 
the explosion. 

"Inspectors from the state checked 
the furnace in October, and the gas 
company checked the lines in August 
and found nothing wrong." 

Employees from Columbus Heat­
ing and VentingCompanyofColum­
bus, Ohio, however, believe the fur­
nace may not have been in good 
condition prior to the exrlosion. 

"It was bad, that's al I can say," 
said Herschel Morrison, who was in 
charge of repairing the furnace and 
replacing destroyed parts. ''Thebum­
erswereinbadshape. We'regoingto 
put in some new pipes, new burners, 
and some panels. We should have the 
furnace and hearth finished up by 
Thursday or Friday." 

Other repair work continues in 
the school, primarily patching bro­
ken plaster on ceilings and replacing 
a doo~ that was blown out by the 
blast. Damages have been estimated 
at $30,000, according to Scott. 

Ron Hager, school superintendent 
for Floyd County, expects Allen Ele­
mentary School to reopen Wednes-­
day, Nov. 8, pending an inspection 
by the state fire marshal.

We 
were roundly and soundly con­
demned as anti-kids, anti-fun and 
possibly evenclosetNazis who would 
torture innocent children just for 
kicks. After all, we were told, it is a 
county road and they have their 
rights! Now I made excellent grades 
in ci vies, and was fairly certain I had 
the low-down on the Constitution 
and Bill of Rights, but hey! I've been 
wrong before. J thoug})t those Cod­
given, unalienable rights come to an 
abrupt halt at the point where they 
infringed on someone else's. Not 
according to these parents. 

One neighbor flatly said his kids 
were going to ride where and when 
they wanted to whether we liked it or 
not, and if they couldn't he would.lf 
we didn't like that, he went on, he 
would get an old car, cut off the 
muffler and ride until daylight. When 
we tried to explain about jobs and 
sleep he suggested we "tie a $1#®%&• 
rag to the bush in your yard when 
you need tosleepand theywon'tride 
by, and besides, nobody needs to 
work so $%•&:#@ much."

occasionally flare into a tull-flcdged 
brawl at a local pub. The local college 
is no threat to Harvard, though 1 
suspect it's about average. Getting 
across town,l remember, could be a 
pain because of the number of rail­
road tracks crisscrossing the business 
section to the Cotton Belt rail yard. 
The downtown, as with most places, 
is about to roll over and play dead, 
the victim of flashy malls. Jobs there 
don't pay union scale, as a rule. The 
primary recreation is fishing in Lake 
Pine 13luff, a midtown pond created 
by backwater from the Arkansas 
River. And the climate is as hot and 
humid in the summer as any you'll 
find anywhere. • 

None of this cuts the mustard, I 
suppose, with the uptown sophisti­
cates who make a living by compar­
ing cities of 40,000 with those of sev-

eral million. 
Yet, Pine Bluff has the best catfish 

restaurants in the country. I'd put 
money on that. Despite the lack of 
public transit, youcangetacross town 
in 10 minutes, barring train delays, 
and the streets are laid out bynum­
bers and state names in a civilized, 
orderly fashion. If you crave an occa­
sional taste of the big city, Pine Bluff 
is within easy driving distance of St. 
Louis, Memphis, Nashville, Dallas­
Fort Worth, Houston and New Or­
leans. And if you can withstand the 
summer, you know that mild weather 
will last well into winter, you can 
sunbathe in early March, and only 
rarely do you have to contend with 
snow and ice. 

What really makes Pine Bluffspe­
cial, however, are the people. Some of 
the warmest, most genuine people I 

ever met I met there. Literally and 
figuratively, their doors are always 
open to friends and stTangers. Plus, 
there's a laid back ambiance that 
seemc: to say Welcome Home when 
you enter. The people offset any lack 
in other "quality of life" criteria be­
cause, for the most part, theyrequal­
ity people. 

To all sophisticates: I, too, enjoy 
concerts in the park, big shopping 
centers, art movies, theatre, rapid 
transit, intellectual lectures and pro 
basketball live. But, really, those ex­
tras haveone-day-at-a-timeappeals. 
Good friends and neighbors arc long 
term. That's where I differ with the 
Prentice Hall people and that's why 
Pine Bluff is not dead last for me. 

1 suspect many other people feel 
the same about some of the places 
that ranked low on the scale or didn't 
even make the cut, for that matter.

For 819 families in Floyd County, 
the question of how to heat their 
homes in the coming winter months 
remains up in the air. 

U.S. congressional negotiations 
havecontinued to tic upspendingfor 
federal programs in the new fiscal 
year, locking funds for the Kentucky 
Home Energy Assistance Program 
(HEAl') in "congressional limbo," 
according to state Social Jnsurance 
Commissioner Mike Robinson. This 
combined federal/state assistance 
program, designed to help lower 
income families with elderly or dis­
abled members heat their homes, 
registered 819 Floyd County families 
at the Preston~burg Armory between 
Oct.16-25 

The $5.2 million fund pool for the 
state ran out on Oct. 25, and fund 
distribution remains uncertain until 
Congress approves the federal pro­
gram funding and President George 
Bush signs the bill into law. 

Ronald Wright, field serviccsupcr­
visorforthecounty'sHEAPprogram, 
noted that the county'!> registration 

process for heating assistance held at 
the Prestonsburg Armory went very 
smoothly. 

"Everything went well with rcgi~ 
tration this year. To be eligible for the 
program, it wasnecessaryfora house­
hold to have a mem berovertheage of 
60 or who is considered to be 100 
percent disabled. We then examined 
the family's income and determined 
if they qualified for heating assis­
tance. If they did, then they could 
receive monetary assistance to meet 
hca ting costs." 

According to Ricki Clark, of the 
Kentucky Cabinet for the Common­
wealth, the delay in federal approval 
for the program is not unusual. 

''Weusuallyexpect the funding to 
be approved between November and 
January," said Clark. "lf the request 
for $5.2 million is increased by Con­
gress, the extra funding will proba­
bly go into funding for the second 
phase of the program." 

This second phase, designed for 
low income families in heating crises 
situations, is scheduled to begin Jan. 
8 and run through April 27. Ear­
marked for the program statewide is 

$1 0.2 million. Th~ program is tailored 
to me<•t the needs of families who are 
facing heat Joss within five days be­
cause of unpaid bills, or who require 
emergency repairs to their heating 
systems, including wood and coal 
burning units. 

In Floyd County, applications for 
assistance can be placed at the Big 
Sandy Community Action Center in 
Allen. 

Robinson assured applicants that, 
while it is unclear when funding for 
the program will be approved, in all 
likelihood funds should eventually 
be a vai I able tom eel the needs of area 
residents. 

"Last year the state received the 
funding in mid-November," said 
Robinson. "Oncefundingisapproved 
and the President signs the bill, it 
should only be a matter of a few weeks 
before assistance checks begin to ar­
rive."

"Even more encouraging is the 
fact that those interviewed were re-­
cent buyers and sellers, our custom­
ers. They gave us an above average 
rattngonoverallagcntsalisfaction-
90 percent would use a real estate 
agent again in a future transaction 
and more than 75 percent felt that 
their money was well spent on the 
agent's commission.H she said.
