Law Enforcement: The Public's Viewpoint

Throughout America there is a
strong feeling of powerlessness. The
Harris Poll reports that in the late
1980s, over 60 percent of the adult
population feels alienated from the
?0 itical structure, We can trace these
celings to a widespread belief that
there is a two-tier system of justice
and privilege in America: one set of
rules for the rich and powerful, and
another for the ordinary citizen.

Public opinion expert Louis Harris
suggests that the real lesson that was
learned from the “Watergate Scan-
dal” is: If youare the average person,
you will be prosecuted to the maxi-
mum extent of the law.

The Iran-Contra scandal seems to
add to this belief, and this is a major
complaintthat the UMW hasbrought
against the Pittston Coal Company.
'IﬁUMW argues that the courtsand
the police do everything for the rich
and powerful company, but will not

give the average man a break. When
we did our poll, we wanted to try to
%Bt afeeling for how Floyd Countians

elt about their local political situ-
ation. As well, we wanted to know
how they feltabout the judicial branch
({mlice) of government, not just the
elected officials.

We first asked how many people
had contacted a local public official
with a em. In our survey, 68

tsaid that they had — a very
igh rate of public contact. On aver-

age, only about 20 percent of most
Americans have ever contacted a
public official. This suggests that
many local citizens may feel power-
less on a national scale, but not on a
local one. Thisalso suggests thatlocal
public officials in this area must be
receiving a v e number of
complanigtu frc:nry &u;uh'rsconsﬁtuents.
Of those who have contacted a
public official, over half do so for
community Jems. The rest were
split between personal and family

Wayland OKs
Insurance Tax

A new source of funding for the
City of Wayland was brought into
being Tuesday night, as city council
passed an ordinance to tax insurance
companies which provide coverage
to city residents.

The new tax, which effects casu-
alty, auto, inland marine, fire, health
and life coverage, will require insur-
ers to pay thecity 8 percentof thecost
of all premiums paid by policy hold-
ers within thecity limits. funds
will be paid directly to the city by
insurancecompanies.

According toSam Campbell of the
Big Sandy Area Development Dis-
trict, whodeveloped thetax proposal
at the rec[luﬁt the coungil to ad-
dress the long-term financial difficul-
ties facing the city, itis likely that the
added costs will be to con-
sumers. To council members, the tax
is necessary, if not desirable.

“All we’ve ever been able to do is
meet the bills,” said Mayor Pat
Murphy, “We hardly have anything
lefttodo anything else. If citizens are
to have adequate police protection
and get road work done, we're going
to have to raise some funds.”

Wayland Chief Cleared

The case of civil rights abuse and
police brutality, brought against
Wayland Police Chief Mack Stewart
by representatives of Earl Ray
Johnson, 28, of Topmost, has been
closed, according to Stewart.

In an interview Wednesday, Ste-
wart said that after an investigation
conducted by the Federal Bureau of
Investigation, lawyers concluded that
thecase lacked evidence for criminal
prosecution.

The investigation stemmed from
anarrestmade by Stewartduring the
earlymorning hours of Sept. 2. While
on patrol, Stewart noted an erratic-
ally driven vehicle, a!legedlasuper-
ated by Johnson, traveling on Route7
between Lackeyand Wayland. After
failing to pull over, Johnson led Ste-
wart ona 10-mile chase which ended
at Patton Fork in Knott County. Ac-
cording to police records, ]
stlgpedonadeserwdsectiono{ road
and fired a shot at the patrol car.
Stewart collided with Johnson's ve-
hicle and, because of a j ed car
door, returned fire through the patrol
car's windshield.

