The message was loud and clear:
Make these schools safer for our chil-
dren.

On Tuesday night, over 400 con-
cerned and angry parents met at the
First Baptist Church in McDowell to
discuss the events of the previous
week’s flooding, which on Oct. 17
trapped over 750 elementary and high
schoolstudents inrising floodwaters
at the McDowell campus.

Tuesday nii_ht, parents’ primary
concern was that classes were not
canceled until after children were
brought to the school, even though
rain had been falling heavily during
the night and area creeks were run-
ninghigh. A second concerncentered
ont ecisionby Earl Ousley, trans-
portation director for the Floyd
County School Systéem, and school
superintendent RonL. Hager tokeep
children at the schools until flood
waters receded.

Many parents waded through
thigh-deep water toreach the school
and take their children home, and
wereangered atboth the school board

and emergency and rescue
whoallegedly criticized the removal
of children through high waters.

In response, a petition was drawn
up by the newly-formed Left Beaver
Concerned Citizens group. The peti-
tion was signed by approximately
1,500 area residents, according to
Nedra Slone, parent of a McDowell
High School senior, and a committee
representative for the new group. The
petition condemned the handling of
the flood emergency by Ousley and
Hager, and requested a public apol-
ogy for their decisions and for the
apparent perception that parents’
actions to remove their children was
dangerous and uncalled for.

According to Red Cross worker
Lynn Summer of Mobile, Ala., a Dis-
aster Service Center was opened in
McDowell on Tuesday at Rescue
Squad Station #2 to accept applica-
tions foremergency assistance,and a
second center was opened on Thurs-
day in the Wayland Volunteer Fire
Department to provide similar serv-
ices,

Forty-five Red Cross workers, over
half volunteers, were called up from
Kentucky and several other states last
weekend by the regional Red Cross
Postat Alexander, Va,, to enter the 10
Eastern Kentucky hitby floodingand
providereliefservicesto Kentuckians
whose homes were damaged by
floods. According to Summer, pri-
mary efforts are directed at homes
which have had waters enter the liv-
ing quarters of the residence. The
Floyd County Disaster and Emer-
gency Service reported that approxi-
mately 235 houses received damages
inthe county, butSummer noted that
some of these received only minor
flooding and may not be eligible for
assistance.

“If people have damages to the

living sections of their houses, they
should get in touch with us,” said
Summer. “Many people may not
think that there’s enough damage to
get help with, but they should regis-
ter withusand getinformationabout
what we can do. We've had people
here who havebeensleepinginflood-
soaked beds, We're here to do some-
thing about that.”

Currently, there are three mem-
bers of the Red Cross operating in
Floyd County. Current emergency
flood headquarters for Eastern Ken-
tucky and sections of West Virginia
and Virginia are based in Hazard.

Summer and twootherRed Cross
workers, county supervisor Sue
Francis, of Memphis, Tenn.,and local
volunteer Shelby Willis of Maytown,
are able, once tﬁe brief registration
process is complete, to provide flood
victims with cleanup kits for dam-
aged homes, as well as emergency
food, bedding materials, and emer-
gency shelter, if necessary.

For substantive, positive change
to take place in the “war on drugs,”
equal focus must be put on the user,
the victim of drugs. First, our leaders

must address the economic and so-
cial causes of the hopelessness that
makes drug use attractive to our
people. We must focus on the pov-
erty and powerlessness that brin
out the need to trade a hopeless real-
ity for a moment of ecstasy and per-
ceived power. We must focus on the
middle-class lifestyle thatoffers youth
everything but self worth. We must
focus on turning around a creeping
national philosophy thatapproves of
gainatothers’ expense.

Second, we must begin toempha-
size rehabilitation of resentadcri'cts.
Atour own Layne House, drug and
alcohol addicts are turned away ev-
eryday because thereisno room and
no money for expansion. We hear of
waiting lists in large city rehab cen-
tersthatare threeand four yearslong.
And wehave torealize thatevery day
auser has to wait for tmahnent{\eor
she will use more, and every day isa
day of loss in human potential.