“The shots were so loud in the
cruiser,” said Stewart, “I couldn’t hear

for a couple of days.”
Stewart then ly exited the
trol car with a shotgun and, claim-
ng that Johnson refused to raise his
hands, struck Johnson on the head
with the weapon during the arrest.
No weapon was found in
Johnson's vehicle, buta search turned
up four 22 caliber shells.
Johnson was charged with DUI,

reckless driving, attempting to elude
a police officer and wanton endan-
germent. The single witness to the
incident was Stewart's brother, Jimmy
Stewart of Illinois, who was visiti:

Feast, Famine Cycles Propel
David, Town Created For Coal

When mostFloyd County mining
towns had already experienced their
heyday, thecommunity of David was
just beginning, making it one of the
{::t—-ifnot actual last — of the
planned coal camps.

Though the community’s coal
history is brief, the David area has a
rich, non-coal heritage.

It's hard toimagine what Lick Fork
of Middle Creek must have looked
like when Daniel Boone came over
themountainin1767. The lush valley
musthavebrimmed withbriars, berry
bushes and wild shruba.'lheﬂanklng
hills were probably covered with ol
timber, trees large and varied.

Animals were plentiful, especially
around the salt spring where Boone
is said to have camped for a time.
Though Indiansundoubtedly hunted
in the area and used the salt, white
man had not yet come in with his

lowsand inery. Pristine would
ve been an apt word for the ex-
plorertousein ng the land to

his sponsors east of the mountains.
Perhapshearingof thesaltsprings
from Boone, a Young family set up
the first salt works in the Big Sandy
Valley on the site of the present
community of David. The manufac-
ture of the valuable mineral contin-
ued until around the Civil Warunder
the operation at various times of
Slusses and Whitakers, according to
“Pioneer People: A Story of David,
Kentucky,” written in 1976 by Mary

A.Pineau,

The taking of another valuable
resource, timber, led to erosion and
the eventual filling of the spring. The
only evidence of its existence today is
a thoﬂcal marker in front of the
former mine company store, now The
David School.

Except for the sporadic timber
business, the Lick k valley re-
mained fairly quiet until the mid-
20th century. According to Pineau,
the earliest recorded settlers in the
area were the Hamiltons in the 1830s,

were followed bﬁ the Huffs,
Fitzpatricks, Tusseys, , Shep-

herds, Harkinses, Hales and Slones,
names still familiarin FloydCoung.
Many shared roots in Magoffin
County, which was just over the hill.

In those hard days, most folks eked
outa living by farming, hunting and
cutting timber. With no road into the
valley, most who lived there had to
be self-sufficient. The only value at-
tached to coal at the time was as a
heating fuel, hand dug from the hill-
side.

Pinneau’s book states that coal
man Henry LaViers, an Ohioan who
helped pioneer mining in Eastern
Kentucky, traveled up and down the
Middle (!reek valley buying mineral
rights from settlersaround 1917. One
deed, for instance, indicates that
LaViers paid $4,891.90 for mineral
riﬂts on a 489-acre tract owned by
Jake and Peggy Shepherd.
According to Pinneau, the cover-
age was extensive, covering rights to
“all of the coal, minerals and minerak
products, all oils and gases, all salt

Books & Things:
In Memory Of Robert Penn Warren

Kentucky’s native son, Robert Pen
Warren, was bornin Guthrieof Todd
County in 1905,and, althoughhelived
the last three decades of his life in
New England, he drew upon his
native state for much of his literary
work.

Well known for his prodigious
output in virtually every literary
genre, Warren penned poems, nov-
els, essays, short stories, biographies
and social criticism with equal fire
and grace. His efforts won him three
Pulitzer Prizes (one forliterature and
two for poetry), a hostofotherawards
and national acclaim as the nation’s
first Poet Laureate.

Warren's first critical ition
was for his poetry, but like a good
Kentuckian Ezcli ed conversations
and loved to tell stories, and as a
youngster he had soaked up tales of
the Civil War and the local Tobacco

Wars from his grandfather, So,at the
urging of his friends, he began to
write stories around the historical
facts he knew. But despite the form
he choose, his works often centered
on the major themes of the problem
of evil, the meaning of history, the
human penchant for violence, the
search for self knowledge and the
need for fulfillment.