Yes, we should make every at-
tempt to stop the import of drugs, as
well as their domestic manufacture.
Yes, weshould put thesellers behind
bars. But unless we address the causes
of drug usage and seek to treat the
user, we will notsolve the drug prob-
lem. Any plan our leaders come up
with will only result in one more
bottomless spending bucket unless
we have the courage to address the
total problem with programsof depth
and substance, not just show.

Stumbo Or Sturgill: What’s The Verdict?

Being a Court of Appeals Judge
candidate is not an easy job, since
during the campaign candidates are
not permitted to discuss issues or
align themselves with a political
party, and must gather votes by let-
ting the people know who they are
and what experience they have.

Getting information to the public

A Moment With A Scoutmaster

Injusta few short weeks, Nov. 11-
18, the Boy Scouts of America will
once again be “Scouting for Food.”

In Prestonsburg, Troop #877 will
participate in what Chief Scout Ex-
ecutive Ben Love has called “the
perfect good turn,” adding that
“Scouting for Food mostdirectly ful-
fills the Cub Scout Promise to ‘help
other people,” the Boy Scout Oath ‘to
help other people at times' and the
Explorer’s Code of goodwill.”

Last year the BSA’s Scouting for
Food campaign collected more than
60 million cans and boxes of non-
perishable food. Such success cer-
tainly qualifies as a good turn!

The “good turn” concept associ-
ated with scouting is nothing new, In
fact,it wasa good turnwhichbrought
scouting to the United States of
America. One day early in 1909, so
the story goes, an American busi-
nessman, William D. Boyce, was lost
inthe London fog. Weary and bewil-

dered, he stopped beneath a street
lamp to collect his thoughts and lo-
cate himself, Out of the gloom of the
“pea soup” a boy approached him
asking if he could help. “You cer-
tainly can,” said Boyce and began to
tellthe lad of a certainbusiness office
which heneeded to locatein thecenter
of thecity. “Yes sir,” the boy replied,
"I know where itis and I'll take you
there.”

When they had reached their des-
tination the American reached into
his pocket for a tip, but the boy
stopped him. “No thank you sir, 'm
a scout,” said the boy, “I could never
takea reward for helping someone —
you see, it's my duty.”

“A Scout? And what might that
be?” said Boyce. So the lad began to
tellMr. Boyceabout himself, his broth-
ers and Robert Baden-Powell,
Scouting’s founder. Boyce became so
interested that after his business
meetihg, he had the boy take him to

the British Boy Scout Office, there the
young lad disappeared.
While at the Scout Office, Boyce

met the famous British war general,
Sir Robert Baden-Powell. After speak-
ing with B-P, Boyce became so im-
pressed with the movement that he
decided to bring scouting home with
him. On Feb. 8, 1910, in Washington
D.C,, Boyce, along with some of his
business friends, founded the Boy
Scouts of America. But what ever
happened to the boy in the fog? To
this day no one really knows. He's
never been heard of again — yet he'll
never be forgotten either.

Today, in the British Scout Train-
ing CenteratGilwell Park, a statue of
a buffalo has been placed in honor of
this “UnknownScout.” His good turn
had brought scouting toour country,
and the good turn of William D. Boyce
became one enjoyed by millions.

Today, through the good turn of
“Scouting for Food,” millions of
Scouts will work together to feed the
nation’s hungry and once again mil- *
lions will benefit from the good turn
of Scouts. But this is not the first na-
tional “Good Turn” campaign. For
nearly 80 years, Scouts have been

Your envelope to me was
printed clearly and legibly.
You shouldn’t have any
problem if you print your
name and address on an
envelope, put a postage
stamp on it and enclose it
with your next request, sav-
ing them the time of address-
ing an envelope to you.