RobertPenn Warren died on Sept.
15at the age of 84. Known asa manof
passionate prose, intricate poetry,
heavy scholarship and a ready wit,
he has left the nation richer for hav-
ing known him and from the literary
legacy he bequeathed it.

The following are examples of
someof Warren's writing availableat
Prestonsburg Community College’s
Library:

Night Rider (1939): Warren's first
novel is a fictional account of the
Tobacco Wars which raged through
parts of western Kentucky and Ten-

nesseeduring 1%05-1908, when grow-
ers tried to organize for a fair market
price,

Warren was bornin this section of
the country — known as the Black
Tobacco Belt—and though he was a
child during the period of the To-
baccoWars, heundoubtedly grew up
amidst stories and accounts of the
pillage and terror which swept the

country. This first-hand knowled
together with the results of later dis-
ciplined research, gave him the mate-
rial for the book that started his liter-
ary career as a novelist.

All The King’'s Men (1946):
Warren’s leap from apprenticeship
as a novelist with Night Rider to
mastery came with All The King's
Men. Winning him his first academy
award, itis still known as his master-
piece.

Loosely based on the rise of Huey
Long (The Kingfish), Louisiana’s
assassinated dictator-like governor,

the story has all the elements that
movies are made of: A rags-to-riches
theme, political intrigue, and steam-
ing lovescenes. (Broderick Crawford
staléred inits moviz pmdusﬁon.)

World Enough And Time (1950);

A M. Prichard states in his “Mead
Relations,” on page 25, that “Mary E.
Mead, daughter of Albert G. Mead
(#64 this writing) and granddaugh-
ter of Benjamin Mead (#5 this writ-
ing), writing to her cousin, Mrs,
George B. Clancy on the 19 Feb, 1915,
stated that she was 81 yrs. old in
January 1915, and that she had heard
her father mention ‘Uncle Moses
Mead and Uncle Rhodes Mead.’
When this was stated to Henry A.
Mead Jr., a brother of Mrs. Clancy, he
was quite certain there was another
uncle named Eli Mead. In 1917 John
P. Mead (#151) of Printer, Ky., with-
out being advised of the foregoing,
wrote a:\qfollows: ‘My great grandfa-
ther, whose name was Robert Mead,
lived in Bedford County, Va., and in
that county my grandfather Samuel
Mead about 1784 (?) married Katy

Goodbread and moved to this part of
the country in 1794. There was an-
other family of meads, who was
cousins to my father, who came to
this part of the country from Bedford
County about 1790. They was all
brothers, there names was Rhodes,
William and Eli. Their descendants
intermarried with the Hatchers,
Weddingtons, Stone, Fergusons,
La , O’'Wines (Owens) and Rat-
lifts and Howells’.

Truck and tractor events
find growing number of fans

As the pennant chase heats
up weeknights on NBC prior
to the first game of the World
Series Saturday on ABC,
another kind of sporting
event is revving its engines.

That event is Truck and
Tractor Pulling (TNT), a
sport that continues 1o grow
in popularity.

More than six million peo-
ple attended truck and trac-
tor pulls last year, and an
éstimated 60 million viewers
watched the motorsport on
television.

Three weekly television
shows highlight the event,
including truck and tractor
pulls and monster truck
races on ESPN; Tuffirax, a
new one-hour syndicated
series; and Truck and Trac-
tor Power, an hour-long

show on The Nashville
Network.

People from all walks of
life have begun participating
in the Truck and Tractor
evenls, Wayne Rausch, a
professor at Ohio State for
14 years, switched toacareer
on the tractor-pulling circuit
and has done quite well. The
“Red Man/TNT Motor-
sports Puller of the Year for
1988" started out with a
mini-tractor  competing
eight or 10 times a year.

“After three years, I decid-
ed to upgrade to the two-
wheel drive trucks. This is
now my life. It’s a profession
for me. | enjoy it and 1 enjoy
being around the other
pullers,” Rausch said. “We
have a good sport here with
a lot of technology and a
good competition.”
